You'll find quite a bit in this May issue on the subject of 
home improvement and remodeling. These are subjects very 
dear to our heart and we hope that our pages will inspire 
many of you to take a second look at the old homestead and 
embark on a project that will make your house a more com­
fortable and pleasant place for you and your family.

We have a sneaking suspicion that a good many more 
houses would be updated and remodeled if a few things 
were done to remove some of the financial penalties and to 
make the task a little less difficult and confusing. In far too 
many instances, the home owner who improves his property 
can look forward to an increase in his property tax. M the 
same lime the property owner who allows his property to 
deteriorate is not penalized. To us this just doesn't seem fair. 
If our city fathers are truly concerned about deteriorating 
houses and neighborhoods, and are anxious to bring them 
back to pleasant communities for families, they should stop 
penalizing, through increased taxes, the very families who 
are making the effort and taking the responsibility for im­
proving their property.

It would also help to encourage families to remodel, if 
communities would take a second hard look at some of their 
outmoded building ordinances and bring them in tune 
with the times, as well as making them more realistic, there 
would be more incentive to get the job started.

It would also be nice if lenders would be a little less rigid 
in their conviction that it is unwise to put money into a house 
if—with its improvements—it will be out of the price rangeof 
surrounding houses. We understand their point but again, 
how are you ever going to stop deterioration of a neighbor­
hood, how will you improve a neighborhood, if someone 
doesn't make the first move?

Last but not least, we would hope that more communities 
take the lead in bringing together architects, designers, and 
builders to provide advice and assistance to home owners 
interested in remodeling at a reasonable charge. At the 
present time, far too many of us who are seriously interested 
in remodeling become totally discouraged simply because 
we cannot seem to get authoritative assistance to help us 
decide the feasibility of our plans and to get them executed.

There are something like 40 to 50 million houses in this 
country that need a little remodeling or updating. We seem 
to have the families who are interested in having pleasant 
and attractive homes and are willing to take on the respon­
sibility and the financial burden of updating these structures. 
The time has come when steps should be taken to make re­
modeling and updating part of the 20th century and not 
allow it to limp along in its present outmoded methods.

Administration) have announced they will accept wall-to-wall car­
peting meeting their minimum standards as a finished flooring, so 
that it may be financed as part of a mortgage or long-term home 
improvement loan. The effects this will have were explained to us 
by Paul M. Jones, president of the American Carpet Institute who 
said, "The new FHA-VA ruling is good news indeed." /tern. The mini­
mum-quality standards set by FHA-VA will insure that a better grade 
of carpeting than before goes into cheaper houses. Up to now, con­
ventional lenders have included carpeting under the terms of their 
mortgages. But without minimum-quality standards, builders would 
too often install the cheapest possible carpet in their less expensive 
models. Item: Up to now you could only include carpeting for a 
new house in conventional lenders' mortgages. Now you can buy 
carpeting when you refinance your own home, when you take out 
a long-term home-improvement loan, or when you move to an "ex­
isting," i.e. old house. Item: Banks will very probably follow the new 
pattern set by FHA-VA. Says Mr. Jones: "Cash reserves are usually 
low when you buy a new house. Now you can buy the carpet of 
your choice, provided it meets FHA-VA minimum-quality standards, 
without stripping yourself of ready cash." According to Mr. Jones, 
$1000 worth of carpeting will add only $6 per month to a 25-year 
mortgage. Item: Watch out for carpet stores advertising "FHA-ap- 
proved" carpet; this is illegal. All a salesman may do is assure you 
the carpet you wish to buy meets FHA or VA minimum standards. 
Item: FHA and VA will only allow you to buy carpeting for living 
areas; kitchen and bathroom carpeting is not included.

Quality pieces have frames that 
don't sway or shimmy from side to 
side when touched. Frames and all 
finishes should be completely 
smooth (test with fingertips). Glass 
tabletops must have a groove or 
ledge to keep them firmly in place. 
Most manufacturers now offer 
tempered safety-glass tabletops.

Cushions covered in fabrics with 
stain-repellent protection (Scotch- 
Card, Zepel, Sylmer) are your best 
buy as are heavier-weight fabrics 
such as twill and sailcloth.

Minimum prices for wrought- 
iron outdoor furniture are $35 to 
$40 for chairs, $85 for a chaise 
with pad, $60 for a round table, 
and between $50 and $60 for a 
rectangular one. Unless you are 
sure you're getting a bargain, don't 
pay less.

Wash occasionally with warm 
water and mild detergent; rinse 
thoroughly. Once a year give it a 
coat of automotive wax. Any nicks 
or chips should be retouched to 
prevent rust. (Touch-up paint is 
sold by most manufacturers.)

Most wrought-iron outdoor fur­
niture is offered with "all-weather" 
finishes so that it can be left out 
all through the winter months, but 
don't let (eaves accumulate on any 
flat surfaces like chair seats. It is a 
good idea to bring cushions inside 
when they are not being used.

RAHAN
Rattan furniture is made from 

solid wood, actually from a jungle 
vine from the Philippines. It comes 
in a wide choice of natural wood 
and painted finishes, and in de­
signs that range from Oriental to 
traditional. Since a sizable amount 
of rattan furniture is made for in­
door use only, make sure it has 
been varnished if you plan to use 
it outdoors.

The quality of rattan depends 
on smoothness of frame, construc­
tion, and type of material used in 
the seat platform (insist on hard­
wood; soft woods won't do).

Higher quality rattan furniture 
features a double doweled and 
glued method. Also, all windings 
should be of genuine cane and 
must be applied with brass nails 
plus glue. To avoid the constant 
need for waxing, question the 
salesman about finish; a coat of 
spar varnish is recommended.

Cushions should have zippered 
covers, usually of cotton and 
rayon or linen, preferably with a 
stain-repellent textile finish.

Rattan furniture is far more ex­
pensive than aluminum tubing fur­
niture; in the higher quality lines 
a lounge chair in base grade fabric 
will sell from $67.

Dust periodically and clean oc­
casionally with a dampened cloth.

ALUMINUM TUBING
All the manufacturers we inter­

viewed agreed that it takes an ex­
perienced shopper to recognize 
quality in aluminum furniture. Buy 
only from the most reputable re­
tail stores and look for furniture 
made by the best-known firms be­
cause here's a real case of getting 
what you pay for.

Some quality marks are the size 
of the tubing, which should be no 
less than an inch in diameter, and 
the weight of the chair—the heav­
ier the better. Also look for ano­
dized frames. Anodizing produces 
a rich finish, prevents pitting (es­
pecially important if furniture is to 
be used near the ocean) and oxi­
dation (turning black from expo­
sure). Smoothness is important 
loo. Run your fingers over and un­
der the frame to make sure there 
are no ragged seams or edges.

Examine webbed seats and 
backs (currently popular is web­
bing made of polypropylene). 
Make sure webbing strips are 
tightly woven and that there Is a 
minimum of six or seven strips per 
seat; the number of strips deter­
mines comfort and wear, When 
you test chairs for comfort, watch 
out that metal parts do not touch 
the backs of your legs.

To care for your furniture, wash

REDWOOD
Redwood furniture is extremely 

durable and will hold up in almost 
any climate. Salty sea air and ex­
cessive humidity won't damage it.

Choose pieces that are deep red 
in color and are protected by a 
penetrating sealer. If wood por­
tions of seating pieces have knots, 
knot holes, or barkitke areas, stay 
away from them. Table and bench 
tops may have knots, but test to 
see that they're tight and hard. Ta­
bletops should be screwed—not 
nailed—to the legs. Test edges: are 
they sanded and rounded?

When selecting redwood furni­
ture, be prepared to spend about 
$100 for a grouping of a chair, 
chaise, settee, and coffee table.

There are a few fine points that 

set cast aluminum apart from 
wrought iron: since it is cast in 
a mold rather than hammered 
(wrought) the decorations are apt 
to be more refined; it won't rust or 
corrode as readily as iron, and it is 
usually more expensive. When 
buying cast aluminum use the 
same quality and care check­
list as for wrought iron

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Question: My living-dining
room seems much too long for 
its width. How can I furnish it 
to overcome this handicap?

Not 
only was it much too narrow 
for its length, there was prac­
tically no wall space for furni­
ture placement. Because a long, 
narrow room takes the eye off 
into infinity, lines converge like 
those of a railroad track.

Quest/on: Is there a difference 
between a fingertip towe/ and 
a hand towel; my daughter is 
getting married and I need to 
know soon.
Answer: Fingertip towels are 
those very tiny guest towels 
that most men dislike. Hand 
towels are much bigger, al­
though they are still quite small 
compared to the average bath 
towel. As their name implies, 
they are used near the bath­
room lavatory for family use 
after handwashing. Fingertip 
towels are usually for guests.

Question: Can / have my new 
carpet installed over the carpet 
and padding I have now? 
Answer: No. It would be most 
unlikely that you could get the 
smooth, taut installation you 
want. The general practice is to 
take up the old carpeting and 
to replace the padding if it is 
necessary.

Question: We are moving into a 
new home with a very small 
dining room. I'm trying to figure 
out if the furniture I have will 
fit—how much space will I need 
for a table and chairs?
Answer: To be comfortable, al­
low at least two feet for each 
person at the dining table. This 
gives enough room on the table 
for a ten-inch dinner plate plus 
silverware and enough room for 
the person sitting at the table to 
eat without prodding his left- 
and right-hand neighbors with 
his elbows.

Also, check the space be­
tween the edge of your dining 
table and the wall. Unless you 
have at least three feet it will be 
difficult to get up from the ta­
ble, and what's more, the backs 
of your chairs will scratch your 
paint or wallpaper.

Although you ask us about 
space for chairs and table only, 
we feel very strongly that every 
dining room, no matter how 
small, must include one more 
piece of furniture: a buffet or 
server of some sort, a shelf on 
brackets will do if that’s all the 
space you can afford. Without 
such a piece it becomes almost 
impossible to serve any kind of 
meal; extra plates, dishes, serv­
ing pieces, etc., will clutter up 
your dining table

Question: We are thinking of 
redecorating our living room, 
especially the windows. Do you 
recommend wood poles? I no­
tice that you show quite a lot 
of window treatments with 
them in American Home.

Question: We seem to have a 
problem with books in our fam­
ily—too many and not enough 
bookcase space in the living 
room.

Answer: We know of no law 
that confines books to the liv­
ing room. As a matter of fact, 
some of the most charming 
houses we have seen have a 
bookcase in each bedroom. 
These usually contain special 
favorites, the books you like to 
read and reread.

POISON IVY!

The majority of people who 
come in contact with poison 
ivy—the common name for sev­
eral kinds of harmful vines or 
shrubs—are sensitive to it. As a 
matter of fact, poison ivy is the 
most common plant allergy. It 
produces a skin rash that no 
one has to tell you about if 
you've ever suffered from it. 
The severity of the rash, of 
course, depends upon the 
amount and area of contact and 
a person's individual sensitivity. 
It is accompanied by itching 
and most frequently occurs on 
the exposed body surfaces such 
as the hands, arms, legs, and 
feet. Often blisters develop.

Poison oak and poison sumac 
are not as common as poison 
ivy but give the same symp­
toms to the person who is sen­
sitive. These symptoms may de­
velop within minutes or hours 
after exposure, or may not ap­
pear for a week or ten days. A 
person may be exposed to these 
poisonous plants for years with­
out being affected, and sud­
denly ofie day develop a dis­
tressing rash from one of them.

within 30 minutes to an hour 
after exposure. Lather and rinse 
several times, and then sponge 
the areas with rubbing alcohol. 

As clothing may pick up and 
retain the oily poison upon con­
tact with the plant or contami­
nated skin, use rubber gloves 
and cleanse the clothing with 
an oil solvent and soapy water. 
Dry the clothing in the sun.

THE TREATMENT
In cases of mild eruptions use 

a calamine lotion (with no ad­
ditional medication in it) to 
minimize the itching, or Burow's 
solution (diluted one part to 
20 with water) to minimize the 
soreness. It is of extreme im­
portance to try to avoid scratch­
ing, as this may spread the rash 
or cause it to become infected.

Your physician should be 
consulted if you suffer from se­
vere or persistent eruptions.

PREVENTION
The best prevention is avoid­

ing contact with poison ivy, 
poison oak, and poison sumac. 
Because they are so common 
in nearly all parts of the United 
States, everyone should learn 
to recognize them. Many refer­
ence books contain photo­
graphs and descriptions of all 
three kinds of poisonous plants. 
Know the specific types and 
locations of those plants native 
to your own area.

Eating a poison-ivy leaf, con­
trary to many old wives' tales, 
does not confer immunity, and 
can prove dangerous.

But there is a vaccine that 
can be injected or taken by 
mouth that, if taken before ex­
posure, sometimes proves effec­
tive. It's usually given during 
winter and early spring.

If you know from past ex­
perience that you are sensitive, 
or are unavoidably in contact 
with any of these poisonous 
plants, always wear protective 
clothing ... and keep your 
eyes open!

THE NATURE OF THE POISON
The roots, stems, and leaves 

of poison ivy contain a color­
less or milky oil which is ac­
tually a combination of four 
poisons. This irritating oil is 
present in the plant ail year.

The rash itself is not con­
tagious; it cannot be spread 
from one person to another. 
However, the oil can be spread 
by clothing, shoes, hunting or 
garden implements, or even 
household pets. It is possible to 
repeatedly reinfect oneself by 
handling implements contami­
nated with the unseen oil.

A sensitive person can even 
contract a rash from dust and 
ash in smoke coming from a pile 
of burning poison-ivy leaves. r

CASH TRANSACTIONS
Be just as orderly about keep­

ing records of cash transactions 
as you are about filing canceled 
checks. A handy way to do this 
is to keep a diary of cash spend­
ing, day by day. Be sure to mark 
each receipt with its proper 
number, like the checks, ac­
cording to your master list.

This master list, of course, will 
include many other categories 
besides deductions—such as in­
come, tuition, capital gains, and 
all the other umpteen headings 
that tell the story of your finan­
cial life. Each will have a num­
ber to guide you in marking all 
papers relating to a specific 
category.

While the frenzy is all over for 
this year, as far as your 1966 
tax return is concerned, it's 
surely not forgotten. And maybe 
that's just as well. The memory 
of the disorganized mess of pa­
pers you floundered around in 
is apt to make a true convert 
out of you: This year you'll be 
orderly about keeping records.

Every taxpayer is required by 
law, of course, to keep such 
records as will enable him to 
prepare a complete and accu­
rate tax return. But no law says 
just how to organize all the ac­
cumulated bits and pieces that 
determine the income, deduc­
tions, credits, etc., to back up 
what you will eventually report 
on your tax form.

THE NUMBER SYSTEM
Choose your own system. I 

happen to like what 1 call the 
Number System for filing rec­
ords month by month. It works 
like this:

First, look over your tax re­
turns from the past few years. 
Note the type of deductions 
that normally apply in your 
case. Then make a list of these 
deductions- 
butions, medical, property taxes, 
etc. Number each category in 
your list

Now, each month after bal­
ancing your checks with your 
bank statement, put aside those 
checks that may conceivably re­
late to the deductions you plan 
to claim for 1967. Number each 
check—preferably with a col­
ored pencil—according to the 
number you've given this partic­
ular category on your master list. 
For example, if the check was 
for a charitable contribution, 
and that category is marked 5 on 
your master list, put a big col­
oreds on the back of the check.

After all the month's checks 
have been identified they can 
be filed in any number of ways. 
I like to use an accordion file, 
properly tabbed and alphabet­
ized. But one woman I know 
files her canceled checks back 
in her checkbooks, matching 
them up with the corresponding 
stubs. The point is to work out a 
filing system that's simplest and

BREAKING DOWN YOUR CHECKS
If any sales tax is involved in 

a purchase, or where certain 
items included in a payment 
can later be figured under medi­
cal deductions, youTI find it 
worthwhile to break down the 
total amount of a check, as you 
write it. For example, if you're 
paying a department-store bill, 
figure out how much of the sum 
can be attributed to sales tax. 
If it's a bill from a drugstore, de­
termine how much of the pay­
ment is for drugs, jot down 
these possible deductible sums 
on the back of the check.

Remember, if you travel out­
side your state, you can deduct 
any sales taxes on gasoline and 
other merchandisi as you do 
in your own state. Be sure to 
get and keep receipts.

If you pay by check for gifts 
of merchandise which you con­
sider business expenses, write 
on the back of the check the
name of the individual or 
company who receives it.

SHOULD YOU BUY, 
RENT, OR 
LEASE A CAR?©

Probably more than once you 
have been tempted to sell your 
car and rent or lease one in­
stead. In fact, right after being 
presented with a repair bill 
you've threatened this out loud.

Well don't sell that car until 
you have investigated further. 
Leasing or renting a car may not 
be for you. And in many cases 
you could be paying more than 
it costs to operate your present 
car. Remember that firms leas­
ing and renting are in business 
to make a fair profit.

BUYING YOUR OWN
This is the most popular 

means of transportation. Nearly 
80 million private passenger cars 
are on the road today. And 
owners enjoy these advantages:
• Complete control and free­
dom of use.
• Choice of model, type, and 
equipment.
• Pride in ownership.
• Economy in operation,
• Choice to trade at any time. 

The average cost of operating
a standard-size car is at least 
ten cents per mile. This includes 
gas, oil, insurance, repairs, de­
preciation, licensing, and inter­
est on the car loan. This does 
not include the cost of garag­
ing, parking, road tolls, tow 
charges, or violation fines.

The average American driving 
about 10,000 miles annually will 
find costs between $1000 and 
$1500. In some large cities be­
cause of high costs of repair, 
insurance, and garaging this 
may soar to $1700.

• Your car may be old and un­
dependable for a long trip.
• In a hot climate you need an 
air-conditioned car for a trip.

The most common type of 
rental is for a short period of 
lime where you pay a flat rate 
per day plus so much per mile 
driven. Because of the extreme 
competition among the numer­
ous renting agencies, there are 
many modifications of this plan 
available. Some plans include a 
flat rate per day with no mileage 
rate, a day rate with the first 
800 miles free, a day rate where 
you pay for gas and oil, and 
special rates for specific periods 
of time.

As you can well suspect, the 
small compact cars are much 
cheaper to rent than the larger, 
more comfortable ones. A good 
average is the standard-size car 
that rents for about ten dollars 
a day plus ten cents a mile trav­
eled, with the agency paying 
for the gas and oil.

HOW TO WATER 
FOR GREENER LAWNS 
ANO GAROENS

is drive this into the ground, pull it 
out, and examine the soil sample that 
comes up with it.

But the easiest and most accurate 
way is to install a tensiometer. This is 
an instrument that measures how 
much moisture is available to plants 
in any type of soil. A complete instal­
lation (which anyone can make at a 
cost of about $45} consists of two 
tensiometers—a short one that meas­
ures the moisture in the soil at one- 
quarter the depth of the root mass, 
and a long one that measures the 
moisture at about three-quarters the 
depth of the root mass. Thus, by read­
ing the dials on the two instruments, 
you can tell instantly what the condi­
tion of the soil is throughout the 
most important part of the root zone. 
When water is needed, you will be 
able to tell just when you have ap­
plied enough.

The space between plants also de­
termines how much water should be 
applied. Plants compete desperately 
for the water available in the soil. If 
they are dose together, they need 
more water. If they are far apart, they 
need less.

You can make this fact work for 
you in two ways: If your water short­
age is dire, you can reduce your use 
of water by increasing the space be­
tween plants. On the other hand, if 
you make a practice of watering 
plants well, you can set them much 
closer together than is usually recom­
mended. The result will be a more 
beautiful and bountiful garden than 
you ever had before. One that you 
will take pride in.

Mulching retards the loss of water 
from soil through evaporation. That's 
all the reason you should need for 
covering the soil in flower beds, veg­
etable gardens, and under trees, 
shrubs, and vines with two to four 
inches of chopped bark, buckwheat 
hulls, sawdust, leaves, hay—almost 
anything that will form a blanket be­
tween the soil and the atmosphere.

Plants need water over the entire 
root mass. In addition to going deep, 
roots spread far out to the sides of 
plants. Tree roots, for example, com­
monly extend from the trunk to the 
ends of the overhanging branches 
and even beyond. It is obvious, there­
fore, that it does little good simply to

(continued)
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composition of the soil in which they 
are growing. Easiest way to do this is 
to make a rough percolation test after 
a two- or three-week dry spell. Place 
a flat-bottomed glass jar on flat 
ground near a lawn sprinkler, turn 
the water on to average speed, and 
let it run until the jar is filled to one- 
inch depth. Note the time this lakes. 
Turn off the sprinkler and wait about 
two hours for the water to settle into 
the ground. Then dig a hole next to 
the jar and measure the depth to 
which the water has penetrated. You 
now have a reasonably accurate esti­
mation of how deep an inch of water 
will wet your soil in a certain length 
of time.

Quite apart from whatever you do 
to contour the land and cover it with 
plants or mulches, you can minimize 
the loss of water through runoff by 
adjusting the rate of application to 
the composition of the soil. In other 
words, remember that you should not 
apply water as rapidly to dense soil as 
to porous soil. At the same time, do 
not overlook the fact that all soils— 
even the sandiest—have a saturation 
point. When you exceed this by ap­
plying water too fast, some of the wa­
ter is likely to run off.

You can improve all soils by add­
ing humus. The moisture-absorbing 
qualities of clay can also be improved 
by the addition of sand.

The condition of the soil indicates 
when you should apply water and 
how much. Most of the roots on a 
plant lie within about six to 48 inches 
of the soil surface. If they do not 
have access to a fairly constant supply 
of moisture, the plant will not grow 
even though it may stay alive by send­
ing a few roots down to tap deep wa­
ter resources. It follows that in order 
to have a vigorous, attractive garden 
you must keep track of whether there 
is moisture in the soil around the 
main root mass.

As soon as this supply shows signs 
of dwindling appreciably, you should 
get out the hose and apply enough 
water again to wet the soil down to 
the bottom of the main root mass and 
even farther. Occasional deep water­
ings like this are infinitely better than 
frequent shallow waterings because 
they stimulate deep rooting and be­
cause the water is not lost so rapidly 
through evaporation.

One way to check the condition of 
soil is to use a soil probe. All you do

Unless we (earn to make better use of 
water outside the house, more and 
more gardens and lawns will be 
turned into wastelands by recurring 
droughts and also by municipal wa­
ter shortages.

The problem that such water fam­
ines create is not confined to arid re­
gions. Last year a dry spell raised mi­
nor havoc in lush gardens in a part of 
Hawaii that has close to 100 inches of 
rain a year. At the same time, the met­
ropolitan area of New York, which 
normally has 42 well-distributed 
inches of precipitation, was in Its 
sixth—and worst—year of drought.

When nature acts in such an un­
friendly fashion, most of us eventu­
ally give up struggling to compensate 
for her deficiencies. We shrug and 
say: "There really isn't any way for 
us to keep gardens going when rain 
doesn't fall, when the water tables 
drop, and when our local utilities 
don't build adequate reservoirs and 
distribution systems."

But there is much we can do to 
make the problem less severe by 
learning and applying the science of 
water management.

FIRST, THE BASICS OF WATERING
Soil composition influences water­

ing in a major way. Irrigation experts 
have calculated that to wet one foot 
of dry soil, you need to apply % inch 
of water if the soil is sandy, iVz 
inches if the soil is a loam, and 2V2 
inches if the soil Is clay. These figures 
do not take into account the water 
that may be lost through runoff. Run­
off increases in direct proportion to 
the density of the soil, the dryness of 
the surface, the hardness of the sur­
face covering, the steepness of the 
slope, and the rate at which the wa­
ter is applied.

The speed with which soil dries out 
also depends on the composition of 
the soil as well as on the weather and 
on how fast soil moisture is taken up 
by plant roots. Assuming all roots to 
be alike, sandy soil loses moisture 
faster than loam and loam loses it 
faster than clay. By adding humus, 
however, you can change the picture 
to some extent. In sand and loam 
soils, humus helps to retain moisture; 
but in clay it may have the opposite 
effea by making the soil lighter. What 
do these assorted facts mean?

To water plants efficiently, you

pump that size can be used/' he ex­
plained. "It supplies more water than 
the family needs, but not enough for 
extensive irrigations. However, the 
well itself has plenty of water for wa­
tering the grounds from morning to 
night. To make use of it, all I'd have 
to do is put a larger pump closer to 
the bottom of the well."

Why waste the water that falls on 
your roof? True, your roof yields only 
a limited amount of water and only 
after a rain; but in times of shortage, 
why waste anything?

The most efficient way to use roof 
water is to direct it from the down­
spouts into a cistern from which it 
can be withdrawn as needed. A lOx- 
lOxlO-foot concrete cistern holds 
about 7500 gallons.

The alternative—if your soil is rea­
sonably porous—is to distribute the 
rainwater, as it falls, to any part of 
the garden through three-inch per­
forated composition pipes connected 
to the downspouts and laid about six 
to 12 inches beneath the soil surface. 
To estimate how much pipe you 
need, measure the square-foot area 
of your topmost ceiling and multiply 
the total by the fraction of a foot of 
rain that falls in an average storm. 
This gives you the approximate num­
ber of cubic feet of water that will 
flow into your irrigation network. 
Now multiply by 20 (a 20-foot length 
of a three-inch pipe holds about one 
cubic foot of water). The answer is 
the number of feet of pipe you should 
presumably install; however, since 
rain does not fall all at once, you 
can reduce the total length by about 
75 percent without much danger of 
having the pipe become water-logged 
in a hard storm.

IMPROVE DISTRIBUTION OF WATER 
TO AND THROUGH THE GARDEN

The system of pipes, faucets, hoses, 
and sprinklers used to distribute wa­
ter from the meter or pressure tank 
to the garden is more important than 
the average person thinks, when he 
dashes out to buy the first cheap plas­
tic hose he sees.

Last summer I heard a man com­
plaining that he could keep two 
sprinklers going at once in his yard; 
but because the water pipe coming 
into his house from the street was 
too small, the sprinklers turned into 
tricklers when the automatic washer 
was turned on.

Contrast the experience of Albert 
V. Krewatch, an agricultural engineer. 
At his new home in Delmar, Dela­
ware, he has a I’A-inch pipe direct 
from the pump to serve his vegetable 
garden, where he has five sprinklers, 
each capable of delivering 6V2 gal­
lons a minute over a 1600 square- 
foot area.

"With only three quarters of an 
inch of rain from late June to mid- 
September," he told me, "the payoff 
last year was tremendous. If you're 
going to keep a garden going, of 
course, you need water—and 1 am 
fortunate in having a good supply. 
But you must also design the distri-

empty your hose at the base of the 
plant. You should, instead, apply the 
water more or less evenly over the 
entire root system—or at least that 
part which lies under the canopy of 
the branches.

DEVELOP NEW SOURCES OF WATER
It is almost impossible to predict 

how much water a garden will need 
during the growing season in addi­
tion to the precipitation that fails 
upon it. But suppose it totals six 
inches. And suppose that you own a 
quarter-acre lot of which 9(X)0 square 
feet are under cultivation. You would 
need to apply 4500 cubic feel of wa­
ter—almost 34,000 gallons!

Where is this to come from if your 
water utility bans the watering of gar­
dens? There are a number of water 
sources you can tap if you value the 
appearance of your property.

Dig a well. The cost of drilling a 
well and putting in a pump and pres­
sure tank varies. Four years ago Amer­
ican Home gave a price range of be­
tween $2(X) to $2000. The figures are 
somewhat higher today, although 
well drillers are hurt by the current 
building slump. Even so, the price 
may not seem excessive when you 
compare it with the cost of rebuilding 
lawns or replacing trees and shrubs 
that succumbed to drought.

Recent custom dictates that when 
a well is put in, it should be a deep 
one with (the FHA says) a sustained 
yield of five gallons a minute or more. 
Such a well supplies enough water 
in one hour for you to apply a one- 
inch depth over an area of about 400 
square feet. In other words, it is more 
than adequate for watering a 9000- 
square-foot yard and garden.

Deep wells, however, are expen­
sive because they require large pumps. 
You may be able to save considerable 
money if an "intermediate storage" 
water system is installed. This con­
sists of a fairly shallow well yielding 
only about three gallons a minute. 
The water is pumped by a small pump 
over a period of 12 hours a day into a 
nonpressurized storage tank holding 
at least 2000 gallons. From there It is 
pumped by a second small pump into 
a pressure tank that distributes it to 
the outlets.

Make fuller use of an existing well. 
If you already have a well, perhaps 
you can get more water out of it than 
you are presently getting. S. C. Tom- 
czuk, a Connecticut well driller, says 
that almost none of the wells that 
have been drilled in recent years is 
being used to capacity. He cites as an 
example one that is 195 feet deep and 
has a yield of nine gallons a minute.

Figuring that the home owner, like 
most home owners, did not want to 
spend more than was absolutely nec­
essary for a water system, Tomczuk 
installed a half horsepower submers­
ible pump in the well at a depth of 
140 feet. "That is about as deep as a

zes, fitting sizes, interconnections 
nd so on."

Start in the house. "Loss of pres- 
ure because of friction in the pipes 
nd fittings in the house is the num- 
er one problem in the many home 
ystems I see," Elmer Jones, of the 
J.S. Department of Agriculture, says. 
The hose bibbs should be on a sep- 
rate line from the other outlets in 
he house. They should be served by 
>ne>inch pipe—not half. And the 
)ibbs themselves should be of a de­
ign that permits the passage of the 
naximum amount of water.

"Your objective should be at least 
10 pounds of pressure at your sprin- 
<lers. You must insist that your 
alumbing contractor designs for this. 
The common plumbing practice of 
undersizing piping and then putting 
,n a booster pump to provide pressure 
for lawn sprinkling is shortsighted 
and creates a possible back-siphon- 
age hazard besides."

Use ^A-inch hoses in 50-foot 
lengths. By using longer lengths of 
hose, you reduce the number of con­
nections between lengths, thus re­
ducing friction loss. And by using 
V4-inch hose, you are able to deliver 
more water at higher pressure than 
with smaller hoses.

You can save money with portable 
sprinklers. Undoubtedly the cheapest 
way to water large areas is with 
hoses and portable sprinklers. And 
now that there are timers that turn 
the water off for you at the hose 
bibb, one of the problems of using 
this kind of equipment has been elim­
inated. But other problems—not nec­
essarily serious, but equally annoy­
ing—do remain:

1. You must still move the hose 
and sprinkler around the lawn or 
garden. This is even necessary with 
"walking" sprinklers.

2. Most sprinklers are useful only 
in open areas such as lawns. Trees 
and shrubs break up the spray pat­
tern, and so do flowers and vege­
tables if sprinklers are cramped in 
amongst them. (A partial exception is 
the impulse sprinkler which spits jets 
of water over considerable distances. 
This can be set high enough above 
the ground to water over the tops of 
the shrubs.)

3. Most sprinklers have a limited 
number of sprinkling patterns (rec­
tangular, square, or round). The gar­
dener usually needs more variety. 
This means that you must make a 
small investment in several sprinklers 
and spend time thereafter detaching 
one and attaching another.

4. When you buy a sprinkler, there 
is no way of telling, or of finding out 
at what speeds it delivers water under 
different pressures. Consequently, 
you may wind up with one that lays 
down more water than your soil can 
absorb and—less serious—one that is 
too slow.

The American Veterinary 
Medical Association suggests 
four principal things you should 
do to protect your pet's health. 
Feed him a nutritious diet; 
have him vaccinated against 
diseases; keep him free of fleas, 
lice, ticks, worms, and other in­
ternal parasites; and keep him 
well groomed. Just one more 
thing—give him large doses of 
companionship and love.

A PROPER DIET
Puppies and kittens must 

have a balanced diet in order 
to grow up with strong bones, 
good teeth, good eyesight, a 
glossy coat, and a sound dis­
position. Adult pets require nu­
tritiously balanced meals to 
maintain good health. There Is 
a great variety of cat and dog 
foods on the market. Used 
properly, they can give your 
pet all the nutrients he needs. 
Scraps from the table and 
bones are not necessary. In 
fact, sharp bone splinters can 
cause internal injury.

VACCINATIONS
Vaccinations for crippling or 

fatal diseases are a practical 
form of pet health insurance. 
Puppies and kittens should be 
inoculated for dog distemper 
and cat enteritis, two highly 
contagious diseases that are al­
most always fatal in young ani­
mals. Older animals should 
have periodic booster shots.

Rabies is always fatal and is 
transmissible to humans. Dogs 
three months of age or older 
should be vaccinated, revacci­
nated at six months, and gen­
erally every year after.

Vaccination protection is also

available for two other diseases 
common in dogs—infectious 
hepatitis and leptospirosis. 
Many veterinarians recommend 
regular vaccinations for feline 
pneumonitis too.

WORMS
Worms are not, as it is com­

monly supposed, inevitable. 
Don't assume your dog or cat 
has worms and play doctor. A 
veterinarian should determine 
their presence by microscopic 
examination of a feces sample, 
then prescribe the proper med­
ication and dosage.

GROOMING
Good grooming—brushing,

combing, and trimming—helps 
keep your pet's coat clean and 
stimulates the natural oil. 
Checking the coat regularly for 
ticks, fleas, and lice is a health 
measure too.

Cats benefit from daily brush­
ing because it removes loose 
hair which the cat might other­
wise swallow.

Your pet can't tell you when 

he feels sick, so it's time to see 
a veterinarian when you notice 
any of these conditions: He be­
haves abnormally; he has ab­
normal discharges from nose or 
eyes; he limps or has difficulty 
getting up or lying down; he 
loses his appetite; gains or loses 
weight rapidly; his elimination 
pattern develops abnormalities; 
he begins to shake his head ex­
cessively or scratch, lick, or bite 
parts of his body; he develops 
a ragged or dull coat; has open 
sores or unpleasant breath.

They may merely 
be danger signals, and, if treated 
promptly, a more serious condi­
tion can be headed off.

THE LUXURIOUS FLOWERING VINES
or um, cascade down a rock wall, or train on a wire frame as 
topiary. You can fasten a vine along the ground as a cover, 
or define a bed by edging with a vine grown on a wire frame. 
Following is information on growing the popular w^xiy vines— 
clematis, wisteria, and hydrangea —plus tips on many more.

Vines, always practical, have infinite dramatic possibilities 
if they're the blooming kind. Thanks to their flexible stems 
you can train, drape, festoon, hang, or espalier them to 
lavish their flowers anywhere you choose. They may be 
invaluable if your garden is small because most take up 
little ground space in proportion to their bloom.
In addition to dressing up naked walls, use flowering vines 
to frame a doorway, bay window, or garden gate. Have a 
vine ramble over the mailbox, hide a tree stump, or climb a 
lamppost. Grow evergreen vines to camouflage architectural 
blunders, such as too much space between two windows, 
an obtrusive comer, a mismatched garage or carport.
If young children or pets require a chain-link fence for 
safety's sake, deck it with blooming vines. You'll not only 
have a prettier fence, but a more private garden room. 
Gazebos, arbors, and trellises were made to be hung with 
flowering vines. They are made to order for treillage, espalier, 
and hanging baskets. Let one trail over the edge of a window box

CLEMATIS-THEIR IDIOSYNCRASIES
This, the queen of vines, is also the hardiest—plants have
survived temperatures as low as 40 degrees below zero.
There's a clematis for every climate, most being woody 
evergreens or semievergreens. There are also herbaceous and 
deciduous types. Those that flower on last year's wood, in 
spring and early summer, are less hardy in cold climates. 
Qematis are often rampant growers and require pruning to 
keep them within bounds. Early bloomers need to have dead 
or damaged stems pruned in early spring. Keep the height 
of clematis down by judicious trimming back when necessary, 
because the best flowers appear at the top of the vine, (continued)

FLOWERING VINES 
(continued)

Because they're vigorous growers, 
clematis require a sturdy support. They 
climb by twining leaf stems and must 
have something to cling to. Tie the stems 
in place as they grow. Be careful when 
handling the stems or cultivating around 
them because they are brittle and can 
easily be broken.

Clematis like their heads in the sun

and their roots cool, moist, and shady. 
Mulch the soil to help keep it moist. 
The top of the vine must have at least 
four hours of sun a day. Give a rich, 
porous, well-drained soil, neutral—never 
acid—in reaction. Mix horticultural lime 
in acid soil before planting. Don’t plant 
near cedar, arborvitae, and other ever­
greens that harbor cedar rust.

PLANTING AND CARE
Where winter is severe, 

spring planting is safest Keep 
roots mulched and protect 
plant from hot sun. Where 
winter is moderately cold, 
plant in fall with winter pro­
tection. In warm climates plant 
after vine has bloomed.

Buy a well-rooted, two- 
year-old plant Dig a large 
hole, three feet deep, two feet 
in diameter. For good drainage 
line the bottom of the hole 
with a two-inch layer of coarse 
cinders, pebbles, or gravel. If 
soil is heavy clay add coarse 
builder's sand. Set the crown 
of the plant two inches deep 
(one inch in heavy soil).

Support the vine as you 
plant or immediately after 
planting. Water thoroughly 
and mulch immediately with a 
loose, moisture-holding ma­
terial. Never let soil dry out 
completely the first season.

Some of the loveliest vari­
eties are 'Jackmani,' 'Henryi,' 
'Crimson Star,' and 'Mrs. Rob­
ert Brydon.'

Prune late-blooming clematis in late 
winter, while the plant Is dormant. 
Clematis have been reported to disap­
pear for one or more years to rest. If a 
plant appears dead, don't dig it up. It 
may make a comeback.

MAGNIFICENT WISTERIA
A true aristocrat, wisteria is 

not for small gardens. Some 
plants grow up to seven feet 
in one year. If you have room 
for one, give it a support that's 
virtually indestructible, prefer­
ably Slone or brick. Except for 
American wisteria (W. frutes- 
cens), the vine flowers on the 
previous season's growth. But 
don't expect bloom until the 
plant has had time to make a 
sturdy framework of mature 
wood. Seedlings may take ten 
years to bloom, so buy plants 
that have flowered or one- 
year-old grafted stock.

Choose a site in full sun and 
work the soil to a depth of two 
feet, digging In peat or well- 
rotted manure. Your wisteria 
may not leaf out the first sum­
mer, so be patient.

Wisteria wants rich soil and 
should be fed in autumn after 
the leaves have fallen. Feed 
again in spring, but not with 
nitrogen. It encourages leaf, 
not flower, production. Keep 
roots moist in summer, when 
next year's flower buds are 
being formed. Winter cold or 
late spring frost may kill the 
buds on young plants, so take 
a newly planted vine down in 
fall and cover with hay, straw, 
or soil.

IF IT FAILS TO BLOOM
Wisteria will not flower un­

less it's in full sun. If you sus­
pect your plant is not receiv­
ing enough sunlight, transplant 
it to a better location.

Asoil veryrich in leaf-stimu­
lating nitrogen will inhibit



Iflower-bud production. If you 
jlhink this is the reason for the 
Ifallure of your plant to bloom, 
■hen eliminate nitrogen ferti- 
hization.
I iroproper planting and neg- 
llect will mean few if any flow- 
lers. Prepare the soil well be- 
Ifore planting, water regularly 
jin the summer when next 
jyear's buds are forming, prune 
Icarefully so sunlight will reach 
la 11 parts of the vine.
I Occasionally one section of 
Ithe vine will grow at the ex­
pense of another, and this pre- 
Ivents blooming. If the top is 
loverdeveloped in relation to 
Ithe root system, prune it se- 
jverely. If the roots have grown 
Imore vigorously than the top, 
[cut them off in a circle two 
Ifeet away from the base by 
Iforcing a sharp spade deep 
linto the soil.

klMBINe HYDRANGEA
I Hydrangea petiolarls Is a 
Iwoody, deciduous vine that 
Iclimbs by means of aerial 
Irootlets. The leaves are a beau- 
Itiful, lustrous, rich green, and 
Ithe plant bears flat, eight-inch 
Iclusters of white flowers in 
I June and July. It's not as vigo- 
jrous as wisteria and will not 
Istrangle a tree if you use it to 
Idecorate the trunk.
I Climbing hydrangea is hardy 
las far north as Maine but may 
I be difficult to grow in arid 
I states since it requires con- 
Istant moisture and protection 
Ifrom intense heat. It will 
I bloom in full sun, but prefers 
la slightly shady spot.

I to give it plenty of water—es-

Itil its aerial rootlets can make 
I it self-supporting. Prune and 
I train as any vine.

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m LAWN PESTS 1 THE GRASS 
1 INVADERS

Do you shower your lawn with 
fertilizer and water and get gray 
hair in return? If your lawn is 
brown or yellow, parched and 
sick in spite of your best efforts, 
it's probably the victim of an 
invasion of lawn pests.

One of the most damaging of 
pests is not actually an insect 
at all, but a stage—the grub or 
larval (worm) stage of beetles,

WHITE GRUBS
In the grub group are the lar­

val stage of the Japanese beetle, 
Asiatic garden beetle, Oriental 
beetle. May and June beetles, 
and masked and European chaf­
ers. They begin by laying their 
eggs in grassy spots late in the 
summer. When the eggs hatch, 
the larvae immediately start to 
feed on the roots of your grass.

They continue feasting until 
the cold weather arrives. With 
the first cold blasts, the worms 
burrow deeper into the soil, 
then come up to feed In spring.

If your lawn is attacked by 
grubs it will first appear to be 
suffering from drought. Or it 
might look as though you had 
administered an overdose offer- 
tilizer or weed killer. The grass 
turns brown and succumbs in 
irregularly shaped patches. The 
grubs are efficient and sever the 
roots of your sod so neatly that 
you can lift and roll it up like a 
carpet! If moles suddenly ap­
pear in your lawn, they're also 
a signal that you have grubs.

A full-grown white grub is a 
half to three-quarters of an inch 
long. It has a thick body and 
yellowish-brown head and legs. 
To control grubs, drench the 
soil with chlordane or hepta- 
chlor. Aldrin and dteldrtn 
very effective but highly poison­
ous—use with extreme caution. 
No matter what insecticide you 
use, water it in.

A nonchemical control for 
Japanese beetle grubs is the 
spores of milky disease. It's a 
bacterial disease that infects and 
kills grubs, but requires a year 
or more to become established 
in your lawn. Once it spreads, 
you'll see a great reduction in 
grub damage and no more 
beetles on your roses.

CHINCH BUGS
Chinch bugs can destroy a 

lawn almost overnight. They're 
practically impossible to detect 
until they've finished with your 
grass, at which point you won't 
appreciate a detailed descrip­
tion. For the sake of scientific 
accuracy, however, here it is: 
The adults are about a fifth of 
an inch long, have black bodies 
and white wings. The young, or 
nymphs, are yellow or red, with 
white markings. One way to 
find them is to push a bottom­
less tin can into the grass along 
the edge of a damaged area. Fill 
it with water, and if bugs are 
there they will gradually float 
to the top. Chinch bugs are es­
pecially fond of bentgrass and 
fescue. They don't usually work 
when it's sultry and humid. If 
your grass dies after a damp 
spell it's probably the result of 
a fungus disease.

Chlordane or heptachlor will 
control chinch bugs. Apply at 
the first sign of injury. An appli­
cation is necessary for each gen­
eration, the first one to be made 
in June, the second in August.

SOD WEBWORMS
Sod webworms, known as to­

bacco crambids in the South, 
are the grayish larvae of the 
lawn moth. They can exist in a 
lawn for years without being 
detected. Sod webwormsRescue attacks burnt-on crust.

cause
a vague yellowing that is often 
mistaken for lack of nitrogen.

Little white and yellowish- 
brown moths lay eggs in early 
summer in the grass blades; 6 
to 10 days later the eggs hatch. 
The young worms move down 
to the soil where they spin a 
loose silken web while feed­
ing. Later they form cocoons 
from which new moths

are

emerge.
Sod webworms are difficult 

to spot because of their small 
size, neutral coloring, and swift­
ness. Natural parasites can gen­
erally keep them under control, 
but they're apt to be very trou­
blesome in climates where there 
is more or less constant sun­
shine. Apply chlordane, hepta­
chlor, or dieldrin at night, 
at monthly intervals.

Thousands of little houses like this one exist today that 
have the same possibilities for restyling. Architect 
A. O. Bumgardner, A.I.A., of Seattle, Washington, saw 
potential in this 1898 modified Dutch Colonial cottage when he 
bought it at a modest cost in 1957. Today it serves as a 
combined residence and office. First of all, Mr. Bumgardner 
reoriented the house so the main windows are at the back, 
with a view of Lake Union and downtown Seattle. He removed 
the superfluous pagoda porch, relocated the chimney, and 
added triangular dormers to emphasize the original roof line. 
Inside, the plan was completely reorganized to suit his 
needs by making larger spaces out of the boxy little rooms.
A garden was designed for the front, shielded from 
the neighbors and street by a privacy fence.

Architect Bumgardner started with this typical, almost
ubiquitous, little house (top) and with imagination
achieved the striking results you see on the opposite
page. The porch was removed; large windows and
a wood deck were /nst.i//ed at the front of the house.

Cedar roof shingles were used and a subdued
color scheme of umbers and ochers was introduced.

A MAJOR FACKIFT
If you happen to be the owner of a cottage like the one seen
at the right don't give up—there's hope. The Gilbert
Finkbeiners, of Seattle, Washington, liked this little house, but
were despaired of its looks and the dingy, dark interior.
Calling upon architect Myron Lewis they redesigned it into a
contemporary house and now have much more than they
ever hoped for. By changing the roof line and enclosing some
of the front porch, both privacy and light were obtained.
Instead of walking across the dull, op>en porch, there is an
attractive garden and entry to greet you as you enter the house.

BEFORE YOU REMODEL
There's a lot that has to happen to make the 
ha2y, homely "before" snapshot of a house 
become the shining, completed remodeling 
you see on these pages. But remember, anything 
worthwhile involves a certain amount of work 
and forethought. To help you get started on the 
right foot, we've tried to break the whole process 
into easily managed steps. For how to finance the 
changes you want, see the article on page 87.
And read on here for what to do from the time you 
first feel a vague notion that "something should be 
done to the house" to the departure of the last 
workman. Then get out your idea scrapbook.

ROOF-LINE CHANGES

ASSESSING YOUR NEEDS
• Be prepared to consider the cost of remodeling 
as money spent for your family's enjoyment,
not an investment for later profit. Usually kitchen 
and bathroom remodelings are the only sure-fire 
improvements that increase the resale 
price—provided the originals were obviously 
out of date.
• Decide what's really wrong with your house.
Its looks are dowdy. It's too cramped. Or it's 
just poorly arranged. Each problem requires a 
different solution.
• Keep a minute account, for at least a week,
of every annoyance inherent in the plan or looks 
of the house or the circulation patterns. Now 
you have something definite to tackle instead 
of just a rundown look.
• Don't forget that improvements or changes 
in the landscaping can have a profound affect 
on the appearance of the house itself. Patios 
or terraces can also increase its livability.
Allow money in your budget for this.
• Decide whether you can achieve your goal
by rearranging the space you already have instead 
of adding. Look for unused spaces (attic, 
basement, etc.) or under-used areas (sun porch, 
formal dining room).
• Decide whether to do everything at once or 
have a master plan that breaks it up into smaller 
jobs to be tackled year by year. If you can afford to 
do it all at once, the total cost may be less.
• Before you begin, decide how much is to be 
done and how much spent on each part (using 
rule-of-thumb estimates), so you don't overspend on 
one wing and have to redo the rest of the house
to bring it into harmony with the new addition.
• Consider "temporary" remodeling that gives 
the house a fresh look if you can't afford to start 
the whole job now. This could be installation
of new shutters to give the front a face-lift until 
you redo the whole house—or ripping off an 
old porch and repainting the outside before you 
build the patio or carport in its place.
• If doing remodeling in steps, naturally do the 
essentials first. But if more space is to be
added later, remember to rough in connections for 
future mechanical work, heating systems, etc. 
to save expenses then.

A brick and tile fireplace (above) with 
cantilevered hearth was added in space gained 
by endo5/ng unused porch. Although it 
blocks up former location of front windows, 
plenty of light enters the enlarged living room 
from above through glass ends of new roof 
gables at the front end of the room.

Before remodeling (far left), front door 
opened directly into living room. Porch, too 
close to street for privacy, was enclosed.

Tiny garden alcove (left) by doorway is 
visible through g/as5 wall in new entry. Hall is 
open, sunny, yet separate from living room.
A wall of closets was added too.

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Too often a hc?use loses something in the process of 
expansion. A new room or wing is tacked on, and the 
addition doesn't work for the house. But in this 
remodeling, the end result functions better than the 
original, both internally and with the site.
The house, a poorly built summer cottage in Guilford, 
Connecticut, was purchased by Mr. and Mrs. Douglas 
MacLise in 1957. They converted it for year-round 
living. Then, in 1965 they budgeted $15,000 to overhaul 
it, add space for their growing family (two young 
daughters), and take maximum advantage of the site. 
Treating house and addition as a single entity, architect 
Bruce Ameill converted the original structure into a 
two-level wing with master bedroom, a study-guest room, 
and one bath on the top level. On the lower level, a 
study-guest room, family room and bathroom-laundry 
room were created. (The porch of the original house 
is scheduled to become two bedrooms at a later date.)
A new living room was then angled off the house.
The bridge, which ties it to the sleeping wing, contains 
the dining room, breakfast room, and kitchen.

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TWO HOUSES BECOME ONE
Space is where you happen to find it. The Richard Scotts of 
Washington, D.C., found same by joining two small town 
houses, one of them only 13 feet wide, into a single unit.
The remodeling was well worth the expense and effort 
because this lovely home now possesses one of the great 
pleasures of living in the quiet Georgetown section of the 
capital—a secret garden hidden behind an unrevealing street 
facade. When the Scotts bought the two houses with the 
intention of remodeling, the garden area (see “before" photo) 
was hardly a promising sight. A previous owner had already 
removed the partitions separating the two houses but, having 
been long left unoccupied, the whole interior had to be 
redesigned.

Once you step inside, the atmosphere is now contemporary. 
Most of the changes occurred on the first and second levels. 
The architect, Hugh Jacobsen, A.I.A., who has done many 
Georgetown remodelings, moved the dining room and kitchen 
from the middle floor to the ground floor and added a powder 
room. A graceful spiral stairway now connects the two floors. 
The rear garden is actually off the living room on the second 
level (see plan). The two are linked together by a small 
bridge and a two-story expanse of glass that admits light to 
both levels. A master bedroom and study were put where 
the old dining room and kitchen had been. They, too, now 
look out to the garden.

HOME IMPROieiENTS
So you've decided to improve rather than move, to fix up 
your home instead of buying a new one. Perhaps you'd 
like to face-lift the kitchen, add a room for the growing 
youngsters, or build a swimming pool. This, you're 
convinced, will be a practical investment while providing 
more convenient or pleasurable living. But how will it be 
paid for, particularly in the light of ftie tight-money 
situation you've been hearing about?
Fortunately, a wide variety of financing techniques are 
open to you, more than for any other kind of purchase.
Even when loan money was generally tight last year, home 
improvements were far easier to finance than a new house, 
and Americans spent about 12 billion for renovations.
Let's examine all the ways you can get the money that 
will make your improvement daydream a reality.

OUT OF POCKET
For small projects —enclosing a small porch or adding 
a dormer to the attic, for instance—you might set up 
a special savings account or hope to squeeze the funds 
out of your current family budget. Cash payments are 
thrifty, involve no interest, no debt. Depending on cash, 
however, may mean dragging out the work and skimping on 
other expenses. Certain repairs, such as for a worn-out 
roof or furnace, can't wait for savings to accumulate.
If you buy a home with intentions to remodel, you can pay 
cash for modernizing a bathroom, or some other refurbishing 
by putting less into a down payment and taking a 
somewhat longer-term mortgage. 'The money you keep aside 
goes for the renovation. With this device you save 
considerably because in effect you have funds at a 
comparatively low (mortgage) interest rate.

CONTRACTOR OR DEALER CREDIT 
You can obtain credit for minor improvements from 
many suppliers of building materials, either on a charge 
account or installment plan. Carrying charges generally 
run at least 1.5 percent a month (equivalent to about 18 
percent a year true interest). But this does not provide 
funds to hire labor.
Contractors, on the other hand, handle the entire job.
'They grant loans (through their banks) for as long as seven 
years at rates of $6 to $9 per $100 "discounted," or 12 to 
18 percent annual true interest. True interest is roughly 
twice the "discounted" interest rate quoted by many 
lenders. For a $4000-contractor's loan for 5 years at 6 
percent discounted, your total note comes to $5350, 
including credit charges and life-insurance premiums.
All these charges become part of your contract.

Nevertheless, you may find advantages in financing through 
a contractor. He saves you a lot ot red tape and leg work.
If your credit status is below par. he may still manage to 
put through a loan for you.
The nationwide trend this year is away from contractors 
and toward financing directly by home owners through 
various types of lending institutions.

FHA LOANS
Evidently the familiar FHA-insured home-improvement loan 
has been going out of style. Because of the relatively low

80-YEAR HOUSE 
DECORATED FOR TODAY
Across the country many families are moving into 
neighborhoods that are being updated—and updated for the 
better. Such was the case of the Paul Silvermans of 
Philadelphia. Theirs is one of a series of small, two-story brick 
houses (circa 1880) that were supposedly once servants' 
quarters for the prosperous residents of nearby Lombard and 
Pine Streets. Typically, the hoiise had two tiny rooms per 
floor. By tearing down a dividing wall on the lower level, a 
large living-dining space was created. A coat closet was added 
to give the semblance of an entry. A modern kitchen replaced 
a shack or lean-to at the rear. Walls and floors were 
completely renovated; the reused-brick chimney is also new. 
How did designer Paul Silverman decorate this home —even 
though a rental? In keeping with the extreme simplicity of the 
architectural background, he used a basic window treatment 
of plain wood poles and fabric panels that can be switched 
around because of their uniform width and length. Other 
notable features: exceptionally high-quality furnishings; a 
subtle mixtifre of light wood tones against uniformly white 
walls and almost black floors; intricately patterned rugs that 
bear a harmonious relationship with the many beautiful 
shades of beige, brown, lacquer red, and blue.

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this type have is that you can move in and live there 
quite comiortably while making up your mind how much 
or how little remodeling is needed. The remodeling can 
proceed quickly or over a period of time depending on 
the state of your budget.

Having lived in their house for some time, the Hahns had 
a chance to evaluate quite realistically what was 
immediately important and what they could happily put 
off until later. First, they decided to remodel from the 
inside out, rather than the other way around. Decision 
number two was to turn the main floor front to back.
Instead of facing the dark front yard and driveway, all major 
rooms were opened up to the sunny garden

It wasn't love at first sight when the Oscar M. Hahns 
(he's an architectural designer) bought their three-story 
home several years ago. How could it be, with a house as 
unappealing as the one in our snapshot? What attracted 
the Hahns to this particular house—and what attracts others 
to similar ones—is the very fact that these big, old, 
suburban houses are such likely candidates for remodeling. 
‘Their well-hidden assets—pre-Depression solidity of 
construction and quality of materials, ample space, the 
compliant way they adapt to changing family needs — 
tempt many would-be remodelers. Then there are such 
old-fashioned extras as laundry chutes, built-in linen 
closets, and pantries. Another advantage many houses of (continued)

in feeling with wormy chestnut woodwork, both rooms were designed 
to be practical. Plaster walls need no painting, quarry tile is easy to mop,

view. Gained: greater privacy and floods of light. To make the 
living room even bigger and brighter they incorporated 
the rarely used sun porch as a library and card room. Even the 
kitchen, formerly the most underprivileged room of all, now 
has its own garden vista. The wall to the adjacent garage was 
partly demolished while the garage itself became the new 
favorite: a family-dining room.
With these big projects out of the way, and the house 
hammered into a shape uniquely suited to their particular way 
of living, the Hahns were free to concentrate on details in 
the latest phase of their remodeling program. This time around,

they removed unsightly moldings and installed vinyl wall 
coverings throughout as a camouflage for scarred walls. All 
the rooms that look as if they were painted white are done 
in a lightly stippled, heavyweight vinyl. Ceilings, always apt 
to be a problem in a vintage house, were covered with 
acoustical tile. Baths and bedrooms were redecorated. And 
since this is a center hall house, entry, landings, and stairs 
were given special attention. The brilliant red of the stair and hall 
carpeting is repeated in unexpected ways wherever you look.
The best thing for a designer to do is to build his own house; 
the next best is to remodel one until it is all his.
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Breakthrough from old garage 
to family-dming room can 
easily be seen at right. Too many 
doors in kitchen were made 
to look less obvious by unifying 
them with racks.

Problem of too many doors and 
windows and too little wall space 
was neatly solved in the bedroom 
below. Built-in bookcase 
unit was wrapped around one 
end of the room so that beds 
could be placed in front of 
windows. Antique Bavarian 
headboard separates beds.

Built-in linen cabinet on stair 
landing (bottom left) was 
handsome/y decorated by the 
Hahns's daughter.

Not all windows need match, In 
window-seat area of bedroom, 
draperies and pads are printed 
linen.

HOW TO PLAN 
YOOR LANOSCAPE
A garden is never completed. It grows and alters, passing 
perceptibly from youtii to maturity to old age. The last 
will be as dignified as the first was carefree if you 
know your plants and choose them for their inherent beauty 
as well as instant drama potential. Whether you're remodeling 
or starting a new landscape from scratch, take the time 
to learn how your favorite species will perform over a 
period of years. Check your library for books on garden 
design and special plants. Your nurseryman will be able to 
tell you how a plant will perform in your soil and climate.
The garden you see on these pages is only two years old!
It was designed by John P. Donofrio for Mr. and Mrs. Melvyn 
Goldman of Owings Mills, Maryland. Low maintenance was 
not a factor, nor was haste. The owners did want a natural 
setting that would complement the simple lines of their house 
and belong integrally to their naturally wooded acreage.
They chose many dwarf and slow-growing varieties that 
would not compete visually with their surrounding trees. 
Mostly woody and herbaceous perennials, these are 
plantings whose beauty will increase with time. Planned by 
landscape designer, architect, and interior designer working 
in concert, the garden looks as though it had sprung up 
mysteriously, like wild orchids around a pond hidden deep 
in virgin woodland. Turn to page 102 for planting 
plans and more information on planning your own landscape.

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At left, primroses and scarlet geraniums 
provide vivid splashes of color around 
a naturalistic, man-made pond.

These were the reasons for 
remodeling this charming kitchen in Chappaqua, New York. 
Dorothy Brightbill, our Home Projects Editor, obtained more 
space when she went all out for a complete kitchen turnabout. 
The work area was transferred from one side of the room 
(below, far left) to the other (photo, opposite) so it could stretch 
along the whole wall and easily accommodate her new built-in 
oven and cook top, with room to spare for base cabinets, open 
shelves along the wall, ai^ roomy chopping-block counters.
This new location made sense because the work area is now 
directly adjacent to a walk-in cold pantry (to left of oven).

We like the decorative touches of the delft tobacco jars on the 
counter for flour and sugar; old tea caddies on wall shelves for 
favorite spices and tea blends; magnificent copper molds sitting 
atop the ventilating hood; and "iie window frieze of antique 
butter molds; and glass canisters for pasta and herbs.

How to Plan Your Landscape
COMING IN JUNE: CASUAL (continued from page 96)

Much has been written about 
quick color and instant land­
scaping. The results are too of­
ten distressing in practice be­
cause little if any time is spent 
on careful analysis of the site, 
its setting, and the habits of 
plants. For example, annuals are 
put in, they riot for a season, 
and fade. Evergreens that will 
ultimately become large trees 
suited only to large lawns, are 
crowded around the house. 
They soon outgrow their posi­
tions. The planting looks old 
and will need thinning and re­
planting after a few years.

Setting analysis: in a commu­
nity of residences you build a 
microcosm of a natural scene 
and partially or completely 
screen it for outdoor living. In 
a community of trees (or dunes 
or grasses) the natural scene is 
powerfully there, usually pri­
vate, exerting its own influence, 
with its own imperatives. It's up 
to you to discover what they 
are so you can build a bridge, 
the garden, between impersonal

nature out there and your own 
home environment.

The transition between the 
wild and the cultivated in Mr. 
and Mrs. Goldman's garden was 
made with low-growing hardy 
plants. Color was used with re­
straint. Rather than intruding 
on the woods' serenity, the gar­
den Is part of it, quiet and un­
assuming.

The reflecting-pool garden is 
43 by 34 feet, and was created 
to provide a view for the master 
bedroom, kitchen, dining room, 
den, and floating deck. The 
plantings around the water and 
elsewhere in the landscape 
were made from good-size 
specimens to give the garden a 
settled-in appearance. It will 
retain its proportions with a 
little trimming and clipping be­
cause the owners chose dwarf 
and slow-growing varieties.

Part of the entry not shown 
in our pictures (see plan below) 
is a beautifully balanced bed of 
evergreens. All plantings are 
mulched for low maintenance.

These bank loans are more flexible 

than FHAs in that you can use the 
money for projects not approved un­
der Title I, such as for a lawn sprin­
kler system, or a barbecue. And yoi 
control the money, not a contractor

When you apply for an improve­
ment loan, the lender is concernec 
with more than your credit rating anc 
whether you're already head ovei 
heels in debt. (Chances are you will 
not get the loan if your outstanding 
obligations, coupled with the monthl\ 
cost of the proposed loan, exceed a 
fourth of your monthly income.) h 
vour projects are ambitious, the bank 
may ask for specifications and cosi 
estimates before granting the loan.

Grandiose over-improvements are 
frowned upon. That Is, if your house 
is in a $25,000 neighborhood and 
your Intended remodeling would 
bring the total “value" of your home 
up to $40,0(X), you'll probably be 
turned down, tn the bank's view, if 
you ever self, you're not apt to get all 
your added investment back.

CONSTRUCTION COMMITMENT
Let's say you're buying a house 

which you intend to change dras­
tically, but you don't have the cash 
for major remodeling. It's appraised 
by a bank at $30,000. Your builder es­
timates the cost of renovation would 
be $4000 to $5000. The bank now 
projects the value of your house at 
$35,000. The 80 percent the bank 
(ends on the house thus comes to 
$28,000, which Is the face of the 
mortgage. This includes $24,000 rep­
resenting 80 percent of the original 
appraised value, plus $4000 as a 
"construction mortgage."

When you take title at the closing 
the bank pays $24,000 for the basic 
mortgage and holds the remaining 
$4000 in escrow, committed to pay it 
to you when the work is finished.

Under this ingenious plan, you fi­
nance your home improvements over 
the full term of your mortgage, at 
standard mortgage interest rates.

OPEN-END MORTGAGE LOAN
Fortunate home owners who carry 

an open-end mortgage can borrow 
an amount up to what they ve already 
paid off. Thus, if your $15,000 mort­
gage is down to $12,000, you could 
ask for up to $3000. Either the re­
payment term is extended or your 
monthly payments are increased. You 
run up against little red tape and few 
processing charges. Some banks per­
mit you to continue the old interest 
rate but many will insist on the higher 
current rate for the new amount you 
borrow. Main advantage: You can 
spread cost over a long period.

Sounds attractive but relatively few 
mortgages today specifically include 
this open-end, automatic refinancing 
privilege. Check to see if yours does.

If you can manage to latch onto an 
FHA loan through a bank, two types 
are available. In a short term Title I 
loan, you can borrow up to $3500 
with five years to repay in monthly 
installments, at interest of $5 per $1(X) 
discounted up to $2500 of the loan; 
then $4 per $100 from $2500 to 
$3500. Pius .5 percent for FHA in­
surance. Tola! true interest is double 
the discount rate.

FHA loans are restricted to perma­
nent structural work for better liva­
bility. Examples include roofing, sid­
ing, flooring, room additions, heating 
or plumbing systems, rebuilding stair­
ways, painting, tile work, septic 
tanks, and electrical wiring. Ineligible 
for an FHA are nonessentials like a 
greenhouse, patio, swimming pool, 
barbecue pit, freestanding kitchen 
appliances, or a tennis court.

For more extensive improvements, 
if you're lucky you may be able to 
borrow up to $10,000 through an 
FHA long-term loan with as long as 
20 years to repay at 6 percent. On a 
dwelling less than 10 years old, the 
loan must be used for major structural 
changes—adding a new wing, for in­
stance. For a house over 10 years old, 
any kind of improvement can be un­
dertaken. Specifications and drawings 
are called for.

Actually, very few commercial 
banks, mutual savings banks, or sav­
ings and loan associations hand out 
this type of loan today.

UNE OF BANK CREDIT
Veering away from FHAs, banks 

have turned to other lending tech­
niques for home improvements. One 
of the latest wrinkles Is a concept 
known as "line of credit," sometimes 
referred to as "redi-credit" or "ad­
vance credit." Last year, for instance, 
one Connecticut bank launched its 
Master Revolving Loan Plan. If you're 
a good risk, you can have a credit 
fund which includes modernization 
loans as well as those for appliances 
and other purposes. Maximum is 
$2400 for two years, at 1.5 percent 
add-on interest a month, equal to 18 
percent true annual interest.

BANK LOANS
Far more common, and presently 

booming, is the direct financing of 
projects through bank home-improve­
ment loans. Although in certain areas 
money may still be tight for mort­
gages, it's flowing freely almost every­
where for remodeling. Many lending 
institutions are willing to go to $5000 
for five years, at an average rate of $5 
to $7 per $100 discounted (about 10 
to 14 percent true rate); it's as high as 
8.5 percent discounted on the West 
Coast. All that's needed generally is

As 
one banker put it, "If you get 25 
cents back from every dollar of im­
provement, you're lucky." Generally, 
you're less likely to recover the cost 
of "cosmetic" improvements that 
merely touch up the appearance of a

What's more impor­
tant is that the improvement en­
hances livability and will make you 
and your family happier.

Carefully choosing the borrowing 
program that is relatively painless and 
best fits your capacity to repay should
enable you to enjoy your home __
face-lifting with peace of mind.

Here, too, you finance over a long 
erm, so your monthly payment for 
he project is small.

Drawbacks: You're likely to pay a 
tigher interest rate than on your 
present mortgage. Also count on new 
closing costs, new title-search charge, 
attorney's fee, and perhaps additional 
'points." The aggregate cost to you 
may thus run higher than if you took 
a straight home-improvement loan.

You have to know how to measure 
your house, order economically di­
rectly from a dealer, then hire a re­
liable carpenter to put up the siding, 
This way you can save middleman 
costs, which can run surprisingly high. 
For multiple-skills projects—involving 
electrician, plumber, carpenter, plas- 
terer,painter—it's best for you to deal 
with a contractor, even if you are 
financing through a bank.

PERSONAL LOAN
For minor home face-lifting, con­

sider a personal loan through a com­
mercial bank, credit union, or finance 
company. If your credit is sound, all 
that's required is your signature. 
Terms charged by banks and credit 
unions are about the same as for a 
bank home-improvement loan; at a 
small loan company interest rates are 
invariably higher.

WHERE TO GO
Naturally, unless you prefer a con­

tractor to take the burdens of negoti­
ating off your shoulders, you'll start 
inquiring about a home-improvement 
loan at the commercial bank where 
you do your family money business. 
If your mortgage is involved, contact 
the institution holding it.

Along with commercial banks, the 
majority of mutual savings banks also 
grant improvement loans, usually for 
a maximum of $5000 for five years. 
Another possible source is the sav­
ings and loan associations, although 
they are geared mainly for mortgages 
rather than short-term lending.

WHAT TO BEAR IN MIND
Experts offer these suggestions:

• Before approaching a lender, pin 
down your plans for the home im­
provements you want. Obtain bids 
from at least three reputable con­
tractors, so that you have a realistic 
idea of how much money you'll need. 
Estimate what monthly payment you 
can swing comfortably.
• Easiest and fastest route is to fi­
nance through a contractor, but it 
will probably cost you more. You'll 
sometimes get better performance 
from him if you're in a position to 
control the money.
• At lending institutions (and when 
working with contractors) shop the 
interest rates and terms for the best 
deal. When you're financed by a 
bank, you can pay a contractor one- 
third to get him started, more at vari­
ous stages of the work, and give him 
the final payment when it's com­
pleted to your satisfaction.
• Don’t consider a loan strictly on 
the basis of its long term. By stretch­
ing out payments, the total interest 
can soar dramatically.
• If you're saving on construction 
you can save on jobs like new siding.

Another type of self-lining has in­
sulation properties to help keep the 
cold out in winter and reflect the 
heat in summer. In a bonding pro­
cess, an acrylic compound becomes 
an integral part of the fabric. This 
self-lining process is used on many 
types of drapery fabrics including an­
tique satins, nubby textures, and glass- 
fiber fabrics.

Seif-linings also help to stabilize

another self-lining process, is similar 
to Roc-Lonizing but is used only for 
draperies that are made of Burlington 
House Fabrics.

Foam, the newest self-lined drap­
ery technique, will be introduced in 
stores this spring. It's not foam as we 
normally think of it, but an acrylic 
compound aerated like a liquid in a 
blender and then applied (in a thin 
coating) to the back of a drapery

weight ... an asset for some fabrics 
that are ordinarily loo lightweight to 
hang properly,

SEPARATE LININGS
Insulating and acoustical properties 

of separate drapery linings are supe­
rior to the self-lined types because 
theycreale air pockets similar to those 
in Thermopane windows. A drapery 
with a separate lining, hung about 

three Inches away from a 
window, will form two air 
pockets’ one between the 
window and the lining fab­
ric, the second between the 
lining and the drapery fab­
ric. These air pockets insu­
late and reduce penetration 
of heat or cold 

Separate linings are avail­
able in colors as well as 
the traditional white and 
ecru, and in taffetas, sa­
teens, vinyl-coated cottons, 
and in aluminum-coated 
fabric, which was ihe first 
insulated lining.

A good quality cotton 
sateen lining will provide 
protection from outside 
elements in areas where ex­
cessive sunlight is not a 
problem. Some sateen lin­
ings have water-repellent 
finishes to protect the lin­
ing and drapery fabric from 
a sudden shower or water 
condensation. However, 
sateen linings are used pri­
marily to create weight and 
give draping advantages 
without the insulation 
(other than that created by 
air pockets), blackout, or 
acoustical features.

ALL ABOUT 
DRAPERY LININGS
Behind the face of many drapery fab­
rics is a wide selection of linings, 
from the traditional sateen to the

foam.newest technological advanci 
Since each kind of lining has many 
features, the decision as to 
which type to buy may be 
confusing. The following 
information will help.

WHY LINED DRAPERIES?
Formerly linings were 

used to protect all drapery 
fabrics from the sun—and 
linings were a must even 
for the sheerest gauzes and 
taffetas.

Today, because of tech­
nological advances, sun 
rotting and color fading are 
no longer major problems 
for draperies. Many drapery 
fabrics, for example, are 
guaranteed against fading 
and these guarantees range 
from two years to the life­
time of the fabric. Then, 
why buy lined draperies?

The reasons are as varied 
as the number of lining 
types available. Modern ar­
chitecture with its wide ex­
panses of windows creates 
problems of light control 
and insulation that were 
formerly nonexistent. Lined 
draperies can help reduce 
heating or air-conditioning 
costs as well as deflect 
drafts from improperly fitted 
windows.

In addition to thermal 
properties, linings may have 
acoustical, blackout, or 
room-darkening features.
They come in colors that 
match or contrast with the 
drapery fabric; are treated 
with spot- and stain-resist- 
ant finishes and even fire 
retardants. Many drapery 
linings combine several of 
these features.

An important point to re­
member: No matter what 
the lining, insulation and 
acoustical control features 
are decreased with tieback 
or swag drapery treatments.
Complete window coverage is essen­
tial to get maximum benefits from all 
the contemporary linings.

INSUUTED LININGS
Insulated lining such as 

Milium, Super Chrometta, 
or Roc-Lon perform drap­
ing functions as well. All, 
however, are available in 
variations that have extra 
features besides insulation.

Special linings also are 
available for glass-fiber 
drapery fabrics (once avail­
able only unlined). The lin­
ings themselves are made 
of glass fiber to perform 
compatibly with the drap­
ery cloth in washing and 
durability. In addition to 
the properties of insulation 

and some acoustical control, lined 
glass-fiber draperies will also create 
light filtration without blacking out 
ail the sunlight from outside.

Before you buy a lined drapery, 
decide which functions you want the 
lining to perform. If you are buying 
a washable drapery fabric, make cer­
tain the lining is washable. Certain 
types of blackout, vinyl-coated, or 
aluminum-coated linings are not 
washable. Roc-Lon with a blackout 
finish, Milium, and Super Chrometta
(a sunlight-resistant acetate __
taffeta) are dry cleanable only.

fabric. Foam, although brand new, is 
considered a better insulator than 
plain backings. It provides greater 
noise control because of its density.

Most of the foam linings can be 
washed or dry cleaned in any solu­
tion depending again on the face 
fabric, but a few must be cleaned with 
a Stoddard dry-cleaning solution. In 
any event, check cleaning instruc­
tions on hangtags to make certain 
you use the proper cleaning method.

Another advantage of foam lining, 
similar to plain acrylic lining, is that 
it provides a slight extra degree of

many drapery fabrics that would nor­
mally sag or stretch while hanging.

Only a few brand names are used 
to identify self-lined, ready-made 
draperies . . . some drapery manu­
facturers use no name at all except 
to state that the draperies are insu­
lated. Most drapery manufacturers use 
the Roc-Lonized process that pro­
vides some degree of insulation and 
acoustical control. It's used on all 
types of fabrics, including glass fiber, 
and depending on the fiber content, 
draperies can be machine or hand 
washed or dry cleaned. Burl Therm,

SELF-LININGS
Some drapery linings are actually 

part of the drapery cloth. You've seen 
them advertised as self-lined drap­
eries—most often in ready-mades. In 
many cases, the self-lining is a satin 
weave on the drapery back that gives 
a uniform, decorative appearance 
from the outside. This type of backing 
should be considered simply a beauty 
mark rather than an insulator.

They are not difficult to make. Let's 
make a sponge cake as cupcakes.

There are many variations of sponge 
cake. Some are made with egg yolks 
and whites, some with just egg yolks. 
Some recipes have no liquid, some 
call for hot water, some cold water, 
some hot milk. The main leavener in 
all sponge cakes is air and a true 
sponge cake contains no baking pow­
der, though you will find recipes that 
use it as a help for the heav^ egg yolks.

Eggs are the chief ingredient in foam 
cakes, and the way you handle them is 
most important to the success of your 
cake. About an hour beforeyou are go­
ing to start making your cake, take the 
eggs from the refrigerator and sepa­
rate them. They separate easiest when 
cold. Let them stand at room tempera­
ture an hour. They beat up faster and 
to greater volume when warm.

One of the most important tech­
niques to learn is how to combine the 
beaten egg whites with the other in­
gredients without losing the air you've 
beaten into them. The air you incor­
porate into the egg whites expands 
as the cake hakes and gives you a 
delicate, light cake. If you lose the air, 
your cake turns out heavy and com­
pact. To do it properly use the tech­
nique known as folding:

1. Pour the egg-yolk mixture onto the 
beaten egg whites,

5. Turn the bowl one quarter way 
around. Repeat folding mixture and 
rotating bowl until the two mixtures 
are completely combined.

Before You Remodel • Remember to check your mortgage. 
You may need the permission of the 
mortgage holder to make changes in 
the house. Also be sure you aren't 
adding features (a rail-less stairway, 
for instance) which may void parts of 
your insurance.
• You will probably need a building 
permit to make changes. The contrac­
tor or architect usually handles this.
• If you don't use an architect (he 
would take care of this) get several 
estimates on the job from contractors. 
Let them know you're getting several, 
so each firm will give you its most 
reasonable price estimate. But before 
you can expect an estimate, you have 
to have a precise notion of what has 
to be done, down to the selection of 
type and quality of materials to use.
• Check the reputation of the con­
tractors you are considering hiring 
with a local banker, Better Business 
Bureau, Chamber of Commerce, or 
building materials dealers.
• Before giving the job to a low 
bidder, make sure he isn't planning to 
save by using low-grade materials.
• Get a firm, written price for the 
work to be done, containing a state­
ment that there will be no extra 
charges unless you order changes (in 
writing) and agree to pay for them.
• Make sure the contractor has 
enough liability and workmen's com­
pensation insurance so you won't be 
held responsible for any injuries to 
the men at work or visitors.
• Keep in mind that it's possible to 
save the amount of an architect's fee 
by doing most of the finish work your­
self, if you are a handyman. This 
could include painting; wallpapering; 
applying paneling or gypsum board; 
installing insulation, ceiling and floor 
tile, built-ins, and prefab fireplaces. 
Don't attempt electrical or plumbing 
work. In many places, town codes 
stipulate that these be done by a pro­
fessional anyway.

• Many remodelings are routine, such 
as kitchen and bathroom modernizing, 
or re-siding and roofing. They can 
easily be handled by any contractor, 
by the one-stop remodeling centers, 
or by going to a lumber outlet.
• Beware the unknown contractor 
who comes knocking on your door. 
He often claims he is in the area fin­
ishing another job and can give you 
a special price if you sign up now. 
This is one of the most common (and 
surprisingly, most successful) shady 
business practices going. Know the 
people you do business with.
• If you want a major addition, or 
many interior changes, it's best to 
have an architect prepare a design. 
Most builders do a satisfactory job, 
structurally, but it's hard to find one 
with a really good design sense.
• Architects are hard to find, since 
they consider it professionally un­
ethical to advertise their services. 
Their previous jobs must serve as their 
advertising. Therefore, drive around 
town and look for several remodel­
ings you like. Find out the designer.
• Face the fact that many registered 
architects will not consider it worth 
their while to design a remodeling. 
Fees are based on a percentage of 
cost, and a remodeling is often as 
much work as designing a whole new 
house which, naturally, costs more.
• An architect might be persuaded, 
however, if you seem willing to ac­
cept something a little unusual. Of­
ten the difference between a medi­
ocre and an outstanding remodeling 
is a bold idea, authoritatively exe­
cuted. Don't rule out inventive solu­
tions until you try them on for size.
• Hunt for imaginative young archi­
tects who need commissions of all 
kinds, including remodelings. Since 
they seldom have their own prac­
tices yet, call a large, well-known firm 
and ask them to recommendsomeone 
on their staff who might want to do 
the job on his own time.

But try sched­
uling your job in a slack period, if 
there's no urgency. The contractor 
will appreciate having steady work 
and will give you prompt service.
• Plan to finish the work of enclos­
ing the interior by winter, so the 
workmen can continue working in­
side. In the north, masonry work must 
be installed in warm months. Also the 
plastering, so the windows can be 
open to let it air-dry slowly.
• Exterior painting can be done in 
any nonfreezing seasons, but spring 
and fall are best (fewer bugs to light 
in wet paint).
• Interior painting can be done any­
time, but you may want to do it in 
warm weather so you can have 
screens in the windows to help it dry.

watering trees by using a perfo­
rated hose, you can take care of 
smaller trees on flat land by encir­
cling them with a low earthen dike 
and then flooding the saucer with a 
hose. But trees on slopes and large 
trees with deep root zones are an­
other matter. For these, a Department 
of Agriculture water management en­
gineer recommends drilling holes with 
a soil auger at intervals around the 
periphery of the main root mass and 
scattered through it. The holes should 
be about 24 inches deep, insert in 
them sections of three-inch perfo­
rated drain pipe. You can pour water 
into the pipes with a hose; or if you 
want to save work, you can inter­
connect the pipes with a small plas­
tic tube by which you can fill all the 
pipes at once. An added advantage 
of this water system is that you can 
feed the trees through the pipes in 
the spring.

The water lance—a long, pipelike 
nozzle that is driven into the 
ground—is often recommended for 
watering trees; but it is only as ef­
fective as the way you use it. If you 
stick It into the root mass in just one 
spot, it does comparatively little good 
except for trees with very compact 
root systems. The reason, as noted 
before, is that water does not travel 
very far laterally through soil; it pre­
fers to go down or up. To water 
large trees with a water lance, you 
must insert it into the root system at 
a number of points.

Consider an underground sprin­
kling system. Here is the ideal way to 
water your lawn and—if you select 
the right kinds of sprinklers—almost 
every other part of the garden. There 
is no moving of hoses; no changing 
of sprinklers. All systems on the mar­
ket can be automatically operated by 
a timing device that turns the sprin­
klers on at a preselected hour, lets 
them run for a period, and then turns 
them off.

The cost is extremely variable. One 
automatic system described by the 
maker as a "complete, standard sys­
tem" that will water approximately 
7000 square feet carries a retail price 
of $190. The home owner can install 
it himself. The same firm in one of its 
booklets shows plans for an auto­
matic system covering a yard of al­
most 27,000 square feet. The cost of 
materials for this is pegged at $1240; 
installation by a professional is esti­
mated at an additional $750.

One way to buy an underground 
sprinkling system is to ask several 
contractors handling different systems 
to look over your water system and 
garden and to give you recommenda­
tions and a price. Putting in a sprin­
kling system is not child's play. Ac­
cording to a California extension ser­
vice bulletin, it involves eight steps: 
1) Measuring the water pressure at 
your faucets. 2) Making a sketch of 
the area to be watered.

PLANNING
TO
REMODEL
OR
ADDA
BATHROOM?
Compared to other rooms in the 
home, a bathroom may seem simple 
to remodel or build because it is small 
and there appears to be only a few 
basic elements to consider. But such 
hidden factors as piping, heating, 
electrical work, and what's in the 
walls can have a tremendous bearing 
on what you can do both mechani­
cally and aesthetically. They will de­
termine, for example, whether walls, 
floors, and ceilings will have to be 
torn up and replaced—jobs perhaps 
you hadn't planned on.

Remodeling or installing a new 
bath can cost anywhere from $400 to 
$5000. However expensive your bath 
is to be, the important point is that 
every penny you spend should be 
spent wisely with none of it wasted 
by poor planning and second thoughts 
after the job is started.

The best advice we can give you is;
1. Unless you have excellent color 
and design sense and can visualize 
the end result from a few tiny 
swatches of material, consult a deco­
rator. You are not choosing draperies 
or chair fabrics which can be replaced 
at a reasonable cost if you later de­
cide you don't like them. You are 
selecting permanent and costly in­
stallations such as colored fixtures, 
wall tile, and counter tops.
2. Hire a contractor who will super­
vise the entire job. Sit down with him 
in the planning stages and don't hesi­
tate to ask questions. Once he's ex­
amined the area to be remodeled or 
built, he will know exactly what con­
struction problems you are going to 
have. Then you, the decorator, and 
the contractor can work out sizes, 
shapes, and placement, Once your 
decisions are made, don't change your 
mind, since the contractor's estimate 
of time and cost is based on his 
knowledge of the mechanical prob­
lems and your specifications for ma­
terials. Changes after a job is started 
usually result in a project that never 
seems to end and an unhappy home 
owner who has to pay extra for the 
requested changes.

Another way you can help the job 
proceed smoothly and keep everyone 
happy is by not taking the workmen 
away from the project to fix some­
thing else in your home. The contrac­
tor has scheduled a certain amount of 
time for your job and is probably 
committed to another job as soon as

yours is finished. If he doesn't meet 
his deadline, he may leave your job 
unfinished while he meets his other 
commitment, and his subcontractors, 
who are often hard to get hold of, 
will certainly not wail around. Your 
job will hang on, getting finished bit 
by bit. The contractor may or may 
not charge you for the extra work, 
but it's only fair if he does since he's 
given you a contract price which does 
not include extracurricular work.

To give you an idea of some of the 
technical problems you can run into, 
we have chosen several typical re­
modelings and new installations. At 
this point we'd like to mention that 
local building codes can affect how 
much will have to be done, especially 
in remodeling. For example, some 
codes insist that any existing, non- 
conforming plumbing or electrical 
work in the bathroom will have to be 
brought up to code standards once 
you start remodeling. Since codes dif­
fer in their specifications on venting, 
piping, ventilation, etc., they can alter 
the solutions to the examples we 
propose to mention.

PUniNG FIXTURES IN NEW LOCATIONS
There are dozens of reasons for 

moving the fixtures and as many ways 
to do it. You may want to move them 
so they will be arranged more con­
veniently. Or, you may want to en­
large an existing bath by adding an 
extra basin. Some baths are compart- 
mented with a toilet and basin for 
each adjoining bedroom with a bath­
tub in the middle. This is a good idea 
for a children's bath. Fortunately, 
most fixtures come in several sizes, 
which is a help in your planning. 
Whatever type of remodeling you 
plan there are some basic problems 
to consider:
1. Expect to tear out parts of the 
walls, floors, and even ceilings. Wall 
and floor tile will probably have to 
be completely replaced since it is 
usually impossible to match them 
exactly when merely patching.

2. When moving a toilet, if space 
under the floor isn't deep enough to 
allow proper pitch for the waste pipe, 
the pipe will have to be run to the 
basement through a nearby partition. 
This can be done only if the partition 
in question goes through to the base­
ment rather than being over a room 
below. Sometimes piping is run 
through a corner of the room down­
stairs and boxed in. This involves re­
painting or repapering downstairs. 
Or, the ceiling under the bathroom 
might have to be lowered in order 
to accommodate a run of waste pipe.
3. If you are not adding fixtures, only 
moving them, it is best to locate all 
waste outlets on one wall to eliminate 
boring through joists. Framing mem­
bers that must be cut to allow for 
water piping and valves will have to 
be strengthened afterwards.

4. Electrical cables or wiring will have 
to be changed not only to provide 
new lighting but because they may in­
terfere with the relocated plumbing.
5. Heating pipes and radiation units 
or ducts may have to be moved to 
accommodate the new plumbing.

NEW FIXTURES IN SAME LOCATION
The easiest and cheapest remodel­

ing is to install new fixtures in the 
same location as the old.

The bathtub will present the big­
gest problem. The shape and size you 
choose may depend on any stairways 
and the entrance to the bath. You 
may not be able to get a new tub in 
at all. Since tubs are frequently in­
stalled while the house is under con­
struction—before stairs and doors are 
in place—getting an old tub out is not 
too easy either. It often has to be 
smashed and carted out in pieces.

Also the drain and trap in the floor 
will have to be replaced and moved 
to conform with the new tub, possibly 
just a few inches, depending on the 
style you choose. Also, piping may 
have to be changed if former pipes 
came up through the floor instead of 
the wall, or if there was no shower. 
Pipes will have to be installed in the 
wall to accommodate new tub fit­
tings and provide a shower valve. 
This means new tile or other ma­
terial on the wall.

The toilet usually offers no prob­
lem. Most styles will fit the existing 
waste pipe. However, if you decide 
on a wall-hung model, the wall will

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up too much of the floor. Where the 
waste pipe is a foot or so off the floor, 
and there is sufficient head room, a 
wooden floor can be built high 
enough to allow proper pitch of the 
pipe beneath it.

If the waste pipe is near the ceil­
ing, an electric ejector pump can be 
installed under the slab to pump the 
discharge from the fixtures to the 
existing waste line. The pump will 

add $300 to $400 to the 
cost of the lavatory, There 
are syphon-jet toilets avail­
able which work on water 
pressure. These are limited 
in the distance they can dis­
charge into the waste line. 
If one of these is used, the 
basin would still have to 
have a separate pump.

Venting a basement lava­
tory is easy since the pipe 
can be run to any point in 
the basement where it can 
be extended through a par­
tition to the roof.

For ventilation, if win­
dows are impractical, an 
exhaust fan should be in­
stalled. If the basement bath 
is close to an outside wall, 
ductwork for this ventilator 
may be virtually eliminated.

to do will depend on the distance 
between the new bath and an exist­
ing one and whether it will be 
cheaper to break up the floor to tie 
in with the existing bath or to run 
the plumbing outside. If the new bath 
is to be a distance from the present 
bath, connecting to existing plumb­
ing would be impossible since there 
wouldn't be enough pitch for the 
pipes.

bet may be to install a separate septic 
system to serve the new bath. The 
reason for this is that over a long dis­
tance the pitch would be too great 
to connect with the existing tank.

With a city sewer, in most cases 
you would connect to the existing 
sewer line to the street.

INSTALLING A NEW BATH
When putting in a new bath, you 

will have to check on water-heater 
capacity, septic tank capacity, and 
water pressure.

Bath on second floor. What is un­
der the space you are planning to use 
will determine whether it 
can function as a bathroom, 
and if so, how the job can 
be done.

If the outside wall is un­
interrupted by windows or 
doors, piping can probably 
be run through to the base­
ment. The pipes must be 
well insulated to prevent 
freezing. When an inside 
partition is used, it is best 
if it is directly over one on 
the first floor so pipes can 
be run down to (he base­
ment. If the lower partition 
is a distance away, ripping 

floors in adjoining 
rooms and possibly cutting 
through floor joists will be 
necessary.

When the new bath is to 
be directly over an existing 
bath, the wall in the exist­
ing bath may have to be 
opened in order to change 
the vent piping, unless 
there is room in the parti­
tion so a separate vent 
stack can be run from the 
basement. (The purpose of 
the vem stack is to prevent 
sewer gases from entering 
the house, and to prevent 
backflow of wasle in the 
waste-drain system.)

Heating will probably 
have to be revised, particu­
larly if space for the new 
bath is taken from a bed­
room, In such a case the 
heating balance may be de­
stroyed. Electric heating for 
the bath may be the sim- 
plesl answer, perhaps in 
the form of a small auxil­
iary heater built into the 
wall or ceiling. This unit 
may be wired to the light 
switch, to go on automati- 
cdily with the light.

Ventilation is an impor­
tant factor where there are 
no windows and one can­
not be cut in. A ventilating fan in the 
ceiling or wall with ducts to the out­
side will be necessary.

Bath on first floor in two-story 
house. Problems are similar to a new 
second-floor bath but slightly in re­
verse. Instead of getting (he pipes 
through to the basement (which is 
easy) you have to get the vent stack 
through the second floor to the roof.

Bath on a concrete slab. When a 
hou.se is built on a slab, pipes are 
usually laid before the slab is poured. 
This makes adding a new bath ex­
pensive and messy. What you decide

Whether you remodel an 

existing bath, or add a new 
one, don’t forget to add 
plenty of storage. Get as 
large a medicine cabinet as 
you can find.

ENTERTAINING WITH PART-TIME HELP
guests. Show them the storage places 
for dishes and other necessary items. 
Be sure they are familiar with how 
the oven and range units work, how 
the dishwasher is started, etc.

While your problems may not be 
the same as our neighbors', their 
thinking may help you plan ahead 
with your caterers. I have found that 
the more explicit I am with temporary 
help, the better job they do for us.

IHAKE A UST TO HELP CATERERS
I plan just what I would do in the 

kitchen if 1 were going to be there. 
Then I list suggestions for the cater­
ers that will help with the dinner. I 
find it easier to list in writing the 
things I want them to do. Then they 
can refer to the list.

In planning for a cocktail party it's 
a good idea to be explicit about 
drinks. Show the bartender how you 
want each drink served, the amount 
of liquor to use. You won't want to 
criticize the temporary help once the 
party is under way, so try to make 
sure they know what you want be­
fore die guests arrive.

CLEAN HOUSE AHEAD OE TIME
If we are having a party, I try to 

arrange it so that the house will be 
cleaned the day before. Temporary 
serving help should not be asked to 
clean the house.

Flowers should be cut or purchased 
the day before or very early the day 
of the party. It takes time to arrange 
flowers. Caterers may not know how 
to arrange flowers the way you like 
them. Then, loo, it takes them away 
from things they should do, and you 
will be paying a big price for some­
thing you could do yourself ahead 
of time.

When the caterers arrive, the 
kitchen should be spotless, the 
dishes, the pots and pans all washed 
and put away. You are not asking 
caterers to clean up after you in the 
kitchen; you are asking them to carry 
on where you left off... and you left 
off with a clean kitchen.

I asked one of the girls who helps 
us what she finds most difficult to 
cope with in dealing with so many 
clients. She said, "I have few prob­
lems, for 1 rarely return to a home 
that is not fairly well run. I once 
went to a home where the woman 
had left all the dishes from two meals 
in the sink. 1 left as soon as possible 
after supper, and have never re­
turned. I appreciate a hostess who 
realizes what I must do in minutes 
before the guests arrive."

Any time that you take to become 
friends with the people who help 
you is time well spent. Praise and 
thanks for a job well done is also a 
good idea. These little efforts help to 
make a good party even better and 
to make you a good employer 
as well as a charming hostess.

Full-time help has become almost a 
thing of the past, Now we rely more 

part-time assistance or caterers for 
entertaining or for household chores. 
This part-time help is expensive, the 
cost depending on your community 
and on what you want done.

PUN AHEAD
For example, anyone who comes 

into your house to help with cocktail 
parties, buffet suppers, etc, is paid by 
the hour. (You will probably have to 
pay at least two dollars and it may be 
considerably more.) Hours mount up, 
and it is essential to plan well, to or­
ganize your thinking, and to collect 
your ideas before your help arrive.

The term "caterer" is used to mean 
the persons you call to help you 
serve. It may be one person or two 
or three. They may act as bartenders 
or just as kitchen help. They may as­
sist and serve an entire meal. They do 
the things that a hostess would do if 
she could greet the guests, introduce 
the new arrivals, and serve dinner.

One couple who lives near us have 
a particularly nice flair for entertain­
ing. I asked them one day what they 
did before the temporary help ar­
rived. Here is their list:
1. Plan your food immediately after 
your guest list is set. Do the shopping 
and have everything in the house at 
least two days before the party with 
the exception of perishables that must 
be purchased the day of the party,
2. Check the silver, table linen, and 
other items that you will be using. 
Follow through with the serving 
dishes, china, and glasses. All of this 
early planning avoids last-minute 
washing and polishing.
3. Set the table early on the day you 
entertain. This gives you a chance 
to make adjustments in your plan­
ning. Place each serving platter, each 
relish dish where you want them. 
Designating what is to be served in 
each dish helps the caterer, especially 
if you are particular about ttiis.
4. Have as much food as possible 
cooked and ready to be served or to 
put into the oven. Having the cater­
ers cook is expensive and may not be 
done the way you want it, so think 
twice about this and know their rates.
5. Make a time chart of approximate 
times to serve the hors d'oeuvres, 
dinner (or the buffet), when to bring 
the dessert, the coffee.
6. Plan to have the caterers arrive at 
least an hour before the guests. If it 
is their first time at your house, an 
even earlier arrival is better.
7. Discuss questions about their uni­
forms or what they will wear when 
you arrange for them to come. When 
they arrive at the house, be definite 
about where they are to hang their 
coats, which bathroom they may use, 
and other items that they will need 
to know. This will save time later on
