DEAR READER

The great immigration of families from
our cities to the suburbs continues but
there are still many hardy young families
who have faith that our urban centers are
not a thing of the past and can provide a
setting for a good life.

Cities have never been the easiest
places in which to live, especially for
those who are not among the most wealthy.

Reading
Dickens helps one understand just how
rugged life was in London during the 19th
century, and the great cities of this
country have never been exactly garden
spots except for a very few privileged souls.

If you want to know what a city without
people is all about, go down to Wall
Street in New York on a Sunday morning.

We don’t feel that our cities can be
saved by government action or by great
massive renewal projects. They can only be
saved by the action of individuals who
care enough about them to live in them.

AVOID MISTAKES WHEN YOU BUY SPANISH

ave you noticed that department and furniture stores are practically

flooded with so-called Spanish-Mediterranean furniture? And how

many model rooms, model houses, and home furnishings ads are cur-

rently done in the Spanish style? Not since the 1920s has there been
such a revival. But pre-depression Spanish was mainly for apartment house
lobbies and millionaires’ villas, never quite made it into the home.

Maybe it occurred to you that American Home has not endorsed this popu-
lar design idiom. This is not an oversight on our part, nor is it due to our un-
awareness of an important fashion trend. The omission is simply an expression
of disapproval of much of its design and its misuse.

Furniture of the 16th and 17th centuries—of the Renaissance and Baroque
periods—was rarely comfortable. Spanish furniture of the Renaissance and
Baroque periods, and it's precisely these two styles that inspire most of the
new Spanish designs, was less so than any other.

Historically, Spain has been a country of sharp economic demarcations. The
nobility was very, very rich. The poor were exceptionally poor, and the mid-
dle class, until recently, nonexistent. This means that the 16th- and 17th-century

furniture now being copied and adapted for mass distribution is strictly of
castle provenance.

Massively scaled for much-larger-than-life-rooms, this type of Spanish furni-
ture is austere and masculine. Each piece needs great volumes of space to <et
it off properly and to this day, a typically Spanish room is underfurnished to
the point of starkness. Aristocratic, autocratic, arrogant, and ceremonial (the
court of Spain was the most rigid in its ceremonies and its etiquette) describe
the Spanish style in furniture design. And that’s the very antithesis of furniture
for the relaxed, casual, comfortable lifestyle of today’s (continued)

young families. What we are saying is that it takes a castle in
Spain to accommodate Spanish furniture, not a subdivision split-
level ranch with pretend Spanish accents.

The characteristic soberness of the best Spanish furniture has
been caricatured into ostentation. Scaling has been exaggerated
until many pieces look like stage furniture and a whole room full
of them looks like a stage set
—seen from too close up.
Blatant misuse of materials
further cheapens the overall
picture. But Spanish, when
handled with understanding E&
for authenticity and sympa-
thetically interpreted for to- g
day’s needs can be beautiful.
It has strength, dignity, and
character. Individual pieces
mix well with other styles.

The chest is typically Spanish in its massiveness and intricate
geometrical moldings. As a foil, and to avoid an oppressive heav-
iness, the bed and table are lighter weight and use curved lines.

A DESIGNER’S POINT OF VIEW

To establish a criterion for judging the very best of Spanish
design we chose Henredon’s Folio Nine collection and asked
Kenneth R. Volz, the firm’s Director of Design, for some point-
ers on buying and decorating with Spanish-Mediterranean. Al-
though his remarks refer to the Henredon Collection, they have
a far wider application and should be of great help to you in
selecting from other Spanish-Mediterranean groups.

“A little Spanish goes a long way,” says Ken Volz. “Flamboy-
ant furniture, and many Spanish interpretations are just that,
must be used with the utmost discretion. It’s more palatable as
an accent than by the roomful. One heavily carved, high-backed
chair is just about what one low-ceilinged modern room can
handle. Multiply that chair design by six or eight and the result
has all the charm of a New York subway rush hour.

“Good design and suitability rather than fashion should be
the motivating force when you buy furniture. The more over-
done a trend is, the shorter its life span. A room furnished in
nothing but Spanish is unbalanced, and becomes monotonous.
All those multi-moldings and multi-panels gang up on you.

“We tried to make Spanish workable, easy to decorate with
in Folio Nine. We wanted variety, the play of heavy against light
elements, geometric against flowing, curving lines. First off, we
broadened the accepted style base from the 16th and 17th
centuries to include 18-century pieces as well.

“While staying within the bounds of authenticity and good
taste, this allows us to incorporate the leaven of lighter, more
feminine pieces, some with reverse curve cabriole legs, flat
carvings, and paint finishes, These act as a foil for the more ar-
chitectural designs with their deeply carved facades.

“We chose gold-leaf wrought iron for accent pieces (like the
headboard shown) and for details instead of the phony finish
black metal that characterizes so much pretend Spanish.

“We departed, quite sharply, from the common practice of a
single finish—mostly a dark, murky brown—for all the pieces in
a group or collection because mixed materials and finishes make
a more interesting room.

“Good furniture must have a crafted look—it should bear the
imprint of the human hand and the human mind but the finish
and distressing (antiquing) of most Spanish pieces is overdone.”

NECESSITY AND INVENTIONS. The business that occupies a petite
and pretty artist named Marcia Lyndon and her architect husband
Maynard, both in their 20s, was instigated by a child (April, aged
one-plus) who needed toys and a life that needed a livelihood as
much fun as it was lucrative. Invention turned a tiny, decrepit cot-
tage in a Wilshire Boulevard (Santa Monica) beanpatch into an en-
chanting toy store filled with original, handmade toys. The Lyndons’
Colorform started out housing their own collection of toys (“just
things we'd bought because we loved them”) and graduated to a
booming collection of well-designed playthings from around the
world plus Maynard’s own designs. From plywood, in the bedroom-
workshop of the family’s small bungalow he produces happy things
that are toys, children’s and grownups’ furniture rolled into one.
An example: the rocker-teeter-totter that’s also an arch to crawl
through, cage to play in, sturdy baby table and coffee table, too.
“Our little house had so much baby furniture we didn’t have room
for our own. So | designed pieces that could work for us as well.”
Their success indicates that other parents felt the same need in
furnishings.

PREXY CAT. If your timing’s right when you're wandering in Laguna
Beach, you may cross paths with an enormous Persian cat named
Stanley Katz. He’s president of the whimsical Prodigious Press. Ac-
tually though, he fronts (just signs the letters) for his clever owners,
Jim and Maryella Warren whose home turns out a stream of banners,
calendars, and art-nouveau postcards. Jim runs a backyard silk
screen; Maryella pens designs.

STICKY BUSINESS. And we'll never forget the day we watched a red
Volkswagen bug darting in and out of San Diego Freeway traffic, so
decked out in fiower cutouts it looked like a garden on the run. The
driver was the bright, young ex-advertising man who, with his wife,
pioneered Rickie-Tickie-Stickies which have turned on everything
from clipboards to garbage cans and automobiles. Don and Mar-
garet Kracke live with their three children in a lively house where
ideas hatch at the dining table and prototypes have long since
chased cars from the two-car garage. The stickers, however, with a
line of posters (“Keep America Beautiful—Clean Up Your Room!”),
fan out around the country now from a burgeoning new factory in
Rolling Hills Estates.

AND MORE. As a brief sampling, consider: Russ and Miyo Rudzinski,
who not only introduced western palates to Japanese country-style
cuisine (their little Mingei-ya restaurant is a San Francisco famous),
but, via Miyo, initiated us to the traditional smock-type aprons of
Japan. She designed these in gay Japanese patterns that jazz up
kitchens, save cooks’ clothes. The Currys (Bill and Jackie) make
award-winning globe-on-a-block lamps in Rio del Mar. The Stits,
Joseph and Darla, both teachers, turn out marvelous handcrafted
wooden toys in a Bellflower garage (one was in the Pasadena Mu-
seum’s prestigious Design Ten Show). San Francisco’s Ted and Carla
Van Dorn design and import decorative accessories (the paper Tif-
fany shade and plastic blow-up chairs among them). And the
Bouchers, Connie and John, with a fellow artist liberated Peanuts
into a line of sweatshirts, coloring books, “Happiness Is” books, and
dolls. Include, too, the countless, clever interior designer-architect
teams . . . Among these, the Crutchfields (Joan and Robert)
and the Mardesiches (Dan and Virginia Anawalt).

IT°' S HOME IMPROVEMENT TIME
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By ARTHUR M, WATKINS

HOW MUCH
DOES
REMODELING
COST

A friend of ours was quite surprised when she ordered a
new kitchen much like the remodeled kitchen done for a
neighbor down the street. The price for her kitchen was
$600 more than her neighbor’s.

That’s no surprise to remodeling experts, however, as
no two jobs are ever alike. Our friend ordered extra fea-
tures, such as more cabinets and better appliances, thus
her extra cost.

In addition, few remodelers are likely to bid the same
price for the same job. Prices can also vary greatly accord-
ing to such things as labor rate fluctuations in different
parts of the country. Also, materials prices vary, depend-
ing on such things as how far you are from the lumber
and plywood mills.

Then of course, there’s a little matter called inflation,
which has boosted contractors’ costs in varying degrees
from one area to the next.

The range of prices for typical improvements given be-
low are based on an American Home survey of remodel-
ing dealers in different parts of the country. All hedged
their price estimates because so many things can make
one job cost considerably more, or less, than the same
kind of remodeling in a similar house down the street.

Nearly all dealers recommend that you get two to three
bids—no more are usually necessary—from reliable re-
modeling dealers. But before you automatically order the
job from the lowest-priced dealer check his bid carefully,

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says Arthur Oxenberg, President of New York’s Federal
Builders & Home Modernization Corporation, one of the
East’s largest and oldest remodelers. Be sure, he says, that
the bid you accept includes everything you will need and
everything that is included in the other bids you have
obtained.

And often it will also pay to spend a little more to gel
the job done by a really good and reliable man. Remem-
ber that the best men in the business are seldom lowest
in price. How can they be?

TYPICAL COSTS

Remodeled kitchen. $1750 to $3500 installed. Prices
average approximately $100 per lineal foot of new cabi-
nets, counter top, and appliances. The price goes up, nat-
urally, if you redo your floor and walls, install a new
window or two, or if structural changes or alterations are
needed. A large and elaborate new kitchen can cost up
to $5000, sometimes more—especially if extensive major
structural changes are required.

New half bath. $750 to $1500. The job will come in on
the low side if it uses an existing space, and if the plumb-
ing connections are short and simple. The cost goes up if
new partitions or long plumbing connections are required.
The new fixtures, accessories, and materials account for
about half of the cost, labor the rest.

Remodeled full bath. $1250 to $2500, depending mainly
on the fixtures and accessories desired, and if you get new
flooring and wall surfaces. A complete new bathroom
within existing space will cost more because of the new
plumbing hookup needed.

New attic room. About $1250 to $3000, depending on
its size and whether a new dormer is needed. It will be
on the low side for a moderate-size new room if there is
adequate headroom in the attic to start with and a new
dormer is not required. That will generally get you a fin-
ished floor, walls, and ceiling, insulation, wiring, heating,
and possibly a built-in or two. If a new dormer is re-
quired, add approximately $100 a running foot, or about
$750 to $2000.

Basement recreation room. $1500 to $3000, depending
on size and special work desired. It’s on the low side for
a small- to moderate-size room with new flooring, walls,
ceiling, staircase, wiring, and lighting. The cost goes up
for a larger room, especially if you need new partitions
and if much old piping or ductwork has to be boxed in.

New room added onto your house. $2000 to $4500.
That's for new living space, such as family room or bed-
room wing, including new foundation, walls, and roof,
heat and wiring, but no plumbing. It averages about $12
to $20 a square foot of new finished living space for frame
construction. Figure as much as 10 to 20 percent more for
masonry construction,

Central air conditioning. $850 to $1350 installed for
adding a two- to three-ton cooling system to a heating
system that already has ducts. The cost is higher, naturally,
for more cooling capacity—about $500, more or less, per
additional ton, more if new ductwork or wiring capacity
is needed. Figure on an additional $200 or more for add-
ing an electronic air filter at the same time.

Air conditioning with room units. $175 to $325 per unit
installed, depending on the size and the amount of new
wiring needed. At least three to four units are generally
required to cool all or most of the house.

New heating plant. $750 to $1350 for a new warm-air
furnace or hot-water heating boiler to replace a worn-
out one. Exact price depends on the BTU capacity re-
quired and the amount of hookup labor needed. Natural-
ly, the price will go higher for a large house or if new
ductwork or plumbing is needed.

Combination storm doors and windows. $18 to $35 in-
stalled for each average-size storm-window-and-screen-
unit. Prices are lowest for ordinary-quality aluminum units,
highest for the top-quality aluminum, steel, or rigid vinyl
windows. Expect to pay $75 to $110 installed for good- to
best-quality combination storm doors. Prices for fancy
decorative doors of high-quality metal range up to about
$150; the extra cost is almost entirely for the decorative
design and grillwork.

Aluminum siding. $80 to
$100 per square (100 square
feet of wall) installed. Top-

dows which require more cut-
ting and fitting. Cost for an
average-size house will run
between $750 to $1500. Add
another 10 to 15 percent if
you want new aluminum
soffits as well.

New roofing. $25 to $40
per-square (100 square feet of
roof) for new asphalt shingles
weighing 235 pounds a
square, That’s installed over
your old roofing. Thus the
price can vary from as little as
$350, more or less for a small
house with a simple roof, up
to $1000, sometimes more, for
a large house. The cost rises
if your old roofing must be
stripped off first; if there are a
number of gables, steps, hips,
and other such breaks; if new
flashing is required (in valleys,
around the chimney, and so
forth), or if a more expensive
roofing material is used, such

as cedar, shakes, or asbestos
cement.
Electrical work. $150 to

$225 for a new 220-volt 100-
to 200-ampere electric ser-
vice. New wiring for an exist-
ing house averages about $8
to $11 for each new outlet or
switch, $25 to $50 for each
special circuit that’s required
for an electric clothes dryer,
air conditioner, power tool,
etc. The heavier the wire and
longer the run needed, the
greater the cost.

Wall paneling. It has so far
managed to avoid the spiral-
ing inflation that has pushed
up the price of construction-
grade plywood. It should run
20c to 80c a square foot, ex-
cluding installation, for most
common types, or about $7 to
$26 per standard 4-by-8-foot
sheet. The price is in the low
to medium soft-
wood, gypsum board, hard-
board, and the most common
plywood paneling. Better
quality and more attractive
veneered plywoods are at the
high level, especially those
with a hand-rubbed effect. So
laminate paneling.
The most handsome and ex-
otic plywood and the prized
hardwoods, such as walnut,
oak, and cherry, can range
from $1 to $2 a square foot.

Ever hear of the Formosan termite?
He’s a recent immigrant from the
Far East, who’s spreading slowly
northward. Dr. David Watson, en-
tomologist for Velsicol (@hemical
Corp., says he’s . . . one third larger,
and a much more voracious eater
than the most common destructive
domestic variety.”

In Hawaii, C. Formosanas already
chomp away to the tune of $3 mil-
lion annually. In the continental
U.S., he was first discovered in
Texas, subsequently in Louisiana
and South Carolina. Armed with his
big appetite, this species can fly at
night, and is attracted to electric
light. Hence, he can invade a build-
ing by air.

Fortunately, the same chemicals
effective on other species work on
the Formosan termite. They are
needed in larger quantities, how-
ever, and the Formosan termite
goes on an eating binge just before
he dies. So don’t just batten down
your hatches, treat them with chem-
icals first.

Large, airy living room (large photo, opposite) comes as a surprise after the sequence of
small rooms in old house. The random, accidental quality of Victorian design makes it
fun to play with the spaces in 20th-century style. Niche in wall gives view of sun-room.

The shape of the Goldston house didn’t change much,

but its outlook did. Architect F. Frederick Bruck relocated

the entry, formerly in the front, to the right. The

entire floor plan was reorganized. The old garage was reduced
in bulk by flattening the roof. It was connected to the

house with a breezeway. The fenced-in patio in front, a
compatible contemporary touch, provides privacy for
entertaining, is outside the living and dining rooms. A

paint job in a deep, unexpected color completed the new look.

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Many houses have years of use left in them but the exteriors are dated. The modish
bungalow porches of the 20s look heavy-jowled today and what was strictly modern
in the mid-30s is now a quaint period piece. One way of bringing them back to life

is a major face lifting. By cutting back to the basic shape of the house, you can add
embellishments that are not out of date, then wait to see how many years pass
before somebody decides that this too is now out. Or conversely, you do something
so far out of date that it's accepted as classic and traditional. Here are three
outstanding remodelings of this genre, some almost unrecognizable in final form.

The home of Mr. and Mrs. Lanier Hardman,

in Covington, Georgia, was once a stolid-looking
pre-Civil War cottage. Now it is a neat, trim
Williamsburg Colonial. Henry Norris, the architect,
simply removed the front porch and replaced

the heavy dormer with three smaller ones. Careful
detailing of shutters, dentil molding under the

roof, and new entry steps completed the job. Simple
landscaping is in keeping with the style.

Karl J. Winkler, the architect who remodeled

this house in Des Moines for himself, admits that
he had no sentimental attachments to its classic
stucco lines, typical of modern design in 1935. He
gave the house a new profile with a cedar-
shingled hood. At the side, he added sliding doors
and a deck, and upstairs, a tiny balcony off the
master bedroom hidden by the Mansard roof.

The home of Mr. A. Van Weezel in Atlanta,

Georgia, was almost completely rebuilt. It was trans-
formed from a story-and-a-half frame house to

a two-story brick-veneered one, with an entry yard
surrounded by a graceful iron railing. Architect
George P. Foote eliminated the old porch, raised
the roof, and changed the windows.

A fresh start for your garden can mean a new style of life
for you. Think carefree. Minimize maintenance for
maximum enjoyment! Here are two ordinary landscapes
that were transformed, one into an entry court, the other
into a deckscape dedicated to freedom on weekends.
There's no grass to mow nor weeds to pull on adeck.

Mr. and Mrs. William Jackson of Seattle, Washington, en-
closed the area adjacent to their door with a white brick
wall (below) for a private entry court. A small reflecting
pool is a view from the windows, a welcome for guests. They
now have a private public garden, welcoming in its
intimacy, without forgoing their traditional front lawn.

The Portland, Oregon, deck (opposite) was originally the
lawn above. No outdoor living there! Now the garden is an
extra room, with living space added by extending the
deck out over an adjoining canyon.

Oversize plant tubs (above left) contain native sumac with heather,
white geraniums, and native Azalea occidentalis. Street-side entrance

(right) has swinging saloon doors. Roofed-over fence connects house
and garage, protects against rain, blocks view of deck from street.

REMODELING MONEY

Financing a home-improvement job
can be great fun, if you love dealing
with confusing numbers and legal
jargon. But for most of us, it's a chore,
to say the least.

For example, we read a lot about
FHA-backed Title | and Section 203
(K) loans. The former has a limit of
$5000, the latter $10,000. Only hitch
is that the allowable interest rates are
so low you can hardly find a lender
willing to get involved. If you find
one, let us know.

Of course, you can always refi-
nance your mortgage, but that usual-
ly means you've got to pay certain
closing costs over again. And, you'll
find that if you have one of those
nice, pre-tight-money mortgages that
went for six percent or less, the re-
financing will raise your interest rate.
It can be a costly way to get the
amount of money you need.

What about an open-end mort-
gage, which lets you, in effect, rebor-
row some of the principal you've
paid back? Fine, if you have such a
mortgage. But lenders don‘t like to
give them anymore. So most of us
must go one of the following routes:
e Borrow against life insurance. In-
terest is low, the procedure is quick
and painless, and there’s little or no
pressure for repayment. In a way
you're borrowing your own money,
anyway.

e Get a personal loan. These are of-
ten advertised by banks as home-im-
provement loans. But close scrutiny
reveals the same terms—about 8 per-
cent—as prevail for “bill payer” or
other personal loans.

e Get a bona fide home-improvement
loan from a bank savings and loan.
We've seen interest as low as six
percent,

e Let a friendly contractor arrange a
loan. This can be expensive. The con-
tractor passes your credit application
along to a finance company, often
gets a piece of the action, and col-
lects cash for the job. Interest rates
tend to be high. Better to borrow an-
other way and give him cash.

Incidentally, a good place to start
looking for remodeling money is at
the institution that holds your mort-
gage. They already know you, so red
tape is minimized. And they think
well of lending money to improve
and maintain the home against which
they’ve made a mortgage loan.

THE VACATION-HOUSE SCENE

The old “cabin at the lake” sort of
vacation home is a thing of the past.
Spacemakers, Inc., vacation-home
manufacturer of Dedham, Massachu-
setts, says average price of a vacation
home is likely to be in the $17,000 to
$24,000 range. Of course higher con-
struction and land costs contribute
to this situation.

PREPARE NOW FOR SUMMER HEAT
If you swore that last summer
would be the last one to catch you
without air conditioning, now is the
time to act. Wait until the first heat
spell, and you’ll be guaranteed a long
wait, possibly higher prices.
Incidentally, if you shy away from
central air conditioning, there’s an in-
teresting system on the market that
has ducts so narrow they snake
through the walls, in the existing
stud spaces. No need to rip out the
plaster or run sheet-metal ducts along
your ceiling. And entry holes in each
room are only 2 inches in diameter.
It'’s called Space-Pak, and is manu-
factured by Space Conditioning, Inc.
Unfortunately, it’s currently available
only east of the Mississippi, and in
Kansas, Nebraska, and Minnesota.

HEATING OF THE FUTURE?

Roll your own heating system. Or
spray it on. Acheson Colloids Com-
pany says it could be done with their
electrically  conductive  coatings.
(What a mouthful!) Dispersed in the
coatings are ultrafine particles of
graphite, silver, or other conductors.
When applied to a wall, ceiling, or
other surface, they can be hooked up
to standard switches or thermostats.

At present, the coatings require ap-
plication under factory conditions.
They've been tried successfully in
electric frypans, defrosting tape, elec-
tric irons, TV circuits, Job-site appli-
cation may come, says the company.

In
hopes that somebody,
somewhere, will benefit
from my experience, here
are a few problems that
I've lived with before and
don't want to live with
again, plus possible ways
of dealing with them.

INADEQUATE
BASEMENT STAIRS

A basement can be a
wonderful thing. If de-

signed and built right, it
provides lots of cheap
space that can be finished
off any way you please.
But basements usually have
stairways that are narrow,
steep, ill-lighted, a menace
to life and limb, and an
impossible pathway for
large objects.

One solution, of course,
1s an outdoor hatchway to
the basement. This is fine
for taking big things like
boilers and garden ma-
chinery in and out. But |

UNTREATED AIR

This problem is made up
of several little problems:
My wife doesn’t like to
dust, a couple of us get a
touch of hay fever in late
summer, nobody likes the
stale, smoky air that hangs
around after a party. And
the dry air that comes with
winter heating bugs us in
many ways: The piano goes
out of tune, stays that way
all winter; moldings shrink
and crack their paint;
coughs last longer; and the
dry air feels colder so the
heat has to be pushed up a
couple of degrees.

This would be easy if |
were to put warm air heat
in my dream house. Both
machines would be in-
stalled in the duct system.
But my dream house will
probably be a rambling af-
fair with lots of wings; this
requires zoned heating,
which is best done with
hot water. Unfortunately,
no air gets blown around
in such a system, so how
do | get my nice, clean,
damp atmosphere?

The solution is a separate
two-duct system with a fil-
ter, humidifier, and blower.
The outlet duct will ex-
haust into the living room,
and the return-air duct will

also want to be able to
take things up and down indoors in
lousy weather,

So what I'll put in my dream house
1s a basement stairway that is . . .

1. As wide as possible. Some base-
ment stairs are less than three feet
wide; my minimum is three and one
half feet, and if possible Il! stretch it
to four feet. Since the basement
stairs will almost certainly be under
the second-floor stairs, the latter will
also be wider.

2. As straight as possible. Even in a
fairly wide staircase, turns make it
hard to carry things down. Also for
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Extra cost: My stairway will eat up
more floor area. If this extra area can
be borrowed harmlessly from other
parts of the house, I'll pay only for
the bigger stairs—about $30. Other-
wise, I'll have to steal about 13
square feet of space from somewhere
else, and if | want to be finicky, I can
say that's worth about $80. Add an
extra light fixture, and the total is
only a little over $100.

OVERHEATED ATTIC

Well, suppose the attic does get
hot in summer? Nobody lives up

Now the sun goes down and the
air gets cooler, But there’s still all the
heat in the insulation. Result: | bake
like a potato until the insulation fi-
nally cools off,

The solution is to keep the attic
cooler during the day, and get rid of
the insulation’s extra heat as soon as
possible after the sun goes down.
There are two ways of doing this:

1. Install a ridge ventilator. This is a
metal or plastic strip that runs along
the top of the roof and lets air out
while keeping rain and snow from
coming in. Hot attic air naturally rises

draw air from whatever part
of the living area is at the other end
of the house. Hence treated air will
flow across the entire living area. The
blower, which will be in the base-
ment with the filter and the humidi-
fier, will have two speeds: low, at
which it will run all the time, and
high, for smoky parties. Moisture will
be controlled by an automatic hu-
midistat in the living room.

Now this system won’t carry treated
air to every room. But moisture tends
to spread throughout the house by it-
self, and if | find | want better circu-
lation through, say, the bedroom



area, | can add one small re-
turn-air duct in a bedroom
hallway.

Extra cost: Unfortunately,
quite a bit. I've never found a
heating contractor who's put
in such a system, but my esti-
mate is around $500, and of
course this will vary with the
size of the house.

IMMOVABLE
TELEPHONE AND TV

Our household is best de-
scribed as intramurally peri-
patetic: Every two or three
months we move two or three
major pieces of furniture
around, and maybe once a
year we have a real shake-up.
It's all very stimulating, but
when things settle down we
find that the furniture on
which the telephones sit is
somewhere else. So we call in
our friendly: telephone repair-
man, he bores holes in the
walls and floor and runs new
wires along baseboards and
door trim, and at the end of
the month we get a nice
friendly bill.

The TV problem is very
much the same. There are two
or three locations where the
one-eyed monster is best
placed at different times: The
family room for stuff we all
like, the basement rec room
for football games which only
two of us like, and bedrooms
for times when someone is
sick in bed and bored silly.

The trouble is, each of these
different spots needs a wire
from the antenna, and if |
were to put up all these wires
on the outside of my house,
it would look like a telephone
switchboard. Furthermore, my
friendly TV repairman tells
me that without some esoteric
and uncheap electronic gad-
getry, all those wires would
hurt the quality of the picture.

The solution: Build both
telephone and TV wires right
into my dream house. I'll put
outlets for both of the in-
fernal machines into every
room that could possibly want
one, and if some rooms have
two or three possible loca-
tions, they’ll get two or three
outlets, Each will be neatly
and almost invisibly set into
the wall, and moving either
the phone or the TV set will
be as easy as plugging in a
lamp or an electric drill.

Extra cost: It varies, but
here are some rough guide-
lines to work with:

In most areas the phone
}company will charge nothing
for installing their wiring in-
side the walls during con-
struction; in a few places
here may be a charge of
about $2 for every outlet. The

GREEN CARPETS
FOR YOUR
GARDEN

Groundcovers are one of nature’s
most generous gifts to gardeners.
They reduce and often en-

flowers that develop on short spires
in late spring. Ajuga leaves are a good
foil for yellow zinnias and marigolds.
Although all varieties shrivel down to
their crowns in cold weather, they
make a quick comeback each spring.
They spread rapidly by means of sur-
face runners that root and form new
plants. Also known as carpet bugle.

Rosa wichuraiana will appeal to
rose fanciers. Known as memorial

subject to below-zero temperatures.
Subsurface runners cause top growth
to fill empty spots quickly, and yel-
low flowers deck the foliage in early
summer. Plants grow to about 20
inches tall, should be spaced about
15 inches apart. Once established,
this cover won’t give weeds a chance
to compete.

Iberis ‘Autumn Snow’ is a fine
variety of perennial candytuft. The

Another point in their
favor: They're very easy to
transplant.

Where do you use
groundcovers? Any spot
that, for whatever reason,
is unsuitable for grass.

forming roots wherever its branches
touch the soil. It’s an excellent can-
didate for problem spots subject to
washouts in heavy rain. In late sum-
mer it opens white single and semi-
double flowers with bright yellow
stamens. The shiny leaves are almost
evergreen. Plant it in a spot where
you won’t worry too much about
neatness, because pruning may be a
problem due to thorns.

Hypericum calycinum (Aaron’s-
beard) is a fine cover in areas not

Use it as an edging, be-
cause it spreads slowly and rarely
grows over about eight inches high.

DWARF SHRUBS

This is a category that offers a few
interesting and unusual plants for use
as ground carpets.

Pachysandra is well known
in its standard green form, but
there’s also an interesting va-
riety with variegated leaves.
Sold as ‘Silveredge,’ it can
either stand alone, or you can
plant it in a bed of green
pachysandra for contrast.

Solomon’s seal (Polygona-
tum multiflorum) will thrive in
moist, shady spots, especially
in a natural setting. Its fra-
grant, drooping white May
blooms and three-foot leaves
mark it as one of our loveliest
native flowers, Dark purple
berries develop in the fall.

PLANTING AND GROWING

Grow all groundcovers in a
well-drained topsoil well for-
tified with peatmoss, humus,
or leafmold. Where heavy
clay conditions prevail, ver-
miculite or perlite added to
the soil will lighten it. They
are inert substances, however,
and offer no organic matter or
nutrients,

Plant groundcovers in
spring or fall, using a checker-
board pattern. Don’t set them
too far apart, and mulch the
open spaces among the plants
heavily immediately after
planting, to prevent weeds
from getting a foothold. Use
partly rotted leaves or salt-
marsh hay. Before mulching,
however, water the plants
well. They will grow toward

‘\We haven’t had a cold this year
since we bought our dishwasher,”

telephoned her last February. “And
we have five small children!”

“We got our first dishwasher a
year ago,” Mrs. E. E. Estes said. “We
haven’'t passed around colds any-
where nearly as much as we used to.
And you should see the difference in
the appearance of my dishes.”

“We're cold-free!” said Mrs. Jack
Loss. “We just don’t seem to catch
them since we've had a dishwasher.”

Each
owns a different make of dishwasher.
Yet when we asked them, “Do you
think your dishwasher has made any
difference in your family’s health?”
all instantly answered, “Yes.”

Research proves they are right.
Therein is good news for every fam-
ily—especially every young family—
who is afflicted with a rarely broken
cycle of coughs, drippy noses, sore
throats, stomach bugs, aches, fevers
and annoying, pesky colds.

STUDIES BACK IT UP

Since household dishwashers first
started to become really popular in
the middle fifties, three impartial,
scientific studies have been made to
determine how effective they are in
sanitizing dishes, glasses, silverware,
and cooking utensils. One was made
by the University of Louisville’s
School of Medicine; another by the
Ohio Agricultural Experiment Station;
and the most recent by the Clothing
and Housing Research Division of the
U.S. Department of Agriculture at
Beltsville, Maryland. All came to the
same conclusion:

Although a dishwasher does not
sterilize utensils, it destroys so many
of the bacteria left on them that, with
very rare exceptions, they easily meet
the accepted standard for sanitary
eating utensils,

This standard 1s one set by public
health officials to reduce the trans-
mission of disease by utensils in pub-
lic eating places and hospitals. It says,
in effect, that for any dish, utensil,
etc., to be considered sanitary and
safe to use, it must have a count of
less than 100 bacteria after washing.

Few dishes washed by hand in the
home come close to meeting this
standard.

In the University of Louisville
study, for example, complete, steril-
ized place settings for one person
were given to 40 randomly selected
families who washed dishes by hand.

The families were asked to use the
dishes at dinner, wash them in the
usual way with the rest of their
dishes, and return them to the labo-
ratory in sterile bags.

Despite the fact that all the fam-
ilies knew what the tests were about,
only one of them washed every piece
in the place setting clean enough to
meet the 100-bacteria standard. In
only 11 homes was the average bac-
teria count per utensil below 100.
And only three out of the total of
359 dishes, glasses, and silver items
washed in the 40 homes were com-
pletely sanitized.

Even more shocking, the average
count per dish washed in the 40
homes was 390 bacteria. (The average
count for knives, forks, and spoons
was much lower, but still over the
100 standard.)

Compare these results with those
of tests made by the Department of
Agriculture using dishwashers of the
type on the market today:

Of the 591 dishes, glasses, and sil-
ver items that were washed, 310 were
found to be totally free of bacteria;
277 had less than 25 bacteria and
four had between 25 and 75 bacteria.
Not a single one went over the 100
mark bacteria standard.

HERE'S WHY

There are several explanations.

1. Heat kills bacteria better than
almost anything else, and in a dish
washer the heat is high throughout

the entire dishwashing cycle. Nor
water temperatures in current moc
which have electric heaters to mi
tain or boost the incoming water t¢
perature, are 130 to 160 degrees; :

5. Dishwashers do a more thorough
job than most homemakers do by
hand. The so-called “normal” or
“full’” dishwasher cycle takes from
49 to 60 minutes, depending on the
make of the machine, and includes
one or two wash periods, three or
four rinses, and a drying period.
Shorter cycles for special types of
loads, such as lightly soiled china and
crystal, take 30 to 40 minutes. Even
rinse-and-hold cycles, which are de-
signed to allow you to remove the
worst of the soil from breakfast and
luncheon dishes and then hold them
for thorough washing when you have
a full load, take seven to ten min-
utes—which is just about as much
time as some homemakers give to
handwashing the dishes and uten-
sils used for an entire family dinner.

“We've had dishwashers for almost
25 years,” a 50-year-old grandmother
told us. “We got our first when our
children were little. It was an old
top-opener without a heating ele-
ment to raise the water temperature
or dry the dishes. But in almost no
time we noticed that our family’s
health was improved. The bugs that
used to circulate through the family
just didn’t bother us any more.

“There are a lot of reasons |

wouldn’t be without a dishwasher
today, but its effect on health is one
of the most important.”

Scientists, who are generally cau-
tious about making unequivocal
statements, seem to agree. Witness
the concluding words of the Univer-
sity of Louisville study:

“Three experiments provide ade-
quate scientific data for the recom-
mended use of mechanical dishwash-
ing in the modern home to insure
against potential health hazards due
to improperly sanitized dishes.”

FACTS TO KNOW ABOUT
DISHWASHERS

Types available. Front-opening,
built-in dishwashers—all designed to
fit into a 24-inch-wide space under
a standard kitchen counter. Front-
opening, portable (roll-around) dish-
washers which are often called con-
vertibles because they can be built
in under a counter at any time. Front-
opening, portable dishwashers which
cannot be built-in. Top-opening por-
table dishwashers which cannot be
built in.

Capacities. Some manufacturers
state dishwasher capacity in terms
of NEMA Standard Table Settings

therefore difficult. The important
point to note is that, with the excep-

tion of the under-sink dishwasher
and economy portables designed pri-
marily for apartment-house use, all
dishwashers today hold all the pieces
the average family is likely to wash
at one time on the average day. Tubs
are generally finished in porcelain
enamel, but several are stainless steel.

Soil removal. Some homemakers
have resisted buying dishwashers be-
cause “by the time | get through rins-
ing dishes for the dishwasher | could
have washed them completely by
hand.” In the light of the three stud-
ies proving that handwashed dishes
contain more bacteria than those
coming from a dishwasher, the argu-
ment seems to us to be short-sighted.
And this is especially true today be-
cause the newest dishwashers have
several kinds of filters and grinding
mechanisms that efficiently flush away
soft food particles that are left on
dishes. This means that while dishes
must be scraped to remove bones
and other hard matter, there is little
need for careful hand rinsing.

Actual washing is done in dish-
washers by a variety of greatly im-
proved spray arms, impellers, and jets
that deluge all surfaces of all dishes,
glasses, etc., regardless of how they
are loaded, with driving streams and
sprays of water. Detergent is added
to the wash water by automatic dis-
pensers with one to three compart-
ments. In some models a wetting
agent dispenser automatically adds a

“sparkle” liquid to the final rinse so
that glasses and dishes will dry with-
out spotting by hard water.

Cycles. All models except the least
expensive provide a normal cycle plus
one or more special cycles.

Racks and baskets. These are mov-
able and random-loading so that you
can load them easily and in almost
any way you like without impairing
the washing-rinsing-drying action.
Tough plastic covers the racks to pre-
vent chipping of china and glass.
Silver baskets, which have been in-
creased in size, are removable. Sev-
eral makes include small-items bas-
kets with covers to keep the contents
from being bounced around.

New 1969 features. To make it
easier to fit in pieces of unusual di-
mensions, such as stemware and tur-
key platters, deluxe dishwasher mod-
els offered by two manufacturers
have upper racks which can be ad-
justed.

Two manufacturers offer top-open-
ing portables with a tub that is lower
at the front rim than at the back.
This facilitates loading by shortening
the reach to the bottom rack.

One manufacturer has a signal that
flashes the word “clean” when the
wash cycle is completed.

ARTICHOKE VINAIGRETTE

4 medium-size artichokes, washed
] teaspoon salt

Boiling water

Ya cup wine or tarragon vinegar

"2 teaspoon salt

Y4 teaspoon pepper

1 teaspoon dry or Dijon mustard

1 cup pure vegetable oil

2 tablespoons chopped pimiento
2 tablespoons chopped green onions

Cut artichokes straight across,

1 inch from top. Cut off tip of each
leaf with scissors. Cut stem

close to base. Remove small bottom
leaves so artichoke will stand.
Stand artichokes upright in a

deep saucepan large enough to hold
them snugly. Add 1 teaspoon

salt and 2 to 3 inches boiling water.
Cover; boil gently 35 to 45 minutes
or until the base can be pierced
easily with a fork. (Add a little
more boiling water during cooking,
if necessary.) Lift out artichokes;
turn upside down to drain. Cool.
Chill. Mix vinegar, V2 teaspoon

salt, pepper, and mustard in bowl.
Beat in oil gradually. Add pimiento
and green onions. To serve,

stand artichoke upright on plate
and serve vinaigrette dressing
separately. Pull off the outer leaves,
one at a time, and dip the tender
fleshy end into the dressing.

Draw the end of the leaf through
your teeth to scrape off the

edible part and discard the rest.
Continue until you expose the
fuzzy center—the choke. Remove
and discard it. Underneath is the
heart—an edible, delectable
morsel. Makes 4 servings.

1 pound ground beef
1 package (1% ounces) spaghetti-
sauce mix
2 tablespoons chopped parsley
% teaspoon salt
1 egg, slightly beaten
% pound mozzarella or Swiss cheese,

margarine
Combine beef, spaghetti-sauce mix,
parsley, salt, and egg.

Heat butter or margarine in large skillet,
over medium heat. Add onion; cook until,
golden. Add garlic; cook 1 minute. /\ddl
tomato sauce, salt, pepper, sugar, thyme,
rosemary, and parsley. Bring to boiling;
reduce heat; simmer 1 minute. Add meat
and bread crumbs; mix well. Remove
from heat. Reserve 2 tablespoons beaten
egg; stir remainder into meat mixture.
Turn into 9-inch pie plate.

Heat oven to 400° F. Prepare pie-crust
mix according to package directions. Roll
out to an 11-inch circle. Place over meat
mixture; fold edge under even with edge
of plate. Brush with reserved beaten egg.
Bake 30 minutes or until crust is golden
brown. Remove from oven; let stand 10
minutes before cutting. Makes 4 to 6
servings.

2% pounds ground round or chuck

% cup finely chopped onion

1 tablespoon butter or margarine
% cup finely chopped onion
(1 small)
% cup packaged bread crumbs
% cup milk
1 pound ground round or chuck
1 egg
1% teaspoons salt
e teaspoon pepper
2 to 3 tablespoons butter or
margarine :
1 cup milk or cream
1 tablespoon flour

Melt 1 tablespoon butter or margarine
in large skillet; sauté onion over medium
heat 5 minutes or until tender. Soak bread
crumbs in milk. Combine onion, bread
crumb-milk mixture, meat, egg, salt, and
pepper in large bowl. Knead mixture
vigorously with both hands or beat with
a wooden spoon until ingredients are well
blended and mixture is smooth and
fluffy. Shape into small balls about 1 inch
in diameter.

Melt 2 to 3 tablespoons butter or mar-
garine in skillet. Fry meatballs 6 to 8 min-
utes over medium heat. Shake pan con-
stantly to prevent meat from sticking and
to keep balls round. Remove each batch
to hot serving dish and keep warm. When
all meatballs are cooked, pour excess fat
from skillet.

1 can (about 1 pound) cream-style
corn

Heat butter or margarine in large skil-
let. Add onion; sauté 5 minutes. Add
beef; cook, stirring occasionally, until
meat loses red color, Stir in salt, chili
powder, and raisins. Cook 2 minutes. Stir
in corn. Turn into 1%-quart casserole.
Bake at 350" F. for 25 minutes or until
heated through.

2 pounds ground round or chuck

% cup finely chopped onion
(1 medium)

1 teaspoon salt

2 eggs, slightly beaten

2 cups packaged herb-seasoned
stuffing mix

1 can (3 to 4 ounces) mushroom
stems and pieces, drained and
coarsely chopped

Y% cup chopped parsley

% cup water

Combine ground beef, onion, salt, and
eggs in large bowl. Mix well. Remove and
reserve 1 cup beef mixture. Line bottom
and sides of 9x5x3-inch loaf pan evenly
with remaining meat mixture. Press meat
to within "2 inch of top of pan. Com-
bine stuffing mix, mushrooms, parsley,
and water. Toss lightly. Spoon stuffing
into meat-lined pan. Cover with reserved
meat mixture. Bake at 375° F. for 1 hour
or until meat is well browned. Cool in
pan 5 minutes. Loosen from sides; pour
off any fat from pan. Invert onto serving
platter; remove pan. Slice and serve.
Makes 6 to 8 servings.

% package (4 servings) onion-
flavored instant mashed potatoes

1 pound ground beef

% cup minced onion (1 medium)

1 teaspoon salt

2 tablespoons chopped parsley

Prepare potatoes according to package
directions, omitting milk. Combine beef,
onion, salt, pepper, parsley, mustard, and
egg.

Cut in 1-inch-thick
slices. Brush with butter or margarine.
Broil 3 inches from heat 2 to 3 minutes
on each side. Or put slices in shallow
baking dish; brush with butter or mar-
garine and bake at 425° F. for 10 to 15
minutes.

CUTS FOR ROASTING

Standing rib roast. This is found as
a 7- or 10-inch roast. The latter has
10 inch-long ribs with the backbone
and small bones attached. The butch-
er, or you, can remove 3 inches of
rib bone from the end. The part re-
moved is known as “short ribs” and
can be saved to braise for another
meal. The 7-inch standing rib roast
has had the short ribs, backbone, and
small bones removed. It is sometimes
called ““oven-ready” by the super-
market or butcher.

Rolled rib roast. This is a standing
rib roast from which all bones have
been removed. It is then rolled and
tied. It weighs 5 to 7 pounds.

Filet or tenderloin. A very, very
tender cut and quite expensive, this
is the long section of meat that lies in
the lower or inner side of the T-bone.
It can weigh 4 to 6 pounds.

Rump. This triangular piece of beef
must be of high quality for roasting.
You will find it sold with the bone in
or boneless.

Sirloin tip. This cut, also called sir-
loin roast and silver tip, is cut from
the end of the sirloin. It should be of
high quality for roasting.

Delmonico roast. This is also
known as the rib eye and is cut from
the rib section close to the loin.

HOW TO ROAST BEEF

Season the meat with salt and pep-
per, if you wish. You can season a
roast before, during, or after cooking
as the salt penetrates only a fourth
to a half inch.

Put the meat, fat side up, in a shal-
low, open roasting pan. Use a rack
under boneless cuts—the standing rib
roast will form its own rack. The rack
keeps the meat out of the drippings
as it cooks. It isn’t necessary to moist-
en the meat as the fat on top will
melt during roasting and do the nec-
essary basting of the meat.

Insert a meat thermometer so the
bulb is in the center of the largest
muscle and is not resting in fat or
touching a bone.

Do not add water and do not
cover the pan. Doing either will turn
your roast into a pot roast—roasting
means cooking by dry heat.

Roast at temperature in chart at
right to degree of desired doneness as
registered on the meat thermometer,
using the time as a guide. Letting the
roast “rest” on a heated platter 15 to
20 minutes allows the meat to firm
up, and thus will make carving easier.
It also helps to retain the meat juices.
Because meat continues to cook after
it comes from the oven, it is best to
take it from the oven when the meat
thermometer registers 5° to 10°
lower than the temperature of the
doneness you desire, if you are going
to let the roast “rest.”

Wash horseradishes; remove the
brown skin with vegetable peeler.
Grate radishes on medium rasp or
grater, or cut them into small pieces
and put through food grinder or
whirl in blender.

Salads are versatile. There’s
orie for any occasion—there
are main-dish salads, accom-
paniment salads, and even
dessert salads. They are easy
and fun to do, for the ways
of combining foods for sal-
ads are almost limitless and
the preparation techniques
are simple to learn. Two of
the most important parts of
any salad are the greens and
the dressing.

SALAD GREENS

First, know your greens so
you can select those that
will add flavor, color, tex-
ture, and interest to your
salad. Then learn how to
handle them.

Lettuce is probably the
best-known salad  green.
Among the varieties are:

1. Iceberg—the most popular
and best known. Heavy,
firm, crisp-textured head,
medium green outside to
pale green inside; curly
leaves that overlap slightly.
2. Boston—a member of the
butterhead family. Softer
and lighter than iceberg and
not so crisp. It is medium in
size with outer leaves of
dark green and inner ones
that shade almost to white.
3. Bibb—A small cup-shaped
lettuce with deep, rich
green leaves that blend to
whitish green toward the
core. It has a distinct flavor,
color, and crispness.

4. Romaine or Cos—a green,
elongated head of moderate
firmness that has a coarser
leaf and stronger flavor than
iceberg. The dark green out-
er leaves shade almost to
white at the root end. The
inner leaves, which are
lighter green, are particular-
ly tender and flavorful.

5. Leaf—this grows with light
green, ragged-edged leaves
loosely branching from the
stalk. Crisp in texture

OTHER SALAD GREENS

6. Escarole—a member of the
endive family, escarole has
broad, flat leaves with ruffly
edges that shade from dark
green outside to yellow on
the inside. It is mild to bitter
7. Chicory or Curly Endive—
a large, bunchy head of nar
row, ragged-edged leaves
that curl at the ends. The
center is vellowish white

Learning to cook
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and milder in flavor than the
slightly bitter outer green
leaves.

‘8. Endive (French or Belgian)
—which is called witloof
chicory, is a rather tightly
folded, thin, elongated stalk.
It is usually bleached white
while growing. The small
leaves are slightly bitter.

9. Chinese or Celery Cab-
bage—this long, oval-shaped
head looks something like
romaine and has some of the
characteristics of romaine
and cabbage. Look for a
head that is firm, fresh, and
well blanched.

10. Watercress—these tiny,
dark green, crisp leaves that
branch from tender stalks
are known for their spicy,
biting flavor.

BUYING AND CARING ;
FOR GREENS

e Success in salad making
depends on fresh, crisp
greens, so select the best
quality you can.

e Look for firm, hard heads
when buying crisp-type let-
tuce. Pick them up and buy
those that are heavy for
their size, except when you
use them for lettuce cups—
then choose loose heads.

e If there is any brown,
called “rust,”” on the greens,
avoid it. It is not harmful but
is unsightly and may go deep
enough to spoil the head.

e When you are buying es-
carole or chicory, choose
those with few tough dark

green outside leaves and
with no browning.
e Remove any wilted or

bruised parts from greens,
then wash them well in cold
or slightly warm water.

e Drain greens after wash-
ing, shaking them to remove
excess water. Pat dry with
paper towels or a soft towel.

They should be thoroughly
dry to be most attractive.

e Store cleaned greens in
the refrigerator in a vege-
table crisper or in transpar-
ent plastic bags until just
before you use them.

e Greens with small, whole
leaves like parsley and wa-
tercress should be washed,
dried thoroughly, and stored
in a tightly covered con-
tainer (like a screw-top jar)
in the refrigerator.

ACCOMPANIMENT SALADS

These salads are probably
the most popular and the
ones most often served. They
may be green salads, fruit or
vegetable salads, or molded
gelatin salads, made in small
to medium sizes. Ingredients
should be chosen to com-
plement the rest of the menu
in flavor, color, and texture.
Whichever type salad you

choose remember these tips

to perfection:

e All ingredients, greens,
fresh or canned fruits and
vegetables, are best chilled.
e In serving or arranging
salads, never let the greens
overhang the edge of the
dish. Too much greenery can
dwarf an arranged salad.

e Drain canned fruits on
paper towels. Drain canned
vegetables in a sieve.

e Arrange your salad in
a bowl or on a plate as sim-
ply as possible.

e Salads should look fresh
and appetizing when served,
so combine or arrange them
just before serving.

SERVING SALADS

There is a choice of how
you serve your salad. Crisp
green salads or canned or
fresh fruit and vegetable ar-
rangements garnished with
greens may be served from a
large salad bowl or put on
individual plates or in small
bowls and made part of the
place setting. A third way,
particularly good for fruit or
vegetable salads, is to put
individual ones, arranged on
greens on a large platter.

When you serve your salad
is entirely up to you. It may
be served as a first-course
appetizer, as an accompani-
ment to the main course, or
as a separate course preced-
ing the entrée.

TOSSED GREEN SALAD

1 bunch watercress

1 package (10 ounces)
washed, fresh spinach

French Dressing (see below)

1. Wash and dry lettuce, romaine, chicory, and watercress.

2. Rinse spinach. Trim off any heavy stems.

SALAD DRESSINGS

The dressing most often used with green salads is French
dressing or a variation of it. Your grocer’s shelf abounds
in bottled ones that are all ready to use, and in packaged
salad seasoning mixes. Or you can make your own.

FRENCH DRESSING

1 teaspoon salt
% teaspoon pepper
s teaspoon sugar

%, cup pure vegetable
or olive oil

% cup cider, wine,
tarragon vinegar

1. Put all ingredients into screw-top jar or blender container.

Blue Cheese Dressing: Add 2 cup crumbled blue cheese to
French Dressing.

Refrigerate several days to allow flavors
to mellow. For green or vegetable salads.

Creamy French Dressing: Add 1 tablespoon paprika, 1 egg,
15 teaspoon sugar, and a dash of hot-pepper sauce to
French Dressing. Mix well. Good on vegetable salads.

MAYONNAISE

Take a jar of mayonnaise or salad dressing from the
grocer’s shelf and use it as is or try a variation:
Honey Lime Dressing: Mix 1 cup mayonnaise or salad dress-
ing: 2 cup honey; Y4 cup lime juice; and 1 cup heavy
cream, whipped. Use with fruit salads.
Anchovy Dressing: Mix 1 cup mayonnaise or salad dress-
ing, 1 teaspoon anchovy paste, and 2 tablespoons chopped
parsley. For green salads.
Cucumber Dressing: Combine 1 cup mayonnaise or salad
dressing, 1 cup finely chopped cucumber, and 1 teaspoon
minced onion. For green or vegetable salads

Sugar substitutes. There are several
liquid and dry sugar substitutes on
the market. They may be used as
sweeteners or as a recipe ingredient.
Use them following their directions
for substituting for sugar.

SYRUPS
Corn syrup: Derived from corn-
starch, it is either light or dark. Light

mixture of syrups with some syrup
made from maple sugar; and buttered
syrup, maple-blended syrup with
butter added.

Honey: Made by bees, the flavor
and color of the honey depend on
the flowers from which they gather
the nectar. The ones found most of-
ten are clover and alfalfa. The lighter
the color of the honey, the milder the
flavor. Liquid honey that has been

Blended syrups: These are blends
of pure syrups. Corn and cane blends
are most often called pancake or
waffle syrups. There are flavored syr-
ups that mix fruit, honey, or maple
flavors with the syrup and fruit juice
syrups cooked with sugar.

STORING SUGARS AND SYRUPS
Granulated, superfine, and confec-
tioners’ sugars should be stored in
airtight containers to keep

Confectioners’:  Other-
wise known as 10X and
powdered sugar, this finely
pulverized sugar is used for
uncooked frostings, icings,
and candies, and for sugar-
ing doughnuts, cookies,
1nd cakes.

You'll find it in 1-pound
cartons which will give you
approximately 4 cups, un-
siited, and 42 to 5 cups
sifted sugar.

Brown: This is made
from the syrup that re-
mains after the white sugar
has been extracted. It var-
ies in color from light to
dark, and in taste from mild
to strong, depending on
the amount of molasses
that clings to the crystals.

It is best to
buy only the amount of
sugar you will use within a
week or two. If granulated
sugar hardens, try covering
and setting it in a warm
place to dry, then crush it
with a rolling pin or whirl it
in a blender.

Brown sugars need to
have moisture kept in so
they too should be stored
in airtight containers. One
of the best ways to store
brown sugar is to take it
from its package and put it
into a wide-mouthed jar—
the kind you use for can-
ning or preserving. It can
then be stored on the pan-
try shelf or in the refriger-
ator. Or, you can empty
the package into a plastic
bag, seal it tightly, and re-
frigerate it. If it does hard-
en, put it in a shallow pan
and heat in a very slow
oven. Use it at once, for
when it cools it will be
harder than it was before.

Syrups are, in most cases,
best stored on the pantry
shelf. Some fruit
may require refrigeration—
When
storing syrups, always wipe
the neck of the bottle be-
recap it.

There is also maple-
sugar syrup, a mixture of maple sugar

If wa-
ter has not been absorbed,
cover and simmer 2 to 6 min-
utes longer. For drier rice,
fluff rice lightly with a fork
and let stand in covered pan
5 to 10 minutes to steam dry.
For extra tender rice, start
with %3 cup more liquid and
increase the cooking time 4 or
5 minutes.

Question: What is the best
way to store olive oil? [I've
heard that putting it in the re-
frigerator will cause it to be-
come rancid. Is this true?

Answer: Olive oil will keep
indefinitely at “room temper-
ature” without losing its pure
fiavor. It must, however, be
kept carefully covered. The
oil should not be subjected to
sunlight or extremes of heat.
If you do not have a cool
place to store the oil during
the summer months, then it
may be placed in the
refrigerator. Just before you
use it, let it return to room
temperature to remove the
harmless cloudiness caused by
chilling.

Question: What percentage
of alcohol is burned off when
you use wine in cooking? Is
the calorie content of the
wine reduced by cooking?

Answer: When wine is used
in cooking, the alcohol vapor-
izes at a relatively low tem-
perature. If wine is used in a
sauce that is cooked over di-
rect heat, the alcohol evapo-
rates considerably before the
boiling point is reached. If
wine is used in a casserole, 1
cup of wine in a shallow dish
will lose all of its alcohol in a
300° F. oven in 10 minutes.
This loss in alcohol reduces
the calorie count by 85 per-
cent of the original calories.
The remaining 15 percent of
the calories is from nonalco-
hol substances in the wine,
such as from sugar.

IN THE NORTH

Last hard frost dates usually
don’t come until the end of
May in Montana, North Da-
kota, mountainous regions of
Colorado, Wyoming, Utah,
and Nevada, or northern New
England and GCreat Lakes
states. Chances are, however,
that you’ll be able to start
working these
states soon. If it’s a particular-
ly warm spring, start dividing
and transplanting established
perennials and set out hardy
vegetables. If evergreens have
started new growth, delay
pruning until they’re more de-
veloped, but don’t wait too
long. Finish pruning by early
July so new growth can hard-
en by winter,

In the cool-humid northern
states (southern New England,
midwest, and plain states, and
intermountain regions of
western and northwestern
states), last hard frost dates
normally fall between the
middle and end of April. If
you haven’t done so already,
prepare your seedbeds now!
Midwestern soils tend to be
dry, so keep the ground loose
and provide Seed
your new lawn as soon as
possible if you didn’t do so
last fall.

It's a good idea to fertilize
spring-flowering shrubs and
trees. Trim, pinch, prune, tie
as the need arises. If you be-
gin now, it won't be a chore
later. Trim creepers sprawling
over pavi Pinch
back young annuals and pe-
rennials that are growing
leggy. Divide chrysanthemum
clumps. Forsythia should be
pruned after it stops bloom-
ing. Remove one of every four
stalks, cutting right down to
the ground. When you're cul-
tivating seedbeds, be careful
not to disturb or injure late
starters hidden in the soil.

VEGETABLES, SUMMER-
BLOOMING BULBS

Plant tender bulbs: dahlias,
ismenes, cannas, summer hy-
acinths, and gladiolus. They
all like a sunny spot. For con-
tinuous bloom, start planting
a series of gladiolus corms—
every two weeks for six
weeks, beginning now. Set
out pansies now. Plant vege-
tables at the same time. Cab-

bage, broccoli, cauliflower,




and spinach grow well in the
coolish days of early May.

When the weather has set-
tled, and night temperatures
are consistently above 40 de-
grees, plant tuberous bego-
nias and caladiums in a shady
spot. Late in the month, when
late tulips and crabapples are
in bloom, start tender annuals
and vegetables. Protective
covers of paper or plastic give
tender vegetables and vine
crops (tomatoes, eggplant, or
peppers) a head start in cooler
weather. If you wait until the
peonies are in bloom, how-
ever, it will be warm enough
to set them outdoors without
protection, Try corn, cucum-
bers, melons, or beans this
season. Peas make good com-
panions for corn; try planting
them in alternate rows.

Roses and fruit trees like an
early start as long as it's warm.
Give them deep, rich soil and
begin spray programs before
bugs attack. Onion, garlic, and
geranium plants are reputed
to have bug-warding-off pow-
ers if planted with roses.

WHERE SPRING
COMES EARLY

A large section of the coun-
try cuts a wide, temperate-to-
warm diagonal swath from
coastal New England to the
Maryland-Virginia area down
through the southern mid-
west, ending in northern New
Mexico and including parts of
California. If you garden in
this mild zone, your garden is
entering its summer phase.
You can still start summer-
flowering bulbs, carnations,
and chrysanthemums. After
May 15th, set out the tender
vegetables—tomato, eggplant,
sweet potatoes, peppers,
beans, corn, okra, squash, cu-
cumber, cantaloupe.

Tender annuals like portu-
laca and torenia can be put
out now. Choose a shady spot
to plant fatsia, aucubas, or
sarcococa. Put houseplants
out in filtered sun. Start a
lawn with zoysia or Bermuda
plugs or sprigs that are avail-
able now. Annuals need
pinching and tall-growing pe-
rennials need staking now.
Prune spring-flowering shrubs.

Your vegetable garden
needs attention. Thin out
beets, carrots, lettuce, rad-
ishes, spinach.

GARDENING BY THE GULF

In the southern Gulf states,
New Mexico, Arizona, and
southern California, gardens
are already beginning a sec-
ond rebirth of energies. Mild-
er climates encourage abun-
dant growth, so you’d better
keep up!

Many of your shrubs will soon stop
blooming, if they haven’t already. Then
it’s time to prune. Remove dead flowers
from rose bushes, cut back bloom sprays
on large-flowered climbers. Cut away
old canes on ramblers. Water and fer-
tilize the bed, continue to spray regu-
larly. A summer mulch is especially good
for roses, azaieas, and camelias.

Once early-blooming annuals have
faded, dig them up to prepare a bed
for summer-blooming plants. Renovate
bulb beds by cutting dead foliage back,
then sow summer annuals in the bed
over the bulbs. Plant very tender an-
nuals, perennials, bulbs, and vegetables,
A second batch of cool-weather vege-
tables sown now will be ready for fall

harvest, so plant a tasty meal now!

Pinch back late-blooming perennials
to keep them bushy, and stake tall-
growing plants. Keep your beds weed-
free around annuals and first-season
perennias so they’ll develop into sturdy
plants. Use a low-nitrogen fertilizer on

SAVING FOR COLLEGE

A banker who started a
college fund for his son 17
years ago tells me he came
out with about $2300. His
basic plan was to put aside
$10 the first year, adding
another $10 each year to
the amount deposited, and
then supplementing this
with an investment pro-
gram, started when the
child was 12.

“Today, I'd raise the ante
all along the line,” he de-
clares. “And I'd begin in-
vesting the savings when
the child reached five.”

A modest program today
indicates at least $5 a
month savings to begin
with. The following is a
simple structure for a plan
that can be broadened as
income and family increase:

On the basis of $5 a
month put into savings,
you have $60 the first year.
Double this the second
year, depositing $120. Then
raise the savings the third
year to $20 a month—thus
adding $240 to the ac-
count.

Now, beginning the
fourth year, level off the
monthly deposits to $20. At

CREDIT TERMINOLOGY?
You can hardly avoid
credit these days. If a credit
card isn’t sent to you in the
mail unsolicited, you can
go round to the bank, like-
ly enough, and get credit in
some other form. Readers
who confess they’re con-
fused about the multiple

invitations to use other
people’s money rather than
their own, get hung up
especially trying to distin-
guish between a “bank
credit card” and “bank
check-credit.” The finer

points of each are:

When you make a pur-
chase on the strength of
your credit card, the charge
slip is' deposited with the
bank, which first pays the
merchant, then sends you
a bill. When you present a
bank credit card, the mer-
chant knows that any mer-
chandise you charge will
be paid for by the bank
which issued the card to
you. If you turn out not to
be a good credit risk, so
what? The bank must col-
lect from you.

Bank check-credit enti-
tles you to an overdraft ac-
count (actually a loan in-
stantly available in a speci-
fied amount at that bank)
so you may write checks
on money you don’t have
in your account. The bank
will honor these checks
regardless of whether your
regular checking account is
at a low-water mark, and
automatically cover them
with the needed portion of
the extra funds or over-
draft you and the bank
originally agreed on. The

If that amount is left in

NEW FINANCING
FOR MOBILE HOMES

How much longer, prospective

Mobile-home sales are estimated
to have tripled in the past eight years.
Usual method of purchasing has been
through the automobile loan, often
financed for five years. So the pros-
pect of an FHA loan, with only 3 per-
cent of the purchase price down and
long-term repayment sends the likely
estimate of sales over the next few
years soaring.

TIPS ON SAVING

Families resort to some off-
beat ways of building up the
savings account.

One family—in-
cluding six children—collects
appealing home banks in the
guise of cats, pigs, ducks,
dogs, bears, owls,- and what-
ever else they spot. Nightly
ritual is “feeding” the menag-
erie with coins left over from
the day’s pocket money.

6. Small dividend checks
from investments, which used
to get lost in the miscellany
of daily expenses, now go di-
rect from investment company
to family savings account.

7. “Something for nothing”
is a principle applied to get-
ting the most entertainment
provided for free in the local
community—museums, hiking
or cycling trails, skating
ponds, business and industry
exhibits, park concerts. (After

Your house is threatened by termites
even if you live in the north or even
where there are freezes

scrap wood, brush, trash, and such.

Termites can’t get through a con-
crete slab foundation. Way off base.
Homes built on a concrete slab are
number one on the list of vulnerable
targets for termites. They can squeeze
through a one sixty-fourth inch crack
in the slab.

SWARMING A SURE SIGN

Sure we saw termites swarm [ast
spring. But they’re gone now. This
man'’s in for a nasty shock. Swarming
is almost a sure sign that the house is
infested with termites.

What he saw was a new crop of
adult, winged reproductives leaving
the termite colony on their way to es-
tablishing new colonies. The workers
remain behind merrily . chomping

the home owner may not discover
damage until a wall sags or a floor
board gives way. This won’t happen
overnight, though. A well-estab-
lished colony working on a house in,
say, lowa, may take three or four
years to hollow out one timber, and
it could be double or triple that time
before any portion of the house ac-
tually came to the point of collapse.

Termites
have been found in 49
states. So far, no infestation
has been reported in Alas-
ka. In other words, nearly
every American home is
vulnerable to termite inva-
sion and damage.

The degree of danger
is bound to vary, of course.
The severest infestations of
termites are found in Cali-
fornia, all of the Gulf states,
Georgia, and South Caro-
lina. Moderate to heavy in-
vasions are spread out in
the populated areas of the
southwest, midwest, north-
east, and south central
states. North of this, ter-
mites are less common.

Yet, three or four gener-
ations ago, Chicago resi-
dents barely knew what a
termite was, while Biloxi
home owners seem always
to have known.

What's been happening?

According to the U. S.

Forest Service, termites
haven’t migrated north
during the last 50 years, as
some people believe.
They've probably always
been there, but getting

their food from woodlands.
As more homes went up,
and woodlands shrank, the
termites went shopping in
the homes.

Then there’s the fact that
homes are now centrally
heated, and therefore more
hospitable to the termites,
which thrive on warmth.
Before central heating,
they wintered deep under-
ground. Now they can eat
away all year.

WHAT CAN YOU DO
ABOUT TERMITES?

First, you can learn to
recognize the presence of
the little beasties, although
this is really a job for a spe-
cialist. A common mistake
is to confuse the swarming
of ordinary flying ants with
a swarm of adult reproduc-
tive termites. Since both
insects are a half inch long,
have four wings and an
equal number of legs, it's
not surprising that you
might mix up the two. But
in three areas, they differ
distinctly. The termite’s an-
tennae are straight. An
ant’s are bent. The termite’s
body is shaped like a cigar,
showing almost no waist-
line. The ant’s body looks
like a figure eight, with an
extremely tiny waist. A ter-
mite’s wings are all the
same size and slightly
opaque. The ant has a for-
ward set of wings that are
about twice as large as the
rear pair, and all of them
are practically transparent.
Swarmings of termites may
begin around the first
warm days in spring and
continue intermittently un-
til the middle of Septem-
ber. Ant swarmings gener-
ally don’t begin until late
spring or early summer.

INSPECT THE
FOUNDATION

By making a careful in-
spection of your basement,
crawl space, or foundation

Literally millions of home
owners aren’t aware of the threat
from termites. Oddly enough, even
owners who do know the danger
often have the feeling that “it can't
happen to me”’—probably a mixture
of misinformation and human nature.
The same blend is present, no doubt,
in the following beliefs, all of which
recur among home owners:

As long as | keep my home clean
and sanitary, no termites will attack.
Not true. Termites will hit a spotless
home just as quickly as an unkempt
home. You would do well, however,
to clear yard and crawl spaces of
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through the sliver of space between
a sewer pipe and the slab, or through
the expansion joint at the juncture of
slab and foundation. Presented with
a choice, termites will enter the
house from beneath the slab rather
than build mud tunnels over the out-
side of the foundation. They like the
dark and shun light.

The only way to guarantee against
a termite invasion is to place a chem-
ical barrier between the building and
the soil, according to experts at Vel-
sicol Chemical Corp., a leading manu-
facturer of termite control chemicals.

away on wood in the house. So do
the soldiers, guarding the tunnels
against invaders (their mortal enemy,
the ant, for example), and the queen,
king, and secondary adult reproduc-
tives residing comfortably in their
nest underground, located anywhere
from a few feet to over 100 feet
beneath the house or yard. As
long as there is wood to chew,
and an unobstructed path between
the nest and the house, this colony
will remain.

Since termites work in complete
silence and from within the wood,

walls, you may find mud
tunnels built by termites.
This is the path the worker builds
over an inedible chunk of something
to reach his food, your wood. This is
a sure indication your home is in-
fested. The tunnel is less than a half
inch in diameter; is really made of
dried mud; looks rather bumpy, and
may zigzag slightly on its path from
soil to wood.

Since the workers eat wood always
from within—even to the extent of
mud-daubing holes they inadvertent-
ly make in the shell of the wood
member—you can test for infested

wood with an ice pick or pen knife. |
\



Should you find or suspect
the presence of termites,
you'll obviously want to act.
But since we all love a bar-
gain, it wouldn’t be unusual
to hear this kind of advice:

Call a pest control opera-
tor? Are you crazy? You can
buy the chemicals at any hard-
ware store and do the job
yourself for practically noth-
ing. One thing is true. You
can buy the chemicals at
hardware stores or garden
supply outlets. Chlordane,
heptachlor, dieldrin, aldrin,
and benzene hexachloride are
ordinary pesticides which, in
water solution, have proved
quite effective against termites
—as well as ants, beetles, cen-
tipedes, and many other
harmful insects.

Doing it yourself is debat-
able and not recommended.
Without previous experience,
you may do the job right, but
probably not. Treating the soil
around a house built up on
piers would be fairly uncom-
plicated. Treatment of soil
around a home constructed
over an enclosed crawl space
would prove more difficult.
But families who own partial-
basement, full-basement, or
on-slab homes could quite
easily make an expensive mis-
take by doing it themselves.

Moreover, without access
to professional equipment,
you'll find the task very la-
borious. And handling chem-
icals is no job for amateurs.

PEST CONTROL SERVICES

If the advice above has
made you ponder a bit, you'll
want to know more about
qualified pest control firms.

First, these firms almost uni-
versally give you a written
guarantee. As a rule, the guar-
antee runs for one year on an
existing house—longer some-
times on a house treated dur-
ing construction. If new col-
onies of live termites are dis-
covered during the warranty
period, the operator will re-
treat the soil at his expense.

Most guarantees also have
a repair damage clause. If ter-
mites have damaged a wood
member after the treatment,
and before the warranty is up,
the company will repair that
portion—again, at their
own expense.

Second, for a reasonable
annual fee, the same company
will reinspect your house and
premises at least once a year,
give you a written report, and
if everything is okay, extend
your guarantee for another
year. For example, you might
spot a swarming.

On the average, a crew of two men
can termite-proof your home in a day,
sometimes less. A very large home,
say 3000 square feet and up, may call
for two or three days” work.

Costs vary every bit as much as
home prices. But to give you a guide-
line, per-square-foot costs—based on
the square-footage in your home—
range from a low of about 8c in a few
southern localities to a high of 25c.
The average falls in the area of 12c
to 20c¢ a square foot.

ARE CHEMICALS SAFE?

Will they hurt your children, your
pets, or your plants? Speaking of the
water-soluble chemicals used today,
the answer is no. As applied by a re-
liable pest control specialist, only
one to two percent of the treatment
solution is chemicals, the rest water.
They are safe during the treatment,
and completely safe once they are in
the soil. However, there is some dan-
ger in handling the concentrated
chemicals. If you're doing the job
yourself, read the label very carefully
»nd proceed only if you understand
the directions and are equipped to
carry them out as prescribed.

WILL TREATMENT LAST?

At least five years, maybe as long
as ten. But call back the pest control
firm before you begin construction
on any new addition to your home—

even a concrete terrace. New con-
struction will rest on untreated soil—
an open invitation to termites. The
soil should be treated before con-
struction begins. Same thing is true
if, in planting a large shrub or tree
along the border of your home, you
remove the existing soil, and replace
it with fresh, untreated soil.

Well, what's the matter with metal
termite shields and preservative-
treated, termite-proof wood? Good
question. Metal shields—particularly
long-lasting copper shields—are gen-
erally effective protection against ter-
mites, as long as the shields are in-
stalled right and do not get damaged.
Unfortunately, most are not installed
correctly. And the National Pest Con-
trol Association has records of many
cases in which termites built mud
tunnels around metal shields.

Preservative-treated wood—that is,
wood pressure-treated before it
reaches the lumberyard—is, indeed
impervious to termite attack. So are
naturally toxic woods, such as the
heartwood of redwood and bald cy-
press. Building a new home, or an
addition to your present home, you
might be wise to specify pressure-
treated lumber, at least up to the
level of the subfloor. The cost runs
about 10c a board foot more than for
untreated lumber. But never depend
on preservative-treated or toxic lum-
ber alone to termite-proof your
house. Termites will build mud tun-
nels over this lumber.

Suppose a pest-control firm treated
your home, and a week later you saw
a swarm of termites. Does this spell
trouble? Nine times out of ten, that’s
the proof the operator-did a good
job, not a bad one, But not always.

There’s a one in a hundred chance
that the reliable operator goofed on
the job somewhere. If he has, he'll
be the first to admit it.

There is also the more believable
possibility that you really were
gypped by one of the dwindling band
of itinerant peddlers. "I just hap-
pened to be in the neighborhood,
ma’am,” he may say, “and | noticed
your house is sagging a little at one
corner. Mind if | inspect for ter-
mites?¢”” Although it's a shame you
could get taken, some of the blame
would have to rest on your shoul-
ders. The wise home owner always
checks out a firm’s credentials. Call
your local Better Business Bureau.
Ask for local references.

WHY WAIT FOR TROUBLE?

But the provident
doesn’t wait for trouble to hit his
home. He calls in a qualified pest
control firm before termites show up
and thereby insures and protects his
home investment. And, whenever he
builds anew or adds on to the pres-
ent structure, he has the soil pre-
treated. This man will spend what is
necessary to avoid paying much more
later on. Doesn’t that seem
reasonable to you?

You aren’t the only one enjoying the
new growth in your garden this
spring. Emerging from their winter
sleep are a number of interested par-
ties who take very visible delight in
tender, new leaves and rising sap in
young stems. It's the season for bud-
ding insect larvae and active insect
adults that swarm over flowers and
fresh green foliage. Most are friendly,
but a few have voracious appetites.
If they aren’t controlled, insect pests
may sabotage the most conscientious
gardener’s efforts to have vigorous,
healthy flowers, shrubs, and trees.

If you begin your defense against
insect pests with good gardening
practices, you probably won’t have
to spray. Keep flower beds thoroughly
weeded and be sure to remove and
destroy all plant refuse. Many insects
hide in weeds during the day and
feed at night. In the fall, plant refuse
may harbor overwintering eggs. Be
cautious about planting a gift from a
neighbor who's had pest problems—
there’s no better way to make insect
pests community property.

Use a pesticide only when the bug
invasion is extensive and damaging
enough to warrant it, and then use
the one best suited to your problem.
Remember that in nature’s broad
scheme of things pesticides are a rad-
ical solution to bug problems. The
key to safe and effective use is read
the directions. Don’t just skim the
label; know what to do in case of an
accident before using a pesticide.

THE BATTLE OF THE BUGS

One of the most common (and most
bothersome) pests is the soft-bodied,
fattish aphid. If your chrysanthemum
or bulb foliage is curling up or turn-
ing black, chances are you'll find
clusters of these tiny greenish-black
sucking insects on the underside ofr
leaves and on stems. They also leave
a colorless, sticky honeydew that at-
tracts ants and is a medium of growth
for black fungus or sooty mold. Some
aphids, such as the black peach aphid,
attack the roots of plants. A soil
drench of dimethoate (Cygon) in early
spring will discourage them, as will
two cups of lindane poured into a
depression scooped out around each
plant. Later, spray or dust foliage with
malathion, lindane, or dimethoate.

There are 26,000 species of bee-
tles, but you won’t have to fight them
all! In the northeast, watch for the
Asiatic garden beetle, in the south
and California, the Fuller rose beetle.
Both Japanese beetles and May bee-
tles occur throughout the country.
The thing to remember about beetles
is they’re destructive in two stages.
As larvae or grubs, they feed on roots
of grass and young plants, causing

patches in your lawn and stunted,
yellowed flowering plants. The May
beetles’ white grubs cut off herba-
ceous plants entirely and even attack
the bark of woody stems!

Adult beetles chew ragged notches
into flowers and foliage of a wide
range of flowering plants!

An early spring treatment of chlor-
dane solution or milky spore disease
for the soil will discourage Asiatic
garden beetle and Japanese beetle
grubs. Spray Asiatic garden beetles
with malathion or methoxychlor. The
Fuller rose beetle is best controlled
with lindane. For May beetles and
Japanese beetles, start a weekly spray
program in mid-June with Sevin,
Kelthane, or malathion, if you haven’t
already killed their grubs. Sevin is
harmful to bees.

Iris borers are the larval stage of
brown moths which lay their eggs on
old leaves of iris and nearby plants
in autumn. The following April or
May, overwintering eggs hatch into
cream-colored or green grubs with
black spots. Starting with the leaves,
these hungry adolescents chew their
way down into the stems of young
plants, finally ending up, by June or
July, in the interior of the rhizomes.

Few plants survive such a devas-
tating attack, so start an iris-borer
preventive program early. In early
spring, treat the soil with dimethoate.
Otherwise, when plants are five to
six inches high, spray with carbaryl
(Kelthane) or dicofol (Sevin) every
seven to ten days, until flower spikes
appear. Dig up and destroy infested
plants. Be sure all plant refuse is
burned, especially in fall and winter.
When you're dividing your plants, in-
snect for brown entry holes on stems
and roots. Burn infected plants.

In the warmer parts of the country,
the pale brown cabbage looper, a
caterpillar, feeds on the undersides
of leaves, leaving ragged holes and
dark pellets of excrement. In addi-
tion to cabbage and other vegetables,
calendula, chrysanthemums, gerani-
ums, and German ivy are particularly
susceptible. Handpicking will con-
trol them if they aren’t too numerous.
If necessary, spray flowers—not veg-
etables'—with malathion. Be care-
ful not to overapply, especially in
hot weather, or you’ll damage your
plants. Microbial insecticides have
been most successful, so try a Bacillus
thuringiensis (Thuricide).

True to their name, cut worms cut
off young flowering plants near the
soil surface, or work underground,
eating roots and subsurface stems.
Climbing cut worms will even crawl
up trees to devour buds, leaves, and
fruit. Treat the soil with chlordane.

TINY BUT POTENT

Cyclamen mites may be invisible,
but their damage is clear enough:
blackened buds, curled glassy leaves,
stunted stems. They're particularly
fond of delphinium and snapdragons,
producing on the former a condition
known as “blacks.” Cut out and de-
stroy badly infested shoots; spray the

rest with Kelthane or Dimite every
week or ten days. (An application of
Sevin nearby may increase mites.)

Leafhoppers come in swarms of mi-
nute yellow-green to gray wedge-
shaped bugs on the undersides of
leaves. They suck plant juices, caus-
ing foliage to vyellow and blanch,
flower petals to turn green. They also
act as vectors of many virus diseases,
the most important on flowers being
aster yellows. To control the carriers,
apply Cygon, Sevin, or malathion.

Mealybugs are actually soft scale
insects that suck plant sap and secrete
a honeydew. They’re covered with
a powdery wax, and are about Y
inch long. Their honeydew depos-
its on the foliage attract ants and en-
courage a black sooty mold. that
stunts or may kill the plant. Spray
badly infested areas with malathion
every two weeks.

Nematodes are microscopic, trans-
lucent worms which can cause galls
on plant root systems or merely a
general yellowing, stunting, or die-
back. It's extremely difficult to diag-
nose their presence. Peony, clematis,
tuberose, and gladiolus are stunted
by nematode action. Destroy sick
plants and start a new bed, if prac-
tical. If in doubt, send a sample of
soil and roots to your state agricul-
tural station for analysis. It'’s also a
source of information on nemato-
cides for your area.

Spider mites are barely visible be-
cause of their size (Vs inch long) and
color which usually matches plant
foliage. They occur throughout the
country, but damage is more severe
in dry areas. Spider mites weave fine
webs on flowers, petals, and leaves,
causing them to yellow and spot.
Spray them with Kelthane or Cygon
at weekly intervals starting in June.
A spray is generally more effective
than dusts for mites. To break up
webs, syringe your plants frequently
with a forceful spray of water. Pay
careful attention to weeding around
roses and violets.

Gladiolus thrips are just as likely to
feed on iris, lilies, carnations, del-
phiniums, or freesia as gladiolus.
They're tiny (1/16 inch or less) black
bugs, the females of which lay their
eggs in plant tissues. Both adult and
larval forms streak foliage and flow-
ers. Flowers often fail to open and
the plant becomes deformed and
brown. Control is difficult. Treat the
soil with chlordane, and spray plants
with diazinon or dimethoate weekly
throughout the blooming season.
When storing gladiolus corms, dust
with methoxychlor. If they appear
sticky and corky later, soak in a Lysol
solution for three hours.

The rose chafer is a brownish
beetle with long spiny legs that likes
peonies, geraniums, and hydrangeas
as well as roses. The recommended
control is methoxychlor (Marlate), an
analog of DDT that should be used
with caution. Another solution would
be a garden toad—they’re quite fond
of rose chafers and
other pests!

FOR YOUR
HEART'S SAKE

We owe it to ourselves to take
a tip from the American Heart As-
sociation. ‘““Preventive measures
should be initiated early in life to
have the best chance for prevent-
ing or retarding coronary heart
disease. Correction of established
adverse eating or smoking habits
is certainly of less value than if the
improper practice were never be-
gun.” Mothers, take note! (But we
feel preventive measures aid im-
measurably if bad habits reign.)
Doctors have set up simple but
effective dietary guidelines . . . that
weight control be taken seriously;
that limits be put on the intake of
saturated fats and simple sugars.
Follow your own doctor’s advice.

We learned from Gerber's nutri-
tionist, Edna Mae Mclintosh, that
dietary surveys indicate infants
under a year old are the most ade-
quately fed population segment in
the United States. This favorable
situation is subject to rapid rever-
sal, however, as toddlers make the
transition to family fare, usually
early in the second year. The need
for supervision of the diets of pre-
school children was stressed.
Several facts which might con-
tribute to less adequate diets dur-
ing the toddler and preschool
years include a lower total food
intake due to a second- and third-
year slowdown in growth rate.
During periods of diminished food
intake, the food which is eaten
must be of a relatively higher nu-
tritive quality if total dietary needs
are to be met. There is a good
chance that one’s diet will be ade-
quate if each day it includes foods
that supply the essential nutrients.
USDA'’s Daily Food Guide:
1) milk or cheese or ice cream;
2) meat, poultry, fish, or eggs;
3) vegetables and fruits, especially

green or yellow vegetables and
some citrus fruit; 4) bread or ce-
reals—enriched or whole grain or
restored. Adults too? Why not!

Fiorello LaGuardia called the probate sys-
tem “the most expensive undertaking estab-
lishment in the world.” The New York Herald-
Tribune editorially denounced those ‘club-
house lawyers™ who “profit to the extent of one
million dollars annually in fees, many taken, at
a large percentage, from small guardianships
where every dollar is needed.” The Bridgeport
Post called the probate system a “‘gravy train.”
An article in the Journal of the American Bar
Association called the Connecticut probate
system “one of the most viciously corrupt.”

Probate judges on average are the highest
paid judges in America. Many af them work on
percentage and may earn more than the gov-
ernors of their states. The income of one judge
was 20% higher than that of the Chief Justice
in Washington.

The clerk of a Chicago probate court ap-
pointed 691 “special guardians” in a nine-
month period. One of his friends got 76 guard-
ianships—an average of two a week. A probate
judge has reported that 90% of the appraisers
appointed by a probate court perform no serv-
ice whatever for the fee they receive.
