A wood land env ironment de­
signed for sun I ight, space and 
privacy-and just 15 minutes 
from downtow n-may seem 
to many to comb ine the best 
of seve ral idea l but incom­
pat ible wo rld s, but all these 
desiderata have indeed been 
deftly in co rpo ra ted in this 
suburban Washington , D.C. 
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house by architect Hu gh Ja­
cobse n. 

Principa lly responsibl e 
are th e skyli ghts, w hich top 
the entrance hall , th e, I iv ing 
room (above the seating 
area), the kitchen and the 
d iningroom . But th ere is also 
floor-to-ceiling glass in eve ry 
roo m. Trees keep direct sun-

li ght from reaching the in­
ter io r throu gh glass wall s, so 
th e sky l ights are enli sted to 
reach up thro ugh th e trees to 
scoop clow n more : " It's mar­
vel ousl y br ight," th e owners 
repo rt, "even on a gray clay. " 

Th e house is composed 
of three pav il ions on the 
main fl oor, glass wa lled and 

open to decks on eve ry side, 
organized to meet zoning re ­
quirements of yo ung parents 
w ho do frequent entertain­
ing, and th eir yo ung chi ldren, 
aged two and four. Li v ing, 
dining rooms and kitchen are 
in the large pavilion, w ith 
maste r bedroom and l ibrary 
in the smal ler one.

Behind 
an elegantly disciplined, and 
somewhat sober facade 
(brown-pa inted steel set w ith 
obscure, b row n, structural 
glass panels), one enters into

Level changes, balconies, 
open sta i rs, and tidily inte­
grated fittings abound, in

For all its quiet, woodsy ap­
pearance on the exte rior, the 
rooms within this summer 
and weekend house have 
been .created w ith an unusu­
all y bold and sophi sticated 
exuberan ce. Varied ce iling 
heights and slopes, ba lconies, 
overl ooks and peek-th roughs, 
and changes in fl oor levels-

all abound to form an envi­
ron ment full of civi lized fun.

level is detached in a so rt of 
serv ice towe r and provides 
quick access to the bedrooms 
and study which occupy all 
of one second floor w ing. It 
is connected to the maste r 
bedroom w ing (an extens ive 
suite of bedroom, w ith a sit­
ting area by a firep lace, porch, 
and two large dressing rooms) 

by a br idge running through 
the liv ing area.

The design of th is house be­
gan w ith some deed restric­
tions-w hich (in add iti on to 
th e requirement that the 
fence, if any, be three-ra il , 
white) ca ll ed for a shingle 
roof and white walls. Within 
this arbi t rary discipline, arch i­
tect Gibbs-for his own 
house-set hi s own disci-

pline: an extrao rdin ary effo rt 
to, in his own wo rds, " des ign 
away the deta il " . And thi s ef­
fort has indeed established 
th e character of th e house. 
Th ere is, for exampl e, no trim 
inside or out-fixed glass 
panels are slip glazed into

The many-faceted roof 
m ight appea r at first to be an­
other of those "why nots"­
but it is not. For it is a stu dy 
of th e roof that makes it per-



fectly clear that there is-be­
hi nd every element and detail 
of the house-a single essen­
tial idea: make the most of 
the site. In al l o f the rooms, 
th e roof planes rise to ca rry 
the eye towa rds a view, and 
capture that v iew. Or the roof 
sweeps up to accent a space, 
descends w hen a space re-

quires intimacy. That same 
concept app li es in oth er 

planes-for example, in both 
th e kitchen and th e maste r 
bedroom suite, bays extend 
outward to create a new 
focus for a v iew. Broad decks 
open off th e master bedroom 
(top in plan), the guest area 
(right in plan ) and surround 

to the house. An elevator in 
the fo reground tower travel s 
35 feet to the main leve l, and 
bridges and decks lead past 
the kitchen and service area 
(with se rvants' quarters below) 
to the cente r of the plan­
which opens to the dinin g 
area, the li ving area, and the 
maste r bed room area. The 
guest quarters are set apa rt, at 
far right in plan. In the photo 
above, the living room is at 
the left, the long entryway to 
the master bedroom at the 
right. Photos left and right 
are the 30-foot-square li ving 
room. 

the din ing area on three sid es 
so that it becomes almost a 
pav ilion. In contrast, th e b ig 
liv ing room (photo above) 
has a different spat ial quality 
-protected under th e big­
gest roof plane, shaded and 
sheltered by trees on one side 
and open to an enormous 
terrace on the " inland" side. 

Th e construction of the 
hou se is wood, and much 
interi or interest is generated 
by the exposed joists and the 
knee bracing (see li v ingroom 
photos above) reminiscent of 
Pennsylvania Dutch struc­
tures. Wal ls inside an d out 
are vert ica l siding-redwood 
tongue and groove, flu sh 
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joint, stained lichen green 
on the exterior; basswood, 
unfinished, inside. The roof 
is copper with standing seams 
-a material and form that 
emphasize the fascinating 
play of shapes and edges and 
ridges . The floors are maple. 
As the interior photos above 
show, all of the spaces are 

master bedroom su ite 
forms one wal l of the biggest 
outdoor terrace. Photo left 
shows the li ving/study area 
w ith its own deck beyond; 
photo at right the view 
through the gallery back to­
wa rd the center of the house. 

most varied, w ith many ele­
ments and details cal ling for 
attention. The master bed­
room su ite (lower photos, 
this page) offers views in 
three directions, a fireplace 
w ith glass above. Th e kitch en, 
oppos ite, offers wo rk space 
under a tal l bold roof, but a 
dining area set under a lowe r,

And th ere is plenty of 
opportunity for the fa mil y to 



be together as well. Th e re­
laxed, informal approach 
pervad ing the des ign of 
house is ev ident in its setting 
and its strong relat ionship to 
the outdoors. The house is 
built on one o f several sub­
div isions of an 88-acre farm. 
" Th ere were not th at many 
trees around, since it was all 

once a horse farm," expl ains 
th e architect. "We chose th e 
pa rce l w ith lo ts of trees. We 
wa nted th e privacy and inti­
macy not possible ou t in th e 
fie ld . So, we came right 
down into the trees, at leas t 
the adu lt part does, with the 
children's part climbing up 
the hill side w here they pl ay." 

The basic mate rial- used ef­
fec tive ly both inside and out­
is an econom ica lly ava il ab le 
" reject bri ck". Fram ing lum ­
ber is used fo r all trim and de­
tail, and no fini shed wood is 
used. Th e brick is loadbea rin g, 
supplemented by wood fram e. 
Upper floor clerestoried bed­
roo m hall becomes a bridge 
se rving as a conection between 
playroom and livingroom 
(photo above) . Li ving areas 
have wa lnu t fl oo rs. Exterior is 
poplar beve led sidi ng (ca rri ed 
also through uppe r bedroom 
hall for non-scuff surface) and 
exposed brick.

Lake George, the site is a 
difficult but beautiful one, 
w ith an unencumbered, se­
cluded, and panoramic v iew 
the ful l depth of the lake. 

The lake, or pr ivate, side 
of the house, toward wh ich 
all main living spaces, includ­
ing bedrooms, are exposed, 
open with glass wa ll s to 

decks and spacious but con­
trolled terraces cascading 
down the hill. The entry side 
(photo, above) is, by cont rast, 
closed-deliberately w ith­
holding the visito r from fu ll 
exposure to the view. 

The quite large house is 
built directly on the founda­
t ions of the owners' previous, 



smaller house, wh ich had 
been destroyed by fire, since 
building a new foundat ion 
would have meant extensive 
rock blast ing and removal 
from the site. By turning to 
advantage the oblique angle 
formed by the ex isting foun­
dation (see plan) and by 
cant ilever ing the main floor

terraces ove rlook ing the lake. 

over it in both directions (see 
photo, lower right) the archi­
tect was able to gain the 
added living space required 
-and increase the drama of 
the nearly perfect view. 

A plan composed of 
three zones was suggested by 
the site and organized to 
meet all the clients' needs. 

Th e major space, a central 
living-dining-ki tchen com­
plex (see photos, following 
page) is flanked by a wing 
for adu lt and ch ildren's bed­
rooms (six bedrooms were 
required), with a game room 
below giving onto a lower 
children's terrace. The result 
is in fact a two- in-one house: 

when the entire fam ily is con­
vened, the building functions 
as a complex. But the ch il­
d ren's w ing can easily be 
closed off, so the house never 
seems uncomfortably large 
when the owners are alone. 

Materi als-redwood sid­
ing inside and out, slate and 
hardwood floors- are rela-
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t ive ly maintenance free. The 
house is elect ric-heated, of­
fering individual room con­
tro ls and quick response for 
weekend use. 

Nearly eve ry room is en­
dowed with a counterpart 
outdoors, with the principal 
deck and terrace off th e 
liv ing-d ining complex shown 
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above. "Decks on the adult 
bedroom w ing look into an 
intimate rock garden," com­
ments architect Daland on 
the Worden house, "while 
those in the ch ildren's wi ng 
afford a dramatic v iew of the 
lake immed iately below." 

Polished slate floors, 
used in the adult living com-

plex as well as in the game 
room below, echo the use of 
bluestone for terraces and 
walks, and handsomely con­
trast w ith the natural fabric 
of the rough, wooded site. 
Oak is used for all other ma­
jor floors. Fieldstone retain­
ing walls for terraces repeat 
the use of stone indoo rs. 

Relaxed furniture groupi ngs 
give sca le to uncluttered space 
w ithin an open living scheme. 
Dining room is in fact part of 
the single major living space . 
Th e fireplace is free-standing 
to stay clear of glassed expanse 
to permit the close relati on­
ship with outdoor deck and 
terrace (left) . Dark walnut 
mill wo rk contrasts with the 
rich warmth of redwood ceil­
ings and walls . A typ ica l bed­
room right, gets its own priv­
ate viewing deck, and cl ere­
story lighting from the oppo­
site wa ll. 

Floor-to-ceiling glass and 
open planning, as well as the 
careful siting and placement 
of rooms single-loaded-corri­
dor style, bring much of the 
drama of the site indoo rs, 
and increase an all-pervasive 
relationship of v isual-and 
functional-indoor I outdoor 
space. There are many 



chances for seclusion from 
the view as well. Prominent 
clerestory windows form a 
major design motif and are 
provided to give each bed­
room natural ventilation and 
a high, protected outlook 
amid surrounding trees. 

Special outdoor lighting 
and built-in redwood seating 

bring much of the relaxed 
vacation pract icality and 
comfort of the interiors onto 
the spacious terraces and 
walks. Consistent use of 
beautifully detailed redwood 
siding for both ceiling and 
walls inside and out account 
for the expressively molded, 
sculptural quality of the 

house, forcefully shaping 
spatial volume, while rein­
forcing the ridge-like contour 
of the site and providing a 
handsome culmination and 
focus for both the landward, 
grassed entry court and the 
lakeward wooded slopes 
and stepped-out terraces and 
walks.

Th ough th e use of w indows is 
fairly minimal , their effective­
ness is intensified by running 
them from floor to ceiling in 
the two-story living room and 
in the three-story stairwell.

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front windows with similar 
ones at the back, and creat­
ing (with the doors open) a 
five-foot-wide, open horizon­
tal space running through the 
two lower levels; and on the 
oppos ite side of the house, 
there is a si milar three-foot­
wide space running through 
the dining level.

The interior furn ishings were 
also planned by the arch itects, 
and are as spare, tidy and ele­
gant as the house itself. Wa lls 
and cei lin gs are pa in ted gyp­
sum board, and all trim is 
careful ly and simply detai led 
in oak. Except for the entry 
and kitchen (quarry tile) and 
the baths (unglazed ceram ic 
tile), all floors are also oak. 
Hardware is brushed chrome 
and registers are brushed alu­
minum. Strong color accents 
are provided by paintings. 

On the total concept, the 
archi tects comment, " this 
house is really thought by us 
to be a large scale structur ist 
sculpture, unified by concern 
with only essentia ls: form , 
space, li ght, texture and color." 

area itself is treated as a bal­
cony to share in the two-story 
living space, and to create a 
fireplace nook below. 

The trim, simple forms of 
the exterior are the direct ex­
press ion of the interior plan: 
living spaces in the larger 
block, vert ical circulation in 
the smaller. 

The house is wood­
framed on a concrete founda­
tion, and clad in a sort of 
gray-brown brick. All details 
and trim have been carefully 
minimized and simpl ifi ed, so 
that the design relies on the 
well re lated proport ions of 
the solids created by the walls 
and the window voids .

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Given the spectacular quali­
ties of the site they possessed, 
these cli ents could hardly 
have selected a more capable 
architectural firm to design 
their summer home on Cape 
Cod than Gwathmey, Hen­
derson, Siegel. Th e house, 
which is a piece of sculpture 
as well as a warm, livable 

and functional living unit, sits 
on a narrow peninsula of land 
jutting out into a bay where 
it is surrounded by a succes­
sion of beautifu l v iews of the 
water. Simply because the 
surrounding scene was so all­
encompassing and visually ac­
cessible from most of the dif­
ferent areas of the house, the 

arch itects purposely varied 
the dimensions of the view 
from various places in the 
house-creating some pano­
ramic views and making 
others more selective and re­
stri ctive. At the same t ime all 
the open ings are ca reful ly 
related to the individual in­
ter io r areas. The varying 
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The program was to accommo­
date the clients and guests as 
well as their four teenage 
daughters who often have fre­
quent weekend guests of their 
own. The latter problem was 
solved by having two bunk 
rooms, which sleep four peo­
ple each and are separated by 
a storage unit, on the lower 
level. The girls also have their 
own ground level entrance. 
There are two other entries to 
the house, on the beachside by 
a flight of stairs to the living 
room deck, and by a ramp con­
necting main entry with park­
ing area and garage/boat stor­
age building (at the extreme 
left in photo, right). 

shapes and dimensions of the 
generous glazed areas have 
another purpose as well. The 
architects have wedded the 
various spaces of the house 
with the space around th e 
house via the various cutouts 
and openings. Two other de­
cisions are also important fac­
tors in this particular kind of 

design process, which is so 
appropriate to a vacation 
house where the family 
spends as much time out-of­
doors as inside. These are the 
interlocking of inter ior w ith 
exterior space by the use of 
decks, balconies and ramps 
which sometime jut out off 
the house into the surround-

ing space and at other times 
are contained in the main 
spatial volume as penetra­
tions of exterior space into 
the house itself. The third fac­
tor is the use of the sa me 
cedar siding for both exte rior 
and interior vertical surfaces, 
so that a single, unified kind 
of space flows in and through 

the house without interrup­
tion. All of these factors, of 
course, also give to the house 
its quality of a work of scu lp­
ture. Th e house is not just to 
be admired, however, it is 
meant to be lived in, en­
joyed, and with a minimum 
of fuss. As is su itable to its 
water-surrounded site, it not 
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only has th e look and fee l o f 
a ship but the ease of main­

tenance and the pl ace-fo r­
everything-everythi ng-in-its­
pl ace quality of one also . A l­
th ough th e architects make 
di sclaimers to any geometri c 
or formal preconcepti ons, it 
is obviou s that they favor 
strong and simpl e geometri -

cal form s, used at their maxi­
mum effect iveness and, es­
peciall y p raiseworthy, assem­
b led with max imum attention 
to detail ing. Yet these fo rm s, 
w hil e co nstantl y reminding 
us o f the geometry th at de­
termin es th em, are also es­
senti all y functi onal and in 
keeping w ith th e uses and ac-
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tivit ies tha t they contain. It 
w ould seem that uppermost 
in th e architec ts' minds are 
spatial experi ences, contain­
ment, volumes-in-space, etc. 
But this is never to the detri­
ment o f th e more practica l 
concern s of des igning a 
house mean t to be used as 
well as v iewed. 

The liv in g roo m, although open 
mos t o f al l th e interior areas 
to the magnifi cent v iews, has 
a secure and sheltered feeling 
also, and a spaciousness all its 
own. Vi ew down into li vin g 
room is from balcony co rrid o r 
conn ec tin g upstairs study and 
mas ter bedroo m. W hil e effec­
ti ve ly shelterin g its users from 
th e w ind the outside deck al ­
lows fo r maximum sun and 
w ith no dec rease in the enjoy­
ment o f the view.

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This Connect icut year-round 
cou ntry house by architect 
Judith Chafee is a happy com­
b ination of oppos ites: it is big 
in terms of over-al l total 
space, yet this tremendous 
(7,500 square feet) volume of 
space has been ca refu lly 
broken down into a variety of 
interrelated, and often even 

interconnected, more inti­
mate li ving areas . These offer 
the residents a va ri ety of 
choices-depending on their 
number at the moment, their 
act ivit ies, moods, and the 
weather. Situated on a natural 
gran ite outcropping (rocks 
that had to be moved during 
constructi on we re piled up in 

ce rta in places to become part 
of th e landscape in the time­
honored New En gland tradi­
tion) , the house shows its 
mo re form<)! side to arri vers . 
O ne of the results of this ori­
entat ion is the greater dra­
mati c impact of the view, and 
the greater surpr ise of the re­

trated into the house, the 
visitor finds the entire oppo­
site side open to a woodland 
scene which includes a small 
protected cove.

extension of the formal din­
ing room, is its winter, or 
damp day, counterpart. An 
open spacious deck runs al­
most the full length of this 
side of the house, and porch, 
greenhouse, living room and 
master bedroom open on to 
it. The basic shapes and ma­
terials of the structure are tra-

ditional in New England: rec­
tangular solids covered in 
white cedar shingles that will 
weather to a shimmering 
silver grey, and pitched roofs. 
Within also, an emphasis on 
indigenous materials adds to 
the house's warmth and 
charm. Cedar siding appears 
in selected areas of the living 
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room, entry and kitchen. Pink 
granite quarried in the neigh­
borhood was used for fire­
places (the house has four), 
lintels and hearthstones, 
while stucco for the fireplace 
walls was made with local 
beach sand. The house is es­
sentially complete on one 
floor; the second is mainly 

guestrooms, but also contains 
the loft sleeping balcony for 
the caretaker's su ite tucked 
into one corner of the plan, 
nearest the kitchen and pan­
try areas. The cost of the 
house, excluding lot and 
some landscaping and a num­
ber of extras, was approxi­

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A series of outdoor and in­
door living spaces cascade 
dramatically down a 40-de­
gr.ee cliff to form this unusual , 
hospitable house. The half­
acre plot is long and narrow 
(72 feet wide) and has man­
datory setbacks of 20 feet on 
both sides, thus allowing a 
maximum house width of 32 

feet. The program and other 
restrictions added further 
challenges : the budget was 
$40,000 for four bedrooms, 
two baths, living room, din­
ing room, kitchen and ample 
outdoor space; local zoning 
d ictated a maximum height of 
two and a half stories, but 
not to exceed 40 feet. 

All this was organized 
into two linked, two-story 
units, with the upper one off­
set horizontally to allow a 
view of the Atlantic Ocean, 
and the lower unit stepped 
down the cliff one story. The 
offsetting of the units also 
gives the added benefits of a 
sheltered rear deck tucked in-

From the front, the 
house presents a modest, 
one-story facade, relieved by 
a band of curved cedar 
shingles and dominated by 
two big clerestory moni tors 
over the living room. Except 
for two narrow slit windows

i liar materials. The wood 
framed, shingle clad house 
gains great distinctiveness by 
making a dominant feature of 
the skylights desired in the 
living room to add light to a 
collection of paintings. 

under the projecting lami­
nated beams, the front is 
blank to assure privacy. Large 
banks of windows are at the 
back to take advantage of the 
views over the surrounding 
landscape and Lake Wash­
ington. View decks are also 
at the back on both levels of 
the house; the upper deck is 

screened by a trellis sup­
ported by beam extensions . 

The plan is bas ically a 
rectangular one, with areas 
cut out for the carport, decks, 
and a little atrium off the en­
trance. The upper level con­
tains a big livi ng room­
which doubles as a sort of 
gallery for the owners' callee-

tion of art and artifacts-a big 
dining-kitchen, and a guest­
room-study. On the lower 
level, only the area behind 
the carport foundation and 
retaining wall is utilized, and 
contains the master bedroom 
suite, a shop and utilities. 

The structure is a Doug­
las fir frame, set on concrete 

foundations, and sheathed 
with plywood. The exterior 
is surfaced w ith red cedar 
shingles; a "leggy" appear­
ance at the back-wh ich is 
so often the case with hill­
side houses on "stilts"-was 
avoided by carry ing the 
shingles to ground level on a 
port ion of the house. The 
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owner, Blair Kirk (who, inci­
dentally is also the brother 
of the architect, Paul Kirk), 
acted as his own contractor 
and builder, and executed a 
house that is handsomely de­
tai led and finished through­
out. Year-round heating and 
cooling are provided by 
a dual-zoned, electric air-to-

air heat pump. The cost of the 
house was about $41,260. 

Well crafted wood also 
carries through all the in­
teriors, with walls of western 
red cedar, oak floors, and 
clear hemlock ceilings; rafters 
are left exposed. 

The big monitors, which 
give such a distinctive char-
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acter to the exterior of the 
house, provide even more 
drama to the big liv ing room 
by creating a varied and soar­
ing ceiling and by flooding 
the long display walls with 
light. As a foil for the bright 
colors of the paintings, most 
of the furnishings are in 
quiet, neutral colors.

No 
bui ld ing is close by. By b reak­
ing up the usual fou r-square 

box to create many viewing 
angles (both through and out 
the house) , the archi tect 
reasoned that he cou ld take 
best advantage of the site, 
w h ile still o rganiz ing the 
house for the owner's prac­
tica l requi rement: "an eco­
nom ical, varied space fo r 
themselves and guests to fee l 

comfo rtable together or 
alone."

Spaces and shapes lend 
this house its perennial vaca­
t ion ai r of bu ilt-i n deli ght and 
re laxat ion.

This year-round vacat ion 
home by architects Mayers & 
Schiff is located in the Po­
cono Mountains of Penn­
sylvania. The site is long and 
narrow with one end fronting 
on a pond. Part of the site-­
a small rocky ledge and a 
half dozen very large bou l­
ders strewn about- was high-

ly p icturesque but unsuitable 
for build ing on. The primary 
aim of the architects in sit­
ing the house was to incor­
porate thi s space into the de­
sign of the house itself. Ap­
proaching the house the first 
v iew is of a continuous slop­
ing redwood wall which slices 
across the narrow dimension 
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of the site and is punctured 
by a glossy white barn door. 
Th e wall hides all views of a 
pond and the large boulders, 
until the barn door is slid 
open-whereupon one is, 
quite unexpectedly, back out­
side! But not quite, for while 
part of the long wall forms 
one wall of the house, the 



variety of indoor and out­
door spaces-and so me that are 
not exactly either-provide the 
occupants of this Pennsylvania 
second home by architects 
Mayers & Schiff with living 
areas for every mood and 
weather change. The house has 
been carefully sited and de­
signed not simply to sit in nor 
merely blend with its pleasant 
natural setting, but rather the 
most interest ing features of the 
terrain have been integrated 
into the design of the house 
itself. This is achieved for the 
most part by the multi-level 
deck that extends the house 
into the woods, and by the 
partially roofed-over deck that 
brings the outdoors into the 
main structural volume. The 
design of the house is all the 
more impressive in view of the 
fact that little site work was 
necessary for the architect's 
goal to be accomplished. Th e 
house cost about $33,000. 

remainder is backed by a 
two-level open deck covered 
by a trellis. Both deck and 
trellis serve as wind bracing 
for this section of the wall. 
From the entry side one can­
not tell where the house (the 
interior living spaces) ends 
and the long deck (one of the 
outdoor living spaces) behind 

the wall begins; a fact t hat 
also intensifi es the tie be­
tween the architecture and 
the natural spatial qualities of 
the site. At the point where 
the view of boulders on both 
sides, the cliff, and the whole 
natural sett ing is at its best, 
the wall is cut away, allowing 
nature to frame another type 

of more open outdoor space. 
This area is the favo rite out­
door sitting area for the resi­
dents. The unusual family 
makeup dictated special in­
door space requirements: 
w ith four children vary ing 
from young ones still at home 
to older married ones who 
v isit frequently, the Benen-

sons find themselves with an 
overflow crowd on some 
weekends and completely 
alone on others. Rather than 
bui ld a large house with 
many bedrooms which would 
be "dead" space much of the 
time, the architects decided 
to limit the fixed bedrooms 
and provide a large sleeping 
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loft with bu ilt-in bun k beds 
for guests. The sleeping loft, 
with its bu il t-in work desk 
and adjacent outdoor deck, 
serves as a study fo r the Ben­
ensons during the less-popu­
lated weekends. The main 
form of the house is based on 
a square cut into overlapp ing 
triangles on various levels-a 

( 

kind of t ri-l evel tic-tac-toe­
w ith a fireplace and chimney 
at the square's center. The 
long sliding glass wall of the 
t riangular liv ing room is ori­
ented towa rds a v iew of the 
bou lders and pond. The liv­
ing room is two sto ri es high 
in the space fo rmed by the 
ove rlapping triangular loft. 
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SECTION A-A 

The supergraphics of the Ben­
enson house, designed by artist 
Florence Cassen, are an exten­
sion of the arch itects' basic 
diagonal concept. A con tinu ­
ous green stripe has been 
painted across the longest 
single wa ll surface (stai rwe ll , 
below) in the house. A co m­
bination of sliding panels be­
tween the li ving room and

other ground fl oo r spaces have 
also been painted with bands 
of varying w idths. As panels are 
re-arranged in various ways, 
the stripes regroup to form 
new des igns.

Twenty-five studio apart­
ments have been deftly or­
ganized in the lowrise struc­
ture on a 50-by-137.5-foot lot. 
Though the high cost of land 
necessitated the number of 
apartments, the use of courts 
and balconies throughout 
gives each unit an unusual 
sense of openness for such an 

urban setting-the site is 
within walking d istance of 
downtown San Francisco. 

The trim, sophisticated 
design reflects both its citified 
character, and the I ightness 
and ins-and-outs of upper­
story bays, set on heavier 
foundations, that typify the 
neighboring o lder bu il dings. 



Convenient access is provided 
for all apartments by elevator 
or stairs. White-painted stucco 
pan els are used as a foil for 
the ex tensive areas of redwood 
on the exte rior ; interiors are 
painted gypsum board on 
wood studs. Cost was about 
$379,000, without lot or land-

Even the vertical rods of the 
balcony railings echo those of 
the traditional and required 
fire escapes. Along with these 
elements, red brick paving, 
redwood siding and carefully 
planned landscaping are used 
within the limits of the budg­
et to provide a warm, human 
" Bay Region" character. 

The structure has th ree 
to four levels of wood frame 
construction (it follows the 
upward slope of the site) 
over one level of concrete­
framed parking garage. The 
main entrance is up a broad 
flight of stairs and throu gh a 
brick-paved, grill-gated en­
trance into the court. The 

garden area within is a 
strongly patterned arrange­
ment of brick walks, terraces 
and concrete planters and 
pools. Banks of flower boxes 
carry the sense of garden up 
to all levels. Though small, 
the apartments contain all the 
desirable amenities, includ ing 
fireplaces.

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"Unity wedded to divers ity" 
is architect Tasso Katselas' 
summation of the design ap­
proach to this planned new 
village of apartments and 
townhouses.

that has much of the apparent 
diversity and spatial interest 
of, say, an Italian hilltown. 
Katselas' Phase II of East Hills 
pa rk contains 326 rental 
apartments and townhouses; 
sponsorship and the land 
were provided by ACTlON­
Housing, Inc., (through its 
Development Fund) which is 

a private, nonprofit civic 
agency with a basic goal of 
making available good hous­
ing for families of modest 
income at prices they can af­
ford to pay. 

Being built in successive 
phases, East Hills Park will 
ultimately comprise 1,200 
units or more.

Th e irregular terrain of the site 
was used in this project to 
create extreme ly interesting 
spaces within and without the 
structures. Set on foundations 
of concrete block, the units 
are wood frame, w ith maso nry 
venee r o r stained textu red ply­
wood exte riors. Interiors are 
painted drywall and exposed 
brick. As can be seen in the 
photo at ri ght, colors are in 
an interesting range of ea rth 
tones.

red in the plot p lan) has been 
completed for some four 
years and has 187 cluster­
planned townhouses and 91 
rental apartments. 

In the Phase 11 section 
illustrated here, the final FHA 
closing was made on January 
21 , 1970, construction is 95 
per cent completed at this 

writing; and 236 of the apart­
ments and townhouses have 
been rented and are occu­
pied. Completion of con­
struction, landscaping and to­
tal occupancy of the remain­
ing 90 dwellings is schedu led 
for June of this yea r. Rents, 
including utiliti es and main­
tenance, range from $122 for 

one-bedroom apartments to 
$184 for four-bedroom town­
houses; 65 of the units are 
eligible for rent supplements, 
which reduces the monthly 
costs to about one-half.

the units are faced away from 
the street and oriented to­
ward landscaped courts. 

The apartments are well 
planned and have ample stor­
age space. Several small laun­
dry rooms are scattered 
through the groupings. Heat­
ing is by a hot water radiation 
system. The buildings are 

wood-framed and surfaced 
with cedar shingles. Roofs are 
asphalt shingles. Interior wall s 
are painted drywall and floors 
are vinyl asbestos or asphalt 
tile. The project was com ­
pleted in March, 1969 at a 
cost of $17,000 per dwelling 
unit including site, landscap­
ing and equipment.

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There is a rare kind of appro­
priateness to thi s cluster of 
townhouses-built in the 
early stages of what wi ll be a 
500-acre community just out­
side Albuquerque. Most ob­
vious ly, the cluster in g, the 
use of adobe, and some of 
the forms are traditiona l. But 
where tradition is cal led on, 

it is ca ll ed on for the way it 
works and not the way it 
looks. 

The massive adobe wal ls 
serve as heat reservoirs­
blocking heat during the day 
and releasing it at night; the 
walls are essent ially blank on 
the western wal l, but open 
wide on the east (bottom in

The major glass areas 
(see photos opposite) are set 
back beneath deep co ncrete 
fascias; and even small wi n­
dows are set deep in recesses 
in the walls.

Luz are stuccoed adobe, and 
some of the adobes were made 
on the site from site material. 
Lin te ls are sand-blasted con­
crete; roof framing is wood 
w ith six inches of insulat ion; 
ce ilings are fir; floors are brick 
or hardwood. 

The units shown here are 
the medium-density section of 
the planned development of 
the 500-acre site. 200 acres of 
the site, including a major 
piece of the mesa and all of 
the wooded land along the 
river will be left untouched. 

w ithout heat or glare, some 
walls are stuccoed wh ite to 
bounce I ight into a room . 

Not just the sun, but the 
wind, is a major factor in the 
design. H igh walls protect 
yards and patios from the 
w ind; but cross ventilation in 
summer is assured by the 
placement of the buildings on 

the slope. In contrast, t he 
often strong and dust-l aden 
spring wind, typically from 
the West, is blocked by the 
closed walls of the complex. 

And perhaps equally es­
sentia l, at least psychologi­
cally in this dry area, are the 
fountains in the patio areas. 

As the plan above shows, 

the major living spaces-with 
their changes of level and 
wall plane-all open wide to 
the v iew and the breeze; the 
neatly zoned bedroom area 
is, appropriately, more shel­
tered . Because of the changes 
in the si te contours, the in­
terior spaces of the units are 
pleasantly varied.

sign. The greenways per-



mitted nearly every apartment 
a balcony or patio fac ing the 
outdoors (each of these is 
equipped with 10-foot-w ide 
sl id ing glass doors)-the re­
maining apartments all hav ing 
exposure to the south. Out­
door pr ivacy is assured for the 
comp lex as a whole by the 
battlements the apartment 

wall s themselves create, and 
for each unit by solid patio 
fencing and balcony rails .

and overload. A ll roofs of the 
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same slope are e ith er warm 
or cold, to prevent ice dams.

Further, the roof plan creates, 
in side the units, a great va­

Th e units are grouped so 
that the entrances open off
