WH I L E M.irch is primarily the time of year to begin tliink-
ing about the summer garden, it is also an excellent month 

in which to plan the refurbishing of the country house. Many 
of the new spring chintzes are now available, as well as the thin 
glass curtain materials. Wa l l paper manufacturers are offering 
refreshing papers suitable fo r countr}' house interiors, and the 
shops specializing in porch and garden furniture have some 
tempting new pieces for the woman who likes to have everything 
in readiness by the first of Apr i l . Designers o f decorative articles 
such as lamps, shades, pillows, scrap baskets, etc. show amazing 
ingenuity in creating new designs in keeping with the festivity of 
the season. Which all goes to prove that anv changes to be made 
in the furnishings of the summer house should be made now in 
order to avoid delav and confusion later on. 

IN planning the decoration of a room the question of the floor 
treatment is frequently l e f t to the last. This method often 

results in an unbalanced appearance, whereas i f the floor had been 
considered at the same time as the rest of the furnishings, a rest­
f u l , pleasing interior would be the result. As there are almost 
as many types of floor coverings these days as there are kinds of 
rooms, this section of an interior should be as carefullv thought 
out as arc the curtains, wall coverings and furniture. 

IN an old house furnished with early pine and maple pieces 
the floors, provided they are in sufficiently good condition, can 

be painted some arresting color and covered with booked rugs. I n 
a Colonial dining room with a gray scenic paper the woodwork 
might be painted apple green and the floors done in a deeper leaf 
green. Additional colors such as mulberry, mauve and yellow can 
be introduced in the curtains and chair coverings. Or the floor 
in a small morning room might be painted a rich plum color as 
a background for vari-colorcd hooked rugs. Here the walls and 
woodwork should be a pinkish-yellow and curtains of chintz in 
plum, copper, yellow and green. W i t h schemes such as these the 
floor becomes a vital part of the decoration of the room instead of 
one of its most generally neglected features.

D E S I G N E D primarily for sun porches and breakfast rooms 
is a new inlaid linoleum made to resemble embossed hand­

craft tiles. The patterns in this decorative tvpc of flooring do not 
repeat regularly, figured tiles being spotted among plain tiles at 
irregular intervals, with the mortar joints between each tile 
slightly depressed so as to catch the light. Many of the p.itterns 
are carried out in brilliant colors—such hues, for in.stancc, as rich, 
deep red, green, light brown and a clear, medium blue. The use 
of two or more shades in each pattern results in a soft, uneven 
appearance so desirable in a tile flooring of this kind. In adilition 
to sun porches and breakfast rooms, this tile linoleum is adaptable 
to dining rooms in a house done in the Spanish or Italian manner. 
This and the other patterns described above arc made by the 
Armstrong Cork Company. 

A S rugs have so much to do with the general apcirame of a 
-^^rdom they should be planned for at the s.ame time as the wall 
coverings and furniture. I f the walls arc plain, cither painted or 
paneled, a strongly patterned rug is permissible. I f , on the con­
trary, there is a great deal of design in either the background or 
the upholstery fabrics, a plain floor covering is advisable in order 
not to conflict with the other furnishings. Plain Wilton carpeting 
made into rugs makes an excellent floor covering as it comes in 
such a wide range of colors. More interesting than the neutnil 
tan, t:ujpc and gray shades arc such hues as egg plant, prune, reseda 
and blue-green, burgundy, sapphire and a deep, tawny yellow. 

IN the matter of a patterned rug nothing is so satisfactory for 
certain types of interiors as a fine Oriental. A living room, for 

instance, paneled in oKl pine, needs the interest of some compelling 
design on account of the neutral efî cct of the background. Here 
an Oriental rug is ad\ isablc because of its interesting figures and 
vigorous colors. Libraries also require a dignified tvpe of floor 
covering and one with color values in keeping with the strong 
tones in the book bindings. A hall, too, is an excellent place to use 
a rug of this kind as there is so frequently little of interest in the

H E dog that ha.s learned to "sit up" or "beg" usually 
• A finds it e.nsy to master the "dance" trick, for the transi­

tion f rom one to the other is simple. I n acquiring the fo r ­
mer, he grows accu.stomcd t(-> an upright body position. T o 
become proficient in the latter, about all he needs to do is 
rise f rom his haunches to his hind feet. Teach him to 
"beg," therefore, before you start in to make him a pro­
ficient tcrpsichorcan performer. 

"Dance" is best tried when the dog is in good spirit.^ 
and, preferably, a little hungry. First, you try to induce 
him to stand on his hind feet by snapping your fingers just 
over him and urging him encouragingly to "dance!" I f 
he won't do it, take a scrap of meat or some other favorite 
food, take i t in your hand so that he can smell but not get 
i t , and then entice him to stand by holding it where he can 
just reach it . Do not let him take the tidbit f rom you; 
the idea is to use i t merely as a bait to persuade him to 
assume the desired position. Incidentally, this is one of 
the few occasions on which ff)od should be used as an i n ­
centive in dog training. 

Do not t r j ' to make your pupil take actual steps until he 
has learned to stand when the order "dance" is given. 
Once this stage has been reached, it wi l l be easy enough 
to make him circle about i f you simply move your hanii 
around and about just out of his reach. The main thing 
is to attract his attention to this hand, an;I hold it.

T h i s is necessarily 
e case with the amateur gardener, since 
ants are living growing objects and not 
anufactured articles, expressing the soil 
id the season and the general variablene.ss 
" nature. Standardized productions lose 
eir interest from the very fact that they 

HesiJei being America's most prolific 
garden aul/ioril\\ Liberty Hyde Bailey 
shares ixitli Mr. Charles S. Sargent of 
the Arnold .Arboretum the honor of be­
ing the Dean of American Hortiaillurr.

are standardized; the moods and variables 
of one's own life are not reflected in 
them. 

T h i s is not to deny the merit of stand-
ardiz.ed production in plants. High skill is 
developed in the growing of them and 
able managership is displ.iyed. T h e output 
is dependable. It is capable of definite 
quotation. The landscape planter can 
count on the quantity he needs for a given 
area and be certain of obtaining the de­
sired effects. There is little loss or risk in 
the transactions and in the planting. He 
may project his design with confidence. 
T h e decorator may produce uniform re­
sults from the cut-flowers and accessories 
at his disposal, with the minimum of labor 
and uncertainty. T o the grower, uni­
formity of product and quantity of pro­
duction mean consolidation of forces, re­
duced costs, more expeditious transporta­
tion and marketing, more continuous rela­
tions with all branches of the trade, betti r 
service, more dependable use of capital. 
I am glad to see good mass-production 
prosper. 

Yet the amateur is the ultimate conserv­
ator of horticulture. Many of the dealers 
in plants, in fact many of the growers, 
are not horticulturists. I f gardening is to 
contribute great satisfaction to our people 
it must rest directly on the love of plants 
and recognition of the kinds; and this 
sentiment is stimulated by diversity rather 
than by uniformity. As an educational 
factor the plant is more significant than the 
blossom of it. One never knows a plant 
until one grows it and cares for it from 
first to last in all vicissitudes. T h e satis­
faction of seeing a plant spring up, grow, 
produce its own kind of foliage, take its 
place among other plants, meet the days 
and seasons as they pass, is beyond all meas­
ure greater and more significant than the 
color-sensation produced by the flower or 
the fruit in a decoration. 

There are those who fear that the ama­
teur or plant-lover must pass. There is no 
danger of it, whatever may be the sem­
blance of it for the moment. T h e amateur 
will persist as long as the mind craves 
\'aricty in experience and as the seasons 
hold their charm. There is a strong re­
action against commercial valuations of 
life. T h e home-making instinct persists 
in spite of all the apartment-housing, as 
the suburban settlement testifies. T h e power­
ful garden-club movement is evidence; 
some of this movement, to be sure, mav be 
only a social manifestation, but the stronger 
part of it is rooted in the wish for home 
and a garden. 

There is a feeling abroad that the ama­
teur is not sufficiently supplied by the nurs-
er\man. W e are to remember, however, 
that while some plantsmen grow for the 
wholesale trade in great quantity and with 
a reduced list, others are increasing their 
offerings; most of the latter also have more

Li lac growing is really \ ery simple. T h e 
| i | .iiits may be set either in late fall or early 
spring, but the former is preferable every­
where except in extreme iKirthern parts of 
the country. T h e soil shoulil be well pre­
pared, for, although these plants will grow 

in pnictic.ally any soil, the best results can­
not be attaineil except by liberal treatment. 
T h e best possible tre.itment is a thorough 
prepar.-itioM of the ground before they are 
pl.anted; that is, digging .and fertilizing a 
piece of ground ten feet .across instead of 
mereh digging enough to hold the root-. 
I f .-1 dry se.ison follows the )car they are 
planted, it is well to give them a liberal 
supply of water. 

T h e chief thing to be remembered in 
biiving plants of the named v.irieties is to 
get them on their own roots. L i f e is much 
too short to bother with varieties gr.ifted on 
common Lilac stock or on Pri\et , this in 
spite of all the .'ipologists for these methods 
may cl.iim. H.-iving them on their own 
mots is also their best protection against tlu-
oiilv serious enemy of the Li lac—the borer.

our gardens a galaxy of Rose colors 
bleniled into undreamed of harmonies. 
Aladdin's conjury has brought a fabu­
lous gold which has wrought the Midas 
touch into the reds and the pinks and has 
gilded the older golds of the garden. 
No longer is a Rose pink, reil or vcllow. 
The descriptions have become almost 
beyond the scope of color terminology 
and the sponsors of several hundred 
Roses created in the last decade have 
labored under difficulties in presenting a 
distinctive portrayal of their offspring. 

The Rose hybridizers' task is a fas­
cinating one. For long years the great 
classes of Tea Roses and Hybrid Per-
petuals held their attention. The Teas 
appeal with their exquisite and delicate 
colors, their fragrance, form .and ever-
blooming qualities; the Hybrid Perpet-
uals with their sturdiness, size and virile 
colors. As Teas were a development of 
Rosa chitifnsis, a Chinese S|UI.M\S, and 
Hvbrid Perpetuals in turn originated 
f rom the crossing of Bourbon, Damask

This has bei 
due to the much greater possibilities 
the Hvbrid Teas where the qualities { 
both the older classes could be clevelope 
There wil l always be some Hybrid Pe 
petuals in the garden, for who can i 
without such m.agnificent Roses as F'r; 
Karl Druschki, ^Hugh Dickson, Mi

11 ' W A S a large square which was neither 
picturesque nor artistic. A n ordinary 

w a l l surrounded its f o u r sides, which was, 
i t is true, covered w i t h espaliers. T h e w a l l 
that looked toward the north was covered 
w i t h Currants, w i t h such clusters o f f r u i t 
as one seldom sees nowad;iys. Here and 
there a hranch showed itself runn ing ahove 
the w a l l , a silhouette sharp and erect. There 
were also some Mulberr ies planted on either 
side o f the garden gate, whose arch arose 
i n three siiarp turrets, a l l «)f which were 
adorned w i t h ju icy berries—oh, in wh;it 
numbers! T h e scalawags o f the neighbor­
hood came to rob them in the early morning 

and thev called tliem "cr in io l les" . I shoulil add th.it they were t l i t 
best k ind o f berries, g r a f t e d , and not w i l d l ike those common 
ones o f our t ime. 

T h i s garden, started in 1829, i f I am to believe the account 
books o f my grandfather , was changeil by h im about 1848 when 
he bui l t the new house that he intended f o r our mother, and this 
garden, simple and modest as i t was, gave h i m as w e l l as my 
mother, his daughter, and m\- father many hours o f happiness. .My 
first impressions were gained on that square o f ground among 
those f ru i t s and flowers, and I bless God f o r them. T h e grayer 
we get, the more we love not only the old Lac Leman o f Ram-
bert but also the old land i tself o f French Switzer land, our native 
countries o f precious memories. 

Also that garden was my first school, and i t was in those o ld -
fashioneil surroundings that I made my first attempt at gardening. 
U n l i k e Dioclet ian, D a r w i n and Russell-Wallace, who onlv be­
came gardeners in their old age, w i t h me i t came by iniieritance, 
and it was my first love. U|)on this ground, which was actually a 
quarter o f the t o w n , I m:ule manv attempts before being able to 
acclimatize tlie plants we found along the roadside in our weeklv 
rambles. De l i l l e has said th;it the art o f gardein'ng has the ad­
vantage o f satisfying the lo\e o f both town and country. M i l t o n , 
Tasso and Homer ha\ e sung o f gardens antl V i r g i l in his Georgics 
has related a charming tale o f an old man who cultivated the most 

modest o f gardens. 
There was a collection o f shrubs and another o f perenni.ils, 

a l l o f which were arranged somewhat pel l -mel l a f t e r the manner 
o f the t ime. Meanwhi le Grandfa ther had h;ul the excellent idea 
o f placing the green trees f o r a background, then tlie conifers, IJox 
and H o l l y , to give a proper setting f o r the flowers. Against tiiis

sombre or vivid green tiie colors stood out ii 
such re l ief and so clearly that I can to thi 
day recall this picture. T h e shrubs are thos 
that they had at that t ime, f e w in numbe 
compared to tliose we h;ive today. Sine 
W i l s o n and the English have traveled a] 
over China ami Japan the number o f im 
ported shrubs in our gardens has increase 
considerably. 

Meanwhi le we alread\' had an interest 
ing collection. I recall the f o u r difFerer 
Lilacs, two o f which were t r immed up to 
great head. The re was one pure whi te , s 
high that we had to have a long pair o 
snippers in o rder tocu t tlie flowers. Anothc 

was Charles the T e n t l i , then altogether l u w , whose flowers, 
reddish violet, were greatly admired. There w:is also the Persia 
L i l a c , w i t h its long clusters o f violet flowers, and the L i l a c W a r i 
wi th its leaves like Jasmine. Near to them were the Snowballs c 
great size and which were then held in high esteem, f r o m whic 
we cut great branches to adorn the house, and yet an Acacia w i i 
flowers o f tender pink that grew in a couple f o r m , not stragglin 
.around l ike the other Robinia, f o r what we cal l the Acacia is t l 
Robinia. T h e veritable Acacia is quite another th ing , the so-calk 
Mimosa, that we receive f r o m the south in the winter . One ncei 
only a f e w such errors to make the language quite non-imdc 
standable. 

I 'hen there was i n a corner by the road a ] i o \ w i t h green ar 
white striped leaves, that had been clipped into a pyramid as th( 
do in the gardens o f Versailles, imi ta t ing those gardens o f t l 
Renaiss;ince which always make me shuilder. A huge T h u 
d ' Or ien t , the Tree o f L i f e o f the Chinese, raised its s t i ff silho 
ette just before m y mother's w indow. I ts shallow kept her f r o 
s^-eing clearly as she mended our stockings, so that i t had be( 
miserably clipped into a slender col innn. 

'J'he shrubs made a showing along the paths, g iv ing an out l i i 
to the groups o f flowers f ramed in Box.

spring, so that our mother used to cut wi th delight the l i t t l e f r 
grant branches.

J . ities o f l i f e consist partly 

o f glassecl-in sedans w h i r l i 
exclude fresh air and reveal 
the country side as a bewilder­
ing kaleidoscope, or in radios 
which give f o r t h jazz or grand 
opera at the tu rn o f a knob, or 
i n hotels w i t h al l manner or 
modern p lumbing and appur­
tenances. 

I n China the amenities o f 
l i f e are f a r d i f ferent . T o r t u ­
ous streets protect the s lum­
bering walled cities o f China 
f r o m the invasion o f the 
motor car. T h e w a i l i n g static 
o f the radio is unknown and 
the peace fulness o f m u l t i p l y ­
ing centuries pervades the l i f e 
o f the city. T h e comforts o f 
the hotels usually consist o f 
bed boards or a heated earth­
enware couch w i t h the p r iv ­
ilege o f hot tea at any time o f 
the day or night . 

T h e gen t l e - fo lk o f China 
spend their leisure in the quiet 
seclusion o f their gardens 
which the tourist occasionally 
glimpses through the round 
moon gate. T h e garden o f 
China is a sort o f retreat f r o m 
the confusion o f affairs. Here 
the Chinese gentleman feels 

himself at one wi th Nature. 
G a / i n g at the Lotus which 
grows f r o m the muddy bot­
tom o f a stagnant pool, he 
philosophizes as did the C h i ­
nese scholars o f o ld on the 
transitory distinction between 
primordial slime and mud, and 
perfect beauty. 

T h e garden i n China is a 
civi l ized spot, not, as i t f r e ­
quently is in America, a bit o f 
nature caged w i t h i n a garden 
w a l l , or a spacious estate wan ­
dering of f to untouched w i l d ­
erness. A Palm or Banana 
tree or a T ree L i l ac is about 
the only large vegetation f o r 
which there is space. T h e rest 
must be miniature. I f a 
mighty F i r f r o m the m o u n ­
tains or a giant forest tree is 
wanted, i t must be suggested 
by a d w a r f w i t h gnarled 
t runk and straggly branches, 
planted in a jade green pot 
beside the garden walk. Where 
space is so l imi ted each tree

the fish pool and a tangle 
of Bamboo and. flowering 
vines relieves the dull gray 

of I he temple roofs

^ii i i icsc gardener rarely sets out 
ills charges in Mother Earth herself", 
f o r the potted plant is f a r easier to 
pnitcct f r o m hungry insects, and to 
move when past its prime. 

T h e principles o f landscape gar­
dening in China are rather di f f icul t 
to state, f o r instead o f esthetic or hor­
ticultural rules the Chinese gardener 
has in mind an age-old philosophy o f 
man and Nature which has mellowed 
.•ind ripened into Chinese civi l izat ion. 
He aims to make the garden a hit o f 
Nature which w i l l f o r m a congenial 
setting f o r the scholar's thoughts in 
leisure hours. Nature must not oh-
trude, must not he w i l d or hostile. 
T h e garden .scenes and vistas must 
suggest the paintings o f Chinese art­
ists and the descriptions o f her poets 

In Ca::ion the house < are built so 
close together that the only chance 
for greenery is the small inner 
. ourtyard which is called by the 
Chinese heaven well." Courtesy 
of the Canton Christian Collej,e 

and essayists. 7'hus the gariU-n \n-
conies a sort o f stepping stone or l i n k 
hetween humdrum, e\ervtlav l i f e and 
the l i f e o f literature and poetry. I t 
is a hridge hy which the mind passes 
f r o m the actual wor ld tt) the ideal. 

T h e Chinese does not take l i f e as 
solemnly as does his Western cousin. 
T h e fo rms o f l i f e have hcen ordered 
and perfected f o r centuries in the 
Middle K i n g d o m , so l i t t le thought 
neeil he given to convention, .-\lways 
knowing wh.it is prescrihetl f o r each 
occasion, the mind is free f r o m 
douhts and inhihitions which fetter 
the less mature l i f e o f the Westerner. 

T h e urhanity and complacence o f 
the Chinese mind are reflected in the 
garden. Nature is hoth heaut i ful and 
amusing. N o garden is complete

US U A L L Y we hlariket under the name 
o f paint everything that colors and 

varnishes, inc lud ing shellacs, paints, var­
nish, stains and enamels, and we are prone 
to use them the same way. T h i s leads us 
into errors and we wonder why we have 
not had the success wi th our re-surfacing 
that is advcrti.sed i n the puhlic prints and 
that the cognoscenti have in using them. 
T o ohviatc some o f the lack o f understand­
ing we shall bend our e f fo r t in this neces-
sarilv short account o f varnish and enamels, 
and leave shellacs, stains and paints f o r an­
other day. 

L i order to clear the decks, we w i l l dis­
miss paint by saying that i t is color ground 
into o i l . Varnishes are o f many kinds; 
some are o f g u m resin fi.ved in o i l , usually 
vegetable o i l , w i t h metallic salts to make 
dry ing easier and sufficient volatile l iquid 
to give the l iqu id f lowabi l i ty . T h i s is an 
o i l varnish. T h e spirit varnishes are o f 
gum resins too, in volatile liquids, and tlie 
Japans (varnishes) also are o f many d i f ­
ferent kinds. Decorators' Japans are 
usually dark varnishes w i t h a.sphaltum i n 
them to make lustrous surfaces f o r metals, 
and the painters' Japans arc o f metallic 
salts, a m i n i m u m o f gum resin and vola­
tile liquids. T h e Japans add luster when 
added to paint. 

T h e or ig in o f the w o r d varnish is rather 
interesting. According to M r . G . B . 
Heckel this is its ancestry: " I t is derived 
f r o m the name o f the beau t i fu l Greek, 
Beriin'ce, Queen o f Cyrene, w i f e o f 
Ptolemy Eugertcs, K i n g o f Egypt about 
250 B .C . She is said to have sacrificeil 
her beaut i fu l hair, in the temple o f Venus, 
in f u l f i l l m e n t o f a vow f o r her husband's 
safe return f r o m a campaign in A.sia. I t 
disappeared f r o m the altar dur ing the night 
and was discovered by the astronomer 
Conon, as a constellation i n the M i l la-
W a y . Amber was later likened by the 
Greeks to Berenice's hair and called Ver-
n ix .and its I ta l ian f o r m V\'rnice and our 
word Varnish. T h e German name f o r 
a m h i T is Bernstein or Berenice." 

W H A T V.'VRNISH W I L L DK 

W h e n considering the use o f \arnish 
it must be remembered that i t is not only to 
enhance the beauty o f surfaces but i t is 
also to increase tlie durabil i ty o f that upon 
which i t is spread. Furthermore i t adds 
lu.ster and hardness to other applications 
under it and excludes gases, liquids, vapors 
and atmospheric vagaries f r o m the surface 

to which i t is applied. 'J'hen too it should 
prevent corrosion, decay, decomposition 
and stive o f f f r ic t ions f r o m the surface to 
which i t is applied. The re fo re it should 
be waterproof, hard but elastic. 

There are varnishes on the market that 
cannot whiten when subjected to water, 
fresh steam, or weathering; that resist 
much ru t t ing when things are dragged o\ er 
i t , that protect like the f i l m they should be 
and are used not onlv in their color capacity 
(when they have co lor ) but as a protective 
—or as we like to call i t , an elastic glass­
like covering. I n the last analysis a good 
varnish is like an elastic glass in so f a r 
as i t seals, protects and is transparent. 

Its f irst cousin is enamel, which is brief)v 
\arrn'sh into which color has been put. 
Enamels are used to cover and obscure the 
surface upon which they are l a id ; you do 
not see the grain through enamels. Varnish 
brings out grain w i t h a pale amber color. 

But wi th varnish stains, you do sec the 
grain through them. T h i s is what must he 
remembered. Varnish stains are f o r 
spreading on surfaces through which the 
grain is to be vi.sible. I f you remember 
this you w i l l not ask f o r a red stnin. "^'ou 
may ask f o r a stain to put on mahogany, 
oak, etc. I n br ie f , then, v.arnish is usually 
a transparent covering, enamel always an 
opaque, and varnish stains always trans­
parent. 

E.N AM E L I-INISHES 

Contrary to the common idea o f 
enamels, tliey can he lustrous, d u l l or 
meih'um in luster. Some o f them arc beau­
t i f u l when rubbed to a du l l f inish. The\-
arc usually lustrous and br i l l i an t when first 
applied, but the proper treatment reduces 
this bri l l ianc} ' i f desired. 

Turpent ine , an expensive ingredient, is 
one o f the principal thinners, o f varnish 
and enamels, hence do not be fooled h\' 
bargain counter materials. V q u w i l l not 
be get t ing what you should have. Linseed 
oils, China wood o i l and other vegetable 
oils o f rare and expensive brands are also 
used, w i t h the resins, mineral dryers, etc. 
Hence you w i l l never have any luck w i t l i 
poor varnishes or enamels which, to be 
good, must be made o f expensive materials 
very ca re fu l ly assembled. 

A varnish dealer one day was passing hv 
a bui ld ing that was being resurfaced. He 
s;iw that the painter had bought color var­
nish. T h i s is used to put over the last coat 
o f color when coatin<i automobile bodies or 

such surf.aces. I t is the rubbing varnish 
w i t h a deep color and the fac t that i t is f o r 
rubbing down would show you that it 
couhln ' t last unprotected on the side o f a 
house. Y e t the painter was using this very 
expensive color ing, when he should have 
been u.sing either a waterproof paint or a 
weatherproof or colored enamel, not color 
varnish. T h i s was prohahlv due to the fac t 
that the purchasing agent f o r the firm f o r 
whom the painter was acting bought color 
\arnish instead o f colored enamel. Color 
\ .arnish is made b\- g r ind ing colors in a rub­
bing varnish made inelastic so that i t can 
be rubbed readily. Enamel , on the other 
hand, is made by g r ind ing color i n an 
elastic weatherproof finishing varnish. 

TO G E T COOD R E S l ' L T S 

Many people have no luck w i t h var­
nishes and enamels and claim that their 
results when used are not what is guar­
anteed f o r them hy the makers. T h e y have 
bad luck because they do not apply them 
correctly, "^'ou should take 8 /10 o f the 
time f o r preparation, 2 / 1 0 o f the t ime f o r 
application and as long as possible f o r 
d ry ing . O f course in the nature o f the 
human being f e w w i l l do this. However , 
anyone could easily give more t ime to the 
preparation o f the floors or whatever there 
is to cover than they do at present. 

.Another disastrous th ing that many do 
when they varnish or enamel is to put shel­
lac underneath the varin'sh. T h i s w i l l l i m i t 
the durabil i ty o f any varnish or enamel. 
For w i t h shellac underneath you are put­
t ing a crackable, brittle coating under an 
elastic one, you are put t ing a material wi th 
water in it under a waterproof coating. 
Changes in temperature w i l l draw together 
the moisture sealeil under the shellac. I n 
the presence o f water shellac whitens and 
these blemishes .are seen through the trans­
parent varnish coat. I n extrenn- cases blis­
ters w i l l ri,se up through the varnish or 
enamel. N c \ e r use shellac in tJiis wa\'. 
I f your floors are waxed, scrape o f f and 
"chemical o f f " the wax before put t ing 
on the \'arnish or enamel, because varnish 
cannot dry o\er wax. Remember always 
to remove all traces o f a l l removers, be­
cause they contain wax. People are prone to 
put shellac on because it ilries fast and vou 
get the work done. 

Varnishes, then, .are o f manv kinils, are 
wi thout color and are tiansp.irent, ami 
when they are opaque wi th coh)r thev are

At this time there were virv 
few architects in America. Ship­
building, however, h.ad carlv be­
come a major industry and the 
skill of the Colonial ship biu'lders 
and designers was recognized 
throughout the world. When 
houses were to be built, these men 
were called upon. They fel l to 
this new work with their charac­
teristic skill and thoroughness, 
aided bv imported books dealing 
with architectural stvles. We also 
must give credit to those gentle­
men educated abroad who, in tlie

Extreme simplicity is apparent 
in this early Colonial work. A,s 
the style grew, its details became 
more and more elaborate, as is 
true in the growth of all other 
styles of architecture. I t is only 
in the very late 18th and early 
19th Centuries that we find the 
very ornate detail which hns come 
to be associated with the Colonial 
period. 

T o the Colonial architect-
builder, the entrance was one of 
the principal, i f not the principnl 
feature of the house.

' n r ^ H E art of embroidery is prob-
JL abl)- nearly as old as the earliest 

human civilization. The prehis­
toric lake-dwellers of Switzerland 
possessed bone needles of an aston­
ishing fineness. The needles remain, 
but the stuffs they embroidered have 
perished. The earliest surviving 
piece of embroidery is Egyptian, 
and dates f rom the 16th Century 
B. C. I t is a fragment of a robe 
marked with the cartouche of 
Thothmes I I I , discovered some 
twenty years ago, and now in the 
Cairo Museum. In countries where 
the climate is damper than in Egypt, 
textiles have but a poor chance to sur­
vive through the centuries, and our 
knciwlcdge of Greek and Roman 
embroidery is small. Fragments of 
Greek work in various colored 
wools, discovered in the Crimea, 
and dating from the 4th Century 
B. C , are preserved in Petrograd. 

Space does not permit us to give 
even an outline of the history of 
embroidery, and since these early 
pieces are rare museum pieces, pos-

scssing very little practical interest 
for the collector, it wi l l be best to 
leap across a gulf of centuries to 
the time when the embroidery which 
still can be collected was being 
made. 

The 1.3th Century was the golden 
.ige of English embroidery—Opus 
Atigl'icdnumy as it was called on the 
Continent. 'I'hc work of the suc­
ceeding centuries, though of high 
cpiality, never attained the refine­
ment characteristic of the best pro­
ducts of the earlier period. The 
embroideries of Elizabethan and 
Jacobean times, however, survive in 
sufficient quantities to make them 
|iractically interesting for the col­
lector.

How to be diverted through the garden, 
one must take into consideration the 
cost of artificially supplied water. Oc­
casionally one sees expensive spillwavs 
and pools built on a scale that certainly 
would not have been adopted had the 
designer taken into consider; Lion the 
cost of keeping them filled with water. 

Careful thought w i l l show that the 
ideal way to obtain an effect of a 
gooillv volume of water without be­
coming uneconomical is to use the 
water over and over. Then there is 

The absence of a natural supply 
need not ileter one from develop­
ing a water feature in the garden. 
A little ingenuity in pipe arrange­
ment makes it possible to use 
water from the house system 
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only the initial cost to worry 
about. Another scheme that 
aids in giving the same 
effect is that of having the 
runways and pools built so 
small that they w i l l appear 
to be running bank-full. 
Where the topography of 
the garden w i l l permit a 
number of waterfalls they 
should be introduced, even 
i f the f a l l is only for a dis­
tance of a few inches. 

The waterways should be 
planned as the garden is 
being constructed so that 
the inlet pipe and the foun­
dations for the basins and 
the sluiceways can be put 
in without extra digging. 
The natural way to build a 
rock garden is, like most 
other worthy creations, f rom 
the bottom up. This means 
that the pools and outlets 
w i l l be put in before the 
runways and the inlet, so 
the designer must have some 
idea in his mind as to how 
the water is to fit into the 
general scheme even before 
he starts building. 

The bottom of the pool 
is best made of one piece of 
stone, unless it is so large 
that this would be impracti­
cal. Then a false bottom 
consisting of a \ " rein forced 
concrete slab shouldbe used, 
and the stone bottom con­
structed on tliat by imbed­
ding flat stones in a cement 
mortar. I f the sides can 
rest on the concrete slab, so 
much the better, for then 
the whole pool w i l l give

and settle as one unit, and 
wi l l not crack open and 
leak as readily as wi l l one 
that is built up without a 
one-piece base. 

.A. large pool that leaks 
is a decided nuisance. By 
carefully watching to sec 
that each stone that is used 
as a part of the pool is 
bedded and backed witi i 
cement this can be avoided. 
A small pool should have a 
drain built into it near the 
bottom which is kept open 
during the winter to keep 
ice f rom forming and dam­
aging the construction. 

Natural pools are rarely 
round, nor are the sides 
usually even, so it behooves 
one to use great care in 
building the pools for the 
rock garden to see that they 
retain their naturalistic 
lines. Stones should not be 
placed evenly; stratification 
should be evident some­
where; the bottom can be 
uneven; a rock-island or 
peninsula might be used; 
or a cave built into one 
side. O f course the con­
crete work should show as 
little as possible. 

Where water is to f a l l 
into the pool, tlie wall 
should bi- hollowed back and 
a lip made at the top to 
throw the water forward 
instead of allowing it to 
trickle down the wall where 
it wi l l not be seen. A pro­
jecting point or ledge on 
which the water w i l l splash

S H U T T E R S I N S I D E T H E R O O M 
They Deserve to he Revived for the Decorative 

and Useful Purpose They Serve 

' " T ^ H E first purpose of inside shutters 
J- was for defense against the enemy 

and protection against cold and wind. Be­
fore the era of glass windows, the feudal 
castle presented an almost unbroken facade 
save for narrow, slit-like openings just big 
enough for an archer to shoot through. 
Heavy shutters placed inside the walls pro­
tected the owners and their numerous ad­
herents f rom the stray arrows of a foe. 
These shutters also were clo.sed in winter 
and on drafty days to conserve the heat of 
the great hall in which the medieval 
family lived. Later on, in the time of 
Elizabeth, houses went to the other ex­
treme and great windows filled most of 
the fa< âde of a house. 

The Georgian era saw a return of inside 
shutters. These were made possible by the 
deep reveals of the windows and were de­

signed to fold back into the window cas­
ings. They served both a useful and a 
decorative purpose. They afforded privacy 
at night and their paneling was in harmony 
with the paneling of the wall. 

The composition of these Georgian win­
dows contributed much to the beauty and 
dignity of a room. In fact, so well-
proportioned were their sections and so well 
placed that they were often l e f t uncur­
tained. This custom is still found in Eng­
land and in some of our Southern Georgian 
houses. A sheer glass curtain may be used, 
but the lines of the sash and the di\ isions 
of the window casing itself deserve not 
to be swathed in heavy curtains. 

Sometimes the shutters were so designed 
that they formed with the window a 
classical design. Such, for example, is the 
Palladian group made by a round-topped 

door and two long shutters, shown on the 
opposite page. Of ten the reveal of the 
windows was splayed back so that the 
inside window opening was much larger 
tlian the window frame itself. This was 
also found in door openings. 

In many instances the shutters were 
made in two parts, so that half the window 
could be screened, or, in the doors, made 
in three parts. Such an arrangement, of 
course, did not necessitate shades. 

The reveal of these windows is well 
worth the study of those who plan to build, 
for they afford delightful wide window 
shelves and, when extended below the level 
of the window, wide comfortable seats. 
The shutters themselves are a decorative 
adjunct to a room. They suffered banish­
ment when we discarded Victorian fussi-
ness, but they deserve to be re\ ived.

Tisoenty-odd Good Sorts That Can Be Relied Upon to Provide a Varied 

Wealth of Flowers Under Ordinary Conditions

A N " \ ' way you take it, that 
- /Vadjcctive "easy" is a com­
parative term. I t all depends 
on the factors in the case—the 
what, who, when and how. 
Thus, O ld Doctor Croesus, i f 
they had had such things in his 
day, woiild have found easy the 
drawing and cashing of a check 
whose dimensions would be 
quite out of the question for an 
ordinary Twentietli Century 
mortal. 

No less true are the limita­
tions of the word when one applies it to 
the growing of annual flowers or any other 
class of plant material. In a sunless, 
dispirited, smoky and sour-soiled cit}' back­
yard whence the last wraith of fresh air 
crept shamefacedly away years ago, no 
flower that the catalogs list would be 
"easy." On the other hand, there are coun­
try gardens where nothing but crass ignor­
ance and neglect could make a failure out 
of a much larger list than the one which 
shall be presently set down. 

So, in making selections of this sort, a 
necessary preliminary is the determination 
of the modifying elements which wi l l be 
met. For present purposes these may be 
described as average garden conditions: 
reasonably good soil, a fair amount of sun­
light and natural moisture, and an ordinary 
share of interest on the part of the gar­
dener. Granted the presence of such con­
ditions, and not assuming any particularlv 
favorable site or wizardlv growing ex­
perience, here are some definite recom­
mendations as to what annuals to plant: 

Agrratum. One of the best of all 
annual flowers, perhaps unequaled for 
edging the front of a bed, a patliway or in 
any other situation which calls for a fairly 
low, compact and long-season plant. Good 
named varieties are Blue Perfection, a 
dark blue growing to 1 ' / / high; Little 
Dorrit , a white, 9" f o r m ; Mauve Beauty, 
9"; and Little Blue Star, a briffht blue 
7" or 8" high. 

Sweet Alyssum. Another splendidly 
adaptable low grower f rom .3" to 12''' 
high. Carpet of Snow, a white, forms 
a dense, 4 " carpet; Lilac Queen is a 
little taller, lavender-lilac in color; 
Benthami, another white, grows a foot 
high. 

African Daisy (Arctotis gran/Jis'^. 
A most satisfactory flower for the gar­

den or for cutting. Its blossoms are large, 
Daisy-like, on long stems, and blend 
white, pale lilac and lavender. I t grows 
about 23^ ' t a l l . 

Aster. Give asters a well-drained, airy 
location and water during dry spells, and 
they w i l l reward you richly. There arc 
too many fine varieties to be listed here, 
but vou ouffht to have at least one sort 

f rom each of the four main groups: Kin^T, 
Crego Giant, Queen of the Market and 
Branching. 

Calliopsis (Coreopsis tinctoria). Some­
times y high, free-branching, profusely 
bearing small clusters of orange, crimson 
or gold flowers all summer long. The 

named varieties are the best 
(see any good seed catalog). 

Snapdragon. Now we're 
talking about something! Get 
a good catalog and try some of 
the wholly charming named 
kinds in the tall, medium and 
dwarf cl.asses. In this one plant 
family could be found enough 
variety to stock an entire bed. 

Candytuft. Grandmother's 
fabulous garden always had 
this—another proof of the old 
l.'uiv's good taste. You wi l l be 

especially delighted with Pink Beauty, 
Lavender and Empress, a large, pure wliite. 

Cosmos. Another winner! T a l l , airy 
as a cloud, superbly decorative at all times, 
it is literally indispensable. There are both 
early and late varieties in several colors. 

Cti/ifornia Poppy. Flowers freely 
from July to frost. Leading sorts are 
Golden West, a pure yellow; Californica 
a/hay white; and Crimson King. 

Cornfloiurr. A splendid producer of 
cut flowers for the house, to say nothing 
of its merit in the garden. Some of the 
best colors are rose, lavender and white. 
From 2' to 3' high. 

Gdillardia. Both single and double-
flowered forms, i f you want them. The 
colors are mainly whites, reds and vellows. 
About 1 1 ^ ' t a l l . 

Sunflower. No, not what you think I 
mean—they're entirely too mighty for most 
gardens. What you really should have are 
the bushy ones like Dazzler, Miniature 
Stella (yellow and black) and Miniature 
Orion (cactus-flowered). 

Straw flower (Helichrysum). This is 
included because it wi l l give you an abun­
dance of far better dried blossoms for win­
ter bouquets than you can find in the shops. 
I f you want to match some particular color 
scheme, buy separate varieties; otherwise, 
get what is called "double mixed" seed. 

.Marigold. Two main classes here: 
Ta l l African and Dwarf French. Both 
are superlatively desirable. 

Morning-glory. A time-honored climber 
whose soul still goes marcliing on— 
forever, I hope. 

Xasfurtium. The tall , climbing kind 
needs no description. There is also a 
dwarf, bushy type which ought to be 
more known and used. 

Petunia. Don't by any means over-

W H I L E for several decades highly 
specialized and professional town 

planning has become usual for the large 
city, and for the up-and-doing small one, 
it has not yet been sufficiently applied to 
the small town, and to those suburban com­
munities where moderate land values pre­
vail. 

In districts where natural conditions, 
such as hills and waterfronts, 
do not force an irregular 
street layout, unless expert ad­
vice h.as been sought, the grid­
iron or checkerboard street 
plan and the ensuing rectan­
gular lot may be looked 
upon as characteristic of the 
American "Main Street." A l ­
though occasionally including 
park frontages where a num­
ber of blocks or checkers have 
been kept free and given over 
to planting, the regularity of 
this street arrangement offers 
little opportunity for buildings 
to show to the best advantage. 
The vistas are all open, and 
no buildings may be so placed 
as to jut out in silhouette, to

' I ' 'HE cutting garden solves the problem 
A of an abundant supply of flowers, 

and spares the flower garden, whose chief 
fiuiction is to embellish the landscape, f rom 
a too devastating onslaught of the cutting 
shears. I t should be conveniently located, 
perhaps on an axis of the main garden or in 
conjunction with the vegetable garden. A t 
all events it must be so placed tliat the 
picking of flowers wi l l not occasion too 
much effort, otherwise the flower garden 
may suffer through its accessibility. 

The design of this garden is strictly 
utilitarian. The paths should be only wide 
enough for use and the beds narrow enough 
so that it is possible to pick flowers easily 
and without stepping into the soft soil of 
the bed itself. The flowers may be arranged 
in straight rows, which wil l facilitate cut­
ting and cultivation, or they may be 
grouped together and colors placed accord­
ing to combinations most used for bouquets. 

In selecting flowers to grow in a cutting 
garden we must not only seek an abundance 
of bloom, but we should select only such

things as are most ailaptable for cutting 
and arrangement. We should select plants 
which have flower stems stiff enough to 
bear the bloom in an upright manner, with 
the exception of the trailing sorts, and we 
must select colors which wil l cf)m|i()se 
well in bouquets and be in harmony with 
the color schemes of our interiors. Fra­
grance in flowers is another item which 
should receive consideration, for it adds so 
much tr) a bouquet. 

There are a chosen few among the host 
of possible cutting flowers which might be 
termed "the best," for they rarely fail and 
supplv us with an abundance of bloom from 
spring to late autumn:

Asters, 
Zinnias, Stocks, Calendula, Marigold, 
Cosmos and .Ageratum. 

Flowers which have a delightful f ra­
grance and therefore are admirable fo r 
cutting are as follows:

frequently to make ilesiy^ns for em­
broideries, ami it is a pity that Eiifjlish 
embroidery, during ilie I 7th and 18th 
Centuries, did not receive more attcn-
licm from artists of real capacity. But 
thoug"h artists consented to design for 
tapestry and stained gla.ss, it was rarely 
that they condescended to embroidery. 
Pictorial embroiileries in imitation of 
tapestries are fairly frequent tluring 
the !8th Century period. But it is 
not often that the models copied have 
a very high artistic value. 

The embroidery of the Dutch and 
Portuguese during the 17th and 18th 
Centuries exhibits strong Eastern in­
fluences, owing to the contact of these 
peoples with their Oriental colonies. 
Spanish needlework, after Ix'ing main­
ly . \rab in character, falls into line 
with Italian Renaiss:mco work. Vei'y 
beautiful and original patterns are 
found embroidered on linen, as deco­
rations for clothes, curtains, bedspreads, 
;md the like, in Greece and the Medi­
terranean islands. Specimens of this 
work have been much sought after 
and not infrequently imitated in re­
cent years. T h e characteristics of 
Chinese, Jajianese, Indian, and Persian 

embroidery arc too well known to| 
need deseripiion.

F I R E P L A C E S 

FRO.M time immemorial the fire­
place has been the center around 

which the life of the family revolves. 
From the brush fire in a cleft of rock 
in the cave homes of paleolithic man, 
to the huge ox-roasting fireplaces of 
medieval England, the open fire has 
remained the sign and symbol of the 
home, hospitality and good cheer. T o ­
day, when modern invisible heating 
ajiparafus is to be found in most of 
our homes, we still turn to the fire 
place for cheerful warmth. It still 
expres.ses to us something handed down 
in the race consciousness. 

In consitlering the fireplace as a 
unit in our proposed or remodeled 
house we mu.st first think of its lo­
cation, then its construction anil lastly 
its decoration and embellishment. 

In olden times the house was liter­
ally built around the chimney. Now­
adays, however, we do not need flues 
for every room and therefore have 
more leeway in placing our fireplaces. 
In general, the fireplace is best if 
located in the middle of one of the 
sides of a room. In an oblong rootn 
the long sides are preferable, unless 
an alcove treatment can be introduced 
utilizing practically the whole of the 
short side for the fireplace treatment. 
In a .square room a corner may often 
he the best place. Wherever it i-s, we 
should be sure that there is sufficient 
wall space on either side to lend an 
appearance of stability. Windows 
should not be nearer than three feet 
for the daylight coining from them is 
distracting. Doors and lines of circu-
ulation should also be as far f roin the 
fireplace as possible for we do not 
want the fireplace circle disturbed by 
coming and going. I f there Is to be 

but one chimru-y in the house its locaJ 
tion will govern the placing of th( 
fireplace to a certain extent, and, a: 
chimneys are costly it is well to attemp 
to reduce their number as much as ])os-
sible. 

The basic principles of good fire­
place construction arc shown in th( 
accompanying diagram. 

The opening, proportioned to the 
room of course, is usually slightly 
wider than high, though this may be 
varied infinitely to conform to thii 
architectural treatment of the room. 

The depth may vary consitierahls 
according to shape, but should not h( 
less than eighteen inches nor more that 
thirty inches. 

The throat, preferably pruxiiled 
with a cast iron damper, should be th( 
full width of the opening, and not les! 
than five inches wi<le and six inchc; 
high. It nmst have an area of at leas;| 
one tenth of the area of the opening 

The side walls or wings should con­
verge toward the back at an angle ol 
from forty-five to sixty degrees witl 
the front face. 

The back wall should slope forwarc 
from a point one foot to eighteer 
inches from the hearth, until 1| 
reaches the base of the throat. 

The purpose of the smoke shelf i 
to deflect and return the natural dowr 
draft in the chimney. It should bi- a 
wide and deep as the fireplace floor. 

The smoke chamber should not be 
•x'm to contract less than a foot abov 
the smoke shelf. The front wall e 
pi'riallv shmiKl remain \ertieal a-- Inn 
as possible. The smoke chamber whe 
narrowed in from the sides and bad 
forms the base of the flue.

The flue should he made of some 
smooth tile substance, and should be 
square or round in cross section. It 
should be at least one-tenth the area of 
the fireplace opening, or the same as 
the throat. It should start at a point 

' ' directly above the middle of the fire­
place, and should be vertical for a 
distance of at least five feet. Above 
this point gfradual bends may be intro­
duced in order to bring: the chimney 
to the roof at the desired point. The 
interior of the flue should be carefully 
constructed so that it is as smooth as 
possible, and all joints should be care­
fully pointed with cement mortar. 

The chimney itself should be of 
brick or stone, and should be built on 
a solid foundation Ix-low the frost 
line. It should not be made to carry 
any of the house timbers, for it is sure 
to settle somewhat, and if used as a 
support for the house, the whole thing: 
wiil settle out of plundi. It should Lc 
of a sufficient size so that at no point 
will there be less than cij^ht inches of 
brick between the flues and any timber 
or other inflammable construction. 
Sufficient flues should be provided so 
that there is one for each and every 
fireplace, boiler, or stove. A great 
deal of the dissatisfaction which has 
been experienced with fireplaces conn-s 
from trying to make more than one 
fire use the same flue. 

Ash dumps with tight-fitting cast-
iron covers may be placed in the 
hearth, to make the care of the fire­
place easy. These should lead into a 
fireproof chute and box in the cellar. 

There is now on the market a gas 

lighter for firrpl.in's which obviatej 
the use of kindling. This takes th 
form nf :i ^.i- Iniriier located in xhi 
hcartii at the irar of the fireidai r, :mqk 
is controlled by a valve at the side. 

Superheating de\ ices by which air

and break into mist w i l l iiiakr a color­
f u l .sci-'ne on a sunshiny day. 

Soim- ridfre or slant that w i l l cause 
rhe water to Hatten out or even divide 
as it goes over the f a l l s increases the 
r i t e i t astonishin«rly and adds much to 
the sound—a point of ten overlooked. 

The runways or brooklets must be 
wel l constructed i f they are to remain 
watertight f o r any length o f time. 
. \ good foundat ion, underdrainage, 
and large stones or slabs to build on 
are essential. A smooth floor is cer­
tainly to be avoided becall^x• it does 
not cause the surface o f the water to 
i<iu;^hen, and thus much o f the spark­
l i n g in the sunlight is lost. .Neither .'s 
a straight run advisable. Rather it 
would seem that a tortuous, crooked 
stream, ruimin;^' slowly o\er nearly 
level stones but drojipinj^ f r o m varyin;,' 
heii,^hts at different points lends i t ­
self to the rock ;jarden f a r In-tter than 
docs the s w i f t - f l o w i n g water o f u 
straight brook. 

Curiosity ami interest are stimulateil 
by hiding the water in places. I t can 
be piped f r o m one pool to another, or 
f r o m a pool to a "spr ing" outlet, or 
runways can be covered f o r short dis­
tances by flat stones which serve as 
bridges; by boulders that appear to 
iia\e fa l len into the brook as the water 
cut away their foot ings; or by thick 
stones placed do.se together to f o r m 
canyons through which the water is 
supposed to ha\e cut its way long ago. 

The .source o f the stream may wel l 
be as a spring issuing f r o m between 
two stones. .Vnother perfectly logical 
i-iitrance is f r o m a pool—deep, mos.s-
co\ered, and overshadowcti by trees. 
From such a pool, apparently fed by 
nn:lergrouiul springs, the water can 
either be pipeil or allowed to over­
flow to others below it . 

KINDS 0|- PIPE 

Lead pipe is so much easier to 
manipulate arimnd stones that its ex­
tra cost is more than off.set by the 
saving in labor resulting f r o m its 
use. Its | ) l iabi l i ty is handy, too, when 
one wants to flatten out or change the 
shape o f the ends o f it f o r different 
reasons. Where the water is piped 
f r o m a central reservoir to a number 
of outlets, a piece o f each connectinfj 
pipe should extend into the main 
reservoir f o r a distance o f at least 6 
so that the eiul o f it can be raised or 
lowered as varying amounts o f water 
are desired f o r different pools. 

Where the supply pipe is located 
that its replacement would mean 

great expense, one should en»leavor 
to secure pipe that w i l l give long 
service in that locality. 

A n unusual effect o f moist, springy 
ground can be obtained by piping a 
small flow of water to a point near 
the surface o f the soil and lett ing it 
soak its way out. Marsh flowers •,'row-
ing at such a place w i l l give the 
finishing touch to the picture. 

The final disposal o f the water is 
of ten a puzzl inf j problem. When the 
rcK'k garden is located near a sloping 
field or wood, the picturesque way is 
to let the w.ater run of f as a natural 
brook. Its banks can be covered w i t h 
moisture-loving plants i f there is

water to act as a blotter in keeping: 
the whole moist; or they can be fes­
tooned from the lip of the falls to 
•juide the water over. 

Ferns can be used in exactly the 
same way. They are especially ef­
fective when massed under the falls 
so that the water strikes them occa­
sionally, causing' them to sway and 
nod. 

There must be, of course, larper 
material near the waterways. Every 
cranny and nook that is capable of 
supportinf^ plant life should have 
some to su])port. Certain of the small 
Yews and Junipers, and even some of 

the everg:reen trees may be used 
this connection. A miniature forel 
of that odd little Spruce, Pic.ea e. 
celsa pygmaea, close to the waterfa 
will give that feature an unexpectcj 
scale that is quite amusing. 

Of the deciduous material, I ca 
think of none that lends itself 
charmingly to blanketing the po(i 
walls as do the various Cotoneasier 
They are perfectly willing to ha\ 
their branches swinging in the stream 
to hide entirely some bit of necessar 
cement work, or merely to fill 
some otherwise shabby, out-of-th<j 
way corner.

be found throughout the Tyro l and 
Roumania and even into Southern 
Russia, have special emblems of orna­
mentation such as interwoven branches, 
entwined serpents, draught-boards and 
geometric signs like the swastika that 
might easily be attributed to Scan­
dinavian forebears, if such motifs had 
not already been employed by the 
romanesque architecture in France it­
self. 

The principal room in an Alsatian 
house is the stube, or reception, dining 
and bedroom all condiined in one. 
(1 he kitchen is always quite apart, 
a thing very rare in the French prov­
inces.) A long, narrow, ma.ssive table 
occupies one side of the room and is 
flankeil by two equally massive oak 
benches with divergent legs, one of the 
benches being generally placed against 
the wall. In an angle above this 
k-nch one usually notices a little closed 
corner cabinet; in an opposite angle 
a triangular shaped buffet. 

On the longest side of the stulfe is 
to be found the alcove; almost a room 
in itself, quite separated from the rest 
of the interior and sufficiently large 
to permit easy circulation round and 
about a pair of twin lieds. This room 
within a room is abundantly furnished 
with arm-chairs, little tables and other 
commodities. 

The alcove opens onto the stuhe by 
a pair of doors, each corresponding 
to the position of one of the beds, 
and each one framed in by wood pan-
neling of the Louis X V or X V I period. 
During the 16th and 17th Centuries 
the bi'ds had four posts, and even to­
day many of them have draped can­
opies. 

The .\lsatian wardrobes of the last 
mentioned periods, in spite of their 
resemblance to massive stone construc­
tions transposed into wood, were not 
usually well built. The defective join­
ing was covered up by separately ap­
plied pieces such as frontons, columns, 
architraves, pilasters, etc. which were 
superposed and merely nailed into 
place. Now the w^ardrobc a la fran-
^aise of this same period was of ex­
cellent technique and very soberly dec­
orated. Its typical characteristic is 
its upper cornice, whose fronton is 
either superelevated, semi-circular or 
brace shaped; these same traits are 

\ d y noticeable in the double bodiej 
buffet of that particular epoch. 

Another peculiarity of Alsatian fui 
niture, even of the French period, 
its colored decoration, done either \i 
veneer or marquetry, often in oi 
paint. And in this tendency we nius 
see the influence of Central Europe 

Compared to the flowery furnitur 
of ALsace the furniture of Lorrain 
appears at once denuded and plain 
.•\nd to be really truthful it is. In ni 
wise was it influenced by the prox 
imity of its neighbor, .and its traditioi 
consisting of delicate and elegant line 
and the soberest carvings is distincd 
French. 

The Renaissance made but littlJ 
impression in Lorraine. This is easih 
explainable since at this period as wel 
as during part of the 1 7th Century th 
entire province was manifestly th( 
stamping ground of all Europe, un 
ceasingly trodden by warriors of al 
kinds. Living itself was so precariou 
that household furniture was in conse 
quence most summary. It was not unti 
the 17th Century that true Lonaiiu 
furniture made its appearance. W< 
first see the wardrobes made "double 
bodied," as of Burjjundian inspiration 
and as the century advanced Louis 
X I I I pieces, extremely simplified, be-
iran to api)ear. It is well worth noting 
that liarshness is the predominating 
trait of Lorraine furniture until well 
into the 18th Century. 

Under the reign of Louis X V Lor­
raine furniture came into its own, and 
we find it blos.soming forth in all its 
delicately distinguished beauty. In 
fact long, long after the Louis X V I 
style became the fashion we find the 
Lorraine continuing the curved lines, 
their ciiilv coiu'essionsto reigningmode 
being the use of new ornaments, cut 
and adjusted to fit their favorite type 
of furniture. 

Oak, Walnut and fruit woods (of 
the latter, principally Cherry and Wild-
Cherry) were the materials most em­
ployed by the cabinet makers of .Nancy 
and Sargamines, Metz and Lunneville, 
Epinal and Commercy. 

Doors opened and closed on pol­
ished steel hinges, neither over-big nor 
too small, like those of Provence, 
while the lock-co\-ers and drawer han-

A l l joinin<^ was irreproachable, es­
pecially in the armoires, and the a r t i ­
sans sccin to have vied wi th each other 
in creatinfj technical difficulties to be 
con()iiered, purpo.sely niult iplyin;, ' the 
luiniber o f panels and inoldin;;s which 
need to be so careful ly cut and joined. 

During: the Louis X V . period in 
particular it became a regular game to 
flank a l i t t le quadrilobe midille panel 
by f o u r corresponding panels cut in 
profile, each one having its indivi i lual 
molding, its sharp corners, its deep 
gorges i and then to incrust the whole 
into a door o f a buffet or wardrobe; 
the t r iumph of fu rn i tu re decoration 
by molding alone. 

I 'ni ler Louis W L ornaments carved 
in the mass but rather meagre in line 
took the lead. .Moldings became flat 
ami tlieir contours were less carefu l ly 
studied. Together wi th this came a 
craze f o r florid ornaments both in 
sculpture and painted marcjuetry, the 
latter representing geometrical figures, 
flowers, animals, human figures and 
even whole anecdotes. 

I n the f u r n i t u r e o f more modest 
character the taste f o r colored effects 
was satisfied by mere paint. This 
polychromia is the only influence that 
can be directly attributed to the prox­
imi ty o f Alsace. 

In the humblest dwellings tbe bed 
formed an actual part o f the structure 
of the alcove, in which it was firmly 
incrusted on three sides, the whole 
framed in by wood panclings w i t h 
sculptured moldings.

A very common entrance consisted o f 
a simple cornice over the doorway 
supported by pilasters or free­
standing columns in the Doric order.

cornices were decorated and carved, 
and became bases f o r pediments; 
plain, broken anil curved pediments 
were used. In some cases a second 
story was added to the entrance with 
pilasters f r a m i n g a window, the 
whole being surmounted by a carved 
pediment. 

The doors themselves were usually 
built o f oak and paneled, the most 
popular being made wi th six panels. 
In the Colonies where the Dutch in­
fluence was most fe l t , as in New 
York and Pi-niisylvania, the Dutch

without some living grotesque, a plant 
i i r shrub or tree by means of which 
the cunninji artifiec of the gardener 
has re\calecl the ludicrous aspect of 
Nature. A porcelain figure with 
shrunk, quizzical features serves to 
show that the Chinese humorist does 
not forget that mankind too must be 
an object of mirth to the gods of the 
upper air. 

So much variety exists in different 
parts of China, and in the same part, 
that it is ditScult tu describe any typical 
plan for a Chinese garilen. In Amer­
ica the garden is laid put arounil tlie 
house, in China the house is laid out 
around the garden. The house often 
s t T M s as garden wall on two or more 
sides. A tiled roofed jiatio surrounds

Gazing 
the ]nirity and loveliness of the blc 
soms the Chinese scholar unconsciously 
recalls all that is most precious and 
finest in Cliinese literature. 

The Chrysanthemum, that ball of 
yellow ri.ime which the Clline^e gar­
dener captured for his garden centuries 
hack, is i)erhaps loved in China next 
best to the Lotus. It is a masculine ami 
haughty Hower growing at the top of 
a straight hard stalk. Its golden bloom

The Narcissus, which the Chinese 
call the Water Fairy, is often {̂ -rown 
in a spherical vase of crystal where it 
bring ŝ forth its delicate blossoms from 
white roots floating in clear water. 
The Water Fairy's presence is made 
known by the delicacy of its perfume. 

Gardens in China are used at nifjht 
as well as by day. After the sun has 
set and spent its heat upon the city the 
cool air settles on the garden. When 
the moon has risen the Nijjht-blooming 
Sirius opens its ivory petals and per­
vades the garden with a fragrance of 
intoxicating sweetness. This is the 
time the Orchids display their rare 
beauty for a few hours' space. 

W H E N A N E W F L O W E R O P E N S 

For the opening of a new flower the 
Chinese invites his friends as we of the 
West invite ours to attend the opening 
night of a play. Chairs of black ebony 
with cool marble seats are offered for 
the comfort of the guests and small 
porcelain stools with cool smooth tops. 
The servant brings feather and palm 
leaf fans. The talk centers about old 
friends and kindred, or if the company 
is literary, the lines of the poets writ­
ten on similar nights are recalled and 
quoted. Tea and refreshments, Melon 
seeds, dried Dates, Haw .•\pples. Drag­
on-eyes and perhaps candied vegetables 
and fruits are served. But these re­
freshments arc only for hospitality's 
sake. The opening night of an Or­
chid, the evening in the garden, and 
the talk of by-gone days make up the 
feast. 

Part of the charm of the Chinese 
garden is the blending of the works of 
man and works of Nature into one. 
This is readily possible where few 
houses are less than a century oKI and 
time has lent a gracious aspect to 
brick and mortar. Lines are never 
hard or straight in an old house and 
broken tile or moss-grown roofs give 
their aspect picturesqueness. 

The Chinese garden is very (iilfcn-iir 
from the Western one. It has an at-
luosphere of poetry and contemplation. 
Our gardens are horticultural and con­
fine the rebel beauty of Nature which 
ever threatens to revert to the wild. 
Within the iJU)on gateliegardenswhich 
are more sophisticated, more full of 
rejjose and which appeal as strongly to 
the mind as to the eye. They flower 
as richly with the things which they 
su^'gcst as with the blossoms that color 
their walks. 

T o express it in a different way, the 
Western garden has flowers and plants 
and frees for the eye and nostrils to 
enjoy. The Chinese garden appeals to 
the inner eye as well and awakens the 
poet and artist which is in all men. 
The Western garden is grasped at once, 

but the \ isitor must |iay a price for 
enjoyment of the Chinese garden, 
speaks only to the educated man, 
him whose friends are books and 
whom painting has given a sec( 
sight.

is the essence and the desig-n only its 
interpretation, its crystallization. 

I am, I think, a firm believer in 
the American garden, as against the 
English or Italian garden; although 
just what I mean by an American 
garden I doubt if I could say. Every 
true garden must, of course, have 
some design, some formality, and ar­
chitectural lines are the same the 
world over. In the immediate past, 
formal lines in the garden gave ex­
cuse for calling it an Italian garden 
—everything else was English. 

This probably can be accounted for 
by the fact that in the earlier days 
when the landscape profession was 
young we imitated gardens of the 
old countries. But the formal gar­
dens of the old Georgian and Colo­
nial homesteads in the South were cer­
tainly never called Italian, nor was 
any naturalistic planting of shrub­
bery, open lawn and winding walks 
called English. Most certainly, how­
ever, these two countries are generally 
conceded to be the precursors, so t o 
speak, of these two methods of ap-
|)roach to a gai'den scheme, and rightly 
so. But I would consider this in­
fluence rather as a spirit from the 

older countries of Europe, to be use] 
basically for development along oi 
own .American lines, and not for al 
ject imitation. American garden x 
mosphere and design are still in thl 
making, even as is American arch; 
tecture.

tracts, the enclosure holds, rivets. 
The best effect is when the enclosinfj 
line is very formal, as in a wall or 
clijjped hedf^^e. 

Behind the hedge or wall is the 
backg'roiind of taller shrubs and low 
trees t o put the finishing: touch upon 
the garden. Such things as Hemlock, 
Red Cellar, Dogwood, Chionaiirluis, 
o r i K i m e n t a l fruits, Laburnum, etc. are 
grouped about outside in attractive 
shrubbery l>eds. Needless to say, ever­
greens are preferable with a few 
flowering trees mixed among them. 
Work for a good skyline in arranging 
a background, using the pointed 
things like Cedars and round-headed 
ileciduous plants for contrast. 

Obviously, the best effect in gar­
den accessories is when they are used 
architecturally. Select good ones not 
too ornate in style and do not have 
too many—one or two good thing.'̂  
well placed t o mean something is far 
better than a number scattered about. 
Unless one wishes to keep a tapis vert 
open and sweeping some accessory is 
placed in the center of the garden. 

I'ersonuUy, I prefer them placed at 
the extremes to carry the eye along. 
The end or some architectural i)oint 
in a vista always needs an accessory 
of some kind. 

'J'hc accompanying illustration'- arc! 
all of the same garden, and I hope] 
give an idea of the main points L | 
have tried to bring out in general 
garden design. In a great measure, 
they show the fit of a garden plot to 
existing contours. As seen from 
across the meadow the garden lies 
under the house in a snug and cotn-
fortable way and is entirely happy 
in the way it nestles. 

An effort was made to build a gar­
den wliieh would seem to have been 
there as long as the house, and with 
that atmosphere of age to make a 
really formal garden, one with defi­
nite archiieciural feeling to follow 
out the ideal of formality of line in 
proximity to a house.

classic mouldings over the windows 
supported flat entablatures, and later, 
pediments. As the style developed, 
the size •)f window panes increased 
and the heavy wood muntins were 
replaced by thin ones made of lead. 

Windows were usually built flush 
with the outside wall of the house, 
making—on account of the heavy 
wall construction of the time—deep 
window recesses inside the home. 
These deep window reveals account 
for the prevalence of those window-
seats and flower shelves which so 
greatly enhance the beauty of Colonial 
rooms. 

Outside wood shutters were much 
in use. These shutters were first made 
with two panels, usually of equal 
size. The Dutch influence, however, 
led to the use of three paneled shut­
ters, the upper panel being quite small 
and, as a rule, pierced with some 
simple design, usually in the form of 
a crescent, although a great variety 
of designs may be found. 

Inside shutters which .slid or folded 
back into the window reveals were 
built. Tiiese shutters Ix-came an added 
protection against the weather and, 
originally, againU hostile tribes of 
Indians. 

About the middle of the I 8th Cen­
tury, shutters were introduced having 
fixed louvres, or vanes. These became 
very popular and have survived 
through to the present day, now being 
called blinds. 

The simplicity and beauty of thi-
hand-worked moldings of the period 
are lasting tributes to their desiĵ '-ner,-̂  
and workmen. As decorative features 
around the fireplace they were espe­
cially fine. The fireplaces built in the 
first years of the period often occupied 
almost all of one end of a room; 
they wen; indeed spacious enough in 

Sl i m - cases to allow broad, high-
backed wooden .settles to be placed 
inside. 

i\s the period advanced, fireplaces 
Ix-came smaller and the decoration 
about them grew more ornate. When 
no mantel shelf was used we some­
times find a heavy bolection moldirif 
surrounding the fireplace opening. We 
also find some very good examples of 
eared moldings, sometimes called 
croisettes, quite popular. The wood 
framing of the fireplace proper 
usually began from six to eight inches 
back of the opening. Mantels were 
first used in combination with quite 
simple moldings, but later the mold­
ings were replaced or u.sed in com­
bination with pilasters. These pilas­
ters were very ])lain, but advancing 
with the period becoming, in time, 
quite ornamental with elaborate caps 
and fluted coluiims. The fireplace side 
of a room was often paneled and 
carved moldings were used sur­
mounting . maiitels and running up 
into broken and straight pediments, 
forming part of the paneling found 
in many late 18th Century rooms. 

Contrary to one of the prevalent 
ideas of today, the Colonial walls 
were very often plastered; in fact, 
that was quite the usual treatment in 
the ordinary homes. The use of French 
and English wallpapers was gradually 
adopted and we find these wallpapers 
very often in the homes of the well-
to-do during the latter years of the 
1 8th Century. Such rooms were papered 
above low wainscots which ro.se to 
the level of the window sills. 

The ceiling heights in Colonial 
homes depended upon the climatic 
conditions in the varying sections of 
the country. In the Southern Colonies, 
where the weather for the most part

I n the month o f A p r i l the Peonies 
gave us their enormous blooms, clear 
pink or deep red a n d very double. 
T h e y never had the effect and the c h a r m 
that the superb Peonies o f C h i n a have, 
those which we cul t ivate today ami 
which smel l so m u c h l ike the Rose. 
T h e I r i s o f the garden , variety pal­
lida, del icately p e r f u m e d , l i f t ed its 
azure branches above tuf ts o f leaves 
cut into sabres o f c l ear green, delicate 
g r a c e f u l flowers o f pale blue. T h e 
R a n u n c u l u s , those marve l s o f our 
present-day gardens, were there, but 
in a l imited number o f types—only 
the blue and the white . T h e r e was 
one precious c l u m p that m y fa ther 
had brought f r o m B e l g i u m where he 
had seen it in 185 3, a novelty then 
f o r the country , the Dicentra specta-
hiiis. W h a t punishment w c received 
f r o m him f o r h a \ i n g picked some of 
the flowers to sec i f it was true that 
in the center o f the c o r o l l a ( they 
cal led that k i n d o f p lant the A n c h o r 
P l a n t ) one w o u l d find an a n c h o r ! H e 
had given that c l u m p to our mother 
and had not intended that the ch i ldren 
should touch it. W e had also in the 
springtime the double y e l l o w Butter ­
cup, KaiUDiculus reptans flore plena, 
and the R. aconitifalius it. pi., ami 
then that veritable founta in o f ilouble 
white flowers, flesperis matranalh,z.ni.\ 
the .Madonna L i l y , pure white and 
f r a g r a n t . T h e Y e l l o w L i l y , w h i c h 
was only the Hemero.allis fuiva,\\ft-A 
its great c lumps outside the border. 
T h e Rose o f M a y , MelanJrium ruh-
runi, and the Cross o f M a l t a wi th its 
\ i v i ( l scarlet flowers, the jH-rennial 
D e l p h i n i u m or L a r k s p u r , the var ie ­
gated Aconi te wi th flowers striped 
white and violet b lue—that , they 
cal led the C h a r i o t o f Venus. T h e r e 
was the red O r i e n t a l Poj ipy in its n a ­
tive f o r m , br i l l i ant scarlet, and the 
f r a g r a n t PIdax parncidata in its native 
l i l ac . A l l these gave us Ix-autiful pic­
tures a n d gave to our mother quanti­
ties of flowers w h i c h she took pleasup-
in shar ing w i t h her fr iends , above a l l 
w i t h the sick. Soinetimes as y o u n g 
schoolboys, h u r r y i n g to get to our 
classes, we sti l l had to c l imb the stairs 
to c a r r y to the beds o f the suffering: 
the perfumes and the colors that we 
could have wished to send to the d e v i l !

degree a n d loved the mi l i t ary , re­
garded them w i t h pleasure, f o r they 
held themselves very straight and in 
rows , s tay ing exact ly where he wished, 
quite contrary to some of our other 
floral vagabonds. 

T o w a r d s 1862, I th ink , a f r i e n d re­
t u r n i n g f r o m Mentone brought some 
bulbs o f the Anemone fulgens; very 
bright scarlet flowers that were p lanted 
close to the foundat ion o f the house in 
the brightest sun. T h e y stood the 
c l imate f o r several years. H o w those 
roots o f .'Vncmones f r o m the beaut i fu l 
southland made our l i v e l y i m a g i ­
nations t r a v e l , even i n c l u d i n g m y 
mother's , is unbel ievable! T h e co lor , 
the shape, a l l was the subject o f a d ­
mirat ion and enthusiasin. 

I N A F T E R Y K A R S 

L a t e r when our mother had mouriiei l 
both fa ther .md husband, she .shut 
herself more a n d more w i t h i n the 
l imits o f that l itt le garden , and she 
changed its plans accord ing to her 
idea o f beauty. D e l i l l c has sa id that 
beside the garden itself there is sotne-
th ing o f the architect , something o f 
the phi losopher, o f the painter and the 
poet, i n each garden lover . O u r s be­
came that o f the poet a n d the phi loso­
pher. W e introduced there the plants 
o f the fields a n d o f the woods, the 
L i l y - o f - t h e - V a l l e y , favor i te flower o f 
m y fa ther , that is planted on his grave 
to the exclus ion o f a l l others. I t was 
under the shrubbery, a l itt le o f it 
everywhere . W e brought in the su ­
perb queen o f the woods, the Spirea 
aruncus. Some F e r n s a n d Orch ids , too, 
enl ivened o u r w o o d l a n d , f o r the trees 
had g r o w n t i l l there was inuch more 
shade than sun. W e tramped through 
the woods a n d the mountains to find 
plants f o r the garden at the risk o f 
being thought crazy by the neighbors. 

W e put in the holes o f the w a l l s 
a p lant o f Jupi ter ' s B e a r d (Ceniran-
l/ius) and I tried to put in Sa.xifraga 
aizoon f r o m the rocks o f Covatannez . 
G r a n d f a t h e r ' s o ld garden was gone, 
and his collections o f D a h l i a s a n d 
T u l i p s had seen their end. W e trans­
f o r m e d so thoroughly that little en­
closure that w e finished b h a v i n g w i t h 
us a little corner o f Nature itself , 
rustic a n d picturesque. U p o n the ruins 
o f the straight borders they let me put 
a setriblance o f rock w o r k , a th ing un­
heard o f then, a n d o f w h i c h the great 
botanist Boiss ier h a d triven the first 
instance a m o n g us. B u t the p lants o f 
bygone days were respected a n d cared 
f o r at the pr ice o f real effort , it is 
true. W e even added to the collection 
a n d kept it up to the l e v e l o f its con­
dition at that t ime. 

A b o u t 1867 the W o r l d ' s Expos i t ion 
a t P a r i s gave a n e w impulse to the 
culture o f flowers a n d introduced 
a n m n g us beaut i fu l plants by the hun­
dreds. Not for tunate enough to be 
able to keep ourselves prov ided w i t h 
the novelties, we w o u l d exchange wi th 
the neighbors some of G r a n d f a t h e r ' s 
plants f o r the new things. I t was in 
this wise that w c were able to enjoy 
those flowers w h i c h were as the l i f e 
o f our mother. T h e n as we had fared 
b a d l y w i t h the n e w things , there w a s 
j o y in searching out sotne certain plant 
that was lost and now f o u n d aga in . 

W h a t good for tune it was when wt 
f o u n d again the double G i r a r d c witH 
white flowers! W e had thought nevcif 
to see it again , .\x\i\ when we couk 
put our hands on the delicate little 
hardy Forj^aM-me-not w h i c h w e I K U I 
seen, a border through a g r i l l e ! Waa 
it not a source o f delight? I sha l l re-i 
ca l l a l l my days the pleasure we fcllj 
when a t r-.-iid /^'ave us a cutt ing of | 
d w a r f hardy P h l o x that w e had nevci 
seen (P/tl-ox rep tuns) a n d w h e n w< 
disco\ered that in the .Vsparagus bed, 
changed by the f a r m e r to w h o m It hac 
been necessary to rent the property, 
they had let g r o w again the famous 
ilouble pink B indweed which clim;,'-
closely to the stems o f the . \ spara} 
and which we had forgotten to fake 
up and to transplant to that part 
the garden that still remained to us, 
T h e memory o f that garden stili 
haunts m y imaginat ion as o f a beau­
t i f u l picture seen long ago. Has ii 
not happened to y o u to remeinbci 
strange imjiressions that have l e f t it 
your inind confused f^liujpscs o f colon 
long since seen.- T h e s imple pictures 
o f E p i n a l o f modest faces, colored, 
seen in o ld shops—have they not left 
you an impression o f l i f e and ricli 
beauty which nothing since has be 
able to efface?

S p r i n g or f a l l does equal ly w e l l 
f u r the final setting in a permanent 
place, w i t h late Septendx-r a n d the 
Ill-ginning o f October f o r f a l l p lant ­
ing. T h e seed should be sown just 
a f t e r th>' first c r o p o f flowers have 
set, w h i c h , in m y Connect icut l a t i ­
tude is about the end o f J u l y . Some 
.seeds arc saved over t i l l spr ing . T h e 
J u l y sown plants are wintered over 
in a co ld f r a m e covered with slats and 
then set out the f o l l o w i n g spr ing . 
T h e s p r i n g sown plants w i l l be b i g 
enough by October to set out. 

A f t e r the first b looming the plants 
may be cut d o w n , f e d w i t h manure 
water a n d nursed a l o n g f o r a second 
l )Iooming. T h e r e have been some 
seasons when fros t held off and I was 
able to squeeze in even a th ird b loom­
ing .

as serious in Lilacs as in any othi-r 
plants, because if one stem is lost, 
others will come up, and if the gar­
dener will keep his plants bushy from 
the ground, with five or six or more 
main stems, he need have little to fear 
from this pest. It is well to remember, 
ho\ve\er, that Lilacs, like many oth.-r 
trees and shrubs, are subject to scale 
insects, and to be on the lookout for 
these and give a winter treatment 
with a jjood dormant spray. 

USING LILACS 

The uses for Lilacs in home plant­
ing are innumerable. Those who know 
New England know how popular they 
are in front of old farmhouses, cither 
right at the front door or at the gate 
to the road. Old towns like Salem, 
Marblehead and Nantucket are fu l l of 
this type of planting, and no shrub 
seems to fit betier into this old Colonial 
architecture. They can be used for 
foundation planting with other types 
of houses, however, with equal success, 
and in suburban places fit in very well 
with the informal ma,ss shrubbery so 
popular at the present time. They can 
be seen in the suburbs of Boston, Phila­
delphia, New ^'oik or other cities, 
planted with popular spring shrubs like 
the Forsythias, Spireas, Deutzias, V i ­
burnums, Rose species, Barberries, 
Privets and other shrubs. Any of these 
shrubs are useful in suburban plant­
ing, but none of them can equal the 
Lilac in the burst of bloom. For screen 
planting and hedges they are again 
useful, and can be clipped almo.st as 
stiffly as Privet; but for such uses the 
common Lilac should be used, and not 
any of the varieties. In the garden 
picture they will fit in almost every­
where where specimen shrubs are 
wanted and can be combined beauti­
fully with some of the mauve or 
heliotrope shaded Tulips, of which the 
variety Erguste may be taken as a 
type, as well as with Intermediate 
Irises like Diamond. 

While the common Li lac has been so 
popular in this countrj' for hundreds 
of years, it seems strange that the 
nameii varieties are so little known, 
for they are really not new at all , al­
though passing for sucli in our cata­
log);. It is apparently not known when 
the first named forms of Syrini^a vul­
garis were introduced, but varieties 
like Charles X , Marlyensis and Ritbrn 
iii.iigiii.f were listed in European n'lrs-
cry catalogs before 1840. Apparently 
the first double form on record was 
rai.sed by the nurseryman Libert-
Daminont in Liege, Belgium, in 1843. 
This variety, while of no importance 
as a garden bloom, a fact which is also 
true of most of the older varieties, is 
important to us as the form that was 
used by the great Lemoine when he 
began his Li lac work in 1 8 70, and it 
was by using this as a seed parent 
crossed with Syringa ohlala that he ob­
tained the first varieties that he put 
into commerce. It is reported that, his 
eyesight not being good enough for 
the fine work on these small flowers, 
it was Mmc. Lemoine who made these 
first crosses for him, standing on a 
stepladder in that old garden in Nancy 
from which have come nearly all of 

our finest moilern varieties. There wen 
perhaps thirty or forty varieties ii 
general commerce when Lemoine be­
gan his work. Hardly any of these 
today remain important, and the va­
rieties that we should choose for oui] 
garden are for the most part tho.se oi 
Lemoine, with the addition of a fê ^ 
from Spaeth, Baltet, Morel, Dunbar 
and a few other breeilers. 

T o Spaeth we owe that fine dc 
purple variety, Ludwig Spaeth, or, 01 
it was originally christened, .Andenk-jr 
au Ludwig Spaeth. T o Baltet we owi 
one of the best of the blue varieties, 
Bleuatre, and one pink, Lucie Baltet 
Morel gave us what is probably th( 
largest flower of al l Lilacs, Mme 
Francisque Morel, a variety introduce! 
by Lemoine in 1S98, but one which 
still practically unknown in .'\merican 
gardens. It seems stran}je that such 
fine thing should have remained hidd. 
under a bushel so long, and I hop( 
this article will imiuce gardeners t 
shout so loud for if that nurserymoi 
will be compelled to propagate II 
Stepman de Messmaker of Brussels 
()ri-in:itr(l the |ii;piilar Leon Matlii-u| 
and Mme. Florent Stepman.

I mention these few breeders to show 
that, while all tli<- work on L i l a o lias 
not been done by Lemoine, as some 
people think, yet he has done mort 
than all the rest put together, as u i l 
lie seen from the notes on the follow 
ing varieties, all of which were pr; 
(lucecl by him unless otherwise noted. 

A.S TO TYPES 

Before going into these varieties ir 
too much detail, let us con.sidcr, 
general, the types into which they fall. 
First, we can divide them by color and 1 
then into single and double varietie-
In my general grouping I have fol 
lowed the color cla.ssification outlined 
some years ago by Mr. H . H . Blossom 
in Landscape Architecture. Beginning 
with white, there are many fine single 
varieties on the market, any one of 
which is so far superior to the old 
common white Li lac that the older 
variety is not worth growing. I wish 
to emphasize this strongly, because, in 
my opinion, the old purple type is dc-
cidetily worth growing and always 
will be, alongside of the best of the 
newer ones. My own favorites of sin­
gle white Lilacs are Mont Blanc 
(Lemoine 1915) and Vestale (Lemoine 
1910). For double whites I would 
choo.se Jeanne d'.'^rc (Lemoine 1902) 
and .Miss Willmott (Lemoine 1903). 

Violet is an unusual color in Lilacs 
and the choice of varieties here is 
much more restricted. T w o of the 
best singles are Cavour (Lemoine 
1910) and Dc Miribel (Lemoine 
1903). In single blue Bleuatre (Bal­
tet before 1900) is probably the 
bluest of all but Decaisne (Lemoine 
1910) and Ronsard (Lemoine 1912") 
arc better flowers. For a double blue

Nor do we often find in gardens 
Iris foliosa, a southern species which, 
howe\er, is perfectly hardy as far 
north as Boston. The illustration 
shows its habit of growth but can 
con\ey no idea of the beauty of the 
large blossoms. It is the bluest of all 
Irises and makes a splendid show 
when planted in groups in deep, rich 
soil. Many Irises are grown in gar­
dens nowaday.s, but these two fine 
and amiable species are unaccount­
ably neglected. 

A plant which relinquishes tlic 
oozy comforts of the marsh for 
the dryer conditions of the garden 
without seeming to repine is the 
•Vmerican Globe fiower, TroUius 
laxiis. My pl.ints came from a swashv 
meaiiow which in early April is coin-
])lctcly co\ered with the wide creamy 
"Buttercups." Curiously enough the 
plants grow a little taller under cul­
tivation, even in quite dry places, 
than in their home marshes. Here it 
thrives both in the rock garden and 
along the edge of a border where the 
soil is deep and black. Its early blos­
som infr and pale color make it a good 
companion for the Gentian-hued 
Lungwort, Piilmonaria anguslifolia 
azurea. 

A most lovely and desirable plant 
commcm in many parts of the East 
in rocky open woodland and on 
rugged slopes is the Peatpink, Sihne 
pennsylvanica. Its growth is low and 
tufted, with narrow lea\'es and round 
blossoms varying from pale to ver)-
deep pink in difi^erent localities. It 
is an ideal rock plant, looking most 
at home in crevices between stones, 
but it likes a soil devoid of lime. 
This is one of the plants that is 
rapidly disappearing in many sections 
of the country and any who can 
<rather seeds and so increase its num-
Iwrs, or give sanctuary to plants en-
ilangered by building operations, will 
be doing a real service to mankind. 

T H E CUI.ERV n i . r i : T S 

I have said that none of my sug­
gested dozen plants is at all subject 
to caprices. But perhaps wc must 
make an exception of the engaging 
Bluets, or Quaker Ladies, Houstoiiia 
coerulea. These it would seem are 
sometimes a bit contrary'-minded, for 
they frequently evince a determina­
tion to grow where they please rc-
^jardless of your plans and wishes. 
-Mthoutrh you may select what seems 
a most salubrious situation for them, 
after a year or two the quaint dears 
will be found in close conclave on the 
\ ery last spot you would have dreamed 
of offering them. It is probable ihit 
they prefer an acid tang in the soil 
and set out by means of their widely 
strewn seeds to find it. Bluets are not, 
of course, plants for the borders. 
They may be naturalized charmingly 
in thin grass In open places, or iti 
light woods, or grown in the rock 
fiarden in little beds of sand and 
peat.

someihing of the entrancinp Pcni-
sternons that adorn the hills and plains 
<jf our V\'cst Country. -\t the present 
time 1 have here more than twcn'y 
species on trial of which I hope later 
to g-ive news. In the mean time the 
one illustrated has occupied a place 
in the garden for about four years 
and has proved a reliable and liarily 
perennial. The flowers are of a most 
lovely clouded blue in color, much 
like that of the Grape Hyacinth. The 
plant forms a good clump, the whole 
growing about eighteen inches tall. 
This species, whose name is a little 
in doubt though it is cataloged in at 
least one plant-list as Peiitslemou 
ot'aius Joui^/asi, comes from Mt . 
Hood, in Oregon. I t likes parti.il 
shade and a good sandy, loamy soil, 
and like most of its tribe rc(|uires to 
l>e thoroughly top-dressed at least 
once a year with a mixture of sand 
and soil. I can recommend this plant 
very strongly to all who love blue 
flowers. 

A gay wanderer along mountain 
streamsiiles of Dakota, Montana, 
I'tah, Idaho, Colorado and New 
.Mexico is the quaint long-nosed little 
Sunflower illustrated. For so blithe 
and unassuming a tramp it carries 
a grandiloquent name, Helianl/ieHa 
qiiiiiqiienervis. But .Mr. .-Andrews, in 
his catalog of Rocky Mountain flow­
ers, calls it Sunwort, which makes c.-̂  
feel more at home with it. In any 
case, i f it has not already found Its 
way info your garden it is quite worth 
inviting in. I t is an attractive plant 
with its nicely cut dusty leaves, and 
the gay yellow blossoms with their 
long dark cones are fine for cutting 
or for open air decoration. It grows 
easily in well-drained soil in any 
sunny corner or along the fringes 
of wooilland, and self-sows modestly 
when ha|jpilv established. 

Last spring I recei\ed from a fel­
low enthusiast in Texas a small box 
of plants with an accompanying note 
Naying, "Grow these and let me know 
what you think of this sample of our 
Texas wild flowers." They all, he 

informed me, grow on stony hillsic 
in f u l l sun, so I converted a porti 
of my rock garden into a semblan| 
j)f such a situation and called it Texj 
There the ])Iants were set out. Amoi 
them was a small slip of a thing, ti 
slender stems with a few thinni 
leaves; altogether less promisinj 
appearance than any of the othej 
But it had a sounding title, Eustoi 
russe/liana! Soon after Texas v̂j 
added to my United States I w 
away for six weeks. Upon my retu 
I was amazed to find that Euston 
had shot skywards to a height 
nearly two feet and was prepar 
to bloom. From toward the top 
the stem, now grown adequate 
stout, extended upwards numerri 
slender stems each finished with 
long, curiously twisted green bi 
Very soon these Ix-gan to unfold a 
presently were transformed into vt 
large blue-purple cups, the interit 
of which were exquisitelv deciii-.it(^ 

I t continued to evohe these lovi 
blo.ssoms from mid-.\ugust until af^ 
several hard frosts, the single pla 
appearing at a little distance likej 
torch of blue flame. .Moreover 
ripened qu.intities of seed and ma 
a good growth of new shoots at 
base from which to start operatic 
in the spring. This is the handsom 
and most spectacular plant that 
come into my garden for many a d: 
and I believe that when known 
wi l l enjoy a wide popularity. 

Eustoma is a relative of the Ge 
tians but I should say has few 
their reserves and caprices. Mr . Bri 
well, who sent it to me, said that 
best soil for it is a rich limey saj 
with plenty of wafer during the groi 
ing season. I t wi l l stand f u l l si 
or partial shade. 

That I have no photograph of tl 
beauty is a matter for regret, bi 
hope many who read this article w| 
see it in the flesh before the year 
out. It should be planti'd in 
spring, rather tkan in the f a l l 
our climate.

But such land is 
often in the hands o f a speculator 
whose ma in interest is immediate 
profits. So the streets find their check­
erboard lines, and the lots f o l l o w in 
n a r r o w rectanf ju lar slices. 

W i t h the design o f the street p lan 
is invo lved the grouping: " f sudi pub­
l ic bui ldings as the town or v i l lage 
requires, and p a r t i c u l a r l y the putting^ 
o f the best f oo t foremost at the r a i l ­
way station. 

B e f o r e the days o f r a i l t rave l both 
the turnpike and water f r o n t af forded 
a much better approach. T h e pike 
was general ly an important street,

T h e elec­
trif ication o f m u c h mileage and the 
In irn ing o f o i l , however , have ban­
ished soot a n d cinders, so shrubbery 
a n d trees now often surround fine 
station ini i ldings a n d extend alons; the 
tracks.

Dis tant f r o m our large cities 
this happy state is not often to be 
f o u n d ; the o ld time "depot" wi th its 
b i g stove and inevitable cuspidors is 
s t i l l w i th us.

smoke and gasscs deleterious lo the 
health of man and trees and, indeed, 
to life in all its forms. 

City conditions ha\e brought into 
Ix-ing modern .sanitation and its scien­
tific methods with the result that many 
diseases have Iwen conquered. The 
value of trees as purifiers of I he .it-
mosjihcre, however, has not yet re­
ceived full and proper apjireciation. 
Trees absorb the gas carbon-dioxide, 
poisonous to man, and set free pure 
oxygen, the very life of man's lungs. 
They do more than this. Trees deaden 
noise, the curse of the age we live in; 
they give welcome shade in summer 
and tend to keep everything within 
their .shadow cool; in winter they 
break the winds' force and conserve 
warmth. These are strictly utilitarian 
reasons for planting tni-s in towns. 
Their esthetic value I will not stress 
since it is apparent to all who think, 
yet 1 would emphasize that good roads, 
lined with fine trees, lia\e eoinmercial 
value in that a fair approach adds not 
a little dignity to any town or city 
anil this can be capitalized. 

Thanks to the automobile, this is 
an era of road-making unaj^proached 
in JTiagnifude in the world's history. 
.Many millions of dollars annually 
are being spent on road-making in 
?his country. It is greatly to Ix- wished 
that a few hundreds of these millions 
were ear-marked for u.se in lining 
these new roads with suitable trees. 
Last -August on a hot cloudless day I 
motored over a so-called million iloll ir 
highway toward Buffalo, and how J 
longed for the shade of a tree! Yes, 
free-planting ought to be an essential 
part of modem road-making and 
should figure in the estimates of road 
costs and maintenance. But it is no 
use planting trees under a line of 
telegraph and telephone wires and ju-,t 
when they are attaining real shade-
giving size and beauty cutting the tops 
partly or wholly off because they inter­
fere with the wires. It is always 
phrased "the trees interfere with the 
wires," never "the wires interfere with 
the trees" which is actually the cor­
rect order. The wires belong under­
ground, not above where they mar the 
beauty of the landscape. The plea ex­
pense is too much heeded, but some 
day a generation will arise which on 
any such plea will not suffer the 
present hideous arrangement. We can­
not have both real trees and wins 
paralleling our highways ami if is 
high time the choice was ilecided. 

THE n)E.\L Tiu:r; 

The ideal street tree for town or 
city is one that will grow anywhere 
and flourish under any condition, one 
that never needs any attention in the 
way of food, water, air or light, never 
needs pruning ami never resents being 
mutilated for the convenience of over­
head wires or underground cables— 
and if if could contrive to sweep up 
its own leaves, or, better .still, maintain 
them fresh antl green through all sea­
sons of all years, so much the better. It 
does not exist, never di<l antl never will . 

I ha\e mentioned the changed con­
ditions of towns; their effect on the 
trees is apparent. The free-legacy we 

have inherited is mainly of magnif i j 
cent American Elms and Sugar Ma. 
pics, neither i>i which adapt theiiij 
selves to a smoke and gas-lader 
atmosphere. Others o f a tougher fibrij 
w i l l have to be found. 

Now a weird or two on tree plant^ 
ing, so rarely done properly. Tc 
many people seem to think that ha' 
ing favored a tree by ])aying a doll ; 
or so f o r if the same iree .should bd 
.so overwhelmed with grai i iu i jc iha 
it w i l l grow flourishingly in any ok 
soil or place. A puny hole in thi 
ground is uKuIr, i l i r loum iliru>t in 
a f ew spadesful o f earth thrown ov( 
them and trodden down. What m o r j 
can the thing need: .Man has honored 
it by [lurchase; mnv flourish, tree, anij 
beam your thanks!

Let us consider the iilatter. TrceJ 
arc l i v i n g , not ilead things like tele­
graph jiides. They re.illy should nod 
be cemented in the ground nor jusi 
thrust in anyhow. The work shoulc 
be done with thought and care anc 
wi th due regard to the fact that, beinf 
l i \" ing things, they need food and ail 
—the roots as well as the leaves and 
branches. Proper pits should be made, 
pits eight feet wide and three feel 
deep, the sub-soil ])roperly broken anc 
the pit filled with good loam on-] 
riched with fert i l izer . In buildins 
new highways these pits may be hlaste 
by dynaiiiiii-, using fo r iy or fifty per-| 
cent sticks, w hich is cheaper and beftoi' 
than d igg ing . The dynamite methoc 
loosens the grouml outward and down 
ward and allows the roofs to r a m i f j 
easily. In this prepared pit and soil 
the tree should be planted, and in this 
operation spreailing out the roots is 
most important thing. The grounc 
should be firmeiland the newly planfe 
tree made fast to a stout stake f o r the 
first few years.

which not infreciuently the law is in-
Mikcil to settle. There is no necessity 
for anythiiio- of the sort and it is {gen­
erally the outcome of a policy of 
ne[,'lect. To begin with, the trees 
planted shouUl be nursery grown, each 
from X to 10 feet tall with a clean 
single stem and a straight leading 
shoot. Each year for the first twenty 
aricntion should be ilirected to kee]i-
ing the leading shoot free of strong-
growing side shoots; the lower branches 
should be ivmoved one by one until 
the trunk is from 12 to 20 feet tall; 
all strong-growing lateral branches 
should be shortened and weak interior 
or iro.ss branches removed entirely. 
Such amputations should be done with 
sharp fools cleanly and close to the 
parent stem and the woimd coated over 
with coal tar which acts as a styptic 
and antiseptic. In a few years the 
wound will be healed o\er comph irly 
with new tissues and quite invisible. 
On paper this may seem a formidable 
undertaking, but it is not so really. If 
done e\ery year the material removed 
will be little in quantity and small in 
size. If pruning be neglected, in the 
course of time the tree becomes round-
headed, unshapely or too broad, necessi­
tating a heavy expemliture of time 
and money in the removal of large 
branches. The tree is left unsightly, 
often for years, sometimes ruineil for­
ever, and the ire of many a citizen is 
raised. It is when, through ne;,dect, 
street trees lia\e reached such condi­
tions that trouble of all sorts breaks 
out. In every town or city there should 
be a competent man in char̂ re and 
labor provided for the work of street 
tree manairemenl. 

Trees neeii a protective league just 
as much as birds and children do. And 
such a league needs to Ix- lynx-eyeil. 
The town and city lx*autiful with 
streets anil highw.iys lined with pleas­
ant trees is a slogan worthy of the best 
citizens. 

co.NDi rio.NS TO lii: Mi:r 

It has been stated that the ideal 
street tree does not exist, also that the 
trees quite suitable when the lown was 
young are no longer so. What are the 
requirements necessary anil desirable in 
trees for street-planting.- These de­
pend considerably on the width of the 
street, but, above everything else, a 
type of tree that will grow freely and 
li\e long under city conditions is de­
manded. The highways are easily ac­
commodated, but streets are difficult 
and those of cities very iimch so. 
Books do not help much, for the suli-
jcct has received scant study. Neither 
can the experience of other lands solve 
our |)roblem, which is one th.it each 
country must work out for itself. 
Moieo\ei-, in a land as large as the 
I'nited .States, and with such extremes 
of climate, what Is good for one 
region is worthless in another. Resort 
to our forests does not aid for, .stran;,̂ -
to say, the native trees resent most 
strongly city comlitions. We have to 
look farther .afield. Of a truth there 
is little enouiih to choose from, yet 
there are trees suitable for nearly every 
city condition. On the whole, in no 
branch of gardening is more care 

necessary than in selecting tree!' 
streets and hiĝ hways. 

.Admiilin̂ ; that they will grd 
f!'''.-ly, the fitness of trees for stn 
planting- depends upon their possessi 
several other qualities. They must 
have wide-spreading crowns, they m 
stand [irunin;̂ ' well, they must not h;i 
objectionable fruits, they must he 
their foliage late into the fall, tlJ 
must not be prone to pests or disea 
Rich in V irtues, they must be veritalj 
angels among trees.

Good-naturi'd and in consct|unuc 
mucli planted arc tin- European Lin­
dens ( T i l i a z'lilgaris and T. tomi n-
tosa) but these arc really about the 
WHIM ])o.ssiblc trees for street planting'. 
They arc very partial to aphis whose 
sticky exudations, aiided to the honey 
which falls from the flowers, cause 
dust and soot to adhere to the leaves 
and choke the pores, and the foliage 
turns yellow and brown before August 
comes. In Europe there is another 
Linden, known as T. euc/ilora, which 
is said to be immune from these dis­
abilities. This should be given a trial 
as a street tree in this country. 

IIOR.>F.CHI..STNL"rS AND OTMKRS 

Tile I lorseelii'stnut lias bei'u imiih 
phuiteil, but this again is a bad street 
tree. I'luler town ami city conditions 
the leaves lose their freshness anil be­
come spotted with yellow and brown 
soon after midsummer; and later the 
falling fruits are too attractive to 
boys, and their husks are a nuisance 011 
the sidewalks. The Ash is no good in 
the city and neither is any one of the 
Maples. And not cme of the Pine and 
Kir trilic can for one moment be con-
siilered as street trees for town or 
country village. 

For boule\'ai'(ls ami main thorough­
fares on the outskirts of towns and 
cities a greater variety is available. 
Among the best trees for the colder 
parts of eastern North America must 
he placed the Red Oak (Oiierriis borr-
alis). There is a mistaken notion cur­
rent that Oak trees grow < slowly. 
Actually they grow as rapidly as other 
trees and more so than many. The 
two to six rows of Red Oaks which 
line the parkway through Jamaica 
Plain, Boston, were planted in the 
spring of 1899 and bear amjile wit­
ness to the tree's rapid growth into 
one of the most pleasing and im­
pressive tree avenues in this country. 
The .Scarlet Oak (O. cocc'ntca) is 
another magnificent Oak for road 
jilanting, though difficult to obtain. 
For moist situations the Pin Oak 
(0. faiiistrh) is to be commeniled, 
though it docs not grow old grace­
fully. 

The Norway Maple (A.er plata-
noides) is a first-rate tree for town ap-
]H-o,uhes, growing freely with a fine 
iiell-shapctl crown. The gray-harked 
.Sycamore (A. fsfuJoplatattui) is also 
gootl. The Sargent and Avium Cher­
ries with narrow pyramidal crowns 
should be used for their wealth of 
flowers which woulil add cheerfulness 
in the spring. Many other trees could 
and .should he so used; the Cucumber 
tree fMugiio/in acuminata) Sawlcaf 
Zelko\a {Zilkoi-a scrrata), Asiatic 
Cork Tree (P/u llo.UnJroii /availei) 
anil the Castor-aralia (Acanl/iopaitax 
riiiiiifo/ia) are examples. 

For the country highways there arc 
no better trees than the common 
W'hhv Elm and Sugar Maple of east­

ern North America. .•\s an ave 
tree there is no more Ix'.iutifu 
one in all the world than the .\inen 
Elm with its wide spreading, feathc 
umbrageous crown. Less graceful, b 
very attractive, is the Sugar .Map! 
with its more or less a.scending ca 
spreading branches and iiiulticolorct 
autumn-tinted foliage. These two tree 
are an impressive feature of Ne\ 
England roadways and lesser towr 
hut, uni'nriim.itc ly, they cannot with 
stand modern city lonilitions. Hut fo 
its lii;:iiu:iys .11 l.ir;;i-, the ciiKlcr ji.irt 
cif eastern .Nnrlii .Ameriea nei-ij no 
look beyond these two splendid nativ( 
spi'cies. 

Poplars in general shoulil not b| 
ij- d in eastern .Vuicrir.i, Ini 
in tile Miililic Wcsi they are of r̂ea 
value and if will be a long time he 
fore they can 1)>- dis|ienseil with. Som 
of the Europi-an sorts such as Norw.iy 
Volga and Berlin Poplars are vcr 
hardy. The handsome oriental F\ 
iii.rx.'ino'rii ;j is uorihy of moi'i- at 
ti'Mtion. l-nr ihc same regions ihi' eas 
Asialic L'/»/:i< puiuila is show in;; ;;ri':i 
promi.se. This is a tall and sliapel 
tree with small foliage, remarkabi 
hardyand fast-f̂ row ing. Likelyenou|. 
it will withstaml city coiulitions. 

In California Eucalyjitus treejl 
chiefly E. gl oh If/IIS, have been muc 
planted along highways. This is b| 
no means a good tree for the purpos 
since it grows too rapidly and shec 
its hark too freely. The wondroii| 
red-flowered E. ficifolia would 
much more ser\iceablc and infinite 
more beautiful. Another cxcellei 
sjHcies is E. si.iiToxyloii with smalU 
|iink to crimson flowers and tenacec 
dark bark. 

In southern California and 
Florida the curious Casiiarina fquiseti^ 
folia is much planted, but the Wt 
Australian (.'. g/aiira ami (.'. frase} 
would be found better subjects the 
the Malayan .species. And better stî  
I think would be some of the .\us 
traliaii Cypress Pines like (.'a//itn 
robiista, C. r/iomhoijea and C an iiose. 
These are medium-sized, round-loppe 
trees that grow well in warm sand 
soils.

Forsythia, Spirca, Lilacs, Springa, 
Clethra, Buddlcia, Rose of Sharon. 

There are a number of beautiful 
berried shrubs which arc so beautiful 
in the fall and help to make the house 

cheerful when they arc placeil indoors 
in vases. A few of them follow: 

Harbcny, Snowbcrry, Indian Cur­
rant, Sweetleaf (Symp/oro.t), Bay-
berry.

of the year was warm, the ceilings 
were high to permit the free circu­
lation of air. In New England, ex­
cepting in the more jiretentions resi­
dences, the ceiling was never over 
nine feet in height. 

Ceilings were, at first, left with the 
bare timbers showing, but as the 
Colonists progressed, they were plas­
tered to match the walls. Wc very 
rarely find painted ceilings in houses 
built tluring this period. With thj 
growing use of much decoration in 
the home, ceilings were modeled in 
relief with simple designs. 

The stairways of the Colonial 
period arc especially worthy of at­
tention. The workmen and designers 
show on them the beauty of design 
and nicety of workmanship prevalent 
throughout the period. 

The first or earliest work shows 
the balusters quite rugged and simple. 
Two balusters were used on each 
tread. Wc later see the balusters 
grow slender, more g-raccful, and 
much more ornamental. Wc find that 

on stairways built during the later 
years of the period three balusters to 
each tieati or step were quite com­
monly used. Each of the three balus­
ters, although alike in proportion, was 
different in design. This series, re­
peated on each step throughout the 
stairway, added much to its beauty. 
Hamlrails were quite simple, endinj 
in newel posts, in most cases, elabor­
ately turned ami car\ed. 

The cujiboard is a characteristic de­
tail of the Colonial house. It was 
usually placcil in a corner of the prin­
cipal room, forming an integral part 
of the ilecorative treatment. In many 
houses we find two cu]iboards in op­
posite corners of a room. Cupboards 
were constructed in two jiarts. The 
upper half was either open or with 
glass doors and most had three sheK es. 
The head was treated in a variety of 
ways. Some wei'e rounded with shell­
like designs carved inside. Eared an(' 
broken pediments were also used as 
heads. The lower half was enclosed 
by a paneled door. 

H O U S E & G A R D E N ' S B O O K S H E L F 

A\fKRicA's G r f , .m t . s t G.^rden. B v 
E. II. Wilson, V. M. II. Boston: 
The Stratford Co. 

IT is more than ordinarily appro­
priate that House & G.\rue . \ should 

call the attention of its readers to this 
most recent book of Ernest H. Wil­
son's, for thousands of them feel that 
they already know the man himself 
through his frequent articles in the 
magazine during the past year or 
more. Further than this, the volume 
has to do with the Arnold Arboretum, 
for many years the home port, so to 
speak, of Mr. Wilson's explorations 
into the field of the world's plant 
material for American gardens. Add 
to these incentives the satisfaction a 
re\"iewer finds in speaking a word for 
any book that is consistently well done, 
and the case is complete. 

Only the Arboretum, that splendid 
horticultural treasure-house, could have 
supplied the material for America's 
Greatest Garden, and only Mr. Wilson 
could have translated such a galaxy 
of plant wealth into so clear-cut and 
absorbing a picture. He was the orig-
in.il collector in foreign lands of 

many of the shrubs anti trees which he 
describes, and the ohser̂ •ant, sympa­
thetic friend of them all. His umler-
standing is a thing of the heart .as wc 
as of the head, a quality which even a 
reading of the first few pages of the 
hook will infallibly ilisclosc. 

As an effort to do justice to a plant| 
collection fifty years old and 2.5(1 acres 
in extent, the book is remarkable. It 
opens with a brief account of the 
-•Yrboretum's inception, its aims ant' 
important acquisitions of land to the 
original 125 acres, and then passes 
into what one might call bird's-eye 
jiicturcs of the whole collection, one 
for each of the four seasons. Havinf 
thus set the general stage, it intimately 
introtluces group after group of ac­
tors—the Cherries, Crabapples, Lihacs, 
Azaleas, Hawthorns, Oaks and Hick­
ories, Conifers, Climbing Plants, 
Border Planting, Berry-bearers and 
Shrubs. In the concluding chapter 
"What It Does," one paragraph sums! 
u]i so adecjuately that we quote it as 
a lucid statement of what every gar­
den-lover in America should know:

I n I£ niimluT of fine nameil varieties of Gladioli has become 
JL so great that the gardener who has not had experience with 

this .splendid fiower family hardly knows where to begin or end 
in making a selection. Merely as a suggested start, and with ful l 
honor to the many excellent sorts which it does not include, the 
following list of varieties can be counted on to give ful l satis­
faction: Crimson Glow, Sweetheart, Mrs. Frank Pendleton, 
Mrs. FVancis K ing , Peace, Golden Measure, Blue Jay, Anna

Gladioli grow best in a rather sand\', well drained and rich 
loam, in ful l sun. Shade is decidedly detrimental, and so are 
standing soil-water and a marked percentage of clay. Should 
the latter he present in the place where you wish to plant tlie bulbs, 
counteract it bv digging in sand or coal ashes. For enrichment, 
finely ground bone-meal is safe and eifcctive. T h e bed should 
be thoroughly prepared to a depth of 10" or so if best results 
are sought. 

Pl.inting time is between the date when all frost is out of the 
ground and late June. By putting in a batch of bulbs every two 
weeks during this period a correspondingly prolonged .succession 
of bloom will be assured.

volves) is spread a good coarse g r i n d i n g compound such as the 
automobile repair man uses f o r g r ind ing in valves. W h e n .-i 
liberal coating o f this covers the edge o f the bar, tighten the ad­
justing bolts so that the reel turns rather stiffly, and push the 
machine around f o r a while w i t h the knives tu rn ing i n the reverse 

i)f their usual direction. 
I f the supply o f g r ind ing paste is replenished o f t e n on the 

cut t ing bar, and the adjustment is tightened occasionally as the 
sharpening progresses, some fifteen minutes o f pushing should 
result in a mower that cuts like a new one. W h e n you find that 
the blade edges are again in the r ight condition, change the gears 
back to their normal positions, clean ofi^ a l l traces o f paste, o i l 
the machine, and attack the l awn w i t h a confidence that the 
results w i l l amply j u s t i f y . 

THE NEXT r iME VOU S.W "CL.ADIOLUs" 

I H O S K who f o r some yeais pa->t havi- hisitatcd over the pro-
inmciation o f the word Gladiolus need doubt no longer. 

T h e matter was settled o f f i c i a l l y — a n d we hope finally—by 
the Amer ican Gladiolus Society at a meeting not so long ago. 
By a large majority' i t was voted to stress the th i rd instead o f 
the second s\ llable o f the name, making the correct pronuncia­
tion Gladi-o-lus. Thus , e\en in this age o f iconoclasm and 
forgetfulness o f manv things old-fashioned, a flower comi-s 
back into its own.
