PR O B A B L " ^ ' none of t h e disturbances to which cnninc flesh is 
heir is more frequently given a wrong (h'agnosis, even hy sup­

posedly reliable veterinarians, than skin eruptions. Let a dog's 
epidermis show a little redness or a few pimply sores that keep 
him more or less constantlv on the scratch, and a frightened yowl 
immediately arises to the effect that " O h , he has mange! W e 
must do something right away—it's a terrible disease—inayi'-e 
he'll have to be put otit of the way!" T h e next move is to plaster 
the poor beast all over with odoriferous liquid which probably has 
no other effect than to make the eruptions bi'eak out on other por­
tions of his anatomy, followed perhaps by weeks or months of 
suffering by the dog and, in the end, sometimes his enforced de­
parture from this life as a "hopeless case." 

Whv the failure to effect a cure with what are really excellent 
mange remedies? Simply because the dog didn ' t have mange. 
His trouble was e c z e i n a , a vvlioll\' different a i l i n e i i t resulting from 
(h'fferent causes, requiring different treatment, non-contagious and, 
in the majority of cases, easy to cure if you go at it right. 

Eczema is a blood condition often caused b y stom.ich worms, 
constipation or, particularly in mature dogs, by too much .starchy, 
h e ; i t i n g foods; and it c m be cured only hy intern/il tre .a t iTient . It 

calls for a change of diet, exercise and dosing with a standard 
blood-cooling medicine. I t is always a good plan to start with 
a thorough dose of vermifuge. Spring and summer , i r e the usual 
seasons for its appearance, though some dogs i T i a y break out with 
it any time of year. Other indications of it, besides the skin in i -
t.'ition, are m.attery eyes :ind internal canker which causes scratch­
ing and soreness of the ears. 

T r u e mange, on the other hand, is due to parasites which bore 
into the skin, and is treated externally. I t is contagious and serious 
hut, as compared with e c z e i T i a , quite rare among dogs that come 
from clean kennels.

SO M E months ago we published an article on 
the boi)ks of house tlesigns anil architectural 

details that old carjienters used in this country. 
While most of them were of English origin, we 
have recently disco\ered two that were edited 
here—"The Model .\rchitect" and "Carpenter's 
Guide"—both published about 1850. The editor 

was No.ih Knowles Davis, a Philadelphia chemist 
who later Ix-came an educator of note. The dati -
of these two books, however, were dangerously 
near the end of the era of good taste in this coun­
try. The cla.ssical revival, that gave us many fine 
houses of the Southern Colonial type, began to 
peier out by 1S40. Then the time and iniep sis 
of the peojile became engrossed with the political 
problems of the C i \ i l War. After that taste sank 
down .ind down until it hit bottom in the General 
Grant regime. I f the average carpenter of today 
had taken from him most of the current bodks of 
house designs, he might be able to build more 
pleasing homes. The fault lies not with the car­
penter but with the publishers who perpetuate 
these books.

These early floors were 
made f r o m smal l pieces o f 
polished wood o f d i f ferent 
grain and color, f i t ted to­
gether and laid in sections 
to f o r m a geometric pattern. 

A parquetry floor today 
is much less expensive and 
easier to lay than the com­

plicated and elaborate flooring o f the 17th 
Century. T h e small sections o f wood are 
made to f i t one into the other b\- means o f 
grooves and ribs on the outside. A f t e r they 
have been fitted together they arc nailed in 
place wi th blind nails and then the top 
surface o f the floor is planed down to give 
a smooth finish. .As this leaves the pores o f 
the wood open a filler or stain becomes 
necessary, according to the directions o f 
the architect. A good filler is pure walnut 

I 

•>tam ili luted w i t h n l i t t le turpentine and 
o i l . T h e floor should then be finished w i t h 
a coat o f w;i.\ . Th i s has to be repeated sev­
eral times in order to achie\u the desired 
mel low efi'ect. 

A cork floor is noiseless, quiet and dur­
able, f or this reason i t is an iileal material 
f o r use in hospital and niirser\' interiors. I t 
has considerable resilienc\' ;inil is therefore 
a practical flooring f o r kitchens anil |)l;u e-. 
where one has to stand a gre.-it ileal. A cork 

floor may be l e f t in its nat­
ural state or finished wi r l i 
a stain and then waxed. A n 
interesting cork floor f o r an 
interior done in the Span­
ish manner might h.ne i n ­
serted at intervals—cut-out 
designs in l inoleum or tile 
o f some gay, c o l o r f u l pat­
tern such as a crest, ship or 
star. These mot i f s must he 
in scale wi th the room ami, 
i f desired, the floor ma\ be 
finished with a eolnrn!

In Florida, s;uid and stone 
are .often mixed together for 
floors. Cement and sand i f 
mixed in the right proportions 
also make a beautiful Hoorinir 
for a sun room or loggia. This 
may be lined off in blocks 
to resemble stone work or 
painted in some interesting de­
sign. I n this case before the 
cement h.is become thorouglil\ 
dry select certain blocks and 
coat them with two or thrte 
layers of thick enamel paint, 
allowing each coat to dry well 
into the cement. Then zo over 
the entire floor with a dail< 
oil stain and finish with an­
tique, rubbing it well into t 'v 
floor in places to simulate the 
effect of wear. When com­
plete, give a final coat of wa.K.

In the Sources and Jnrvch of -These Objects Is JFritteii 

The Edrly History of (Jiir Country 

WH E N Ami-ricans Ix-caiiu- inti-ivsti-il in their own ;iiitii|iii.s, 
they disco\crcd two tacts—th.it there were certain si" -

tions of the couiitrj esjiecially rich in antiques, and certain other 
sections where they cropped up in an unexpected manner. New 
England and the Pennsylvania Dutch country both gained repu­
tations as antique heits. On the other hand, through sections of 
the Appalachians and in old towns fringing great rivers were 
found examples of household furniture and adornment that ob­
viously had traveled a long distance. Why was this? What trade 
routes did these antiques follow? How did a Philadelphia Wind­
sor chair get f rom its original home to a town in Ohio? Why 
dill the individuality of tlie New England ami the l^eiinsyl \ ania 
Dutch types persist? 

BE ' I ' W E E N 1640 and 1S20 New England saw scarcely anv 
additions to its population by immigration. The Puritan ek-

iiient once settled, and things going better for them in England 
so that thev ilid not ha\e to flee to America, the provinces north 
of New "^'ork remained static so far as blood was concerned. 
Large families were bred, but they were all of the same racial 
type. There was no appreciable infusion of foreign blood until 
the French Canadians and the Irish began dr i f t ing into those 
regions umler this regime about 1S2(). The people of New 
England became a homogeneous type, with an indi\iilual \ie\'.--
|)oint on religion and government, and even an individual accent. 

Shi|iping, domestic manufacturing and agriculture were the 
main employments of the people. T o find markets, the Yankee 
traveled either as a seaman or as an itinerant merchant. For 
years New England was a vast nursery which sent forth, each 
year, hundreds anil thousands of men and women of the distinctly 
Yankee breed who settled the growing frontiers of the countrv. 
They took with them, when it was possible, their household pos­
sessions. Sometimes they went in coasting steamers, sometimes 
overland in Conestoga wagons, and by pack trains to the head­
waters of the Ohio, whence they drifted down in arks anil pole 
boats to various alloted spots in which they settled. But by n.) 
means did all of them carry their possessions along, and for the 
simple reason th.it it was physically impossible. Roads did not 
exist. Many of them, ha\ing the characteristic Yankee eye for 
making money, were peddlers en route. Not until after ESDC, 
when the Lancaster Road from Philadelphia, via Lancaster, to 
J'ittsburgh was finally opened, could they have carried many of 
their bulkier possessions to this frontier. 

The Penns\lvania Dutch, on the other hand, present quite 
a different storv. They were not travelers. An agricultural 
people, the\' staved at home and cultivated their lands, and they 
resented the intrusion of foreign elements. Thus thev also grew 
into a homogeneous group, their furniture, their architecture, 
their customs became of a type. They were as distinctive in their 
way as the Yankees were in theirs. 

I N all sections of \oung .-\merica \'ast quantities of household 
goods were made. A t first .all the work was done in the home. 

Then, part of the work might be done at home and finished bv 
itinerant workmen or at local factories. Later manufacturing 
passed completely out of the home and went into the factory. 
Hy the Civil War, New England had finished changing from 
an agricultural section to a manufacturing area. Philadelphia, 

due to its pohglol population, soon dexeloped m.inufacturinj 
es(iecially in textiles did it become f.amous. 

Distribution was necessary to the success of this m.uuifactur' 
Some of the goods were shipped by coastv\ ise sloops to distributi 
centers, Some went by the peddler's pack and later in his cart, a 
>ome bv pack trains and wagon trains to the frontiers of Pen 
s\lvani;i and New "Wirk. Thus Richard Wistar might shi] 
gla.ss, made in Alloway, N . J., by sloop to New England tow. 
whence it w:is distributed bv merchants and itinerant salesmt 
'J'he blue .and white checked goods of the Connecticut V.allt 
made on home looms, would be carried in the peddler's wagj 
into the back country of Pennsyl\ania and New '^'ork. Or 
pack trains would take it from the Conestoga wagons .-it En 
caster, carry it over the mount.ains to Pittsburgh, whence it vvoul 
1H' trans-shipiied to boats that flo.ated or were poled down the 01" 
;ind the Mississippi to New Orle.ms. Early travelers to N( 
Orleans describe the markets in that town as filled with "̂ 'ankc 
m.ide goods, which are the antiques of today. The gentry 
till- Mississippi would wear beaver hats made in Danbury, Com 
and the people of Kentucky boast the porcelain that came out 
Trenton. 

I I]•, R I'" \\'ere besides, two other Sources of our anti ij iu -
A imported wares .and those made by itinerant workmen. 

Being an .agricultural coimtry, the South w.as not gnen 
manufacturing. Its leaders of society and people of weal 
preferred to import from England much of their necess;ir\' w;i 
Some of this was shipped direct to Southern ports, and some zi 
ried via New Engl.ind ports. T'he trade was in the h.ands 
"\':inkee merchants or Scotch representatives of British merchanf 
T o Pliiladelphia also came \';ist qu.antities of furniture and oth| 
houseliidd goods. 

The itiner.ant workman also .added his contribution to the >u| 
total of early .American antiques from England .and France, .i 
in this we ha\e quite a pleasant glimpse of vagabond l i fe . W h i 
a young man finished his apprenticeship, he st.arted tr.avelir 
about in seaixdi of work. This w.as called "^-wingiiiLT tlic cat." \ 
Went from town to town, from one isid.ited farmhouse to ai 
other, doing odd jobs for his food and lodging. The )ourne\ ni: 
carpenter made rude f.irmhouse furniture; the itinerant arti 
painted clock faces .and tin ti';i\s and portr.aits, .iml siMns for ini 
• iiul shops; the itiner.ant wea\er worked at the household loori 
.and produced great yardages of woollen L'̂ oods .iiul linen.

H A R D Y L I L I E S I X T H E ( i A R D E 
I// ^uittiblc Condition.^ rf Culture Lu's the Secret of Success 

Tilth 'I'hese Delightful Flon-ers 

F. F . R O C l v W F L L 

W I T H I N the entire rnngc of i::iicLii 
plants, there are prohahlv no flowers 

more universally admired than the hardy 
Lilies—and yet the gardens in which one 
finds them in great variety are compara­
tively few. 

Wh) f Wel l , let us admit the truth at 
the heginning: 

'I'here are \er\' few plants with which 
the .'UTiateur is more likeh' to meet failure 
at the first attempt to grow them. N L X^ T-
theless, success is not only possible; it is, 
with at least a \'ery satisfactory- range of 
varii-ties, quite easv, i f one kni)ws and caters 
to the L i h 's simple requin ments. 

No other flowers arc so strikinir in the 

garden picture; so stately and vet so grace­
f u l ; so charming in their combinations nf 
form, color :mil fragrance; or less trouble 
to take care of year in and year (lut, once 
the\- have become established. Is it not, 
then, well worth a little stuily on the part 
of the amateur to learn the secrets—which 
really are not secrets at al l—of their suc­
cessful culture? Particul.-irly so, as "-heir 
requirements, once understood, are verv 
easily met so far as many of the most 
beautiful \arieties .are concerned. 

There is hardly a g.irden, no matter how 
small, which wi l l not furnish suitable con­
ditions for ;it least a h.alf-dozeii or more 
\arieties; for, fortunately, the various 

species succeed, in nature and umlcr cull 
vation, over a remarkably wide range 
conditions of soil and climate, runnii 
from f u l l sun to quite dense shade; f ro 
extremeh dry to very wet locations; in S( 
\ery aciil or fairlv sweet; and in heâ  
lo.un to .almost pure sand. The one b 
secret of success with hardy Lilies is 
select varieties which wi l l be happy in tl 
conditions which you can supply. I t is f( 
this reason that I shall de\()te most of th| 
article to endeavoring to make plain h( 
the beginner can succeed in growing L i l i 
rather than to the usual elaborate descri] 
tion of .species and varieties. 

The more I learn of plants—and t l 
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j o d of Chance has been so considerate as 
<> grant me experience with a great many 
lifferent kinds, under many widely varied 
•onditions—the more I become convinced 
hat Nature is a teacher whose lessons all 
:ardeners mav always study with profit-
^Ht she never urges us to come to school, 
lor is she presumptuous in offering her 
er\ ices. Her book is there, but we must be 
ufficientl}' interested to open it ourselves; 
f there are sermons in stones, thev are only 
"or the sharji eye and the keen ear. 

Now the Lilies, more than almost any 
ther imjiortant class of plants we have, 

Jtre, and re ni.iin, wildings—e\ en in the 
aptivity of the garden. There are many 
atural species which have been brought 
igether for our enjoyment f rom main' 
arts of the world; but there are very few 
'man-m.ide" varieties. .Vnd so, in consul-
ring the Lilies, we wi l l particularly do 
lell to turn to the pages of Nature's old 
ut still reliable herbal. 

Still clear in memory are my f)wn first 
ittempts at L i ly growing. In a field on our 
'onnecticut farm which was called the 
-ong Mowing—a name handed down 
hrough generations with the farm—the 
el low field Li ly (canadense) grew in 
.-iires along the sides of a little stream which 
rained the lot. But every year, just as 
he riowers began to open, came the mowers 

with their long, lean scythes—each one f o l ­
lowing, with his wide swathe and parallel 
row of hccl-tracks, close behind the other— 
and in their wake, my towering beauties, 
arra\ed as even Solomon was not, lay prone 
with the plcbian hcrdsgrass and timotln. 

We wander, it mav seem, somewhat 
.-ifield in search of our Li ly lore. But that 
is just where it must be looked for, as I 
found out in trving to t.ame some of the 
Lilies described above. I decided to trans­
fer them to my garden, thinking that in the 
richer soil there they must thrive even more 
wonderfully than they diil in the meadow. 
T o admit the sad details of three years o f 
disappointments, I found out that they 
vsould not grow in richly manured soil; 
nor in wet soil, where I tried them the 
second year, attempting to imitate the con­
ditions ill which I had foimd them, but 
failing to realize, until after I had lost 
another season, that their natural growing 
place, while quite moist, was well drained by 
the little brook flowing through it, so that 
the bulbs were actually above the winter 

An excellent variety to folloiv L. regale is 
L. sargentiae, someiKhat suggestive of the 
former in appearance, li is entirely hardy 
and, like many other Lilies, is ivelt adapted 
to planting -a-ith shrubbery. Its flozvering 
season is July, about three zveeks later 

than regale 

water lc\el. And thirdly, I found that they 
did not like lime. The last discovery was an 
accident; in seeking material to improve 
the drainage of the bed where they were 
growing, I used some old plaster rubbish as 
far as it would go, and finished out with 
hard-coal ciiulers and coarse ashes. The 
difference was most marked. Since then, I 
ha\e often used coal ashes as a drainage 
material and have always had Lilies of 
many \arieties ilo excellently with them, 
although I have never foiuul them recom­
mended in any articles or books on Li ly 
culture. 

.After my first experience in attempting to 
cultivate Lilies, I began to take jiarticular 
notice, where\'er I found them, of the e.vact 
coiulitions inider which they grew. .And I 
alwaj s discovered good drainage around the 
bulbs, no matter how moist the soil seemed. 
Sometimes it was a Jiearby stream or <htch; 
sometimes a gravel sub-soil. .Also, I never 
found any growing in bare soil. Always 
there was grass, low growing shrubs or 
plants, or a thick layer of leaf mold cover­
ing the spot where they flourished. 'I'hese 
facts were true o f all the Lilies growing 
wild in my locality,—the yellow Can ula 
or Meadow Lilies, canadcnsr; the ' l u rks -
cap (siiprrhurn) and the orange-red philu-

drl phiiuni.

IN the F'cbruarv number of HOUSE & 
G A R D E N I dealt with the ^'ews and 

low-growing Junipers so much in demand 
fo r foundation plantings. Here I jiropose 
to write of two other groups even more 
widely used for similar pin"poses. \V"ithovit 
reiterating statements it may be .said that 
these suffer from the same abuses and as a 
rule are far too thicklv planted about houses. 
Retinispor.'is and .•\rbor\itaes are cheerful, 
attractive evergreens of greativ tliversificfl 
form and coloring and v.iry in height f rom 
a couple of feet to forest trees 200 feet tall. 
In found.-ition plantings these furnish not 
onl\' vegetahle solids hut also essential r.;-
liefs. They thrive in any good ganlen soil 
but prefer a deep, cool loam, and they 
lo\e pure air. I n their juvenile stages thv 
parent species are pyramidal or columnar 

The Ketinisporuf are among the mast 
ornamoital of hardy evergreens. Th-y 
come from Japan tihere they have been 
cultivated for centuries. 'The oiie 
shov.n here is C. obtusa nana, an excel­

lent dwarf variety 

masses ot Lireen but later iri\ e rise to spren',!-
\n'Z tabular branches, form a handsom' 
trunk and ;i broad flattenetl or dome-
shaped crown.

Fortunately there are scores of varieties and 
forms of these plants of permanently low 
hahit and it is these that natural 1\' are nuiit 
in demand. 

Priipcrh sjieaking the .Arborv itaes arc 
a l l referable to the genus Thuja of whicti 
T. occulrntdlii of northenstern North 
.•\merica and T. orientalis of the Orient ar̂ ' 
the oldest cultivated and the most prolific 
in lorms. I he Retinisporas belong to the 
geinis Chamaecvparis, nati\e to North 
.America, Japan antl Formosa. The two 
Jajianese species { C. o/>tus/ian\\ C. pisifrra) 
with the western North American C. hi:v-
soniami are by far the most protean. As a 
matter of fact it is to these fi\e spec'es 
that the names .Arborvitae and Retinispora, 
in common usage, apply, but these names 
are loosely used, are more or less inter­

changeable and are apjilied rather indis-| 
criminateh to juvenile forms of all five. 
.As a rule, howe\er, nurserymen reserve the 
name Retinispor.i for the two Japanese 
irei s. that of Arhor\ itae for the two Thuja-
.and call the other Lawson's Cypress.

A terior architecture—the furnishing o.\ 

a room—might have spent years trying to 
wrest the color secrets f rom ancient rooms 
that have become show places, but he would 
not dare venture on a chart of color schemes 
as the keynotes of past periods. ^That 
periods do look back to us in colors no one 
with a sense of the past and a penetrating 
color eye wi l l deny. Some epochs have hall­
marked, as it were, certain colors, and the 
chatter of generations has given them 
surety. Queens and women who sat on 
thrones of fashion seized a color, wrapped 
their caprices in it and trailed it through 
a reign. There is the tulip yellow of .Mary, 
wi fe o f Dutch Wi l l i am, found on every 
second untouched brocade or velvet chair 
covering that knew their England. The 
blushing rose pink of Du Barry can never 
be taken f rom her. The f.amous cabinet­
makers, especially the British, had strong 
predilections for a favorite color. In the 
arresting vocabulary of the antique shop 
one still hears "Chippendale brown", 
"Adam green", "Hepplewhite blue", and 
other color traditions. 

Beautiful rooms we have seen and been 
intim.ite with for thril l ing minutes or 
longer spaces of time live in our memories 
enmeshed in color. We may forget form, 
but color remains. The rooms th.it seem 
the chambers of our own pet dreams, when 
we meet them in real l i f e , stay with us 
forever afterwards in the auras of fairy­
land. We all feel color in varying degrees 
—unless we are color blind. A l l color 
perceptions are delicate and personal experi­
ences, lit and shadowed by what one has 
gleaned following Father Time. Though 
the past may seem a blurred tapestry, the 
wistful student of color can always separate 
some threads. As he evokes great decora­
tive fashions, color ghosts w i l l look over 
his shoulder. He may never be quite sure 
of them, but f rom the sweep of their tat­
tered trailing garments wall fall some 
color wisdom. 

TRi rH IN COLOR 

However much one's color eyes long to 
peer down the vistas of the past for truth, 
they are bound to meet with the confusions 
of fantasy. The color of periods is quite 
out of the beaten track or curriculum of 
modern decorative esthetes. .̂ 11 that we 
have fo r surety are bits of color here and 
there ticketed with this .age or that. Some­
times a color is so much of its aire that it

the creations of a previous or latter era. 
T rv to cover a Louis Seize chair with silk 
that might have been filched f rom B.al-
moral, or a Renaissance sedia, elegant 
enough for a Beatrice D'Este, wa'th stuff 
fresh from a German dye f.actor\-—and 
consider the result. Many persons gifted 
with imagination have brightly illumined 
visions of h.ilting places in the pageant of 
\esterday. One sees his ideal Renaissance 
room—the throne room of a de Medici or 
della Scala in indigo velvet and sihcr. 
.Another—.Marie Antoinette living with 
her lilac, sky blue, water green, and the 
pink of her favorite rose and opalescent 
medley of the p.astel shades in which Bertin 
dressed her. Still another. Napoleon strut­
ting through halls of green and gold drag­
ging his classic manias after him. The 
periods wc study and endeavor to resurrect 
for our everyday lives are never skeletons 
in black and white.

T H E C ; E O R G I A . V E R . V 

In both America and England I have 
always loved the Georgian era. For, to m\ 
color eyes, brown, fawn and tea color make 
its b.ackground. The reigns of the three 
Georges seem a vast piece of needlework in 
brown grospoint and through it skips a fine 
stitch of gay flowers. In old London 
houses there are still manv paneled rooms 
of a strange brown that has something of 
\ el low and grav in it. Perh.aps the impre>-; 
of centuries of sun and fog. Hundreds 
o f brown chintz hangings still exist spat­
tered with garden flowers and fabulous 
Orient.il birds. This chintz of the brown 
background was a um\ers.il f.avorite in the 
Colonies and E.irlv Republic as nine out . i f 
the ten stretches o f old chintz one runs 
across in .American antique shops today can 
testify. Did the rather frugal minded 
Georges .affect the mode in color? Women 
in those days were fond of brown dresses— 
not only those who were forced to wear 
dipped linsey-woolsey. There is a portrait 
of Queen Charlotte in brown satin, a child 
on her knee. Sir Joshua did m.anv of his 
literary friends in brown coats. There was 
a brown ribbed Spittlcfield silk popular for 
mahogany ch.airs. O f course one knows that 
the entire British 18th Century was highh 
rouged and bedizened—at times iiaudy. 
But to me it looks back a smil iuL' m.itron in 

brown. She holds, it is true, a large beau-
pot of sweet old-fashioned flowers. Hei 
eves are bright blue and her lips am 
cheeks cherry red, but brown is hei 
habit, and I refuse to see her in an\| 
other color. 

The Victorian era I caught glimpses oi 
in \-outh and saw come into fleeting fashioi^ 
just before the war is a period forevei 
beflounced for me in magenta, puce, anc| 
petunia. For languishing ringlets I sei 
Berlin wools, for jewels mother of pear 
and Bristol glass. From under the flounce 
stare black lacquer legs and boots. That 
this period of prettiness, always adding one 
Rose too manv to its garlands, should ha\'i 
chosen such strong color for its everyday 
dress is .an anomaly. Perhaps the repast ol 
so much heaviness wanted a heady glowing 
port to digest it. Red with a dash of blue, 
.all the family of purple reds—these wei 
the first favorites of our grandmothers. 
Chair covers, ottomans, screens, curtains, 
table covers, and carpets were bes|iattered| 
with it. London smiled at it ;i decade ag 
and laughing!}' placed it before the thenj 
fashionable bl.ack walls. Toda}' it has van­
ished again. Perhaps it has gone to the bi 
room or is hidden in the Crvstal Palace. Thi> 
Spring in Paris I came upon several smar 
.antique shops f u l l of Victorian flotsam am 
jetsam. This is the newest craze, I was told 
and I was amused to find a whim long dis­
carded across the Channel serenely off'cred 
as a modish titbit to the imsophisticated 
curio hunter—the visitor one m.iy be sure— 
not the Parisienne.

The defects in your present 
furnace may merely lie in .some faulty' 
adjustment or in some minor det.iil which 
may be quite easily rectified. 

Perh.ips the house is difficult to heat 
because it is not well insulated. I f so, find 
out where insulation is necessary and con­
sult your architect for the best correction. 
In many cases doors and windows are not 
properly constructed and have cracks and 
crevices through which drafts enter. I f 
this is the case some variety o f weather-
stripping should be used to make them 
withstand the winter's winds.

Each 
brick is made o f fireproof fibre shavings 
compressed into .-i dense mass and has large 
circular holes through i t . T h e wa l l is con­
structed so th:it these holes center over each 
other in the d i f ferent bricks. A f t e r the 
wa l l has been buil t up, hea\ \' wire r e in fo rc ­
ing rods are dropped through the holes and 
then concrete is poured in . . \ series o f 
reinforced concrete columns is thus created 
inside the w a l l , making it r ig id . 

T h i s type o f w a l l is claimed, b\- its or ig­
inators, to ha\'e man\' ad\'antaL'es, .-imong 
v\'hich are its insulating qualities and a 
rough exterior surface which is wel l 
adapted to Ntucco surfacing. 

AW A T E R P R O O F paint which is 
especially adapted f o r use on a stucco 

wa l l mav now be obtained. Its desirabilit\' 
is due to the fact that the action o f water 
has no effect on i t . I n fact , as it is a cold 
water paint, water only makes the color 
more fast. T h i s paint mav be used to give 
the w a l l the or iginal color or i t may be used 
on the stucco to restore the original color 
a f t e r discoloration f r o m weathering or 
f r o m rust stains. 

I t is purchased in a powder f o r m and 
mav be obt.ained in sixteen di f ferent colors 
and white. Four pounds o f the powder 
w i l l make, when mixed in the proper pro­
portions w i t h water, one gallon o f paint. 
Th i s w i l l cover an average o f one hundred 
square feet o f w a l l surface. T h e manu­
facturers recommend that the paint be 
npplicd w i t h some type o f spray, although 
an ordinary whitewash brush may be used. 
. \ f t e r a wa l l has been painted it mav be 
washed at any time wi th ordinar\' soap and 
water or w i t h ammonia, to clean i t o f d i r t , 
and the color w i l l remain. 

-Mthough this t}-pe o f paint was produced 

f o r use on stucco exteriors, it may also be ap­
plied to interior walls where color t in t ing 
in the Spanish and I t a l i an styles is desired. 
I t cannot, howe\er, be applied over wood 
boarding or on any surface which has first 
been jiainteil w i th an oil paint. .Another 
suLTgested use f o r this paint is f o r outdoor 
or indoor swimming pools. I n fact it is 
claimed to be excellent as a finish f o r any 
sui'f.ice v\'hich must endure the constant ac­
tion of water. 

AN E W thought in radiator equipment 
has lately come fo r th in the f o r m o f a 

radiator which is entirely concealed f r o m 
view in the walls o f ;i house. These radia­
tors are obt.'uni'd in units which consist o f 
a radiator enclosed in a steel cabinet wi th a 
cold air inlet in its base and a hot air outlet 
g r i l l e wi th damper at the top. T h e com­
plete uin't is thin enough to be placed in 
cither an outsiile wa l l or any interior part i­
tion o f the house. A f t e r the unit.is in |-)lace 
and the room is plastered antl decorated the 
onlv indication o f its existence, other than 
the heat in the room, is the small gr i l le ne.ar 
the ceil ing and the opening in the baseboard. 
T h e cabinet wi i ich contains the radiator 
has sufficient space to care f o r a l l necessary 
piping. T h i s type o f radiator may be U S . H I 

fo r steam, vacuum or vapor radiation. 

T h e grilles through which heat enters a 
room may be coiicealed in a number o f ways 
or may be introduced into the paneling or 
other decorative treatment o f a room. T h e 
manufacturers issue an attractive booklet 
g iv ing suggestions f o r the proper placing o f 
the heating um't and grilles in every room 
o f a typical house. 

.As this type o f radiator is designed to 
meet the demand f o r radiators which are 
entirely concealed, its cost, while i t is rea­
sonable, should not be compared wi th the 
Cost o f the ordinary types o f radiators. 

' I ""O keep the house warm in win te r and 
^ cool in summer dead air i n the walls 

has been f o u n d to be the best insulation. I t is 
also excellent f o r sound insulation. For 
this reason most materials on the market f o r 
insulating houses either contain spaces to 
hold air or seal w a l l spaces which w i l l con­
tain dead air. 

One o f the newer materials f o r this 
purposes has a novel but practical wa}' f o r 
keeping air w i th in walls , ceilings (jr floors. 

A uvpsum powder which contains a pro 
])ortion o f mineral \e:ist is sif ted into th 
>pace where insulation is desired. Wa te 
is then poured o\er this powder. I h 
chemical reaction is \cvy similar to tli 
action o f yeast upon (lour in the making o\ 
l u c i d . The whole mass rises to man\' time 
I t s (iriirinal thickness or (le|)th ainl consist 
o f myriads o f small bubbles, each contain 
ing :n'r. Each bubble is entirely separat 
from every other one; therefore many lay 
ers o f good insulation result. 

I t is claimed In the manufacturers of t h i j 
insulating material that bv the use of 
one-inch coating o f i t in a cei l ing, hea 
l i ) s s , s w i l l be reduced by 2 S % ; by the us 
o f two inches, 6 9 % ; and by the use oi 
three inches, 7 7 % . Cei l ing insulation li 
one o f the most important factors in housd 
insulation, ;is warmed air rises to the top ol 
;i room .and i f the ceil ing is not well insU' 
lated the .air is cooled, making reheatins 
o f the room necessary. 

Under ordin.ary conditions the mass wil 
dr\^ and set in f r o m 20 to M\ minutes a f t e i 
water has been added to the powderec 
compound. 

FO R people who wish distinction in tbeii 
household fittings a firm has lately 

placed on the market a complete l im- of 
flush plates made f o r the standard electric 
outlets. These are to recei\e switches, 
push-buttons, p lug receptacles, etc. 

I n texture this t\ pe o f fitting more nearly 
approaches an i \o rv finish than anv other tc 
which i t can be compared, and can be ob­
tained not i>nl\ in white but in 28 stand.irdj 
colt)rs. T h e \-arietv o f colors in wln'cn 
they may be had allows the home deco4 
rator to obtain the color fittings which 
w i l l most closely harmonize wi th the color! 
scheme in which the room is decorated. 
For the white t i le bathroom the plates can 
be o f ivorv white. Similar ly in the other 
rooms thev can be matched to the wall 
paper, the paneling, or possibly to the cur­
tains or draperies. 

T h e composition o f which these |il;ites 
are made is created f r o m powdered milk 
by a special chemical process and is non-
infl.unmable as wel l as beiuLT a non-con­
ductor o f electricity. Besides the 28 
stand.ard colors, they can also be obtained 
in 50 special shades.

E^ N G L I S H architects and the purists 
' w i l l prohabi)- snort at the idea, but 

there arc occasions and places when hal t -
timber construction cannot be what 
seems. 

I n the beginning- hal t - t imber was an in ­
tegral part ot" the construction o f a house, 
and i t was calleil ha l f - t imber ing because 
ha l f the timbers were exposed. Thev 
formed the structural skeleton o f the bu i ld ­
ing. T h e spaces bitween the timbers were 
filled w i t h brick " n o g g i n g " or w i t h plaster 
(l.-uibed on wattles. 'J'liere are st i l l many 
hiiuses in Englnnd where this wattles-and-
daub style is to be found . O f t e n the brick 
was l.iid in amusing and decorative designs. 
T h u s in the old ha l f - t imber houses we had 
a combination o f materials—the sturd\-
timbers, the rough plaster or brick, which 
might be l e f t in its red state or whitewashed. 
For the roof there were used tiles that in

t ime accumulated moss. I t was a pr imit ive , 
direct and simple f o r m o f bui lding. 

Th is , remember, was in England , where 
the precipitation o f moisture is usuallv con­
stant. T u r n to the American scene an<l, 
save in rare instances, our climate is dry 
and our summers are hot. H o w do these 
t w o climatic facts influence ha l f - t imber 
construction ? 

Since Oak is usuall)' the timber selected 
f o r the skeleton f r ame o f a ha l f - t imber 
house, we first require long-seasoned and 
thoroughly dried heavy beams. These are 
never cheap and not alwavs available. M o r e ­
over, they must be placed w i t h ureat pre­
cision lest the moisture f r o m the walls 
cause the timber to swell and move the 
plaster or brick nogging. W h e n i t dries 
again, cracks invariably appear. Since such 
timbers are expensive and since there is 
this danger o f their swel l ing and contract­

ing , the English style o f true ha l f - t imber ­
ing is not universally used in this country. 
T h e average American hal f - t imber house 
is reallv a house on which the t imbering is 
simulated by being applied. Certainly f o r 
the small home builtler i t is wiser to use a 
structural f r ame entirely independent o f 
the Oak ha l f - t imber work seen on the out­
side o f the house. 

T h e way such a house is buil t is s impli­
city i t se l f—the usual timber f rame is run 
up inside the w.'ills and protected f r o m the 
action o f the elements. O n to this are se­
cured and atl.'iched the Oak members or 
planks which give the ha l f - t imber effect. 
A f t e r these O. ik planks have been securely 
attached to the structural f rame the builder 
can, at his discretion fu r ther simulate the 
old structural effect bv using three-qunrter 
inch round Oak pegs where the ha l f - t imber 
members intersect. 
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Bdt l i in the use o f these pegs 
anil in applying the (lii.-()rati\c 
O a k planks the greatest restraint 
should be used. Cra /y designs 
and hit-or-miss application w l l 
invariahly lead to fa i lure . Re­
member th.i t ha l f - t imher ing is 
presumably structural .and that 
the pl.mks should be pl.iced in 
the positions they would natur­
al ly ha\e i f they were structural 
timbers. Study some good hooks 
or photogr.iphs o f English hai r -
timbered houses before ventur­
ing on this part o f the design. 

Where brick is used, the nog-
ging is f a i r l y simple. T h e wal l 
is run up in the usual f.ishion, 
then chipped out and the decor­
ative ha l f - t imbe r ing set i n . O f 
course, i f brick designs are de­
sired between the timbers, pro­
vision must be made f o r them 
while the w a l l is being buil t . 

I n using e.xterior pl.ister be­
tween the t imbering, as shown 
in the accompanying il lustra­
tions, a ke\- o f some sort must be 
cut in the Oak members so that 
the pl.aster w o r k is held r ig id ly 
in place. 

T h e house designed to i l lus ­
trate these points is taller than 
one usually finds an Engl ish

The walls ,ire hol low tile pl.as-
tered hut could be o f whi te­
washed brick, or the plaster 
could be put over an expanded 
metal base bui l t on to a timber 
f rame. 

Many English cottage ele­
ments have been incorporated in 
the design—the covered en­
trance portico, the ranges o f 
easement windows, the tucking 
o f windows up under wide-hang­
ing eaves and an overhanging 
second stor\. Decorative down-
pipes so ch.iracteristic o f E n g ­
lish cottages, have been i n d i ­
cated. The chimney wears a 
typical terra cotta pot. A m o n g 
the ple.asant features is the way 
shadows are cast on the walls by 
the overhang o f the second story 
and the wide eaves. One o f the 
detailed drawingsshowsa rough-
hewn woiiden bracket that helps 
support—or appears to support 
—this o\erh.anging second story. 
T h i s feature, by the way, can 
be found on many early Colo­
nial houses, its source, o f course, 
being Knglani l .

' I '*I1E \ egetation which spreads itself on 
- i - the sides o f the mountains, whether i t 

be in Europe or in the f o u r other continents, 
shows a mark o f indiv idual i ty , a character 
o f its o w n , which strikes at first sight even 
the most unobservant o f tourists. A m o n g 
the plants there the stems are generally 
short, the body o f the plant compact, 
dwar f ed , and the flowers o f a size relatively 
exaggerated, seeming to deveh^p themselves 
to a much greater size than elsewhere. 

W h i l e in our lower regions, our valleys, 
the large plants develop their foliage w i t h 
branches erect and spreading, bearing flow­

ers o f t e n smaller than the leaves, up there 
al l is changed. T h e stems are almost gone. 
They are always very short w i t h flowers 
relatively large, the foliage is scarcely ap­
parent but l i t t le developed and o f t en hairy, 
especially at great altitudes where a sort o f 
down is necessary to preserve the cells o f the 
plant against the heat o f the day as w e l l as 
against the cold o f the nights. I n many i n ­
stances the leaves are smooth and o f t en 
glossy, and their leathery texture is a means 
o f protection against the hoar f rost . Some 
leaves are tough and thick and furnished 
w i t h a solid covering, a sort o f waxy coat­
i n g , which enables them to resist the w i t h ­
ering effect o f the sun's rays as we l l as the 
excess o f humidi ty . 

M A N Y V . A R I E D T Y P E S 

T h e species which grow in cool, shadv 
places show neither o f these characteristics; 
their corresponding organs are instead so f t 
and delicate. 

W e meet many down} ' coated species 
on the dry and arid slopes which are ex­
posed to the b l igh t ing winds and the heat 
o f the sun, (as the Edelweiss, or Star o f the 
Glacier,the variousSenecios, the Artemisias, 
the Achilleas, etc.) W e also find there the 
species f ree o f down or hairs, such as 
the Azaleas, c l imbing a l l over the Alps , the 
Rhododcndroit fcrriiginiiim., the \arious 
encrusted Saxifrr.ges, the Gentians, etc. 
whose leaves are generally hanl , thick and 
glossy. I f we search again in cool and 
shad}' places, on the contrary-, we find there 
the Ferns, the Lycopodiums, the \iscous 
Primroses, the delicate and finel\' cut 
Saxifrages, a whole flora w i t h so f t leaves. 
.Another contrast easy to obser\e is that in 
the sun the flowers o f the .Alps grow to a 
great size. T h e colors are briirht and daz­
z l i ng whi le on the contrary in the shade tho 
flowers are more o f t en small and incon­
spicuous as to color. T h e influence o f the

sun seems then to be more intense i n the 
high altitudes than elsewhere. 

T h e annual species so abimdant in the 
vegetation (.f our plains is almost entirely 
missing above the snow l i m i t . I'he short 
summer .allotted to them docs not a l low 
these plants to accomplish in one season the 
complete c\ cle o f their existence. T h e onl) ' 
species which are not perennials are some 
Euphrasias, some Louseworts and one or 
two Gentians. Everywhere one sees per­
ennial plants w i t h offshoots branching at 
the base, spreading on the ground f r o m 
which the)- seem to seek protection against 
the chi l l o f the cold nights and the bad da} S, 
which are numerous even dur ing the short 
summer which is al lowed to this vegetation. 

These Alp ine plants, the kind which in 
oLU' lowlands f o r m shrubs or even grow to be 
great majestic trees, are represented thereby 
the d w a r f or creeping varieties,hardl\ 'more 
than a f e w inches high. T h e W i l l o w s , the 
-Alpine Azalea, the Arbutus , the d w a r f 
Birch arc among this number. Between the 
stones and in the crevices and fissures o f 
the rocks dwel l these close-sha\en plants, 
ha\ ing the appearance o f dense pincushions, 
or o f hemispheres fo rmed o f a great number 
o f l i t t l e rosettes pressed one against another, 
covered wi th a profusion o f sessile blossoms 
and crowded together adorning the surface 
o f the plant like embroidery, so that one sees 
the fol iage as i f through a veil o f delicate 
bloom, which is at times o f dazzl ing hue. 
T h e leaves overlap each other like tiles, one 
over the other, ver\' small and interesting. 
These d w a r f compact clumps produce a 
mar\elous effect. Thev gleam upon the 
rocky slopes like jewels and give them an 
appearance actually enchanting. Upon the 
high hills o f our Alps, on the rock}' ridges 
o f the highest mountains, we can see side 
by side, the most perfect jewels o f the 
mountain flowers, radiant as stars upon the 
f rozen , rocky ground. T h e y f o r m there 
like a mosaic, a carpet o f the brightest 
colors; and no painter, no matter how 
gre.it an artist he may be, can portra\- the 
s t r iking impression which thev make upon 
the beholder. 

T h e i l w a r f Mynsntis rritrichiiim inninn 
iirows in our high altitudes, as we l l as o 
the rocks o f the high mountain ncights c 
Nor th -America, painting a veritable heaven 
o f azure, a deep and d e l i g h t f u l blue wh ic i 
thr i l l s and charms you, a special blue whicH 
lu lo i iLis to this tlower :iloiu-. I t is not onl}" : 
.M \ i is(iris, it is a j ewe l ; its closel}' set 
; l(A\ei-s, i |uite wi thout stem, are laid .against 
one another so closely that the whole m.ass 
seems like a stroke o f tlie brush in a beau-| 
t i f u l picture. B}' its side is spread out the 
glacial .Androsacc, which is o f as tender . T | 
pink as the .Myosoiis is blue and is also 
dwar fed and closeh' sha\en, presenting to 
the sun its mass nt' stcmless tiowcrs, compact 
and imbedded in the clump. The t in t is 
pale or deep; it varies f r o m p i f e white to 
the most v iv id pink. 

F L O W E R S W I T H O L T srEMS 

T h e n there is the pale yel low sulphi 
t i n t in the petals o f the charining Sa.xifriiga 
strnopctaldj one o f the most charming 
among the A lp ine plants. Further away 
is the carmine o f the S.ixifrage w i t h op­
posite leaAcs, the red blood o f the Sn.xifr/iga 
Id flora; then other shades and other colors 
as we continue to adinire this marvelous 
carpet. A I w a } s they are the flowers without 
stems, closely att.iched to the surface o f the 
plant upon which they embroider t h j i r 
blossoms. Besides these, there are others 
that g low like rubies upon the ground, and 
this sight alone is wor th a pilgrimage to the 
high peaks. I t is indeed there that we mav 
say "Terres t r ia siilera flores." I n moimtain 
vegetation all the energy o f the plant is 
concentrated upon the flowers and con-
sequentl}- upon the org;ms o f reproduction. 
W e can e.isil} understand this flora when 
we know the conditions under which i t 
lives and de\eIops—that i t might take the 
plant se\er.'il Acars to .accomplish the cvcle 
o f its existence, ami that it must in one sum­
mer reach such ;i period o f de\clopment 
that i t ma}- ha\e both flowers and seed. 

W h e n one jionilers the enormous d i f ­
ference between the clim.-ite o f the high 
altitudes :md that o f the lowlands, there 
is n o d i f f icul ty in understanding that the 
vegetation there clothes itself in a very 
difi 'crent manner. W h i l e in the lowlands 
the plants pass f r o m a d.nnp winter , com-
parati\-ely m i l d and not o f great duration, 
through the stages o f spring to a w a r m 
and dry summer, which allows the slow 
and gradual development o f leaves and

Soil Are the Foundations for Ahuiidant Fruit 

M . G. KAINS 

V E R Y now and then some country 
- L ' home owner sn\s to me in substance: 
" W h e n I was a boy my grandfather always 
had an abundant supply o f delicious f r u i t . 
There wasn't a break al l the year around, 
and we d idn ' t have cold storage, either. 
N o w , I want to have just such an assort­
ment o f f r u i t on my place. H o w shall I 
go about having i t ? " 

Before going into a detailed answer to 
this question, let us remember that since 
"grandfather 's da\'" many changes, some 
o f them not improvements so f a r as C]ualit\' 
is concerned, have been made in lists o f 
varieties, in ways o f managing the plants, 
in con t ro l l ing enemies and in handling the 
f r u i t . D u r i n g these decades f r u i t g rowing 
has developed into a tremendous com­
mercial business, the inevitable result being 
that many choice varieties have been 
dropped by nurserymen because they are 
not commercially profitable, ' i 'his has 
tended to lower the quality average o f 
available f r u i t in the markets. 

W h e n the available space is unl imi ted i t 
is advisable to set out the various f ru i t s i n 
separate areas, just as commercial f r u i t 
growers do, plant ing Pears in one area, 

Plums in another, Grapes separately, and so 
on. 'J'his facilitates operations in handling 
the various crops. T h e only conspicuous 
commercial exception to this plan is the 
plant ing o f young Peach and Apple trees 
alternately, the plan being to pul l out the 
Peaches when thev betjin to f a i l or when 
the Apples need a l l the space. 

W h e n the space is not unl imited but s t i l l 
is f a i r l y liberal the above plan mav be modi­
fied by d iv id ing the f r u i t s into fou r or 
preferably five groups: tree f ru i t s , Grapes, 
Strawberries, cane f ru i t s (Raspberries and 
Blackberries), bush f ru i t s (Currants and 
Gooseberries). T h e last two groups may 
be planted adjacent to each other. 

W h e n the area is so l imi ted that only , 
say, ha l f an acre can be (le\dted to f r u i t , 
and where we want to grow the greatest 
assortment o f kinds, the best plan is to 
divide the space so each o f the above groups 
w i l l ul t imately have its allotted section, 
though while the orchard is developing the 
space between the trees may temporarily be 
filled V" other f ru i t s . Grapes, however, 
should never be planted in an orchard or 
near trees. 

I n this article we w i l l assume that we 

have h a l f an acre to devote to tree f i u l t s 
separately. W e w i l l also assume that we 
want to grow the greatest po.ssible assort­
ment o f tree f r u i t s adapted to the climate 
o f New Y o r k and middle New England. 
T h i s restricted area w i l l compel a series o f 
eliminations. First we should rule out a l l 
staple culinary varieties such as B a l d w i n 
and Greening Apples, Bartlett and K i e f f e r 
Pears, Lombard and German Prune Plums, 
and Elberta Peaches. I n their seasons these 
can always be bought at reasonable prices, 
anyway. 

Next we w i l l omi t , or at least plant spar-
ingl\- o f varieties that ripen when there is 
normal lv an abundant supply o f other f r u i t . 
I 'or instance, dur ing .August anil Septem­
ber there are Blackberries, Peaches, Grapes, 
Plums, early Pears and Apples, none o f 
which can be kejit long but a l l o f which 
should be adequately represented. 

W e w i l l then t ry to avoid gaps in the 
home supply. T h e most con.spicuous o f 
these is l ike ly to occur a f t e r the September 
menu just mentioned has given out. T h e r e 
are no really choice Peaches or Plums that 
ripen in the vicini ty o f New Y o r k C i t y 
dur ing October. But there are several

T h e best way to avoid thesj 
bjections is to adopt a imi t that 
• i l l both provide adequate space

- i n these areas in such a wav that 
ley may be cultivated by a horse 
r a tractor f r o m each direction. 

For the home orchard, 25 feet

W h i l e Apr icot trees are hardy, 
the blossoms are o f t en destroyed 
by f ro s t ; so we w i l l not include 
them in our orchard plan. Kut 
since the trees are beaut i ful when 
in flower they deserve a place 
among ornamental trees. A n y 
f r u i t they yield w i l l be just th.it 
much to the good. Apricots rijien 
dur ing late June and l u l v , 
mostly. Quinces may aUo be 
treated as ornamental shrubs, not 
because they are tender but be­
cause they need only about 12 
feet o f space between bushes. 
One or t w o bushes w i l l usually 
be sufficient f o r a f a m i l y supply. 

W e w i l l place the outside rows 
o f trees we l l inside the fence 
preferably h a l f the distance be­
tween trees 111 or 12 ' j feet. 
T h i s w i l l a l low space fo r t u r n ­
ing the ti l lage tools. As most 
Apple and a l l sweet Cherry trees 
g row very large, they must be 
given ample space—forty to fifty 
feet. T h e Pear, while usually 
not so large-growing, is long 
lived and when mature is n.itu-
ral ly larger than the other f r u i t 
trees. T h e Peach, P l u m anil sour 
Cherry trees may be placed at 
2() or 25 - foo t interv.ils.

roads in this country to undertake a pro­
gram of landscape development. I t started 
the work prior to 1900 but has been 
c.irrying i t on s\stematically ever since that 
year.

NaturalIv its more extensive plantings are 
in the suburban towns near New ^ 'ork Ci ty . 

T h e size o f its lamlsc.ipe.l 
plots range f r o m n.irrow 
strips in f r o n t o f some o f 
its stations to veritable 
parks about others. 

T h e program o f land­
scape development which 
the L.ick.iwann.i est.iblished 
in 1900 was so vast that 
f o r the first ten or fifteen 
years the comp.iny did not 
seem to make much head­
way in c. i rrving i t out. But 
i t ke|)t planting—e.ich year 
putt ing thousands o f shrubs, 
viru-s and perennials into 
the grouiul . I t took years 
f o r these young plants to 

grow to their norm.il size .and to fill in the 
space th.it they were intended to be.autify. 

In the me.antimr the comp.anv used 
annuals and hothouse plants to decorate 
its grounds. From 2.50,000 to .500,000 
hothouse plants were used each year. 
.-\s the shrubs and perennials established 
themselves, however, gradu.allv the 
vearh' pl . int ing o f annuals decreased 
unt i l at present the use o f annuals has 
been virtu.ally abamloned.

o l lows—oi l paints, varnishes and shellacs,

i l is not only that o f a vehicle f o r the pi:^-

[lents, iui t since i t drys into a tough film, i t 
cts as a preserving agent. P.aint is coloured 
y adding various mineral pigments. F la t 
aints are made wi th a large .amount o f vola-

e " th inne r " and less o i l . T h e thinner 
vaporates leaving a du l l flat surface. E n -
mels are made by substituting varnish 
or o i l , which gives a hard glossy surface. 

K I N D S O F V A R N I S H E S 

Varnishes are o f two kinds: " o i l " and 
spiri t" . O i l varnishes are a solution o f 
esinous substances in linseed o i l , thinned 
vith turpentine. Spirit varnishes are m.ule 
vith .ilcohol instead o f o i l . Varnish is 
asv to adulterate, rosin o f t en being sub-
t i tuted f o r the more expensive resins, 
r hi se resins arc fossil gums o f tropical o r i -
i n , known as K a u r i , Man i l a Copal , Damar, 
md Zanzibar Copal. I n f e r i o r varnish can 
isu;ill\- be detected by the water test. Let a 
vet sponge stand f o r several hours on the 
urface to be tested, and i f the varnish is 
mafl^ected, i t is o f high qu . i l i ty ; i f i t turns 
vhite but regains its or iginal lustre a f t e r 
j r y i n g , i t is o f medium qual i ty ; i f i t turns 
kvhite and remains so, it is an in fe r io r 
resin product. Shellac is the commonest 
Tnd most useful o f the spirit varnishes. 
I t is made o f gum shellac dissolved in 
ilcohol. 

W. i t e r paints consist o f ground whit inir 
or similar powders mixed wi th glue, c.a.scin 
Drsomeotheradhesive,and then thinned wi t l i 
hot or cold water. Ear th pigments g iv ing 
a variety o f tints can be added as desired. 

Stains are perhaps the most abused mem­
bers o f the paint f a m i l y , because they are 
the le.-ist understood. Thev are either acid, 

\arnish, anile or water stains, depending 
upon the medium which is used to carry 
the pigment. 

O i l paints are gener.allv used fo r exterior 
work and f o r interior t r i m . W h i t e lead 
and o i l , wi th the necessary color pigment 
adde«l, is best f o r a l l exterior work . Flat 
paints and enamels are adapted onlv to 
interior painting and can be used accordiuLf 
to one's personal preference. Three coats 
at least should be applied f o r exteriors, and 
three or f o u r f o r interiors. I f enamel is 
used, the three under coats can be o f lead 
and o i l . I n new wood, knots should be 
shellackeil before applying the first coat t(> 
prevent the pitch f r o m str iking through. 
N a i l holes and imperfections should be 
puttied a f te r the p r iming coat has been put 
on. Each coat should be al lowed at least 
seventy-two hours in which to drv before 
applying .another, and before enamelling 
the surface should be smoothed wi th sand­
paper. Better results are obtained by put­
t i n g on several thin coats than two or 
three thick ones. O i l paint cannot, o f 
course, be used where a natural wood finish 
is desired, and i t is not satisfactory f o r 
floors unless varnished, as the painted sur­
face is not tough enough to withstand t r a f ­
fic. For plaster surfaces and work which 
gets li t t le wear, or which is to be done 
cheaply, there are se\ eral pateiiteil paints on 
the market. The re are also various " l i q u i d 
cements" made f r o m Portland cement, 
asbestos, sand and linseed oil or kerosene, 
\ s l ikh arc :ii!a|)t:iMi- tHi- hnt\\ e,\in-i(i|- ami 
interior work. They are capable o f g ivin . ; 
\ery interesting t rowel led , sand b lown and 
modelled effects due to their heavy body. 

Varnishes are generally used where nat­
ural wood finishes :ire desired. O n l y the 
best quality should be employed as poor 
varnish soon deteriorates and the surf.acc 
must be done over which makes an ex­
pensive and troublesome job. Floors are 
best treated w i t h shellac and wax, because 
i f worn places appear they can easily be 
patched, whereas varnished floors must be 
done over entirely each time. Varnishes 
ma\' now be bad in a great variety o f beau­
t i f u l shades so that it is no longer necessar\' 
to apply first a stain and then a clear var­
nish. For fine surfaces "rubbing varnish" 
should he used. T h i s contains a relatively 
high percentage o f resin, drys very hard, 
and can be highly polished. Rub down wi th 
powdered rotten stone or pumice between 
coats. "Spar" varnish contains less resin 
and gives a more flexible and weather re­

sistant finish. I t is best f o r exterior wood 
work, porch ceilings, floors, and generally 
wherever hard wear is liable to occur. Shel­
lac should ne\er he used f o r exteriors oi-
where the surface is subject to washing or 
scrubbing, as it w i l l not endure this treat­
ment. I f used on floors it must be waxed. 

Wate r paints are useful mainly f o r t i n t ­
ing walls and ceilings. They are not easily 
cleaned and are therefore unsuited to 
kitchens or bathrooms. In applying them 
a sizing o f adhesive material such as glue 
should be first applied to k i l l the plaster. 
One coat o f water paint is then sufficient. 
In doing over old work , a l l the water paint 
should be washed o f f , as it has a tendency to 
flake oft" i f applied in thick layers. 

11 I E U S E S C^F S'l'AINS 

Acid stains are used to bring out the 
silver gray tints in pine and cypress. T h i s 
effect is obtained by the burning action 
of the acid; They are hard to a|)pl\' and 
should not be attempted by the amateur. 
V'.irnish stains are merely ; i thin varnish 
acting as a \ehicle f o r the pigment. T'hey 
are intendeil to be used ;is a preparation f o r 
varnish or shellac. An i l i ne stains are made 
f r o m anile d\es and are li.able to fade r.atln r 
hadly. T h e i r colours too, are somewhat too 
br i l l i an t f o r most uses. Wate r stains an-
merely solutions, or suspensions o f pigment 
in water. The\- fade, and also on sof t 
woods have a tendency to roughen the sur­
face by raising the grain. They are non-
preservative. Shingle stains are re.ally very 
thin paint, wi th creosote or some other 
wood preser\ati\'c added. T h i s is effective 
only unt i l it evaporates. Shingles shoidd 
be dipped rather than painted, as in this 
way all o f the surfaces are reached and 
not merely the exposed j)ortions. 

" D O N ' T S " F O R T H E P . \ I X T E R 

1. Don't paint in wet weather. 
2. Don't paint unless ilie surfaces arc not only 

absolutely dry, but clean and prcasclcss. 
3. Don't thin your paint with gasoline, kero­

sene, or anything except turpentine. 
4. Don't huri^'. Cji\e caeh coat at lean 

seventy-two hours in which to dry. 
5. Don't paint varnished surfaces withiuii 

first sand-papering. 
f>. Don't try to get all the paint on in one 

coat. Many ihin coats are much better than a 
few thick ones. 

7. Don't forget to shellac knots before painting. 
S. Don't forget to putty holes after priming, 
9. Don't use water stains on soft wood. 

10. Don't use cheap materials. Use only the 
best quality. The difference in cost between 
good and poor paint is nothing as compared 
with the bother of applyinj^ it. 
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The small but efficient knife 
sharpener shoivn above should 
be in every kit, hoi. Just turn 
the handle and drav: the blade 
betiveen the revolving; discs.

This 
varies in habit f r o m a low <jround-
covcr to a slender tree 30 feet t a l l . 
I t makes a lovely low tang:le o f green 
under the shade i)f other trees and 
herein lies its usefulness to g-ardens. 
Its habits are similar to those o f the 
Canadian Yew (Taxus canadensii), 
loving- moist rocks and the margins 
of woodland streams. Its branchis 
when growing; freely sug;gest Fern 
fronds and the under side o f the leaves 
are marked w i t h white. I am g^lail 
to say that this w a i f f r o m the Her­
mit Kingdom has taken kindly to 
.America's climate and promises to be 
a u.siful addition to our gardens. 

The Retinisporas, compared wi th 
the .Arborvitaes, are comparatively 
newcomers to western gariiens. We 
owe our earliest varieties to D r . George 
R. Ha l l who sent them here f r o m 
Japan in 1861 j in the same year John 
Gould Veitch introduced them into 
England. The i r beauty won then) 
frientis f r o m the day they were first 
seen and their popularity has increa.sed 
ever since. A n d rig-hlly so, f o r they are 
among the most hardy and beautiful 
as we l l as the most diversified o f ever­
green plants.

1. Establish a ba.se line alon}; the 
longest side o f the field, at any desired 
distance f r o m the margin—say, f n 
feet. This margin is f o r the tools to 
turn in. 2. Place a stake the same 
distance f r o m the end of this line. 
This is the position o f the first tree. 
3. Use this as a starting point and 
place stakes along the line at 
twenty f o o t intervals—the distance 
between trees. 4. Start again at the 
first stake, measure off eight feet on 
the base line and place a temporarv 
stake. 5. .Again start at the first .stake 
and guess at making a r ight angie 
wi th a line eif jht feet long starting 
toward the other side o f the field. 
6. Now go to the first temporary stake 
on the base line and measure ten feet 
toward the other temporary stake 
(on the second l i n e ) . 7. Move this 
second temporary stake unti l it is ex­
actly ten feet f r o m the first temporary 
slake :md cit.dit f r o m the first tree 
.stake. The line drawn through this 
point w i l l f o r m a r ight angle with the 
first base line.

The system which I worked out f o r 
this lied ĝ ave excellent results f r o m 
the first. The soil was du;^ out to 
the depth o f a f o o t ; an eijjht-inch 
layer o f coarse coal ashes anil rot i ' d 
cow manure was put i n ; then, f o u r 
inches o f soil mixed half-and-half 
wi th " run-of -hank" <iravel (aNoiir 
ha l f coarse sand) ; and over this 
ei^ht inches more o f soil, leafmnlJ 
and sand mixed tof^ethir in equal 
})arts to which a moderate dn-ssin;; o f 
coarse hone-meal was adiled. This 
raised the hej about ei^ht inches abow 
the firound level, the sides bein;; 
slnpcd and .sodded. The entire surfaee 
of the bed was covered, af ter plant­
ing;, wi th a thick mulch o f strawy, 
spent horse manure. 

In this bed some fifteen varieties .)f 
Lilies were planted and jjrew to per­
fection without fur ther attention, ex­
cept an annual dre.ssin*: of bone-meal 
and a winter mulching: o f manure

Where the soil 
drainag-e is already very g-ood, it i.-
not neces.sary to d i f j out the beil, but, 
even then, a g'encrtjus amount of co,:l 
ashes dug; deep into the soil i.s, I 
think, very he lp fu l , as it gives the 
soil that open, calcareous comlitiori 
in which most Lilies .seem to thriv.-;

-At the breath o f the southwest wind , 
of the "sirocco" or o f other warm 
breezes with which each chain o f 
mr)untains is endowed, the snow dis-
ai)pear.s, the brown carpet o f the 
world cli.in;^e-., and in a few days, 
sometimes in a f e w hours, i t takes on 
an emerald tint. .\s i f by magic all 
the wor ld awakes, lives, grows and 
bursts into bloom. On every hand 
the busy insects fly, power fu l allies 
o f fer t i l izat ion without which many 
varieties would be doomed to sterility. 
Some plants are then so ardent in 
their desire to u n f o l d their corrolas 
that they cannot await the moment o f 
the final melt ing and juish through the 
bed o f snow that their stems, thanks 
to their dark tint, have had the power 
to pierce. We have often seen this 
phenomenon among the .Soldanell.is 
and the Crocuses in the -Alps or on 
the Jura. 

One might ask how this can be 
possible since, dur ing eight or nine 
months, the plant has slept under its 
mantle. T o this statement, whicl i 
is not exact but which is generally 
admitted, we reply that the plant does 
not p.ass the winter in a state o f per­
fect repose. L i f e continues to flow in 
its veins. The sap is moving there, 
I hough but s lowly, and the plant be­
gins to grow. 

W i l l you have the p roof : I no­
ticed some years ago on one of the 
Eastern slopes o f the Jura a clum|i 
o f Soidanellas just at the moment 
when they were going to be over­
taken by the winter. This was at the 
end o f October and the next day tlie 
.snow f e l l and remained upon the 
ground f o r six consecutive months. .\t 
the moment when I made this observa­
tion the plant had ripened its seeds 
and the sap wi th in it lay dormant, 
withdrawn into the roots. Not a bud 
was in the center o f the c lump; it 
appeared to be at the point o f sub­
siding and of exhaustion. In the early 
days o f spring I returned to the spot, 
l i f t ed the snow wi th an ice axe and 
found the same plant, which I had 
marked in the autumn, carrying some 
buds and flowers in the heart o f the 
clump, though they were very small 
at that time. It had formed these 
buds dur ing the winter under its cov­
ering o f snow e\en as the great trees 
in our forests enlarge their buds dur­
ing the winter. Though the cold be 
extreme, one may .see them increa.se in 
size each week. L i f e is not then re-
ducetl to a state so latent as it is gen­
erally believed to be; the fact o f the

There are, hfuvever, other rc.isons 
which explain to us the compression 
of the forms amon}^ plants of high 
alfiiiides. The storms and the winds, 
which there are of frreat violence, 
wouhi break every stem which lifts 
itself above the prounii. The railia-
tion of the frosty nights also forces 
the plant to seek a shelter near the 
earth, its natural protector, which 
retains more heat than the air. Later 
the dryness of the air, when al l the 
snow has ili.sappeared and the heavy 
dews of the morninf^ alone ffive to thi-
plant the moi.sture it needs, moisture 
which the porous soil of the moun­
tains absorbs, apain forces the plant 
to lean upon the prouiid to claim 
(mce more its protection. 

The f^round in whicli the plants of 
the hiph mountains grow is likewise 
different from that of our lowlands. 
In the crevices of tlie rocks, at the foot 
of the diff.s, in lonely ridg ês is found 
a humus, porous, black, rich in vege­
table material and almost without 
organic constituents. This earth Is 
characteristic of the mountains and it 
is formed in a manner most interest-
iiifT and remarkable. 

Let us climb together, if you wil l , 
to the summit of the limestone moun­
tains which are in the neighborhood 
of Geneva. The V'crgys in Savoy, 
for example. There we find greit 
blocks of fallen stone or crevices 
seamed and worn by the action of 
water and the weather. T hese crevices, 
more or less marked, go in every di­
rection. In many places they become 
so deep that they divide the rocks in 
two parts. 

In each of these openings we find 
a \egetable growth perfectly estab­
lished and more or less varied. While 
in the more recent and less accentu­
ated iilaces wi- find only Lichens, some 
.Messes or other cryptogams, the old­
est ones {̂ ive a resting jdace to high'-r 
types and even to s(mie kinds of trees. 
In the little fissures one does not yet 
see the earth. T h e Lichens establish d * 
them.seh'es on the rocks, whose mois­
ture together with that of the mineral 
substance to which they arc joinetl, 
suffices for their existence. The Mosses, 
more highly organized, richer in tis­
sue and demanding more nourish­
ment than the Lichens, come to dwell 
in those deeper openings upon the re­
mains left by the decomposed Lichens.

est care in preventing breakage of the tall, often heavy flower 
spikes by wind or sometimes merely by the weight of intercepted 
raindrops. Such precautions are advisable even in the case of the 
lower-iirowing varieties, while for such giants as Crimson Glov.' 
antl Golden .Measure they are really essential. 

Glads that are planted singly or in small groups can be 
.ulequately supportcil by the ordinary stake and twine method, 
the details ranging from the single stake for each spike to the 
little "fence" for several growing close together. Where the 
bulbs are set in rows of some length, however, a different system 
has several advantages. 

In row plantings, cme of the best methods of support is to run 
parallel lines of strong twine on each side o f die row, stretching 
them tight between stout stakes set at ten-foot intervals close uj) 
to the plants. A single line on each side, about a foot .iboxc-
ground, wi l l be sufficient for all except the reallv tall-growing 
sorts which w i l l be better off i f provided with ; i second line at a 
greater height. 

This plan of support wi l l save the stalks from breaking out 
f rom the row on either side. I f the bulbs were set only a few 
inches apart in the row, as they should be, the growth itself w i l l 
be sufficient support against breakage in the direction of the 
row itself. 

Protection is not the onlv advantage of Gladiolus support, suit­
able staking also makes for straighter spikes because it forestalls 
t i l t ing of the lower part of the stalks with its resultant efforts by 
the upper portions to regain an upright position.

PF.RENNIAI.S FROM SEED 

I HERE are certain advantages in growing your own perennials 
from seed, i f you are one of those gardeners who like to flo 

everything that they can themselves. From a strictly cash stand­
point, and forgetting the time factor, this method is cheaper than 
biiving clumps or divisions of mature plants. I'urthcr than this, 
it has an element of uncertainty about it which appeals to many 
of us. Not all seeds, even of the finest {|u:ility, come true to 
color—some, it must be admitted, occasionallv do not come at 
a l l ! So one never knows quite what one is going to get in 
the end. 

I t is an advantage to get perennial seeds started fairly early in 
the suiTimer, so that when the cool weather puts a stop to their 
growth the plants wi l l be big enough to stand the winter in a 
coldfr.ime or perhaps in their permanent positions in the border. 
I f they are properly sown during late Julv or the first few 
days of August, and well cared for, this condition should be 
reached. 

Pl.inting is hist clone in fl.nts or seed pans filled with light, good 
loam in w-hich there is plentv of leaf-mold to ret.ain moisture and 
prevent caking. Let the rows be two or three inches apart and, 
with most seeds, cover to about three times their own diameter. 
Af te r planting, press the soil down lightly and exenlv and water 
thoroughly with a very fine rose which wil l not wash out the 
seeds. In all future waterings, be careful not to flood the sur­
face, as this often results in caking of the .soil. 

Transplanting, of course, must be done as soon as the seedlings 
begin to crowd. Transfer them to other flats in which they can 
be set at least two inches apart each wav.
