Florida-bound travelers will be interested to know 
lhat il will soon be possible to go from Miami directly to 
Key West on the Overseas Highway—the entire distance 
by automobile. This should greatly facilitate travel to 
and from Havana, which is 5 hours from Key W est bv boat. 

Another project of particular interest from tlie stand­
point of transportation is the new Cross-Stale Canal, com­
pleted last spring. It runs from Stuart on the East Coast 
through Lake Okeechobee to Fort Myers and the Gulf of 
Mexico, a distance of 1 5 4 . 9 miles. Yachts and other craft 
up to those drawing 1 2 feel of water have been using the 
canal, but the government is planning to improve the 
locks near Stuart to permit the passage of larger boats.

When you start p lanning your Chr i s tmas decor­

ations, try to project yourself forward in point of 

lime hi the Day itself. O r turn back to the holiday 

as a ch i ld . It is important to become saturated with 

the essence of this part i cu lar time, when you feel 

-o radica l ly changed from other days that even 

commonplace things seem different. It is the fnnc-

lion of decorations lo jiromote that sensation, to 

gi \ e masquerade costumes to the very elements of 

the house so that one s surroundings seem a part 

of a new. gay and highly satisfactory wor ld . In 

p lanning decorations of a doorway or a window, 

bear this in mind, for it wi l l make for a better 

doorway if it looks quite different f rom its nor­

mal self: \ o u wi l l make a window into a new fot al 

point if it takes on a new role. 

Bv the very nature of the materia ls which iriake 

our doors and windows, they are usual ly straight 

and severe. O n the other hand, the nature of the 

jtinc boughs, sprigs of hol lv . r ibbon, etc., lends 

I hem to curved forms, as gar lands and festoons. 

Therefore, in ap | i roaching any decoration prob­

lem do not try to mak(> any material behave in an 

unnatural manner. T r y rather lo make the decora-

live aids act as a complement lo the rigid archi­

tectural framework. G a r l a n d s are best when the\ 

do not fol low the outline of doorways, but instead 

form serpentine or twisted patterns. 

I n decorating an exterior door endeavor to make 

the best |)ossible use of existing planting. I f there 

is none, introduce a polled tree or two. But i f 

there is an evergreen tri?e or shrub, i l wi l l not be 

enough to s i r ing a number of electric bulbs, or an 

assortment of ornaments, in a hit-or-miss man­

ner. Have some definite scheme in mind , such as 

the pattern of the electric lights on the fo l lowing 

page. T h e upper ones form a single sp i ra l , the 

lower ones have a definite criss-cross design. At 

night one of the most effective schemes is to use

a f a i r l y strong light behind an existinp tree or 

I lump of shrubbery becaust^ the shadows thrown 

on the house may prove hijzhly decorative. E.xperi-

ment with different colored lights for the best 

effect, and, of course, try the spot light in several 

locations. 

One of the commonest pit fal ls in 

Chr i s tmas decoration is that in con­

centrating on details, one is apt to 

forget the effect as a whole. T h e j o b 

is best done by two persons, mutual 1\ 

frank and mutua l ly w i l l i n g to acc rii i 

cr i t ic isms. Before smit ing a n a i l in 

place, hold up the mater ia l , or have 

it held up to observe the general effect. 

I f after many h a m m e r t lubbings to

T h e whole 

scheme shi)uld have an apparent , s imple motif. 

T h e visitor shuuld appreciate at a fzlancc that 

there is a predominance of vert icals , horizontals , 

diagonals , curves, or whatnot, but he should not 

gel the impression that you had a certain lot of 

left-over material which in a hasty fren /y you 

tossed at a doorway, a window or a tree. 

-Another point to remember is that some per­

sons w i l l see your decorations by day. .some l i \ 

night, some both. Therefore , p lan not only for 

day or for night, but for both. H a v i n g worked 

out a scheme satisfactory for one, it w i l l not be 

difficult to make it effective for the other. But 

\<>u must think about it in advance. 

T h e little matter of having electric lights for 

cither outside or inside decorations .-ihould not 

be left unti l the day before Chr i s tmas . E v e r ) 

r l r i (l ic ian wi l l be too busy to proper ly take care 

of your demands in case there is an outside wal l -

plug lo install . Inc identa l ly , it w i l l ])roliaIily I)e 

well worth while to have some sort of e.\terior 

wal l -p lug or receptacle instal led, because there 

w i l l be more Chris tmases to come. It is a l l - impor­

tant when having such an ttutlet installt?d to see 

that it is a standard exterior waterproof unit.

It may be 

due to our lunch-counter habits but a 

Snack B a r seems to be more comfortal i le 

and pleasant than a smal l table in the 

kitchen or the narrow benches of the old 

Breakfast Nook.

C L O S E to the end of the la.st century, things began to happen 

to Engli.sh gardens. It was a slow change. perlia|)s because 

the Engli.sh don t l ike changes, not even slow ones, and any 

notion of a l ter ing the face of the E n g l i s h garden would neces­

sar i ly mean some serious battling. M r . W i l l i a m Robinson was 

among the first pioneers in effecting this change, and his idea 

was to gel away, once and for a l l , f rom the neat, fastidious 

carpet bedding, the garish colors , the formal i ty , and general 

lack of imagination which pervaded the V i c t o r i a n gardening. 

M r . Rob inson had excellent weapons. He was a natural 

gardener, born an I r i s h m a n of peasant stock, and before he 

was thirty, a pract ica l and experienced horticulturist . T h e n , 

too. he was a convincing and s k i l l f u l writer , and his books, 

notably "God's A c r e Beautiful"'. " T h e E n g l i s h F l o w e r G a r ­

den", and " G a r d e n i n g W o r l d " certainly did more than any­

thing else to br ing back the herbaceous border, natural ly flow­

ering trees and shrubs, the free b lending of the wi ld with the 

cul t ivated—in short, a return to the completely natural and 

informal way of gardenuig. 

F o r fifty years until his death in 193.5. W i l l i a m Robinson, 

bachelor, l ived, gardened and wrote, alone on one of E n g l a n d s 

most impressively beautiful estates. Gravetve M a n o r l i o 

among oak woods in the Sussex Downs of East Grin.stead, a 

massive grey stone iron-master's house built in 1696. T h e 

estate today totals 1100 acres. 20 of which are devoted to a 

garden in Robinson's own taste and ctmception. a beautiful 

mirror of his own beliefs, where one can see c lear ly the iTiean-

ing behind the statement of his head-gardener and fr iend. Mr . 

Ernes t M a r k h a m — t h a t gardening was to Robinson as much 

a rel igion as a hobby. Mr . M a r k h a m himse l f pursues this 

hobl:)y with as much ardor as his master; he is known for his 

work with Clematis . 

Here the Rose G a r d e n is not mere ly a garden of R o s e s — 

it contains companion (lowers in the same bed. for these not 

only shade the Rose roots, but offer at once a more natural 

and c o l o r f u l effect; Clematis , Wis ter ia , and Rose vines are 

al lowed to c l imb and mingle freelv with the branches of va­

rious trees, and througliout the grounds at Gravetve . there is a 

wilderness of growth in which the wi ld and the cultivated 

are grown together in tnasses for color, form and fragrance.

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And if all this seems like "old stuff"" lo preseiU-duy gar­
deners, they have only to remember the formal little flowrr 
beds in neat patterns common to an average garden before 
Robinson and bis foildwcrs began their crusade. 

The last twenty-five years of Robinson's life were spent 
almost entirely in a wheelchair, a hopeless cripple. He was 
96 years old when he died, a tired though still mentally active 
old man whose keen interest in every plant and tree at Grave-
tye had never ceased during bis long life. Aside from his own 
personal writing, he was the founder of three now famous 
journals. "The Garden", "Gardening Illustrated ", and "The 
Flora and Sylva ". Twice during his lifetime he was offered 
a knighthood, and both times refused. "I came into the world 
as William Robinson," he answered, "and V\\ go out of it 
plain William Robinson." 

L K F T : The pergola al Gravetye Manor 
runs along one end of the house garden. 
Here are grown some of the rarer vine'̂  
and the numerous Clematis that Mr. 
Ixobinson and Mr. Markham have hy­
bridized. From this point the garden 
climbs up a planted hillside.

I N THE days of the Dons all the country sur-
roundinji this lovely house was pari of a 

S|iaiii.-h l ancho. Apprnpriak'h. therefore, the ar-
cliileet. Frederick L . Confer, developed his theme 
ar()nnd the Munteicv ;-t\ le which has heen largely 
influenced by the architecture of the early hacien­
das. Having thus placed his design in harmony 
with its colorful hackground. Mr. Cimlrr iicvl pro­
ceeded to make a clean break with tradition and 
plan a home which should be perfecth adapted to 
the modern way of living in a favored climate. 

The plans shown on this page are indicative of 
this latter point of view, being in e\erv particular 
insistent on modern convenience and comfort, with 
pleasant rooms |danned in nice relationship to one 
another. M l romns open out on balconies or sunn\ 
courts, as shown in the photograph above. 

Working in cbisc cxiiieration. the lan(i>(a|)e ar­
chitect. \ c d S. luii kcr. and llie aichilecl ha\e de­
veloped all the property innnediately surr{)unding 
the house into a charmingly unified pattern which 
includes formal gardens and walks, a swimmini; 
pool and sun terrace, a tennis court and badmin­
ton court, and even a special children's play area 
afljoining the nursery. As demonstrated by these 
photographs, the house fits closely into this scheme 
rather than being a unit apart from it. as is more 
often the case.

The details of formal 
service as reflected in a well planned 
butler's pantry require storage space 
for table decorations, candles and

For 
practical durability good standard 
built caliinets have sturdy hardware

open, and the voices (rom within rose 
higher and higher, he could not help 
overhearing scraps of the debate. It 
appeared that the railroad company 
had started to paint the local slaliim. 
and some of the garden club mem-
liers had objected to the color, a drab 
brown, and made a strenuous yjrotesi: 
whereupon the railroad had graciously 
agreed to paint the building any color 
the club wanted. 

The members, however, seemed to 
be finding it impossible to agree upon 
a suitable color, . \ f l e r years of in­
tricate color-scheming in their own 
fiardens. and in combining split har­
monies and com|)leuietilary contrasts 
in iheir llower arranti. 'iii.nis. they had 
become so highly color-conscious that 
no ordinary pigment would answer the 
purpose. .So after three-quarters of an 
hour of acrimonious debate they ap-
p<iinted a committee of their most ex-
perl colorists to settle the matter. 

.My friend, who had to catch a cer­
tain train, was able to give them a 
brief digest of the subject upon which 
he had been going to speak. ""Aiqiar-
I n l ly" . he lold me. "that cimmiitlee is 
;;oing to do a very careful and well-
considered job ; for when I passed 
ihnuigh that town two months later 
ihe station was still unpainled!" 

And what flower show judge, during 
recent years, has not come across, in 
adilition to classes in flower arrange­
ments calling for the reproduction of 
magazine covers and the illustration 
of bits of verse (or worse), such gems 
as "a study in color harmony in shades 
of pink and red. for a bedside table" 
(presumably for a young man recover­
ing from a severe attack of simburn! I . 
Or. " A n arrangement in lavender and 
mauve, in a Delft blue vase, for a gen­
tleman's study." 

In short, the individuals who have 
launched ihe Men's Cardcn Clubs of 
America feel dial it is time for more 
terra firma and less pink tea in Amer­
ican horticulture. They point out tlie 
(act that England's various amateur 
horticultural organizations, which have 
accomplished so much that has been 
of inestimable value to gardeners the 
world over, have been run by the men. 

They realize that conditions in Amer­
ica are very different, and that the 
splendid work which ihe umiii ir'- elulis 
have done should be. and uiKpirslion-
ably wi l l be. carried on. But they feel 
dial lliis work wi l l be made not less 

effective, but more so, by the balance 
wheel which they believe a strong men's 
garden movement wi l l supply. 

The n«'w president of the national 
men's organization. John A. Fritz, of 
Lancaster. Pa., has expressed the whole 
idea in a few words. "Our immediate 
objective is to interest more Amcri<!an 
men in gardening as a recreation. Be­
yond that then- arc larger possibilities. 
ni>l only in aiding horticulture dire< tly. 
but including even community better­
ment. Nevertheless the men's garilen 
club programs and activities, based 
on our [)lans for ihe future, and as 
exem|)lilied by past experience, w i l l 
be as diffenmt from those of ihc 
women's clubs as stud poker is from 
bridge." 

One of these differences, already 
evident in what the men are doing, is 
a saving sense of humor. It is epit<im-
ized in the design selected for their 
national emblem. It runs, l ike a silver 
thread, ihrough the pages of their 
national bii l lel in. ME-GA—the name 
being a compound of the first two let­
ters of ihe words " M e n " and "Gardens", 
and also ihe Greek for "strength". 

Here, for instance, in the midst of 
serious suggestions for midsummer 
garden activities, one comes across the 
hillowing pertim-nt land impertinent > 
bit of advice: 

"Flowers wi l l not wi l t on hot August 
ilays if a stiff copper wire is run down 
ihe stem fnuii blossom to roots." 

And here are some suggestions cm 
what to ilo in March: 

"On the calenilar March is the third 
numth of the year—inserted there 
mainly to keep February from running 
into -April; to supply Shakespeare with 
a date for warning Ca;sar; and to givt-
the ground hog time to make good 
his bluff. But gardens are no respecters 
of calendars, and old Dame Nature is 
as grouchy in March as any other 
woman when just awakened from 
sleep and forced to go down into a 
cfild kitchen lo start operations. . . . 

" I f I wanted to be pessimistic, I 
could say that it isn't much of a month 
for doing anything but making out 
your income tax return, but a gar­
dener is never a pessimist, so—'What 
lo Do in March? ' "

OK T H E E A U T I I E A R T H Y . By Marion 
Nicholl Rawson. New York: E. P. 
DiiHiin ami Company. Iiu . 

In this sumptuous volume of more than 
four hundred octavo pages Mrs. Raw-
son presents her readers with the 
rigliili of her series upon life amid the 
|iroblcms of early (iolonial days. As 
with the four next preceding volumes, 
this book is ahundanlly illustrated with 
rejiroductions of her own virile draw­
ings made upon the spot, in ihose re-
;:ions where she was collecting the 
information which has now been so 
engagingly wrought into this important 
history -an intimate account of the 
"iruggles of our ancestors again-̂ l the 
placid indifference of Nature. 

Mrs. Rawson tells her stories in 
< liatly fashion, the material being ar­
ranged in chapters, which are thcm-
.selves made up of collections of what 
may have been ibe running entric^s in 
a note book, and now appearing as in­
dividual paragraphs, each laden with a 
^pi'i iai interest. 

Not only are there tah-s of the primal 
wrestlings with the bare earth—as in 
mining, quarrying, brickmaking. peat 
dig^iings. sail yards, charcoal pits, tar 

kilns, and the like. I)ul the searching 
inquiry which the author turns upon 
liii -c fundami'ntal |)ursints opens out 
in all directions into the occupations 
developing from them. Thus, from the 
iron mine sprang the foundry; the salt 
yards made possible not only the fish­
ing industry with its enormous exports 
of salt mackerel, and the ship building 
concerns to build the fleets, but ex­
tended to the construction of the lighl-
houses along ibc coasts. The clay pit 
was the forerunner id the brick-yard, 
with its resullant --upirior tpiality of 
housing. . \ salti)elre bed in-^pired the 
manufacture of gunpowder, which, in 
turn, stimulaird the making of guns 
and, in another direction, increased 
prodigiou.sly the output of every quar­
ry. The lar kiln with its invaluable 
afler-produci of |iilcli brought aid to 
a score of industries. 

Among the secondary developments 
reviewed in the book are the manu­
facture of indigo, potash, seines and 
ropes for the fishermen, charcoal for 
the ironworker—even wanqnnn to pay 
the wages of the Indian laborer. 

It is safe to preilict that every read­
er of Mrs. Rawson's book will finish 
il with a great hunjri-r for more.
