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® This house, which is the nearest approach to strictly
traditional design of any of our prize winners, will be of
unusual interest to those of our readers who feel that
traditionalism should be able to make coneessions to mod-
ern living. The owner, Mrs, Margaret Lawton, operates a
dairy farm and she wished the house to conform in its
general appearance with that of the farm buildings and
other houses in the vicinity. However, the architect tells
CONN.: ROYAL BARRY WILLS, ARCHITECT us that she was insistent on having a much more exten-
sive use of glass along the south wall of the living room
than is customary for the type of house, and was also
attracted by certain features of the open plan. Mr. Wills
contrived to’ design the house around three sides of a
terrace for privacy with a continuous row of windows
opening on this terrace. In its general appearance the
house will conform to the conventional New England type
but there is very little attempt to adhere to the old-
fashioned plan or to sacrifice comfort or convenience for
merely stylistic reasons.

The house seems to us a notable example, on the
one hand, of the evolutionary changes in design brought
about by emphatic changes in major requirements, and
on the other hand, of the survival of certain traditional

forms in regions where these traditions originated.

Left: this view from the southwest looks into
the sunny sheltered terrace and shows the row of
windows along the wall of the living room. The
garage is separated from the house by a covered
porch, or breezeway, beyond which is the kitch-
en and maid’s wing. To insure quiet, the two

bedrooms are at the opposite end of the house.

Right: the space between the garage and the
house serves variously as a porch, as shelter for
the main entrance, a cool breezeway on warm

days and a summer dining porch.

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Mr. Wills” plan for the Lawton house is well-arranged
for simple, convenient living. Dining and living rooms
can be used as one, or separated by a folding wall.
Meals can be served on the ]ull‘t']l direct from the
kitchen. The bedroom wing can be entered from the
terrace without passing through other parts of
the house. Halls are kept to a practical minimum,
while excellent use is made of the possibilities inherent
in a one-room-wide plan to assure plenty of light and

ventilation throughout the entire house.

Edible hospitality, your own special brand of Christ-
mas cheer, for the guests who drop in to wish you

well—from Christmas Eve to New Year's Day.

B Christmas hospitality should be warm, friendly and
simple. Let it reach out its hands to people and draw
them into the magic circle of good fellowship. If you
can, remove the center of attraction from the formality
of the dining room into the glow of the living room
fire. Push the easy chairs and sofa within basking dis-
tance of the crackling logs and scatter soft cushions
about for those who like to sit cross-legged on the floor.

For the guests who are doing the rounds and
will visit with you but half a cheerful moment, serve a
bowl of McIntosh apples, icy-cold and polished, with
a plate of heated walnuts and a decanter of Port. Or
thin erisp Chinese rice wafers to accompany the Sherry.
Pound cake, plain or raisin-studded, teams well with a

glass of Madeira; so do gingerbread cookies with hot

mulled cider—braced, perhaps, with a dollop of brandy.

The guest who can linger awhile will appreciate
the chill-breaking mulled wines, fragrant with cloves
and cinnamon; or hot brandied milk punches served
with thin butter cookies.

A kettle, kept bubbling on the hearth, creates an
atmosphere as well as assuring each guest of a cup of
very hot, freshly brewed tea. A low table drawn up to
the fire can hold all the amenities: lemon slices, cloves.
rock candy, even hot scones and bitter gold Dundee
marmalade. Old-fashioned lebkuchen, pfeffernusse or
anise drops are happy additions for those who prefer
their tea with rum.

Coffee, though no novelty, is warming and
friendly when served with thick cream and a cake-
like yeast bread such as Norwegian Julekake or Rus-
sian Koulitch. For the holiday touch, if you like, you

might spike your coffee with brandy and spices for
a brilot or diable; and ladle it, piping hol from a
deep brilot-bowl.

For those who like to play with fire, bring on
the Snapdragons. These large, plump raisins, soaked
overnight in brandy, will blaze up brightly and bravely
when piled on a platter and lighted. Keep forks handy
for those timid souls who fear for their fingers.

Soups are hearty warmer-uppers and welcome
at any time of day. They make good openings for the
light suppers you can serve late in the evening—after
guests have recovered from the Christmas feast. Strong,
hot bouillon with a slice of lemon and a dusting of
herbs, accompanied by slices of sour rye and sweet
butter, has a way of thawing out the most shivery visi-
tor. Clam broth and Swedish pumpernickel, or steam-
ing onion soup with crusty, garlic-buttered French
bread, are equally tempting.

Salads and small hot meat turnovers are good
to follow the soup. So are rolled pancakes filled with
turkey hash, or little individual meat pies. A jellyroll
pattern of biscuit dough spread with minced ham can
be sliced easily and neatly and bakes in a twinkling.
Pumpﬁrnickel rounds heaped with a coltage cheese-
sour cream mixture (and ringed with chopped chives)
might well be the only complement to soup.

For a cold buffet, platters of sliced ham and
turkey are good companion pieces to slices of fresh
homemade bread and a tray of celery, carrot sticks and
olives, green and ripe. A chef’s salad of ham, tongue,
turkey and Swiss cheese cut in match-stick strips tossed
with greens and garnished with tomatoes and hard-
cooked eggs is good. Accompany with pumpernickel.
Or make it smoked turkey, cut paper thin, and served
with bread and butter finger sandwiches, water-

CHOOSE YOUR DAUGHTER'S FURNITURE WITH CARE AND IT NEED NEVER BE OUTGROWN

1— She’s six, old enough to take pride in a room planned for her very own. Her mother chose French Provincial fur-
niture because of its small scale; the larger pieces have been painted apple green, the rest left in fruitwood. Her
beds are springs on legs set in the corners to leave lots of play space. Above them, shelves with shaped wooden val-
ances hold toys and books: conceal lights. Between the beds an upholstered banquette, flanked by little tables, con-
ceals a phonograph and record space beneath lift-up seats; she loves her low table and slipper chair for sit-down play.
Her picture frames have wide mats and hinged glass so that pictures may be easily changed ; opposite them is a bulle-
tin board. Since she is still apt to spill things, everything is washable from the woven cotton rug to the bed-
spreads, curtains and slipcover of small and large checked pink-and-white gingham to match the soft pink walls.
Last birthday she was given the goldfish bowl lamp which lights the table desk and easy chair.

2— She’s sixteen, thinks pink is babyish, likes to entertain her schoolmates in her own room. So walls are a darkish
blue and the beds have tailored plaid spreads and cushions. Between them, the banquette-phonograph plays swing
instead of Mother Goose. The shelves still act as bed-lights although they, like the other painted pieces, are now
white. Nursery scenes have yielded to beaux in her picture frames, with an overflow on the still-useful bulletin
board. The goldfish, alas, died, but she put Christmas baubles in the lamp which is now on the low table near the
window. The easy chair has an ottoman now, and when she isn’t stretched on the shaggy white rug she sometimes
remembers to relax there.

3— She’s twenty-six, married and has an apartment with a small guestroom. She asked her mother to send over her
girthood furniture and she has planned the guestroom around it. The beds now stand side by side, united by a hand-
some, oyster-white tufted headboard and spread, with bolster and petticoat of green-and-white stripe. She has had all
the wooden pieces scraped, bleached and pickled to stand out against the deep green walls. A new easy chair and
ottoman are upholstered in chartreuse to match the rug, with a cherry pink cushion like the seats of the wooden

chairs. Her little daughter, aged four, is rapidly outgrowing nursery furniture and she isn't at all sure that when they
move to their new house in the country she may not start the cycle all over again for her when she is six.

As every modern parent knows, the presence of children in the home is one of the realest facts extant.
Perhaps there was a time when the young ones could be assigned certain remote areas of the house and
their lives professionally supervised so that the remainder of the house operated on a no-children basis.
But not today. Today’s smart parents, when they build, assign a generous space to the children; and
today’s smart architect designs this space specifically for children’s use. To a surprising degree, this
simple development in design sets the modern house apart from most of its predecessors. For many
generations, children have lived in rooms which were scaled for grown-ups. They couldn’t see out of the
windows, and they couldn’t reach the hooks. They were more fortunate in the matter of furniture: there

have been little chairs and little tables through many generations of furniture makers, but only recently

has the youngest generation been admitted as a component in the over-all architectural problem. The
ideas presented on these four pages are symptomatic of this emphatic change. Not only are these rooms
pleasanter for children, but the arrangements which they provide can do much to save time, steps

and trouble for their elders—applied common sense in a field where common sense is most rewarding.

MUD-PROOF LOCKER ROOM. The amount of mud, sand, snow and similar material that a

group of active youngsters can bring into the house seems to be limitless. Likewise, the prob-
lem of what to do with raincoats, snow suits, galoshes and other outdoor gear is ever present
and rarely solved. The photograph above shows a room which has been in use in the North
Country School for the past six years and has proved very effective. The designers of the school.
Douglas Haskell with Henry S. Churchill, associated architect, have worked out a modification
of this room for us, shown in the diagram and small plan at the top of this page. Lockers are
doorless with hooks placed low enough for children to reach. The floor is waterproof and
sloped toward a gutter so that it can be hosed down. Heating pipes under the lockers send

warm air through the perforated shelves of the lockers to dry wet clothes—children’s or adults’.

® One of these days we thriving, bustling, hurrying people of
the West may learn the value of quiet, of what happens when
we sit still. For many centuries the East has known that soli-
tude and silence bring their own measures of enjoyment and
healing. Their way of enjoying music, for example. We enjoy
it while the music is playing; their richest moments are when
it is over and they can think about it.

When first this was told me my mind flashed back to a
picture I had seen in my own home. Seven children made day-
time hours fairly strenuous for my mother. All of us put to bed
and the house quieted down, she would go into her room and
sit alone for a while. Onee finding her there I asked, “What
are you doing here all alone in the dark?” She answered,
“Skip back to bed. This is my time. I'm luxuriating in silence.”

® During the past few years we have had little chance either
to be alone or luxuriate in silence. Wars are fought by regi-
mented men and women. They are crowded close together.
Many newly inducted soldiers found this constant pressure
of others hard to take. They never had a chance to be alone.
There were rows and rows, too, of regimented men and
women working away in Red Cross rooms and factories, fit-
ting themselves into a pattern and a routine.

Scarcely had peace come than our economy was dis-
rupted by strikes, by regimented efforts of men demanding
to better their lot. They held conferences with other regi-
mented men whose thinking and arguments were guided by
preconceived and statistically-supported rules, euphemistical-
ly known as “the sound principles of business.”

How many of them, soldiers, factory workers, Red
Cross women, strikers and employers, how many of them
knew the peace that comes after din, could sit still alone, be
themselves and think what it was all about? Some may have
sought it on a solitary.walk. Many found it when they reached
home. Home, if we respect each other, is one of the places
where we should be able to throw off regimented thinking.

® Now luxuriating in silence has a way of revealing many
things to us. It shows where we’ve made mistakes, where our
thinking and acts were wrong. It also has a compelling way
of convineing us that we cannot, of ourselves, do it all alone.
Nor can mere mobs of people marching and working shoulder
to shoulder do it. There’s got to be something else. something
that doesn’t come from us. What that dear child-ridden

mother was seeking there alone in the dark was the rich and

enveloping light and aid which came not from herself.
That, when we realize it, is what Christmas is all about.
“Silent night, holy night,” we sing. “Not a creature
was stirring, not even a mouse,” we teach our children. The
shepherds were sleeping. The din of day’s work had fled. Not
a lamb bleated nor a cow lowed. Silence, solitude. How still
the night! Then the song of the angel proclaiming that help
had come, that what we could not do of ourselves was to be
done for us, that the promise of the ages was to be fulfilled.

that to those of good will, peace was given.

® Many times before and since then the world had heard
proclamations of peace, but this was a different kind of peace:
it passes human understanding. It was brought, not by a re-
turning warrior resplendent and glowing from his conguests.
but by a helpless Babe born in a lowly stable and cradled in
a manger from which dumb beasts fed.

And yet, in His hand He held the orb of the world and
was destined to release it from the clamor, confusion and evil
ways that brought suffering. He gave peace that we might live
in peace, that troubled men and women struggling through
the dark night be brought to light. That a solitary mother
sitting there alone could be certain all those about her were
well and cared for and whatever the next day brought forth

she would be ready to cope with.

B The strange fact about this peace the Christmas angel
heralded is that we can’t keep it unless we share it. We have to
give it away to have it. That's what makes it past man’s under-
standing here on earth. The best we can do is to symbolize it.
Our Christmas gifts are symbols of that peace—if, of course,
we are men of good will. Merely to exchange gifts because of
social and commercial obligations only debases a heavenly
endowment. Those who have no truly good will can never
know truly good peace. So we wrap up our gifts in gay paper
and tie them with giddy ribbons, because good will and peace
are joyous.

This year, more than ever before, empty hands reach
out to us from all the world. The appeals seem overwhelming.
We must give widely and to the limit.

Writing cheques is rather a dull way to extend our
charities, yet it, too, can be made gay and joyous. Go off by
yourself to write them. Write them slowly—and as you sign

your name, say, “I share my peace with you.”

Ho!iday bounty

Grafton M. Peberdy, who supervises the
grounds of Yale University, grows plants to
enjoy outdoors all year and indoors at Christ-

mas. Here he describes some of his favorites.

® The gardener who is fortunate to have a
variety of good evergreens and berried shrubs
in his garden may easily appropriate some for
Christmas decorations. This cutting, done judi-
ciously, also serves as annual pruning for the
trees and shrubs.

Some years ago we started a custom of
calling in friends and neighbors to a Christmas
wreath-making party. So much interest was
shown in using the limited variety of material
from our garden at the time that the following
spring we began adding more evergreens and
berried shrubs to our plantings. Now we have
not only a garden of year-round beauty, but
enough evergreens to provide clippings for as
many as twenty-five participants in our annual
party. Birds, too, are attracted to the plantings
that offer them food and winter shelter.

Evergreens are handsomest in early win-
ter. Growth has hardened up and foliage is &
deep, glossy green. Cutting the branches at
Christmas time may seem like a sacrifice of

beauty, but experience has shown us that care-
fully pruned plants do not even show their loss.
In fact, they benefit, for pruning makes the
plants fuller and guides their growth. Inci-
dentally, we do the pruning ourselves, the
morning of the wreath-making party. This
saves time and confusion and eliminates any
chance slips of the pruning shears in the hands
of enthusiastic guesls.

We use a pruning technique called “pinch-
ing back™. This is nothing more than culting
back with knife or pruners the branches that
have put out extra-long growth during the
season. This gives good clippings for decora-
tions, benefits the plant, and at the same time
avoids the formal effect resulting from shearing
with hedge clippers. All cuts are made back to
side branches or buds, to obviate ugly stubs
that may die back. Unless the plant is leggy
from neglect or dense shade, we do not cut
back of the current season’s growth.

Each plant is a pruning problem in itself,
so it is carefully studied before a single cut is
made. The length of wood trimmed out depends
on_the growth rate and on the ultimate size and
shape desired to fill its particular location. A
well-fertilized Mountain Laurel that has put on

ten to twelve inches of growth during the season
may be pruned back eight or nine inches; a
poor grower with only four to six inches of
new growth may be cut back about three, or
none at all, depending on its location. Pines
give the most generous trimmings as their
“candles™ of new growth may attain three feet
or more in a single season; junipers are slow
growers in comparison and yield only small

branches, sufficient, however, for filling in

and giving bulk to wreaths.

Cuttings from all of our evergreens and
berried shrubs have been used in wreaths.
sprays, garlands and vase arrangements for
Christmas. The firs, spruces, pines, hemlocks,
laurels, hollies and rhododendrons are the most
useful for backgrounds. The others, especially
the andromedas and berried plants, give charm
and contrast.

The framework for wreaths can be made
of eight- or nine-gauge wire, but we prefer a
heavier foundation constructed of two hoops of
wire with sphagnum moss bound on with cord.
The moss acts as a pincushion into which the
pointed ends of the twigs are stuck. If the moss

is watered daily, this moistened foundation

HEALTHFUL CONDITIONS AND BEAUTY SHOULD GO HAND IN HAND

A plant is decorative only so long as it is healthy. If
you want an attractive indoor garden, the first things to

consider, then, are light, temperature and moisture.

Probably the easiest condition to control. and vyet the

most neglected, is moisture. House p];mls may receive an

overdose of it on the roots, but often the surrounding atmos-

phere is as dry as a desert, and suitable only for cacti.

A plant corner that is part of a living room must share

its temperature. but almospheric moisture can be improved

by syringing the tops of the plants. The surroundings should

therefore be water-resistant, of glass, tile, brick. or

they may be protected with a good oil paint.

In a living-room plant corner temperature and light will
limit the choice of plants. Most rooms are kept above
65 degrees Fahrenheit, a temperature that suggests the
use of heat-loving plants native to desert or jungle.

The examples shown at left will fit a warm window that
receives three or four hours of winter sunlight. Plants
to substitute for these in a south window are Crown-of-

Thorns (Euphorbia splendens), trained as a vine, and a

sizeable cactus underplanted with Kalanchoe coccinea. This

combination of succulents prefers soil lightened with
sand, and a limited quantity of water. The euphorbia
and kalanchoe have vellow-red flowers—wonderful

in a room where this dramatic color is at home.

A greenhouse—or one in miniature, as on the opposite
page—is the ideal solution for a plant corner. Here
heat can be thermostatically controlled. As in a ter-

rarium, air moisture builds up within the glass walls.
When an excess is indicated by the steaming of the glass

one of the panels can be opened to admit room air.

| N buying toys for your small fry, the

R

most important consideration is safe-
ty. The National Safety Council makes
the following recommendations.

The wrong toys in the hands of a
child can be as dangerous as a loaded
pistol. The most intelligent mothers
and fathers are apt to lose sight of this
point when they see a toy that arouses
nostalgic memories or is cute to the
point of being irresistible. However,
it’s best to remember that the toys are
for the children and not solely for the
admiration of the adult populace.

Very young children, because of
their habit of putting everything port-
able . . . and much that is not . . . in
their mouths, should never be given
small articles like jacks, coins or mar-
bles. Every vear, nearly six hundred
children choke to death over just such
small objects. A small amount of care
and thought could do much to lower
this unnecessary mortality rate.

Make sure that the paint or dye on
these highly attractive objects is non-
poisonous.

Naturally, no small child should be
allowed to play with electrical toys,
and the older child should only be al-
lowed to play with those that bear the
seal of the Underwriters’ Laboratories.
And it should be thoroughly impressed
on them that wet hands, damp clothes
and electricity don’t mix. Always keep
a weather eye out for frayed cords or
any other signs that the equipment is
not in the best possible condition.

Children, with their natural care-
lessness, will not be more cautious
| about inflammable toys than they are
about any others, so it’s a good idea
to see that they don’t have the oppor-
tunity of seriously burning and scar-
ring themselves for life. Celluloid toys
are among those that will catch fire
readily, as will many of the napped and
brushed fabrics. Last year, a cowboy
suit, bearing imitation fur of this type
caused the death of three small boys.
Eight others were badly burned.

Regular inspection of all toys will
save you a lot of future grief. Cracked
rattles allow the small stones to escape,
loose nails in the sandbox can cause
serious infections and loose wheels on
coaster wagons have caused many a
small limb to be broken. No toy is too
insignificant to be overlooked. If it
can’t be properly mended . . . don't give
it away . . . throw it away.

Certain toys, such as archery sets,
air rifles, dart games or chemistry sets
should be played with only under su-
pervision,

Rather than constantly combatting
nature you might find it most satisfac-
tory in the end to gradually replace the
unhappy plants with these that prefer
acidity. In our March, 1945, issue we
showed the New Jersey garden of Mr.

They used pine needles to car-
pet paths and an outdoor sitting area,
and they have plantings largely of
ferns and wildflowers that like partial

into the countryside, and conversa-
tions with returning travelers. It is
true that they deal with only 500 plants
but, instead of retailing the old super-
stitions and fables, they set forth a
scientific analysis of plant anatomy
and physiology with definitions and
descriptions, the whole being of far
more value in establishing the founda-
tions of botany than vague accounts
of ten times as many. For 17 centuries
Theophrastus was the final authority
on plants and today much of his ter-
minology, many of his names, are
familiar in the everyday language of
the garden.

Far better known to the world at
large than Theophrastus was a Roman
in the first century of our era, who re-
lied very greatly on him for his ac-
counts of plants—Pliny the elder (so
called to distinguish him from his
nephew Pliny the younger, also a
writer), public official and a most in-
defatigable student whose voluminous

works include a Nagural History in 37. |

books, an encyclopedia “learned and
full of matter, and as varied as nature
herself"—to qiote his nephew.

It is indeed a remarkable literary

| effort, which.may be read with pleasure

to this day. particularly in the Eliza-
bethan English translation of Phile-
mon Holland, but it will be found en-
tertaining rather than edifying, and in
the horticultural section there are
some unhappy errors in copying from
Theophrastus—such as mistaking the
radish varieties for turnips and listing
them accordingly. But it is hardly to be
expected that accuracy would be
dominant in a compilation gathered,
as Pliny says, from 2,000 books—not
the handy books of modern publish-
ers, but bulky rells written in manu-
script.

The wonder is how so much was ac-
complished by one man. His nephew
records that Pliny would work until
midnight or later, then be up at dawn
and off to get his orders for the day
from the Emperor Vespasian, Always
he had his tablets in his hand to make
notes, always he was writing or read-

| ing or being read to, even in his bath,

and when a guest at dinner interrupted
the reader for the occasion because of
a mispronunciation, Pliny retorted,
“You understood the meaning, didn’t
vou? Why stop him then: we have lost
the time it would have taken to read

| ten lines,”

His inexhaustible curiosity and in-
dustry have enriched the world’s lit-
erature but they cost him his life, for
in 79 A.n., when he was in command
of a Roman fleet near Naples, there
occurred the tremendous eruption of
Vesuvius. Such a man had to go ashore
for a closer view of this phenomenon
and that was the end of him.

History has survived but it remains a
great monument to a great man and we
join with its countless readers through
the intervening ages in acclaiming its
author.
