Pretty blonde Mrs. Saul Schary is known to the fashion worhl as Hope 

SkiUnian. designer and maker of fabrics under her ou n label; her husband, 

a painter and portraitist, is equally noted in the world of modern art. 

" \^csl lOlli Slreel in New York City is a neighborhood of low skylines 

and Nineteenth century datelines. There are rows of houses, obsolete, an­

tiquated. The total effocl belongs to the theater, a setting that is detached 

yet marvelously familiar. You remember, and discard, the words charm, 

atmosphere. You think instead in live terms—of houses occupied for many 

years by people who have adapted rooms and vistas to their own lives, 

their own generations. You are not surprised at the glimpse through an 

uncurtained window of a thoroughly 2()th century decor. And this is what 

you see in the house of Mr. and Mrs. Saul Schary, shown here and on the 

two following pages. 

The house was built around 1830. It has a front stoop, naive, im-

touched, and two proud doorposts made of iron (counterparts of those in 

front of the famous Merchant s home shown in February, 1914, HOUSE & 
GARDEN). High up above a neat and tidy three story front are dormers. 

Due to its two artist owners, the interior of the house lives up to 

its fagade. You know before you step inside tliat you will find a dozen 

authentic reminders of the era of clipper ships and warming pans. They 

are there. Fireplaces w ith old-fashioned coal grills and antique metal hoods 

to create a draught. Smaller signatures of another day: oversized locks, 

keys, silver doorknobs, a ghost bell—most of them buried under paint or 

lost in unawareness until Mr. ami Mrs. Si !i;u-\ moved in. 

Saul Schary's own paintings hang in almost every room in the 

house—but he is inclined to think thai the paint he removed from the house 

1 i.iitributed more to its ultimate success than all his canvases put together. 

He is also proud of the marbleizing job of a poor-relation fireplace, i i i \ i l-

ing anyone to compare it with the real marble fireplace in the next room. 

Mrs. Schary has used her own cottons throughout the house. In the 

bedroom. OPPOSITE PACE, CENTEK. nutmeg colored cotton uas chosen to 

harmonize with the painted tortoise shell chest. Quilted bedspread and win­

dow drapery are solid brown; valance is in a matching stripe. The group of 

pictures in the corner were done by Mr. Schary for Bullfinch's Anthology. 

Important pieces in the living room, OPPOSITE PACE, LOWER LEFT. 
are the Biedermeier desk and Chippendale mirror. Hope Skillman fabrics 

are used again; solid blue on the sofa and matching striped draperies.

Center area on each floor can be closed off wilh liinged doors or opened up to provide a 

floor-through arrangement. The basement includes a handsome Colonial kitchen and 

breakfast room with pantry in center area. Living and dining rooms are above ground 

level with hinged doors clcsing off butler's pantry. On the floor above, the bedroom doors 

can be shut to keep the night air from the tiny dressing room; later folded back to make 

the upstairs sitting room and bedroom a single unit. The house is an excellent example of 

20th century adaptations to a Nineteenth century design. A hallway, which does not show 

on the sketch A B O V E , encases the stairs and gives the other rooms additional privacy.

Houses such as the four 

distinguished winners in our recent nationwide architectural competi­

tion, designed for real people, real sites. You saw the top prize win­

ning plans and sketches in the August and September issues of 

HOUSE & GARDEN. Here (opposite, and on the two following pages) 

are the winning designs come to life, accurately built and furnished 

to scale. These models have already begun their circuit of major 

cities where they will be shown in leading department stores. The 

most interesting questions which people have asked about them are 

given here with the answers. We feel they are so important that we 

have made them a part of the traveling exhibit. Watch for the models 

when they come to your city. 

Are flat rottfs praclical? What altoul stioif loads? 

The snow load on a flat roof is no greater strain than the combined 

w ind and lesser snow load on a pitched roof. Also, snow acts effectively 

as insulation. The flat roof is cheaper, lasts several times longer, is just 

as watertight as a pitched roof. Good insulation, and proper placing 

of air vents, mean that it will be no warmer than the pitched roof house 

in summer—would actually be cnuler than with a poorly ventilated attic. 

Why da architects today use so much (glass? 

Partly, because they can get it. In Colonial times it was available only 

in small (10" x 14") pieces and divided-light windows were unavoid­

able. Today we can have the unobstructed views and ease of cleaning 

afforded by large glass surfaces. 

Is so much glass practical when iviiilers are severe? 

Fixed sash, integrally double-glazed, makes such window walls feasible 

when used with modern heating and insulation. Integral double glaz­

ing (two sheets of glass sandwiching dehydrated air, and sealed to 

form a single unit) works on the time-tested principle of storm win­

dows, but more efficiently.

The angle of the sun in the winter is lower than in summer so that the 

roof overhangs can be designed to allow the entrance of its radiant 

heat in the winter yet shade the windows in summer. Glare is controlled 

by blinds, awnings, shades, draperies, or curtains—or trees. 

Granird an opm rjjrvt is pleasant, how about privacy ? 

A glass wall requires an orientation that w ill provide privacy. In more 

crowded sections glass areas are smaller or face away from the street. 

O u l s i d c planting, high fences, or walls, inside blinds or draperies help 

to insure it. 

JT /// my Itank approve a mortgage on a moih-rn liouse? 

Tlie financin<: of the traditional house is thought generally to be easier 

than that i)f the modern house. Sume lending institutions favor tradi­

tional design; others judge the mortgage risk only on the suitability 

of the house to the environment. An ultra modern house in a com­

pletely traditional neighborhood would not be a good risk. In the same 

way, a Dutch Colonial house in a neighborhood of all modern homes 

would also be a poor risk.

Open planning is most frequently found in the rooms used for enter­

taining, or by several people at once. Divisions of a movable kind— 

folding doors, draperies drawn on ceiling tracks, unit furniture—all 

may substitute for fixed walls. For big parties, divisions are cleared 

away, the whole space thrown open. 

What is radiant healing? 

Radiant heating utilizes floor, ceiling, or wall areas which are warmed 

by heating pipes or ducts buried in the construction. These large areas 

are heated to a relatively low temperature and they provide a heating 

effect similar to the sun which makes you feel warm on a cool day. Heat 

is distributed evenly over the rooms as long as required.

Good designs are apt to be good mixers, provided they are the prod­

ucts of the satne level of sophistication.

Furniture, designed by a 

craftsman as able and discerning as the one who designs your house, 

w ill probably seem appropriate to that house, no matter what its period. 

Similarly, traditional furniture of good design, used with discrimina­

tion, can mix happily with modern pieces.

• It is almost two hundred years now—the summer of 1747— 

since that fascinating creature. Lady Mary Wortley Montagu, 

will, at t\\<'nl\-l i-lit \\as one of the most celebrated women of 

FiuMpe. tired of waiidi'ring oM-r tiic Continciil and si-tllcd 

down on a vin»'\ard farm near Lake Iseo in Lombardy. She 

fitted up a room for herself—strewed the dirt floor with rushes, 

covered the chinmey with moss and branches, furnished it 

with straw chairs and a couch and set around earthenware 

bowls of flowers. 

The farmhouse stood on a high bank fifty feet above 

the river Oglio, to which one descended by steps cut in the turf. 

Across the river she built a camp kitchen, in a little wood 

carpeted with violets and wild strawberries and inhabited by 

a whole nation of nightingales. Having fished from a cano­

pied rowboat, she brought the haul ashore, dressed it herself 

and cooked it at this outdoor grill. 

Her farm garden was an extensive place three hundred 

feet long, planted to various fruit trees and grape arbors, and 

there on the grass amid them she set a table to seat twenty 

guests. There was always abundance to offer. " I have at pres­

ent two hundred chickens. " she wrote, •lie-iilc- turkc\>. i;ee-c. 

ducks and peacocks." These, the vineyard, fruit trees, garden 

and river, furnished the raw materials of hospitality. With 

this country fare she poured her guests a rough wine, brusco, 

vinted by the peasants. 

What a pleasant harbor to fetch up in after years of 

hotel and pension existence! Instead of going to the ( l i / / \ 

world for her pleasures, the world—such of it as she chose to 

entertain—came to her. 

" Few of us can hope for a whole nation of nightingales. We 

would settle for robins, orioles and a few thrushes. We'd prob­

ably let the peacocks go. Few can find a dirt-floored farm­

house, and if we did we'd doubtless cover it with a rush rug 

produced under a fancy name and bought at a considerable 

figure in some nearby town. Few of us would care to settle 

down so far away from our means of livelihood as a river bank 

in Lombardy. But. finding adequate substitutes for these, the 

life Lady Mary Wortley Montagu pursued on her Italian vine­

yard farm i> the haunting dream of many a Mrs. Jones and 

Mrs. Smith, not to mention their husbands, who would even 

forego a rowboat canopied in lute string if they could live that 

life, now that spring is come. 

Nothing affords country people so justified a sense of 

security and superiority as when, luncheon or dinner over, 

they remark. "Everything came off the place—everything, 

except the salt, pepper, sugar and coffee." With amiable con-

d<iscension they can contemplate the world of city folks 

scrabbling in a market of shortages, and thank God that they 

own a farm. 

And what an uninterrupted succession of good fare pro­

ceeds down I he seasons, from the first slim, fresh-cut asparagus 

to the final big-bellied pum|)kin rimed with frost! Peas, for in­

stance. These housewives know the satisfaction of stripping 

pods from the vines, shellin'r them on a sunny back porch (the 

pods go to the chickens but never to the piglets who would 

choke on them) and relishing that indescribable sweetness of 

the first early crop. Radishes crisp from the ground. Finger-

size carrots. Reet greens saved from the thinned rows. Broilers 

come to an early demise, the meat fairly falling from the bone. 

Crabapple jelly? Yes, the tree stands right back there. Or 

would you prefer plum jam? They grow yonder, that little 

tree, a cloud of white in May. We mix chopped hazelnuts with 

them. They're those bushes at the foot of the pasture. 

Let winter descend and the largesse still spills along 

the table. Blueberries in a crosshatched pie—they grew in the 

swamp down by the pond. The rhubarb is so easy to put up in 

water—we prefer the new kind with pink stalks. "Everything 

except the salt, pepper, sugar and coffee—and when sugar's 

hard to find, there's always honey."

" It's a nice feeling—being able to buy a radio-phonograph again. Anticipa­

tion, stimulated by long waiting with rumors of things to come, makes the choice 

as urgent as it is exciting. At this point take time to seciu-e your investment by 

knowing what you really want. What do you listen to? Where and how will 

you do your listening? What must you have? 

Serious music makes the heaviest demands on a radio-phonograph. If 

this kind of listening comes first in your house, double check each model for 

the way it sounds to you. As all serious listeners know, the human ear has great 

variations in its receptivity. One soimd reproduction will be pleasanter to you 

than others of equal fidelity. This is an intangible which can never be included 

in a description of the set, but it is obvious and satisfying as soon as you find 

it by listening. 

If your musical tastes range far and wide, be sure that your set will take 

a full-bodied symphony as well as the lighter solo instruments and voices in a 

way that satisfies your ear. Technically, fine reproduction is a matter of design 

and balance in the pick-up, amplifying, speaker and baflBe mechanisms. These 

details can and should be discussed for each set, but the all-important question 

of how it sounds to you can only be settled by taking time to listen. 

F M reception, with its full depth tone and freedom from static, is a good 

all-around investment which pays extra dividends to radio concert-goers. With 

an F M band you may be sure* you will have an aisle seat at all performances. 

The new record-changers, with quicker action, less noise and better handling 

of records, have special interest for listeners who take their album-programs 

straight, at one sitting. 

If you have kept that war-bom habit of sitting in on world events, good 

short wave reception may head your list. City dwellers must be sure that ele­

vators, transformers and other local interference will not interrupt this band 

on the model they choose. With television just turning the corner, the far-sighted 

buyer will consider radio-phonographs with connections for television adapters 

so that sets may be used as sight and sound receivers when that day comes. 

If your fun with music is apt to break into a party with the rugs rolled 

up, be sure your set may be played at full volume without booming, and that 

record changing and dial twisting are simple and fool-proof for your friends.

THE GABLE ROOF is typical of New England, middle 

Atlantic, and Southern Colonial architecture, utilizing 

unit materials such as shingles or slates. Sometimes 

one slope was made longer than the other to cover a 

one-story portion of the house, giving us the New 

England Salt-Box type. 

I F any single element of a building can be classed as most im­

portant for the part it plays in providing shelter, it would 

undoubtedly be the roof. But the roof of a house has more than 

a mere functional significance. Roofs contribute an important 

aesthetic quality to house design. We have come to identify cer­

tain roof forms with specific styles of architecture. Yet, the 

various types of roofs were not arbitrarily chosen for their artistic 

effect. Rather they came about in each locality as a result of avail­

able materials. Contrary to general convictions, climate, snow, 

wind, and rainfall have comparatively little to do with the forms 

and slopes which roofs have been given by the designers of 

houses through the ages. Each type of roofing material has 

limitations, as well as advantages, and these primarily have de­

termined the roof forms used on buildings. 

THE SAWBREL R O O F is typical of the Dutch Colonial 

architecture of New Jersey, New York, and Pennsyl­

vania. It was devised to beat the tax assessor since 

two story houses were taxed at a higher jrate than one 

story houses—with the attics thrown in free. 

T H R E E G E N E R A L C A T E G O R I E S O F R O O F I N G 

Roofing materials may be grouped into three great classes— 

unit roofings which depend upon a relatively steep roof slope to 

shed the elements from a lapped method of laying; the con­

tinuous membrane type which is suitable for relatively flat slopes 

and which withstands the elements because of continuous water-

proofness over the entire area covered; sheet roofings of metal 

with locked joints for use on sloped surfaces. 

1. UNIT R O O F I N G S 

The unit types of roofing are placed like the scales on a fish. In 

any single row there is a crack or joint between the separate scales. 

To keep water from entering through these cracks, each suc­

ceeding row of scales must have the cracks between the units stag­

gered. The slope of the roof must be steep to make water run so 

fast towards the eaves that it has no time to penetrate the cracks 

and move horizontally to the staggered cracks beneath, thus find­

ing its way into tlie building. 



The huts of African natives have steep roofs because palm lea\ es 

must shed water very quickly in order not to leak. So too, the 

English half timbered house with its slates, the American Colo­

nial with wood shingles, and the cottages in the south of England 

with straw thatch have relatively steep slopes because of the 

materials used—not because of the climate or because the designer 

thought it would look beautiful. The roofs are the result of neces­

sity and the beauty we see in them is the by-product. 

2. C O N T I N U O U S MEMBRANE 

The continuous membrane type of roofing material presents an 

unbroken and waterproof surface over its entire area. It is not 

dependent upon the slope of the roof to keep the elements from 

seeping through and entering the building. Membrane roofing is 

used on so-called "flat" roofs which may be of any slope from 

dead level up to about two inches per foot. By putting a surface 

of tiles over the membrane a flat roof may be utilized as a terrace 

for sun deck or game area and is known as a promenade roof. 

The flat roof is economical. The amount of roofing required to 

cover a given area of floor plan is less than wilh any other roof 

form. The popular conviction that a flat roof is expensive or 

dangerous because of the weight of snow which it sustains in 

winter has no basis in fact In a pitched roof we must engineer 

the construction to support not only a small snow load but also 

to sustain the pressure of wind. The flat roof has a larger snow 

load but no wind load. I t is often found, therefore, that the 

framing of a flat roof may be considerably less expensive than 

that of a pitched or sloping roof. It should be reassuring to any­

one who doubts the feasibility of a flat roof that practically all of 

the industrial and commercial buildings in this country have flat 

roofs because of their economy, low maintenance, long life, and 

waterproofness. 

The vertical height of a sloping roof from eave to ridge depends 

on the width of the wing of the house to be covered. Thus, the 

shape of a house in plan must always be governed to some extent 

by the exterior appearance and structural practicability of the 

sloped roof. With a flat roof there are no such limitations since 

any shape may be covered simply. 

3. SHEET R O O F I N G 

Students of Benvenuto Cellini will remember his escape from tlie 

Doge's Palace which he effected by sliding do\vn the "leads'" from 

a dormer window. The "leads" were sheet lead roofing. Modern 

sheet roofing is made of a variety of metals. The usual method of 

joining the side edges of the sheets of metal requires a moderate 

slope for shedding water. This type of roof material has been 

widely used on non-residential buildings; less widely on private 

houses until recently. 
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THE HIPPED ROOF is typical of Spanish and 

Italian architecture and is often used with other 

styles. The building of the triangular space on the 

end wall of a gabled roof house is di£BcuIt with 

some masonry materials. With the hipped roof 

the four walls are all the same height. 

- I I 

THE SHED ROOF is also caUed a lean-to roof. With 

continuous membrane types of roofing it can have 

a relatively flat slope. With overlapping types of 

materials the slope must be steeper. The framing 

is very simple for the shed roof. 

THE FLAT ROOF has become identified with con­

temporary architecture. The development of con­

tinuous membrane materials has given the modem 

designers this roof form which was not available 

to the earlier designers of traditional styles.

C L A Y TILE 

Tile roofing units, usually made of burned clay, take vari­

ous shapes known as Mission, Spanish, Roman, Greek, and 

French. They are characterized by what is called a pan 

forming the troughs and a cover forming the ribs of the 

roof surface. The method of joining the pan and cover 

forms a barrier against the sidewise movement of water 

and therefore can be laid to a slope as little as four inches 

per foot. Properly applied tile has 

very long life. 

* - N A T U R A L SLATE 

A wide variety of textures is pos­

sible by varying color, thickness, 

width, and exposure to the weather. 

Slate is durable, fireproof, and can 

be laid on slopes of four inches 

per foot or greater. Roofs laid 

with large slates starting at the 

eaves and getting smaller in size 

and exposure towards the ridge are 

called "graduated" slate roofs. The weight of slates re­

quires somewhat heavier rafters than lighter roofings. 

ASBESTOS SHINGLES 

Manufactured of a mixture of Portland cement, asbestos 

fibers and pigment under pressure, asbestos shingles are 

fireproof and durable. The surface of the shingle may 

simulate wood, weathered slate, or other textures. It may 

be used for reroofing over wood or asphalt. Mini«ium roof 

slope of six inches per foot. 

W O O D S H I N G L E S 

Most wood shingles are red cedar 

although other durable woods are 

sometimes used. Considerable vari­

ation in cost and appearance is the 

result of the size used, whether 

split or sawed, whether stained 

on the roof, prestained, or left 

its natural color. 

ASPHALT S H I N G L E S 

Made of felt impregnated with as­

phalt, surfaced with mineral gran­

ules in a wide variety of colors. 

Minimum slope six inches per foot. 

A very economical covering. Avail­

able as single units or in strips. 

Have good resistance against ignit­

ing from flying embers. May be 

laid in a considerable variety of patterns. Recent develop­

ments have greatly enhanced asphalt shingles in appear­

ance through the careful study of colors and the develop­

ment of thicker butts to create interesting shadow lines. 

R O L L R O O F I N G 

Similar in composition to asphalt 

shingles, this type of roof is rela­

tively low in cost and has good 

durability, but the finished roof 

lacks the texture provided by unit 

types of materiaL Often used on 

outbuildings as both roofing and 

siding. 

C A N V A S R O O F I N G 

Canvas roofing has been used for years for decks that 

can be subjected only to light traffic. It is not readily 

broken and is easy to lay. I f kept 

well painted, a canvas roof should 

last twenty to thirty years. White 

lead in raw linseed oil with tur­

pentine and drier is used as a 

priming coat. The second and third 

finishing coats may be any good 

brand of deck paint. Canvas is laid 

over a painted deck of tight sheath­

ing boards and the canvas rolled 

into a layer of white lead paste. The decks should be 

pitched slightly for drainage. Canvas decks are not in­

tended for the heavy duty of promenade tile decks, and 

it is best not to place outdoor furniture on a canvas deck. 
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METAL UNIT R O O F I N G 

Various metals are stamped into the shape of Spanish tile, 

flat tile, and shingles. Usually the joining of the side 

edges of these metal imits is contrived to form a dam 

against the sidewise movement of water so that the roof 

can be used on pitches as low as four inches per foot. 

C L A Y SHINGLES 

Made of burned clay in the form of shingles, these tiles 

are relatively inexpensive, permanent, serviceable, fire­

proof, waterproof, and of varied textures. Applied in the 

same manner as slates, the irregularity of butts and sur­

faces makes these clay shingles an interesting design 

medium. Colors have all the variety and warmth inherent 

in a natural material. 

SHEET METAL 

Sheets of various metals pro­

vide a fireproof surface for 

use on slopes of three or four 

, inches per foot when the side 

i ^ X ^ edges are locked. Sheets with 

pjBcpr^ the edges soldered together 

may be used on slopes as little 

as one quarter inch per foot. 

FIBER BOARD 

Vegetable fibers of wood 

bagasse, cornstalks, licorice 

root, or waste paper are im­

pregnated with asphalt and 

compressed into boards which 

make a resilient and weather-

tight "flat" roof deck mate­

rial suited to light traffic. 

BUILT-UP R O O F I N G 

Either synthetic or natural bituminous materials have made 

it possible for designers to use a flat, or relatively flat, 

roof slope. Felt which has been impregnated is applied in 

mukiple layers, each of which is mopped with hot coal tar 

pitch or asphalt to provide a continuous waterproof mem­

brane. A process of applying 

built-up roofs utilizing a cold 

bitumen has recently been de­

veloped. Mineral granules of 

coarse gravel or blast furnace 

slag is usually applied as a 

wearing surface. Tile may be 

placed over the membrane 

where the roof is to be used 

for outdoor living. 

THE ROOF IS NO BEHER THAN THE FLASHINGS 

Copper, lead-coated copper, zinc, lead, ahiminum, galvanized 
iron, tin-plate, temeplate, stainless steel, and impregnated fabrics 
have been used as flashings. 
1. An intersection of two roof slopes is called a "valley" and 
requires careful flashing. 
2. Where a roof abuts a vertical wall the intersection must be 
flashed. 
3. A chimney piercing a sloping roof has a small saddle or 
cricket behind il to shed the water and the flashings are stepped. 
4. Section of hanging gutter which may be easily repaired or 
replaced. 
5. The edge of a flat roof has a narrow edging called a 
gravel-stop. A screened slot allows air to circulate under the 
roof for summer coolness. 
6. A built-in or box type of gutter is formed in such a way as 
to create the effect of a cornice member at the eaves. 
7. The plan of a roof to show complicated flashing. 
8. A roof in which the flashing has been kept to a minimum by 
a very simple plan.

OPPOSITE for M r . and Mrs . R . C . McGlasson in Illinoit* reflects a way of 

l iving fair ly typical of a yoimg couple toflay. T h e y both have f u l l t ime jol>s 

and must therefore cut to a m i n i m u m the t ime and effort involved in the 

commonplace business of keeping the fami ly fed and the house in order . 

O n the assumption that a house should help to st retch brief le isure hours , 

maintenance is minimized by the use of br i ck and oiled cedar on the outside, 

and waxed plywood walls with natura l woodwork in the interior. T h e house 

is divided into three separate areas , the bedrooms being a ha l f story a lwve 

th*' l iving r o o m , while the garage a n d basement, due to a slight drop f r o m 

the street to the house, are a ha l f story l>elow the level of the l iv ing room. 

I n other words, the garage is slightly I>elow the level of the street. T h e site 

is flat open country, the lot being 100 by 135 feet. T h e north side of the 

house which faces the street is relatively sol id, but the garden toward the 

south can be seen f r o m most of the rooms through generously proport ioned 

windows. It was the wish of Mrs . McGlasson that the d in ing spaces of both 

l iv ing room and ki tchen overlook a ki tchen garden which wi l l be planted 

on the eastern perimeter of the plot.

The < lirnt,s. a family of two a d u l t H and their three teen-age children, had no specific 

preferen<'es as to the style of their house. What they did want was plenty of space to enjoy 

themselves, their friends, and a profusion of sunlight. It was soon apparent that a non-

tradilional design would best meet their requireiiwnts. Although there is a fine view on 

all sidos. the major rooms— l̂>edrooms included—face south; the service areas hack 

into the chill north winds. More than adequate provision is made for people to get together. 

A minimum of exca> alion will he done, to house the elevator pit as well as the machinery 

for the air conditioning and radiant heating systems. In a somewhat upside-down arrange­

ment, the conventional basement facilities for storage and play room are elevated to the 

third floor. The house, which will crown a slight knoll on a two-acre property in Newton, 

Massachusetts, is native wood and rough stone establishing its kinship to the land.

Cutting gardens 
H O W T O D E S I G N T H E M F O R C O N T I N U O U S Y I E L D S 

They make attractive addilioiis to the landscape if carefully placed 

and planned, says Mary Deputy Lanison, I\'ew York landscape archi­

tect, who introduces perennials in her plans, as well as annuals. 

XPERIENCED gardeners have learned that an old adage could 

be changed to read, "You can't cut your flowers and have 

them l(ju."" If the main (lower garden is planned carefully 

for succession of bloom in interesting combinations, it needs all its 

blossoms throughout the season for outdoor display. Cutting house 

bouquets from il will inevitably upset some balance of color or 

leave a gaping hole in one of the beds or sections of the border. Tlie 

solution is a garden or border designed and planted especially for 

cutting flowers in profusion for the house. 

Since it is essentially a utilitarian area, the cutting border 

should not be too conspicuous in the general scheme of the place, 

or so close at hand that it must be seen constantly in detail. Unless 

it is a tremendously large one there wifl be certain times when a 

special event in the house, a luncheon or dinner party, will demand 

80 many flowers that the cutting garden will be almost entirely 

denuded of good blooms. As no hostess likes making apologies for 

any part of her place, the temporarily unpresentable cutting border 

should be located so that it can be ignored rather than condoned. 

This does not, of course, mean that it need be completely 

concealed by a tall fence or hedge or some other heavy screen. 

There should be just enough planting around to attract attention 

to the color when the garden is in full flower, but make it unobtru­

sive when it is dull or bare of blossom. Whatever the location it must 

be in full sun, as many of the cutting flowers should be annuals 

and there are almost no annuals that thrive in even partial shade. 

The size, shape and type of cutting area is an individual 

problem. On the smaU place it is all too often a question of finding 

enough room in an inconspicuous location to grow flowers in ade­

quate quantities for vases. On the big place there is usually a 

tendency to grow many more cutting flowers than can possibly be 

used, with consequent increase in upkeep. The size of the cutting 

area should be very carefully studied, taking into consideration the 

size of the house which it is to supply, the tastes of the owners and 

color schemes of the rooms. A house with large rooms will require 

large flowers and vases. In a house with small rooms, more individ­

ual bouquets of smaller flowers are best. (Cont'd on page 161)

The last 

of June everything except the perennials is removed, and groups of annuals are added. 

Two-and-a-half acre garden 

O UT of an old piece of farmland. Mr. and Mrs. William K. Wallbridge of Short Hills. New Jersey, have devel­

oped their property over a period of twenty-five years. Situated on a rise of ground, the house, above , is sepa­

rated from the rock garden slope, a t r i g h t , by a sunken garden, the only section that was planned on paper. A 

full-lime gardener and many hours a week of the owners' efforts keep the plantings and a vegetable garden in peak 

condition.

G ardener's guide 
for April 

F I R S T W E E K . Vegetable gardeners learncl , i 
weekly cultivating or a summer mulch saved many a weed­
ing. The same principle can be applied to perennial and 
annual borders: stir the surface soil regularly, or spread 
peatmoss, shredded redwood bark or buckwheat hulls in a 
two-inch layer between plants. . . . Chrysanthemums arc 
given their yearly division; other perennials to separate 
now are those that bloom the middle of June or later.. . . 
Late frosts this month may endanger fruit set. The critical 
temperature for apple and peach buds is about 25 degrees; 
and for those in full bloom, about 27 degrees Fahrenheit. 

T H I R D W E E K . When Easter falls late, porch boxes 
can be planted for the occasion without fear of frost. . . . 
Yellow is the predominating flower color of spring, and 
forsythia—though native to Europe and Ciiina—symbol­
izes April in many parts of this country. Gardens are the 
gayest for five years, with many new varieties of daffodils 
and other bulbs. Notes made on empty spaces in the gar­
den now will be helpful in filling fall bulb orders. . . . 
Set out groups of gladiolus, montbretia, tigridia and oth­
er summer bulljs for early bloom.... Air the cold frame 
on warm days so seedlings will grow firm and sturdy. 

S E C O N D W E E K . The fight against plant pests 
should begin before planting starts: treat gladiolus corms 
for thrips; dust seeds with a fungicide; burn old corn 
stalks to prevent the spread of borers. Start spray pro­
gram early, using bordeaux mixture on tulips to prevent 
botrytis blight, and an all-purpose spray on roses. . . . 
Sawdust at the base of a Flowering Dogwood or other 
woody plant indicates that borers are at work. Introduce 
nicotine sulphate or carbon disulfide with a squirt oil 
can and plug the hole. . . . Prune out dead elm branches 
to prevent spread of Dutch elm disease by bark beetles. 

F O U R T H W E E K . Banding is the most efficient 
method of applying commercial fertilizers, research men 
tell us. Sprinkle the fertilizer in bands about 4 inches to 
each side of the row, at the rate of a pound for 22 feet 
of row.. . . Gardeners who kept their vegetable plots are 
enjoying the first spring harvests of leeks, kale, dandelion 
and other greens. Also, comes the thrill of finding car­
rots and radishes sprouted For plants that are grown 

in rows a planting board is invaluable. By standing on 
the board to plant, the gardener saves the soil from dent­
ing, and has a straight edge for marking row or furrow.

Almond Cream. This i .- best made 

(if heavy sweet cream—a cup. i icfdrr

essed sour cream w i l l do excellently 
well instead, though it w i l l not be as 
l ight . Beat i t with a Dover beater, add 
a l i t t le powdered sugar—it w i l l ni>t 
need much, because the sauce w i l l sup­
ply the sweet—'/L' teaspoon of almond 
e.xtracl, 2 teaspdims of gelatin, softened 
i n 14 cup of cold water and dissolved 
over hot water, and at the la-l uiinulc 
the 2 stiffly beaten i - ; ; ; ; wi i i l rs . Put 
either in a sening bowl or in small in-
tlividual molds and set in the n fripera-
tiir. The sauce may be of chopped pre-
ser\ed ginger, or i f that is not obtain­
able, a heavy sugar and water syrup, 
lo which chopped crystallized ginger 
has been added. I f you are using in­
dividual molds, put 2 blanched al­
monds, point down, into lop of each 
mold after turning it out, and pour the 
syrup around it . Other sauces may be 
used—sucrh as apricot or cherry jam, 
thinned a l i t t le with water. But ginger 
is the best contrast to the smooth rich 
cream. Even people who think they 
would not l ike i t have been known to 
scrape this up.

the sugar jar. It 's best anyway for 
casserole pears. Any variety of prars 
wi l l do i f they are f irm, but noi green, 
and preferably a l i t t le tart. Wash 4 
good-sized ones, put them, whole and 
unpeeled, in a baking dish. Turn a glass 
of jel ly into a bowl and beat i t with 
a Dover beater, pour over the pears, 
cover, and bake slowly for aboul three 
quarters of an hour, or unti l the pears 
are tender when tested with a fork. 
Baste occasionally with llie jelly in the 
dish. Raspberry je l ly is wonderful, 
currant is good, and quince, too, if en­
livened with a few lemon slices. Serve 
at room temperature, and pass a bowl 
of thick, cold, fresh sour cream. I n 
California they have a way of baking 
wlidli ' pears with brown sugar and 
lemon slices, which is good, too, but 
has less edge. 

CusturrI Sipiares. This should be 
baked in a fai r ly deep dripping pan. 
so that the custard wi l l be an inch or 
more thick. Use your own favorite 
custard recipe or this one: Al low 5 
eggs (yolks and whites beaten sep­
arately) to a quart of mi lk . Add 1 
tablespoon of flour and a pinch of 
baking powder to the yolks before 
combining them with the other in­
gredients. You may add a l i t t le sugar, 
but not much, or i t wi l l curdle. Set the 
j)an in a larger pan of hot water, bake 
slowly unt i l set. When cool, cut care­

fu l ly in squares and sprinkle the tops 
with finely chopped hazelnuts. Pour 
anumd each square warm maple syrup 
to which cream has been added just 
before serving—a tablespoon of cream 
to a cup of syrup. This is delicately 
ambrosial. 

Coeur Flottant. Perhaps you have 
had this in France, and if you espe­
cially enjoyed it you may have Imuighl 
home one of the l i t t le wicker lieart-
shapi'd baskets in which cheese is 
molded. The cheese may of course be 
set in a bowl, but the basket has lb:-
advantage of letting excess moisture 
drip through. I t is pre-eminently a 
dessert for the strawberry season, but 
raspberries are not to be snifled at. 
Accordini; to llie size of your basket, 
break up 2 or 3 Philadelphia cream 
cheeses with a fork, then add fresh 
sour creram—at least a cup—and beat 
unti l the mixture is light and smooth. 
Cottage cheese may be substituted, 
although i t is seldom so velvety in tex­
ture. Wring a piece of cheese cloth 
out of cold water, bne your basket, 
f i l l with the cheese and set in the re­
frigerator for an hour or two befon; 
using. I f allowed to stand nuich longer 
than that, the whey wi l l drip through 
and the "heart" grow heavy! When 
serving, turn out on a chilk'd platter 
and surround with crushed and sweet-

Peaches Zahaplione. Tbe peaches 
may be prepared ahead of time, but the 
zaijaglione is a last-miniile affair which, 
Hke an omeK-l, must be absohilely au 
point. Canned or fresh f ru i t may be used. 
Place the peeled halves. lioHow side up. 
in a pan or baking dish. F i l l the centers 
wi i l i eriimbled macaronns which have 
been soaki;d in sherry or brandy, and 
add a l i t t le water to th<' dish to keep the 
fruit from sticking. Bake slowly about 
half an hour, then set aside while the 
/abaglione is whipped up. For each egg 
yolk us«'d ( four should serve five or six 
people) allow a tablespoon of sugar 
and a tablespoon of Madeira or Sherry. 
Beat egg yolks t i l l l ight, aild sugar and 
liquor, then put the mixture into the 
top of a double boiler over simmering 
'not boiling) water, and beat with a 
wire whisk unt i l i t foams and thickens. 
Serve instantly. 

Chocolate SuiiNhiiie. This is the best 
chocolate dessert I have ever eaten. I 
only wish 1 knew who first thought i t 
up. ( I f you know a better one please 
send me the recipe!) Moreover, i t can 
be made, with a l i t t le practice, in 10 
to 15 minutes and i f directions are ex­
actly followed, i t is foolproof. There 

is a definite technique, though, for pul­
l ing it together. 

First put a teaspoon of gelatin to 
soak in Vi cup of cold water. Melt 2 
squares of chocolate in the top of a 
small double boiler. Have the water 
u i i d i T i t hot enough to melt the 
chocolate, but not enough to cook it or 
make i t lumpy. Stir unt i l i t is smooth, 
then add 3 well-beaten egg yolks into 
which '/•• cup of sugar has been 
stirred. Blend with the chocolate and 
beat hard, s t i l l over the hot water, un­
t i l the mixture thickens. Add Vi tea­
spoon powdered cinnamon. Remove 
f rom the fire and add the gelatin. Let 
this cool while you beat the whiles of 
4 eggs stiff. Wi th as light a hand as 
though you were making angel food, 
gradually add the chocolate mixture to 
the beaten whites. Fold no more than 
is necessary for an even blending of 
whites and chocidate. Never beat i t — 
the residt w i l l he heavy i f you do. Pour 
i t inio the bowl from which it wi l l be 
served. I t w i l l set in an hour in the re­
frigerator, and should have a mar­
velous texture—spongy, smootli and 
r ich. Serve i t wi th plain or whipped 
cream, or fresh sour cream with which

TREE CRAFTING 

/
BOt;T ten years ago. 1 took up graft-
V ing f ru i t and nut tree;* as a hobby. 

It has proved lo be one of the most in­
teresting of my garden experiences. 

I ' l l never forget the thr i l l I re­
ceived when a tiny shoot, no larger 
than a match, formed a union with a 
big branch on one of our apple trees 
and the bud burst and sent out some 
li t t le leaves. The graft grew apace and 
at the end of the summer was three 
feet long. I t was hard to realize that, 
f rom then on. tlie l i t t le graft was to be 
the boss and that it would bear the 
gorgeous, rosy-cheeked apples of the 
.Mcintosh tree that supplied the graft, 
and not the miserable, gnarly f rui t of 
the old tree. That has since happened. 

That first year, I had remarkable 
success as a beginner. I successfully 
grafted pears on apples: I had one ap­
p l e t r e e upon which six other kinds of 
apples had been grafted, and, best of 
al l . I grafted s o m e wild hickories or 
piniiLils with jtecans and had thf only 
|iecan trees growing in my whole 
i i i ' i L i l i b n r h i i i . d in i K u i l u - r n New J i T - f \ , 

Tt all happened because 1 had 
read a fascinating book called "Nut 
Gri iwing" written by Dr. Robert T. 
.\birris. a celebrated surgeon. Dr. Mor­
ris had also taken up grafting and 
budding as a hobby. Instead of using 
till- time-honored graft ing wax. made 
iif rosin, bfeswax and tallow, be •^iui-
jily i i - i ' d n i i l i i ' d paralHn. He covered the 
wlmle graft or bud. as well as the wood 
and bark in the vicinity of the graft, 
with this material to exclude all air 
and moisture unti l the graft formed a 
i i i i i i in with the tree and burst through 
its paraffin cage. 

Even i f you do not know that all 
modern fruit and nut culture depends 
upon some form of graft ing or budding, 
you can becume an expert grafti-r al-
i i i i i s l ovcrni^hl. l l f r e is a l l there is tci i t . 

First, you must get some small 
branches f rom desirable trees lo se­
cure grafts. Don't cut water-sprouts, 
but the ends of bearing branches. A 
few little twigs can give you a hun-
ilrcil [irafls. Tlic^e twigs should lie se­
cured now or any time before the biuls 
begin to swell. Then melt some paraf­
fin, paint or dip these twigs in it and 
stow them away in a damp but nol a 
wet place unt i l spring is just around 
ihf ( (uncr. If you have no better place, 
make an improvised " twig humidor" 
by wadding up some wet blotting paper 
in the corner of a paper box and keep 
the grafts in tliat. When the frogs be­
gin peeping and the A p r i l sun f i d s 
good on the back of your neck, it's time 
to start. 

A l l along fence-rows are seedling 
trees that can be grafted. Or you may 
have some young trees on your own 
place. The only thing to remember is 
that seed fruits nuisl be grafted on seed 
fruits (apples on apples or pears, for 
example), pit f rui ts on pit fruits , and 
nut trees on nuts of the same species. 
. \ n expert can graft a peach on an 
almond, for they are of the same family, 
but you'd better not try anything so 
Ir icky . Ju.sl start with apples. 

And now for the details. Whitt le 
ycuir grafts down to a sharp wedge with

a razor-sharp knife or a razor blade. 
Then, using a fine saw, saw off a hrancli 
of the tree to be grafted. A fine liack-
-au rail bo ii^ed. (1 uas lucky ciKnigh 
to gel a surgical saw shortly after the 
last war in a second-hand hardware 
store.) After the branch is sawed o£f, 
split it with a chisel or a knife, and 
spread the split apart with a little 
wedge. A whittled half of a clothes­
pin is fine for this purpose. Then in­
sert two grafts, one on each end of this 
split, being very careful that the green, 
or cambium, layer of both graft and 
tree stub make contact. If they do, and 
if the contact is firm, there isn't a rea­
son in the world why a union shouldn't 
take place as soon as the sap begins 
flowing—it's almost like a cut on your 
finger healing up. Sometimes you will 
be obliged to pull the slot tight with 
some ralfia or tough strips of muslin. 

But whatever you use, paint the 
whole thing with the mdled paralfin. 
What do 1 mean by paraffin? .Simply 
the wax that is poured over jelly ^la-~' -
or that candles are made of. Don't have 
the paraffin too hot. If the cook or your 
wife isn't looking, borrow the doidile 
boiler and use the outside water jaekel 
to keep the paraffin melted. When I 
say "paint tlie whole thing" i nu aii 
just that. Sometimes it will rei|iiirr 
-••\eial applications of paraffin to do a 
job. But if you touch or disturb the 
little graft (the technical name is 
"cion" or "scion") ever so little, it may 
spoil the union. 

But no matter what anyone tells 
>ou or what the books say. try melted 
paraffin for your grafting ŵ ax. In my 
ex|)erience. that is 90 per cent of thi-
secret of success. The other 10 per cent 
is a reasonable amount of skill in whit­
tling and inserting the graft. One final 
word of caution: one year I had grafted 
a cherry tree, a tree about as thick as 
your little finger, with aniither kind of 
cherry from grafts secured from a 
neighbor. Both grafts "took" so I cut 
one olT. The other one made amazing 
growth and was easily a yard lung by 
the end of September. Then we had a 
hurricane and it broke off my graft al­
most where the union took place. But it 
did not entirely spoil the graft. The 
following year the tree had formeil a 
nice head. What is the moral to ihis.' 
Simply that although it may give you 
a thrill to see how much a graft will 
grow in a year, if a bird (to say noth­
ing of a hurricane) happens to light on 
it. il may dislodge the union and spoil 
the graft. Keep your grafts cut back 
so that this will not happen. 

There are a dozen kinds of grafts 
and buds. First, try this "wedgi- graft ". 
which is the easiest, and start with 
appli' trees. As you become more ex­
perienced collect and read more about 
jirafling in some of the bulletins of the 
U. S. Department of Agriculture or 
state agriculture stations and any 
standard book on horticulture. 

The best things about grafting and 
b.idding as an avocation are that any­
one can do it from a ten-year-olil Uoy 
to a grandmother, that it costs practi­
cally nothing either in time or money 
and that it will give you a great kick.

SWEET CORN 
SUCCESSION 

W . Kill Jill Siiinli-lDii. Assoi inle Cenrti-
cist of the Connecticut Agricultural 
Slatiuii. New Haven, tells hotv to pro­
duce corn, largely borer free, for most 
iif the summer from a single planting. 

Iii-l a IninJrrd years ago Thoreaii was 
•irowing swret corn at Walilrn Pond 
and wrote as foll(iw>»: "And pray what 
more can a reasonable man desire, in 
peaceful times, in onlinary ntions. than 
a sufl̂ ii ient number of ears of }in i n 
•-\v--i I i iirn bnilfd. willi llie adililion of 
salt?" 

Most of us would agree with 
Thoreau. although the varieliap we now 
grow are <liflerenf from the one he en­
joyed. In Thoreau's day the number of 
varieties was limited and most sweel 
Corn was white since yellow corn was 
thought of as feed for livestock. Golden 
Bantam, inlrodiiced soon after 1900. 
ihanged this prejudice so that now 
most of our sweet corns are yellow. 

Golden Bantam has had an impor­
tant place, not only as a variety but a* 
the progenitor of a great number of 
sweet corn varieties, past and present. 
Some gardeners today plant nothinj; 
but Golden Bantam, making succes­
sive plantings about every ten days 
from the time the ground is first ready. 
In areas where bacterial wilt is not 
prevalent this method will produce 
sweet corn all summer, and where 
Golden Bantam grows well the quality 
is excellent. 

An easier and more satisfactory 
way to secure sweet com for most of 
the summer is to choose a number of 
varieties of differing maturity seasons 
and plant them all at one time. This 
allows the gardener lo pick corn for 
almost six weeks from one planting. 

In the breeding work at the Con­
necticut .Agricultural Station we have 
developed such a series of hybriils. 
S«>me seedsmen are selling this collec­
tion of six varieties as a imit. one pack­
age of each lo be planted in separate 
rows. The collection consists of Span-
cross. Marcross, Carmelcross, Linctdn. 
Golden Cross and Wilson, with extra 
packets of Golden Cross and Wilson to 
be planted three weeks later to furlli>T 
extend the seast>n, if desired. They 
ripen in the order listed, with about a 
four-day interval b«'tween varieiii-. 
Other collections differ slightly, but all 
have the same basic puri)ose. lo enable 
tile grower to have corn all summer 
from only one or two plantings. 

One of the big advantages of mak­
ing only one planting is that it can be 
timed to largely escape corn borer dam­
age. In southern Connecticut the best 
time to plani is between May 10 and 
30. The soil is usually in excellent con­
dition at this lime, allowing the corn a 
good start, which is half the race with 
some of the early.short-season varieties. 

The gardener can make up bis own 
••ii.(>---iiiti of -w.-.-l ciini ami in 
way can -rlrci \aiiciic~ imi iiK hi.lcd 
in any seed store collection. Most s»-ed 
catalogs list the number of days from 
planlirig to edible ears. It is wise nitl 
to expect any variety to mature in ex­
actly the number of days indicated.

sincf lime nf |ilunlinji anil wcailier may 
seriously all«T development. But liie 
days li.stfd in the catalog give com para­
ble maturity dates for llie different va­
rieties, enabling the grower to select 
bis varieties from early to late. 

Some varieties are too small for 
profitable commercial production but 
are valuable to tbe home gardener wlio 
is willing to sacrifice size of ear for 
ipialily. Stigar and Gold is an extra-
early, small-eared variety of excellent 
(]iialily. It has both yellow ami vvbile 
kernels on the same ear. Golden Midget 
is another early variety too small for 
commerciifl use. This variety produces 
an ear only about 4 inches long on a 
.JO-iiieh stalk. An excellent subject for 
the vegetable plot of limited size, it 
can be planteil in rows only 2 feel apart 
and spaced 8 inches in the row. 

Other small-eared lypes of sweet 
corn are the early white varieties, such 
as Cupid, Sugarsweet, Luther Hill and 
Early Pearl. These are all sweet and 
tender, but in our opinion do not have 
the full flavor of some of the belter 
yellow types. They imiliire in about llie 
same season as Carmelcross. Pearl-
cio-s is a high tjuality. mid-season va­
riety. It is a hybrid and much more 
vigonuis than ihe other while varieties 
menlioned. 

No home garden collection should 
be without Golilen Cross Bantam, the 
standaril late mid-season sweet corn. 
Following this is an excellent (iiialily 
hybrid, Cream-O-Gold. The ears are 
long, slender and mostly eight to ten-
rowed. Tlie plant is vigorous and yields 
well. Like several specialties listed 
here, it is not gn>wn to any extent by 
the commercial grower but is worth a 
trial by the home gardener who looks 
for sweet corn at its best. 

The last of the specialties is a new 
variety, Purplecross. It matures in 
about the same season as Crcam-0-
Golil. The striking features of Purple-
cross are its deep purple foliage, purple 
anthers and purplish-red silks. Tbe cob 
ia a deep purple but the kernels are 
golden yellow. The ears are slightly 
larger than those of Gohlen Cross. 
This variety will lie of interest to those 
who want a decorative corn i^lant from 
which they can also pick good ciualily 
sweet corn. Purplecross is available 
for the first time tlus year. 

Several varieties are available to 
follow Purplecross. W'ilsim and IMagna-
gold produce extra large ears but with 
only fair quality. Several while Ever­
green hybrids are available for any who 
prefer the old Stowell or the Narrow-
grain Evergreen. Country (ieutlemari is 
available in both open-|iollitial<'d and 
hybrid lypes but in our opinion this 
variety is more suited for canning than 
for the home garden. 

Fortunately, the home gardener is 
not dependent on any one variety but 
can choose a sweet corn suc(e~-.i(iii 
;.lready made or can select varieties for 
a succession all his own. The imiiortanl 
thing is to make only one planting 
when tbf' soil is ready and when there 
is the greatest opportunity of escapnng 
the corn borer, our most serious sweet 
com insect pest.

A few simple rules for 

laundering fine linens 

GOOD linens, being a« scarce as they 
are. should he given the best pos-

•iiblf care sd that they will la.*t a- Uw^ 
as possible. One way to preserve them 
is to be particularly careful in launder­
ing methods. 

With both impcirli'd and dopn -iic 
linens, tlie care boils down to coniinoii 
sense. Chemicals and bleaches should 
be used only in the case of the most 
stubborn stains and never on colored 
linens. .4s linen fibers lose dirt ipiicker 
than any other, lack of a bleach will 
not dim the fresh whiteness of damask 
i.'ibleclolh or guest sheets. 

Make the wash water as hot as 
your hands can stand, using a reliable 
though not harsh brand of soap or soap 
powder. One sudsing will remove the 
ordinary amount of dirt—two can be 
used when the linens are actually 
grimy, or have grease stain.s. Three 
rinses in clear water should remove all 
the soap. 

Softeners, or water normalizers, 
should be utilized in sections where the 
water turns the soap into sticky curds. 
Dissolve a softener completely in the 
washer before adding soap. 

To remove fruit, beverage and 
other stubborn stains from white linens, 

mix a cupful of bottled chlorine bleach 
with the soapy wal«T in an average 
sized \\a>her or tub. This eliminates 
the necessity of giving each stain indi­
vidual allenlion. Rinse right away in 
at least three wali-rs. being sure that 
all traces of the bleach are removed. 
Blcai hi-<, uscil willi ( are. wun l wi-aken 
the fabric. 

Blueing and starching are mat­
ters of p«'r>onal taste, .\lways be sure 
that both are mixed well before the 
linens go into the tub. A whole tub 
of linens will gain suflieieni gloss from 
six labli'spoons of starch mixed willi 
four cups of water and ailded to the 
final or blueing rinse. 

Dry linens in the sun or in a 
dryer that is kept at room temperature, 
relying on circulating air. rallier than 
heat, to do the job. Inli-nse beat makes 
linens drab and gray. 

To make the ironing easier and 
more professional hang cloths and 
napkins folded over the line instead 
of using pins which pull corners out 
of >hape. Pull the hems straight as you 
hang each individual piece. 

Dampen and roll the linens sev­
eral hours before ironing. Set the con-

irol at "Linen" and watch to sec that 
the iron doesn't get too hot as the pieces 
dry out. Too much heal on dry linen 
will turn it yellow if not actually 
scorch it. Press first on the wrong side, 
then on the riy,hl. When dry. press the 
creases into the smaller pieces with 
your hands as the pressure of a licit 
inin may break the fibers. Tablecloths, 
because of their size, need one pressed 
crease down the center. Vary it each 
washing by shifting it at least a quar­
ter inch off center, first one way, then 
the other the next washing. Fold these 
cloths back and forth lui>sely, or roll 
around a mailing tube or broom stick 
before putting away. Large, seldom 
used cloths rolled in blue paper come 
out fresh and white and crisp monllis 
after storing. 

Tips for Special Stains 

Certain stains may sometimes need in­
dividual attention. Listed below are 
some of the more common ones and the 
best methods of attack. 

T e a , coflTee and those liquors and 
wines that contain tannin can be re­
moved by sponging with clear, luke­
warm water. Old stains may need tin-
warm glycerine treatment. Rub into 
slain and let îtand .30 minutes then 
pour boiling water over the spot. Bleach 
if it is still evident. 

E g g stains contain albumin, as do 
those of milk and meat juice. Treat to 
a sponge bath of cold water as heat will 
set any stain containing albiiniiii.

Lipst ick marks can be removed 
by rubbing soap into the stain before 
washing. If this doesn't do it, use 
glycerine, then wash. Bleach if neces­
sary.

How to Hang a Chandelier 

Q. JTill you please advise me on hotv 
many inches a crystal rhandelier 
should be hung above the dining room 
table':'

A. The proper height of the chaiule-
lii-r i'i estimated by having the hoitoni-
most tip about 5' 6" from the floor. 
Don't measure from the ceiling. In or­
der lo determine the maximum spread 
of a chandelier to be used in a certain 
room, add the width and lenglh nf iht-
room, divide by two and multiply by 
one and a half. The minimum spread of 
a chandelier may be figured by multi­
plying by one and a quarter.

2 lbs. white granulated sugar 
•I bottles vinegar (20 fluid oz. each) 
4 oz. dried chillies 
4 oz. green ginger 
4 oz. garlic 
8 oz. salt 
2 or 3 plums (stoned) 

Soak tamarinds in a little vinegar and 
press the pulp through a thin cloth. 
Pare the mangoes and slice them. .Soak 
them in vinegar with the dried chillies, 
plirnis, green ginger and garlic. Pound 
them all next day and mix with 
tamarind pulp and sugar. Put into bot­
tles with an equal amount of vinegar. 
The chutney will be ready to use when 
they are well soaked.

Alllidiigli decitbious. it makes a nice 
pattern in winter and in the autumn 
leaves turn red. 

Fleecevine {Polygonum auberti) 
is one of the fastest growing of all the

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MINIATURE IRISES 
Dorothy S. Orr, a California gardener, describes 

some of her favorite iris varieties 

TH E diminutive irises are particularly 
valuable because they open the iris 

season, coming into flower several 
\ \ c e k > h r f n i e a n y of i h e l a l l n - f n l t l l - . 

7 his is reason enough for every garden 
to contain at least a few. but their varia­
tions of growth and bloom prove them 
adapted to many uses. 

The chunky, dwarf bearded varie­
ties with almost stemless flowers make 
neat edgings for borders of the tall 
bearded forms. The slender Iris graci-
lipes is attractive in hiose clumps along 
an informal path. Several species can 
be used as ground covers for sandy 
slopes. Diminutiv«r irises can be un­
reservedly recommended for rock gar­
dens because they have few pests, 
require no special attention, can be 
kept easily within bounds and—most 
important of all—the flowers are in­
dividually attractive and the foliage 
makes a nice pattern. 

On the whole these tiny irises are 
not expensive. A dozen plants will 
spread within two or three growing 
seasons to create a lovely garden pic-
lure. They are most effective if kept to 
one variety in the small border or to 
a l l ' T u a l i n g seclions in bu'ir b u n l e r s . 

Set out eight to fifteen inches apart, 
they will soon form dense mats. 

Botanically, the diminutive irises 
make up two groups, distinguished by 
their root forms. The first group is 
bulbous and the second is rhizomatoiis. 
with i;reeping root-hke stems. 

The cullurc of the two classes is 
M T V (IKTerenl. 'I'hr- l)ullioti> fdini- uml 
a warm, sjmny location with the added 
shield of a wall to the north or a big 
warmth-holding rock. The soil itself 
should be light and friable, and prefer­
ably enriched with well rotted leafmold 
or manure. The bulbs need an autumn 
drought to thoroughly ripen, and they 
resent any disturbance after they are 
once established in the garden. If the 
upper tip of the bulb is planted three 
inches below the surface of the soil, 
and settled upon a sizeable cushion of 
sand to guarantee thorough drainage, 
the plants should endure and multiply 
over many seasons. 

Probably the best known of the 
hulliDiis groups, as well as one of the 
loveliest, is N E T T E D IRIS f / m refi-
culata). The Latin name reticulata 
means netted and refers to the small 
bidb which is covered with a fibrous 
netting. These little bulbs should be 
planted as early in the fall as they can 
be procured, since they qinckly lose

One of the most charming of the 
spring-flowering irises is the H A R P U T 
(I. Iiistrioitles), similar to histrio. as the 
oides in its name indicates. This native 
of eastern Anatolia has falls mottled 
with while and rich lilac. 

P E R S I A N IRIS ( I . persica) is dis-
linctive among the early blooming: 
types. The flowers are of typical iris 
form, with standards of white tinged 
with pale sea-green and with almost 
purple-black, velvety falls. The blos­
soms appear on four-inch stems soon 
after the tuft of bright green leaves 
pushes through the soil. This plant 
grows best where the soil is light and 
warm. 

The species described will give a 
good start toward a collection of tiny, 
bulbous forms. To them can be added 
such lesser known species as /. alata. 
bukeriana, junrea, kolpakoicskiana, 
roscnbarliiana and lubcrosa.

The first mark to be used on English 
silver, the Leopard's Head Crowned, 
came into being during the reign of 
Edward 1 and donnii-d silver fif sterling 
quahly. The head is acliially that of a 
lion. However, the term came from the 
old French "leopart", meaning a hon 
passant-guardant or full face. Except 
during the years 1697-1719, this mark 
has always indicated silver made in 
London. Examples of the Lion's head 
as it was used during the 17th cen­
tury are rare, those antedating the 
Sliiart period virtually unobtainable.

As 
the types of alphabets are limited, it 
was necessary to repeat, so the shapes 
of the shields were also changed with 
every cycle.

As a re­
sult this mark was adopted in 1697 to 
replace the Leopard's Head Crowned. 
The act that brougiit about this change 
liniiii ;ht about a period known as the 
period of Enforce High .Standard (1697-
1719). Af te r 1697, no silversmith dared 
lo melt down coinage because its silver 
1 imh ut had been reduced and the Hall 
witidd never mark an inferior article. 
This mark appears on silver marked 
during the last three years of Wi l l iam 
I l l ' s reign; the entire reign of Queen 
Anne and during the first five years 
of I he reign of George I . I t is always ac­
companied by the Lion's Head Erased 
(note pictures above). 

LION'S HEAD ERASED 

Erased, a heraldic expression, means 
jagged edges, such as tho.se which can 
be noted around the neck of the lion 
in this mark. As i t always appears 
with the Figure of Bri l lania , the same 
story applies to i t .

During the first two 
years of its use, the head faced left 
and was enclosed in a shield with a 
straight bottom. Later, the head is al­
ways shown in relief within an eliptical 
pinirh. From 1786 up t i l l (he time of 
Victoria, the head faces r ig l i l . In Vic­
toria's time i t again faces lef t . 

LEOPARD'S HEAD UNCROV/NED 

The leopard's head lost its crown in 
1821 and took on a more cat-bke ap­
pearance. The last one was adopted in 
1916. 

LION PASSANT 

This mark, a variation of the l ion 
passant-giiardanl, replaced the latter in 
1821. I t shows a lion walking forward 
with his head in profile instead of f u l l 
face.

leaves are q i i i t f sliDrl and gras- l ikr . 
This plant originates in central and 
siiulliern Kiirope. where it has hn-ii in 
cultivation for a long time, though it is 
l i t t le known here. 

Slendkr Ikis, / . gracilipcs. a 
cn-^ic(l iris from Japan, has very nar­
row and gras>dike leaves that are a 
distinct yellow-green. The branching 
stems bear small, rosy-lavender flo\\i-rs 
marked with yellow and w h i l e I t pre­
fers a semi-shady position with sandy 
soil mixed with some peat moss or leaf 
mold. A woodsy area with good drain­
age is excellent. 

L i t t l e Jap Iris, / . minuia. is a 
tiny species of great charm and ln ;iiiiv. 
The entire plant does not exceed six 
inches. The foliage is slender and 
grassy and the early, dainty flowers are 
a pleasing shade of yellow marked w iih 
brown. 

The Roof l i t is , / . tectorum, second 
to none in beauty, shoidd most certain­
ly be included in a new collection. The 
large blossoms are a bright purple, 
beautifully marked with darker shad­
ings. Unlike the majority of irises, all 
six petals are on tin- same plane, giving 
the impression of a miniature Iris 
kaempferi. I f planted in a warm, sunny 
spot with rich soil and some dampness, 
i t w i l l bloom abundantly and show off 

its strongly crested, bri l l iant flowers. In 
ils native Japan this ir is grows on the 
top of the thatched roofs, feeding upon 
the decomposing straw. I t barely fits 
into our group of diminutive irises, 
being from twelve to fifteen inches tall . 
The aiha variety is a fine, clear white 
fo rm. 

The Pli.cniM Iiiis. / . rulhcnira, 
f rom Rumania and other parts of Eu­
rope, is one of the tiniest of the distinct­
ly dwarf irises. The flowers are about 
two inches across, of a deep bliie-pur-
ple. They nestle snugly among the 
bright green, slender foliage on tiny 
stems only one inch above the soil 
surface. Tin- plants bloom almost con­
stantly but the heaviest bloom comes 
in the autumn. 

Dwarf Iris. / . pumila, is not a 
species as are most of the others de­
scribed, but a hybrid form developed 
by crossing / . chamaeiris, f rom southern 
Europe, w ith a native of eastern Europe 
and Asia Minor. The resulting plant is 
a miniature of the German bearded 
forms, with all the color range of this 
taller relative. These dwarf hybrids do 
not exceed twelve to fifteen inches in 
height, most of them averaging ten 
inches. They have the broad, gray-green 
foliage of the tall form, and their cul­
tural requirements are the same.

IRISES 
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The / . piimila I n b r i i i - liiussom 
much earlier than the tall ones; in fact 
with us they start to flower about the 
middle of February. An intermediate 
group has been evolved by crossing 7. 
pumila with the tal l , bearded iris. By 
using all three races i t is possible to 
have iris blossoms for nearly five 
iiiuiiihs: / . pumila hybrids in February; 
the intermediates in late March and 
early A p r i l , and the well-known tall 
varieties in May and part of June. The 
/. pumila hybrids take a short rest and 
bloom again in the fa l l . Tlie plants are 
extremely stocky and readily spread 
into large-size clumps. They make at­
tractive edgers for large iris plantings 
or foreground plants for the perennial 
border. 

A l l the species of small irises de­
scribed can be grown in the north­
eastern and central states, their 
blooming periods, of course, differing 
with locality.

Welcoi iH- l l o i i i f . The r r i i i i i i of Dulch 
hulhs in renewed varieties wiU give this 
old garden a new l i f t . Our own growers 
had not been able to produce the 
generous nundjer of kinds thai Dulch 
economy—even unde^r war conditions— 
has bi-en able lo preserve. A lengthened 
list of hyacinths, a wide selection of 
crown imperials, more fantasy lulips 
and a tempting array of species tulips. 
I t is good lo meet old frien<ls again 
and welcome them to this garden. Good 
to welcome new ones, too. Of course, 
we spent far more than we shoidd, but 
lliat new overcoat we were going to buy 
was shoved off further into the f i i l i i r r . 
Two winters proved that there was a 
lot of wear st i l l in the old oiie. 

l i e n o r Var ie t i e s . Our final recollcc-
lion of autumn bloom before the black 
frost blighted i t , was singularly lighted 
by new clirysanlbemuins and fa l l 
anemones. The latter had not taken 
kindly to these seven Connecticut acres 
un l i l . last spring, we found the exact 
spot ihey liked. The flowery account 
they gave of themselves was more than 
satisfactory. 

To a garden that had not indulged 
in fresh varieties of chrysanllienuinis 
hir years, the latest kinds showed such 
an improvement over the old we had 
l ic f i i ;irowin;i alou;;. that there is going 
lo lie a mi-ihly slaiip;hler of tin- ol>soli--
cent. There is no use wasting space and 
effiu l on mediocre and oulmoded planis 
when so many better varieties are 
available. 

IVl»»reas. Among the more unusual 
bidbs which fl»iwered lo grace our win­
ter bay window were moreas. Come 
f rom South Afr ica , these cousins of ihe 
iris are relatively tender bulbs, but the 
average sunny window in a warm house 
w i l l bring I hem to flower. They don't 
want an excess of water; in fact, they 
ought to be kept on the dry side unl i l 
they begin to blossom. 

From the axils of wiry stems ap­
pear the flowers, almost an inch across, 
in the hirm of stars. They last only one

|{<-.sliiig Bu lbs . When bulbs in pans 
cease flowering (except the paper 
whites, which are discarded) we grad­
ually reduce the water unt i l the foliage 
has died down and bulbs enter on their 
summer rest. We usually give them a 
fresh label, because over winter the old 
one may rot. They are put aside and 
then, come f a l l , repotted in fresh soil. 
An investment in unusual bulbs pays a 
rich dividend in offsets and new corms, 
so that the second winter we have two 
pans of them where we had only one 
before. 

E ^ r l y PeaH. In our parts it is still die 
n i l . ' In plant the first peas on St. Pat­
rick's Day—if you can work the soil. 
Some years we haven't been able to do 
this, because the ground sti l l was 
liound by frost, so last f a l l we covered 
ii with salt bay. . \ f ter that was removed, 
a day later wp began spading in the 
chicken manure accumulated over win­
ter. 

These pea processes, part of the 
orderly work of gardening, bring their 
own brand of satisfaction: first the 
deep-dug soil, then the seed in straight 
furrows 3' apart, then the npspringing 

seedlings that send us into the swamp 
for pea bnish, next the brush set 
deep in the ground and its side shoots 
woven together to form a wall , and 
finally the top cUpped even. A good, 
shipshape job, which we stand off and 
admire. 

Since our first crop of telephone 
peas comes in at about the time the 
first roses lilonm, we give a pea-and-
rose party, have friends in to gaze at 
the one and relish the other. There's no 
sweeter flavor than that of those first 
peas. 

No C o m p e t i t i o n . At last Sun House 
garden has attained the point where, 
when showing a rare plant to a visitor 
who replies, "Yes, I have that," we can 
reply firmly and with conviction, "No 
you haven't." 

I t a l l came about through making 
a speech at the Nurserymen's Conven­
tion, who rewarded my verbal efforts at 
entertainment by presenting a shrub 
that is rarer than hen's teeth. 

Adina rubella is its name, and 
China its home, but how to grow it and 
how tall or wide i t eventually wi l l be 
we do not know.

{zeiiiis array of flowers to follow, hut 
renew my search for good foreground 
plants, begun several years ago. 

Such edgers as Dwarf Boxwood 
atui dipped (Germander with their 
strai;;hldine perfeeliou are not for my 
informal jtarden. Its changing mii-;iie 
of favorites is made up of perennials 
of all heights: some are neat and com­
pact, hut others sprawliiigly elliow iheir 
way lo the foreground. 

Such emphasis has been placed on 
MiMiiiiain Rock-<Tess for rock f;ardcns 
that I nearly overlooked i t as a valu­
able foreground perennial. N i i r - i r \ -
grown plants, both the single and dou­
ble-flowered Alyssiiin alpina and A. a. 
fhire-pleno, were set out, and later murr 
plants were grown f rom seed. The 
while flowers are very abundant in 
spring and the sturdy, frosty-green fol i ­
age is attractive throu-ih the summer 
and lasts into the winter. 

Often some chance f ; rn i i | i i i i ; ^ 
prii\es more effective than any planned 
combination of plants. One occurred

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A perennial not often seen in 
spring borders is Cushion Spurge, 
Euphorbia polychroma, of the same 
family as the Christmas poinsettia and, 
like i t , valued for the vivid bracts and 
not the minute florets.

prinn bulbs, l is blooms coincide in my 
ganlen with the deep blue flowers of 
-elf-s4)wn larkspur. To continue the 
yellow when the Cowslips have faded, 
dwarf Ozark Evening-primrose, Oeno­
thera missouriensis, is excellent. Large, 
satiny, golden-yellow flowers, set low 
among red-tinged foliage, change lo a 
peach shade as they close. Behind these 

are set a few of the new long-spurred 
Imperial columbines in a variety of 
muted colors: dusty rose and cream, 
violet and pale yellow, salmon and 
flesh. 

The perky pink-and-white flowers 
of English Daisy, Bellis perennis, com-
liiiH- w f l l wil l i llie fliifl'y blue of the 
compact Midget Blue ajjeratum. An­
other of my standbys for simny ed;:es 
is the sweet-scented white Clove Pink. 
Ditiuthiis l iiryophyllus. I have found no 
other dianthus so satisfactory as this 
old one f rom grandmother's garden. 
True, the calyx does split when the 
blooms o]ir-n fu l l , bill \\w spicy fra­
grance, the gray-green, almost ever­
green foliage and the dependal)iliiy <'f 
the plant compensate for this small 
fau l l . The newer varieties seem to lack 
the vigor to withstand West Virginia 's 
trying winters of alternate freezes and 
thaws, and many lack fragrance. 

The Clove Pink makes a good 
for' ';iroimd for iris and, combined with 
Snow-in-summer (Ccrasiium tomen-
tosum), for a yellow and white border 
planted with drif ts of Spring Glory, 
King Alfred . Empress and Ri-iT>hrba 
narcissi, Inglescombe Yellow and 
\^ hile Giant tulips, Super-Maji-stic 
White larkspur and Golden Treasure 
i r is . Af te r flowering the planis are in­
creased by dividing the large clumps

The violet Pasquc Flower, Anem­
one Pulsatilla, with hs gnlflcn center 
and lacy gray collar, makes a go<id 
edger for pale yellow tulips and the 
rich purples of .Morning Splendor. Des­
tiny and Black Wings iris. A few of the 
orange Golden Redder variety of Si­
berian Wallflower accent the group. 

Wi th pale lavender tulips, such as 
Dream and Reverend H . Ewbank, there 
is nothing so pleasing as the perennial 
Lemon Alyssum, A. saxatile luteum. I 
say "perennial" wi th fingers crossed, 
wondering why I and others have found 
i t difficult to keep. However, one f r iend 
reports that tins plant "grows like 
mad for me ami seeds it.self a l l over". 
On observing her planting I concluded 
that the Lcinuu Alyssum should be 
planted in rich earth between sun-
heated limestones. Other varieties of 
perennial alyssum are easier but lack 
the appeal of this pale leujon one with 
silvery foliage. I combine i t with Rliie 
Phlox, P. divaricata, and Perennial 
Flax. Linum perenne. Aubriet ia is also 
a good f o i l for the yellow alyssum and 
for bulbs, but I have not been too suc­
cessful wi th i l ; perhaps spring warms 
up too fast here or the clay soil is not 
to its l ik ing . 

Wi th varying shades of spring 

green, the d«-fp red, feathei"y leaves of 
Astilbe Fanal are as decorative as many 
flowers. When fu l ly unfurled the f o l i ­
age becomes bronze green; plumy, 
dark red flower spikes make i t a unique 
accent in June. 

While we like unusual plants, the 
more common ones are not to be over­
looked for foregrounds: violets, candy­
tuf t , forget-me-nots and coralbells, for 
instance. 

Victory gardeners discovered the 
nrnamental as well as the economic 
value of strawberries. Our family en­
joyed the beauty of the creamy blo.s-
soms, crimsoning f ru i t s and deep green 
foliage of the Calskill variety planted 
along a slightly raised border of iri>>. 
Aiioilicr ut i l i ty edger is parsley which 
makes an excellent bright green f o i l for 
nearby flowers if the older leaves are 
kept picked and the plant is not al­
lowed to go to seed. 

Af ter the wealth of .spring color, 
the garden may look bare unless bloom­
ing potted plants are set out to fill in 
imt i l amiuals and summer perennials 
are well under way. Pansies, particu­
larly, are indispensable. Gold, velvety 
purple and blue pansies wi th bronzy 
foliaged plumbago form an attractive 
carpet of bloom for Mrs. Nesmith's day-
li l ies: Chloe, a ruffled soft-yellow

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dusted cinnamon. Nankin, a taller yel­
low, and Tokay, large apricot with rose 
throat. 

Petunias, also, are never-failing 
sources of color and as satisfactory as 
any flower grown. Of the many varie­
ties tried, 1 like Cheerful, a soft salmon, 
and Igloo, a dwarf white. A new white, 
Mrs. William K. dii Pont, is fragrant 
and sii douhir that the bloduis lixik like 
roses. This variety is sterile and must 
he grown from cuttings; the plants 
bloom when small and are covered with 
enormous white blossoms all summer. 

For summer color in pink, white 
and bliu% we find useful the dimble 
white Feverfew, dwarf Feruniru incana 
uitli woolly leaves and spikes of in­
tense blue flowers, Nepeta mussini with 
gray-green foliage and minuie laven­
der flowers, and the Clara Curtis chry­
santhemum. Though chrysanthemums 
are considered fall flowers, this beau­
tiful clear pink blooms in my garden 
ill late June and July. Late-set plants 
bloom in September with die blue of 
Mislflower (Eupatorium coelestinum). 

For corner accents mounded plants 
of silvery-gray fidiage and pale pink 
spikes of the newer lavender, Laven-
dula vera rosea, are unusual. Early 
blooming Cusluon Chrysanthemums, 
too, are good corner plants if old 
blooms are kepi picked. 

What to plant in the foreground 
of a shaded hcmerocallis border was 
solved by using lavender and blue per­
ennials which bloomed successively 
from -May through the h(;al of summer 
and into September. Veronica amrihys-
lina. forget-me-nots and the dwarf 
meadowriu- Thtilirlrurn atfuilegiiotium 
lil(ii>m in -May with Betscher's light yel­
low Earlianna heraerocailis. 

Small-leaved plantain-lilies con­
tinue the c(mtrasting lavender and 
blue. The first of these to flower, and 
one of the best, Hosta undulala varie-
gatn. has foliage of a good green edged 
with creamy bands; its lavi-nder bells 
fin slim stalks contrast with the pah-
lemon daylily Modesty, Hosta siebol-
dinna with broad, glaucous leaves and 
pale lavender pendant bells blooms 
with light yellow hemeroeallis Gaiety 
and orange Golden Dream. 

Hosta coerulea, the bluest of all. 
blooms in July with purple buds and 
blue bells penciled darker inside. Its 
foliage is similar to but smaller than 
that of H. ptantaginea, the common 
species with fragrant while flowers. H. 
fortunei also blooms in Jidy. with lilac 
bells above glossy leaves. Early in Sep­
tember with Dr. Stout's pale yellow 
Autumn Prince, the latest of the hostas.

Many nf us. ignnrani of soil and 
plant material, have taken up garden­
ing influenciMl by a fririid'-- ~iiccc~s 
willi flowers or tmder the spell of read­
ing an enthusiast's garden book. We 
try to copy slavishly the friend's garden 
or to plant all the enlhusia.-l rrcdui-
inends in her book, not knowing wheth­
er our soil, our climate or our perse­
verance are capable of attaining the 
predicted success. 

The ganlening bug which bil me 
was the ex|ii n>ivr. expansive "lirrlia-
eeous border of continuous bloom." This 
bile was inflamed by reading Mrs. Ely's 
enchanting book. "A Woman's Hardy 
Garden', which was the gardening 
bible for women al the lime. So, in 
blind faith aiul ignorance, two peren­
nial borders were started. Six-foot-
wiile stretches were plowed, flanking 
the lawn: one, backed by liu? privet 
hedge which shielded us from the 
(•(uiniry road, the other by a grape 
trellis. A twenty-fool grass plot lay be­
tween the borders which terminated 
where fiiiir gnarled apple trees stood 
in till- lawn. 

Till- beds wen- trrni licd a<'cnrding 
In L H. Bailey's '".Manual nf (ianlc ii-
ing", and so far all went well. The 
garilcn soil was shale and. feeling nn 
self-respeeling seed wnuM attempt lo 
push its way llirougli the flat stones. 

I had a mason's sieve set up and sifted 
every inch nf that soil. The only results 
of this back-breaking labour were a 
fresh rrnp nf sinne nn the surface of 
the beds after each shnwer and the 
amusement il furnished ihe farmers 
passing by. 

Plants (d iris and phlox were or­
dered and also of delphiniums, fox­
gloves and canterbury-bell, as there 
was no idea of waiting lo grow these 
Irnm seed the first season. Since an­
nuals nmsi be used as "fdlers" the en-
lire catalog alphabet was purchased, 
from Achillea the Pearl lo wormwood, 
xeranlhemum and zinnia. The Uud-
house became a shambles nf flats, flow­
er pots, tin cans and even jelly and 
bacon jars—all filled with earth and 
planted seeds. Put in sunny windows 
and cnveri'd with slu-rls nf glass every 
seed germinated and I was confronted 
with an armed Imsl which had lo be 
fed, watered and bedded. 

The purchased perennial plants 
wiMi' --I'l ill ihi'ir places, aeenrding to 
a carefully drawn plan, and then the 
process of filling ihe empty spaces with 
annuals began. "Continuous bloom" 
must be assured and all rich brown 
earth blotted out as though it were 
Miiiiclhing to be ashamed of. Annuals 
weri' planted until kni'os could no long­
er be used for kneeling and then came 
the process of trying lo push the sur­
plus off <ui loving friends, and the final

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step of dumping; the residue on the 
ashpile wliere all Idnomed as annuals 
have never bloomed before. 

The second season the perennials 
had increa.sed in size and die nimili' r 
of annual fillers ooidil he reduced, 
'riimii^hout two summers a p>od deal 
had been learned about plant material. 
(Why not? Had not the whole jiamut 
of the average seed catalog been 
tried?) Some knowledge had been 
gleaned of the needs, the habits and 
the periods of hlixim of these plants. 
Those that stood erect, and those that 
sprawled, always in the wnmg places, 
were noted. All had been tried out in 
flower arrangements ami tliosf iliai had 
cimtributed a decorative note to ihe 
house either through form or color 

wrr.- li-lr.j. Mill, wlirll liii- -iTdlid tall 
came, though enthusiasm had not van­
ished, it had begun to wane. 

Why not face the situation? Cer-
lain Mowers stood out clearly as things 
to be loved; the others, so far as I was 
concerned, were not worth a linker's 
dam. 

Rich, cultivated soil appealed to 
me, so why not have patches of it show­
ing? It was clear that from mid-July 
through .\ugust gardening work was 
irksome. The evenings spent cutting off 
faded flowers, so that hloimi would 
persist, were deadly. A hot August day 

with glaring stretches of red and or­
ange zinnias added to the general flis-
comfort. How much cooler and more 
refreshing just to have gray and green 
hdiage to look on. 

Why must a garden be called upon 
to bloom all the lime? H flowers were 
merely stuck here and there in scat­
tered beds, it might be necessary but 
not in a garden wilh form, an outdoor 
room where one could rest as well as 
work. With too nun h plant material, 
with too many varieties of blooming 
plants, a garden becomes restless and 
confusing like an ov«T-clutlered room. 
Why not use the method we use in our 
houses? We put into our rooms the 
essentials for living and then bring in 
accent and interest with certain pre­
cious possessions. There are essenlials 
in the flower world which should he in 
every garden, and there are rarilies 
that may be used as priceless acces­
sories. Thus my mind was cleared. 

The virulence of the perennial 
border (lisea>e lia> nid'iilied somewhat 
since my early gardening days but 
there are still inhibitions in the meth­
od and manner of those who garden. 
We still copy and are led. Our gardens 
should be as personal as our houses 
and, if they are not, we are still copy­
ing someone and missing the joy of 
creating something of our very own. It

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has taken the building of two other 
gardens, since this first one. to achieve 
some of the desired freedom lo garden 
as 1 bke. 

The six years spent in the first 
garden are regarded as the kinder­
garten of my work with flowers. With 
the building of the .second garden I 
passed into the first grade of the gram­
mar school of gardening. I knew how 
I wanted to garden. The joy of plant­
ing seeds and growing all my own ma­
terial, except iris, peonies and phlox, 
came first. Many plants of a few varie­
ties would be u.sed rather than few 
plants of many varieties. The new gar­
den must be laid out in even closer re­
lation to the house. There would be 
greater u.se of flowering slu-ubs and 
trees and hedges which would give 
green outline-* in winter. There would 
be patches of cnol, brown, cultivated 
soil to rest one's eyes in glaring sum­
mer sunlight. 

There were new books to read 
uiiiicii by Miss Gertrude Jekyll of 
England and our incomparable Mr.-̂ . 
Francis King. These must be studied 
for their suggestions on the use of 
color, form and combinations of plant 
material. These I now knew how to 
read and appreciate for their in.spiring 
qualities rather than for preparation to 
make unsuccessful copies of their suc­
cess. 

The second garden was .set in the 
foothills of the -\dirondacks and pre­
sented a new problem, that of anchor­
ing shifting sands. Then, and only then, 
did an appr(;cialion of the shale soil of 
Sussex County, New Jersey, dawn on 
me. Oh, for some of those flaky, flat 
sltmes to help hold the evasive soil, to 
-h' l i .r in its cool depths the seeds 
planted. .No wonder the Sussex Coun­
ty farmers had laughed. Had they seen 
my struggles to anchor that sand with 
manure and rich humus, ordered from 
their home town, they would have 
known that a just retribution had come 
to me for the indignities inflicted on 
their soil. 

For eighteen years I wrestled with 
this sandy soil; suffered late spring 
and early autumn frosts; endured tem­
peratures in the high nineties in sum­
mer and the forties-below-zero in win­
ter; waged war on mice which ale a 
thousand tulip bulbs the first season: 
and stood helpless while lewd masses 
of rose-bugs denuded roses, peonies 
ami iris of their bloom. It looked like 
a losing fight with few triumphs to 
eon.sole me! 

My fu-st step was to add manure 
and humus lo the soil. Becoming per­
fectly ruthless, I next dug up and 
burned all flowers loved by rose-bugs. 
Then, all plants that did not live up

T h e c u t t i n g borders 
m a y f o r m an edge to t h e vegetable gar­
d e n or l i n e b o t h sides o f t h e c e n t r a l 
p a t h o f a vegetable o r f r u i t ga rden . 

O n a l a r g e r p l a c e a w i d e b o r d e r 
o f pe renn ia l s a n d annua l s can be 
p l a n t e d a l the f a r edge of a l a rge l a w n 
o r I n f r o n t o f the vegetable g a r d e n , 
whe re i ts b r i l l i a n t c o l o r masses are b o l d 
enough to be e f f ec t i ve b u t f a r e n o u g h 
a w a y so t h a t any a m o u n t o f p i c k i n g 
w i l l not show f r o m the house. S u c h a 
borde r shou ld be at leas t t w o h u n d r e d 
and fifty to th ree h u n d r e d f e e t away 
f r o m the house i t s e l f . 

Q u i t e d i f f e r e n t f r o m the b o r d e r f o r 
c u t t i n g is the p a t t e r n g a r d e n p l a n n e d 
espec ia l ly f o r p i c k i n g . I t mus t be de­
s igned so t h a t i t i s a p p r o p r i a t e to the 
gene ra l s ty le o f the rest o f the p lace , 
a n d is a t t r a c t i v e i n p a t t e r n w h e n the 
beds are ba re . I n such a g a r d e n i t i s 

poss ible to devote c e r t a i n beds e n t i r e l y 
to p a r t i c u l a r flowers, one f o r g l a d i o l i , 
one f o r dah l i a s , one f o r the roses or f o r 
any o the r v a r i e t y or species tha t is par­
t i c u l a r l y e f f ec t ive i n the house. T h i s 
type o f c u t t i n g area has the advantage 
of g i v i n g each k i n d o f m a t e r i a l par ­
t i c u l a r c i i l t n r a l r e q u i r e m e n t s to make i t 
t h r i ve best . 

I f the beds i n such a g a r d e n a re 
f a i r l y l a rge the p e r e n n i a l s a n d annua l s 
s h o u l d be p l a n t e d i n r o w s . I f they are 
s m a l l , one v a r i e t y can be broadcas t i n 
each bed . F o r e x a m p l e , f o u r s m a l l beds 
i n the cen te r o f such a g a r d e n m i g h t 
have w h i t e , p i n k , b l u e a n d p u r p l e 
pe tun ias , o r i n the s l i g h t l y l a r g e r ones 
there m i g h t be pa l e p i n k , pa l e y e l l o w , 
s a lmon a n d d a r k r e d z inn ia s . One grea t 
advantage o f a p a t t e r n c u t t i n g g a r d e n 
i> ihat the rows are i n c l i n e d to be shor t 
o r the beds s m a l l . T h e r e i s t h e n less 
t e m p t a t i o n to ovei-plant any one va r i e ty , 
as o f t e n happens w h e n c u t t i n g l l o u i is 
a re g r o w n i n the vegetable g a r i i e n . T h e 
very exis tence o f a p a t t e r n is a re­
s t r a i n i n g i n f l u e n c e o n o v e r - a m b i t i o u s 
gardeners . 

T o o m a n y peop le t h i n k o f c u t t i n g 
gardens as e x i s t i n g o n l y f o r the purpose 
of g r o w i n g annua l s . O n the contrarv-, 
the re are c e r t a i n pe renn ia l s w h i c h are 
o u t s t a n d i n g f o r c u t t i n g , a n d c e r t a i n 
seasons i n w h i c h annua l s are i m p r a c -

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ticable or unobtainable. The best cut­
ting gardens or borders always include 
both annuals and perennials, as well 
as bulbs. 

From early May unt i l about the 
(ir^l i i f . I i inc the liiiiiqiiels in the house 
must consist largely of the spring flow ­
ering bulbs from the narcissus through 
tulips, and early flowering perennials— 
Phlox divaricata, veronicas, bleeding-
heart, pyrethruras, iris, peonies. During 
June th<- Itii-nnials, Sweet Wi l l i am and 
Sweet Rocket, reinforce the late iris 
and peonies; early blooming annuals, 
such as Cornflower, nigellas. Shirley 
Poppy, give small-.'cale bouquets. Cer­
tain of the June blooming lilies are par­
ticularly useful al this time, too, i f they 
can be grown in sufficient quanlilies lo 
really make cutting worth while. Ma­
donna L i l y is of course the loveliest 
but i f the house color scheme allows 
strong oranges, the Liliiim umbfllitUiin 
and clegans are easier of culture and 
very prolific. 

Wi th the coming of July the an­
nuals are the chief reliance and there 
should be plenty of space in the eutting 
area for zinnias, marigolds, scabiosas, 
snapdragons and any other standbys 
that go well wi th the room colors. Wi th 
l l ieni , certain perennials make interest­
ing bouquets. Some of the yellow July 
and August daylilies, like Modesty, 
Mrs. W. H . Wyman, Hyperion, the 

salmon and lavender beebalms. Shasta 
Daisies Uke Admiral Byrd and Mar­
coni, Sparks Monkshood. Regal, Tiger 
and Speciosiim 1/ilies give the variety 
and shape and size needed to supple­
ment the annuals. The Unwin and Coll-
ness hybrid dahlias can be used in front 
or middle of the cutting border or bed 
as ihey begin to bloom earlier than I lie 
tall exhibition and cactus dahlias and 
take up less room for the amount of 
blossom. 

As September comes the annuals 
begin to look a li t t le shabby from heavy 
blooming all summer and their bou­
quets w i l l need to be reinforced by cer­
tain fa l l perennials. I f the back of the 
border is sUghtly shady, Japanese 
Anemone in quantities can be put in 
where ihey wi l l thrive and make lovely 
material for cutting. Wi th them come 
the late monkshoods (Aconiturn aulum-
nnle and wilsoni), snakeroots {Cimici-
fuga raccmosa and simplex), hybrid 
Michaelmas Daisies {Aster Climax, 
Violetta, Harrington's Pink) and early 
chrysanlhenuims. 

H the flower border or garden can 
be placed near shrubs particularly good 
for cutting, the material for vases w i l l 
be more easily collected. When flower 
bloom is a l i t t le sparse or lime is short, 
blossoming plumes of buddleia or vitex, 
foliage sprays of andromeda. or coton-
