"HOT 
IN T H E G R I M W I N T E R M O N T H S between January and April , the West Indies have everything to o f f e r -

so much of everything that I have made five separate trips to the Caribbean. The way of life in the West 

indies is as gracious and congenial as the setting. In whatever island he may choose to visit, the routine of a 

traveler's day will be very similar. He will wake shortly after six. in a large hotel bedroom. The sunlight strik­

ing through the shutters will be designing a zebra pattern on the walls and ceiling. He will throw open the 

shutters and walk out onto his balcony. The sun will be warm upon his cheeks but a cool breeze will be blow-

iiii.' from the hills. Across the road an untidy garden will be bright with yellow cassia. The road below him 

will be narrow and uneven; in one direction it will lead into the mountains in whose shelter the town is built, 

in the other it will run down into the port. Above gray-tiled and corrugated iron roofs he will see the gray-blue 

stretches of the harbor. Square-sailed fishing boats will be tacking near the shore. A launch carrying coastal 

cargo will be chunking its slow way between them and the shadowy outline of another island on the horizon. 

An expedition to one of the estates will probably have been arranged. The traveler will be driven 

over a mounting, circling road into the hills. The valleys will be bright with sugar cane. The bush will be 

dotted with shades of wattle and corrugated iron. Here and there he will see the ruined masonry of an 

aqueduct or gateway, relics of the old plantation days. A succession of women with baskets upon their heads 

will pass him on their way to market, their blouses of red and yellow set off by the deep green of the hills. 

in Trinidad and Grenada he will be taken to see the working of the cocoa. He will watch the tram­

pling of the seeds for polish in large circular cauldrons by laughing, sweating laborers, with their trousers 

rolled above their knees. In St. Vincent he will be taken to see an arrowroot plantation. The factories are 

as clean as dairies; there is a ceaseless roar of water as the starch is passed frotn butts to strainers, thence 

to the settling tables. In Antigua and in Barbados he will watch bundles of sugar cane crushed between 

rows of rollers till the last drop of juice has been extracted.

THIS IS NOT A T A L E of travel but a psychosomatic case history. I know nothing about the perpetually 

hot or cold countries: I am as ignorant of the Polar regions as I am of the Sahara Desert, i have just crossed 

the Arctic Circle but no more; I have nearly touched the Eijuator but not quite. My coldest memory is id 

the Christmas week of 1928 in Berlin. I had spent my month's allowance and the friends frotn whom I might 

have borrowed were all out of town, so that I could not afford to leave the house and passed the days with 

my feet up on the very inadequate tiled stove, reading War and Peace for the first time, cold, hungry and 

very happy. My hottest memory is of the first fortnight of August, 1944, in New York City. I had money, 

friends, an electric fan, a shower, a refrigerator. I lay in a stupor wishing I were dead. 

My feelings have been oriented by the compass as far back as I can remember. Though I was brought 

up on both. Norse mythology always appealed to me infinitely more than Greek; Hans Andersen's The 

Snow Queen and George Macdonald's The Princess and the Goblins were my favorite fairy stories, and 

years before I ever went there, the North of England was the Never-Never Land of my dreams. Nor did 

those feelings disappear when I finally did; to this day Crewe Junction marks the wildly exciting frontier 

where the alien South ends and the North, my world, begins. 

For reasons which will be. perhaps, more obvious to psychologists than to me. North and South 

are the foci of two sharply contrasted clusters of images and emotions. For example, as I reflect at this 

moment. I get the following associations: North—cold. wind, precipices, glaciers, caves, heroic conquest 

of dangerous obstacles, whales, hot meat and vegetables, concentration and production, privacy. South— 

heat, light, drought, calm, agricultural plains, trees, rotarian crowds, the life of ignoble ease, spiders, fruits 

and desserts, the waste of time, publicity. West and East are relatively neutral. West is more favorable, 

i.e.. more northern, but conjures up the unheroic image of retired couples holding hands in the sun­

set; East is definitely southern and means dried figs and scorpions. {Continued on page 189)

-Mr. H i l l . A sharp rise of gro imd. five minutes f rom the ski lift and bordering 

a trout stream, was selected as the site. T h e basement story burrows into the 

slope while the two upper floors barely top the crest. I n winter the sk iers ' en­

trance at the bottom of the hi l l î ^ often concealed by a 1.5-foot snow embank­

ment. I n addit ion to the well-equipped ski room which doubles as heater and 

game room, the ground floor contains a dark room, laundry , fireproof vault, 

servants' quarters and access to the wine cel lar . 

T h e house is dominated by an atnple L-shaped l iv ing-dining r o o m which 

shares the tnain floor with two guest rooms and the kitchen. It is really a "com­

mon r o o m " where the whole household gathers.

I f \ o u dig . dr i l l or drive a pipe into the ground far 

enough, sooner or later you wil l find water in the 

ground. It has been agreed a m o n g those who are experts, 

that if water is found at a distance of less than 22 ft., it i s 

called a " s h a l l o w w e l l . M o r e than 22 ft., it is a "deep" 

well. Di -ep wells s o i i i c l itiies go down hundreds of fee! before 

a water-bearing vein is reached. Charges for dr i l l ing are 

cus loniar i ly by the foot a n d the price per foot increases as 

the well goes deeper. 

At the | ) f c s c i i l l i i n c i h n c is i i n definite tnelhod 

known to determine the depth of a well that wi l l produce 

an adequate supply of water. At best, the construct ion of a 

private well is a gamble. T h e r e are certain steps that wi l l 

help in locating the well in the most favorable spot. \ « at 

neighbors who have wells should be questioned on the dilli-

culties they have encountered, how deep their wells bad to 

be, the quality of the water and the amount of flow. Often 

a competent geologist can foresee, f r o m the topography and 

geological format ion , the most likely place to find water. 

S late or county Departments of Health should be consulted, 

for they may have experts in both sanitation ajid geology 

who w ill advise without cost. 

Wi th modern pumping e( |uipment. the well can be 

placed almost anywhere that is most favorable for finding 

water. T h e most important considerat ion is that no contami-

t i a l i o M results f rom barns , stables, stock pens, cesspools, dry 

wells or septic tanks, either through proximity or through 

being on a higher level. E a c h is a possible source of con-

laminat ion . A high point of land should be selected so that 

the movement of the surface water from ra in and melting 

snow wil l wash away from the well. 

Shal low wells take advantage of a situation where a 

water-bearing layer of earth is close to the surface . A hole 

big enough for men to work in with shovels can be excavated 

and l ined with masonry , or a pipe with a special perforated 

point can be dr iven or a cas ing can be dropped into a 

mechanica l ly -dr i l l ed hole. T h e n a suitable pump is installed. 

T h e water that is avai lable will have fallen, as ra in or snow, 

on the ground within a smal l radius of the well itself. I l 

then seeps into the ground until it reaches a clay or rock 

stratum lo form a water-bearing layer.

"FRESH P A I N T " is the succinct legend which house painters put up when they 

want to semaphore the warning, " L o o k ou t ! " I n assembling the 12 paintings re­

produced on the fo l l owing pages and on the cover of this issue, the house painter's 

warning and his in t imat ion of newness are implied. Many of these works have been 

painted in recent months. Most of them have yet to be seen by the public. Para-

doxicallv. those which have hung in a i ' t shows (or are owned by collectors! are st i l l 

" f resh paint" by virtue of their beauty, their ideas, their technical perfection 

and grace. The elements which keep a work of art eternally fresh are the c l a r i t \ , 

\ i la l i ty and integri ty wi th which the artist communicates his own unique and per­

sonal vision. The challenge implied by "fresh paint" i s : beware of fads i n buy­

ing paintings. Buy only that picture which speaks directly, personaUy and truth­

f u l l y to you. The dozen paintings herein reproduced were painted by a French­

man, two Russians, two Germans, seven Americans, ranging in age f r o m 24 

to 64. Two are completely self-taught; some of them have been intensively and 

elaborately educated in their craf t . They employ varied techniques. The pictures 

they produce can be bought fo r as l i t t le as S50 and as much as .$2,500. Aside 

f r o m the fact that they are all paint ing today, what is it that binds them to­

gether? Their common denominator is their basic v i ta l i ty , their sharp awareness.

C A M I L L E B O M B O I S Is. at 64, France's most distinguished living painter of primitives. 
Today, this ex-circus performer, strong man. farm hand; this fornifr laborer who earned 
his keep by digging excavations for the Paris subway; this World War I three-medal 
hero is a legend. Until his recent one-man show at Manhattan's Perls Galleries many of 
his American admirers thought him dead. The 24 paintings of which his very successful 
show was composed, all of them recent, prove him magnificently alive. They continue 
to present what his literal, shrewd, discerning eyes see, what they have seen: circus life, 
river life (his father was a bargeman, Bombois spent his early years on barges) 
middle- and lower-class types, frugal interiors, flowers, trees. Since he is essentially 
French of good, substantial peasant stock, his paintings are archetypically French, absn-
lutely indigenous. His is the sharp, startling sophistication of a child. There are no 
tricks to his art; nothing is extraneous to it. Everything on his canvases is inevitahle, 
accomplished Avith clarity, beauty and wit. About 1923 people began buying Bombois. 
have been buying him ever since. He had an enormous show soon after the Liberation.Jie 
will not be able to have another soon, for his paintings have all been sold. The Spring 
Bouquet is Bombois at his flower-painting best, reveals his genius for brilliantly-con­
trolled color. Today, Bombois continues to paint in his (Continued on pa<^e 161)

In a variety of ways the flat planes of ledge rock can 

be used to embellish gardens. Laid up i n low or high 

retaining walls, ledge rock makes a substantial contr ibu­

t ion to the structural beauty of gardens. I n the two 

country places shown here, it has been generously used. 

The country place of Mrs . Ar thur Hoyt Scott, at Media, 

Pennsylvania, is on a succession of levels-—lawn and 

flat area around the historic farmhouse leading to a* 

walled peony garden. F rom here the land rises to natu­

ral-looking plantings of rare trees and flowering shrubs. 

Across the road, in a hollow reached by ledge rock steps, 

is a p r imly f o r m a l garden of old-fashioned flowers i n 

raised beds supported by ledge rock. The glory of this 

garden is its peonies, left, many of them home-hybridized. 

In the glimpses of the Clothier garden, below and oppo­

site, ledge rock has been effectively used f o r easy garden 

stairs between levels and in the spring house, with its 

flared embankment retaining walls, and in the f o r m a l and 

scattered pavement which a f fo rd a varied approach. 

Peonies for massed effects 

In most gardens, peonies are grown as i n d i v i d u a l specimens. I n the 

Seoit garden they are massed, so that the efFect at flowering time 

is a sea of blooms—tints of p ink, maroon, white flecked wi th gold. 

Ledge rock and greenery 

Fortunate is the garden in a ledge-rock coimU-y, for the flat planes 

of the rock c a n be used to many admirab le advantages. I n the Clo th ier 

garden they form wal ls and steps lo support shrub and bulb plantings. 
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A shrub-embowered spring house 

On the country place of Mr. Isaac R. Clothier, al Radnor. Pennsylvania, the old spring house has 
been given a unique setting. The doors and small balancing windows are painted black against the 
white wall. A cigar-store wooden figure mounlB the top. Approach is by wide flagstones and crazy 
Ijaving between massed chimps of rhododendrons rising above the ground cover of pachysandra.

China and Japan. There are others f r o m the Canary Islands, 

f r o m other parts of Asia, and other places in the Western 

Hemisphere. Onl \ the evergreen iiollies useful f o r orna­

mental planting and decoration in the United States w i l l 

be considered here. 

The early colonists in this country soon noted a 

holly tree, similar to their English plant, but wi th leaves 

less shiny, fewer prickles, and berries more scattered. But 

there were sti l l plenl\ of these spines on the leaves so the 

jdant was used pr imar i ly fo r barriers and hedges to keep 

cattle and other animals f r o m destroying choice flower or 

vegetable gardens.

STEPHEN GREENE, until late 
last spring, was almost utterly unkriown 
to the general gallery-going public. 
Then Durlacher Brothers of New York 
City gave him his first one-man show: 
he became the most important new art 
news of the seas«m. Greene is a shy. 
•^(ft-spoken. 29-year-old native New 
^(.r•ker who worked in New York de­
partment stores, studied business at 
William and Mary, drawing at the Na-
lional Academy, received a master's 
degree in painting at Iowa University. 
He has taught at Indiana State and 
at Washington University in St. Louis, 
Missouri. Currently he is living in New 
York and working hard. Almost all 
of his paintings have obvious religious 
connotations. But Greene's canvases go 
beyond theology. He is concerned with 
victims—not Christ, the eternal vic­
tim, but the iraducers of Christ. There 
is an important conlemporary message 
here. But to depict the savagery, the 
insecurity of the world is only one 
part of the truth. His paintings are 
exquisite, almost Persian, almost too 
pretty in color, they are scrupulously 
classic in design, almost too carefully 
designed (.see Veronica, page 133). 
There is a big concept here: Greene 
is a painter of important ideas both 
philosophical and esthetic. "This sum­
mer 1 painted six pictures," he says, 
"mostly figures without arms, with­
out legs, on crutches. That's how I 
set- the world today—broken, injured, 
amputated. But 1 have tried to paint 
these tragedies with as much beauty 
as possible. I want to tell as much 
of the whole as possible." Durlacher 
Brothers sell his work ranging from 
$100 to $600. 

ROBERT GWATHMEY'S highly 
individual art is concerned with peo­
ple. Specifically, he "shows the aspira­
tions and the contributions of the Ne­
gro people and the failure of our so­
ciety to recognize them." That is how 
Paul Robeson summed up the art of 
the 44-year-old.

If tliis were Gwathmey's only 
concern, he would be a propagandist 
not an artist. His paintings, whether of 
Negroes or poor whites, do not, how­
ever, rely solely upon social content for 
their impact. His clear but muted colors 
I the gay faded colors which Southern 
Negroes wear) suddenly heightened by 
ureas of orange, pink and vermilion; 
his broad, economical, definite, some­
what Byzantine designs; his c>scniial 
compassion and wry irony; his ability 
to see dignity and beauty even in the 
most abased, also indicate why private 
collectors and museums eagerly acquire 
his work. Gwathraey has worked in a 
lumber yard, florist shop, department 
store. He worked on the rigging gang 
which helped build a big Maryland 
dam. and he studied at the Maryland 
Institute of Design. He worked his way 
to Europe on a freighter. While he stud­
ied art at the Pennsylvania Academy, 
he earned his keep by chores. And all 
the time he studied art and he looked at 
people, and then he began to paint 
them—^especially Negroes. Soon he was 
winning prizes, gaining national recog­
nition. Tobacco Farmers I page 1331 is 
the result of Gwathmey's actually liv­
ing on a tobacco farm <the Rosenwald 

Fonmlalion gave him a fellowship to do 
this). Today. Gwalhmey leaches art in 
New York. His paintings are to be seen 
at the A.C.A. Gallery in New York. 
They sell from $130 to $1,200. 

EDWARD JOHN STEVENS is, at 
24, the wonderchild of American pain 
ing. Just four years ago this giant-
sized. all-.\merican boy (he was bom 
in Jersey City, New Jersey; was edu­
cated there, in Newark and in New-
York) was absolutely unknown. In 
1943 he walked into the Wcyiie Gallery 
in New York and opened his portfolio. 
Weyhe was astounded by the never-
never land revealed. It was an anthro­
pological dream-world filled with reper­
cussions from African primitive. Mayan 
and Byzantine art. (Cubism. Biaqiic. 
Klee, Chagall. Edward J(din Stevens 
was, it seemed, almost totally self-
taught—an instinctive sophisticate, 
who painted because he had to paint, 
who had more ideas than lime in which 
to execute them and who had been 
laboring away relentlessly at his art 
out among the New Jersey marshes 
and mosquitoes. He worked, he said, 
on his family's sun porch. They didn't 
mind. Weyhe put him in a group show, 
then gave him a "one-man." Collectors 
realized instantly ihal here was some­
thing really new. exhilaraliiigly good.

CHARLES RAIN, KnoxviUe born, 
Nebraska grown, paints, at 3.5, a real­
istic world which exists in his mind's 
eye. The Rain world consists of faces 
—frequently these are portraits of real 
people—places, plant life, birds and in­
sects, moths and butterflies. But u-ual-
ly he combines them in dreandike jux­
taposition. Essentially he paiiil- in 
the great tradition of romantic real­
ism: the intense lyricism with which 
he views what he paints lifts it into 
the magically real. His is an art de­
pendent upon the technical [lerfeciion 
with which he finishes his paintings, 
upon the beautiful fabric-rich colors 
which he employs so subtly. At 20 Rain 
left Lincoln, Nebraska, went to (Chi­
cago, studied there for a year at the 
Art Institute. Then he departed for 
Berlin to study, to paint big. dashing 
abstractions. One day he came upon a 
llmn/.ino in the Kaiser Friedrich Mu­
seum, was instantly excited by its ro­
mantic, realislic perfection. He aban­
doned abstract painting, set himself lo 
studying Bronzino, the Flemish masters, 
all the great painters notable for their 
highly-finisheil textures. He returned to 
America, taught himself to draw, devot­
ed himself to mastering the actual tech­
nical elements and tools employed by 
the great masters. Today, Charles 
Rain's paintings are as caressing to 
the eye as velvet is to the touch. 
Lichen Document (page 133) shows 
Rain in transition, his classic enam­
eled surfaces begin to lose I heir hard­
ness, pulse with a new softer light. The 
little work is filled with space, air. with 
the meticulous beauty of dead twig,

FILM YOUR VACATION 
AS YOU GO 

' ' I ' d inu!ii .AiiH-ricans the words r«r«-
tion and travel are synonymous, 

and we love to travel in our cars, 
pli<iiu;;rapliing as we go. Before you 
squeeze the old box Brownie or niayhf 
)our .§300 nnniature into your bag or 
sintcase there are a few preliminary 
steps you nn;;hl take to assure you bel­
ter pictures. 

If you have a new camera or even 
an oil! one yon haven't useil for a long 
liiiH'. '-Iiidy it ear<'fidly brbire you put 
a roll of film in it. Make certain that 
you are thf>r<iiit:hly familiar with C M TV 
phase of its operation, especially 
|in>|icr loading and unloading. 

Is your camera good and clean? 
Before you put in thai first roll of film, 
.set the shutter on '•time," open the lens 
to the widest ap<-rlnrf. and iben click 
ilif - l i i i l i i r c)|ii i i . Hiddinj; llic eami-ra 
about 18 inches in front of your eyes, 
you can easily look tliron-:!! the lens 
lowanl some li|iht source and tell just 
how much dirt, dust and grime have 
iK-ciimnhiliil on the lens elements. It 
doesn't take long to clean all this off 
with a bit of .H(dt lens ti8.sue or a lint-
less cloth. biU don't grind the grit into 
your lens. Clean the lens very liglilly 
and gently. At the same time give the 
camera a good wiping all over. Close 
the shutter, set it on V.'̂ ith of a second, 
rlii k it a few limes to check its opera­
tion, and then load your camera ready 
for action. No matter how or where you 
carry your canu-ra. keep it in its case 
or well covered in .some way when it's 
not in use. 

Tlie lir>i place to k i r j i llie camera 
is on the seat beside you. Never put it 
in ihe glove eomparlmeni of llie car 
as it will be nicely roasted! If you're 
traveling by plane, train or boat, keep 
the camera in your hand if you can, 
as you never know when you will want 
it. A few rolls of film for the day's 
use can be kept in your handbag or in 
a small leather carry-all. a necessity fur 
I he I raveling camera fan. 

Film is still scarce. So it's much 
safer to slock up before you leave 
home if you can get i t , especially if 
yt)u're going into some of the more re­
mote parts of this country or into for­
eign countries where the particular 
size you use may be a rarity. It's also 
a ;iood idea to pick up a few more rolls 
hrrf anil there along your route if you 
come across ihem in stores. 

Proper film storage is something 
too many people overlook. Hi-at and 
dampness are ihe two big enemies of 
lilm "•muUiiin>. cspfcially color film, so 
'n'> bfsl to pro\ide against them before 
you start. If you're going into a tropical 
climate, ask your dealer to get you film 
thai has been tropically packed—that 
is. sealed in a c(mtainer again-t damp­
ness. Then, if you ean. store it in the 
n I r i - i ralor of the ship you're sailing 
on. or in the refrigerator of the hotel 
at your dolinali'-n. However, bidore 
you use film stored in this inanni'r. take 
it out of the cooler several hours in 
advance of use so it won't fog up when 
you put it in the camera. 

In cool climates you won t have to 
worrv much about the film as cold 

wi allier usually agree? wiili it. Bnl you 
may have to worry about your camera. 
Extremely cold weather will slow up 
the shutter and incorrect exposure will 
invariably result. Before you go out. 
give the camera a good warmin;: up 
under your coat. Then with the lens 
cap on, snap the shutter several time> 
li> gel il working smoothly. If you have 
a movie camera, run the inoior for a 
minute or two before you load i l . 

Once your film has been exposed, 
it should be removed from tin* camera 
and developed or proci-ssed as soon a? 
possible to prevent deterioration of the 
I iiiul-ion and hence the imagi-. In 
almost any vacation spot you will find 
lir»t-4 la>s plio|nj;rapliic stores dial will 
do a satisfactory job <d developing your 
Idaek-and-wliile lilm. n-ually overnighl. 
If you're using color film, by all mean* 
mail it in lo the nt̂ arest proce.ssin} 
laboratory at once. 

In Canada. Mexico or counlrie: 
abroad, you will have lillle or no trou­
ble taking your personal film into the 
counlry with you. The developin;; id 
black-and-white film lan be handleil 
almost anywhere, and the Eastman 
Kodak Company operates plants f( 
the proces-iug of Kodaelirome in se' 
eral large forei^iu citie-. Otlierwis^ 
eolor film should be returned to du 
United States, preferably by airmail 
There will be no delay of your film at 
the Customs as long as the return ail-
dress given is in the I nili-d ."states. 

When you stop to take a picture, 
take time lo get out and frame your 
picture. A good rule to remendier is 
In iiiiniiif.s,-. ; | | f i i (M;»'»>''. if MMi waiil a 
real picture instead of just anoibei 
snapshot. Keep in mind that fore­
ground and background ofien make a 
picture even more than the subject 
does. The presence cd people in your 
vacation pictures sonu-times improves 
the composition, and then again all too 
oflen hurls. Naturally if you're snap­
ping some street seene- iu Taxco. 
Mexico, you waul people (preferably 
Mexicans) in the picture to add atmos­
phere and interest. But if >nu're takin-; 
a picture of the Grand Canycm. the 
people should be sirietiv seecitidai\. No 
matter where you pos.e people, watch 
the background. No one looks very 
attractive with a telephone pole or a 
tree growing out of hi-̂  head. 

Cameras that recpiire «liiiller and 
diaphragm seltinjis are no cause for 
worry. Exposing a picture isn't as dif­
ficult as yiui think if ymi fcdiow one 
or two simple rules. The first is that 
the best exposure meter made is the 
little descriptive pamphlet that comes 
with the film, especially for color film. 
The second rule is that from experi­
ence you will soon become acquainted 
with a "basic" or average exposure 
that will do for most id your shots, and 
from this basic exposure you can 
readily make the necessary changes to 
more or less exposure indicated by the 
subject, lighting and weather condi­
tions. For Kodachrome film, a good 
basic exposure for average subjects 
uuldoors in bri|:hl sindiglil i - about 
',.̂ oth of a second at f 6.3 or in other

I and f-8. In the clearer atmosphere of 
the West or at high allitudes. slightly 
less exposure can be given. 

About the only filter you need to 
consider for cidor film is a Pola Screen, 
which will greatly deepen the blue in 
your sky and really snap out the clouds. 
It is an excellent filter to use when 
photographing fall foliage as it in­
tensifies and clarifies the vivid colors. 
However, don'l forget lo increase your 
exposure by two stops when using this 
filter at full right angles to the sun. 

The commonest, basic all-around 
exposure for sunlit scenic picliu^es on 
black-and-white film is /̂.-.nth of a sec­
ond a l f-](t. Bi l l again remember those 
douds. and use a medium yellow filter 
IK-2) to bring out the detail in your 
sky and add a little more life and con-
I r a s i III your pictures. With this filler, 
increase your exposure at least one 
full stop. 

."something few people seem to 
realize is that the longer the exjmsure 
given, and the smaller the stop open­
ing used, the greater depth your pic-
lures will have. Thus if you want 
i verylhing from that pine tree in the 
immediate foreground to those moun­
tains a hundred miles away to be in 
perfect focus, close your lens way down 
in order to achieve a good depth of 
field and keep everything in focus. 

The three following basic rules of 
good movie-making will make your pic­
tures outstanding. First and foremost, 
hold the camera steady. Second, don't 
pan the camera—that is. move it from 
side to side or up and down or both 
unless you are following some definite 
motion. If you must pan in order to get 
the whole expanse of Yosemite Valley 
into one scene, pan very slowly and 
evenly and preferably from a tripod. 
Pans are rarely well done, so it's best 
to leave them out altogether. Instead 
of panning to photograph an extensive 
area, it's best to frame several individ­
ual "st i l l" shots of each important .sec­
tor of the scene. And finally, make your 
scenes long enough. Remember that 
you're nol making snapshots with your 
movie camera. You're making moving 
scenes that will have to have time 
enough on the screen to live and act. 
It is a good rule always to count to ten, 
evenly and slowly, in shooting an aver­
age scene with movement. If you keep 
a careful check of the footage exposed, 
make your scenes al least 6 feet in 
length on 16mm film, or 3 feet <m 8mm 
film. Individual close-ups of flowers, 
rocks or objects that aren't going to 
move much can be kept down to about 
4 and 2 feel of film respectively. Scenes 
that have definite action—a yacht rac­
ing or a deer running across the 
meadow—can be just as long as the 
action requires. .IACK HKKKD

or toast their hands at the fireplace. 
The walk-in cold room is well pro­
visioned, for Sierra blizzards often last 
a week at a time bringing five or six 
feet of additional snow. The incinerator 
off the kitchen is convenient when 
icicles barricade the service porch. 

Nestled under the apex of the roof 
is Mr. Hill's own suite. It is bedroom, 
workroom, sitting room in one, with its 
own balcony poised over a view of the 
valley. Here, with a four-foot blanket of 
snow overhead for insulation, he can 
shut himself off from the world. A stor­
age wall in every bedroom and an abun­
dance of bathroom;-, complete the plan 
of a house which achieves great dis­
tinction through understatement. Walls 
are of simple native materials. Rough 
stone and sugar pine are at home in the 
rugged landscape: while on the inside 
they form an apt setting for skiers, 
comfort and a choice collei tion of mod­
em paintings. 

The furnishings are from every­
where: there are Alpujarra and Bess-
arabian rugs; shutters in the deep win­
dow reveals, and an end table, which 
is a marble-topped sewing machine, 
came from an old mining town nearby; 
blue and white tiles on the window 
sills are Mexican. The reds and pur­
ples of an old Paisley shawl, used as 
a table cover, form a charming nm-
trast to the pale blue sofas. 

When summer comes. Sugar 
Bowl does a right-abitut-face. The snow 
gives way to a gay mantle of Cali­
fornia wildflowers, and later to a brown 

carpet of pine needles. Life is lived 
mostly outdoors. The same native stone 
and wood which are so invitingly 
warm in the winter offer a cool haven 
from the high, hot midday sun.

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W E L L S continued 

Deep wells usually yield pure 
water and their flow is rarely inter­
rupted. They may cost considerably 
more to conslrucl than shallow wells, 
but the pumping equipment and the 
operating cost are l i l l l c . if any. higher. 

W e l l water often contains calcium, 
magnesium, iron, silica, manganese 
and other elements. I f the water con­
tains quantities of calcium anil mag­
nesium salts, i t is said to be "hard." 
This hardness makes it necessary to use 
mure snap. It makes a ring in the 
basin or tub. I t leaves a f i lm on dishes, 
laundry comes out gray f rom the wash­
ing machine and it often leaves a 
scale inside the healing coils and pipes 
which reduces the flow of water to fix­
tures. I t affects the flavor and texture 
of many foods. The chemicals in water 
that give rise to a l l these undesirable 
results can be inexpensively removed 
by a remarkably simple piece of equip­
ment. A tank containing a mineral 
known as "zeolite" is used as a f i l ter . 
An ingenious arrangement of valves 
permits the regeneration of this filter 
material by flushing i t wi th water in 
reverse of the usual direction fif flow, 
so that it can be used over and over. 

Another unpleasant characteristic 
of well water is the occasional presence 
of i ron. The water may be perfectly 
clear when i t comes out of the tap, but 
if allowed to stand for a short time, or 
i f heated, i t begins to turn red. A l ­
though harmless, i t leaves a deposit on 
dishes and plumbing fixtures, and 
does not look appetizing to drink. I t 
makes white laundry come out pink. A 
special filter w i l l remove iron. 

When water has a bad taste and 
a noticeably impleasant odor, a filter 
is used containing a refined grade of 
carbon, twenty times more active than 
charcoal. This is known as "activated 
carbon." It is only necessary to replace 
the used carbon bed every few years 
and costs very l i t t le . 

Occasionally, lake or stream water 
is used in households, and it is l ikely 
to contain both germs and dir t . Water 
ia chlorinated to free i t f rom harmfid 
bacteria and a special filter is used to 
make the water clear. 

One more difficulty is an acidic 
character of water. Acidi ty attacks the 
pipes of the plumbing system. Green-
blue stains on porcelain fixtures result 
f rom its action on coppt-r and brass. 
Reddish-browTi stains are lef t from the 
corrosion of iron pipe. A unit filled 
wi th a mineral is used to neutralize 
the acid in the water. The mineral bed 
is gradually used up. New minerals 
must be added periodically. 

W i t h a particularly troublesome 
water supply, it is simielimes necessary 
to install two. three or even more dif­
ferent types of water-conditioning ap­
paratus. The equipment needed can 
always be determined by a laboratory 
analysis which shows precisely what 
must be done. Most of tlie manufac­
turers of water-conditioning units w i l l 
take a water sample and supply a com­
plete analysis of the treatment needed. 
A t the same time, the size of the units 
which wi l l supply the proper amount 
(if water w i l l be recommended as de­
termined by the size of the family , and 
other factors.

generally he sufficient for 10 to 15 
herry-hearing (h-malf) trees, to give a 
giKid (iiiaulily of fruil . When in liloom 
in June it is quite fragrant, and a great 
attraction lo large numbers of bees 
which will do the job of p(dlination. 

Hollies will grow in both sunny 
and shady or serai-shady locations. 
They generally prefer a somewhat aeid 
soil, bul native American plants have 
even been found on alkaline soils, 
lliiiu;:li l l i c N arc '-xci i i l i c i i i > . The most 
important <-onsideration is that the soil 
be well-drained, yet provided with con­
tinuous, generous moisture. Sandy-
gravelly locations arc good, especially 
if plenty of well-rolled oak-leaf com-
po-l i - dug into hole* where they are 
l i t be planted. A constant mulch of oak-
leaf compost for the first five years 
li<;lps retain an evi-n unmunl of mois­
ture and provide necessary food. This 
may be -npplemented by an aeid fer-
tibzer such as cotUmseed meal, mixed 
well iiiio the first soil, about a five-inch 
pot-full lo each wheelbarrow of oak-
leaf compost, and a smaller (piantity 
a<Ided around the tree each year at the 
start of the growing season. 

Ill the Northeast, hollies which 
have been nursery grown and trans­
planted a number of times lo give a 
good, nelted-rool ball of earth, may be 
lr:in-iil.iiilcd in rail> '-|iriii;; m fall. 
Fiirllwr soiilli and in (!alilnniia. llicy 
may be handled whenever the ground 
is not frozen and they are not in 
active growth. Plenty of water, applied 
regularly once a week, during the first

three to five years, is very important. 
Ill the past 20 years much experi­

mentation has gone into the propaga­
tion and culture of holiie.s. .Stands of 
American holly have shown much vari­
ation and growers on the Eastern sea­
board have selected and propagated 
vegelalively as many as 75 named 
types, with variations in the leaves 
from medium-green lo a dark green, 
inediiim weight or thickness to very 
thick ami leathery, and from few - p i n e -

to many spines, small, narrow leaves to 
long narrow, medium or broad, and 
some with heavier fruiting charaeteris-
lics or denser growth habit. Individual 
flescriplions of plants available may be 
obtained from diflcreiit growers. 

It is best lo purchase nursery-
grown plants. With these it is not nec­
essary, as was oncj- advocated, lo sirip 
off the leaves when transplanting. With 
a good earth ball, proper soil prepara-
ti<m and planting, and sufficient water, 
the plants may be set as received from 
the dealer, with perhaps some slight 
pruning. Once established, hollies stand 
jiriining well and make excellent 
hedges as well as unusually fine in­
dividual specimens. .So you may grow 
your own Christmas greens, pruning 
short fruiting branches judii iously at 
the holiday season; never, of course, 
hacking out too large branches or you 
will spoil your tree's overall effect. 
Prune with sharp tools, as the bark is 
extremely delicate and easily damaged.

this country fall roughly into three 
griiups, with subdivisions for fruit 
color, type of growth and range of 
hartliness. The European or Kii;:ii-li 
holly. Ilex aquifolium. has. in most of 
its varieties, extremely shiny leaves, 
large clusters of bright red fruit.s. and 
a nice growth habit. It is best suited 
to the Northwest, and on the east 
coast from Philadelphia southwards, 
with some varieties hardy to Long 
Island. 

The Oriental hollies include a red-
fruited group and a black-fruited 
group. The most useful in the red-
friiilrii group includi- llr.x nirniila. ihr 
(iliiiii'-t' iir Horned hnlly. its variety 
/. c. burjordi with almost enlireh 
smiHiili-fdficd leaves, and Ilex pernyi, 
a liny-leaved Chinese variety. /. ror-
«/f/fi was ilisi overeil near .Shanghai by 
Roberl Fiirtune in 1846. l i * thick leaves 
are extremely shiny, almost rectangu­
lar, with the tip spine lurning over, 
and the other four, two on each side, 
••tii king out at the sides in a manner 
suggestive of a flying bat. It is reliably 
hanly only lo New Jersey and in shel­
tered locations near New York City 
ami on Long Island. The red fruits are 
scattered on previous years' branches. 

The burlordi variety has larger 
clusters of fruit and the leaves are 
quill- varialile. some with nn spines ex­
cept one on the tip. some with two, and 
now and then some with four. Both are 
liainl-nnii- -liriilo iii" small Irn'-like 
shrubs reaching 8 or 10 feet in time. 
They are grown in California as well 
as in the East, and do best in the 
rnastal plain .section on each seaboard. 
Mii-<i liiillli-- ilii well near ihe sea. 

Ilex pernyi was introduced by 
"Chinese" Wilson in 1900 and is hardy 
in New Englanil. Il has very small 
Icavfrs. not over -H" long, almost a 
geometric rhomboid in shape, with 
many spines closely clustered along 
till- stems. The iri'c -houhl evenliially 
reai h 20 fi-el. but I have never seen il 
over five. The late Ernest Wilson con­
sidered it one of the mtisl useful of the 
Chinese hollies. 

The black-fruited Oriental hollies 
most useful lo us originally came from 
Japan. Ilex rrettata is the largest, 
reaching aliuul 8 or 10 b-ei, Il has oval, 
thick, dark-green leaves, with crenaled 
edges. It is good in mixed evergreen 
planlings, and is hardy on Lung Island. 

or in protected places as far north as 
Massachusetts.

The lie-I-known black-fruittrd na-
i i \ r Ami-riran liolK i» -fidom known as 
a holly as il has snioolh oval leaves 
similar to privet, for which il is an ex­
cellent substitute. This Ilex glabra, or 
liikhrrry as il is often calleil, is native 
from New England south and west, and 
is ignored as an ornamenlal where it is 
most profu.se. in (Georgia and Vir;:inia. 
It withstands city conditions well ami 
is -lowly becimiing better known for 
use in mixed evergreen planting-, 
reaching a height of 10 feet if not 
pruneil. Pruned to four or five b-i t. il 
forms a dense oval-shape-d -hrub. 

The best-loved holly lo most east-
em .Americans is our native, red-
fruileil. Ilex opara. lo which all llu-
|)lanling nnles givni in llie lieginiiing 
especially apply. With the varieties 
available today, one can have hand­
some. I hick-leaved and dark-leaveil 
trees, with bright retl fruits, more pro­
fuse in certain varieties, an ornaiiieiil 
to any planting. For further -ouih. 
there are a number of other inten--iiiig 
native kinds, with different, less liolK-
like leaves, notably Ilex (U.ssine, the 
Dahoon. with leaves from one-and-a-
half to three inchtfs long, and one half 
to one inch widi-. -lighlK toothed from 
llie middli' lo tin- l i i i . geui-ralK -iiioolii 
edges below: and Ilex voinitoria. the 
Yaufion, with even smaller leaves hav­
ing slightly serrate or scalloped edges. 
There are hybrids of / . vomitoria and 
/. opaca available from soim- 1-lnriiia 
nurseries, and the interested student 
will find descriptions of a few other 
-nulhern species not yet geiirrally 
available. \ o\i can buy specimens of all 
the hollies described in this article 
somewhere in this country.
