Running water has been w ith us a long time now, yet most 
of our houses do not take full advantage of it. In fact, 

many houses have rather limited access to water. There is a 
sink in the kitchen, lavatories in bathrooms and maybe a .soak­
ing tub in the laundry.

In the final plan, the fir.st floor contained five sinks— 
which might seem an extravagant numlier. The architect's 
early sketches had called for only a tlirce-l)(iul -ink in the 
kitchen and a bar sink in the dining area. At first glance, this 
seemed enough. But by adding two more sinks and a powder 
room downstairs—and a sink in the boy's room upstairs— 
additional areas of the house became much more .self-sullicicnt. 

The four extra units cost $444.95; with labor charges the 
total additional expense came to about Sl.OOO. Yet. the added 
sinks contributed almost as much as the addition of a few 
liuiidred square feet of space—they saved steps, cut down 
liallic, made cleaning easier and smoothed the daily routine.

Its 
brilliance lightens dull patches 
under shrubs, spills gaily from 
terrace planter, window box or 
humdrum tub. 

Nowhere does it show up more 
happily than filling an indoor 
planter in winter. Sunny days 
make a sumptuous tapestry of the 
leaves and even in cloiidv weather 
thev glow, combininj; rose with 
wine, lime with garnet, cream 
with chartreuse, peach with rust, 
coral with bronze. But not con­
sistently—various blends of these 
tones may appear, sometimes on 
a single plant. 

Coleus grows in any good pot-
tinp soil, preferably not too moist. 
If you pinch out the top of each 
3- or 4-inch twig, you will shortly 
have two in its place. This keeps 
the plant full and bushy, roundly 
vigorous. Uemove depleted lower 
leaves and you encourage fresh 
growth along the shanks. Branches 
that become leggy can be clipped 
below leaf nodes and dropped in a 

jar of water to root for increase. 
Three or four plants set in a 

6-inch [lot make the best display, 
the pot turned daily to keep 
growth in balance. If flower Iiud> 
show, pick them off with your 
iin.^''rs. The pallid bloom is a sap­
per of strength which the foliage 
puts to more decorative use. 

Shade in summer and sun in 
winter produce the best colors, if 
the shade is not overly dense (and 
if noonday sun through a south 
window indoors is modified by thin 
curtains or matchslick bamboo). 

1 know that the delicate ruffle-
edged species prefers the house, 
but toward spring I cut many slips 
from the hardier kinds and root 
I hem in a bowl of water—clear 
glass, for light—and pot them in 
friable soil until May or June, 
when I sink them in partly shaded 
terrace planters or garden beds. 
Coleus can be set directly in the 
•iround if desired. But I like to 
sink the pots, which can then be 
turned or shifted easily. 

Last spring, to increase variety, 
I planted a packet of mixed seed 
indoors. I've never had more fun. 
This was a whole packet, mind 
you, in a 5-by-7-inch fiber flat. A

Haslip is an English writer who 
has spent much time in Vienna 
and written a great deal about 
Austrian subjects. At present she 
is working on a biography of the 
Empress Elizabeth. 

I l i k e to .say that I can remember 
I m p e r i a l V ienna , even i f I was 

only two when the shot was f ired 
at Sara jevo wh ich brought the 
great lop-heavy edif ice of Haps-
b u r g power crash ing to the 
g round . I have a d is t inc t recol lec­
t ion of wa tch ing a procession 
wh i le be ing car r ied on the shoul­
der of a man in u n i f o r m . I t may 
have been a procession w i th the 
Emperor , but a l l I can remember 
of that vanished wor ld is a pa i r 
of go ld epaulettes scra tch ing my 
bare legs. 

I n spite of wars, revolut ions 
and years o f f o re ign occupa t ion , 
the ghosts of that vanished wor ld 
s t i l l haunt the streets of V ienna , 
and not e\e i i the g r i m statue of the 
Russian .soldier i n the Schwarzen-
berg Platz can keep ihem at bay. 
That g ran i te monument put up by 
the l>ii->iaii~ before they le f t V ien­
na in f ront of one of the loveliest 
of e ighteenth-century palaces gives 
you a shock on a r r i va l . Bu t grad­
ua l ly the v is i tor learns to ignore i t 
in ihc same way that the Aus t r i ans 
have learned to ignore i t . T h e 
Viennese guard t rad i t i on jealous­
ly , whether i t is a cer ta in in terpre­
ta t ion o f a Strauss opera , the re­
pa in t i ng of an o ld house in a 
special shade of ye l low, the plant­
i n g of the roses in the Vo lksgar ten 
or jus t the red p lush benches at 
the Ho te l Sacher. A t Demel 's , the 

famous confect ioner on the K o h l -
ma rk t , the FrUuleins—not one of 
them less than s i x t y — s t i l l wear 
the b lack un i fo rms and h igh wh i te 
col lars that were fashionable at 
the beg inn ing of the century . 

Sacher'-s is so much a par t of 
the Viennese t rad i t i on that the 
ce lebrated F rau Sacher (who 
smoked b lack cigars and swore as 
wel l as any Fiaker d r i ve r ) became 
a legend even i n her l i f e t ime . A l ­
though the Impe r i a l Ho te l on the 
Ringstrasse i s now considered to 
be one of the best hotels in Europe, 
I [)ersonal ly wou ld always choose 
to stay at Sacher 's , not because 
it i> a Hul l - cheaper (a double 
room wi th bath w i l l cost you about 
S23 as again.-^t S25 at the I m ­
p e r i a l ) , but becau.se I f ind it has 
fa r more atmosphere, pa r t i cu l a r l y 
d u r i n g the opera sea.son or the 
music festival in June. The mag­
ni f icent Opera House, wh ich 
thanks largely to the self-sacri­
f i c ing cont r ibu t ions of the Vien­
nese people l l ienisel\e> lia.- l i - c n 
phoenix- l ike f rom the ru ins , is j u s t 
opposite the ho te l , so there is 
never any fear of miss ing the first 
act , wh ich of ten begins j i unc tua l l y 
at 6 o 'c lock. 

A f t e r the per fo rmance , you 
can have supper in the so-cal led 
Hed Bar at Sacher 's, where the 
brocaded wal ls are covered w i t h 
signed photographs of archdukes, 
ba l ler inas, tenors and eoi iduelors, 
and C rown Pr ince Rudol [ )h looks 
down w i th .Nijin.sky, E l isabeth 
Schwarzkopf and Toscan in i .

nomad, the allure of home has been thf allure of 
permanence. To know we can return sooner or

new from the window has become a necessity of living. Yet 
nothing that is wholly static satisfies us for long. "The soul 
cries aloud for release into change," wrote the late great 
philosopher Alfred North Whitehead in "Science in the Modern 
World." But with characteristic perspective he observed:

• Terraces, one or many, are most successful, 

most rewarding in terms of pleasure, when they 

are indivisihle from the houses they complement. 

I f they reflect, as they should, the nature of 

the rooms they adjoin, and share the same purposes, 

tliey can be as much a part of the house as its 

roof, and as varied in mood as tlie pattern of 

indoor living to which they correspoud. This 

is l)eauliitilly ilhislrated hy the house of many 

teii;i(»"- ill l-oMfimcadow. Ma>s.. thai architect 

Elroy Webber designed for Mr. and Mrs. Edward 

Kuzou. Its over-all plan developed naturally from 

the device the architect used to cope with the 

undulating site: a raised rectangular platform 

to hold both house and terraces. The platform is 

as wide (104 feet) as its wedge-shaped plot wi l l 

permit it to ])e, and as deep (80 feet) as it needs 

to be to provide all the liviug space, indoor 

and outdoor, that the Kuzons require and enjoy. 

In dramatic reversal of the Mediterranean house 

that surrounds its courtyards, this house is 

surrounded by a geometric girdle of five 

terraces. Glass walls, except on the street 

side of the house, permit perfect visual flow 

between the rooms and the adjacent terraces, 

while each terrace exists as an exterior 

complement to the room or I'ooms on the other 

side of the glass. Thus, covered or not, 

the house really begins at the perimeter of the 

platform. This romantic concept euiplialically 

contradicts the view of New England as a stern 

country where home planners, out of deference 

to the elements, must place practicality first. 

The Kuzons' house is eminently practical, but its 

outdoor rooms add to its indoor living the 

delights of being surrounded by walls of greenery 

and treillage in summer, and by a sculptured 

overlay of snow-capped evergreens in winter. 
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Inseparable from 
the total plan,the terraces 

are part of its 
warp and weft To the street, the house 

presents a long facade of 
redwood, trellised forecourts, 
a pretty entrance courtyard. 

The arbored entrance 
leads post the courtyard— 
on ornamental paved 
and planted area—to the 
front doors of sculptured pine. 

Kitchen terrace at side 
of house is carefully trellised 
for privacy, but is 
open at the center to take 
in the woodland view.

The many and varied terraces that surround the Kuzons' house are not appendages tacked onto the structure 
as afterthoughts, but foreordained and vital parts of the house itself. Each extends to the outdoors some as­
pect of indoor living. From the living room, you walk out to the long, arcade-like living terrace that broadens 

at one end to the dining terrace tucked into a corner between dining room and kitchen and quickly accessible from 
both. The kitchen, too, has a terrace which functions during outdoor meals as a kind of outdoor serving pantry. On 
the other side of the house, both living room and study profit from the pool terrace, while the Kuzons' bedroom 
is blessed with a secluded, alcove-like terrace of its own. Courtyard in front of the house is pure embellishment.

Largest of the five terraces and most in-
ducive to play is the pool terrace, 
opposite page. Although the pool 

is not for swimming, it is deep enough to 
paddle in —even to float in. Wide spaces 
between the trellis beams overhead wel­
come the sun, and two plinth-like con­
crete platforms are cushioned for sun­
bathing. The paving —pre-cast concrete 
squares delicately veined in blue —ex­
tend around the corner of the house to 
what architect Webber calls the "l iving" 
terrace, a long gallery for quiet, leisurely 
lounging. Here, the hot summer sun is not 
welcomed. To rout it, the gallery's rafters 
are topped by a closed roof running the 
entire length of the living room. This 
overhang not only shades the outdoor 
room, but also protects the indoor room 
from glare. In winter, the less intense sun, 
having veered in its orbit, is low enough 
to creep under the overhang, mild enough 
to be doubly welcome —particularly on a 
cold New England January afternoon. In 
any season, the dapple of light and shade 
created by the trellises and planting is 
continuously fascinating from indoors as 
well as outdoors, and in summer, the 
maximal use of paving proves a practical 
means to a pleasant end: no lawn to cut.

'hen you walk into the Kuzons' 
living room, your f irst impres­
sion is the cyclorama of sunlight 

and greenery supplied by terraces on three sides. 
Then, lowering your eyes, you notice the free-standing 

marble fireplace dominating the brightly cushioned 
conversation well, and you are immediately drawn to it. 
Thus Mr. Webber, who also designed and furnished the 

interiors, has simultaneously created the illusion of living in 
a garden and dramatized the compelling warmth of the hearth. But 
when you leave the relaxed comfort of the well and go up the steps 

to dine, you feel that you are moving into another room, another mood. 
Terrazzo flooring gives the room a classic, almost Pompeian quality, while 

acoustical ceilings keep the reflection of sound at a needed muted minimum.

ven though the study is wide open, visually, to the pool terrace, the fencing 

and dense planting at that end seclude the room as effectively as if the wall 
were not glass, but paneled like its neighbor in Philippine mahogany.

complete the sense of isolation, a sliding door can be drawn to shut off the study 
from the living room. Similarly, the privacy of the master bedroom seems all the more 
guarded for the fenced and trellised terrace where the Kuzons can sun-bathe or 
breakfast on a fresh summer morning. Indoors, the lush carpet and engaging Vic­
torian chairs of papier-mache and mother-of-pearl augment the sense of sheltered 
luxury. The kitchen, too, seems remote from the world although its sliding glass doors 
are in effect the service entrance, and the terrace outside is accessible by a short 
flight of steps from the parking area.

I f your terrace is to serve you adequately a? an 

extra room, it must meet the standards of com­

fort and convenience by which you measure the 

ii>t of your house. The mere fact that the terrace 

is outdoors is not enough. Once it meets the basic 

test, however, it becomes the terrace's unique de-

liiilil lliat its chief decorative effects are derived 

from plants and the landscape, that it is indeed 

roofed by trees, sun and clouds—or simply by 

the moon and the nighttime sky. 

What are the roomlike qualities a good ter­

race should have? First, a terrace should be use­

ful in a way directly related to the scope and man­

ner of your living. To put it another way (as we 

did in February H&G), a terrace should share and 

enlarge the total function of the indoor space it 

particularly serves. Secondly, a roomlike terrace 

must f)e comfortable—not to the point of destroy­

ing its character as a terrace, but to the extent 

that it will be a physical pleasure to use—stand­

ing, sitting, or lying.

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Since the day Nebuchadnezzar put outdoor living on the map (except for the Dark Ages, when most people 
didn't care whether they were indoors or out), the terrace has beguiled mankind as a lovely way to 
take the air sitting down. To that end, l%2"s new leisure furniture offers a refreshing blend of comfort, 

outdoor fortitude and indoor stylishness. This is furniture for sitting pretty on any of an infinite 
variety of terraces. I t is also, when it should be. as weather-wi.se as a poncho. Tables, chairs and lounges that must 
remain outdoors without benefit of shelter are fully equipped to do so—either by the nature of their materials 
or by weatherproofing finishes. There are. to boot, any number of element-defying cushions and pads that no longer 
need be hustled indoors at the first sign of rain—a blessing, i f ever there was one, to terrace living. 

In design, you will see trends that are definitely news-wortliy. First, widespread and effective use 
of mesh in a variety of patterns both simple and intricate (tubular, ribbon-like, cane-like, lattice-like) 
as well as of materials (rattan, aluminum and other metals, vinyl and other plastics). The lacy look 
is created either with broad strokes or with delicacy. In both cases, the consequent 
airiness is very pleasing to look at, and the resilience is beneficent, certainly, to the spine. 

AiU)ther trend: the romantic look, an indoor quality transported to the 
terrace. Baroque designs in the .Spanish manner are executed in metal with 
great elegance. Filigrees, rosettes and ribboned tendrils give a wonderful 
lightness of touch to furniture that, at the same time, and under 
normal circumstances, is almost indestructible. Less elaborate, but 
equally graceful, are a few collections that reflect certain asjjects 
of traditional French design—again in metal—while rattan and 
peel have been used with an imagination sparked sometimes 
by Far Eastern motifs, sometimes by a feeling for drama. 

Even the old favorites are appearing in new interpretations.

Colorful, flavorful liqueurs are more than a cordial postscript to dinner. 
Of all types of liquor they seem the most versatile, adapting with ease 
to everything from cocktails to cooking. Now that virtually every liqueur 
is sold in half pints and miniatures as well as full-size hottles. it is no 
extravagance to keep a supply in hoth bar and kitchen, ready for you 
to devise a new drink or recipe according to the inspiration of the 
moment. Taste and test. You'll find that some liqueurs are perfect in 
mixed drinks, while others enhance iced tea and coffee. Cognac and 
\odka combine well with all liqueurs, and Scotch has a special affinity 
for Chartreuse. So, as a variation on the after-dinner drink, you might 
pass a ti"ay of these spirits (the vodka well-chilled, of course I plus a 
selection of liqueurs, and let each guest be his own bartender. Or, if 
dessert is ice cream or sherbet, put an assortment of liqueurs on the table 
for each to pick his pet flavoring. I Sleight of hand wi^h liqueurs lifts 
;i 'dimple dessert into the gourmet class, as you can see in the examples 
above and right spotted in three of New York's best restaurants.) 

In the kitchen, try out new tricks with liqueurs. Baste pork with 
an orange liqueur or crepes w ith a raspberry liqueur. Let cordials mingle 
with the mixtures for souffles, sauces, puddings or homemade ice cream, 
or pour them over fresh or poached fruits. Blend liqueurs of comple­
mentary flavors, such as creme de menthe and creme de cacao, for ice 
( ream sauce, or spike fudge sauce w ith creme de menthe. 

What liqueurs should the well-stocked kitchen and bar shelf hold? 
Certainly one or more of the classic herb-flavored elixirs, such as Bene­
dictine or Chartreuse; definitely an orange liqueur, and a few others 
ui l l i fruil flavors; plus two or more from the mint, coffee, cocoa, anis 
and spice categories. The chart, opposite page, indicates w hich liijueurs 
belong in which categories and suggests ways they can be used in drinks 
and foods. Don't be afraid to be adventurous—after all, that is how 
some of the world's greatest inventions with liqueurs came into being.

I The riii.i; <>f the hammer and the rasp of the saw reverberate across the land as 
porehes are being stripped away (or added on i , as carports are being built I or en­
closed I, as partitioning waHs are going up I or coming down I. Today, as never before, 
American families are practicing the fascinating arithmetic of remodeling—subtract­
ing from their houses that which is inconvenient, ungainly or distressing, and adding 
that which is efficient, handsome or delighlful. 

If remodeling took the courage lhal legend once suggested i l took, today's h( t ine-

owners would be a lion-hearted breed. For it appears that nearly six billion dollars will 
be spent this year on home improvements. For what will this stunning sum be spent?

The dollars itixoleil 

in remodeling can be tracked down and accounted for by 

purchases of new wall paneling, kitchen appliances, com­

bination storm windows and a host of other building materials 

and h(»usehold equipment. But the motives for remodeling 

are more personal—and nmch more interesting. 

Many families remodel, for example, in order to stay 

exactly where they are. They may have outgrown their house 

but cannot bear the thought of leaving their neighborhood 

where the schools are good and the shopping convenient, 

or where the streets are tree-shaded and the neighbors 

comj)anionable. So they add a bedroom wing or finish the 

attic—and stay happily put. 

Others remodel not beeau.se they lack spa(;e. but because 

they have the wrong kind. The bedroom for a son who has gone 

off with the Peace Corps is no longer need­

ed, but a music-TV room is. So the idle 

l i e d r D i i i i r s walls are paneled and the 

closet is converted into a storage 

wall for records, books and hi-fi . 

Some families remodel be­

cause they own a 1925 house and 

can no longer tolerate its vintage earmarks or its pointless 

side porch. So they administer an architectural face-lifting 

and, while they are at it, quite possibly add a window wall 

and a flagstone terrace. 

There are families almost beyond count who re?nodel 

because they suddenly discover they are quite different peo-

jile than they were a few years ago. Old enthusiasms have 

waned and new ones demand house room. So the family 

room is decommissioned ('*we don't look at television so 

much these days" I and the space thus gained is transformed 

into a home workshop or a sewing center.

Fortunately, the homeowner can now approach remodel­

ing with a degree of confidence thai once might have been mis­

placed. There has been an ever-growing array of building 

materials and household equipment designed to make home 

iraprovemenl projects economical and almost pleasurable. It is 

the homeowner's happy plight today that he must choose his 

rriiii)(lcliiio i i ia te i ials f r o m a vast range o f products that come 

in a limitless variety o f colors, textures and patterns. Whether 

do-it-yourself inspired the new materials explosion, or vice 

versa, is a moot question. But it is undeniable that products 

of all description have been so well engineered that normally 

coordinated amateurs who possess the powers to follow di­

rections can install them. Wall panels clip on, ceiling tiles 

snap on. and f l o o r coverings >ta\ stuck. 

Do you hire an architect to remodel? You will want to, 

certainly, i f \ou are contemplating the stem-to-stern mod­

ernizing of a whole house, or if you have it in mind to add 

a wing that works well and looks w e l l . There are times, too. 

when it pays to consult an architect on lesser remodeling 

projects—say. a new fireplace wall or an attic bedroom-bath. 

He can either reassure you on the soundness of your ideas 

or suggest improvements in your plans. (Most architect- in 

residential design work are availalde for consultation on 

an hourly fee basis: in fact, the American Institute of Archi­

tects encourages such consulting.) 

More and more homeowners, however, are placing their 

remodeling problems in the hands of a remarkable new institu­

tion—the one-.stop remodeling center. The inevitable a r r i w i l 

of th i s service leads one only to wonder why it hasn't happened 

sooner. Nol al l communities have one-stop remodeling centers 

as yet, and not all such centers deserve the homeowner's patrcm-

age. But at its best, this new service can alleviate most of the 

a n x i e t i i - nl remodeling and also curb the unexpected runaway 

costs that once typified the home improvement e x p e r i e i K c 

At the most progressive one-stop centers the homeowner 

can shop for the kind of remodeling he wishes, just as a house­

wife shops for Sunday dinner at the super market. A comj)lete 

range of building wares is on display, and at some centers a 

complete room will be built, mock-up fashion, to give \ou a

literal idea of how your remodeled kitchen or liathroom will look in its tran--

formed state. Although these same centers ma\ pro\i(le architectural plamiiiig 

services, it is well to realize that the new remodeling industry is roughly 

analogous to the home-buildini: industry, insofar as it is a high-volume busi­

ness that simply cannot afford to provide highly individual design solutions 

for every customer. But mam reinodeling linns are |)repared to work with 

outside architec ts: their primary business is structural work, not design, and 

they complement the architect b\ supplying the materials and the labor force 

to carry out a successful project. 

Wherever a family of would-be remodelers seeks guidance. lhe\ would bi-

well advised to undertake any major project with wide-open eyes and a clear 

idea of what they expect to gain. For despite the myriad motives for remodeling, 

there are but a few ways in which home improvements can be made to pay off: 

Remodeling can pay off in purel\ human and social terms if it enables \ou 

to remain in the house and the neighborhood you've grown to love. 

Remodeling can pay off in a house )ou have btmght for lliat ex|)ress pur­

pose if you get more for your total investment after the necessarv improvements 

are made than you could |iossibly expect from a comparably jiriced new house. 

Remodeling generally can pay off as a financial investment if the project 

ini|)roves the living quality or character of vour house. Slated in sinq)lesl terms, 

the dollar value of a house can be increased if the remodeling either corrects 

Haws or provides new advantages that prospective buyers can readily appreciate.

The storage units, made hy Crown Wire Manufacturing Corp.. were originally designed 

for commercial estahlishments like stores or restaurants where every inch of space must pay its 

way. Lined up along one wall of H&G\s Family Warehouse, seven of these units provide a total 

of 150 lineal feet of shelf space for storing everything from Christmas ornaments to chinn-

fxiiiiic lilasscs. On aiiollier wall of the room are fixed shelves for overflow books and extra-

long shelves for rolled-up rugs and blankets. Along a third wall is a 10-foot pole for hang-

iiiii out-of-season clothes and curtains and, next to that, a desk and ivrapping center.

The old saw about too many cooks spoiling the broth is apt to lose its cogency in a kitchen specifically planned 

to accommodate more than one performer. Almost everyone fancies himself a cook today, and almost every 

hostess can count up a number of friends who itch to show off their talents at the drop of a fork. But you can 

welcome these virtuosos into your kitchen with impunity and make their performances part of the party if 

your menage is properly geared for them. The cooking party also offers hospitable bonuses: you can be with 

your guests from the moment they come through the front door until they say good night, and you can 

afford to include on your menu special delicacies that can only be whipped up with a flourish at the last minute. 

Such a party, of course, may not appeal to every hostess-cook—specifically, the lonei- who squirms at 

tlie thought of guests setting foot in her kitchen under any circumstance. But even her viewpoint might 

change with an alteration of her kitchen plan. 

A cooking party does not necessarily call for a king-size kitchen. Even a tiny one can be stretched to 

make room for one or two guest cooks, and what you gain in space and efficiency will be just as much of a 

boon when you are cooking by yourself as when you have collaborators. Both the plan of your room and its 

equipment will depend, obviously, on the kind of parties you like to give and the kind of food you like. A 

warming oven, for instance, might l)e essential for gala dinners of many courses to be prepared by as many 

cooks. On the other hand, for a kitchen short on space, you would want the most space-saving equipment you 

can find and as much storage as possible so you can whisk clutter out of the way and keep all the counter 

space free for work. Above all , a cooking-party kitchen should be inviting. Warm woods, rosy bricks and 

glowing colors all help to create a party mood and entice your guests to come in and turn to. On the following 

pages are three kitc^hens for guest cooks. A l l were planned for people who really enjoy good food and the cook­

ing of it, though their tastes range from hamburgers to crepes suzettes and their ages from ten years to fifty.

•Cooking can be part of the party at a black-tie dinner without sacrificing any of 

the evening's formality. All you need to preserve an aura of calm elegance for din­

ing is a well-organized work schedule for your guest cooks plus a little imaginative 

sleight of hand. A master at this kind of planning is designer Harry Rogers who 

gives a formal dinner party almost every weekend in his remodeled barn in Weston, 

Conn. Invariably, some of the guests are invited specifically because they like to 

cook as much as he does. Only cooks are allowed into the kitchen and each takes 

over the preparation of a different dish. 

The kitchen itself is arranged so that four can work smoothly together without 

getting in each others way. Wide ash-topped work counters on all sides of the 

room alternate with maple blocks for chopping foods or rolling pastry. A double 

sink on one side of the room is augmented by another sink on the opposite wall 

which is fitted with a basket that swings out from under the counter to catch

While piuest rooks are at work in Mr. Rogers' kitchen, the rest of the party gathers 

for cocktails in the adjoining dining area (see plan). From there they can talk 

to the cooks across the low buffet-divider where the hors d'oeuvres are set out. 

But if the culinary artists prefer seclusion, they can shut off the dining area with 

one of two folding doors. One pulls across on the dining side of the buffet, helow 

left, so the kitchen team can clear away the hors d'oeuvres and set the buffet for 

dinner unobserved. The other door pulls across the kitchen side of the refrigera­

tor, opposite page, to screen the cooking center from view while the guests are eating. 

On the evening H&G dropped in to watch one of Mr. Rogers' dinner parties in 

action, there were seven guests—three of lUrm happiK pcrfurming as cooks with 

Mr. Rogers as head chef. The menu: coquilles St. Jacques, filet de boeuf en croute. 

pommes duchesse and steamed zucchini, with pears in red wine for de.ssert. The or­

der of assembly was serenely simple: Before the guests arrived, the host had pre­

pared the dessert and made the coquilles ready for browning. An hour before dinner, 

two of the guests fixed the vegetables and twenty minutes later, the meat was piil in 

the oven to roast. Fifteen minutes before dinner, a third guest wrapped the meal 

ill its pastry crust and returned it to the oven. At the last minute, the (d(|uilles 

were slipped under the broiler. When everything was read), the folding door was 

pulled across on the kitchen side of the buff«'t. Lights were «liinnn'd in llie dining 

area, the candles lit and dinner served with all the tranquil elegance of a former 

age that relied on droves of kitchen maids and butlers to work the mood magic. 

The buffet counter, leff, that divides the kitchen 

from the dining area (behind folding door) holds 

everything needed for last-minute operat ions. 

O n the left: t ray storage. In the center : a food 

warmer with drawers for moist and crisp heat. 

O n the right: silver and linen drawers that pull out 

in two directions.

•The combination of country air and children is likely to 

make demands on a kitchen that few can meet on all counts. 

But this one rises to the challenge superbly. It is a wonder­

fully spacious room sheathed in stained ponderosa pine and 

brightly illuminated frotn <i\erhead by a skylight running 

the length of the raftered ceiling. The children of the house 

and their friends are welcome there after outdoor games 

and are free to broil their own hamburgers or fix sundaes 

with the special equipment at one end of the room. 

Careful jjlanning went into arranging this kitchen so 

the children's co()king parties would not interfere with 

tlie well-ordered workings of the rest of the room. A long 

maple-topped buffet cabinet divides the space into two 

unequal areas. In the smaller is the main cooking center 

well-equipped for the family with lots of guests. There 

are two built-in ovens, a four-burner cooking top recessed 

in the brick wall, and a large built-in refrigerator. On 

the other side of the buffet is a dining area and at the end 

of the room, an open barbecue and a soda fountain where 

the children can gather and entertain their friends without 

disturbing the kitchen proper. 

Since infortnal entertaining is the forte of the kitchen, 

this second cooking center also comes into its own during 

adult parties and also preparations for family meals. One 

guest can broil steaks or shish-kebabs in the barbecue, 

while another fixes vegetables at the other end of the room.

•Even if your kitchen is only big enough to swing a cat in, 

you can invite several guests to cook at your party since there 

is no need for everyone to collect in the kitchen at the same 

time. The kitchen in Mr. and Mrs. Fred Tobey's New York City 

apartment would normally be considered only big enough for 

one cook—since it is, in fact, just a corner of a large room also 

used for living and dining. But both the Tobeys love to cook. 

They also have a group of friends with whom they once went to 

gourmet cooking classes, and all of them like to get together 

regularly and experiment with new dishes. Before a cooking 

party they plan a menu of dishes with different coc»king limes, 

assigning one to each couple so preparations can be staggered. 

This organized work schedule takes care of the main cause for 

confusion in a tiny kitchen. 

Confusion is also averted by the plan of the kitchen itself. 

The Tobeys limited their equipment to essentials—a four-burn­

er cooking unit, a built-in oven, a refrigerator-freezer—and 

chose llir i\\i>s\ compact mo(lcl,>̂  tliat would meet llieir needs. But 

they installed as many storage cabinets as possible so they 

could keep appliances and other paraphernalia from cluttering 

the limited work surfaces. Since the kitchen is open on two sides 

(see •opposii.e pa^e], the two counters—one of laminated plas­

tic, one a maple chopping block—are equally accessible from 

both outside and inside the kitchen, so two cooks can use them 

at the same lime without getting in each other's way. 

A typical Tobey dinner party, below left, includes Mr. and 

Mrs. Paul McCobb, Mrs. Tom Yee and Evan Frankel, all taking 

part as guest cooks. On this particular evening, the Tobeys were 

responsible for the piece de resistance, a terrine of duck. They 

prepared that first and put it in the oven to bake while the 

McCobbs fixed a tomato salad and a hot potato salad. Then 

Mrs. Yee took over the kitchen and made a Chinese shrimp dish 

that was served with cocktails in the living room. When the 

terrine was ready, everyone moved to the dining area and din­

ner began. Finally, the last course, crepes flarabee, was prepared 

with a flourish in a chafing dish right at the dining table.

I love home wedding receptions.

They created a charm­
ing verdant atmosphere, yet they 
didn't clutter up the house or gel 
in thr way of the guests moving 
from room to room—altogether, 
they were a refreshing switch from 
the usual smilax screensand swags. 

A good friend told me about a 
soup that's surprisingly superior, 
either hot or cold. The basic rec­
ipe for four is: Mix one can 
cream of chii ken soup with one 
can bouillon.

I f 
served cold, it should still be heat­
ed first for the better blending of 
flavors.

Not long ago I went into a huddh-
wilh my butcher and together we 
worked out some new ways to turn 
standard meat cuts into party 
specials. One suggestion he came 
up with was that he remove the 
usually rather stringy top layer on 
a standing rib roast, grind it up for 
future hamburger, and then tie 
back the fat on the best part, the 
eye of the roast. That would give 
us a better roast and superior 
ground meat, too. I suggested he 
might slice a tinned ham very thin­
ly on his machine and tie it back 
into shape again. Then I could 
bake it wilh a gingery, syrupy 
sauce, place it on a platter, snip 
the string and serve it all Iteauti-
fully fanned out in slices. Along 
these same lines he might quarter 
dinner-party ducks so that I could 
cook only the plump leg and joint 
portions (the rest to go into our 
freezer) that would be just the 
right size for individual servini:^. 
Or, a leg of lamb might be pre-cut 
into thick steaks, which could be 
marinated in mint sauce and garlic 
and charcoal-broiled. 

Crowded pantry or not, I must ad­
mit I covet a magnificent Herend 
tureen I saw at Black. Starr & 
Gorham, Inc., in New York. It's 
in the bird and fruit pattern Bar­
on Rothschild originally commis­
sioned in 1850 for his own private 
use, but which is now in the pub­
lic domain.

'oday the expression "add a dash of seasoning"' means more than sah and 

pepper, more even than the wide and wonderful range of herbs and spices. The 

l e w seasonings to he found in increasing numbers on every super market or 

specially food shop shelf are infinitely more complex. They range from monosodium 

glutamate (flavorless white crystals with the strange power to bring out the 

true taste of foods I to sauces that are subtle blends of vinegar, onions, garlic, 

sugar, soy, tomatoes, anchovies, chili peppers and even more exotic ingredients. 

Vvlial qualifies as a seasoning? Generally speaking, anything that can be 

added to food to improve or intensify the flavor and make it tastier and more 

appetizing. Bitters and sauces, pickles and vinegars, extracts and seasoning 

powders all come under this heading. Many are familiar to us in certain 

well-defined ways. Angostura bitters is inevitably associated with an 

old-fashioned. Tabasco with seafood cocktails, .soy sauce with Chinese food. 

^ ct these versatile compounds can do far, far more than is indicated 

on their labels. Already at full strength, they do not necessarily 

have to be cooked to bring out their character. Some seasoning salts are 

delicious sprinkled on raw vegetables or in cottage cheese dips for cocktails, 

w liile sauces and pickles can, of course, be served straight from the jar. 

Another virtue of these seasonings: they can speedily ginger up a bland 

r quick-cooking dish or underseasoned frozen foods—a dash of Tabasco 

in orange sauce for game, a couple of teaspoons of beef stock base in the 

cooking water for fresh or frozen vegetables, a judicious fillip of 

Worcestershire in a prepared rarebit or beef hash, a brush of Kitchen Bouquet 

(ii >(i\ sauce on broiled meats and poultry. If you want a barbecue flavor 

\\illiuut benefit of charcoal, there is even a powder that captures the essence 

of charcoal and hickor), and a condensed smoke in \\i\u'\(\ form. Almost any 

tang you can name now comes in a neat, handy package, ready to use. 

There is one way in which these packaged products parallel herbs 

and spices—all should be used "to taste." Experiment w ith them. Start with 

the recipes and suggestions in this cook book and then go on to evolve your

MONOSODIUM GLUTAMATE (MSG) 

Moiiosodium glulamate, or MSG, derived from such products as 
corn, wheat and sugar heels, has no color or flavor of its own—it 
simpiv hrings out the natural flavor of foods and is frequently used 
in conjunction wilh sail, herbs and spices. It originated in the 
Orient, where cooks for centuries had cooked their foods in a sea­
weed stock that gave them a fine, full flavor. That seaweed, it was 
found, contained a great <|uantit\ of natural glutaniate. In 19 ,̂",. 
a Japanese professor isolated it, called it Aji-no-moto or "essence 
of taste" and began to produce it from soybeans. Production be­
gan in America in 1936. There are a number of brands of monoso-
diuin glutamate on the market, both plain and seasoned. Some are 
packaged as MSG under brand names. Others are:

This condensed smoke, captured from smouldering logs, is aged 
in liquid ionn in cypress storage tanks and then combined witli 
some 18 ingredients, including sugar, spices, vinegar, peppers. 

To obtain the equivalent of genuine barbecue flavor, do not 
dilute Liquid Barbecue Smoke nor add to it in any way. Brush 
meat or poultry with it. and then let stand at least 3 hours before 
cooking; this lets the smoke flavor periiieate.

I'.se tarragon vinegar in the water 
for poaching eggs or fish, or cooking shrimp: in the butter sauce 
for broiled seafood or chicken—and in stuffed eggs. Use basil 
vinegar in fruit salad dressings, eschalot vinegar, garlic vinegar or 
Wagner's Salad Bouquet to dress greens.

forest 
The way to your tool shed is 

fraught with high adventure— 

especially if it lies through the 

underbrush of a modern shopping 

center or garden supply store. 

Safe transit cannot be guaranteed. 

But exeept for the reckless or 

the downright ignorant gardener, 

the trip can be a fruitful one. 

For the inost part it is, by now, 

a familiar trip. There is little in the 

realm of garden tools and ecjuipmenl 

that is .startlingly new. Trends that seem 

pronounced in 1%2 were clearly discernible 

in 1961. And quality is still of the essence— 

this year, as it was a year ago and the year before that and the year before that. If this Is small 

comfort to the manufacturers of shoddy garden products, bad cess to thein anyway. For the rela-

ti\ely quiet majority who make reputable merchandise and sell it reputably, it means perhaps 

fewer buL we trust, more profitable sales. We alwa\s hate to see the gardener's tools debased. 

And we happen to believe that (uily good hiois. that you can really use, are worth buying. 

Three factors should rightfully influence your choice of garden equipment. First factor: 

appropriateness—which might be restated as suitability of function to need. Second factor: in­

trinsic merit—which includes excellence of basic design, quality of manufacture, durability of 

the product. Third factor: cost—both to buy and to keep in operable condition. All three factors 

are related. You must strike some sort of balance among them before you can decide whether 

\our investment in tools and equipment is to prove a sound one. 

There is something else that will influence )our equipment purchases—too intangible to be 

termed a factor. That is your attitude toward gardening. For the doers—tillers, hewers, manipu-

l;il(ii-. iniisrlt'-lh'xcis. and ilcr|i hi ralliei- uniciallv a vjiiiiN iicu hiol iiia\ be as [iirll\ and win­

some an object as the fairest rose. For the putterers. the brooders and those more interested in 

laissez-faire play, tools are at best an extension of the hand, and the simpler and fewer the 

better.

Dig and rake, plant, snip and spray: These 
are likely to be the gardener's five com­
mandments, observable heni:e{orth and for-
evermore, on properties of whatever size 
and shape. Reduced to their simplest form. 

the five functions could be represented fir-^t 
by the ubiquitous and indispensable trowel 
(we care not who makes a nation s laws so 
long as we can design its trowels). then in 
turn by the band cultivator, the planting 
diliber, the snipping shears and the grim 
but necessary insect sprayer. 

Even on a handkercliief-si/e plot, you 
will accumulate more than one trowel. But 
start with the best all-round model: forged 
steel, with a socket handle. Cared for, it 
will last forever; abu.sed, the blade will 
rust and pit. Second choice: stainless steel. 
The blade, abused, wi l l last forever. The 
handle, though cared for, will inevitably

weaken after a season or two. (Still to be 
put on the market: a socket trowel with a 
good .Htain/ess blade.) 

Flavor a cultivator with stainless tines, 
a swaged and anchored handle (the 
pressed steel jokers are worthless). For dib­
bers (and though we don't really approve 
of them, they are useful time-savers): 
again choose stainless steel, with a wood 
(not plastie) handle. Buy three (the same 
goes for trowels)—one to lend, one to lo.se, 
one to u.se. 

The shears are generic. Maybe grass 
shears (the old-fashioned sheep model) 
w i l l serve to trim edges in lawnless gardens. 
Or maybe you need secateurs. <ir maybe 
long-handled no-stoop snippers (there are 
some superb but expensive ones on the 
mark«-t) ; mayhe all three. But avoid like 
the plague all the "easy-action" ;:adgft> 
(there is no easy pruning action) and all 
model- with the handles and cutting edges 
mad)' from the same piece of metal (hiade 
steel is too good for handles; handle steel 
is not good enough for blades). As for 
sprayers, of whatever size: Rememher that 
all pesticides tend to be corrosive, so spend 
money only for stainless steel, brass, cop­
per, or hronze—in tanks and fittings. (Plas­
tic, in money-saving form, is good only for 
short-term use.) Total estimated cost range 
of the five tools listed: $15 to $30.

When you get out of the terrace box and 
into the garden, you add a full-size shovel 
(forged steel, but lightweight if you wish), 
plain iron rake (flat- or bow-backed), D-
handle spading fork (there's nothing like 
it for helping to fit your ground—or, as the 
romantics say, put it in good t i l t h ) . Now 
your lawn wi l l begin to take a good deal 
of your weekend attention—even a lawn 
too small to justify purchase of a power 
mower (although makers of some new 
electric models say no lawn is too small) . 
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So that you wil l have turf healthy 
enoufih to cut, you will need a fertilizer dis-
l r i l ) L i l e r (one to three feedings a year). 
And to collect the clippings your healthy 
lawn produces when mowed, you may need 
a lawn sweeper ( i f you don't use a sweeper, 
you must rake—must rake for healthy 
t u r f ) . There are junk models of all these 
tools on the market. Shun them. Fair prices 
for top quality might average: Spade, 
$3.50. Rake, $2.50. Fork. $3.50 to $7. Mow­
er (either forged steel or standard cast-
iron frame, first quality, 20-inch size), $.30 
to $40. Distributer. $10 to $20. Sweeper, 
.$30 to $.50. Life expectancy of all tools thus 
far listed: minimum, five years: normal 
maximum, fifteen years. This is from three 
to ten times the expected usefulness of 
economy models costin}^ half us much.

Whether or not a power mower should he 
added to your tool inventory will depend 
partly on the amount of lawn you need to 
mow. partly on the amount of time and 
care you wish to devote to your lawn, part­
ly on your regard for the modest exercise 
of lawn mowing, partly on the ratio of cost 
to effort thai you consider appropriate. Un­
less you have physical limitations, you will 
be wasting muscle, saving little time, pay­
ing more for results achieved i f you use a 
power mower rather than a good hand 
mower on a .small lawn. By a small lawn 
we mean anything less than 3.500 square 
feet (an area 35 by 100 feet), which is more 
turf than you will normally find on a 75-
by-100-foot lot. For 5,000 feet of lawn, in­
vesting in a power mower may just begin 
to save appreciable time and effort (in­
cluding the not inconsiderable effort of 
storing and caring for the power plant). 
And you will still need your hand mower 
if your lawn is irregular in layout, your 
ideas of lawn care exacting. 

Where storage space is ample, co.st 
subordinate to satisfaction, labor some­
thing to be expended as flexihly as possi­
ble, and the lawn concomitant with a 
quarter-acre lot or belter, power is a civ­
ilized must. (It is available, it is depend­
able; so you use i t . )

The popularity of small tractors is seem­
ingly increa.sing at a startling rate. Why? 
Even some manufacturers we have talked 
with don't know. One says it's a matter of 
status, .\nother says the machines wi l l 
really take care of all the mowing, t i l l ing, 
carting needs of a 2- to 5-acre place. An­
other says men love to ride around on the 
machines for an hour or so on a pleasant 
Saturday. Another says a tractor will make 
people more enthusiastic gardeners. A l l 
agree that at current power ratings (from 
5 to 7 horsepower), the small tractors, far 
from being toys, are substantial and expen­
sive machines, deserving—and generally 
receiving—skilled engineering and honest 
manufacture. Since the best of them wi l l 
cost anywhere from $400 to $700 (attach­
ments and functions wi l l vary), the invest­
ment is also substantial. A l l we can say is: 
Shop for a tractor as you would for a car— 
or a stereo hi-fi rig. or a set of golf clubs. 

And before you buy a tractor, consider 

poorly adjusted engine may not start, no 
matter hoiv easily its shaft may be turned. 
And a car f l f>- pull on any starter may also 
catch a muscle. As for quality of cut, the 
reel types still gel the professional vote 
over the rtdaries, assuming that mechani­
cal quality is equal. (For quality of turf, 
consider also a turf-slicer—a power-driven, 
mower-like tool you wil l hear more of in the 
future, we predict.) 

I f you have an extensive cut-flower or 
vegetable garden or experiment actively 
with cultivated ground, you may find a 
small tiller useful. There are no rules to 
apply except those of common sense and 
personal attitude. And don't forget a really 
good lawn sprinkler. 

Costs? \ o u are into the budget for 
SlOO to $:J00 additional by now. 

whether a riding mower (or heavy mower 
with riding sulky) may not serve you bet­
ter, all ihi i i^~ idiisidered. Consider your 
climate. Is a snow plow desirable? Trac­
tors pull or push them. But plows and blow­
ers can also stand on their own two wheels 
—or those of some power mowers. 

And speaking of power: how about a 
power sprayer? The plant enthusiast (ro-se 
Ian. rhododendron specialist) may need 
something bigger and easier to use than 
even the excellent hand-pressure or hose-
pressure lank models. (Remember what we 
said about noncorrosive sprayers? Rust is 
expensive.) 

Looking back over what: we have ur i i -
ten, we find we have talked a lot about 
quality but forgotten to mention the com­
mon hoe. That is what can happen when 
you become involved with the wonderful 
world of power. How good a garden can 
you have without a hoe? Forgive the over-
^i^hl—one hoe, coming up.

Root of the matter. Mtm.-i 
everything of importance that hap­
pens above firound in your jrarden 
duriuji the cominfj; season will de­
pend on what lakes place below 
•zround now. It is. in a phrase, 
plaiilin}: time. Y\nd there is noth­
ing concerned with plantinji that 
wil l pive you more to think about 
than the roots you find at the busi­
ness end of a rose bush. When you 
take the season's first ro.se plant 
fn jm the shippinfi carton and hold 
il ill your hand, "root and all . and 
all in a l l , " you may not, despite 
Tennyson, know what God and 
man is, but you wil l be in a posi­
tion to learn a jiood deal about the 
top and liottom of a rose as well 
as the oddiv misshapen integu­
ment between. After planting a 
couple of dozen dormant roses on 
a cold .April day, you are sure rose 
bushes are all alike. Only after you 
have planted your first hundred, 
wil l yr)u realize that they are all 
different. 

T h e important t h i n g , o f 
ci)urse. is to hold each bush in your 
hand for a moment of careful scru­
tiny before you plant i l . In this 
.sententious instant the whole fu­
ture of that particular bush may 
be decided. Now. if ever, you may 
note and prune away broken rooi-. 
as well as tho.se that are so long 
and stringy tlicy cannot be given 
decent accommodation without 
twining. Now you have your last 
best chance to appraise the con­
formation of the top structure, to 
test for hidden breaks near the 
stem bases caused by the exi­
gencies of .storing and packing, to 
remove twiggy or ill-developed 
shoots that may draw strength 
fr(»m the plant without contribut­
ing useful gntwth in return. Some 
plants have short fat roots, some 
plants long ropey ones. They may 
produce e(]ually good results if the 
root tissue is clean and flexible, 
and especially i f there is evidence 
of new hair-like white root initia­
tion either near the main root tips 
or along their length. Make clean 
cuts above even partial breaks, so 

that more of these while roots will 
be stimulated. Some plants may 
have ten or fifteen roots develop­
ing, bru.shlike, from a heavy root 
stem below the swelling of the 
"bud" or graft point. Others may 
have almost lassel-like roots and 
almost no root stem below the 
bud. Still others may have only 
three or four good roots. Be not 
dismayed. It is not necessarily the 
kind or (piantity of roots that 
count, but their turgidity and vig­
or. Similarly, it is not the diameter 
or bulk of the top structure that 
will determine the kind of flowers 
you get, but the balanced frame­
work of clean, suc« ulent canes. 

The real purpose of the pre-
planting check-up (which should 
take less time to execute than to 
describe) is to prepare roots for 
immediate ramification and tops 
for strong growth buds breaking 
low on the stems. 

This is not. of course, the 
whole rose planting story. But il 
is a part of it that many gardeners 
overlook. And for this part, any­
time after now is too late. 

S e c o n d i r c c l c n d 

Too. too soliil earth. Spring is 
indeed a wonderful season, ful l of 
chilblains and promise. Bui spring 
ground, for all that robins and 
crocuses seem to like i t . is a wet. 
cold, airless, intractable mass, 
suet-like in general consistency 
and heavy as mixed cement. In 
fad . were it not for the zeal of 
the awakening gardener and the 
metabolic vagaries of the plants 
thcin.selves, spring would lie the 
worst of all seasons to plant. 

The first rule for working wet 
spring ground is—don't. BtU when 
you dig. dig as un fussily as pos­
sible. Don't try to break up wet 
clods. Avoid treading unneces­
sarily on wet ground, lest you 
drive out what little air the sea-
.sonal moislure leaves room for. I f 
enrichment with compost or peat­
moss is necessary, do the required 
turning with a digging fork, rather 
than a spade or shovel. It takes 
three or four times as much manip­

ulation with a solid blade as with 
fork tines to accomplish the same 
amount of mixing, and the con­
sistency of the soil may be dam­
aged in the process (the principle 
is not unlike that of folding pastry 
flour into cake batter, in case you 
have noticed anyone in your fam­
ily making cake lately). Better a 
coarse and casual approximation 
of a mix than a fine-textured 
amalgam. 

Whether to firm the wet, cold 
-soils of early spring ar<»und shrub 
and tree roots by foot pressure, 
by means of a puddling stick or 
hoe handle, or simply by pouring 
water into the half-filled hole w ith-
out any firming at all-—that is the 
question you have to learn to an­
swer for yourself. Too much or too 
heavy pressure with a foot—or 
pressure applied after most of the 
hole has been filled with loo>e 
soil—may result in either an air­
less substance around the roots, or 
an alternati<m of airh-ss lumps 
and empty air pockets. Either way, 
the results may be harmful. Gen­
eral advice: i f water is handy and 
plentiful, water liberally before 
finally leveling the plaiUing hole. 
\ l i i l le more water won't Imrl 

spring soil. What you add u i l l 
drain away eventually, settling 
the soil nicely about new roots and 
leaving porosity as it goes. I f you 
were to turn the soil to putty u i i l i 
| u i >.-<ure or excessive handling, it 
might not recover its iextun- all 
-ea>on, even though it could, of 
course, become quite^-dry. 

.'\nd i f water is not available':' 
Goodness knows the ground is wet 
enough for all normal purposes. 
So you must lightly firm and 
tamp—but do the job progres­
sively, .so that the earth is settled 
into place around trees and shrubs 
as evenly and gently as may be.

ing apart. .Some gardeners divide 
bearded iris every year, for exam­

ple (specialists may do so either to 
increa.se rhizome production rap­
idly or because they wish to r>i)-
serve a great number of varieties 
they otherwise might not have 
room f o r ) . But for best garden ef­
fect, iris divisions should consist 
of two-year rhizomes, perhaps 
three-year. Within reason, and 
with many species, however, you 
wil l find that division of estab­
lished crowns and resetting of the 
-iiKiilrr |p(iiiioiis at planned in­
tervals wil l give you a fa.st and 
inexpensive way of populating a 
flower border. Especially in the 
creation of drif t effects and the 
liuilding up of strong color or 
foliage patterns, a deliberate pol­
icy of spreading your material 
thin mav give you gratifying re-
- i i l i - . Such close attention to the 
ex|)edients of garden building 
will -urely have the further effect 
of improving the over-all quality of 
your plants, since old clumps of 
most border perennials tend to be­
come overgrown, unproductive of 
first-quality flowers, and in fact 
truly weedy if neglected too Ion;:. 
(The more durable the species 
the rattier it is likely to gel.) In 
addition to iris clumps, day-lilies, 
hostas, asters, poppies come to 
mind. One thing is certain: you 
can't make an oval-shaped plant­
ing with one plant, however big.

Diazinon, d iddr in , Dimethoate (Cygon), dini-

tros and oils for dormant spraying, lead arsenate, lindane, raala-

thion. methoxychlor. nicoline-sulfate. pyrethrum, rotenone and 

Sevin. Miticides may be Aramite, Chlorobenzilate. Dimethoate, 

Kelthane, I'en-Tac or Tediitn. Funf^icides are formulas such as 

cycloheximide (.'\cli-dione PM or RZ. .Actispray). captan (Or-

thocide), copper, ferbam (Fermate). dichlone (Phygon), 

dodine (Cyprex), Karathane. maneb (Dithane M-22 or Man-

zate), folpet (Phaltan, Ortho Rose Fungicide), sulfur, thiram 

(.Vrasan, Thylatel and zineb (Parzate or Dithane Z-78). 

I t is aM-importanl to read the label to ensure the inclusion 

of chemicals from proper gntups and fur the safety of both 

yourself and your plants. Dimethoate is excellent for tea scale 

on camellias but cannot be recommended for the same pe.st on 

Chinese holly; it is safe for aphids on ro.ses, but may be un­

safe for aphids on chrysanthemums. In warm weather Phaltan 

becomes injurious when combined with certain spreadcr-

~iic kiTs. Cyprex may injure roses at normal dosage, but is safe 

and effective at reduced strength. Chemicals prepared as emul-

.sions are itften less safe than wettable powders, due to the sup­

posedly inactive solvent. 

Spraying is usually more efficient than dusting and pro­

vides an opportunity for foliar feeding. The addition of a fer­

tilizer, such as Rapid-Gro. to the pesticide spray every other 

week should supplement but not replace the spring ground 

feeding. Hose-end sprayers are easy and satisfactory if there 

is an extension tube to allow proper coverage of under surfaces. 

Compressed air sprayers come in many sizes, some on wheels. 

In either case, prepare the mixture in a separate container 

and strain it into the appliance. Those who prefer to dust wil l 

find the lightweight rotary du.ster convenient. Tree spraying is 

best left to a qualified arbori.st. To prevent unsightly or in­

jurious residue on under-plantings. hose them off immediately 

before and after the trees are treated. 

Pesticide applications are timed for a certain stage in the 

life-cycle of the pest and the development of the host. The dates 

indicated are for the vicinity of New York City in an average 

year. Adjust dales for other areas and abnormal seasons.

;iatcs at Sacher's after the opera. 
(As for the Austrian aristocracy, 
they have never forpotten that in 
the had days after the First World 
War. Frau Sacher always kept a 
tahle d"hote goinj: for the ex-of-
fleers who in the past had heen 
amiing her be.st clients, and to 
whom she gave unlimited credit.) 
At Sacher's you can sup off baked 
carp and blue trout followed by 
Wiener schnitzel or that delii ic . i i -

supper dish of brains cooked with 
scrambled eggs. And you wil l 
probably end the meal cither with 
a piece of the world-famous Sacher 
Toitc or that quaintly named 

of chocolate and wliippi-d 
cream called Mohr irn llrmd 
(Moor in a Chemise). Or you 
might have supper after the opera 
at the Drei Hu.saren, particularly 
il villi like lliingariaii food—gou­
lash and chicken paprika accom­
panied appropriately by Hungari­
an gypsy music. 

Music everywhere 

This year the Vienna Festival 
will be particularly brilliant, tor 
il (•.•li-lir;ilc- llic ir>(l|li aniii\ci--aiv 
of the "Society of the Friends of 
Music," which started in the lime 
of Beethoven and has always 
played a leading part in the mu-^i-
cal life of the capital. The head-
([uarlers of the Society with its 
magnificent concert halls is on the 
Karlsplatz just opposite the beau­
t i fu l Karlskirche. The Festival 
runs from May 26 to June 24. A 
high spot on the rich and varied 
f)rogram will be a performance on 
May 30 of "The Magic Flute" by 
the Vienna State Opera directed 
by Von Karajan. Coincidental 
with the Festival is the reopening 
of the old Theater an der Wien, 
the orii^iual home of Viennese mu­
sical comedy. 

But music in Vienna is not 
confined to the Opera House or 
concert halls. On summer ni^lii^-
you can hear the operas of Cluck 
performed among the fountains 
and statues of the Gardens of 
.•^chrmbrunn and of the Belvedere. 
Or better st i l l , you can sit among 
iIk- io-c> ill llic \ oik-nailcii . or 
by the swan pools of the Stadt-
park or under the chestnut trees 
of the Prater and listen to a lirst-
class band without its costing you 
a cent. A l l over \ ienna there are 
parks and gardens where the 
band** play and people - i l listening 
happily to their favorite Straii--
tunes. And there is hardly a coffee 
hou.se or a Keller that does not 
boast at least a zither player or 
violinist. 

'Ihe most perfect setting in 
which to hear a concert is in the 

Redoutensaal, at the Hofburg 
Palace, where the former court 
balls u.sed to be held—the most 
exclusive balls in Europe, to 
which no woman was ever invited 
who could not produce her .sixteen 
quartcrings of nobility. The great 
rambling palace of the llapsburgs, 
lying between the Ringslrassc and 
the inner city, is a place you will 
be constantly revisiting. I t may 
not always be for the purpose of 
sight-seeing. You may be attend­
ing one of the innumerable con­
gresses that take place in the 
Zeremoiurnsnal. for Vienna is still 
the congress town par excellence. 
Or you may have friends living in 
the Hofburg. Last time I was in 
Vienna, I was taken to visit a well-
known opera singer who occupies 
I lie - ; i i l . sinister rooms where the 
unfortunate Crown Prince Ru-
doI[)h lived, and from which no 
one will ever be able to chase away 
the ghosts. 

The Hofburg is a place of con­
tradictions. The superbly ornate 
architecture of the court library, 
Fischer von Eriach's masterpiece, 
is a far cry from the austerity of 
the imperial apartments with 
Franz Joseph's truckle bed and 
wooden washstand. The magical 
li'-aiilv of Winlerhalter's portrait 
of ihe Empress Kli/,;ibelh contrasts 
-liarpiv with the dreary ugliness of 
her room where the photographs 
of her favorhe dogs and horses and 
her gymnastic aiqiliances strike 
the only human note. On a Sun­
day you can go and hear the Vien­
na Boys Choir sing in the Gothic 
chapel, the oldest part of the pal­
ace, and then attend a perform­
ance III ."siiarii-h hcutc ('•ra/c in ihe 
while and gold colonnaded Riding 
School, where you will see the 
world-famous Lipizzancr horses, 
the only pure breed of royal car­
riage horse still in existence. 

For the majority of women, 
however, the chief attraction of the 
HofI)urg will undoublediv be the 
Schatzkammer, the rooms that con­
tain Itoth the treasures of the 
House of Hapsburg and the relics 
of the Holy Roman Empire. Here 
are the coronation robes of Charle­
magne and the Imperial Crown of 
Austria, studded with some of the 
biggest rubies in existence. Here 
are ihe Emperor's Collar of the 
(folden Fleece, the proudest or­
der of Europe, with a great pink 
diamond in the ram's head; the 
emeralds of Maria Theresa; and 
the barbaric crown of nuilticol-

ored stones which the Empress 
Klizabelh wore lo be crowned as 
Queen of Hungary. And here, 
llioilgli it si eni- a -lian<j,e place to 
find it , is the Imperial Crown of 
Mexico, a relic of that tragic ad­
venture barely a hundred years 
ago when an Austrian archduke 
had aspirations for the throne of 
Montezuma. 

Crystal ami porcelain 

l)a/,/,le(l hv ihc JrU.-ls lit llie 
Schatzkammer. you are inevitablf 
reminded of the lovely jewelrf 
that is still produced in Vienni 
at half the price of Paris ttr \ e » 
York. On the (iraben. botk 
Palt.schoand kiicliert (who proud­
ly parades his old title of iinperia! 
court jeweler) specialize in those 
exquisite, typically Austrian flow­
ers carved out of precious stones. 
Or. keeping in mind the $100 duty­
free allowance, you will probably 
get just as much pleasure out of 
buying, for the price of a few dol­
lars, some of the bi-autifully de­
signed jewelry made of finely cut, 
I iilored crystal and produced bf 
the big Tyrolese glass factory of 
Swarowsky. 

Karntnerstrasse, Graben and 
Neuer Marki , adjacent to one an­
other, are ful l ol shopping tempta­
tions. Very few Americans will l»r 
able to resist a tea set or at least i 
bowl of .'\ugarten china, wliicli is 
produced by what is still called 
the Vienna Porcelain Manufactory 
(as distinct from factory, for ev­

ery piece is handmade and hand-
painted). The eighteenth-('enturf 
Augarten Palace on the outskirts 
of the city, where the china is 
made, is well worth a visit. But \i 
you are pressed for time, vou can 
choose your purchases from their 
shop on Graben and then cross 
over to Braun, in the .same street. 
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Vienna-iiiaile crystal chandelier 
might well inspire dreams of grandeur 
for your dining room hack home 

where you can order tablecloths 
embroidered in exactly the s;inir 
design as your china. Augarlen 
china is not cheap. Since the davs 
of Fanny Elssler. the Manular-
lory has had the charming haliil 
of immortalizing its favorite danc­
ers in porcelain, and Ti l ly Losch 
told me that she found it very ex­
pensive giving her friends these 
mementos of herself at Ŝ30 apiece. 

\ ntiqiies—and 
<>eniiitlichkeit 

Harder to resist even than tin-
china is the engraved glass of 
Lobmeyr or the crystal chan­
deliers you can buy for little more 
than $100. I f you are a purist and 
want a genuine aniicpie c l i a n -
delier. the antiquarian Moser on 
the Franziskanerplatz will niak-
you one out of eighteenth-century 
crystals for the price of about 
$300. Anti(juarians abound in 
\ i i -nna. a n d you can ea>il\ buy 
Biedermeier mirrors, baroque sil­
ver and prints of old Vienna. The 
initiated antique-shoppers fre­
quent the State Auction Room- in 
the Dorolbeiim in l)orolh<^tTLia>'-r. 
where you can sometimes ])ick up 
real bargains in the way of eight­
eenth-century china and Maria 
Theresa silver. 

The shop that no tourist can 
withstand is Hiess. on Neuer 
Markt. Here you wil l find all the 
arl i ( les for which Vienna is j u s l -
Iv famous—the beautifully made 
bags of leather and petit point, ihr 
elegant umbrellas with handles of 
rose quartz, the gay little music 
boxes playing the "Blue Danube" 
and other popular tunes, the love­
ly crystal goblets with Lipizzaner 
engraved in gold. 

Referring to the shops and to 
the equally famous delicatessen 

stores, a Frenchman once said 
that Vienna was the only town 
where they sold both la galanterie 
et la delicalesse. This is true in 
more senses than one, for the 
Viennese still trade on their po­
liteness and their charm. Their 
politcnc-- i - e(piallcd only by their 
Gemiitlichkeit. a word that means 
warm. cozy, comfortable—any of 
the three you please—and de­
scribes both life in Vienna and the 
Viennese. You can. Uw example, 
go lo a coffee house, and for the 
price of one cup of coffee spend 
the whole morning or afternoun 
reading the various local and for­
eign newspaper> siip[)lied free by 
the establishment. The waiter will 
take pride in guessing your na­
tionality as soon as you come in 
the door, and bring you a New 
York Herald Tribune or a London 
Times according to his guess. The 
newest and most lavish of thi - e 
coflee houses, bv llie wav. is in the 
former Auersperg t^alace with its 
lovely rococo rooms and well-kepi 
formal gardens. 

Another convivial feature of 
\ i i M i n e s r liic is the Kellers. For 
historic atmosphere there is the 
Esterhazykeller, which lies at the 
back of Am Hof. the oldest and to 
my mind one of the most enchant­
ing s(piares in Vienna, on the site 
of I he |)alace of the Bamberger 
dukes w h o ruled Vienna before 
l l i e Map-burg-. 

\ ienna abounds in restau­
rants where two people can have 
an excellent and satisfying meal 
for the price of $2 or S3 and where 
a bottle of good Austrian wine, a 
Gumpoldskirchner or a Nuss-
berger. costs no more than a dol­
lar. Two delightful restaurants in 
i h e old pari of the town and off 
the tourist beat are the Goesser 
Bierklinik and the Griechenbeisel. 
Viennese restaurants are on the 
whole gemiitlich rather than ele­

gant, and the famous Viennese 
cuisine with its dumplings and its 
strudels. is essentially bourgeois. 
A dish of plum or apricol dunip-
lin;z- lightly powdered with sugar 
and roasted bread crumbs makes 
a pudding that is superb even i f 
homely. I f you have a good diges­
tion, you'll enjoy I he typical Vien­
nese fare of braised beef and 
Kraiitstrudel, the venison cooked 
in sour cream and the baby chick­
en Irii'd in l)aller and served with 
cucumber salad. 

You appreciate this hearty 
fare mo.-t after a strenuous m«)rn-
in^ of sight-seeing in one of the 
lalinloii- • lal lrr i i ' - nl \ j.-mia. ^ on 
might \ i-it the kunsthistori-i h' -
Museum, one of the greatest i)ic-
ture galleries in Europe, or the Al -
bertina. wbiih houses a uni(|ue 
collection of IISO Diirer drasvini:-. 
or the Liechtenstein and the Har-
rach Palaces w hich are again o|ien 
to the public. 

B a r o q u e in a p layful \e i i i 

I nr all their splendor, the 
\ i.Minc-e palaces too have a cer­
tain Gemiitlichkeit about them. 
\ ienna Harocpie. brought to per-
fet tion by Fischer V<m Eriach and 
Lucas Mildebrand and seen at its 
l i i - l in linildings such as the 
Kii i-ky Palace with its magnificent 
carved stairca-^e. and Prince Eu-
geiif '- -iininier palaii'. the lieUe-
dere, with its -|)lendid terraced 
garden> commanding a view of all 
Vienna, has none of the heroic 
proportions that i haraclerize Ital­
ian Hanxpie. The angels in the 
Belvedere Gardens, hobl in i : 
wreaths of flowers and delicate 
wrought-iron lanterns, or playing 
with dolphins, look just like chub­
by. Iia|)py litt l i- boys. The giani 
figure- supporting armorial crests 
on those immense portals typical

jiilis. The goddesses on Donner's 
fountains have the same earthy 
charm. Thev are women of flesh 
and blood with none of the over-
lifi-si /f (|ualitv of their Roman 
c'Miutcrparls. Even Schiinbrunn. 
for all its 1.441 rooms and its 
rococo extravagances, neverthe-
l<--- reminds us that Maria There­
sa, the greatest of all .\u.strian em­
presses, was essentially a gem-
iitliche woman, while Emperor 
l-"ran/.. who lived in the Bieder-
meier period, insisted on giving 
ib i - vast palace the air of a coim-
try house by painting it yellow-
wit h green shutters. 

Architectural beauty in Vien­
na is not confined to palaces. The 
.so-called cottage quarter, a fa-
vorili- residential suliurb. abounds 
in delight fill modern houses, while 
the council houses in the working 
class districts, which were built 
long before the war and at the 
lime served as a model for the rest 
of Europe, are large, airy apart­
ment houses surrounded by gar­
dens. In the last ten years, 230,000 
apartments have been built in 
Vienna—no mean achievement for 
a country which, until seven years 
ago, was under the military occu-
[)alion thai followed W orld War 11. 

Life in Vienna is gay and 
lively, and you wil l enjoy yourself 
whether you are sleeping at one 
of the luxurious hotels on the 
King, or at one of the many more 

modest |)ul excelleni hotels where 
a room will i bath will eusl as l i l -
lle as S4 to $6 a night. One of 
\ ienna s greatest charms is that 
the country is at its door-iep. The 
vine-covered slope? of ihe Kahlen-
berg and Leopoldsberg hills; the 
old villages with painted houses 
and cobbled streets so close by 
they could almost be considered 
siihurbs; the lyrical beauty of the 
Vienna woods which in spring sur­
round the city with a haze of blos­
soms and pale green larches—all 
near enough to be available to 
the people. Every city dweller can 
spend his summer evenings in the 
country. The rich will drive up to 
dine at Cobenzl or at the Fiscber-
hiitle on the Kahlenberg. The 
workman will take his family to 
one of the little Ifcinstuhcri on the 
Danube. Bui all classes will con­
verge on the wine suburb of Grinz-
ing to drink the Hrurigrn (new 
uiiie) silting on trcsth'd tables 
under pergolas o( \ i i i c - . wliile the 
violinists and zillu-r players— 
among them karas ot •" The Third 
Man" fame—play all the popular 
melodies. I defy even the most 
sophisticated person to resist the 
charm of (Irinzing. By the end of 
the evening he will find him.self 
joining with the rest in the chorus 
of " I n Grinzing beim W'ein." I 
myself have been to Grinzing fre-
(piently, but each time I find my­
self asking for the song every 
tourist recpiests: ^'11 irri, Wien nur 
du ullrin, sollst sifts dir Stadl 
meiner Traume seien" (Vienna, 
Vienna, you alone remain the city 
of my dreams").
