When is a souffle not a souffle? 
When the jruests are late. But with 
a new acquisition of mine I am 
now fearlessly contemplating 
luncheon or supper souffles when­
ever I choose. I just purchased a 
set of fluted, yellow-jjlazed pottery 
cups—originally meant for .soup, 
to be sure, but as they're oven­
proof and look very French-cui­
sine they'll be fine for individual 
souffles. Small siuiffles take only 

minutes to bake, so there's no 
need to pop them into the oven 
until everyone is ready and wait­
ing. These cups hold enough to 
-ali-fy a normal appetite, are at­
tractive enough to use almost any-
tinie. On their matching oval 
plates. I'll serve pale de foie gras 
sandwiches as accompaniment. 

1 have always thought it was a 
shame that two favorite European 
seasoning foods—the caper and 
the olive—^are so rarely included 
in American cookin};. They can 
add the flavor lourli that rai.ses a 
dish to distinction, and should be 
used for more than just garni-li. 

Lamb with caper sauce is fa­
miliar. Iiut what about ca[)er but­
ter on vegetables or caper cream 
sauce on boiled fish or caper 

French dressing on green bean or 
fish salads? The particular biting 
flavor of these buds adds a lot of

Remodeling a kitchen

Adding a new kitchen 

If a new kitchen in a new wing is 

part of your remodeling plan, ilie 

difficulties are not so great.

Yes. Its structure and the carved cresting of the back marks 
your rocking chair as American Victorian, made between 
1860 and 1870. Such chairs are often called Lincoln rockers.

Cases like yours were used between 1850 and 1870 to protect 
daguerreotypes from fading. They were of black rubber com­
position; Charles Goodyear was a leading maker of them.

M a n y of the in ternat iona l sta-

t'lons—Radio Moscow, and stations in Pek ing , New De lh i 

and Tokyo among many others—have broadcasts i n Eng l i sh . 

Y o u w i l l also f ind a r ich b i l l o f musical fare, such as a 

l ive concert f rom S a l / b u r g , wa i l i ng A r a b singers f rom a night­

c lub in Morocco, or the latest popu lar tunes f rom Sweden.

Ever since 19,3.3. when P roh ib i t i on exp i red and the Fed­
era l government undertook the O lymp ian task of def in inp, 
cod i f y ing and regu la t in j i a lcohol ic beverages, the average con­
sumer o f l i quo rs has a r r i ved at his preferenres much as an 
amateur art col lector chooses a pa in t ing . He may not under­
stand the d is t i l le r 's ar t , but be knows what he l ikes. 

And no wonder he doesn't understand. I n i ts desire to 
touch every conceivable base a f ter Repeal , the government 
identifi«"d and descr ibed over th i r ty k inds of whiskey alone. 

For tunate ly , many of these types never caught on w i t h 
the publ ie . and others, of l i t t le appeal to begin w i t h , have a l l 
but di.sappeared. So today you need only to know the charac-
l e i i ^ i i c H of six whiskey types : bourbon , rye, c o m , Scotch, 
Canadian and I r i sh . Each type, however, i s offered in i ts own 
shadings of f lavor and body—depend ing on its proof r a t i ng , 
whether it is s t ra ight o r b lended and its age when bot t led. 
What is proof? Pnii . f i> a measure of the alcohol ic content 
in any di.sti l led beverage. Y o u can always f igure the amount 
of alcohol s imply by d i v i d i ng in ha l f the proof stated on the 
label . Thus a 100-proof whi.skey w i l l be .SO per cent a lcohol . 

Proof inf luences a whiskey's character in two w a y s — 
depending, f i rs t , on its proof at the t ime of d is t i l l a t ion and 
then on the proo f at wh ich the whiskey is bo t t led . T h e proo f 
at d is t i l l a t ion t ime establishes a whiskey's flavor and body, and 
the proof at bo t t l i ng t ime determines i ts potency. To satisfy the 
]n ib l i i last I' for l ight-bodied beverages today, most whiskies 
are d is t i l led at a re lat ive ly h igh proof—.say, a round 140 or 
1.^0. T h e n , to lower the alcohol ic content, the proof is reduced 
before bo t t l i ng by the s imple expedient of add ing water. Y o u 
\N i l l f ind most whiskey is bot t led at 85 to 100 proof. 

What is the difference between a "straight" whiskey and a " b l e n d " ? 

A l l s i r i i igbt whiskey sold today is actual ly s t ra ight bourbon , 

rye or corn . T h e main ingredient in bourbon is c o r n ; to qua l ­

i f y as straight bourbon or rye, a whiskey mu.st be made f rom 

at least 51 per cent c o m or rye respectively. S t ra igh t corn 

uh i~krv Miu^l In- in;ule I r imi HO ji i-r cenl cDni. Of ihe llii-ec 

types, s t ra igh t bourbon has become the overwhe lming favor i te . 

The word " b l e n d " has two meanings today. I t describes

I n some parts of the 

country , notab ly in the East, b lended whiskey and rye are 

synonymous. A n d whi le a qua l i ty bourbon is recommended as 

a d r i nk to be s ipped p la i n o r on the rocks, b lended whisk ies 

have g rown i n p o p u l a r i t y as the base for mixed d r inks . 

What does aging do for whiskey? Whiskey is a raw, colorless 

l icpi id when i t goes in to a charred oak bar re l .

thought to remove impurities. Distillers are unable to agree 
on how long a whiskey should he aged, hut they do agree that 
no amount of aging will make an inferior whiskey good. 

The three fine imported whiskies—Scotch, Canadian and 
Irisi i—are each unique in methods of production and in l i i s ic 

SCOTCH WHISKY: A l l Scotch wlu-sky (the Scots and Canadians 
drop the "e" in whiskey) imported to the U .S . is a meticulous 
hlend of two types of spirits: malt whisky, which gives Scotch 
its distinctive smoky flavor, and grain whisky. Nearly one 
hundred small malt whisky distilleries are scattered through­
out four regions of Scotland. Their whisky for the most part 
goes to the hlending houses of the large brand owners, who.se 
hlenders may combine as many as thirty malt whiskies wilh 
grain whiskies to achieve the Scotch hrands familiar in Amer­
ica. Scotch is aged either in used sherry casks or uncharred 
oak harrels for a minimum of eight years. 

CANADIAN WHISKY: A lileiui of heavy- ami li-lu-bodied wliis-
kies. Canadian whisky is distilled from a mash in which the 
proportions ol' I'orn and rye are much like those in American 
\\iii>kies. Some experts believe this whisky's distinct taste 
may he attrihuted in part to special grain varieties that have 
been developed to withstand the severe Canadian climate. 
Other contrihuting factors: the region's water, plus the fact 
that the blending takes place immediately after distilling. 

IRISH WHISKEY: Unique among the Ir ish is the use of crackid 
oats—along with rye, wheat and barley^—in the mash from 
which the whiskey is made. Husks from the oats settle at the 
bottom of the mash vat and perform a filtering function as the 
mash passes through on its way to the fermenting tank. A 
blend of high proof grain and heavy malt whiskies. Irish 
whiskey is aged in used sherry casks for at least seven years. 
Apart from its role as the indispensable ingredient in Irish 
coffee, it is also served straight or in highballs. 

Historically first among all spirits familiar to .Americans 
is rum. It is similar to the whiskies as it is both aged and 
blended, hut distinctive in that it is distilled from sugar cane or 
molasses. Most rums sold in the U .S . are Puerto Rican. 

PUERTO RICAN RUM: No uiah \^ i icnlr . l in jlie fcinicnl at ion 
process, since the molasses from which this rum is made con­
tains a sulhcient amount of fermental)le sugars. Puerto Kican 
rums are comnumly distilled at proofs exceeding 160, and 
lhi-\ rri|uire less a;j:ii:j:: while rums inusi he aiied (.ne vear: I he 
darker gold-label rums, three years. The trend in Puerto Rican 
rums is toward an ever lighter blend which is particularly suit­
able for making daiquiris and other rum-ba.se mixed drinks. 

Two of America's cocktail hour stand-bys—gin and 
vodka—share a common advantage: they do not require aging, 
except for golden gin. 

GIN: The fashion is for dryer and dryer gins—which means 
they are less and less aromaticaliy flavored. The flavor and 
bouquet in today's gin can be traced to the juniper berry, 
wilh an assist from a number of botanicals includinu coriander, 
licorice, cassia and angelica. B y definition distilled gin nnist 
be 80 proof or higher, and it simply isn't a gin unless it's 
flavored by the juniper berry. 

VODKA: Contrary to persislenl l<':ienil. vndka is not made from 
potatoes, it is a colorless, ideally flavorless, neutral spirit made 
from grain—usually rye malt. The goal of the vodka distiller 
is to remove all flavor—the very opposite aim of the whiskey 
or rum distiller. While there are a number of techniques for 
eliminating the flavor, all are ba.sed on the filtering of the neu­
tral spirits through charcoal. Bottled at 80 to 100 proof, vodka 
has gained impressive popularity in recent years as a flavor­
less companion of tomato and fruit juices.

HOW YOU 
CAN BE 

A WIZARD 
WITH PAINT although he had nothing to work with except native cunning, a fence and a bucket 

of whitewash. Tom Sawyer convinced a whole parade of understudies that paint­

ing can be fun. And so it is—to everyone except Tom Sawyers. It is also the least 

expensive, most facile and faceted means-to-an-end known to the interior designer, 

professional or lay. Paint means color, and color, as we know, can do anything. A 

gallon or so of paint can give a room winter warmth or summer coolness, alter perspective, bring 

distinction to a nondescript floor, add a jeweling of color or pattern to a barren area—even 

create architectural character where none exists. Imaginatively used, a paintbrush obviously be­

comes far more than a conventional answer to a room's needs. But Its versatility sometimes de­

pends on methods requiring both t ime and loving care, and It Is the purpose of this eight-page 

primer to explain them. If, by chance, you are adventurous, you may want to wield the brush 

yourself. According to the National Paint and Varnish Association, 70 per cent of all the interior 

painting executed on the American scene today Is the work of do-it-yourselfers, so It would seem 

that a great many people are get t ing In on the act. To help them there are new paints (dripless, odor­

less, quick-drying) for every conceivable purpose, and a variety of efficient little gadgets by way of 

equipment. And In every paint shop, there Is a knowledgeable salesman who doesn't have to be 

asked for advice. He will offer it with automatic but joyful willingness. Pay him heed. The first 

thing he will tell you Is that the best paint In the world Is only as good as the surface It covers. 

That Is why preparation via the sponge, the spackling trowel and the sandpaper block Is so enor­

mously Important. Once this task Is polished off, you—or your painter—may fall to with brush, 

roller or spray. Certain techniques such as stenciling, marbleizing and wood-graining employ other 

tools and demand both concentration and a l ight touch that Is worth the time It takes to acquire. 

Transforming a piece of wood Into a slab of gold-veined marble, for example, can make you 

feel a little like Midas. On the next seven pages you will see some of the wonderful things paint 

can do, and on page 187 you will come across a lesson In how to choose and care for your tools.

THE IDEA: To inlenxify the summertime U'eling of a living room by painting two wall panels in cool, serene colors

Always read the paint-can label: Just because the print 

Is small, don ' t overlook It. You will f ind directions for 

the type of undercoating to use on various surfaces, plus 

information on drying t ime, flammablllty, toxici ty and 

the best method of application. Always use a non-toxic 

paint on children's furniture. 

Know the basic types of interior paint: Although the de­

scriptive terminology for paint Is often bewildering, most 

of the interior types fall Into one of two categories— 

alkyd or latex. Alkyd paint, the modern replacement for 

old-fashioned oil-base paint, is a solvent-thinned paint 

made from an alkyd resin. Odorless and tough, i t dries 

in a couple of hours and can be washed as soon as it Is 

dry. Alkyd paints are made In f lat, semi-gloss and high-

gloss finishes, and have a high hiding power. Brushes used 

with them must always be cleaned with solvent. Latex 

paint is a water-emulsion paint that will dry In an hour 

or less. It has a flat finish (although some formulas are 

now available with a semi-gloss finish) and Is odorless. 

Brushes can be cleaned with soap and water. This type 

of paint is also—but Inaccurately—called a rubber-based 

or plastic-based paint. Walls covered with a latex paint 

can be washed, but only after a certain period of t ime. 

The t ime varies, so check your paint-can label. 

Don'f try to mix your own colors: The familiar cartoon of 

a frustrated painter vainly trying to match a certain 

shade of blue from a welter of paint buckets used to de­

pict the accepted procedure for mixing special colors. 

Fortunately, this tedious procedure Is no longer neces­

sary. Many paint manufacturers offer as many as a thou­

sand colors—one of which, surely, will please you. Most 

paint dealers stock at least twenty basic, ready-mixed 

colors. To create a more unusual hue—or some of the 

H&G colors—the dealer will add to white or a basic color 

certain pigments supplied by the manufacturer, then put 

the can In a vibrating machine for mixing.

The 

units may be demounted with no great effort, without 

damage to plaster, and reassembled elsewhere. This super­

imposed architecture can travel, and is easily duplicated, 

in whole or in part (even by a good non-professional car­

penter), from the simple plans and directions available 

for its construction. The finish is simplicity itself. You rub 

the stain into the raw wood with a soft cloth, leave it for 

two hours to impregnate the wood, then rub off the sur­

plus. If a deeper tone is desired, repeat the process. The 

last step is a coat or two of wax plus a good rubdown for 

protection and a pleasant, scarab-like gleam.

In dramatic contrast to this simplicity 

at floor level is the delightful diversity of the three-

dimensional space. For the paraboloid ceiling, that 

seems to float like four huge umbrellas above the glass 

walls and gable ends of the huge living room, is 5 feet 

higher than the ceilings of the rest of the house. And 

as \ou move from room to room you are treated con-

tiimally to a different view—toward the Sound, across 

the harbor or to grassy flower-planted 

terraces. The walls of the house are 

not all glass—in fact the brick walls 

at the front and back of both wings are 

quite window less. Yet from each of 

the main rooms you can look out and 

walk out onto a terrace or deck that 

extends the mood as well as the actual 

diintrusions of the adjoining rooms. 

Not least among the qualities that mark this house 

as true architecture is the whole concept of its struc­

ture. It is the steel posts, frankly exposed, that give the 

design the look of strength appropriate to the rugged 

site.

All day long 

ferries and ships, sailboats and submarines come and go, and as the family gathers for dinner 

on summer e v e n i n g s , lights begin to twinkle magically in the town across the bay. Beyond the 

sliding glass wall is the dining terrace, and below that, an imaginative circular boat dock 

overhanging the water. There pre-dinner cocktails are often served, and sometimes a bar-

becue supper. G u e s t s he lp themselves from tables set up on the terrace which also adjoins 

the kitchen. The walk that leads to the dock glows after dark with soft light from fixtures 

concealed under the b e n c h e s . G r o u n d f ights illuminate the dining terrace, and the dining 

room itself is lit by a battery of recessed ceiling lights that modulate to vary the mood.

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The element of surprise essential to true archi­

tecture is deftly created by the relationship of 

the rooms to each other and to their outdoor 

counterparts. After crossing the brick-paved, 

lattice-screened walk to the front door, you en­

ter the dim, flagged hall, turn right, and suddenly 

find yourself in the magnificent living room with 

its IS-foot-high ceiling and glorious panorama of 

the Sound spread before you. But the special 

noise-proof doors on the other side of the room 

lead to bedrooms that turn away from the water 

to secluded fenced terraces. One of these sup­

plies outdoor play space for the daughter of the 

h o u s e a n d h e r friends. The boys' quarters over 

the garage include two bedrooms and a sitting 

room with views of the harbor and the front 

lawn. When the boys have married and bring 

their own families back to visit, this apartment 

will serve as a self-contained guest house.

"Believe me, my young f r i e n d . s a i d the Water Rat to the Mole, "there 
is notliinfi—absolutely nothing—half so much worth doing as simply 
messing al)0ut in boats." 

Agreed. A l l but the mess part. Times have cluinged in the liall-
century since Kenneth Grahame wrote "The Wind in the Willo\N.s."" and 
there is a new kind of boat l i fe these days that even blue-water men 
recognize. It is not so much that boats have changed (though they have, 
and in some important ways) as that there is a whole new breed of sailors 
afloat. One statistic puts the number of craft that will float them in 1962 
at eight million. When ll ioc (•apl;iiii> alioaid, llicy wi l l take 
with them many of the shore-based attitudes and predilections that liave 
proNcd laii(l\\ortliy -and now bid fair to become seaworthy as well. tl&G 
reflects liere and on the next eight pages some of the changes tiial 
have come over boats recently—and suggests more changes yet to come, 
including a few that landlubbers could put to good use. 

A l l i)oats still have two things in connnon: moisture and motion. 
From one or the other or both stem most of the joys and sorrows of 
boat living. The five boats on these pages are no exception—though one 
of them moves only with the tide, up and down. The fundamental rules 
of pleasure afloat have not changed, nor, for that matter, have the 
amenities, the honored and honorable traditions, the disciplines, (lie 
pleasant association of kindred spirits in the pursuit of relaxation and 
enjoyment. But boats have changed. Engines are likely to be dicscl-
or outl)oards now ( both were novelties a generation ago). Sails are 
woven of Dacron and thistle-down ( they fill when you whisper). Masts 
and rigging are stainless alloys of aluminum and steel I remember 
how good marline used to smell?). Hulls are not only steel and wot)d 
but glass, too (see page 147). You refrigerate with electricity and 
cook with gas. Brightwork stays bright and bilges no longer smell— 
much. Boats today are as livable, comfortable, colorful and (so thi.^ 
is heresy) as well decorated as your home ashore. New fibers, new 
fabrics, new everything-proof paints and finishes are an important 
part of the new boat l i fe . But they are only a part. The rest is 
implicit in the new spirit of the people who live it, who are just now 
discovering the truth of old Water Rat's words, who are 
sampling all the freedoms of l i fe on the water and finding them 
good, who are combining the best of two worlds and improving on both. 
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Spell comfort the s a m e at s e a or in port 
In fair weather the Lady Claire's af terguard spreads a noonday snack on the open hatch cover—airing the owner's state­

room conveniently at the same t ime. In foul weather when the hatch stays closed, this will be no place to eat lunch any­

way. From the hospitable fantail of this 57-foot deep-water cruiser, Mr. and Mrs, Mi l ton Bren (she is actress Claire Trevor) 

can, and do, leave the California coast astern at the drop of an impulse. Hinged deck cushions covered with plaid canvas 

double as stools (folded) and chaises for sunning (open). A day's fishing is as near as the runabout over the transom.

Spark d e e p - s e a living with color 
The landsman can perhaps read the sailor a lesson in the finer things of life, but it takes a sailo 

to figure out how to accommodate them below-decks. Especially in a total space roughly equiva 

lent to two walk-in closets, a medium-size chicken coop and your great-grandmother's hope chest 

The Lady Claire is as roomy a 57-footer as you will be likely to find in so handsome and seaworthy 

a pattern. But part of the roominess—and this is an effect that transcends reality—is attr ibutable 

to the happy partnership of life-giving color and space-making style. To be sure, most of the space-

saving tricks resorted to on the Lady Claire were in common seagoing use long before her keel 

was laid, but they have seldom been executed so simply or so directly. It is one of the vessel's 

chief charms that nothing is made to look like what it is not. But whatever it is, the result is Invari­

ably attractive. This goes for Mrs. Bran's paintings hanging on the bulkhead wall forward of the gal­

ley counter 1, as well as for the airy, thus mildew-free, towel compartment in the luxurious (it has a 

stand-up shower) owner's bath 2. Behind the galley counter, which is rimmed in black lacquer, the 

dish racks and stainless steel sink, 3, are accommodated above work-top storage lockers. Chambers 

oven, stove and vent unit, 4, opposite the sink are also stainless steel. Diagonally a f t across the main 

saloon, f i t ted compactly but accessibly into a corner beside the companionway to the owners' state­

room, is the bar, 5, its black-rimmed plastic top 

impervious to stronger liquids than mere salt 

water. Al l these service details were careful­

ly planned, pleasantly designed and well built, 

as befits their presence in one part or another 

of what would be, on shore, the family living 

room, 6, opposite page.

The black-lacquered 

chest with tray top and ceramic pulls and the ceramic lamp, 

like all other lamps, are made to stay put in a sea. Fitted 

spread and cushion covers are quilted duck.

Not everyone is going to run down to 

the corner boatyard and buy a 78-foot 

motor yacht, even to get a drawer full 

of t rading stamps.

and redecorating, ashore and afloat. Is the gainer. The Halls bought 

the late Stewart Edward White's Kuru, remodeled i t f rom keel to 

crosstree, retained Ellse Feducha to bring new color and life to 

its unyielding but yacht-like fustlness, and rechrlstened the ves­

sel Creole.

Change p a c e on a junk 
Hoist an orange sail over your living room and cruise among the lagoons and is­

lands inside the Golden Gate as wind, tide and inclination suggest. Wouldn't 

it be wonderful if you could? Some do—but none more refreshingly than Mr. and 

Mrs. Harry Jackson, whose Chinese junk Pacifica (built in Hong Kong, home port 

Oakland Estuary) plies San Francisco Bay at the easy urging of a low-voiced diesel 

engine below decks. While Pacifica is not in any practicing sense a sea-going 

vessel, its interior arrangements are seaworthy in both fact and spirit. The 

water (and air) can be just as moist a thousand feet off Tiburon Island as they 

ever are a thousand miles off Diamond Head. The need for careful planning on a 

32-foot junk is considerably greater than in a vacation cabin on a cliff or dune, 

and the bay sailor can teach the dune sitter much that is to his advantage. Pac-

ifica's exotic lines, her airy and high-flying poopdeck, 1» belie the clean sim­

plicity of the main cabin, 2 . Teak, naturally enough, is the principal wood used 

both in the construction of the vessel itself and, oiled, for the interior walls 

and brightwork. Mattresses are covered in shelter-tent duck. Cushion covers 

are waterproof sailcloth zipped over floatable foam rubber. The teak table, de­

signed by the Jacksons, is foldable, storable in a handy locker. The owners also 

designed the wool carpet. Glasses and towels are marked with a Chinese ideograph 

denoting the vessel's name. Pacifica's cabin was decorated by Mary Louise Weaver 

and Ann McDonald for just what it is—a multi-purpose vacation room, for lounging, 

dining, entertaining, even sleeping (the vessel sleeps four to six). Feeds them, 

too, in the infinitesimal but well-appointed galley, 3 . The boat cost $5,000 to 

build (less decorating), $1,500 to power. Could you beat that even on shore? 

Make fast in a bungalow 
Suppose you woke up some misty summer morning and found a boat tied up to your 

front porch? That could happen almost any time to Mr. and Mrs. John R. Metcalf 

of Sausalito Yacht Harbor, Calif. Their do-it-yourself houseboat, which has elec­

tricity, butane gas, water and telephone laid on, to borrow a phrase, consists 

basically of a 75-year-old barge topped by a pre-fab cottage. The deck or terrace, 

whichever you choose to call it, is trimmed with a marvelously massive wood balus­

trade salvaged when the Sausalito Yacht Club building was razed. The bed in the 

owner's stateroom, 1» came from a junk shop to the spot reflected in the old Ital­

ian mermaid mirror. Dining room furniture, 2 , was promoted from various attics 

and basements (the table from an antique shop). Floor is old quarry tile, both 

here and in the living room proper, 3 . Living room walls were sheathed with boards 

stripped from an old barn. They were painted white, then rubbed before the paint 

dried, now are a weathered gray. The sofa is covered in no-fooling burlap, couch 

and rocker in landlocked toile. There has been, of course, no resort to nautical 

mumbo-jumbo, at least in decorative terms, since this vacation house is a boat 

only in that it floats. Its bottom was put in sound watertight condition when the 

hull was first bought. Deck living is the center of interest. The refrigerator is big 

for party refreshments, the kitchen stove small because the cooking for family 

and guests is mostly done on an hibachi out on deck using food brought on board 

from the Metcalfs' San Francisco house. So superb is the setting for this house­

boat that it is hard to decide which prospect is the finest—from the deck looking 

out over the bay, or from the bay looking back to the hills behind Sausalito, 4. 

It doesn't really make much difference, because the Metcalfs can enjoy both.

&G takes decorating news to s e a 

Sloop comes with Micarta-

surfaced counters and bulk­

heads. W e chose blue coun-

lers, teak-grain bulkheads. 

Life under sail is almost always slantwise or askew, and 

more relentlessly beset by moisture and motion than cruis­

ing on any other craft. But without violating any of the 

blue-water shibboleths, a sailboat cabin can be as pleas­

ant to look at as the boat itself looks when it heels to 

a fresh breeze. To prove it, H&G decorated an Alberg 35, 

which comes ready to put to sea but relatively unadorned. 

We chose it because it presented a real challenge to space-

stretching and comfort-invoking talents. 

Next we proceeded to scour the markets—not just the 

nautical markets but the home markets, too—for the newest, 

most resistant (to sun, moisture, rot) fabrics, for the 

most durable finishes, for the most convenient and usable 

accessories, for the cleanest colors. And when we installed 

them, we paid strict attention to nautical demands. Our 

curtains were shirred, not pleated (to discourage mildew) 

and well anchored at the bottom. Our rug, small enough 

to go in a washing machine, is designed to stay neatly in 

place, but it is readily removable for access to the bilge. 

Bunk blankets and pillows have their own attractive daytime 

hiding places. 

W e also looked for ways to add to the appearance as 

well as the reality of spaciousness. W e took full advan­

tage of the illusory effect of stripes. We chose a single 

thematic color—blue—and stayed with It because blue is a 

space-maker second to none. Above all, we sought gaiety 

and comfort—two wonderfully seaworthy words.

Some people will take advantage o f any excuse to have a 

garden. One o f the best excuses, of course, is a terrace, 

serving, as it does so often, as a traditional zone be­

tween the secpiestered w o i id o f tin- house and the relative 

freedom of the surrounding landscape. All you need is 

the gardener's instinct to turn even the most architec­

turally oriented terrace into the kind o f bright and flow­

ery world you see here. In point of fact, what you see 

is but a part o f a terrace landscape that oflFers a vari­

ety of opportunities for a planlsinan to li\e a green-

fingered life. The focal point of this hospitable and 

timeless scene is the border of hardy flowers—here mi­

raculously all in bloom at the same time (what is wrong 

with artistic license?).

The gardener^s terrace: 
How to plan and plant it 

THE H & G There arc al least twd c o i H l i l i o i i s under which you will be

, , S T O R Y ^ excused for planting a garden on your terrace: First, if 

j t ) j your site is so restricted in size or so specialized in 

iiSaaiSiis nature thai gaideii and I c r i a c r nuisl be conihiiicd if lliey 

are to be had at all. Second, if you are either so inter­

ested in gardening as a pursuit, or so convinced of 

the indispensahility of fine plants that you consider a 

plantless terrace to be a spiritless wasteland. These con­

ditions are extreme, so H&G has tried to assume a third 

condition that is extreme only in its moderation. We have 

.selected a hypothetical site that cries for every virtue of 

terrace living; then we have provided for our terraces not 

one but four distinct garden areas, similar in the gardening 

pleasure they offer but differing both in physical location 

and horticultural nature. 

The basic difference between the usual terrace and 

this one is that ours could be maintained and enjoyed to 

the fullest extent only by people who love beautiful plants 

beautifully arranged and cared for. The basic difference 

between conventional gardens and these terrace gardens is 

that these are planned for close-up and intimate enjoyment. 

Th(! big (lower garden is a high-maintenance planting. If 

you neglect it for even a single week, it will resemble a 

horticultural slum. The mound garden will need virtualK 

no special care except perhaps to pick matchbox covers and 

cigarette stubs nut of it from lime to tijne. The plants against 

the house walls on the south terrace duplicate for the most 

part those used in the princi|jal flower border, with two 

espaliered firetlioriis S « T \ iiig as s|)a( e-sa\ ing tw o-ditneiisioiial 

trees (or nonclinging vines—if you prefer to call them 

that). The rose bed is for the specialist, of course— 

either the specialist at growing roses or the specialist 

al enjo)ing them (curiously en(»ugh, the two are not always 

confined in the same person). The food and cutting garden 

is even more the aficionado's province. It can become a 

conversation piece—almost too easily if you are careless. 

But il can also contribute, with an occasional car of corn, 

a gourmet fillip to the family's menu, as well as a pro­

cession of bright bouquets for summer tables. On the op­

posite page and on page 204 are suggested planting lists.

Cook 

Book 
By Simone Beck and Julia Child 
There is no siich ihing as ihe "secret" id French cooking. The French 

way of cooking can be learned by almost anyone; the ingredients can 

be bought in most markets. Why then does a dish prej)ared in the French 

way have a parti< ular magic for those who appreciate good eating? 

Why docs it seem lo look, smell and taste better than other food V 

rr<-l)aldy becau.se in France cooking and eating are matters of passionate 

concern to everyone in every walk of life. The preparation of 

food, its (juality. variety, cost, psychological effects and esthetic 

overtones, its service and accompanying rituals are 

endlessly discussed. Meals are regarded as occasions of delight, not to 

be hurried. It is not surprising that cooking has become a national art 

in France and that I he French cuisine is held in high regard all 

over the world. Y et there are no secrets—only care and love. 

This cook b(»ok is designed to explain the structure and 

basis of French cooking with a sampling of typical recipes from a 

cream soup to a feathery dessert souflle. Though the recipes are not 

complicated, they are intentionally spelled out in great detail to 

show you the specific techniques that produce the special end results. 

These techniques are used over and over again in French cooking, 

each lime with a change of flavor or ingredient—a system of theme and 

variations. F o r instance, you will be directed many times to cook 

a flour and butter roux and then incorporate a hot l iquid—in other words, 

to make a bechamel or veloute or other variations on a white sauce 

theme. This may be the sauce for creamed eggs, for the binding of 

minced mushrooms or shrimp, the base of a cream .coup or the sauce for 

a poached chicken. Once you grasp the method, you will never again 

have to follow a cook book in order to make a white sauce, bechamel or 

veloute. That is the French way of learning to cook: by learning 

fundametital techniques, repeating them until they become second nature 

and then u-iiig them to vary recipes or develop personal specialties. 

In{;redients: \ o amount of doctoring 
can disguise an inferior material, so if 
you cannot find top-i|uaIity ingredients 
for one Tec.'ipe. pick another reci|)e. If 
you do use canned or frozen foods, in­
cluding hrolhs and bouillons, he sure 
they taste like the fresh i)roduct. 
E<|uipinent: Always use heavy-bot-
t(»med saucepans and casseroles. Thin 
jiols and pans tip over easily and cook 
unevenly, and food tends to scorch in 
llieni. Plain aluminum and iron will dis­
color white and egg-yolk sauces and 
while wine. You will find in the recipes 
that wherever a non-stainin}; material is 
rciiiired. an enameled saucepan i-- -pe 
cified in the e<|uipment listing. For gen­
eral purposes, heavy enameled iron is 
(ireferahle. You may also use heavy-hol-
loined stainless steel, Pyrex, fire-proof 
porcelain or lined copper. 
Measuring: There can he a diflerence of 
three or more tablespoons of Hour |)er 
cu|) between one method of measuring 
and another, and if your flour itieasure-
ments are not accurate you can run into 
trouble. The recipes in this cook btiok are 

based on this system: Lay a s(iuare of 
waxed paper on the table, place a dry-
measure cup on the paper, sift the flour 
directly into the cup until cup is over­
flowing, then level the flour to the rim 
of the cup hy sweeping off the excess with 
the Hal edge of a knife. To measure level 
spoonfuls, dip the spoon in the flour, fill 
it to overHowing. then sweep off the ex­
cess Hour wilh the flat edge of a knife. 
Ahead-of-lime preparation: ^b^-l rec ­
ipes in this cook book may be partially or 
even cotnjdelely cooked in advance and 
can wait a certain amount of time before 
serving. When you .see this sign ip it 
means the recipe may be prepared ahead 
of lime up to that point. Many of the 
sauce directions will instruct you to film 
the sauce wilh a spoonful of liipiid. 
which prevents a skin from forming. To 
film the sauce, let it cool a few minutes 
.so it wiU thicken slightly. Hold the 
spoonful of liquid close to the surface 
and gradually dribble it on. Then spread 
il lightly with the back of the spoon. Or 
dot the surface wilh bits of .softened bul-
ler and spread wilh a spoon as it melts. 

French Cream Soups 
Velvety .smooth cream .soups are one of the glories of the French cuisine. 
.Starling with a simple while sauce—flour and butter roux plus stock oi 
milk—you can make an excellent cream soup in a surprisingly short time 
out of a great number of things: asparagus, for instance, or mushrooms, 
celery, artichokes, peas or lobster. A s the technique is substantially the 
same whatever kind of soup you make, here are a master recipe and a 
couple of suggestions to get you started on more ideas. The general method 
is thai your main ingredient, such as asparagus, is cooked separately. 
Then the soup base is made of stock or stock and milk plus the liquid 
the asparagus is cooked in. Als^o. part of the asparagus is simmered in 
the ba.se to impart flavor. Finally the soup is pureed, enriched with cream 
—or cream and egg yoIk.s—and garnished with asparagus ti|i>-. 

Pureeing: We happen to like ihe b>od mill for piin ring, because lough 
fibers such as those from asparagus stalks or celery will not pass through 
the disk, and the puree has some texture. The food mill illustrated on 
the next page has three removable disks: for coarse, medium and fine 
purees. The medium one is used for soups. T h i s is the best type of food 
mil l ; it is sturdy and rapid. I f you do not have a good food mil l , you may 
us<! a coarse sieve and a wooden spoon. Th<; (declric jjlender is an allci na-
live. but it makes too homogenized a puree for our taste. However, this is 
just a matter of personal opinion, and you should ust; what you like best.

T h e French favor methods of conking that help retain the succulence and 
iinj)rnv«- the flavor of jxmhrv and less expensive cuts of meat, and they use 
rich stuffings and sauces which make a little go a long way. The final 
appearance of a dish is also important—as much care is given to the 
finishing and serving as to the initial preparation. 

One of the favorite French methods for cooking a whole chicken is a cross 
between covered roasting and poaching by complete submersion: Place it 
breast-up in a i a>^»Ti i lc ju>t roomy enough to hold it, add stock and wine 
to reach one-third the way up tht- chicken, cover the casserole, and cook 
it slowly until it is done. The dark meat barely simmers, the white meat 
steams, and the chicken juices combine with the poaching licpiid to make 
a well-flavored stock for whatever sauce you choose to serve. Whole chick­
en is far superior to cut-up chicken for poaching as the meat remains 
juicier, and the chicken may be carved and ser\ed with far more elegance. 
It can be cooked with or without a stufling. and you may brown it all over 
in a skillet before poaching it, if you wish. F r e n c h recipes call casserole 
poaching either porhiT a court mouUlcmcnt. or braisrr a blanc if it is not 
browned, hrniscr d hrun if it is browned. 

Nolet* on t i m i n g A lender roustitig chicken or capon of good quality 
is done vxlini all its interior juic<'s have turned from rosy red ti> clear yel­
low. At this point the drumsticks will move fairly easily, their flesh will be 
tender when pressed, and the juices from their thickest part, wiien 
j i i i( ked deeply, will run clear yellow.

a pleasant backjiround of mu - i i . 
Original ly, Mrs . Greenman 

thought she would like an Ear ly 
American kitchen with wood cabi­
nets, paneled d()ors and moldinps. 
But. on second thought, she decid­
ed that this type of detail nii;:lii 
demand more attention than she 
had time for. So she settled on 
simple contemporary cabinets fin­
ished with a plastic laminate 
called Nevamar. that is ba.sed on 
a photographic reproduction of 
wood. To set off the warm teak 
tones of the cabinets Mrs. Green-
man decided on counters of pure 
wliiie plastic laminate, l ler dining 
chairs have seats of a new breath­
able vinyl called Poron that has 
a suede-like finish and does not 
collect moisture on its surface (a 
good point ill the summer when the 
children plop down in their wet 
bathing suits) . And underfoot 
there is a vinyl flooring in a beige 
and white mosaic pattern that 
helps ma.-k biotprinis and super­
ficial soil. 

In addition to all these es­
thetic and practic al pleasure-, the 
kitchen jirovides as efficient a spot 
for work as Mrs. Greenman could 
hope for. A long i'-land cdiinter in 
the center of the room aiigmenls 
the counter space along the walls 
and controls traffic. Children com­
ing in the back door and headed 
for their rooms are routed along 
one side of the island where they 
will not get in the way of their 
mother working on the other side. 
T h e island also saves steps since it 
is a self-contained work center.

Synthetic bristles 
need not be preconditioned. 

C o m b i n g a brush inth a s/"--
cial metal comb (available in 
paint stores) after cleaning 
aligns the bristles so they won't 
tangle while dr\ing. Re sure that 
the brush is thoroughly dry be­
fore wrapping and pulling atvay. 

W r a p p i n g 15 ihe last step be­
fore storage. Use heavy paper, 
oil cloth or metal foil and secure 
the ivrapping wilh a rubber 
band. Natural-bristle brushes 
should hang wilh handle up.

of flowers. When I was a bride 
and we were .stationed in Seattle, 
my hu.«iband sent me weekly "May 
l)askets"—small, delicious flower 
arrangements in tiny baskets— 
from Crissey's.

Tacoma isn't very far from 
Seattle, but in some ways it's a 
world apart.

The local architecture 
emphasizes wood, in exterior sid­
ing and tall timber construction, 
and in magnihcent inside paneling 
and beam work. Tacoma isn't a 
big city, but it's apparently an 
intellectual city with a flourishin;:

We hated to say goodbye to 
Seattle. It was especially frustrat­
ing not to be able to see the fabu­
lous plans for "Century 21" com­
pleted. But there were other places 
still lo visit. We flew off to Astoria, 
Oregon, for a short stop with an 
tild friend of mine at her Gear-
hart beach cottage, . \storia with 
its towering .\stor column (a 
monument to the founding of the 
Astor F u r Company) is the gale-
way to the great Oregcm beaches, 
and (iearhart is a favorite beach 
resort of the area. On the drive 
from Astoria to Gearhart we 
stopped to watch the so-called log 
booms. Huge trucks dumped giant 
timbers into the water to be herd­
ed and floated off to the mills, a 
wondrous sight for young eyes. 

T h e beach at Gearhart is vast 
and treeless, fringed by grasses 
and scrub bushes.

The first way makes for the most 
dramalir fffects. The second i - tin-
'•;i-ie>t and most commnn. Tht-
third ix llic most difticiil t—Ijolh to 
plan effectively and cultivate suc­
cessfully. Whichever you do. you 
will want to keep some important 
points in mind. 

Working backwards (which 
is standard gardening practice): 
The secret of keeping your paving-
.-i(»nc plants alive, once you have 
decided which varieties to put he-
Iween what stones, is supplying 
deep and spacious root pockets in 
and below the paving joints. For 
stones set in concrete, this is a 
major but not impossible task 
(even a shallow pocket may .serve 
if it is spacious laterally and if ex­
cess water can somehow seep 
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away). For stmie- -- i in sand or 
e;irtli. il is easy to make a well-
drained pocket of good loam, 
either before or after laying the 
stones. And no tool wi l l prove 
more useful in actually setting the 
plants than an old kitchen spoon. 
U-se rich soil, to feed the plants; 
let the sandy cushion '-nftply drain­
age as it supports the paving. .And 
i - this a fussy jtlanting job? Wow, 
i - the ii.iiserv;ilive ;m-.\\er. 

Avoid both too regular 
(checkerboard) and too random 
and diffuse plantings. Leave good-
size areas free of ail but the very 
smallest or least conspicuous 
plants—especially those that, like 
chamomile, thymes and .some of 
the veronicas, can be safelv trod 
on. Leave also considerable drifts 
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of more assertive plants, lettinp 
thrm run topether in parts of the 
terrace where traffic can be de-
toured. No kind of terrace plantin«i 
is more diflicult to plan, execute 
and care for well. No kind is more 
spectacularly effective when you 
do bring it off. Only your inven­
tiveness wi l l limit ihf list of plants 
you can tap for pavement-pocket 
plantin<;. Even,'thin<x from mosses 
to dwarf iris to pun<:ent herbs to 
-'•.•il-~(i\Mi .iimiiaU In luiiiiiiicnlal 
;;ra-ses to .succulents to golden-
rod. But it should go without say­
ing that tfrrac*- Mirfaccs in heavy 
and active use should not be clut-
I ' Ti'd with [ilanis at al l . 

The enveloping or impinging 
gard«Mi is ni(»l suitable for terrace 
areas that must he left free for fur­
niture or traffic. Our mound gar-
il> n i - hut one example of this type. 
In greater or less degree, every 
tnilv siicicssful terrace that in­
volves surrounding terrain adapts 
I Ik- adjacent f)lanting to terrace 
' Milicllisliment. The rules for --ncli 
plantings are those pertaining to 
any good garden design—with the 
add«"d proviso that since the plant­
ings are usually peripheral, you 
plan them to be seen from one side. 

The third class of terrace-gar­
den involvement—balancinc the 

paved portions with the planted— 
represents a cross between a win­
dow box and a conventional gar­
den. The important thing to re­
member is that a plant lied that is 
actually included within the boun­
daries, even within the footings or 
foundation walls. <if a terrace is 
not unlike a huge flower pot. .Spe­
cial provision must be made to eri-
-ure a fertile but light soil and ef­
ficient under-drainage. The big 
-.!•( ri't is (Irainage- within a ter­
race as within any other container. 
.Sometinii's there will he no prob­
lem: Excess water, from wat»-riiij;-
or storms, will drain freely below 
I he paving and awav without difh-
cully. In otln-r in-tam-f^. ~urh free 
drainage would be incomjiatible 
ui ih pavement St a hi lit v unless spe­
cial measure- win- taken to carry 
garden wafer below or through 
footings and safely away from both 
terrace and house. 

As for the plant po»ibili t ies 
for terrace beds and borders, we 
refer you to the several examples 
we ha\e giv.-n special attention in 
this i.ssue. The range of clioiiT ap­
pears to omit only the portable 
gardens that pot plant- represent. 
And these, we quickly point out. 
are to be covered in a pictorial 
feature in H&G"s .june issue.

This is the month when your garden looks its best. 

So it is also the ideal time to plan improvements

First ireel end 
P a v i n g p l o y . This seems lo Im' 
the year of the terrace at H&G. 
. \ l id one of ihe besi teirace idca^ 
to come across the office desk in 
many a moon was embodied in a 
handsome color photograph of a 
European garden in the pages of 
our Krciuli sisUr piililicalion. 
Mtiison A- .lardiri. Freely trans­
lated (the original terrace was 
(<pii-iderably more elaborate), l l i i -
idea takes the lorm ol a rliccker-
board of slone squares alleriialiii^ 
will] -(piare- iif green turf. For a 
sitting terrace under llii- shade of a 
big tree, we suggest the practical­
ity of laying the -tones hrst on a 
sand-luam bed leveled on top of 
the turf or earth already present. 
Then good friable loam should be 
spread between the stones and 
seeded to grass in the usual way. 

In open sirelclies of fine 
t i i rf . e-peciall\ wliere l l i . - jiradr i~ 
already satisfactory, you will do 
well to cookie-rut your paving 
sipian-s into the lurf. In culiiii!.: 
each pla<:«- lor a -lone, remove two 
or three extra inches of earth and 
siibsiitute a sand cushion. This 
will tend to keep the paving stable, 
facilitate drainage. Most accept­
able dimension- for ilic -tpiares 
range from 1 foot to 18 inches for 
rclalively small-scale landscapes: 
up lo as much as 2 feel, or even 
more, for large or especially bold 
or (we hesitate to u.se the word I 
modern effects. Need it be said 
thai square means square—and 
checkerboard means with corner 
kissing corner? 

Second ireehend 
P r u n e r ' s m o o n . The kind of 
pruning your plants may need now 
is probably more important than 
any other kind that is routinely 
done during the year. For while 
you meet the emergencies that re­
sult from storms when and as you 

ni i i - l . and while you do the util i­
tarian shaping of your deciduou-
I I CC- and shrubs late in w inter. I his 
is the time when the subtler pur-
jM.-c- of plant pruning are served. 
And May is probably the best time 
of all to execute any major reshap­
ing of ornamental evergreens. May 
is al.-̂ o the beginning of the period 
wlicn sprin>i-llowerin;; trees and 
sliriibs may be pruned without 
-11 r i l i i f of the season's flowers. 
Fruiling shrubs, such as the vi­
burnums, ornamental cherries and 
smaller forms of flowering crab-
apple and peach, are now at the 
proper stage lor final shaping w ith 
a minimum loss of fruiting value 
later on. ( In actuality, you wi l l f^ci 
no more autumn fruit than you 
lc;i\c -prini; flowers lo provide. Mul 
if you allow the maximum amoiini 
of summer ;:rowiiig lime for the 
flowering branches you do leave on 
the tree, the effects (if pruning now 
may go unnoticed.) 

Most gardeners are aware of 
the prini iples of dormant pruning 
and the c i i l l i n " back of "rowth 
after the flowers have come and 
gone. Not so familiar are the re-
(pjiremenls of the foliage ever­
greens. We refer not only to the 
f a d llial refusal of evergreens lo 
become complclciv dorinanl even 
in ihc coldc-i winicr- makes prun­
ing inadvi-sable until warm we-alhcr 
comes, but also to the fact that cut 
br.inchc-oi ino-l c\cr^recn - l i r i ib -
and trees do not readily produce 
new .shoots in the region of tin- cut 
—in fact, a severely pruned branch 
may die altogether. .So for pruning 
evergreens in general, here is a 
-,iic rule of thumb: Never prune 
or cut away more than a single sea-
.son's growth. As an extension of 
l l i i - rule, avoid al.so the uniloini 
removal of more than a third of 
any season s new growth. In re­
shaping and reducin<: the spread 
of hori/.ontally oversi/.e evergreens 
sue h as dwarf hollies, low barber­
ries, spreading yews, cree[)ing 
junipers, weeping liemlocks. cut 
back in any one year only one third 
of the branches—and then only as 
much as one year's growth. (Hem­
locks and yeu- arc c\(cpiions lo 
the general rule in that their 
branches will usually generate new 
shoots even i f branches are short­
ened by .several years" grow th.) Of 
course the process can be repeated 
next year and the year after that, 
to complete the fu l l cycle; and 
thereafter a new pruning cycle can 
be .started. 
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This progressive reshaping 
and rescaling of spreading plants 
—which is what this process 
amounts to—preserves a more nat­
ural form than a single drastic 
pruning would permit, even disre­
garding the health of the plant. 
.\nd unless you are seeking topiary 
effects, or deliberately seek a 
.sheared look (as for hedges), this 
selective, moderate, patient proce­
dure is the part of sound and ex­
pert gardening. 

Third wcchoKl 
L i l a c t i m e . It would be interest­
ing to discover whether the popu­
larity of certain established shrubs 
such as lilacs waxes and wanes— 
like the incidence of sunspots, for 
example—and whether we are 
right in seeming to detect an in­
cipient upswing in the lilac curve. 
There is little doubt that a great 
rebirth of interest in lilacs took 
place following World War I , forty 
or fifty years after the golden age 
( i f that's what i t was) of lilac 
hybridizing. That would make the 
1960"s and 1970"s the crest of the 
next popularity wave. W«»uld that 
crest bring the truly yellow lilacs 
that growers have been seeking? 
(.And what a crest that would be.) 
Since we are unlikely to get an im­
mediate answer to this speculation, 
we may as well get on with our 
business. 

The month of May, of course, 
is the month of lilacs—both the 
old-fashioned dooryard species 
that climb «^aves-high and spread 
like bamboo thickets decade upon 
decade, and the mettlesome hy­
brids with florets as big as pocket 
watches and stems that arch like 
the neck of a gazelle. 

And with the lilacs come lilac 
suckers and lilac mildew. Now is 
the time to take care of the suckers 
and to encourage the kind of 
growth that the mildew cannot 
seriously threaten. One of the 
simpler rules for lilac care that 
seems to work well is this: after 
May flowering, cultivate around 
the lilac bushes with a sharp (use 
a tool file) garden hoe after pull­
ing up by hand all the unwanted 
suckers you have the strength to 
pull. (With an old pair of snips, 
cut off below ground level all the 
suckers you cannot pull.) Then 
into the loosened .soil *pread and 
mix a double handful of ground 
limestone and a quart of dried 
cattle manure. (These quantities 
wil l serve a bush having three to 
five stems each from 3 to 6 feet 
tall . Bigger bushes need bigger 

amounts of lime and manure.) We 
are not quite sure what these sup­
plements do to either the psyche or 
the metabolism of a lilac bush, but 
over the years the effects have 
proved abundantly good. 

A word about mildew on l i ­
lacs. We have never known a 
licalthv and well-coordinated lilac 
bush to succumb to mildew. Just as 
we have never seen a lilac that, 
given the proper conditions of late 
summer heat and humidity, re­
mained mildew free. But we have 
observed, time and time again, that 
lilacs treated annually as we have 
suggested they be treated appear 
to suffer less disfigurement and to 
be affected later in the season than 
neglected bushes or bushes that 
have been overfed with the usual 
garden fertilizers. 

As for that yellow lilac. . . . 

• U R F M A S 

F o f i r i l i f r c c l e i i d 

See<l sowiii«!;. Gardeners are al­
ways experimenting with new ways 
to grow plants from seeds. Just as 
soon as you settle upon one gen­
eral medium for seed sowing— 
such as chopped sphagnum moss, 
for example, or a mixture of ver-
miculite and perlite—you start ex­
perimenting with containers. .And 
iiiu I- vdii (liM-idf ilial old-fasliioni'd 
clay seed pans enclosed in poly­
ethylene freezer-bags are the best 
containers, you start fooling 
around with old-fashioned wood 
flats and mulches of salt marsh 
hay to keep the soil moi.st and cool. 

In point of fact, we had never 
got far away from chopped sphag­
num moss, the clay pan and p<dy-
ethylene for indoor use. nor from 
that old stand-by the cedar flat and 
the hay mulch under a tree for this 
time of year. Until last year. Then 
we sowed experimentally a con­
siderable number of 6-by-8-inch 
paper-pulp seedling flats and 
plunged them rim-deep in soft 
earth under a salt hay mulch (see 
drawing above). The pulp trays 
held their shape until transplant­
ing time, but offered no barrier to 
soil moisture—which reduced sup­
plementary watering to zero. The 
salt hay covering, for which we 
have found no peer as a seed pro­
tection since first using it to safe­
guard valuable delphinium seeds 
twenty-five years ago. shaded with­
out impeding development of seed­
lings. A further advantage of the 
small pulp trays is that seedlings 
can be transplanted in small 
"takes,"' and a few extra trays can 
be grown to give to special friends 
or to swap for olher kinds of seeds 
with like-minded gardeners.

Th«-
acorn whence this tree jirew appar­
ently s|)r<iuled simie seasons before 
the Dutch first sailed up the nearby 
Hudson River in 1610. 

The Thorndale Oak was rated 
in 1941 by the .American Forestry .As­
sociation as the largest <d its species 
in the L nited States, and at 353 years 
il may also have become the oldest. 
Red oak is a «omparatively short­
lived species, about in a class with 
-ii;:ar maple, tulip, live oak and sweet 
gum. The ex|ieclancics ol -unte oiln-r 
-|n-cies. calctilaled by detidrcdo-iisl^ 
from ring-counts in many specimens, 
are these:

While Oak. Sycamore. Ponderosa 

and Sugar Pines—500 years

The age of red-
wo.id- has sometimes been exagger­
ated. In a 30-acre plot containing .567 
ii-dwoiid-. one careful investigator 
found only seventeen over 1.000 years 
olii. KIsewherc. he found one that was 
nearly 2.0(M). 

Oldest and largest of all are the 
giant se(iuoias. some of which ante-
riate man's recorded history. They 
were |ierhaps 2.500 years old when 
(ilirisi was born, and may well live 
many more centuries if left untam-
pered by man. .A peculiar stunted na­
tive to the southern Rockies called 
ihe'bristlecone pine is also known to 
have lived four millennia. 

riinu'.:h they live .-o much longer 
than we do. most trees mature quite 
as rapidly, and .some much more so. 
A nundier id kinds are ca|iable (d re­
producing at a fraction of our poten­
tial age for parenthood. el their in­
crease in size can continue almost in-
flermilely whereas our measurements 
reacrh definite limits (except prrliaip-
in girlhl and then slightly shrink. 
Tree growth ap|iears to decelerate 
with age but. under favorable cir­
cumstances, it does not actually do 
so. After its first spurting years from 
seedlini; to sapling to young maturity, 
a normal tree in normal years adds at 
least two inches of twig length and 
one or two inches of trunk girth. .As 
heii^lit. spn^ad and girth increase, 
the tree's enlargement becomes rela­
tively less but stays s|)ecificaHy about 
the same. An inch or two of girth 
added to a 48-inch-diamcter bole just 
shows less.
