HOW TO MAKE 

THE PRETTIEST 

HAMMOCK ALOFT 

^implest of all beds in the air. the sea hammock has been 
around since the days of Lord Nelson. Still simple (but 

pretty enough for Lady Hamilton) is this smartened-up, back- 
yard 36-inch bv 78-inch version that anyone who can operate 
a sewing machine can make in a day or so. If you like, you 
can order all the components in a kit ($12.50 ppd.) from the 
Jensen-Lewis Company, 156 Seventh Avenue, New York, N. Y. 
Or. if you prefer to do your own shopping, this (and all prices 
are approximate) is what you will need: 
• 2^3 yards of 50-inch heavy-duty sailcloth duck at 12.20 a 
yard. If you use the kit. vou will have a choice of twenty-four 
colors. 
• 7 yards of 2V2-inch white bullion fringe at 25(' a yard. 
• 3-foot length of 14-inch steel drill rod at 60c 
• 20 ff 2 brass grommets at 5f each. 
• Approximately 60 feet of i/4-inch braided cotton (or nylon or 
manila) sash cord at 3f a yard. 
• 2 steel rings, 2-inch size, at 10c each. 
• 2 #4 screw hooks at lOf each. 

Cut t!ie fabric lengthwise so that the width is 43 inches; 
turn in raw edges \'2 inch. Make a 3-inch fold on each long 
side to form the drop valances and stitch the edge of the fold 
to create a beaded edge. Then turn a 3-inch hem at the head 
end and sew a row of stitching 34 inch from the fold. This 
forms a pocket for the drill-rod stress bar. At the other end, 
follow same procedure and substitute a length of rope instead

of steel bar. Now you are ready to a|)plique. 
Cut out flowers (or birds or butterflies or anything you 

find amusing, I from heavy cotton fabric and applique ihem on 
the hammock in any design you fancy. When sewing them on, 
a zigzag stitch around the outside edge is best, to avoid possi- 
ble fraying. 

Next come the grommets. If you can't borrow a gronnnct- 
ing tool, a kit including the tool, twenty-four grommets and 
full instructions can be purchased at a good hardware store for 
about $2.50. Place the grommets 4 inches apart and 1 inch 
in from edges at head and foot ends of hammock—inside the 
stress-rod pocket at the head and inside of the roped 3-inch 
hem at the foot. 

Now lace the hammock rope alternately through the large 
steel head-and-foot rings (placed 2 feet away from hammock) 
and the grommets, using a continuous rope. Start at the first 
grommet with a large knot and finish the same way at the end. 
When hung, the head of the hammock will have a taut edge 
and the foot will fold into pleats. All you need is two shade 
trees, or one tree and a corner of the house, or simply two posts 
strong enough to support you when you're air-borne.

HOW TO BRING 

YOUR HOUSE 

UP TO DATE 

Keeping your house in tip-top condition 

makes it more comfortable to live in and protects 
your investment potential 

TThe principal incentive for 
' spending money on your house 

is to increase the comfort and 
pleasure it gives to your family— 
what better purpose could there 
be? But a second reason—and a 
good one—is the recognition that 
while you are making your house 
more livable, you are increasing 
its value in case some future day 
you may want to sell it. 

When you live in a house for 
a long time, you often simply ad- 
just to its minor flaws: the hall 
closet that won't open when it 
rains, the doors that swing open 
silently under no one's hand. 
When owners of such a house have 
to move, it can be quite a shock to 
find that these lived-with incon- 
veniences are major drawbacks in 
the cold eye of a potential buyer. 
To him, something as relatively 
trivial as a sagging step means the 
house may fall apart at any min- 
ute. Even architectural assets such 
as high ceilings and big rooms 
may be lost on him when he sees 
a bathtub standing on little feet. 

One day you might have to 
sell your house in a hurry. Many 
of the remodeling projects you had 
planned to do may be still only a 
gleam in your eye. If this should 
happen, the first thing to find 
out is how much you can get for 
the house as is. You may find that 
improvements costing just a few 
hundred dollars can be completed 
in time to increase the value of the 
house tremendously. A real estate 
agent is the best person to advise 
vou on tiiese matters. 

Even if you are not planning 
to sell your house in the near fu- 
ture, it will pay in the long run to 
keep it well-maintained. Small ex- 
penses for minor repairs may 
obviate larger expenses later. 

The outside 

A new coat of paint is an obvious 
first step in sprucing up and pre- 
serving a house. But before paint- 
ing,  look  for  any  repairs that 

should be made first. A sagging 
shutter newly painted still looks 
like a sagging shutter, so have it 
straightened. Porches, especially 
those with wood floors, should be 
kept level and worn boards re- 
placed as needed. It's a good idea, 
too. to straighten steps and add 
new supports to make them firm 
underfoot. You will want to fill 
cracks in concrete walks and in 
the joints of any masonry walls. 

Remember, the front door is 
an important architectural fea- 
ture—repaint it or, if it has be- 
come warped, replace it. New 
hardware should be considered, 
since nothing is more discourag- 
ing than having to struggle to get 
into a house. New lighting fixtures 
for a porch or by the front door 
may also improve the first impres- 
sion that the house makes on vour 
guests—or on a potential buver. 

Wiring 

The amount ot power required to 
service a house has almost quadru- 
pled in the last twenty years. If the 
wiring in your house has not been 
updated in the last seven or eight 
years, the chances are that it is 
inadequate. Blown fuses, insuffi- 
cient light, wobbly television re- 
ception, lights that dim when a 
major appliance is turned on are 
all indications that you don't have 
enough power. You should also 
have enough circuits to allow for 
night lighting of drivewavs and 
terraces. Inadequate wiring is 
more than inconvenient—it is un- 
safe. 

A representative from your 
local power company can examine 
your house and tell what is needed 
to bring it up to date. The wiring 
itself should be checked to see if 
its insulating covering is worn—a 
sure cause of fire. Even if vou do 
not need to rewire (this can be 
fairly expensive), it might be a 
good idea to replace old-fashioned 
switch plates with tap switches.

You might also consider bury- 
ing the power lines leading into 
your house. Too often these heavy 
black cables, draped from a pole 
to the side of the house, spoil 
a pleasant view. (Underground 
cables are also safe from high 
w inds. falling trees, sleet and ice. I 
A built-in television antenna will 
make vour house look neater. ^ our 
house doesn't need to be an elec- 
tric marvel, but do make sure it 
is adequate by today's standards, 
both for convenience and safety. 

Heating 

How is a heating svstem judged? 
A potential buver will usually ask 
tlie following: How much are the 
fuel bills? And what is the fuel? 
Few people today want to live in 
a house that is heated with coal. 
(Only 10 per cent of the houses 
in this country still use it.) If it 
has been a long time since your 
furnace or boiler has been checked 
(it should be done at least once 
a year), call in a heating man 
and let him examine your equip- 
ment. He will probably have to 
make an adjustment or two and 
replace some small parts. He may 

also recommend that ducts or 
pipes be insulated, old thermostats 
be replaced, the furnace or boiler 
thoroughlv cleaned. 

The bathrooms 

Each year plumbing fixture manu- 
facturers offer new designs and 
new colors. Ceramic tiles (see 
page 1261, the classic building 
material for bathroom floors and 
walls, are being made in wonder- 
ful new shapes and patterns. 

Naturally your bathrooms 
have all the facilities, but worn 
floors, sad-looking walls and in- 
adequate lighting can create a 
tired atmosphere that no amount 
of hot water rushing freely out of 
faucets can overcome. This does 
not mean that vou have to strip the 
room bare and start from scratch. 
Sometimes a new- coat of paint 
on the ceiling, replacing a tile or 
two on the floor, or installing a 
new lighting fixture will alleviate 
the drabness. You might replace 
old faucets with newer designs. 
\ou can cover a small chip in a 
porcelain fixture with a special 
porcelain paint. Especiallv if vou 
should have to sell your house, the 
bathroom is a place you can make 
small improvements that will count 
a lot.

Since \^'illiam Kilborn's shop was located at 7 Clinton 
Avenue between 1864 and 1869. your drum must have 
been made during that time. The Kilborns were drum 
makers from 1839 to 1891. William succeeded his father 
George in 1860. The eagle and shield mark it as a 
National Guard drum of the late Civil \^'ar period. 

VICrOlilAN' TANTALUS 

Our oak carrying case holds ttco decan- 
ters, has a brass lock uith hallmarks and 
the words "The Tantalus" on it. What 
does it mean ?       G.C.—Syracuse, N. Y. 

The word tantalus, so appropriate 
here, is the name of a Greek God 
whose peculiar punishment for an 
offense against Zeus gave us the word 
tantalize. Your locked decanter was 
made between 1890 and 1910. . 

Is the mirror shown in the enclosed 
photograph properly called Sheraton? 

R.E.—Middle town, N. Y. 

Yes, it is a Sheraton mirror made in 
this country between 1800 and 1820. 
Mirrors like this one are sometimes 
referred to as tabernacle mirrors be- 
cause shape and design of frame 
somewhat resemble a niche or recess 
common in church architecture.

The lowboy is an excellent example of 
the Queen Anne style. The cabriole 
legs with pad feet are characteristic. 
It was made by a Pennsylvania cab- 
inetmaker about 1720-1750. 

This mark is on the back of a twelve- 
sided plate with oriental design. It has 
been in the family for seventy-five years. 
Where was it made? H.S.—Poland, Ohio 

Your plate was made by Joseph Heath 
& Co., Tunstall, Staffordshire. He op- 
erated a pottery from 1829 to 1843. 

Did this large coffee grinder have a brass 
eagle on top originally? It is marked 
"Star Mill, Philadelphia; Henry Kroem- 
ner, Maker."      N.W.—Glendora, Calif. 

Yes, the lid of the canister probably 
had a brass spread-eagle finial. Henry 
Kroemner was a leading manufactur- 
er of grocery store coflfee grinders, 
both counter and floor models. 

What are the origin and age of my clock? 
Leken-Herstal is written on the face. It 
has been in my family for close to 
hundred years. O.T.C.—Plainvie- 

Yours is a Belgian clock of the wag- 
on-the-wall type, made at Leken- 
Herstal near Liege. The design is 
like others made in England about 
1830-1850. so presumably it was made 
at about the same time.

Though London is 
her home, she is an experienced 
but non-jaded globe-trotter, and 
her keen eye for the decorative 
and art treasures of the countries 
she visits is matched by her cul- 
tivated and adventurous taste for 
their cuisine. 

Belgium is one of the gateways 
to Europe, but all too often 

it is treated solely as that by peo- 
ple who are pressing urgently on 
to the further-flung. 

For example, anybody whose 
mental image of the country is all 
Flemish flatness would get a big 
surprise to find in the Ardennes— 
its easternmost province—a land- 
scape as dramatic as that of the 
Black Forest. Those who imagine 
all gastronomic temples to be in- 
digenous to France might be even 
more surprised to discover, in the 
handful of Brussels" best restau- 
rants (and. indeed, in some pro- 
vincial ones), cuisine equal—and 
on occasion, superior—to that 
over the border. 

The fact that the Belgians 
attach just as much importance to 
the ceremony of food as do the 
French strikes you as soon as you 
settle into one of the better res- 
taurants; you are served, im- 
mediately and quite automatical-

ly. a sliver of fresh pate to toy 
with while vou order your meal. 
The Belgians understand the art 
of "'keeping the appetite," and 
this idea, 1 thought, could well 
be applied to home entertaining 
when one guest (or the food) 
keeps the party waiting beyond 
the peak of appreciative hunger. 

The Bruxellois sit down to 
the business of ordering lunch at 
12:30 and emerge to continue 
the business of the day at 3:00 
in the afternoon, which signifies 
not so much gluttony as a certain 
reverence for the stomach. But it 
presents a problem for the visitor. 
Although the shops stay open 
until 7:00 in the evening, the 
churches, galleries and museums 
close in summer around 5 :00, and 
in winter at 4:00. So a choice 
must be made between art and 
gastronomy, but make it a deci-- 
sive one—that food is too good 
to gulp down. 

The top restaurants are not 
cheap (up to $9 a head, includ- 
ing wine), but on the other hand 
I have rarely eaten better. The 
basic French cooking is applied 
to an adventurous variety of food. 
In the fall, which is the best time 
to go to Belgium, rdble de lievre 
(a very distant relation of jugged 
hare) is one of the standard 
dishes; so is chevreuil (baby 
venison)  cooked in chambertin;

and marcassin (young wild boar ). 
\ ear-round, you will find ovsters 
poached in champagne and sen ed 
in their shells with a peerless 
sauce mousseline. And you should 
venture on such interesting gas- 
tronomic sidetracks as smoked 
salmon baked in a feuillet of pas- 
try, or kidneys sauteed in butter 
and then flambeed, at the last min- 
ute, in gin. This dish or method 
—known as Liegoise—is sim- 
plicity itself to prepare, and verv 
subtle in taste. 

In the old, lower part of the 
city are the restaurants with the 
most atmosphere: Epaule de Mou- 
ton and Filet de Boeuf. both in 
a narrow side street off the Grand" 
Place. In GrandTlace itself are 
the two nicest, in my opinion: 
Le Cygne and La Couronne, fac- 
ing each other but both so 
quietly buried in the facade of 
fifteenth-century buildings that 
one would hardly know them to 
be restaurants at all. Le Cvgne 
is the larger of the two—volup- 
tuously comfortable, with open 
fires and an open grill. Ihe 
Couronne is small and narrow, 
more intimate, decorated with 
Flemish antiques. 

Also in the low part of this 
-plit-level city are the magnificent 
Town Hall, the Guild Houses of 
the GrandTlace hung with golden 
insignia of bakers, brewers, cab- 
inetmakers, boatmen and tailor,*, 
which proclaim it essentially a 
burgher's city. Cars rumble over 
the cobbled streets alongside the 
trams. In the evenings, a festival 
seems to be perpetually going on: 
Crowds jostle each other along 
the sidewalks of the Boulevard 
\dolf Max before brightly lit 
stalls selling frites (part of the 
national diet) and hot. vanilla- 
scented pralines and toffee apples. 
The scene, in fact, engages all 
the senses: Loudspeakers plavintr 
popular music, inevitably Twistv. 
compete with the more sancti- 
monious melodies played on an 
electric piano by a Salvation 
Army lady who seems to be per- 
manently encamped inside one of 
the shopping arcades. And over 
it all is a coruscating explosion 
of lichts. 

The upper city 

Quite different from all of 
this is the modern, upper city of 
streamlined boulevards and dis- 
creet, expensive shops. The Silver 
Grill, the Savoy and the Carlton 
are among the good eating places. 
The most splendid \ iew is from the 
Place Poelaert at the Palais de 
Justice, over the rooftops of the 
old city. The skyline is punctuated 
by the dome of Notre Dame de la 
Chappelle where Breughel is bur- 

ied and the spire of the Town Hall, 
landmarks now joined bv the eight 
silvery globules of the Atomium. 
which looks rather like an aban- 
doned plaything. This curious- 
looking edifice is about the only 
building remaining from the 1958 
Exhibition, and many Belgians are 
understandably critical of the 
waste of money and effort on 
anything so essentially temporal. 
Some of the split-level globes will 
eventually house permanent exhi- 
bitions, and inside the topmost one 
is the inevitable look-out and res- 
taurant. Alas, the sensation of be- 
ing suspended in space gave me a 
distinct feeling of vertigo—espe- 
cially as wintry gales w ere making 
the place sway ever so slightly. I 
came quickly and thankfully down 
to terra firma, deciding to pursue 
instead the trappings of an older 
and more solid civilization. 

Brussels shops 

A visit to the little bar called 
Le Cerf. on GrandTlace. could 
send one hot-foot in pursuit of 
the type of antiques with which 
this, an original  and unaltered 
fifteenth-century   house,   is fur- 
nished. The mellowness of natural 
oak tables polished only with a>ie. 
the lovely old green and amber 
glass, the amplitude of the furni- 
ture are tremendously attractive, 
even  somewhat  elegant. Unfor- 
tunately, shopping for antiques in 
Brussels these days is no longer 
passport to a bargain. The shops 
in Place du Sablon such as Coster- I 
mans have some lovely furniture, | 
French as well as Flemish, but I 
none of it is cheap. In the sur- I 
rounding district that takes its 
name from the square, you may J 
fare better but the best chance 1 
of all is  to  catch  an  auction. ]

souvenir shops if you are mak- 
ing a serious purchase. Among 
the specialists. Madame Foiret at 
17 Rue St. Michel is both reliable 
and knowledgeable on a subject 
very nearly as intricate as the 
workmanship that goes into it.

leries in the Groeninghe Museum 
(incidentally one of the best ap- 
pointed little museums I know), 
which contains ]\Iemlinc's egg- 
shell-textured "Annunciation." 
Van der Goes' "Death of the 
Virgin," and the weird almost 
diabolical "Last Judgment" of 
Hieronymus Bosch. Outside, the 
cobbled streets were quiet and 
empty; the canal waters glacial, 
steely and reflective under the 
thick little stone bridges. 

I was delighted to find the 
Beguinage deserted, too. Prob- 
ably more often photographed 
and painted than any other part 
of the city, this convent enclosure 
of whitewashed houses now be- 
longs to an order of Benedictine 
nuns. In former days, unmarried 
daughters of the gentry led a 
life of quiet, lace-making refine- 
ment at the Beguinage. ^ hat an 
oasis it must have been in Bruges" 
lively, prosperous fourteenth cen- 
tury, when the city was among 
the most important in Europe and 
the Dukes of Burgundy made the 
Prinsenhof one of their most illus- 
trious headquarters! 

In Bruges as in Brussels, the 
pleasures of the table are equal to 
those of the eye. The two best res- 
taurants are the Pannier d'Or in 

the Market Place, and the Due de 
Bourgogne. whose bay windows 
overhang one of the prettiest 
stretches of the canal. I asked the 
patron there for his most tvpical 
dish. His suggestion of "water- 
zooi" sounded unbeguiling. It 
turned out, however, to be a most 
delectable concoction of chicken 
cooked with cream (and some- 
tim.es with fish as well). served in 
a soup plate in the manner of 
moules mariniere. In the kitchen, 
afterwards, I was shown how the 
chicken is cooked in strong stock 
with plenty of parsley and lemon 
juice, to which is then added quan- 
tities of very thick cream and final- 
ly some egg yolks. (That was 
where I came upon the thick sauce- 
pan. ) As with all Continental 
cooking, the question of measure- 
ment simply does not enter into it 
—all is method, with a spoonful of 
soft butter added here, a pinch of 
paprika added there, as the mood 
dictates. 

Antwerp, for a long time the 
cutthroat trading rival to Bruges, 
is also its antidote and in a way 
its complement. It is a great 
spanking, spacious city whose 
cathedral spire and huge ships" 
cranes are silhouetted against the 
skv.   Diamond-cutting   and the

quick turn-around of ships are 
what count in its present-day life. 
So are shops and cabarets and 
cafes (La Rade, the Criterium, 
Le Gourmet sans Chique and a 
string of Chinese restaurants head 
an endless list). 

As befits a city that prides 
itself on being the metropolis 
rather than the capital, its rich 
old buildings are more solid, more 
sober than those of Brussels. (In 
its heyday as a city of the Han- 
seatic League, it was in any event 
more important.) The merchants 
of the time were as much con- 
cerned, one feels, with the busi- 
ness and brass of the day as they 
were with decorations. Even 
Rubens' opulent, fleshy beauties 
owed a lot, surely, to good living. 
His house just off the Meir is an 
example of the somewhat bucolic 
Flemish taste refined by his ap- 
preciation of the Italianate. Above 
all, it is an example of an artistic 
temperament amply rewarded in 
its lifetime. Van Dyck worked in 
Rubens" studio for some time, as 
well as Jordaens. Snyders and 
many others. The Beaux Arts 
Museum, which is far more im- 
pressive than thai in Lirussels, 
contains a formidable collection 
of paintings—German, Italian, 
French and Dutch as well as 
Flemish—spanning nearly four 
centuries, among which, of course, 
the Rubens collection is one of 
the most important. The other 
museum most worth visiting in 
Antwerp is the Mayer Van den 
Bergh collection of primitives. 

Belgian countryside 

The country around the 
Ardennes is another chapter al- 
together. Although you can reach 
Liege, the capital of the region, 
in an hour-and-a-halfs train jour- 
ney from Brussels, the best way is 
to tour the district by car. 

Three risers—the Meuse and 
its tributaries, the Ourthe and 
the .\ml)leve—radiate in a spider's 
web  formation, sometimes in a

pastoral flow through pretty, un- 
dulating country, sometimes carv- 
ing deep gorges lined with Graus- 
tark-type chateaux, as at Durbuy. 
The whole area is spiced by little 
restaurants and inns that, if not 
luxurious, are for the most part 
cozy, hospitable and picturesque 
and you may be as certain of "une 
bonne table." 

A hostelry I specially liked 
was the Val d"Or at Ocquier—a 
delightful old coaching inn set in 
a stony little village with a stream 
running through it. Specialities 
here include truite Ardennaise 
(done with cream and champagne 
sauce) and local ecrevisse in sum- 
mer. At Comblain-la-Tour, in the 
Ourthe valley, is the Hotel St. 
Roche which has a charming ter- 
race for summer dining overlook- 
ing the river. Later in the year 
game is brought to the table by 
the patron who is as good a shot 
as he is a chef. 

Another most attractive 
stretch of road is that between the 
Ourthe and the Ambleve, through 
pretty little towns such as Harze 
where I saw promising-looking 
antique shops, and Lorce and La 
Gleize. It was near here that Von 
Runstedt's' tanks were halted for 
the last time, in December 1944, 
by the American 101st Airborne 
Division. A pleasant place to stay 
is the Trois Marais hotel just east 
of Malmedy, one of the few 
places where attractive modern 
bedrooms have replaced the 
more primitive, coach-house varie- 
ty. Phis which, it is set on the 
heights with a most dramatic view 
over the pine slopes and the val- 
ley. From here, one road runs 
back in a circle toward Spa, 
traversing a high, desolate plateau 
whose beauty may not be to your 
taste, but it appealed to mine. 
Spa itself—the original, I believe 
 reminded me of that erstwhile 
Bohemian beauty, Marienbad: it 
has the same faded, rococo gran- 
deur of abandoned-looking casinos, 
hotels   and   thermal establish-

"Steep thyself in a bowl of summertime," said Vii gil—and the image is still enticing nearly two thousand years later. Al- 

though you'd need a bowl as big as a bathtub to follow his suggestion to the letter, on a terrace you can approximate the 

sensation nicely, summer-day in and summer-day out. Whether your terrace is as big as a dance floor or a mere scrap 

of space off your kitchen, you can turn it into summer headquarters—a peaceful haven for doing just plain nothing as ^\el\ 

as a stage for all your summer parties. For with children home from school, and friends continually dropping by for a dip 

in the pool or a look at the garden, entertaining becomes a constant component of summer days. On a terrace, you can give a 

party at the drop of a hat. You can expand your guest lists, since this extra outdoor room, where the sky is your ceiling 

and the rest of the garden your walls, gives you far more space, both in fact and in fancy, than any room of the house.

The most familiar type—a large 

paved area close to the house—such as the terrace on our cover—usually presents no problems since the kitchen is likely to 

be near enough for you to organize a meal in much the same way as you would a meal in the dining room. The only extra 

equipment you will need is a tea cart or a fleet of sturdy trays to transport everything outdoors. On such a terrace, your 

parties might range from quite formal suppers with lots of little tables skirted to the ground in pale linen cloths topped 

with your best china, to a very informal barbecue with everyone in shorts sitting wherever they find a perch. 

A tiny terrace attached to the house—perhaps off the kitchen or bedroom—offers other opportunities. You can turn 

such a terrace into an intimate second dining room for breakfast or quiet dinner-for-two. And again, you can use the kitchen 

as your center of operations and whisk the meal outdoors to a prettily set table. But a terrace removed from the house—per- 

haps by a pool, a lake or a tennis court—calls for quite different logistics. This is the spot for your most casual parties, and 

the menus and service should be as simple as you can make them. You might prepare everything ahead of time and 

carry it from kitchen to terrace in baskets, or you might set up a barbecue and cook part of the meal on the spot. 

Whatever type of terrace you have, you can give it just as much individuality, comfort and attractiveness as your 

indoor rooms partly by what you plant around it, partly by what you set upon it. The fourth chapter of H&G"s Terrace 

Story (see April, 1962) outlined what to plant around a terrace; on pages 88-91, you will find bright assemblages 
of pretty and practical accessories to make your terrace inviting from dawn to dusk.

You can be every hit as calm and organized with the preparations and presentation of a meal outdoors as 
you are smack in the middle of your kitchen. What you need, mainly, is a place where you can 
assemble cverythin;:, dispense the food when ready and gather together the empty plates and glasses 
when the last mouthful has been consumed. H&G"s Terrace Serving Center was designed with all these ends 
in mind. It supplies you with everything you need for co-ordinating a meal -electric current for 
appliances; hot and cold water in a small fold-down sink; plenty of storage space for dishes, appliances 
and cooking tools; a generous work counter. Yet all this bounty fits into a cabinet 6lj feet tall, 2 feet 
10 inches wide and 1 foot deep that you can build yourself or get a carpenter to put together for you.

"She really lives in her kitchen," a friend once said of Mrs. Maurice Rotival, 

and as soon as you see the kitchen in Mr. and Mrs. Rotival's house in Wood- 

stock, Conn., you can understand why. Nothing about it is run-of-the-mill. It 

is not merely a workroom. It is, in fact, an open-plan suite that offers almost 

everything you need for around-the-clock living except a bed. And the capti- 

vating atmosphere, reminiscent of a carnival with its joyous riot of color and 

embracing sense of welcome, makes everyone who sets foot there w ant to linger. 

Coming through French doors from a flagstone pool-side terrace, you 

enter first a small garden-sitting room. Walk up three steps and you will be 

in a great space, opposite page, with a high, raftered ceiling, walls of creamy 

white and wonderfully juxtaposed accents of deep, soft raspberry red and the 

palest lime green. As you become accustomed lo the surjjrise of space and col- 

or, your eye takes in everything that contributes to the carnival air—paint- 

ings and posters lining walls from floor to ceiling: a distinguished collec- 

tion of Staffordshire porcelain figures assembled by Mrs. Rotival's father, 

the late Hamilton Holt; enormous bouquets of mixed flowers and pots of 

trailing plants, the result of Mrs. Rotival's prodigious green thumb. 

The creator of this ambiance—totally unexpected in a 

kitchen and totally delightful—was Mrs. Rotival herself. A 

small, energetic woman with warm brown eyes and a quick wit, 

she reflects vividly the ten )ears she lived in 

pre-war Paris. She dresses with sure simplicity 

in individual country clothes. She loves to sur- 

round herself with masses of pretty things. She 

adores to cook and does so superbly—has even, 

in this jauiUv stage setting, held gourmet cook- 

ing classes for her friends. They sat comfortably 

in the Windsor chairs at the antique tavern table 

while Mrs. Rotival demonstrated at a plastic- 

topped counter a few feet away under an archway 

topped with a great painted plaster swag.

The cooking center, right, in the original strip, is a wonderfully easy 

spot to work in since everything is within 

arm's reach. Against one wall is a four-burn- 

er, double-oven stove with work counters on 

both sides and handy eye-level open shelves 

for spices, jars of sugar, flour and the like. 

Directly opposite is a long work counter with 

a maple chopping-block inset, and adjoining 

this, the main preparation and washing-up 

counter, beloiv.

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Just as the second car has lost its spuri- 
ous role as a status symbol to become a 
practical necessity, so the second house 

is fast assuming a major place in many families' 
lives. Rather than contend each year with the 
where-shall-we-go-this-summer dilemma and the 
scramble to pack and transport vacation para- 
phernalia, more and more families have recog- 
nized the wisdom of building their own vaca- 
tion houses. It may be a big, family-size house 
like the one that the Fletcher Ashleys built 
on a cliff in Ogunquit, Me., right, or it might 
be as small and inexpensively built as the 
country hideaway of California designer John 
Garden Campbell, which you will see on page 
102. But large or small, the true vacation house 
is no longer a makeshift, rough-and-ready cot- 
tage. It is a second bona fide house planned 
for year-round enjoyment. 

This is a natural outgrowth of today's 
shorter work week, longer and more flexible 
vacations, faster transportation. Now that 
super highways and airplanes put us within easy 
reach of once remote woodlands, lakes or sea- 
coasts, we can savor, all year round, that sense 
of renewal and refreshment that nature so un- 
failingly provides. 

To live up to its billing, a vacation house 
should, of course, be soundly constructed, com- 
fortable in any weather, and also contain the 
amenities and small delights that smooth rou- 
tine and enrich leisure. The expense can be 
amortized in a variety of ways. Some families 
rent their houses during part of the summer 
season, thus reducing the cost of having it 
available for weekends the rest of the year. 
Other people divide the cost and the periods 
of occupancy among several branches of the 
family. Mature couples often plan their vaca- 
tion house as a permanent home for the future 
when they will have retired. 

Whatever its cost or size, the second house 
can be an enlightening adventure in living— 
as these two vacation houses clearly attest.

Anyone who ever spent a childhood summer rambling among the rocks by a wild seacoast, discov- 
ering the treasures of the tide pools or wading in the surging waves, can imagine the delight 

L of architect Fletcher Ashley's four young daughters with the house their father built in Ogun- 
quit, Me. Dubbed The Rockhouse," it perches high on a cliff that plunges 30 feet down to the Atlan- 
tic below, commanding superb views from every room and from the decks that surround it. On the 
big rear deck that extends out over the rocks, you might think you were on a ship, with nothing in sight 
but the expanse of sea and an occasional lobster boat. But from the screened porch and the smaller 
deck that hugs the house (see the plan, above], you survey the ancient rocks and magnificent pines. 

A sliding glass door opens directly from the entrance walk into a living room so big and so carefree 
it seems less like a room than a large and delightful recreation area. The opposite wall composed entirely 
of sliding glass doors opens the room to the porch a'nd deck. At the right of the front door Is a series of 
folding birch doors that close off the kitchen section. The length of the living room serves as a buffer 
between the girls' rooms at one end and their parents' at the other. Mr. and Mrs. Ashley's own quarters in- 
clude a spacious bedroom, dressing room, the bonus of a screened sleeping porch. [Continued on page 101]

The pleasures of this house by the sea 
are by no means confined to sum- 
mer. Often on stormy winter week- 

ends Mr. and Mrs. Ashley drive to "The 
Rockhouse" from their home in Lexington, 
Mass., an hour and a half away, for the exhil- 
aration of watching the snow swirl over the 
cliff while they bask in the secluded warmth 
of the hearth fire. Whatever the season, 
the ruggedly handsome fireplace and the 
warm redwood ceiling add visual excitement 
to the sweeping expanse of living room. 

At the other end of the room is the 
dining area. The space between that and 
the fireplace was deliberately left uninter- 
rupted and uncluttered to allow plenty of 
room for year-round ping pong. But with 
the game table out of the way and the 
glass doors opened wide to the porch, the 
Ashleys have a wonderful, flowing indoor- 
outdoor space for summer parties. 

Thanks to the central location of the 
kitchen, Mrs. Ashley need never be isolated 
from her family and guests while she cooks. 
And she can serve the food right over the 
kitchen counter that doubles as a buffet for 
the living room. But after meals, the fold- 
ing birch doors banish the kitchen from view 
and turn one whole wall of the living room 
into a sleek expanse of light, bright wood.

A house that looks inward 

to its own outdoor haven 

the demand for second houses has grown, vacation sites have correspondingly 
M^^L shrunk, but lakeside cottages, cheek by jowl, or dune bungalows in close parade 

M % rarely offer the seclusion so highly valued in a vacation retreat. This ubiquitous 
problem was neatly side-stepped, however, by the house that California designer John 
Garden Campbell built for himself on a 60-by-60-foot lot in the foothills of the Sierra 
Nevadas. Instead of looking outward, his house turns inward to face a glass-walled court 
that brings the outdoors into the very heart of the building. Open to the sky and lush 
with plants and flowers in pots and tubs, the court is like an enchanting garden. Yet 
it Is an inseparable part of the house and through its glass walls you can see the whole 
32-by-40-feet of interior as one flowing space—a continuity which is emphasized by the 
use of the same flooring throughout. The walls and ceiling as well as the floor are all 
of 2-by-6-inch tongue-and-groove white fir planks, nailed to a post and beam framework, 
and the whole structure rests on ready-made concrete piers. As a happy result of this 
simple construction, the architect was able to build the house for approximately $7,800. 

Since the court brings light and air to the whole house, there are only four exterior 
windows. Two at the front are fitted with obscure glass jalousies that let in air but 
screen from sight a neighboring house. At the back, glass doors flanked by a pair of 
clear windows take in an unobstructed view of lush green valley and rolling hills which you 
can see through the court as you come in the front door. (Continued on the next page)

Few words of welcome or solicitude can make you feel as 

wanted in someone else's house as a pretty, thoughtfully 

appointed guest room. If you have a room you can keep 

sacrosanct to that end, fine. But, as you will see on the 

following seven pages, almost any room in the house can 

be made, pro tem, into a guest room that you, or anyone 

else, would love to stay in. Strip it of extraneous trappings, 

add the amenities you look for yourself when you go on 

a visit, and don't forget the ones you could cheerfully dis- 

pense with that to some people are practically necessities. 

Even if you don't smoke, remember the people who 

do, and set out the ashtrays—lipped to hold a burning cigar- 

ette and bigger than a fifty-cent piece. Since millions of 

people read in bed (or they'd never go to sleep), provide 

your guest bed with a good reading light and set out a 

few new books and a cross-section of magazines.

mart strategy for gamesmen 

rhe familiar necessity for including dining furniture in 
the living room proves a bright asset in this lighthearted 

room. For the dining area, abloom with color and sparked 
by treasures of little price, blithely sidesteps the limitations 
of its dining room role to play a two-way game—performing 
around the clock as a recreation corner for the living room. 

Its simple strategy is based on furniture that bears no in- 
hibiting label: "reserved for mealtime only." Instead of the 
standard buffet, there is a pair of tall chests, right, with a 
shelf between. The small drawers are just the right size for 
silver. The long ones hold place mats and napkins, and there 
are enough drawers to spare for playing cards, games and 
even the small toys the children use in the living room. The 
shelf between the chests, when cleared of its bright freight, 
makes an ample serving center. By the same token, the roomy 
round table and vinyl-covered swivel chairs are, visually and 
practically, good companions to the living room furniture. The 
chairs are comfortable enough for hours-long sessions of chess 
or Summit, the challenging cold-war game spread out on the 
table, opposite page. (For more of today's fascinating new 
games, turn to page 117.) Over the table, a lamp with a plastic 
shade folded and fluted in the airy manner of Japanese Ori- 
gami, sheds light that is soft enough for dining, yet clear 
enough for games. 

Above all, the exuberant colors and the spontaneous scat- 
tering of gay accessories testify brilliantly to the more-fun- 
than-money spirit of the room. The 6-by-9-foot cotton rug, 
with its stripings of H&G's Tangerine and other heady reds 
and pinks, packs a roomful of excitement into its small area 
and sets a theme that reverberates in the Tangerine of the 
armchair and curtain borders, in the bright ceramic wedges 
that top the small chairside table and in such pretty fantasies 
as the masses of paper flowers blooming in baskets atop the 
chests. Amplifying the effectiveness of all these colors- is the 
painting which, in its unselfconscious charm, seems to express 
the whole spiril of a room planned as a setting for fun.

Sturdy sail- 
cloth makes the sofa slipcover and curtains, all of which can 
go into the washing machine without a murmur. The fiat, un- 
pleated curtains can even breeze through an automatic ironer. 
To make them takes no sleight of hand with scissors or thread, 
for you merely stitch the straight border bands, folded double, 
to the center panels. 

The buff'et shelf, simply a board on brackets, is a do-it- 
yourself maneuver within the scope of even the unhandiest 
handy man. Surprisingly enough, so is the paneled ^vall. For 
what look like individual planks are really large 4-bv-8-foot 
sheets of hardboard which are no trick at all to nail in place.

pleasure

EDITOR'S NOTE: Pure pleasure, as Walter Kerr defines it, 

is "'that intoxicating state in witicli the whole man finds himself 

centered on, and in, a sensation of having just been born 

and having just been set free and having been born for the freedom 

he is feeling." As drama teacher. Broadway director, playwright, 

and, since 1951, drama critic of the New York Herald Tribune, 

Mr. Kerr's own ivork lias been focused upon a venerable source 

of pleasure, ivhich undoubtedly accounts for the thoughtful, 

finely textured argument of his new book "The Decline of Pleasure" 

published by Simon and Schuster. The following injunction, 

designed to preserve the purity of pleasure, is a condensation 

of the chapter titled "The Prohibitions That Become Freedoms." 

The twentieth centui\ has relieved us of labor 
wf^^^^W w ithout at the same time relieving us of the con- 
^^K^^ viction that only labor is meaningful. Although 

we assume ourselves to be a people possessed of 
unusual opportunities for leisure, we are actually occupied 
in more and more ^vork. 

Work-minded as we have become, we are not yet wholly 
unaware of a A\ orld that exists, or was meant to exist, apart 
from work. We have, for instance, a memory of pleasure: 
Fragments of idle and delightful hours freely squandered 
when we were younger come back now' and then to haunt 
us. We are vaguely aware that an uncorrupted pleasure 
awaits us somewhere, if we can onlv learn to forgive our- 
selves for taking it; we sense that the taking is both pos- 
sible and desirable. 

•it «• 

The habits that keep us alive are the habits that keep 
us unhappy. 

The one thing, really, that stands between the mind and 
its pleasure is its powerful drive, developed over the long 
struggle for survival, toward possessing and devouring what- 
ever promises it pleasure. The mind grabs out at goodness 
to be able to feel its presence in the fist, after which the 
treasure is hoarded in the attic: it is in the fist and in the 
attic that it loses its charm. 

Have you ever noticed that, of six or seven books lying 
about on the living room table, the one you own is the one 
you w ill defer reading? You may offer several most plausible 
reasons for this state of affairs. The fact that it is owned 
means that it needn't be read just now : It can be read at 
any time (w hich very often means that it w ill never be read 
at an\ time, and the longer it is owned the slimmer are its 
chances I. The books that are not ow ned—that are borrowed 
or rented—ought logically to come first on any virtuous 
man s list. 1 should give my earliest attention to a book that 
has been borrowed in order to return it at the earliest pos- 
sible moment, shouldn't I? But do I really read it now out 
of consideration for the friend who has loaned it, racing to 
get it back to him? Or do I read it now and forget to get 
it back to him for months and months? Similarly, I am 
simply behaving sensibly if I first pick up the lending-library 
book that is costing me five or fifteen cents a day. But just 
what was it. earlier this afternoon, that made me pluck that 
volume from the lending-library shelf when I knew perfectly 
well that I had a new' and unread book of my own at home? 

The painting I own is the painting I should need to be, 
born again, with new eyes, to see. I loved it once, of course,^ 
or 1 should never have made such a sacrifice to seize it and; 
carry it home. For a day or two my delight in it seemed 
almost to be increased by the exhilaration of my owning it. 
Lately, though, it is only a visitor who has never visited me 
before, or who has not visited me very often, who sees it. 
I do indeed continue to point it out, to answer questions 
about it. to show it off—and in doing these things I glance 
at it. But no glance could be more glancing. My eyes flicker, 
familiarly, across its surface with some pride, some anima- 
tion, some bonhomie; but not with love. The painting does 
not still me. On the contrar). I am to be heard babbling away 
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for as long as seems socially suitable, after which I go mix 
the drinks. And when no visitor is there, the painting is not 
there, either. I pass it a dozen times a day as though it were 
a nondescript stranger. I own it. It is mine. 

Is there something about permanence, or the promise 
of permanence, that is opposed—in essence—to the experi- 
ence of pleasure? 

This may, in a strange way, be so. The contemplative 
act, the sustained and loving surrender of attention to some- 
thing no more than intuitively known, yields its profound 
gratifications only at the price of certain peculiar sacrifices. 
I suppose "sacrifices" is itself a peculiar word to be apply- 
ing to the begiiinings of pleasure: Surely the search for de- 
light should be the one search of our lives that ought to be 
conducted with abandon, without thought of restraint, with- 
out giving up anything. 

To put a finger on the "thou shalt nots" that circum- 
scribe, and thereby protect, the possibilities of pleasure, we 
are forced to turn to the contemplatives who have most 
assiduously analyzed the nature of the act they are perform- 
ing. These are, of course, the religious contemplatives, those 
who have spent their lives rather than their Sunday after- 
noons attempting to perfect a kind of knowing. The object 
of their knowledge is, to be sure, quite different from the 
object the rest of us are normally after: They are preparing 
themselves for an intimate, immediate experience of God, 
whereas most of us will be content with an intimate, and 
immediate, experience of creatures like ourselves and the 
common earth we walk. 

What have these professed contemplatives to tell us about 
the possible guarantees of a possible happiness, apart from 
the fact that all infusions of joy are bound to be separated 
by long dark nights? The first thing they have to tell us is 
that there are no guarantees. We are unable to force the ex- 
perience. Unlike the force we apply to the universe when 
we are intent upon wresting from it its working secrets, the 

^-N power we exercise now is a simple power of 
^jlj^^B^W sensitivity—of being able to respond rather 

^^H^ than ravage. We are engaged in an act of sub- 
mission, of invitation, of biding our time until 

the forsylhia blooms. Armed attack will get us nowhere, 
which is why the party that everyone tries to make "go" 
is the party that will leave everyone's nerves shattered, and 
why the determined evening of quiet with a rewarding book 
will so often undermine its rewards and make the quiet in- 
tolerable in direct proportion to the vigor of its delerniina- 
lion. We cannot ourselves create what recreates us. We can 
only lay ourselves open to friendly invasion, aware that we 
are subject to the most extraordinary impressions of pleasure 
and e(iually auare that the visitation comes from without, 
touching liie within of its own volition. 

This sounds rather as though we were talking about an 
oriental quietism, a passive drowsing in which both intelli- 
gence and feeling abdicate their seats in the human parlia- 
ment—and as though we were utterly helpless in our pursuit 
of pleasure because pleasure must come as an accident. In 
point of fact, we have all had experiences of unbidden pleas- 
ure, surges of something close to ecstasy that came with 

as little warning as a car hurtling out of a driveway. 
It is also clear to us that such experiences are so rare as 

to offer us no real hope in the dilemma of our dailiness. Re- 
newal must either come oftener or be dismissed as having no 
sustained role to play in the rhythm of our lives. If, as the 
religious contemplative is entirely dependent upon a stirring 
of God, I am entirely dependent upon the stirring of a 
Monet—I can do nothing to improve the painting, no honing 
of mine will make its shaft pierce me deeper—am I altogether 
impotent? Can't I help? 

^-v I can help by learning how to keep my help- 
ful hands out of things. This is a more active 

^^K^^ procedure than it sounds. Out of the goodness 
of our hearts, or of gratitude for favors not yet 

bestowed, or perhaps in the hope of being invited again, we 
feel a powerful urge to bring to the feast an imposing bottle 
of wine or a carefully selected ornament to be hung on the 
wall. This creates complications. The host has a wine of his 
own; dare he serve it now (it is the only suitable wine) or 
must he honof the donor by breaking out his, thereby de- 
stroying the scheme for the dinner? When an ornament is 
obviously expensive, or even obviously good, must it be hung 
on the walls that one means to li\e with and that one had so 
wistfully wished to display as personal? Some guests are 
nuisances because it is impossible for them to be guests. 
They are hosts and hostesses eternal, and in many mansions. 

The contemplative act rigorously requires that all who 
seek its benefits come empt\-handed. It is very hard for God 
or for Dauniier to put anything into a closed fist. Sheer de- 
light must always begin in sheer disinterest, so that there 
shall be room for all of it to enter. ]\o corners dare to be 
marked "reserved." 

It does not make a great deal of difference what kind 
of thought preoccupies a man: any preoccupation, even with 
the object at hand, places cataracts over his eyes. If the pre- 
occupation is external, busy with matters uinelatcd to the 
experience, the defeat of the experience is automatic. If the 
preoccupation is directly concerned with the matter of one's 
pleasure—if one's thoughtful mind is centered on the party 
or the painting—virtually as much static is threatened. 

Perhaps in order to get the most out of an experience I 
take great pains to "bone up" on the experience. I read the 
play carefully before I go to see it. I read the long introductory 
critique to a classic before exposing myself to what the author 
has written. I read program notes at a concert. I learn all I 
can about the background of someone I am going to meet, 
in order to be able to draw him out about his "major in- 
terests.'" The result is that I never do see or hear what is 
happening; I see or hear, or perhaps am dismayed not to 
see or hear, what I have read. 

We might pause, at this point, to offer sympathy to the 
newly met stranger who is asked all the '"right questions" in 
order to put him at his ease. He is being asked to deliver 
his standard lecture about himself land his work) and his 
weariness is immediately transi)arent. What he really wanted 
to meet was vou. What he really wanted to talk about was 
anything at all—even the weather—but not the so intelligent 
subjects that have been introduced. [Continued on page 160)

Some decorative effects require a 
plant to look movable luithout actu- 
ally being movable. If the container 
is small, you may find a happy solu- 
tion by hanging it from an overhead 
beam or eave, such as the three bas- 
kets of donkey-tail sedum (S. mor- 
ganicmum) that adorn ivithout dis- 
turbing the sand bed in the Pasadena 
courtyard ABOVE. The reason the 
cedar, OPPOSITE PAGE, is less port- 
able than it looks is the weight of 
the earth around its roots (in the case 
of this simple redwood tub, 250 to 
350 pounds, depending on San Fran- 
cisco's rainfall). In a planter like 
that beside the ced^r. potted plants 
may be rearranged for varied effects. 

There is no plant shelf like a terrace. A terrace is flat: 

it is stable: it is waterproof: it is big. It makes pot gar- 

dening all but mandatory. And few gardeners can resist 

the temptation to place at least a few plants somewhere 

about the paved area—to frame a flight of steps, to set 

off a doorway, to mark a boundary, to give emphasis 

to a vista. Plants are easy to care for on a terrace, on 

almost an assembly line basis. They can be grouped for 

easy watering, fertilizing and spraying against common 

pests and ailments. Above all. you can change pot plants 

as easily as vou can change vour mind—and as often. 

If you can ascribe one outstanding virtue to the 

practice of pot gardening, that virtue is spontaneity. 

Even with containers so big that you can scarcely move 

them without risking a slipped disc, you can achieve 

a satisfyingly impromptu look. And the more you ex- 

periment with pot gardening, the more ways you dis- 

cover to give a sense of lively variety to what may 

properly be called your terrace landscape. 

You can put big plants—the kind of shrubs and 

small trees that are most often seen with their roots 

firmly planted in the open ground—in big tubs, and 

place them where their seeming portability adds spe- 

cial interest to the natural beauty of the plant ( see cedar, 

opposite page). You can put little plants in little pots 

and place them wherever a dramatic color accent, a 

swift burst of fragrance, a softening touch of leaf or 

stem will be most welcome. Or, you can step across the 

thin line that separates pot gardening from planter gar- 

dening and put several plants in a single fixed container 

or plant bed for what amounts to a true garden effect. 

You can get these small-scale garden effects by com- 

bining species that are essentiallv pot plants by nature. 

There are literalK hundreds of such plants, when you 

stop to review them, and you can combine them beau- 

tifully in what are nothing less than super dish gardens 

such as the dramatic examples at the bottom of page 122. 

While there is almost no limit to the number of 

ways you can use plants and plant containers to beautify 

your terrace, there is a very definite limit to the num- 

ber of liberties vou can take with the roytine of pot 

plant care. Without the buffering action of almost un- 

limited soil that surrounds plant roots in the open gar- 

den, ) our terrace pots are especially vulnerable to sud- 

den and rapid drying out during hot speljig; or when 

swept by drying winds, bathed in over-friendly sun. 

Good drainage is essential for pot plants, lest summer 

rains literally drown the plants. As for further specifics 

of pot practice, let the rest of the story speak ior them.

One of the most delightful aspects of pot gardening is the special 
opportunity it gives you (call it a challenge if you prefer I to 
enhance the decorative value of a u ell-chosen container uith the 
intrinsic beauty of the plants you elect to put in it. The range 
of container choice is fust as great as the range of plant choice. 
It runs all the way from the time-honored wood tubs for tree-like 
plants—standard fuchsias, lantanas, geraniums, such as these 
flanking a metal box of hydrangeas in San Francisco. 1, to enor- 
mous wrought-iron trays. 2, that contain a variety of small heat- 
and drought-resistant desert plants in Pasadena. Ice plants (mem- 
bers of the mesembryanthemum group) are almost indispensable 
for such situations, and their innumerable floivering forms are set 
off especially well by clumps of ornamental grass, one of the best 
of which, ordinary blue fescue (Festuca glauca), will grow in al- 
most every one of our fifty states. Even in dry country, drain holes 
should be provided in the container as well as a surface mulch of 
stone chips to repel heat, keep roots cool. Evergreen ivies, 3, are 
among the pot gardener's truest friends. They may hang in pots 
or moss balls, spill from boxes of every size and shape, hide ple- 
beian clay pots. They survive considerable shade. As for special 
container adaptations, there is no end to them except as your 
imagination dictates. A lovely and delicate marble font, 4, makes 
a pretty bower for a small cherub on a San Francisco terrace, 
with white geraniums in plain clay pots at the base, tumbling white 
petunias over a brick wall behind. A supply of plants in individual 
pots makes possible an unfailing procession of bloom all season.

It may be that one swallow cannot, after all, make a summer, hut 
one plant used in the right place in the right ivay can make a 
terrace, practically single-handed. No startling container design 
nor any rare or remarkable plant is required to turn the trick, 
merely taste and. imagination as applied to both plant and pot. 
A garlanded terra-cotta urn, 5, washed white and containing 
four or five florist's pelargoniums, strikes a sweetly nostalgic note 
at the end of a fieldstone wall in New England. In California, 
the smooth sheen of a lead lavabo, 6, makes a handsome foil for 
fastidious fern fronds against a shady wall. Primroses fill a par- 
ticularly handsome cement box, 7, in Holland's Keukenhof. A 
walled terrace, 8, beside Belvedere Lagoon in San Francisco Bay 
is the other side of the one on the cover of April H&G, 9. Here, 
plant boxes are an integral and permanent part of the terrace 
design, although the plants are drawn from an inventory of sev-

Put small pots wherever ijoii can make room 

One uncommon hurst of color ran transform the commonptacc 

A pot plant needs less justification for its presence in 
the random context of terrace living than almost any- 
thing else except friendship and hospitality. And uhile 
you can't ituike anything very earth-shaking out of a 
pink pelargonium, you can't overlook it either if it is 
within view at all. The same is true in one degree or 
another of every plant that can be stuck into a pot or 
box and set down where it will catch your eye and re- 
fresh your spirit. For example, eight or nine pretty pots, 
chosen for harmony of both color and scale, give warmth 
and casual charm to a rather formal flight of terrace 
steps, 1. An entirely different effect is achieved by the 
bronze leaf rosettes of evergreen Eurya dchnacea in an 
Italian ring pot beside a woods path, 2. Here, special 

- interest is given an adjacent picnic terrace by placing a 
single potted plant in a setting where plants are growing 
naturally all around. .Ascending plant boxes. 3, follow 
a New England farm stair to form an unusual and effec- 
tive balustrade. Less primly, dish gardens of small suc- 
culents trim a stair in the Los Angeles .4rboretum, 4. 
One inspired example of pot gardening in excelsis is the 
casual insertion of a 4-inch pot, 5, in place of an edging 
block. And of course the old-fashioned strawberry jar, 
6, needs neither introduction nor apology, even when it 
is filled with Sugar Plum petunias instead of fruit.

Sometimes it pays to carry coals to Newcastle. At first 
glance it might sound ridiculous to say that the balcony 
rail, 7, ABOVE, cried out for five pots of geraniums to 
make it attractive.

■ We have little excuse for relegating ceramic tile to the bathroom, in 

spite of the fact that today's new designs and colors can give that room 

a brilliance it hasn't known since Pompeii. For ceramic tile is much 

wider in decorative scope, and its history is as venerable and as in- 

tricate as the family tree of civilization. Almost 4,000 years ago, the 

stylish Cretans were using faience-inlaid walls as a background for their 

elegant painted furniture. At the same time and subsequently, the Chi- 

nese, the Persians, the Syrians and the Romans were all tile happy—and 

with reason, for ceramic tile was, and is, one of the handsomest of 

building materials. 

The Moors, when they built the Alhambra, probably brought the use 

of tile to its zenith. The influence of this one building on Spain and 

the Mediterranean countries has remained unequaled, and is still to be 

seen in our current preoccupation with Spanish architecture, furniture 

and the tiles that go with them. The Victorians were equally apprecia- 

tive of tile. Some of the elaborately tiled Moorish-patterned floors 

in their entrance halls and conservatories were wonderful and not at all 

incongruous companions for their tasseled and convoluted furniture. The 

growing popularity today of the tile-paved atrium or inner courtyard ( a 

Roman concept) is further evidence of the marvelous versatility of tile. 

The custom of framing fireplaces with Delft tile began in seventeenth- 

century Holland, swept over Europe, enjoyed a great vogue in Colonial 

America, was revived in the late nineteenth century during the Eastlake 

period, and can be found today in any number of contemporary houses. 

These quaint blue and white tiles are charming partners for furniture 

of almost any design—contemporary as well as Flemish or Chippendale. 

The successful use of ceramic tile, however, depends as much on prop- 

er installation as on choice of design. You can't walk into a depart- 

ment store and buy tile by the package. Either you or your architect 

must obtain the material from a tile contractor who will also lay it in 

its place. Any tiles larger than 2 inches square are usually mounted 

piece-by-piece. Smaller sizes are factor)-mounted on 1-foot squares of 

paper. These sections are applied to the wall or floor, the paper washed 

off the face of the tile and the joints filled with grout. 

Once the tile is laid, the joints, usually gray or white, form an 

all-over pattern. If you like, the grout can be tinted to match the 

tile, or pale tiles can be accented with grout stained a vivid color. 
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The picturesque paving so loved by 

Capo di Monte artisan? is recreated in 

a dining room with 8-inch-square Italia r 

tiles laid in a framing of teak to form 

an under-table island. Tiles are painted 

with sunbursts of blue, green and 

yellow, then heavily glazed. Four tiles 

are needed to complete the design, sixteen 

for the entire island. Tiles bv Flavia.

New tiles with new flair 

A handsome, easy-to-care-for frame for 

a fireplace is composed of blue and white 

tiles patterned with stylized flowers 

in a latter-day version of old Delft 

workmanship. Each tile is 6 inches square 

and 14 hich thick. The joints are white 

and the perimeter wood molding is painted 

to match the blue of the tile. Early Delft 

tiles were used in the same manner, and 

in pre-central-heating Germany, ceramic 

tiles were applied to the surfaces of 

huwe stoves.

To assemble bands, 
insert grommets 4 inches apart and 2 inches in from the edge of each rug with 
a grommet machine, ABOVE, f You can buy one together with a supply of grommets 
at a hardware store.) Then join rugs together with bright red wool tape laced 
back and forth shoelace style through the grommet holes. Furniture by George Tanier. 
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A scalloped border of dark brown felt dotted witli 
oversize buttons trims a pale sandstone area rug for 

a study. Border is actually the extension 
of a mat, 60 by 84 inches, that backs the whole rug. 

Attach the mat to the rug with double-faced tap' 
so it can be removed easily when the rug is cleaned. 

The buttons are made from wooden draiver pulls. 
Saw off base (see ABOVK^ drill holes in 

center, coat with paint or stain and stitch to felt 
with rug yarn. Furniture by Dunbar. 

A double line of outsize cable cord defines the shape 
and accents the color of an oval rug. Cord fits 

neatly into carved lines of rug border. Attach with 
rug yarn, sewing through rug from the back (see BELOW^ 

then over the cord and into the rug again. Pull 
yarn taut so that it will disappear into the strands of 

cable cord. In this bedroom, dark green cord on a yellow rug 
emphasizes dominant colors of bedspread and 

matching wallpaper.

WINE AND FRUIT- 

the perfect summer companions 

By James A, Beard 

It seems quite natural that wine 
and fruit should be happy togeth- 
er. After all, wine is the fermented 
juice of a fruit. Epicures have long 
delighted in the combination, 
whether it be a ripe pear from the 
orchard and a glass of red wine, or 
a fine bowl of raspberries laved 
with port. Brandies, also, being the 
distillation of wines, go well with 
almost all fruits. 

Now that the summer fruit 
season is here, we can indulge in 
the fun of some matchmaking, re- 
membering that the harmony de- 
pends on how well the fruit and 
wine agree. The particular flavors 
should enhance each other and 
blend subtly. 

Some wines, such as Chablis, 
are too dry and flinty to make 
pleasant accompaniments for fruit. 
Some fruits, notably those of the 
citrus family, do not go well with 
wines. (These are happier with a 
touch of one of the brandies.) 

And now to matching up some 
good dining partners. 

Strawberries 
These red, juicy berries, usually the 
first fruits of summer, go well with 
many wines—light reds, whites and 
rich dessert wines—either served as 
an accompaniment or added to the 
berries as flavoring. 

TO DRINK WITH 
STRAWBERRIES 
Serve luscious sweet berries whole 
with the stems on. If you wish sugar, 
you may provide a mound of pow- 
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dered sugar for dipping; or hull the 
berries and sugar them. 
Beaujolais ilightly cooled)

Moselle regions (cooled)

TO FLAVOR STRAWBERRIES

Or wash and hull strawberries, 
arrange in a shallow dish, add a red 
Bordeaux or Beaujolais wine (P/->-2 
cups for 3 pints strawberries), sugar 
to taste and let stand several hours. 

Raspberries 

A bowl of perfect fresh raspberries 
lightly sugared is one of the most 
delicate desserts, yet it is a much-neg- 
lected treat. Serve a delicate wine.

TO FLAVOR RASPBERRIES 
Vi ash raspberries and sugar to t;iste. 
Add any of the following:

-Although raspberries take well 

to port and Marsala, the creme de 
cassis brings out their best flavor. 

An outstanding dessert is fresh 
raspberries, jraises des bois ( wild 

.strawberries) and fresh strawberries, 
sweetened with a touch of creme de 
cassis and served over vanilla ice 
cream. \^ ith it drink a mellow, soft 
champagne (a sec or extra dry). 

Figs 
Figs are as delectable as a first course 
as they are for dessert, and wine goes 
well with them at either time. Fresh 
figs with prosciutto are one of the 
taste treats of a summer and make a 
perfect beginning for a luncheon. 
Allow 3-4 figs per person. Peel them, 
slice and top with strips of prosciutto: 
or serve whole peeled figs wrapped 
with strips of prosciutto.

For dessert, it is excellent 
alone or in combination with other 
fruits. The many varieties of melons 
all take kindly to wines—either a 
white wine that is not too flinty and 
sharp, or light red wines or roses. And 
for dessert, sweet wines are often an 
exotic touch.

They have a definite flavor and need 
a wine with vigor. Serve apricots 
whole, to be eaten out of hand, or 
peel and slice them and sugar lightly, 
if necessary.

Monbazillac from  Gascony   (a lus- 

cious sweet wine) 

Peaches and nectarines 
The peach almost demands wine as an 
accompaniment, but it is very selec- 
tive. Sweet dessert wines and forti- 
fied wines, such as port, sherry and 
madeira, do not enhance its flavor. 
The classic choice for peaches is 
champagne. Interestingly enough, red 
wines are also good, and even some 
of the brandies. 

Nectarines, if thoroughly ripe, 
are a good fruit to eat from the fruit 
bowl, but they are probably more 
pleasing when poached in a plain 
vanilla-flavored syrup. 

To poach, peel the nectarines, 
leaving them whole. Make a sugar 
syrup by bringing P_> cups sugar, 
\^-2 cups water and a 1-inch piece of 
vanilla bean to boil in a skillet and 
cooking .5 minutes. Add the nectar- 
ines (this amount of syrup is enough 
for six) and poach them gently over 
a low flame, turning occasfoMally and 
spooning the syrup over them so they 
poach evenly. When thj nectarines 
are tender but still firm,*rejTiove to a 
serving dish and cool. 1' 

Peaches can be poached in a

yV merican life at home and at leisure has undergone many changes in recent years, and one of 

the pleasantest of our new activities is dining on the terrace in warm weather. The prevalence 

of outdoor partying has had two happy results. Terrace meals are now as well organized, pre- 

pared and presented as any indoor dinner, and the relaxed atmosphere of outdoors has led 

to a great deal more latitude in the type and range of food served. ( As one hostess remarked, 

people are inclined to be a lot more adventurous when they are eating alfresco.) Much of 

the credit for this is due to the wonderful abundance of outdoor cooking equipment and the 

invaluable electrical servers and insulated containers that keep hot foods really hot and 

cold foods really cold—essential for an enjoyable meal. With such help at hand, there 

is no reason to fall back every time on the trusty grilled steak and tossed salad. Outdoor 

menus can be as varied, as simple or as elaborate as you will. It's a good idea, if you 

are doing some of the cooking on the spot, to plan a menu the bulk of which can be 

done ahead and refrigerated, or reheated at the last minute, and to take advantage of 

seasonal fruits and good cheeses for an easy dessert. Outdoor parties are more fun for 

everyone {the hostess included) if now and then you go all-out and serve something 

really different. A feast of crawfish, if you can find these tiny, juicy crustaceans, tastes 

great in the open air. So does a spicy Mexican meal or a whole luncheon composed of hot 

and cold hors d'oeuvres. And if you have an outdoor chef in your family who burns to prove 

that man's place is behind the grill, urge him to something more adventurous than a porter- 

house steak—he'll revel in the compliments. The menus that follow, arranged for different oc- 

casions at different times of day, are just a small sampling of the delights of terrace cooking

Next to the loaves place platters 
of sliced salami, ham and bologna, sliced cheeses, 
sliced onions, tomatoes and pickles, hot peppers 
and greens. Keep cooked Italian sausages hot in a 
chafing dish. Let each guest make his own hero. 

Grilled Cheeseburgers 

3 pounds ground beef 
1 pound grated Cheddar cheese 
3 tablespoons catsup 

cup chopped onion 
1 tablespoon salt 
1 teaspoon freshly ground black pepper 
Buttered buns 

Mix all ingredients, except buns, and form into 
4-ounce patties. Pile them between sheets of waxed 
ijaper or foil and place on a platter or board next 
to the grill. Have an equal amount of buttered buns. 
Appoint a grill monitor to keep guests moving. 

French Frankfurters 

These French frinks should be prepared in the 
kitchen and sent out to the party in relays. 

With an apple corer make a hole the long way 
ihrough individual French rolls. In each one put a 
good dab of butter. Place the rolls in a 350° oven 
to heat for 12 minutes. Meanwhile, heat frank- 
furters. Brush each frank with mustard and slip 
it into a hot roll. Serve at once. A tray of assorted 
relishes is a nice addition. 

Hot Potato Salad 

3 pounds small neiv potatoes 
1 pound bacon 
3 large onions, chopped very fine 
1/2 cup vinegar 
6 scallions, chopped very fine 
Salt, pepper 
12 hard-cooked eggs 

Cook the potatoes in boiling salted water until just 
tender. Plunge into cold water and peel at once. 
Cut into quarters while still warm. 

While the potatoes are cooking, fry the bacon 
until crisp. Remove the Lacon and crumble it. Add 
the chopped onions to the hot bacon fat and cook 
until just faintly colored. Add the vinegar, chopped 
scallions, salt and pepper and blend. Pour this 
sauce over the potatoes and toss well. Garnish with 
crumbled bacon and quartered hard-cooked eggs.

Use large containers of ice cream and ice cream 
dippers. Provide a bar with fresh raspberries and 
strawberries, crushed and sugared, a variety of 
jams and preserves in bowls, bananas, chopped 
pecans, chopped almonds, chopped peanuts, choco- 
late syrup, whipped cream and cherries—both 
maraschino and candied. 

Serve brownies and sugar cookies, too.

Arrange tubs of ice (washtubs are good for this 
job) filled with cold bottled drinks. Fill large in- 
sulated jugs—the type with spigots—with lemon- 
ade made from lemonade mix with a few drops of 
raspberry syrup added for color.

Have the roast honed and tied. Rub with dry 
mustard and thyme. Make a marinade of the '2 
cup sherry, V2 cup soy sauce, garlic and ginger and 
pour over it. Let the pork marinate for about 2 
hours, turning it several times as it snaks. You may 
let it stand all night in the refrigerator and roast it 
early in the morning if you wish. 

To cook, remove from the marinade and ar- 
range a meat thermometer in the thickest part of 
the roast. Cook at 32.5°, allowing about 25 minutes 
per pound. Baste with the marinade. When the 
thermometer reads 175°, the pork is done.

1 tablespoon cornstarch 
3 egg yolks 
Juice of I lemon 
Chopped parsley 

Cut the leek, celery, green pepper and carrots into 
fine julienne strips and saute with the shallots in 
oil until lightly colored. Arrange the vegetables on 
the bottom of a deep saucepan, season with salt 
and pepper to taste and add 1 cup white wine. 
Arrange sweetbreads ( unblanched and uncleaned) ^ 
on the vegetables and cover. Simmer the sweet- 
breads and vegetables for % hour over medium 
heat. 

Remove the sweetbreads and cool them be- 
tween wet towels. Drain the vegetables and save 
the liquid. Measure 1 cup of the liquid, add the 
remaining 1 cup white wine and the cornstarch. 
Simmer until slightly thickened. 

Clean the sweetbreads, adding the membranes 
and trimmings to the drained vegetables. Puree the 
vegetables in an electric blender and add to the 
thickened white wine broth. Beat the egg yolks 
lightly and add. Cook slowly, stirring constantly, 
until the broth thickens, but do not let it boil. Add 
lemon juice and taste for seasoning. 

Slice the sweetbreads and place them on a hot 
platter in the oven for a few minutes to heat 
through. Pour the sauce over them, reserving some 
in a sauceboat to be passed separately. Garnish the 
platter with chopped parsley. 

Nutted Ala 

Ala is the brand name of a cracked wheat prod- 
uct—a delightful change from other cereal dishes. It 
is particularly complementary to the sweetbreads. 
Follow directions on the package of ala. (For 8 
persons, you will have to double the recipe.) When 
the ala is done, add 1 cup toasted pecan halves and 
4 tablespoons melted butter. Mix well. 

Summer Salad 

Leaf lettuce or oak leaf lettuce 
6 scallions 
1 heaping tablespoon fresh tarragon leaves 
Salt, freshly ground black pepper 
1 teaspoon dry mustard 
Olive oil 
Lemon juice 

Wash the greens and dry them. Cut the scallions 
very fine and chop the tarragon. Hlcnd with salt 
and pepper to taste, and mustard. Add \'> cup 
olive oil and 1 teaspoon of lemon juice. Blend and 
let stand for one hour to mellow. .'\dd more oil and 
lemon juice (to taste) and toss with the greens at 
the last minute. 

Strawberries RomanoflF in 
Meringue Shells 

8 individual meringue shells 
2 quarts ripe stratvberries 
Sugar 
1 6-ounce can frozen orange juice concentrate 
1 cup port 
3 tablespoons Mandarine liqueur 
2 cups heavy cream, whipped 
Pistachio nuts 

Buy meringue shells at a good bakery or make your 
own according to your favorite recipe. 

Hull the berries and sugar them if needed. 
(Remember the wine and the orange concentrate 

have sugar, as does the ]i(iueur.) Add the orange 
concentrate and port and let the berries mellow in 
this mixture for 2 hours. Toss them carefully several 
times. Add the Mandarine liqueur. Whip the cream 
just before serving. Fill meringue shells with 
berries, top with whipped cream and garnish with 
chopped pistachio nuts. 

The Drinks 

Chilled champagne is the proj)er choice as an aperi- 
tif. With it serve nuts or small cherry tomatoes. 

A good white Burgundy, such as a Puligny 
Montrachet, well-chilled, goes well with the sweet- 
breads. Serve a fine old Madeira with the dessert.

Spiced Crawfish 

These tasty shellfish are available in Louisiana, 
Oregon, Washington, Wisconsin, Minnesota and 
many other parts of the country. They may some- 
times be ordered from good fish merchants in other 
areas, and are often shipped by air direct to the 
customer. If crawfish are not available, substitute 
small lobsters or large shrimp. 

2 quarts red wine (a good California bulk wine 
is excellent) 

1 quart water 
3 bay leaves 
4 cloves garlic 

cup Tabasco 
2 tablespoons s;dt 
3 sprigs parsley 
05 ivliole allspice 
1 teaspoon tarragon 
6-8 dozen crawfish 

Bring the wine, water, bay leaves, garlic. Tabasco, 
salt, parsley, allspice and tarragon to a boil in a 
deep pan. Lower the heat and simmer 10 minutes. 
Add the crawfish and cook 8-10 minutes or until 
just done but not mushy. Drain. (Save the bouillon, 
it can i)e the base for a fine bisque.) 

Allow 12-16 crawfish per person and serve 
chilled. Provide small picks to extract the meat. 
They are best without sauce, but you may add a 
bowl of French dressing or mayonnaise for dunk- 
ing if you wish. 

Homemade whole-wheat bread with plenty of 
sweet butter is a good accompaniment. 

Fun for informal terrace feasts:

Whole-Wheat French Loaves 

2 cakes or packages yeast 
2 cups lukeivarni mater 
7',4 tablespoons salt 
1 tablesi>oon sugar 
4 cups coarse whole-wheat flour 
2-4 cups white flour 
Cornm eal 

Dissolve the yeast in the warm water and stir in the 
salt and sugar. Add the whole-wheat flour a cup 
at a time, beating it in with a wooden spoon; or 
use the dough hook on your electric mixer at low 
speed. Add enough white flour to make a smooth 
dough. Cover the dough with a towel and let stand 
in a warm spot to rise until double in bulk. 

Turn the dough out onto a floured board and 
shape it into two long French-style loaves. Ar- 
range on a baking sheet heavily sprinkled with 
cornnieal. Let r'se for 5 minutes. Slash the tops 
with a knife, brush with water and place the loaves 
in a cold oven. Heat oven to 400°. Place a pan of 
boiling water in the oven and bake the bread until 
crusty, about 40 minutes. 

Coeur d la Creme 

2 8-ounce packages cream cheese 
1 cup sour cream 
Fresh strawberries, or fresh strawberry preserves 
French bread or brioche loaf 

Blend the cream cheese and sour cream together 
to a smooth paste with a fork. If the mixture is too 
firm, add a little heavy cream. 

Line two small (or one good-sized) heart- 
shaped straw or reed baskets or porcelain molds 
with cheesecloth. Press the cheese mixture into 
the molds. Place them on a rack over a bowl in the 
refrigerator and let them stand for several hours. 

Unmold onto a chilled serving dish and sur- 
round with fresh strawberries. Serve with fresh 
berries or preserves. French bread or brioche.

Chilled aquavit and or cold beer are traditional 
with spiced crawfish. A dramatic way to present 
the aquavit: Freeze the bottle into a square or 
cylinder of ice, leaving the neck free.

Raw Fava Beans 

Fava beans (or broad beans) are in the market a 
good part of the summer. They come in long broad 
green pods and are delicious eaten raw with salt. 
Sim])ly break open the pods, slip out the beans and 
dip them in a bowl of coarse salt. 

Radishes 

Arrange white and red radishes on crushed ice. 
Serve with sweet butter: or wrap each radish with 
an anchovy fillet fastened with a toothpick. 

Cruditees with Anchovy 
Mayonnaise 

12-14 anchovy fillets, coarsely chopped 
2 cloves garlic, finely chopped 
Vn cup chopped parsley 
V4 cup chopped fresh basil 
1 tablespoon capers, coarsely chopped 
1 tablespoon Dijon mustard 
2 cups homemade mayonnaise 
Thinly sliced cucumbers, sliced tomatoes, sliced 

onion, whole scallions, grated carrots, grated

Combine anchovy fillets, garlic, parsley, basil, 
capers, mustard and mayonnaise, and taste for 
seasoning.

In place of a salad, arrange sliced cucumbers,

Homemade Cassis Ice Cream 

2 cups black currant preserves 
1 cup Creme de Cassis

Put the preserves through a fine sieve, or puree 
in an electric blender with some of the Cassis. 
Add lemon juice, the rest of the Cassis and the 
vanilla. Mix the light and heavy cream with the 
salt and stir in the currant mixture. Pour into an 
ice cream freezer and freeze. Serve with currant 
preserves blended with Cassis if you wish.

two or three times. The steaks will take about 12-15 
minutes. If you like a glaze on ham steak, brush 
with a mixture of mustard and honey, bring up 
the lieat during the last few minutes.

Zucchini Frittata 

6-8 small zucchini 
3 tablespoons olive oil 
2 tablespoons butter 
8 eggs 
1 teaspoon salt 
1/2 teaspoon freshly ground black pepper 
y-i cup grated Parmesan cheese 

Wash but do not peel the zucchini. Cut into %" 
slices and cook slowly in the oil and butter until 
just tender. Beat the eggs with the salt and pepper 
and pour gently over the zucchini. Cook until just 
set. Sprinkle the cheese on top and run under the 
broiler to brown lightly. Let the frittata stand for 
a minute or two, and then cut in wedges and serve. 

Tomato Salad 

Scald or singe the tomatoes quickly and peel them. 
Cut into paper-thin slices and arrange on a serving 
plate. Salt and pepper to taste and dribble a little 
oil over them. Add lemon juice or red wine to taste 
and garnish with chopped fresh basil, chopped 
chives and chopped parsley. 

Warm Brioche with Preserves 
and Cream Cheese 

Many French bakeries make a specialty of fine 
brioche. Or, you may make your own. 

Have a choice of several fine preserves. Try 
black currant, ginger marmalade, pure apricot, 
damson plum and raspberry, quince honey and 
pear butter. Serve with cream cheese.

Some of the California champagnes, such as Kor- 
bel, Almaden and Beaulieu, are delicious for sum- 
mer drinking. Serve a briskly chilled champagne 
with a drop of Creme de Cassis before breakfast- 
at-noon.

One of the best fillings 
is a mixture of chopped green chilis, olives and 
ham bound with egg; other stuffings can be left- 
over brandade de morue. Jack cheese, chopped 
meats, or the roast beef hash mixture given below. 

cups flour 
% cup lard 
1 teaspoon salt 
Yi teaspoon freshly ground black pepper 
Dash Tabasco 
Ice ivater 

1 medium onion, chopped 
2 cloves garlic, finely chopped 
Ys cup olive oil 
1 pound roast beef hash 
1 tablespoon chili powder 
1 tablespoon chopped parsley, or fresh cilantro 

if available 
Beaten egg 

Blend the flour, lard, salt, pepper and Tabasco with 
as little ice water as needed to make a firm dough. 
Chill for an hour in the refrigerator. Roll out on a 
floured board and cut into rounds as small or as 
large as you like. 

Saute the onion and garlic in the oil. Add the 
hash and the rest of the ingredients and blend well. 
Place a spoonful of filling to one side of each round 
of dough. Fold the rest of the dough over the filling 
to make a half circle or turnover. Seal the edges 
with a little water and make indentations by press- 
ing the tines of a fork into them Brush with beaten 
egg and bake in a 375° oven until nicely browned. 
This will take about 12 minutes. 

Sole en Escabeche 

3 tablespoons butter 
'% cup olive oil 
Flour 
6 small fillets sole 
Salt, pepper 
1 onion, thinly sliced and separated into rings 
1 green pepper, cut in thin rings 
1 clove garlic, finely chopped 
Yi cup orange juice 
Juice of 2 limes 
1/4 teaspoon Tabasco 
Orange slices 
Lime slices 
1 tablespoon orange zest (orange part of rind, 

grated or scraped) 
Chopped fresh cilantro 

Heat the butter and % cup of the oil. Flour the fish 
fillets lightly and saute them until delicately 
browned on both sides and just tender. Season to 
taste with salt and pepper. 

Arrange the fillets in a flat serving dish and 
top them with onion rings, pepper rings and garlic. 
Combine the remaining % cup oil, orange juice, 
lime juice. Tabasco and salt and pepper to taste. 
Blend well and pour over the fish while it is still 
warm. Let stand in the refrigerator 12-24 hours. 

To serve, garnish with orange slices, lime 
slices and orange zest. You may top with additional 
green pepper rings and chopped cilantro.

merits. Maybe people's livers are 
in better shape now than they 
were pre-1914 when most of these 
spas flourished. Whatever the 
reason, few of them live up to 
their elegant past and Spa is no 
exception. 

Conversely, Liege, which no- 
body commends for its beauty, 
has a certain appeal. Bordering 
one wing of the richest industrial 
part of Belgium, it has money and 
trade enough to support some ex- 
cellent restaurants and has about 
it an agreeably lively, wide-awake 
air. Never, I think, have I seen 
quite so many charculerics. The 
thing to buy is one of the little 
Ardennes hams, which are 
smoked over gorse twigs, or one 
of the myriad varieties of sausage 
(they keep for weeks). 

Among several good restau- 
rants, the piece de resistance is 
the Clou D'Ore (which is also an 
inn  with some nice bedrooms), 

set in a sixteenth-century mansion 
above the city. Its food is beyond 
all praise. Ask for the ruble de 
lievre au chambertin, served in its 
thick wine sauce with fried crou- 
tons of bread, a compote of cran- 
berries and a .soft-boiled potato. 
The house itself is nearly a mu- 
seum full of antiques and oddities 
from all over the world, assembled 
with a praiseworthy lack of con- 
vention and great flair. Somehow, 
not even two pieces of contem- 
porary sculpture looked out of 
place, with the antiques. 

Liege, though counted as an 
art city, has nothing to compare 
w ith the treasure of Bruges, Ghent 
or Antwerp. Just the same, it is 
not uninteresting in its own right 
—it makes an agreeable night's 
stopover, and is a convenient base 
for touring this pleasantly civi- 
lized, frequently beautiful, yet not 
particularly well-known corner of 
Eu rope.

Summer or winter, outdoors and indoors, steak rates as Ameri- 
ca's favorite meat. Many people prefer the robust steaks such 
as porterhouse and sirloin, which taste best if cut at least 2 
inches thick, broiled quickly and then served in manageable 
portions.

As 
London broil is carved in long narrow strips, you will need a 
long knife with a thin, sharp, flexible blade for slicing the meat.

L'litil you begin to think about it. the idea of a garden consisting of nothing but pot plants seems 

like a tour de force. But the more you consider the matter, the more sensible it seems—at least in 

principle. For the surest way of reducing garden care to the simplest production-line routine must 

surely be to grow everything in pots. To grow only part of your plants in pots would be no answer, 

of course—you would have to grow all of them that wav in order to reap the full benefits of pot culture. 

Most notable of these inherent benefits is the freewheeling portabilit\ of pot plants. Ajjuong the 

subsidiary benefits (and we make no attempt to rank them I are such others as the relative Idw^cost of 

quantity production: the ease of watering, fertilizing, spraying: the economy of space needed, to de- 

\elop mature plants: your ability to time flowering periods by controlling growing conditions: the 

impro\ed standards of flower and foliage quality possible when you have free choice of plants for 

display.

Business as usual: correcting yesterday s mistakes 

one minute, saving posterity the next 

First weeJcend 

Lay-away plan. The first week- 
end after Decoration Day is starred 
on the office calendar as the open- 
ing of the cutting season. That is 
the beginning of the period when, 
in temperate climates, the spring 
shoots of trees and shrubs have 
stiffened and matured sufficiently 
to provide material from which 
cuttings may be taken and rooted 
in a cold frame to make new 
plants. It should not need repeat- 
ing here that to root cuttings— 
from your own or friends' plants— 
is one of the most satisfying and 
inexpensive ways for patient gar- 
deners to increase their stock of 
favored plants. Sometimes it is 
the only way to obtain specimens 
of especially rare trees and 
shrubs. (You beg or swap to ob- 
tain propagating material. This is 
the gardener's equivalent of horse- 
trading, and until you have mas- 
tered it, you are still in horticul- 
tural kindergarten.) 

We are not concerned here 
with the details of the rooting 
process (which can be accom- 
plished in a half-and-half mix- 
ture of vermiculite and perlite. 
in a moist, shaded, polyethylene- 
enclosed box). What is of imme- 
diate concern here and now is the 
way you keep your cutting mate- 
rial in crisp, viable condition from 
the time you sever it from the par- 
ent branch to the time you actu- 
ally place it—trimmed, dusted 
with rooting hormone powder—in 
the moist rooting medium. For the 
temporary shelter of a number of 
cuttings, line a galvanized bucket 
with several thicknesses of wet 
newspaper and place an inch or 
two of moist peatmoss on the bot- 
tom. If there is a lid handy, so 
much the better for keeping the 
sun from the shoots. In this humid 
reservoir, cuttings will remain 
turgid for hours. If you are a cut- 
ting collector, keep either a cov- 
ered bucket in the trunk of your 
car or at the very least a few- 
polyethylene freezer-bags, which 
alone will keep a few small cut- 
tings fresh for several hours. 

In a real pinch, and when you 
are far from home, stop at a road- 
side ice-cream parlor, buv or beg 
a few cardboard containers (pint, 
quart, half-gallon, gallon) and 
sneak some paper towels from a 
service station washroom. Moisten 
the towels to hold humidity in the 
containers. Poke a couple of 
breather holes in the lid so the 
cuttings won't rot. Or, if you can 
lay hands on polyethylene, stretch 
a piece of it over the container 
with a rubber band. Such an ex- 
pedient has been known to pre- 
serve succulent cuttings in turgid 
condition during a week of high- 
way driving in June warmth. In 
one case, the total cost for five 
containers was the price of one 
ice-cream cone—bought for good 
will, but relished nonetheless. 

Secoifd ireelend 

Tin-can capers. Container 
plants are far more than just a 
merchandising promotion—they 
present a new way of putting good 
plants, in good condition, in the 
liands of gardeners at almost any 
season of the year. Of the many 
types of containers—paper, plas- 
tic, metal—in which bushes and 
even fair-sized trees are sold these 
days, metal cans are perhaps the 
most reassuring, because they 
alone are durable enough to per- 
mit plants to be actually grown 
in them for more than a season. 
When you buy a can-growM plant 
from a dealer, you can be prettv 
sure it is as well established as it 
looks. But if you botch tie ^trans- 
planting, where are you? 

How do you unzip a plant in 
a gallon can without either dis- 
turbing the very root system the 
container was intended (tO pre- 
serve or cutting an ugly ;*ash in 
your hand? Ordinary pliers are of 
no avail. The old-fashionfjd can- 
opener, though fair enojioh in 
principle, is too frail in practice. 
Sewing shears will cut oae con- 
tainer and one only. Pruning 
shears will cut the metal may 
never again cut anythingi else. 
Conventional tin  snips w^l cut 
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ihe container metal as thougli it 
were butter. But the wide blades 
will soon begin to bind, to the 
detriment of the plant roots. 

Our suggestion: a pair of 
duck-billed (or parrot-beaked I 
snips, with narrow twisted lilades 
that will cut curves and work in 
confined space. With this useful 
tool (about $3 or $4 at your local 
hardware store), you can cut ver- 
tically down the side of your con- 
tainer, turn just above the bottom 
disk and cut transversely to free 
the whole unbroken ball of earth 
and roots with almost no blood- 
shed and no damage to the plant. 

Third tveekend 

Prettiest vine. There are bold- 
er, tougher, rangier, denser vines 
than clematis, but none more beau- 
tiful. Above everything else, the 
clematises are flowering plants, 
some of them lovely enough to 
compete on that account alone 
with any garden plant of ordinary 
proportions. After that, they are 
vines. Their flowers, varying with 
the species and the season, in- 
clude all types from clouds of 
small florets to blossoms as big 
as dessert plates. The first bloom 
(on C. alpina, a slight and grace- 
ful plant with violet petals, or 
C. montanu rubens, a wildly 
rampant, small-flowered rose-red) 
comes in early May. The last 
flowers of the year are likely to 
be the silvery clouds of C. panicu- 
lata, or perhaps C. vitalba. But 
after the flowers are gone, most of 
the clematis species display seed 
pods of extraordinary complexity 
and often dramatic beauty. As if 
all this abundance were not 
enough, at least one species—C. 
annandi—is evergreen. 

Splashiest of the whole tribe 
are, of course, the hybrids that 
bloom from midspring to early 
summer. They recpiire care to 
grow well, but they are worth it. 
They bear, for the most part, 
names of the most devastating 
elegance, but they are so beauti- 
ful that you really don't mind the 
names: Perle d'Azur, Uamona, 
Duchess of Edinburgii, Belle of 
Woking, Mme. Edouard Andre, 
and (believe it or not) Mrs. 
Cholmondeley. Parenthetically, we 
note here that many of the clema- 
tises produce flowers on growth 
made the current year, so may be 
pruned in early spring, while oth- 
ers flower on last year s shoots, so 
must not be pruned till after flow- 
ering. (Any inference that most 
clematises need annual pruning to 
remain in productive shape is 
quite correct.) As to which kinds 

should be pruned wiiich way, bet- 
ter check a good reference book 
or a nurseryman specializing in 
these plants. For an unsafe gen- 
eralization: Early large-flowered 
sorts are likeliest to bloom on last 
year's shoots; later flowering ones, 
on this vear's shf)ots. 

Fourth iveehend 

Odds and evens. There is no 
logic (probably, for that matter, 
no truth) in the generally accept- 
ed belief that groups consisting 
of odd numbers of plants look 
more effective in the garden than 
groups consisting of even num- 
bers. Yet there is such a common 
belief and it does seem to be ac- 
cepted by most gardeners. The 
reason, if there is a reason, prob- 
ably lies in the matter of perspec- 
tive and its relation to the third 
dimension. By definition, a three- 
dimensional effect requires, at the 
very least, three-ness. Whereas 
two-ness cannot, by any stretch of 
perspective, convey a real sense of 
depth. Traditionally, the mini- 
mum crowd consists of three (any- 
thing less, while companionable, 
is bound to fall into a single 
plane). In the placement of plants, 
a three-dimensional effect is espe- 
cially important when space or 
plant material or both are limited. 
And the plan that consists of tri- 
angles—singly, or in multiples— 
results finally in a livelier garden, 
with greater sense of movement, 
than a planting that was conceived 
as j)airs. rows or squares. 

We're not sure that there is 
any very profound message in the 
foregoing. But from the depths of 
a misspent life, we urge you to 
divide your overgrown perennial 
clumps in three's and five's rather 
than two's and four's. 

Reading notice. It seems al- 
most axiomatic that to be good a 
book on plant diseases has to be 
frightening. Certainly wc never 
saw a good book on plant troubles 
that was less than depressing— 
and we cannot think of a cheerful 
one that was worth the paper it 
was i)rinled on. So it is a pleasure 
to re])ort that one of the most de- 
pressing works to come to the of- 
fice in several seasons is Malcolm 
C. Shurtleff's "How to Control 
Plant Diseases in Home and Gar- 
den" (Iowa State University 
Press, $4.9.5). It is well organized, 
legibly arranged, concisely writ- 
ten, admirably inclusive. It also 
has a cover of such a poisonous 
shade of green as might shrivel a 
virus at forty paces. All in all a 
welcome and authoritative book.

PATHS TO PLEASURE

Some knowledge of tlie peo- 
ple one is going to meet and the 
places one is going to visit and 
the books one is going to read is 
unavoidable. Furthermore, when- 
ever a man falls in love with any 
of these things, his knowledge of 
them is going to increase: he is 
going to think about his passion, 
read about his passion, take his 
passion apart and put it back to- 
gether as every child does his most 
beloved toy. But passion depends 
upon an inflexible rule: Let there 
be a first time. 

Good versus l»eaiitiful 

To put a philosophical plati- 
tude as simply as possible: A rudi- 
mentary distinction must be made 
between the ■"good"' and the "beau- 
tiful" aspects of any one object. It 
is easy to sav that all things are 
both good and beautiful at once, 
and that these qualities exist in na- 
ture simultaneously. It is not pos- 
sible, however, to enjoy what is 
"good" about a thing and what is 
"beautiful" about it at the same 
moment. A pear is good: To know 
its goodness I must eat it. A pear 
may be beautiful: To know its 
beauty I must not eat it, I must 
resolutely refuse its goodness. I 
must let it alone. 

Goodness vields itself to use: 
The reason I am justified in call- 
ing a pear "good " is that when I 
do use it, when I eat it. it proves 
to be good for me. But in the proc- 
ess of eating it, of using it up. I 
am of course destroying all of the 
properties that enabled me to call 
it "beautiful." It is the nature of 
use to benefit by destroying, trans- 
forming. In order to build a house 
or a fire I must destroy what is 
pleasing about the trees with 
which I build. 

Now it is true that eating a 
pear or having a roof to shelter me 
gives me a certain kind of pleas- 
ure: My ^vill to be fed. my will to 
be warm and dry, the insistent 
demand of my practical appetite 
is satisfied. But if we have nev- 
er tired of repeating, even in 
the hour of our accumulation of 
crusts, that man does not live by 
bread alone it is because he does, 
in fact, possess yet another appe- 
tite: an appetite for the untouched, 
for the virginal if you will, for that 
primary, natural, unmolested radi- 
ance in the presence of which his 
aggressive w ill is quieted and only 
his mind is pleased. 

The contemplative act. then, 
requires not only that we come to 
the party with empty hands but 
that we allow them to rest quietly 
in our laps for the whole of its 

duration. That this posture is not 
entirely passive should be plain 
enough. It takes some effort lo 
drop the tools of our work. It takes 
some courage to quiet the energy 
of our wills. A third condition 
which is imposed upon us is that 
we be willing to sustain this pos- 
ture of alert restraint for as long 
as the occasion requires to fulfill 
itself, that we do no more than 
"view with continued attention" 
until the informing experience can 
make its own inroads upon us. 
There is a fourth. We must be pre- 
pared, after all our preliminary 
sacrifices, to come aua\ empty- 
handed, with nothing left to us 
but a memory of delight, an in- 
crease of well-being so deep and 
so central and so invisibly dis- 
tributed throughout the psyche 
that it cannot even be located, let 
alone measured and codified for 
future use. 

We kill in our pleasures the 
effect we expect of them: tran- 
quillity, composure, that unruffled 
expansion of being w^e are inclined 
to call happiness. Serenity is what 
is asked for, whether after a walk 
around Walden or an afternoon at 
the National Gallery. We have 
come face-to-face with a knowl- 
edge that has not resisted us, has 
not had to be wrestled with: it has 
blessed us with its easv amplitude, 
and not even asked to be remem- 
bered on its next birthday: having 
neither to contend with it nor to 
take care to memorize its formula 
for future reference, we can do 
little more than rest content in it— 
enjoying its self-satisfying splen- 
dor for so long as the splendor 
lasts. 

The basic fallacy 

To regain some delight in our- 
selves and in our world, we are 
forced to abandon, or rather to 
reverse, an adage. A bird in the 
hand is not worth two in the 
bush—unless one is an ornitholo- 
gist, the curator of the Myseum of 
Natural History, or one;of those 
Italian vendors who supplies res- 
taurants with larks. A bird, in the 
hand is no longer a bird at all: It. 
is a specimen, it may be, dinner. 
Birds are birds only when they are 
in the bush or on the wing^ their 
worth as birds can be kno'^'n only 
at a discreet, generous distance. 

To make a kind of pJjn, we 
must learn to live with the fact 
that nothing "good" is ^ing to 
come of pleasure. Delight Is prob- 
ably the one thing in the*' world 
that may honestly be sai^ 'to be 
its own reward: we must hot ask 
that it do the washing, too.j; 
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
