The phrase "battery operated" has 
come a long way since it appli<'d 
only to flashlights and radios. To­
day battery-operated or "cord­
less" appliances are the fair-haired 
children of the electrical world. 
You can buy battery-operated 
toothbrushes, television ©ets. rec­
ord players, tape recorders, movie 
cunicras. even such homely, famil­
iar objects as hedge clippers and 
carving kni\es. Obviouslv the fas-
ciiKiiion of a "cordless" appliance 
is thait it need not lie lied to a wall 
otillel (alth(»iJi;h a <ir*'nl many bat-
tery-o[>erated appliances can be

G L O S S A R Y O F T E R M S 

A l k a l i n e hal lery . A heavy-duty 
primary cell battery, considerably 
more powerful and long-lasting 
than an ordinary primary cell bat­
tery (and therefore more expen­
sive). It is used for photo etjiiip-
ment (such as the new 8mm movie 
cameras), tape recorders, or any 
product that requires more power 
than is delivered by an ordinary 
primary cell battery.

l ia l l erv . A small, self-contained, 
electricity-producing plant, which, 
in time, consumes all i t- energy 
and "dies." The principle of the 
dry cell battery has been under­
stood for 200 years, but it was not 
until \W)0. when a dry cell was 
used in a lele|)hone—lo produce 
the rinfi—that anyone thought to 
put il to practical use.

Trans i s tor . \ -'•mi-idnduclor of 
electricity, which can be used in 
place of a vacuum tube. In a tran-
-i-lor. electricity is conducted 
through solid matter, rather than 
a vacuum. 

\ olt. A unit of measurement for 
electricity that describes the 
amount of electrical pressure. (An 
ordinary flashlight battery pro­
duces V/-> volts; most wall outlets 
in the United States deliver 117 
volts.) 

HOW TO BUY AND CARE FOR BATTERIES 

AND CORDLESS APPLIANCES 

• Don't buy batteries on sale with 
th«' idea of storing them for future 
use, since they wil l only deterio­
rate with age. 

• IJring an old battery along to 
the .store when you replace it. 
There are now several hundred 
different sizes and variations of 
batteries on the market. 

• Before storing anything that 
contains a battery, remove the bat­
tery. It can corrode and destroy 
the a|)pliance. This is particularly 
important to remember when you 
are storing an expensive article 
which you may not plan to u.se 
again for a while, such as photo­
graphic equipment, or a battery-
powered tape recorder. Keep the 
batteries nearby in a plastic bag. 

• The very best place to store 
batteries is in the refrigerator (in 

38 

a plastic bag so they don't get 
wet), or in any cool, dry place. 

• When buying anylliini; "port­
able," remember that thi;* is a 
much misunderstood term, and 
only means that the aj)pliance is 
small enough to be moved. Be sure 
to find out whether it is battery 
operated, or must be plugged in. 

• Look for the L'. L., or Under­
writer's Laboratories, seal of ap­
proval on all new electrical prod­
ucts that plug into the wall or that 
must plug in to recharge. This non­
profit organization wil l not give its 
approval if the product is con­
sidered to be dangerous in any 
way. 

• Find out whether the a[ipliari( r 
you are buying needs a separate re­
charger for the batteries and. i f 
so, whether it is priced separately, 
or included in the over-all price.

• When recharging an ap|)lianr«'. 
make sure that the wall socket is 
not connected to a switch that 
might he turned off inadvertently. 

• Do not use outlets controlled by 
dimmer units for recharging. I f the 
light is dimmed, there is a pos­
sibility of damaging the charger.

HOW TO BE PREPARED 

FOR A POWER FAILURE 

Keep flashlights in good working 
order. Check them every month or 
so to make sure they are still 
working, and replace any weak or 
dead batteries immediately. Store 
flashlights away from heat, not in 
a drawer next to the kitchen stove, 
or by a furnace. Use flashlights 
sparingly, since they are designed 
for short-time use; do not use them 
for prolonged lighting. Check to 
see if the switches work properly, 
and be sure you turn switches off 
when you put flashlights away. 
(Many people are careless about 
this.)

The inner envelope 
i-s never sealed: titles and last 
names only are written across the 
center: "Mr . and .Mrs. Masterson." 

Should there he u return address 
on u edding invitation envelopes '.-' 

Today it is recommended that the 
return addre-s be blind-embossed 
«m the outer envelope flap-, bul il 
should never be handwritten or en­
graved. 

When should uedding invitations 
be mailed? 

They should ^o out alxmt three 
weeks before the weddinfi. This 
means they should be addressed 
'•ai li<'r. particularly for a wedding: 
of any size. It is wise t<i ask llie 
stationer to send the envelope- in 
advance so addressinj; can be done 
at leisure. Always order extra en­
velopes in ca-e of errors. 

What is the proper n ay to answer 
a wedding invitation? 

Write with black or blue ink on a 
folded sheet of while or e( r i i note 
paper and follow the form of the 
invitation. Example: "Mr . and 
Mrs. John Baldwin Jones/accept 
with pleasure/the kind invitation

To regret an invita­
tion, the -e. (ind. short form is usu­
ally followed, but of course the ac-
repiing phrase is changed to, "re­
gret that they are unable to ac­
cept." 

Is everyone who receives a wed­
ding invitation obligated to send a 
present? 

No. It is eii-tomary for all tho-e 
who are invited to the reception, 
and attend i t . to send a present. 
Those invited to the ceremony 
alone and those who regret an in­
vitation need not send pr»--enl-. al­
though they may do so if they wish. 

IJniv should guests be invited hi an 
informal, small wedding? 

Handwritten notes should be 
mailed about two weeks before the 
wedding. Thev are written by the 
bride's mother or in her name, on 
while or ecru nole paper. Follow­
ing is the usual style of wording: 
"Dear Mary. Ellen and Oecrge 
Draper are to be married on .Satur­
day, July Tlh. and we very mm h 
hope that you and John can be 
with us. The wedding will be al St.

The millions of 

tons i i f shi|»|)iiig which nudge through its hastening muddv 

waters under the Lorelei rock provide themes for every kind 

of iDmantic and conmiercial editorializing. The land back of 

the waterfront has received less attention, yet its woods and 

streams and imj)r(»bai)le castles make it some of the best holi­

day country in the world for the escapist vacationer.

Kronberg's royal castle 

The mystery and magic start at the very gates of Frankfurt. 

It is not half-an-hour"s drive from the city's Stock Exchange 

I«) the castle of Kronberg. You are already in the Tautius 

mountains, and the woods seem to part with difliculty to let 

the road gi) through. It is the greenest country in the world. 

MducliiiH-s tiK-cii-lilack. impenetrable, and haunted, some­

times green-yellow, holding the sunlight like a jewel, alter­

nating sparkle with soft, tender light. 

Kronberg Castle is a wonder, a folly, a majestic palace 

and country cottage rolled into one. It is inescapably, irre­

deemably royal and rich, but it lies embowered in trees like 

a woodsman's hut. 

The castle is not old. The Empress Frederick, the oldest 

daughter of Britain's Queen Victoria (the royal families i>f 

Europe are indivisible so long have they intermarried), built 

it to retire to when her German husband. Frederick I I I . died. 

She ordered an architectural mixture of a sort of Flemish 

l>aroque. with leanings to Scottish baronial, for the main 

building, and a style she chose to call English Tudor for the 

rest. The result would satisfy no archilrctural historian, but 

it is grand, and it fits in perfectly with the woodland scene.

firivate treasure hou.ses of Ger­
many. .'\ j;u«>i can only guess at 
wlial hangs itvcr his table at din­
ner or <ipposite his bedroom door, 
for there is no catalogue. Tiie only 
guide to the Gobelins, the Gains-
lion.iiglis. Holhfins. Titians. Frag-
• inard.s, Reynoldses. and to what I 
dare swear is an early Rembrandt 
self-portrait (although the bell 
laptain loyally denied it), is 
Prince Wolfgang of Hesse, who 
live-- at the end of the corridor. 
.\nd he is not always to be found. 

I bad almost forgotten to say 
that .S<'hloss Kronberg is a hotel. 
Il doesn't appear lo be. It remains 
the way it was when the princes of 
Hesse occupied the whole house. 
Til.- only i-hange. ajiart from the 
making of an eigliteen-h<»le golf 
r<'iii-«- ill lin- park, lia- Ix-fii llic 
addition of new bathrooms. The 
<-omfort, the civility, the cooking, 
the calm seem to be contemporary 
with llif liiuisc iisi ||--a> soft and 
-olid as I he great feather beds and 
I heir oak frames. 

A romantic aerie 

The slate of H«'sse. on the east 
bank of the Rhine and the most 
~|>'Tiacidar part of that spectacu­

lar river's border country, is the 
castle-land of fairy tales, of Hansel 
and Gretel, the Sleeping Beaut v. 
and the Seven Dwarfs. 

Hesse has castles the way 
England has pubs; a village with­
out one must feel a.shamed of it­
self. They date, most of them, from 
the time whem any gentleman of 
enough influence to make his disa­
greement with his neighbors felt 
built himself a stronghold from 
which he could snarl ac ross the 
valley. Where there was a bit of 
high ground, he built on that. It 
follows that few, if any, are on the 
scale of Kronberg. If they are not 
as lavish, they make up for il bv 
hcing even more romantic. 

Most romanli<- of all is Hir.sch-
horn. in the far south of the state, 
perched above the river Neckar 
which separates Hesse from Haden-
Wuerltemberg. Heidelberg, the 
university city of the Student 
Prince, lies down the river topped 
by the tremendous ruin of its ca.s-
tle. As a tourist spot. Heidelberg 
has got to the point where menus 
that look suspiciously cheap should 
be checked to see what currency 
they are in. One restaurant seemed 
to be supplying a whole fine lunch 
for 10 deutsche marks. Too late I 
discovered that the unit was dol­
lars, worth four limes as much. Yet 

at Hirsi hhorn, 30 miles away. I 
d<»ubl if they would know a dollar 
if they saw one. 

Hirschborn's conversion into 
a hotel made no great demands on 
anyone's taste or imagination. The 
whole effect could in perfec-t safe­
ty be left to the stupendous view 

llirsi hhorn (lastle. near 
Heidelberg, perches on a hUllo/) 
above the river Meckar. The 
terrace commands a sweeping 
view oi water, woods, and town. 

over the rooftops of the little town 
to the busy, curving Neckar with 
its s|rin<is of barjies below. From 
the terrace, as g<iod a place as any 
I can think of lo eat fresh brook 
trout and some veni.son with a 
pitcher of light local wine, you can 
.see the river rounding the hill be­
tween hanging beechwoods, lum-
Iiling in a cataract over the weir 
while the barges stand in line for 
the two double locks to let them up 
or down river, then sweeping un­
der ihe walls of the medieval town 
and flowing on inio the shimmer­
ing distance. 

On weekends in the summer 
there may be too many people 
about for comfort—all the youth 
and beauty of ihe neighborhood 
taking the air. I was there in the 
-priiig, when the air still had just 
enough edge on it to remind you 
that it is a good M)0 feel down to 
the river. There was hardly a 
soul lo be .seen. 

The royal spa in the forest 

From the southern border of Hesse 
il is only a short drive lo Baden-
Baden, in the depths of the* Bla<-k 
Forest. I could not resist the de­
tour, although strictly speaking it 
was outside my beat. It is. as the

A glittering pleasure dome 

There << i i i ld hardly he a hipper 
i hanpc lhan lhat tif c omin<: down

The forest .stands ha«'k respect­
fully. I ' l x iri l i n p ihe town with a 
wall as hiack as its name, relieved 
now and then hy the silver of a 
liin h. An unniislakahly French 
hand has been at work here. The 
hotels are the hr)iels of Paris, not 
ul I'lankfurt. The opera, the easi-
i i o . I lie l i a i l i s . the horse-raeinp 
seem to have as litlle conned ion 
with the eoiiniryside of hunters 
and \ \ o i i d > t n e n a> the Prinre Re­
gent's Chinese pavilion has with 
l l i e > t a i d stiieeoed s<fnares of 
FJriphton. It is, in fact, the Xanadu 
of Carl Friedrii h. ('»rand Duke of 
Baden. Even the little river, the 
Oos. which huhhies musically 
through the valley, has been 
'limped and trimmed to his 
pleasure. 

The casino of Baden-Baden is 
llie n i ( i » i ^uiri|iliiiiii> in the world. 
Versailles would not be ashamed 
of its crystal, pilt, fre.sc<»es. and 
\\liai Daisy Ashford would have 
described as "other good dodges 
of a ri< h nature." The baths are 
in keeping: their steaming marble 
l i a l l - a r e pure ancient Rome. No 
con\erted castle can hope to keep 
pace with hotels like Baden-Ba­
den's Brenner Park or Badi-> h e r 
H.if. Kv i i t h e ordinary private 
b a l h rooms have four faucets: 
while o n e s for hot and cold regu­
lar water: black ones for hot and 
••ohl water from the thermal 
spring. The Hiibbin.s (the amiable 
(German -iili<liliile for blankets 
aiul an eiderdown rolled into one) 
are a quarter of a ton of pure 
d o w n . Physical comfort is studied 
w i t h academic thoroughness. One 
qualification only makes me leave 
Baden-Baden out of the top eche­
lon o f resorts: oddly enough, it is 
the f o o d . There are good things— 
the local raw ham is exiellent; 
iroiil. as always in Germany, is as 
good as it can be. But if you have 
the memory of France and even 
its simplest meals in your hvud. 
the total impression at Baden-
Baden is one of luxury wilhoiii 
taste. 

\\ ith some trepidation I say 
this, but I fear it is true. Luxury, 
indeed plenty of any kind, came 
ba< k to Germany after the war via 
the .\merican army. For a long 
lime, the only fine food in the 
<-ountry was brought in from the 
Slates. The pity is that instead of 
returning to their native cuisine, 
t h e best hotels «:o on aping a kind 

58 

of looking for which they have 
neilher the natural supplies nor 
the talent. Pineapple, oranges, 
bananas, mushrooms—things 
which the Germans think the 
Americans use in every dish they 
ever make—turn up in the unlike-
liesi places. 

The best meal I ate in Ger­
many was in one of the simplest 
|ilai —the courtyard of the 
ruined castle of F.rbach where the 
ordinary people of Bensheim 
sjieiid a sunny Sunday. The old 
balllenienis are crisscrossed with 
tri'sile tables. There are only two 
ili~hes on the menu—venison and 
wild boar—both served with noo­
dles and a preserve of wild ber-
ric-. \\ iiie from llie hillside below 
the castle i'^ served in lumblers by 
a lady who. 200 years ago, w<»uld 
have been burnl as a witch. Yet, 
how good, how right, and how 
mnch better thati frozen crayfish 
taiU with mandarin oranges und 
dill, steak flambe with grapes, and 
soiiIHe glace with bottled cherries 
on top. 

A riverside palace 

Then' is one schlos.s-hotel that 
makes you willingly abandon the 
quiet of the hills for the bustle of 
the Rliini--fnmt. lis site, both from 
the point of view of the terrace and 
for visiting local beauty spots, is 
superb. This is Schloss Reinhart-
shatisen in the fJheingau, where 
the river sweeps ficm W iesbaden 
to Bingen and makes a 90-degree 
turn north toward Koblenz and 
the Lorelei's spectacular rock. 
The castle—pala»-e would be a bel­
ter word—behmgs to Prince Fred­
erick of Pru—ia. who keeps an 
aparlmeiii there, although he lives 
in England. The Prince's vine­
yards, which include .Markobrunn. 
one of the finest in Germany, sur­
round the castle <m the three sides, 
and the wine of all of ihem is to 
be had at table. .Although the bi-d-
rooms and most of what guests 
can see of the inside are modern, 
the building itself is early eigh­
teenth ceniury. and there are 
rooms reserved for jiarties and 
meetings which s|i|| have the or­
iginal, very pretty, decoration. 
Only the garden and. unfortunate-
Iv. a road separate the easile from 
ihe rivi'r. al ihi- poiiil \a-llv wide. 
W hat looks like th«' opjxisite shore 
is in fact only an island. .Marian-
nenaue. as lovely as its name. The 
whole island is a farm belonging 
to the hotel, and fresh produce i-
brought over as often as a launch 
can break through the strings of 
tbrobbinfi barges in lielween. 

Four miles into the hinterland 
behind Keinharlshausen. where 
the Taunus range begin>̂  lo mount

lip in earnest, stands the tnonas-
terv. or rather the monastery 
Imildings. of Kloster Eberhach. 
Napoleon put an end to its pious 
"(»(id h'vinc. Since then the monas-
tery ha.s been purely secular (tiie 
;;overnment of Hes.se now uses il 
for official receptions), hut the 
Imildinfrs retain the <:rand serenity 
of a monastery, one of the <rrandest 
and most serene monasteries in 
Europe. The dormitories and clois­
ters, cells and winepresses are all 
on a monolithic scak'. The beauty 
" I Klo.siter Eberhach is simple: 
very little decoration interferes 
with the curve of red sandstone 
arch and while wall. The maj;nifi-
cent church, cathedral-si/.e, is 
hail—bare of pews, altar, monu-
nirnlo. [icrhaps the only place in 
the w(»rld where you can see a tre-
nicndoiis creation of medieval Ko-
maric-i|iir an liitccliire al its very 
best, completely unlrammeled bv 
additions or furniture. Eniptir;ess 
has another very striking effect. It 
leaves tlie acoustics perfect. If 
you raise your voice and sing three 
or four notes, the chord forms and 
hangs in the vault fi>r a full min­
ute. If one man can sound like a 
choir of angel-s, what must the full 
choir have sounded like at even­
song, century after century? 

I noticed, as I drove through 
the Taunus, inn after inn nestling 
in the folds of the hills by the I rout 
streams, each with a little terrace 
;;l the water's edge. Overhead the 
forest trees almost form an arch 
Ml that the sunlight is perpelually 
green. These inns are very simple 
and very cheap; I wish I could 
have stayed a few days in one of 
ihcm. Their hos|)italily is well-
known. Pension Reisenmiihle is 
iieiueen Ram.schied and Dick-
M-liied-Geroldstein. Gastiitte Forst-
gut-Lauburg at (»eroId->itein has a 
pretty garden. Gasthaus zur Kam-
merburg is near Lorch. All three 
are on the Wisper, a stream whose 
name speaks for itself. 

To the north of Hesse 

l.ov»-!y as ihe Taunus is. there are 

oilier lore>l-- and oilier i a>lie> I n 
see. Hesse stretches way up to the 
north to include the old state of 
Hesse-Kassel, which now has a 
long border with East Germany. 
Right up to the end of the eigh­
teenth century this land was hrok-
en up into innumerable lilllc 
stales. .Some were electorates 
(their rulers had a voice in the 
coiiiicil of the old Httly Ri>nian 
Empire). .Some were subject to 
electors, and some directly to the 
Emperor. In practice the strongest 
came off best, for disputes never 
reaped. Bishops were as aggressive 
as dukes, and even the invent ion 
of gunpowder, which meant I hat 
llie castle was no longer the in-
\in( ible stronghold of old. did not 
stop neighbors from preying on 
each other, or trying to protect 
iheinselves from their enemies with 
I hick stone walls. 

Farmyards and fairy tales 

.A tour through the ctiunlrv that 
has the magic name of Katzeneln-
l i - i L i e i i takes you to the glorious old 
capital anil iini\ei-ity . ity of Mar­
burg. Every house on the >ide of 
Marburg's precipitous castle hill 
rears a sixteenth-century gable 
above the street. You wonder how 
there t̂ an have been so many rich 
cili/ens. for every house has five 
l l n n r - - I r r l i l l i l l i l i . , i i k ,1 - m i d .'^d 

yards. The explanation, of course, 
is thai a house was a shop, a ware­
house, an office, and a dwelling 
all rolled into one—and a dwelling 
for three generations of one family 
at that. 

In the country this is even 
more striking, lor here whole vil­
lages consist of nothing but large 
three-story houses, while the 
-1 reels (if you can call them that) 
a i r l i n e -real tarinyani nl [li-- and 
carts and -Iraw. Actually, the mid­
dle of the hou>e is a barn, leaving 
a >ingle row of rooms for the fam­
ily a It in g each side. This is a typi­
cal scene in the Reinhardswald. in 
the north of Hesse.

as little as S50 a week for two. 

All three firms were founded 
by young, energetic people afflicted 
with chronic wanderlust who are 
certain they've hit upon a "new 
dimen.sion in travel" for others in 
the same condition. I V Y is the 
brainchild of Bostonian Dean Gil-
ter who, after surviving a two-
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month stay at a London hotel with 
his wife and new baby, decided to 
do something t(» improve the alter­
natives available to those who want 
to live abroad tcm[)orarily. be it 
cheaply, modestly, or in luxurious 
splendor. He hired blonde, bcauli-
ful Ann-Britt Holmes, a former 
Mi-- Sw'dcil ulln l̂ ICW up ill \\\r 
hotel business in Europe, as IVY's 
general manager. 

At Home .'\broad evolved out 
of the frustration of a Manlialtaii 
housewife, Lee Laiman, who tried 
and failed to rent a house in Eu­
rope for a summer vacation with 
her husband and two liny children. 
One of .Mrs. Laiman's first cliciii--. 
Mrs. Corinne Schube. is now her 
partner. The California group is 
run by two young men in their 
twenties—Kenneth Katz. who has 
headquarters in Majorca, but i« 
generally off on a scouting junket, 
and his desk-bound partner. Mi­
chael I'aulin, who lends lo the cor­
respondence and severs yard> nt 
international red tape. All are 
tpjite pleased with the response 
they've been getting to their offer 
of service, and their clients have 
returned to fih- enlliusiastic if n()t 
always unqualified reports on their 
vacations. 

The range of rentals 

Villas have a particular ap­
peal to people working abroad, va­
cationing with children or in small 
groups, and also lo businessmen 
who must be abroad for fairly long 
j)eriods and want to take their 
families along. In the past year, 
for example, a Broadway compos­
er retreated for six winter and 
spring months to a storm-swept 
Italian promontory to write the 
.score for a new musical; a retired 
Sears Roebuck executive took his 
wife, son, daughter-in-law, and 
four leen-aged grandsons lo a six-
bedroom villa by the sea near San 
Remo: and five families—wiili six­
teen children among them—rented 
five neighboring houses in Puerto

A choice of locale 

In peak season, two weeks is 
generally the minimum rental 
period; if you can .stay a full 
month, you get a wider selection. 
Cimsider. as a guide, these weekly 
rentals for quarters for four: an 
apartment near the bea< h on 
Spain's Costa Brava for $120 or 
one in a small town above the 
water for $8.'): a villa on the Co.sta 

del Sol for $130. n(.*ar Lisbon for 
$9.S, overlooking the harbor at 
Cannes for $195. near the sea at 
Saint-Tropez for $230. on the Ad­
riatic for $150; a chalet in i--
ski country for $110 in the sum­
mer; an apartment on the upper 
floor of an ancient inn in Kent for 
$145; a flat in the Belgravia sec­
tion of London for $300; a pent­
house in Rome for $197. Priced-
may decline 20 to 50 per cent in olf 
seasons. 

Apart from the lure of price, 
the great attraction of a vacation 
villa is the chance it affords to es­
cape the impersonality of a hotel 
and. in many ca.ses, to enter into 
I he life of a country. 

One tanned and contented 
couple who had enjoyed a Ber­
muda holiday last summer ticked 
off for fne the benefits of their 
"idle idyll." First, they said, they 
were happy to escape from the 
hordes of hand-holding honey-
mooners who descend on Bermuda 
every year at that time. (They 
commented that even if they had 
been newly weds themselves, they 
would have been just as glad to get 
away from all the other newly-
weds.) Second, they avoided the 
rigid regimentation of the Ameri­
can Plan which is inflicted on nio«i 
Bermuda visitors. They enjoyed 
the privilege of dining exactly 

when and as they plea.sed—from 
beer and a sandwich eaten in a 
hathing suit to a broiled Aberdeen 
steak served by candlelight to din­
ner guests. They .swam from their 
private beach early in the morn­
ing, late in the afternoon, and at 
times between. There were mo­
ments when they almost wished 
they had brought the children, but 
generally they were glad they had 
not. It was. they agreed, a wonder­
ful, peaceful, memorably unevent­
ful vacation. 

Another pair had a somewhat 
different tale to tell. They tele-
jihoned IW on a whim a few hours 
before their plane was to leave and 
asked what might be available for 
two weeks in a quiet spot in 
Greece. The indomitable Mrs. 
Holmes, who advises clients to 
make their plans as far ahead 
as possible, but refused to be 
daunted by the request, cabled 
her agent in Greece and asked him 
to meet the plane. When the couple 
arrived late that night after a ten-
hour flight, the agent escorted 
them to a beautiful house which 
seemed to be a dream come true. 
Once inside, however, they dis­
covered that the house was un­
furnished, literally and altsoliiiely. 
W liile ihe smiling agent looked on 
and the disconcerted travelers 
wondered what to do next, there 

appeared a score of Greeks bear­
ing gifts. Neighbors streamed into 
the emfity house, bringing with 
them beds. rti;:>. ciirtuiti>. china. 
liiieii>. tables, chairs, lamps. Some 
washed the floors, some arranged 
the furniture, some made the beds, 
one brewed coffee. .Almost within 
an hour the httuse was indeed a 
home, an enthusiastic .American 
couple had got what may be the 
best dinner-party anecdote of their 
trip, and IVV proved that it pays 
lo plan ahead, but it could be more 
fun not lo. 

Pleasures and pitfalls 

Even when things go less well 
than expected, complaints are few. 
There is, however, one grief ap­
parently shared by all—spiraling 
prices. A Manhattan attorney and 
his wife who have spent a mcmlh 
on Majorca with their four chil­
dren for the past .several summers 
lamented that as .Americans catch 
on lo this new style of vacation-
lu'j.. the villas seem to get smaller 
and the rentals larger. Several 
years ago it was possible to get a 
good-sized house hir under $1,000 
for the month; las! summer they 
parted with well over that amouni 
for a house "suitable for the Three 
Bears—but there were eight bears

At the back of the house, a deck and a two-.story bay window commandiiin a 
view of San Francisco Bay extends the living room both visually and in fact. 

Tlic iiMinis on the first floor graduate in heijiht from a little more than one 
-liiry to a full two stories at the fireplace end of the living room. Rooms on 
b»nirooin fl«K)r are one story high. Because of sloping land, bedrooms, living 
room, and the garage under the dining room are each dose to ground level. 

A young family needs a house suited to busy, gregarious 
living, a house that can ivitlistand the buzz and clatter of 
small children when they arrive, and accommodate the 
casual entertaining and multiple activities and interests 
of young parents. To preserve even-tempered relations 
between the two generations, there ought to be some 
clear-cut division of space, both indoors and out, so each 
can enjoy his separate pursuits without disturbing the 
other.

(California hillside. The hou.se that architect John Louis Field 

designed for them starts on the lowest level with a garage that 

elevat«!S the floor of the dining room directly over it to a point 

four steps higher than the floor of the living room. Then the 

ceiling of the combined dining-living space sweeps upward to 

two-story height, forming a continuous line with the ceiling of the 

bedrooms on the floor above. As a result of these varying levels 

iimli't foot and overhead, the house has a sense of spaciousness 

far beyond what you would expect from its actual dimensions. 

The living room soars to 19 feet at the fireplace end and is opened 
up at one corner by the balcony leading to the bedrooms.

One whole wall of glajis. partly anjiled into a wide bay and rising up 
two stories, seems almost to double the space of the living room. The 
doors in the bay lead out to the big deck at the back of the house where 
the Seitles often serve cocktails before dinner. The counter of the 
three-part cabinet between glass wall and chimney breast serves as a 
bar, and the se<;tions above and below h house music equipment and 
records. The steps at the right lead up to the dining room, answering 
Mrs. Seitle's request for a visual demarcation between the two rooms.

A house astutely 
divided delights 
t w o generations 
W h e n the Monty Simons built their house in Beverly Hills, Calif., 

they wanted enough separation between children's and adults' quarters 

to give privacy to both, but they also wanted to keep the children 

close to the center of family activities. Their architect, Harold W. 

Levitt, accomplished this simply by the way he arranged the rooms on 

the plan. On one side of a line that bisects the house, he placed all the 

rooms that would normally lie frequented by the children: their own 

bedrooms, the kitchen, and the family room which is also designed to be 

used for family meals. On the other side of the line are the dining room, 

living room, and Mr. and Mrs. Simon's bedroom. But since the dining 

room is open to the living room and the latter is separated from the 

family room onl\ by sliding doors, all three provide one large space 

where the Simons can entertain fifty people with ease. The arrange­

ment of the various outdoor areas follows the same pattern. The chil­

dren's play yard is directly outside their rooms, and from both kitchen 

and family room they have access to the swimming pool terrace (and 

.shallow end of pool). Living room opens to other end of terrace, also 

accessible from the Simons' bedroom via their own private deck. 

On the plan, the division between adults' and children's domains seems 
more emphatic than it is in reality. The line extends from fireplace c o n i n 

of living room along sliding dt)ors to family room and wall of dining room 
to entrance hall, then continur> outd(»ors along low parapet (only a few 
feet high) behind reflecting pool. The wall of the house bordering the path 
that leads to the kitchen is pierced by a narrow band of high windows.

Privacy was the vital requirement for Mr. and Mrs. Roscoe Wilkey 

when they started to plan a house for their lot on the crest of a canyon 

in La Jolla. Calif., overlooking the Pacific. They needed privacy from 

close neighbors and the street running along the front of their prop-

ert)'. They needed the privacy of a protected play yard where their 

toddlers would be safe from street traffic. They wanted privacy for 

themselves, around-the-clock, as well as secluded rooms for the children 

where they could sleep undisturbed if the grown-ups were having a 

parly. In addition, the Wilkeys hoped to enjoy the view of the can\on. 

which, unfortunately, was visible only at the back of the site. And. t<i 

to|) off, they wanted a house that could grow along with their chiklren. 

To the Wilkeys" architects, Liebhardt and Weston, the view suggested 

its own solution, which in turn solved the privacy problem. They built 

the house as close as possible to the rear boundary of the site, placing 

the main living rooms at the back and opening them to the view. The 

garage they placed close to the street where it serves as a screen for 

both the children's play yard and the rooms at the front of the house. 

Pebbled concrete paving extends into the house, opposite page, as the floor 
of an entrance foyer that links the two sections of T-shaped plan (see next 
page), and opens wide to living room on one side, dining room on the otlu-r.

YFoiing artisls and designers, to whom visual experiment is a matter of instinct and 

ilaily practice, are naturally more advenlufoiis lliaii most people in creating a per­

sonal environment. When they furnish and decorate a room, they have no illusions 

that it will satisfy them for all time, since they have already lived through numerous changes 

of taste, and expect more. Undaunted hy the prospect of redecoialiiig in another few years, 

they are less cautious ahout trying out daring colors and patterns. This liherated point of 

view often inspires them with ideas others might never think of, hut that might he well worth 

a thought. The young pros use paint and wallpaper, for instance, in fresh, unconventional 

ways. Having acquired a few really good furnishings, they do not hesitate to comhine them 

with more modest, more casual things. They blithely introduce what can only he called jtmk 

and put it to delightiiilly effective use. Frequently they arrange their furniture in a highly 

unorthodox manner and, so doing, demonstrate workable methods of saving or stretching 

space.

U the antiijues in the Goldschmidts' apartment have their legs intact—a French eighteenth 
century cabinet, O P I ' O S I T E P A C E , a quartet of Italian Directoire dining chairs, L E F T , and 
a pair of little Japanese tea tables—but these are unceremoniously mixed with casual wicker 
and the simplest of contemporary furniture. Two enormous and rare Kashmiri shawls that 
the couple had received as a gift suggested the color scheme. The shawls themselves were put 
to highly unorthodox use as upholstery for a pair of wicker tub chairs, and their reds were 
backed up with a corner-to-corner sweep of wool suede curtains, red-dyed ticking for 
an ottoman cushion, and the lacquered tea tables.

Wisley's. the largest and frankly a display garden, is 

naturalistic (see page 178). At every turn of the 

path, it presents a new idea for home use. This fact 

makes it of particular interest and value to the aver­

age gardener, bringing abnost any scale of rock gar­

den into the realm of the p(»ssibie as well as the de­

sirable. In addition, for the specialist and collector, 

the alpine house and growing frames at the top of 

the sunny slope are straight out of a plantsman's 

dream. There, special glass enclosures have been 

devised to take advantage of every moment of Brit­

ain's fickle sunlight and warmth, yet to guard 

against those moist interludes that would prove dis­

advantageous to the development of this rather fin­

icky group of rock plants. This is especially valuable 

with species that require and. in their native habi­

tats, get a long hot dry sunnner in which to prepare 

for their spring flowering.

SliiiiiriKM iiiir. jewel-like beaded (lowers make charming accents for party table settings and 

wonderful companions for table-top compositions of objcts d'art. If you make your own 

flowers, you can break away from the traditional pallid hues of the beaded bouquets in 

Victorian silken salons and substitute clear, fresh contemporary colors. And you can cer­

tainly dispense with the traditional protection of a glass bell, for. fragile as they look, 

beaded flowers actually wear like iron. You could plunge their wire stenis into a cache-

pot on a terrace table and they would keep through all kinds of wind and weather. L'nlike 

other permanent flowers, they do not pretend to be real, and since there is no hokum, 

there is no disappointment on closer look. Because tliey are crafted of glass, they take 

naturally to the company of fine cr>stal am] china, would look superb in your favorite 

epergne on an antique dining table, for instance, or in a Lowestoft bowl on a modern 

glass table. And because the flowers are washable, they can always look fresh. I f you 

make your own l»eaded flowers, you can also control the scale, designing roses no bigger 

than a thimble or anemones 6 inches across. And because they can take a lot of handling, 

you can combine and re-combine individual nosegays, using them as the components for 

a variety of bouquets. 

You might put a few short-stemmed daisies in a cigarette urn on a breakfast tray. 

Or trail a beaded rose garland down a buffet table. Or bed long-stemmed beaded iris and 

daffodils in live green foliage. You could use small beaded flowers to hold place cards 

or, with a twist of the wire, turn them into napkin rings. Gathering all Nour flowers to­

gether, you could create a huge variegated Dutch bouquet, adding dried butterflies, 

perhaps, or insects on fine trendding wires. 

To make beaded flowers, all you need are the beads, galvanized wire, green florist 

tape, scissors, pliers, a wire clipjier. and a ruler. If you're the kind who likes to explore 

a new interest with caution before )ou invest too much time or money, you can order a 

kil containing all the necessary supplies and insitructions for making a small bouquet of 

daisies or lulips like those above. If you want to duplicate the life-size flowers, opposite

Father basement—remote and antique. The day 

they moved in, Mrs. Adler—rather than trying to remod­

el this dungeon—commi.ssioned from Robert Caigan As-

.sociates a brand new kitchen one flight up. In a narrow 

and quite windowless space (T'Y^ by 16'''| feet I . which 

in a grander era had been a little music room, and. in less 

opulent days, a bath and laundry, the designers set to 

work on problem number one—a 13-foot ceiling that 

gave the little room the feeling of an elevator shaft. They 

lowered it by instidling a peaked, luminous "skylight" 

from one end of the space to the other. Although it is the 

only source of light, it bathes every corner of the room 

in a continuous even glow. 

Since Mrs. Adler is a tiny woman, she wanted the 

upjjer cabinets hung low enough for her to reach without 

the help of a step stool, so the space between them and 

the perimeter of the skylight was hlled in with a fascia. 

Space for an open-shelf pantry and double oven (a new 

model with black glass doors) was stolen liy aimexing a 

little anteroom, left, formerly attached to the dining 

room. At the other end of the room, opposite page, a 

door was cut in the wall between kitchen and hall (see 

plan, below) so that the kitchen could serve the living 

room as well as the dining room. Base cabinets, some top­

ped with plastic laminate, some with stainless steel, 

completed the basics, and a chopping-block along the end 

wall provided a mixing center as well as a dining spot 

for the Adlers' two small children. 

A vivid vinyl floor and a boldly patterned vinyl wall­

paper (it makes a back splash unnecessary) added the 

saucy sparkle that no rainy day could dim. For saving 

steps and time and averting household crises, the kitchen 

was equipped with an intercom system, a fire alarm, and 

a wonderful sinkside gadget that conjures up boiling 

water at the push of a bright red button. {Continued) 

FOR S H O P P I N G I N F O R M A T I O N .

Vf isual excitement is not as a rule associated 
with honiiness, but Mr. and Mrs. Robert 

Forrest's new kitchen manages to combine 
both. When they jjlanned the remodeling: f)f their 
apartment—roomy but somewhat archaic as to cul­
inary arrangements—they wanted a good working 
galley that would look less like a kitchen than like a 
family sitting room—warm, cozy, diverting. Mrs. 
Forrest paints. Mr. Forrest is a T V writer-producer, 
and most of the titne their cook presides over the 
kitchen. But when they are in an EscofEer mood, the 
Fonests like to experiment with a new dish and dine 
in the kitchen, while the cook goes to the movies. 

Formerly, the room was a maid's room. But Mrs. 
Forrest wanted to turn the original kitchen, a larj:er. 
lighter room, into a studio. So the 12-foot-square 
maid's bedroom was augmented by the old pantry 
(see plan, belotv) where the ponderous cupboards 
were reworked for china storage and a bar, leaving 
a coniparalivdy light storage burden for the kitchen 
proi)er. Coiisf-quently the upper walls, instead of be­
ing lined with cabinets, were left free for a sweep of 
vivid wallpaper—a calculated flamboyance tempered 
by dark oak ba.se cabinets that look more like living 
room built-ins than workaday kitchen equipment. 

Light was a serious problem. Since the room's 
only w indow ojjened on an inner court, that stygian 
outlook was masked by vertical w bite louvers. But a 
series of man-made suns—hanging globes that can 
be shifted along their ceiling track to vvberever you 
want them—were installed over the mixing counters, 
left, and the sink counter, opposite page, and a never-
before fixture made from part of the pressure control 
apparatus from an old riverboat was hung room-
center. The louxers, white counterlops, and a pale 
traxertine-patterned floor all became nice reflectors 
for the artificial light, along with a stainless-steel 
ventilating hood of heroic proportions. The final 
homey. do-il-\ourself touch was the kitchen table—a 
round cbopping-|)lock top mounted on a Idack iron 
base.

The glow o f color instead o f a v iew 
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repertoire of centerpieces 
Everything that composes a table setting—linens, china, crystal, silver— 

plays a significant part in the total design. But the clement that pinpoints 

the mood is the one that makes a solo appearance and retires ivhen the 

party is over—the centerpiece. Even without changing your dishes, 

glasses, or silver, you can alter the mood of your table from one party 

to the next by changing the character of the centerpiece from casual to 

sumptuous, from ingenuous to sophisticated, from springtime to autumn. 

This doesn't necessarily mean starting each time from, scratch. With the 

help of one or two containers thai lend themselves to varied uses you 

can work up a whole repertoire of centerpieces and expand it indefinitely. 

Here and on the next five pages you will see how three of the classic 

centerpiece foundations—the plateau, the tulipiere, and the epergne— 

can be used as frameworks for a variety of individual arrangements 

to suit the occasion, the season, or your own personal fancy.

The custom of using a long, low sectional platform as a stage for 

center-of-the-table decorations goes back to Renaissance times when 

master craftsmen like Cellini created ornate plateaus of bronze 

dore. A modern plateau composed of lacquered Japanese trays-on-legs 

offers the same advantage: it elevates a low arrangement j ust 

enough to give it imp(»rtance without obstructing cross-table views. 

For an intimate dinner party to be served on a marble-top 

table, below left, you might work all your small accessories— 

candles, salts and peppers, cigarettes and ashtrays— 

into a pretty composition accented by stiff little gilded 

metal nosegays thrust into silver liqueur cups. 

For a birthday luncheon, below, you might adapt the 

Renaissance custom of using figurines, substituting 

white porcelain for the classic bronze dore. and interspersing 

them with jars of wide-eyed daisies. 

For a gala black-tie dimier. opposite page, you could set the 

same china, crystal, and silver on a zingy cloth, and—adding 

a third tray to the plateau—compose a more spectacular centerpiece.

During the era of lulipomania in eighteenth-century Holland, when vast sums were being spent for a single 

rare bulh, the cerainicists of Delft invented the tulipi^re. In this vase of many spouts, 

even the unskilled flower arranger could compose an attractive bouquet of the 

treasured blooms. The modern Italian tulipiere that holds the centerpiece on these 

tallies consists of three separate tiers, each of which may be filled with water. 

On a table set for a country dinner party, above l e f t , predominantly in blue and white, 

only the two bottom tiers are used, the spouts extravagantly stuffed with blue Iris to 

make a substantial base for the heavy texture and mass of the crowning pineapple. 

On a summer luncheon table, above right, all three sections of the vase form the foundation for 

an arrangement of plump yellow carnations to match the checks of the tablecloth and shaggy 

pink nerines to match those of the napkins. The garland effect around the base was achieved by bunching 

the two flowers alternately in the spouts of the two lower tiers. For a more citified luncheon setting, 

opposite page, the tulipiere is filled with the flowers for which it was intended, 

and the vase itself, unobscured by the blooms, becomes a visible part of the composition. The strong 

color and fascinatingly varied shapes of the blossoms balance the strong color and pattern of the 

Paisley cloth.

Another eighteenlh-cenlury invention that gives you the framework for endlessly varied centerpieces 

is the epergne—a large bowl surrounded by several smaller ones on a candelabrum-like base. 

The Victorians loved the idea, revived its use, and turned out quantities of epergnes in their own 

florid style which you can find today in antique shops, or perhaps in your own attic. 

Tiie five-bowl silver and cut crystal epergne on these three tables is a reproduction of an 

eighteenth-century design by Matthew Boulton, one of the early makers of Sheffield plate. 

To make a big splash for an anniversary dinner, above l e f t , the bowls are packed 

H ilh tight little Victorian bouquets of violets, roses, and candytuft. 

( Dampened Oasis holds them in place, also provides reliable support for the tapers.) 

For a springtime dinner, above right, served on a long narrow table in a garden room, you could 

replace two of the bowls with the interchangeable candleholders that come with the epergne, 

replace the big bowl with a large pot of trailing star ivy, and fill the other bowls with freesia. 

For a party buffet, opposile page, the centerpiece might be the dessert—fresh fruit 

precisely piled in the epergne plus sweetmeats in crystal compotes carefully arranged to fill out the 

composition at its base. You would use toothpicks to pin the strawberries to a Styrofoam 

cone and to secure the bottom layer of each mound of fruit. "Repertoire*" china and "Solitaire" goblets 

by Lenox; Gorham's "Alencon" sterling; epergne from Jack R. Lamberti, Inc. For more ideas 

on how to build a repertoire of centerpieces, see page 232.

The recent and wi'll-piiblici/.f'd iip-
siir<:f in the sales of wine has led 
nianv people to assume that the 
U.S . is finally eoinin}: into her own 
as a wine-drinking nation. Aetu-
ally. Americans have enjoyed the 
essence of the jirape since Colonial 
times, and records show that in the 
1860's .30 million Americans drank 
more wine than 180 million of us 
do in the 1%0's. T h e delirthtful 
and civilized hahit was halted by 
Prohibition and its aftermath, and 
it is only now. thirty-odd years 
later, that a {leneration unaffected 
by the dry hand of the Eifihteeruh 
Amendment is re-establishing the 
matter-of-fact approach to wine 
drinking that is so basic and ac­
cepted a part of life in Europe. 

With the increase in wine con­
sumption has come a parallel rise 
in prices, and wine enthusiasts who 
simply cannot afford to spend $10 
or even $5 a bottle for everyday 
drinking are constantly on the 
search for good value in wines 
within their budget. But it is only 
by avoiding the most widely known 
names and vineyards that you can 
discover a selection of lesser wines 
at modest prices. 

B U D G E T W I N E S O F E U R O P E 

The biggest wine region of France 
is Bordeaux, and the most faiiinii-
districts within Bordeaux are the 
Medoc, St. Emil ion, Pomerol, 
Graves, and Sauternes. The great 
Classification of 18.S.S, still in use 
today, rated the vineyards in order 

of merit, and the top two are re­
ferred to as crus classes, or classed 
growths. (A cru, or growth, simply 
means a single domaine, called a 
chateau in Bordeaux, whether or 
not there is actually a house on the 
property. I The classification went 
on to rate hundreds of other do-
maines as crus exceptiorinels and 

crus bourgeois. These are the do-

muines now coming into their own, 
the many Cinderellas of Bordeaux, 
whose charm and attraction have 
made them sought after by thrifty 
wine lovers. 

Besides the five great districts, 
there are another twenty or so pro­
ducing sound wines that usually 
find their way into regitmal blends. 
Cotes de Blaye, Premieres Cotes 
de Bordeaux, Entre-deux-Mers, 
and Fronsac are among these dis­
tricts, and many proprietors have 
now taken to chateau-bottling their 
wines so as to retain the individu­
ality and [lersonality of the partic­
ular vineyard. 

The wines of Burgundy are 
legally divided into three appella­
tions: the grand cru wines, whose 
labels indicate simply the name of 
the vineyard (Chambertin, Mon-
irachet) ; premier cru vineyards, 
will)*'' individual names are added 
to that of their home town (Nuits-
St.-Georges, L e s Pruliers, Vosne-
Romance. Malconsorts); and vil­
lage wines, labeled simply with 
the name of the village in which 
the grapes were grown (Gevrey-
Chambertin, Pommard, Chassagne-
Montrachet) . 

The Loire River, which 
stretches for 600 miles through the 
center of France, is dotted with 
wine-growing regions producing 
red, white, and rose wines, . \njou 
Rose, the bone-dry Muscadet (no 
relation to Muscat ) , the mellow 
Vouvray, the crisp, dry wines of 
Sancerre and Pouilly Fume, and

Quick and Easy Cook Book

Because the word "convenience" represents such a virtue to 

Americans, it is hardly surprising to learn that, over the last 

twenty years, the market for quick and easy foods has grown like a 

giant. The "convenience foods," as they are described in the manu­

facturers" jargon, are the canned and bottled, refrigerated and 

frozen, dehydrated and freeze-dried (dehydrated after freezing) 

products that have gobbled up the lion's share of storage space in 

the I ' .S . kitchen. Actually, the idea of preserving foods to augment 

fresh supplies is not new. The Orientals have done it for centuries. 

Our Colonial ancestors dried fruits and vegetables and salted meal 

and fish against the hard, hungry winter (New England's original 

contribution to the world of gastronomy was baked beans with 

salt pork I . Canning dates back to the days of Napoleon, when a 

confectioner called Nicholas Appert invented the technique in 1809 

and so inevitably became known as "the father of canning:."' 

But these early experiments were primitive compared with 

today's range of techniques. Wliereas dried beans and cured meats 

took hours of smoking and cooking to render them edible, speed is 

the essence of the modern foods. Whether you buy a package of 

frozen vegetables, already trimmed and prepared for the pot. or a 

potato, gravy, or cake mix to which you merely add liquid, most of 

the drudgery has already been done by invisil)le hands, and you 

can improvise a dish or put a meal on the table in minutes. 

Does this stifle creativity in the kitchen? Not a bit. After 

speed, the second great attribute of these semi-prepared foods is 

versatility. Any cook worth her salt will work out all kinds of tricks 

and refinements to make a standardized product taste like her own 

invention (adding a dollop of wine and some subtle flavorings to a 

sauce mix. perhaps), or simply use it to shortcut or simplify a fa­

vorite recipe, as has been done in many cases in this cook book.

HOW TO 

CHOOSE A COOK BOOK 

BY NIKA STAN DEN HAZELTON 

EDITOR'S NOTE: As a cook book 
author and rrririrrr for thr \rtc 
York Times, Mrs. Hazrilon has 
her oivn rules-of-thumh for judg­
ing cook hook values, which she 
shares here with li&G readers. 

Cookbookman>li i[) has berome the 
new nat ional prri><cu|»alion. Unok-
.store shelves hui j ie w i t h cook 
books, and new ones on every con-
ceivuble pastronoraical subject 
keep appear i i i f i in a sicadv .-tream. 
W h i c h briri;r> up the quest ion: 
what is a pood cook book and how 
do you recopni/o i t ? T h e answer 
depends on several very d i f ferent 
and very personal fac tors . 

F i r s t you should ask yourself 
what you want the book f o r . . \ re 
you poing to use i t as a straight­
f o r w a r d ins t ruct ion manua l— 
w h i c h a s tandard cook book should 
be? A r e you especially interested 
in I he food of fore ign countries? 
A r e you looking for ideas f o r en­
te r ta in ing or barbecuing? Or do 
you merely want to sat isfy your 
cur ios i ty about a personali ty 's or 
a group's food preferences, or to 
indulge in .some f u n bedtime read­
ing? There are first-rale cook 
books i n a l l of these categories, 
ahhough few perfect ones. 

T h e most d i f f i cu l t to recog­
nize is the good standard cook 
book. I t should have a great deal 
of basic and advanced in forma­
t ion about cooking methods and 
techniques, a certain amount of in­
format ion on foods, the table, and 
wines, a l l the basic recipes that 
are the cornerstone of da i ly eat­
ing , plus some festive and o r i g i n a l 
dishes and menus. A standard cook 
b(K»k emphat ica l ly docs not need 
to go deeply in to such sidelines as 
n u t r i t i o n , medical diets, and cur­
rent food products l i k e mi.xes— 
subjects which are better l e f t to 
experts and are l i k e l y lo be out­
dated in a short t ime. There should 
be no more than the most general 
i n fo rma t ion and recipes f o r special 
techniques such as freezing and 
preserving. I t is obviously neither 
possible nor desirable to cram 
every known k i t chen fact in to one 
single book. 

Experienced cook book buy­
ers learn to recognize the names of

the wr i te rs who produce re l iable 
mater ia l without g immicks . But 
since cook books are very lucra­
t ive, many publishers come out 
wi th books l h a l . were they toasters 
or chairs, wou ld be returned to the 
>lore as shoddv men handi>e. Un­
tested or poorly tested recipes, i n -
acctirate or ant iquated in forma­
t ion, r id icu lous and snobby gim-
i n i i k - . ; in ( l l i l ies liased on false 
promi.ses are unfor tuna te ly the 
rule rather lhan the exception. 

Check List for Testing 

I find i t almost impossible to 
judge a cook hook wi thout actu­
a l ly test ing some of the recipes, 
preferably those re la t ing to bak­
ing. Vou can't fool wi th an exact 
chemical process l ike bak ing as 
you can wi th a stew, and i f the 
recipe comes out as promised, the 
chances are that the others w i l l 
w o r k . too. But since i t is impossi­
ble to test before lay ing out the 
often large sum many cook books 
are now se l l ing f o r . I suggest thai 
to prevent disappointments you 
take the f o l l o w i n g p r w a u t i o n s . 
Before buy ing any cook book, es­
pecia l ly by an u n f a m i l i a r author, 
make a detai led list o f a l l the 
things vou hope lo f i n d in i t . Then 
check i f the answers—or at least 
some of them—are there. For 
s tandard cook books, look f o r 
these poin ts : 

1. Does the book have the k i n d of 
recipes you want? Some .standard 
cook b(M)ks place undue stress on 
desserts and b a k i n g at the co.st o f 
other recipes. 

2. Do the ingredient l i s t ings spec­
i f y both the quanti t ies and the 
nature of the food? For instance, 
"one o n i o n " may be very mislead­
ing, since the taste of a dish w i l l 
obviously be affected by the 
onion's .size; i t should be listed as 
smal l , med ium, or large. When al­
monds are called for . are they to 
be blanched or unblanehed? A r e 
tomatoes to be peeled and seeded? 
I s ihc (lour lo he . i l l - | M i r ] i ( i s e (inur. 
and is i t to be s i f t ed o r not? W h i l e 
i t is not necessary to s i f t 1 table­
spoon of flour for t h i c k e n i n g a 
sauce, the flour used in baking 
must be s i f ted before measure-
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ment i n order to get the accurate 
( luant i ty by volume. 
3. A r e the sizes, d t ' p lh . or meas-
iiremt-nts o f equipment c lear ly 
specified'.'' Th i s is essential in fnr -
mation fu r bak ing , since a cake or 
><)uffl('- depends f o r its success on 
the proper-sized pan. A r e you to 
roa^t on a rack or not ? 

4. A re you to ld what to do w i t h 
the e<iuipment? .Should the bak­
ing dishes and cookie sheets be 
greased or ungreased? A t what 
speed do you use the blender or 
mixer , and f o r how long? . \ re the 
oven temperatures given, and. just 
as impor tan t , are yi>u r r m i i i d e d to 
preheat the oven before using i t ? 
ri. Is the r o o k i n g i n fo rma t ion com­
plete? Are you to ld what type of 
lop-of-the-stove heat you need, and 
what distance the food should be 
f r o m the bro i le r f lame? .Should 
you be s immer ing or b r i ng ing to a 
( |uick b o i l : s t i r r i n g constant ly or 
occasionally ; basting, and i f so, at 
what intervals? A r e cakes to be 
cooled in pans or on racks? A r e 
you given the length of cooking 
l imes? Sin<-e foods and heat can 
vary considerably, is there an addi-
l i i m a l . al ternate descr ipt ion o f how 

I he food should look at a certain 
stage (.\ gratin b i rbbly on the 
lop. a cake sh r ink ing f r o m the 
sides of the pan, gelat in thickened 
to the consistency o f unbeaten egg 
whiles, egg whiles beaten un t i l 
they stand in s t i f f peaks) ? . \ re the 
lui inber of servings in each recipe 
specified ? 

Idea l ly , a l l of these points

But in foreign cook books, the 
main t h i n g to look f o r is the au­
thent ic i ty o f the recipes and in for ­
mat ion. Bf joks which adapt recipes 
" f o r the -American k i t c h e n " or use 
American shortcuts and conveni­
ence foods may produce palatable 
dishes, but not the real t h i n g . 
Some so-called fo re ign cook books 
at least admi t to such practices, 
but a great many more sneak them 
i n , and that I consider dishonest. 

One th ing missing in almost 
a l l foreign cook books is a short, 
pert inent dest r ip t ion of what the 
finished dish should look and 
taste l i k e . Y o u can guess at i t w i t h 
the more f a m i l i a r dishes, such as 
hoeuf bourguignon o r lasagna, but 
not wi th Ind ian , Chinese, or T u r k ­
ish focxi. T h i s is especially t rue 
when the recipes require a long 
list or si range combinat ions of for­
eign ingredients I hat produce fla­
vors and textures very d i f f e ren t 
f r o m the foods we know. 

1 f a book is wanted f o r a spe­
c ia l purpose, look at i t closely to 
see i f i t gives the proper i n f o r m a ­
t ion and is not padded w i t h ex­
traneous recipes. A book f o r enter­

t a i n i n g should fit your c i rcum-
^tai i icv, viylc . and budget, and 
also give you the necessary back­
ground in fo rma t ion about shop­
p ing , serving, and general organi-
/ a i i i )n . A book on outdoor cooking 
should point out p i t f a l l s , one on 
picnics be specific about ihe mat­
ter of t ranspor t ing fftods. and one 
on boat cookery be real is t ic about 
the space of the galley. 

The choice o f personal i ty 
cook books and bedtime escape 
reading is obviously not dictated 
by the desire to cook. I f the recipes 
are gond and usable, so much the 
better. Here your taste is the only 
real c r i t e r ion . 

The f o l l o w i n g cook books are 
al l wor thwhi le addi t i tms to your 
ki tchen l ib ra ry . I have personally 
found them to be re l iab le , use fu l , 
and reward ing .

PART II 

How to preserve wicker, rattan, 
bamboo, cane, and rush 

Now that ima"inalive designers 
have completely changed our con­
cept of wickerware and moved it 
indoors, we have become more 
alert to the year-round care of 
wicker furniture and all i l - cous­
in?—rattan, bamboo, cane, and 
rush. When H&G asked a leadinp; 
d o i j i n r r and manufai lurer of rat­
tan furnili ire how best to care \"y 
ui( kiTwai' ' . he n-pjicd. "Keep i l 
dusted.'" When we asked a second, 
lie ;i-sured us the real clue to lon-
i:e\it\ in wickerware furnilure lies 
in the quality of the workmanship. 
So. convinced I hat in this case 
j^ood care skirls with careful buy­
ing, we have compiled a set of 
criteria. 

How to buy wickerware 

First inspect the furniture by run­
ning your finpers over the weave: 
the strands should be closely and 
tightly woven. (Loosely woven 
si rands indicate sh»iddy construc­
tion. I The woven seal should he 
firm and spring back when pres­
sure is removed. Then examine the 
underside for cri.sscross supports 
whirl] minimize s<'at sag: well-
made chairs usually have a Mason-
ite reinforcement for addilional 
support. Rub your hands on the 
fnmt and hack of the chair bai'k-
rest and along the .seat edges—if 
there are loose or prolruding 
strands, snagged clothing and ho­
siery wil l surely result, and before 
htng the strand wil l break or un­
ravel. 

I f the chair or table you are 
con.sidering has a metal base, run 
your fingernail lightly over the 
painted surface. On a good quality 
piece, the paint wi l l not flake off. 
Examine the welded joints to make 
certain ihat the joint is not merely 
"lacked on" with a single weld, in 
wliich case chances are very good 
that under pressure a break wil l 
occur at this point. Swivel chairs 
or har stools should have a ten­
sion-adjustment nut, hall bearings, 
and heavy metal plates so the chair 
or stool w i l l not "rock" under 
pressure. 
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Care of wicker 

True wicker is aelnally a small 
l i i i - l i willow, which is flexible but 
not slnmi;. It i'^ an extremely 
thirsty material, drying out i f i t is 
not "wel d o w n " n gnlarly. In fact, 
uhrn e x e c - - . i s , , | r v . - I r a n d - n iav 

break off. Wii-ker baskets take well 
to fre<iuent dunkings in water—a 
good dousing floats out dust im-
prixined in the crevices—and 
wicker furnilure will henefil from 
similar treatment. At least once a 
year, .scrub it with a stiff brush, 
warm water, and mild soap, then 
hose it down or rinse well and set 
out in the sun to dry. I f you live 
in an apartment where hosing or 
scrubbing is not feasible, give your 
wicker a shower in the bathtub ( i f 
size permits), rinse, and wipe as 
dry a> |io>silile. paying special at­
tention to any metal [)arts. 

.Somet imes after washing or 

repealed >( rtil)liirii!>-. you may find 
wicker fuzzy and rough. I f so, 
when it is bone dry. sand lightly 
with fine-grained sandpaper along 
the line of the wicker grain. Follow 
thi> immediately with one or two 
cnal> nl clear, lliinricd while s h e l ­

lac (applied after sanded material 
has been well dusted o f f ) . Be sure 
to shellac as soon as you have 
sanded, as wicker is very porous 
and absorbs moisture from the air 
very quickly. 

Handle Victorian ginger­
bread-style wicker with care when 
washing or painting, as the curli­
cues that make these designs so 
a|)pcaling may be fairly fragile. 
F.>-peciaIly i f the wicker has dried 
out. rough handling could break 
off delicalc parts despite the mate­
rial's inherent flexible nature. In 
the case of painted wicker, be sure 
before you scrub it that the paint 
is of the plastic-base type, or .scrub­
bing may remove it. The furniture 
d(?alcr should be able to tell you, 
and the manufacturer's label will 
in all probability give in.structions 
for recommended care. Wicker 
takes paint very well and happily 
can be painted over many times, 
but for the mo.st satisfactory re-
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.suits and ease of care, use a plas­
tic-base i)aint. 

How to treat rattan 

To the uninitiated eye, wicker and 
rattan are the same, but such is not 
the case. Rattan is a solid wood vine 
that lias b(»lh strenf;lh and flexibil­
ity. It is resilient, warm to the 
touch. Ii>!;btwei;.'ht. and portable. 
Under hii^h heat, rattan can be 
bent without breaking—a feature 
which allows jireat freedom for the 
furniture desijiner. Althoufib beau­
t i fu l in a natural finish, rattan can 
also be painted very successfully. 
Many different species of rattan 
and different parts of the vine are 
used ill makin;: contemporary in­
door-outdoor furniture. Some is 
made of rattan peel or cane—the 
loii<ili. golden-Ian bark that has 
been peeled off. Rattan core or 
reed, the remaininj: inner part, can 
be cut into flat or round strips that 
are similar to wicker. Rattan core 
may be coated with vinvl plastic 
for added strength. Brown or Pal-
embanj: rattan is a species distin­
guished by lough, reddish-brown 
bark. .So-called driftwood rattan is 
brown rattan bleached by nature 
imtil it has ac(pjired the color and 
texture of driftwood. 

Rattan furniture survives best 
if kept indoors, but it can, of 
course, be used outdoors as long 
as it is sheltered by a roof. I f left 
in the sun for prolonged periods, 
rattan wil l discolor and become 
brittle. Normally it needs no wax­
ing, but i f you subject it to out­
door exposure, frequent waxing 
and polishing are necessary to pro­
tect the finish and color from the 
elements. The best wax to use on 
rattan is one with a natural wax 
base; never use a wax contaiiiini; 
silicone. Vi ben the original sheen 
of a rattan weave becomes dull , 
you can revive the luster by spray­
ing the surface with a clear var­
nish or plastic coating. (Be sure 
that the furniture is dust- and wax-
free befftre you spray i t . ) When 
and if a rattan strand unravels, 
wrap the loosened end in a wet 
clolb to make it pliable, then re-
weave and finish with a coat of 
clear plastic or varnish to anchor 
the strand. Vinyl-coaled railan 
should alwavs be broiifihl ind<K)rs 
at night, for if it is repeatedly ex­
posed to moisture, the rattan core 
at the cut ends may absorb mois­
ture and result in mildew spots. 

You can wipe off spilled food 
and drink willi a ti-rry-cloth towel 
wrung out of warm water, prefer­
ably before they dry. For spills 
iliat have already dried, hold a wet 
cloth to the matter for a few min­
utes to loosen it, but do not scrape 

or you wil l scratch the surface. 
Wrought-iron or liibular->leel 

ba.ses of rattan furniture may be 
kept in good condition by regular 
wiping with a damp sponge or 
damp clean cloth followed by a 
thorough drying. An occasional 
touch-up with enamel aerosol paint 
wil l make kicked or shabby ba.ses 
gleam like new. 

Maintaining bamboo 

Bamboo is a hollow tree growth, 
strong but not flexible. Obviously 
it is .sturdy stuff needing little at­
tention, as most of the old bambin) 
pieces now in antique shops lan­
guished for years in attics and 
basements with no care at al l . and 
most came through with no more 
serious defect than a heavy coat 
of dust. 

To maintain bamboo, old or 
new, requires nothing more taxini.' 
than regular dusting, although 
wiping it off from time to lime with 
a damp sponge or cloih wi l l fresh­
en its appearance. .\. light waxing: 
will protect the surface, but do 
this sparingly and infre(pienll\. al­
ways using a wax with a natural 
wax ba.se, never a synthetic ba-c. 

The much-admired lorioisc-
shell bamboo comes in two varie­
ties—real bamboo with natural 
markings that suggest tortoise 
shell, or bamboo with a painted 
tortoise finish. Before dam|) wip­
ing or vvaxin;^. be sure you know 
which kind you have: i f the tor­
toise look is painted, you may l i f t 
the finish. 

Preserving cane and rush 

Cane, the tough golden-tan bark 
of the rattan, and rush are two 
popular materials for chair seats. 
Both are sturdy and lake .plenty 
of hard use before showins signs 
of wear. Cane may be purchased 
by the yard in a variety of weaves 
and sizes, from finely woven to 
oversea led. and is often used on 
furniture not <mly for seats but for 
l)a( ks. for sofa ends, and on door 
panels. In lime, cane seats will -a^ 
because of loosened fibers. .A m u o i I 

washing, however, will not ..nlv 
clean, but tighten them. As soon 
as you notice a cane seal begin­
ning to sag. wash ii with tnild si.ap 
and water and a brush, follow with 
a good rinsing, and. if possible, put 
in the sun to dry. I f sun is not 
readily available, use a hair dryer 
or air stream from a vacuum 
cleaner. Do not u.se I he chair until 
you are certain that the seat is 
bone dry or it wil l return to its 
sagged condition. 

Rush seats need plenty of

There are only two fixed rules for centerpiece design, both 

based on comfort: do not obstruct your guests' views of each 

other at a seated dinner, and do not overcrowd the table. I f you 

like to serve at the table instead of from the kitchen, keep the 

platters and casseroles on a nearby tea cart where they will not 

interfere with the effect of the centerpiece. All other limitations 

are a matter of taste. Gardenias floating in a crystal bowl would 

hardly be an apt choice for a supper table laid with a red plaid 

cloth, nor would a scarred wood plank of apples and w alnuts on a 

cloth of white damask. Your eye will tell you quickly enough the 

difference between such jarring incongruity and a felicitous con­

trast that will supply the dash of the delifihtfully unexpected.

In makinfi; braded flowers, as in embroidery, you vary your techni(|U'-
to suit the shape you are creating. But i f you make several generic pet­
als, and combine them into a flower, you wil l certainly get the hang of 
the craft, and later you can improvi.<e variations. 

First, arrange your supplies on your work table—clu.sters of strung 
opaque or translucent beads; spo<jls of galvanized wire in various thick-
m—-1'^ from extra-fine In h<-;i\ \ : ^rern fliiri>t tape for wrapping stems; 
and a riilt-r. In aclditiou. yon \ s i l i nt-cd >( i>-ni> ymi don't mind cullin;: 
wire with, and—for twisting or snipping heavy wire—needle-nose pliers 

and a wire clipper. 
Gently separate one string of brads from a cluster. Knot one end of 

the string to keep the beads from scattering. Unwind .-several feet of fine 
wire from your spool, but do not cut i t . Now you are ready to begin. 

I 
Insert the wire through 
the holes of a line of 
beads, withdrawing the 
string gradually as your 
wire picks up the beads. 
Continue until you have 
put on your wire two or 
three strings of beads, 
enough to make several 
smallish petals of the 
same color. 

Make a small loop at the 
end of your wire and se­
cure it by twisting the end 
of the wire at the base of 
the loop. Push toward the 
loop enough beads to 
form the center vein of 
the petal. 

Hold the center-vein 
beads in place, jelling ih>' 
other beads drop down 
the wire toward the spool. 
Loop some of the wire be­
tween the vein beads and 
the others: down and up, 
clockwise, then behind 
and around, under the 
center-vein beads. The 
si/e of this loop deter­
mines the length of the 
flower stem. 

Twist the wire firmly sev­
eral times undi'r the cen­
ter-vein beads so they 
won't slide off.

You now have a 
completed petal with two 
trailing stem wires. Set 
this aside and go on to 
making others. 

To make other petals, repeat the same steps, remembering that each 
center vein must have the same number of beads and each petal the 
same numl)er of rows if they are to match when you form a flower. You 
can make leaves using the same technique. Improvise a beaded center 
for the flower. 

To form a flower, put several petals together in a flower .shape, 
and twist the trailing wires to form the stem. Slip the center into the 
flower petal cup. pull its wires out just below the base of the petals, 
and wrap them around the sli'in. 

In assembling a large heavy-petaled flower, you wil l need a 
heavier wire lo support it. First attach the center to a heavy wire, then 
add the petals, wrapping their thin wires around the heavier center 
wire. For flowers who.se petals must cling together to hold their char­
acteristic shape, you may want to lace each petal to the next with extra-
fine wire before twisting the stems together or before curving the petals 
around a heavy stem. 

To complete a flower, mask the flower stems and the leaf stem> in­
dividually with green florist tape, winding it top to bottom, then combine 
the stems into one with additional tape. 

To make additional flowers to match your first flower, count off 
your beads carefully, or, for a quicker estimate, measure with a ruler. 

I f you decide to pot a beaded bouquet, you wil l need florist clay 
(Styrofoam proves too light to hold the weight of the beads). Pack your 
container with clay to about 1 inch below the rim and cover the surface 
with green florist moss. When you want to clean your potted flowers, 
just dip the flower heads into warm sudsy water, rinse, and let dry.

Ideally, you >hould give your 
rock garden as open a situation 
i i - |ii.--i!ilc. Ilul do not fear to cope 
with overhead shade and competi­
tion from nearby plants. Instead, 
he prepared, i f need be, to restrict 
your rock plants to those .species 
that can do without summer bak­
ing (as most true alpines cannot) 
and to maintain an environment as 
favorable for eai h plant as | M ) S -
sible. .\s for visibility and proxim­
ity to living and viewing areas, the 
more the merrier. 

Placement of the rocks in any 
rock garden should follow the 
principles of slopt- and i O I K M I H c 

-ii;;;.;rslcd in our liuilt-up alpine 
•rarden. .\ naturalistic, if not na­
tural, effect is always desirable; a 
firm substructure and g<iod dr;iiii 
age are essential. .Almost any kind 
of rock can. if necessary, be coaxed 
into a presentable framework for 
plants. Hut the weathered ledges 
of ancient sandstone are, again, 
the ideal. Often the stones familiar 
to the region can be successfully 
adapted (even the pumice stones 
called feather-rock). Make sure, 
of course, that all big rocks are at 
least two-thirds buried (except the 
topmost ones) and all supported 
from below either with other 
stones or even with bricks or con­
crete blocks. Preferably, rocks in 
your garden should be iihU: to sup­
port your ministering footsteps 
and remain unshaken by frosi-. 

Underdrainage is of the ut­
most importance. Aiul above the 
imderdrainage should come a fr i ­
able mixture of good sandy loam 
ii.nipoiindcd with dried cattle 
manure, peatmoss, and sand, 
added aci ording to the nature of 
the partiiular planting area and 
plants concerned and to the 
general character of the whole 
scheme. Above the concrete or 
plastic basin of the bog and poo! 
areas, peatmoss will be your 
s!;nuu-he>>t friend. Whatever s(»il 
mixture the situation calls for is 
best mixed, in volume and in ad­
vance, and put in place as the im k 
structure is itself erected. No de­
gree of effort is wasted if it en­
sures good growing conditions. 
Given the basic mixture, indi­
vidual tinkerin;: (with nn^re sand, 
or more leafmold or coinposi. or 
more peal, or actual gravel) can 
be indulged in for the benefit of 
[)articular plants in particular 
[lorkets or jdaces. 

It is probably unnecessary to 
add that any running, falling, or 
trickling water must be provided 
with a waterproof channel (rocks 

and concrete sturdily set) termina-
l\u'j, in a waterproof basin (eitln i 
at or below the ground surface) 
capable of holding whatever v%aii-i 
you want held during the rainy 
se;i-on and draining it off the rest 
of the lime. A scree slope should 
always be well-drained. A bog 
sliiuild always be wet. And a pool 
should be constantly supplied with 
.standing (or running) water, over­
flow from which may well serve 
the bog. 

Counsel of perfection would 
also suggest that you set rock 
plants that are to protrude from 
the face of stee[) slopes ordry walls 
at the same time yini lay up the 
.stones. First time aroimd that may 
be possible. Hill - i M ond plantings, 
mind changes, and general re­
placements (of which there are 
ill Hind to be many ) will have to be 
made from the surface, with all 
rocks in place. So don't feel to«» ur­
gently the need for planting-as-
you-go. You may be requin'd to 
invent special techni(|ues of chivy­
ing plant roots into small earth 
pockets, but that will soon become 
part of your personal saxicoline 
mystique. 

The plants for your rock gar­
den are another story. There are. 
of course, scores of species that 
lend themselves to every .sort of ac­
cepted rock situation. Our best 
-••rvire to you in this regard is 
merely to suggest a brief book list. 
.Some of the following titles are 
long oiu of print, but may be found 
in good public libraries arul the

B o j ; p r i i i i r o a e s . Not everyone 
has a stream, a brook, a pond, or 
even a patch of marshy ground. 
But to one who may l>e so blest, 
we suggest three primroses as 
special embellishment to the site. 
The first, best known, and most ob­
vious, of course, is the stately and 
graceful Primula japunica, whose 
tiered rings of florets rise at 
water's edge in late spring like 
rosy magenta epergnes. Last of the 
common ones to bloom (what pri­
mula is really common?), this is 
perhaps the most durable as long 
as it has its roots in wet ground. 
Springtime rills that dry out in 
dimmer will not do: the Japanese 
primrose must keep its moisture 
about it. Sun does less harm to it 
than to most other ripening prim­
roses after flowering is over. But 
mere woods moisture is not 
enough. In a wet place that suits, 
it will perform and multiply year 
after year. 

Less reliable, but taller and 
just as beautiful, P. florindae is 
the last one of all to bloom, some­
times carrying its yellow flower 
heads well into July. It, too, must 
have its roots always in moist 
ground, and dappled sunlight, as 
in open woodlands, serves it well. 
Among the smaller primroses grac­
ing the other end of the season, in 
late April and early May, P. julitie 
is rare enough to give you a sense 
of accomplishment for having 
grown it well. It, too, must have 
moist ground if it is to thrive and 
ripen properly. Single purple flor­
ets with yellow tubes are borne 
airily on 3-inch stems that rise 
from the typical rosettes of rough 
cow's-lip leaves.

Hired spraying. Some types of 
pest control are not for amateurs 
to mess around with. And spray­
ing valuable shade trees (espe­
cially oaks and maples) for army-
worm, and birches for birch leaf 
miner, are among them. This is the 
month when control sprays for 
both these insects are likely to be 
effective. While powered home 
spray rigs, even trombone-type 
bucket sprayers, may reach well 
into your trees with some kind of 
stream, they are quite incapable of 
doing a thorough job. A good case 
can be made for the laissez-faire 
approach. Neither your birches 
nor any other trees are likely 
to succumb from direct insect in-
fe-̂ tation. But to permit the insect 
population to get unnecessarily out 
of hand may be risky in other di­
rections. And surely the cosmetic 
effect of mined-out and premature­
ly brown birch leaves can be la­
mentable (in home plantings, 
birches are nothing if not su-

Wisley makes a "ireat point of 
the use of water—in hrooklci>. 
small waterfalls, pools, even hoi!-
—to enhance and set off rocks as 
plant iiiiz places. .Several small 
slrcani- (all of ihem artifiiially 
-ii[i[ilied with waler. of course I 
tumhie throu<rh small ;:orj:e>. out 
of grottoes, from heneatli larjie 
houlders to terminate in a mar>hy 
pond along the lower perimeter. 
Big hlocks of p»'almoss take llw 
place of some of the rocks to meet 
the need of certain [>lant> (includ­
ing small ericaceous shruhs and 
many primroses) for acid soil. To 
ohtain peal chunks like tho?ie in 
w hich a pieri> species grows ( pa;:e 
180) might he more difiicidt in 
llii' coimtry. You could ap[»roxi-
male the same result hy incor­
porating peat into planting pock­
ets. 

The rock plants in the Savill 
Gardens are superlatively dis­
played in raised heds heneatli a 
great hullressed hrii k protective 
wall that looks a thousand vear-
old and is all of twenty-five (page 
181 I . In these heds. where the 
earth is fertile hut sandy, perfectly 
drained, and kept mulched with 
-lone chips and gravel, alpines 
fnmi the Al[)s and from high wi -i-
em meadows of western Nnrili 
.\merii-a. rare liiilli> from Greece 
and the -unhaked plateaus of the 
Middle H!ast. dainty natives from 
all the corners of the British Isles 
are set up as if in a showcase. In 
fact, a showcase is exactly what 
such raised hed-̂  are. W here your 
own ground is too level or too 
rock-poor for easy conversion to 
a full-Hedged rocki-ry. the raided 
st(uie hed. similar in essence to a 
scree or a glacial moraine, may be 
your own answer (for ways to 
hiiild a rock garden, see Garden­
er"- Month. page2.'J6). 

At the Royal Botanic Gar­
dens. Kew (as the name is officially 
w ritlen ). the rock garden is actual­
ly huilt on level terrain, but the 
effect, once you are in the midst 
of I lie- garden, is that of a series of 
rock slopes not unlike those at 
W i-ley. The slopes are achieved 

hv scooping out below grade for 
the paths f to about a 'l-fool depth 
at the lowest point) and piling up 
earth and rocks about the same 
amount above grade. Total height 
of effeclive rock garden—8 feet. 
(Tlii- >ii;:;:e>ls a recourse for other 
flat land gardeners.) Perhaps the 
most interesting aspect of the Kew 
rock garden is its rosier of plants 
from many climate zones the world 
over. Given favorable locations at 
Kew. with the freedom from fero­
cious competition that the same 
planis are faced with in natiiic. 
planl> from high Asian mountain^ 
and subtropical regions thrive 
ei|iiallv. 

Mu-t of the rocks at all three 
of llic-r l''.iii:lisli ganli'ii- are now 
cliieflv Siis-e\ sandslotie. This is 
similar lo o i ir Ameri< an bliieslone, 
and h a s a surprising ability lo 
absorb and hold water without ex­
cessive wi-atheririg or di-inlcura-
tion. Sandstone is less alkaline 
than limestone, more absorptive 
than firanite. often more decora­
tive than either. Of course, if you 
find il impraclical to bring stone 
by the carload into your garden, 
you work with what you have. No 
rock garden was ever spoiled by 
the composition of its rocks, only 
liy their ini-u-e. 

The kinds of planis snilabh-
for rock gardens change little with 
the years. As we have said, few 
garden ;iroii[»s have slin k so close-
Iv lo llie original species, w illi le--
livbridi/.alion of new and sup­
posedly different named varieties. 
So the lore and the literature and 
the catalo;ziies of rock planis re­
main surprisingly valid from year 
to year a n d from countrv lo cotin-
try. Il woidd be inaccurate to say 
thai all the [ilanis found at Kew. 
W i-le\, .iiiii W indsor would thrive 
under climatic conditions prevail­
ing in Vk'esiche-ter County, N. Y. , 
or in Orange County, Calif, (lo 
pick two temperate extremes), let 
alone Diiliith. Minn. But it would 
not l»e inaccurate to say that with­
in virtually every fienus repre­
sented in these great island gar­
dens there is at least one good 
species thai could he grown suc-
ce—fully Mtmewhere in the North 
Temperate Zone. If this seems like 
faintlu'arled assurance, remember 
thai the roster of lovely rock and 
alpine plants is as long as that of 
any rec(»gnized garden group. 

In addition, there is the com­
forting knowledge that almost any 
other member of the plant king­
dom "bigger than a man's hand 
and smaller than a breadbox" can 
qualif) for inclusion somewhere 
in a wcll-desitrned rock setting.

Few gadgets in our house work 
any harder than my drip-dry rack.

W hile I have always enjoyed paint­
ing. 1 must admit that I do not rel-
isii the pre|iaralion and cleanup: 
iieuiug out the clean container for 
the paint, the brush, the protective 
newspapers, the paint rags, ihat 
sort of thing. For a small house­
hold retouching job it is particu­
larly annoying. About three times 
a year we go over the white wood­
work throughout the house and 
retouch the bad nicks and scars 
with the original paint we've care­
fully saved. We have hit on a few 
little tricks to keep it from becom­
ing a production. Alter thoroughly 
stirring the paint in the can, we 
pour what we need into a paper 
cup or clean coffee can. We keep 
the cup on a paper plate to protect 
I he floor and furniture from drib­
bles, and for a paint rag we use 
oversized facial tissues. For little 
dabs of paint, a cotton-lipped swab 
is better than a brush. W hen we 
are through, we simply throw 
everything away but the brush. 
(Face it, there is no practical way 
to avoid cleaning a paintbrush.) 

Cotton swabs, by the way, 
have many uses at our house: 
cleaning any kind of crevice, ap­
plying polish to heavily carved 
wood or metal, cleaning the leaves 
of some types of small-leafed house 
plants, applying glue or paste.

washing on a regular basis to keep 
their good looks, b)r neglei ted 
ru-h will get very seedy looking, 
dry out, and be subject to cracking 
and chip|)ing off. You can scrub 
rush with a stiff brush and mild 
soap and water. Rinse well and 
dry outdoors. .A light coating of 
white shellac will protect the sur­
face and is very effective in an­
choring any loose pieces. When a 
major break «(i curs. it should be 
mended al once: replace the loose 
strand in its original position and 

-ei lire with clear, quick-drying 
plastic glue. Then, when dry. shel­
lac the entire seat. 

Once a cane or rush seal suf­
fer- a major break, tlierr- i- noth­
ing to do but have it replaced—not 
always easy, since good caners are 
getting as scarce as the proverbial 
hen's teeth, and genuine cane is 
costly. There are caning and rush­
ing kits on the market, but if your 
chair i- valuable (and yoii are in»t 
an expert craftsman), better play 
safe and take it to a professional. 
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
