MAKING A L A D Y O F J A Z Z 

B Y F A U B I O N B O W E R S 

In Ba<ir« and Beethoven's life-
limes there wa« a close afiiiiilx l i ' 
tween the mii>-ic of the miistci '- iind 
the popular music of the day. 
Uhi le every greengrocer mi;:ht 
not have whistled themes from 
Bach"- fu<ziie-. serious composers 
frequently borrowed contempo­
rary melodies, folk tunes, and 
dance music without the ^liiihie-i 
scruple. E\en "roval musi<-" com-
mi^-ioned by a kinj : was comp(t«-ed 
fur liic ciijoyiMfiit iif ilic pfMplc. 
too. But somewhere along the line, 
the music of ilu- people and the 
classical reperl(»ire separated, and. 
nnlil our own day. one liked either, 
but rarely both. 

^ oung peo[)le used to ask 
each other with intense interest: 
"Do y<)U like c la»ical music or 
jazz?" For a l«ui<: lime the wary 
would respond "<-lassical," since 
it was not quite respectable among 
the classical contingent to admire 
jazz. After all , it was argued, jazz 
came from chain gangs, brothels, 
dance halls, and the dives of New 
Orleans and Chicago. One's mu­
sical status waxed or waned ac­
cording to the degree of austerity 
and classicism one's taste em­
braced. 

Things have changed. No 
longer is it just a matter of being 
" in " to be a jazz bufP. No longer is 
it a star in your crown to "d ig" late 
Brahms. Calm and eager accept­
ance of both jazz and the classics 
. 1 - s N c l l as an amalgam of the two 
ha> be< ()me the norm. Both kinds 
of mu^ic are now ea»ier on the ear. 
and both, at least as of ti>day. are 
being made from the very stuff of 
life as it is now being lived. .lazz. 
in the pure sense of the word, is a 
supremely American contribution 
to world culture (although its 
te<-hnical definition includes "Eu­
ropean harmony. Eur()-.\frican 
melody, African rhythm, with 
."^{lani^-li. Krcui ! i . ami \\ Imliari 
spicings") but it has flowed effort­
l e s s l y into the mainstream of 
world mu>ic. 

Jazz did not lose its rather 
raflish reputation, however, until 
the hi>loric concert wherein Paul 
Whiteman introduced (i«'rshwin"s 
Rhapsody in Blue and "made a 
lady" out of jazz. Before this time, 
a number of interactions between 
music for the moment and music 
for all eternity had taken place. 
First, it was the highbrows who 
l(M)ked to the low for new life. De-
liu-s\ delved into ragtime and 
cakewalks. Ever since World 
War I , Stravinsky had borrowed 

bits of jazz rhythms and pieces of 
popular melodies for his music, 
climaxing his knowledge of the 
vernacular in the Ebony Convvrto. 
Dariu> Milhaud in The Cn-dlioti 
of the U orld composed in 1924. 
the same year as the Rhapsody in 
Blue, produced a work that might 
l)e labeled classical or ja/.z, ac­
cording to which ear you heard 
it with. 

But from 19.i8—the year .lelly 
Roll Morton delivered his auto­
biography in five weeks of sung, 
>pokeii. and piayni s , -ss iu i is îi i l i r 
staid Coolidfie .Auditorium of the 
Library of ron ; : rcss j a / / was of­
ficially in. .So much so, in fact, that 
the intense iiit«-llectiial did not 
dare not like ja/y.. Meanwhile on 
the pop-music scene, the classics 
be«ame an inexhau>-tibl<' source 
for borrowed o r stolen theme- .̂ 
Take Blossom Time. When the 
first movemeni ol Schubert's / n-
finished Symphony was turned 
into "You are my song of love." 
and drummed incessantly into peo­
ple's ears, many felt they had 
found the rea»on why the great 
man never had finished this work. 

Today. how('v«-r. somelliin^ 
remarkable has come into exist­
ence—an equality between the 
two types of music. One former 
differentiation--"longhair"—has 
changed its connotation diametri­
cally. The classical violinist with 
the pageboy hangs has marclied 
offstage, while the rock "n roll 
i:roup is more likely to be wear­
ing Bach-length (»r at least l.\-/A-
l e n L ' t h haircut*. 

Acciirding to Cunther Schul-
ler—serious musician, jazz pro­
ponent, noted composer, and re­
cent Ford Foundatiiui "Artisl-in-
Residence" in Berlin where he 
composed a jazz opera—three 
streams make up the mainstream 
of today"> niusje. The fir>l stream 
is classical—the music which be­
gan 400 years ago, gradually los­
ing its imprn\isational character­
istics and bec<iming acutely for­
malized. The second stream i - jazz. 
And the marriage of the two cre­
ates the third stream. It !> this h is i 
"stream" in which most of today's 
musical fun is to be found. 

More and more we are get­
ting concerts where lK»th kinds of 
music are performed in happy, 
easy co-existence. In January at 
the important International Fcsii-
val of V isiting Orchestras, the Cin­
cinnati Symphony, under the li-ad-
ership of Max Rudolph, devoted

After World War I I . he joined 
Di/zy (;ill<->|.ic'-. Iiand a- piaiii-t. 
and comp(i>e(l for it his fanrntis 
Toccata for Trumpet and Orches­
tra. Then. aliiindiMiing jazz leiii|iii-
rarily. he enrolled in the Manlial-
lan School of Music, and earned 
two degrees. Some years later, the 
Manhattan .School canonized Lew­
is's M.IQ. hy [ircsentinfi the quar­
tet under the School's concert 
ac^i>.

Garden pcsiicides have chaiififd greatly in the past thirty-four years, 
hut my iidvicc has not. If you don't know uhat you are doing, why 
you are dninj: it. and uhrri ynu should he doing i t . then don't do 
anything. You can ki l l a plant in ten thoughtless minutes; it may 
lake ten year-- or more for the same plant to die from neglect. 

Cauli(m was needed even when chemicals were relatively few 
and uncomplicated. Caution is vitally necessary today when some 
liesiicidcv arc sn pdisonnu-- lhal a lew (lrn|)s on the skin can k i l l the 
operator, some have a very long residual effect, some may k i l l bene­
ficial insects and wildlif<- as well as the target organisms, and some 
can be concentrated to lethal proportions in fisli and shellfish. In 
|)lanning ihc ^lardcn in>ci licidc vlidf^ select malcriaU thai arc -̂ afc 
for the (ipcraior cxcn ising normal care, reasonably safe for wild­
life i f used as recommended, and nontoxic to the plants you wish 
to protect if used in pmper dilution. Instead of buying economy-
si/.ed packages, purchase only as much as you need for a single 
season. It is extremely difficult to discard lef tmrr i h.-rnicals. I f 
they are fhislied into a sewer, they may pollute a river and ki l l fish: 
il tlicv arr Ininu'd. lliev pollute the air. Current reconunetidalions 
call hir deep burial—hut what modern garden has room to spare for 
disposal \)hs'^ 

Many sanitary and cultural methods supplement llie u-c of 
chemicals. The following calendar of operations is suggested for 
the Middle Atlantic Stale--: work would bc<;in sonicwhal earlier in 
the milder regions, later in colder ones. Treatment is limited to 
some of the more importani ornamental jiianl- in the home garden. 
In many eases, several different pe-lii ides are listed so that you 
can choose whatever liap|)cns to be locally available. 

Before opening any chemical, R E A O T H E L A H E L ! There is a 
great deal of information on a label and every word has been ap­
proved by the United Stale- I)c|iaiimenl of Agr i iu l tu ie before 
product rc;>i-tration was granted. Chemicals are sold in various 
formulalion>. bui ihe label always gives the correct dosage for each 
type. Some chemicals ^afe for certain plants may possibly be toxic 
to others. Read the label for such precautions. 

MARCH 

Check I lie seed catalogues for varieties resistant to certain diseases. 
Most of these are vegetables, but wilt-resistant asters and rust-
rc-i>laiil snapdragons are offered by some firms. 

Start seedlings in sphagnum. Vermiculite or Perlite to avoid 
damping-iilT. 

Choose a sunny day to walk around the garden with a large 
paper bag and pruning shears. Cul off twig> hearing tent-caterpillar 
egg bands. Check arborvitae and other evergreens for the baglike 
houses of bagworms. Remove the brown galls of cedar-apple rust 
from junipers. Cut old peony stalks at ground level (this should 
have been done in October). Remove over-wintering, mite-harbor­
ing weeds around the rose garden, and clean up the debris in iris 
beds. Rem«)ve lilac canes killed by borers. Cut off lower branches 
of spruce killed by Cytospora canker, working only when the 
needles are dry. 

j i i>i before the buds break on scale-infested lilac, euonymus, 
and other shrubs, vines, and deciduous trees, have them sprayed

Discard severely crippled plants; make sure new plants are not 

deformed. 

Watch for tent caterpillar nests, and wipe them out while 

small; never burn them out. 

Spray pines with lindane or D D T for whhe-pine weevil. Cut out 

willing leaders. 

In late Apr i l , spray birches for leaf miners witb lindane, dime-

thoale, Sevin. or malathion. Tree experts control birch miners with 

a systemic applied to the soil, but this is too poisonous for amateurs. 

M A Y 

At the end of Apri l or in very early May, start treating roses with 

an all-purpose spray or dust. Dusting is somewhat easier, usually 

less effec tive. T h e combination should include: Phaltan or maneb 

for bhn kspiii: lindane, malathion. or rolenone for aphids; D D T . 

St vin. i .r nielhoxychlor for chewing insects; and Kelthane. Aramite 

or Tedion for spider miles. Some conibinalions include Karalluine 

for powdery mildew, but many rosarians prefer a separate spray of 

Acli-dione I ' M applied only when necessary. Some use dimethoale 

as a systemic for aphids, mites, and thrips, and some try more toxic 

materials. The sprayer or duster >hould always have an extension 

rod and deflector so that underside of foliage can be covered. The 

combination rose spray should be repeated every seven to ten days 

imtil there is a hard frost.

TERMITES-AND HOWT( 
KEEP THEM AT BAY 

Even if they invade your house, you can 

stop them before they do serious damage 

L i k e most of nature s threats to 
your sense of well-being, termites 
play ferociously upon your imagi­
nation. The mythology that has 
grown up around ihem makes them 
out to be insatiable little brutes 
bent on literally eating you out of 
house and home. 

Undeniably, termites are bad 
actors. The ir collective appetites 
are reckoned to cause over $250 
million worth of damage to houses 
and other wood structures every 
year. Yet they are by no means 
imconlrollable. Armed with an un­
derstanding of their ways and 
wiles, any homeowner can take 
steps to detect an infestation of his 
house before serious damage has 
been done. T h e following ques­
tions and answers, compiled by 
H&G. in consultation with termite-
control experts, will tell you what 
you need to know. 

What is a termite? It is a liny 
wood-eating insect known to have 
been on earth for at least 250,000 
years. Most of the forty-odd wood-
gnawing species in the U. S. are 
subterranean termites—the type 
you are most apt to be victimized 
by in your own house. (A com­
paratively rare type, the dry-wood 
termite, can survive above ground 
in the wood that provides its food. 
Fortunately this unwelcome guest 
is usually foutul only in southern 
coastal areas and Southern Cali­
fornia: getting rid of it requires 
complete fumigation of a house, 
indoors and out.) 

L i k e ants, subterranean ter­
mites are organized in a highly 
specialized caste system made up 
of workers, which do all of the 
wood-gnawing; soldiers, which 
guard the intricately engineered 
colony from its enemies (notably 
ants) ; winged reprodui-tives, 
which emerge above ground peri­
odically and establish new colo-

i i i r - ; and ilic king and queej 
whose reproductive prodigies 
count for the tens of thousands 
termilcs in each colony. It is a <li|

damage. You may find a clue to the 
infestation rate in your localitv h\ 
lookinj: in. of all places, the Yel ­
low Pages. The economic realili'--
of termite control will he fairly 
well reflected hy the number of 
li-lings for companies in the husi-
ne-s of ridding you of the inse< ts. 

Is it true thai termites are nl-
ways found only in very old hous­
es':' Definilelv not.

a pleasant place with—for an air­
port—an excel lent restaurant and. 
-ince they are Mgois. an assidu­
ously polite stuff who handle you 
lik«' cut ^lass. The car f ordered 
weeks ago was actually wait in <r. 
and off 1 went to traverse the en­
tire length of ihe Promenade des 
\nglais, the only way to get 

through Nice without getting lost 
in hack alleys. A houlevard. real-
Iv. I lie Promenade ploughs along­
side the sea. and if there were 
any Russian Grand Dukes left, 
there would he one at every cor­
ner. This was their favorite play­
ground and ihcir high jinks are 
still remembered with a true Gal­
lic regret that no one since has 
ever thrown away so much money 
so gaily. 

Twenty minutes from Nice. 
Cap Ferrat is off the road to Monte 
Carlo. I f you don't watch your 
-i;^ns. you'll end up with Princess 
Grace instead of on the Cap, which 
you enter with a qui<"k lurch sea­
ward into a labyrinth of winding 
roads and walled villas thai leads 
down in circles to the village of St. 
Jean. Here there is a fairly new. 
cliii-. and not shockingly expcnsi\c 
hotel called the Voile d'Or, which 
is blessed with a good chef. There 
are other hotels and all manner of 
pensions, but the Voile is the most 
amusing, has the best plumbing, 
and a delightful seaside terrace for 
dining. Down the road to the right 

is a pliific where for two francs you 
can rent a mattress, and for two 
more, an umbrella, and spend the 
day in the sun. There is a bltle bar 
and restaurant, a swimming in­
structor, and a fleet of those odd 
boats ihal are run by pedals, like 
a bicycle. The beach is composed 
of tortuous little black rocks, .so 
unless your feel are made of cast 
iron, it makes sense to buy the 
white rubber swimming shoes the 
village offers for American tender 
feet. 

Plunk in the middle of the vil­
lage is Cappa's restaurant, famous 
for its bouillabaisse, and justly so. 
It is. of course, a dish you must 
truly love, for it should be eaten 
with aioli, the mayonnaise infused 
with all the garlic the cook can 
beat into it. Although ihe flavor is 
ineffable, keep in mind that you're 
^ t i n g TNT. I f bouillabaisse is not 
for you, have mostelle. a delicate 
(i-li (piite like our pompano which 
the Cappas hake with herbs and 
bread crumbs. The wine of this 
particular country is Chateau de 
.Selle Clos Mireille—amber and 
heady, and the restaurant does a 
very good Grand Marnier souHle 
which they rush from their kitchen 
across ihe street high on one arm 
while the other halts traffic. A per­
ilous voyage. For a good restau­
rant, Cappa's tariff is surprisingly 
reasonable, and as in most French 
restaurants today, service is com-

pris. One should leave only chicken 
feed as a tip. Full of Cbis Mireille. 
1 left ihe old customary pourboire. 
a good one. which Monsieur Cap-
pa accepled with a whacking of his 
withers and a happy shout of

My villa, half flowers, half house, 
came complete with Madame 
Monnet. a remarkable lady who 
has lived on the Cap since the 
day she was brought there, years 
ago, by the Duchess of Sutherland, 
a peeress vsho traveled with a staff 
of eighteen.

Then, ten years 
ago. the chapel was given to Jean 
Cocteau to decorate, and today it 
is the town's showpiece. Quite un­
like the Matisse Chapel, it looks 
like a filigree of wonderful, rather 
amusing embroidery in pink and 
blue, green and cream.

North to Provence 

By now. July was almost gone,

A sense of arrival is created by the approach up the 
13-foot-tvide stone steps and through the 40-foot-deep courtyard to the 
monumental Mexican stone doorway. The double doors are wide enough to admit 
a wheeled vehicle, but a smaller door is cut in one of them for today's foot-borne. 

his is the tenth house—the milestone oj a decade—to be cited by H&G as 
a Hallmark House. Like its predecessors, it was chosen for two kinds oj excellence—distinction 
oj design, and its worth in human terms: the singularly personal felicity it ajjords 
the family who live in it. Built in a suburb of San Antonio, Tex., for Mr. and Mrs. Marshall Terrell 
Steves and their three sons, Marshall, sixteen, Edward, fourteen, and Sam, eleven, it was 
designed by O'Neil Ford, a contemporary architect with a profound interest in the past. 
His fervor is more than shared by the Steves, whose fascination with Spanish Colonial 
architecture, like that oj so many Texans, is inherent. San Antonio was founded as a mi.ssion, 
the .Alamo is its heart, and compared to Dallas or Houston, the city has a flavor all its 
own. Although the Steves had lived for years in a traditional house, when the time came for 
change, it was inevitable that their new house be an A merican hacienda—a house dedicated to 
preserving the crafts and cultures of the region called North of the Border. Because they 
have been Texans for generations and lovers of everything Mexican all their lives, the Steves 
(he is president of the HemisFair to be held in San Antonio in 1968) were enormously 
involved, in a personal way, with each detail of their house and everything in it. { Continued)

^ I ^ he most cogent reason for giving the Steves^ house our Hallmark citation is because it 
I is contemporary in the way it works and is lived in without conforming at all to the 
I starker aspects of modern design. Much of it was built by artisans brought from Mexico, 

and the handicraft evident in the stone floors, brick vaults, roughly carpentered woodwork 
and irregular walls creates the effect of a house of antiquity rather than one less than 
four years old. In addition, because it has roots, the house provides a wonderfully warm and 
commodious background for entertaining and family life. Utterly hospitable to any demand, it 
is a beautiful house well armored with practicality. Its contemporary spirit is mellowed 
It i/h endless enrichments from a day long past, and it offers the great gift of a series of 
iiiitdoor areas—patios and courtyards—-designed to heighten the pleasure of almost every 
principal room. Very large (1 LOGO square feet), elegantly sprawling, completely walled in 
from passers-by. it is built in three separate wings—one of bedrooms, (me of formal rooms, 
one for entertaining—linked by a 100-foot-long gallery that plunges through the house 
like a great life-giving artery. Yet, despite its size, the house is so admirable a 
wedding of the romantic and the pragmatic as to bean inspiring source of ideas, all 
adaptable, wholly or partly, to smaller, less complex houses for families anywhere in the 
country. Since one of the most fascinating aspects of the house is the derivation of 
its architectural details and furnishings, H&G has asked James Gorman, a close friend of the 
Steves and an authority on Mexican culture, to relate this part of the story. A resident 
of San Miguel de Allende, Mr. JSorman is the author of "Mexican Arts ami Crafts" 
and is also responsible for the newly revised "Terry s Guide to Mexico."

Nevertheless, it is a far cry from the florist's cherubic 
hush to the airy and graceful starbursts of azalea bloom 
that illuininale the springtime landscape. And it is almost 
as far a cry from the conventional dooryard azaleas, 
which parade some of horticulture's brightest and most 
insistent colors, to the wild azaleas of the awakening 
woods. There, with the season's march all the way from 
the soullici I I lip of the Appalachians northward to Massa­
chusetts, the palest yellows, lavenders, pinks, burnt 
chromes, and outright oranges sing beneath leafless tree 
branches. \X^Tiile on the East Coast, the show reaches from 
Florida and Louisiana into chilly New England, on the 
West Coast the show runs only from northern California 
to British Columbia. 

When the azaleas are well into their flowering, the 
rhododendrons begin. The line between the two is a diffi­
cult one to draw, since botanically all azaleas belong to 
llie rliddodcndion p,cnns. as their true names indicate. 
But the distinction between the two great groups is gen­
erally recognized by anyone who has seen them both. 

The w ild azaleas of both America's and Asia's tem­
perate regions bear their flowers, for the most part, either 
before their leaves appear in the spring or as the foliage 
opens. Only a few flower after the leaves have developed 

t he first azaleas of spring always seem 
the best, if only because they are the most welcome.

fulh . Nature has given us a score of congenial species, and 
plantsmen through the years have added many hybrids 
that can spread sheets of delicate color across the garden. 

Whether you have a woodland you can call your 
own. or mei-ely a clumj) of trees or a collection of a few 
large shrubs, a handful of w ild azalea species chosen for 
adaptability to your regional climate can make the com­
ing of spring to \ our landscape an adventure in shimmer­
ing color. Mowering. as most of them do. before any new 
leaves emerge on the landscape, they have the muted w orld 
of the new season all to themselves. In natural and natu­
ralistic plantings, w here almost all of the American spe­
cies are most often seen at their best, they create a new 
la\er of color for the e\e—above the conventional w ild-
flowers and spring-flowering bulbs, below the early blos­
soms of the larger shrubs and small woodland trees. 

A hopeful note for gardeners is that the regions, 
often fairl\ lesliii led. where the American azalea species 
are indigenous, do not b\ any means set the limits of the 
areas in which the plants w ill grow successfully. The aza­
lea melting pot, so to speak, would boil most briskly 
around Washington, D. C, or a little to the south of there 
(as a matter of gratifying fact, one of the finest collections 
of azaleas anywhere is in Washington's National Arbore­
tum I . There are a dozen species that grow well in the 
Arnold Arboretum in northerly Boston, just as there are 
at least as many mostly different ones—that thrive in 
Callaway Gardens in southerly Georgia. (There is one, 
the white Rhododendron occidenlalis, that is not only 
native to the Pacific Northwest, but that does not succeed 
in the east at all except in hybrid form.) 

Probably the most appropriate use for the native 
azaleas and their natural hybrids is on the kind of wood­
land in which they had their origins—among and beneath 
the branches of tall hardwoods. But except in alkaline

ne Saturday morning 
forty years ago, a 
small battle raged in 
the backyard of a 

h o use o n F u I to n S treet 
ii) Grand Rapids, Mich. Half-a-dozen 
twelve-year-olds were fighting with 
wooden swords, rake handles, and 
water bombs for possession of a 6-
foot-high wooden castle. The out­
come was a draw between the attack­
ers and the defenders, of whom I was 
one. That was not quite the start of 
my interest in castles. But it was 
j)robably the first milestone in the 
sequence of events that led up to our 
acquiring, two years ago, a little 
castle in Wales. 

Castles have always fascinated 
me, not because they were romantic 
or noble edifices, but because of 
tlieir functional purpose of defense. 
In early English u.-̂ age. in fact, the 
word castle denoted merely a for t i ­
fied place or fortified domicile, often 
Utile tnoic lhan a wooden building 
on a mound ringed with a picket 
fence. At the time of the Norman 
conquest, there were literally hun-
dretls of these wooden castles in Eng­
land, and another two centuries 
pas.sed before they were rebuilt or 
replaced by stone. 

Long after the wooden castle in 
Grand Rapids had been abandoned 
to another generation of defenders, 
my weakness for castles persisted. On 
D i y first trip to Europe as a college 
student and on subsequent trips I 
visited every castle 1 could. During 
one of these treks, ray wife and I 
were particularly intrigued b y a 
miniature Bavarian schloss actually 
small enough to be livable in twenti-
etli-century terms. Altliough definite­
l y not available, it gave us the idea 
that somewhere there might be an­
other of the same modest scale. Then

small, very old keep in Pembrokeshire on the 
coast of Wales was for sale at a barfjain price. 
The ad haimled me. I decided to make a «|uick trip 
ul inspeclion. ()i> nn arri\al in London, the local 
estate anient was notably unenlhusiastic. He did. 
however, make an appointment for me to visit the 
castle, warning me not to expect much. Fiul when 
1 first glimpsed the tower of Roch Castle from five 
miles away, I knew I was sold. By 5:00 P.M. the 
same day. the deal was closed.

Roch v\as l>uilt around 1250 A. 1). by a Nor­
man knight whose mission was to protect the 
l lcmish settlers from the raids of the Welsh to the 
north. His name was Adam de Rupe. which prob-
alil\ derived from the rock on which the castle 
was built, sini e •(ii- b'u|>e"' in charter Latin meant 
"of the rock." Soon it was changed lo ihc Nminan 
or French "de la Roche.'" Then in the nineteenth 
century , when onl\ the castle and village still bore 
the name, ihe loi al citizens "anglicized " il by drop­
ping the "e." 

The walls are 6 feet thick, wilh many arrow 
slil> and s(»me window> that were installed in Tu­
dor times. And bcciux- of the sloul walls, the 
interior s|)aces are small and few. The main door 
takes y(»u into the (Juard room or barracks where 
the men at arms must have cooked, eaten, and 
slept. From there a stairway, built right into the 
dnckness of the wall, takes y ou up to the main 
room or hall, in later years called the "court 
room"' becau.se the local judicial proccrdinus were 
held llicre. Not nearly as large as the name sounds, 
the court room is now our living-dining room. At 
one end is a tiny oratory or private chapel and a 
small alcove called a "solar." which we use for a 
s(ud\.

^ome people live as their houses dictate; 

others reshape their houses to fit the way they want to live. 

Decidedly one of the latter is designer Elaine Luslig Cohen 

who took a run-of-the-mill New York brownstone with 

average assets and liabilities, and by a limited amount of 

remodeling turned it into exactly what she wanted to meet 

her family's personal needs, and to please her own lively 

nineteen-sixlies eye. Mrs. Cohen, who designs graphics as 

well as furniture and interiors, does a good deal of work 

at home, and so does her husband. Arthur A. Cohen, editor, 

publisher, author, and scholar of Jewish theology. As busy 

in her way as her parents is their seven-year-old daughter, 

Tamar. In addition to providing space for all her family's 

living, working, and entertaining, Mrs. Cohen also had to 

accommodate an art collection that could 1111 a small mu­

seum, plus some 10,000 books. Yet the architectural 

changes were kept under control. 

"On the top and parlor floors, I ripped out 

everything," she admits, "but on other floors I 

only cleaned up the background—got rid of 

moldings, etcetera. In some places I left the 

eyesores and distracted the eye to something else" 

How about all the books and paintings and working para­

phernalia—did the house have enough storage sjiace? 

"yVo—it was meager and badly located. Bui instead 

of building new closets, we store things 

in wardrobes and cabinets all over I fie house." 

The bulk of the books are stored in library stacks on the 

top floor. Party equipment is housed in cabinets on the 

living room floor. The linens for each bedroom are stored 

in the bathroom that adjoins it. (Continued) 

The top floor is one of the two which were entirely gutted. Once 
seven little rooms, it is now a marvelously functional floor-
through study for Mr. Cohen. At one end. the 10.00(1 books are 
arranged very professionally on .standard steel library stacks, 
but Mrs. Cohen ameliorated their cold hard look by facing 
the ends with wood panels painted different hot colors. 
Carved wood object on stand atop file is a ceremonial mask. 
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New Ireland sculpture stands guard between Mr. Cohen's desk and the library area of the top floor. 

T h e family's

"Sometimes I use the cabinets to 

direct traffic—really to shape space." 

As an example. Mrs. Cohen cited the crisp-
l\ painted commercial file cabinet she and 
her husband use for correspondence. To­
gether with a cabinet for phonograph rec­
ords, it di\ ides the library end of the top 
floor from the~w orking and study area. Ke-
( c:itl\ she moved the art books down from 
the librarv to a bank of shelves flanking 
the fireplace in the master bedroom. 

"Art-book browsing is something you 

like to do in a leisurely way in the 

evening. But who wants to go upstairs 

at the end of the day 

jusi to bring dou n a book?" 

The Cohens have not one music system, but 

two. The pla) er and records for the larger 

housewide system are stationed, like the 

books, in Mr. Cohen's study, which is most 

convenient for him since he likes to play 

opera music while he works. But isn't it a 

chore to traipse to the top door to put on 

the records they want to hear in the living 

or dining room? 

"We dont like music to compete ivilh 

conversation at dinner parties or in 

the living room. When we have <i party 

with dancing, maybe twice a year, it's 

easy enough to put a stack of records 

on tfie top floor player beforehand. 

The otlier set of hi-fi equipment is in the 

storage-wall of Mrs. Cohen's study on the 

third floor. Connected to that player are 

duplicate speakers in the master bedroom. 

"0// this floor I did very little 

beyond cleaning up—removing mantels, 

for instance—and a lot of painting 

out. Our bedroom was 'remodeled' 

almost entirely with color."

On the lintel above she stenciled a fa­

vorite Hebrew quotation: "It is not for 

you to finish the work; neither is it for 

you to desist from the work." 

The exposed pipes for the tub in die 

master bathroom she boxed in, design­

ing the box so that its interior could 

serve as a clothes hamper, its top as a 

counter for sculpture. In an empty cor­

ner on the other side of the room, she 

built a linen closet. The space between 

the windows she mirrored and framed 

with make-up lights, and across the win­

dows themselves she installed shelves, 

filled them with plants and folk art.

Now that sewing rivals cooking as a rew ard­
ing, creative, leisure pursuit, H&G believes it 
is high time this activity be given the inspir­
ing ambiance it deserves. Accordingly we 
have planned a real studio or atelier that you 
can set up in any small room you have to 
spare. It is equipped for everything from the 
initial cutting to the final pressing, and gives 
you all the counter space you need to spread 
out in, as well as a wealth of draw ers, cabinets, 
and closets for storing paraphernalia. Above 
all. it is a pretty room—bright and lively to 
sustain your enthusiasm for grappling with 
the intricacies of a ball gown or a French 
swag, inviting to settle down in for a relaxed 
session of hand-linishing. 

We designed our studio for a space of 12 
by 15 feet (the size of the average extra bed­
room) and apportioned it. as kitchen |)lan-
ners do, into centers for separate activities— 
in this case, cutting, sewing, fitting, pressing, 
storage. One wall is devoted almost entirely 
to storage: at one end, a closet for the small 
supplies dressmakers call "findings" al the 
other, a fabric closet, and, in between, a high 
counter plus w all-hung cabinets, w hich double 
as a gift-w rapping center. {Continued} 

Since a sewing room in action is usually a riot 
of color, we chose clean white for the back-
«;round, accented it with H&G's Jade and Ultra­
marine (<aliinet interiors are Jade. too). Tam-
Iiour curtains at window and eyelet-embroidered 
panels in closet doors provide texture contrast 
to slickness of painted walls and woodwork, 
vinyl floor tiles, plastic-laminate counters.

I''iir (M i a>inii I umild 
u.se my biggest wineglasses, pol­
ished to the utmost brilliance. 

One of the most memorable 
( i f disastrous) of such dinners 
that I have ever had, in fact, was 
built around a great white Bur­
gundy—I.e Montrachet 1953. We 
started with some asparagus in 
butter and the Montrachet itself, 
no other wine. The next thing I 
was aware of was a strong smell 
of burning from the kit< hen. We 
had been so rapt by ihe marvelous 
.scent and the delicate strength of 
the wine that the chicken under 
the broiler had gone up in smoke! 

Even everyday dinners for two, 
as opposed to these occasional 
flights to the moon, can be kept on 
a mildly celebratory level by hav­
ing wine on hand in the hou.se. 
Half-gallon jugs of California 
Mountain red or white, the latter 
in the refrigerator, can add the 
extra touch of a two-wine meal—a 
wine for each course, every day. 
These California wines are partic­
ularly suitable for keeping open 
for a week or so; their compara­
tively high alcohol content keeps 
them safe and .sound. 

The adventurous character of 
a dinner for two also allows you 
to be iiiiinliibiled in your choice 
of wine. Look along the shelves of 
your wine and hquor store for odd­
ities; it is often the way to come 
across something unusually good. 
For example, buy the oldest red 
wine you can find. I t may conceiv­
ably be past its prime, but at least 
i t wi l l make a change—we drink 
far more wine before its peak than 
after it. I f you do find a very old 
bottle, it is as well to ask the store 
manager where it has been all ils 
life. I f it has been next to the ra­
diator or standing up on a shelf, 
it wi l l be a poor risk, but under 
proper »torage conditions, it may 
well iiaxr jwcMinr that all-too-rare 
tiling, a really mature wine. 

Freed from the sense of re­
sponsibility to guests you can ex­
periment without restriction. Try 

with names you have never 
heard of. Follow up anything 
which has intrigued you; names 
like Bull's Bbiod. Tiger Mi lk , Pipi 
d'.Vnge. Remember, though, that 
oddities should always cost less 
than famous names, not more. I f 
a wine is completely strange to 
you, it is a great help to taste it 
with another wine, one you do 
know, as a yardstick to see where 
it fits in. Alone, its unfamiliar taste 
may strike you as being either 
much better or much worse than 
it really i - .

One of the serendipities of travel 
in this all-too-.<tereotyped world is 
the discovery of small pockets that 
have mana<ied. magically, to pre-
ser\'e their own distinctive charac­
ter and charm.

The line, 
which was made up of both major 
and minor fortresses, virtually iso­
lated those behind it from the 
Welsh culture and language.

Maiiorliicr. and Pembroke. Carew 
and Manorbier were built by 
Gerald de Windsor, a Norman who 
married a local girl. Nest, daughter 
of Prince Rhys ap Gruffyd. He re­
ceived the lands as part of her 
dowry from Henry I , with whom 
this famous beauty had been more 
than a little friendly. Carew and 
Manorbier were residential castles, 
rather than fortresses, and de­
signed for the kind of hospitable 
largesse popular in those days. 

Manorbier. the more romantic 
of the two, is a true model of a 
Norman haronial residence with 
its moat and drawbridge, and 
neighborinj' church, mill, dovecote, 
pond, parks, and ;iroves. Tl>e castle 
is on a rock in a valley thai looks 
over a little inlet and out to sea. 
Althoufzh privately owned, it is 
open tn the puhlic from April 1 to 
September 30, a time of year when 
the gardens within the walls are at 
their best. 

Carew. on a grander scale, 
was remodeled and improved by 
Nest's descendants and had il^ 
heyday during the reign of the 
Tudors: a three-day tournament 
held in 1.S07 for Welsh knî rhts and 
their retinues drew 600 guests. You 
can get an idea of the scale of the 
entertaining from the remains of 
the banquet hall with its enormous 
mullioned windows, the work of 
the Elizabethan Sir John Perrolt. 
Near the castle entrance is an even 
older symbol of Welsh history, a 
Celtic cross of the ninth centurv, 
decorated with interwoven scrolls 
and inscribed in Latin to "Mare-
dudd I he king, son of Edwin.'' 
Carew can be seen weekdays (and 
Sundays during August) for a 
small fee. 

Pembroke, west of Carew, was 
the first and m(»st formidable of 
the l.andsker fortresses, and for 

centuries the seat of the Ear] 
Pembroke and the center of pc 
(one Tudor king, Henry V I I . 
born here). Ruined but partj 
restored, the castle is famou?

?r pretends he can eliminate ter-
nites forever; he is not, in the 
ommonly understood sense, an 

cxh irninalnr. His objective i>- to 
place a barrier of toxicant be­
neath and around your hou.se 
through which termites cannot 
pass. Those isolated above this 
chemical barrier die for lack of 
moisture; those below it are cut 

ff from their food supply and will 
be forced to move elsewhere. 

A reputable termite company 
will furnish a contract which pro-
[vides for establishing the chemi­
cal barrier, for any necessary 
structural alterations, and for dol­

lars and cents protection against 
any future termite damage (up to 
any .-̂ um varying from $5,000 to 
$25,000. depending on the opera­
tor). He will also, through his 
written contract, guarantee the 
contents of your house against 
damage, and he will reinspecl tli'-
premi.'̂ es at least once a year. 

Should I expect a full ex­
planation of the termite-control 
man's strategy? You certainly 
should, because a description of 
the work to he done is another 
form of protection against fraudu­
lent operators. A conscientious 
contractor will make certain a 
chemical barrier chokes off all po.s-
sible entrance areas. He will treat 
the ground around and under your 
house by applying the toxicant 
with special pressurized equip­
ment. He will also, when neces­
sary, drill holes at close intervals 
in foundation walls and concrete 
slabs in order to inject the toxi­
cants that ensure the integrity of 
the chemical harrier. Finally, he 
will make all necessary repairs, 
and leave your house sound and 
uncluttered. 

Half much should Icruiilc-
control treatment cost? The na­
tional average for treating a single-
family house is in the neighbor­

hood of $165, according to one 
nationwide termite-control com­
pany. But this figure does not 
really reflect the wide range of 
conditions encountered. If, for ex­
ample, a considerable amount of 
structural damage has been done, 
or if the construction of your house 
is unusual, the termite-control 
man's price wiU of necessity be 
higher. Too, there are normal re­
gional differences in cost that may 
affect your expenditure. 

//(;//• mui li inidui f/n<-rii-c u ill 
a tirmilr-pi'itriiion treatment 
cause? As a rule, practically none. 
Where damage (by the subter­
ranean type) is minimal and the 
infestation light, treatment will re­
quire the efforts of one or two men 
for a day or so. Obviously, if dam­
age is great, structural repairs wiU 
take more time. If you are unlucky 
enough to attract the dry-wood va­
riety of termite, however, you will 
need to vacate your home com­
pletely while total fumigation is 
carried out. 

Can I buy protection against 
possible future termite damage? 
Yes. Whether or not you have had 
a termite infestation, you can con­
tract for annual inspections and 
control. The average national rate 
for such service is less than $20 a 

year, but varies according to local 
conditions. 

When buying a hou.se. new or 
old, make sure the property is ter­
mite-free. Nearly every state re­
quires that a termite inspection l»e 
made before a house changes 
hands. 

If I'm planning to build a ncn-
house, can I have "built-in" ter­
mite protection? Termite control 
is ea.siest and best achieved before 
a house is built. For a relatively 
small sum, the ground on which 
your house will .stand can be pre-
treated with the necessary toxi­
cants. Most good builders in heavy 
termite regions will pre-treat the 
site. But don't take it for granted. 
Insist on this service. The FHA re­
quires f)re-treatment, but this 
again is a requirement that de-
jjends for its enforcement on re­
gional FHA alertness. So always 
ask before buying a new house.

They have been so relined 

and de\elo|icd as power mechanistns that they can be started by your grandmother 

and operated b\ vcur grandson. I f a horsepower race has developed in i crlain kinds 

of mechanical equipment, at least o|jerating noi.se levels have been reduced pro|)or-

tionately, new ways of performing old-fashioned tasks have been perfected, and new 

f u n c l i ( u i s . untbougbt of tucntx \ ears ago. have been added. 

Anyth ing like reliable figures about the prevalence of home-style power equip­

ment are lacking. But the numlier of motorized lawn mowers of one type or another 

runs into the lens of mill ions. Cultivators and tillers probably rank next numerically 

(not (xiunling farm-size models I and the accretion of backyard tractors now amounts 

to lens of thousands annually. Regionally, the snow blower is becoming a recognized 

mend)er of the suburban famiK of equipment. And even such esoteric devices as lawn 

vacuums, power s|:)ra\crs. and chain saws are available at the corner store. Therefore, 

a few sensible questions arise: 

Are all these power tools necessary? Once a j)iece of household equipment fo r either 

indoor or outdoor use has proved demonstrably useful, i l soon becomes indispensable. 

Certainly the time saved by power equipment in the garden can be pul lo good use 

elsewhere. Tractors, which most homeowners do nol really need, are most often i n 

the same class as higb-lidelily radio components, pleasure boats, and s|)orts cars: you 

don't need them, but ihey can be a joy . 

Do power tools do the old jobs better and are they safe to use? Along w ith engines 

that are quieter and start more easily go culler bars and reels that can manicure a 

lawn as few hand-j)ropelled machines were ever able to do. L 'nt i l fairly recenllv safely 

was shirked in the interest oi | i c i f o i inance. bu l now safety is receiving the honest con­

sideration of mo.sl manufacturers. Safety guards around cul l ing parts, better balance 

of the machines themselves, automatic controls that either stop or inactivate the ma-

chittes when manual guidance fails—these are bul some of the factors that are no 

longer being ignored, especially in lawn-mowing equipment. As the use of power 

equipment increases, so does the awareness of its possi- (Continued on page 202)

have found out that they are neces­
sary and can he serviced. 

I f I seem to have neglected 
basic furnishings and ecpiipment. 
it was wholly intentional. More 
lir-^t-iimers abroad take too much 
—or the wr<iii<; things, nr useless 
things—than too little. Half the 
fun of moving abroad i - ac(|uiring 
furniture on the spot, then enjoy­
ing it when you move back home 
again. K \ r r v lnreigii service fam­
ily I ever encountered cheri-lu -
things they have had made over­
seas: chests and tables in Hong 
Kong, wroiight-iron chairs in Peru, 
contemporary furniture in Chile, 
carved screens in Kashmir. To 
some countries, however, you 
might flo well to lake .springs, mat­
tresses, and pillows, but slick to 
foam rubber which is less subject 
to mildew and insect life. 

I know a woman who shipped 
all her carpets to Iran , but that 
was an extreme case "f paiiii'. 
Many other countries also have 
wonderful indigenous floorcover-
ings. ranging from wool rugs to 
-i-al mattings, that are much more 
suitable and better looking on the 
local scene than . \merican wall-to-
wall. In the tropics, floors are usu­
ally lefl bare. 

Linens are another story. In 
some parts of the world you can't 
find any bed linens suitable for 
our kind of beds. And . \merican 
bath towels are a must. I just sent 
a whole trousseau of them, on spe­
cial request, to a Swedish bride 
who had gone to school here and 
wrote that . \merican bath towels 
were the one thing she couldn't 
match at home. .'\nd although 
every foreign service wife you meet 
wants to show you the ravishinj:

In no time at 
all everyone in the neighborhood 
knows what you eat for breakfast, 
how you wash dishes, how many 
pairs of socks are in your chil­
dren's wardrobes, .And whatever 
you do is presumed to be typical 
of all 195,000.000 citizens of the 
U. S. While you are living abroad, 
everything from the objects on 
your coffee table to the way you 
pass a plate of cookies becomes a 
gesture in .American foreign rela­
tions. It is largely the .servants, of 
course, who broadcast the news— 
and they do it in as minute detail 
as our TV commentators report (m 
the private lives of the astronauts. 

MuHt ff»ii hart' nervanlH? 

The answer is: jirobably. yes. Yet 
delightful as it may .sound to have 
six or seven people to wait on you. 
when the chips are down, most 
Americans, having been spared 
the experience of coping with ser­
vants, would actually prefer not 
to have ihem around. Bui, if for 
no other rea.son, you will probably 
need a servant to do the markelini:. 
American commissaries do not ex­
ist in every overseas post (or you 
may not be privileged to buy from 
them). Even where they do, frc-li 
produce has to be bought every 
day at a market which opens soon 
after daybreak. The early comers 
get the best .selection and the best 
(piality. and bargaining over 
)rices is the ride since the vendors 

are also the original producers. 
The whole procedure can be great 
fim, but tim(r-consuming and 
leep-robbing. 

But why do you need six ser­
vant- to do what one woman can 
do at home? The answer lo that is: 
their generally low physical stam­
ina. As a result, many coimlries 
have built up traditional divisions 
of labor as bindin": as tho.se of 
American labor unions. In South 
America. I once had a maid who 
came in three limes a week just to 
wash the i handeliers and mirrors. 
If Maria tried to walk the baby. 
whi< h was strictly Gloria's job, we 
had a domestic revolution. 

Then there is the mailer of 
hours. In some countries, especial­
ly in the troiiics. the help works in 
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.split shift.s, coming in the morning, 
leaving for the afternoon and re­
turning at night. "In India, I had 
seven," one woman told me. "but 
if I wanted to run downtown to do 
an errand in the middle of the 
afternoon, I would suddenly dis­
cover there wasn't a soul around 
to watch the children." 

Some local customs you can t 
fight, and shoiddn't try lo. Do not 
be dismayed by time-honored con­
ventions .such as the "cut" the 
cook expects when he does the 
marketing. Bui lei him know tliai 
you are onto the rules and not to 
be taken in, A friend of mine while 
living in Cairo had been studying 
Arabic, unbeknownst to her cook. 
Every week he would add up the 
hills aloud in his native tongue, 
then give her a much higher total 
in English. One day, to his dumb 
wonder, she pointed out the dis­
crepancy. They got along fine after 
that. 

Between foreign assignments, 
a young consular wife makes a 
point of hoarding copies of House 
& Garden and certain other maga­
zine-. ""Hclore we go olf to our next 
post." she explained. "I'll comb 
through them all and clip every 
picture that shows how something 
is made—curtains, bookshelves, 
or watercress sandwiches." Like 
the rest of us, she has found out 
that it's a ureal deal easier to con­
vey what you want of servants by 
a picture than to try lo explain it 
in faltering Porlii-iuese. 

In the former colonial coun­
tries you will be introduced to two 
sets of customs and convenlioms— 
the indigenous and the imported. 
There is a foreign service legend: 
"If vou <i.n where the Dutch or the 
Germans have been, everything 
will be very clean. If you go where 
the French have been, you will 
find wonderful cooks. If you go 
where the English have been, 
everylhinj: will be orderly and op­
erate on schedule. If you can find 
a place where they all have been, 
you will be in heaven." 

\ny family is lucky to have a 
chance to move abroad. From 
o\er-<M- \oi] can look at \our own 
country with new perspective and 
objectivity, re-evaluating hitheHo 
umpiestioned bles-in;:s with more 
appreciation. Ibil the families who 
are happiest are the ones who for­
get about the things "you eanl get 
here." and take advantage of the 
ones they know they could never 
gel anywhere else. They are imag­
inative and adventurous about 
adapting local products and pro­
duce to their own uses, usually 
ending up with houses that are 
more colorful and more personal 
than the <mes they left behind.

The care and safekeeping of 

T A B L E L I N E N S 
How to keep them spot-free and crisply laundered 

Brides too often sta.sh away their 
beautiful trousseau linens, letlin;: 
them see the light <if day only on 
very special occasions. This un­
necessary hoarding is usually 
prompted by fear of what con­
tinual laundering and ironing 
might do to them. Table linens do 
need frequent laundering, of 
course, but there is no danger if 
you know hoiv to launder them 
and. most important, when and 
when not to administer first aid 
after the inevitable accident. 

In this day of aulomalion 
most households are equipped 
with up-to-date washing macliim -
and dryers, with their myriad set­
tings for fabrics of varying weights 
and fibers. Machine-washing will 
do an excellent job if you follow 
the directions and settings recom­
mended hir delicate fabrics. 

Hand-washing is highly rec­
ommended for small, fragile, and 
dainty linens such as cocktail and 
tea napkins, sheer cloths, em­
broidered or lace-trimmed cloths. 

Should you send table linen 
to an ordinary commercial laun­
dry? T h e answer is—hardly ever, 
unless your laundry is an unusual­
ly good one and makes a specialty 
of "hand" wurk. Most laundries 
have a penchant for folding linens 
askew, inside out, and for exi-es-
sive starching. And it is only the 
exceptional laundry that will not 
use strong blea(dies and uUl sepa­
rate white and colored linens. 
Even though natural linen and 
cotton are durable and stand up to 
hard use with amazing aplomb, 
continual bleaching and starch­
ing will take its toll. 

Washing 

That old cliche—"washes like a 
riandkerchief"—is surely one of 
the great non sequiturs, as nothing 
is more loathsome than washing 
handkerchiefs. Natural linen and 
cotton table linens, however, do 
launder tlie way handkerchiefs are 
reputed to. Moreover, frequent 
washing not «mly does the fabrics 
no harm, it improves them, mak­
ing the linen and cotton bloom 
and become more lustrous. Before 
laundering, it is wise to spot-treat 
stains. Once the linen is wet all 
over, it will be difficult to locate 
the stain, although it will show up 
when the material is dry, and if 
ironed, may be set permanently. 

Remember that while it is not 
always possible to treat stains the 
moment they occur, it is not a good 
idea to allow them to stand for any 
length of time. If you cannot treat 

them immediately, sponge them 
with cool water only. (See stain-
removal chart, page 218.) 

Before either hand- or ma­
chine-washing, wet the spots, then 
gently rub thick soap or detergent 
suds directly on the area. Take I 
care not to rough up the fibers 
with too vigorous rubbing. For 
very stubborn .spots, a soft well-
lathered brush is excellent. Then, 
if washing by hand, flush the sudsy 
water through the whole piece. 
Otherwise, put it in the machine 
at the proper .setting. Hand-washed^ 
linens should be rin.sed at least 
three times—preferably more. Un­
der-rinsed linens will encourage 
scorch marks when they are 
ironed. 

Colored linens, especialh 
when new, .should be washed sepa­
rately. . \ mild, perborate bleach 
may be added to remove some 
stains. Be extra careful when ma­
chine-washing not to put dark oi 
deep colored linens in with light 
cloths, lest the color of the linens 
bleed, and they collect lint. 

Most linen experts agree that 
linens washed in water with C a l -
gon Water Conditioner added are 
brighter and crisper because the 
dirt i> held in suspension in the 
water and does not redeposit oi 
the lim n. 

Drying 

Drying at too high heat is a.'-
damaging as wa.shing in too hot 
water. Automatic dryers set too 
high literally bake linens, blast­
ing in wrinkles which weren' 
there in the first place. Vi hil< 
there is no substitute for sunsliint 
and a brisk breeze to put freshb 
laundered table linens in an easy-
to-iron ccindition. gentle automa-i 
tic drying can almost duplicate 
these conditions. Remove table 
linens from the dryer before they 
are completely dry. They will iron 
far more easily then than later 
when they must be sprinkled and 
rolled. 

216 
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Ironing 

Ironing, that bugaboo of most 
housewives, is a bit of a bore, but 
it goes fast if done promptly when 
table linens are evenly moist (not 
soaking), with the iron .set at llie 
proper temperature. To increase 
the luster, first iron the wrong 
side, then the right side. Embroi­
dered or lace-trimmed linen> 
should be ironed face down on 
Turkish toweling to bring up the

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design, then again on the side pro­
tected by tissue paper. Colored 
linens seem to change hue wliile 
being ironed, but they wil l return 
to their original shade when cool 
and dry. Napkins >.hould be pulled 
into shape before ironing so they 
are as nearly square as possible 
and the corners will ineel when 
folded. When ironing large table­
cloths, vary the folds. Fold loo.'iely, 
then iron up to the fold, but do 
not creaM*.

never be ironed into formal dinner 
i loths. Be sure lo allow fn--lilv 
ironed linens to dry thoroughly be­
fore storing to prevent mildew. 

When to consult professionals 

What about your banquet cloth 
and your highly ornamented or 
delicalc or valuublr old table lin­
ens? The safest, and. in the end. 
most economical, method is to 
send these to professional linen-
laundering specialists. Their work 
is expensive, but worth every 
penny as it restores the linens as 
well as cleaning them. Most large 
cities have sucli -pecialists. .SmaH-

er cities seldom do, but it is worth 
sending the linens out of town. 
Some f>f the im[)orlcrs of fine 
linens also have a spe< ial srrxii e 
for laundering the linens they sell. 

These highly skilled laun­
dresses (they are usually women) 
prefer that you do not use any first-
aid methods on fine and valuable 
linens. I f you have an accident, 
try lo get the linens to them 
promjitly along with complete in­
formation on the nature of the 
stains.
