For instance, if 
your total is $.'iOO, you deduct your

There are two exceptions—no dis­
count is allowed on automobiles 
or made-to-order clothes for your 
personal use. i f you are over the 
$100 limit, you are required to 
make a written cleclaraliou. so it 
is well to bone up (through cus­
toms pamphlets in the United 
States before you leave, or by 
checking at American con-iikiles 
and embassies abroad) on the cur­
rent rates of duty on anything you 
are l ikely to acquire. Note the 
word "'acciuire"': duty applies not 
just to purchases, but also lo gifts 
you get abroad and to repairs or 
alterations to property taken with 
you. Even duty-free items, if the 
value is over SlOO, have to be listed 
in the written declaration. So do 
items not intended for personal 
use (commercial samples, gitods to 
he resold or used for business pur­
poses, anything brought back h)r 
someone e lse) . 

Certain products are not ad­
mitted at any cost. These include 
mcii liandise from North Vietnam, 
Communist China , North Korea, 
and Cuba. No items may be 
brought in from Hong Kcmg. un­
less they are a( i ntnpanied by the 
Comprehensive Ilonp Konfi Cer­
tificate of Origin, a government 
certificate that proves they were 
not brought over from Communist 
China. ALso prohibited are switch­
blade knives, lottery tickets, wild 
bird feathers and eggs, liqueur 
chocolates, obscene material, nar­
cotics and drugs containing nar­
cotics (which might be quite inno­
cent-seeming cough syru|)s or 
headache remedies i . 

You can claim the $100 ex­
emption provided you have been 
out of the country for at least for­
ty-eight hours (there is no time 
limit for Mexico or the U .

More Liberal Laws 

Now for the hrighter side of the 
picture. Happy exceptions to the 
$100 .straitjacket are the U . S. 
Virgin Island*. Guam, and Ameri­
can Samoa. Travelers returning 
from these favored spots can bring 
in $200-worth of acquisitions and 
1 gallon of liquor. If. however, you 
pick up the usual $100-worth of 
goods and 1 quart of liquor in 
some other country hefore or after 
you visit these places, this is 
counted as part of your total and 
you will only he allowed $100 and 
four more bottles of licpior. You 
should have sales slips and receipts 
to back up the value and origin of 
all your purchases. 

The list of things that carry 
no duty at all is reallv exolic. Pic­
ture, if you will, a traveler with 
a duty-free cargo of authenticated 
antiques; original works of art; 

original prints; maps over twenlvj 
years old; foreign-language hooks 
and book' priiilrd n\(-r Ivvenl)!

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HOW TO 
DRY 
FLOWERS 
for enchanting, long-lasting bouquets 

BY DORIS A. FROEHLICH 

The preservation of garden flow­
ers, leaves, berries, grasses, and 
colorful weeds is fascinating be­
cause of the wide variety of mate­
rials you will And to work with, 
easy because it requires no elabo­
rate equipment or previous ex­
perience, and highly rewarding 
because of the lovely, lasting ar­
rangements you can make. From 
early spring until late fall , the 
gardens, fields, and woods are 
alive with wonderful possihilities. 
Select your materials carefully, 
keeping in mind the results you 
are aiming for. The colors should 
blend, and the individual elem- ni-
of each bouquet should he of the 
same scale. Be sure to harvest 
plenty of flowers along with an 
adequate supply of background 
and filler materials. 

When and what to harvest 

Most garden and field flowers will 
dry well if they are harvested prop­
erly. It is extremely important to 
gather them at the proper time. 
Generally speaking, flowers should 
be picked at their prime or slightIv 
before^—^just as they reach, or are 
about to reach their full color, 
since the flowering often continues 
during the drying process. Flowers 
picked after they have reached 
their prime may become shattered 
blooms when they dry. The blos­
soms should be crisp—never 
wilted or droopy—and the petals 
should be as free of moisture as 
possible. Late on a warm, sunny 
aftern«)on is the ideal time for 
harvesting them. Early morning 
dew or a summer rain will leave 
them too wet for successful drying, 
while extreme heat might make 
them limp. 

T h e variety of flowers suitalile 
for drying is almost unlimited. 
T a l l larkspur in pink. hlue. laven­
der, and white; all the delphinium 
family; pink, white, or purple 
stock; hydrangeas; peonies; dahl­
ias; asters: pompon chrysanthe­
mums; cosmos; zinnias; straw-
flowers; glohe amaranth; hon­
esty; golden ageratum are only a 
few of the pos>iliilities. Many 
varieties of roses dry snccessfnily 
if picked when two-thirds opened, 
although some reds tend to dry al­
most black. Even lilacs, if picked 

before they are fully opened, wil 
dry beautifully. .Statice, picked 
early in its bloom, and baby's 
hreath. harvested when parlialh 
opened, both go well in many dif­
ferent types of arrangements.

How to dry blossoms 

When flowers have been harvesl( 
they should be cut to the propei 
stem length (6 to 8 in(-hes for iht 
smaller flowers. 10 to 12 inches foi 
the larger ones) , stripped of thei 
foliage, then dried by either of tw( 
methods. The oldest, dating bai 
to the days of the American co: 
nists, is to hang the plant materii 
upside down in bunches in a dry. 
dark storage mom. The room 
should be slightly warmer than 
outdoor temperature and a- il.nk 
a- |ios-i|)|c M> ih;ii ihe llouer- will 
m a i n llicir color.

Drying time will vary from a week 
to a month depending on the 
plants. They can remain hanging 
longer than that with no loss of

color, or they may be .-stored in 
covered boxes until you are ready 
to u.se them. 

If you have no storage room, 
you can dry your materials by the 
second nu-lliod—in boxes with I he 
help of a drying agent. You will 
need boxes large enough to hold 
ihe (lowers without crowding lliem. 
and the boxes niii^l In- lined wilh 
waxed pa[)er or florist's paper. 

There are many different sub­
stances that can be used as drying 
agents. \ sim[>Ie and effective one 
is a combination of borax and yel­
low cornmeal. mixed in equal 
parts. T o each (|uarl of this mix-
lure add three tablespoons <tf un-
iodi/.ed salt, to keep the colors 
brighter. The agent must be 
poured evenly onto the uaxed 
paper until it is one-half-an-inch 
deep. The larger flowers should be 
placed face down in the mixture, 
ihe smaller ones lac<' up. and they 
should not toii-h each other. Then, 
with a tahlespoon. carefully add 
small amounts of the agent to each 
flower until it is buried, but leave 
the <tem uncovi-red. Only a single 
l,l\r|- nl lluwiMs >hoiild he put iu 
each box, and the boxes must be 
left opened during the drying 
period, (ienerally speaking, the 
larger blossoms hold greater 
amounts of moisture than the 
smaller ones, and will lake longi-r 
to dry—perhaps seven to ten days. 
T h e smaller ones will take from 
four to six days. You can test the 
flowers by carefully feeling the 
petals wilh your finger to see if 
they are stiff. 

As soon as the flowers are dry, 
they should be lifted carefully out 
of the box. Remove any excess 
particles o f the agent which may 
i ling to the petals wilh a small, 
artist's camel s-hair brush, mois-
t«'ned slightly if necessary. Then 
store the flowers in a covered box. 

How to dry leaves 

Leaves mav be dried in several 
ways. Pressing them produces a 
flat form, and is suitable for vines, 
ferns, single large leaves, and 
-mall or medium-sizi-d branches. 
Select perfectly flat bram hes. trim 
off any excess leaves, and place 
them on several layers of ahs(uh-
ent paper towels or newspaper on 
the floor, wilh no two leaves over­
lapping. Pile as many layers as 
you wish, but separate every layer 
with paper. . \ny heavy ohjecl may 
be used for pressing, as long as the 

weight is evenly dislrihuted 
I . ( M M ' - tak-' ahoul a month to dr\ 
this way. and you may allow thera 
to remain up to six months with 
out fear of their fading. 

On the other hand, if yod 
wani l(iliai;i' lur aciiie* in::, iin'iti 
and depth, hang yi>ur lea\»'s up 
side down in hunches of three oi 
four stems in a warm, dry [jiairej 
The lime re(piired for drying will 
vary. dei»ending on the variety ol 
foliage ,'ielecled, and it can .safeh 
remain hanging after il has driec| 
wilh no loss of color. 

.Still another method of pre] 
serving leave- i - to glv<erini/.t 
them. .Most leaves and branches 
thai are fresh and that ab-sorl^ 
water easily can be preserved this 
way. They will keep almost in] 
definitely and remain pliable 
-About one inch of the stems -houh 
be smashed with a hammer, oi 
-la-hed at the bottom wilh a -har[ 
knile to ensure absorption. Then 
fill a tall container with a -olution 
of one-third glycerine to two-third-
water to a depth of 4 t(i .'i inclie.' 
Place the hraiiche- in ihi- -olution, 
and allow them to remain until th( 
edges of the leaves begin to oozej 
During ihi - period, the leaves 
sliiiiild have tree rirciilalion of airJ 
The colnr c.l llir leave- v\ill v a r \ B 
both acciuding to the type of leal 
and according to the season ol 
harvesting: those gathered in tli< 
spring are likely to turn red. wliih 
those gathered in the fall iisualh 
turn brown. 

How to dry pods, berries, 
and grasses 

Seed pods and berries can be driei 
in open boxes in single layers or 
paper towels. Most pods will lasll 

longer if I lie -.-.'d- are removed be­
fore ilrving. The pods should be 
iiiriieil over every other day until 
they are thoroughly dry. Pods with 
long stems may also be dried by 
hanging upside down in a warm, 
dry place, hut -liorl--leiiinie(l podsj 
mu.st always be boxed. 

Grasses should he hung in 
hunches, with not more than six 
to a bunch, as they tend to fluff 
up and become larger when dry. 
Or. vou can place them in a tall, 
empiv vase with |)lenlv of space 
around each ime for air circula­
tion, ."since their head- will weigh 
them down, they will drv in curves, 
which will add lovely lines to your 
dried arrangements.

its contents. Alaska is infinitely 
more rewardinp, and seems infi­
nitely less empty, once you know 
what }!:oes on beyond its civilized 
facade. The thinf:s that are most 
fascinatinj; about Alaska—the as­
tonishing variety of wildlife; the 
I'.-kinios' (onlinual battle witb 
freezing weather; the Indians' 
elaborate ceremonies and cos­
tumes (and sometimes exquisite 
craftsmanship) ; the territory's ro­
mantic early history as a land of 
Russian trappers and poachers— 
are all remarkably documented in 
this museum. 

Although I could not find in 
the craft shops the raresi and most 
precious of the Indian artifacts on 
(b~|)iay in ihe museum (the shawl 
made from the skin and down of 
various colored birds, the delicate 
basketwork, or the lovely mono­
chrome intricacy of carved and in­
terwoven black baleen and white 
ivory) , there was some very fine 
W()rkmanshi[) available. I cannot 
imagine anyone leaving Alaska 
without having bought an Eskimo 
or Indian carving or weaving. I n 
Juneau, the Nugget Shop is par­
ticularly good for the local Tlingit 
Indians' work; the Harbor Leath­
er Company has a fascinating va­
riety of furs and leathers, from 
sharkskin to wolfskin, purses to 
parkas; the A N A C (for . \ laska 
Native .Arts and Craf t s ) Cache gift 
shop specializes in the work of the 
Eskimos and Indians—baskcl- . 
ivory, carvings, mask.-, and bead-
w(irk. T h e most famous of the 
craft shops in A la -ka i - probablv 
ihi- (.iliii'd (!a;^r at \ni lmraj:!'. llir 
profits of which go to the Alaska 
Crippled Children's Association. 

Apart from being the capital, 
Juneau is also a center for excur­
sions. Going north, a fifteen-mile

for something, and finding noth­
ing, in the emptiness around. It 
was hard lo see where Fairbanks 
wimld turn up in this wilderness, 
but suddenly there it was under us. 

I l i i - "Unimer Fairbanks will 
be a very different place from the 
town I saw .struggling out fr(»m 
under the snow of 1966. Already 
the works for the big -how—the 
Centennial Exposition—were un­
der way. A huge while stern-
wheeler, high and dry in a field, 
marked the focus of the 40-acre 
site.

They cannot 
be—wages are higher, and nearly 
everything has to be shipped in by 
.lir. It is pretty safe to figure on 
.̂ 0 per cent extra for everything 
from hotel rooms to car hire. 

Fairbanks' more local tours 
vary from the campus of the Uni-
. < i-ity of Alaska, a short ride from 
the center of town, to Circle Hot 
S|iriii;:-. a tiny relic of the gold 
rush on the banks of the Yukon 
iliver. and llie ti()rlhenuno«t point 
ri Mehed by a road in North .\mer-
i i a . The University campus is 
chielly noteworthy for its magnifi-
> eiii museum of everything con­
nected with .Alaskan life, human 
or animal, dominated by the big-
•^<--\ of all the record-size stuffed 
bears you will see in every public 
huildiiig in the land. This [larticu-

lar beast (shot like almo.st all the 
others, as I noted with pride, by a 
hunter named Johnson) stands 
w i'll over 9 feet. The other animals 
on display, from sea otter to walrus 
and caribou to the fabulous musk-
ox, whose innermost wool is si lkier 
than the finest cashmere despite an 
outer pelt like coconut mailing, 
are a reminder of Alaska's un­
rivaled wealth of wild life. 

Anchorage 

Fairbanks is connected by rnad, 
rai l , and air to Anchorage. Alas­
ka's most important, modern, and 
cosmopolitan city. Many visitors 
make it the center for their whole 
Alaskan stay, for it has the advan­
tage over Fairbanks of sea con­
nections with the islands and 
towns of th(! south coast as well 
as airlines to the Arctic . The land-
link with the Alaska Highway, the 
frecjuent jets to Seattle, and the 
stopovers made by planes coming 
over the Polar route from Europe 
to J apan make it the center of com­
munications for the whole North 
Pacific. In February, each year, 
.Anchorage holds its annual F u r 
lu'M(,i>-/,\>pu>. a len-ilav ha-li with 
all kinds of parades, races, and 
I' -i ivities, the highlight of which 
is the fur auction, when buyers 
from Europe compete with visitors 

and Alaskans. 
The vista of Anchorage, 

viewed from the top of either of 
the two excellent major hotels, 
the Anchorage-West ward and the 
brand-new Captain Cook, is lovely. 
On both sides lie the waters of the 
Cook Inlet (also named for the 
Engl ish Captain Cook who discov­
ered and claimed the territory for 
E n g l a n d ) . Forming the horizon to 
the east are the long, low Chugach 
Mountains, green in summer, white 
with snow in spring and fall. F a r 
to the north, it is said. Mount 
McKinley can be seen on a clear 
day. (It would have to be clear—it 
is a good 1.50 miles away! ) Mount 
McKin ley is the great, ceniial 
spectacle of all Alaska, rising from 
base to summit something like 16,-
000 feet in one immense rock face. 
Other mountains ar.' higher than 
McKinley's 20.320 feet, but their 
bases are higher, too. Certainly no 
mountain so majestic is so accessi-
l)le anvwhere el-e: llie Vncliorage-
Fairbanks railroad runs in full 
view of it. the Park road leads to 
within a few miles of its ba.se. and 
the regular air service from An­
chorage to Fairbanks gives passen­
gers (on the left going out. the 
right c«)ming back) a magnificent 
view of its east face.

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SPARKLING 
SUMMER PUNCHES 

BY PHILIP S. BROWN 

On a sparkling, sunny day. noth­
ing looks and tastes more festive 
and refreshing than a sparkling 
punch, yet all too often this deli­
cious and versatile drink is re­
served solely for wedding recep­
tions, cominji-out parties, and sim­
ilar en masse entertaining. For 
llic~i'. il is. of course, ideal, hut 
whether a party is large or small 
— a drink-and-riin affair or one 
where guests linger to talk, cat, 
drink, and talk some more—a 
brimming punch bowl, surrounded 
by gleaming glasses is one of the 
most inviting of all sights. Nor is 
it necessary to have a blockbuster 
of a punch, like Arlil lery or Fish 
House. A punch for summertime 
sipping is at its best when gentle 
and light, but enlivening. 

Pimches are easy on the li<i~t. 
The pndiminary mixing and ripen-
infi can be done well in advance, 
and since everyone drinks the 
same ihinfz. there is no mad scram­
ble for special ingredients to satis­
fy the exotic request of some guest. 
A gallon of punch fills alxmt 40 
punch cups, and, on the average, 
each guest will drink 2 to cups 
of pun< h. So you can count on a 
fiallon I I I serve about l.S people. 
It is important to figure in advance 
how much you'll need and avoid 
the discouraging sight of an empty 
punch bowl. 

Here are a few general - i i ^ ' -

gestions: Always use top-quality 
spirits and wines to ensure a fine 
flavor. See that your fruit juices 
are freshly squeezed: in some 
cases bottled fruit syrups may be 
used, but watch out for oversweet-
ness. Do not fill the bowl with lots 
of cut-up fruits (your guests want 
a refreshing drink, not a fruit 
salad I . For punches, a large block 
of ice is better than ice cubes, be­
cause there is less dibiti<m and it 
is easier to work around it with 
the ladle. Chi l l all ingredients be­
fore emptying them into the punch 
bowl. Strips of cucumber peel or 
.slices of unpeeled cucumber add 
a nice flavor to many punches, and 
somehow help to blend the ta.stes 
of other ingredients. They should 
be left in the m i x only for about 15 
minutes; if they stay in too long, 
a bitter flavor is imparted. When 
tea is an ingredient of the punch,

Fruit bowls 

The custom of celebrating May 
Day (or any other fine spring day) 
with a Maibowle is a pleasant one 
that would bear reviving. The first 
day of May has been a spring fes­
tival since Roman times, a custom 
eagerly adopted in the countries 
which the Romans conquered. The 
festivities lasted from midnight to 
midnight, and besides May dances 
and Maypoles, they included bouts 
of ealinp and driiikitit:. May \^illc 
is still made in Germany in the 
spring of the year from a younp 
Mo.selle in which the herb wuld-
meisttT (woodruff) is steeped to 
impart a special flavor. The orig­
inal Maibowles were made with 
large quantities of that herb sprin­
kled with sugar and steeped in a 
mixture of white wine and brandy. 
After standing overnight, the 
woodruff was removed and more 
white wine added. Today wood­
ruff is hard to find, and fresh 
fruit, such as strawberries, is apt 
to be substituted. 

M A I B O W L E 

Wash and hull a quart of ripe 
strawberries, but do not crush 

them. Sprinkle with 6 or 8 table­
spoons of sugar, and add a bottle 
of a good Mo-elle wine. I.ci them 
stand for several hours in the re­
frigerator. Put a large block of ice 
in a punch bowl, add the straw­
berries and wine, and pour in 2 
more bottles of chilled Moselle 
and a bottle of chilled champagne 
or a quart of chilled club soda.

Just about any kind of wine may 
be used as a base for punch. A 
fairly dry while table wine is usu­
ally used, but red Bordeaux and 
Burgundies also make fine drink­
ing and give an attractive color. 

R H I N E W I N E P U N C H 

.Mix the following ingredients in a 

punch bowl: 1 cup of sugar syrup. 
1 pint of lemon juice, 1 pint of dry-
sherry, pint of cognac, /̂o pint 
of strong black tea.

C A R D I N A L P I N C H 

There are innumerable recipes for 
this punch, all of which have one 
thing in common: each contains 
red wine to give the cardinal color.

Y o u may arrive in Williamsi)urg 
expectin<i to step baric into history, 
but you will be struck first by the 
gentle beauty of the town, by its 
cj;r(-fiiiic>'~, ils rural M-ah*. and its 
simplicity. To be sure, over there, 
at the end of the leafy street, Pat­
rick Henry thundered in the Capi­
tol; over there, in the hallmom of 
the Governor's Palace, Thomas 
Jefferson played his fiddle; and 
over there, in the spanking white 
Raleigh Tavern, George Washing­
ton dined. The whole town brims 
with memories. Yet , in your first, 
fresh, clear-eyed impression of 
Will iamsburg, it is simply the 
beauty of the place that registers 
—tangible, lasting, a complete 
pleasure in its own right. The his­
tory, the tales, are in the mind, but 
the village exists in fn)nt of your 
eyes. And what a village it i s : 
studded with magnificent trees 
(maples, lindens, hornbeams, ca-
tal|)a>l. lined with broad --Ireets. 
ribboned with garden>, and filled 
with one lovely Colonial hi>use 
after another. There are approxi­
mately ••ighly-five original ciulil-
eenth-century buildings still stand­
ing today in Williamsbnrj:. and 
fifty or so more that have been 
metiiiilously reconstructed on 
their original sites.

Your first moments there are 
to be savored and treasured. Wi l -
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liamsburg is at its best if you ca | 
somehow keep its museum aspec 
at arm's length, and allow yoi 
eyes to roam free, rummaging thi 
town for its beauties. I f time aj 
lows, it is rewarding to spend yoi 
first half day or so wanderin 
through the town at random, al 
sorbing the feel of the place b^ 
fore you get down to serious sighj 
seeing.

The town is easy to find your 
way about in : a simple layout com­
posed of three long major streets, 
crossed by .>-everal >hort narrow 
ones, contained within a rough 
wedge-shape of 130-or-so acres. 
G o v e r n o r F r a n c i s N i c h o l s o n 
planned the town this way when 
he moved the capital of Virginia 
from .lamestown to Williamsburg 
in 1699, and so it has remained, 
virtually unaltered, for nearly two 
centuries. It is a pleasing plan, 
with plenty of space between the 
Inmses and a great swath of green 
open land. Market Scpiare, in the 
center of town. Yet in spite of I lie 
spread-out quality, all distances 
are easily traveled on fool. (Cars , 
in fact, are discouraged in the old 
town, and abundant parking space 
is provided at various points 
around its perimeter.) 

T h e backbone of the town is 
Duke of Gloucester Street, surely 
one of the finest .streets in America. 
Nearly a mile long, and unusual­
ly wide, it stretches arrow-straight 
between the Capitol and the Wren 
Building (.so-called because it was 
adapted from S ir Christopher 
Wren's original design) of the 
College of Wil l iam and Mary. 

F o r a l l its countrified aspect. 
Will iamsburg has unquestionable 
style. There is style, even a touch 
of pomp, in the approach to the 
Governor's Palace; a broad sweep 
of green, bordered with catalpa 
trees, leading majestically to the 
Palace gates, creating an arrest­
ing, symmetrical vista of the Pal­
ace when you stand on Duke of 
Gloucester Street at the fool of the 
green. There is style in many of 
the gardens: unexpectedly formal, 
often intricate complexes of geo­
metric, box-bordered flower beds, 
landscaped terraces, topiary, pre­
cise brick walks. There is style in 
the craftsmanship and imagina­
tion behind even the smallest ob­
jects. Tops of gate posts and hitch­
ing posts are carved in domed 
shapes, pointed shapes, onion 
shapes. Bricks pave sidewalks i n -
lerringbone pattern.s, crazy-pav-^r 
ing pattern.s. right-angle patterns.^ 
Tongue-shaped wooden shingles 
band roofs with lines of s c a l l o p e d » 
pattern. Outbuildings abound in 
dozens of almo.st playful designs. 
Great broad-based chimneys p">int 
up the small .scale of some of the 
tiniest hou.ses. Hardware—window 
latches, door hinges, escutcheon 
plates, hooks, boot .scrapers—is 
wrought in marvelous forms, as 

pleasing as sculpture. The more 
you look, the more the town re­
veals its extraordinary variety. 
Your eyes are, without a doubt, 
your best sleuths in \ \ illiamsburg. 

Seeing the big sights 

When you have had your fill of 
wandering, the first place to stop 
is at the Information Center locat­
ed near the north edge of the old 
town—an enormous, modern struc­
ture surrounded by expanses of 
parking space, a motel, a cafete­
ria, picnic grounds. There you can 
buy tickets to the seven exhibition 
buildings, invest 50 cents in a 
guidebook, pick up a free foldei 
of Williamsburg's events of the 
week (which also includes a map 
of ihe town), look at the exhibi­
tions, buy postcards, and browse 
through the shelves of books about 
Colonial times. Finally, before set-
ling forth, you can see a free 3.S-
minute color film dramatizing the 
'•\rMl~ ill Williamsburg leading up 
to the Revolution, worth sitting 
through if only for the fine glimps­
es of Duke of Gloucester Street 
swirling wilh carriages and Colo­
nials. Free buses leave the Center 
every few minutes for a circuit ol 
ill! nicl lowII with frequent siop^ 
along the way at all major sights. 

The Governor's Palace is an 
impressive starting point. It is not 
the original building, for thai 
burned down in 1781. But the re­
construction of the 1720 Georgian 
lirick mansion—ba.sed on a floor 
plan made by Thomas Jefferson, 
an eighteenth-century map of 
Williamsburg drawn by a French 
soldier, and an old copper engrav­
ing tracked down in England—is 
superb, and you readily accept this 
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resent Palace as the real thing. 

Ehe original Palace was the resi-
ence of seven royal governors and 

he executive mansion of Patrick 
p i e n r y and Thomas Jefferson, the 

rst two governors of the common-
vealth of Virginia. At the entrance 
;ates are reminders of the man-
ion's royal beginnings: a lion and 

unicorn on each gatepost, a 
arge crown atop the wrought-iron 
atehead. 

Inside the Palace, you are 
ed off by a farthingale-co.stumed 
uide on a tour of the sumptuous 
ioms. I f you begin to feel a bit 
tifled as the guide intones a 
tream of facts, you can escape 

ntally by letting your eyes 
ange over the treasures: Chelsea 
orcelains; grandiose silver 
pergnes. silver candle sconces, a 
eventeenth-century silver chande-
er. the i>nly one of its kind in the 
iiiiili\ : Chinese Chippendale fur-
iture; English Tudor furniture; 
irniture of mahogany, rosewood, 
icrhwood; gill girandoles; mar­
ie mantels; crystal chandeliers; 
indows hung with cut velvet, da-

|na--k. |ia nr I ( , f crewel work; walls 
overed with Chinese wallpapers, 
)oled and embossed Spanish 

eather, blac-k walnut paneling. On 
crtain evenings throughout the 
car, the Palace is opened for a 

hours after dark for candle-
ght tours. Hundreds of candles 
•c lit—in lanterns along the front 
alk, in al l the windows, on the 

nantels, in wall .sconce.'*, in chan-
eliers. in hurricanes—and the 
real rooms come alive with flick-
ring lights picking out the flash 
f a bayonet on the wall , a froth 
f white lace in a portrait, the 
leam of silver. 

Behind the Palace is a large 

garden—the biggest in Williams­
burg—modeled on a formal eight­
eenth-century English garden, with 
geometric flower beds, boxwood-
framed walks, topiary bushes, a 
bowling green, a holly maze copied 
from the one at Hampton Court, 
a little orchard, a kitchen gar­
den, even a section of terraced 
gardens tumbling down to a quiet 
canal. It is a gentle place to dream 
away an hour of a summer after­
noon. 

On each side of Palace Green 
are two beautifully restored Colo­
nial houses. The more modc-i i-
ihe Brush-Everard House, a cheer­
ful little ycllow-puinled frame 
house with white shutters, built, 
about the time the Palace was go­
ing up, by one John Brush. 
smith. armorer, and Hrsi keeper of 
the colony's Magazine on .Market 
Square. Later . Thomas Everard. a 
mayor of Williamsburg, lived there 
and enlarged the house from its 
original simple structure—a single 
room on each side of a central 
pa.ssage, downstairs and upsiair-
—to its present U-shaped jiian. 
The rooms have a quiet charm, and 
several special plrasiires: lovely 
Engl i sh ceramics in the dining 
room; a wonderful crewel work 
bedspread in the downslairs bed­
room; a library of .SOO books as­
sembled from a list made by 
Thomas Jefferson "for the guid­
ance of a well-to-do planter of 
average intellectual interests." 
Outside the house, behind the 
usual cluster of little outbuildings, 
you can .sec the oldest "dwarf box" 
in Vi'illiamsburg, no longer dwarf, 
but grown into tall, knotted trees 
completely obscuring the path 
they once bordered.

What sights remain? The 
Capitol, of course, carefully re­
constructed with ils impressive 
chambers, r ich paneling, round 
windows; the old 1770 Court­
house, now an archaeological mu-
-riiin hou.sing many marvelous 
Will iamsburg relics as well as the 
"Frenchman's .Map" and the 1740 
cnnraving so helpful in the resto­
ration work (looking at al l these 
scraps you catch the excitemeiil of 
the sleuthing that went into piec­
ing together the missing parts of 
the old town) ; Bruton-Parish 
Church , simple and white inside, 
with high. enclo.sed pews, one of 
them inscribed "General George 
Washington;" and if you're still 
game, or have a child or two in 
tow, there is the Public Gaol where 
Blackbeard s [)irales. among oth­
ers, were imprisoned; and the 
Magazine on Market Square with 
its formidable arsenal. 

Dotted about the town, al-
tiiough mostly on Duke of Glouces­
ter Street, you will also come 
across the authentically re-created 
little shf)ps where present-day 
craftsmen, in costume, work at the 
crafts of the past. Y o u can watch 
cloth being woven; a cabinet­
maker bu.sy making cabinet.s. 
among other things: a blacksmith 
pounding out horseshoes and fire-
dogs: a bootmaker stitching nar­
row, scpiare-loed shoes; a gun-
>mith fashioning beautiful flint­
lock firearms by hand. There are 
things to buy, too: gingerbread 
c(M»kies and bread in the bakery; 
pomander balls, hayberry soap, 
licorice sticks, and rock candy in 
the apothecary shop; mobcaps and 
tricorne hats at the milliner's; 
silver chains in the silversmith's;

more privacy, but it looks like a very false k ind of privacy to me." 

Even i n vacation communities where a tight cluster of houses 

may be surrounderl by acres and acres of uninhabited land, fami­

lies generallv shun the contrived, kaffee-klatch fo rm of sociability. 

Architect Charles W. Moore, who not only designed the ten condo­

minium units at Sea Ranch but also owns one of them, maintains 

that his fellow vacationers are no more social there than they would 

be anywhere else. Says M r . Moore, " M y neighbors are people of 

considerable inner satisfactions. They have plenty of resources 

without constantly having to ask each other in fo r cocktails. Some­

times they work, .sometimes lliey just walk along the coast." 

I t is a small paradox that the bunching of houses near each 

other inspires more, not less, walking. Wi th footpaths meandering 

tlirough wooded or open green spaces, children and grownups alike 

walk everywhere—to visit friends, to shop, to go to school, to play 

golf, or simply to recapture the obsolete pleasure of walking for 

its own sake. Consequently the pace decelerates and everyday l iv­

ing seems a little more manageable. 

Families accustomed to the variety of architectural "looks" 

i n suburbia are sometimes put off by the design un i formi ty o f some 

cluster houses.

You probably could not gather such a team to design a 

homestead solely for your own f ami l \ : few top designers accept 

commissions to do modest individual houses and landscapes these 

days, and their fees would be prohibitive. 

But for a price you can af ford , you can buy a cluster house

There is no rule that says clustered houses must be at­

tached to each other, hut they usually are. In such cases, sound 

control is cri t ically important, hut in the test communities i t 

has been satisfactorily solved. A town house owner i n Reston 

tells of a considerate neighbor who advised h im that a pianist 

son was coming home on vacation and asked to be informed 

i f his playing proved a disturbance.

In the midst of a hundred acres of woodland in Litchfield, Conn., where 
clapboard Colonial houses are the almost inviolable rule, stands the 
second house that architect Marcel Breuer has designed for Mr. and 
Mrs. Rufus Stillman. With their three children, who are now in col­
lege, they had lived in the first house for sixteen years. When they 
decided to build another, they made only two requests of Mr. Breuer: 
they wanted one really large room and a sunny courtyard. The 3.500-
square-foot house of rough stucco and fieldstone that Mr. Breuer de­
signed for lliem is built in a precisely angled U around the south-fac­
ing court. One whole arm of the LI consists of the children's bedrooms, 
two-thirds of the other arm is taken up by their parents' bedroom, 
dressing room and bath, and between these hvo wings is tlie pride of 
the house—one large, high-ceilinged 35-by-20-foot room, which is the 
living room, dining room, and kitchen. 

" I like to cook," Mrs. Stillman explains, "but cooking is a lot 
more fun when you can do it in the same room where people are sitting 
around the table or talking by the fire." So the kitchen, although it is 
neatly confined to one wall, is wide open to both the dining area and 
tlie living area near the fireplace at the other end of the room. "Of 
course, you have to be a fairly orderly person," Mrs. Stillman says, 
"or it won't work." Dii-ectly behind the cooking wall is a workroom 
almost as large as the kitchen itself, which contains a freezer, a flower-
arranging sink, and storage space for staples. At the same time the 
w holly visible kitchen contributes warmth and coziness to the big com­
fortable brick-floored room with its stunning collection of paintings 
and sculpture by Arp, Calder. Miro, Ernst, Caesar, and Kepes.

N ILLUSION OF 
DOUBLED SPACE 
On a three-acre woorled knoll in New Canaan, Conn., the Samuel Allen 

Parsons' house rests as liphtly as a bird. Strictly geometric in outline, 

its roof and four walls are flat planes, broken only by recessed windows, 

but the bottom is sharply angled to fit the contour of the site and to 

allow for one extra room below the main floor. Designed by architects 

Hugh Smallen and Associates, the white-painted wood house actually 

hangs from the four dark steel columns that support it on each side. 

Inside, the space has been so cannily planned to suit the personal 

-.l\le of the Parsons and their fourteen- and fifteen-year-old sons 

that it gi\es the illusion of being almost double its 2.6(K) square feet. 

You enter on the lower level, pass the secluded guest room, then 

a.scend immediately to the main floor. There a small fo\er opens into 

an enormous room that stretches the full M-foot length of the house, 

but i> divided visually into three areas. Because thev like to give 

si-ated dinner parties, the Parsons wanted a distinctly separate dining 

room, which the architect simply but effectively created by screening 

off one end of the space with a maple divider cabinet. Because Mrs. 

Parsons is a writer and needed a place to work, a small area at the 

other end of the room is screened by a freestanding fireplace and chim-

nev. All three areas share a dramatic view over the treetops on the 

steep south side of the knoll. 

Kitchen and bedrooms are ranged across the north side of the 

house, and the exterior wall of each is lined from corner-lo-corner 

w ith a bank of closets lo|)ped bv a continuous series of ceiling-high 

sliding windows. Thus the other walls are wholly freed for furniture, 

or, in the kitchen, an abundance of counter space, an important point

People must love little gardens, to paraphrase the Lincoln aphorism, because so many of us have tln'in. 

There would be nothing wrong with most little gardens if only they were more exciting to look at, 

live in, and to take care of. The simple fact is that many small gardens are just plain dull. But here are 

ten designs, together with planting plans, that have excitement and individuality without being freakish. 

They are generally easy to plant and to maintain, and above all they sing w ith color—several of them the 

whole year through. In addition, a special bonus comes with each—the bonus of utility. Each design 

.serves a nmndane purpose of the kind that so often must be coped with on small lots and is not always 

coped with successfully. One decked out w ith tiny lights could be the terminus for a garden vista. An­

other design hides a garage, yours or your neighbor's. A third fills an empty corner with tall accent 

color the year-round.

To prove 

it can be done, here are three new looks, all achieved 

w ith a new collection of furniture that Kroehler Manu­

facturing Company calls the "In Group." The first is 

lavishly elegant (but far from expensive), the second 

is a sheer kicking up of heels, and the third is a brijilit 

play on pattern with a nod to art nouveau. Each room 

has a clearly established theme (which can go a long 

way to make up for the absence of priceless objets), and 

the accessories help importantly to cariT it out. What­

ever they cost, and most of them cost comparatively 

little, they can sometimes be the greatest fun of al l . 

NEW LOOK: SILVER

When you are as young and busy as Laura Cadwallader who worked 

all the embroidery on these pages along with managing a big house 

and four small children, you have prelly clear notions of the kind 

of handwork you are willing to tackle. It must giNe quick results in 

- I k h t snatched moments. It must be something you can pick up and 

put down witliout ceremony or even do in a car while waiting at 

school or the railroad station. And it must also allow you real cre­

ative freedom. Big bold stitchery on seat covers or wall hangings 

fdls all these requirements. At the same time it is a marvelously ef­

fective way of adding your personal imprint to modern furniture 

and of updating family relics and thrift shop finds. And you need 

to know only the simplest of stitches. 

Here is the list, happily brief, of the necessary supplies: 

Upholstery fabric in a strong homespun or basket weave (not 

monk's cloth because it is too loosely woven I. For best effect, choose 

fabric in the color that will predominate in your embroidery. 

Yarn in a variety of weights and textures: 4-ply wool, nylon, 

Orion, blends, lustrous viscose, 2-ply mohair, or whatever knitting, 

needlepoint, or rug yarns you might have on hand. For flower cen­

ters (flowers are the freest, easiest patterns to work I , you will need 

black, white, and yellow, and for petals and leaves, a variety of hues. 

Your initial investment in yarns, if you have none to start, may run 

to SIO or S15, but you will have enough left over for other projects. 

Even for monochromatic schemes, it is a good idea to buy from 

diff'erent dye lots or different manufacturers, since you may want 

seven or eight shades of the same color. 

A large-eye tapestry needle, size # 1 8 or thereabouts, that will 

hold several strands at a time. 

Chalk and a felt-tipped pen, in case you plan to sketch or trace 

patterns of your o\\ n.

Be sure the rug is large enough in |)ro|)oi tion to the 

total size of the room, the size of the area, and the 

scale of the furni ture . In a very large room, even a 

6-l)\ -'J-foot rug may seem insignificant. To define a 

rooni-withiri-a-room. a rug should either be large 

enough to go under all the furni ture , or just the right 

size to fit closely the space between the major pieces. 

For (I iliniiiii area, the rug should be large enough to 

accommodate the chairs as well as the table: when 

the chairs are pulled out for seating, they should 

sti l l be comfortably on the rug. Rule of thumb: allow 

for 3 feet bey ond the edge of the table top. 

For a bedroom, a rug to be placed under the bed 

should be sufficiently larger than the bed t(» relate 

to it in scale and to guarantee comfort . Allow for at 

least 3 feet of rug at each side and at the foot. 

When you choose two or more rugs in the same room, 

be sure they are related in color and |)attern (they 

need not be identical l and that the |)ile heights are 

fairly un i fo rm. 

Fhice an area rug earefully. Line it up parallel to tlie 

walls. Never kitty-corner a rectangular rug. 

Use area rugs only where there is a reason for them 

in relation to your furn i ture arrangements. Even 

when rugs are usflfij primarily to bring color or pat­

tern to the r(tom. they should not be placed at random. 

Do not interfere with traffic patterns by placing an 

area rug across a natural path: it is both ps\( Imlogi-

cally distracting and |)hysically risky. 

Always use a pad under an area rug, luiwevcr small, 

to keep it f rom creeping and sliding. 

Place each piece of furniture entirely on the rug or 

entirely off it—never half and half.

Bread is one of the simplest, oldest and most \ i lal of foodstuffs. As 
such, it has been regarded as sacred and symbolic since pagan times, 
worthy of playing a significant part in religious rituals and holi<la\ 
festivals. Although the first rough loaves are believed to have been 
made some 10,000 years ago. the ancient Efi\ ptians are credited with 
originating the type of bread we know today, for they invented the 
oven and added fermented liquid to make the bread rise. The Egyp­
tians, Romans, and (Greeks honored their gods and the dead with 
offerings of bread animals and Howers. a custom that still continues 
in many Latin countries, where figures are baked, decorated, and 
presented to both the dead and the living on All .Souls' Day. These 
bread images and the naive, decorative, traditional wedtling breads

of Europe have attained tlie status of folk art. Some festive breads, 
meant to be admired and preserved rather than eaten, are made with 
excessive flour or salt that turns them hard as clay. 

For weddings and other happy celebrations such as Christmas, 
Easter, and harvest lime, bread has a special sipnilicance: it repre­
sents life, fertility, plenty, and continuity. Festive breads are found 
throughout the uorld. wherever wheat is a staple and bakers have 
been inspired by tradition and fired by ima;.'ination to turn plain 
dough into both realistic and fantastic shapes. Given the plasticity 
of dough, which can be shaped, cut, pressed, and formed as fancy 
dictates, plus a knowle<lge of the techniques of bread making, you 
can devise your own festive breads to suit today's joyous occasions. 

MAKING, BAKING, 
AND SHAPING BREADS 

l n ( i r < ' d i « ' i i l N 

The majority of the recipes in this cdok Ixxik 
reiiuire all-purpdse flour, sifted hefore measuring. 
All-purpi)se flour contains a large percenlage iif 
gluten, and gluten is the ingredient thai makes 
the yeasty hubbies elastic enough to streleh wilh-
nul breaking. In most cases, butter is specified as 
the shdrtening liecause it gives the breads a spe­
cial flavor, but you can substitute flavorless sbort-
enin-js if you prefer. You can us«- either sweet or 
sailed butler, but with swi-et butter or unsalted 
sborleiiinj; the amount of salt in the recipe -iKiuiti 
be increased by about 's liMsjioon for each ' j 
i iij) of shortening. 

For a light, lender bread, the dough should 
be full of bubbles, contain the least pos-ibic 
.iinouul of (lour that will enable it to hold its 
shape, and be allowed to rise until it has stretched 
its bubbles almost, but not (juitc, to the break­
ing |»oint. Il should be made with live yeast, 
either l ompressed or dry. The expiratiim date 
on the dry yeast packages should be scrupulously 
observed, and cmly fresh conjpressed yeast used. 

Yeast niulliplics and flourishes at a t<-mpera-

lurc of about flC-SS". Since this is higher than 
the kiti hen temperature most of the year, a spe­
cial incubating heat must be provided if the 
dough is to rise well. If yuu use a gas stove, you 
will probably find an area of the stove top that is 
moderately warmed by the |)iloi light. This is a 
good place to set dough to rise. ^ ou jiet the same 
gentle warmth if you put the bowl on an electric 
hi-ating pad set at low or medium. The risinj^ 
time depends on the amount of yeast in the 
dough, and also on the temperature. If bread is 
left to rise at roon> temperature ( 7 0 ° ) . it will 
I.ike approximately twice as long to rise. Times 
•/i\rn in ibis cook book are aiiproxiniate, and 
~liciuld be taken only as an estimate of the time it 
will Like to make a particular bread. 

Breads are sometimes greased during the ris­
ing, to prevent the formation of a dry crust over 
llic lop of liic (i(iUf:ll. I llnwi vci. ;| slitf (lnl|;zll will 
form a crust even though it has been grea.scd, and 
some of the doughs used to make ornamental 
loaves must be (luite stiff.) (in-ase on the surface 
of dough will also prevent it sticking; to another 
piece fif dough, scmiething it must do if you are 
making sculptured forms. Instead of greasing, 
closely cover the top of the dough with plastic 
wrap during rising. (\S'axed pap)er does not work 
as well as plastic wrap: h softens when moist, 
and becomes hard to remove.) 

K a k i n t f 

All breads in this r-ook boiik arc baked in a pre­
heated oven. The conventional oven takes at least 
1?) minutes to heat, a bric k oven hmger. A good 
oven tlurm.ime-ler is heljiful in checking the 
•.bermostat of a <-onventional oven; it is essential 
in preheating a brick oven. 

The walls of a brick oven take longer to heat 
than metal oven walls, so allow at least 30 min­
utes for preheating. As they also cool more 
-radually, the entire baking time in a brick oven 
is done- at the same temperature. 

The flavorful, crisp bottom crust that is the 
result of hearth baking can be made only in a 
brick oven, but your home oven ( an easily be 
adapted with lightweight firebricks, which come 
in a variety of sizes and shapes and can In- pur­
chased from any building supply cimipany where 
^replace materials are sold. Measure your oven, 
and buy enough bricks to cover one shelf, leaving 
at least 1" at each side to allow the heat to rise. 
To arrange tlie bricks, place the shelf in tlie low­
est position. In an electric stove, this will be just 
above the heating coils. In a gas stove, remove 
the oven door hefore setting the bricks on the 
bottom shelf. 

Bake bread or rolls directly on the bricks.

Breads shuuld be baked as ni-ar to the center 
of a conventional oven as possible, and if the back 
cf your oven is hotter than the front, you will need 
lo shift loaves during baking to make them rise 
and brown evenly. If you are making an cx-
< i piionally tall or long loaf, measure your oven 
iirloii- you sliirl, lo be lertain that you will have 
i iic ii;:h room. The risen loaf should be at least 
2" away from any wall to ensure uniform bakin-:. 

The top crust of a loaf of bread may be shiny, 
pale, a rich lirowii. soft, or cris|.). depending ujion 
what you brush it with. For a shiny crust, brush 
Idji with whole egg, epg yolk, or cim while, usual­
ly slightly beaten with 1 lablcsjioon of watrr per 
egg. Whole e;jgs produce a nicely browned i i u-l: 
i-Hi: yolk makes the crust darker brown and shiny: 
egg whites give it a pale gloss. For a soft cnisl. 
brush the loaf willi melted butter before, and 
again after, baking. For a crisp top crust, fill the 
• iM ti with steam during baking by placing a p.m 
iif boiling water on the lower sln'll. 

For brick-ovm bak­
ing, line lowest slielf 
with firebricl.s. slide 
bri'iid onto them iroin 
open-end cookie sheet, 
greased and liherally 
coated with cornmeal. 

F r o c z i n t f 

Breads can be successfully frozen after baking, 
but do not keep them more than three months, 
and be sure that the wrapping is completely air­
tight. Use only the best free/.er-wrap paper and 
carefully exclude all air from the packages by 
MM ling edges and ends with freezer tape. 

Breads should be frozen as soon as they have 
baked and cooled, in order to preserve as much 
of their flavor as possible. Even when carefully 
wia|)ped, quickly frozen, and with their moisture 
conleni protected from the air. the thawed |iici(l-
urt will taste, at best, like day-old bread, for al­
most all breads are at their best when they have 
just come, freshly baked, from the oven. Excep-
ti(ms are the heavily fruited types which tend to 
improve in flavor when the essential (ills of their 
raisins, citron, lemcm. and orange peels have 
|)crmeated them. A rich loaf from the freezer will 
taste fresher than a plain loaf. Both, however, are 
improved if they are freshened in the oven. 

The moisture content of any loaf, plain or 
rich, must be protected during the freshening 
|iic.(i--~. Wrap lircail- o|- bicaiis with sdll 
crusts in aluminum foil, but do not (|uite seal the 
foil around the loaf. If the sweet bread is to be 
iced, do this after, not before, it is reheated. 

Loaves with crisp crusts require a different 
freshening treatment. They can be moistened by 
passing them quickly through a stream of hot 
water flowing from the faucet. Immediately alter 
moistening, place them directly on the wire shelf 
of a hot oven, without a pan. As soon as the crust 
dries, remove and cool the !»)ave8. This same 
ppK i ss freshens slightly stale or dry bread or 
rolls quite suci'cssfully, as long as the loaves 
have not been cut. 

K n < > a d i n { £ l l r « ' » < l 

Basic long or round loaves are shaped by the 
pressure and direction of your hands when knead­
ing; the doufih. The- shaping should be done with 
the greatest possible economy of motion, since 
overworking of the dough can make the bread 
tough. The principal kneading of almost all 
breads is done when the ingredients are first com­
bined, and subsequent periods of rising not only 
tend to make the dough light, but also give the 
gluten a rest so that it may lose scmie of its 
rubberiness. 

The first kneading, which devehqjs the elas­
ticity of the gluten and gives the bread its chewy 
texture, is a job that recfuires muscle. The doujih 
n i l ] - ! be pushed, pommeled, stretched, and folded 
until it is thoroughly homogenized and the <:luten 
has reached a rubbery peak. To knead the dough, 
push it away from you and into the bread board 
with the heels of your hands, your arms at a 4 o ° 
anjile to the board. Half-a-do/j-n suirli pushes will 
I ..ii-e a still dough to elongate across the board.

start the kneading process over again. 

A few breads are made with a dough so soft 
that it will not hold its shape and remains sticky 
throughout the kneading. Such a dough may be 
kneaded either in the mixing bowl or on a board. 
It should be str<'t( hed and kneaded until it be-
l onies elastic enough to leave your hand almost 
I lean when you pull it suddenly out of the dough. 

.\fter dough has been vigorously kneaded, it 
tends to snap back into a round form from any 
shape you try to make. If you intend to make 
fancy designs, knead the doufih, allow it to rise 
and rest, punch it down, and allow it to rise and 
rest again. The manipulation involved in making 
the shapes is sufficient to break down any large 
bubbles in the dough, and further kneading is not 
only unnecessary, it makes the dough nmeh 
harder to shape. 

. S l i n p i n j i f B r i ' n d 

For a long loaj. knead the dough ;;ently but fum-
ly away from you, cupping your hands over the 
top of the loaf and moving them along to exert 
lire--ure cm the thickest part of the mass. hen 
the loaf is long enough, point the ends by rolling; 
the whole loaf away f n m i you with your hands 
over the ends, your fingers outstretched and flat. 
If you prefer to round the ends, cup your hands 
around the ends of the loaf for the last three or 
four kneadings. 

To make a large round loaf, cu|) your hands 
around the sides of the dough as you knead until 
it forms a round ball. 

Small round forms o f 1" o r less in diameter 
can be made by rolling the dough between the 
palms of your hands. I f the dough is very still, 
cracks and folds sometimes develop. Spank the 
mass gently until the cracks disappear. Medium-
sized round forms—those more than 1" in dian)-
eler, but smaller than a loaf—may be made by 
holding the dough in your hand and folding the 
edges under until the top is perfi-ctly smooth and 
round. I'se the last method bir birming the tops 
o f bread mushrooms (see page 1 7 1 ) . 

To form a ring, you can take a long loaf and 
bend it to join the ends, but the joint usually 
does not seal well and the loaf bakes crookedly. 
A more perfect ring starts with a round loaf 
shajie. The shaping procedure is much like that 
used by a potter when he starts to make a pot on 
his wheel. 

First shape the dough to birm a flattened 
ball. During the entire balance of the operaticm 
this ball should be kept moving in a circular mo-
lion, as if it were on a wheel, to prevent it stick­
ing to the board. Turning the dough between 

your hands, gradually press downward with your 
thumbs toward the center of the loaf to make a 
well. Continue to press and turn until your 
llunnbs touch the board and ts.ii through the; dough 
to make a hole. Now put the lingers of y<mr li-ft 
hand into the hole, and support the dough <m the 
outside with the fingers of your right hand as you 
c< ntinue to turn. Press both the inside and out­
side of the ring as you go to'enlarge the hob-. 
Make the iqiening at least twice as large as y«Mi 
will want it W I U M I the loaf baked, beraiis.- iii 
rising the dough will swell much more toward tlie 
center than toward the outside of the loaf. 

A rin^i loaf may be baked on a cookie sheet, 
i n a pizzii pan, or in a funnel tin or rinj: mold. 

To make a rope, roll the required amount of 
doujih between your palms until it is somewhat 
eylindri<al. then place it on a floured board, and 
with your linp;ers outslrelelied and palms flat, roll 
it toward you, moving your hands apart as you 
r<dl. Certain loaves and many bread-on-bread 
di i oralions are made by eoilinji, braidin;:, knot­
ting, or massing and twisting long ropes of 
lioii^b. \ ei y ihin ropi-s !i> lie iisfd Inr >li-riis. ele.. 
can be made more even by finishint; them under 
a flat tool, such as a pancake-turner.

them in varying sizes on top of one another or 
shaping them around the outside of a mold before 
baking so that they form baskets or compotes for 
buffet party tables.

SHAPED AND 
SCULPTURED BREADS 

The art of decorating and shaping bread is al­
most akin to sculpture, with the dough your clay. 
Some of the most delightful (although not so 
edible) festive and wedding breads are those 
decorated with applied bread-on-bread decora­
tions of raised designs or three-dimensi.m.ii 
figures of birds, flowers, fruit, leaves. The lech-
iiii | iies are not as diflficidt as you might imagine. 
Applied decorations can be cut or shaped from 
thin sheets of bread dough, moistened with water, 
and attached to a plain loaf. The three-dimen­
sional figures mostly start with a ball or rope of 
dough which is then flattened, molded, or twisted 
with the hands into the desired shape. Once you 
have mastere-d the art of working with dough, you 
can invent your own decorations.

The loaves may be baked with a pot of boil­
ing water in the ov»'n bir true Italian bread crisp-
ness.

This is a diffi­
cult feat for the amateur because each loaf must 
be shaped with the least amount of handling. If 
you want to try it, a tile table or stone slab is the 
bi'st surface on which to work. Flow water over it. 
wet your hands, and dip the dough brielK in 
water bebire shaidn-:. Italian d<»ugh is also good 
for making braided shapes. 

Star-shaped bread is a delightful change 
for a buffet meal, breaks easily 

into .sections. This Siciss Christmas bread

DECORATIVE 
FRUIT BREADS 

While the doughs in the previous recipes have 
li.eii -iiiiplc. -trai;:lilbirward. and malleable. 
th«;re is another category of festive breads espe-
l ially --uilable bir birthdays, anniversaries, wed-
iliiii:-. and any occasion when they mi;;ht. in fad. 
be called on to replace the conventional cake. 
These are the luscious rich fruit breads. While 
ilies ilii not lend themselves to shaping with the 
hands, they can be baked in molds that give them 

form, ^la/ed. and deimated before or after bak­
ing. One of the most famous of these is the Italian 
panettrne. wliirli we -Imw on pâ ie 161 lien-d and 
decorated for a wedding breakfast.

Add the yeast spon;:e and 3 
cups of the flour, and beat at low speed for 5 
minutes. Stir in the fruit by hand, then more 
cups of flour. Turn out on a board spread with the 
remaining cup of flour, and knead in as much of 
it as is necessary to make the doujih lease the 
board clean.

TO PLAN A STITCHERY PATTERN 

On your fabr ic , out l ine in chalk the area you plan to emhrr»ider. 
W i t h a fel t - t ipped pen (pre ferab ly a .'^peed-flry Studio Ma;: ic 
M a r k e r , - i i ice its mark> won t run when you shampon the em-
h n i i d e r y ) . d raw the .shapes of f lowers, centers, leaves. The pal-
tern need not be deta i led. Brush off the chalk . Your embro idery 
w i l l cover up the pen mark ings . 

I f you want to copy a pa t l tT i i . >u( li as a Paisley, or a f loral 
pat tern to match pr in ted cur ta ins or upholstt-ry ynu may a l ready 
have, trace the design on whi te [)aper, rub the back «tf the paper 
w i t h cha lk , place it on the fabr ic , and go over the traced lines 
w i t h a heavy penci l or c rayon. I f necessary, touch up the trans­
ferred design w i t h a Studio Mag ic Marke r . 

I f you p lan to cover upholstery fabr ic w i th embroidered 
flowers all i b r ^aml• .-i/.(! (a> on i lu- -c i ic i - . |i;i;;<' 1IH I . scatter 
evenly spaced dots as centers around which you can work the 
smal l flowers wi lho i i i the help of cha lked or penned patterns. 

HOW TO GET STARTED 

Thread your needle the easy way : around the head, hmp an end 
of yarn and pu l l as l i gb l as you can to crc;i>c i i . S l ip l l ic needle 
away and bold the creased stub between f inger and l l i i imb . Now 
pre^s the needle's eye Ufiainsl the crease in the yarn unt i l the 
eye slips over the stub. Pu l l the yarn th rough un t i l you have two 
even strands. For fa.ster coverage of flowers you can u.-̂ c four 
strands of equal l e n g t h : s imply take one long «trand. fo ld it in 
the midd le and crea.se and thread as before. 

Knot the i n i t i a l strand and push up from the underside of 
the fabr ic . Hereaf te r you can sk ip the knot and s imply anchor 
new strands under previous stitches. 

EMBROIDERING PETALS AND LEAVES 

I nl>>- voii are w m k i i i - voi i i l l i -uer- arni ind e\.-rily -pai ed cen­
ter dots, embro ider al l your flower petals first, leav ing open 
centers to be filled in later. o r k i n g f rom the center out , fir>t 
lay on (-ight or more evenly sjjaced -pokes in establ ish the flower 
shape. Gradua l l y fill in petals un t i l you have two or three layers. 
One technique, the surface satin s t i tch, makes the petals qu ick ly 
and does not waste yarn on the unders ide: 

THE SURFACE SATIN STITCH 

The first layer can be a d i f ferent but related shade of yarn i f 
you are short on a shade you want to have show on the surface. 
Keep t u r n i n g y o u r d o t h to make sure the petals radiate ou tward 
l ike spokes of a wheel and not at a {aUa slant. I f you find that 
the c loth tends to draw up or pucker , pu l l the thread over your 
l l i i imb each t ime to keep the stitche.s |oo.<e and puf fy. To avoid 
tw is t ing your ya rn , you can d raw it a l l the way under before you 
br ing the needle hack up, even though you are b r i ng ing it up 
close to the spot where i t went i n . For your leaves, first make a 
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center vein w i th one long sat in s t i tch, then add obl ique stitches 
at the sides i n lengths that w i l l give the leaf a graceful shape. 

EMBROIDERING FLOWER CENTERS 

A variety of techniques—simple or F rench knots, bu l l ion k i i u i - . 
whipped or woven sp iderwebs—wi l l add interest to your st i tch-
ery. You might vary them accord ing to the proport ions of each 
f lower, and vary the colors, too. Thread your needle w i th a st rand 
<if b lack and a st rand of b rown , or d i f ferent shades of yel low. Put 
some smal l b lack dots on wh i le centers, small whi te dots on 
b lack or yel low centers. Laura Cadwal lader 's designs on pages 
148 and 149 w i l l give you ideas. 

THE FRENCH KNOT 

To make a F rench knot, b r i n g your needle a l l the way up f rom 
the underside th rough the fabr ic and twist the thread once 
around the needle's point . Then push the needle back in to the 
s tar t ing hole, or just next to i t , and make sure the coi l fits snugly 
around the needle before you push it a l l the way th rough. (Fo r 
large knots, you can use more than one co i l . ) 

THE BULLION KNOT 

To make a bu l l ion knot , pu l l needle and thread through fabr ic. 
Tu- l i needle back in to fabr ic a l i t t le to r ight of thread and out 
a^i.iin a l i t t l e to the lef t of i t , as i f to make a back st i tch. Twist 
thread around needle's point enough l imes to cover the length 
of this back st i tch, then pu l l needle th rough fabr ic and return 
to underside th rough hole at r i gh t , t ak ing care not to let thi- ( o iU 
sl ip out of place as the needle passes th rough them. 

THE WHIPPED SPIDER WEB 

To make a wh ipped spiderweb center, make an even number of 
-a t in -s i i i . h ~pok<'s. ( I f vou make tlu-m - t ra ight across a large 
center area, l i nk the spokes where they intersect.) Then , work in ; : 
f rom center out, wh ip yarn around each spoke (o r around two 
at a t ime) i n ever-widening sat in stitches a l l the way out un t i l 
the web is f i l led. Dot the web. and out l i iu- , i f desired, w i th a con-
Irast int : color. 

THE WOVEN SPIDERWEB 

To make a woven spiderweb center, work an uneven number of 
sat in-s l i tch spokes. Then , w o r k i n g f rom center out, weave vour 
needle and yarn under and over the spokes, as i f you were 
m a k i n g a reed basket, un t i l the whole web is f i l led. Dot the web 
and out l ine , i f desired, wi th a contrast ing color.

Learning how the extinguisher works is second in impor­

tance only to buying it. Many safety experts suggest that when 

you first acquire ime. you and every member of your family who 

is old enough to understand go outdoors, spread some newspaper 

on the ground, and actually work the device. Such a test will 

mean an immediate refill and recharge, but that cost will be a 

small price to pay for an actual firsthand demonstration. I f you 

feel you can adequately rehear.se without actually spraying the 

chemicals, be sure everyone in the household rehearses with you. 

Should a fire occur, remember, while you are wielding the 

extinguisher, to tell another member of the family to phone the 

fire department and explain what is happening, since they may 

want to take over. The fire department almost certainly will want 

to be in charge if wiring is involved. 

A l a r m s y s t e m s 

It is easy to equip your house with an alarm system thai will alert 

you with a loud persistent sound when it is triggered by exposure 

to air heated above a certain temperature. Y o u mount the boxes 

lonlaining the heat-sensitive mechanism and the buzzer or bell 

high on the w d l in strategic places such as the kitchen, a hall\\;iy 

close to bedrooms, and the furnace room. These electrical alarm 

devices either run on batteries or plug into your hou-ehold elec-

iri( system. If you are building a new house, you can have the 

wiring run inside the walls so that only the alarm outlet boxes 

will show. Otherwise you run the wiring along baseboards and 

door frames as you do for other appliances. 

As with an extinguisher you must know how an alarm sy>lem 

works, although it is only a simple matter of becoming familiar 

with the noise so that you can recognize it in emergencies. The 

dealer from whom you liuy the alarm system will show you liow 

to test the sound.

In ivhat countries are Oriental' 
rugs made today? 

The most important .sources of sup­
ply for us are I r a n , India, and 
Japan. Handwoven rugs are also 
coming here from Pakistan, Af­
ghanistan, and other areas of Cen­
tral . \s ia . But the output of cer­
tain important rug-making centers 
rarely reaches our markets be­
cause of international politics or 
internal government policies. Rugs 

far the most usual construcli( 
there, espei ially in India, is 
Chinese knot, which creates 
exceptionally heavy pile suitabj 
for carving.

ci l i fs are qllso traditional or 
variations (d thf traditional. Bnl 
they have to be drafted in full 
scale on graph-like paper, with 
each knot iiidi«;ated by a square— 
a method firpt developed by the 
artist craftsmen of the sixteenth 
r- iiiury under the sponsorship of 
the shahs. 

Do all the motifs have a special 
iiiraninp? 

In the Persian nomad patterns, the 
better part of the motifs are sim­
ply styli/ed flowers, leaves, fri i i l - . 
animals, etc.. and have no deep 
-ifinificance. .Sncli design.s are al­
ways rendered in geometries f<u-
the ncmiad has never mastered the 
art of weaving in the sweeping 
curvilinear lines of the more skill­
ful city weavers. 

Carpet designs from M O I K I U I -
medan areas are made up largely 
of arabesques, sin<e the Koran 
forbids the representation of liv­
ing forms. In such rugs the center 
IMiiej may be pointed at ohe end 
like the roof of a house which in­
dicates that it was made for use 
as a prayer rug. to be laid with 
the peak pointing toward Mecca. 
In Persia, it i> imthinkable that a 
carpet should be designed without 
a border, but this is merely a con­
vention. 

Many of the motifs in Chinese 
rug designs have a symlxdic mean­
ing well understood throughout 
the Orient—the Cloud Band, the 
swastika-like figure symbolizing 
long life, the round medallion con­
taining a geometric maze which 
means happiness, and many 
<itliers. Since the.se symbols are 
far more ancient than any «:arpet-
weaving techniques, they some­
times crop up in Persian designs 
as well. 

Why do Oriental ru^s have such 
deep slrniiji colors? 

Not all of them do. The rich deep 
hues usually a.ssociated with Per­
sian carpets were those which 
could be derived from plants, 
roots, bark, small insects, walnut 
shells, etc.. and had the practical 
advantage of resi.stance to the sub-
tropic .sun. Today's Oriental rug 

yarns are dyed with modern 
chrome dyes painstakingly de­
veloped to match the natural ones. 
But all dyes, natural or chemical, 
soften with time and use. which is 
one reason why some people prefer 
old Orientals in wliii li llie i d l o i -
have softened and faded. 

Are true Orientals ever made in 
pale i itlors ? 

Yes , indeed—and they have been 
for generations. /Ihe be-t k7i7rwn~| 
are the Kerman.s which have al­
ways been made with groimds of 
ivory or pastel tunpioise. rose, ap­
ple green, pale gold, or beige. But 
until recently, the Amerii'an de­
mand was for Kermans in deep 
regal blues, crimsons, golds, and 
burgundies. The same is true of 
Kazvins. Kashans and Sarouks, us­
ually thought of as having red or 
deep blue grounds, have also been 
made for centuries with ivory^ 
grounds. Indian and F a r Eastern 
rug makers have long made 
.\ubusson and .Savonnerie patterns 
in the pastels typical of eighteenth-
centurv France, while Miti" and 
other Chinese designs are often 
worked in the pale tints of old 
porcelains. 

What is the main di/jferenee he-
lu ern an Oriental rufi and an Ori­
ental ear pel? 

The British say it is a matter of 
size: anythinii smaller than 
square feet is a rug; anything 
larger is a carpet. And most au­
thoritative books on antique Ori­
entals adhere to this precise defini­
tion. But in the U.S . . any floor-
covering woven in a single piece 
and not cut to fit the dimensions of 
a room "wall to wall," is usually 
called a rug. regardless of its size. 
In fact there is a tendency, es­
pecially with Orientals, to use the 
two words interchangeably. 

ITTiv are Orientals made in sin li 
odd sizes and proportions? 

What we have come to accept as 
standard sizes and proportions lor 
domestic rugs are comparatively 
recent conventions. governed 
largely by the widths of the broad 
Axminster. Wilton, and Velvet 
looms and to an extent by the aver­
age sizes of rooms in modern 
houses and apartments. Loom 
sizes also govern, in part, the 
sizes of Orientals. Rugs made by 
nomad weavers, for instance, are 
usually small—never much wider 
than 4 feet—because the loom 
must be small enough to be packed 
up and carried about when the 
tribe moves from place to place. 
But even in the cities where car­
pets of great size are woven on

basic techniques 

SCISSORS CUT, CLOSE AND CLEAN 
The rTiost basic of all pruning cuts (1) is used pri­
marily to (direct the shapes of young plants by in­
ducing new growth from specific buds (removing 
the tip of a young apple tree, for example, to induce 
the formation of a spreading crown). You make a 
slanting cut slightly above a bud that promises to 
develop in the desired direction. To remove side 
branch (2) secateurs should be held so that clean 
scissors cut parallels trunk. Big loppers (3) are used 
to make a similar cut on larger branches, to avoid 
the rot-inducing stubs (4) and the tangle of dead 
limbs (5) that always follow neglect of tree care.

What you p r u n e — a s opposed to how—depends on the k ind of gardening you do: whether 

you leave most of the plant-shaping and dead-uood e l iminat ion to nature (and nature is a jioor 

e.xcuse for a gardener) or whether you believe in tra in ing your plants to serve >our own best 

esthetic ends (which is, in the f inal analys is , what we all w a n t ) .

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THE SAW CUT—A MULTIPLE PROCESS 
Branches that are too big to cut with secateurs or loppers are 
best cut with a pruning saw. And if they are all that big, they 
should be removed in a three-step process, to prevent the 
ripping of bark and wood tissue as the branch falls away. 
First saw cut (6) is made several inches away from the main 
trunk and on the underside of the limb to be removed. Cut 
until the saw begins to bind (the new super-Teflon-coated 
blade will stick less readily than plain steel blades). Second 
saw cut (7) is made from above, and an inch or two further 
away from the trunk than the first one. Cut until the branch 
breaks clean away (8). If it is a large branch, or far from 
the ground, it should be lowered with a rope snubbed over a 
higher branch. Third cut close and parallel to the trunk (9 
and 10) is simply the removal of the stub. Such a final cut 
will promote development of new cambium over the raw 
wound from either side. Tree wound paint, most convenient 
to apply from an aerosol can (11), will help promote healing.

Hill t !ic iiiiliv idiial 
plants are anything but trash. And 
in combination, even though you 
might not expect to believe this, 
the result can be both varied and 

esthetically pleasing. Speed of 
growth and the (juality of the 
massed foliage will vary with the 
species you select for your hedge.

Dogwood is intermediate. a> i-
hawlhorn. W e have seen these red 
Hannel hedges (in the autumn the 
red part really applies) every­
where from New England to Cal i ­
fornia and south to Peru (com­
posed of their own or Asiatic spe­
cies without a >in<ile one of ours) . 

.\Ithough under ideal condi­
tions of soil and exposure, each of 
the "trash" species would be likely 
to receive different care, all will 
prove surpri.-ingly compatible in 
one common, well-dug and moder­
ately fertile trench. ( . \n extra fer­
tilizing each spring is advisable. I 
Wherever you live, you will find 
familiar tree species that will lend 
iliciii-elves to this communal cul­
ture.

A quick rule of thumb is: know 
your rugs or know your dealer.

But if you are buying your 
first Oriental, you had better know 
your dealer—not in perscm. neces­
sarily, but un(]uestionably by rep­
utation.

Are contemporary Orientals a 
ffood lonii-lerm investment? 

Naturally they cost more than ma­
chine-made nijis. But apart from 
their immediate decorative and 
functiimal value, they have certain 
assets not shared by most other 
things you buy for your home. 
Some of the finer rujrs are rated as 
works of art. and even the less dis-
lin^iuished examples depreciate 
far more slowly than most other 
homefurnishin<:s. which lose a 
large part of their value the mo­
ment you acquire them. .Since the 
demand for Oriental carpets has 
long exceeded th«- production, the 
ru<! you buy today may actually in­
crease in value. 

Is it true that Orientals never 
wear oni? 

Not quite true, allhiiufili in the 
Orient, where people remove their 
shoes when they come into the 
house, carpets do last for genera­
tions. Even in American homes 
with all the traffic of heavy shoes, 
high heels, and tracked-in dirt. 
Oriental rugs not only last two 
or three times as long as good 
machine-made carpets, they are 
likelv to outlive their owners. The 

secret of this longevity is the fan­
tastic amount of tightly p;u IM il 
wool, most of which is out of sliihl. 
buried in the structure of the car­
pet. Even the thinner types of rugs 
with short velvety pile have this 
inner strength worked into their 
myriad knots. Y o u can see tlii-
especially in very old rugs in 
which most of the pile is worn olT. 
but the design remains. 

Why are the tlifferent types of 
Oriental rugs spelled so matiy dif­
ferent ways? 

Our Engl ish spellings were origi­
nally phonetic renderings of the 
Arabic. Turkish , or other nani'•-
of llic ])lacr's where the MIL:,- wryr 

made. When the sound was dif­
ficult to reproduce exactly. dilTrr-
ent autliorilies used different spell-
iii;^s. Fur instance, carpets made 
in the city of Ghoiim are also re­
ferred to as Kiirn and Quni (all 
pronoimced the .same). You will 
also find Kcrtnaix and Kirttian as 
well as innumerable other names 
in two or three variations. Strictly 
speaking, all are equally c<irrecl. 
bul for the purposes of cnn-i- lrnrv 
H&Cf has adopted the spelling used 
officially by the Oriental R u g Im­
porters Association.

general the answer to the "what" 
is: practically anything that grows 
in your garden. The final aspect of 
the pruning question, the "when," 
depends to a large extent on what 
you wi.sh to prune and for what 
purpose you wish to prune it. 

This subject of what and 
when could fill books—has indeed 
already done so. Bul it is not really 
that complicated. First you need 
l<i dclcrminc the main purpose of 
your pruning. I f it is to remove 
superannuated o r damaged growth 
(call that therapeutic pruning), 
you can do it any lime. I f overa^ie 
branches are still capable of pro­
ducing flowers or fruits during the 
current .season, you may wish to 
wait until production is over, then 
prune in the autumn. Otherwise 
this generalization is po.ssible: In 
early spring, j trune very young 
|)lanls o r plants that require spe­
cial inducement to make new 
growth in a particular direction. 
(This would include almost all 
newly planted fruit trees and 
shrubs that have been moved with 
an earth ball around the roots, if 
they have wayward shoots you 
don't want ) . I n late summer, 
prune any ^priii^l-flowcrini; decidu­
ous plants that need thinning 
(|)rune old shoots of big bushes at 
i;round level) , or retarding (sui b 

as wayward waicr-^prnuls or suck­
ers on fruit Irees that would get 
out of hand if left alone), or con-
.solidating (hedge plants, for ex­
ample, and any other woody plants 
who.se shapes you wish to restrain 
or maintain without encouraging: 
sudden bursts of new growth). Put 
another way: pruning just before 
the firsi rush of s|)ring growth will 
encourage new shoots immedialciv 
lirldu or behind llie point wlicic 
the priming cuts are made, while 
pruning late in the season when 
growth has already begun to slow 
down will tend to leave the gnnvili 
urge relatively unstimulated. 

The basics of pruning are ac­
tually this simple. The ramifica­
tions, however, are all but endless, 
reaching out into the realms of 
fruit production, of espalier train­
ing, of flower encouragement (on 
such [ilants and vines as ro.ses), of 
hedge shaping and shearing, and 
of course, of topiary, where the 
fine points of pruning are all-im­
portant. 

The nurture of plants is such 
a completely unnatural and man-
oriented business that all the man-
developed techniques of plant care 
—and all the tools by means of 
which the techniques are carried 
out—are proper parts of the gar­
dener's armory.

The one we 
ii'-e is r*almolive Dishwasliini; l.iij-
uid because I find it does the job 
1 want on my pots and pans, and 
yet actually seems to help soften 
my hands. It cuts grease and dirl . 
and leaves a pleasant, fresh odor. 
Daughter Sally, who is my i hief 
weekend dishwasher, has found 
that a little of this detergent added 
to a sinkfiil of warm water makes 
a quick and effective pre-riiise for 
the dishes that go into the dish­
washer. Then she uses only half 
the usual amount of detergent in 
the machine, and the results are 
really sparkling.
