Even a 
simple beige and white geometric shows 
wear and dirt less than a |>erfeclly plain 
beiiie. And don't ever be persuaded that 
a dark carpet shows wear and dirt less 
than a pale one—it is absolutely not true.

I still think that a beautiful 
bare wood floor with a rug by the sofa or the fireplace is a 
treasure, l l can be any wood, from the simplest board flooring 
to a fantastically expensive eighteenlli-century parquet, im­
ported and assembled piece by piece like a huge jigsaw puzzle. 
Perhaps because wood was once a living tree, it still has that 
warmth, that richness, tlial friendliness about i t Yet I have 
found that a few small rugs on a bare floor often look like 
islands, making ihe room seem resdess. I finally had to admit

thai wall-to-wall carpeting is often the answer. I had it installed 
in my own apartment, and I've never rejiretted it. It's a small 
dark brown mid bei^e pattern that smooths out the whole 
room and makes it a simple matter to move furniture around 
without having to worry about rug boun<laries. I always rec­
ommend wall-to-wall for bedrooms in the city, because it helps 
so much to muffle sound.

Yet how much more in­
teresting and valuable it will be, made 
painstakingly by hand, than bolts of 
broadloom produced by the mile. 

2n the city, 1 like the warm, deep-comfort look of smalli-r 
rugs laid right on top of wall-to-wall. The smaller rug 

could be a bigger-scale pattern, or one of those bold-colored 
contemporary rugs, or a needlepoint, or a beautiful Oriental, 
pale and luscious as a piece of honey. 

In the c»»untry, or by the sea, the best 
floors are the most practical ones, and 
the most practical are often the most 
beautiful. 1 love natural clay tile, or slate, 
or stone and brick—all waxed to a glow. 
In the country, I think I would tile even 
the bedroom, then soften it with a lovely 
pale linen rug. But I would never use 
brick or slate on the second floor. They 
suggest an indoor extension of the garden 
—they seem out of place upstairs.

/ M l m o s t all of these natural materials—even those w d i i -

— M - (lerfu! seventeentli-century French floors of slate ui l l i 
bands of wood—have been copied remarkably well in vinyl. I 
find m}self usin-r vin)l more and more. It's wonderful for 
children's rooms in pale, clean colors. I have put stone-patterned 
vinyl in a dining alcove, and I once did a whole living room 
in big vinyl squares that looked just like deep brown leather. 
Elaborately patterned floors that used to be done in marble 
are easily copied today in vinyL In the Escorial museum in 
Spain, there is a circular room 4^ feet across. The floor is 
beige and green marble with a design that looks like rays 
fanning out from a central sun. I had that floor reproduced in 
vinyl in a 15-foot circular entrance hall in l^ke Forest. Plain 
marble had been sjjecified: for a fraction of the cost we made a 
floor that was quieter, safer, infinitely more interesting. 

You can also mimic marble w ith paint. I 
once visited a small palace in Scandi­
navia that had a ballroom on the second 
floor. Although the plans called for a 
marble floor, the engineers foimd it 
w oil Id be impossible—the whole ballroom 
would have crashed straight through to 
ground level. So they marbleized it with 
paint. It was all done with feathers for 
brushes—a tremendous job. Of course 
you don't get to decorate too many ball­
rooms nowadays, but a more reasonably 
-i/i-d room would be beautiful in faux 
marbre. Or you could have a floor with a 
painted stencil design—the most beauti­
ful ones I'xe found are, again, in Scandi­
navian countries. Many people think a 
."Stenciled floor is impractical, but actually 
the reverse is true. When a stenciled floor 
is finished, it's given a good coat of var­
nish. Then you wax it twice a year, and 
it stays perfectly beautiful.

Also to save 
money, I lefl temporarily suspended several things that 
weren't absolulek vital to the house. The first level, which 
is the semibasement-recreation area, is still unfinished. Also 
1 had planned to add a garafie and a pool. These will get 
done later.

Not many people are willing to take on part of the actual 
work llienisi'Kes. but if someone is able to and has the time, 
that can certainly save money.

How 
the space is shaped and what it expresses adds much more to 
the experience of living in a house than expensive finishes. 
Besides, you can always upgrade finishes later.

It's economical for one tiling. Also, I like its ma.ssiveness. 
I don't think people have got enough mileage out of this 
material, ll has the flexibility of wood—as you can see by 
die way I was able to project elements of the house so easily.

You can add b.-autiful finishes, too. I chose a rough stucco 
finish that gives the walls a wonderful texture with a soft

Because tlie inside is the same expression as the outside.

First of all, I broke down our activities into four major 
categories—indoor recreation; family living, cooking, and 
entertaining (which is really one I ; sleeping; and studying 
for the children, working at home for myself. These became 
four stratifications in my mind, or the four levels of the 
house—recreation in the semibasement, family spaces on the 
main level, bedrooms above that, and study areas above that.

Weil, light and movement and how spaces connect are what 
create an interrelationship of space in a house. And thai 
creates great beauty. I dislike, for instance, to reach dead 
ends in a house. So in my own. 1 tried to create a feeling 
llial the house, ihe flow of spaces, never ends. W hen you're 
in one space, your eye or you yourself can always move 
around in or travel out of that space in various wa\ s. Some­
times it's a shaft of light pouring through a window in an 
adjoining room or on another level that draws you forward. 
Sometimes it's the plea.sure of being in a room on one level 
and being able to climb up or down to another level to look 
at that room with a totally different experience. Even when 
you're up in the highest point of the house—the loft balconies 
—your eye travels on out through the big window alongside, 
returning you to the outdoors.

I think it's important for an architect to mix houses 
with other kinds of design work. If an architect does only 
houses, he usually gets stagnant. Diversified design prob­
lems are very frui t ful and stimulating. Then when you do 
anotlier house, you're renewed by your other experiences, and 
you have the confidence to experiment.

One never to be forgotten morning ," Harvey Ladew recafls, 

, " I was hunting in England and saw a sight that made me 

'rein up my horse and gaze in wonder: On top of a hedge 

was a topiary hunt, beautifully modeled and carefully 

trimmed. I knew I had to reproduce it in my garden." Wi th his 

characteristic humor, his hunt streaks across a lawn, swans bob on 

the crest of a bi l lowing hedge. And starting with these English 

topiary frames, plus one for a squirrel, he soon began to make his 

own. " I find the best shrub for topiary is Japanese yew, Taxus 

cuspuJata," he says. " Y o u have to have the l i fe expectancy of 

Methuselah to wait on boxwood, \Nhich grows only 2 inches a year. 

Yew grows 6 to 12 with good soil and fertilizer, and I start with 

good-sized shrubs." To make a frame, he pins a sheet of paper on 

a door, draws an outline to size, then bends # 9 fence wire to fol low 

the outline. Through eye hooks welded to the heavy profile, he threads 

hoops of finer wire to f o r m the contours. "Leave two strong wires," he 

suggests, "about a foot and a half long to slip into a lead pipe driven 

into the ground to hold the frame upright. Plant the pipe and yew 

side by side, and the yew wil l grow to fill the f o r m . " M r . Ladew 

hand cfips yew in spring before it buds and again in August. He 

trims as needed. Right now he is experimenting with yellow privet 

to fo rm a dappled life-size giraffe peering out f r o m a tangle of trees.

we first bought the house, I 
was terrified," says Mrs. Alexander 
Liberman. "I thought it was impossible 
to fix. It was so dark, and we love light." 

Yet barely five months later when the 
Libermans moved into Hillside, it had 
been transformed into one of the light­
est, brightest houses in Connecticut's 
Litchfield County. Through broad 
uncluttered windows and glass doors you 
could look out on one of the great views 
of Connecticut — not a house to be seen 
for 20 or 30 miles. Cramped closed-in 
rooms had given way to an exhilarating 
flow of space. Dark paneling and dark 

floors had vanished in a sea of sparkling 
white. And except for glints of glass and 
steel, all the furniture was whitr. 

"Why white?" someone asked Mrs. 
Liberman. 

"Because I've always loved pictures 
and I like them best against white. 
Besides, every material looks well in 
white, even the most inexpensive. And

Mr. Gray, 
many of whose paintings hang in Hill­
side, had a big hand in its transforma­
tion. He suggested some of the most 
effective make-over strategies, and. liv­
ing nearby at Graystones, he filled the 
role of "supervising architect." 

As dramatic as the transformation was, 

small changes made 
the big diHerence. 
Dark wood doors were replaced with 
glass. One interior partition was 
removed. A service porch was glassed 
in. But the new view was brought into 
being without touching the house itself. 
(For the full story of that, .see page 104.) 

"What we were after was light and 
space," say the Libermans. "Why live on 
one of the highest spots in the county 

and be all closed in? So the first t] 
we did was cut down the large plane 
[far left below] that stood outside 
south corner of the living room.

"When the screens were dark, 
y made the room feel closed in. Now 
1 don't even notice they're there." 
Before the carpenters left, they built 
jverything the Libermans could think 
-window seats under the living room 
idows, a desk and book shelves in 
ir bedroom, a dressing table in their 
hroom. "Built-ins help so much to 
down clutter." All the window seats 

•e fitted with foam rubber cushions 
1 the cushions with white vinyl, 
^hen it came to the floors, every 
m in the house was laid with white 
/ertine-textured vinyl tiles. "We knew 
y were exactly what we wanted 
ause we've had the same thing for 
rs in our dining room in New York. 

the carpenters were horrified: 'Gov-
ig that beautiful wood with vinyl!'" 
Vere there no hitches in the work? 
'Why should there be?" asks Mrs. 
erman. "Doing over a house doesn't 
e to be complicated.

!'he day after the painters left, all the 
lishings for the house were there and 
iy to be put in place because Mrs. 
erman had planned it that way. "It's 
latter of good orchestration. As soon 
ve bought the house, I selected furni-
; immediately. I sent chairs out to be 
3vered immediately. I ordered every-
ig to the last fork and pillowcase— 
nediately. Three months is enough 

time for anything to be delivered. As the 
things came, I put them in the garage. 

"We bought the house furnished, and 
I made use of as much of the old furni­
ture as possible —just had it sprayed 
white or covered with white vinyl. So 
we have no- housekeeping problems at 
all. Our prand.sons and their big dog are 
in and out in all kinds of weather and 
they're always welcome. Spots wash right 
oflF the vinyl and the plastic paint. And 

we never have to dust 
because we added air-conditioning and 
an electronic air cleaner to the hot-air 
heating system. That was easy because 
the ducts were already there." 

In the bedrooms, Mrs. Liberman re­
laxed the all-white rule enough to use 
brilliant splashes of color on the beds. 
"White isn't practical for beds—not if 
you want to let children sit on them. So 
I bought lots of flowered no-iron sheets 
and u.sed .some of them to make skirts for 
the beds and cover ready-made quilts, 
which I had restitchcd along the lines 
of the original quilting. They make bed 
making so much easier." 

"Actually, I planned the bedrooms 
first, including the guest rooms. I try to 
give my guests the things I like to have 
when 1 visit other people's houses and 
one of them is .something to keep out 
the morning sun. So all the bedroom 
windows have shades as well as curtains. 
The curtains draw together and are 
lined with opaque plastic." 

And each bedroom has its own bath. 
Since the Libermans were convinced 
that weekend guests would rather have 
bathrooms to themselves than a quantity 
of storage space, they found room for 

two extra baths 
by converting two 
closets (see page 133). 
Then they ran into trouble. What had 
been "water enough" for two bathrooms 
was not enough for four. They had to 

drill a new weU. The drillers struck a 
ledge of rock. It took six more days of 
drilling and several thou.sand dollars 
before water gushed from all eighteen 
taps. In the end. the house had a bigger 
supply of water than it had ever had 
before. 

One of the most satisfying aspects of 
the whole remodeling adventure, say the 
owners of Hillside, was the wonderful 
spirit of the contractors and workmen. 
"They had all known Cleve Gray for 
years as a friend and neighbor, and 
every one of them took as personal an 
interest in the work as if it were his own 
house. When something they were dubi­
ous about came out right, they were as 
excited as we were. By the time the job 
was done, we had all become warm 
friends." 

"I love people," says Mrs. Liberman. 
"We love to have friends come up from 
New York —two to four guests every 
weekend. But I don't entertain them. 

To entertain is 
old-fashioned. 
Everybody does 
whatever he likes. 
The ones that are good cooks, cook. The 
gardeners help with the gardening. At 
mealtime we set up a buffet—perhaps on 
the kitchen counter, perhaps outside on 
the terrace —and everyone serves 
himself." 

But whenever the guests arrive, the 
house is full of flowers—not cut flowers 
but flowering plants. "I Hke them better 
because they're more alive. And they 
give you surprises. Every weekend there 
is a new bloom on a geranium or new 
begonias." 

And in almost every room there are 
candles, usually with hurricane protec­
tors. But they are more than a hedge 
against blackouts. "I use them all the 
time. When everything is covered with 
snow, candles are beautiful."

Land.scape architects often .say the hardest part of any jol 
is persuading the clients to rut down a full-grown tree. n< 
matter how useless it is, or how much in the way, or ever 
causing actual damage. But the Alexander Libermans ncedec 
no persuading. In fact their final decision to buy the hou.se ii 
Connecticut was based on the conviction that an exhila­
rating view eould he unveiled hy razing tht 
woods, left, that were all you could sec from the terrao 
at the east end of the house. Today, sitting in the same spot 
below, you look down a green meadow, then over the tops o 
a broad band of evergreens to the foothills of the Berkshire 
some 25 miles away. And a new opening in the old slon 
wall invites you to explore what you .see. Even in winte 
when the land nearby is covered with snow, the distant tree 
are always green. 

The first step in remodeling the hillside was what th 
Libermans call "creative bulldozing." After Mr. Libermai 
and his son-in-law had tramped up and down through th 
woods marking with spray paint the good trees they wantê  
to save, a bulldozer was called in to demolish the rest, most! 
wild cherry. Through the unwanted forest the machine mad 
its way, first in one direction, then in another, felling tree 
and bushes, loosening boulders. Say the Libermans, 
two hours, you could nee a view emerge J 

When the trees had been cut up for firewood and th 
boulders hauled off to a remote corner of the 6/4-acre prof 
erty, the shorn land was graded and topsoil added whereve 
necessary. This much they managed to do in the autumr 
before .snow put a stop to the work. In April the ground wa 
planted with oats and timothy, and by midsummer it wa 
green. The cost of the whole project: less than $5,000. 

In addition to the trees felled by the bulldozer, severj 



;rs were cut down individually, and some that 
e left standing, below right, were pruned of their 
er branches or topped off. A stone wall that 
•ed no purpose but to stop the eye was also 
loved. Then friends and local school children 
D e d plant 1.000 daffodils in random clumps 
n close lo the house down to the bottom of the 
perty. And in back of the house where the 
' glass doors looked out on an uninspiring 
lill view, a mass of azaleas was planted. 
The second major project in 
modeling the land was build-
g a new driveway. The original 
ve took the shortest possible route from 
ise lo road, emerging dangerously at a 
nt midway between two blind curves. So 
safety's sake, the Libermans decided 

•lose it off. and they were lucky enough 
Rnd a skilled stone mason who knew 
V to fill the gap in the wall, 
rhe new drive runs parallel to the 
d for about 500 yards, then turns 
0 the road at a point where there is 
;ood view of oncoming traffic in 
th directions. Evergreens were 
nted to screen the last few yards, 
ich cross a corner of the adjoin- / 
; properly. (It belongs to Clcve 
ay who granted an easement.) 
)re evergreens were planted to 
een the road itself from the 
use and increase privacy.

Excitement for floors: 
Color and pattern 

OF A OUT 
BUCKET 

Poured in the morning and walked 
on in the afternoon, "Desert Mar­
ble" is a wonderful new cover-up 
for a floor that is to be kept bare, 
or perhaps for an old floor that you 
have never really liked. A polymer­
ic compound composed of very fine 
marble granules, waxes, a polyester-
base resin, pigment, and a harden­
ing catalyst, "Desert Marble" is not 
a do-it-yourself flooring. It must be 

poured by an expert, but in his hands, the installation is sim­
ple enough to keep the cost equivalent to that of the average 
vim I floor—approximately SI.25 per square foot.Time-taking 
intricate patterns, naturally, will increase the cost a bit. 

The "marble" goes directly onto the floor—be it wood, 
linoleum, vinyl tile, or concrete—dries in a few hours, and is 
absolutely seamle.ss. Once it has hardened, it is extremely 
durable, stain resistant, and watertight. It has a natural high 
shine and never needs waxing. Wear, in fact, actually polishes 
it. This is because tlie friction created when the floor is buffed 
1)1 Mibjected to traffic causes the built-in waxes to rise to the 
surface. Best of all. the flooring can be mixed like paint to 
match any color and poured to form a solid-color floor, a 
|)atterned floor, or a marbleized floor. 

The floor to be covered must be clean, dry, and adhere 
solidly to its subflooring. A colorless basecoat is then poured, 
which seals the floor, evens out its surface. When dry, this 
coat is sanded, vacuumed, and wiped with a damp cloth to 
remove dust. The color coat is then poured. For a marbleized 
floor, some of the colorless base, white, and another color are 
poured on separately, then swirled together with a brush be­
fore they set. For a patterned floor, the design is mapped 
out on the surface with masking tape, then filled in with a 
thin layer of another color with a jiaintbrush. When tlie 
floor is almost dry, the masking tape is carefully pulled off. 
When it is thoroughly dry. the pour-on—which is about Vis-
inch thick—has a somewhat slippery surface. This serves to 
protect the floor while it is curing and will wear off in about 
llii/l\ days. "Desert Marble" was recently developed in 
California and w ill soon be available in most cities through­
out the country. For the nearest dealer (and installer) in 
your area, write to Mr. Gordon Mayo, Research Laboratories 
Inc., 2145 South Grand Avenue, Santa Ana, Cal., 92705.

Floor number one combines a marbleized back^roum 
with a modified bull's-eye of House & (Garden's Mid 
nighl Blue and Goldfinch.

For the Greek key design., a solid covering of Spaa 
Blue is poured over the subcoat, allowed to harden 
and the pattern is then carefully measured and out 
lined with masking tape. Starting at the center of tht 
floor, the next color—Tangerine—i.s applied irith t 
brush because the stripes are so narrow. The tape i> 
gently removed in stages while this ctuti is still sticky. 
This produces a razor-sharp edge because the pour-on. 
ivhen slightly set, is thick enough so it will not run.

The checkerboard: On a finished coat of Oyster White 
over the basecoat. a pattern of squares is laid out and 
marked with tape. A coat of Mercury is then ptusred 
in place. W hen the gray is dry. smaller squares of 
Kumquat are measured, taped, and poured. Thinner 
coats of the p<nir-tin are used for the gray and orange 
layers to keep the floor finish flat; thicker coals u ould 
raise the floor s surface., producing an embossed effect.

22 ) for himself and his wife and their four young children, 

the four-story house is unusual in the Florida landscapr 

where most architecture spreads low along the ground. Here, 

since the site was flat, not overly large (about an acre) , and 

there is the probability of future building on each side, Mr. 

W hitton decided to build vertically and to open the house 

witli glass panels at its highest level "so we could look into 

the tops of the 40-foot pines." Three enormous windows at 

roof height and six skylights punched into the flat walls and 

pitched roof frame Ireetops, sky. and stars and fdl the inte­

rior with an abundance of overhead light that dances through 

the house all day long. 

Built of concrete block sprayed willi white stucco 

inside and out, the jutting, irregular components of the 

house create a structure with marvelous variety. Outside, 

as you move around, it changes shape like sculpture: inside, 

you di.scover a whole series of different levels, alcoves, 

balconies, and soaring openings that flow freely together in 

an exciting reversal of customary boxed-off and leveled-off 

interiors. In nearly e\ery room, there is a view through to, 

up to, or down to anotlier room, and light streams between 

spaces in the same unconstricled way. "Each room borrows 

a view or light from the next," explains Mr. Whitton, "so 

the whole interior becomes one continuously flow ing space. '

But nothing quite so inflexible is actually the case. On the main 

floor, levels change between rooms and from the living room 

you can see all the way up to the top of the house. On the next 

floor, the master bedroom opens out above the living room on 

one side and rises up on another side to a fourth level, which 

is a little workroom loft. The children's bedrooms on that floor 

are also two stories high with lofts. 

With all this abundant variety and spaciousness, one of the 

retnarkal)le thing-^ about the house is its price—for its four 

level, 2,7.50 square fei't of space, building costs came to about 

S35.()U0. An archiUrt's fee, of course, did not have to be in-

(•iij(l<-(l. and Mr. W liitton also kept expenses down by doing 

some stucco spraying, staining, and buiUling himself. Above 

all, ihoujih. it shows the possibilities of experimenting with 

space rather than with costly materials. "The house is built 

almost entirely of concrete block and pine," says Mr. Vi hitlon. 

"Concrete block is both massive and flexible, much more eco­

nomical in this area than wood, and practically maintenance 

free. And you can finish it. as I did. with rough stucco for a 

wonderful surface texture that reflects light in a luminous way."

High spirits from 

white 
alcohols 
« 1 NK.VfCl .\ti-\ri.TY 

It is always comforlinj: to think that one of the easiest ihitijzs 
in the world to do is to make drinkable alcohol. Ever since 
the now teetolaling Arabs invented distilling a thousand years 
ago and gave the world a new taste thrill, people have bt-en 
doing jusl that. There is one slight drawback. Making it 
without Uncle Sam's permission is verboten. 

Such is the sad case almost everywhere now. but things 
u.sed to be more civilized in France. Until recently you were 
allowed to make your own eau de vie if you had fruit trees. 
So, when I lived there (and saw to it that I did have fruit 
trees), I took advantage of the opportunity afforded me by 
the benevolent French and made my own "white alcohol." 

The process is simple. You get a barrel—mine held 
about 12 gallons—and wait for the fruit to ripen and fall 
olT the trees. Then you stuff the barrel full in the autumn and 
wail for the mess to ferment, which takes two or three weeks. 
The best results come from sticking to one kind of fruit— 
|)lums. for instance—but you can use whatever you have— 
pears, apples, cherries, peaches, plums, even berries. 

My fermenting overflowed and made the cellar smell 
niarvelously htvuK. W hen llial SI(II)|)(MI. I buiijifd the liai icl 
and left it until spring to meld. Then came the wonderful 
Frenchness of the process. An itinerant distiller came to the 
village, and I look my perfumed barrel and a feŵ  clean nine 
bottles to him. He poured the fermented mash through a sieve 
into his boiler and. in a few hours, it went up into the cooling 
coils in the form of steam, then down in condenst^d drips into 
my bottles in the form of what can only be properly described 
as firewater! 

This did not discourage the local gypsies, who would lie 
under the spout with open mouths to catch what last drops 
they could. The drops were strong, pure, colorless alcohol 
but. even at that early stage, quite drinkable and with an 
aroma thai was even better than its taste. Professional dis­
tillers have more experience widi such things, and their con­
coctions ma) be smoother than my do-it-yourself liquor was, 
but it was mine, all mine, and I loved it. 

The principle is the same for making all fruit or uiain 
alcohols. No matter what you start out with, the original end 
product is always a clear, waterlike liquid. The kind of raw 
material used, and the flavoring that may be added, make an 
almost limitless number of liquors possible. These range from 
gin and vodka, through rum. sake, and arrack, to the fruit 
brandies (which are distilled dry spirits) and cordials (which 
are liqueurs made by macerating fruit or herbs in spirits and 
then adding sugar).

The French, as usual when it comes to affairs of the 
stomach, are very logical and practical. In Alsace, where 
.some of the best of tlie fruit brandies are made, it is the 
Civil Engineering and Country Highway Department that 
controls the vintage of black cherries, pears, wild strawber­
ries, raspberries, and other local fruit. This is because so 
many fruit-bearing trees line the roads and canals. What the 
Alsatian vintage produces is a whole family of white spirits: 
Kirsch (cherry), framboise (raspberry), mirabelle and 
quetsch (plumI. and fraise des bois (wild strawberry) are 
liqueurs of great charm and aromatic distinction that are a 
pleasure simph to sniff, to say nothing of sip. 

During "The War." my friend Lee Miller, a fabulous 
photographer, gourmet, and war correspondent for Vogue, 
of all unlikely magazines, once came upon a cache of superb 
framboise during an advance. G.I.'s were swarming all over 
the cellar of one Alsatian distiller, enjoying, but nol really 
appreciating, the contents. Astute Lee, with great aplomb, 
"liberated" a Red Cross jerry can. meant to hold sterile wa­
ter, painted it khaki, and filled it with framboise. 

This supply went with her, posing as gasoline, from 
then on. Gas was supposedly more precious than fine gold 
in these days, so no one was surprised that she should nurse 
the jerry can so carefully. It did astonish them to see her 
take a swig of it from time to time. Only the magic corres­
pondents' circle knew that the French equivalent of Southern 
Comfort was in that treasure can. As the level of framboise 
dropped. Lee relilled tlie can with whatever else she could 
rescue, and ended up with the most horrendous cocktail ever. 
Fortunately for her. she never had hangovers. 

The thing that possibly gave her confidence about treat­
ing fruit brandies like that, not to mention gin, vodka, and 
most of the drinks or liqueurs made by distilling, is thai the\ 
all started out as medicine. Even vodka, which is a diminu­
tive of the Russian word for water, began life in Poland as 
a sure preventative for flu. 

After the Arabs learned to distill, the art rapidly went 
West, where chemists used it in their search for the secret of 
eternity. Distilling was the monopoK of the chemists and the 
lii|uors then made were called cau de vie, or "water of life." 
piesuinabU becau.'̂ e they gave an impression of life when 
you felt lifeless. Because of its supposed hiviiin- (|iialiii<-s mikI 

becau.se medicine was mainly in the hands of the religious 
orders, the stills tended to shift from the s<:ientists to the theo­
logians, so monks gradually got into the liquor business and 
roots, bark. leaves, rinds, nuts, herbs, fruits, juices, gold dust, 
coffee—you name it—almost everything was tried, not only 
for taste, but for medicinal effect. Thus there came to be hun­
dreds of liqueurs. 

Our forefathers all thought of liqueurs as potent medi­
cines. They were an agreeable liquid with which to face swal­
low iiig some bitter |)ills. They warded off fevers, plus giving 
the sufferer the benefit of medicinal herbs like carawav seeds 
(still used in some lands to soothe the infant stomach ache). 

The French call litjueurs digestifs because of the soothing 
herbs in so many of them. And the word "cordial" comes from 
the Latin for heart, cor, and was originally a heart stimulant. 

One of tlie early practitioners of the distilling art. Arnau 
de Vilanova, a Spanish chemist of the fifteenth century, man­
aged to use its therapeutic qualities to fend off the terrors of 
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the Inquisition. He ^ave the Pope an elixir made with spirits 
and herbs, flecked with '^old. and saved the Holy FatherV 
life. Arnau was ab.solved from Torquemada's third degree, a 
result even more effecrtively therapeutic than he had exijected. 

Even today, Goldwasser which, despite its name, is water 
clear, is well thought of in F.urope because the caraway in it 
is supposed to be good for digestion, the anise for taste, and 
the liny gold flakes for protection against various unnamed 
diseases. Ak\a\il. another caraway flavored gin. follows the 
same tradition for its name also means water of life. It is 
practically the Scandina\ian national drink, always taken 
with food, often served frozen in a block of ice. and goes 
wonderfully with smorgasbord. A "Danish Mary" is a good 
starter, made like its cousin "liloody" with tomato juice and 
Worcestershire sauce, but with akvavit instead of vodka. 

The best of vodka, the experts (mainly Russian) say, is 
Polish. My choice for top vodka is Zubrovka Iwcau.se of its de-
lectably subtle taste, and the announcement on its label tliat 
it is flavored with "the favorite herb of the European bison." 
Who could resist trying the bison's recommendation? 

Vodka with Perrier water or soda goes well throughout a 
meal. You can make it take on your own preferred flavor 
simply, for instance, by steeping a lemon peel in a bottle of 
it for a few days, or if you like a hot drink, an Italian red pep­
per. Even prunes in vodka give you an interesting new kind of 
drink—probably thera|>eutic as well. 

I have my own theory that Europeans can eat as much 
as they do every mealtime because the alcohol or wines thc\ 
drink with their food (not before it. as we do) cuts the fat­
ness of much of our diet. Doctors will probably find me 
quite wrong, but 1 think this genial habit of eating and 

drinking at tin* >ame time reduces the cholesterol danger. But 
it m a N increase others, so don't take me too seriously! 

Gin is another colorless "white" liquor usually made 
from grain and one of the oldest of spirit drinkers' favorites. 
The Dutch realh started the fad for genever, which was what 
they called junijjer—the herb they used to flavor their pure 
grain alcohol and that lazier people shortened to ""L i iM. ' " 

^'hen William of Orange came to the British throne he 
brought a love of gin with him and pushed it for all he was 
worth ir> his newly adapted country because he didn't like 
the French and wanted to eliminate imports of French wine. 

He succeeded belter than he expected and almost ruined 
Krigland in the bargain liecause gin became too cheap, too 
popular, and too eas\ to gel. W hole sections of the population 
were in a constant state of euphoria—sloshed, to put it blimlK . 
It took .some stiff' taxation to reduce gin consum[»tion to a 
sensible level, and man\ generations to upgrade il to its 
present "respectable'" |)osition as basic cocktail ingredient 
number one around the world. 

Age is no virtue where gin is concerned. It is as good as 
il will ever be straight from the still. It has its own flavor that 
comes from \arious herbs: but, of course, like vodka. \ou 
can do things to it to change its lasle. .Sloe gin is an example, 
wherein you steep sloes (a sort of berry from the blacktlioi n 
that looks like a small blue plum! in high proof gin after 
pricking their -kins. And nothing changes its taste faster than 
mixing gin in cocktails, as everyone knows. It can also add 
an unusual fillip lo some otherwise conventional dishes—try 
pouring gin on pistachio ice cream for a new dessert taste.

jrla.ssy clear, too. Many of the w hite rums are filtered through 
sand and charcoal to make them even lighter and whiter. 
Unfortunately. man\ nf the best used to come from Culm and 
are now forbidden. like Castro cigars. Among the best light 
ones available nowadays are those from Barbados—gof»d in 
sun<lowners, a long drink made with rum, lime, and soda 
and a touch of sugar. W hite rum. like gin and \odka. can be 
blended with almost anylhing lo make a tasty beverage. 

Heaven preserve you or me from trying all tlie kinds of 
"white alcohol" that exist. Bui some of them are worth last­
ing, and many of them add a won<lerful flavor to food. In 
addition to kirsch, mirabelle, and framboise, which 1 have 
mentioned, there is a delectable spirit made from Williams 
pears, which the makers, wilh remarkable imagination, have 
named \\ illiams. Even if you have hay fever, the aroma and 
bouquet of luscious pears get through. \ ou may havi- tried 
pineapple with kirsch. but \ou have never really tasted pine­
apple unless you have had il willi W'illiams. The two go to-
gellier like Rowan and Mailin. but taste better. 

Then there is slivov ilz. the Balkan favorite, made of blue 
plums called sljiva. Some of the plum stones are crushed 
and iheir juices fermented to give the concoction an ainumd 
flavor. It was a slivovitz bottle with which a distinguished 
amba.ssador to Yugoslavia, shortly after the war, crowned a 
man during an encounter in a Zagreb bar—an engagement 
that beeame known as the "Bottle Battle of the Balkans." 

Calvados—the French equivalent of applejack—is not 
quite white, but according to one authority is "romantically 
linked with the Vikings." L'if I'liicx.n probably brought it 
to America, so perhaps il was the first American tirink. 

The taste of kirsch. made from wild cherries, varies ac­
cording to ihe amount of pits crushed wilh ihe cherries in 
the fermenting process. It takes sixty pounds of raspberries lo 
make one bottle of the pol-dislilled nectar known as fram­
boise. Same for fraise des bois. made of wild strawberries. 
Mirabelle and queLsch. like slivovitz, are made from plum.s— 
L i o l d e n plums for the lirsl and small blue ones for the second. 
The juice is fermented, then double distilled wilh the pits, to 
give a line bitter tang lo the brandy. 

Kiimmel is made witli that excellent digestive aid. cara­
way seeds, and began in Holland, but was made famous when 
Peter the Great of Russia, who worked incognito in the Am­
sterdam shipyards, decided it was his tipple. Ru.ssian Allash 
kiimmel. acreording to Peter Hallgarlen. the London liipieur 
expert is the best known, but is now made only in Germain, 
.^aniliuia. an llalian while with a lic<iriee ta>le. is nice in a 
small glass with a couple of coffee beans floating on top and 
flamed. The Far Fast weighs in with .xake from Japan, a sort of 
beer, and Ng-Ka-Pe or Sam-Shu-Y rice spirits from China. 

Arrack, Arabic for "juice," is fermented and distilled 
coconut milk, or dales or rice, depi-nding on the area it comes 
from. The best is Indonesian. Tequila is made in Mexico from 
the heart of the cenlurv plant and. practically speaking, only 
drinkable preceded with lime and salt. Anis from Spain is 
made wilh anis-ed. In short, there are hundreds of white spir­
its, including bou/.ha. a thing made from figs in North Africa. 

Wine is 90 percent water, while alcohol is vice versa. 
Wherever you are in tlie world, you can enjoy very high 
spirits indeed by just sticking to the white varieties.
