the  floor 

plan

'  m  "he  bone  structure  of  any  room  is  its  preliminary  floor 

m  plan.  If  the  floor  plan  isn't  right,  you  may  end  up  with 
a  superficially  pretty  room,  but  one  where  comfort  is  only  skin 

deep.  If  you  skip  the  floor  plan  altogether,  the  result  can  be  to- 

tal confusion.  You'll  bin  too  much  of  the  wrong  furniture, 

and  you'll  have  to  arrange  it  by  grueling  trial  and  error. 
The  first  thing  I  do  when  I  am  asked  to  work  on  a  room 

my  clients  have  not  yet  moved  into  is  to  measure  the  walls  and 

ceiling  height,  check  the  exposures,  and  see  about  the  ade- 

quac)  of  electrical  sockets.  Then  I  go  back  to  the  family's 
I > i ■cent  home  and  survey  the  furniture  they're  planning  to  take 
along.  Having  in  mind  a  few  pieces  of  furniture  as  well  as  the 

charade i  istics  of  the  room  often  suggests  the  beginnings  of  a 

comfortable  arrangement.  Of  course  when  I  am  taken  to  an 

empt)  room  and  told  that  everything  will  have  to  be  bought 

new.

front  door.  The  bookcases,  which  reach  to  the  ceiling,  stand 

on  top  of  low  cupboards  for  music  equipment,  extra  flower 
vases,  and  craft  materials.  The  writing  table  backs  up  to  a 
short  sofa  (table  and  sofa-back  are  the  same  height  and 
length ) .  The  window  will  provide  general,  glareless  daylight, 

but  a  lamp  on  the  table  will  give  good  working  light  where  it's 
most  needed.  I  feel  very  strongly  that  a  writing  chair,  whether 
it  is  contemporary  or  antique,  should  be  sturdy,  roomy,  and 

very  comfortable — preferably  with  arms. 

The  conversation  area  "as  well  as  the  writing  table  has  a 
clear  view  of  the  television,  which  shares  the  cabinet  beside 

the  front  door  with  table  linens,  silver,  and  liquor.  The  cabinet 
could  be  tall  like  an  armoire  or  low  enough  for  a  painting  to 

hang  above  it.  The  upholstered  armchairs  nearby  are  set  on 

swivels  so  they  may  face  the  television  or  the  sofa.  All  the 
upholstered  furniture  in  the  conversation  area  is  set  on  the 

rug,  which  defines  the  area  making  it  visually  more  snug. 
Tucked  away  in  a  corner  of  the  room  is  the  dining  table, 

which  can  seat  six  people  comfortably  for  meals,  or  four  for 

a  game  of  cards.  It  is  entirely  lighted  by  a  pair  of  standing 

lamps — direct  and  indirect.  The  rug  under  the  table  helps 
muffle  noise  as  well  as  isolate  the  area  from  the  rest  of  the 

room.  Beside  the  kitchen  door,  within  easy  reach  of  living  and 

dining  areas,  stands  a  one-drawer  table  (with  legs,  please — a 
solid  cabinet  would  be  too  ponderous  I  where  the  grog  tray 
ma\  be  always  at  the  ready.

This  space  is  almost  exactly  like  my  own  apartment,  with  a 

couple  of  improvements,  so  I  have  arranged  the  furniture 

very  much  the  same.  I  believe  there  is  only  one,  or  at  most 

two,  furniture  plans  that  are  just  right  for  a  room.  Third  or 

fourth  choices  are  invariably  third-  and  fourth-rate.  This  room 

is  for  living,  dining,  and  sleeping.  The  rest  of  the  apartment 

consists  only  of  a  tiny  kitchen,  a  bath,  and  one  big  closet. 

First,  to  take  advantage  of  the  cross-light  from  all  the 
windows.  I  mirrored  the  wall  around  the  corner  from  the 

kitchen  door,  then  tucked  the  sofa  bed  and  two  narrow  tables 

into  the  niche  formed  by  the  mirrored  wall  and  the  windows.

Soup  can  make  a  meal  or  save  a  meal.  I  love  to  make  it  and 

I  especially  enjoy  serving  it  in  pretty  tureens  and  soup  bowls 

or  cups.  My  rule  is:  When  anything  is  in  short  supply,  add 

soup:  when  there  are  lots  oi  little  leftovers,  make  soup.  It  is 
infinite  in  variety. 

A  first-course  soup  should  delight  the  eye  as  well  as  the 

tongue.  For  a  holiday  dinner,  chestnut  and  apple  soup  is  se- 

ductive— chestnut  puree  cooked  with  chicken  stock,  a  bou- 

quet garni,  and  a  mirepoix,  then  strained  and  served  with 

crescents  of  butter-fried  green  apples  and  chopped  parsley. 

You  can  make  another  festive  soup  by  combining  pureed 

acorn  squash  with  chestnut  puree  and  stock,  running  it 

through  a  sieve,  and  finishing  off  with  just  enough  cream  to 

thin  it  to  the  right  consistency,  then  dusting  with  nutmeg. 

Or  ring  a  change  on  this  In  substituting  carrots  for  the  squash, 

after  grating  and  cooking  them  to  the  right  softness. 

You  can  make  a  year-round  parly  soup,  surprisingly  deli- 

cate, from  shredded  heads  of  lettuce  simmered  in  equal  parts 
of  veal  or  chicken  stock  and  milk.  Blend  until  smooth.  After 

returning  the  soup  to  the  fire,  add  just  enough  more  broth 

and  milk  to  make  a  thin  cream.  Season  with  a  lump  or  two  of 

sugar  and  stir  in  a  lump  or  two  of  butter  just  before  serving. 

A  heartier  version  is  zujtjxi  spinaci.  I  se  frozen  or  fresh 

spinach  wilted  in  onion  butter.  Combine  with  hot  chicken 

stock  and  swirl  at  the  last  moment  with  two  lightly  beaten 

eggs  to  give  it  texture.  Serve  with  grated  Parmesan  cheese. 

Main-course  soups — chowders  and  gumbos,  hearty  meat 

or  vegetable  potages,  seafood  stews — the  family  is  legion.  As 

a  New-  England  purist,  I'd  "lieffer"'  make  New  England  clam 
chowder  from  scratch,  but  I  have  to  admit  you  can  have  a 

more  than  passable  imitation  by  combining  several  kinds  of 

canned  clam  chowder,  frozen  clam  chowder,  and  potato 

soup  (they  have  different  virtues).  Add  several  cans  of 

minced  clams  and  enough  half-and-half  to  taste.  Top  off  with 

cubes  of  fried  salt  pork.  Melt  squares  of  butter  on  the  surface 

just  before  serving.  Great  for  apres  ski  or  Sunday  night 

supper — and  don't  forget  the  common  cracker  or  water  bis- 
cuit as  an  accompaniment! 

Charleston  seafood  gumbo  is  a  banquet  in  itself,  judi- 

ciously combining  oysters,  shrimp,  crabmeat,  and  fish  with 

vegetables.  Make  a  roux  of  *4  pound  butter  and  4  tablespoons 

flour,  browning  carefully.  Add  2  quarts  water,  2  pounds  finely 

chopped  okra,  and  5  tomatoes.  Cook  slowly  one  hour.  Then 

add  1  pint  of  oysters,  2  pounds  cleaned  shrimp.  1  pound  crab- 

meat,  and  2  pounds  boned  whitefish — haddock  and  the  like. 
Simmer  fifteen  minutes  and  serve  with  a  side  dish  of  rice  to 

be  added  according  to  personal  preference. 

Chicken  or  turkey  gumbo  may  be  made  in  roughly  the 

same  way,  cooking  the  vegetables,  with  the  addition  of  corn, 

in  chicken  stock,  returning  cubed  fowl  to  the  soup,  and  adding 

file  powder  to  taste  just  before  serving.     Continued  on  page  29

'"Sevres,"  "Madras,"  and  "Touraine"  are  particularly  dis 
tinguished.  And  for  serving  soup  with  a  sandwich  or  salad

Here's  how  to  get  a  carpet  without  getting  a  di- 
vorce. Sure,  you're  the  home-maker.  But  most  likely  he's 

the  bill-payer.  Besides,  you  want  him  to  love  being  at 
home. 

Be  tactful.  Do  all  the  pre-shopping  yourself.  Bring

Make  fabrics  and  paint  adapt  — they're  easier  and 
cheaper  to  change. 

If  the  room  is  already  furnished,  don't  settle  for 
making  the  carpet  "blend  in."  Use  it  to  give  the  room  a 
fresh  new  personality,  keeping  in  mind  other  items  you 
can  change  later. 

Do  I  have  to  use  the  same  color  carpet  through- 
out the  house? 

Absolutely  not.  Each  room  should  live  its  own  life. 

But  it's  different  when  you  can  see  one  room  from  an- 
Dther,  such  as  a  living-room  opening  into  a  dining  area. 
Then  one  wall-to-wall  color  ties  everything  together. 

My  15-year-old  daughter  wants  an  orange  carpet 
for  her  room.  I  think  gold  would  be  more  suitable.  Who 
decides? 

She  does.  She's  the  one  who's  got  to  live  there. 
We've  3  healthy  kids  and  a  dog  with  muddy  paws. 

I  guess  I'd  better  get  a  dark  carpet . . . 
Don't.  Dark  colors  show  dirt  just  as  easily  as  light 

ones.  Pick  a  medium  shade— or,  best  of  all,  a  color  mix- 
ture like  a  tweed  or  floral  or  small  pattern. 

I've  been  comfortable  with  my  old  green  carpet 
for  10  years.  Should  I  replace  it  with  one  just  like  it? 

You'll  be  missing  out  if  you  do.  It's  a  once-in-10- 
years  chance  to  make  a  big,  exciting  change  in  your  life. 

If  you're  not  ready  to  take  that  big  color  leap  all  at 
once,  try  this.  Get  a  tweed  mixture  that  combines  an  old, 
familiar  color  now  in  the  room  with  a  terrific  new  one.

Chinese  Export  porcelain,  for  instance,  with  some  wildh 

beautiful,  almost  Art  Deco  silver  I  have,  made  by  Jean  Pui- 

forcat,  a  great  silversmith.  My  favorite  soup  bowls  are  abalone 

shells,  and  I  love  enormous  napkins — 2-footers.  But  never  a 

tablecloth.  What's  prettier  than  polished  wood?  It  won't  stay 
beautiful  for  long,  however,  without  some  kind  of  protection, 

so  I  use  round  lace  mats  under  the  service  plates.  Quite  in- 

visible. I  collect  Chinese  porcelain  frogs,  and  sometimes  I 

scatter  a  few  of  them  here  and  there,  and  mavbe  a  few  flowers. 

And  I  like  stocky,  off-white  beeswax  candles  in  squat  little 

holders.  No  soaring  candelabras.  Too  liturgical,  and  they  spoil 
the  line  of  vision. 

"Occasionally,  just  for  the  love  of  it,  I  do  a  charity  ball 

or  dinner  or  luncheon,  and  I'm  afraid  banquet  managers  hate 
to  see  me  coming.

Without  examining  the  workman-

Last  month  our  walk  with  peren- 
nials was  an  easy  saunter.  There 

were  a  few  surprises  perhaps,  hut 

many  of  the  genera  were  quite 

familiar  even  to  gardeners  with- 
out much  experience.  This  month 

it  will  be  a  bit  harder,  for  some  ol 

the  genera  are  not  too  familiar, 

except  to  those  practiced  gar- 
deners who  know  their  way 

around  in  horticulture.  It  oc- 

curred to  me  to  make  a  game  out 

of  this  month's  walk,  which  is 
enough  to  do.  First  write 

(low  ii  the  name  "I  each  genus, 

and,  without  pecking,  score  your 

self  in  terms  of  your  general 

know  ledge   ol    each    genus.    Mow 

did    you    pronounce    it,    where 
does  it  originate,  when  does  it 

bloom,  does  it  like  sun  or  light 

shade,  how  is  it  propagati  d? 

Some  gardeners  will  know  more 
than  is  reported  here.  II  you  gel 

a  -well,  prel  I  -  i  lose 

but  not  perfect  you're  i  oming 

along  as  .i  gardener.  I  .el's  start 
with  a  familiar  one. 

COREOPSIS  (ko-ree-op'sis) 
Ti«-kw«'«'«l.  A  broad  genus  ol 

daisy-like  plants,  predominately 

yellow,  that  are  excellent  for  the 

border.  Most  species  are  Ameri- 
can, but  there  are  a  lew  Africans. 

They  arc  not  the  least  fussy  about 

soil,  but  thrive  only  in  lull  sun. 
Annual  varieties  arc  known  as 

Calliopsis.  As  cut  flowers,  they 

are  among  the  longest  lasting. 

Load  the  cutting  garden  with 

them  for  masses  of  summer  flow- 

ers. Propagate  by  division  in 

spring  or  fall. 

DM  EXTRA  (die-sen'tra).  Only 

four  species  make  up  this  small 

genus  of  garden  plants,  which 
come  from  Asia  and  North  Amer- 

ica. Various  hybrids  have  come 

to  market  the  past  few  years. 

Thev  are  nice  but  collapse  in  cold 

climates.  D.  spectabilis,  the  well- 
known  Bleeding  Heart  of  spring, 
is  the  only  one  I  know  of  that  is 

satisfactory  on  all  counts.  Plant 

in  spring  or  fall. 

DICTAMNUS  (dick-tam'nus) 
Cas  Plant.  A  genus  having  only 

one  species,  native  to  Eurasia, 

which  has  a  very  long  life.  The 
handsome  ash-like  leaves  have  a 

delightful,  tart  fragrance.  It  is 

said  that  on  hot,  breezeless  eve- 

nings, a  gas  forms  on  the  leaves 

and  can  be  ignited  without  dam- 

age to  the  plant.  I  once  wrote  I 
had  never  been  successful  doing 

this,  knew  ol  no  one  who  had, 

and  thought  the  tale  a  pleasant 

myth.  A  surprising  number  of 
gardeners  protested.  It  was  no 

myth,  thev  said,  and  gave  de- 
tailed instructions,  which  I  fol- 

lowed with  care  one  spring— and 

h  ll  a  little  silly  lighting  matches 
in  the  garden  at  dusk.  I  got  nary 

a  pop.  It  must  have  been  the 
mat<  hi  s.  Dictamnus  should  have 

a  suniiv,  well-drained  location. 

Never    move    dictamnus    if    it's 
     than  one  year  eld,  lor  it  will 

have  difficulty  trying  to  reestab- 
lish itself.  Plant  in  spring  or  fall. 

DIGITALIS  (di-ji-tav'lis)  Fox- 
glove.  A  heart  disease  remedy 

for  centuries.  The  name  of  the 

genus  is  Latin  lor  the  finger  of  a 

glove,  but  the  reason  the  fox  is 
associated  with  the  name  has 

nothing  to  do  with  the  wily  fel- 

low. Fox  is  a  corruption  of  folk— 

hence,  little  folk's  gloves,  or  more 
exactly  fairy  gloves,  which  is 

right  nice  nomenclature.  The 

species  come  from  Europe  and 

western  and  central  Asia.  Fox- 

gloves are  of  easiest  culture,  and 

do  best  in  a  damp  location  in 

semishade.  Plant  them  only  in the  spring. 

DOROMCIM  (do-ron'i-kum) 
Leopard  ban  p.  A  most  satisfac- 

tory genus  of  about  thirty  species 
from  the  Caucasus  and  southern 

Europe,  but  only  three  are  useful 
in  cold  climates.  Its  leases  are 

heart  shaped  and  daisv-like  flow- 
ers appear  on  it  in  early  spring. 

The  best  garden  plant  in  the 

group  is  caucasicum  magnifiewn,

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PERENNIALS  continued  from  page  64 

which  usually  grows  to  2  feet  and 
makes  excellent  cut  flowers.  It 

prefers  a  moist  soil  and  seems  to 

do  as  well  in  partial  shade  as  in 

full  sun.

in  ordinary  soil,  and  bloom  in 

July.

Tin's  spring-flowering  genus 
consists  of  about  ten  species 
widely  distributed  over  the 

North  Temperate  Zone.  Only 

three  are  good  garden  plants,  but 

they  are  the  aristocrats  <>1  all 

ground  covers  and  excellent  for 

rock  gardens.  They  prefer  part 

shade  and  are  so  hardy  in  the 
wanner  /ones  that,  with  a  bit  of 

protection,  the  tops  remain  ever 

green.  Epimedium's  only  require- 

ment is  a  soil  of  half  peat  and 

half  loam,  light  enough  to  let  its 

creeping  rhizomes  spread  readi- 
ly. The  flowers  have  curious, 

twisted  petals  and  are  borne  in 

clusters  on  very  wiry  stems  6  to 

9  inches  tall.  Propagation  is  by 

division  only,  in  July  or  August- 
an important  point.  Plant  in 

spring  or  fall. 

I  itK.l  HON  (e-rij'er-on)  Fl«*a- 
banc.  This  genus  has  a  large 

number  of  species,  among  which 

are  some  fine  garden  plants.  They 

are  showy  plants  whose  flowers 
resemble  those  of  asters  and 

come  in  a  wide  variety  of  colors. 

They  arc  native  to  the  high 
mountains  of  Eurasia  and  the 

Rocky  Mountains.  Varieties  re- 

quire no  special  treatment-just 
ordinary  soil,  sun.  and  water. 
They  are  easily  propagated  by 

division  in  the  spring— the  best 

time  to  plant  them. 

KiiVM.il  M  (e-ring'ee-um) 
s«'«  llollv.  An  attractive  genus 

with  serrated  foliage.  There  are 

more  than  200  varieties,  all  na- 
ive to  the  North  Temperate 

/one.  The  garden  species  are 

very  valuable  for  the  all-blue 
perennial   garden,   not   an   easy 

garden  to  grow.  Thev  thrive  in 

ordinary  well-drained  but  moist 
soil  and  are  desirable  plants  for 

any  sunny  border.  They  are  also 
excellent  as  cut  flowers.  Plant  in 

spring  or  fall. 

EUPATOHIIM  (you-pa-toe'- 

re-um)  Bom'wt.  Thorough- 
wart.  A  very  large  genus  of 

North  American  origin,  but  few 

species  have  garden  value.  Those 

that  do  are  prized  for  their  pro- 
fuse bloom  that  comes  in  late 

summer  or  early  autumn— the 
time,  as  I  have  noted  before, 

when  it  is  difficult  to  find  showy 

perennials.  Thev  generally  do 
best  in  light  shade.  No  special 

culture  is  required.  Colors  are 
white,  blue,  and  purple;  heights

Al- 
though each  bloom  lasts  literally 

It ii  a  day,  the  many  buds  on  a 

scape  provide  a  long  period  of 
bloom.  The  dozen  species  in  the 

genus  are  mostly  native  to  East 

Asia.  They  are  of  easiest  culture, 

multiply  freely,  are  permanent, 

and  apparently  are  not  palatable 

to  insects.  If  one  studies  the  ap- 

proximate blooming  dates  of  the 

main7  varieties,  a  garden  of  Day 
Lilies  can  be  built  that  will  be 

in  bloom  from  June  to  Septem- 
ber. Hybridizers  in  this  country 

have  been  very  successful  in 

creating  new  varieties— colors 
now  range  from  softest  yellow  to 

almost  fiery  red.  You  can  move 

Day  Lilies  any  time;  they  are  the 

toughest  plants  I  know. 

Day  Lilies  make  a  very  sat- 
isfactory plant  for  the  perennial 

border.  Also,  if  planted  in  mass 

close  together,  they  require  less 

work  than  any  other  kind  of  bor- 
der, for  little  or  no  weeding  is 

needed  after  they  are  established. 

Put  on  1-foot  center,  in  three 

years    dieir    arching    grass-like 
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leaves  will  shade  the  ground  so 

heavily  that  weeds  are  inhibited. 
Scratching  the  soil  around  them 

in  early  spring  and  cultivating 
the  front  of  the  border  hardly 

more  than  twice  during  the  sum- 
mer takes  care  of  the  weeding 

problem.  Their  heavy  roots  com- 

pete vigorously  with  tree  roots. 
It  is  wise  to  fertilize  day  lilies 
late  each  winter  or  in  earliest 

spring.  Later  on,  if  you  decide  to 

propagate  them  by  division, 
large  divisions  should  be  taken 

to  get  quick  results.  Plant  in 

spring  or  fall. There  are  now  literally 
thousands  of  varieties.  New  ones 

are  offered  at  horrendous  prices 

—$100  and  more— and  some  gar- 
deners buy  them.  If  they  are 

bought  as  conversation  plants- 

well,  it's  mighty  expensive  con- 
versation. Within  a  lew  years 

prices  tumble  or  one  never  hears 

of  them  again— which  means 

they  weren't  so  good  after  all. 

HEUCHERA  (hew'ker-a). 
Heuchera  is  an  attractive  genus 

of  over  seventy  species  native  to 

the  Knckv  Mountains.  (H.  amer- 

icana  is  called  alumroot;  the  spe- 

cies, //.  sanquinea,  which  most 

gardeners  know,  is  known  as  Cor- 
al Hells.)   They  are  very  hardy 

plants  with  attractively  shaped 

leaves;  the  bell-shaped  flowers 
are  carried  on  long  stems,  and 

make  dainty  cut  flowers.  Heu- 
chera like  a  rich,  moist,  well- 

drained  soil,  but  they'll  grow  in 
practically  anything.  Plant  them 
12  inches  apart  in  the  border  in 
clumps,  or  use  as  edging  plants 

or  in  nooks  in  the  rockery.  Divide 

about  every  third  year.  Heuchera 
bloom  from  June  on.  Plant  in 

spring  or  fall. 

II OS  I  \  (hos'ta)  Plantain  Lily 
or  Funkia.  This  widely  culti- 

vated garden  plant  has  10  spe- 
cies, all  of  them  from  China  and 

Japan.  Most  are  very  hardy.  The 

species  have  many  handsome 
leaf  colorations  and  various  col- 

ored lily-like  flowers  in  clusters, 
which  show  in  late  summer  on 

graceful  stalks  or  racemes.  Hosta 

likes  any  moist  location  in  full 

or  part  shade.  It  dislikes  sun  but 

will  grow  in  it.  This  truly  delight- 

ful plant  is  great  for  mass  plant- 
ings in  heavily  shaded  areas. 

Plant  close  together  for  immedi- 
ate effect.  Also,  in  a  year  or  two 

the  plants'  broad  leaves  will create  too  much  shade  for  weeds 

to  grow  between  the  plants.

Because  some  varieties  are  sold 

under  as  many  as  three  complete- 

ly different  Latin  names,  the 
chances  of  duplicating  what  one 

has  already  bought  is  not  slight. 

Plant  in  spring  or  fall. 

IKEKIS  (eye-beer'is)  Peron- 
ni.sl  Candytuft.  This  rather 

large  genus  of  about  40  species 
of  annuals,  biennials,  and  sub- 
shrubs  are  all  natives  of  southern 

Europe  and  western  Asia.  The 
name  is  derived  from  Iberia,  the 

ancient  name  for  Spain,  from 

which  many  of  them  come.  Gar- 
den subjects  are  plants  having 

woody  branches,  really  sub- 
shrubs,  which  in  cold  climates 

perish  .it  the  very  tips  over  win- 
ter. They  are  also  evergreen,  but 

in  the  north,  after  a  hardy  winter, 

tliev  don't  look  very  evergreen. 
Expect  Iberis  to  look  beat  up, 
but  after  the  dead  tips  are  cut 

off,  the  plant  regains  its  dark 

green  color,  new  leaves  form, 
and  they  bloom  gloriously  in 

May.  They  can  also  be  clipped 

into  a  very  low  hedge.  Full  sun 

and  a  rich,  well-drained  garden 
soil  are  their  only  requirements. 

Plant  in  spring  or  fall. 

IX  \ltVIM.i:\  (in-car-vill'ee- 

a)  Hardy  Gloxinia.  These  na- 
tives of  Tibet  and  China  insist  en 

lull  sun  and  well-drained  sandy 
soil  enriched  with  humus.  The 

foliage  looks  somewhat  like  fern, 

the  flowers  resemble  non-hardy 

Gloxinia  in  shape,  but  are  much 
smaller.  Plant  in  spring  only. 

litis  (eye'ris).  This  huge  genus 
of  about  200  species,  native  to 

the  North  Temperate  Zone,  con- 
sists of  herbaceous  plants  with 

rhizome,  tuberous,  or  bulbous 

root  stocks.  Many  have  been  gar- 

den subjects  from  early  times. 

Those  most  generally  used  are 

the  bearded  species  of  which 

there  are  many  including  various 

subsections,  but  intensive  inter- 

breeding has  made  classification 

far  too  complicated  for  home  gar- 
deners to  follow— or  to  care 

about.  The  bearded  forms  used 

to  be  called  German  Iris,  but  this 

classification  has  been  dropped  by 

many  horticultural  organizations. 

Bearded,  beardless,  intermedia, 

dwarf,  Kampferi,  etc.,  are  more 

meaningful  general  classifica- 

tions. 
This  is  another  genus,  like 

Hemerocallis,  with  untold  num- 

bers of  varieties,  largely  because 

it    is    very    easy    to    hybridize. 
"New"  lots  of  times  isn't  new  at 

all,  and  the  prices  charged  for  a 
so-called  "new"  hybrid  are  far 
above  its  economic  worth,  except 

perhaps,  to  other  hybridizers. 

LEOMOPODUM  (lee-on-to- 

poe'dee-um).  Members  of  this 
genus  are  natives  of  the  high 

Alps  and  the  South  American 

Andes.  They  require  a  firm,  well- 

drained,  gritty  or  sandy  soil  in 
full  sun.  The  location  must  be 

dry,  particularly  in  summer. 

Most  species  are  botanical  oddi- 
ties. L.  alpinwn,  the  Edelweiss 

of  the  Alps,  probablv  has  been 
seen  in  its  native  heath  by  few 

people  not  mountain  climbers— and  we  suspect  not  many  of 

them,  for  it  is  elusive,  and  does 

not  grow  beside  everv  trail.  It  is, 
however,  a  plant  easily  grown  by 

the  home  gardener.  Plant  in 

spring  only. 
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LIATRIS  (lie-at'ris)  Gay- 
feather.  Liatris,  a  North  Amer- 

ican genus  consisting  of  about  20 

species,  thrives  in  light  soils  in 
sun  or  light  shade.  Plant  it  in 

groups.  In  our  opinion  Liatris  has 
been  neglected  by  gardeners.  It 
is  excellent  for  cutting,  superb 

for  drying,  beautiful  in  the  bor- 
der. Some  call  it  weedy,  which  is 

a  libel.  Plant  in  spring  or  fall. 

MM(»MIM  (ly-moe'nee-um) 

Statice  or  .S«*a   Lavender.  A 

genus  of  many  species  that  is 

broadly  distributed  throughout 
the  North  Temperate  Zone.  A 

few  of  the  species  produce  good 

garden  flowers,  pleasant  cushion- like blossoms  that  can  be  used 

as  cut  flowers  or  dried  for  winter 

arrangements.  L.  latifolium  is  the 

best  species  for  most  gardeners. 

Culture  requires  only  full  sun  in 
a  well-drained  or  sandy  soil. 

Plant  in  spring  or  fall. 

I.I.XI'M  (lie'num)  Flax.  Avery 

large  group  of  species,  many  of 

them  perennials.  The  fiber-yield- 

ing flax  of  commerce  is  a  Linum 
annual.  A  few  perennials  are 

good  garden  plants.  L.  jiavum  is 

a  lovely  yellow  and  an  excellent 
cut  flower.

The  buffet:  Crabmeat  au  Gratin;  Filet  de  Boeuf  en  Gelee  garnished  with  foie  gras  and 

truffles:  salads:  Cucumber,  Potato,  Tomato,  and  Green:  a  splendid  Bombe  Boule  and  Buche  de  Noel.

"There  are  certain  winter  nights,"  says  Mrs.  Evins,  "when  the  most 
comforting  thing  in  the  world  is  to  dine  by  firelight.

Mrs.  Jesse  Philips:  "By  the  time  I'd  seen  Ike  Colburn  in  Chi 
and  three  of  his  houses,  I  was  in  love  with  him,  them,  every- 

thing. Somebody  said  'How  come  you're  building  something 
modern  when  you  are  so  set  on  traditional?'  And  I  replied, 

'Well,  it  seems  to  me  if  you're  not  averse  to  change,  then  you 
don't  get  old  as  quickly.'  "  Architect  I.  w.  Colburn:  "I'm  basically 
interested  in  the  emotional  quality  of  a  house.  This  is  all 

exuberance  and  light,  an  extraordinary  monument,  but  friend- 
ly. Mr.  and  Mrs.  Philips  have  innate  good  taste,  are  art  collec- 

tors, sports  people.  The  house  expresses  their  personalities." 
Living  room,  left,  and  below,  from  the  door,  stair  tower  shoots  skyward.

Mrs.  Philips:  "We  always  knew  we 
wanted  lots  of  light.  We  objected  to 

picture  windows  if  they  looked  at 

neighbors,  hated  them.  But  here 
we  knew  we  could  have  them,  and 

never  have  to  pull  down  a  single 
shade.  You  can  stand  in  the  middle 

of  this  house  and  see  tree  and  sky 

in  five  directions.  It's  even  light  in 

the  middle  of  the  night.  It's  big,  but 
I  find  it  easy  to  run.  I  have  enough 

space.  When  you  have  space,  noth- 
ing is  very  difficult.  In  my  old  house 

I  was  always  cleaning  out  drawers 
and  closets  to  make  room  for 

things,  now  I  suppose  about  half 

the  closet  space  I  have  isn't  in  use." 
Mr.  Colbum:  "It's  one  great  hunk  of 
emotion,  a  big  baroque  organ, 

rather  than  a  flute.  It's  a  house 

that's  more  than  a  house,  it  has  a 
spiritual  quality  of  success.  I  enjoy 

the  vertical.  I'm  very  much  con- 
cerned with  how  the  roof  breaks 

against  the  sky.  Square  boxes  and 

straight  lines  are  a  bore.  I  like  to 

play  the  sky  in  and  out  of  forms, 

get  an  elusive  quality.  It's  more  ex- 
citing. With  this  house,  the  sepa- 

rate apartments  for  the  son  and 

daughter  were  a  wonderful  vehicle, 

gave  me  a  whole  new  freedom.  I 

wasn't  tied  down  by  the  normal  re- 
lationship between  bedrooms  and 

bathrooms  (see  plan  of  the  whole 

two  floors,  above  right).  I  was  able 

to  move  around  sculpturally.  I  de- 
vised the  tall  stair  tower  for  one  of 

the  apartments,  and  somehow  the 

other  tall  chimneys  followed  on. 

Basically,  the  house  is  a  play  in 

cubes  and  circles,  pure  that  way, 

built  on  20-foot  modules.  But  there 
are  bursts  within  the  rigidity.  I 

wanted  to  use  rich,  related  mate- 

rials, marble  and  bronze.  It  wasn't 
a  time  for  knotty  pine.  I  enjoy  the 

grand  and  great  and  a  hilltop  suits 

me.  On  top  of  this  hill  you  can  see 
in  all  directions.  Inside  the  house  I 

wanted  to  give  a  feeling  of  being 

on  top  of  the  world." 

Courtyard  of  gray  gravel  leads  up  to  the 

entrance  door,  to  the  left  of  the  stair 

tower,  right.  The  brick  chimneys  serve 

the  library  and  every  bedroom,  which  all 

have  working  fireplaces.  Gardens  are 

as  linear  as  the  architecture — clump 
birches  set  in  grass  surrounds,  boxwood 

hedges  framing  flower  beds.  A  wall  sur- 

rounds and  shelters  the  terraces,  pro- 

vides privacy  from  neighbors  quite  close.

Mrs.  Philips:  "We  do  entertain  a  lot,  never  anything  terribly  red-checkered 

tablecloth.  I  try,  but  I  can't.  Mostly  I  give  formal  parties,  set  dinners 
rather  than  buffets.  The  marble  floors  are  easy  to  take  care  of.  We  have 

an  air-filter  system  cleaning  the  air  coming  into  the  house,  and  8-zone  air 

conditioning  and  heating.  So  for  parties  we  can  control  different  areas." 
Mr.  Colbum:  "The  Philipses  wanted  lots  of  space  for  entertaining,  so  this 
was  one  of  the  reasons  I  designed  the  Greek  cross.  Here  they  can  give 

cocktail  parties,  dinner  dances — seventy-five  easily  get  lost.  The  bubble 

skylight  in  the  middle  emphasizes  the  crossing  of  the  house;  it's  a  bril- 
liant little  core.  The  paintings  needed  room,  too.  Modern  art  is  so  large, 

so  strong,  that  you  can't  get  too  near  it.  You  have  to  stand  back." 

Chairs  around  table,  above,  are  Swedish  baroque.  Silk  panels  pull  across  for  in- 
timacy. Strong  and  dramatic  as  the  paintings  within,  the  exterior,  far  left,  from 

the  driveway.  Skylight,  bottom  center,  gives  a  fifth  view  inside  the  Greek  cross.  For 

parties,  the  piano  is  in  the  foyer,  left.  Stairs  spiral  to  daughter  Ellen's  apartment. 



Mrs.  Philips:  "The  library  is 
where  we  live  mainly.  I  always 

knew  we  were  going  to  use  the 

black  leather — and  purple.  I 

love  purple.  Dark  wood  was 

part  of  the  plan  to  have  some- 

thing warmer.  There's  a  lot  of 

furniture  here,  but  it  doesn't 
look  crowded.  It's  a  big  room 
— the  other  night  our  son 

Tom  was  playing  cards  over  in 
the  window  and  Jesse  and  I 

were  watching  television  and 

nobody  bothered  anybody." 
Mr.  Colburn:  "The  library,  two 

20-foot  modules,  with  a  ceil- 
ing raised  to  14  feet,  gives  me 

great  pleasure.  I  wanted  a  re- 
treat from  the  marble.  There 

had  to  be  romance  within  the 

strict  geometry,  a  feeling  that 

something  new  was  just 

around  the  corner.  I  chose 

dark-stained  walnut  because 

with  marble  you  can't  have  a 
woody  wood.  Walnut  has  a 

level  of  sophistication,  an  ab- 
stract grain.  Using  it  almost 

achieves  a  play  in  black  and 

white.  It  has  a  depth  that  has 

to  do  with  the  mood."

The  fireplace  end  of  the  room,  above,  where 
the  family  converges  in  winter,  has  black 
leather  sofas  and  a  pair  of  antique  French 

chairs.  "All  Ike's  idea,"  says  Mrs.  Philips.  "He's 
a  genius,  never  in  my  wildest  dream  would 

have  put  in  that  shot  of  aqua."  The  painting 
directly  over  the  fireplace  is  by  Morris  Louis, 

and  farther  right  is  a  painting  by  Jules  Olitski. 

Says  Mr.  Colburn:  "I  wanted  this  room  so  it 
didn't  look  as  if  a  decorator  had  just  left.  I 
like  to  choose  classic  modern  pieces  as  well 

as  antiques,  things  that  have  achieved  status, 

both  old  and  new."  Oak  floor  is  spread  with  a 
pair  of  white  Moroccan  shag  rugs.  Outside  on 

the  formal  brick-paved  terrace,  right  and  below, 
the  pool  is  painted  black  to  reflect  the  house. 

The  curved  window — the  card  game  alcove — 
is  matched   by  a  curving  form   in   the  wall. 

The  book-filled  wall  at  the  far  end  of  the  library,  right,  has  a  shelf  specially  designed  to 

hold  a  model  of  Mr.  Philips's  57-foot  racing  yacht,  Charisma  II,  a  prize  winner  all  over 

the  country.  Sailing  trophies  fill  a  closet  at  the  other  end  of  the  room,  in  which  there  is 

also  a  four-speaker  stereo  system  hooked  into  record  player,  tapes,  cassettes,  and  radio. 

To  light  the  paintings,  tracks  with  movable  spots  are  set  into  the  ceiling — the  same  fix- 
tures are  used  all  over  the  house  where  art  is  displayed  and  illuminate  it  successfully.  The 

black  and  white  painting  over  the  French  Louis  XVI  chest  on  the  left  is  by  Clyfford  Still.

What  is  or  is  not  an  antique  depends  on  the 

person  you're  talking  to. 

If  he's  a  U.  S.  Customs  inspector  and  you're 

trying  to  bring  in  an  old  French  chair  duty-free, 
age  is  the  sole  criterion:  The  chair  must  be 

over  100  years  old.  (Until  1967,  customs  regula- 

tions said  furniture  had  to  have  been  "made 

before  1830"  to  be  passed  as  antique.) 

If  you  are  talking  to  a  serious  collector, 

he  might  insist  that  a  true  antique  be  entirely 

handmade— which  in  this  country  happened  less 
and  less  after  about  1840. 

A  young  bride,  not  too  well  up  on  her 

dates,  might  point  to  her  1901  Tiffany  lamp- 
shade as  an  antique. 

A  top  New  York  dealer— who  from  long 

habit  always  slips  in  the  word  "fine"  before 
antiques— makes  it  plain  he  is  talking  about 

160-year-old  furniture  valued  at  upward  of 

$10,000. 
A  flea  market  bull  might  hope  to  snow  you 

with  his  latest  acquisition:  a  tin  tray  blazoned 

with  "Drink  Moxie.' 
But  most  people  who  take  their  antiques 

seriously  still  think  in  terms  of  furniture  de- 

signed and  made  in  the  seventeenth  or  eight- 
eenth centuries  or  in  the  early  nineteenth  before 

Victoria. 

Are  there  ang  antiques 
left  to  bug? 

"You  have  to  dig  for  them." 
"The  supply  is  pickier 

now." 

"There  is  a  shortage  of 

great  pieces  of  any  type." 
That's  what  you  will 

hear  from  dealers  around  the 

country.  One  explains  the 

tremendous  new  world-wide 

competition  for  English  an- 

tiques, which  used  to  be  ex- 
ported almost  solely  to  the 

U.  S.  "Since  the  Common- 
wealth countries  have  become 

more  affluent,  naturally  they 

want  English  furniture.  And 

English  antiques  have  become 

chic  in  France  and  Italy." 
To  compensate  for  the 

growing  shortage  of  antiques 

offeied  by  families  who  in- 
herited them,  there  is  a  fairly  vigorous 

turnover  in  pieces  that  have  been  on  the 

market  before.  "But  every  time  a  collec- 
tion comes  up  for  sale,  there  are  a  few 

dropouts,"  says  Harold  Sack.  "Something 
goes  to  a  museum  or  the  State  I  )epartment 
or  the  White  House,  which  means  it  will 

never  come  on  the  market  again."

Last  May  22  at 

Parke-Bernet  in  New  York  a  late  eighteenth- 
century  carved  mahogany  highboy,  made  by 

John  Goddard  of  Newport,  went  for  $102,000- 

highest  price  ever  paid  at  auction  anywhere  for  a 

piece  of  American  furniture,  highest  price  for  any 

piece  of  furniture  sold  in  the  U.  S.  (According 

to  the  gossip  on  New  York's  antique  row,  even 
the  Metropolitan  Museum  had  to  withdraw  from 

the  bidding  at  the  end. )  Less  than  three  weeks 

later,  both  records  were  broken  at  Samuel  T. 

Freeman's  in  Philadelphia  when  another  piece 
attributed  to  the  same  cabinetmaker— a  shell- 

carved  blockfront  mahogany  kneehole  desk- 

went  for  $104,000.

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WINE 
BOOM 

By  Jose  Wilson 
The  result  of  a  recent,  rewarding  visit  to  the  California  wine  valleys, 

this  article  reflects  one  of  Jose  Wilson's  great  interests — the  food  and 
wine  of  the  different  regions  of  this  country.  Miss  Wilson,  a  contribut- 

ing editor  to  House  &  Garden,  is  the  author  of  the  new  "American  Cook- 

ing: The  Eastern  Heartland"  in  the  Time-Life  Foods  of  the  World  series. 

The  gold  in  California  today  is  liquid,  and  its  name  is  wine. 

Stashed  away  between  the  undulating,  leonine  hills  that  shel- 

ter the  state's  great  grape-growing  valleys  are  two  fortunes, 
one  banked  in  bottles  and  barrels,  the  other  invested  in  thou- 

sands of  acres  of  vineyards,  some  mature  and  fruitful,  others 

newly  planted  and  still  in  the  fledgling  stage. 

While  we  have  a  long  way  to  go  before  we  can  equal  the 

French  as  wine  drinkers,  more  and  more  wine  is  being  drunk 

here  every  year,  in  1970  something  over  2  gallons  a  head  for 
every  adult.  Of  this  75  percent,  or  three  out  of  four  bottles, 

was  from  California.  Statistically  speaking,  wine  is  rather  an 

elastic  term,  embracing  table  wines,  dessert  wines  such  as 

port,  sherry,  and  muscatel,  vermouth,  sparkling  wines  rang- 

ing from  blanc  de  blancs  champagne  to  the  current  middle- 

America  rage,  Cold  Duck,  and  the  whole  new  slew  of  so-called 

"pop"  wines,  mostly  sweet  and  fruit-flavored  and  catchingly 
named — Ripple,  Zapple,  Key  Largo,  Bali  Hai,  Annie  Green 
Springs.  Table  wines  came  out  on  top,  and  in  that  category 

there  is  probably  more  happening  in  California  today  than 

anywhere  else  in  the  world. 

Travel  through  the  wine  country,  from  the  Napa  and  So- 

noma Valleys  north  of  San  Francisco,  southeast  to  the  Liver- 

more  Valley  and  south  to  the  Santa  Clara-San  Benito  and 

Santa  Cruz-Monterey  districts,  and  you  see  endless  evi- 

dence of  expansion.  Everywhere  are  new  wineries,  old  win- 
eries under  new  ownership,  new  vineyards  replacing  fruit 

orchards  and  farmland.  Old  concrete  fermenting  vats  are 

being  edged  out  by  space-age  monsters  of  stainless  steel, 
specially  insulated  for  temperature  control.  In  the  fields, 

grapevines  that  once  hung  heavy  to  the  ground  are  being 
trained  on  wire  trellises,  the  better  to  yield  to  the  fat  rubber 

fingers  of  the  mechanical  harvester. 
Talk  to  the  wine  growers  and  wine  makers  and  you  get 

a  different  picture  of  an  industry  that  has  always  seemed  time- 

less, rooted  in  traditional  practices.  They  discuss  clonal  selec- 
tion (the  choosing  of  the  best  vines  [Continued  on  page  130]

Inevitably,  there  are  differ- 
ences of  opinion  about  blending. 

Some  wineries  maintain  that  100 

percent  varietals  are  truest  to  the 
nature  of  the  grape,  while  others 

believe  that  a  judicious  amount 

of  blending  can  improve  the 

quality  of  the  wine.  In  the  case 
of  Cabernet  Sauvignon  and 

Pinot  Noir,  the  two  reds  that 

really  take  time  to  develop  and 
mature,  a  small  percentage  of 

another  grape,  such  as  a  Merlot 
with  a  Cabernet  Sauvignon,  a 

Pinot  St.  Ceorge  with  a  Pinot 
Noir,  will  soften  and  smooth  out 

the  wine  and  make  it  drinkable 
sooner,  which  these  davs,  when 

wines  are  usually  marketed  far 

ahead  of  their  prime,  is  a  distinct 

advantage.  After  all,  as  the  wine- 
makers  point  out,  this  has  been 

the  practice  in  Bordeaux  for 
some  time.  As  with  any  creative 

process,  and,  technologv  aside, 

wine  making  is  of  essence  a  crea- 
tive process  depending  on  the 

judgment,  skill,  and  knowledge 
of  the  wineinaker,  there  is  more 

than  one  way  of  arriving  at  a 
desirable  result. 

WHAT    YOU    SIMM  LD 
KNOW    ABOUT 

CALIFORNIA    WINES 

Fortunately,  it  is  much  easier  to 

find  your  way  around  California 
wines  than  those  of  France  and 

Germany.  Instead  of  having  to 

remember  the  names  of  innum- 
erable estates,  chateaux,  villages, 

districts,  and  regions,  you  merely 

have  to  memorize  a  dozen  or  two 

grape  names  or  varietals  and 
their  characteristics.  These  rep- 

resent the  upper  echelon  of  Cali- 
fornia, the  premium  wines,  and 

it  is  undoubtedly  these  in  which 

most  people  today  are  interested. 

Apart  from  the  varietals, 
there  are  two  other  types  of  table 

wines,  the  generics  and  the  pro- 

prietary, both  blends  of  different 

grapes-.    The    generics,    sold    in 
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fifths,  half-gallons,  and  gallons, 
are  usually  labeled  Burgundy, 

Claret,  Chianti,  Chablis,  Sau- 

terne,  Rhine,  Vin  Rose.  They 

have  nothing  in  common  with 

their  European  namesakes  or 
even  with  each  other,  for  each 

producer  blends  them  for  a  spe- 

cific taste,  which  is  kept  as  uni- 
form as  possible.  Some  are  made 

bv  leading  premium  wineries 

like  Almaden,  Beringer,  The 

Christian  Brothers,  Concannon, 

Cresta  Blanca,  Inglenook, 

Charles  Krug  (under  the  CK 

label),  Paul  Masson,  Sebastiani; 

others  bv  the  giants  of  the  inex- 

pensive wine  business  such  as 
Gallo,  Guild,  and  Italian-Swiss 

Colony,  who  produce  millions  of 
gallons  a  year.  Vet  others  are 

private-label  jug  wines  you  may 

find  at  your  local  liquor  store. 

These  everyday  wines  differ 

jyidely.  Considering  their  low  cost 
(from  $3  to  $6  a  gallon),  some 

arc  extremely  good  values.  The 

best  way  to  find  a  red  and  a 

white  you  would  like  to  stock 

for  daily  drinking  is  to  taste  a 

representative  selection  and  ask 
vour  friends  about  their  favorites. 

A  proprietary  wine  is  one 

Specially  developed  bv  a  winery, 
with  a  flavor  and  name  of  its 

own,  such  as  Beringer's  Baren- 

blut,  Paul  Masson's  Emerald 
Dry,  Rubion,  and  Baroque. 

The  varietals  vary  consid- 
erably in  price  (from  less  than 

$2  a  fifth  up)  and  in  quality. 

The  price  depends  on  the  grape 

variety  (some  are  more  expen- 
sive than  others),  the  winery, 

the  scale  of  production,  and 

whether  the  wine  is  vintaged  or 

nonvintaged.  Among  the  more 

costly  are  the  vintage  wines  se- 
lected for  special  treatment  or 

aging  that  carry  on  the  label  such 

phrases  as  "Special  Selection," 
"Private  Reserve,"  or  "Limited 

Bottling." 
The  leading  varietals  are 

the  same  as  those  that  flourish 

in  France,  Germany,  and  Italv, 

with  the  exception  of  Zinfandel 

and  Green  Hungarian,  which 

are  considered  unique  to  Cali- 
fornia. 

In  reels,  Cabernet  Sauvi- 

gnon  and  Pinot  Noir  correspond 
to  the  full-bodied  wines  of  Bor- 

deaux and  Burgundy,  and  need 

the  most  age.  Camay  and  Gamay 

Beaujolais  are  light  fruitv  wines 

to  drink  young,  like  the  French 

Beaujolais.  Zinfandel,  also  re- 

garded as  a  young,  fruitv  wine 

can,  in  certain  cases,  age  sur- 
prisingly well.  Petite  Sirah  and 

Pinot  St.  George  are  two  com- 

parative newcomers  in  the  vari- 
etal field.  Petite  Sirah,  first  bot- 

tled varietally  by  Concannon  a 

few  years  ago,  has  become  ex- 

tremely'  popular.  It  is  a  deep- 
colored,  full-bodied  wine,  like  a 

Rhone  Valley  red,  that  improves 

with  age.  Pinot  St.  George  has 

just  begun  to  be  bottled  vari- 
etally  and  makes  a  pleasantly 

robust  wine.  Barbera  and  Grig- 

nolino  are  Italian-style  reds; 
Barbera  is  full-bodied,  dark,  and 

robust.  Grignolino  lighter  in 

body  and  color. 
In  roses,  Grenache  Rose  is 

the  best-known  and  most  popu- 

lar, ranging  from  dry  or  medium- 
dry  to  sweet,  according  to  the 

producer.  Other  roses  are  made 

from  Gamay,  Zinfandel,  and 

Grignolino  grapes  and,  to  a 
limited  extent,  from  Cabernet 

Sauvignon,  which  makes  a  dry 

and  superior  rose— Buena  Vista's 
Bose  Brook  is  a  good  example. 
Another  unusual  and  successful 

innovation  is  Mirassou's  Petite 
Bose,  from  Petite  Sirah  grapes. 

In  whites,  Pinot  Chardon- 
nay,  the  Burgundy  grape,  makes 
a  trulv  superb  wine  in  California, 

dry  and  full-bodied  with  a  lovely 
fruitv  fragrance.  Pinot  Blanc, 

another  Burgundy  grape,  is  both 
bottled  varietally  as  a  dry,  light, 
fruitv  wine  and  used  tor  blend- 

ing. Chenin  Blanc,  sometimes 
bottled  as  Pineau  de  la  Loire, 

corresponds  to  a  Loire  white,  but 

in  California,  to  please  popular 

taste,  it  is  more  often  medium- 

dry  than  dry.  Sauvignon  Blanc 

and  Semillon,  the  grapes  from 
which  the  Graves  and  Sauternes 

of  Bordeairx  are  made,  are  bot- 

tled in  both  dry  and  sweet  ver- 

sions and  can  differ  considerably 
from  one  winery  to  another. 

Robert  Mondavi's  Fume  Blanc 
is  one  of  the  better  dry  Sauvignon 

Blancs.  The  two  grapes  are  often 

blended  together,  sometimes  for 

a  dessert  wine  such  as  Wente's 
Chateau  Semillon.  (Dessert 

wines  are  also  made  from  Mus- 

cat grapes— Mai  vasia  Bianca, 
Moscato  di  Canelli,  and  Muscat 

de  Frontignan  are  all  light,  deli- 
cate sweet  wines,  delightful  if 

well  chilled.)  White  Riesling, 

more  often  called  Johannisberg 

Riesling,  is  a  German  grape  that 

reaches  great  heights  in  Califor- 

nia, fresh  and  crisp,  with  a  flow- 

ery fragrance.  Gewurtztraminer 
or  Traminer,  like  its  Alsatian 

namesake,  is  a  light,  fresh,  spicy 

wine  to  drink  young.

As  with  most  choices  in  life,  this 

depends  on  what  you  are  looking 

for— dependability  or  variety  and 
excitement. 

If  von  like  to  know  what  to 

expect  <)(  the  wine  you  drink, 

you  are  probably  better  oil  stick- 
ing with  a  proprietary  wine  or 

a  nonvintaged  varietal  from  one 

of  the  major  premium  wineries 
such  as  Almaden,  Paul  Mass m. 
The  Christian  Brothers,  or 
Charles  King. 

II,  on  the  other  hand,  you 

prefer  to  adventure  in  wine  and 

make  your  own  discoveries,  you'll seek  out  the  vintages,  learning 

(<i  appreciate  the  differences  be- 
tween those  ol  one  w  ineiv  and 

another  and  the  nuances  result- 

ing from  winery  practices  and 
climatic  and  regional  differences. 

Don't  expect  a  varietal  from  one 
region  to  be  identical  with  that 

ol  another.  As  foe  Concannon  ol 

»  oncannon  Vineyards  in  Liver 

more  sums  it  up,  "California  lias 
different  climate  zones  in  differ-

to  one  from  Napa  or  Santa  ( 'laia. Each  has  its  own  flavor  and  char- 

acter ami  they  differ,  just  as  the 
wines  of  bordeaux  differ— a 

Graves,  say,  from  a  St.  Emilion." So  much  ol  the  fun  ol  buy- 

ing and  drinking  wine  is  to  make 
this  kind  ol  comparison,  lasting 

the  Pinot  Chardonnay  or  Che- 
nin  Blanc  of  one  winery  against 

another  or,  if  you  can  find  them, 

different  vintages  of  a  red  wine 
from  the  same  winery.  Once  you 

decide  on  the  varietals  you  like 

best,  you'll  be  able  to  buy  wines 
not  just  for  drinking  now  but  for 

the  future,  concentrating  on 

those  that  will  improve  steadily 
over  the  years. 

All  wines,  of  course,  do  not 
have  national  distribution.  Some 

may  be  available  only  in  Cali- 
fornia or  from  select  wine  and 

spirits  stores  in  major  cities.  The 

following  limited  listing  of  some 

of  the  leading  premium  wineries 

producing  varietal  table  wines 
and  champagne  will  merely 
serve  as  a  guide.

Many  books  could  be— and 
have  been— written  about  Cali- 

fornia wines.  The  problem  with 
most  available  today  is  that  they 
are  often  outdated  and  are  written 

in  fairly  general  terms.  Few  give 

specific  information  about  the 
varietals  of  each  winery.  A  rather 
controversial  (in  the  wine  e  on i 

try)  paperback,  The  Fine  Wines 
of  California  by  Hurst  Ilannum 

and  Robert  S.  Blumberg  (Dou- 

bledav,  $2.95,  $6.95  in  hard- 

cover)  docs  just  that.  The  au- 

thors' judgments  are,  naturally, 
partisan,  and  in  some  cases  may 

be  premature.  They  seem  to  be 

unduly  harsh  with  certain  win- 

eries and  are  perhaps  too  lenient 
with  others,  but  on  the  whole  this 

is  a  very  informative  and  useful 

book  for  anyone  wanting  to  learn 
more  about  California  wines,  and 

it  is  to  be  hoped  the  authors  will 

update  it  each  year  and  also  cor- 
rect certain  errors  in  the  present 

book.  McCall's  Guide  to  Wines 
of  America  bv  William  E.  Massee 

(McCall  Publishing  Co.,  $6.95), 

includes  up-to-date  information 
anil  entertaining  background  on 

the  history,  lore,  and  personali- 
ties of  the  California  wine  coun- 

try and  the  wineries  and  the  au- 
thor's brief  selection  of  wines  to 
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try.  The  best  vvav,  of  course,  to 
learn  about  wines  is  to  taste  them 

on  the  spot,  and  given  two  or 
three  weeks  it  is  possible  to  do 

just  that,  for  most  of  the  leading 
wineries  are  all  within  a  few 

hours  journey  of  San  Francisco. 
The  Wine  Institute,  717  Market 

Street,  San  Francisco,  Calif., 

94103,  puts  out  a  handy  little

Or  she  may  place  a 

scoop  of  lemon  sherbet  in  a 

champagne  glass,  top  it  with  a 
sprig  of  mint  and,  at  table,  pour 

sec  champagne  over  each  serv- 
ing, accompanying  this  with  a 

flat  chocolate  leaf  cookie.  For 

an  easy  entree,  she  tops  a  \Yi- 
inch-thick  center  cut  slice  of 

ham,  in  a  greased  baking  dish, 

with  peeled,  sliced  apples  and 

small  white  onions,  spreads  mus- 
tard and  brown  sugar  over  all, 

pours  in  champagne  to  cover  and 
bakes  it  at  350°  for  35  minutes.

covered  for  3  minutes  to  let  the 

rice  absorb  the  wine. 

Michael  Biane,  of  Brookside 

Vineyards  Company,  slices  large 
sweet  white  onions  paper  thin, 
seasons  them  with  salt,  freshly 

ground  pepper,  covers  them  with 
California  Chablis  and  chills 

them  well.  When  he  is  scram- 
bling eggs,  he  waits  until  they  are 

almost  cooked,  then  pours  1

Fred  Weihel,  of  Weibel  Cham- 

pagne Vineyards,  likes  to  serve  a 

light  refreshing  Sauterne  Ice— 2 
cups  sugar  boiled  with  4  cups 
water  for  5  minutes,  cooled, 

mixed  with  1  tablespoon  freshly 

grated  lemon  rind  and  1  cup  Cali- 
fornia Sauterne,  then  frozen  in 

refrigerator  trays,  stirred  occa- 
sionally during  the  process.  His 

father,  Rudolf  Weibel,  poaches 

eggs  in  California  Sauterne  or 
Chablis  with  salt,  pepper,  a  touch 

of  cayenne,  a  tablespoon  of  but- 
ter. When  whites  are  almost  firm, 

he  sprinkles  them  with  crumbled 
blue  cheese,  lets  it  melt,  serves 

on  hot  buttered  toast. 

Otto  Meyer,  President  of  Paul 
\lasson  Vineyards,  has  a  recipe 

for  an  unusual  Uncooked  Wine 

Hollandaise,  with  a  lighter,  airier 
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texture  than  the  cooked  kind. 

Melt  1  cup  butter.  Beat  8  egg 

yolks  8  to  10  minutes,  until  very 

thick  and  light,  season  with  salt, 

a  dash  of  Tabasco,  and  beat  in 

6  tablespoons  of  the  butter,  a 

tablespoon  at  a  time.

Saute  a  sliced 

onion  in  2  tablespoons  salad  oil, 

add  salt,  pepper,  Yi  cup  shredded 
Parmesan,  8  sliced  ripe  olives, 

and  2  cup  California  Claret. 
( J  m  >k  and  stir  until  heated. 

Keith  Thomas,  of  Keith's  San Francisco  House  restaurant, 

serves  a  simple,  delicious  dessert 
of  Teleme  cheese  drizzled  with 

avocado  honey,  covered  with  gold- 

en raisins  soaked  in  Almaden's 
Solera  Golden  Sherry  and  sprin- 

kled with  chopped  walnuts.

Lightly  beat  12  eggs  and 

add  Yi  pint  large-curd  cottage 

cheese,  %  cup  flat  California  brut 

champagne  (he  uses  Korbel),  Yi 

cup  chopped  green  pepper,  the 
sauteed  onion,  2  tablespoons 

chopped  parsley,  1  teaspoon 

chopped  fresh  coriander  or  dill, 
and  Yi  teaspoon  Tabasco.

Systemics  are  chemicals 

that  enter  the  tissues  of  plants  to  which  they  are  applied  and  elimi- 

nate insect  pests  wherever  on  the  plant  the  insect  may  start  chewing 

or  sucking.  Cystox,  one  of  the  most  effective,  has  proved  its  worth  in 

ontrolling  leaf  miners  and  aphids.  Another  systemic,  the  newly  developed  Benlate,  is  a 

ungicide  that  gives  good  control  of  blackspot  and  mildew.  It's  pretty  obvious,  though, 
lat  systemic  pesticides  should  not  be  used  on  food  crops,  since  they  cannot  be  washed 

ff  or  otherwise  removed  from  plant  tissues.  The  U.S.  Department  of  Agriculture  lists  a 

ew  systemics  that  may  be  used  on  vegetables  "with  caution,'-'  but  the  wise  gardener  will 
efrain  from  using  any  of  these  potentially  dangerous  materials  on  anything  used  as 

ood,  or  near  enough  to  be  absorbed  by  roots  or  leaves.

Finally,  students  are  urged 

to  visit  the  dealers.  "Not  only 
their  local  dealers  and  New  York 

City  dealers,"  says  James  Parker, 
"but  the  London  dealers,  too. 

They're  inclined  to  be  particu- 

larly instructive." "Look  and  look  and  look 

and  listen,"  says  Mrs.  D.  W.  Mae- 
donough  of  San  Francisco. 

"Build  up  an  awareness.  Com- 
pare the  originals  with  reproduc- 

tions." 

New  York  is  an  especially 

good  place  to  study  French  fur- 
niture, Paul  Manno  points  out. 

"You  can  so  easily  compare  the 

eighteenth-century  originals  car- 
ried by  the  top  dealers  with  the 

nineteenth-century  reproduc- 

tions in  the  lower-priced  shops." 
In  Atlanta,  a  stuck-  group  of 

thirty  or  forty  genuinely  inter- 
ested antiquers,  mostly  couples, 

mostly  \  oung,  meet  regularly  in 

each  other's  homes  to  listen  d  i  e> 

perts  invited  from  "up  East."  In 
addition  lo  design  details  they  al- 

so learn  about  construction,  color, 

drawers,  how  to  spot  eighteenth- 

century  nails,  etc.  But  Deanne 

Hall,  who  is  program  chairman, 

always  warns  beginners,  "Don't 
lni\  anything  your  first  year." 

Richard  Norton  of  ( Ihicago 

suggests  that  serious  antique  stu- 
dents join  the  Furniture  I  [istoiy 

Society  of  the  Victoria  and  Al- 
bert Museum,  which  publishes 

"An  Occasional  Newsletter"  and 

a  yearly  journal.  The  main  em- 
phasis is  on  English  antiques  but 

that  is  not  a  matter  of  policy— in 
the  works  is  an  issue  devoted  en- 

tirely to  French.  "If  you  can  plan 
a  tiip  to  England  to  coincide 

with  the  Society's  annual  three- 

da\  study  conference,"  says  Mr. 

Norton,  "you  get  a  chance  to 
visit  some  of  the  big  houses  that 

are  never  open  to  the  public." 
(For  more-  information,  write  the 
Assistant  Secretary,  Furniture 

History  Society,  c/o  Department 
of  Furniture  and  Woodwork, 

Victoria  and  Albert  Museum, 
London  S.W.7.) 

How  can  a  neophyte  tell 
who  is  a  reliable  dealer? 

The  length  of  time  he's been  in  business  is  one  clue. 

New  dealers  spring  up  every  day, 

but  it's  hard  to  last  very  lone  in 
the  antique  trade  without  being 

both  honest  and  knowledgeable. 

You  can  also  get  a  pretty  frank 

appraisal  of  one  dealer  by  asking 
other  dealers.    Few  of   the  best 

in  the  cities  are  in  direct  competi- 

tion with  each  other,  and  at  an- 

tique shows,  the  country  and 
small-town  dealers  from  over  a 

wide  geographical  area  get  to 

know  all  about  each  other.  "He's 
honest  enough,"  a  dealer  from 
upstate  New  York  might  say  of 
one  from  eastern  New  England, 

"but  he  doesn't  really  know  very 

much."  The  dealer  who  knows 
the  most  is  the  specialist  in  a 

single  type  of  antiques  rather 
than  the  dealer  who  carries  a  lit- 

tle bit  of  everything. 

A  reliable  dealer  will  give 

you  a  written  guarantee  cover- 
ing as  specifically  as  possible  the 

age  of  the  piece,  the  place  of 

origin,  and  the  degree  of  origi- 

nality.  "The  description  of  the 
furniture  should  be  written  so 

carefully  that  the  piece  can  be 

recognized  from  it  years  later," 
says  Hanns  Weinberg. 

As  a  double  check  on  its 

Vmerican  furniture,  Mrs.  Hall's firm  scuds  slivers  of  secondary 

wood  (taken  from  interiors  or 

under  seats  or  tabletops)  to  the 

specialist  at  Winterthur  for 

analysis  and  identification. 
Alislair  Stair  explains  the 

significance  of  his  firm's  guaran 
tee  with  the  story  of  a  fully  up- 

holstered armchair  he  sold  some 

years  ago  for  $1000  as  "com- 
pletely original  except  for  the 

fabric."  Three  or  four  years  later 
the  customer  decided  to  have  the 

chair  reupholstered,  and  her  up- 

holsterer, after  pulling  off  all  the 

stuffing,  pointed  out  that  one  of 

the  supporting  rails  at  the  bot- 
tom of  the  seat,  normally  invisi- 
ble, was  made  of  new  wood. 

When  she  reported  this  to  Mr. 
Stair,  his  firm  sent  her  a  cheek 

for  $300  to  allow  for  the  differ- 

ence between  "completely  origi- 
nal" and  almost. 

Paul  Manno  urges  everyone 

to  try  out  an  antique  before  buy- 

ing it,  says  a  good  dealer  will  al- 
ways let  you  take  on  approval  a 

piece  you're  sincerely  interested 
in.  "It's  so  important  to  see  how 

its  proportions  relate  to  the  room 
where  you  are  planning  to  place 

it." 

Should  you  stick  to  one 

dealer  or  shop  around? 

Opinions  differ.  "If  you're absolutely  sure  of  what  you 

want,  a  dealer  will  probably  find 

it  more  quickly  than  you  can, 
since  he  sees  so  much  more. 

Otherwise,    you'd    do    better    to 

"A 

iipof 
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shop  around,"  advises  Mrs.  Mac donough. 

"Shopping  around  is  more 

fun,"  says  Kenneth  Hammitt 
from  his  tree-shaded  village  in 

Connecticut.  "Your  house  should 

represent  vour  own  taste,  no 

some  dealer's." 

Mr.  Weinberg  agrees: 

collection  of  antiques  ought  to 

reflect  personal  taste.  You  shoulc 
take  as  much  time  as  you  need  to 

find  what  you  really  want." David  Stockwell  recoi 

mends  g:nng  to  one  dealer  am 

being  absolutely  frank  with  him 

"Tell  him  your  budget  and  vou 

philosophy— whether  you  ar 
buying  for  investment  or  plea 
sure.  How  much  space  vou  haVe 

Whether  you  have  children  and 

are  buying  antiques  for  the  one 
'civilized'  room  in  the  house,  or 

are  trying  to  furnish  a  whole 

house."  Young  couples  especial 
Iv.  Mr.  Stockwell  thinks,  should 

set  a  goal  for  themselves  and 

stick  to  it— "no  desultory  pick- 

ing." 

Where  is  the  best  place  to 

buy  antiques? 
Europe?  New  York?  Other 

regions  of  the  U.  S.?  Big  cities  or 

country  towns? 
"If  you  are  very  knowledge- 

able," says  Philip  Colleck,  "you 
can  get  lucky  anywhere.  But 

don't  forget  that  an  antique  is 

most  highly  valued  in  the  coun- 

try where  it  was  made." 
Hanns  Weinberg:  "There  is 

no  special  place.  New  York,  Lon- 
don, Rome,  Munich— any  big  city 

might  have  what  you're  looking 
for.  The  only  antiques  to  buy  in 

smaller  cities  and  country  towns 

are  those  originally  produced 

within  the  country  where  you 

are— American  here,  English  in 

England,  etc." 
Otto  Zenke:  "Europe  is 

okay  for  buying  antiques  if  you 

know  what  you're  doing.  But  the 
cost  of  shipping,  insurance,  and 
documents  can  easily  wipe  out 

the  difference  in  price.  Today  an 
American  dealer  can  have  a 

whole  transatlantic  shipment 

packed  in  one  40-foot  container— 
a  great  economy,  but  obviously 

no  help  to  the  individual  who  is 

bringing  over  two  chairs  and  an 

armoire." 

Even  the  Metropolitan  Mu- 

seum finds  it  simplest— every- 

thing else  being  equal— to  buy 

through  New  York  dealers.  "We 
don't  even  have  to  bother  with 
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nport     permits,"     says    James 
Biker. 

As  to  localities  outside  New 

ork,  the  Southern  dealers  do  not 

eport  any  untapped  bonanzas. 

But  Kenneth  Hammitt  feels  Con- 
necticut and  Massachusetts  are 

till  worth  the  trip-"espeeially 
he  more  affluent  places  like  our 
ittle  town  of  Woodbury  where 
here  has  been  wealth  since  1658 
vhen  the  town  was  founded.  In 

uch  localities  things  still  turn  up 
hat  have  never  been  for  sale  be- 

ore.  But  the  quality  tends  to 

hop  oil  the  farther  north  you  go 
n  New  England,  because  that 

iirea  was  never  quite  as  prosper- 

)US.
" 

There  are  some  advantages 

n  buying  native  antiques  from  a 
small  town  or  country  dealer. 

'Naturally  we  don't  have  to  pay 
Mew  York  rents,"  says  one.  "So 
)ii  fine  pieces  we  take  care  of  the 

shipping."  With  other  dealers, 
shipping  is  often  a  matter  for 

negotiation— or  strictly  your  own 
problem. 

How  about  auctions? 

Most  experts  feel  that  buy- 
ing antiques  at  auction  can  be 

riskv  business,  especially  for  nov- 
ices. Too  often  they  overlook  the 

statement  in  the  auctioneer's 
'condition  of  sale"  that  he  does 
not  guarantee  the  authenticity  of 

anv  piece  as  described  in  the  cat- 
alogue or  from  the  floor.  Despite 

this  disclaimer,  Parke-Bernet  will 

rescind  a  sale  if  the  buyer  re- 
turns the  item  within  twenty-one 

days  and  proves  "beyond  reason- 
able doubt"  that  it  is  counterfeit. 
"You  never  know  what's 

going  to  happen  at  an  auction," 
says  Hanns  Weinberg.  "Some- 

times it  doesn't  make  sense."  He 
warns  amateurs  not  to  be  misled 

by  auction  prices.  "They  fluctu- 
ate so  much  that  they  rarely  rep- 

resent the  normal  price  an  in- 

dividual piece  would  bring." 
Mary  Vandegrift  gives  a  set 

of  guidelines  for  auction  goers: 
1.  During  the  presale  exhibition 

period,  carefully  examine  any- 
thing you  are  interested  in.  2. 

Decide  how  much  it  is  worth  to 

yon,  then  check  the  estimated 
price.  (The  latter  may  turn  out 
to  be  way  off,  but  usually  it  will 
give  you  a  point  of  reference.) 
3.  During  the  auction,  keep  your 
mind  on  your  business  because 
everything  happens  like  a  flash. 
4.  Be  sure  you  are  bidding  for 

the   right   lot— the   one  you   in- 
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tended  to  bid  for.  5.  Don't  get 
rattled— and  don't  get  carried away. 

Are  browsers  really  wel- 
come in  antique  shops? 

"Certainly,"  say  most  deal- 

ers. "As  long  as  they're  really 
serious,  we're  happy  to  teach 

them  all  we  can." 
"But  you  will  always  find 

out  more  by  asking  straightfor- 

ward questions,"  says  Philip  Col- 
leck,  "than  you  will  by  criticizing 
a  dealer's  stock.  The  most  wel- 

come visitors  are  the  ones  who 

are  not  full  of  preconceived  ideas 

(T  think  claw-and-ball  feet  are 

hideous'),  and  do  not  try  to  cam- 
ouflage their  lack  of  knowledge 

(T  wouldn't  buy  anything  that's 
veneered'),  but  who  show  they 
really  enjoy  the  beauty  oi  what 

they're  looking  at.  After  all,  gen- 

uine admiration  lor  a  dealer's 
collection  is  a  compliment  to  his 

good  taste."
