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George Drinkuth is 87 and retired now:
But we still send our gold dials
1600 mlles for George to engrave.

Before George Drinkuth
retired to Phoenix, he worked
in our factory for 46 years.
When George retired we
couldn’t find a replacement
with his ability. When we
tried machine engraving the
dials lost their originality.

“] can't go like 1 used to,”
George admits. “I'm getting
on now. But my eyesight's still
good and my hand’s steady.
And 1 keep my tools extra
sharp. That’s the key you
know; real sharp tools. So I
still work several hours a day
on our dining room table.”

George engraves a fine
design in the intricate scroll-

work on the face of our
tubular bell clocks. The space
is tiny, and requires precise
workmanship. This may seem
like a lot of trouble for such

a small thing. But if you
neglect the small details where
does that neglect end?

AMERICAN BOOKCASE

This wvery old bookcase was originally
bought from an avid antique collector. I am
most anxious to know anything you can tell
me about its period and style.

4.L.—Oakland, Cal.

The design of your secretary hookcase, with
hinged writing board supperted on two pull-
out slides, indicates it is a transitional piece.

The massive scrolls in the lower section sig-

nal the end of American Empire style.
Pointed arches in the glazing bars forecast “romantic” Gothic Re-
vival. It probably dates about the late 1830s or early 1840s.

ENGLISH EPERGNE
My epergne has Waterford crystal
dishes; the silverwork resembles
flowers, leaves, and feathers: the feet
are lion’s feet. It has no identifying
marks. Is it 17th-century English as
I'm told? T.J1. VD.—Chicago, L.
No, your epergne cannot he 17th-

century English as the epergne was
not introduced in England until around the mid 18th century. Yours

is a fine example of English Sheffield dating around 1825. The unusual

treatment of the feet is an interesting detail.

ALARM BELL CLOCK

The name of the maker of my clock is E. N.
Wel . .. I can’t make out the rest. The ad-
dress is Forestville, Conn. Can you place it?
Is the wheel in the center for setting the
alarm? When did clocks first have alarm
bells? P.C.M.—Baltimore. Md.
E. N. Welch made your shelf clock about the
1860s. The alarm was set by the wheel in the

center of the dial. The bell, used to tell time,
is of very early origin. Originally, the striking of a clock was all im-
portant, and probably many medieval clocks had neither dials nor
hands but told time only by striking the hour on a bell or gong. Thus

“clock™ comes from the French cloche, German glocke, meaning bell.

The middle of everyone’s day should be punctuated by a well-bal-
anced lunch, a delicious hyphen that both connects and separates a
full daily schedule. Lunch is a signal to stop, to revive flagging
energies, to make you more alert for the rest of the day. It provides
time for a change of pace, to relax and socialize, a time to refuel for
afternoon activities. Everyone should count on lunch, as it should
furnish about one-third of one’s daily food requirements—the cal-
ories, protein, and other essential nutrients one needs to build and
maintain a strong, healthy body. When you come back from lunch,
whether it be from the next room or the restaurant across town, you
often come back with a new slant for the whole afternoon.

Many individuals, both adults and children, muddle through the
day in a twilight of awareness, faticued and listless, just because of
poor eating habits. Their day drags. What they should realize is
that a nutritious lunch is a center way station, and one that should
include selections from the four food groups. It is best to include
all four, but not eat too much of any.

The four food groups:

Milk and milk products

Vegetables and fruit

Meat, fish, poultry. eggs, and cheese

Bread and cereals, whole grain or enriched

A friend, who usually eats lunch at home. alternates her patterns.
If she is at a desk or a sewing table most of the morning, she eats
her lunch walking around the house or her garden. If she has had
a very active morning, she lunches peacefully on a card table she
has placed by the sunniest window in the living room. When possi-
ble. no matter what the season, she packs a picnic for her executive
hushand who she thinks is too desk-bound. Together they picnic in
a park, overlooking a pier, sometimes the zoo. One time she even
dragged her china, the lunch, and her husband to an abandoned
boxcar. “I’ll do almost anything to take his mind off his work at
lunch,” she says. And there are three subjects, she claims, you must

never discusss at lunch—children, money, or business.

they contain minerals and vitamins and provide bulk and residue.

To use as a mix with mayonnaise, chop raw vegetables such as
celery, carrots, onions, zucchini, broceoli, spinach, watercress, cau-
liflower, green peppers, parsley, tomatoes, cucumbers. Chopped
cooked vegetables that combine well with meat or chicken sand-
wiches are string beans, stewed tomatoes, and carrots. And instead
of lettuce, why not try cole slaw or sauerkraut?

Lunch is an exercise in good taste and good nutrition that should
be part of every day. Lunch at home or in a restaurant is your own
free choice, but it is often the lunch parties at a club or at some-
one’s house that sometimes take grace and a certain strategy to avoid
overeating. When served an abundance—too much chicken salad,
too many spiced peaches—learn to nibble. Learn how to eat slowly.
When offered seconds. take small portions. The gesture will be ob-
served (but rarely the amount) and your hostess will feel compli-
mented. This is the time to be a scintillating conversationalist. Ad-
dress yourself to the company rather than to the food. Seon your
plate will be whisked away when you're half finished. This is a good
way to cut down on calories without attracting attention to yourself.

No matter where you have lunch, home or away, the four food
groups should be served. Have that cheeseburger at the corner drug-

store, but start off with a glass of tomato juice or V-8 juice. For des-

sert choose some fruit or ice cream, and milk, coffee, or tea—a

simple lunch but a sound one.

With the scarcity of help and demands on one’s time a lunch that
can be prepared quickly is always welcome. Here, a spur-of-the-
moment lunch including the vegetable, often the forgotten food at

lunchtime.

Curried tomato and chicken bouillon
Open-face sandwich

Fruit bowl

Coffee, tea, or milk

To make the curried tomato and chicken bouillon soup, combine
equal parts of tomato juice and chicken bouillon. Add a generous
dash of curry powder and serve hot. For a superior curry powder,
try Lawrence Curry made from a formula brought from Jamaica
about 1820.

At Christmastime, finding exactly the right present for
a very special person is always a challenge, and when
it is met, a pleasure.

These three weeks can be a time for spontane-
ous hospitality, uncomplicated entertainment filled with easy-going

that makes the excitement to come far more meaningful.

Sharing in the build-up (as people did in olden times at a quilting
bee or a roof-raising) is @ marvelous way of preparing for
Christmas. Have a dessert, coffee, and liqueur party, perhaps, and
provide your suests with Christmas-tree ornament makings—dried
flower bits, shells (egg, sea, and nut), feathers, “jewels,” Styrofoam
balls, cardboard. paints, pencils, paste. spangles, twigs, ribbons.
Then let them exercise their imaginations in devising original
ornaments. You can offer prizes for the prettiest, the most ingenious,
the wildest.

An interview with Nancy Hanks by Sandra Odd

epitor’s Note: The National En-
dowment for the Arts is the agen-
cy of the United States Govern-
ment charged with providing f-
nancial aid to culture in America.
Its chairman for the last four years
has been Nanecy Hanks, a trim, de-
ceptively easy-going lady from
Texas who was president of the As-
sociated Councils of the Arts and,
before that, executive secretary
and project coordinator for the
Rockefeller Brothers Fund Report
on the Performing Arts, a seminal
study that marked the beginning
of greatly increased government
and foundation aid to an area of
national life that is heavily sub-
sidized in almost every other coun-
try but that was, until recently, a
forlorn left-over of free enterprise
in this country.

Miss Hanks, who was renomi-
nated by President Nixon for a

second four-year term of office this
fall, has been a deft and able ad-
ministrator. She has superin-
tended a period of strong growth
for the Endowment, during which
most of the world of the arts would
agree that government aid has
been fair, unbiased, free from the
interference many artists feared at
first, and in many cases essential to
our continued cultural life.

HOW TO GET A GRANT: HOW TO GIVE A GRANT:
HOW TO HELP THE ENDOWMENT

°The first step toward getting a
National Endowment grant, or any
other foundation grant, is to study
a copy of the annual report
that tells what programs exist and
what kind of thing, in general, in-
terests the foundation. The second
step is to write for an applica-
tion and for a copy of the guide-
lines for the specific program that
interests you, which also will give
deadlines for applications, to the
National Endowment for the Arts,
Washington, D.C. 205086. If your
library doesn’t have a copy of the
annual report you can write for
that too.

The Endowment has certain
basic policies—for example, money
can only be given to professional
artists or to tax-exempt organiza-
tions, is never given to erect build-
ings or buy equipment, and cannot
be guaranteed for more than one
year—but it is also highly flexi-
ble and open lo innovative
ideas. If your proposal doesn’t fit

a standard application or an estab-
lished program, write or call.
Somebody there will listen.

°The legislation establishing the
Endowment includes a unique pro-
vision to enable it to work in part-
nership with privaie donors
to the arts. Congress appropriates
money for a spe scial Treasury fund,
which can be used to double the
amount of a donation received
from any source outside the federal
government. So far, private dona-
tions have totaled about $16.6 mil-
lion, making an extra $33.2 million
available to the arts.

*You can help the Endowment
help the artis by supporting
your state aris council. In
1965, when it was established, the
Endowment got funds to pass on to
official state arts agencies—but only
seventeen states had them. By
1968, all fifty states, Puerto Rico,
the Virgin Islands, the District of
Columbia, American Samoa, and
Guam all had councils active in the

arts to some degree. Some, liK
New York’s, have healthy budge
of their own, but they all need th
demonstrated interest and suppo
of citizens to continue receivin
favorable attention from staf
governors and legislatures. Th
Endowment has prm'ided mon
than $24 million to these arts agen
cies on a matching basis for pro
ects initiated by the states, to b
developed for the benefit of the
citizens.

And you are increasingly impor-
t.mt to individual artists, too.

: That's true. But you know, 70
m 75 percent of the funds for cul-
tural activities in the United States
—and this is totally unique in the
world—still come from individuals.
The governments, federal, state,
and local, are very junior partners.
The budget for the National En-
dowment has increased from less
than $2% million for our first fiscal
year, 1966, to the more than $50
million that was just ll)])l()[)l‘l ated
for fiscal 1974, but it’s still a very
modest sum when you consider the
need, and the growing public in-
terest in the arts. More than 600
million people were visitors to mu-
seums last year, for instance, and
the audience for dance alone has
grown 600 percent since 1965—
most of it outside New York. I
think one of the proudest achieve-
ments of the federal government is
that the very modest funds have
basically been used to get the arts
into areas and to people who have
not had an opportunity to enjoy
them before.

Q: Speaking of new areas, earlier
you mentioned Expansion Arts.
What are they?

A: We had to laugh when we set
up the program because nobody
could think of an appropriate name
for it. Some people have called
them grass-roots arts, some call
them decentralized art, art at the
community level, in the neighbor-
hood. Basically these are the arts
off-stage, out of museums, out of
concert halls. The old granddad-
dies of the field would be places
like the Henry Street Settlement in
New York, Karamu House in
Cleveland, Hull House in Chicago.
Since about 1968 we've seen a tre-
mendous growth in numbers of
groups and individuals working in
this field, all over the country. It’s
not only our newest program—I
think in terms of the cultural de-
velopment of our nation, it’s about
as exciting as anything we have.

For e\ample. there’s the Michi-
gan Artrain. The Michigan State
Arts Council got unions to fix up
old railroad cars, and the Detroit
Institute of Fine Arts equipped
them. One car shows something of

the history of art, two more ar
filled with very fine art works, the;
there’s a car full of good designs
and the last car has live artist:
working. It comes to a town, usual
ly a very small town, and aroun

You know, there’s a big rise it
participation in the arts.

I have the feel
ing that people got tired of jus
looking, got tired of being specta
tors. Now they want to do some
thing on their own, to create some
thing themselves. Everybody’s pot
ting or weaving. Everybody's go
a camera. And they’re taking pic
tures—not just pictures of grand
mother and the children, but pic
tures they view as important piece
of beauty, significant things i
their lives. Well, that's an expres
sion of art, and I think it’s abso
lutely wonderful that today w
don’t think of art as just the Picas
so hanging on the museum wall.

Perhaps it’s a question of jo
that was needed. Just a few year:
ago you saw all those very serious
very intent young people on cam
pus who were not smiling ver
much, really. It was basically an
unhappy generation. But it’s aw
fully hard to be creative if you'r
frowning all the time. We may not
be raving with joy right at the
moment, but things are basically
better.

ricula because the students want
to participate in a performance of
Shakespeare, for an example, in-
stead of just reading Shakespeare
in class.

Q: \'Iight’n'l. too many amateurs
lower the general level of quality
in the arts?

A: Quite to the contrary. People
used to worry about that, but
when someone participates in the
arts, he knows how difficult they
are, how hard it is to achieve full
quality. So the more people you
have working in the arts, the more
who will understand quality, the
difference between good and bad.
Now, very frankly, I know that
federal funds have been v ery heip-
ful in this happening, but I think
it would have happened anyway.
People, particularly young people,
want more art in their lives. The
polls all show this. No program in
the Endowment has received more
response than Architecture and
Environmental Arts. Five years
ago when people talked about the
environment they meant only air
and water pollution. Now many of
them are ln]kin(_{ about the visual
environment too. Th(;‘_v want our
cities to be more beautiful. They
want to preserve lovely old build-
ings and to turn them to new pur-
poses.

Q: What about buildings for the
arts? People used to worry that
money for arts centers seemed to
come way ahead of money for arts
programs.

A. There was a lremendous
amount of l)ui[ding—hvumlsv it
was mneeded, the old buildings
were falling down—ten years ago.
People called it the Edifice Com-
plex, remember? Perhaps the
building process was 4 little bit
ahead of the demand for perform-
ance and use, though I have never
been aware of a case where a good
building with a good stage, one on
which a dancer wouldnt perma-
nently injure himself if he fell,
drove away dance pm'fc'n‘n'mrlL-cs.
Or a hall where good acoustics
drove away a g od s_vmph(n'ly per-
formance.

s we approach the festive, gift-giving season, some of

us may feel uneasy about acquiring more things. But

could we really live without possessions? “There is no

society without some form of possessions,” declares

2 : anthropologist Professor June Macklin, author with
Cannel of The Human Nature Industry (Anchor Press Doubleday $7.95). “Man is the organizing animal and he
organize his landscape, which includes material objects. He must have a somewhat predictable world. With
ssions or with things, he can control his environment, build a scenery that gives him a sense of stability and
iction and provides meaning to his life.” We need things to which we have attached agreed-upon values to
rage exchange and establish relationships and contracts.

1k between friends or acquaintances. “Giving things is the most human and natural transaction of all.” Profes-
acklin goes on. “We give gifts at times of rites of passage—the baptismal gift, the birthday gift, the wedding gift,
aduation present—when individuals are making their passage through life or making significant changes in
. And we give and exchange things to symbolize changes for the whole society, at Christmas and Easter and

seasonal celebrations throughout the year.” R B young people today are rejecting things,

they are not rejecting everything. Many things have significance
and meaning to them: handcrafted objects of all kinds, for
example, any sort of equipment that makes music or involves
M nature and living in the outdoors. What is probably happening
is that our cultural values are changing. “For more than a century now, it has been our belief that if vou had all the right mate-
rial appurtenances and the knowledge to mold you properly, you would grow up into a well-adjusted functioning adult. But we
have found this faith to be misplaced,” Professor Macklin reasons, “it was simply inadequate. It left some of us in our fifties, find-
ing we didn’t have what we really wanted, hadn’t accomplished what we wanted and wondering ‘is this all there is?’ ” What
young people are doing is attempting to get in touch with that internal, inalienable something that is the individual, which
they feel mechanistic “things” have obscured. They sense that these things have moved us away from what is haman and natural.
To anthropologists, this amounts to the start of a new Romantic era. We shall continue to give, acquire, collect, and share posses-

sions, but they will be different objects that we invest with meaning and significance. You can be antimaterialistic

and still accumulate cookie cutters of all shapes and sizes and spend pre-Christmas days baking fantastic cookies for

everybody you know (see page 130). When the collection of objects you live with expresses something inside of you

as a person, life is inevitably richer. The Frank McGregor Smiths, page 84, thought of each object as a gift to

their house.

| “Two winters ago while thinking back on summer,”
George Numrich recalls, “we decided that much as we
like garden-fresh vegetables, our garden took too much
time. There had to be a way to have a beautiful garden
without doing any work, especially weeding and hoeing.
At a restaurant we go to they have outdoor carpet on
the steps. It came to me that unbacked outdoor carpet
might make an ideal garden mulch. It's weed-proof,
e vermin-proof, doesn’t mildew. Water runs through it
readily. Paths would stay dry, but the ground would
hold moisture and heat. If we used a bright color it
might reflect light and promote growth.” That spring
. the Numriches made a trial garden. They rototilled a
patch of lawn, rolled out an Armstrong polypropylene
carpet, drilled holes in it for planting. It so outproduced

George and Fran Numrich's “lazy gar-
den” required hard thinking if not hard
work. “You'll have your carpet and its
holes maybe ten years, so plan it on
paper first. Roll out the carpet and
weight it down. It takes a while to flatten
and become one with the earth. We just
leave the rocks there to keep the carpet
in place through the winter. Take a soft
lead pencil or chalk and mark it to see
exactly how your plan works before you
cut. Of course | was worried, as most
people would be, that the whole thing
would be terribly expensive. But if you
make it clear to the carpet dealer that
you want a 12-foot roll to cart away, not
to have fitted and installed, the cost will
be less. We used Armstrong’s carpet of
polypropylene from the Ensign do-it-
yourself line, less than $3 a square yard.
Our first carpet garden paid for itself
the first year, figuring $2 an hour for
weeding we didn't do. It also survived
our upstate New York winter and was
ready for planting weeks earlier than
other gardens here. For the second
year's planting you put an L-rod attach-
ment in the hand drill, give each hole a
few turns to break up the soil, and pop
a seed in." Carpet was put on second
garden area, /eft, Memorial Day and by
mid-July the crop, right, was feeding the
family. “Carpet gives vegetables the
old zap. OQur eggplant yield is about
twenty-five per bush. Fran made a lot of
ratatouille, plus pickles and relish.
Carpet gardens get very few insects.
Why, | cannot say unless most insects
live or rest in the ground, and newcom-
ers can't get down and residents can’t
get up.” Since saving time is what
started it all, the Numriches have auto-
mated everything but the picking in this
garden. “We put a Rainbird sprinkler in
the asparagus bed, right, top. We con-
nected it to the water faucet with freeze-
proof plastic pipes. It's controlled by a
Tork time clock to water the whole gar-
den early every morning, unless we have
heavy rains. We also fertilize automati-
cally. Every three weeks we mix up some
Miracle-Gro in a pail. A simple device
called Syphonex screws on standard
hose threads between the faucet and
outgoing hose. A tube picks up the solu-
ble fertilizer in the pail and sends it out.

supper. Equally pleasurable was another supper with a few friends
—a little triumph of clam-lobster bisque. a great dry sherry, special
toasts, black coffee. A surprisingly low-keyed treal is a vegetable
dinner carefully chosen for taste, texture, and color—broiled mush-
rooms, lots of them: tomatoes filled with sour-creamed spinach:
potatoes Anna; sugar-glazed carrots; and parsnips. With this, salt
sticks for crunch. and for flavor, shakers of ground black pepper,
seasoned salt, toasted sesame seeds.

A quiet, composed table setting sets a soothing mood for
this time of anticipation. Think muted tones; color will come on
strong later. Certainly one of the best ways to show off fine silver-
ware is to provide a noncompetitive background. And one of the
nicest to show off is Towle’s “Mandarin.” a simple, slender bamboo
patlern, compatible with almost any period but special on its own
and so satisfactory to handle.

In a separate saucepan make a
sauce by melting 2 tablespoons butter with 3
tablespoons flour. Cook until the flour is
blended, stirring constantly. Gradually pour

in the soup stock and milk and cook until it is
quite thick. Remove from the fire and beat in
the egg volks and parsley. Combine the sauce
with the mushroom mixture and return to the
fire. Stir it constantly until it is thoroughly
heated but do not allow it to boil. Spread the
mixture out on a shallow buttered dish and
when it is cool place it in refrigerator until
firm.

Form mixture into croquettes, roll them in
fine cracker crumbs, and dip each one in egg
which has been beaten with water. Roll them
in crumbs again and let stand for about 10
minutes until the crumbs adhere to the cro-
quettes. Drop a few at a time in hot, but not
smoking fat, and fry them to a golden brown.
This is also very good as a filling. Serves 4-6.

EDIToR's NoTE: House & Garden’s
Party Menu Cookbook, just pub-
lished by Simon and Schuster
(89.95), is a collection of nearly
600 choice recipes, all from House

dinner, supper, and buffet parties.
There are menus for holidays,
special occasions, outdoor parties—
even those days when calories
must be counted. Here is an ex-
cerpt written especially by José
Wilson who edited the book, and,
at a time when the cost of food
makes headlines, a timely one.

ho can afford to give a
big party in these days
of high food prices? Any-
one who exercises her imagination
and common sense. It is perfectly
possible to entertain a large group
of people quite inexpensively if
you keep to good, simple food.
Think in terms of chicken, tur-
key, hamburger, sausages, eggs
and cheese, less costly meat cuts
that can be boned and stuffed, and
then look for interesting and appe-
tizing ways to prepare them. The
cuisines of the world offer hun-
dreds of dishes that stretch the pro-
tein part of the menu with inexpen-
sive ingredients such as dried
beans, lentils and chick peas, root
vegetables, pasta, rice, sauerkraut,
or any of the other many valuable
extenders. Explore your collection
of foreign cookbooks for new ideas
—or find them closer to home. An
excellent chili can be the best of
all buffet dishes.
EQUIPMENT
Cooking in quantity is easier if you
have one or two really big pots,
such as an 8-quart casserole or a
large stock pot, and a couple of
large baking dishes. Remember,
though, that big pots need big
burners in order to cook properly,
and that one oven can only accom-
modate two large baking dishes, so
when you plan your menu, make
sure that only one thing has to be
baked or youll find vourself des-
perately juggling times and tem-
peratures.

They can be
made in advance and reheated
(put them on a platter, loosely
covered with foil, over simmering
water). Two slices of roulade make
a very satisfying serving, depend-
ing on the richness of the filling.

They should be baked no
more than two at a time, either side
by side in the middle of the oven or
on two racks, with the pans stag-
gered so the mixture hakes evenly.

way, if you can’t get to California,
is to find a restaurant that makes a
point of serving them. For ex-
ample, the Four Seasons, in New
York City, has selected 48 different
American wines for its cellar, the
majority from California. )

At one time, it was almost im-
possible to buy small-winery wines
outside They were all
sold at the winery, by direct mail
to a list of avid customers, or to
stores within the state. In Cali-
fornia, legally, wine is classed as
food and sold in supermarkets and
delicatessens as well as
stores, every day of the week, and
the state tax rate is the lowest in
the nation, just 1 cent per gallon on
table wine. It's hardly surprising
that a sixth of the wine produced
in California is drunk there. San
Francisco alone, with a per capita

wine consumption about 30 times
the national average, could prob-
ably account for all the best wine
singlehanded ~ (or  mouthed).

The emergence in the last five
years or so of new wineries, or old

ily, and grew slowly) to the minor.

As they are not big businesses,
the small winery owner and his
winemaker don’t have to consider
the demands of distributors for a
full line of wines (certain of the
major wineries admit that they
would like to cut down on their
lines and concentrate on the wines
they feel they can make best, but
they have to pull back slowly). In-
stead, they can direct all their
energies and expertise to perhaps
no more than four wines, experi-
ment with different techniques of
vinification and, if the money is

Leon Lianides’s Pastichio
Greek Carrot and Caper Salad
Lebanese Pine Nuts and Raisins,
Chilled Yoghurt
The Wine: Carafes of California
Chablis and Zinfandel

ne of the most superb of all

dishes for a buffet supper

is the Greek pastichio,
which can be made in vast quanti-
ties and improves with reheating.
The secret that makes this differ-
ent from all other pasta dishes is
the Béchamel sauce, enriched with
egg volks, cream, and cheese,
which binds the meat and maca-
roni and gives it a melting moist
richness. The quantity given is for
twenty. It may be doubled, but
should be done in two batches,
and really large baking dishes, the
type used for lasagna, are abso-
lutely essential.

The salad, also Greek, a most
unmsual, tart and refreshing com-
bination of carrots, capers, and
mustardy French dressing, is a
perfect contrast to the pastichio.
Unless your guests have acquired
a taste for the turpentine flavor of
Greek retsina, it is better to stick
to an inexpensive California jug
wine, served en carafe. Provide
both red and white, so each person
can choose what he or she prefers.

LEON LIANIDES'S PASTICHIO
Ingredients for meat mixture: 2
tablespoons butter; 1 tablespoon
oil; 3 cups finely chopped onion; 2
cloves garlic, finely minced; 4
p(}unds grmm(l round; 4 teaspoons
salt; %-% teaspoon pepper; 1 tea-
Spoon oregano; -1 teaspoon cin-
namon; freshly orated nutmeg to
taste; % cup finely chopped par-
sley; 3 cups canned Italian plum
tomatoes, well drained; % cup dry
red wine.

Ingredients for sauce and pasta: 6
cups light cream; 2 cups milk; 12
tablespoons butter; 1% cups flour;
salt and pepper to taste: 10 egg
yolks; 1 cup heavy cream; 2 cups
ricotta cheese (optional); if ricotta
is not available, use 1 extra cup
heavy cream; 1% pounds pastichio
macaroni (sold in Greek shops) or
#2 long macaroni or ziti; 1 cup
crumbled feta cheese; 1 cup grated

Parmesan or Romano cheese.
Method: Melt the butter and oil
in a l4-inch sauté pan or skillet,
or divide all meat mixture ingredi-
ents, including butter and oil be-
tween 2 smaller skillets. Add the
onion and sauté mtil golden and
soft. Mix in the garlic and beef and
cook, breaking the meat up with a
wooden spoon, wntil all traces of
pink disappear. Season with salt
and pepper, oregano, cinnamon,
nutmeg, and add the parsley, to-
matoes, and wine. Mix well to-
gether and taste for seasoning,
adding what you think is neces-
sary. Cook over high heat until the
liquid evaporates.

Meanwhile, in a heavy pan
scald the light cream and milk. In
a 3-quart saucepan, melt the 12
tablespoons butter, stir in the flour,
and cook, stirring, until smooth
and bubbly. Mix in the scalded
eream and milk, stirring constant-
ly. Season to taste with salt and
pepper and cook, stirring, until
thick. Remove from the heat. In a
large bowl beat the egg volks and
heavy cream together, gradually
add some of the hot sauce to tem-
per the volks, then stir the dilated
volks into the halance of the sauce
and beat in the ricotta or extra
heavy cream.

Boil the macaroni rapidly in
plenty of boiling salted water in a
large pot until just done, but still
firm and al dente, about 10 min-
utes. Drain thoroughly.

Preheat oven to 400°. Liberally
Lutter 2 large baking dishes that
measure  18-by-13-by-2%-inches
deep, or 15%-by-9-by-4-inches. Re-
serve half the cream sauce for the
topping. Make layers of ingredi-
ents in the baking dishes, starting
with a layer of macaroni, Sprinkle
this with % cup feta cheese and %
cup gmlt‘d Parmesan. Spoon over
this a layer of cream sauce, then
% of the meat mixture. Continue
making layers, ending with maca-
roni. Pour remaining sauce over
the top and sprinkle with remain-
ing gral‘ed Parmesan or Romano
cheese. Bake for 30 minutes or un-
til browned, very hot, and bub-
bling. This may be baked in ad-
vance and reheated in a 250° oven,
but if you reheat it do not add the
final sprinkling of cheese on the
top until ready to reheat.

GREEK CARROT AND CAPER SALAD
Iugrwh’ent.ﬁ': 4 pomlds carrots,
shredded (about 16 cups); 1%
cups drained capers, the largest
available; 2 tablespoons Dijon
mustard; 1 tablespoon salt; 1% tea-
spoons pepper; 6 tablespoons wine
vinegar; 1% cups olive oil, romaine.
Method: Combine the carrots and
capers in a large bowl. In a large

screw-topped jar put mustard, salt,
pepper, wine vinegar, and olive oil
and shake well. Taste for season-
ing. Pour dressing over the salad,
using enough to coat it, but not
make it soggy, and toss lightly.
Serve in a large bowl lined with
romaine leaves, and allow about %
cup per serving.

LEBANESE PINE NUTS AND

RAISINS

Ingredients: 6 cups white raisins,
2 cups honey, 2 cups water, gmted
zest of 3-4 lemons (about 3 table-
spoons ), 2 cups pine nuts.
Method: Tn a large bowl plump
the raisins by soaking them in
warm water for an hour. Drain.
Combine the honey and water in a
saucepan, bring to boil and boil
for 3 minutes, then add the
drained raisins and lemon zest.
Cook over low heat for 10 minutes.
Remove from heat and pour into a
bowl. Stir in the pine nuts. Chill
until ready to serve.

Serve very cold. In the Middle
East tradition, this is a very sweet
dessert and you should only serve
a small portion, with chilled yo-
ghurt offered as a tart contrast.
