Contrary to general belief, lon­

gevity has not improved in the past 
century. Admittedly statistics 
show a progressive increa.se in life 
expectancy at bir th, but this is en-
tirelv due to the virtual elimination 
of child mortality, not to better 
health or longer survival in adults. 
There are quite a few centenarians 
in the world. Their number is less 
than 10,000 in the United Stales. 
In .several parts o f tlie world, how­
ever, the number is proportioiuite-
ly very much higher than in the 
U.S. Longevity is often better in 
countries that are econoinicallv 
p; ior and the individual does m )re 
himself. The three communities 
wi th a high percentage of cente­
narians have been well document­
ed. They are in the Caucasus high­
lands o f Soviet Georgia, in the 
Hunza principality o f West Pakis­
tan, and the Andes o f Ecuador. 
The people o f these regions are not 
prosperous and some o f them live 
under conditions that are to us 
primitive. 

But let's o m e closer to countries 
we know better. I 'm alwavs star­
tled when I go hack to Europe to 
see people my age—seventv-two— 
or even older (>ut in the countrv-
side and to see how active and vig­
orous they are. A l l these places 
! ave some characteristics in com-
; . i n. Daily caloric intake is ex­
tremely low, half that of the aver­

age American intake, about 1200 
l o 1800 calories a dav, and despite 
the spartati character of this diet, 
which .seems quantitatively and 
qualitativelv deficient bv our stan­
dards, the people engage in hard 
phvsical work. They are expected 
to lead an independent life, what's 
more, an active social role, even 
wluMi they are past age 80 o r 100. 
Throughout their lives they l>ave 
had to walk and work. I 'm not 
preaching or suggesting that we 
should become more athletic or 
that there is .something finidamen-
tallv wrong in using lai)or-saving 
machinerv, but I think we could all 
exercise more wi th beneficial re­
sults. You don't have to be an ath­
lete. The hest wat/ to e.xereise is to 
do it in the ordinary husiness of 
life. Ycu know walking is a wtm-
derfulhj positive and enriching ex­
perience. It's fun to look at things, 
see how people dress on the 
streets, listen to them talk, to feel 
vour.self v\ alk. I 'm afraid most peo­
ple never experience this and are 
not aware of how much thev de­
prive themselves bv not walking, 
h i springtime I walk slowlv, trving 
to feel the softness of the air. I f 
it's tail. 1 walk briskly and notice 
everybody looking vigorous. I 
think tho.se are very small, pleas­
ant experiences of bfe. 

The American reliance on tech-
I I I I 1 I I L ; V goes extremelv deep. We 
have a habit of substituting in ­
direct exjierience for direct experi­
ence. In my young davs, rnv moth­
er made mayonnaise' heating the 
oil , the eggs and all of a sudden the 
mixture gelled. Now that is a verv 
extraordinary experience. Today 
you buy maytmnaise in a jar or you 
make it with a blender, which is 
very nice and convenient. Hut vou 
have lost a peculiar pleasure, 
which omes from something hap­
pening because vou have done it 
yourseli. If you want to substitute 
the indirect experience for a direct 
one, then obviouslv technological 
energy helps. You can look at the 
countryside driving in a car in­
stead of feeling the earth under

EIGHT STEPS YOU CAN TAKE 
TO CONSERVE 

h o u s e h o l d 

e n e r g y 

III recent years lioaselmld appli-
iiiice.s unci equipment pi)\verecl by 
clet lricily and gas lia\ e iviul'.iplied 
\a.sllv in our homes. So has our 
(Icpt-ndeiice up:)n thcin. With en­
ergy shortages looming does llie 
nse of lime- and labor-sav ing de-
\ic('s c'unHict with the need to 
sa\'e energy? Must we forgo these 
\alual)le aids to lielp eon.serve the 
natural power supplv? Tlte an­
swer is no, not at all. we're happy 
to reptirt. And "no person need 
leel guilty every time she turns o n 
an appliance" says Mrs. Ann Asher 
wlio eurlv this year headed an 
energy study gr*'up for Concern, 
hic. a nonprofit c:)nsumer group. 

That's largely because the usual 
labor-saving devices, such as mix­
er, blender, vacuum cleaner, use 
mini quantities of energy. Hut 
uther equipment does gobble up 
large quantities. I n fact about two 
liiirds or more of the total national 
energy consumed in .American 
li(-u.ses and apartments goes for 
liou.se heating, hot-water heaters, 
air conditioning and refrigeration 
acci)rding to utility companies. 
Only one third of total household 
expenditure is used for all your 
kitchen appliances and other 
equipment and for lighting, radio 
and T V , p.)wer tools, and the like. 
.So if you want to save energy you 
slionld reduce the demands of the 
major consumers. You can do so 
by following the measures out­
lined here, by concentrating yoiu-
conservation efforts upon them. 

Saving energy at home is vital 
becau.se nearlv (me third of all 
electrical power generated and 
one fifdi of our natitmal produc­
tion of all energy is ctmsumed each 
vear in our 75 million hou.ses and 
apartments. Reducing such con-
sumptitm is clearly essential and it 
can also save you monev. Energy 
scarcities are likelv to force up the 
cost of household gas, electricity, 
and fuel oil as much as 7 to 10 per­
cent a year in the next ten to fif­
teen years and that would mean 
that the cost of cooking, running 
appliances, and heating the house 
w ould be twice as much in 1980 as 
today. Another 50 percent is pos­
sible by 1985. Carrying out c o n -
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serv alion procedures can also help 
give vou a more comfortable home, 
one likelv to minimize the di.sa.s-
trous effects of po.ssible future 
blackouts or browncmls. 
You can save ener^ij expenditures 
hif these measures: 
1. Bppf I p o n llnuHe Innula-
tiint. A rcp.)rt from the Office of 
Emergency Preparedness ( O E M ) 
states that "the most significant, 
realizable measure to affect energv 
conservation is improved insula­
tion in homes." Insulating materi­
als are made in various forms; en-
clo.sed as batts or blankets of glass 
fiber, mineral or rock wool, as rigid 
boards or as loo.se fill and are 
located in the outside walls, roof, 
ceilings, and h)undations of 
houses. (A) Ceilings: You need 6 
inches of in.sulation in all top-floor 
ceilings in a cold climate or with 
air conditioning. Eight inches is 
advisable with electric heating and 
at least 3 inches over a ceiling that 
has unhealed space overhead. The 
latter can be laid between attic 
floor rafters, a project you can 
undertake ytmr.self. (B) Walls: 
Exterior walls should be lined with 
3- to 4-inch-thick insulation even 
if they are of brick, stone, or con­
crete block. It is a myth that thick 
masonry walls insulate; they do 
not. Installing the insulation is 
simple in new buildings but insu­
lating existing walls requires a 
pnifessional to blow the fill into 
hollow outside wall .space pneu­
matically. Its cost can often be re­
paid in heating and cooling sav­
ings within a few years. If your 
1iou.se has a basement the founda­
tion walls .should be insulated 2 to 
3 feet below ground level or to the 
frost line. ( C ) Floors: The floors 
of basementless houses should be 
well insulated. With a concrete 
slab floor, insulating board. 2 to 3 
inches thick, .should line the edges 
of the slab all around the perim­
eter of the htmse. If there is a shal­
low "crawl" space under your 
house pack the underside of the 
floor with 2- to 3-inch-thick insu­
lating batts. And the floor of rooms 
over an unhealed garage needs to 
be insulated as well.

You can detect the cold, incoinin<r 
draft.s ea.sily and pluji up the leak.s 
with weatherstripping materials. 
Obtainahle in hardware and build­
ing material centers they are not 
difficult to install. Storm windows 
and doors are also excellent con-
servers of indoor heat and energy 
savers in cold climates. U.se them 
(m the cold windward and north 
sides of vour house at least. And 
leave them on in summer if vou 
have iiir conditioning. Insulating 
gla.ss (panels of glass enclosing 
hermetically sealed air .space) will 
insure that vou retain heat in the 
lioiise in winter and it will shut it 
out in summer. And, as a minor 
but effective measmx', consider 
adding automatic door clo.sers. 
Gas company engineers estimate 
that fuel consumption in winter 
and air cimditioning operation in 
summer rise .3 percent a vear be-
cau.se of children running in and 
out ol the house without closing 
doors. 

Tunv up ywitr hi'iilimj 

p l a n t , just as an automobile re­
sponds to loving care with more 
efficient performance, so will your 
heating system. So keep it tuned 
up and clean. With oil heat, sea-
.sonal cleaning of tlie furnace, tuu-
ing and readjustment of the burn­
er arc virtually mandatory be­
cause an untuned burner will 
cau.se oil consumpticm to soar. And 
although soot removal from inside 
the oil heater mav cost $50 a year, 
it can reduce fuel bills bv a diird 
and sa\ e $1{)() a winter in an ax cr-
age h(mse in the north. Hecau.se a 
gas heating unit leaves less com­
bustion carbon it need be checked 
only every three or four years. If 
you have a forced warm air heat­
ing .system (with grille outlets, 
heat distributing ducts, a blower 
fan in a iurnace) clean or replace 
die air filter every two or three 
months. Also have vcmr .service­
man set your furnace blower 
switch for "continuous air circula-
ti(m" or C A C operation. It pro­
vides more uniform temperature 
control throughout the house and 
avoids the ups and downs that 
w aste heating energy. With a hot 
water or steam heating system, 
clean the radiators often, and, in 
winter, put reflective aluminum 
foil behind each radiator tt) reflect 
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heat back into the rooms and not 
radiate it out.side. 
I . f.oir<'r yaur ln'alinfi Iher-

moHlalM at night. \\y lnrnin<i 
your thermostat down 5 to 10 
degrees you can reduce fuel con­
sumption and save 10 pereeiil or 
more of ycmr total w inter expendi­
ture of fuel. But such savings de­
pend greatly on cmtdoor tempera­
tures. The milder the nights, the 
greater the savings. The greatest 
benefits occur when outdoor night 
temperature is about 30 degrees; 
energy saving declines when 
iiigliltime temperatures drop 
sliaiply because of the extra heat 
required to warm up vonr hon.se 
the next inoniing. So if your 
thermostat is .set in the sixties at 
bedtime and the temperature goes 
to /.ero outdoors yon W D I I I con­
serve any energy. It isn't wise, 
moreover, to turn down the 
dierniostat at all on lO-degree 
nights. Or to lower it for possible 
20-degree temperatures even in an 
exceptionally well insulated house. 
You may save fuel but you could 
damage the healing plant by a 
shaip start-up acceleration next 
morning. You need not keep 
changing the thermostat anyway if 
you have a clock thermostat, 
which automatically lowers die 
house temperature at night and 
turns it up al a preset morning 
time. 

Hanv up an hat u-alvr ume. 

Next to your heating system the 
hot-water heater is the greatest 
single user of energy in Hie house. 
So tlie less water you heat and 
keep heated, the more energy 
you ll save. Tuni dovyn the ihermo-
stat setting on the water heater to 
"medium" or lower. It will pro­
duce 130 to 140 degree water, 
which is enough for all ordinary 
purpo.ses. (The dial is usually lo­
cated at die front, at die bottom of 
the unit.) A typical dishwasher 
needs hotter, 180 degree water, 
but usually has its own integral 
heater. 

Good household habits can also 
help sa\'e energy. Rememl)er that 
cold water can be used for wash­
ing many clothes; .showers take 25 
to 50 percent less water than filling 
a tul); leaky faucets waste energy 
as well as water. You should also 
check the hot-water heater pipes 
and in.sulate them to insure faster 
response at hot-water faucets. If

your water is hard and high in 
mineral eontent, drain a pail of 
water from your tank once a 
nionth to prevent .sediment huikl 
up. It reduces heating efficiency. 
ti. 1'inldlv If our rvfrifft'rator. 
Although it uses only a modest 
amount of electricity each operat­
ing hour, your refrigerator rates 
high in total energy amsumption 
annually because it runs t\veiil\-
four hours a day year round. Re­
place any door gaskets that ]<'.ik 
cold air and increase the refrigera­
tor's demand for more energy. And 
defrost regukulv; don't let frost ac-
cimiulate in refrigerator or freezer 
because it too ups the demand lor 
operating power. Frost-free mod­
els avoid tliis build up but use 
more kilowatts of energy annuallv. 
When you buy a new refrigerator, 
particularly a refrigerator-freezer 
combination, look for a new 
energy-conserver model with new 
power-saver featvues and im­
proved insulation thai also pre­
serves the refrigerator's contents 
I mger during a power failure. It 
has a higher first C(«t but operat­
ing savings over the years repay 
the e.xtra purcha.se price. .And 
place your refrigerator or freezer 
so it has breathing room at both 
back and sides and provides veiiti-
laticm for the condenser coils be­
hind and under it. An automatic 
ice maker in refrigerator, inciden­
tally, takes virtually no more ener­
gy than ice making travs or about 
the .same as a .separate ice-cube 
maker. Ice is ice regardless of how 
it is made. 

7. Be rnt'rgff eonnvioiiH ivhvn 
if»u rook. It is important that 
you operate ranges correctly and 
follow .sensible cooking practices 
in your kitchen if you want to save 
power. Reread the range instruc­
tion booklet (or send for a new 
one if you've lost the original en­
closing the range model number 
and 50c). This is particularly wise 
with an electric range and oven, 
which have an astronomical ap­
petite for power consumption. 
Efficient operation of the range 
consists mainly of basic, familiar 
rules: Don't leave the heating ele­
ments of the range top or oven on 
after cooking; don't over-roast, 
over-boil, don't oven peek and let 
out heat, use flat-bottomed, 
straight-sided pans that make full 
contact with the heating elements 
especially with an electric range. 
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.\ tvpical self-cleaning oven 
uses less total energv a year tlian 
vou'd .suspect. Based on one clean­
ing cycle per month it takes only 
about 20 to 30 kilowatt hours of 
electricity a year or 2.5 kilowatt 
hours per month according to the 
Association of Home AppHance 
Manufactiu-ers. That applies lo a 
pyrolylic type of oven. .'Actual 
p ) U ( T consumption is 60 kilowatts 
a year but at least half of that is 
offset by savings gained by the 
oven's high-efficiency in.sulatioii. 
So a .self-cleaning oven may be 
well justified, particularly if you 
balance it out by saving power on 
the major energy consumers in the 
house. In consid«Mini!; eleelrical 
appliances vou .should know that 
there are two basic allv dillen nt 
kinds. One turns electrical energy 
into heat and would include the 
l.'ot-uater heater, range, toaster, 
eiillce maker, and liair drier. They 
generally re({uire large amounts of 
operating electricity. Kleclric m )-
tor-driven appliances, such as the 
mixer, blender, disliwa.sher, vac­
uum cleaner, are the other kind 
where a motor accomplishes a 
great deal of work froiu a citm-
parali\ely small am )unt of elec­
trical energy. Many labor-saving 
appliances arc m:)tor dri\cn and 
there is no need to feel guilty 
about using them if thev are pro­
perly and cffieiently operated. Hut 
ilon't leave a heat-from-electricity-
colfee maker on the cooktop all 
morning. You could run vour dish­
washer through two or more c:)m-
plete washing cycles with the 
amount of energv vou would save. 
n. Itrdarr ihr heal load on 
ifour air rondiiioning HifHirin. 
In summer vour air conditioning 
svstem has to combat the hot sun 
shilling down on vour hou.se. It is 
the .source of most heat entering it 
and the amount of energy the air 
conditioning system has to expend 
largely depends on how much sun 
heat gets indoors. Luckily, ample 
insulation added to ceilings, roof, 
and walls to keep out the cold (as 
we described earlier) also lias tlie 
inestimable benefit of keeping out 
the heat. So insulate ceilings, roof, 
and walls thoroughlv. .Knd prox'ide 
shade for all windows expo.sed to 
direct sun. Awnings and (mtdoor 
blinds will do this and trees and 
simibbery. They block the .sun's 
rays before they get into the house

I f i t operates at a moderate level 
around the clock i t sh;)uld om-
sume no more p:)wer than if you 
shut i t down. This may seem i l ­
logical but it w i l l lake eonsider-
able extra energy to remo\ e the 
heat accumulaled during your ab­
sence, more than if you leave i t (m 
a moderate level. A compromise 
measure might be to raise the ther­
mostat a few degrees for less cool­
ing power when you are away. 
Then i t won't overcool. Another 
eoji.sideration is that i f you return 
to a hot house in late afternoon, 
the energy demanded to cool it 
down may come during the peak 
load time for the p.)wer company's 
electric generators. 

I n selecting a central air condi-
li(mer or a room cooler get an 
energy-con.ser\er model. I t , too, 
like the new energy-con.server re­
frigerator, sa\ es power and oper­
ating expense. Mannfaclurers of 
room units are now listing ihe "en-
rvj^v effieienev ratio" ol snch 
e(|nipment. an in\aluable index of 
tin- abilitv of the conditioner to 
o n v e r l eleetiieal p:)wer loeooling. 
In llie name plate ol the unit, its 
eooling p.m er. expres.sed in l iTU's 
(British Thermal I ' n i t s ) , and the 
cleelrie power in walls needed to 
operate it are indiealed. Div iding 
llie eooling power bv the watts 
w i l l g i \ e von the energv elfiei<'nev 
ratio of the eondilioner. Tlie high­
er the ratio the heller beeau.se a 
high ralio means more efficient, 
less wastefnl energv eonsnmplion 
ill id less operating cost. The best 
iziiits l ia \e efficiency ratios of 10 
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to 12 and you should not choose a 
central air conditioner of less than 
7.5 energy efficiency ralio or a 
room ct)oler of less than 8.5 ener­
gv efficieticy ratio.

But don't lei room 
temperatures drop below 40 de­
grees (to prevent frozen pipes), 
and don't close off return air grilles 
or more than ),i of the house regis­
ters in a warm-air heating .system. 
Lmuerin^ house temperatures: 
Test how many degrees you can 
lower your thermostat without 
feeling uncomfortable. For each 
degree reduction you save about 
3 percent on fuel consumption and 
cost. 

Operation of venti.latin<i fans: In 
winter don't overdo operation of 
N 'enlilatiiig fans in kitchen and 
balhnioms; ihey remove heat f rom 
the house. 
Heating the garage: Healing 
should be minimi/ed or, i f accept­
able, eliminated. 
Lighting: Room lighting can be 
lowered for energy saving and 
shut off when not in u.se. Fhiores-
cent or krvpton gas bulbs c-on-
sume less energy and last longer. 
Water ccmsenathm: Con.ser\ing 
water in bathing, washing, cook­
ing, or gardening reduces ihe 
energv needed in ptnnping it. 
Cooking: Cooking several dishes 
ill the o\en at one time is more 
ener'iv efficient than using several 
sitrlace units. 
Windbreak planting: A stand of 
trees, evergreens, or fences can 
help shield your house from win­
ter winds and cut down heal loss 
and save heating energy. Decid­
uous trees planted to shade win­
dows in summer w i l l not only re­
duce air conditioning needed to 
cool the hou.se but, when they lose 
leaves, they w i l l also admit sun in­
doors to warm it in winter. •

Energy crisis? What energy crisis? It's true 
that it's a Utile chilly around the hou.se this 
January.

It's tnie that oiu- national 
need foe energy is escalating (7 percent la.st year 
alone) a lot faster than available sources of 
energy are, that our oil imports w i l l \ye 50 per­
cent of our consumption in less than ten years— 
and that we can't control the production i n 
countries i t w i l l have to come f rom. And it's 
true that the world is running out of gas, o i l , 
and coal-forever. I f we .scrounge out every 
speck of coal dust, the most plentiful fuel , and 
strip-mine eveiy possible U.S. vein to leave a 
barren wasteland the size of half the country, 
we still have jierhajis 500 years' worth left—or 
200 to 300 sears, if we convert coal to gas and 
oil. At our present growth rate there is less than 
thirty years' worth of gas and oil lef t , according 
to tlie .National Science Foundation.

\ice president of Arthur D. Li t t le , Inc.. liead ot 
a three-part investigation of solar energy that 
w i l l , he beheves, create a whole new energ\' in­
dustry to .serve a billion-dollar market ten years 
from now. " I f I can wax Biblical, .somewhere in 
the Old Testament, shortly after God created 
the wor ld , et cetera, it sa\ s he put Man there to 
snbdue nature—and to replenish it. My accent 
is on the replenishing." 

Unt i l now. Western industrial civilization has 
tended to look ujjon tlie world in pieces, .seeing 
nature as something to be dominated and u.sed. 
Wc are just beginning to see the Earth whole. 
The shift may be as important as the prehis-
torical shift f rom man-the-hunter, who took 
what he wanted or could catch, to man-the-
farmer, who replenished his resources and pro­
vided against the morrow. 

Apollo X I helped show us how. Five years 
ago we saw our whole home for the first time 
as the astronauts looked earthward from the 
moon. That wondrous Christmas ball of a world 
wi th its swirling patterns of blue and white and 
ocher hung in the black velvet of utter infinite 
space, .so huge-and .so very, very small and 
finite. What an admirable house it is, the decor 
grandK" conceived and at the same tune rich 
and complex in detail. As a mechanism for com­
fort control, i t has features we are only begin­

ning to appreciate. I t is built to last. Powered 
by the sun—which sends no fuel b i l l for the 
energy it supplies to heat the air, run the planet-
wide jiarden, keep the winds blowing and the 
oceans blooming wi th oxygen-producing plant 
life—its operation is basicalK' self-contained, .self-
repairing. I f we cooperate. I f we can learn 
planet-keeping. 

We are learmng. And one of the most ele­
mentary, most es.sential lessons is that enerp\- is 
life. Whether \ ou measure it by calories of food 
consumed b\' plants, animals, or men, or by 
calories of fuel consumed to run machines, 
energy is what makes everything work. The 
closer you come to enough cncigy. the better 
the quality of work, the quality of l i f e - n o w 
seriously threatened as the fossil fuel stored in 
the basement of the world by millions of vears 
of geological change runs out, as our free ride 
ends. 

It's a problem, all right, but it does have 
solutions. "V\'e have very many options," .says 
Dr. Glaser, "and I believe we w i l l need all of 
them, ^ '̂e wi l l ha\e to do an awfu l lot of work, 
and we are not certain which of the options we 
are pursuing, whether nuclear, geothermal, or 
solar, wi l l have tlie best potential-but there are 
very exciting possibilities." 

S O L A R E N E R G Y 

So far. the best bet seems to be solar energy—a 
term that covers power sources as diverse as 
temperatuie differences in the ocean, green 
growing algae, and the wind. Solar energy has 
been there. literalK', since the beginning of the 
world. It's free in daily amounts 400 percent 
greater tliau we are ever likely to need, it rarely 
goes on strike, it's inexhaustible—at least for the 
next couple of billion years—and, best of all , it's 
absolutely nonpolluting. Man has used the sun 
as a power source ever since the first Neander­
thal figured out how to focus it through a hole 
to start a fire. Even industrial u.se of the stm is 
not outrageously brand new: there was a solar-
]iowered steam engine at the Paris Exposition 
in 1878. But gas, oil , and coal were .so plentiful , 
so easy, .so cheap that—except for the invention 
of the electricity-generating solar cell more than 
twenty years ago—little was ever done to de­
velop the sun's potential. Now we need i t . 

And i t looks like we are going to have i t . I t 
w i l l come in two forms: a.s electricity and as 

h y S a n d r a O d d i 

Jieat. Getting electricity f rom the sun is the mo 
complicated jiioccss. W'c might build huge sol 
reflectors to concentrate heat on boilers th 
generate electricity by steam—like the 1500-w;i 
Bnssian plaiil ni-.ir Tashkent. Or we might u 
solar batteries, one fo rm of which looks like thi ' 
blue cellophane streaked with silver, spread 
arrays over our roofs, in walls or on antenn; 
jx)ssibly strung like tents over parking lots. Su 
focusing min'ors ma\' sprout on solar farms 
the sunny Southwest. We may get clectrici 
beamed to us f rom a butterfly-winged satelli 
launched out of the earth's shadow into twent 
four-hour sunshine. Or we may get it Irom 
boat floating on the ocean, dangling a he 
pump. 

Every new house buil t might have its o\ 
.solar collector, or we may bu>' electricity alrea( 
produced a.s we do now—or we might re 
equipment the way we do telephones, frc 
companies who.sc business it is to keep .sol 
energy coining in. 

This isn't guesswork. Each of these is a d 
tinct possibilitx fairly soon. In Newark, Del.—n 
one of the country's sunniest places—the Institii 
of Energy Conversion of the University of Del 
ware, headed by Dr. Karl Boer, has just bn 
Solar One, a sun-powered houses that generat 
80 jjercent of its own electrical needs. 

The solar satellite is a project headed by E 
Gl.iser. soon as a working space shuttle is d 
veloped to make round trips between satellit 
and the earth—something NASA expects to a 
eomplish in tlie next few years-it w i l l be techn 
logicalK- and economicall)' feasible. 

Dr . and Mrs. Aden .\leincl. wi th financii 
f rom Itek. have recenlh' left the Umversity 
Arizona to form Helio. Inc.. and begin the pr 
cess of solar energy-farming. Iloneyw ell and tl 
Uni\ersity of .Miimesota also have a solar far 
project. One scjuare mile covered wi th solar d 
\ices operating at only 10 percent efficiency (tl 
standard coal-fired plant loins at 35-40 perce 
efficiencx ) could produce ISO.000 kilowatts.

Solar ciicigy takes many other forms. Here 
are some ticklers, many of them theoretically 
jiossible rijihf now. or actually in limited use. 

Biological methods. Bacteria are being put to 
work to produce gas, oil . and charcoal f rom or­
ganic materials that run the gamut f rom algae— 
encoinagctl to run w i l d over ponds by carelul 
additions of tilings like old phosphate-filled 
dishwater, then harvested—to the by-products 
oi p ig farms, to city sewage. On a do-it-yourself 
level, methane production f rom farm manure is 
probably the furthest along. Richard Shuttle-
worth and the .Mother Earth News have a dem­
onstration plant gt)ing in Redkey. Ind. L . John 
I"'r\'. a South . \ fr ican pig farmer now in Santa 
Barbara, built a plant that ran a 13-hor.sepower 
engine day and night for six years. Only trou­
ble was that it needed about 2 tons of maiuire a 
day to run-possible for a pig farmer or a city, 
but ratlu-r impractical for a private individual. 
Thi r t \ gallons a day, the amount a typical house­
hold might produce, w i l l light one l ightbulb 
and boil one pot of water.

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Wide-open to nature 

he new 
super garden bath 
Unless you believe in nothing but cold showers, one of the most voluptuous things 

in the world is bathing in the open air. Not swimming, which, however pleasant, 
boils down to exercise, but soaking in a deep tub set in a garden. If it sounds 

incredible, it is not. House & Garden's new super bath was designed by William 
Machado and associate Norman Diekman to be a bath-refuge—a pavilion quite apart 
from its parent house, with only a covered passageway as a connecting arm. In this 
modern annex, which you can add to an old house or plan for in a new one, you can 
relax in the sunlight, or, if you want to, in the rain. This pleasure is made possible by 
a huge glass wall that, sliding at a 45-degree angle, disappears into the ground with 
the push of a button. And there you are outdoors in your tub, with a little water garden 
at arm's length and, crossing it, a bridge to the swimming pool only a few feet away. 

J 

Although it is a romantic supplement to the bathrooms in the main house, the garden bath is not 
a plaything: It holds all the conventional necessities—a shower, washbasins, toilet, and bidet. 
These familiars are housed in a little less than half the 20-by-26 feet of space required for the 
pavilion. To bring overhead light to the dressing-counter, above, a fixed, slanted glass skylight 
at ceiling height runs wall-to-wall and is screened with a bamboo roller blind. This area of the 
room stops at the edge of the garden, left, where one steps down from the bare wood floor to 
the velvet of greensward—real grass, no fakery—cut with a half-size lawn mower. At one end is 
the soaking tub (by Kohler, as are all the fixtures). Beautifully blue and 20 inches deep, it per­
mits the bather a luxurious degree of immersion. Beyond the lawn is the water garden, crossed 
by a gently bowed bridge, more graceful than a flat platform, that leads to the swimming pool. 



At the end of the gallery-passageway from the main house, 
left, shallow steps climb to a platform that, in a sense, 
forms a foyer for the room beyond.

he super 
stays green summer or winter 

W f ithout the total enclosure it needs to work for twelve months 
of the year, a garden bath designed only for summer plea­
sure is an indulgence that, to most people, would not be 

worth the investment. But because of its ingenious engineering, the 
super bath is as much a garden in January as June. Its disappearing 
glass wall, of course, is the answer to leveling the ups and downs 
of our climate. Closed in winter, it seals in warmth so that grass and 
flowers thrive with the same healthiness they would have in a green­
house. A temperature of around 70 degrees is agreeable to most 
growing things, and certainly not d/sagreeable to a bather soaking 
in hot water. A watering can takes care of potted plants—even with 
a little work, the grass. The water garden, consisting entirely of 
aquatic plants, fends for itself. And on a winter's day, it should 
be doubly pleasant to lie in a hot tub and peer out at drifting snow.

One wood, red oak, is used in the super bath for the flooring, the washbasin-dr 
ing counter, and waier garden bridge, left. The oak planking, by Bruce, is 
pale because it is completely unfinished—no filler, no stain, no varnish. It w 
only the soft sheen that nature gave it. A scrubbed look. The ceiling and all 
one wall are paneled in "Sanspray," a product of U. S. Plywood created by b 
ing finely crushed stone to plywood. The effect is of a crystalline surface, shimi 
ing, faintly opalescent. The entire wall behind the dressing counter, abovi 
covered in a mirroring Plexiglas with all the reflecting power of a perfect loo 
glass that extends right to the floor to give the tub-bather an indoor view of 
outdoors.

Although the garden bath is primarily a 
daytime room, it is beautifully lighted at night by a series of wall fixtures inspired by rice-
paper lanterns.

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Delicious quick meals in a\A/ok 
e're the only two-wok, one-car fam­

ily I know. We ha\ e a city wok cele-
hraling its twenty-fourth birthday this 

August, and a country wok going on eleven. I 
come by my admiration ff)r this unique cook­
ing utensil quite naturally, having been born 
in China where I was first introduced to the 
wonders of the wok bv a sweet and beautiful 
lad\', who came to take care of me when I was 
tinee. Iler name was Ta Mei Mei. It was in 
Shanghai, and we lived in a ver\' large old 
house in the midst of beautiful grnunds—in 
one corner of which was a smaller building 
where all the household help lived. It was the 
custom in those davs for the Chinese who 
worked for foreign families to be paid a food 
allowance, in addition to their wages, so that 
ihev could cook in their own (|uarters the foods 
thai plea.sed them. I t was vnj custom in those 
(l.i\ s lo accompany Ta Mei Mei whenever she 
went back to her quarters to cook herself a 
meal, which she very often .shared with me, 
and then return for a meal with my parents 
lalci-. Mv love for food showed itself verv earh 
—watching l a Mei Mei cook at her wok, and, 
in later years, watching sidewalk vendors of all 
sorts of delectable foods in Shanghai cooking 
at their woks. Then, too, seeing woks used in 
the kitchens of private homes in Shanghai I 
was witness to its adaptability to almost everv

method of cooking and the wide range of 
([uantities that this single pan can accommo­
date . . . from a teaspoonful of parsley to a 
whole duck. And it will cook whatever ilic 
(quantity, in whichever method it"s necessary to 
cook it, lo ab.solute perfection. It will toss-fold 
(usually called stir iry), deep fry, brai.se, 
poach, steam, sinnner soups, boil noodles, roast 
chestmUs, bake yams; it will even smoke foods. 

I'm so accustomed to a wok and find it .so 
irreplaceal)le that when we go away for any 
length of time I take the wok with me. I 
wouldn't stir without it! It has traveled with us 
to Denmark, the British Isles, Italy, Israel, llic 
Bahamas. California. Washington, and on in­
numerable camping trips, one of which w as a 
three-week trip in a mobile home. On tho.se 
camping trips, the fuel we used was the orig-
uial wok fuel, charcoal or wood. This the most 
ancient of cooking utensils, still being pro­
duced, was designed in its half moon shape for 
several reasims; one to con.servc fuel, difFienlt 
and expensive to come bv in former times, an­
other to conserve space. 

We often have Chinese food at home. But I 
don't u.se the wok only lor Chinese cooking. 
Sometimes I use it to brown beef, which I'm 
going to use in a stew, or to brown a pot roast. 
It's much easier.than in a frying pan or a deep-
sided pan, which might capture tlie steam and 
not brown the meat nearly so ([uicklv and effi­
ciently as a wok. I've used it for making beef 
stroganolf. I think it works for a paella better 
than any other pan unless you have an enor­
mous wood fire and a paella pan. It .seems to 
me that the wok is the best utensil for deep 
frying too, because the hot oil won't bubble 
over. I've used it for deep-frying raised dough, 
piroshki, samosa (which are deep-fried Indian 
turnovers of a very light unusual d(mgh), 
raised doughnuts, lacos, and fried chicken. 
The wok will deep-fry a great quantity of 
food, given time, in a much smaller amount of 
oil. So it's time saving and economical as well. 
In my 16-inch-diameter wok, in a quart and

half of oil, I can deep fry (me and a quarti 
breaded, sectioned fryers at a time. 

The wok is good for preparing vegetables 
g(» into stews or as the base for baked, braise^ 
or roasted meals or fowl. A mirepoi.x can't I 
more simply or (juickly prepared than it can 
a wok. Onions can be cooked in large quan 
ties. 

I can't imagine a more nourishmenl-conser 
ing wav of cooking vegetables than loss-fol 
frying them in a wok. They are beautiful 
color, good in texture and most nourishii 
pnwided vou don't overcook. 

Wok cooking is great for dieters. With a I 
tie bit of oil, you can cook mountains of vej 
tables with a very little bit of meat so that t 
total calorie count is so small you can ev 
afford lo splurge and have a cup of rice with 

Mv favorite wedding present to give a frie

F/.s7i of up to about 3 pjunds 
are generally eviscerated, scales 
removed, fish washed, but other­
wise, left intact to be cooked 
whole by steaming, deep frying, 
or frying. Large fish are usually 
cut into cubes for toss-fold-frving 
or sliced for stir-frx'ing or steam­
ing. 

Meats are most often sliced on a 

deep, double diagonal into ribbons 
about 2)-! inches kmg and up to Ji 
inch wide by inch thick. 

Garlic cloves are usually skinned 
and left whole to be smashed into 
one larger, flat unit. 

Preparations for cooking in a 
wok are m:)re detailed since the 
actual cooking time is verv short 
and re(juires that all the ingredi­
ents for a given dish be "at the 
ready" when it's time to cook—all 
the cleaning, slicing, soaking, 
measuring must have been fin­
ished. I prefer to have all the in-
grtidients for a given dish, each in 
its own ccmtainer, on a single plat­
ter or lined up in rows, each row 
made up of all the components 
for each dish. I group together 
tho.se ingredients that go in first, 
then the next in the order and the 
next, winding up with the pre-
mea.sured drv sea.sonings (mimo-
sodium glutamate. salt, sugar) and 
then the liquids (soya or com 
starch ombined with stock or 
w ater, if thickening is needed). In­
dividual plastic ice cul)c forms or 
individual cream and jam contain­
ers (saved from meals served in 
airplanes) are good for small in­
gredients. Sesame oil is the (me in­
gredient I never put in a separate 
container: just put the bottle in 
its place in die line-up. 

Sesame oil, added for seasoning 
as a rule, is used sparingly and in­
cluded in a dish after it's cooked 
and the flame has been turned off. 
Pour .several drops onto tlie bot­
tom of upturned wok .spatula and 
dribble cveuFv over the surface of 
the cooked food. Toss-stir to mix 
in thoroughly the sesame oil. 

Marinades for meals, fowl, and 
some fish dishes generally call for 
a combination of .soya and a l iee 
wine (for which .some other light 
grain liquor may be substitnled ' 
or drv vermouth, .sherrv. and some­
times an egg white along with 
some other seasonings. 

When a large portion of grated 
ginger is called for in a mari­
nade, be sure not to exceed 20 
minutes marinating time. 

Oils: The oils least intrasive in 
flavor are peanut and com oil. 
Thev are acceptable for Chinese 
dishes. Olive oil for wok cooking 
is acceptable for those dislies. oth­
er than Chinese, in which the olive 
oil flavor is desirable. Cottonseed 
oil or "vegetable oil" mixtures or 
hydrogenated vegetable oils have 
decided flavors too stnmg for C'hi-
nese, as well as most other di.shes. 
l"'ried chicken is sweeter, more 
chicken-flavored when fried in 
peanut or com oil rather than anv

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Creme Brulee 
Step by step to a fabulous make-ahead dessert 

Crcnie Hrulee is an elegant, 
rich (les.sert, which can be 
jDiepared ahead for a party 

or (hiuier. It is a light, not .sweet 
baked cnstard topped by a crLsp 
( H I I K I I V caramel cnist. It is the 
contrast between the tender cus­
tard and the crunchy caramel cmst 
that makes this one of the great 
desserts. Creme Brulee (pro­
nounced krem-broola'), brulee 
meaning burnt or caramelized, is 
deceptiveh' simple to make and it 
is a great make-ahead dessert for 
the hostess whose time is at a pre­
mium. This recipe from Mrs. Da­
vid W'artels (who takes you 
through each stage in the pictures 
below) is from the New York Jun­
ior League cookbf)ok to be pub­

lished in the fall by Doubleday. 
The custard may be made 2 to 

.5 (la\s in advance and stored in 
the refrigerator well wrapped. It 
should i)e well chilled before the 
final caramelizing takes place. Do 
not freeze the custard. The sugar 
crust should not be made more 
than a day in advance or it may 
lo.se its crunch. Having the cus­
tard well chilled before carameliz­
ing, eliminates the necessity of set­
ting the dish in a pan of ice cubes 
to prevent the custard from melt­
ing under the broiler. 

A vanilla bean gives an especial­
ly nice flavor to the custard al­
though vou could u.se 2 to 3 table­
spoons of \ anilla flavoring made bv 
infusing vanilla bean in cognac or 

very dark rum (Myers is good), for 
at least 2 to 3 weeks. A little of this 
H;i\(>ring can be used in combina­
tion with a bean in the custard or 
use 3 teaspoons of vanilla extract. 

The caramehzing is not difficult 
if you are cautious. I f one part of 
the sugar starts to burn, put a tiny 
piece of foil over it or pull out from 
under broiler. Rotate dish as nec-
e.ssary under broiler to make 
browning and caramelizing even. 
Creme Brulee may be ser\ ed warm 
a few miimtes after it comes out of 
the broiler, or if you make it in ad­
vance, allow to cool a few minutes 
tlien refrigerate uncovered or 
lightlv covered. Remo\'e from re­
frigerator at least 30 minutes be­
fore ser\-ing. It is important to put

sugar topping on custard just b 
fore broiling. If sugar is left tc 
long it will harden and not car 
melize nicely.

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Rum— 
the sunshine drink 

you may only think of rum as 
fun to drink, but that is 
probably because you have 
never meandered much in 

the Caribbean where the real thing 
is made and rum is a way of lile. 
Listen to Mona Defour, an amber 
skinned twenty-two-year-old-Trin-
idadian beauty on the subject. "Let 
us not," she admonishes sternly, 
"look at rum as a thing that just 
keeps us happy, because it can be 
used in manv other ways! 

"It is one of the best ingredients 
for seasonin" meat" she continues, 
" especially wild game killed in the 
forests. It preserves meat, ridding 
it of its wild taste and adding a 
new flavor. It is also used for soak­
ing fruit in preparation for making 
wedding and Christmas cakes, and 
impro\"es the flavor of freshly made 
orange and grapefruit juice. 

"Long ago, mothers did not 
know about Johnson's Baby Cream 
or oil wash. They kept their babies 
bodies smooth and free from rash 
by mi.xing rum and coconut oil 
together and rubbing their babies 
with it. 1 can still remember when­
ever we had a headache and we 
had no tablets of Limacol al home, 
we used to soak our heads witli 
rum and the headache would dis­
appear." Trinidad sounds a won­
derful place for hangovers. 

Hut that is not all. Mona says 
that, "whenever a child had pneu­
monia, the older women mixed 
nutmeg, soft candle wax, and rum 
together and rubbed the child with 
it. I never dieaded having tooth­
aches because I usually soaked my 
bad tooth with rum. This is as 
good as a)caine. .Many of the older 
folks use it as a guard against ill 
health. I f at any time they should 
fall or hurt themselves in any way 
they will soak a green papaw in 
rum and drink it, .so as to melt the 
clots of blood inside them." Well, 
that brings us back to fun-rum 
things to drink, for rum is a most 
niixable and bleudable alcohol. 

Rum is a spirit distilled either 
from sugar cane juice, in the old-
fashioned way. or from molasses. 
The United States is the world's 
largest producer of rum from 
"blackstraj)." In Colonial days, 
nim was used as ballast when 

ships returned empty to Europe 
after a slave trip Westward. Mora­
vian missionaries shared space 
with these more volatile spirits in 
the old "mm and Bible ships" to 
Labrador for preachments in the 
earlv davs of this century. 

Rum is made wherever sugar 
grows, even Rus.sia makes .some. 
But the Caribbean is its true home 
where some of it is as smooth as a 
fine licpieur brandy. In the islands 
most people drink it almost as soon 
as it comes out of the still. But it is 
probably preferable to wait for a 
blender, a sort of .spirituous ad­
viser, to marry the various t\pes 
and give you a legitimately wed­
ded and properly mature blend. 
This takes about three years, but 
rum contirmes to improve in oak 
casks for tv\ enty years or more. 

Almost whollv confined to sail­
ors in its early davs, rum drinking 
became popular during the cock­
tail eia after the First World War. 
Rum's flavor depends on the esters 
(or impurities) in it, and there arc 
almost as manv fla\'ors as there are 
islands in the Caribbean. Rums 
tend to be darker and heavier the 
farther south you get. Jamaican 
and Nhirtiniquais rums are the 
most highly flavored, with two or 
three times as much esters as the 
US made stuff, and five times as 
much as the light Cubaji version. 

Some Jamaican rum is like a 
black syrup it is so thick, while 
Barilla nun from Puerto Rico is al­
most as clear as gin. British Gui-
anan Demarara has things like 
plums, raisins, and spice added to 
give it a fniity taste. Pale gold 
Cuban rum is made from molasses. 
Barbados lums are often flavored 
with bitter ahnonds, sherry, and 
even raw steak! 

Old New England was once a 
big rum producing area, and the 
tax on rum was one of the irritants 
that helped to bring on the lio.stcm 
Tea Party and the Birth of a Na­
tion. In fact, Paul Revere is said to 
ha\'e stopped for a tot of rum be­
fore setting oft on his famous ride— 
whether to bolster his coiuage or 
to keep warm is a moot point. 

In the French islands where 
some of the best aged rum is made, 
they still speak Creole. Not to be 

by Henry McNulty 
wnfused with pidgin, Creole is a 
mixture of French or English and 
African dialects. Today it is a true 
language on its own—the final evo­
lution of nuxing dialects-and used 
by entire populations. Pidgin is 
the specialized talk once used by 
Colonists and their employees try­
ing to understand each other. 

Being both French and West 
Indian, the cui.sine of the Antilles 
is as delectable as its drinks, es­
pecially seafood like "feroce" (salt 
cod roasted and shredded in a hot 
onion sauce laced with pimiento, 
mashed avocado, and manioc 
flonr), or "matoulou " (boiled crab 
with rice) typically eaten on Eas­
ter .Monday picnics. In Paris, neai-
St. Gennain-de.s-Pres, a bar ealletl 
La Rhumerie makes all manner of 
Creole potions. There vou can 
sample one of the best of the dark 
rums, Rhum St. James, from Mar­
tinique, made by slow distilling of 
pure sugar-cane juice—amljcr, 
aged, and delicious. 

Rum is what makes tlie Caribbe­
an world go round, and tlie na­
tional drink, no matter what na­
tion \-ou iiia\' \ isil is Hum l* i in r l i . 
slightly var\'ing from place to 
place, but basically similar. The 
Trinidadian version is made by 
mixing 1 bottle of dark rum with 
.syrup (made with VA pounds cane 
sugar in 1 quart of water, boiled 
until the sugar dis.solves), the juice 
of 8 limes, and several da.shes an-
gostura bitters. Stir well and .serve 
with crushed ice and a cherry. 
Sprinkle each drink with ginger or 
nutmeg. The longer it's kept, the 
better it becomes, so make a lot 
and keep it cold. 

Another version is l*imrli-i»-
rr<'iia4>. 111 is needs 6 egg volks 
beaten into 2 tins of evaporated 
milk and 1 tin condensed milk 
(depending on how rich and sweet 
you like i t ) , until the mixture is 
thick and creamy. Into this pour 
Is bottle dark rum, add several 
da.shes angostura. sprinkle the 
drinks with nutmeg and enjoy. 

But the real way to drink rum— 
the way its inventors do—is as fol­
lows. "Ever since I can remember,' 
says Mona, my source of all rum 
knowledge, " I have been drinking 
rum. Every Trinidadian loves rum,

and knows how to enjoy it. It is an 
art. Unlike whi.skey, mm is not 
mixed with water or ice, and it is 
not a drink to be sipped. First you 
pour out tlie amount you can drink 
in a mm gla.ss; open your mouth, 
pour tins slowlv down your throat 
and swallow immediately. Yt)u can 
cha.se it with water or a .soft drink. 
Then all that is left in your mouth 
is the cool-buming taste and 
smell." 

The strongest drink in Mona's 
lexicon is a perilous potion, "com-
m(mlv knowni as T.D.L. [Trinidad 
Dangennis Licjuorl, and only very 
strong people can drink it. Other 
f;i\(iriles are Old Oak. Black La­
bel, White Star, and Vat 19, and a 
verv popular one that comes from 
barbados called Mount Gay 
Eclipse. 

Even the local population finds 
these a bit tough to drink straight, 
she .says. "In the olden days the 
only soft drink that could be found 
was cocrmut water, so they formed 
a mixture with rum and coconut 
water and thought i t made a 
smooth blend. This mixture is still 
popular among the older folks." 

MoiKi's own invention is " L i ­
q u o r " made with sorrel. Make a 
lisaiie 1)\- pouring boiling water on 
half a pound of sorrel flowers, from 
which the seeds have beai re­
moved (she means petals). Let 
this cool, and strain the petals out, 
sweeten to taste. MLx 1 pint of this 
infusion with 1 pint of rum and let 
it stand for five days. Drink it then, 
neat, as an after-dinner liqueur. 
Another good liqueur-like concoc­
tion is made with coconut, green 
ones preferably, but "up North" 
dry. brov\ni ones wil l do. Bash in 
one of the eyes, pour out tlie milk 
and fill the nut with young mm. 
The white type is best for this. 
Plug the hole and leave it for six 
months—the longer the mellower— 
in a cool place. Some even bury it 
in (lie ground for this aging period. 
Tlien drink it neat. 

The British are great nmi con­
noisseurs, perhaps because of their 
naval tradition that decreed that 
sailors should have tots of rum l)e-
fore going into battles, of which 
they u-sed to fight a wearisome 
number. That tradition has recent­
ly been ab;)lished. but hot rum and 
coffee. onc"e the British working 
man's morning beverage, is a 
wake-me-up still in use at Ltm-
don's Covent Garden market in the 
dawn hours. Scottish loch water, 
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bv the wav, is claimed to be ihe 
"only" thing lor reducing rum's al­
coholic strength. 

In St. Michael's .\lley, not far 
from the Bank of England, is one 
of the oldest "cauphe houses" left 
from the days of Samuel Pepys, the 
Old Jamaica Wine Hou.se. Found­
ed bv a Turk named Pasqua Rosee. 
the "best mm is obtained there' 
according to an old 1795 guide­
book, and Ro.ses Jamaica Rum. 
Lemon Hart, Captain Morgan, 
Coruba. and .Myers Rums are still 
.specialties of the house. A nip or 
txvo of these nectars prepares you 
admirably for an excellent English 
meal at the George and \ ulture an 
almost equally ancient, noisy, 
crowded pub across the street. 

Some old faidifuls of the rum 
drinking set should be mentioned 
because they have been part of 
America's Heritage since the bad 
old da\s of Prohibition. Most rum 
drinks are sweet because sugar or 
sweet li(|ueur is often part of their 
recipe, but you can experiment 
with leaving out most or all of the 
sugar. A D a i q u i r i , (or iiist.r 
2 ounces Bacardi rum, I tea.spoon 
.sugar symp and the juice of I lime, 
shaken and poured over cm.shed 
ice. A Mnri«* 4;ainiit«' is 3 parts 
Martinique mm, 2 Triple Sec, 
juice of 1 lime. A Port K o v a l 
uses (me part Jamaican rnm. 1 part 
Tia Maria, 1 tea.spoon lime. This is 
supposed to cause the bells of a 
sunken church off Port Royal to 
peal at each ministration. A Bl«i 
l l u l l c r c d is 3 ounces Jamaican 
mm. 3 cloves, 1 tea.spoon brown 
sugar, pinch of cinnamtm, 1 tea­
spoon unsalted butter. Dissolve die 
sugar in a tall glass in a bit of hot 
w ater, add the rest of the ingredi­
ents. Stand a .spoon in the glass 
and fill with hot water. 

Try an M . . I . P . for a drv rum 
drink. This is a jigger of dark rum. 
juice of half a pink grapefruit, no 
sugar, lots of ice, stir and drink. 

The thing to have, besides a 
good mm drink inside vou, is what 
tlie Creoles call a "ti-mousse," or 
little monster. This is a sort of pri­
vate sprite born from an egg laid 
by a black hen on Good Friday and 
hatched by holding it in your arm­
pit. This goblin eats nothing but 
meat and is entirely devoted to its 
owner. If you own one, you will 
succeed in everything you under­
take, which is es.sential for ama­
teur cooks and bartenders—hir in­
stance, to pre\ent curdling in: 

Hum l'hirk<'u Frlra.«*.M'««. a 
French .Antilles dish: Cut a chick­
en in quarters and brown the 
pieces in a casserole in butter. Add 
a quarter pound chopped musli-
rooms, saute for a minute, then 
pour in a warmed cupful of Ja­
maican or Martinique mm. Flame 
it. Pour in 2 cups bouillon, salt, 
pepper and let simmer for half an 
hour. At the last moment add a 
sauce of M cup thick cream, which 
vou have heated and mixed with 2 
beaten eggs. (This is where you 
need a "ti-mousse"). Let this cook 
over a k)W flame for about one min­
ute. Serve garmshed with tomatoes 
that vou have cut in half and .sau­
teed quickly in a little butter. 

K u m F r o n r i i DroN.sinif is an­
other exotic wav to use mm, and 
wonderful on green (jr mixed sal­
ads. Three table.spoons olive oil, 1 
tablespoon lemon juice. 1 table­
spoon light Ronrico mm, 1 tea­
spoon minced .spring onion, 1 lea-
spoon minced parslev, i* teaspoon 
drv mustard, dash of VVorcester-
.shire sauce, salt and pepper. .Mix 
them all thoroughly. 

Or for eating with a mm punch, 
\-oii mi'j:lil like l l i i iu ani l <iiar-
<l«>nia s a n d u i i - i ioN. Marinate the 
petals from (me or more gardenias 
(one way to use those old cor­
sages), depending on how much 
ai'oma you can take, for a few 
hours. On buttered white bread, 
.spread thinl\- sliced cucumber, and 
on each slice lay 1 or 2 gardenia 
petals. Spread on mayoimaise to 
your liking, cover with another 
slice of bread, and diere's your 
tropical sandwich. 

Then there is Hum l»o l . an old 
German idea that can be bodi im-
liibed and ingested. Fill a large 
(iiiitainer that can be tightly 
closed with layers of sliced fmit— 
banana.s, pineapple, and orange 
are good together; or plums, cher­
ries and apples—pour in enough 
rum to cover the fruit and let it 
stand for a week or more. Th.e l i ­
quor becomes very fruitv and 
makes delicious sipping, while the 
fruit itself is marvelous over ice 
cream. 

.And to cap the climax, or top 
off the whole business, vou mav 
improN c both your health and your 
looks with proper applications of 
a bottle of French of London's 
r u m sl ianipoo. taken externallv. 
of course, which, I understand, is 
suppo.sed to be obtainable in most 
fancy dmgstores. •

energy is where you find it, and 
the clever Icelanders are taking 

full advantage of two energy sources 
with which their island is blessed. Guests 
at Icelandic Airlines Loftledir Hotel in 
Reykjavik are pleasantly surprised to 
find fresh flowers on tables in the din­
ing room. But it is even more surpris­
ing to be told that the flowers come from 
greenhouses heated by natural hot wa­
ter. This comes from geysers that have 
been tapped, or from wells, some drilled 
as much as a mile deep. The greenhouse, 
right, grows hibiscus, with escaping 
steam from a hot-water well rising just 
outside. Other ranges produce roses, 
primulas, and just about everything 
you'd find in a greenhouse anywhere. 
Artificial light, a prime necessity during 
sunless winter days up there near the Arctic Circle, comes from electricity generated by 1 
water power with which Iceland is generously endowed. It goes without saying, of course, tt 
the same hot water and electricity furnish heat and light for Icelandic houses and office bui 
ings. House plants are as important in Icelandic decoration as they are in the U.S., and gard 
centers are as common there as here. Some of these greenhouse-garden shop combinatic 
are quite elaborate, where visitors find no incongruity in walking under a bougainvillea vi 
blossoming in tropical luxuriance. The hot core of the earth comes close to the surface in li 
land, which makes tapping it relatively easy. But the same heat lies underground everywhe 
so it would seem to be only a question of developing means of reaching down for it.

Ocean temperature. The surface of the ocean 
betweeji the Tropics of Cancer and Capricorn 
never cb"ops below 82 degrees. Two thousand 
feet down, the temperature rarely rises above 
3>S degrees. By exploiting ibe difference in tem­
perature, seieniists estimate tbev could turn out 
one B T l ' of heat for every pound of wann 
w ater flowing through the beat pump. 

Each of these methods is renew able—that is, 
tbe power source w ill ne\ er run out.

biside its sceniiii'4l\ innocent envelope of rock 
and soil and water, the earth is a .seething 
molten cauldron. Trapping and using that heat 
and that energy seems very practical although 
then- are some serious environmental problems 
to consider (what happens, for instance, if you 
upset the temperature balance in the vicinitv 
.-f a geological fault: earthquakes?). MR 11212, 
now in the House of liepresentatives, would 
provide $80 million for the study and imple­
mentation of geothermal energy. 
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We have used the force of falling w ater to turn 
electric generators for decades—but the spill­
ways of giant dams or waterfalls like Niagara 
are not the only places where ma.s.ses of mo\ ing 
water can be convenientlv trapped. Under seri­
ous study lor hydroelectric generation are the 
Bays of Fundy and the I'a.ssanuujuocUlv. where 
tidal bores—tliose huge waves of water that 
mark the turning of the tides in .some places-
can be set to work. 

N U C L E A R E N E R G Y 

This is probably the big one for the years im­
mediately after fos.sil fuels beamie imjiossibK' 
scarce and expensive, and before renewable 
sources like .solar energv are InlK' de\cloped. 
There are twenty-nine nuclear fission power 
plants in operation in the U.S. now, fiftv-seven 
more under construction and seventy-six are 
being planned (as of Januarv .31, 1973). These 
162 generators will add fO percent to (mr exist­
ing output. Thev hav e all the i^roblems of fo.ssil-
fuel generators plus a lew of their own: Their 
liiel is scarce and irreplaceable, tlie\' pose se­
rious air, land, and water pollution problems, 
they are extremely expen.sive to build and op­
erate, and they are big—a cooling pond of aboiit 
1,.5()0 acres is neeessar\' even for a small plant. 
Breeder reactors, which create more radioacti\'e 
material than they use, would solve the fuel 
j)roblem—and compound radioactive waste pol­
lution problems beyond ccmceiving. Scientists 
ha\e vet to find a wav to "dispf)se" of wastes, 
which take thousands ol vears to degenerate. 

If the technology of nuclear fusion can be 
soK .-d. man\- problems will disappear-but the 
development time looks longer and more costK 
than for many renewable-energy systems. 

E N E R G Y M A N A G E M E N T 

Energy management, the single most important 
attack on the inuncdiate energy dilemma, is the 
u.se made of energy we already ha\e. and it's 
one place where the private individual can 
make a real chfference. If we all foHow A. M. 
Watkins's rules on page 24 we could save several 
pcrcrnt.i^c j )o i i i t s in animal consumption witli-
out affecting our standard ol li\ ing. And there 
are steps new-home builders can take that not 
only sa\ e energy but improve comfort and (inal-
itv too. Here are a few: 

"W hals outside?" should l)e the first (|uestion 
the builder and bu\ er of a hou.se ask. Where is 
the prevailing wind? Where w ill the sun rise? 
What shade is there? By eliminating windows 
on the north, heating costs are cut. B\- locating 
breeze-catching windows east and west, by 
|)laiiting trees to use the climate-control .system 
the planet already has. b\- letting natural breezes 

blow, summers inside will be cooler. 
"What materials?" is the next question. The 

technologv of temperature comfort has existed 
for centuries. Old adobe houses in the South­
west are cool in the daytime, warm at night. In 
W est Pakistan, thick walls keep out heat while 
rooftop .scoops pull prevailing winds into cellars 
to cool before they blow through the building. 
,111(1 slanting roofs channel rainwater into bar­
rels in the courtvards. Americans can u.se in.sul-
ation, and we are beginning to try tricks like 
half-burying boiuses in the cooling earth. 

"What will it cost, in energy, to run?" That"> 
a (juestion that mortgaging banks ask as a mat­
ter of course—and that homeowners rarely reall\ 
consider. One well-known Boston contractoi 
sa\'s onh' one client has ever asked, in his tliirt\ 
fi\e vears in business. It can make a huge dif 
ierence. "Say in five years solar heating and cool 
ing add<-d $4,000 to the cost of a $20,000 hoase," 
.says Dr. Wilbur. "You say, •.$4,0(M)-tIiai s l idic 
ulous." But once it's installed there are no run 
niiig c-osls. You amortize it over twenty y. .us 
anci it knocks $30 to $40 off your montlil; 
budget." .At the moment, solai- heating, cooling 
and electrical generation are more likely to cos 
over $100,000. But the same point applies. 

"Wlien it's finished, what kind of efficienc 
c m I demand from m\ machines?" .Anvbod 
buying an appliance ought to ask this—and i 
will probablv stump the salesman, though on! 
for the next few months. There are I U D u a\s I 
a.ssess appliance efficiency: one is tliroii'j,li it 
Energy Efficiency Ratio, or E E U . a measun 
meni likelv to be a legal re(|uireinent soon. Som 
companies, like .Montgoinerv Ward, ha\c ai 
ticipated events b\' listing it voluntarilv. Th 
other mediod is to demand a life-cycle co; 
rather than a simple purchase price. New Yoi 
City, for example, now does all its buying on th 
liasis of life-cycle costs—how mucli an aii' coi 
ditioner. .say, will cost to accjuire and upcnn 
over the estimated seven years of its life. 

All sorts of things are going to have to I 
built belter, to last longer, becau.se e\erv mai 
ufacturing process consumes more energv. / 
consumers, we can and should demand th 
loudly: we will, after all, be the benefici;irie 
with betler-(|iialit\' goods. Hecvcling will hel] 
the Heynolds .Almuiiium (.'o. estimates that r 
using aluminum cans lakes only 5 percent of tl 
energy necessary to extract aluminum from or 

The next ten years will be the hardest of tl 
eiK'rgy dilemma. To ea.se them, we must all g 
used to new habits-simple, \irtuous things lil 
turning off lights, asing public transportatio 
recycling everything we can lav our hands o 
I iirbiug our consumer reflexes; and more coi 
plicated things like learning how to plan o 
houses, our towns, and our cities. If we can c 
energy consumption now. we'll probablv ha 
enough gas, oil, and coal to get us through tl 
coming years of change.
