fike Hans Christian Andersen's little girl whose 

red shoes wouldn't let her stop dancing, people 

who love American glass can't slop collecting. 

\or do they want to. Indefatigable, they hunt 

until the\ find what thev want, which they usually 

do, unless it is a piece ol Steuben glass designed by 

Frederick Carder during the first third of this 

century. To come by, 111is is a trophy that requires 

the patience ol a saint. Mr. ('aider was an English- 

man who came to this country in L903 and estab- 

lished in Coming, N.Y., the Steuben Class Works, 

an independent firm, which in 1918 became a 

division of the Corning Glass Works. (Steuben is 

the name ol Coming's county.) In a lew vears. 

Carder had revolutionized the industry, at least in 

its design aspect. A combination of visionary and 

artisan, he probablv came as close to genius in his 

field as has anyone. Paradoxically, he was a clas- 

sicist—and also a revolutionary. 

This was the period of Art Nouveau, that astound- 

ing style based on natural lornis that today we find 

somewhat more extravagant than natural. Carder 

admired it, but interpreted it in his own wav in 

untold forms and colors, lie designed everything 

from table services (some ol them included six 

different stemmed glasses for as many wines—a test 

for even a prestigious w inc cellar) to cologne bottles 

that looked as though they were made ol precious 

gems to bowls ol Vcrrc dc Soic—a. glass invented bv 

( 'aider that looks and I eels like frozen silk. Me never 

stopped creating new techniques, new formulas. His 

colors were ravishing and arrived at in such compli- 

cated wavs as incorporating crushed glass ol one 

color with molten glass ol another, and then en- 

closing the whole—a vase, a bowl—in clear crystal. 

Sometimes he would combine three layers ot color 

to produce a curious tint neither he nor anyone else 

knew could exist outside nature. His lavorite he 

called Plum Jade. He loved the work ol the ancients 

and learned how to reproduce the 

iridescent "lass ol the Pharaohs, lie 

engraved and etched glass, however, and hi: 

triumph, to him, he called Intarsia, the Italian wore 

for inlaid wood, and produced by an intricate tech 

nique whereby a design in colored glass was encased 

between two layers ol clear crystal. The three layers 

had a total thickness ol less than ,'i ol an inch. Ih 

began experimenting with this process in 1916, and 

when he thought it was perfect, so did the Metro- 

politan Museum of Art, who exhibited it in 1925. 

Today, levver than 100 examples of Intarsia are 

known to exist, and most ol them are tucked away 

like gold in museums. 

And that is why the collector is apt to go slightly, 

mad tracking down his quarry. Occasionally, some 

ol the Carder pieces appear at estate auctions, but 

not often. There isn t that much of it. Sometimes a 

plate or two can be wheedled out of a friend or be 

found sitting like a dusty jewel on a back shelf in 

an antiques shop. And the (act that the glass ceased 

being made in 1932, when Mr. Carder retired, helps 

not at all. It was the year that colored glass, as most 

things do, went out ol style, and after thirty years 

ol pleasant profit-making, Steuben began to lose 

money. 

J lie   only   obvious   answer   was a   change   ol 

V image, and the man who changed it was 

^m Arthur A. Houghton, Jr., who became presi- 

^M^y dent ol the company. Young, inexperienced, 

but enormously aware (his great-grandfather was 

the founder of Corning Glass), he knew that the 

pendulum had to swing as far to the left as it had 

to the right (or vice versa), and proceeded accord- 

ingly. Willi two associates, John M. Gates, an 

architect, and Sidney Waugh, a sculptor, Houghton 

initiated the new regime. Where ('aider's glass had 

been as resplendent as a rainbow, Houghton's was 

absolutely colorless, pure, and, at first, austere. The 

early pieces, mostly tableware, were more utilitarian 

than decorative, but thev bore the stamp ol elegance 

Kit made them then, as now, unique. In time, 

because Houghton loved sculp- 

ine and painting, he insti- 

gated the creation of the 

decorative object—not 

utilitarian at all, simply

something beautiful to look at and wonder how it had ever taken 

form. Inspired by legends, nature, and poetry, they were poems in 

themselves—sculptured ones. Some designs were one-of-a-kind, or 

made in a limited number; others can still be commissioned if one 

can afford the not inconsiderable price. 

Which brings us right back to the subject of collecting. These are 

not (in the sense of old pressed glass goblets) "collectable" objects 

(except for museums and millionaires), and while most of them can 

be seen at the Corning Museum ol Glass, this involves traveling, not 

easy if you live in the far reaches of Texas or Nebraska. Which is 

what inspired the Toledo Museum of Art, noted for its collections of 

glass, to pose the idea ol a traveling exhibit that would cross the 

country (even go to Canada) over a period ol two years, a "road 

show' that would perform in nine different museums. (Sec schedule,' 

below.) Delighted with the idea. Steuben immediately went to work 

assembling the collection, borrowing bom its own museum and any 

others that owned an important piece. The glass travels like royalty in 

specially designed cases with felt-lined top sections that look like 

\itrines. and lighted as carefully as a tableau in the theatre—some- 

times with incandescent light, sometimes with fluorescent tubes, 

depending on the nature of the glass. 

■V JVA non '' 's bine to move on to the next city, the glass goes 

MB / into a lower compartment filled with "pigeonholes" that 

^^y^m^y fit them like a glo\ c, and all interstices are filled with a 

plastic packing material. Then oil go the travelers, safe as houses. 

About one quarter of the exhibit consists of Carder designs, the 

rest is drawn from the Houghton period. Some are so magnificent 

that they have been gilts of state to other countries. Others are so 

simple that thev are meant to be lived with and used every daw 

Always, the emphasis is on the crystal itself and the cycle it has run 

bom glorious color to its present and unique colorlessness, purity, 

and optical brilliance. In either case, the glass is startlinglv olive— 

a great achievement in the craftsmanship ol American glass-making. 

We are fortunate to have it, if onlv to look at it in museums, because 

there is nothing quite like it anywhere in the world. ■

A PROGRESS REPORT 

New ways to COM$ti'Ol

Here it is January again, and chil- 
ly. Gas is in short supply again. 
We arc not surprised. There's still 
a margin of time, but we're one 
year further into a very difficult 
energy situation. It is, as the title of 
a recently published Ford Founda- 
tion energy project report says, A 
Time to Choose. 

More and more evidently, the 
best choices seem to be the natural 
ones—wind, sun, and water. Ener- 
gy sources that are alternatives to 
fossil fuel, that don't have to be 
strip-mined or broken down by 
burning, that have been around as 
long as the world has—but that are 
suddenly new and young and ur- 
gent. Of the companies handling 
the equipment lor alternate forms 
of energy, perhaps half are less 
than two years old. They're formed 
of idealists, individualists, people 
who are concerned for the environ- 
ment—and who also happen to be, 
it seems, hard-headed technicians. 
Groups of people in Vermont, 
Colorado, New York, Massachu- 
setts, and California have begun to 
try to build comfortable, viable 
communities that do not depend 
on the use of fossil fuels. And 
the building committee for one 
Middle Western church is seri- 
ously looking for ways to put the 
sun to work for its graceful Gothic 

sanctuary. 
Things are still not moving near- 

ly fast enough to suit many con- 
cerned and aware people. Most 
government programs in alternate 

energy to date have been good 
programs, but they've been for in- 
stitutions—schools, office build- 

ings, hospitals. Private citizens are 
beginning to do it for themselves. 

It is, perhaps, a turning point in 
national character and conscious- 
ness. So far all our approaches to 
energy have been encouragements 
of use and of waste. Now we have 
reached the end of the throw -it- 
aw av era. From now on, the slo- 
gans must be: Build it better, use 
it longer, value it more. Because, 
lo borrow a slogan Irom fashion, 
we are going to have to get back 
lo basics, and il leels good.

"Basics'' means, at this point, 
conserving the lossil energy we 
have left, and finding replace- 
ments for it. Energy conservation 
is more than a matter of switching 
ofl lights. Without a reorientation 
in thinking, old habits quickly re- 
assert themselves. But once a com- 
mitment to conservation is made, 
once a house becomes a habitat, 
some new patterns become obvi- 
ous. Soon, big-time energy spend- 
ers look like, well, the last of the 
big-lime spenders. Several new 
ways of looking at household 
goods and machinery may help. 
UiV-eyHe «*«StS. This is the 
big step. Acquire major home ap- 
pliances not on the basis of what 
thev cost to buy, but on what they 
cost to buy. operate, and service. 
\ $400 refrigerator, for instance, 
will actually cost about 81,100 
oxer the eight years of its normal 
lifespan, according to a study done 
at M.I.T. The owner of a S500 col- 
or television set might expect to 
spend another 8500 during its 
usable life, 35 percent of that for 
repairs. A 8600 set might be a bet- 
ter bargain, if it cost less on a life- 
cvcle-cost basis. The life-cycle cost 
of a heating system is probably the 
most significant single figure in the 
cost—in energy and money—of a 
house. A solar healing system may 
cost from 83,000 to 85,000 to install 
but the operating costs are virtual- 
ly nil. Electric healing is much less 
expensive to install, but its life 
cycle costs are staggering—80 per 
million BTUs (at 3c a kilowatt 
hour), compared with 83.20 for 
solar heat, according to Dr. G. G. 
S/ego, president of Enter-Technol- 
ogy. Find out life-evcle costs Irom 
manufacturers.

rates) to put one aluminum soda 
can on vour grocer's shelf, accord- 
ing lo a studv done !>v Dr. R. Ste- 
phen Berry of the University of 
Chicago. II 25 percent ol the alu- 
minum were recycled, it would 
have cost 1.7 kwhr, saving 22 per- 
cent of the energy for more im- 
portant things. Everv product ol a 
manufacturing process can he 
evaluated this wav. Even though 
plastic hags are a petroleum prod- 
uct, for instance, ihcv still cost less 
energy to produce than paper hags 
do (and they can he reused)—so 
the energy conservationist prefers 
them. Your consumers vote, cast 
thoughtfully through what you 
huv, can have a real effect. ("Ener- 
gy Thrift in Packaging and Mar- 
keting,' a summary of Dr. Berry's 
findings, is available for $1.25 from 
llie Department of Chemistry, 
University ol Chicago, 5735 S. El- 
lis Street, Chicago, 111. 60637.) 

With these two principles in 
mind, carefully examine your pat- 
terns ol energy use, remembering 
that even/tiling involves energy. 
I low can you cut net cost (and 
sometimes it takes some digging to 

find out what that cost is)? How 
can you reduce life-cycle cost? 
What's being wasted? What have 
you got that you can use better? 
Meanwhile . . . don't forget to turn 
off the lights and keep the thermo- 
stat down. 

With all the good will in the 
world, the individual citizen is not 
accountable for more than about 5 
percent of the savings possible 
through energy conservation. Resi- 
dential use ol energy accounts for 
less than one fifth of the national 
pie-chart of energy use. But the 
individual citizen can still do a sur- 
prising amount, with a certain 
amount ol determination, to free 
himself from the total domination 
of petroleum and commercially 

generated electricity. Eree fuel 
abounds around us, pollution-free, 
constantly renewed, in sunlight 

and in the wind. 
"I'd have to agree that anybody 

building a new house now, without 
considering the use ol solar heat- 
ing, would be foolish,"' says Dr. 
Szego. It's the most easily avail- 
able new energy resource. Enough 
sun hills on the U.S. daily to sup 
ply all our present needs with col- 
lectors on .2 percent of our land- 
mass, even if we collected il ;tl no 
more   than   lite  presently   possible 

10 percent efficiency, according lo 
Van Citters, manager of informa- 
tion services for General Electric. 

A recent G.E. survey indicated 
that -40 million of the 60 million 
new houses that will be built by 
the year 2000 will have the capac- 
ity for solar heat. If present con- 
sumer (rends continue, only 4/2 
million will actually have it—but 
20 years later, 44 million houses 
will be heated by the sun. Even 
now, even in northern parts of the 
country (where interest in solar 
heat seems to be stronger, despite 
less sun ), a solar installation can be 
expected to supply between 60 

and NO percent of heating needs. 
Last year at this time, there were 
less than a dozen solar-heated 
houses in this country. This year, 
the best guess is that there are 
more than 100 in construction, the 
first results of the "thousands and 
thousands of requests for informa- 
tion" reported bv those few indus- 
tries that make solar heating: 
equipment. 

Solar heating and cooling o 
houses still have massive problems, 
but they are mostly problems of 
economics and esthetics, not tech- 
nology. If you should want to add 
solar heat to your house, new or 
old, here's what you would need: 

• A good south-southwestern 
exposure. 

• Some place—roof, garden 
house wall—to put solar collectors 
Thev should be placed at an angle: 
close to 45 degrees where thev will 
receive the most possible sunlight 

• Some solar collectors. Yoi 
can buy one, design your own, oi 
build one from existing plans. Col 
lectors are basically flat black sur- 
faces that absorb heat from tin 
sun, insulated behind and coverec 
with glass in front to keep heal 
from escaping. Air, water or other1 

fluid circulates oxer the plate and 
carries the heat away to be used'

nasty habit of disappearing at 
night and, sometimes, during the 
dav too. The most effective storage 
method so far is also out- ot the 

simplest—and the most cumber- 
some. A l,5()0-to-3,()()0 gallon wa- 
ter tank is surrounded by small 
rocks. Water heated in the collec- 
tors is stored in the tank, heating 
the rocks. Air is forced through the 
hot rocks and used to heat the 
house. Dr. Harrv Thomason, who 
built the first ot five solar-heated 
houses in Washington, D.C., near- 
ly fifteen years ago, savs he can 
store heal for tour to seven davs 
this wav. Heat can also be stored in 
eutectic salts, chemicals that melt 
in the heat ot the sun and recrvstal- 
li/.e when it gets eold, releasing 
heat. 

• An auxiliary system. Until 
storage and collectors are a little 
more efficient, the sun cant do 

everything. The back-up system— 
probably the original heating sys- 
tem in an older house, or a very 
small conventional unit in a new 

pagi 

houst—starts up when the thermo- 
stat  drops below   a certain   point. 

• A heal pump might help. It 
concentrates heat from outside ait 
—even below-freezing air—or from 
solar collectors, and dumps il in- 
side the house. General Electric, 
which expects to sell nearly a mil- 
lion of them litis year, estimates 
thai a heat pump can increase the 
efficiency ol any heating system by 
nearly 50 percent. 

Using the sun to generate elec- 
tricity is far more difficult and far 
more expensive than using it to 
produce heat. It's done with solar 
batteries, wafers of silicon or cad- 
mium sulfide crystals that encour- 
age charged electrons to travel 
when they're exposed to light, gen- 
erating electricity. It costs, saws 
Robert Johnson, marketing man- 
ager of Solar Energy Systems, 
some 850 to 870 a watt to do it. 
Solar cells have been installed in 
some experimental houses, but so 
far, their real use has been to pow-

Barn living 
on many levels 
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How to make the best use of space is becoming more and more of a challenge in the seventies. 
For instance, designing a kitchen that not only works, but is also pretty enough to eat in with guests— 
in a space only 15 feet square, the size of a smallish average kitchen in a house or apartment. William 
Machado and his associate, Norman Diekman, who designed the 1975 Super Kitchen for House & 
Garden with Corning and Formica, went even further. This kitchen opens up by the use of sliding 
doors into the dining room, see plan, below, thus doubling the entertaining space and showing just 
how flexible a small kitchen can be. 
A small kitchen demands ingenuity of design. Sliding doors, for instance, mean that you can steal space from

EDiTon's NOTE: Charles Moore, 
many of whose houses have ap- 
pcared in House 6- Garden, has 
been head of the architecture 
schools at Yale and Berkeley and is 
now Professor of Architecture at the 
University of California at Los 
Angeles. Recently, with tivo other 
architects—Gerald Allen, an editor

In detailing the choices that are in- 
volved in achieving a successful 
house, the authors have drawn on 
their own experience as practicing 
architects and on their study of the 
houses of the past. Here, Charles 
Moore, drawing on the book and his 
own experience, suggests some ways 
to get more house for your money. 

Getting the most for 
your money is getting the 
things you care about in a 
house; waste comes in 
paying for tilings you 
don't care about.

On the other hand, if sleep- 
ing in a closet would drive you crazy 
and you like to wake up in a big 
room, then that's what you ought to 
have. Or maybe some of the rooms 
you want can be combined. For in- 
stance, il a dining room is not some- 
thing you care a lot about but a 
library is, you can certainly have a 
library that becomes a dining room 
on the occasions when you need one. 

Making check lists will help you 
identify the components of your 
house and the choices that you have 
—even if you are buying a ready- 
made house instead of building. The 
quality ol the space you have is just 
as important as the amount. The 
biggest, best-equipped kitchen you 
can plan won't make you happy if 
you like to cook in a sunny place 
and it isn't. In our book. The Place 
of Houses, we've worked out a ten- 
point questionnaire to help people 
visualize the kind of space they want 
lor what they do. Co through the 
days you'd like to spend, answering 
the following ten questions for each 
action of the clay (how and where 
you'd like to be, for example, when 
you get up in the morning, take a 
bath, eat breakfast, work on your 
household accounts, or on your 
needlepoint, fix lunch, read a book, 
cook dinner, welcome friends, mix 
drinks, eat dinner, talk after dinner).

Often there 
is not that much difference in space 
or pleasure between a $35,000 house 
and a $40,000 house. But the dif- 
ference in money lets you have some- 
thing you really want —a pool, 
maybe, or a luxurious bathroom or a 
really great garden room—a place 
that is everything you want it to be, 
but is just not included in the nor- 
mal format of a house. 

Excitement, it seems to me, comes 
in a house where there is some kind 
of vivid imbalance of effort, when 
effort has been put just on the things 
that really matter to the people who 
live in it.

Decorators tell you 

how to 
get more 

ready every da decorating 
for your 
dollar BY PATRICIA CORBIN 

House & Garden asked leading designers to give their ideas on how to 
get more out of the decorating dollar, particularly today with rising 
costs. All the designers had definite views, bringing their personal 
thoughts to the problems of decorating and giving specific ways of get- 
ting more for money spent. 

"Everybody has to work within a budget, no matter how rich he is," 
says Joseph Braswcll, "and whenever you spend money, you should 
spend with caution." He agrees, as all the designers do, that a total plan 
is necessary. "It must be like the script of a play, every facet thought out 
with a projected timetable—and that means all levels of living in terms of 
a lighting program, a color program, a furniture program, and so on. 
After all, living creatively, in harmony and peace, is the best value for 
your money." 

David Easton and Michael La Rocca define value as twofold: getting 
your money's worth in dollars, and getting your money's worth in esthet- 
ics. "To get the most out of money, you have to define yourself: How 
do you live, what do you want? We have to have a reassessment of 
values, in ourselves and in our surroundings. If you want to buy value, 
remember, the simplest things are the purest, and the most valuable." 

"Put more thought into what you buy," say Nancy Goslee and John 
Robert Moore;II. "Style is free, you must have value in yourself. Use 
your personality and grow with a room. Pamper what you have. Add 
to that with care, and do not be inhibited by what other people have 
or what other people like." 

"In decorating a room you can save money by losing some precon- 
ceived ideas," explains Ronald Bricke. "For instance, some people think 
that windows and beds should always be covered up, but often that 
isn't necessary. Particularly, if there is pretty light from the windows. 
And when pillowslips and sheets are coordinated with handsome blank- 
ets or comforters." 

Angelo Donghia believes that there are perennial money savers that 
will always give a big effect for less spending: wallcoverings and slip- 
covers. "Whether you have a tiny apartment or a big house, you can 
cover more space with pattern; and for fabrics, think of using sheets. 
They're still the best bargains for materials. For a bedroom you can 
use a top sheet for a bedspread; have it quilted and it doubles as a 
comforter. I think, too, that inexpensive pillows can make a big decorat- 
ing statement; you can have them as small as pincushions or as 
large as mattresses. All the variables can be used in a room to 
make it cozy and warm with color." 

Architectural designer Martin Lipsitt says that large masses 
of color and texture can bring the most daring transformations 
with the most magical results. "Most of us make changes in our 
surroundings to keep up with the changes we're constantly 
making in ourselves. It's a process that never stops, and getting 
the most change for the least amount of money is a nice habit 
to get into. You can cover a lot of decorating ground quickly by 
the lavish use of beautiful but less extravagant materials. Use pol- 

ished cotton and woven straw instead of polished steel an 
Betty Sherrill agrees:  "You want to get maximum 

money, and paint can do it. Floors can be painted, stencil 
tern and protected with polyurethane. Windows needn't ha 
curtaining—you can use slim Levolor blinds. Bringing coloi 
is always good value; you can  do it with books, pillows 
yourself in  needlework or patchwork;  or have  one  colorful 
and use it on all the sofas and chairs." 

Alexandra Stoddard, author of Style for Living (Doubleda > 
few fine possessions give quality to a room, and a plan of action 
be to go from room to room, removing the mistakes and clutter, 
things in shopping bags and either give them to charity or sell them. 
Rooms shouldn't be clogged up, because there is no space for p< 
Everything should be gleaming and meticulous—fresh paint, polished 
floors, clean windows, flowers and green plants. A room should be party- 
ready every day. It's not how you spend your money on new posses- 

sions; the most important thing is spending your money 
to maintain what you have. Get the Mr. Fix-its to re- 
pair and refurbish." 

David Barrett has advice for the young with few 
possessions:   "Don't buy  anything trendy.   Basics  are 

best, like solid upholstered furniture, comfortable and long-lasting." 
Ellen McGluskey thinks that one of the best values for a room is what 

goes on the walls. "When you walk into a room, you see everything at 
eye level. It's important to cover sinful architecture with paint or pattern 
and to concentrate on the 'eyes' of the room: the windows and pictures. 
Prints and drawings can be made important with mat- 
ting and beautiful frames. Windows can give an uplift 
with gay chintz." 

In Robert Metzger's opinion, background is all im- 
portant, too. "Color and fabric can give the most im- 
pact, make the most success of a room." He advises 
a*nyone thinking of changing or adding to a room to 
stay away from gimmicks and tricks, and to concen- 
trate instead on permanence and classicism. "Every 
purchase must be evaluated carefully, and in order 
to choose, you must familiarize yourself with every- 
thing available. Nothing should be a whim." 

Vladimir Kagan is firmly against what he calls "dis- 
posable decorating." "Put your money in permanent 
items, furniture that will be as attractive tomorrow as it is today- 
nothing frivolous, but things that are utilitarian, comfortable, that pos- 
sess good style and excellent quality." 

"If you get poor quality construction in furniture, even though it 
may look good and cost less, then you've spent your money uselessly," 
says Ruben de Saavedra. 

Mark Hampton thinks that a lovely piece of furniture may be expen- 
sive because of its great quality. "If you want one extravagant thing, 
you have to count it as an investment on a long-term basis." 

"The best quality is the most you can get for your money," is Mario 
Buatta's advice. "If you buy a really well-made piece of furniture, you 
know your dollars are well-spent because that furniture will last." He 
also prefers slipcovers to upholstery. "Upholstery gets soiled so last that 
I have sofas and chairs covered in cotton twill, then slipcovered, and 
everything can be easily taken off and cleaned." 

Robert Perkins cautions that decorating not done to a basic plan is 
usually decorating with waste. "If you do things hodgepodge, you're 
apt to make mistakes. His tricks for dollar saving are to invest in a few 
big pieces of furniture, instead of having more little ones. "You get a 
solid substantial room; and it looks more comfortable and settled." lie 
also thinks that if you cover your soft furniture in one color it brings 
unity, giving the space a more finished look. "Cotton materials arc the 
great bargains for curtains, slipcovers—less expensive and you don't 
spend as much for your fabrics as you do lor your furniture." 

"With labor costing more," John Rieck says "the decoratin 
dollar can go much further if you can do much of tin 
yourself. Old-fashioned elbow grease saves mone) ; 
thing you can make yourself will give you a great sense   ; 

Louis Bromante has the last word: "If you arc 
whether adding, changing, or starting fresl 
whole house, then think of it as a project  th< 
must approve of.

Put them i 
ture greenhouse you can make from a plastic bread bo> 
box, terrarium, fishtank, anything with a clear lid, or use a flower 
pot or food container covered with a plastic bag. Take 3 to 4 
cuttings just below a leaf node; insert in moist vermiculite, perlite, 
or porous mix. Keep in a warm spot, out of direct sun, or under 
artificial light. In 3-6 weeks well-rooted cuttings can be potted up. 
Plants need humidity; boost it by misting foliage daily.  (Some 
household liquids come in spray bottles you can rinse and use.) 
Always water deeply, thoroughly, with tepid water when the soil 
approaches dryness but before the plant wilts. Overwatering ruins 
plants and runs up the water bill, so when in doubt—don't. Feed 
lightly, too. Many good growers feed with every watering but sug- 
gest a dilute solution of lA teaspoon plant food per gallon of water. 
As for pests, wash or spray with a sudsy detergent first, then in- 
quire about safe pesticides or systemics made for indoor use.

Architect Paul Heyer succeeded in designing a living room, a bath, an 
entire apartment around a hexagonal, tropical greenhouse. Roughly 12-by-6 feet, it has glass and 
waterproof Sheetrock panels framed by 2-x-4's. A brick and sand floor was laid over polyurethane 
sheets. Three fluorescent units, each with four High Output tubes, are suspended by chains from 
the high ceiling and give good growing light 12 hours a day. The temperature range is 68 to 85 de- 
grees, while humidity stays at a high 70 percent. There are a heater, humidifier, humidistat, faucet, 
and hose. Ventilation is provided by a jalousie transom in the door and a fan facing it. All wires are 
grounded.

-The best laid plansof land developers often go awry because of nature's refusal to 
be consistently flat. So we have what is called the "hopeless" plot—too narrow, toe 
steep, too hedged in by adjacent houses. Yet^the land may be well located," laden 
with trees, and despite its lack of breadth, highly desirable. This, in Seattle, Wash., 
is such a site, and on it architect David Fukui designed a house for himself and his 
wife that is only 29 feet wide, yet has the psychological feel of being built on a 
half-acre lot. For privacy (a narrow lot's challenge), he had to be a bit unconven- 
tional Faceted like a prism, the house, 1,-crisscrosses its site, see plan, below, so 
that its'windows are angled away from neighboring houses rather than staring into 
them. Reversing the procedure of active areas downstairs and quiet ones above, 
bedrooms are on the first floor, while living room, dining room, and kitchen are on 
the second—leafily screened by treetops, the best curtains in the world. The most 
unusual feature of the house, however—and what really makes it work—is the 
center stair hall (the Fukuis, who are both American-born Japanese, call it"The 
Street"), 2, a two-story-high gallery with metal staircase painted terra-cotta red, 
pretty with pale mushroom walls, and a sloping glass skylight for a roof.

More for your money in a make-over 

Before, house and its three rooms 
Before remodeling, this was a typical, 
pleasant but tiny three-room weekend 
house. Patterned wallpaper and slipcov- 
ers didn't help its rather ordinary rooms. 
After, opened up and all-white, a place 
where light plays all day, it seems like a 
big house. Its owner, Miki Denhof, has 
gained responsive space to live in indoors 
and out, but extensive changes look more 
drastic than they really are—rooms, 
roof, all but one wall remain the same. 

The first question was where to steal space. With 
the help of designer Gina Beadle, Mrs. Denhof 
found that even small houses can have a sur- 
prising amount tucked away. First, the ceiling 
came off, I. opening an overhead triangle to the 
roof. Old ceiling joists were bunched, then boxed 
in to make beams. Planks applied to strengthen 
roof make triangles at beams and emphasize 
"psychological space" gained by removing ceil- 
ing. As do the indirect lights, controlled by rheo- 
stats, along the beams' upper sides. The back 
wall was moved out 4 feet to make a dining area. 
Stripping away interior walls from the fireplace 
to expose the chimney, which rises eccentrically 
to the middle of the roof, also opened up a 5-foot 
hall, once a dark tunnel. The bedroom, 2. got 
new windows and, by moving a door from its 
front to its side, a closet twice as easy to get at. 
An attic stairway gave way to let-down stairs and 
the kitchen, :». gained two closets. New cabi- 
nets,  a  little  rearrangement  finished  the  job.

Consider what you'll use a canned good for to 
determine what form to buy it in —it is silly to 
buy solid tuna instead oi chunk when il will be 
flaked for salad, or whole tomatoes instead of 
crushed lor sauce or soup. 

Itememhcr when you huy packaged, 
prepared convenience foods that you are 
paying much more than double for them on a 
price per-pound basis. 

.Make every cent count nutritionally. 
for instance, substitute fresh fruit and vegetables 
for expensive, low-nutritive snacks. 

Consider the cleaniny products you 
use and consolidate. Often one product actu- 
ally does all the work lor which you have three. 

When buying nine, check case prices. 
Shops in many states by law ofler a discount if 
buying by the case.

your butcher 
Many people find it pays to go to a butcher or 
fish market instead of always buying prccut, pre- 
wrapped meat or fish. You can get exactly what 
you want, and also bones and trimmings for 
stocks, soups. 

investiyate meat or veyetable cooper- 
atives. The best seem to be small, about ten to 
twelve members, who know each others cook- 
ing habits so that purchases are truly usable. 

Learn about meat grades. Choice is best 
for economizing and if properly aged by a good 
butcher, flavor and tenderness. There is more 
waste in the more tender prime. 

I.earn meat cuts. Which have a lot of bone 
and waste? 

estimate the actual meat weight. 
Chuck is a good all-around beef cut—it can be 
used for braising   stewing, ground meat dishes. 

Everywhere people are changing 
their meat buying—and eating—habits to 
less. Shoppers are buying more poultry and 
fish, and looking for protein in other sources 
such as eggs, peas and beans, and cheese, then 
buying more vegetables to fill out the meal. 

Lesser-known cuts of meat are often 
less expensive because there is less de- 
mand. Veal and lamb shanks, ribs, and breasts 
are still good buys. A steak such as round or 
shoulder, marinated to tenderize it, can be as 
flavorful as a porterhouse. Beef liver cut in strips, 
cooked quickly can  be as lovely as calf's liver. 

Look for sales and specials, buy in 
quuntity, rewrap properly in freezer tvrap 
(which keeps out air), weigh, label, and freeze. 
Meat prices used to be seasonal, but no longer. 

Itealize that you pay for hotting and 
cutting. Veal is more expensive cut into scallo- 
pine than il bought as a piece; beef fillet, more 
cut into mignons than whole; chicken breasts, 
boned than whole; fish, filleted than whole. It 
pays to learn to cut your own meat, but at the 
same time, you must balance time spent against 
money saved. 

Huy and cook enouyh for two or more 
meals—count on leftovers. Roasts thus are a 
good buy: a whole leg of lamb can yield chops 
for one meal, then the roast and leftovers for two 
or more meals.

In 
a pan stew the onions gentlv in 2 
tablespoons butter for about Yi houi 
without letting them color.

More wine 
for your money 

Good, inexpensive wines to stock up on 
there are many good, inex- 

pensive wines in the stores now 
waiting for you to discover. If 
you find one that looks inter- 

esting, try it; if vou like it, buy 
a case, which usually carries a 
10 percent discount. Here are 
some favorites of people who love 
wine and love to entertain. Most 
are well distributed; the prices 
are approximate and will vary 
somewhat   across   the  country. 

A fan of wine for parties, James 
Beard, together with many oi his 
friends, likes to serve a sparkling 
one and a dry white one. His favor- 
ite, Itoyer Strut illim, de 
Manes, a sparkling wine from the 
Savoie, $4.99, served along with 
Saint Verun. a white wine from 
the lower Burgundy area, $2.99. 
Mr. Beard serves these wines as 
they are and also with a splash ol 
black currant, strawberry, or rasp- 
berry liqueur. "Sparkling wine is 
lovely with a drop or two ol anv of 
these fruit flavorings; the wine 
lakes on a beautiful wash of color." 

Suzanne Taylor, see her party 
page 94, and her playwright hus- 
band, Samuel Taylor, have their 
own favorite jug wines, which 
come in fifths as well as the half 
and full gallons. Mentis Martini 
Mann tain Red, $4.85 half gal- 
lon, they find a robust, Ires'h red 
wine; Italian Swiss Colony 
IShinesheller, ,$2.69 half gallon; 
Hallo Chablis Mane. $2.89; Al- 
maden Mountain White Cha- 
blis. $3.50, are their picks. 

"It is sometimes fun to serve a 
red and a white wine together fur 
dinner," suggests Julie Dannen- 
haum. "I have friends who don't 
like red wine and you should al- 
ways be able to drink what vou 
like, so i copy the Italians who 
serve both a red and a while simul- 
taneously at formal dinners."

"It's festive, easy 
to serve, and inexpensive in the 
long run, as vou don't usually drink 
more than two or three glasses. If 
a guest asks for wine as an aperitif.

$3.99 a half gallon. As an inexpen- 
sive wine to serve with dinner, I 
like Saint Veran 1**711. $2.99 or 
Cunan de llrem I9ti9. $3. 

From the new wines, Women's 
Wear Daily's food and wine writ- 
er Doris Tobias picks Gallo's new 
selection of varietal wines; a great 
value for a party at $2 a bottle and 
$4 a magnum. "I like the Hullo 
Chenin Mane for a white, the 
llurbern for a red, and the new 
Taylor American Chablis at 
$1.85 a fifth, $4.19 a half gallon is 
a good new one from New York- 
State. " "Easy to drink and gentle 
on the budget," she says of 
Hr in a 11 A Cie St lane Superior 
and ISouye Superior from 
Monsieur Henri, a magnum, 48 
ounces, for $2.99, "it comes in a 
large Bordeaux Style bottle that 
looks nice on the dining table." 
Miss Tobias also likes Grey 
Goose lAehfraumileh. a gentle 
soft German wine, a double liter, 
67 ounces, for $4.49 is good value 
lor a party of eight. 

"Look for the French country 
wines." advises Jose Wilson. "Try 
one bottle, if you like it, snap up a 
ease as the price is bound to go up.

I'risse 1973, $2.89. Alexin 
lAehine's Musendet at $1.99 is 
good, and the Corbieres 1973. a 
red wine from the south of France, 
is a terrific value at $1.99." 

As an inexpensive wine aperitif 
Nika Hazelton serves a Yugosla- 
vian dry red, llepols Mostar 
Matina. $2.65, and a spicy white

The much fancied jug wine. 

Hallo Hearti/ lluryundy. $3.55 
a half gallon is the choice of Cl-eo 
K. Gruber—look for her party page 
93. It is also the one and only 
house wine at her husband Fester's 
London Chop House restaurant in 
Detroit. At home the) also like to 
serve Moudari Chenin Mune

"Magnums are great buys when 
you're having a group of people," 
suggests Emalee Chapman, who 
recommends two magnums for ten 
people; one favorite is Louis -la- 
dot Blenujolais 1972 at $9.40. 
Mrs. Chapman also picks jug 
wines—Chateau ISeye lluryun- 
dy at $3.25 a gallon, which she 
discovered at 'lades ISesiuurunt 
in San Francisco and serves at her 
bullet  for ten on page   L52.

The joy of music, the voice of someone you love, the sound of a 

bird singing, of silence—pleasures granted us by that most remark- 

able of instruments, the human ear. Not only does the ear allow 

us to hear what goes on in the world, but it also works to keep us 

on our feet. 

It consists of three parts. The outer ear is the part you see—a 

shell-like cartilage with main folds to catch the sound waves. It is 

covered b\ skin, which very closely adheres to this underlying 

cartilage. This is important, because if you get even a tiny ear in- 

fection, there is very little room for swelling, and the pain is there- 

fore much greater than \ou would expect. The cartilage of this 

outer ear continues along a canal until it meets part of the mastoid 

hone, which goes to the eardrum—a distance of roughly 1 to IT/2 

inches. This canal is lined with fine hairs and some 2,000 wax pro- 

ducing glands. Since it is covered with skin, it also contains sweat 

and sebaceous glands. The job of the outer ear is to gather sounds 

from the air and pass them on to the eardrum, which vibrates— 

these vibrations are then conducted into the inner ear. the organ 

of hearing. 

The middle ear. on the other side of the eardrum, has three tiny 

bones (the smallest hones in your bod) ). which conduct the ear- 

drums vibrations to the inner ear. The inner ear contains two very 

delicate organs, housed in the mastoid bone. I the hardest bone in 

your bod) ) the cochlea, which is shaped like a shell, and three 

small chambers, which control your balance. The cochlea contains 

the organ of Corti, which is covered with many fine hairs arranged 

like the strings on a harp. Here the vibrations of sound are changed 

into ner\e impulses and conducted to the hearing center of the 

brain. The organ of balance contains semicircular canals, filled 

with fluid, monitoring your sense of balance. If you close your 

eyes and tilt your head, you can feel it—because the fluid in these 

canals has tipped. Seasickness is the result of the malfunctioning of 

the semicircular canals—when rapid, irregular, and continuous 

v\a\cs of motion persist, your balance is disturbed. 

By the age of ten. your hearing is at its keenest—as many as 

20.000 vibrations per second. R\ thirty, its down to about IS.000. 

As you get older, your blood suppl) diminishes, and since the two 

organs of the inner ear are supplied b) onl) one blood vessel, ob- 

viously hearing is affected—it's simpl)  part of the aging process. 

There are, however, ways you can keep your ears at their finely 

tuned best, according to Dr. S. Evans Ganz. Attending Surgeon. 

Manhattan Eye, Ear and Throat Hospital, and Diplomate of the 

American  Hoard of Otolaryngology.  Here are his suggestions:

This" 
also holds true with scuba diving—if )ou have a cold, use the spray 
before \ OU di\ e.

When we moved into this house and remodeled the old hitch- 

en. we had the problem of uhere to place the kitchen 

stove. W e wanted to put it directly under one of two large 

windows. "Impossible," said the contractor. "No wav to in- 

stall the ventilating fan." "Can't do it.'" said the appliance 

dealer, "because the window sill is lower than the hark of 

stove. The onh other spot for the stove was a dark 

corner. Finallv, one ol the workmen came up with a bright 

idea. He suggested we sacrifice the bottom third of the 

window to make the -ill flush with the top of the stove and 

use the upper third tu accommodate the ventilating fan. This 

would leave a window about 2 feet high, which could be 

fitted with louxered glass. The idea worked verv well. First, 

I have a preth outlook when I'm cooking and. because the 

view tilt- somewhat to the west, I'm often treated to a lovelv 

sunset. Second, there is a generous window sill above the 

stove for pots of chives and parsley and our blue and white 

Cornish \\ are salt, pepper, and flour shaker-.

Then I bought a book on 
ie pronunciation of botanical 
ames. "Ack-ill-lee'a" is right, but 
still tend to come down hard on 
ie "kill." The hybrid, "Coronation 
Jold," makes a spectacular bou- 
quet when dried, and arranged 
ery tightly, blossom-to-blossom, 
nd formed into a dome. Blooms, 
\dien cut mature, keep their shape 
nd turn to burnished gold. If 
lusted carefully with a vacuum 
leaner, the arrangement keeps in- 
lefrnitelv. It can easily use up a 
ouple of hundred blossoms. 

Adenophora. The only way 
o tell this perennial (A. farreri is 
he best varietv) from campanula 
s that its blue flowers are droop- 
ng and appear as racemes on 30- 
nch stems.

fertilizer. Feed half strength every 
two weeks. Watering: It is difficult 
to give Lily-of-the-Nile too much 
water when it blooms; water nor- 
mally at other times. But don't 
forget watering or the tips of the 
leaves will brown. Compost for 
potting should be coarse for good 
drainage. Don't worry if the plant 
becomes heavily root-bound—give 
it just a touch more food. 

Ajuga. When I started to take 
a keen interest in plants, I believed 
everything I read or heard. One 
was that ajuga would drown out 
weeds. It is not true that this 
pleasant creeper with its pert short 
flowering stalks keeps out weeds, 
not in the north, anyway. It may 
be true in the south where it is 
evergreen. Here one gets enough 
weeds to be troublesome. 

Althaoti rosea. Years ago, a 
friend, an artist and dedicated 
gardener, reported he had a new 
strain of hollyhocks (he guessed 
they were mutations), which were 
dwarf. He had found them in an 
abandoned garden. He gave me 
some seed, which produced lovely 
7-foot stalks with luscious single 
blossoms. He was baffled. Artists 
sometimes have very little money, 
and he had less than that. His real 
interest was in herbs, which he 
grew well, so I figured any money 
he spent for fertilizer was for the 
herbs, and teased him about not 
feeding the hollyhocks. "Great 
Scott!" he said, "I was starving 
those nice things!" I am reminded 
of the story because single holly- 
hocks seem very difficult to find. 
There seem to be none in the big 
catalogues and garden centers 
don't know about them. The swing 
toward the doubles and powder- 
puff varieties seems unfortunate— 
thev have the size and leal shape 
but they don't look like hollyhocks. 
All hollyhocks are biennials in cold 
climates, but they reseed so heavi- 
ly they act like perennials. 

Alyttstim. The variety saxatile 
citrinum makes a delicious cas-

They are successful in our 
minus 20-degree climate in only 
one location—midpoint in a white 
border facing south, to the north a 
4-foot terrace wall; the plants are 
protected with pine boughs and 
snow cover is usually excellent 
even into spring. Chances of find- 
ing warmer zones on your grounds 
are good; experiment.

many don't grow them because 
they are so hard to find, which, in 
turn, means that they arc so hard 
to propagate that few nurserymen 
are interested. Once in hand they 
are no trouble to grow. Moving 
them after they've been in place 
a couple of years is generally fatal. 

Clematis. This is about the 
showiest vine and one with a very 
long season of bloom, ll is easy to 
grow well, but unless you've heard 
that it must have a quarter of a cup 
of lime each spring, gently worked 
into the soil, it just sits sulking 
silently—then dies. Correct prun- 
ing is important, not only cosmet- 
ically, but for the production of 
flowers. The jackmanii varieties 
are pruned back to 18 inches 
above the ground before growth 
starts in early spring; prune others 
for    shape    and    air    circulation. 

Sometimes a clematis vine will 
start dying back—one or two 
canes, then it all goes. This is 
caused bv a virus about which lit- 
tle is known—except plants well 
tared  for are seldom bothered. 

Clivia. Getting this old-fash- 
ioned house plant to bloom (my 
great aunt had one) bailies a lot 
of indoor gardeners. The secret, 
if it can possibly be called that, is 
that cli\ ia enjoys being pot bound, 
cramped in its living space. When 
will clivia that YOU have just 
bought burst into bloom? II it is 
a good strong plant in a 5- or 6- 
inch pot and pot bound (you see 
fleshy roots on die surface), it 
could bloom within the year, 
otherwise, it will have to grow 
some more. I have three big plants 
and can't possibly tell you when 
they will bloom—one may bloom 

a month after the others, then next 
vear be the first to bloom. Mature 
plants can show in  February, but 
some will wait until mid-July; in 
1974  one of our plants  bloomed 
twice. Two large flushes, ll would 
be nice to know why. They start 
going dormant shortly alter bloom, 
but throw  new leaves again about 
two months later. During this lime 
they want little wate)    i       much 
and   the   roots   rot.

TOUKAXOWSRY; A lot i'l qualities 
arc slowlv disappearing in the tre- 
mentlouslv realistic world we live 
in.

Sometimes we lose sight 
of this. You can increase vour stan- 

dard, but the quality of life may 
go down. Look, absolutely nothing 
is left to the imagination really to- 
day! Consider the difference be- 
tween television and radio. Now 
vou see it all. In the past you were 
very creative when von listened to 
a program. The voices were there, 
but vou supplied the scenario and 
I'm sure scenarios were as different 
as the people who were listening. 
Music remains as a way you can 
exercise vour imagination and your 
fantasies. And I don't mean as an 
escape, but as an enhancement ol 
reality, to make life and events 
more beautiful. Music fits every 
reality in a sense. 
s niKSMM.i.ic And it's a w ay ol re- 

leasing emotional tensions, ol 
keeping the sensitivities alive, II 
\ on cry I" music, the music is not 
going to laugh at you. Vou can feel 
love and the music is not going to 
reject   you.   There  is   no   lineal   to 

vou as a person in expressing par- 
ticular emotions through music, so 
the release it oilers becomes tre- 
mendously valuable, especially 
.since most ol us have been taught 
from childhood to hold back our 

feelings—love, hate, anger, what- 
ever it is. 

TORKAXOWSKY: Music can make 
you <TV, it can make you feel very 
happy, want to dance, to love: It 
can make vou want to do all kinds 
of things. And the same music that 
made vou dance one day w ill make 
Mm feel sad another. Why? I don't 
know and I hope I never have an 
answer. The whole thing is that 
music can increase vour communi- 
cation on a personal level. Music 
conducts human emotions and per- 
sonalities like metal conducting 
heal. And we need this dimension 
in our world of almost total elec- 
tronic communication in which 
human communication has almost 

broken down. The abstract con- 
cepts travel very quickly from per- 
son to person. If two people listen 
to music, somehow they can tell 
what each is thinking, without any- 
thing being said. It brings them 
verv much closer together, wheth- 
er thev talk words or don't talk 
words. 

STOESSIXGER: Sometimes it's hard 
to put thoughts into words. Our 
language, which was invented as 
a means of communicating rational 
thoughts, is sometimes just too 
limited to explain profound ideas. 
There are no words to express joy. 
Hut vim may be able to play some- 
thing on records, if not actually on 
an instrument yourself, that helps 
someone understand how you feel, 
or know vour thoughts better. 
TORKAXOWSKY: Words are really 
often masks we hide behind, you 
know. There is always the residue 
ol  the unsaid. What did she mean 

by that? What did he mean by 
that? Communication through 
music  is more direct.

is an order in sound, a form, a mel- 
ody. ,i beginning and a middle and 
an end. This is satisfying, because 
while we do like change, we also 
need a sense of constancy. 
STOESSIXCER: When people who 
are beginning to explore classical 
music ask me what they should lis- 
ten to, I always saw try Mozart. He 
wrote melodies with a beginning 
and a middle and an end. They 
are overwhelmingly beautiful, but 
easv to remember, easy to hear, 
easy to hang on to. Think of the 

popularity of the slow movement 
of the C Major Piano Concerto, 
w liich was used as a background in 
the Elvira Madigan movie. 
TORKAXOWSKY: For me there is 
only good or bad music. Not popu- 
lar and unpopular. There are some 
great rock songs, great, bock and 
popular music communicate the 
jov of being alive, but for an 
emotional probing of your own 
self, we must leave that to the 
great classical composers. They 
provide more of a spiritual thing. 
Pop and rock are a physical thing. 
There's room for both, there must 
be both. I don't believe in the sep- 
aration of the two. Who needs to 

believe that physical is bad and 
spiritual is good? It could also be 

the other way. Good popular music 
is social commentary, and there are 
all kinds of very exciting visceral 
experiences when von listen to that

ing value too. It's music of the soul, 
which lias lived and been handed 
down from generation to genera- 
tion.

I agree you 
shouldn't feel bound to like a com- 
poser just because his music is said 
to be "good ' or "great" and has 
been historically recognized as 
such. You don t necessarily like to 
eat everv kind of food in the world. 
You niav prefer one color over an- 
other. You simply do, it's more 
congenial to vim. Bach may appeal 
il vmi have a logical mathematic 
mind, but if von arc romantic, 
('hopin, Brahms, or Mahler w ill 
correspond to your emotional 
make up. 

Exploring music helps develop 
your sensitivity to sound, every 
sound. You may hear noises that 
i liar pe tple don t hear. x ou may 
e\ en invent s IUIICI you w ish you 
could hear! You arc more con- 
scious of someone s \ nice, the 
beauty of all kinds ol sound. And

too. and the importance1 of quiet 
TORKANOWSKY: We talk about mu- 
sic giving you an "up." And it does! 
I see people who come to our con- 
certs—and     something     happens 
when they tome the third or fourtl? > 
time. A commitment to something! 
other than the usual values thejll 
have in  their lives.  I mean, sud- 
denly    besides    the    materialistic 
values there is something else; it's 
toward  their own  identity.  They 
discovered  themselves  personally, 
and each other through music. It 
changes their relationships.

STOESSIXGER: Like so many activi- 
ties in life, the more you are in- 
volved with music, the more you 
get out of it. It would be nice to 
go  to  a  concert  every day,  but 
you're not going to suffer if you 
don't. The live performance is al-j 
ways more inspirational than the 
recorded one. It's precious because 
it exists for one moment only in 
time   and   space,   richer   because 
there is the sense of communica- 
tion and contact with the perform- 
er and vmi add your own aural di- \ 

mension. The performers probably 
take more risks, it's more stimulat- 
ing for them to have an audience

to plav off. They struggle to ex- 
press in a more direct way, the 
beautv or the sadness and all the 
other emotions in whatever they 
are playing. 
TORKANOWSKY: Music is probably 
one ol the very few genuine things 
we have left in life. It remains un- 
changing, uncorrupted in a world 
of fad and fashion. I sound like a 
missionary, though I'm not a mis- 
sionary, reallv, at all. I just happen 
to believe it's terribly important. 
Music lies into those areas of im- 
definable definitions, the shadow 
land, the twilight zones. We were 
born in mystery, originated in 
mystery. We don't know where 
we came from and we don't know 
w here w e arc going. We ha\ <■ a 
naive, childlike beliel in the mi 
know n, the intangible, the mystic, 
the psychic. I lecl this is the basic 
need for music. ■

How to capture 
he new American spirit 

and make it 
work for you 

House & Garden, February, 1975 

How is it that some people always seem to get things 
done? Apparently nothing snags their course, stops 
them from achieving what they set out to do. Are they 
special people? If so, can they pass along their special 
formulas? These questions seem well chosen today, 
as we walk on the edge of history with so much change, 
so many new possibilities and alternatives opening up 

before us. We may feel a need to readjust the way we live. We may 
have a clue about how we want to live. But how to do it? There's a 
new American spirit that gives us the will to achieve—where does 
it come from? 

It turns out, from research by social scientists, that achievement 
is a compound of various factors that make up inclination. Put or- 
ganization, creative thinking, imagination, enthusiasm, interest, 
curiosity, initiative, concentration, hope of success together into the 
same project, temper it with a dash of selfishness (which is what 
gives us drive) and you have the certain basis for achievement. 

Professor John W. Atkinson, psychologist at the University of 
Michigan's Survey Research Center, author of a new book Motiva- 
tion and Achievement (Winston-Wiley)—a capstone of 25 years' 
work on achievement—goes on to tell us the person with that envi- 
able knack of getting things done rarely tackles more than he judges 
he can manage successfully. He or she is never too eager, or too 
pressing. "The true achiever is a realist, opts for the 50-50 risk, rath- 
er than the more difficult and speculative one, and will not stick dog- 
gedly at a highly improbable venture, or waste time in pursuit of the 
impossible. Thus, you have a person operating at peak efficiency 
most of the time." Not that he or she automatically selects the com- 
fortable, safest route, either! "This type will not rest content with 
continual mastery of the old, familiar tasks, or with successes, when 
there are new realistic possibilities of accomplishment open. They 
like challenge and the sense of having done something well, so will 
strive more persistently when confronted with an opportunity." 

The achiever achieves partly because of a love of life. Daily ac- 
tivity comes naturally and is not a critical test. Work is never a duty 
but offers intrinsic reward. Success is a matter of effort and ability, 
failure never attributed to bad luck or unexpected circumstances 
beyond control. 

e find this analysis fascinating and an accurate 
monitor in reference to all the people included 

in this issue. All have achieved the satisfaction of 
living in the way they really want to live. They rep- 

resent the new American spirit spreading right 
across the country, a spirit of individual action mixed 

with thoughtfulness. A revival of personal effort to im- 
prove both the private and public world around us. "In the affluent 
sixties, there was much more interest spent on personal relation- 
ships," declares Professor Atkinson. "The emphasis on personal 
achievement, and effort, and energy has become more salient in the 
seventies. Shifting views about individual roles are tied into this. 
Achieving, traditionally part of the male role, is very much in the 
process now of being defined as the central part of the female role, 
as well. We're in for a very exciting period." 

Just to dispel those lurking fears of failure, psychologists have 
indicated that achievement is made up of 25 percent inspiration, 50 
percent endeavor, and 25 percent distraction—in other words, you 
need some time for other activities to compose an interesting life. 

Take this issue for inspiration

What this new house in San Francisco represents is a couple's decision 
to rethink the way they live. They wanted a house with all the rooms as 
informal and comfortable as a small library in theirformer house had been. 
Apart from the clean, spacious lines of the shell of the house, its 
thick walls and high ceilings, what gives character more than any- 
thing else is the use of natural, untreated materials everywhere. 

-~~ Cottons, wickers, woods, stone, over-sized plants, and big comfort- 
able furniture are all the work of interior designer Michael Taylor 

who also helped to design the house itself. In the living room, below 
and left, sofas are covered in cotton-linen herringbone. Cypress tree 
stumps serve as tables, massive mantel is fossilized stone. Melon- 
colored, melon-shaped pillows are designed to go under an arm 
to make leaning and lying on the sofas even more comfortable.

With a grown family, it was easy for the 
owners to streamline when they built their 
new house, top. Fewer bedrooms were 
needed. They wanted more fun and less 
housekeeping. Accustomed to traditional 
furniture, they still wanted some of it but 
wanted new things that would look right in 
California. Michael Taylor designed floor to 
ceiling windows, which he fitted with shut- 
ters. Storage throughout the house is hidden 
in the thickness of the thick walls behind 
touch doors.

New American Decorating in Chicago 

A made-over carriage house 
to live and work in 

v 

An old carriage house, now showing 
no sign of its 19th-century origins, 
the remodeled house is both a place 
to live and a place to work. If Mr. 
Skrebneski wants to work late in the 
studio downstairs, he has only to 
climb to the second floor, where a 
large living room and a sitting room 
were added to the old coachman's 
quarters, now dining and bedrooms, 
to be at home. The sandblasted con- 
crete steps, below, are guarded by a 
7-foot wooden figure that, in the 
17th century, stood on an Italian 
building facade. Close to the heart 
of Chicago, the location is total con 
venience for a man who may take 
pictures far away, yet, at home, 
doesn't want to waste minutes trav- 
eling to work. The long city lot is an 
almost-secluded park. Where the 
original house stood, a drive and 
small courtyard, above, provide an 
approach and parking space. Care- 
ful, very simple landscaping creates 
a pocket of green under the tall Chi- 
cago  skyline  reflected  in  window. 
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Light, the even all-day glow that photographers love. Space where 
life and work could coexist, at all hours of the day and night. A place 
to put together a love of Paris, exemplified by antique French furni- 
ture, and a taste for Bauhaus and cubist art. A place to entertain 
easily, perhaps four, perhaps thirty-four people—"I knew what I 
needed," says photographer Victor Skrebneski. What he had was a 
tumble-down house with a carriage house, in better shape, behind it. 
It took a year of plans, demolition, and reconstruction, but now 
where carriages once were kept, there is a studio and, above it, a 
spacious apartment designed by interior designer Bruce Gregga. 
It's organized—"I like things just so, put together"—but fluid, the 
colors, variations on a single theme; the textures, natural and rich. 
The floors are travertine, the walls a matching cream-pale color 
that suffuses light. The 18th-century furniture, at night, is reflected 
in full-length mirrors that slide out of pockets in the walls to hide 
the windows (shown opened, left; closed, below). And everywhere 
the eye is directed, a work of art receives its focus. The house is 
not a museum, says Mr. Skrebneski. He does not consider himself 
a collector. "They're just things I really love." But it is a place to 
display those things, none of them newly bought, some of them 
friends for twenty years. In the second-floor living room, left, up 
stairs boxed in with marble (seen in the lower corner) and easily at 
home together are, counterclockwise, a Ptolemaic head, a Lalanne 
sheep (behind the sofa), an African witch doctor figure, paintings 
by Gleizes and Valmier, a bronze by Max Ernst on a tall pedestal. 
On the commodes, African sculptures keep company with one by 
Man Ray. Above: a painting by Gleizes, a sculpture by Peyrissac.

Every room's a sitting room 
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Every room in the house is, in a way, a sitting room, 
but the real sitting room, left, has special attractions, 
a skylight that lets Mr. Skrebneski take pictures by 
daylight upstairs as well as by floodlight in his studio, 
and doors to a small terrace that make trips to the 
country for summer sun unnecessary. "I've made 
everything as simple as possible for myself," he says.

ARE KHJ LIVING THE 

7 stories of people who are 
living just the way they want to and 

how they've managed it By Beverly Russell 

Do you ever have any doubts about the way you live? Do 
you wake up sometimes in the morning wishing your bed- 
room and bathroom were different, yet you don't exactly 
know how? Your feelings may get confused when you 
come home from a weekend or a vacation—so glad to be 
back with the old familiar things! You love your house, 

why should you change it, you think? The reason is that 
deep down, because we all like stability, we hesitate about 
change. Yet change can be stimulating, invigorating and 
until you go through it you can't possibly know how much 
better your life could be. Listen to the California couple 
whose house is photographed on page 40... 

1"We were so happy in our old house, really. 
We loved the antiques and the paintings

to make a move when our children were 
all gone, all hut one married, ami a house 

with six bedrooms was too big tor us. Most ol 
our friends were moving into condominiums or 
apartments for convenience; when we decided 
to build they told us we were out of our heads. 
But it turned out we had two marvelous years 
doing it." The husband went on: "I am an out- 
doors man anil I like to be very comfortable. I 
conform in business like everyone else so that 
it's important in me tn hart' n house 
that's easy tn live in. I dnn't want in be 
tnld that I can't wnlk nn the run*. In my 
new nn,-, there is nothing In iniertere 
with iny ireednm." 

The idea ol total change evolved slowly as 
they worked with their decorator Michael Tay- 
lor. "I always thought we'd move with all our 
things, then gradually I came to realize that 
practically all we were keeping were the mat- 
tresses," recalled the wife. "I started out looking 
at prints for curtains and color chips for paints 
and so on. It turned out there's not a curtain in 
the house and all the rooms are white. Most of 
our paintings are in the garage, a lot of furniture 
has been sold but we haven't missed it for two 
seconds.

2 If this tells the story of how close per- 
sonal possessions and surroundings 
can be altered to express personality 
more accurately, Victor Skrebneski's 
carriage house, page 44, indicates the 

effect of physical location on individual happi- 
ness. If you're a country person at heart, feel 
locked in in the city, or if you prefer one city's 
pace over another's, perhaps there is something 
you can do about it. In this instance, Mr. Skreb- 
neski, a photographer, decided to give up New 
York for (.'hie ago, his hometown. "The slower 
pace is one of the attractions here," lie con- 
ceded. "Life is much simpler. It would be im- 
possible for me to live like this in New York, to 
have this space, my own courtyard and parking. 
It's like having New York's Paley Park all to 
myself. Actually I had that in mind when I re- 
modeled the carriage house. Having the trees is 
a very comforting situation. From here I can be 
in New York in two hours, spend a weekend with 
my friends on Long Island if I want to, and 
it's much quicker to get to the ('oast, being 
central, Midwest." 

The remodeled building allows him to live 
and work in the same place—for him a particu- 
larly successful arrangement. "The idea nl 
haring everything titgether help* me tn 
relax. I wnrk late a Int. it's very conven- 
ient just tn walk upstairs, rather than 
fight with traffic. I know I don't have to get 
into a car, be somewhere by a certain time. I 
like things organized so I've tried to make every- 
thing as simple as possible for myself. Mentally 
this does simplify. I'm in the city center yet in 
summer I sunbathe in the atrium, the refrigera- 
tor is in the kitchen, I don't have to go anywhere. 
I love being alone, I like to read a lot—when 
you're with people all day you have to have time 
for yourself. I can do everything I want to here, 
in this environment." 

3 Sometimes greater satisfaction with a 
living environment comes through be- 
ing able to work under the same roof, 
part lime. Donald Chapell, an archi- 
tect, thoughtfully built his house on 

Long Island, page 58, near enough to New York 
so that he can spend four-day "working week- 
ends" in it. "I get more done," he remarked. "It's 
very quiet out there, yon can work all the tune, 
there's really nothing much else to do, no dis- 
tractions.  Yon  can't get  television and yon  can 

barely get radio. These contrasts make for great- 
er concentration on work projects. I wouldivt 
give up New York completely, I like the city, 
being involved in all that it has to offer, but I 
couldn't enjoy it unless I could get away. I need 
mnre light and apace, tn nee tree* in my 
own backyard, in fact I even see deer some- 
times while I'm eating breakfast."

sound. Music and old movies have always been 
important to him. "At one time," he admitted, 
"we used to show films on an old sheet draped 
across the wall. The times it fell down! Now 
we have a professional projection room, which 
needs a professional projectionist, and a perma- 
nent screen fixed in the living room. You prac- 
tically need to have majored in electronics to 
understand how some of my equipment works. 
Hut we just lore tn hare people to see 
mnricH.tnhare music whenever we want."'

* typical laundry detergent formula contains: 1. A surfactant to lift dirt from 
lothes. 2. A builder to soften water, aid cleaning. 3. A processing aid to help 
iowder pour freely. 4. An agent to protect washer parts. 5. An antiredeposition 
gent to prevent dirt from going back on clothes. 6. A fabric whitener/optical 
>rightener for a whiter looking wash. 7. A perfume. Phosphates were the main 
ompounds used as builders for many years, but they have been banned by 
sgislation in some areas; in others, both phosphate and nonphosphate build- 
rs—carbonates and citrates—are available. Citrates are used in liquid defer- 
ents, carbonates in powders. If your detergent has a carbonate builder, you 
nay want to add a nonprecipitating water softener to wash and rinse water to 
irevent calcium carbonate build-up on fabrics and washing machine parts.

"This is a picking garden, a food factory, a movable feast," says painter Robert Dash. His work is shown at 
the Fischbach Gallery in Manhattan but he lives year round in rural Long Island where he puts his land to 
work. Instead of a lawn he has flowers protected from gales by a studio-barn, linked outbuildings, and ar- 
bors. He surrounded a 25-by-50-foot vegetable patch with a locust fence. Chicken wire stretches the space 
for cucumbers and other climbers, guards against rabbits. Herbs grow in 11-foot gardens shared with 
choice Epineuseand Mirabelle plums. Strawberries and pears squeeze along a cinderblock tile path and 
patio. Frugal use of footage—dwarf fruit trees, no corn or pumpkins—and imaginative planting make this 
garden bountiful. Grapes add shade at doorways. Blueberry hedges are windbreaks; apple and cherry trees 
are boundary markers. To keep the soil rich, Mr. Dash washes vegetables outdoors "so dirt can go right 
back into the garden where it belongs." He mulches with salt hay in winter, adds compost in spring, ma- 
nure in fall. "Learn your garden's microclimates and wind currents. Watch your shadow 
line. What won't grow in one spot may in another. Keep seeding and harvesting. Wr" 
one plant is yanked, another comes into its own. For his recipes, turn to page 87.

We had an interesting demonstration at our garden club meet- 

ing and learned some practical tricks for arranging flow- 

ers. For instance, when you use a pin holder to hold Oasis for 

a flower arrangement, it helps to slip a piece of old nylon 

stocking over the pinholder so that none of the Oasis remains 

in the holder. You just pull it off and then lift the piece of 

stocking and all the last little shreds come too. Or, you can 

cover the Oasis with a piece of hairnet to help keep it together. 

And the straw makes a good stem extender.

BROCCOLI 
Stems and broccoli blossoms have 
entirely different tastes, and should 
not be cooked together. Broccoli 
stems, at least a good part of the 
trunk, can be peeled and cut into 
long narrow strips, poached in 
chicken broth, drained and served 
hot or cold with salt, fresh ground 
pepper, pressed garlic, and oil and 
vinegar. Broccoli blossoms, cooked 
in a little water and oil and MSG, 
which helps retain broccoli color, 
should be cooked until they are 
just tender but still crunchy. Dress 
with oil and vinegar, or, if you pre- 
fer, pressed garlic and chopped 
savory. 
MA MUXATED  VEGETABLE 
SAL AMPS 
Cook vegetables (carrots, green 
beans, parsnips, or celery) in a 
little water with a teaspoon of pea- 
nut oil, a little MSG, and a clove 
of garlic until cooked but still 
crunchy. Drain, put in a shallow 
dish, and marinate while still hot. 
For the marinade, substitute lemon 

juice for vinegar, or use two kinds 
of vinegar with olive oil, adding 
whatever herbs are available. Best 
ones—tarragon, parsley, garlic 
(tops while long in the season, bot- 
toms while still young), chives, 
leeks (young, split, and diced), 
fennel, dill, celery tops. Marinate 
overnight in shallow dish bathing 
them with marinade once or twice. 
Do not refrigerate until vegetables 
have cooled in marinade. Drain 
and serve vegetables as a side dish 
or added to a salad the next day. 
COLLARDS 
They can be served hot or cold. 
Take the smallest or medium- 
sized leaves—a great deal of them, 
for they compress in the pot—and 
strip them from the mid-section, 
which is too tough to cook. Slice 
them in thin strips. Place in a large 
pot with a little water and a bit of 
butter. Cover and cook slowly over 
low heat. When halfway done, 
about 15 minutes, add chips of 
ham, a ham bone, or bits of bacon, 
and add salt. When soft, thev are 
ready to serve with a squeeze of 
lemon juice. Collards can be served 
with hot red pepper sauce, or cold 
with a little vinegar as a terrific 
side dish for sliced cold chicken or 
ham.

Salads taste best coot, not cold 
straight from the refrigerator. 
When  crashing salad greens  do 
not dry completely, leave a few drops 
of water clinging to the leaves to 
blend with the dressing. A completely 
dry salad becomes too heavy with oil. 
Bnild a salad vurefully with the 
coarsest greens (romainc, outer parts of escarolc, cabbage, celery tops) on 
the bottom and the finest greens (parsley, chives, dill) on the top. Make 
a border or top salad with scallions slit lengthwise and crisscross them 
(easy to remove for those who don't like onions). 
Add an unknown bitter taste to the salad; it could be a little cheese 
that is hard, capers, pickled eggplant in a pinch, juice from a jar of pickles. 
Add leftovers, fruit, or soy nuts to a salad. Leftovers (chicken, lamb, 
cubed ham) should be chilled, but not the greens and fruits (apricots, 
apples, or pears). Add mint and tarragon at the end. 
A lanyy dressing: I rse coarse salt, freshly ground pepper, garlic, nine, 
and cider vinegar together and olive oil mixed to your own particular 
taste. (Mr. Dash likes to use equal proportions of oil and vinegar.) Tip: 
When you buy the economical large-sized bottles and cans decant vine- 
gars and olive oil into empty wine bottles and cork firmly for easy pouring. 
Bieotta and plain yoghurt, one or both with a little garlic, make a 
delicious creamy dressing for cucumbers cut lengthwise into fingers. 
Altrags toss salad at the table, just before serving.

A smooth-leaved smaller varietv, 
needs little washing.

i, Ky. He was a razzle-dazzle, 
eler-dealer,  country preacher 

out for profit, who knew that whis- 
key was not just good for tooth 
pulling, frost bite, and Saturday 
night, but a reliable means of ex- 
change as well. Others knew this, 
including our 16th-President's fa- 
ther, Tom Lincoln, who took in ex- 
change for his Knobs Neck Creek 
farm, twenty dollars and 400 gal- 
lons of bourbon. When, on their 
trip from Kentucky to Indiana, a 
raft carrying the Lincolns cap- 
sized, the first thing that Tom 
saved was the bourbon. Senti- 
mentalists like to think that per- 
haps Father Lincoln struck out 
first for Abe, age 7, but history 
doesn't record that fine point. 
Years later, when the young rail- 
splitter became our chief executive 
and was confronted bv the Senate 
with Grant's "drinking problem," 
he mused, "I wish I knew what 
kind of whiskey he drank, I would 
send it to my other generals." He 
found out and a case of Old Crow- 
was dispatched. 

Long before Lincoln had to deal 
with Grant's "drinking problem," 
other Presidents were to be faced 
with solving a different tvpe of 
drinking problem. Because whis- 
key was "monied," Congress, while 
still sitting in Philadelphia, decid- 
ed to emulate Charles I, not a par- 
ticularly good example, and place 
a tax on liquor. President Washing- 
ton's "drinking problem" started on 
or about March 31, 1791, when he 
signed into law the Whiskey Tax 
and thereby created our Internal 
Revenue Service, a most unpopu- 
lar move. Before the summer was 
out Alexander Hamilton was to 
field a force of 13,000, almost the 
size of our Revolutionary army, to 
do combat with rebels who didn't 
want to pay a whiskey tax, but who 
did want to break off from the 
Union and form an independent 
state. Serious issues were involved. 
Would a militia composed of the 
citizens of Pennsylvania, New 
Jersey, Virginia, and Maryland in- 
vade another state to enforce a 
federal law? Yes. Though the 
Rebels caved in and amnesty was 
granted, the policy of federal com- 
mand was set and the final act 
would await Lincoln's administra- 
tion. 

But that was some time off and 
Jefferson reckoned that anv tax 
that took % of its revenue to admin- 
ister should be rethought. So he 

by William P. Rayner 
rethought it and repealed it; it sur- 
faced again during the War of 
1812 and was reburied once again 
until the Civil War. Though Jeffer- 
son had a whiskey still, as did 
Washington, it was unimportant 
to the decision to repeal this tax.

What was important was that our 
great westward expansion had be- 
gun pushing Pacific-wise the rough 
and ready frontier life of "corn 
bread and common doings," and 
substituting in its stead the more 
genteel plantation society. During 
the first quarter of the 19th cen- 
tury, the shadow of the frontier 
moved through Kentucky—moved 
westward from where Daniel 
Boone had ended his formal 
schooling because he had mixed an 
emetic with his teacher's whiskey, 
where Daw Crockett went to Con- 
gress on a campaign promise to 
lead his constituents to the mouth 
of a barrel of whiskey, and where 
John James Audubon loaded a boat 
in Henderson, Ky., with 300 bar- 
rels of sour mash whiskey to be 
paddled down the Ohio to Geneva, 
Ky., where he sold it at an 800 per- 
cent mark up. The shadow moved 
and in its wake came blue-blooded 
horses, the barbecues, the country 
fairs, the banjo music from the 
cabin, the goatee and broad- 
brimmed Panama hat, the Jim- 
swinger coat, the ruffled shirt, the 
string tie, and straight cane. That 
is the stuff Kentucky Colonels are 
made of and at one point there 
were 17,000 of them. A century 
later Happy Chandler's Attorney 
General would become fed up 
with the Colonels and decommis- 
sioned the entire lot. W.C. Fields, 
lately ordained, was irate, struck 
back, declaring "I stand on my 
record," and henceforth signed his 
name "Colonel W.C. Fields, Re- 
tired." 

It was during the period before 
the Civil War that bourbon began 
to be identified with the character 
of the Kentucky gentry—the man 
with the goatee, the old Colonel. 
Look at the word "old." In the

"Bourbon is as entwined with our history 
as wine is to France 
or beer to Germany"

South it connotes excellence—Old 
Dominion, Old Virginia Military 
Institute, and, of course. Old Ken 
tucky. The labels on bourbon re- 
flect'this-Old Crow, Old Grand- 
Dad, Old Fitzgerald, Old Charter, 
Old Hickory, Old etc. While all 
bourbons do not contain the word 
"old" none claims to be new. For 
example, Virginia Gentleman is 
four years old, I. W. Harper is five, 
and \\ ild Turkey, eight. But bour- 
bon, whether called old or not, is a 
distinctive whiskey—Congress sees 
to that. It sees to it in the manner 

in which it is brewed. It sees that 
bourbon is made with better than 
51 percent of dear old American 
corn (in practice bourbon usually 
has a (SO to 75 percent corn base) 
and permits the remainder to be 
divided between rye and barley 

mash. The grains are ground, 
mixed with clear spring water in a 
cooking vat where barley mall is 
added, which changes the starch 
into sugar. This sugary mash is 
passed through cooling pipes into 

a fermenting vat where yeast, that 
"prolific microorganism with a vo- 
racious appetite for sweets" causes 
what scientists like to call "atomic 
commotion" and the sugar be- 
comes an alcohol, or "distillers' 
beer." This beer is pumped into a 
still, is boiled, vaporized, and car- 
ried away via a condenser to be- 
come "low wine." The "low wine" 
goes through a second distilling 
process, at which point it becomes 
"high wine." Distilled water is 
added to reduce the proof to 1 10- 
120. The whiskey is then stored in 
new white oak barrels, which have 

heei i charred on the inside. Four 
to eight years later it is bottled. It 
is. of course, this combination ot 
ingredients and process that make 
bourbon a unique, quite superior 
whiskey. Bart of the uniqueness 
comes from the white oak barrels 

that may only be used once (act ol 
Congress), then they are shipped 
oil to the thrifty Caledonians for 
their use in making Scotch (not an 

act of Parliament). 
Also, part of the uniqueness 

comes because early on the men 
who set the pace were not person- 
ality brokers whose aim was

Each check mark in the "A" column points to an area that 
should pay off, but doesn't. This is the column that will give 
you a clue to how much satisfaction you are missing. Add 
up your "A" checkmarks. 
0—3 Yours is an enviable situation. Sit back and enjoy 

your good fortune. Only rarely does anyone have 
this beautiful score. 

3 to 5 Still very good, but leaves you with important satis- 
factions to work on. 

6 to 8 You're missing more, but by the same token you 
have more to gain through improvement. 

9 plus Good you found out. Pay special attention to the 
suggestions below. Look forward to an adventure in 
better feelings. 

One point to consider. Suppose you have only one check- 
mark in column "A". This doesn't necessarily mean every- 
thing is bliss for you. That one hazard could turn out to be 
your really big worry. Be sure to examine it carefully. If you 
usually see your friends as an obligation, for instance, try to 
minimize this tendency. There will, of course, always be 
people you have to see to avoid feeling bad. But stop punish- 
ing yourself by letting this happen often. Don't be overly 
concerned about total score, weigh each item carefully to 
evaluate its importance to you. 

HOW TO RAISE YOUR SCORE 
Man is the only animal that actually makes most of his own 
environment. You made most of yours and you can, within wide 
limits, change yours, too. You will find plenty of hints about how 
you can go about improving your satisfaction score, by studying 
the B column. Suppose you indicated that there was no real 
novelty in your daily life. Stop at your newsstand or bookstore 
and pick up some book, magazine, or newspaper simply be- 
cause it looks interesting, not because it could "do something 
for you." Or wander through the craft and hobby section of a 
store and pick up something attractive to work on when you 
have time. 

Suppose you indicated discontent with your house. What 
about those colors you like to have around you? Look for them 
in a new painting or drawing and put it up soon. (Or take down 
one you really can't stand!) A quick way to introduce new color 
is through a throw or a rug over the back of a sofa or chair. Plan 
to introduce what you really want to live with in your future 
decorating plans. 

FOUR  IDEAS THAT WILL HELP YOU  FURTHER 
1 Realize how old routines and habits can bind you until you 

J determine to untie the bonds. Make a list on a card, to keep in 
your purse or wallet. Jot down your plans for change. This will 
help you recognize outworn habits when they assert themselves 
and let you change for the better. 
2 Keep an open mind about new ideas to replace the old ones. 
(In an experiment those who were told, "Keep an open mind!" 
solved puzzles much more quickly than those who were simply 
asked to solve the puzzles.) 
3 Expect and tolerate willingly that little feeling of tension and 
risk when you start something new. In no time at all, that slight 
apprehension will be replaced by new confidence. 
4 Finally, store away the checklist and look ahead to an encour- 
aging experience a month from now. Make a note in your calen- 
dar to recheck the check list in thirty days. Chances are you will 
find that some of your "A's" have become "B's." Your satisfac- 
tion score will be raised!

a neatly drawn plan of your grounds,

ternal parts of the bod). because they are what show. 

Bui your hones hold you up, move sou around, keep body and 

soul together. Made of mineral and protein, they are the supporting 

part of the body, and like the muscles, heart, and almost all parts 

of the body, the)  work best when the)  are used regularly. 

The most common problem with bones is osteoporosis, or soften- 

ing of the bones. This means the bones become brittle, and break 

easily. As Dr. William G. Hamilton explains it: "Constantly dur- 

ing your lifetime, there is a turnover of calcium, phosphorus, and 

other minerals in your bones. The minerals are taken out of the 

bone and then replaced. But as you get older, for some reason the 

mineral goes out and is not replaced. There are two possible causes 

of ibis. One is disuse inactivity leads to premature softening ol 

the bones. For instance, when you put a limb in a cast for a frac- 

ture, this causes a softening of the bones. Of course in this situation 

it is onl) temporary, but disuse has that effect on the hones. The 

other possible cause, we now think, is poor diet—not enough cal- 

cium and vitamin I). 

Dr. Hamilton says there are two vital questions you should ask 

yourself if you want to keep your bones good and strong. 

Are nan a tveeliend athlete? Don't be. Dr. Hamilton 

says that the single most important thing for a healthy body—bones, 

muscles, and joints- is regular physical activity. "It always comes 

back to that," he emphasizes. "The biggest problem in modern so- 

ciet) is disuse. The skeletal system responds to activity, and the 

pull of the muscles helps bones sta\ strong. This was proved with 

the astronauts. It was found that the) suffered a severe loss of cal- 

cium from their bones when the) were in a weightless condition. 

In order to prevent this, special exercises had to he devised to keep 

the mineral in their bones. 

Keep active. Dr. Hamilton urges. "People are inactive for thir- 

teen da\s and then on the fourteenth day the) go out and lr\ to 

make up for all that inactivity. That's the wrong approach. I see

hardness are determined by the amounts of undissolved particles of 
these minerals suspended in it. When hard water combines with the 
minerals and chemicals in dishwasher detergents, the result is a loss 
of color to the silver, yielding a dingy, dull look. If the water in your 
area is naturally soft or if there is a water refining system installed as 
a part of your personal water supply, half of the mineral/detergent 
combination is eliminated. 
^^The drying cycle during automatic dishwashing can cause an- 
other instance of color damage. Even more important is the fact that 
the intense heat inside the dishwasher is destructive to the cement or 
plastic compound that holds stainless knife blades to their sterling 
handles. As a rule, do not put knives in the dishwasher. Should the 
handles turn or separate they'll require professional care. If the rest 
of your flatware is put in the dishwasher on a daily basis, at least re- 
move it after the last rinse cycle and dry by hand. 

IF YOU USE Rinse all the flatware and hollowware before 
A DISHWASHER- pacing it in. Be sure that eggs (sulphur), may- 

onnaise (sulphur), vinegar (acid), salt (chlo- 
rides), fruit and vegetable residues (acids) are removed from be- 
tween the tines of forks and the bowls of spoons. Do this immediately 
after a meal. Don't be tempted to "just let them soak awhile." Pro- 
longed immersion in water can be permanently damaging. 
^^Use the compartments of the utensil bin as dividers for organiz- 
ing your pieces—this applies to flatware. All the forks together, all 
the soup spoons, salad forks, single-structured butter knives. Don't 
mix. There is a degree of rattling and shaking that occurs inside the 
dishwasher during the wash and, in the newer models, the "scrub" 
cycles. Unnecessary scratching can be avoided by reducing the 
amount of flatware put in at once. Since the utensil bins are designed 
to take the silver "standing up" separate the pieces as much as there 
is room for. 
■■Separate sterling from your stainless cutlery and cooking uten- 
sils. Once again the intense heat and water create an electrolytic ac- 
tion between the two metals that will result in pitting the stainless, if 
left overnight. If you will remove your sterling flatware from the 
dishwasher before the drying cycle begins, remove the stainless as 
well. Both deserve careful drying by hand. (Edward Munvcs Jr. of 
James Robinson, Inc., specialist in antique silver.) 

HOW TO POLISH A LARGE 
COLLECTION SAFELY, QUICKLY, AND 

WITH GREAT SATISFACTION 

The process of removing tarnish is quite simple. Just remember to use 
a gentle hand. The cleaning and polishing products available to you fall 
into the following types: 
• Liquids wipe on and off and do not require a prewash in the hot, 
soapy water. Apply in one stroke from left to right or right to left, but 
be consistent. A clean, soft cloth or sponge is an appropriate applicator. 
Remove the liquid with another clean cloth with strokes in the same 
direction. Towle and International both have liquid polishers/cleaners. 
Towle's and Hagerty's Silversmith's Polish both have a tarnish preven- 
tive added. 
• Dips are a subject about which there is a disagreement among ex- 
perts. Regardless of what it says on the bottle, "dips" remove more origi- 
nal metal from the silver than any of the other silver cleaning or polish- 
ing products available to the public. They give an instant mirror-bright 
result. When used with restraint, they can be marvelous time-savers. To 
be on the safe side, Mr. Munves recommends that dips be used solely 
for cleaning the tines of forks. That way only a half inch of the silver 
fork need be immersed in the dip solution. Goddard's Silver Dip can 
speed up fork cleaning. 
• Pastes and soaps come in many formulas. They are mostly the clas- 

•   sic formula of silversmith's whiting and rouge—a ferric oxide. Gorham's 
Silver Polish is a most effective paste formula. Apply a paste or soap in 
the same consistent stroke motion as you would a liquid. All polishes 
have some degree of abrasive in them to cut through the "crust" of 
tarnish, so it is important to keep an even pressure as you stroke on the

ilial modern reproductions <>l antique silver pieces have imitated the 
(1.nkened lines in Muted howls where time and not intention has led 
its mark! Dip a thin piece of cloth into some polish, place it over a 
fingernail, and run it along the flutes ol a howl to reach some of that 

tarnish. 
Should you wish to retain the delicate oxidation that is in a pat- 

tern, simply wash and polish with a soft cloth and minimize the 
amount of polish you apply to those scrolls and flowers. One more 
thing . . . avoid rubbing the hallmarks on your silver. They have an- 
tiquarian value and are an important part ol the identity of your 
pieces. II von know that a particular piece is an antique, leave the 

marks alone. 

^m   DID YOU KNOW THAT      Lacquering silver is appropriate 

SILVER CAN BE LACQUERED?     on,v for those Pieces that vvi" 
never be wetted, preferably not 

even touched. The lacquer is a varnish that should be applied pro- 
fessionally. It will protect silver from polluted air for a reasonable 
length o| lime—a year and a hall to two. Lacquering is suitable lor a 

trophv but not a cigarette box. Removing old lacquer is a job lor a 
professional, loo. Lacquer needs to be removed when lacquer starts 
to have a slight yellow east or when light, delicate spotting begins. 
Contact a silver dealer who will then direct von to a silver repairman 
or he can do il in his workshop. (Elizabeth Willard, Tiffantj 6 Co.) 

ABOUT 
If you will remember that sul- 
phur in the air + moisture = 
tarnish, storage that elimi- 
nates them both will be the 
best. Store your silver in Pa- 
cific Silvercloth lined drawers 
and chests.

Large 
pieces can be wrapped in Sa-J 
ran Wrap though it is a bit dif-| 
ficult to remove when it hasl 
been on for many months. Zip- 
Loc plastic bags are great be- 
cause you can push air out of 
the bag while you "zip" them 
closed. Baggies in the large 
size are fine, too. Clear poly- 
ethylene bags facilitate finding 
specific pieces, too. This sug- 
gestion from Mr. Munves. If 
you wish to display your silver 
in a case or cabinet, place a 
small bit of camphor in an in- 
conspicuous place. It absorbs 
moisture and sulphur, thus 
drawing those tarnishing 
agents away from your silver. 

Mr. Munves further recom- 
mends storing your silver dry. 
Make a special effort during 
the summer when humidity is 
high to dry it as thoroughly as 
possible. If your silver storage 
places knives on top of each 
other, alternating stainless 
knife blade with sterling han- 
dle, another instance of elec- 
trolytic action can pit the 
blades if they are not com- 
pletely dry. 

SPOTTING   Very      occasionally

This 
welting agent will prevent the 
rinse droplets bom forming in the 
first place. Water will rinse oil the 
sil\ er completely. Your dishwasher

Only about 10 percent of the heat generated in a fireplace is actual- 

ly reflected into your room unless the fireplace is equipped with 

some reflective device. So fireplaces are best suited to beating small 

areas. 

llotr does fireirood eompare with other fuels? 

One cord of hickory is about equal to the heat value of 1 ton of 

hard coal or 200 gallons of dft.2 fuel oil. On a pound-per-pound 

basis, hardwoods used for firewood have one-half the heat value of 

coal and one-third that of oil.

M hut's the advantage of seasoned wood? 

It lights more easily, smokes and sparks less, releases fewer tars 

into the air. and costs less if you're buying by weight. If you are 

going to buy green wood, buy it a year ahead and season it. 

Mu wood supplier nells a'ood by the eord. 
What does that mean? 

A cord is the standard measure of firewood, a 4-by-4-by-8-foot-long 

stack. Cords have many names: standard cord, face cord, stove- 

wood cord, running cord, short cord. The meanings change accord- 

ing to locality, so get to know the local jargon. 

What if uou hare wood on uour property but not the time 
to eut it yourself? 

In many states, if you request it, the forestry bureau will send a 

forester to review your acreage (3 to 5 acres minimum), mark the 

trees for removal, and give an estimate of the cord volume the cut 

trees will yield. He can recommend local logging contractors to cut 

the wood for you. Also lists of contractors are usuallv kept on file 

at the regional offices of your state Environmental Conservation 

Department. 

What is the proper way to store wood? 

The stack should be elevated about 2 inches off the ground in a 

place where plenty of sun and wind can get at it. The air should be 

able to circulate over, under, around, and in the pieces you have 

stacked. Cover it with a tarpaulin or plastic wrap to reduce the soak- 

ing effects of rain and snow. No more than what you'll use in a day 

should be kept in the house since firewood often attracts worms and

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fhere is more to color than meets the 
eye. When you come to think of it, 
each color has a taste, each has a 
sound, and each has a smell. Some 
colors sing; some colors dance. But 

the color that makes one person feel alive 
can make another sad. This is because we 
each sense colors differently. Claude Monet, 
the impressionist painter, pictured the fa- 
cade of Rouen cathedral in dozens of can- 
vases, which glow with rose and lilac colors. 
To many, the exterior of the same building 
appears gray and colorless. Did he paint 
what he saw, or what he imagined he saw? 
Did he suffer delusions, or color hallucina- 
tions? 

Art historian Alexander Eliot, author of 
Sight and Insight (McDowell, Obolensky) 
believes: "In my opinion Monet did paint 
what he saw every time; whether from the 
Thames embankment or at Rouen or in the 
fields of haystacks or beside the water-lily 
pond at the bottom of his own garden. He 
actually saw colors that would be invisible 
to most people. It was not a case of conjur- 
ing tricks. These were the precise actions of 
someone who understood color in its very 
nature." 

Everybody's world can be more colorful, 
Mr. Eliot maintains, if we develop our abili- 
ties to visualize. "Vision involves not just 
the eye but the mind as well," Mr. Eliot 
goes on. "Thinking and feeling are involved 
in seeing." Certain exercises can help us 
enhance our perception of colors. Put your- 

self at ease, close your eyes, tune out the 
rest of the world and think blue, paint it in 
front of you and all around you. Whatever 
the blue you choose for this exercise, it 
belongs to no one else and is yours alone. 
Then try the same thing with yellow, let your 
\ellow go up and around you. A third exer- 
cise is to imagine blue as before, but rising 
only on one side of you, on the left hand. 
Now imagine yellow arising and spreading 
on the right. Where they meet and merge 
overhead will be a particular green. The 
green again belongs to you. It is a mixture 
of your own blue and your own yellow. 
Your own shadow and light. A fourth color 
exercise: put yourself in the green, in nature, 
and then rise up imaginatively through and 
out of the green so that it swirls below you. 
Then let the eye of your imagination open 
to see—what color? Only you can answer 
that. Your inner eye—your insight—will 
conjure up something very brilliant and 
beautiful. 

All this may sound illogical but is mar- 
velous training for visualizing color in your 
personal surroundings. Just as ever) great 
painting shows something seen, plus some- 
thing seen into—sight plus insight—so your 
own rooms will possess a special quality 
when you begin to use color imaginatively. 
Before you look at color chips or swatches 
of material, consider first what atmosphere, 
what feeling you want to achieve. Shut your 
eyes and think in images. Pictures will in- 
stantly form. Then look for the colors that 
can recreate those mental pictures for you. 

"Far more than words, such pictures are 
the raw material of creative thought," Mr. 
Eliot concludes. "We all possess this eye of 
imagination, and almost everyone can de- 
velop it further."

Michael Taylor. Experiment with the continuity of 
one color in a room—only one color in different tex- 
tures and variations. Or, choose a background that's 
a sharp contrast to the rest of the room to make it 
veiy exciting. 
Joseph Braswell. Look at your room and see what 
light it needs—does it need to be shot full of sunlight, 
or full of blue shadows, like the light in the aitcr- 
noonPGet your inspiration from nature. Nature never 
makes mistakes with color. Why do flowers seem so 
beautiful? Because they are played against a back- 
ground of green, or an expanse of sky. Do the same 
in your room—put the color in the middle, like a 
bunch of flowers. Be led by nature for light and color 
and you can't go wrong. 
John Dickinson. Use lots of one color. It is a great 
camouflage for awkward pieces of furniture and 
allows good furniture to look its best. Don't be shy 
about painting pieces of antique furniture—just be- 
cause it's old doesn't mean it's good. Here's an exam- 
ple of how to use color: Slipcover all the upholstery 
in pale pink duck, with khaki walls and white tables 
and lamps. Line the shades with the same pink, but 
in cotton velvet. The result is instant authority with- 
out trying too hard. 
Robert Denning and Vincent Fourcade. Start with 
the walls—walls are the most important thing. Put 
fabric or wallpaper on them, using enough to make 
the color really work. Avoid white except as trim. 
Albeit Hadley of Parish-Hadley. Here's one quick 
way to give new color to an all-white room. Invest in 
theatrical floodlight gelatins to put over your own 
spot or floor lights. Experiment to find the color 
effects you like. 
Richard V. Hare. Color can furnish a room and make 
it change its shape. If you use darker or richer shades 
in a room you make it more intimate, or, you can 
paint a floor dark green, say, with a sky blue border 
and sky blue walls—the border and walls will merge 
to make the room seem smaller. Light colors open up 
space. You must decide what your room needs and 
then use color to do what you want. Today you see 
more monochromatic color palettes. People seem to 
like rooms that are all one color. 
Jay Spectre. Choose varying color schemes for your 

rooms, but use colors that blend, room to room. For 
instance, an apple green room next to a sky blue one, 
with white or ivory woodwork throughout. Accentu- 
ate ceilings—don't be afraid of a blue or pink ceiling 
with contrasting walls. Pink ceilings give a glow to 
the room and make everybody look well. Try a din- 
ing room in coral with shades of chocolate or char- 
coal. Do a room in all the various hues of one color, 
from pale to strong yellow, for instance. Color gives 
a warmer environment for living. 
Angelo Donghia. Here are three ideas for using color 
in a room. 1. Color the walls. For instance, if a room 
has beige walls and furniture, paint the walls a dark 
brown/black, with a pale blue ceiling, and oyster 
color or off white for all moldings. 2. Color the furni- 
ture. Cover in red, yellow, or blue canvas or cotton. 
3. Slipcover the furniture in dark brown, with bone 
pillows. Paint the lampshades dark brown or cover 
them in fabric. These are colors flattering to most 
people and easy to live with. 
Jay Steffy. Color choice is a psychological thing. 
Some people need a shot of red; others a shot of 
blue. You should think of color not just for a room, 
but for a whole house. Start with the emptiest room, 
for instance, an entry hall. Try swatches of paper, 
paint, fabric to see which color gives you the most 
interesting reaction. If necessary, mix your own paint 
to get the colors vou want to live with. Also, remem- 
ber color can alter perspective—if you paint a win- 
dow wall darker than the rest, for instance, the wall 
will recede. 
Tom Britt. Use fresh colors—such as yellow, celery 
green, or coral. Alternately, choose the opposite 
effect, such as black, dark blue, or aubergine—this 
gives a dark and dramatic effect to a room. 
Bettv Sherrill of McMillen. Yellow for city apartments 
is like having sunshine in a room. Use strong colors 
and colors that clash a bit, rather than blend too 
closely. For instance, here's a combination dining 
room/library—aubergine lacquered walls with two- 
toned luminous red silk curtain and aubergine Bes- 
sarabian rugs. The room runs the gamut of reds, 
from pink to purple to orange—relieved by the shim- 
mer of stainless steel strips in the bookcases and 
mantel facings.

How to turn a rather large, 
dark, beamed room with 
walls of brick and siding 
into a light, attractive place 
with a modern feeling? 
This was the challenge fac- 
ing a young couple with an 
interest in collecting con- 
temporary art, when they 
bought a 1930s house out- I 
side New York, so different 
from their city apartment. 
Mr. and Mrs. Alain Fischer 
turned to decorator Joe 
Braswell, who began by 
lightening all the textures.

Vertical blinds orvjbe windows accentuate height, give 
an adjustable view, and disappear into neat pockets. 
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The space is designed so that 
you  feel the whole wherever 
you are—even if you are in one 
of the private studies.

Research with the life history of 
composers, artists, writers, and 
others shows that thev produce 
more, both in terms of quantity 
and quality, between the ages of 
thirty and forty, and not usually 
before.

and early twenties, and examine 
them critically. Remember how 
longingly you looked way ahead to 
when you would be independent, 
have a job, and establish a family 
of your own? Remember how dis- 
tant that goal seemed, when you'd 
really be "grown up"? Well, con- 
gratulations! That time has come. 

You can "take it" 

The infant is a perfect picture oi 
utter impatience. He wants what 
he wants when he wants it, or he 
thrashes and veils whether it's in 
the daytime or the middle of the 
night. Slowly he learns to put up 
with the inevitable troubles and 
delays of everyday living. He 
builds frustration tolerance. Nev- 
ertheless, even at age nineteen or 
twenty a person's family, the town, 
and the whole nation move too 
slowly for him and progress to- 
ward independence is irritatinglv 
sluggish.

A colorful past with a great future 

The frontier town of 
lop tea 

Simple architecture open to sun and breeze, and an 
uninhibited use of color were part of the new freedom 
and "awareness of the privilege of freedom" in this 
frontier town a century and more ago. Unlike many 
little towns that have slipped off the map, Round Top 
has  been  rediscovered,   reawakened,   renewed.   Its 
lessons in "the art to be simple" are attracting visitors 
with heritages that may also need safekeeping. Some 
have come to stay. "When we first saw this rolling 
countryside  and  abandoned,   roofless  houses  with 

their unusual colors, not flamboyant but harmonious blendings, we 
knew we had to preserve them," Mrs. Charles L. Bybee of Houston 
says. "We also wanted to show young people that however delapi- 
dated an old house may be, it can be salvaged if there was crafts- 
manship originally."

ound Top's restorations are for seeing and for 
earning, and some are for living. The Charles 

Bybees' respect for early decorative arts and 
their decision to preserve part of this Texas town "as it 
was in its beginnings" also led them to adopt some home- 
less houses at the edge of town for weekend living. Other 
families are following their example and enjoying the 
small-town simplicity, the new concerts and festivals, 
antiquing at Hackberry Hill—another "preservation for 
iving," and restoration seminars at nearby Winedale 

Inn. Regional cooks are also offering their best Anglo, 
German, and Czech specialties. To adopt a tumble-down 
house or take a plain house and enliven it with love and 
imagination takes daring, and patience. "You don't want 
to hurry and make mistakes that would ruin the char- 
acter of the house," Mrs. Bybee says. "Learn all you 
can about your house, and its period. But don't be afraid 
of color. Color is not a basic change. Someone after you 
can always take it back to the original." Round Top's 
authentic colors are easy to like and live with—plum 
and sumac reds, forest and pale greens, mustard, wild 
rose and earth brown, chaste grays and black, even a 
range of blues—peacock, teal, Prussian, robin's egg. But 
another appeal of these modest 19th-century houses is 
that their size and lack of ostentation suit today's needs 
as neatly as they did an earlier generation's. Frontier 
women, too, did most of their own housework, garden- 
ing, stitchery, and in Round Top, at least, managed also 
to teach music, write poems (the stone house belonged 
to poet, Clara Rummel), and make distinguished photo- 
graphs. One of the many exciting discoveries in the Bos- 
ton Museum's show Frontier Arts is the work of photog- 
rapher Frederike Recknagel, whose studio was in her 
husband's drugstore on Henkel Square. To find out more 
about Round Top.turntoshoppinginformation,page 104. 

While mirroring the past in Round Top's public 
restoration and renewing an old stone house in a meadow, 
above left and opposite page, Mr. & Mrs. Charles L. 
Bybee restored two simple 19th-century cottages 
to live in and to share with guests. Here they felt free 
to take some liberties in furnishing for comfort— 
"no Spanish moss or corn shuck mattresses"—but they 
matched original traces of color inside and out. In a 
pale green parlor, top, a plum-colored door and 
dado have bands of Federal gold and black, a frontier 
color scheme as exuberant as the bouquet of Texas 
wildflowers.

Inst 

of the customary hea\ v winter pruning, espaliers must lie pruned in summer, when they're in active grov 

Mrs. Adams cuts all the shoots on her trees back to S inches in June, repeats the process a month la 

and culs unwanted shoots all the way back in September, leaving only fruit-bearing spurs to mature tl 

buds. The whole idea is to throw the tree's nutrients into developing fruit, rather than excessive lea 

or   branches.

But the lively approach 
the Elberts bring to houseplant growing does not stop with 
the idea of flowering familiar annuals indoors. In their own 
New York apartment, in terrariums, under artificial light, or 
on windowsills, they have grown just about everything that 
can be made to flower, indoors or out. And they're refreshingly 
candid about reporting the results.

Forty shades 
of green 

Delights from ireland-people. places. foo<| 
By Bettina McNul 

Whether you fly into Eire 
from the east to Shan- 
non or from the west 

to Dublin, your first impression is 
almost bound to be of greenness. 
The Irish claim they have forty 
shades of green and the air tourist 
sees at least thirty-nine of these in 
a patchwork of (ields, divided by 
stone walls of hedgerows, as he 
comes in to land. Even the air- 
ports seem more grass and less 
macadam than most, and the buses 
and mailboxes, the phone booths, 
and the Acr l.ingus planes all 
echo the intense greenness of na- 
ture. 

Ireland is practically a floating 
island in more ways than one. No 
matter which way you turn your 
nose oi your car's, yon head either 
for water or a pub. There's water, 
water everywhere, but no Irishman 
would dream of drinking a drop of 
it for there's also a pub within 4 
minutes of wherever you may be. 
And very well patronized they are, 
too. 

The Irish are a friendly race, 
lull of humor and contradiction. 
Talk is an imperative need that 
makes even the shopgirls masters 
of words, with a varied, colorful 
vocabulary. I his means that the 
simplest excursion, buying a tooth- 
brush for instance, is an adventure, 
louring, therefore, becomes a 
poetic experience. If you stop for 
information and say, "I'm lost," 
an Irishman would probably an- 
swer, "And why wouldn't ye be?". 
Or if you suggest you thotight 
you'd turn right, he might reply, 
"You wouldn't want to be doin" 
that, for ye'd be turning on yer- 
self for miles." You need an inter- 
preter. 

The pub is the center of social 
lite, full of gaiety and talk, instinc- 
tive kindness and cheer. And as for 
the inner man, as long as you fol- 
low the experienced tourist's gold- 
en rule—eat what the local popula- 
tion knows how to cook you will 
have a surprisingly tasty time from 
Dublin to Sligo or Killarnev and 
back. 

You might start from Dublin, 
where the Royal Hibernian Hotel 
keeps three restaurants going and 
serves delicious sweetly smoked 
Irish salmon the Irish have the 
most delicate smoked salmon I 
have ever tasted. You can order a 

side to he shipped back home to 
you at either Shannon or Dublin 
airports or a 2'/2 pound, ready- 
to-slice side of smoked salmon is 
$19 airmail postpaid to the U.S. 
from Thomas Murphy (Dublin) 
Ltd.. 13-IS Lower Grangegorman, 
Dublin 7. Once you have it home, 
you should know the best way to 
cut it. First you trim off the dry 
edges of skin all around. The 
salmon is then ready to slice. Rub 
first with olive oil and then with a 
very sharp knife cut thinly and 
obliquely starting at the tail end 
and cutting at an angle away from 
the head. Serve salmon on very 
thin brown bread and butter, with 
a squeeze of lemon if you like, 
and freshly ground pepper. Some 
like oil and capers, too, but I find 
the taste of capers too powerful 
for the delicacy of Irish smoked 
salmon. You can keep it for about 
three weeks in waxed paper and 
foil in the cooling part of your re- 
frigerator, and for a couple of 
months in the freezer.

Marinated 1 eg of Lamb : and pa- 
per-thin Parsley Sandwiches that 
she serves not just with tea hut also 
with a first course of smoked 
salmon or homemade soup. 
fish and seafood are delectable 

throughout Ireland. The riv- 
ers, lakes, and the sea itself 
around the island are teeming 

with a happ\ variety of crustaceans 
and fish. In season \ou can see 
salmon, packed together like sar- 
dines . under the Salmon Wier 
Bridge in Galwa\ town, or watch 
them jumping like fleas, with great 
plops as they drop back into the 
stream, in unbelievable numbers 
along the Blaekwater River near 
Cork. 

Moving on by car through the 
billboardless Irish countryside, you 
might head lor that very Cork. In 
route there are no lived bus stops 
because the Irish buses will stop 
for anyone who waves. Drawing 
you to ( oik like a gourmet magnet 

is Ballymaloe House in Shana- 
garry, run by Ivan and Myrtle Al- 
len. (Bally, by the way. simply 
means "town of"). The house has 
its own farm, set in the velvety 
green downs, supplying the fresh 
mushrooms, cream, eggs, fish, or 
meat that make their friendly 
dishes so delicious. The Georgian 
place has twenty-one guest rooms 
and its own riding and fishing fa- 
cilities.

This part o[ Ireland is full o\ 
castles, ruins, dolmens, ogham 
stones. stone circles. ancient 
crosses, and historic sites of both 
religious and secular interest. They 
say hereabout that if you pass 
someone on the road and do not 
greet him. you are a ghost. If he 
doesn't greet you. then he's a ghost. 
I he Irish being essentially gregari- 
ous, this may account for the pau- 
city of ghosts in the land, and the 
plethora o( leprechauns who talk 
all the time. 

At Glenheigh, on the Ring o! 
Kerry with marvelous views of 
Dingle Bay, the Cilenbeigh Hotel 
caters to golfers, if they don't mind 
a 9-mile drive to the I <S-hole 
course, and to fishermen. Its low 
two stories are dwarfed by huge 
rhododendron trees, older than the 
hotel itself. The sitting room. 
warmed by a peat lire even in 
August (Ireland's average summer 
temperature is 60 degrees), is deco- 
rated with I Nth-century Irish cop- 
per pots, and layer upon layer of 
handsome Irish rugs covering the 
floors. 

despite the mildness of the 
temperature, and thanks to 
the Gulf Stream, parts of 
these coastal drives look 

like the Riviera or California, with 
palm trees growing in the gardens 
and fuchsia and other flowers in 
profusion. 

A popular Cilenbeigh Hotel 
specialty is twinkle-eyed, poetry- 
quoting Tom Evans's sardine salad. 
(He's the proprietor.) He lays a 
foundation of lettuce leaves, then a 
plate-sized slice o\ locally caught 
and smoked salmon, then three 
small sardines topped with thin 
homegrown onion rings. Tom's 
brother Ernie runs the larger 
lowers Hotel in the same town. 
There the crew that filmed Ryan's 
Daughter stayed and gained 
weight. Both specialize in mussels, 
cockles, salmon, and delectable 
small lobsters of which Paris host- 
ess. Kiki Foure and her French 
luisband Jacques, who spent a holi- 
day there, say they could "never 
get enough." 

If you like to fish, thoLigh there 
is no guarantee of catching a 
salmon, you need to take a local 
fishing "gillie" with you. The hotels 
have a private beach but the water 
is cold, cold and only "Irish and 
children swim in it even in 
August." 

On through the rain it rains 
si\ times a day but nevei for long, 
the Irish say. so take a raincoat 
with you to limerick nol far 
Irom Shannon airport and Bunrat- 
Iv Castle. The castle puts on a 
"medieval feast" if you are feeling 
Gothic, but nestled under il and 
dwarfed by the castle, which is 
worth a visit, is a wonderfully Irish 

pirate den oi a pub called E)ur 
Nelly's. Three murky rooms full< 
noise and good humor plus tl 
salmon plate and a quick beakerc 
draft Guinness will keep the wai 
dering gourmet happy till teatim 
Behind the castle is a tiny Iris 
version of Williamsburg, the Bui 
ratty Folk Bark, with various ham 
craft shops installed in authent 
antique Irish cottages. 

Not far away is the spa of Li 
doonvarna, which serves two kini 
of mineral water. You can choc 
sulphur or iron flavor. Fisdoonva' 
na's young farmers and pretty loc; 
lassies still carry on the ancier 
custom of invading the town 
streets, after the harvest, to danc 
from eleven in the morning unt 
well along into the night, or unt 
they finally drop or find themselve 
a husband or wife. 

Between here and Limerick th 
Old Ground Hotel in Ennis make 
a good center from which yoli ca 
fan out on visits to the lunar land 
scape of the Burren with its pre 
historic dolmens, its extraordinar 
wildlife and astonishing flora, th 
dill's of Moher, and strange rocl 
formations. 

Never pass up a good place tt 
taste an Irish "tea." the day's mos 
important meal for many. An Irisl 
tea consists of hot scones*, tin 
sandwiches, fruit cake (Barn 
Brak). brown bread, homemadt 
jams and jellies, and a specialty- 
miniature potato pancakes* liki 
those favored by Ford Mountbat 
ten of Burma. And. of course, te< 
galore. 

There is plenty to see in Galway 
Mayo, and Donegal, but this tour 
ist then turned back to Dublin anc 
the delights ol Bewley's Orienta 
Cafe, whose dark mahogany anr 
stained glass glints through a cof- 
fee-laden atmosphere mixed witf 
the warm round smell o\' freshly 
baked bread. 

A side trip to Howth, just out- 
side Dublin, brings you to the 
King Sit tie restaurant whose spe- 
cialty is a unique thyme and Stil- 
ton mousse. After tasting this, and 
having a stroll along the fishing vil- 
lage's quaint harbor and lovely 
cliff walk, you may be glad to get 
back to the Royal Hibernian in 
Dublin for a rest and a glass of its 
famous Irish Coffee. 

Whether you leave Fire from 
Dublin airport or Shannon, the Aer 
I ingus terminals are equipped with 
very good duty free shops. Heavy 
natural wool sweaters, Irish whis- 
key. Irish bread mixes and other 
foodstuffs like cakes and cheese. 
and of course salmon are among 

the best buys. 
lor Irish atmosphere at home,

I've just been reading Jessita Crow ell Hyatt's My Vineyard, a tie- 

lightful account of domestic life in the eighties and nineties 

in Marthas Vineyard, when its author was a child. Many of the, 

streets and houses she describes are still proudly cared for in Vine- 

yard Haven, but I'm afraid the approach to the care, there and 

everywhere else, has changed remarkably. 

In describing "Spring Housecleaning Time," she begins with 

ibis "It was a family affair and took days to accomplish, one room at 

a time.

Saliva prepares food for swallowing by changing its consistenc) 

and acts as a solvent. The more liquid the food, the more laste on« 

experiences. Remember that chewing starts salivary secretion. The 

moistened food stimulates the taste buds, which are on the tongue 

and enhances the enjoyment of taste. 

^^fcaliva acts also as a cleansing agent. Particles of food allowet 

%^P to stay in the mouth serve as an excellent "culture media' 

for the growth of bacteria. Saliva clears them away. Saliva moistens 

and lubricates the lips and mouth. This improves articulation and 

personal comfort. Saliva serves, too, as an excretory agent of many 

organic and inorganic substances, and plays a vital role in the 

regulation of water balance in the body. 

Salivary secretion is activated as well by nerves and hormones. 

(The word "hormone" is derived from the Greek word meaning 

"to excite. ) Materials placed in the mouth call forth after a short, 

latent period (two or three seconds) a secretion of saliva, which 

varies in quantity and quality with the physical and chemicabna- 

ture of the substance introduced. And taste affects the secretion of 

salh a. Pleasant tastes are perhaps one of the most powerful salivary 

stimulants. Unpleasant tastes I inedible substances, strong acids) 

can and do cause profuse salivation. 

Just as the real epicure swirls gently a superb vintage wine to 

savor the bouquet, then sips it slowly to enjoy the flavor to the 

fullest, so the real gourmet prolongs the pleasure of food by eating 

slowly. The gourmet never gobbles his food, only the gourmand, 

barge mouthfuls of food distort the face.

By eating smaller 

quantities of food, we can reduce our food bills as well as effect a 

gradual reduction in weight. 

Millions are spent each year on the care of the teeth. It is a sound 

investment. Much of the investment is initiated for comfort or cos- 

metic purposes. More importantly, teeth which do not occlude, or 

meet correctly, hamper proper chewing of foods. Remember the 

act of chewing "exercises" the teeth and improves the blood supply 

to the gums in which teeth are anchored.

Dry shin? Diet? Sun'/ pil? 

Four vital 
questions about

The things that have heen written about skin care could probably 

fill several branches of a public library, but there are certain key 

questions that are particularly concerning, people just noiv, and it is 

these questions that we put to the distinguished dermatologist. Dr. 

Samuel M. Peck. Professor of Dermatology Emeritus, Mount Sinai 

School of Medicine. New York City. 

What  helps tlru skin? 
Moisture is given off b\ the skin in two forms: 1) by insensible per- 

spiration, which is the moisture that is put on the surface of your 

skin from your sweat (so sweat is a good moisturizer) ; and 2) by 

the slow loss of water given out. not through the sweat glands, but 

through all the layers of the skin from the blood stream and from 

the skin itself. 

Dry skin in an otherwise, normal, healthy person, is due to the 

fact that the upper layers of the skin, which are dead, do not retain 

die natural moisture as long as they are meant to. Most often this 

is due to a di\ atmosphere—in parts of the country such as the 

Southwest, or in over-heated rooms anywhere. Also some people 

lack certain substances in these upper layers of skin ( keratin), which 

help bind water to the skin. 

Now if you took the top layer of dead skin, or keratin, from your 

body, as an experiment, and put it in a dehydrator to take out the 

moisture, it would look like a piece of leather, dry and brittle. You 

try to bend it and it snaps. But if you put that '"leather" in water 

it at once becomes soft and pliable again. If. on the other hand, you 

cover the dehydrated keratin with all the grease in the world, from 

mineral grease to the finest lanolin, it will still be as stiff as a board. 

In other words, dryness of the skin has nothing to do with lack of 

oiliness—it is simpK a question of water. 

Modern moisturizers put moisture back in the skin because they 

are formulated so that the skin will take up water from the cream, 

and the cream won't fight the skin for water. Another way of mois- 

turizing is to use petroleum jelly, which moisturizes the skin by a 

different method. It acts as a barrier so water can't get out, and you 

moisturize yourself. 

Glycerine and rosewater were once considered to be fine treat- 

ment lor dt\ skin. We now know that glycerine has a very peculiar 

property—il absorbs water. So if glycerine is used on the skin on its 

own, it would lend in dr\ it. However, glycerine is put into some 

cosmetics in order to keep them from drying out, but they are for- 

mulated not to dry your skin. The ver) effective modern moistur- 

izers are water and oil emulsions.

A GARDENER SPEAKS HIS MIND 

How to keep 
a really useful 

garden notebook 
plus notes on 

plant mistakes and successes

Many gardeners keep notebooks. 
These sometimes have a tendencv 
to get filed with information hard 
to find, or useless later on. My first 
notebook was in the form of a 

diary, a precious idea and dreary 
when read aloud, which it was by 
a very good gardener to whom I 
showed it, for no good reason, a 
couple of years later. "You don't 
mind il I read some of this to you 
and comment?" she asked. Well, I 
did mind, for at that moment there 
was something about the tone ol 
her voice I didn't like, but I was 
too polite to say so, and, anyway, 
she didn't wait for a reply.

and hottest with this low-main- 
tenance perennial. 
Hosta. This out-giving plant does 
best in moist, woodsy soils in deep 
shade, but it thrives on a dry, 
shaded bank if kept damp. 
>'ar<»issiis. Experts advise lifting 
and replanting daffodils every five 
years—blooms, they say, will dete- 
riorate. May be. But it is too much 
work for this fellow. There are 
plantings here more than 20 years 
in place. Blooms are magnificent. 
They are fertilized heavily every 
year after bloom. What kind? Any 
kind. Leftovers. When available, 
we use fresh cow manure. It smells 
like fresh cow manure, too, for a 
week or so. 
Phlox. It is not true that a fine 
variety of Garden Phlox changes 
to magenta as it ages. Seeds, drop- 
ping from the plant itself, land on 
the crown, germinate, grow vigor- 
ously, and take over—flowers from 
them revert, many to magenta. 
Like delphinium, phlox need to be 
thinned in early spring—three 
strong stalks instead of ten weak 
ones. Many varieties are adver- 
tised as "mildew resistant." I sup- 
pose any healthy plant tries its best 
to stavhealthv, but phlox, delphin- 
ium, roses, and crab apples, to 
name a few, are about as resistant 
to mildews as man is to colds. 
Spray with Benomyl every two 
weeks for prevention; it won't 
make mildews, once in evidence, 
go away, but it will keep many 
from spreading. 
Rosemary. It is hard to under- 
stand why rosemary, which is not 
hardv, is so seldom used as a 
houseplant. It grows neatly up- 
right has pleasant grav-green foli- 
age, is evergreen, and covered 
with a mist of light blue flowers in 
Januarv. Flowers and foliage scent 
a room delightfully.

Pot plants and imagination transformed a city backyard into 
a tropical garden (see A Backyard Paradise, page 106). 

Last summer, two young "rank 
amateurs" had the happy idea of 
moving their pot plants outdoors 
to a 20-by-25-foot space behind 
their rented apartment. The area 
was so filled with poor soil and 
Manhattan debris that only an 
archaeologist could see it as a dig. 
Jim Mondhank and Eddie Deep 
solved the problem by sculpting a 
new terrain of pools and beds. By 
mnching wire lath over metal 

throwaways, pipes, and even coat 
langers, they made hills and hol- 

lows and plastered the wire with 
Sakrete, a ready-mixed cement 
and sand. Pots grouped in the hol- 
lows were hidden by a mulch of 
bark chips, and plants appear to 

grow naturally. A cliff was built 
against an apartment wall and a 
hose inn up die back to create a 

waterfall that fills small descend- 
ing pools. At the1 bottom of the 

largest pool, below, is a recircu- 
iting pump. Plants are watered 

by dipping buckets into the pool, 
and per-gallon use ol water is min- 
imal. The structures and decking 

are all redwood. The apartment 
wall is sheathed with reed mat- 
ting, in 6-foot widths available at 
most garden centers. A vinyl awn- 

ing over a corridor is attached to 
a pergola by grommets, much like 

a boat cover.

Supplies   i/uii   will   nveit.   For 

stenciling the quilt patterned floor 
mi page 99, you will need a mohair 
roller, roller pan, paper buckets or 
roller cans, aluminum toil to cov- 
er paint and wrap rollers, cookie 
sheets with sides, paper towels 
( loin oil and placed in cookie 
sheet to form a thirk pad), lots 
ol turpentine, spoon to mix paint, 
stencils, masking tape, japan paint. 
Hon- to prepare steneils. In 

addition to the usual tracing and 
cutting equipment, vou will need 
a sheet o| tracing paper at least IS 
inches square and a T-square. For 
the stencils, vou will need two 
sheets ol acetate 21 inches square 
and  one sheet    12   inches  square. 

First, draw in pencil on the 18- 
inch tracing paper, using the T- 
square, lour lines forming a per- 
fect 16-inch square. These are your 
registration lines and will appear 
on all the stencils. Now divide the 

16-inch square into four equal 
parts (as shown bv the dashed 

line) and trace the triangle design 
into each one of them, turning it 
in lour directions as shown in 
Figure I. This is our complete re- 
peat of the design. Now tape the 
tracing paper to a flat surface. 
Center and tape down over it the 
first 24-inch square acetate. With 
rapidograph pen (available at an 
art-supply store) and metal ruler, 
trace the registration lines and the 
small square, and small triangle. 
Mark the upper edge of the sten- 
cil "Top I. This stencil, for print- 
ing blue, will look like figure 2.

Doing-it-yourself,   making   things,   whether   it's 
i   providing the household with jam, vegetables, 
I   or a new painted floor, is often a way of saving 

money, but it's more than that. What becomes 
increasingly clear, is that the whole tradition of 

family life, and the activities surrounding this tradition. 
should be thoughtfully examined and reactivated today. 
"We've got to restore the status and importance to sonic 
of the traditional roles," says sociologist Dr. Freda Adler 
of Rutgers University, author of Sisters in Crime  (Mc- 
Graw-Hill $8.95, to be published in May), which looks 
into  aspects  of  liberation.  "Recently  we've  considered 
things like making a quilt as feminine, passive-, and there- 
fore lower status. But there is nothing wrong with that 
sort of activity. Handcrafting can be an anchor line and a 
tremendous support within the family. We tend to talk 
about gourmet cooking and home economics as minor 
occupations. We should build them up-as legitimate ac- 
tivities for both male and female." 

How to put 
more of yourself 

into 
your house 

One thing we must realize is that saving time— 
the habit of instant living—is probably not 
going to save the dollar and may not even make 
good sense in the long run. "We've got to think 
differently," Dr. Adler insists. "We've tended 
to think the more we did, the more we 
produced, the quicker things happened, 
the more we gained. We have to change, 
to see that the more time you give 
to a certain task, the more value it has." 

This issue is concerned with what's good value in dec- 
orating and living today. We show how handcrafts, mar- 
bleizing, stenciling, furniture decoration-the personal in- 
vestment that requires little more than time and effort- 
can bring fresh brilliance to your surroundings. We give 
you ideas for making over your house. See how decorator 
jay Steffy helped a family, page 84, with paint, pillows, 
and platforms. There's the loft renovation, page 100, done 
with little more than "grass" carpeting and super-sized 
boxes that act as storage-dividers. On page 94, a farm- 
house is beautifully revived with inexpensive wash-and- 
wear sheets. 

Reporting on architecture, page 112, a house learns to 
take advantage of its location, getting power from sun and 
wind. A valuable guide for the future, in light of current 
thinking about energ) . 

How to decorate with less money and more you? Put 
more of yourself into projects. Ask, how can you express 
your feelings, your talents, how can you contribute to 
make your house and environment more you? In the 
process you will surely determine a more valuable and 
more manageable way to live. 
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To live in a bright new way in a stiff old house usually means taking tradition by its 
horns and twisting them a bit. This is a house of Spanish-Colonial derivation built 
forty years ago in Beverly Hills, Cal. In it live Gail and Marty Stayden and their 
three daughters, two of them teenagers, one almost. They are a lively, comfort-loving 
family who like stylishness, but even more, ease. Interior designer Jay Steffy gave 
them both with just enough remodeling to make the house less stilted, less preten- 
tious; an extravagant use of such nonextravagant basics as paint, canvas, and sisal 
carpeting, plus two totally different handlings of color—one monochromatic (down- 
stairs); the other (upstairs), rich and variegated. For anyone puzzled about "mak- 
ing over and the extraordinary things it can do for you," here is a very good guide. 
"Very basic," says Mr. Steffy of the living room. "The furniture boils down to what I call 'pillows' of dif- 
ferent shapes, some on platforms, all with foam or Dacron cores wrapped in down, all with artist's canvas 
covers that whip off for the washer, all designed to cradle one's backbone when sitting down and leaning 
back. In the dining room, where one sits up, the design changes. The fireplace is new and has a platform 
hearth 7 feet deep to hold two pallet-cushions that become extremely comfortable fireside chaise longues."

"When you arc composing an environment for 
people of different ages, gentle colors are a 
wonderful catalyst," Mr. Steffy feels.

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Handcrafts to bnng 
a house new \\\ 
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Offhand, one does not think of decoration as a solu- 
tion to bridging the generation gap. But it can be, 
and here is a very happy example. Carol Beckwith, 
left, is a successful young Bostonian painter and 
craftsman who lives a good part of the year up 
over the garage of her family's summer house on 
the New England coast. Long stays in Africa, New 
Guinea and Japan have left her with a deep interest 
in the handcrafts of those countries. Her parents, 
however, are more Properly Bostonian in their 
tastes, making it the task of interior designer Wil- 
liam Hodgins, who decorated both Carol's studio- 
apartment and the main house, to create two total- 
ly different settings. The studio, once a big store- 
room, was remodeled to make it livable, then filled 
with Carol's woven and painted Africana.

The space was a showroom paneled in 
battered blond plywood, part of an old 
factory—and absolutely ideal for an 
artist who needed room and who had 
the imagination and the strength to re- 
claim neglected space. But the trans- 
formation had to be fast and inexpen- 
sive. A couple of bold ideas, some in- 
genious movable storage cubes, and 
now silkscreen artist Charles Amato and 
Big/Art, his (and Albino Cimonetti's) 
company, live in a kind of indoor park. 

First decisions were crucial: No walls to break 
up the space. Grass-green carpet soft under- 
foot, a black tile "road" down the middle, a 
white sky (the old embossed tin ceiling re- 
painted), and paper moons for light. For furni- 
ture, long muslin cases stuffed with kapok that 
become clouds or soft sand dunes, 6. to ar- 
range around oneself. A hotel banquet table 6 
feet in diameter, 1, kept covered by colored 
cloths. Surrounding it, armchairs more than 
head-high to shelter those in them (dinner 
guests tend to settle there and stay)—covered 
in white, so the one odd chair looks like part of 
the set. Two double beds, Jt. blankets rolled 
into a long bolster shape during the day, white 
pillows propped there. A kitchen lined up along 
a wall, 2. But no dividing walls, so no conven- 
tional closets—instead, six sky blue cloud- 
painted wooden cubes, art and storage all at 
once. "We made them 4 feet square so we 
could use standard 4-by-8 sheets of plywood 
without waste," Mr. Amato says. "They're 5 
feet high so clothes on hangers don't drag." 
Extra plywood became shelves. The cubes, put 
together with glue and screws, have doors on 
opposite sides and are divided down the middle 
inside, creating two 24-inch-deep closets for 
clothes, books, bureaus, brooms, -1. or what- 
ever is needed. When they were finished, artist 
James Valkus gave each its own sky—and in- 
cidentally provided names. Now, if a guest 
asks for his coat, Mr. Amato says airily "Oh, 
yes, it's in the morning sky," and everybody 
knows exactly what he means.

"The challenge here is how to create 
a lighting plan for a small dining room 
with little natural light that is flexible 
enough to light four tables and three 
seating plans—1) four tables together 
seating twelve, 2) two groups of tables 
each seating eight, and 3) four tables 
of four. The entire ceiling of the room 
is mirror, thus expanding space. The 
main lighting comes from a box 
dropped from the center of the ceil- 
ing.

Inside the box, on all four 
sides, is a linear incandescent light 
called Lumiline behind translucent 
Plexiglas, giving a soft general glow 
diffused sideways. The inside top of 
the box is mirror, reflecting this glow.

"There are two main lighting systems 
in this bedroom—at the specially built 
bed canopy, and at the sitting area.

"This bathroom has 2 basins, toilet, 
bidet, bath, shower, closets, and ex- 
ercise and dressing areas. Only incan- 
descent light is used—bulbs and a 
strip. This is because no fluorescent 
light has a continuous spectrum. With 
part of the spectrum missing, colors 
change. Bathrooms should have no 
spot or direct down lights to cause 
shadows on your face. The round 
bulbs recessed in this bathroom ceil- 
ing give a diffused, wide distribution 
of light providing a bright glow. The 
shower light is a smaller round bulb 
in a vapor-tight fixture. The closet 
lights are round bulbs, wall-mounted 
at eye level to left and right of closet 
doors, not right above you shining in 
your eyes, making it hard to see. The 
lighting at the mirror for shaving and 
makeup are Linestra incandescent 
strip lights, used vertically." Mr. 
Brandston advises that if you are look- 
ing for new lighting, invest in a light 
meter. "When you feel comfortable 
in a space, check the light level on the 
meter. You'd be surprised at how low 
it is, but that's all the light you need."

A farmhouse 
restored for the 
rustic weekend life 

Away in the Wicklow mountains, a week- 
end haven emerged from an old, tumbled 
down stone farmhouse. A brilliant reuse 
of forgotten architecture, it is also a 
lesson in creating an atmosphere with a 
collection of objects, some junkyard finds 
refurbished, which don't necessarily 
match but all seem to harmonize beau- 
tifully.

Every 
time vou buv it and drink it, vou 
will learn more about it. Good 
years, bad years, old and young 
vintages. Do the same with a white 
wine. 

"In mv Morse Code, you drink 
only these two wines—the red and 
the white—until vou are reallv la 
miliar with them. Il mav lake se\ 
ei'al months, or even a \ ear. Al the 
end of this pel iod, when vou drink 
vour red wine wild roasl lamb, 
vou re going to know why it s good 
with the lamb.

This old-fashioned 
emporium, where you'll still find sourdough bread, 
barreled pickles and mechanical banks, has been in 
continuous operation .since 1795. 

Pride in its American heritage inns high in the Berkshire town 
ni Stockbridge, Massachusetts. Founded in 1739, the village 
got ofl to a commendable start by establishing a successful 

relationship with the Indians, appointing them to serve as select- 
men along with the white settlers. During the American Revolu- 
tion, a full company of Stockbridge Indians gave service as rangers 

in the Continental Army. They were the only Indians enlisted in 
the war. 

Bicentennial visitors to Stockbridge might well start their tour of 
the town at the Bed Lion Inn, for here, in July 1774, almost a year 
prior to the minutemen's action against the British at Concord on 
April 19th, 1775, the first provincial Congress was called "to con- 
sider the alarming condition of affairs and take a stand concern- 
ing them". 

The flavor of 18th- and early 19th-century Stockbridge is conveyed 
in the well-preserved landmarks such as the Old Comer House, 
the historic Indian mission house built in 1739 and the 1825 Mer- 
\\ in House. But nostalgia overtakes the visitor on that familiar 
strip of Main Street from the Bed Lion Inn to the Public Library, 
for this is the American thoroughfare thousands have come to 
know through the paintings of Stockbridge's famous resident, 

Norman Rockwell. 
I lie pleasant ambiance of yesteryear prevails in business establish- 
ments. You find everything from a penny peppermint stick to a 
Colonial candlestick at the old-fashioned emporium, Williams t\ 
Sons, and memories of grandmothers house are evoked by the 
array of muslin curtains at the Country Curtain shop in the Bed 
Lion Inn. In Stockbridge stores antique collectors, book lovers, 
,ni(l gift shoppers alike have happy hunting for reminders of a 

bygone era. 

For almost one hundred years, 

the Children's Chime Tower, 

built of native stone in 1878 on 

the site of the first Indian 

mission, has been delighting young 

and old. It u as given to the 

town by David Dudley Field Jr. in 

memory of his grandchildren, "to 

be rung at sunset from <iji\)ie blossom 

lime til frost."

A fine example of 18th-century Georgian, the Old Corner 
House is a museum of two-fold interest. It not only exhibits 
historic memorabilia but also houses the only permanent 
collection of original Norman Rockwell paintings. 

Much credit for the well-tended local landscape goes to 
the Laurel Hill Association. Concern over civic beautifi- 
cation is nothing new in this Berkshire town. The Laurel 

Hill Association, America's first village improvement society, has 
been minding the town's appearance since 1853. Early minutes 
of the organization state: "Every person over 14 years of age 
who shall plant and protect a tree, or pay the sum of one dollar 
annually shall be a member of the Association."

The Mission House built in 1739 was home of the Rev. John 
Sergeant, first missionary to the Stockbridge,Indians. It contains 
Colonial furnishings, utensils, and tools. Garden has 
plants known to have been grown in that period. 

Stockbridge has been called a five-season town: summer, autumn, 
winter, spring, and fall-foliage. Events of the year include the an- 
nual antiques show at the Plain school in late July, the seven-day 
Barrington Fair, second week of September, and the annual Har- 
vest Festival the first Saturday in October in the Berkshire Garden 
Center. Cultural attractions throughout July and August focus on 
the Berkshire Music Festival at nearby Tanglewood where the 
Boston Symphony presents concerts and the Berkshire Theatre 
Festival in the Berkshire Playhouse situated in Stockbridge.

This is the result ol an expedition to New 
Guinea, sponsored bv the U.S. Department 

of Agriculture and   Longwood Gardens, 
which   found  and  sent   home  several 
new   species in   ll)70.   Fortunately, 

\   impatiens is an easy plant to prop 
agate,   and   some   of   these   new 
\ arielies ha\ e increased so w e 
ihev   are   now   appearing   on 
the   market.   Hybridizing   is 
also being done,  and  there   f will   be   do/ens 
if not hundreds, ol new  kinds in the near fu- 
ture. Spectacular flowers are onlv one featun 
ol the New Guinea impatiens. Brilliantly varie- 
gated foliage is the chief attraction of severa 
like A'l'laine, right. A'Flame looks as though 

it   had   taken   root   from   a   painting  bv   Kous- 
Lcaves ate (i to S inches long, edged in dark 

creamy yellow at center, with pink veins. The pale pink 
flowers are a good 2 inches across and the plant grows 
wtlli amazing vigor. Like all impatiens, the New Guinea 
varieties   need   warmth,   high   humidity,   not   too  much 
direct sunlight. They're not fussy about soil or fertilizer 
and their only stringent demand is for plenty of water. 

There will be dozens, if not hundreds, of new kinds 
of impatiens in the near future. It is becoming 

the most popular of all pot and bedding plants" 

Voir is the time to feed spring-flowering bulbs. As 
stum as slantts are high enough to HOP where theg 
are. sprialile a complete fertilizer around eaeh 
flump of bulbs nr between indiridnul plants. You 
don't eren hare la serateh it into the si>il—spring 
rains will take rare at getting the nutrients dan it 
to plant roots in time to be useil for the season's 
arowih and flowering. Although bone meal is often 
reeoinmended as the best fertiliser for bulbs, its 
nutrients are released slowlg, so the best time to 
use it is in the full, when bulbs are planted. An all- 
purpose, quirk release fertilizer is what the bulbs 
need now to see them through their brief growing 
season. And. of rourse. see to it flint the sprouting 
bulbs are not smothered bg weeds. 

There arc almost as mam/ kinds of shade as 
I here arc plants that will grow in shade. Helen 
Van Pelt Wilson points this out in her new 

hook. Successful Gardening in the Shade (Dou- 
hledaij, $8.95). She describes different kinds of 

shade and goes on to consider soil and light com- 
binations that affect plant grouth. Her plant 
lists include even/thing from evergreen ground- 
covers to summer-flowering annuals. She chats 
easily and instructively about her experiences 
in a garden that, small in area, includes a wide 
variety of light conditions. Sinci1 city gardens 
hare their special light problems, Mrs. Wilson 
also gives attention to the difficulties of growing 
things in the shade of tall buildings. 

In a competition for most useful garden vegetables, beans would probably rate as number 1. 
They're easy to grow, tremendously productive, edible in several forms and stages of growth. 
Sprouted bean seeds—usually the mung variety—have been an Oriental staple for centuries 
and are now becoming a popular vegetable in this country. The developing seed pods that we 
call string beans have no equal among green vegetables when it comes to flavor and nutrition, 

seeds themselves, shucked out of their hulls while still tender and immature, are the deli- 
cacy we know as shell beans, indispensable for that truly American dish, succotash. Dry and fully 

ture, the seeds keep indefinitely, always ready to sprout new plants or to be cooked in any 
indreds of ways. Beans from the same plant—variety Tendergreen, for instance—may be 

.hell beans, string beans, or dry beans. The scarlet runner is a spectacular flowering 
/ine whose seeds are as edible as any. Add to this the fact that bean roots put precious nitrogen 
into the soil. What more could anyone ask?

Wallpaper, like paint, 
is another great iraif to 
make an orerall state- 
ment in color and de- 
sign* It can also enliven a floor

laLlcs to window blinds and bath- 
tubs . . . Architect Douglas Kahn 
ol kahn-Mallis uses paper to cov- 
er vertical blinds: paste one wall- 
paper design on one side, and 
paste a complementary design on 
the opposite side ol the slats; the 
two patterns double the effect . . .

NOTES ON NUTRITION 
FOR YOUR FAMILY'S HEALTH 

How to plan 
nutritionally sound 
vegetarian meals 

Several years ago, a popular 
and now-famous cartoon in 
The New Yorker showed a 

mother and young daughter sitting 
at tlie dinner table. The mother 
was trying to persuade her daugh- 
ter to eat and the child was rebel- 
lious. Mother says, "It's broccoli, 
dear. ' And the daughter answers, 
"I say it's spinach, and 1 say the 
hell with it!" That precocious child 

just might be eating her words and 
have an entirely different slant on 
spinach if she were pictured today. 
So very many ol our young arc 
turning more and more to vege- 
tables and vegetarianism. And in 
turn teaching their elders about it. 

In the past, vegetarianism was 
practiced largely for religious, cul- 
tural, ethnic, or moral reasons. But 
the recent boom in population and 
food shortages throughout most ol 
the world have evoked fresh in- 

terest in and new converts to vege- 
tarianism. Recently biochemists 
have done more intensive research 

on the adequacy ol proteins ol 
vegetable origins. Nutritionists 
when planning diets favor a wide 
variety in the selection of foods 
and include some loods of animal 
origin for their good protein, 13 
vitamins, and mineral content. 

The motives that inspire the re- 
newed interest in vegetarianism 

range from compassion to fana- 
ticism. Many persons object to the 
killing of animals, birds, and fish 
for food. Others entertain mis- 
guided beliefs based on Eastern 
philosophies, with which they are 
only vaguely familiar or biochemi- 

cal misinformation, which they 
really don't understand. And who 
isn't complaining about rising costs 
ol food, especially meat? Except 
vegetarians. 

Regardless ol motives, a lacto- 
ovo vegetarian regime can be nu- 
tritions and satisfying and reduce 
lood bills in many instances. It can 
increase the fiber content of one s 
diet, and, \ cry importantly, i< duce 
the fat and cholesterol found in 
I \ pical \ merican diets. It can also 
help control weight. Most adult

less than their meat-eating peers. 
The variety of foods eaten is ex- 
panded and menus are likely to be 
more interesting. 

Vegetarians may be 
divided into four groups 

1. Strict vegetarians, the 
"Vegans." Thev eat no food of ani- 
mal sources, meat, fish, poultry, 
milk, eggs or cheese. 

2. Lacto-ovo vegetarians. 
These include eggs, milk, and 
milk products in their diets.    . 

3. Lacto- vegetarians, They 
allow themselves milk and milk 
products in their diets. 

4. Ovo-vegetarians.  Eggs 
are included in this diet. 

The "Vegans" are the only ones 
of the above four groups in danger 
of malnutrition. The effects of 
strict avoidance of food of animal 
origin may not be apparent for 
many years, perhaps twelve to fif- 
teen. Long term "Vegans" are rela- 
tively rare, but thev are likely 
sooner or later to suffer the de- 
struction of certain nerve filters. 
This condition is irreversible, 
caused by a lack of vitamin B12. 
There is no adequate source of 
R12 in the vegetable kingdom. 
However, this important vitamin 
could be taken as medication. 

Another hazard of the strict 
vegetarian diet is calcium deficien- 
cy, which doesn't show up until 
late in life in the form of bone frac- 
tures. All strict vegetable diets are 
likely to be low in calcium and the 
calcium from medication is not as 
efficiently utilized as from lood. 
Such calcium deficient diets are 
especially hazardous for the infant, 
the growing child and adolescent, 
and the pregnant or lactating 
mother. Other possible nutritional 
deficiencies of the "Vegans" are 
iron and iodine. There arc rela- 
tively few lood sources of vitamin 
I). Eood sources ol vitamin I) are 
cod liver and other fish liver oils. 

Increasingly, miff is being fortified 
with vitamin I), but not every 
where. Where there is very little

opportunity for exposure to the 
sun, vitamin D, which is necessary 
for calcium utilization, may he 

lacking. Vitamin D may he sup- 
plied hy medication. 

Despite the above seemingly 
ominous warnings, it is possible to 
obtain an adequate diet from the 
vegetable world bv supplementing 
it with vitamin B12. However, this 
requires a broad knowledge ol 
the dietary properties of foods. 

Amino acids, and there are 
twenty-two of them, are the build- 
ing blocks of protein. The word 
"protein" is of Greek origin mean- 

ing "primary" or "of first impor- 
tance." Protein is essential for 
every living organism. If vege- 
tarianism is to be vour route, the 
Lacto-ovo-vegetarian is the wisest, 
the diet that includes, along with 
vegetables, eggs, milk, and milk 
products. 

The healthy individual can syn- 
thesize within his or her own body 
fourteen amino acids. The other 

eight (leucine, lysine, valine, lso 
leucine, threonine, phenylalanine, 
methionine, and tryptophan ) must 
he obtained from food. These eight 
have been labeled "essential amino 
acids.' All eight are present in 
toods of animal origin except gela- 
tin. In loods ol vegetable origin, 
such as cereal grains, nuts, leg- 
umes, vegetables, and fruit, one or 
more of these essential amino acids 
may be missing. However, bv eat- 
ing certain combinations of food, 
our amino acid needs may be met. 
That is, the presence of an amino 

acid in one food may supply that 

amino acid in which another food 
is lacking. One of the more classic 
examples of this complementing 
action is found in beans and rice. 

Long before researchers discov- 
ered the scientific reasons for using 
these two foods "in combination," 
people in many parts of the world 
were eating them and thriving, 
One can only marvel at the wis- 
dom of these people, much of it 
learned no doubt from long and 
bitter experience. Here is a recipe 
for complementing beans and rice. 

BAKED BEAN AND 
BROWN RICE RAREBIT 

Ingredients: 3 onions; 4 table 
spoons butter; 1 #2 can solid pack- 
tomatoes; 1 cup cooked brown 
rice; 1 can baked beans; 1 pound 
extra-sharp cheese, grated; salt 
and pepper to taste. 
Method: Chop onions and saute in 
butter until golden. Add tomatoes, 
cooked rice, and beans and heat 
until just below the boiling point. 
Add grated cheese and cook over 
low heat until cheese melts. Sea- 
son to taste. Serve on toasted Bos- 
ton brown bread or toasted En- 
glish muffins. This is better if made 
ahead of time and reheated. Serves 
6 to 10. 

Here's a lacto-vegetarian recipe:

Method: Preheat oven to 350". 
Place all ingredients except cheese 
in a casserole. Sprinkle cheese on 
top. Bake until cooked, about 25-

Seventh Day. Adventists have 
long practiced the Lacto-ovo-vege- 
tarian diet. Its nutritional ade- 
quacy is unquestioned, and it is a 
well-documented fact that the gen- 
eral health of the members of this 
religious sect is good and their life 
span is somewhat longer than their 
fellow meat eaters. 

Recently a friend of mine spent 
ten days, her children's spring holi- 

day, cooking lacto-ovo-vegetarian 
meals. The children's ages range 
from 22 to 17, and this course of 
lood preparation was suggested by 
her elder son who happens to at- 
tend the agricultural college of 
Cornell, and is majoring in "Vege- 
tables." She laughed at first, found 
ii a challenge, enjoyed it and be- 
came convinced of its value. It was 
fun, especially planning the menus 

with the children, learning with 
them, and for the first time she 
found her children cooking with 
her as a family. 

Here are three recipes her fami- 
ly thought delicious and found 
easy to make. All come from Diet 
for a Small Planet by Frances 
Moore Lappe. 

SPINACH CASSEROLE 
Ingredients: % cup raw brown rice, 
cooked; Yi cup grated Cheddar 
cheese; 2 eggs, beaten; 2 table- 
spoons parsley, chopped; Yi tea- 
spoon salt; '4 teaspoon pepper; 1 
pound fresh spinach, chopped; 2 
tablespoons wheat germ; 1 tea- 
spoon butter, melted. 
Method: Preheat oven to 350°. 
Combine the cooked rice and 
cheese. Combine the eggs, parslev, 
salt, and pepper. Add the two 
mixtures together and stir in the 
raw spinach. Pour into an oiled- 
casserole. Top the spinach with 

wheat germ mixed with the melt- 
ed butter. [Jake lor 35 minutes.

POTATO LATKES 
Ingredients: 2 eggs; Yi onion, 
cubed; I huge potato, cubed; salt 
and pepper to taste; 2 tablespoons

This next recipe is filled with 
protein. Served with a green salad 
it is a beautifully balanced nutri- 
tious meal. The family that tried 
these recipes also made additions 
to this one. They cooked it as writ- 
ten here and also varied it by add- 
ing a cup of finely chopped broc- 
coli to the mixture; another time 
they added a layer of thinly sliced 
tomatoes. Anyway it was done, it 
was a big success. 

EASY CHEESE SOUFFLE 
Ingredients: 3 cups grated cheese; 
4-6 slices bread; 2 cups milk or \Yi 

cups milk and M cup wine or ver- 
mouth; 3 eggs, beaten; Yi teaspoon 
salt; Yz teaspoon Worcestershire 
sauce; Yi teaspoon dry mustard; /•> 
teaspoon thyme; pepper to taste. 
Method: Preheat oven to 350°. 
Layer the cheese and bread in an 
oiled baking dish, starting with 
the bread. Pour over it the milk or 
milk mixture. Beat with the eggs 
the remaining ingredients and 
pour over the bread mixture. Let 
stand for 30 minutes. Bake one 
hour in a pan of hot water. In a 
deep dish it has the appearance of 
souffle; in a shallow dish it resem- 
bles a quiche. 

After reading this column vou 
might want to try a delicious and 
nutritionally adequate lacto-ovo- 
vegetarian diet for a day or two, 
or even more. This diet offers such 
variety. So why not explore. ■

An amazingly simple wa; 
to a healthy heart 

A special interview with 
cardiologist Dr. Lenore R. Zohman 

The heart is a pump. It has 
the responsibility of pump- 
ing blood around the body, 

providing the various organs with 
nourishment. Most of the time we 
don't think about it; it beats away, 

according to our activities, and 
we probably pay more attention 
to it as a symbol of love, joy, and 
generosity ("sweetheart,'' "big- 
hearted," "light-hearted") than as 
our most vital piece of organic 

equipment. 
Except when something hap- 

pens to it. There are some un- 
changeable risk factors that affect 

a healthy heart—heredity, getting 
older, and being male ( women be- 
fore menopause have far fewer 
heart attacks than men). Other 
risk factors can be controlled: 
high blood pressure can be treat- 
ed, you can stop smoking, you 
can keep your weight down, you 
can try to minimize stress, and 
you can exercise. 

It's a familiar list, and difficult 
for most of us to maintain; except 
[or one—exercise. This is because 
a wonderfully simple technique 
of exercise—that anyone can do, 
anywhere, anytime—has been de- 
veloped specifically for heart 
health by Dr. Lenore lb Zohman, 
with other exercise cardiologists, 
and endorsed by the American 
Heart Association. 

Dr. Zohman is director ol Car- 
diopulmonary Rehabilitation at 
Montefiore Hospital, New York, 
and Associate Professor ol Car- 

diology at the Albert Einstein Col- 
lege ot Medicine. She is a Fellow 
of the American College ol (Car- 
diology, and a member of the 

Exercise Committee ol the Ameri- 
can Heart Association. (House h

"Here's how it works: there 
an amount of exercise sufficient t 
condition the muscles and cardie 
vascular system leading to phys 
eal fitness, but is not overlv stren 
nous. That is, there is a targe 
zone in which your heart rate in 
creases enough to achieve fitness 
but not too much to exceed safi 
limits. The name of the game i 
finding your target zone—your tar 
get heart rate zone. 

"Each individual's target zoin 
is between 70 and 85 percent ol 
his own maximum attainable heart 

rale. Above 85 percent, the circu- 
lation finds it increasingly difficult 

to supplv oxygen rapidly to the 
exercising muscles—hence you puff 
and pant to try to take in more 
oxygen." Each person has a dif- 
ferent target zone. You can cither 
find this out by taking an exercise 
stress-test under supervision of 
a specially trained doctor, or you 
can estimate it roughly by using 
the- chart illustrated in Dr. Zoh- 

man's booklet. Example: a twenty- 
year-old man has a maximal 
heart rate of 200. His target zone 
would then be 140 (70 percent) to 

170 (85 percent) beats per minute 
heart rate. A sixty-five-year-old 
man with a maximal attainable 
heart rate ol 150 beats per minute, 
would have a target zone ol 107 
(70 percent) to 130 (85 percent) 

heats per minute.

National Museum of Design, 
Cooper-Hewitt Collection

believed a similar collection serv- 
ing the designer, the artisan, and 
the student would be useful in rais- 
ing the standards of design in this 
country. It did, and has never 
stopped doing so. But museums 
have their financial ups and downs, 
and in 1903 the ('ooper Union was 
almost discontinued—but not 
quite. Through (lie intervention of 
the American Association of Mu- 
seums, the collections were en- 
trusted to the Smithsonian Insti- 
tution, and in 1968, the transfer 
was completed. In 1972, the Car- 

negie Corporation deeded to the 
Smithsonian the Andrew Carnegie 
Mansion, an adjoining town house 
and gardens, .is a new home for 
the Museum. 

he site stretches a New York 
Citv block on Fifth Avenue 
between Ninetieth and 

Ninety-first Streets; the buildings 
are admirably suited (or will be) 
to showing e\ eryday objects in hu- 

man scale. The mansion itself, 
built in 1901 in neo-Georgian 
style, had sixty-four rooms on six 
doors. Although huge by today's 
standards, "it was never an im- 
perial house." says Ada Louise 

Huxtable. "Its chief beauty then 
and even more now is a handsome 

substantiality and a spacious gar- 
den." 1 landsome it certainly is, but 
because of its age and the fact that 
it was designed as a home, not a

,y a happy small miracle of 
liming, the National Mu- 
seum of Design, Cooper- 

Hewitt Collection, will be cele- 
brating its 123rd birthday in 1970, 
the bicentennial year, in a new 
home. The Museum has always 
been a unique institution, famous 
not only lor the incredible scope 
oi its possessions, but also for 
its pragmatism. It is a working 

museum devoted entirely to the 
fields ol decorative arts and design, 
and a source o| almost infinite ref- 
erence to anvone, lav or profes- 
sional, interested in, or working in, 

those fields. "Incredible scope" is 
not at all an exaggerated term for 

the Cooper-Hewitt collections, 
which, to quote Lisa Taylor, the 
Museum's    director,    "encompass 

vancement ol Science and Art—to 
this dav, a model ol its kind. In it 
was to be a museum ol "art, sci- 
ence, and nature." Space was pro- 
\ ided for it, but binds ran out. and 
not until 1897 (funds were up 
again) did the plan come to frui- 
tion when Cooper's three grand- 
daughters, Sarah, Eleanor, and 
Amy Hewitt, opened the Cooper 
t 'nion Museum lor the Art of Dec 
oration.

If you want to enlarge 
your house 
Gaining more living space is a 

first priority in remodeling. As a 
general rule, il is easier and more 

economical to add on to an exist- 
ing house than to double vour 

costs l>v ripping out and then re- 
building. Often, simply removing 
the rear or side wall ol a living 
room, family room, or kitchen and 
extending this area tend to add 

spaciousness to the whole interior.

Should I add air 
conditioning? 
4. Updating heating equipment 
and installing summer cooling is 
usually one ol the most wanted 
improvements in anv major house 
remodeling. Hut todays energy 
crunch-the scarcity and rising 
cost ol power—mav LMYC you 
pause. The fact is that residential 

air-conditioning equipment being 
produced now is designed to use 
less energy and function at lower 
cost, bv being more efficient in 
operation. Standards known as 

energy efficiency ratings are ap- 
plied to air-conditioning equip- 

ment bv manufacturers to indicate 
how effectively it can convert pow- 
er to cooling. The cooling capacity 

ol the equipment (in BTUs, Brit- 
ish Thermal Units) and its energy 

consumption (the wattage) are 
listed on the unit s nameplate. Di- 
vide wattage into cooling capacity 

to get the Energy Efficiency Ratio. 
The higher, the better, because a 
high ratio means less energy con- 

sumption, less costly operation. 
Today, the cooling output, energy 
consumption, and dependable per- 
formance ol at least 95 percent of 
the central air conditioners made 
in the U.S. are certified under the 
Air Conditioning and Refrigera- 
tion Institutes Certification Pro- 

gram. This is a national trade asso- 
ciation ami its program includes 
inspection and appraisal ol manu- 

facturers' equipment specifica- 
tions. All certified equipment is 
listed in the AR] Directory, which 
you can ask vour heating contrac- 
tor to show von. Manufacturers of 
room air conditioners, cooperating 
with the Department of Com- 
merce, are also labeling the energy 

efficiency ratings of their products 
as determined b\ the Association 
of I Ionic Appliance Manufactur- 
ers. One maker also promises to 
fix a newly purchased unit, or lend 
another within twenty-four hours, 
il il breaks dow n in a year. 

Choosing 
air-conditioning 
equipment 
5. II the remodeling of your house 
is hou ,e w ide, it ma\ be necessary 
to   install   a   whole   new   air eondi 

tioning system. Costly, but perhaps 
not more than buying new land 
and building a new house. 11 you 
have a forced-warm-air heating 
system with existing ductwork it 

may be possible to put in air con- 
ditioning using the same ducts to 
distribute cool air in summer. If 
vou have hot-water heating you 
mav add a separate air-condition- 
ing system with cool air ducts or 

convert the existing pipe system 
to chilled water circulation for 

summer tooling. The chances are, 
however, that your house altera- 
tions are more modest and you 

will simply add on a room or a 
wing. For this, it is likely to be 
more feasible, and less expensive, 
to equip the area with its own in- 
dependent air conditioner. 

ft is essential that this equip- 
ment be the right size for the area 
to be cooled. An oversized unit 

will provide ample cooling but not 
operate often enough to dissipate 

humidity, while a too-small unit 
will lack cooling power. Most deal- 

ers have charts or formulas by 
which the proper size can be deter- 

mined. They are based upon the 
dimensions ol the area—its width, 

length, and height in feet, its win- 
dow exposures to outside weather, 
and how much insulation is in 

place. Noise and air flow are im- 
portant factors to question as well. 
Have them checked out for quiet 
operation and elimination of cold 
drafts. 

The improved efficiency and 
cost-saving operation of new air- 

conditioning equipment inevitably 
require higher original costs. The 
new EER models (Energy Effi- 
ciency Ratio) have new elements- 
coils, cooling fins, fan motors, ro- 

tary compressors—"Power Savers," 
which necessarily increase prices. 

Rut it is is claimed that savings in 
operating costs over the years will 
balance out higher first cost. Some 
manufacturers are beginning to 
list an Estimated Yearly Operating 

Cost (EYOC) for their equipment 
based on the cost per kilowatt | lor 
which rates vary nationwide) and 
calculated upon a set number ol 
operating hours. This helpful 
trend would give air-conditioner 

purchasers some idea of the life- 
cycle cost ol equipment.

A GARDENER SPEAKS HIS MIND 

Are you on to the great 
garden-season stretchers 

coldf rames and 
hotbeds? 

By William B.Hai 

Tins mav seem like a strairge time 
to write ol e'oldfraines, used so in- 

tensively in early spring, !>ul it 
seemed wise to spare those in- 
terested in such things the difficul- 
ties I encountered vears ago when 
l read ol coldframes and their 

wonders one January and forth- 
with built one to use that spring. 
Getting it into ground that's sticky 
in March, finding the earth inside 

the frame impossible to work be- 
cause it was frozen solid below a 
4-inch semi-ooze on top, and try- 
ing to protect the sash from that 
month's winds (one broke beyond 
repair) are unpleasant happenings 
to those who dream ol gardens in 
wintertime — possibilities that arti- 
cle I read failed to mention. And 
when mv coldframe was in work- 
ing order, I found I had only the 
foggiest notion of how to put it to 
work. Nothing in any ol my books 
was explicit. But that's the way it 
is with so much of gardening. The 
writer points, and il you stumble 
moving in his direction, try to take 
heart in remembering that he 
spent time falling on his face, too. 

A coldframe or hotbed—the lat- 
ter is merely a heated coldframe— 
stretches the growing season mark- 
edly. At least a month in Litch- 
field, sometimes six weeks, can be 
tacked on the beginning of spring, 
and about that much can be added 
in the fall. Hotbeds will double 
that. Hotbeds can be used all win- 

ter. Anv device, reasonably priced, 
that can add that much time to the 
growing season is worth having, 
but few people do. And this is the 
more surprising, since so many 
gardeners do so much wishing for 
a small greenhouse. That is what a 
coldframe is—a greenhouse with- 
out heat. Besides providing invalu- 
able experience for managing the 
greenhouse when it arrives, a lew 
square feet of coldframe area 

( which will be difficult not to turn 
into a hotbed when il is being 
built) will supply both vegetable 
and Mower garden with more 
plants than most people can pos- 
sible use, plus a splendid supply ol 
e.u |y vegetables. |ust one 3 b) 6

and my helper never arrived at the 
right   time. 

Onlv about a vear ago I met a 
somewhat elderly spinster who 
lived alone and who was a superb 
and ingenious gardener. She-grew 
almost everv plant in her loveh 
garden: vegetables, annuals, in- 
eluding many I'd never seen. She 
had a small greenhouse and cold- 
frames. Her onlv help was part 
time, one dav a week. The frames, 
which she had had for years, were 
3-foot squares, three ol them side 
h\ side, covered with 3-foot sash. 
Thev were glazed with glass. She 
had eut them down to her size. I 
could have kicked myself for not 
having thought ol it. 

Here arc some of the points to 
consider in constructing frames. 
Advice in most books is to use 
masonrv because "it lasts longer, 
even though somewhat more ex- 
pensive.'" "Somewhat" is an under- 
statement. Also, masonrv has an 
undesirable degree of immobility 
—you're stuck if you later want it 
elsewhere. I'm a dedicated wood- 
and-Cuprinol fellow for small out- 
door structures (redwood or 
Southern cypress treated with any 
wood preservative sate to use 

close to seedlings—creosote is not). 
Cover the sash with 4-mill plastic 
film, top and bottom to provide in- 
sulation. Provide hooks to keep it 
from blowing away, but be sure 
thev are loose enough to work 
easilv with the fingers. Face the 
frame south and provide protec- 
tion at the back, but leave enough 
space to work it from the back—24 
to 30 inches is usually enough. If 
you are unsure, measure the width 
of vour stoop, and you figure out 
how to do that. A thermometer in- 
side placed where it can be read 
easily is helpful. The kind that 
measures highs and lows (they arc 

reset daily with a small magnet) 
provides the best temperature in- 
formation. The earth inside should 
be deeply prepared and sharp lor 
drainage and raised about 2 inches 
above die outside level. Set the 
frame itsell 2 inches below the 
surface. In the late fall (and earl) 
spring) hea]) up soil around the 
frame and nearly to die top to 
keep out deep frost.

I have no experience managing 
a hotbed, but those who do say the 
discomfort of tending them in win- 
ter is far outweighed by the let- 
tuce, spinach, radishes, and othei 
greens harvested in all but th< 
iciest weather. In the far north, 
tender perennials and hybrid tea 
roses are wintered in them, too, 
Hotbeds of course, become cold- 
frames as the season advances. If I 

were building another coldframe, I 
would bury a heating cable about 
7 inches, the wire laid in loops 
about 6 inches apart, to use on a 
bitter cold night just to make me 
feel safe. So there von are. We 
start with a coldframe and before 
von can turn around, we have built 
a hotbed, and maybe von will, too.

frames. All the following amounts 
to is a bit of guidance. Soak the 
soil thoroughly two davs before 
planting. Then lest it in the hand; 
if a fistful crumbles at once alter 
being squeezed, it is too drv—it 
should crumble slightly. It needs 
to be nicely damp for verv fine 
seed, like petunia, which should 
not be covered but just pressed in- 
to the row. If water is needed be- 
fore it sprouts, be careful not to 
wash the seed. Later water the 
sprouted plants thoroughly (soak) 
each time moisture is needed. 
Never water a frame you are not 
going to open. On a sunny dav a 
frame can be watered as late as 2 
I'M, never after 10 \.\r on a 
clouded one, because water must 
drv off the seedlings before the 
frame is closed or they will damp 
ofl (be attacked by a fungus that 
decimates them in a tew hours). 
ll.se a watering can with a verv 
fine rose spray; few people can 
handle water in a hose competent- 
ly. Watch the back of the frame 
carefully—it gets more light and air 
circulation than the front. A prop- 

agator I know says watering is 
very easy; it only takes a little 
practice with eyes and mind wide 
open. 

As noted, it is impossible to pro- 
vide detailed instructions lor grow- 
ing each of the hundreds of kinds 
ol plants that can be started in a 
frame—cold or hot. Seeds are sown 
in rows or small pans (squat clay 
pots). They all require thinning. 
The remainder are transplanted 
directly to the garden after frost or 
into peat pots—and some can be 
ielt to mature in the frame. No 
matter how many frames you have, 
the space available for plants will 
be very small, so the objective is 
to produce a few plants of as main' 
kinds as possible. Yen earl) crops 
of leal lettuce, radishes, beets, car- 
rots, and spinach for the table are 
grown in the frame, in .succession, 

until the garden starts to produce. 
II vmi plant onions (sets or seed) 
be sure the soil is heavily fertil- 
ized; pull scallions to thin them, 
the remainder will supply mature 
onions long before thev are readv 
outdoors. Six cloves ol garlic, also 

planted in rich soil verv early, 
should produce si\ large heads 
right in the frame before the first 
fall frost. One tomato plant lei t in 
the frame will make a handsome 
early crop—and vour best and 
earliest cucumbers and squash will 
come bom one or two seedlings 
left in the frame to mature I the) 
sprawl right out ol it). This also 
applies    to   eggplant,    beets,    and 

carrots—you       get       respectable 
amounts from the frame before the 
garden.   And   at    the   same   time 
small spaces lelt  lor annuals andl 
perennials will grow all the trans 
plants one needs lor the borders. 

The basic idea of frame man- 
agement is to use the restricted 
growing area as intensively as pos- 
sible. It is not hard to do. Hows 
are much closer together than in 
the garden—instead of 12 to 18 
inches apart, 5 or 6 inches is 
enough; also, you can "double- 
row" by sowing two lines of seed 
a half-inch apart in the row, which, 
almost doubles production of such 
vegetables as radishes, beets, and 
carrots. You can get up to 36 feet 
ol row space in 18 square feet of 
frame; 54 feet in 27 square feet. 
That is a lot of space for seed. 

Frames, of course, save money, 
but that is not their only value. In 
these davs of "instant plants" 
bought from garden centers or 
mail-order nurseries, today's gar- 
deners seem to be missing one of 

gardening's great rewards—the 
satisfaction of growing a plant to 
maturity from seed or a cutting. 
Those who can do this are garden- 
ers. It's that simple. 

lip to this point we have dis- 
cussed growing in frames but have 
said nothing of the garden itself or 
have attempted to answer that old 
and perplexing question: At what 
lime in the spring is it wise to 
plant seeds and tender plants out- 
side? At no time is the safe answer; 
wait until summer starts. But 

played that way gardening would 
be little fun and give Northerners 
very short seasons. Nature, though 
just as plagued by frost as we are, 
puts out some signals as she gets 
on with the business of spring that 
are useful to poor humans. Years 
ago I read a tiny book published 
in 1912 that had this advice: 
When plums and peaches start to 
bloom, temperature in the shade 
is 45 degrees. At that temperature 
many vegetables start to germinate 
(radishes, lettuce, carrots, beets). 
When apples blossom, tempera- 
lures in the shade will have 
reached 60 degrees, right for 
corn, beans, cucumbers, and most 
of the annuals. And when apple 
blossoms bill, it is time to put out 
lender plants. In each Instance, 
ground temperatures in direct sun- 
light are warmer. Hut if the bees 
aren't out, the air and mound may 
be colder than you think, so wait a 
while. Except for July 4, 19 11, 
w hen a light host in Litchfield 
clobbered most tender plants 

these signals have worked well. ■

GOING PLACES, FINDING THINGS 

Follow your curiosity and the coast 
for a few marvelous days of 

seaports, houses, and 
New England cooking

New England has looked .li- 

ter its past, preserving care- 

fully its anecdotes and 

architecture; its recipes, literature, 
and low-profile tone of life. Much 
of this history has to do with the 

Atlantic, with whaling, shipbuild- 
ing, and summer resorts. With this 

in mind I decided to follow the 
coast and enjoy what New En- 

gland oilers so abundantly there— 
the mixture of history, architec- 

ture, and ports with comfort, good 

food, and a quantity of ideas for 
houses and gardens to take home 
and use. 

Boston has long been the center 
of what's considered the spirit of 

New England. Today, as well as 

supplying ample adventure within 
its own boundaries, it makes a 

good starting point from which to 

go either north or south, exploring 
die ports and villages just oil the 

major highways that link all of 
New England from New York to 
( 'anada. There is so much to see 

that I found it easier to make the 

journey in small sections. 
Taking the North Shore of Bos- 

ton as the road serves it up, vou 
will come first to a trio of early 
New England settlements—Mar- 

hlehead, Salem, Beverlv—strong in 
the 17th and ISth centuries and 

totally involved with the sea. It 
was Salem that drew me, with a 

history that included Nathaniel 
Hawthorne as a narrator and 

promised clues to our Puritan past 
and its witch hunts. Salem is easily 

a day's worth of fun, but even set- 

tling for lunch and a browse 
through some houses is a treat. 

Some stand-up reading from bro- 
chures at the book-gift shop at the 
Salem Maritime Museum, the old 
Customs 1 louse, will remind one 
that I law tliorne did not live in the 
Mouse of Seven Gables several 
blocks away, but that Susan Inger- 
soll did and was the cousin who 

first interested Hawthorne in all 
the stories associated with the 
house. I law tliorne hiinsell worked 

|i ir sex oral years in the (Customs 
I louse and in his introduction to 
The Scarlet Letter he describes 
almost as one would for a \ isitor to 
Salem, both the appeal and the 

boredom   ol    his    birthplace.    By 

' 

1850 it had already passed into 
period of contented insignificance 
Boston had long been the stall 
seat, and Salem's harbor was con 
sidered too shallow for the largei 

vessels being built. "It would be 
quite as reasonable to form an at- 

tachment to a disarranged check- 
erboard," says Hawthorne of his 
ties to Salem. But what contentec 
Hawthorne about Salem is easily 

seen just outside the Customs 
House. Next to it stand two hand- 

some captain's houses built in the 
1760s by ships' carpenters who 
made rooms look like ships' cabins. 

One house is brick, one is clap- 
board. Both look out oxer the bar-1 

bor. There's a vegetable patch be-1 
hind, tall sunflowers, some corn 

other flowers, and. the day I was 
there, a lot of ducks, fust down the 
street is an antiques shop housed 

in a restored store that originally 

sold goods imported when Salem 

was trading with the West Indies. 
The House of Seven Gables is a 

century older than the captain's 
houses, though it had been added 

on to and stripped back several 
times before Hawthorne knew 
Susan lngersoll. It has a secret 

staircase and other very steep 
ones. Some rooms are tiny and 

some ceilings low. The main rooms 
are larger, dignified but homy. 

The tour guide gives a good defi- 
nition ol gables—those architec- 
tural juts that extend from the 
main ridge pole of the house, come 

to a peak, and have a window. 

There was absolutely not a trace 
of a witch to be found the day I 
was in Salem, which was also what 

fudge Jonathan Corwin concluded 
in 1692, after nineteen people sus- 
pected of witchcraft had been 
hanged. The so-called Witch 

House, actually fudge Corwin *s 
own house, is early 17th century 
and looks like an Elizabethan 
house in wood with casement win 

dows and a steep pitched roof. 
Another ol Salem's well known 
residents was Samuel Mclnlire, 

the man responsible lor many 

handsome examples ol Neoclassic, 

Federal houses built early in the 
lOih century when Salem's foreign 
trade filled these houses w ilh

J Far from imposing a restriction on life, psychologists tell 
^■^us it can work to broaden our existence. "By saving, in 
flHHVfact, you can really be adding something to your life, 

expanding your horizon," confirms Dr. Florence Denmark, 
Professor of Psychology at the City University, New York. 
"Saving, in a sense of making more effort to reuse and update 
what you have, gives a feeling of satisfaction—and deservedly 
so. You feel good for this reason . . . that you have become 
very creative. You have made another use for something and 
that's an important accomplishment. And important in exer- 
cising creativity and developing it." Saving has an honored 
place in our history. In 1776 the word junk was unknown in 
our vocabulary as a description for unwanted objects. It re- 
ferred to short lengths of rope. Then, recycling was a way of 
life. Soap and candles and gunpowder and clothes were made 
from materials, scraps, and leftovers at hand. Even in more 
recent times, who doesn't remember a grandmother who kept 
string, boxes, and wrapping paper for reuse at the appropriate 
moment? Adds Dr. Denmark: "When you realize that the 
habit of abandoning things is wasteful because it makes no 
use of your talents, then you really gain a lot of fun out of 
saving. It's not a chore or a bore or something you have to 
struggle with, but a rewarding way of accomplishing things, 
a joyful experience."

I oda\ architects and engineers are exploring new sources of energy for houses. Here is an exciting example ol a 
house designed to run by the sun. A spectacular engineering job (the solar energy both heats and cools the house 
with the same equipment), but it is more than that. Under this cluster of copper peaked roots are some ol the most 
modem innovations (from wall panels, to insulation, to energy saving appliances) to demonstrate how life can be 
more comfortable and livable in future. The Decade .SO Solar House is a multicorporation achievement, initiated 
by the Copper Development Association, Inc. and designed by architect M. Arthur Koteh. Fifteen major com- 
panies participated in bringing technological knowledge to the project—Amana Refrigeration, American Standard, 
Ark l,i Industries, Burlington Industries.

Solar energy is used to air-condition 
as well as heat the interior spaces. 
i4It was a special challenge to the 
engineers," explains Copper Devel- 
opment Association's Paul Ander- 
son. "It is all done with solar power, 
a minimum of pumps, and an under- 
standing of thermal dynamics." I he 
same ducts are used for hot water 
pipes (which are fanned to produce 
warm air to heat the house) or to 
deliver the cool air blown through 
the ducts from the control room. A 
simple switch mechanism changes 
the system from heating to cooling 
as required. Vents distribute tem- 
perature-regulated air to all the 
rooms. "We can guarantee the solar 
system will provide almost 100 per- 
cent of heating necessary in this part 
of the country and about 75 percent 
of air conditioning. After a period 
of overcast days we may have to 
assist the cooling with standby 

equipment. This solar system will 
not need any more maintenance 
than the usual heating and cooling 
system.

This kitchen was once buried inside a jumble of rooms in a 
turn-of-the-century house. The family living there now includes 
a super cook, who was running herself ragged in a kitchen the size 
of a small golf course. So—it was turned into a new living room and 
two large pantries, stripped to their beamed bones, became an 
organized cooking place big enough to hold everything, small 
enough to give a happy cook complete and restful control. 

1. The most striking feature of the new kitchen is its top-of-the-room greenhouse. Architects Henry S. Reeder, Jr. and 
I Joseph Maybank had the ceilings and part of an east-facing roof taken off and replaced with tempered glass.

How a dedicated group restored it and how they keep it going 

In the most unlikely of financial times, 1929, Mrs. 
Charles D. Lanier of Greenwich, Conn., daughter-in- 

w law of Southern poet Sidney Lanier, led a group of de- 
termined women into a national campaign to raise 
money to purchase Stratford Hall in Virginia. Thus 
the Robert E. Lee Memorial Association, inc., was 
born. Their aim, to restore this historic house, open- 
ing it to all America, in memory of General Lee. Their 
goal, $240,000. Within three years the mortgage was 

paid, restoration had begun. The General would have been over- 
whelmed. He had always wanted to buy Stratford, although he left 
there at age three. In the heat of the Civil War he wrote his wife, "I 
wish I could purchase Stratford . . . that would inspire me with plea- 
sure and local love. It is a poor place, but we could make enough corn- 
bread and bacon for our support, and the girls could weave us clothes." 
He could not have dreamed its splendor today. This house, built in the 

l-1720s, has given us more patriots than any other in our country. 

POTOMAC   RIVE 

Thomas Lee, great-great uncle of Robert E. Lee, surprised every- 
one with his house, and it still surprises. Instead of a Southern 
columned mansion, he built a house without frills, a house of 
integrity, a Tudor-H, the bricks kilned on the place', the plaster 
made from Potomac oyster shells. The important rooms are on 
the second floor as in an Italian manor house, and two clusters 
of four chimneys each form roof pavilions where young ladies 
once watched ships carry tobacco, returning with silks from Lon- 
don. Thomas Lee also helped negotiate the opening of the Ohio 
Basin to settlers. Two sons, Richard Henry and Francis Light- 
foot, signed the Declaration of Independence, and "Light Horse" 
Harry Lee, General Lee's father, was one of Washington's fa- 
vorite cavalry commanders. This is the house the ladies saved. 
The Board of the Robert E. Lee Association, 38 women from 
35 states and Great Britain, meets twice a year to plan policy 
and to watch over their plantation, following the motto of the 
Lees, on the coat of arms, far left, "Not unmindful of the future."

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Although Stratford has been a working farm for 
the last 250 years, the restored 1508 acres are 
now blooming, an important part of the plans of 
the Board of Directors. For example the director 
from Colorado is in charge of livestock, especially 
the fine herd of Angus cattle. Tobacco is no longer 
grown except as a demonstration crop, but the 
cattle and horses graze in the pastures, and forests 
are harvested and replanted. Corn, barley, wheat, 
oats, and hay are grown for feed, as well as the 
grinding into corn meal, whole-wheat flour, and 
pancake flour to be sold through the plantation 
store. Place mats and other woven articles from 
the spinning room can be purchased as well. 
Along with the plum puddings and fruit cakes— 
superb Southern treats. When the thirty-eight di- 
rectors come together for their biannual meeting 
they stay in rustic log cabins. Each state has a 
cabin, or shares it with another state, and each 
cabin is owned and operated at the director's 
private expense. Stratford Hall, located in West- 
moreland County in the Northern Neck of Virginia, 
is about 70 miles southeast of Washington. Open 
every day from 9 A.M. to 4:30 P.M. except Christ- 
mas, lunch is served from April 1 through October 
31, with light refreshments all year. Entrance 
fee is $2, children 50c. To order by mail from the 
Plantation Store, write Stratford, Va. 22558, but 
do not send any money as the office will bill you.

QUICK  VEGETABLES 
• Turnips Anna a new twist on an old favorite from Gael Greene 
who loves to serve them with venison or any other roast. Rub a small 
iron skillet with butter and squeeze on a little garlic, layer with thin 
slices of white turnip. Dot each layer with butter and season with salt 
and pepper. Heat first on top of the stove to brown bottom, then bake 
for about 25 minutes in a 375° oven until tender. Invert onto serving 
dish to serve. 

• Crisply cooked vegetables make wonderful salads for a first course; 
Gael Greene serves cauliflower with a curried mayonnaise. 

Poach cauliflowerettes in salted water until cooked but still crisp. Drain 
and cool. Cook a little curry powder in butter, add to a homemade 
mayonnaise, sharp with dijon mustard, and spoon over cauliflower. 
• Alfredo Viazzi who owns Manhattan's Italian take-out food shop 
Tavola Calda Da Alfredo, adds vegetables to boiling water for 6 
minutes maximum, then quickly plunges them in ice water. Drains. 
Broccoli flowers he tops with two fillets of anchovy finelv chopped 
together with a garlic-laced vinaigrette; green beans he tops with 
thinly sliced rings of onion, a garlicky dressing and final shower of 
parsley. Or alternately beans are tossed u-ith henry cream, a 

good grating of nutmeg, salt and pepper. 
• A fresh ripe pear gives a surprise flavor to a puree of spinach. 
It's the invention of master chef Michel Guerard for his health spa 
Les Pres et les Sources D' Eugenie in France. Quickly cooked spinach 
is pureed in a blender with a little water, no butter or cream are 
added just a little fresh pear to make it fluffy and delicious. 
• A delicious quick pea puree is served in individual lotus flower 
bowls bv Kenneth Bates as a side dish. Cook frozen peas quickly and 
drain. Puree in a blender together with butter, heavy cream and a 
good sprinkling of tarragon. Season with salt and pepper. 
• Crispy brawn eggplant is made by Jacqueline Gonnet by 
dipping /4-inch slices of eggplant in a vinaigrette dressing and then 
baking in a shallow pan in a 450° oven until golden. Mrs. Gonnet 

also loves turnips boiled until tender and mashed with a little sugar, 
salt, pepper and paprika. Don't mash them too smooth. 
• Cook a whole Huston lettuce in boiling water for about 15 
minutes or till tender suggests Elizabeth Heineman (Elizabeth Heine- 
man Cooking School). Run under cold water, holding the bottom care 
and squeezing dry as you taper into long shape. Serve warm with a 
simple brown sauce of shallots and chicken broth or bathed in a little 
butter and sprinkled with chives. Cook a little in sauce to blend flavors.

The waiter whips 
the peaked napkin of! your plate 
into your lap the minute you sit 
down, and the service is superb. 
Yet imagine the late 1800s when 
a blaring trumpet summoned pas- 
sengers to dinner. And as the Cap- 
tain inarched in large soup tureens 
were uncovered in unison by beau- 
tifully tailored and trained waiters. 
When we crossed there were no 
trumpets (except late at night in 
the discotheque) and no shiny 
chorus line of tureen tops, but it 
was a wonderful world for five 
davs where we thoroughly enjoyed 
and savored the fine traditional 
English dishes of the largest float- 
ing restaurant on the seas today.

Dee Hardie 
Thackeray probably enjoyed his 

Steak and Kidney Pie as much as 
we did when he sailed on the 
"Canada" in 1S52. And Charles 
Dickens, when on the "Britannia" 
in 1842, was so impressed with 
Cunard food that he wrote about 
it in his American Notes. He 
started off by describing the load- 
ing of the ship's food ". . . . men 
were filling the icehouses to the 
very throat with fresh provisions; 
with butcher's meat and garden 
stuff; pale suckling pigs, calves 
heads in scores, beef, veal, and 
pork and poultry. . . ." 

We were impressed, too. Little 
wonder. With experience and ele- 
gance an executive chef, five chefs, 
and a kitchen staff of 138 manage 
to serve three meals a day, plus 
bracing bouillon in the morning 
and a tidy tea in the afternoon to 
1700 passengers and the crew of 
900. And if you suddenly feel 
"peckish," as Cunard puts it, you 
can order sandwiches at any odd 

time of day or night. We made it a 
point to feel "peckish" around mid- 
night as our night steward was a 

delightful Eric. (Looking robust, 
even at midnight, Eric sleeps on an 
open deck in all weather.) 

By concentrating on the tradi- 
tional English dishes we not only 
had delicious meals every day, we 
discovered we were in truly inter- 
esting company. On past voyages 
of the Cunard ships Lord Beaver- 
brook alwavs had Steak and Kid- 
ney Pie. The late Kav Kendall was 
so fond of Cunard.s Cottage Pie 
that she would make a special trip 
into the kitchen to thank the staff.

STEAK AND KIDNEY PIE 
History has it that this dish w 
eaten by Wellington's victorio 
troops after the Battle of Waterlo 
This recipe serves 6. It can 1 
cooked ahead and frozen, 
cooked ahead, refrigerated, ai 
served cold. 
Ingredients: 1 onion, diced; 1 t 
blespoon butter; 2 pounds roui 
of beef (rump steak or top side

Method: In a skillet lightly brov 
onion in butter and then add be 
and kidney and allow to cook sti 
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rin<£ constantly, until the contents 
are brown. Sprinkle in flour and 
mix well. Add 1 cup stock, salt and 
pepper to taste, Worcestershire 
sauce and simmer slowly over low 
flame about 2 hours, or until meat 
is tender. Make sure there is al- 
ways a fair amount of liquid. 

Preheat oven to 400°. Place the 
meat and gravy in a deep pie dish 
and allow to cool. Place pie funnel 
in the center of the dish. The fun- 
nel allows the meat to be nicely 
domed without being too tightly 
packed. If you do not have a fun- 
nel, merely leave a small hole in 
the center of the pastry. When the 
meat and gravy cool, damp edges 
of the pie dish and cover with 
rolled out pastry, dough, or cres- 
cent rolls around funnel. If you do 
not have a funnel, cover the center 
hole with a pastry leaf cut from 
trimmings of dough shaped as a 
diamond and dampen before put- 
ting over hole. Flute edges of pas- 
try and glaze dough with egg. 
Bake for 10 minutes, reduce heat to 
350° and cook until crust is golden 
brown. Before serving pour a little 
stock through funnel, or remove 
pastry leaf and add it. 

If the pie is to be eaten cold, it 
is a good idea to dissolve some gel- 
atin in the stock at the end. Serve 
as Cunard does, with cabbage, 
quickly cooked with a touch of 
bicarbonate of soda in the water to 
keep the cabbage green. Serves 6. 

STEAK AND KIDNEY PUDDING 
The ingredients here are very simi- 
lar to a steak and kidney pie, but as 
it is a pudding, it is steamed 
whereas the pie is baked. If you 
haven't a white crockery "pudding 
basin," you can use an average- 
sized, 6-inch-deep, 6-inch-at-the- 
brim, mixing bowl with a rim. 
(But if you've ever received a 
plum pudding from England, you 
already hate a pudding basin.) 
The suet crust pastry and the in- 
gredients for the pudding can each 
be prepared ahead and kept in the 
refrigerator overnight. The pud- 
din <r is best, however, served im- 
mediately after it is steamed.

string around securely, making 
loops at each end to help lift bowl 
when finished steaming. Tut bowl 
in a saucepan, but make sine it's 
large enough to leave a space all 
around the basin; otherwise vou 
will find it difficult to add to the 
water, which will reduce as the 
pudding is steaming. It's a good 
idea to put an inverted .saucer in 
the pan to raise the bottom of the 
basin from the water, and the pan 
must have enough water in it to 
reach about )i wav up the basin. 
Keep the water boiling on a very 
low heat (water will seep into pud- 
ding if it boils too fiercely). Steam 
pudding for 2/2-3 hours. Serves 4-6. 

After steaming, remove foil from 
pudding and tie jauntily with a 
white napkin with a large knot in 
front. This adds a certain flair and 
helps  vou hold  the basin  and to 

serve. At the table have a small jug 
of boiling water or gravy, so when 
the first portion of the pudding is 
cut. vou can pour in a little water 
to increase and dilute the verv rich 
gravy.

scent ol new-mown hay. 

The old-world May Bowl or 
Mav wine punch is made bv plac- 
ing woodruff, which readies its 

peak ol flavor at the beginning of 
Mav, into a cheesecloth pouch and 
letting it steep in a pitcher ol Rhine 
wine for several hours. The ortho- 
dox garnish for the wine is fresh 
strav but   other   seasonal 
fruits—peaches,   pears,   nectarines 
— mav he used as well. 

II fresh fruits are not easily 
found, frozen fruits mav he substi- 
tuted, preferably those without 
sugar added—frozen whole straw- 
berries, blueberries, peaches, or 
raspberries.

For fresh, moist figs, so preva- 
lent in the Italian countryside, un- 
cork a light-bodied Italian wine—a 
Bardolino or Chianti Classico or a 
soft Sicilian rose. For variety try a 
California varietal—Sebastiani Bar- 
bera or Simi Zinfandel, good, full- 
bodied reds. Have nearby a bowl 
of granulated susar tossed with the 
grated zest of a lemon and a whis- 
per of ground allspice. Encourage 
companions to dip the figs lightly 
with their fingers and sip the wine 
slowly. 

MINWICHES TO MUNCH 
WITH MAY WINE 

Butter freshly made thin white 
toast rounds. Add scrubbed, im- 
peded, wafer-thin cucumber 
slices, a layer of freshly chopped 
dill leaves, and top each toast 
round with a second slice. Garnish 
with crisp red radishes. 

Cut thin-sliced pumpernickel 
into fingers. Spread with finely 
diced avocado and a sprig of wa- 
tercress. Serve with tomato 
wedges. 

Mince pitted ripe olives and a 
little fresh lemon juice until thev 
form a paste. Spread on cracker 
rounds, grate a little hard-cooked 
egg volk on top and decorate the 
platter with scallion brushes. To 
make these, cut scallions into 4- 
inch lengths and feather both ends 
with a sharp knife. 

Combine 6 ounces cream cheese 
with 6 ounces creamed cottage 
cheese and blend until smooth. 
Add a few drops Tabasco sauce, 3 
teaspoons sweet paprika, 1 tea- 
spoon onion juice, and a squirt of 
fresh lemon juice. Work until 
smooth. Chill. Spread on cocktail 
pumpernickel or rye bread. Gar- 
nish with black olives. 

Bring an 8-ounce block of cream 
cheese to room temperature. Add 
1 cup fresh or frozen strawberries 
that have been pureed in a blend- 
er, 2 teaspoons sugar, a grating of 
nutmeg. Blend until pink and 
creamv. Pile into a pretty crock. 
Surround with freshly made bis- 
cuits or nonsaltv crackers. ■

Method for hot water piecrust: In 
a bowl place the lard and pour the 
water over it and beat until cold 
and creamv. In a separate bowl, 
sift together flour, baking powder, 
and salt.

Cov- 
er the dough and chill it until firm. 
Ingredients for pie: 1 teaspoon 
Worcestershire sauce; salt and 
pepper to taste; Yi onion, finely 
diced; 1 tablespoon parsley, finely 
chopped; rind of )i lemon mixed 
with small amount of water; % 
pound veal, diced; 1 recipe for hot 
water piecrust, rolled out; % pound 
ham, diced; 3 hard-boiled eggs, 
quartered; 2 cups jellied stock; 1 
beaten egg. 
Method for pie: Preheat oven to 
425°. In a bowl mix Worcester- 
shire sauce, salt and pepper, onion, 
parsley and lemon rind and water 
mixture together. Roll veal in mix- 
ture and set aside. Line a 9-by-3- 
inch bread tin with )& the hot wa- 
ter piecrust and arrange veal mix- 
ture, ham and eggs in layers until 
tin is full, dome slightly at top. 
Pour 1/2 cups jellied stock around 
mixture. Cover the top with addi- 
tional pie dough and seal. Make a 
hole in the center of the dough 
with the point of a knife and ar- 
range a decoration of circle leaves 
around the hole. This hole will al- 

low steam to escape. Brush with 
egg for a shiny glaze. Bake for 1- 
1/2 hours. Allow pie to cool; when 
cold add additional stock to the 
center hole and let set. Serves 6. 

COTTAGE PIE 
This pie can be made with any 
meat, usually whatever the cottage 
housewife lias left over from the 
"Sunday joint." When Iamb is 
used, it is "Shepherd's Pie." It can 
be made ahead and frozen. 
Ingredients: 2 tablespoons butter; 
1 small onion, minced; 2 table- 
spoons Hour; Yi pint brown stock; 1 
pound cooked meat, fat removed 
and minced; 1 teaspoon mixed 
herbs; 1 tablespoon tomato puree; 
1 small carrot, minced, cooked un- 
til tender; 2 celery sticks, minced, 
cooked until tender; pepper and 
salt, to taste; mashed potatoes (1 
bag of instant mashed potatoes). 
Method: Preheat oven to 350°. In 
a skillet melt the butter and brown 
the onion. Stir in the flour and 
gradually add the stock, bring to a 
boil and simmer for 5 minutes. In a 
bowl mix the meal, herbs, tomato 
puree, onion, carrot, celery, and 
pepper and salt to taste. Pour mix- 
ture into a greased deep pie dish, 
pour on the thickened stock and 
mix well. Cover the top with 
mashed potatoes and bake for Y-

Spring (lowering bulbs show their best against a 

low groundcovor. One of the very best plants 
for this purpose is forget-me-not. Ueflecting the 

sky's blue at ground level, tins amiable plant (lowers 
for weeks on end, while its bright green leaves eover 
the earth practically all year long and help c mceal 
the leaves of spring bulbs as they mature. Kn< \vn to 
most gardeners bv its botanical name Myosotis. I ir- 

gct-me-not is a native w ildflower all around the world, 
horn the Arctic Circle to the southern lip ol South 
America. It grows abundantly in Alaska, where it has 
been designated State blower. There are two com- 
mon species, scorpioulcs, with (lowers in a long curl 
like a scorpion's tail, and sylvatica, below, which has 
a more or less flat-topped (lower cluster. Beginning 
gardeners are often disconcerted by the lorget-me- 
not's habit ol (lowering lustily one year and disap- 
pearing the next, only to reappear in lull loree the 
third vear. This is because the plants are biennial, 
forming roots and leaves one year, flowers and seed , 

the next. Seed from one vear's flowering germi- 
nates and mows the billowing year but does not 
flower until the vear after that, whereupon the 
plant sets its seed and dies. So, loha\ ea 
constant succession ol flowers, forget- 
me-nots should be planted on two sue 
eessive years. While one batch of 
seedlings is flowering, the next lot 
is preparing to take over. Once es- 
tablished, ibis alternate-year planting 
will continue to reseed ilsell indefinitely. Myosotis 
has no serious insect or disease enemies. However, it 
cannot stand drought and must have a constant sup- 
ply of water.

Gushing House, 98 High Street, a 
good example, is open to the pub- 
lic. Also, the fences along High 
Street are very handsome. 

North of Newburvport, New 
Hampshire takes a small bite of 
the coast. In this stretch is Ports- 
mouth, once a rich port, state 
capital. Strawbery Banke is the 
original Portsmouth community 
first meagerly settled around 1630 
on several acres near the water. 
By 1930, although 17th-, 18th-, 
and 19th-century houses still 
existed, this several-block-square 
area was a downtown junkyard 
and by 1950 urban authorities 
wanted to tear it all down. Since 
then a group of local citizens has 
had it declared a historic area and 
continues to preserve it house by 
house. This is a fascinating; thing 
to see, perhaps what Williamsburg 
or Old Sturbridge Village looked 
like early in its restoration. And 
there is an atmosphere of passion- 
ate local effort to raise more and 
more money to save more and 
more houses. The earliest houses, 
big wooden boxes with roofs, look 
very Elizabethan and are late 
17th-century. In the midst of the 
restoration—salt boxes, big boxes, 
and gambrel-roofed houses—is a 
small craft community making 
things to sell to visitors. A Windsor 
chairmaker, was particularly ap- 
pealing. For information write to 
Strawbery  Banke Inc.,  Box 300, 

46 Jefferson St., Portsmouth, N.H. 
03801. Across the Piscataqua from 
Portsmouth is Maine. 

When you go, the trip can be 
made starting at any point and 
working either south or north. It's 
a good idea to write ahead of time 
to local Chambers of Commerce 
and other centers of information. 
Check the Mobil Guide for these 
addresses as well as a good listing 
of the more obvious places to eat 
and stav. Country Inns of New 
England by Suzie Chapin and 
Elizabeth Squire, a paperback 
put out by the Pequot Press, tells 
of places to stay other than the big 
hotel and motel chains and some- 
times they are very good. Don't 
expect country inns in the Euro- 
pean sense. The service is some- 
times casual but always well-inten- 
tioned and the staff is often made 
up of college students on vacation. 
Usually there are no phones in the 
room, but the food is plain, hearty, 
and delicious. There are often jars 
of relishes and loaves of fruit and 
nut breads for sale. In general I 
found that would-be French res- 
taurants are not as much fun as 
Ma and Pa operations that serve 
simple American dishes of the 
area. There's always something on 
the menu that's delicious that 
they're proud of and there's more 
than an even chance of making a 
friend of the proprietor who prob- 
ably is full of local stories.  ■

In 1893, the firm was purchased hy the Meriden 
Britannia Co. and apparently Southington's trademarks were never used 
alter that. So voni plated silver tea service was made between 1883 and 
1893, in all probability in the very early part of that period.

Many people are apprehensive 
about contact lenses—there is an 
almost primitive bar of putting 
anything in the eye. Hut thev are 
really like a new window on the 
world tor people with eve prob- 
lems. There are two kinds ol con- 
lad lenses. The hard contact lens 
has been used since about L948, 
and it covers two-thirds of the 
cornea. It floats, like a piece ol 
paper on water on a plate, on oxy- 
gen and new tears in front of the 
cornea. 

The disadvantage ol hard con- 
tact lenses is that you have to wear 
them regularly every day. If you 
stop wearing them, you have to 
build up to the wearing time again. 
In other words, von cant wear 
them one day for ton hours and 
the next day for two. Its like being 
in training—vou have to wear 
them continuously. The wear and 
tear, however, is good—if vou look 
alter them well, they can last for 
\ cars. 

Soft contact lenses are a more 
ittcut development, and their ad- 
vantage is that vou can wear them 
one day lor ton hours and the next 
day not at all. However, thev do 
not give you the sharp vision that 
hard lenses give, and also the wear 
and teal' is not so good. l'or in- 
stance, to lake tare ol them vou 
have to boil them every night lor 
about twenty minutes. (New im- 
proved forms ol sterilization arc 
now being developed.) .Also, il a 
patient has a certain amount ol 

matism, then he or she can- 
not wear soil contact lenses be- 

llie \ ision is not good 
enough -hard contact lenses would 
work betlei in lliis situation. (As-

• There are three main 
groups of people who may 
be prescribed contact 
lenses:

3. People who have a 
deformity of the cornea 
or a scarring due to 
an accident or infection. 
(Far-sighted individuals 
may also wear them but 
this is not so common.) 

THE PRESCRIPTION OF 
THE FUTURE 

"Contact lenses are the prescrip- 
tion of the future," declares Dr. 
Jorge Buxton, surgeon and direc- 
tor of the Corneal Clinic at the 
New York Eye and Ear Infirmary. 
"The reasons are (a) cosmetic—so 
many people do not like to wear 
glasses, and (b) contact lenses,

NEW   DEVELOPMENTS   IN 
OPTICAL   SCIENCE 

Dr. Buxton believes that the big 
thing in contact lenses of the fu- 
ture is going to be permanent 
wear—leaving them in lor weeks 
and months. There are now experi- 
mental soft contact lenses that can 
work like this —and thev are dis- 
posable. 

The subject ol contact lenses is 
a complicated one. and vet the 
more we know about it, the better 
for vour eves. In 1050 the National 
Eye Research Foundation was 
founded to do vision research and 
education   for   just   this   purpose. 

The national director ol the Foun- 
dation is optometrist Dr. Newton 

K. Weslev. (An optometrist is a 
licensed nonmedical practitioner 

who measures irregularities in the 
size or shape ol the eveball or sur- 
lace of the cornea, and eve muscle 
disturbances. In his treatment he 
uses glasses, contact lenses and 
exercises onlv—as opposed to an 

ophthalmologist, who is a physi- 
cian—an M.D.—who specializes in 
diagnosis and treatment ol delects 
and diseases of the eve, perform- 

ing surgerv if necessary. An opti- 
cian grinds lenses, fits them into 
frames, and adjusts the frames to 
the wearer.) 

Dr. Weslev has a special interest 
in contact lenses. He suffered from 
an eve delect called keratoconus, 
a condition in which the cornea 
becomes increasingly warped, and 
pioneered a special kind ol contact 
lens to correct this. "With ad- 
vances in optical science,' he savs, 
"and with the help of a computer, 
which can calculate in seconds 
what a doctor would calculate in 

two years, we are now developing 
bifocal and multifocal lenses.' Dr. 
Weslev himself wears a multifocal 
lens—a prescription that could onlv 
work in a contact lens. (It would 
not work in glasses because of the 
distance between them and vour 
eve—multifocal eyeglasses would 
simply make you feel seasick, as 
your vision would wobble.) 

Contact lenses are indeed the 
prescription of the future—one of 
the compensations ol living in this 
advanced technological age. 

• Taking care of your 
eyes is not only an 
indispensable part of 
good health, but a 
major part of good looks 
too, helping to prevent 
tiredness, fine lines, 
headaches, and 
irritability.

tury—the few horticultural writers 
of that time who did mention its 
existence invariably apologized for 
bringing up the subject. Sewage 
sludge is becoming an increasingly 
important fertilizer and it will be- 
come more moderately priced as 
more cities treat more and more 
of it. It is not the least harmful to 
humans. It is great for all kinds of 
plants. It can be purchased in most 
garden centers under its generic 
name. The most widely distrib- 
uted brand of sewage sludge is 
known as Milorganite, produced 
bv Milwaukee's Sewage Depart- 
ment (which will supply the 
names of nearby dealers). 

To keep plantings 
looking better longer 

After six or seven years, natural- 
ized daffodils, if unattended, start 
to produce smaller flowers; sludge 
picks up the looks of such plant- 
ings. Use it heavily on plantings 
where bulbs have grown so close 
together that they reallv should 
be dug and separated. It puts off 
that  hard  job  for  several  years. 

Tulips, in all but a few sandv soils, 
run out relatively soon in lliis 
country, except some botanicals, 
which bloom from three to fixe 
years, but using sludge on them 
seems to keep second year bloom 
almost equal to the first. 

Ideas for colorful 
bulb combinations 

Getting pleasing color combina- 
tions with spring bulbs comes 
easily with a bit of experience. 
Here are some ideas, easy and ef- 
fective. If you have a clump of 
white birch on the grounds, under- 
plant it as heavily as you can af- 
ford with Scilla sibirica 'Spring 
Beauty.' It forms a bluest-of-blue 
carpet about 4 to 6 inches thick.

picture use the

'February Gold' with 
Glory-of-the Snow 
or Scilla 'Spring 
Beauty.' 

bulbs are inexpensive—from $13 
to $15 . hundred for top-sized 
stock. That ' ly quality to 
bu\ in any kind ol bulb, and I 
promise not  to m iain. 
An) tulips of the kaufmanniana 
species look great with an under- 
planting of Chionodoxa luciliac 
(Glory-of-the-Snow), which will 
throw dwarf spikes covered with 
flowers ol delicate blue. The tulips 
will cost from about $3.50 to 84.50 
a dozen ( use only one variety in a 
planting; Glory-of-the-Snow costs 
about $6 for 100). 

For a blue-and-white effect 
choose 'February Silver' or 'Tete- 
a-tete. These daffodils are trum- 
pets with miniature white flowers 
dancing on 7- to 8-inch stems. 
'Tete-a-tete,' as the name suggests, 
has two flowers on each stalk; 
there are several other nice vari- 
eties in the group and few of them 
cost more than 85 a dozen. The 
white cluster-flowering daffodil 
varieties (triandrus) like 'Thalia,' 
have three to four flowers to a 
stem, are very sweet-scented, and

Varieties that are easy 
to force 

Only a half dozen crocus bulbs 
jammed together in small dishes 
and covered lightly with fiber 
make a charming mat of bloom, 
but use the same variety just to be 
sure some bulbs don't lag a lew 
days before blooming. Trv both 
Dutch hybrids and species crocus 

(both have named varieties) to 
see which vou like better. Other 
small bulbs excellent for forcing 
are any of the varieties of chiono- 
doxa, Galanthus, bulbous Iris, 
muscari, ami Scilla sihirica. The 
small bulbs, il you are unsure, arc 
planted with a covering of about 
Yi inch of fiber; the large bulbs 
just out, their tops a third above 
the surface. French-Roman hya- 
cinth, which have short spikes ol 
hells, rather loosely arranged, are 
a favorite, but verv hard to bin 
late in the season—order blue or 
whites now (pinks are not good). 
Large hybrid hyacinth have spikes 
so large thev mav topple unless 
thoroughly rooted in—you'd better 
see their roots close to or on the 
surface ol the fiber before bring- 
ing them into light. When there is 
a bit ol top growth, bring into sub- 
dued light; when the tops start to 

green, move to light; never di i 
sunlight. And the cooler the ro i 
the better   (it) degrees is ideal.

Life today is a constant challenge to make things work.

VOU FGmodGl? easier to obtain funds for it 
  than for building a new house. 

Mortgage money for new houses is hard to come by in many 
areas of the country and interest rates on mortgages are high. 
But with equity in an existing house you may be able to raise the 
necessary remodeling money with a modernization loan. In Au- 
gust, 1974 the government raised its insurance of home im- 
provement loans, available under FHA Title I, from $5,000 to 
$10,000; this permits home remodelers to borrow more money 
than heretofore from lending institutions nationwide. Assist- 
ance in obtaining financing for modernization is also offered by 
many home improvement contractors according to the National 
Home Improvement Council and the National Remodelers Asso- 
ciation. (The iatter, incidentally, forecasts $11 billion expendi- 
tures in home modernization in 1975.) Or you may be lucky 
enough to obtain a personal loan at simple interest or be able 
to draw from personal funds for remodeling. In any event, you'll 
be payingyour remodeling costs in cheap inflation dollars worth 
considerably less than the 100 cents to the dollar of earlier 
years. This is one way of getting more for your money. 

Make 
Remodeling   Recipes: 
The design, the plan, and, of 
course, the state of health of 
your house largely determine 
what you can do with it. Look it 
over with an appraising hawk's 
eye. Evaluate how well it works 
for you. Pin down the improve- 
ments you want most. This 
need not be in specific details 
of materials and equipment at 
first but of major, overall ob- 
jectives. Open it up: If the 
rooms are too cramped and 
dark you may be able to open 
them up by eliminating parti- 
tions and adding window walls 
and skylights. These changes 
stay within the existing shell of

MMH^^^MHHMIH to spend money on a dwell- 
ing that may be unsound in structure, or foundation, ob- 
solete in equipment, or deteriorating in materials. This 
applies even though you are simply planning to add a 
new bathroom, a kitchen, or an extra room. A preliminary 
survey made by a building inspection service or a con- 
tractor who is active in home improvement is usually ad- 
visable. These specialists can diagnose the state of the 
walls and roof, of framing, foundations, plumbing, heat- 
ing and wiring systems, insulation, basements and attics, 
materials and equipment. If you don't live in the house, 
you had better find out its true physical fitness. If you do, 
a  checkup won't  hurt.

It's wise to have a plan of ac- 
tion from the start.

The contractor should have 
an established business so 
you can check him out for fi- 
nancial and credit references 
or for a Better Business Bu- 
reau rating.

If you contract to 
use him, he should submit 
specifications on materials 
and labor, an estimate of 
costs and an overall package 
price for your remodeling 
job. You'll need it for a bank 
loan. He should guarantee the 
quality of the workmanship 
(or have an arbitration clause 
in his contract if it comes up 
for questioning), and get 
warranties on equipment and 
materials he installs. He 
should know about local 
building codes and if building 
permits and fees are re- 
quired for structural changes. 

Rules for 
remodeling 

I Before you deal with architect or remodeling 
contractor, list all the things you want done, 

including repairs, new work, painting, details, so 
your needs will be clear to him—and to you. 
2 When plans and specifications are prepared 

by architect or contractor, study them with 
minute care to be certain they include everything 
you want, yet nothing extraneous. Approve them by 
mutual written agreement and abide by them be- 
cause any changes will be costly and upset the 
building process and timetable. 
3 Be sure you understand the quality of mate- 

rials, equipment, and workmanship you are 
to get and that your contract specifies brand names 
and quantities. 
4 Standard and stock sizes in lumber, wall 

panels, doors, windows, trim, hold down 
costs, so ask your architect or contractor to make 
maximum use of them wherever possible. 
5 Adding space to a house is less likely to be 

costly than ripping apart and revising the old 
part of a house. And sheer space per square foot 
costs less than kitchen, bathrooms, mechanical 
equipment. 
6 Don't try to cut costs on heating equipment, 

plumbing fixtures, kitchen appliances, floor- 
ing, hardware, lighting fixtures. They must work 
and wear well and replacement is expensive. 
7 You or someone familiar with your remodel- 

ing project should keep close and constant 
tabs on it in case the architect or contractor should 
slip up or goof on some important detail. Alertness 
is the watchword! 
8 If you are remodeling a house you haven't 

lived in and want to revise the landscaping 
at the same time, be cautious. You should first see 
trees, shrubbery, garden in all four seasons of the 
year to make the right decisions. And remember, 
if you plant new trees and shrubbery, they double 
in size in five years and shouldn't be planted too 
closely now. 
9   Your contract should include a cleanup by 

the contractor of all building materials and 
mess when the remodeling is completed. 
W Finally, you'll need a good measure of pa- 

tience and fortitude. Remodeling always 
takes more time than expected. Materials a uip- 
ment are not delivered on schedule; workmen don't 
stay on the job; weather can affect the timetable. 
But it does get finished and it's worth the struggle.

The Sorensons cleared paths, cut trees, 
opened up to sunlight and flowers a 
thicket "so dark there was no view, so 
dense the children couldn't play." As 
they cleared, they were always care- 
ful to spare or transplant the best wild- 
lings. A bulldozer opened a sunny 
swath around leafy islands. They en- 
riched each patch with manure and top- 
soil, and planted bulbs and flowers. 
Gardening with "chain saw and hand 
saw, clippers, wheelbarrow, and trow- 
el" has also provided wood to build a 
og cabin, cold frames, and to burn. 
As sunlight sifted into this bit of New 
Jersey coastland, native dogwood and 
laurel stretched and flowered. Cuttings 
from friends' rhododendrons and aza- 
eas took hold. Eight years later some- 

thing is always in bloom, from the first 
snowdrop to the Christmas rose. Mr. 
Sorenson, lawyer "and weekend wood- 
cutter," made an open back-porch a 

three-season greenhouse by walling it 
each fall with storm windows. Here, 
and in a glass kiosk Mrs. Sorenson 
found at a flower show, cuttings (firm 
5-to-6-inch tips taken in late summer) 
are dipped in a rooting hormone (Hor- 
modin #3 for evergreen shrubs) and 
planted in Hats of moist half-sand, half- 
peat moss.

When you harvest vegetable crops, don't give carrot tops, pea pods, 
or corn husks to the garbage man. Put them back in the soil, where 
they belong. Simplest way is to drop the waste along the garden rows, 
where it will be worked into the ground in the normal course of culti- 
vating. A bit messy, but that's the way nature works. Technically, the 
process is known as sheet composting. Result is the same as though 
you piled up the waste material, let it decay, and spread it on the gar- 
den. Most home gardens don't produce enough waste to keep the level 
of their soil humus as high as it should be. An outside source of humus 
is often right at hand—/eaves from street trees. Municipalities are 
gradually becoming aware of this way of using leaves that were con- 
sidered simply a nuisance. A leader in the movement to make leaves 
and other municipal waste useful is Brookside Nurseries in Darien, 
Conn., who gathers tons of leaves and debris, composts it, and markets 
the product in sacks with added nutrients according to how the mix is 
to be used.
