Flying  in  the  face  of  tradi- 

tion is  often  the  best  way  to  get 

really  spectacular  results,  so  why 

not  reverse  the  usual  practice  of 

planting  a  flower  border   inside 

your  property  line?  After  all,  the 
family  does  not  spend  very  much 

time  looking  out  toward  the 

street.  People  passing  bv,  how- 
ever, invariably  look  in  toward 

the  house  and  are  in  the  best  po- 

sition to  appreciate  a  flower  bed 

placed  outside  the  line.  Confront- 
ed by  a  displav  of  delphiniums, 

chrysanthemums,  or  what  have 

you,  the  passerby  will  hardly  be 
able  to  resist  the  invitation  to 

slow  down,  admire  the  flowers. 

and  decide  that  this  must  be  a 

neighborhood  worth  living  in. 

Of  course  there  may  be  spe- 

cial conditions  in  this  strip  be- 

tween your  property  and  the 
road.  One  of  the  most  irksome  of 

these  is  an  erosion-prone  slope. 

Letting  mud  wash  down  onto 

sidewalk  or  street  every  time  it 

rains  does  no  good  whatever 

either  to  the  adjoining  property 

or  the  neighborhood  as  a  whole. 

Planting  erosion-halting  plants  is 
the  best  solution  here,  so  long  as 

the  plants  are  carefully  selected 

to  do  what  they're  supposed  to 
do  and  are  carefullv  nursed  along 
until  thev  become  established. 

Crown  vetch  has  proved  its  value 

as  an  erosion  preventer.  In  addi- 
tion to  its  soil-holding  qualities, 

it  has  a  handsome  feathery  ap- 

pearance and  pretty  pink  flowers 

for  a  good  part  ol  the  summer. 
Its  one  drawback  is  that  it  needs 

a  lot  of  sunlight.  On  a  shady 

slope  Japanese  honeysuckle  is  al- 
most the  only  plant  that  will  do 

the  job.  Of  course  this  plant  rates 

as  a  serious  pest  it  it  gets  out  of 

control,    so    before    planting    it 

make  sure  that  it  can  be  kept 
within  the  bounds  of  its  area. 

Behind  the  no  man's  land 
strip  where  your  property  actual- 

ly begins  is  the  best  place  for  a 

really  eve-stopping  display.  This 

property  line  is  usually  marked 
by  a  fence,  wall,  or  hedge,  and 

one  of  the  musts  for  a  well-kept 
neighborhood  is  keeping  this 

boundary  marker  in  tiptop  con- 
dition. Climbing  roses  on  the 

fence  or  wisteria  dripping  over 

the  top  of  a  stone  wall  are  lovely 

in  season  but  don't  forget  there's 

a  lot  of  the  year  when  they're not  in  season.  So  the  fence  or 

wall  has  to  be  attractive  in  itsell : 

well-built,  well-maintained,  and 

always  ready  to  bear  a  fast  but 

critical  inspection. 

Hedges  seem  doomed  to 
bear  the  burden  of  screening 
whenever  that  may  be  necessary 

along  the  street-side  line.  This  is 
usually  just  a  matter  of  economy, 

since  a  hedge  high  enough  to  pro- 
vide screening  is  a  great  deal  less 

expensive  than  a  wall  or  fence  ol 

the  same  height.  I  [edges  have  the 

possibility  ol  failure,  though: 

They  may  develop  gaps  in  em- 
barrassing places  or  a  generally 

ragged  look  that  is  a  far  remove 
from  the  attractive  front  vou  are 

Irving  to  present.  The  solution, 
again,  is  maintenance.  Careful 

pruning,  feeding,  and  replace- 
ment when  necessary  are  as  im- 

portant for  a  hedge  as  painting 
or  staining  is  to  a  fence. 

Attractive  street-side  plant- 

ing in  front  of  one  home  prettv 
much    forces    the   neighbors    on 

either  side  to  spruce  up  their 

frontages,  too.  They  may  grum- 
ble about  it,  but  personal  pride 

and  the  spirit  of  friendly  com- 
petition will  prevail  in  bringing 

about  a  general  upgrading  ol  the 

neighborhood.  This  spirit  of  com- 

petition can  be  turned  into  one 

of  neighborly  cooperation.  If  one 

ol  a  group  ol  neighbors  decides 
that  the  whole  street  as  well  as 

his  own  property  would  benefit 

if  it  were  shaded  by  a  row  ol 

trees,  he  can  persuade  two  or 

three  neighbors  that  thev  would 
like  to  have  il  that  way,  too.  This 

starts  the  ball  rolling,  a  commit- 

tee is  organized,  and  the  tree 

planting  is  done  the  next  time 

planting  time  comes  around. 
Ol  course  A  could  simply 

have  planted  a  tree  or  two  ol  his 
own  and  lei  t  il  to  neighbors  H 
and  C  to  lollow  suit,  but  the  el 

feet  would  have  been  ragged  and 

uneven,  and  when  you're  lining 
a  street  with  trees  the  effect  is 

lost  unless  there  is  continuity. 

The  civic  government  has  to  be 

considered,  too,  since  the  land 

where  the  trees  are  planted  is  ac- 

tually public  property.  Here 
again  a  committee  carries  a  great 
deal  more  weight  than  a  single 

family  acting  on  its  own.  Not  that 

civic  authorities  are  opposed  to 

street  tree  planting.  Thev  are 

usually  all  lor  it,  provided  they 

do  not  have  io  pav  for  the  trees 

out  of  alwavs-insufficient  budg- 

ets, and  provided  the  normal  op- 
erations ol  highway  and  parks

Keeping  the  fertility  of  a  garden  at  optimum  year  after 

\ear  is  not  merely  a  question  of  regular  fertilization,  for 

the  fertilizers  gardeners  u-e  are  not  in  forms  that  a  respect- 

able root  would  think  of  absorbing.  If  soil  bacteria,  which 

change  inorganic  chemicals  into  usable  organic  compounds, 

are  nol  present  in  sufficient  numbers,  the  fertilizer  just^sits 

in  the  soil:  the  plants  mow  in  a  lackluster  fashion,  their 

resistance  to  disease  and  rampaging  insects  noticeably  re- 

duced. Of  course  \ou  cant  count  bacteria,  but  you  can.  as 

all  gardeners  know,  do  something  about  humus,  the  stuff  these 

hundreds  ol  trillions  I  now  there's  a  number)  of  bacteria  feed 

upon.  ,^  mi  add  humus  to  build  up  the  bacteria  population, 

which  works  best  in  a  slightly  acid  soil.  (If  you  think  you 

need  a  soil  test,  send  a  small  sample  -a  sliver  off  the  side 

of  a  hole  dug  with  a  trowel  to  the  subsoil — to  your  state 

agricultural  college.  I  Its  obvious  that  almost  all  gardeners. 

even  those  who  have  jusl  started  to  read  about  gardening, 

know  that  soil  without  humus  is  subsoil  I  mineral  soil  I .  and 

thai  humus,  which  is  decomposing  vegetable  matter,  is  what 

makes  lopsoil  of  mineral  soil.  A  couple  of  years  ago  I  started 

wondering  it  gardeners  added  humus  to  their  borders  ever) 

year  or  e\en  other  \ear.  or  five  years,  or  ever.

Since  very 

lew  people  keep  a  cow  around  for  milk  these  days,  and  good 

farmers  now  recognize  that  manure  is  worth  more  to  them 

than  dollar-  Ian  idea  that  is  positively  un-American),  well- 
rotted  cow  manure  is  difficult  to  obtain  and  the  dried  form 

is  expensive,  rorlunately,  I  know  enough  "bad"'  farmers  to 
keep  erratically  supplied  and  I  suggest  that  my  fellow  gar- 

deners seek  them  out.

Bone  meal  is  still  being  sold  as   bulb  food,  but  I\f 
Jspected  for  a  long  time  that  the  stuff,  which  the  slightest 

breeze  usuall)  carries  ion  aid  me  as  a  foul-smelling  white 
cloud,  was  not  a  plant  food.  It  is  not  expensive  when  bougH 
in  bulk,  but  il  isn't  cheap,  either.  Bulbs  that  I  planted  with  it did  no  better  immediately,  or  over  the  years,  than  those 
planted  without  it.  This  was  the  basis  of  my  suspicion.  Now, 
the  scientific  fellows  say  that  bone  meal,  as  it  is  produced 
today,  is  worthless  as  a  plant  food,  although  in  twenty-frvl 
years  soil  bacteria  will  break  it  down  to  useful  form.  That 
seems  too  long  to  keep  any  kind  of  bacteria  at  work. 

The  Dutch  have-  used  bone  meal  for  so  long  that  I  suppose 
they    are    getting    those    promised    twenty-five-year    results. 
About  three  years  ago,  however,  they  added  a  new  feeding 
wrinkle  that  they  sa>   has  produced  remarkable  results— the 
addition  of  sen  age  sludge  to  the  bulb  fields.  I  have  had'ex- 
cellent   results  nith  sen  age  sludge.  In  preparing  a  new  bed 
for  tulips,  for  example,  we  use  the  Dutch  dosage— 6  ounces 
Per  square  yard  thoroughly   mixed  to  the  full  depth  of  the 
topsoil.    Fur   planting    an    individual   bulb    (a   daffodil   or   a 
tulip)  a  heaping  tablespoon  is  mixed  in  the  soil  at  the  bottom 
of  the  hole.  In  planting  a  hill  of  the  things   (several  in  one 
hole)  the  same  amount  is  used  per  bulb.  (Crocus,  scilla,  and 
ll'«'  "little"  bulbs,  get  a  slightly  smaller  dosage. )  In  subsequent years  sludge  is  used  as  a  top  dressing.  I  have  not  noticed  in 
two  years  of  using  sewage  sludge  that  the  first  year's  bloom 
3  improved,  hut  second  year  results  are  markedly  better— 
tulip  blossoms  do  not  deteriorate  in  size,  as  they  usually  do, 

daffodils  respond   with  more  large  flowers.  It  seems  to 
make  sense  to  heed  these  conservative  Dutch  growers  when 
Ihej    tout  a  nen   method.  In  case  you  want  to  follow  along, 
you  can  bu>  dried  sewage  sludge  by  the  bag  or  the  box.  Any 
brand  of  sludge  will  do— I  know  of  only  one  brand  that  is sold  nationally.

HOUSEKEEPEK

I  toured  the  housewares  departments  the  other  day  trying  to 

find  a  present  for  a  kitchen  shower.  Actually  there  was  so 

much  to  choose  from  it  took  me  some  time  to  zero  in  on  a  set 

of  kitchen  tools — a  new  line  developed  by  Ekco  called  "Gran- 

ny Gourmet."  Granny  inspired  the  Early  American  look  to  the 
nicely  turned  and  finished  wooden  handles,  but  the  gleaming 

steel  working  parts  are  all  business.  There's  a  three-tined  fork, 
a  dandy  slotted  spoon,  a  masher,  turners — the  works!  I  was 

particularly  taken  with  a  large  stirring  spoon  that's  also  a 
measuring  spoon.  One-teaspoon  to  two-tablespoon  measure- 

ments are  clearly  marked  by  rings  on  the  bowl  and  there  is  a 

pouring  lip  in  the  side.  Every  tool  was  so  modestly  priced  I 

bought  them  all. 

I'm  crazy  about  the  16-inch  plastic  cubes  we  bought  to  use  as 

little  tables  on  the  sun  porch.  They're  cheerful  and  airy  and 
go  beautifully  with  the  plants  and  our  melange  of  wicker. 

There's  only  one  little  problem:  They  are  hard  to  clean.  Every 
smudge  and  smear  shows  on  the  slick  transparent  plastic,  and 

they  attract  dust  like  crazy.  Early  attempts  to  clean  them  with 

the  usual  materials  just  made  everything  smeary,  and  I  was 

feeling  very  cross  and  frustrated  when  someone  told  me  about 

Remar,  a  special  cleaning  agent  for  plastic.  Used  sparing- 

ly, it  cleans,  protects,  and  provides  an  anti-static  finish  that 
really  repels  dust.  The  little  tables  stay  bright  much  longer 

now,  and  I  don't  wince  every  time  they're  touched. 

Lee  and  I  went  shopping  the  other  day  for  a  child's  table 
and  chair  set  for  young  Jennifer.  We  were  hoping  to  find 

something  plain  and  sturdy  with  a  finish  thai  could  take  rain 

if  the  furniture  was  used  outside.  But  everything  was  full  of 

swirls  and  decals  and  other  cute  touches.  All  that  bright  var- 

nish and  heav)  paint  wouldn't  have  filled  the  bill  at  all.  Then, 
at  the  yen  last  store,  we  found  just  what  we  wanted — the  new 

Coltline  children's  chairs  and  tables  made  of  heavy  molded 
plastic  by  the  Republic  Molding  Corporation.  Seemingl)  in- 

destructible, they  stack  for  convenience,  you  have  a  choice  of 

fire-engine  red  or  sunny  yellow,  and  everything  is  washable. 

My  vote  for  the  most  used  but  most  disorderly  spot  in  the 

house  is  the  cupboard  under  the  sink  where  all  the  wash- 

ing and  scouring  and  polishing  preparations  live  and  all  the 

tools  that  go  with  them.  I  gave  ours  a  good  cleaning  the  other 

day  and  threw  out  a  lot  of  obsolete  items  like  the  rusty  old 

wire  rack  on  the  back  of  the  door  that  held  the  scrubbing 

brush,  scouring  pads,  and  dishcloth.  After  I  had  emptied  the 

cupboard,  1  lined  it  with  Rubbermaid  shelf-cushion  and  in- 

stalled a  Rubbermaid  clean-up  caddy  on  the  door  in  place  of 

the  old  rack.

"In  our  childhood,  we  thought 
the  sea  and  the  air  were  bound- 

less. So  much  has  changed.  We 
must  husband  our  resources. 

There  are  too  many  of  us  in  a 

small  space  in  the  cities.  Crowd- 
ing makes  people  anxious  so  you 

turn  to  the  countryside  and  open 

space  to  find  calmness.  We  walk 
12  to  15  miles  a  day  nearly  every 

Saturday  and  Sunday.  Many 

years  our  vacations  consist  of 

hikes  and  we  feel  rebuilt.  It's  re- 
generating to  be  close  to  nature. 

Somebody  had  the  brilliant  idea 

to  put  the  Grand  Canyon  to  use, 
fill  it  with  waste.  Imagine.  Vast 

acres  of  the  wilderness  are  grad- 
ually disappearing.  We  have  only 

one  small  world,  if  we  don't  take 

care  of  it,  there'll  be  nothing  left!' 

"When  my  children  started 
closing  all  the  windows  to  keep 

the  nasty  air  out,  I  decided  I  had 

to  do  something.  I  became  a  vol- 

unteer smoke  watcher,"  said 
Barbara  Maltby,  a  busy  young 
mother  of  two  children  under 

four,  and  wife  of  lyricist  Richard 

Maltby.  "My  feeling  about  the 

day  stems  from  the  weather.  I've 
always  been  interested  in  clean 
air.  Living  in  the  city  can  make 

you  very  depressed  — when  you 
can't  see  distances  or  tell  whether 
the  sky  is  blue  because  of  the 
smoke  haze.  I  find  that  very 

claustrophobic.  I  took  a  two-day 
course  sponsored  by  the  Citizens 
for  Clean  Air  and  run  by  the  New 

York  State  Department  of  En- 
vironmental Conservation.  They 

teach  you,  through  the  use  of  a 

smoke  machine,  how  to  recog- 
nize different  densities  of  smoke. 

You  have  to  have  a  good  eye. 
Smoke  can  be  white,  gray,  black, 

even  green  or  blue  if  you're  liv- ing near  a  chemical  factory,  and 

you  have  to  know  which  is  illegal. 
Smoke  watchers  work  with  a 

Ringelman  chart  of  smoke  den- 
sity, just  like  the  paid  inspectors 

do.  I  don't  go  out  and  find  smoke 

—  it  comes  to  me.  while  I'm  going 
shopping  or  taking  the  children 
to  school.  I  report  about  two  or 
three  violations  a  week.  I  could 

report  more,  many  more,  but  the 
Air  Resources  people  have  a 

shortage  of  manpower  and  find  it 
hard  to  cope.  The  trouble  is  the 

fines  are  very  low,  so  most  offend- 

ers  just  plead  guilty.  But  there's a  new  code  being  considered  in 

New  York  City,  which  should 
make  things  tougher.  Being  a 

smoke  watcher  is  a  small  contri- 

bution, but  it  helps."

And    this   is   because   there  is   no 

polling  explanation.  There  is 

the  feeling  that  beauty  is  a  iiod- 
itial,  something  to  consider 

when  there  is  a  lack  ol  some 

more  serious  or  weighty  thing  to 

do.  but  it  is  clear  now  that  we 

must  change  our  ways  if  we 
want  to  survix  e. 

The  w  ay  lo  go  about  estab- 
lishing new  values  is  through 

education.  Take  the  child  and 

try  to  develop  the  sensitivity  that 

exists  potentially.  The  first  teach- 
ers, naturally,  are  the  mother  and 

the  father.  My  hope  is  that  by  inv 

acting  in  a  certain  way,  my  chil- 
dren will  gel  something  out  of  it. 

Instead  of  saying  that  things 

should  be  done  in  a  certain  way, 

do  it  through  behavior— enjoying 
nature,  music,  growing  things, 

doing  things  by  hand. 
Today  we  are  reiving  more 

and  more  on  technology.  There  is 

an  enormous  amount  of  room  for 

gadget  ry  to  free  the  individual 
and  the  group,  to  let  them  choose 

the  activities  that  are  more  hu- 

man—painting, sculpting,  gar- 

dening, writing  poetry.  When  ex- 
perience comes  naturally,  involv- 

ing your  whole  person,  it  is  more 
poignant,  it  hits  you  harder, 
chances  are  that  it  will  be  much 

richer,  much  more  influential, 

and  much  more  deep-seated  be- 
cause it  involves  not  just  the 

brain,  but  the  body  with  all  the 

sensitivity  the  body  has.

Since  ecology  is  the  relationship 
between  man  and  his  natural  en- 

vironment, it's  clear  that  even- 
time  we  breathe,  we  alter  the 

ecology  somehow.  This  happens 

whether  we  are  shut  up  in  our 

own  kitchens  or  crossing  the 

Mojave  Desert  via  a  super! 

way.  But  the  bonds  between  us 

and  nature  are  apt  to  seem  most 

real,  most  significant,  when  we 

are  tending  the  soil,  urging  a 

seedling  to  grow,  stocking  a  bird- 
house  with  food,  manicuring  a 

lawn  or  a  tree.  It's  not  hard  to  see 
that  what  we  do  in  our  gardens 

will  have  an  effect  on  the  earth, 

the  air,  the  waters  around  us. 

What  should  we  be  doing?  What 

can  we  do  in  our  own  backyard 

to  help  protect  the  environment? 

No  one  has  yet  indicted 

home  gardeners  as  primary  pol- 

luters,   so    there's   no   reason    to 

start  out  with  a  guilty  con- 
science. But  there  are  a  number 

of  practices  that  might  well  be 
ined  in  the  interests  of  a  bet- 

ter garden  and  a  better  environ- 

ment.

Open  your  door  to  nature 

?\  flower  in  a  pot  truly 

brings  a  garden  indoors— 
you  see  the  cycle  of  life, 

the  wonder  of  nature " 
There  is  no  time  of  year  when  Enid  Haupt  does  not  have  a  garden 

to  work  in  and  enjoy.  Her  outdoor  garden  is  green.  Her  flowers,  indoors 

and  outdoors,  are  all  portable.  In  her  glass  enclosed  garden  room  burst- 
ing with  color,  left,  in  any  room  of  her  house,  you  see  meticulously 

groomed  flowers  in  portable  earthen  containers  placed  precisely  where 

they  can  grow  and  look  their  best.  When  Mrs.  Haupt  opened  this  once 

dark  house  to  sunshine,  and  planned  the  garden,  she  was  editor-in- 

chief  of  a  magazine.  Whatever  might  have  become  too  time-consuming 

(flower  borders  and  cutting  gardens  she  had  once  loved)  had  to  be  for- 
sworn. Seasonal  cut  flowers  might  have  been  an  answer,  but  she  has 

come  to  feel  that  "flowers  indoors  lose  most  everything  without  the 

earthiness  of  pot  and  foliage."  Her  solution  can  give  heart  to  anyone 
with  a  love  of  the  outdoors  and  a  lack  of  outdoor  time.  She  brought  sun- 

shine and  water  indoors — a  skylight  and  hidden  spigot  for  the  garden 

room,  even  a  drain  for  easy  clean-up  just  where  the  center  ficus  tree 

"stands  lordly"  in  its  deep  gray  pot.  A  "tiny  border  garden"  of  potted 
alyssum  rings  its  feet,  and  a  bank  of  geraniums,  some  tiered  on  up- 

turned pots,  adds  color.  For  entertaining,  Mrs.  Haupt  had  semicircular 

plywood  tables  made  to  fit  around  the  ficus  and  cut  her  tablecloths 

from  extra  yardage  of  the  upholstery  print  with  pinking  shears.  She 

chose  a  small-scale  pattern  to  act  as  background  for  the  flowers,  but 

outside  Mrs.  Haupt  likes  plain  gray  furniture  for  "a  panoramic  view 
without  distraction."  For  her  containers,  she  likes  natural  terra  cotta 

or  gray — -"I  don't  go  in  for  showy  cachepots.  I'm  terribly  definite  about 

things,  and  nothing  must  detract  from  the  flowers."  Her  begonias,  ger- 
aniums, even  the  fuchsia  trees  under  the  eaves,  were  lovingly  propa- 

gated from  greenhouse  specimens  bought  as  many  as  twenty  years 

ago.  She  gives  her  indoor  plants  outdoor  holidays  every  few  days  be- 

cause "good  air  circulation  will  keep  them  blooming  more  beautifully."

Nine-foot-high   French  doors  that   Mrs.  Gates  salvaged 
from  an  old  house  are  spaced  around  the  room,  bring 
the  outdoors  right  inside.  The  walls  throughout  are  plain 
2-by-4  white  painted  wood  planks  that  have  weathered 

so  cooperatively  they  look  as  if  they've  always  been  there. 
The  floor,  put  in  by  Mrs.  Gates,  two  friends,  and  a  handy-

The  experts  at  Cornell  urge  that  ; 

you  pass  up  any  pesticide  if  its 
label  suggests  you  wear  special  . 

clothing  while  applying  it— even 

gloves. 

What's  safe  tor  the  environ- 

ment is  still  highly  controversial. 
On  the  federal  level  DDT  has  not 

vet  been  banned  for  all  uses  and 

probablv  won't  be  for  another 

year,  pending  review  by  a  spe- 
cial board  of  scientists.  Interstate 

shipment  has  been  restricted, 

however.  The  "hard"'  or  persist- 
ent pesticides  are  the  ones  to  be 

avoided— dieldrin,  endrin,  hepta- 

chlor,  aldrin,  toxaphene,  chlor- 
dane,  and  lindane.  Its  worth 

memorizing  those  names  so  vou 
will  recognize  them  when  they 

appear  on  a  label. 
In  any  case,  you  don't  need 

any  of  the  "hard"  persistent chemicals  to  grow  a  good  garden 

or  a  good  lawn.  For  detailed 

recommendations  as  to  what  you 

might  need,  send  25  cents  to  the 

New  York  State  College  of  Agri- 

culture, Cornell  University,  Itha- 

ca, \.

Tin;  big  harm 

is  done  when  particles  of  the  soil 
itself,  with  unaltered  chemicals 

still  clinging  to  them,  are  washed 

away.  This  means  any  places 
where  the  soil  has  become 

eroded— perhaps  a  steep  decline 
between  the  end  of  your  lawn 

and  the  road,  or  a  bank  that  sep- 

arates your  garden  from  an  un- 
cultivated field,  or  an  area,  even 

a  relatively  flat  one,  surrounding 

a  new  addition  to  your  house  or 

any  new  construction.  Plant  these 

spots  immediately  even  if  thev 

happen  to  be  located  where  thev 
are  not  usually  visible  from  your 

house,  lawn,  or  garden.  You  will, 

of  course,  have  to  renew  the  lost 

topsoil,  but  quick-growing  grass, 

oats,  or  a  number  of  mound  cov- 

ers  all  make  good  soil  holders. 

Ecological  notes  to  help 
clear  up  confusion 
Whether  you  ask  your  ecological 

questions  of  an  agronomist,  an 
entomologist,  a  marine  biologist, 

a  sanitary  engineer,  or  a  physi- 

cian concerned  with  public 

health,  the  first  words  you'll  hear 
are  "The  situation  is  very  compli- 

cated." Certainly  to  know  and 
understand  all  its  ramifications  is 

clearly  beyond  the  average  non- 

specialist.  But  vou  can  be  far 

more  intelligent  and  effective  in 

your  personal  efforts  to  protect 
the  environment  if  vou  know  a 

little  more  than  the  superficial 

facts  and  can  spot  the  difference 

between  a  truth  and  a  half-truth. 

Here  are  a  few  points  on  which 

there  has  been  considerable  mis- 

understanding and  contusion: 

•  Organic  gardening  is  a 

fascinating  challenge  to  those 

with  a  deep  dedication  to  the 

chain-of-life  principle.  Hut  don't 
let  anyone  tell  you  that  you  must 

be  an  all-out  organic  gardener  il 

you  don't  want  to  be  a  threat  to 
the  environment.  To  use  organic, 

rather  than  harmless  inorganic 

materials,  is  legitimately  a  mat- 

ter of  personal  choice— and  good 

judgment. •  Is  il  line  that  organically 

grown  foods  taste  belter  than 

market  produce?  Il  is  true— at 
least  most  pe  iple  think  so.  But 

you  c  mid  substitute  the  word 

"home"  for  "organically"  and 
come  out  with  a  statement  that  is 

no  less  true.  "It's  really  a  matter 

of  varieties,"  explains  an  agrono- 
mist. "At  home  you  can  grow  all 

the  good-tasting  varieties  that  a 
commercial  grower  has  to  avoid

the  land  that  is  wrong.  I'm  not 
saying  motor  boats  should  go,  In  it 

engines  will  have  to  be  modified 

so  they're  clean.

night,'  explained  Lorraine  Ge- 

wirtz.  "I  had  to  move  my  mattress 
into  another  room  to  sleep.  So  I 

picketed  the  restaurant  with 

some  sympathetic  friends.  Even- 

tually I  went  to  mv  local  con- 

gressman, Ed  Koch,  who  got  the 

Building  Department  report  that 
showed  the  restaurant  had  the 

wrong  equipment  and  was  violat- 

ing the  law.  After  the  picketing, 

I  found  out  about  Operation  Bet- 

ter Block,  a  New  York  City  run 

project  financed  by  Bristol-Myers 

Company.  Other  people  in  the 

block  were  interested  and  we  ap- 

plied for  a  $400  grant  to  clean  up 

the  block,  not  only  to  quiet  it 

down,  but  also  to  improve  lots  of 

things— curb  dogs,  plant  trees, 

dispose  of  garbage,  the  works. 

I  didn't  know  anything  about 
environmental  problems  or  recy- 

cling, but  seeing  the  exhibition 

"Can  Man  Survive"  at  the  Ameri- 
can Museum  of  Natural  History 

in  New  York  made  me  realize 

things  had  to  be  done.  I  re- 

searched at  SIPI,  the  Scientists' 
Institute  for  Public  Information, 

and  came  across  information 

about  recvcling— how  it  could  be 

done,  separating  paper,  glass, 

and  metal.  Then  1  started  walk- 

ing around  and  found  an  open  lot 

near  the  block,  which  belonged 

to  the  Department  of  Highways. 

The  city  gave  us  permission  to 

use  it,  and  I  started  to  collect  re- 

cyclable materials.  Environmen- 

tal Action  Coalition,  the  people 

who  helped  to  start  Earth  Day, 

helped  a  lot.  They  run  a  truck 
that  collects  the  sorted  material 

and  sell  it  back  to  the  manufac- 

turers. We  opened  the  recvcling 

center  on  Saturdays  in  the  winter. 

It  was  freezing  cold  but  people 

came  with  their  bottles  and  cans, 

and  other  people  helped  sort  it 

out  and  prepare  it  for  collection. 

I'm  not  an  organization  joiner, 
but  I've  alwavs  loved  nature  and 
the  outdoors.  All  this  has 

changed  my  life  style  quite  a  bit. 
I  have  learned  as  a  consumer  how 

to  be  a  conserver  and  I'm  the 

president  of  PEP,  Peoples  En- 
vironmental Program  Inc.,  the 

name  we've  given  our  nonprofit 
volunteer  organization.  This  is 

1971.  No  one  wants  to  be  a  fa- 

natic, but  we  must  learn  to  live 

with  less  garbage,  cut  down  on 

disposables,  reuse  where  we  can. 

Small  things  help,  like  using  a 

fabric  shopping  bag  instead  of 

the  throw-away  paper  bag  from 

the  supermarket,  and  taking  wire

hangers  back  to  the  cleaners." 

"How  did  I  get  into  ecology? 

I'm  a  fisherman,  I  just  wanted  to 

fish  in  peace,  but  vou  can't  do 

that  any  more,"  said  writer  Rob- 
ert Boyle,  a  gregarious  countrv- 

lover  who  keeps  a  5-foot-long  fish 

tank  of  bass  in  his  living  room. 

"The  Hudson  River,  for  instance, 
is  in  rotten  condition,  killing  the 

fish.  If  all  the  laws  were  enforced, 

we  could  clean  it  up  in  about  a 

year  and  a  half.  We  have  verv 

good  laws,  made  in  1888  and 

1889.  A  lot  of  people  didn't  know the  existence  of  these  laws  until  a 

group  of  us  fishermen  got  to- 

gether and  uncovered  them.  Un- 
der the  1899  Federal  Refuse  Act 

there's  a  $2,500  fine  and  one  vear 

in  prison  for  any  person  who  pol- 

lutes a  waterway,  and  the  person 

who  reports  the  polluter  gets  half 

the  fine.  Our  group,  the  Hudson 

River  Fishermen's  Association  is 

collecting  $76,500  in  rewards, 

and  we're  going  to  use  it  against 

more  offenders.  So  far  we've 

found  the  legal  process  very  ef- 

fective. We  haven't  lost  a  case 
yet,  and  the  laws  we  brought  to 

liidit  have  been  used  in  Califor- 

nia,  Oregon,  and  Alabama  since 

then.  People  who  work  along  the 

river  are  telling  us  about  viola- 

tions.  The  odd  thing  is,  if  these 

wastes  were  reused,  manv  ol  the 

companies  would  be  verv  rich. 

We  have  got  to  stop  this  sort  of 

slopism,  have  more  of  a  con- 
science, and  learn  to  do  what 

nature  does— recycle." 

"We  can  no  longer  afford  to 

act  as  though  we  lived  at  the 

open  end  of  a  natural  horn  of 

plenty,"  says  Bettv  Ann  Ottinger, 
wife  of  the  former  Congressman, 

a  psychiatric  social  worker,  and 
mother  ol  four  from  fourteen  to 

six.  She  sat  down  and  wrote  her 

first  book.  What  cccn/  woman 

should  know  and  do  about  pollu 

Hon,  after  the  first  Earth  Day.

RIIOI»oih:m»H<»\s  AND  AZALEAS  are  sometimes  slow  to  begin  growing  
after 

they  are  planted.  This  is  particularly  true  for  nursery-grown  plants  that  have  been 

pruned,  balled,  and  burlapped.  It  seems  that  the  roots  tend  to  stay  inside  their 

original  soil  ball  rather  than  extend  out  into  the  soil  of  their  new  home.  This  habit 

f  can  be  cured  by  removing  the  burlap  or  whatever  wrapping  there  may  be  around 

the  ball  when  the  plant  is  set  in  its  hole.  The  outer  layer  of  soil  in  the  ball  should  then  be  carefully 

washed  or  raked  away  so  that  the  ends  of  the  roots  are  exposed.  Then  the  new  soil  is  puddled  in 

around  the  ball  with  plenty  of  water.  This  will  give  the  roots  an  immediate,  intimate  contact  with  the 

earth  they  are  to  grow  in.  Make  sure  the  job  is  done  quickly,  though,  so  that  the  roots  don't  dry  out 
before  they  are  reburied  and  can  get  off  to  a  flying  start  in  their  new  home.

But  ease  of  identification  is 

not  the  only  thing  to  think  about. 

You  can't  hide  your  mailbox  in 
a  clump  of  shrubbery,  for  in- 

stance, since  visibility  is  one  ol 

its  prime  functions.  But  you  can 

let  it  hover  above  a  bed  ol  flow- 

ers. Daylilies  seem  a  pretty  ob- 
vious choice  for  this  kind  of 

semipublic  planting.  There  are 
few  other  plants  tough  enough 

to  resist  spraying  asphalt  and 

frolicking  dogs  and  also  vigorous 

enough  to  discourage  most  road- 
side weeds.  Since  daylilies  need 

sun.  il  your  RFD  box  is  on  the 

shady  side  of  the  street,  it  would 
be  worth  the  extra  effort  it  takes 

every  year  to  set  out  plants  ol 
impatiens.  which  spread  mounds 

ol  color  all  summer  long,  sun  or 

no.  A  little  extra  carpentry  will 

add  a  planter  container  to  the 

support,  so  that  geraniums  or  pe- 
tunias will  add  their  own  color 

note  in  summer  and  be  replaced 

I  iv  evergreens  in  winter. 
The  lot  you  are  planning  to 

build  on,  one  ol  these  days,  is 

important  to  the  neighborhood, 

loo.  In  fact  il  may  be  even  more 

important  than  a  lot  with  a  house 

on  i(  simply  because  it  is  so  con- 

spicuously empty.  So  don't  just leave  il  to  grow  up  in  weeds  and 
collect  rubbish.  Even  il  you  do 

no  more  than  scatter  a  lew  hand- 

fuls  of  flower  seeds  and  cut  the 

brush  once  a  year  you'll  be  giv- 
ing notice  of  your  good  intentions 

and  making  a  contribution  to  the 

upgrading  of  the  neighborhood. 
You  can  also  get  off  to  a  Hying 

start   on    landscaping   the  house 

to  be  built  by  planting  the  street- 
side  strip  with  an  eye  to  its  per- 

manent  effect.    Planned   around  ■ 

the    approach     to    your    future 
house,  this  planting  will  have  a 
chance    to    become    established 

and   serve  as  backbone  for  the 

other  landscaping  that  must  wait 

until  the  house  itself  is  finished. 

Undoubtedly  the  most  im- 

portant single  step  in  neighbor- 
hood  beautification    is   policing. 

For  generations,   parks  superin- 
tendents have  applied  a  simple 

psychological  principle  in  keep- 
ing their  domains  tidv— any  nor- 

mal person  hesitates  before  toss- 

ing a  bit  of  litter  on  an  immacu- 

late strip  of  lawn  or  a  well-raked 

path.  But  one  beer  can  lying  in 

the  grass  will  attract  others  faster 

than  you  can  turn  around.  So  be 

sure  to  pick  up  and  dispose  of 
thai  single  can  or  that  one  lone 

candy  wrapper  before  the  litter- 
ing public  expands  it  to  a  heap. 

You'll  be  doing  the  neighborhood 
and  yourself  a  favor,  and  even, 

let  ns  hope,  helping  to  improve 
the  manners  ol  litterers.
