Well, it has been my observation that this diver-
sion more nflr‘n lh.m not becomes an exercise in stereotypes
when applied to food and entertainine—bacon and eggs, salt
Cl”"{ Il!'llll!'r. auesl ;|Hff room. orange ll”‘ ]““" Ill l]l\l’ to
stimulate a break-up of these hackneyed associations in order
to open up a fresh approach to food, friends, fun—new ways
for new fall days:

Company for dinner. What’s your picture? Several dif-
ferent courses heing served and removed with the same usual
tedious routine? Try again. Why not have the first course in
the living room after cocktails? Perhaps a clam juice and
cream of mushroom soup mixture ladled from a handsome
tureen. Or seafood coquilles, shrimp rolls, or a large platter
of antipasto. Then on to the dining room for the main course,
For the dessert, back to the living room. or even a switch to the
library or family room, and lots of good hot coffee and an as-
sortment of splendid candies or bite-sized pastries or both.
This all makes for an easy way to keep a party moving.

As for after-dinner coffee, try some special blends to get
you out of your demitasse rut. Bigelow’s Café Anisette, their
excellent instant coffee flavored with a whisper of anisette, for
instance, or their Café Orange and Spice, or Café Cinnamon

—all three unexpectedly satisfying and a welcome change.

Cheese clichés abound. Most of us fall into them regu-
larly. To avoid them: When you want a French cheese, try
tomme de Savoie or Reblechon. . . . If it’s to be New York State,
discover its “Heluva Good Cheese,” a sharp, washed curd de-
light (don’t be put off by the name) . ... Wisconsin? Be beau-
tifully surprised by a magnificent, native Gorgonzola. sizable,
splendid, authentic. . . . There’s more to Italy than Parmesan—
smoked mozzarella, looking like a small loaf of golden bread,
should be eaten on its own merits. With red wine and for
weight-sensitive gourmets, table ricotta is very good. Pina ri-
cotta made from whey is firm, delicate, almost calorie free.

Is store-bought cheese too garlicky ? Make your own herbed
cheese with ereamed cottage cheese and cream cheese, and em-
phasize the herbs of your choice. . . . Forgo the usual cheese nut
ball once in a while and marinate cream cheese in soy sauce
overnight. Shape and roll the next day with toasted sesame
seeds. . .. Canned caponata (eggplant antipasto) blended with
cream cheese and white clam sauce—a dip with a difference.

While developing a broader, cliché-free culinary vocabu-
lary, you might as well get out of the starch groove too.
Yorkshire pudding with cold meat is great (save and freeze
fat from a previous roast for the making)....Couscous cooked
in chicken broth with bits of browned onions goes beautifully
with lamb or chicken....That grain-sized pasta orzo, usual-
ly used in soup, is an interesting substitute in taste and texture
for rice. . . . Or try spoon bread and fresh ham. . . . Perfect
with pork chops, a hominy grit soufflé rich with cheese.
]nslt_'ad of the French fries with steak, use garlic grits,

NOTES ON NUTRITION
FOR YOUR FAMILY'S HEALTH

5 pple pie
for breakfast?
Why not.”

When nutrition consultant Eloise R. Trescher, R.D., writes about
how to eat for good health and enjoy doing it, she draws on more
than forty years of professional experience and on her personal ex-
perience in raising a family and running not one but two houses.

After Mrs. Trescher graduated from the University of Delaware

with a Bachelor of Science in Food and Nutrition, shé went on to

further study at Johns Hopkins Hospital in Baltimore, and. in 1930,

started its Nutrition Clinic. She was director of the clinic—and,
from 1941, on the faculty of the Johns Hopkins University Medical
School—until 1949 when she left to go into private practice. She
wrote, with two associates, the first manual of Applied Nutrition for

the Johns Hopkins Hospital and has been a consultant for sub-

sequent editions. A trim, vivacious grandmother of six, who weighs

the same as she did twenty-five years ago, Mrs. Trescher begins this

series for House & Garden as she begins her own busy day—uwith a

zood breakfast.

dreakfast should be an event, not a brief encounter. Studies show
that children’s learning improves after starting the day with a good
meal, workers’ productivity increases. Breakfast helps you to start
the day with a sense of well being, makes you alert, responsive.
Without the first meal, it is possible but improbable that you will
get your daily quota of the nutrients you require. Breakfast is your
best beauty treatment. Have it in a relaxed way. Feed your body the
nutrients it needs to supply energy for your early hours. The nutri-
ents go through the digestive and the metabolic process at different
rates and help to keep one’s blood sugar sustained throughout the

day. These nutrients—protein, fats, carbohydrates, minerals, vita-

mins, plus water—give you the balanced diet necessary to maintain
you in good health.

Each nutrient plays an important role, sometimes several. Protein,
minerals, and water build and repair worn-out tissues; carbohy-
drates, fats, and protein supply heat and energy ; while water, miner-
als, and vitamins help regulate your body functions.

What is a good breakfast? Take your choice, anything you like
as long as it provides one fourth to one third of your day’s require-
ments for calories and protein and supplies some of the other es-
sential nutrients.

A good breakfast for an average woman may consist of about
400 to 500 calories. The woman of reference on whom this theory
is hased is 5 feet 4 inches. The recommended calorie count for a
healthy woman eighteen to fifty-five years of age is approximately
2000 to 1850 calories a day. This, with a reasonable amount of phys-

ical activity, should keep her at her desired weight, not losing, nor

gaining. (From the age of eighteen to fifty-five a woman’s calorie
span varies only about 150 calories.) When a woman is pregnant
or lactating her needs are greater. As one grows older calorie needs
are reduced. In general, 1700 calories a day are sufficient for a

woman from the age of fifty-five to seventy-five.

The man of the family should be with the family, too, at break-
fast. Serve your husband a good breakfast, but keep in mind the man
of reference is much taller and broader than you, and so needs
proportionately more than you.

To start the day a good breakfast that gives you one fourth of
your necessary nutrients might be a serving of fruit or juice; an
ounce of either meat, cheese, fish, or an egg: 2 slices of toast or a
bowl of cereal (or 1 piece of toast and a smaller helping of cereal) :
1 to 1 cup of milk; 1 level teaspoon of butter or margarine; 2 level
teaspoons of jelly, jam, marmalade, or honey. You could use only
1 teaspoon of jam if you wanted a teaspoon of sugar in your coffee.
Coffee and tea, alone, are free.

Apple pie for breakfast? Why not. Add a piece of cheese and
even a small topping of ice cream, or a glass of milk. It may seem
like a dessert to some, but to others it is a delicious breakfast. PM
food in the AM is perfectly fine as long as you mix your nutrients
and see that they keep good company.

A friend of mine has a sixteen-year-old son who has suddenly
declared his independence at breakfast. He makes his own. His
mother, in awe, told me a typical breakfast—orange juice, roast beef
sandwich, hot oatmeal with milk, angel cake. Being a traditionalist,
she worries about this unusual mixture. But this young man is prac-
ticing good nutrition. His breakfast includes protein, fats, calories,
carbohydrates, minerals, and vitamins. Angel cake, for instance, is
a good source of energy with egg whites, sugar, and flour. Children
of all ages need calories for energy. and this boy is getting his share.

Serve breakfast with a flair, a matter of planning and priority. An

altractive setting will lure your family to the table. After all, sur-

| prises are part of the fun. Set the table the night before. A mother

should eat with her family, not afterward. Planning makes this
possible. Being with them as a mother, not the cook, is important
and makes cleaning up later that much easier and is time saving
for the mother.

If you are an early riser, set the stage then. While the coffee is
percolating, perk up the table. Use lengths of bright-colored fabric
(you only have to hem the ends) as tablecloths, or vary the setting
with place mats, scoops of color. Change the scene often. Give
variety to the eye as well as to the palate. In the center of the table
put a fan of autumn leaves, a pumpkin, a pyramid of golden apples.
A table set with imagination will help make breakfast a happy meal
and not just a hasty one.

As you know, an adult should have six to eight glasses of water
a day, preferably between meals. If you drink one to two glasses
on arising it will activate a quiet bowel and help promote a satis-
factory bowel movement. Plan a regular time for this important
part of your hygiene—ahout twenty minutes after breakfast is the
best time. Constipation in a healthy individual is usually due to
irregular habits and improper diet. If you experience unusual varia-
tion in your bowel habit, consult your doctor immediately.

Many mothers find it more relaxed and more comfortable to have
the family come to the table in their robes. After a good breakfast
allow enough time for hygiene and dressing. Having children or-
canize their school work and hooks and clothes the night before will

The two-tiered armoire, consid-
ered a masterwork of the cabinet-
maker's art, is an exacting replica of
one found in the presbytery of an
old French Canadian cathedral.

help avoid the morning scramble, the accompanying short tempers,
which take away from energy gained from breakfast. And it’s a
ood idea to keep all complaints and criticism away from the table.
A positive atmosphere at breakfast will aid digestion whereas airing
family differences will do just the opposite.

Breakfast may be small, medium, or large. But breakfast is for
every member of the family every morning. Try cottage cheese or
voghurt with raspberries, blueberries, or stewed apricots. An alter-
native might be superb jam, such as Nantucket Beach Plum preserve
or guava jelly—a splendid foil for the blandness of yoghurt. (No
cooking here, please note, no pans to wash.) Protein and fruit
are provided, and toast or crackers should be included. Protein is a
natural for breakfast, a star starter to give energy. It also helps to
offset hunger. Of Greek origin, protein means “of first importance.”

Slice into an excellent source of double vitamins A and C, the
cantaloupe. Wedge the top with slices of lemon and lime (both high
in ascorbic acid). Small treats work large wonders at hreakfast. Why
not plan a week of breakfasts, giving them the same care you do to
planning your weekly dinners? And post them in the kitchen as a
reminder and encouragement to your family, giving them something
to look forward to first thing in the morning.

A hearty cold breakfast could be a platter of thinly sliced ham

and cheese—Cheddar, Swiss. caraway—with plenty of hot, crispy
toast, crunchy rolls. Put all this on a lazy Susan and let everyone
make his own, a smorgashord breakfast. Have a variety of jams
and jellies—ginger marmalade, Damson plum, blackberry, crab
apple. Pitchers of juice and milk round out the meal. Afterward you
can wrap up the ham and cheese not eaten for another easy, quick.
nutritious breakfast.

Cocoa is a wonderful camouflage for milk. But this time try evap-
orated milk. This cocoa is different. and the children love it! You
can make up large amounts, keep it in the refrigerator and reheal
for breakfast. (A child should have three to four cups of milk a
day. adults, at least two cups. )

COCOA RECIPE
In a saucepan put 14 cup cocoa and 1/3 cup sugar, mix thoroughly.

Add 134 cup water. Bring to a boil. Add 13-ounce can evaporated
milk and heat. Serve with a dash of vanilla. Makes three generous
cups.

VAN CORTLANDT HOUSE MUSEUM

A

ike so many historic shrines, Van Cortlandt
House Museum in Van Cortlandt Park in
New York City has had its ups and downs.
Built in 1748 by Frederick Van Cortlandt,
it served as a country mansion for that
gentleman and his descendants for almost
150 years. George Washington slept there (where
did he not?) when the house was his headquarters,
and somewhat later, the Duke of Clarence, afterward
King William 1V, and Admiral Robert Digby dined
so sumptuously as guests of Augustus Van Cortlandt
that, in appreciation, they presented their host with
a pair of carved teakwood vultures captured from a
Spanish privateer. The birds, if a curious choice,
are still extant. still handsome.

Those were the great days. Then, in 1889, the
City of New York purchased the property for a pub-
lic park, and the house hecame a police barracks
(thus does glory pass) and knew grandeur no more
until 1896, when it was placed in the custody of the
National Society of Colonial Dames in the State of
New York. For a year, that indefatigable group
worked at restoring and refurbishing the house (a
task that still continues) and opened it to the public
as a museum on May 27th, 1897. To this day, the
house is maintained by the Dames, although the
exterior and grounds are tended by New York City.

Not at all ostentatious, yet stately, the house shows
hoth English and Dutch influences in its architecture.
The fabric is rubble stone with a certain amount of
brick ornamentation and a
series of keystones carved
like satyrs’ faces—no two
alike. These may have come
from Holland, where such
grotesqueries were much
fancied. But

Admission is fifty
cents Sunday through Wednesday; Thursday, Fri-
day, and Saturday are free.

LITHOPANE

I'm told that this picture is a lithopane.
What does this mean? Are they hard to
find? 5.0.8—Laguna Beach, Cal.
Lithopanes, with their sentimental pictures,
were intended to hang as transparencies in
windows. Made of unglazed porcelain, they
were molded on the reverse side with a pic-
torial subject in intaglio to give the appearance of a low relief when
light shines through. Introduced at Meissen in 1828, they appeared
about the same time at the Royal Porcelain Manufactory at Berlin.
Lithopanes from important factories are far from plentiful today.

NEW YORK TANKARD

Can you tell me what this
mark signifies and the per-
iod of my tankard on which

it appears?

Long ago I planted a vegetable
garden every spring, and it was
several years before I didn’t have
to look up the proper [)luntin}._[
depth of the different seeds.

tions. But a few have their own
stern ideas how much
earth t]ae}’ retiuire over their not-
so-comely crowns. Planting time
is also a factor, particularly with
bulbs—and so is irrigation. It
turns out that plants that are best

about

moved, thinned, or bought for
fall planting seem to have more
~;pecin] cultural requirements
than others. What follows is a
short reminder manual for han-
dling such plants.

But hold on a minute. What
about this business of putting
valuable plants in the ground in
the fall? What chance does any
plant, uxcopt a bulb, have against
winter? |1 thought they
didn’t have a prayer. And I could
prove it to my nurserymarn, for 1
got about a 10 percent survival
rate. So far as I was concerned it
was the fault of his plants, if, as
he said, it was not the winter’s. I
had turned out to be a far better
than average customer, and it
was this generous buying, 1 dis-
covered later, that caused him to
give me small credits each spring
on my But he got
fed up after a while. “Mr. Har-
is,” he said one spring, before I

could even greet him, “you have
lost nearly every plant you put
in last fall.” That was true, but
how did he know? “The reason
you lost them was that you didn’t
arrive here until late October.
Your plants made little or no
root-growth hard frost.
Surely you don’t expect a plant
you treat Ilke that to live through
the winter.” I was mortified.
Very late planting in such a
cold zone as No. 4 (minus 20°),
although a principal cause of
winter loss, is not the only one.

If plants are not kept damp after
planting, they cannot possibly
develop roots during a dry spell
and winter will Lnl[ them. And
any perennial, established or
new, must have snow-cover over
winter or p:’n%‘(‘(.‘l‘ilm to kc‘ep roots
from heaving during unseason-
able thaws. Plant losses from fall
planting are little different from
those ome suffers in spring, from
lack of water or from heat that
causes mel.s to grow tops faster
than they can grow the roots to
support them. Spring, of course,
is the time man likes to watch
plants grow—by fall he’s jaded,
and if a plant can’t be seen grow-
ing actively it is hard to believe
(Iu roots are growing below
ground. T am al\\ ays baffled by
nur.lcmn who look down their
noses at plants (perennials,
shrubs, or trees) that have been

come fall. They want no part of
the unsightly thmrrs These plants
are tired- I(mkmu only because
they are moving into dormancy
at a bit faster rate than the same
material in the ground. But their
roots, already growing as roots
should grow, will continue to
spread when taken out of the
container and should do very
well indeed when the sun warms
them in the spring. Now back to
plants that do not respond to
ordinary culture.

Madonna Lily (Lilium candi-
dum). This fine plant should be
bought or delivered by late Au-
gust or very early bepl(mb(l
It has its own strict planting rule.

damp. As a mere inch of soil dries
out very quickly during a warm
spell, you may find watering
them a bit like irrigating ele-
phants, but the blooms, partic-
ularly with blue delphinium, are
worth any amount of trouble.
Lilies (Lilium). None of the
many other varieties of lilies need
special planting consideration. If
the tops of their bulbs are cov-
ered with 4 inches of earth, you
are in the ball park. A few care-
fully built catalogues do provide
different pl;lnting dt_'plhh for
some \'ill'i(‘t]‘l"‘; Lll]d ]l \\'lll]]tl ])C
well to follow them. Many gar-
deners do not realize that lily
bulbs never have a dormant
period like daffodils and tulips.
So they are not harvested until
their growth slows late in fall,
which means that lily bulbs are
always the last bulbs to arrive.
Put them in the ground without
delay; they eagerly throw new
roots—and keep growing them
until frozen solid. They again
start root grm\'th in the spring
long before their spikes show.
Lilium is a very hardy race of

plants, but northerners shy away
from them because the ground is
usually frozen a bit before the
bulbs arrive. If necessary, dig up
an inch or more of frost, then
plant. They will make small roots
until completely frozen. Most
plants are unhappy when out of
the earth; lilies are miserable.
Lilies are affected by various vi-
ruses, but most are brought to
the plants by aphids. Squashing
works, but Blackleaf 40 is a lot
more effective and easier.
Oriental  Poppies (Papaver
Orientale). These famboyant
beauties, particularly if you can
find varieties with stout stems,
will give a sensational flash to the
garden in June. Vigorous roots
are 6 to 8 inches long with fat
crowns—and very brittle. So dig
dv('pl_\' and pl;l(:e the crown 3
inches below the surface of the
ground. Poppies, too, must pro-
duce leaves before frost, so keep
them damp. You should have
roots in hand the latter part of
August or early September. If a
poppy has not done well in the
garden and you think it needs a

better location, move it, but
never move a \'jgfl]'l)l}s grn\\-‘(‘]'—
an Oriental is a tap-root p]emt
and will be resentful.

Iris (Bearded). Late August
and early September are the
times to have these deservedly
popular roots (rhizomes) in
hand when you are getting new
varieties. Planting depth is criti-
cal. Try to recall how you think a
fully loaded tanker looks as it
rides the seas. It's awash, and
awash with earth is the way an
iris root should look, lightly cov-
ered, and held in place with a
few of its long stringy roots
pressed securely into the ground.
The green leaves left on the root
by the grower are called a “fan”
because they look like one; point
it outward in the group, for new
growth will move from it, out-
ward. If your bed needs trans-
planting (over four years old),
dig soon after flowering in late
June, discard the dead rhizomes,
let the newly cut ones cure in
the sun for a few hours, then re-
plant fat divisions. Digging this
early makes the job far easier,

for the rhizomes will not have
started rooting.

In June, a pleasant young cou-
ple questioned me about our Iris
border. “Why didn’t all the plants
bloom?” the girl asked. I told
her that it was a first-year plant-
ing and that only about 40 per-
cent of the plants could be ex-
pected to show flowers; it should
be sensational in its second and
third years, I added. The couple
had a small Iris border, not good,
and it was three years old. I
asked if the plants had been
sprayed in early spring. She said,
“I do not use, nor do I permit the
use, of spray materials.” She was
haughty. “Well,” I said, “borers
got your iris.” I have never
known an iris that was unable to
attract a borer, but she insisted
hers had none. In a moment she
said, “Fred, maybe that’s the
reason those two that were so
lovely last year . . .

The Face we'll see now is never going to be pulled ahead of
itself by an obvious coat of make-up or a dark mouth that won’t
quit or with colors that are bad timing (PM shades in the AM).
This is the face that won't be saying Me-Me-Me but rather Over
to You. It's The Communicating Face.

TO FORGET NOW . . . Those eyelids that we’ve seen too much
of, put on at an early hour with a heavy hand . . . Big helpings of
explosive color, usually turquoise, don’t really mean anything
but often create a most hostile impression. Pablo Manzoni., Eliz-
abeth Arden’s color classicist, asks “What are they doing, those
two birds sitting there, flown in from nowhere with nothing to
say?” And he adds “Haven’t you noticed that trying too hard
may lead to defeat?”

TO BEAR IN MIND . . . A whole range of living colors for
the eyes—fawny. tawny, pebbly, slaty blues, and all the
deep greens that spring from the forest’s ferny floor.
(Not seductive? It might interest you to know that An-
drew Marvel, who wrote one of the most famous of all
love poems which begins “Had you but world enough
and time,” felt green to be “the most amorous of all
colors.” )

TO FORGET NOW . . . Any foundation that transplants your
face into a far stronger color country than its own. Nicholas of
Charles of the Ritz, a naturally inclined color director, thinks
pinks and blends them with infinite discretion along the jawline.

TO BEAR IN MIND . . . Never plunge in and start pushing
your make-up around on your face before you know pre-
cisely what color you want it to be. Nicholas would like
you to blend a bit of color moisturizer with a light foun-
dation on the back of your hand until it looks something
like your own skin. Then he thinks you should put it on,
never dotting skin, forehead, cheeks as of old. But, as he
says, “start directly on one area, use up what you have,
then you'll never wind up with an overdose of color.”

TO FORGET NOW . . . Anything that you question the good
taste of—such as too much make-up in the morning, eye make-up
plus cheek color plus lipstick. Instinctively you might not wear

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HOW-TO LIKE AN EXPERT

ow to take care of
silver. silver-gilt.
gold and pewter

cludes some advice on the basic care of antiques—from which she
has adapted this colurmn—in her preface to House & Garden’s
Antiques: Questions & Answers. (Simon and Schuster $9.95), a
new book to be published in October compiled from six years of
columns. As applicable to contemporary pieces as to antiques, her
tips on the care of silver, silver-gilt, gold, and pewter begin a new
series of expert advice on how to take care of your household and

its furnishings and equipment, old, new, decorative, utilitarian.

All your silver, the pieces you use every day and those you use less
frequently and store. should be inspected regularly and cleaned as
needed with an approved, standard polish or paste that will in no
way be harmful. Essentially, the formula for good silver polish has
changed little over the past two-hundred years. It is generally com-
pounded of some kind of abrasive chalk dissolved in an alcohol
solution. Naturally, the coarser the abrasive, the more superb the
luster—but the more damaging it will be as well. In a word, use
the least abrasive polish possible.

Silver should never be left to tarnish to such an extent that it is
necessary lo have it buffed, for buffing alters the entire outer sur-
face and ruins the natural patina. Then, too, the marks may be
obliterated. When storing silver, it is prudent to wrap each piece
in an anti-tarnish flannel bag. which will serve as a means of pro-
tection. If silver is displayed in a glazed cupboard or cabinet, a
small cake of refined camphor placed inside the case will help
retard tarnish. One way to prevent tarnish from building up on
the surface of silver is to wash it often: use soap and warm waler,
If the water in your

rinse thoroughly, and dry with a soft cloth.

vicinity is full of minerals, distilled water is suggested. Detergents,
either for dishwashers or for washing dishes by hand, should not
be used, for many contain phosphorus or sulfur compounds, which
may cause unsightly staining.

Another sound strategy for tarnish prevention is to keep silver
from contact with its household enemies: mustard, eggs, and any-
thing containing sulfur: rubber including rubber bands and latex
paints: citrus fruits, vinegar, and salt. Salt corrodes silver badly.
For this reason, silver salt cellars should be emptied after each
use and, together with their spoons, washed thoroughly. Gilt salts
are safe until the gilding wears off. Even the imperceptible salts
left by perspiration on your hands can cause unsightly pitting,
especially if silver is left in storage for a period. To prevent this,
many collectors and curators wear gloves whenever they handle
silver. If the corrosion is a mild case, then jeweler's rouge is ef-

fective; otherwise it requires the work of a silversmith. Bruises and

dents should be hammered out only by a skilled craftsman who
knows how much stress the metal can take. Ornament is best
cleaned with ammonia and French chalk—gently brushed into the
crevices if there are intricale surfaces, and then rubbed briskly
with a soft cloth. Certain new liquid cleaners are safe provided the
directions are followed exactly and the silver is thoroughly rinsed
and dried. They possess the advantage of speed and avoid abrasion.
For additional information, most silver manufacturers offer very
zood booklets on basic silver care. For a detailed discussion of the
special problems that can arise in the preservation of antique silver,
there is an excellent chapter in Martha Gandy Fales’s Early Ameri-
can Silver, For The Cautious Collector, (Funk & Wagnalls, 1970).

Gold can be washed with good results in a weak solution of
liquid ammonia or other detergent and polished with a soft cloth.
Gold is softer than silver and requires very gentle handling.

Pewter is considerably softer than silver, and for this reason is
more readily bent, dented, or scratched. To clean pewter, wash it
in water and a little washing-up liquid, rinse, and wipe dry with a
soft cloth. To restore the original luster after lengthy use, one
pewler dealer, the late Harry Hirsch, who was generally considered
America’s foremost authority in the field, cleaned his pewter in
an enameled basin or bowl filled with a solution of lye and water
(one-half can of lye and five gallons of water, thoroughly mixed).
The solution must cover the pewter to at least 1 inch above the top:
if any part of the pewter is exposed above the solution, it acquires
a stain that can never be removed. The pewter can soak in the
solution several hours or several days. When working with lye it
is very important always to wear rubber gloves. If the pewter is

not pitted or corroded
—it will probably be clean in one or two hours. Remove, rinse, and
dry thoroughly. Then rub with quadruple-aught (0000) steel wool.
For best results when cleaning a.round article, rub around it, not
up and down.

[f the pewter is sick, it must remain in the solution until all the
corrosion has been eaten away. Depending upon the seriousness
of the corrosion. the holes that will result may or may not go all
the way through. The holes may range from pinpoint to thumb size.
The latter is relatively uncommon. The question of whether or not
to solder the holes depends upon use and value, The soldering must
be done by a skilled workman, and the cost may be greater than
the value of the piece. If a piece of sick pewter is put with healthy
pewter, the latter will in time—perhaps two or three years—be-
come sick, as this disease is contagious. For example. if a sick
pewter plate is stacked with healthy pewter plates. the latter will
in time catch the disease. After pewter is polished it will not all
have the same degree of brightness and luster, for modern pewter

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hat colors are we going to feel happy liv-
ing with? With all the appealing colors we
have to choose from for our houses, how to
choose? Where to start? “We might start by
thinking of the color that can come in throu gh our interests and
activities,” suggests Jack Lenor Larsen, fabric designer,
weaver, teacher, and author (his latest book, Beyond Craft:
The Art Fabric®), whose ways with color have set trends for
more than twenty years. “If vou love to cook, your kitchen can
come alive with the fruits and vegetables and baskets and
equipment you use. Another person might be proud of his
books or plants. Let them count. Toys for children, even exer-
cise equipment, all these objects have some color and person-
ality. Show the things that matter in vour life and you will
often end up more pleased than if you do something just be-
cause it might look nice.” But whatever you start with, making
the colors you like come together in a look you like is a matter
of orchestration, according to Mr. Larsen. “Think of putting
color together as you might think of putting a group of people
for a party. If, for instance, you had an elderly English pro-
fessor and a brash young boy, they wouldnt have much in
common. But put some people around them, in-between their
ages with some interests connected with both, then you can
begin to form some relation between the two. You might take
a chocolate brown carpet and a bright vellow sofa, which at
first glance look a little garish. The way to get them to work
together is to bridge the steps in-between. Ask what they have
in common, put these colors with them. Finally it will look like
the colors are sort of built in.”

The more you develop this technique, the more vou are able
to “read” color, the better your decorating, your table settings,
your whole environment will be. This is the way designers
work, explains Mr. Larsen. “A tree comes in, or some flowers,
and they really register. You see the shadows in the leaves, the
subtleties of tone, the shades of pink in a single rose. Some-
times just moving a vase from one light to another will change
the colors. You don't just say, isn’t that grand. You're conscious
of why it’s grand. And then you think how to emulate it.”

When a color is particularly attractive to you, in landscapes,
fabrics, any natural object, be sure to consider the colors
around it. “T once had a student who painted a big room a bril-
liant blue because her favorite color was the chest of a blue-
bird,” continues Mr. Larsen. “It didn’t work too well and I had
to point out a tiny accent of blue surrounded by other colors
was a different kind of situation. Backgrounds often make all
the difference in the world.”

ackgrounds . . . We have gathered together a
tempting and very varied collection of them
for you in this special color issue. Mrs. Gorham
Knowles, whose house decorated brilliantly
by Michael Taylor begins on page 84, lives in a background
of romantic, vivid little gardens. In total contrast, Myron Gold-
finger developed a clean, uncluttered nautical look for the
second house on the beach shown on page 112. Utterly con-
temporary, utterly practical. The F eigens, page 96, live some-
where in between—they blend bold, vigorous, contemporary
colors and art in an 18th-century New England village house.
All these stories are fascinating personal approaches to color.

Since we're introducing our five new 1974 colors in this
issue, Wild Iris, Seafoam Green, Tender Taupe, New Terra-
cotta, and Crystal Blue, we thought it would be provocative
to show what sort of background each can make in a room
filled with natural, neutral furnishings, page 92. Five very dif-
ferent looks. Which one is vou? Well, you can find out more
about the colors that suit you best by doing the intriguing test
developed by an eminent psychologist on page 94. One of
these five colors is bound to be more indicative of your per-
sonality than any other.

There are certain things that we need in our homes for con-
venience but there are other things that we have just to give
us pleasure. Color is one of them. “What makes decorating so
fascinating,” adds Mr. Larsen, “is that because it isn’t a science,
absolutes can’t be set up, and there are no rules that always
apply. The best way to find out how to use color is to use it.
Go right ahead and start to experiment. The more you look at
color, the more you live with it, the more vou'll enjoy it.”

As we learn more about the psyc hology of color, we have come to know that we

eprtor's NoTE: Dr. K. Warner Schaie is Pro-
fessor of Psychology and Associate Director
for Research at the Ethel Percy Andrus Ger-
onotology Center, at the University of South-
ern California. He has been researching color
and its psychological effects for many years
and is author of important papers on the sub-
ject and co-author of the book Color and Per-
sonality (Hans Huber, Publishers, Berne
1964). In 1961, with Professor Robert Heiss,
he devised the American version of the Color
Pyramid Test, which has been successfully

employed in psychology since then to define
personality traits. This simplified version was
specially adapted for House & Garden read-
ers, making use of the House & Garden Color
Chips. Sets of chips (3 by 6 inches) together
with a Product Directory (showing you who
makes what in which House & Garden Col-
ors) may be ordered on page 195. But if
you're impatient to get down to the test right
away, you could cut up pieces of color from
the House & Garden chart on page 90.

It's no seeret that color generates emotion and
mood. We respond to sunlight, yellow makes
us feel happy. We are refreshed by a sum-
mer’s day in the country, satisfied by the
greens all around us. We experience clation in
winter snow, white is somehow exciting. Na-
ture’s colors provide us with a boundless ka-
leidoscope of visunal experience, changing onr
moods and feelings subtly from day to day.
When we come to live with color indoors, we
should remember that behind four immovable
walls, color changes are not so limitless. A
blue room with a south-facing window may
change in shade according to the light dur-

ing the day, but it is always a blue room. All
the more reason, then, for us to know the col-
ors we can live with best, to realize as indi-
viduals which emotions we want to experience
and derive from our background, and to put
those colors around us that are appropriate to
our basic needs and temperaments. Since cach
person’s requirements are different, there are
no rules to go by. This is why we suggest it
may help you to learn which colors are right
for you, by doing a simple character test. Your
preferences indicated by the test will define
your personality and lead you in turn to un-
derstand why some particular shades or com-
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binations of colors are likely to enhance you
life and your feclings.

may choose utterly different colors for each
experiment. You should feel free to do what-
ever you want to do. Record your scores in
the column designated for pyramid 2. Then
once again, remove all the color chips and
build a third pattern, marking vour final
choices in the column which is designated for
pyramid 3.

When you have done your three pyramids,
total the number of times you used each of
the ten House & Garden Colors in the final
column.

and try plain, buttery hominy with almost anything .
Serve fried noodles. rice noodles, and Oriental “cellophane”
noodles with fish and lightly sauced dishes.

Must it always be plain peas and carrots? No. Move
out with peas a la fermiere, olazed carrot nugeets cooked
with small onions, the peas added at the last . . . . . A carrot
flan or tart is unusual and very good—a lightly sugared carrot
purée poured into a baked pastry shell and topped with a few
thin layers of sliced cooked carrots, the mixture moistened
with the carrot cooking water and baked.

Malaysia can change your feeling about eggplant, with its
eggplant curry—great for lunch or supper. Cube the un-
peeled vegetable, salt lightly, let stand 15 minutes. Drain. pat
dry. Sauté 3 sliced onions and 2 garlic cloves until limp. Add
eggplant. Stir in 1 tablespoon curry powder and fry a minute,
then add 2 sliced green peppers. Moisten with coconut milk
or half-and-half in which coconut has been soaked. Cover and
simmer half an hour. Spice it up, if you like, with pounded
chilies.

The cool cucumber is delicious hot. Peel. cut into
chunks. simmer in a bit of broth and lots of butter. keeping
the cover on until tender. Or, if you wish stuff parboiled cu-
cumbers and bake.

Trigger your culinary imagination with some of the less
obvious cookbooks, often put together to aid a worthy
cause. filled with unusual local dishes, and usually spiral-
bound for easy use.

Or
The Cookbook that Counts ($5.35 from Box 24, Cedar-
hurst, L.1., N.Y. 11516). compiled for the benefit of the Law-
rence Country Day School on Long Island—an interesting
job, which is divided into chapters designed for feeding four.
eight, twelve, sixteen, and even thirty people at a time, with
preparation and cooking time included for each dish. Very
helpful for the constant cook or committee chef.

To make this adventuresome cooking almost effort-
less and a matter of only a few minutes preparation, there is,
happily, that Stradivarius of kitchen appliances, Cuisinarts’
Food Processor—a rather dull name for a miraculous ma-
chine. No bigger at the base than a sheet of typing paper and
only 15 inches high, it has a 500-watt motor, which turns
chredders. slicers, cutters, whatever you need, with incredible
speed and zing to produce quenelles, pate a choux, almond
paste, pités, purées, lerrines, crushed ice—all in seconds. It
shreds vegetables angel-hair fine or enables you to make a
piecrust with a flip of a wrist. You can chop your own steak
tartare, mince a pité of cold meat, make grated cheese, potato
pancakes, duxelles. cole slaw, fancy butters, cheese spreads.
sauces. This honey of an appliance will do everything for a
party but set the table and your hair. And the delicious foods

Of course this icy treat is drunk
with caviar, and possibly because
both the vodka and the caviar are
said to be aphrodisiac, the com-
bination enjoys an enormous suc-
cess in  success-minded, exotic
Persia. In almost equally glamor-
ous Paris, near the not so exotic
but famous Paris Herald offices
on the rue de Berri, there is a sort
of Aladdin’s cave presided over
by a French genie, Monsieur de
Lalagade. He takes an ounce of
caviar every morning for his break-
fast with a nip of vodka. The caviar
is easy for him to get because his
cave is the storehouse for all the
caviar shipped from Iran to Eu-
rope for distribution. The break-
fast, he claims, is the secret of his
health and energy, for he says this
combination “has more vitamins
than most foods, and is rich in
lecithin, which fortifies my nerv-
ous system.”

The medical kick reminds me of
a young British doctor who, using
twenty willing volunteer drinkers
at the Middlesex hospital and test-
ing different types of alcoholic
beverage, came to the conclusion
that vodka produces the least pain-
ful moming-after side effects of
any spirit. Possibly this is because
vodka is very “pure.” It is dis-
tilled twice and then filtered
through charcoal to rid it of any
unwanted taste or smell and the
best of it is cut with distilled water.

As a matter of fact, the very
word vodka seems to have a
psychologically suggestive effect
at times. A member of the Georg-
ian princely family, Tschavtschay-
adze, who lives in Paris, told me
that his grandfather was once
promised a marvelous aged vodka
just before going off on a hunting
expedition. The beverage was lov-
ingly and reverently handed to
him as he sat on his horse before
taking off. He tossed it back in true
Russian style and fell off his horse
with shock and chagrin. The “mar-
velous aged vodka” was nothing
but water. The disillusion nearly
killed the old man.

Actually, the Russians and Poles
drink their vodka with such light-
hearted speed because they are
afraid of becoming drunk on the

fumes. They claim that by sipping
you inhale more alcohol than you
drink. They like it “with a tear”—
that is the outside of the glass
frosty with cold. And they like it
colored and flavored. And why
not? They do this at home by put-
ting various herbs into the original
flavorless straight vodka. Saffron
makes it yellow, sunflower seeds
give a mauve tint, cornflowers turn
it blue, and walnut shells, brown.

As to taste, you can vary that

too, to suit your mood. At Nikita’s r

Russian restaurant in London you
can hold yourself a vodka tasting
with twelve different types—any of
which you can make at home.
There is rowan berry, cherry,
honey, or red pepper—to name a
few. Russian vodka used to be
made from potatoes. Now most of
it is usually made from grain, but
it can all be flavored. My favorite
is the Polish version of Zubrovka
(the Russians make this too),
which contains a slip of the herb
of that name, a grass on which the
European bison feeds, it seems.

This gives a nutty taste and a |

slightly green tinge to the alcohol,

You can make vodkas with fla-
vors from coffee to lemon, or to
your own formula, for a home
vodka tasting. For a coffee vodka
you need 4 cups each of sugar,
water, and vodka and % pound of
freshly ground coffee. Pour 1 cup
of vodka over the raw grounds and
let sit for a week. Make sugar and
water into syrup and add to it rest
of vodka. Then combine coffee

vodka with syrup vodka, strain, |

bottle, and store six months to

let all blend smoothly. Depending |

on your intestinal fortitude, you
then drink or sip.

For lemon vodka you grate the
rind of 3 lemons (or you can use 2
oranges instead, if you'd rather
have an orange taste). This you
cover with vodka and allow to
stand for four days or so. Make a
syrup of 2 cups each water and
sugar, strain rind out of vodka,
pour both lemony vodka and rest
of bottle (about 4 cups) into syrup
while still hot. Strain whole thing
again, bottle, and store at least a
month.

Tarragon is easy—you just put
some fresh tarragon into the bottle

pepper. paprika, nutmeg, 1 egg,
slightly beaten, 1% cups heavy
cream, Sauce Hollandaise Simea

(see recipe below).

Prepare 6-8 individual molds:
Butter well, and put buttered pa-
per in bottom.

Clean fish thoroughly and re-
move bones and skin; reserve. You
should have % poum! flesh. Put
bones, skin, and fish trimmings in
a large saucepan with the wine,
bouquet garni, % teaspoon salt, a
large pinch of pepper, and water
to cover, Simmer for 25 minutes,
strain, and reduce to 1% cups. Cor-
rect seusoning and set aside.

Cut the fish up roughly and put
through a meat grinder or the me-
dium disk of a food mill. Then pass
fish through the fine disk of the
food mill into bowl set over bowl
of ice. Add the remaining salt and

pepper, paprika, and nutmeg to
taste. Still working over ice, add
the egg by spoonfuls, beating vig-
orously until firm and smooth. Add
chilled cream by spoonfuls. Cor-
rect seasoning. Test the consisten-
cy by poaching a sponnfu] in sim-
mering water. If the mousse keeps
its shape, fill the molds and cover
with a sheet of buttered paper.
Put in a pan of water to the %
level of the molds. Heat on top of
the stove until the water reaches
the simmer. Bake in 375° oven
10-12 minutes. Carefully unmold
if to be served immediately or keep
in molds to be reheated, reserving
juice, and keep warm until ready
to serve.

Arrange on a warm serving dish
and coat with some of the sauce.
Serve extra separately.

SAUCE HOLLANDAISE SIMCA
Ingredients: 3 egg yolks; 10 table-
spoons unsalted butter; 3-4 table-
spoons fish fumet, (the reduced
juices from the fish mousses), or
clam juice; 3 tablespoons heavy
cream; Salt, freshly ground pep-
per; 1%-2  tablespoons c]mpped
parsley, tarragon, chervil (option-
al)).

Method: Cook the egg yolks and
fish fumet in a small saucepan over
very low heat, stirring all the time,
until yolks thicken and you can see
the bottom of the pan between
strokes. Remove from heat and
add the butter 1 tablespoon at a
time, stirring constantly, until it
is all added and the sauce is thick
and smooth. Add the cream by
spoonfuls and stir until thickened.
Do not let it become too hot or the
ege yolks will curdle. Season to
taste with salt and pepper, and
stir in chopped herbs if desired.
CHERRIES IN CUSTARD
WITH MERINGUE
Ingredients: 1-pound canned cher-

ries, pitted; % cup confectioners
sugar; 3 tablespoons kirsch or
framboise; 3 egg yolks; % cup sug-
ar plus 2 tablespoons; 2% ounces
pulverized almonds; 1% teaspoons
potato starch or cornstarch; % cup
heavy cream; 2 tablespoons but-
ter; 4 egg whites; Salt; 2% table-
spoons sliced almonds; confection-
ers sugar; kirsch or framboise.
Method: Drain cherries and mix
with confectioners sugar and
kirsch or framboise. Beat egg yolks
and the % cup sugar in a saucepan
until the mixture makes a ribbon
on the surface. Add the pulverized
almonds, potato starch or corn-
starch, and cream and stir until
well blended.

Cook over medium heat, stirring
constantly with a wooden spoon or

sauce
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spatula, until it thickens. Remove
from the heat and continue to stir
until slightly cool, adding the but-
ter in small pieces.

Beat the egg whites with a
pinch of salt in a copper bowl until
stiff peaks form. Fold half the
whites into the batter mixture.
Beat the remaining 2 tablespoons
sugar into the remaining egg
whites a little at a time to make a
meringue,

Drain the cherries and add the
liquid to the batter. Arrange the
fruit in 1 layer in a shallow oven-
proof dish. Cover the fruit with
the batter and bake in a 350°
oven for 18-20 minutes. Spread the
meringue on top and embed a fair-
ly neat half egp shell in the center.
Scatter the almonds on top and

sprinkle on confectioners sugar
through a sieve. Carefully brown
the meringue under broiler for 3-4
minutes or in 425° oven about 5

kirsch or framboise, ignite, and
shake the dish so that the liqueur
spills out and the whole top is
flambéed, Serve

Lawns get tired-looking as summer draws to a close. One reason is that sprinkling and summg
rains have leached away plant nutrients, leaving lawn grasses quite literally starving. So feedin
is in order, particularly with nitrogen, the element most necessary for healthy green grass leave:
A 20-10-10 formulation is about right, though some turf experts recommend more than 20 pe
cent nitrogen. Make sure part of the nitrogen is in slow-release form and don’t omit potash an
phosphorus either, since both are necessary to build healthy roots that will help the grass plant
withstand the rigorous winter ahead. Late summer is lawn seeding time, too, and the good new
this year is that some fine new varieties of lawn grasses are now available in seed mixtures. Mar
hattan, a perennial ryegrass, is making a name for itself by being tough, fine-leaved, and fe
longer- lived than we expect a rye to be. Pennlawn, a fescue even more wear-and-shade-resistar
than other fescues, has quickly become the standard by which varieties of this grass type ar
judged.

If you knmow your onions, you'll grow
them for more than just eating. The
ornamental onions—usually called al-
liums—are ideal for growing in a pe-
rennial border or rock garden. They
produce leaves in early spring, flowers
in a variety of colors and sizes over a
span of several months. Botanically,
of course, they're all Alliums, whether
leeks, garlic, chives, plain garden
onions, or the fancier flowering species.
Allium  giganteum, for example, pro-
duces husky clumps of gray-green
leaves, below in early spring.
These disappear about the time the
4-foot-high flower heads fade, in late
June, leaving space for summer-flow-
ering annuals, which may be planted
right on top of the bulbs. One of the
best kinds for garden display or cut
ting is A. Rosenbachianum, above right, with globular heads
of rosy lavender flowers atop 2- to 3-foot stems. These appear
just about the time the last tulips are fading and last for two
weeks or longer Except for giganteum, whose flower heads col-
\apse when they mature, all the alliums are good for drying.

. albopilosum, above left, is a particular favorite of flower
arrangers, who find in the dried seed heads a sculptural guality
lacking in other plants. There are dozens of different kinds of
alliums. Practically all of them are rock-hardy and will form
substantial clumps if left undisturbed for a few years. They
should be planted at the same time and in the same way as
tulips, and the time to order bulbs is in summer or early fall.
