NThe Index ‘82 issue of Indiana Architect is

full of names; long names, short names, hard-
to-spell names, even my name! Some names have
letters after them, some don't. What's it all about,
and who wants a list of names anyway?

The Indiana Society of Architects began years
ago to produce a membership roster as a service
to its members, so they could get to know one
another better and communicate with each other.
However, since publishing this roster in Indiana
Architect began, some ten years ago, we've found
that this annual issue is the most sought after, used,
referenced and filed-by-the-phone by our readers
of any issue we produce. Extra copies are printed
for purchase by the public and they quickly sell out.
Who wants these names? It seems just about
everybody!

Perhaps the reason is simply that the ISA roster
represents all of the registered architects in Indiana
who are members of the American Institute of Ar-
chitects and ISA. The letters AlA after an architect’s
name signify that he or she has been certified to
practice architecture by a state licensing board (a
requirement for membership in AlA), and that this
architect has chosen to unite in fellowship with his
peers through the AIA to “promote the artistic,
scientific and practical efficiency of the profession.”
Those members who use the suffix FAIA have been
recognized by the Institute as “Fellows” for their in-
dividual, significant contributions to the profession.

Additionally, the ISA roster includes associate
members of the Institute who are employed in a
professional or technical capacity by a licensed ar-
chitect. This group includes architectural graduates
serving the required three years apprenticeship
toward their own licensure. Also, professional
affiliates, who are non-architect registered profes-
sionals whose work is related to the practice of ar-
chitecture, are listed. Finally, we include our special
friends, the Emeritus members, who have reached
the golden period of retirement.

Certainly the names in this Index are still very im-
portant to the membership of the ISA as we con-
tinually seek to carry forward the purposes of the
AlA, and it is indeed gratifying to continue to find
that our readership, the architectural consumer,
recognizes the importance of these names and of
the three letters, AlA, that follow them.
