ris P E O G V H A N S O N 

by F . W. CASSEBEER 

An Irisarian is a person who firmly believes that for sheer beauty 

the tall bearded irises of today are unmatched by any other gar­

den flowers. The ir ccdors are wonderful, either rich an<i bright, 

subdued or iridescent. The ir orchid-like bin—(>ni< are poised 

with airy grace on stately stalks. I n fact, tall bearded irises 

seem to be ,so far along the road to perfection that hybridizers, 

after years of striving principally for color breaks, have now 

turned their atlenticm to refining details of color and form. 

T h e improvement in irises has been so rapid that, to 

fanciers, a variety is often out of date within five years of its 

intr<»duction. The rea.son is that an iris seedling can be flowered 

in a relatively short space of time after crossing—in some in­

stances only two years. T h e generations of iris progeny follow 

each other so closely that improvements can be achieved very 

rapidly. Now iris breeders seek to combine largeness of flower 

with clarity of color, good form and heavy substance. The nicety 

of detail also extends to the development (»f well balanced 

stalks which branch to show off each bbtssom |)roperly and are 

sturdy enough to withstand a heavy wind. 

In striving for clarity of cohir. growers attempt to <dimi-

nate all haft niurkinjis or reticulations, which were so character­

istic of older varieties. T h e ctm.sensus of opinion among hybri­

dizers is that the theoretically perfect iris has firm, arched. non-

Collapsible standards that just about touch each other, and falls 

that are flaring or semi-flaring. T h e shorter the iris stalks, the 

more flare is desirable because you see the flower from above. 

Ideally the fcdiage should nttt be too rampant, its height in pro­

portion to the height and size of the stalk. 

T h e last real color break occurred in iris within the past 

decade when a number of breeders began to get. almost sinii:!-

taneously. seedlings of a pale coral pink with bright tangerine 

beards. Also characteristic of these varieties are especiallv at­

tractive buds of deeper coral pink. T h e new pinks have been 

variously termed by their introducers "seashell." "'strawberry" 

and "llainin-:!!."

All the orchids following are inter­
mediate, meaning average teinperalure 
requirements. 

Brassia verrucosa: origin. Guate­
mala; large yellow and brown flowers; 
in the fall one year after its arrival ilie 
plant sent up Iwo flower spikes with 
seven flowers each; it lived outside of 
the orchidarium in a kilchen window 
all winler, in the garden all summer. 

Coelogyne cristata: origin. Hima­
layas; flowers in drooping racemtrs, 
large snow-while, fragrant, with yellow 
on the lip; blooms January lo March; 
after bloom, pseudo-bulbs shrink till 
they resemble okl pieces of u.-cil clicw-
ing gum and remain this way for about 
six weeks; don't worry, the plant is 
resting; in June the bulbs commence 
lo fill out and new bulbs form; plant 
l i irlfr- cramped roots, so it seldom 
needs repotting. 

Dendrobium nobilc: origin. Rur-
ma; three-inch flowers are lavender and 
rose; flowers Januan to June; plenty 
of light but shade the young growth;

ball of Osmimda fiber.

to crimson in center; inside the bloom 
is a flower part shaped like the small 
while figure of a nun; blooms late fall; 
flowers last two months; sort of a semi-
epiphyle. roots should never dry com­
pletely between waterings. 

L. cruenta: origin. Guatemala;

the year around. 

Stanhopea: flowers in tones of 
while and yellow: petals slightly 
twistefl and curved till, from the side, 
they resemble an olil man with a rufiled 
beard: grown in the air. tied in a ball 
of Osmunda fiber; blossom grows down­
ward out of the bottom of the plant 
insieail of upward in a normal manner.

So if you have always thought or­
chids delicate fragile flowers, born in a 
lest tube, highly priced al the best 
florist shops, lo be imluiged in only 
on ill*' rarest occasions, it's lime you 
changed your thought. Fragile, deli­
cate, exotic and lovely, yes, but with 
a passionate lust for living and an abil­
ity to take your house as it is, steam 
heat and all. Cater to their tastes a lit­
tle. They will reward you with color, 
fragrance and beauty, all in the spirit 
of the jungle and the cloud forests of 
Central America.

scriveners. Roses will Ite with us in 
aliuiidance, new hybrids, old types. 
June is the high tide <>f rose flowering. 
Rul if yiiur garden is sulficienily large 
to incluile many types of roses, you 
have already run through quite a see-
tion of experience and <iclight. With us 
it starts wilh R. primulina. a full week 
before R. hugonis breaks into flower. 
Then come R. (n ii ularis and Harison's 
b ellow, after which we turn admiriiif: 
eyes on the hybrid leas and hybrid 
perpeiuals—an<l the old roses. 

The last have a portion of the gar­
den all lo llieiiisclves and wc revel in 
those crowded weeks of their blooming. 
We also wonfler why some of the fine 
characteristics of these old roses aren't 
being bred into our newer types. Espe­
cially llif Damask, so heavy wilh per­
fume. Since they bloom only once a 
year, their blooti migbl minimi/e the 
flowering of their offspring. Wc can't 
iia\c i vcr\ ihing. i>ul what a pity that 
the fragrance of some new hybriils is 
so faini and fugitive! 

Probably the arguments on how-
best to grow roses will <-ontinue till the 
end of time. Once standing before some 
iiia;;iiiliienl plants in a southern gar­
den, we asked its mistress the secret 
of her success. "Cut off I heir heads." 
she answered promptly, "and feed 'em 
like a hawg." 

When the arguments over high or 
low pruning begin, wc remember her 
rullilcss clippers.

M L'CCY, hot .\ugust days aren't usually conducive to long-time planning 

ahead, but a little foresifibt now i an mean liunrlred* of beautiful pansies 

next spring, costinj; next to nothing antl in just the colors you like best. .*>ince 

growing pansies from seed is almost foidproof in its simplicity, it is incredible that 

.so many people depend on expensive pansy plants from florists in the spring. 

It is extremely important, if >ou want good colors, to buy .seed by variety 

and from reliable sources. .\s a rule, mixtures (as you can see by looking at 

the plants grown by the average nurseryman) arc full of dark uninteresting col­

ors—muddy brown>. lifeless p)urple>. dull di-ep yi'iiow- ii«nallv -pldii lied with 

brown. There are some good mixtures, however, and reliable ones are listed further 

along. But by and large, nuxed -ceil >hoiild be avoided sinci- it will give von «mall 

flowers in a heterogeneous conglomi-ration of c(dors. 

Cood pan.-y seed is not cbcap. Be­
fore the war much of it came from Cen­
tral Europe, where labor costs were 
very low (some wium-n workers were 
paid about 2.'ic a day I . so that the New 
^ ork wliole-ali' prii e wa> as low as St-
S.i a pound. When the European mar­
kets were cut off. we had to use domes­
tic seed, much of it from the Pacific 
Northwest where the growing condi­
tions are ideal for pansies. The seed is 
hand-harvested and the hybridiy.ation 
i - tricky expensive work, ."so toilay some 
of the fine hybri<ls may cost $10-8L5 an 
ounce. Which means that you may have 
to pay 7.Sc-81 for a single package of 
-e.'d. 

However, even then, your plants 
will cost far less than bought ones, and 
this fact can be best illustrated by an 
example. One yi-ar a friend of mine 
bought ' ii; ounce ."Steele's (irand Duke 
Michael for T.̂ c. She planted part of the 
package and gave me the rest, and she 
got about 60 plants while I bail 10! In 
other words, the plants cost us less than 
a cent apiece. Far more important than 
the price, though, was the fact that we 
had white flowers, which we both 
wanted; and the plants were so strong 
that .'{0 flowers in bloom on one plant at 
a time was not a bit iniusual. 

.Some experts swear by the Swiss 
Roggli seed, which costs $3 for the 
smallest package if bought in the im­
ported, sealed packets. But I do not .>;<•(• 
how any seed could produce finer plants 
than that raised in our Pacific North­
west. There are several pansy growers 
there, and certainly the .Steele Pansy 
Gardens is high on the list.

Planting 
The seed should be sown some 

time in .\ugust. the earlier the better, 
although late August is all right except 
in parts of the country where fall frosts 
may start in .September. Very little

ground a week or so before planting, 
and pull up any weeiU that subsequent­
ly germinate.

Most of these are derived iti pari 
from Great Lakes, which, although 
older, is too magnificent to be over­
looked among today's blue varieties. 

There has long been a demand for 
gooil. clear yellows, both bright and 
pale. Ola Kala. a fine, clean, deep yel­
low, has given great impetus to this 
color group and î  inspiring the .level-
opmenl of yellows of e(|ual clarity and 
brilliance but of larger size. An-»\er-
iii^ lhi> deM-riplion are Penn Charier 
and \dmiralion. In the pale yellows 
there are now such beautiful varieties 
available as Desert Song and Aman­
dine. There are also many villows 
which have a di-finile white patch on 
the falls; the he-.t of these is probably 
Mattie Gates. Among the tawny yel­
lows there are such varieties as Gold­
beater. Good News and Rocket, the last 
having a definite orange cast. All are 
real top-notchers. 

One of the most charming moil. rii 
irises is the buff-colored Chamoi-. H u -
set Wings is like it in color but has a 
heavy overlay of coppery brown. The 
creation of brown irises of Iivel> hue 
is an outstanding refinement. \i;.iu-
Pheasant and Pretty (,)iiadroon. in this 

l alegory. are extraordinarily handsome 
in the liardcn. e>pecially next lo light 
or medium blues. Both are much 
brighter than their still-popular ances­
tor. Tobacco Road. 

Not so lonj; ago blends of all de­
scriptions caught the fancy of most 
irisarians until it was found that they 
have little if any color value in the- gar­
den except at very close range. .So it is 
now recognized that a bleml. to be suc­
cessful, must be lively in color, not 
merely combine unusual shadings. .Some 
of the best and brightest blends are

Breeders also recogni/r llial wiiii'-
are always appealing as a respite from 
color or a (oil for color. F'ure wliiti -
used to be few and far bi'twecn and 
most of tlie (iood whiles had a yellow 
cast at the Iiaft. Two newcomers, Span­
ish Peaks and Vigil, are really snowy. 
Not quite so new hut still requisite to 
every good collection are the lovely 
Snow Flurry and White Wedgwood. 
.Among the warm whites we have such 
fine varieties as Sharkskin. .Sea (.iull. 
Snow \ elvet and this yi-ar"s introduc­
tion, hiie Parchment. 

Many gardeners love rich, dark 
purple iris. We know of some hybrid­
izers who have seedlings that are almost 
black. Of the dark ones now available. 
IMack Forest. Indiana Night and .Sable 
are three of the best. .Somewhat lighirr 
in tone, with brown shadings, is the 
huge, late-llowering Blue Chm. Master 
Oharles is a line red purple anfl Night­
fall is distincllv iwii-loneil. with stand­
ards •.oine\\hal lighler tliun the velvety 
falls. In Anne Newhard and Lothario, 
the contrast is still more marked. 

There are comparati\ely few new 
irises in the M>-called amoena class— 
those with cream white standanls and 
purple fall?. Wabash an<l Exiravagan/.a 
probably still lead in this group. 

The fad for plicata^—iris which 
are edged, dotted or sanded a deeper 
color on a pale ground -seems to have 
run its course. The only ones of these 
that meet with favor among fanciers to­
day have markings with refinement 
rather than striking contrast. .Viming 
the best are Snow Crystal. Patriic Blue 
Shiminrr. Sii/.eiie and Tiffunja. 

There was a time when any iris 
approaching n-d was so popular that 
red iris seemed to be the ultimate goal 
of all breeders. Actually, a tru'* spec­

Most of the "reds" we have 
today are still either rose reds or reds 
with a definiii- yi llow cast. Ranger and 
Redward come under the first heading 
and Campfire Glow and Color Sergeant, 
under the second. Garden Glory is a 
deep wine red with as smooth a finish 
as any iris we know. .Solid Mahogany 
is almost the color its name implies. 

Closely related to the yellowish 
ri ' i l- arr ihc \arir;j,ala lili'inl- ami llw 
true variegatas. which are yellow and 
red bicolors. Retl Torch is a real beauty, 
combining brilliancy and relincnient of 
color, and .Staten Island is perhaps to­
days' best variegata. 

\^'hile we have implied that the day 
of radical color breaks and new colors 
in iris seems to be about over, there is 
one outstanding exception: hybrid po-
gocyclus iris. These are bretl from two 
types of iris, the pogon (the usual tall 
bearded type I and onocyelus (exotic 
species siemming from Palestine. Iran 
and the Cuusiisiisl. Hybrids from the-.-
an- for the most part strikingly veined 
and have an rxoii. I)' anty all tlii-irown. 
Here the field has been relatively un­
tapped and comparatively few of ilu -e 
wonderful iri.ses have been introduced 
because they are hard to cross and lin­
seeds do not germinate well. However, 
with the recent advent of the meliiod of 
embniO culture, by which the out-ide 
seed coat is removed and the seed ger­
minated in a test tube, it is now jtossible 
to produce the -redlings in consirler-
able number. Outstanding among these 
hybrifls on the market today an- Lady 
Mnhr. a soft chartreuse with claret 
color veinings on the falls and lavender 
shadings on I lie-landards. and LImohr. 
a gigantic waved and ruffled red violet 
flower with deeper veinings. These may 
well be the forerunner- of a large group 
of popocyclus hybriiU which will ap­
pear within the next ten years.

HOW TO T R I M A H E D G E 
E l e c t r i c shears make a better, faster, eas ier job 

I T lakrs u praclirecl hand with the 
hedge shear* to turn in a credilahle 

job of hedge trimming. The inexperi-
<nied have difficulty aeiiniring such 
i ! i - x t i T i l \ willi the shears. Never an easy 
task ut any time, the higher the hedge 
till- hardrr the work. If the lop is more 
than waisidiigh. you will have t o reach 
for it. which is awkward anil tiring. 
And lii-eausr- many penjilc finil shear­
ing a chore, lliey tend, with deciduous 
lii (|;:c>. at least, to postpone the task. 
Then growth becomes wooily and you 
are forced, unless you have strong 
wrists, to confine the shearing to the 
softer tips. In two to lliree years tlie 
Iicdj-c iiicri a-c" it- dimcn--ion>. Gt-tliri!: 
il back lo normal height means a major 
ciiitini: back in winter or early spring. 

Today much of this laborious work 
can be eliniinaled. The new electric 
hrd-r trimmer makes trimming easier 
and cuts the work lo a fraction of the 
time r<M(uiri'd for using hand shears. 
Light and ea>y to handle, it is a special 
boon if you have high hedges. Reach 
up a> high a- (lo—.ibie and -hear with 
one hand. The l able. which can be as 
long as de-ired. plugs into any con­
venient outlet. With a little practice 
even a novice can do a creditable job. 
You can keep fast-growing hetlges. like 
some of the privets, in trim through­
out the growing season. They may be 
-lii aied as often as the lawn is cul. 

Frequency of shearing, however, 
mu-t be adju-led to the kind of hedge. 
Don't shear evergreen hedges as often 
a- the liecidiiniis ones, or cut ihem 
as early or as late in the season. If de-
I i(!iioii> plants get out of hounils. cut 
back lo hard woody growth. Tb i - treat­
ment woubl be fatal to an evergreen 
hedge, especially a conibTou> hedge. 
Tile old cut part would merely die back. 
Till- only exception is the yew tlaxtts), 
anti this responds slowly. The first 
-hearing of evergreen hedges should 
not bi-j-in until the new growth is com­
pleted, thus stabilizing the buds that 
must furnish the new growth. This 
vvoulil bi- aboul June. Another slieai in;: 
may be possible with yew or hemlock, 
depending on the region. Ilex crvntila 
aiui its varieties are in the same class. 
f>ut with pines, spruces and the like, 
oiii' -hearing would be sufficient. Ever­
greens, both coniferous and broad-
leafed, complete their growth about 
\ugu-I. to |)ermit it lo ripen for win­
ter. The further north, the more im­
portant the ripening, .'^heareil late in 
the season, winter injury will result. 

Constant shearing will also weaken 
-nmr ile( iduous hedges, especially bar­
berry ami cotoneaster. The buds that 
sprout after the shearing ilo nol birm 
as (|uickly on these as on privel. There­
fore, the first shearing must be delayed
