new 

What  happens  in  cities  today 

when  commercial  buildings — 
offices,  theatres,  stores — no 
longer  fulfill  their  original 

function?  They're  probably 
changed,  either  in  appear- 

ance or  how  they're  used. Such  a  revitalization  has 
been  undertaken  in  New 

York  City's  financial  district 
by  restoration  architect  Jo- 

seph Pell  Lombardi.  Liberty 

Tower,  a  Gothic-style  sky- 
scraper built  in  1909,  has 

been  converted  from  a  com- 

mercial office  building  to  resi- 
dential cooperative 

apartments.  "The  project  was based  on  the  architectural 

merits  of  the  building,"  says 
Mr.  Lombardi,  who  has 

worked  on  a  variety  of  resto- 
rations including  the  Octagon 

House  in  Irvington-on-Hud- 
son,  N.Y.  "Liberty  Tower  is 
one  of  the  tallest  buildings  to 
be  converted  in  this  man- 

ner— a  3  3 -story  'terra-cotta 
tower.'  Its  architectural  merit 
was  actually  a  hindrance  to 
its  commercial  use — small 
floors  with  many  windows 
and  solid  walls — these  work 
better  in  residential  than  in 

commercial  spaces." 
The  floors  have  been  sepa- 

rated into  two,  three,  and 

four  apartments  per  floor, 
ranging  from  750  to  4,300 
square  feet.  There  are  also 
duplexes,  triplexes,  and  full 
floors  available.  Each  apart- 

ment consists  of  "raw"  space; 
that  is,  open  floor  that  can  be 

designed  in  any  fashion.  "We 
Hke  the  idea  of  each  individ- 

ual designing  his  own  space," 
says  Mr.  Lombardi.  To  help 
people  get  an  idea  of  just  how 
the  space  can  be  used,  Con- 
ran's  has  designed  model 
rooms  in  Liberty  Tower  to 

display  their  "Housepack,"  a 
new  concept  in  decorating 

(see  page  16). 
"This  kind  of  conversion  is 

just  another  example  of  the 
revitalization  of  downtown 

areas,"  says  Mr.  Lombardi. 
"More  and  more  we're  facing 
the  question  of  what  to  do 

with  older  buildings — and  the 

bigger  buildings  are  also  get- 
ting older.  The  question  has 

become  'what  do  we  do  with 
them?'  While  the  Liberty 
Tower  project  has  its  back- 

ground in  loft  conversions 

that  began  years  ago,  it's  real- 
ly the  first  of  its  kind." 

The  last  stand

New  York  City  and  a  free- 
lance orchestra  musician.

Coltsfoot 

One  of  my  strongest  child- 
hood memories  is  seeing  the 

fields  of  Sweden  covered 

with  brilliant  yellow  coltsfoot 
in  spring.  A  rampant  weed, 
coltsfoot  was  also  the  herbal 

medicine  par  excellence  in 
days  of  yore.  Its  botanical 
name,  Tussilago  Farfara, 

means  "cough  dispeller,"  and 
the  plant's  efficacy  was  so  re- 

nowned it  became  a  symbol 

for  herbal  medicine.  A  pic- 
ture of  coltsfoot  on  the  door 

indicated  an  apothecary. 

You  may  still  find  colts- 
foot in  the  fields,  as  early  as 

the  skunk  cabbage  blooms. 
But  growing  it  as  a  potted 
herb  may  be  easier.  Use  a 

deep  pot  with  rich  soil  and 
good  drainage.  Water  well, 

but  don't  worry  about  fertil- 
izing until  the  third  or  fourth 

year.  What  the  plant  does 
like,  however,  is  good  Hght. 
Give  it  plenty  of  that. 

One  intriguing  aspect  of 
coltsfoot  is  its  habit  of  flow- 

ering first  and  then  growing 
into  a  plant.  The  spreading 
white  subsurface  roots  send 

up  scale-covered  asparagus- 
like flower  stalks  as  early  as 

February.  The  flowers  devel- 
op into  blossoms  similar  to 

those  of  the  dandelion,  a  rel- 
ative of  coltsfoot. 

After  the  flowers  come  the 

leaves,  supposedly  resembling 

a  colt's  imprint.  Because  of 
their  tardy  appearance,  many 
ancient  herbalists  considered 

the  leaves  to  be  an  en- 
tirely different  plant.  No 

matter — both  the 
flowers  and  the  leaves 
are  used  to  brew  tea. 

Fresh  coltsfoot  can  be 
used  to  make  cough 

drops.  Cover  a  cupful  of 
leaves  with  a  pint  of 
water.  Boil  slowly  until 

half  the  liquid  evapo- 
rates, strain  out  the  re- 

maining leaves.  Add  two 

cups  sugar,  boil  until  the 
syrup  forms  a  hard  ball 
when  dropped  into  cold 
water.  Drop  small  balls  onto  a 
cookie  sheet  to  cool,  and  roll 
them  in  confectioners  sugar.

Lafayette  pitcher 

Q.  Can  you  tell  me  why  my  pitcher 
has  pictures  of  Lafayette  on  it  and 
when  it  was  made?

fl..  Your  copper  luster  pitcher,  which 
depicts  Lafayette  Crowned  at  Yorktown 
and,  on  the  reverse,  the  Surrender  of 
Cornwallis  at  Yorktown,  is  one  of  the 
most  interesting  of  the  historical  pitchers 
honoring  heroes  of  the  early  days  of  our 

republic.  The  occasion  was  Lafayette's 
visit  to  the  U.S.  in  1824-1825  and,  in 

particular,  an  important  celebration 
when  he  was  crowned  with  a  laurel 

wreath  during  his  visit  to  Yorktown  in 
1824. 

French  wall  clock 

Q.  From  the  picture  and  the  mark  I've 
copied,  can  you  trace  the  origin  of  this 
clock  and  tell  about  when  it  was

Oil  drip  plate 

Q.  I  wonder  if 
you  have  any idea  what  my 

small  Japanese 
dish  was  used 

for.  L.K.— 
Cleveland,  Ohio 

A.  Your  unusually  shallow,  crude  pot- 
tery dish  was  used  under  the  traditional 

Japanese  lamp  or  andon  to  catch  drip- 
ping oil.  These  plates,  or  abura-zara,  dis- 

tinguished by  a  rim  to  confine  dripping 
oil,  are  a  product  of  the  town  of  Seto, 
not  far  from  Nagoya  in  central  Japan. 
They  first  came  into  use  during  the 

Ashikage  period  (1333-1573).  However, 
they  were  not  developed  artistically  until 

late  in  the  Edo  period  (1615-1868).  With 
the  introduction  of  modern  lamps  in  the 

Meiji  period  (1868-1912)  they  ceased  to 
be  made.  Their  simple  brushwork  de- 

signs are  in  the  best  folk-art  or  mingei 
tradition.  Your  plate  was  probably  made 
in  the  early  19th  century.

A.  According  to  the  marks  on  the  bot- 
tom of  your  pitcher,  the  English  Staf- 

fordshire potters  William  Brownfield  & 
Sons  (1850-1896)  registered  your  pattern 
"International"  at  the  London  Patent 

Office  on  January  25,  1862.  The  distin- 
guishing initials  WB  are  enclosed  in  a 

well-known  decorative  design,  the  "Staf- 
ford Knot,"  which  was  used  by  a  num- 

ber of  Staffordshire  potters.

French  ceramic  vase 

Q.  From  the  photographs  and  mark 
can  you  tell  me  who  made  my  colorful 
vase  and  something  about  him? 

J.J.C.— Remsenburg,  N.Y. 

A.  The  maker  of  your  vase,  the  French 

ceramist  Theodore  Deck  (1823-1891),  is 
generally  regarded  in  the  modern  sense 
as  the  first  of  the  artist  potters.  About 

1855  he  set  up  his  own  workshop  in  Par- 

is. Much  of  Deck's  early  success  was 
achieved  in  the  production  of  pottery 
decorated  with  individually  painted 
scenes,  mainly  by  painter  friends.  In 
1887,  he  was  appointed  art  director  at 
Sevres,  the  first  practical  potter  ever  to 
attain  that  distinction. 

Edwardian  silver 

Q.  From  the  mark,  can  you  tell  me 
who  made  my  silver  tray  and  some- 

thing about  the  company? 
R.H.K.— Roanoke,  Va. 

A.  Your  Edwardian  sterling  silver  tray 

(1909-1910)  bears  the  distinguishing  ini- 
tials JD  &  S — capitals  in  a  cartouche — 

of  the  well-known  English  silversmiths 
James  Dixon  &  Sons,  working  at  Shef- 

field from  1806  to  the  present  day.  They 

made  Brittania,  plated  silver,  and  ster- 
ling silver  wares.  Your  mark  is  found  on 

sterling.  The  same  initials  were  also  used 

by  the  Sheffield  silversmiths  James  Dea- 
kin  &  Sons,  active  at  Sheffield  m  the  \ 

1880s.  However,  their  initials  are  on  two  | 
lines  and  are  enclosed  in  a  shield.  The  I 

rim  of  your  tray  effectively  contrasts 
with  the  plain  surface. 

American  Empire  chair 

0.  What  can  you  tell  me  about  the 
style  of  my  old  chair,  and  can  you  tell 
how  old  it  is  and  from  what  country  it 
originates?         E.vK.N.— Godfrey,  111. 

A.  Your  American  Empire-style  chair 
was  probably  made  about  1830-1845. 
Edgar  G.  Miller  Jr.  illustrates  a  similar 

chair  in  his  book  American  Antique  Fur- 
niture, vol.  1,  page  229.  Of  this  chair,  he 

writes:  "The  top  rail  curves  downward, 
and  the  scrolls  cut  in  it  and  in  the  cross- 
piece  produce  openings  which  perhaps 
unintentionally  resemble  the  figure  3  in 

a  horizontal  position."

How  to  fix  an 

inefficient  toilet 

plus  how  to  get 

a  bathroom  ready 

for  redecorating 

Q.  My  toilet  operates  noisily  and 
the  handle  needs  to  be  jiggled 
to  quiet  it.  How  can  I  remedy  this? 

A.  The  part  of  the  mechanism  control- 
ling the  flow  of  water  into  the  tank  can 

corrode  and  wear  through  years  of  ser- 
vice, causing  noisy  and  inefficient  oper- 

ation. In  an  older  toilet,  this  unit,  called 
the  ballcock,  is  usually  made  of  copper 
and  brass  with  several  moving  parts  in 
its  makeup  (see  illustration  1).  In  a  new

fixture  the  ballcock  is  a  simply  designed 
piece  of  plumbing,  most  often  made  of 
plastic  with  fewer  moving  parts  to  run 
quieter  (2  and  3). 

Here  is  a  very  basic  description  of 
how  type  1  operates:  When  the  handle 
on  the  tank  is  pushed  down,  the  cycle 
begins.  The  stopper  ball,  or  tank  ball,  is 
lifted,  and  water  from  the  tank  rushes 
into  the  bowl,  flushing  it  out.  The  float 
ball,  attached  by  the  float  arm  to  the 
ballcock,  lowers  as  the  water  level  drops. 
The  float  arm  then  raises  the  ballcock 

plunger  arm  which  in  turn  lifts  the 

plunger  or  stem  washer  ofi"  its  seat  inside the  ballcock.  Once  this  valve  is  opened, 
water  flows  through  both  the  tank  filler 
tube  and  bowl  refill  tube,  bringing  the 
water  level  back  to  the  point  where  the 
float  ball  will  close  the  plunger  valve. 

Parts  of  the  ballcock  do  wear  out.  If 

the  fitting  is  not  too  corroded,  most  of 
its  parts  are  replaceable.  Float  balls, 
float  arms,  and  refill  tubes  are  available 
at  hardware  stores  and  are  simply 

threaded  into  place.  Sometimes,  depend- 
ing on  the  parts  that  need  to  be  changed, 

it  is  quicker  and  easier  to  replace  the  en- 

tire ballcock  rather  than  fixing  it. 
Whether  repair  or  replacement  is  to 

be  done,  the  water-supply  valve  needs  to 
be  turned  off.  If  there  is  no  valve  under- 

neath the  tank,  find  and  turn  off  the 
valve  that  services  the  line  feeding  the 
toilet.  For  a  replacement,  cover  the  floor 
below  the  tank  with  newspapers  or  a 
towel.  Flush  the  toilet  after  the  supply 
valve  has  been  closed;  hold  down  the 
handle  until  the  tank  is  empty.  Sponge 

out  any  remaining  water  in  the  bottom 
of  the  tank. 

With  an  adjustable  wrench,  loosen  the 

coupling  nut  that  attaches  the  water  in- 
let tube  to  the  tank.  (The  nut  may  be 

stubborn  and  need  coaxing;  however,  do 
not  use  brute  force  on  the  wrench.)  Once 

this  nut  is  unthreaded,  loosen  the  lock- 
nut  that  holds  the  threaded  shank  of  the 

ballcock  securely  in  the  tank  hole.  (If  the 

ballcock  starts  to  turn  as  you  are  at- 
tempting to  remove 

the  locknut,  use  a 

pair  of  locking  pli- 
ers to  hold  the  hex- 

agonal-nut shape 

on  the  ballcock's base  inside  the  tank 

to  keep  the  assem- bly from  moving.) 

Lift  out  the  ball- 
cock. 

Take  the  unit  to 

your  supplier.  Pur- chase a  new  one 

that  will  provide 

the  proper  water 
level  (the  salesman  will  know  the  correct 
height  of  the  new  unit  by  seeing  the  old 
one).  You  may  choose  one  of  the  three 
ballcocks  illustrated.  All  are  packaged 

with  complete  installation  instructions. 

Hooking  up  the  water  supply  is  sim- 
ply the  reverse  of  removal.  After  instal- 

lation, the  bowl  filler  tube  must  be 
directed  into  the  overflow  tube.  If  the 

unit  uses  a  float  ball,  the  float  arm  may 

need  adjusting  (bend  the  rod  upward  or 
downward)  to  insure  that  the  water 
reaches  the  correct  level. 

Q.  Is  any  special 

preparation  nec- essary before  a 
bathroom  can  be

were  previously  wallpapered  or  painted. 
Step  1:  If  there  is  presently  wallpaper  on 
the  ceiling  and/or  walls,  it  must  be 
stripped  off.  Once  the  paper  is  off,  use  a 
scrub  brush  with  water  to  scour  the  sur- 

faces in  order  to  remove  any  remaining 
wallpaper  paste. 
Step  2:  Walls  and  ceiling  should  then  be 
washed  down  with  a  solution  of  3  parts 
water  to  1  part  laundry  bleach  to  kill 
mildew.  (This  fungus  appears  as  blotchy 

areas  that  begin  pinkish-brown  in  color 
and  develop  into  a  grayish-black.)  Pro- 

tect your  eyes  with  goggles  or  glasses 
and  wear  rubber  gloves.  Bleach  fumes 
are  strong  and  ventilation  is  a  necessity; 
open  the  window  and  door.  If  there  is  an 

exhaust  fan,  turn  it  on.  Mildew  is  espe- 
cially evident  in  corners  and  areas 

around  the  edges  of  the  wallcovering. 
Scrub  these  niches  well.  Let  the  bleach 

remain  on  the  surface  for  several  min- 
utes, then  rinse  clean  with  water.  Let 

dry.  (If  you  plan  to  use  a  wall  treatment 
such  as  paneling,  the  walls  still  require 
washing  with  bleach  to  kill  any  mildew 
that  could  migrate  to  the  backside  of  the 
paneling.) 
Step  3:  Patch  the  holes  and  wide  cracks 
(not  hairlines)  in  the  surfaces.  Sand 
smooth  and  wipe  free  of  dust.  Bumps 

should  also  be  smoothed  down — wrap 
sandpaper  around  a  block  of  wood  to 
make  this  job  easier.  All  raw  areas  (those 
not  protected  by  a  sealing  coat  of  paint 
or  shellac)  should  then  be  primed  or 
sealed  for  best  results. 

Step  4:  Walls  and  ceilings  that  were  pre- 
viously painted  with  a  glossy  paint 

should  be  lightly  sanded  with  fine-grit 
sandpaper  or  wiped  with  a  deglosser  to 
give  them  a  lightly  roughened  surface  (a 

"tooth")  which  new  paint  or  wallpaper 
adhesive  can  grab  and  hold  on  to.  With 

a  lightly  dampened  cloth,  wipe  the  sur- 
faces to  remove  any  dust  left  after  the 

sanding  (this  is  not  necessary  if  a  de- 
glosser was  used). 

Step  5:  To  keep  moisture  in  the  bath- 
room to  a  minimum,  install  an  exhaust 

fan  if  you  don't  already  have  one.  Al- 
ways turn  it  on  when  the  shower  is  used; 

it  will  help  keep  the  mirror,  window, 
ceiling,  and  walls  from  steaming  up  and 
inhibit  mildew  formation. 

Step  6:  Be  sure  the  surfaces  are  dry  be- 
fore actual  decorating  commences. 

Choose  paint,  wallpaper,  and  wallpaper 
adhesive  that  are  mildew  resistant.

Stereo  for  the  open  road 

Good  sounds  in  your  car 
Real  high  fidelity  now  can  sound  as 
good  in  your  car  as  it  does  in  your  living 
room,  and  it  sometimes  can  give  you 
even  more  enjoyment  by  turning  a  long 
drive  into  a  musical  event.  Auto  stereo  is 

a  product  whose  time  has  come;  it  now 

represents  by  far  the  fastest-growing  part 
of  the  stereo  business. 

As  with  stereo  for  home,  you  can  buy 

car  stereo  in  an  all-in-one  package  or  in- 
dividual components.  A  car  sound  sys- 

tem can  cost  \irtually  any  amount  from 
$100  to  S  1.000,  and  even  more.  Any 

auto  audio  installation  consists  of  a  pro- 
gram source  (a  radio  tuner  and/or  a  tape 

deck)  plus  a  built-in  or  external  amplifi- 

Clarion  AM/FM/MPX  cassette  receiver 

and  graphic  equalizer-booster  that  acts  as 
tone  control,  coordinating  the  music  to 
the  acoustic  properties  of  the  car 

er  and,  for  stereo,  either  two  or  four 

loudspeakers. 

High-quality  car  stereo  equipment  is 
available  from  a  variety  of  sources — new 
car  dealers,  specialized  audio  or  auto 

sound  centers,  and  often  from  depart- 
ment or  discount  stores.  The  type  of  sys- 

tem you  buy  may  determine  where  you 

shop  for  it.  "In-dash"  systems  usually 
are  purchased  through  automobile  deal- 

ers, generally  at  the  time  the  car  is 
bought.  They  have  the  advantage  of 

matching  the  car's  interior,  of  using  rela- 
tively little  space,  and  being  fairly  resis- 

tant to  theft.  "Uiider-dash"  installations 
have  their  good  points,  too — a  wider 
choice  of  equipment  generally  is  avail-

able,  the  total  cost  may  be  less,  and  you 
may  be  able  to  install  it  yourself.  In  the 
case  of  relatively  expensive  or  elaborate 

systems,  the  biggest  advantage  of  the  un- 
der-dash  system  may  be  that  the  stereo 
can  go  into  your  next  car  when  you 
trade,  rather  than  staying  with  the  old 
one. 

If  you  buy  from  a  car  dealer,  you  may 
have  a  choice  of  a  sound  system  supplied 
by  the  company  that  made  the  car,  or 
one  which  the  dealer  gets  from  another 
source.  Besides  exactly  matching  the 

car's  interior,  the  factory-supplied  sys- 
tem usually  gives  you  a  chance  to  hear  it 

in  a  car  environment  before  you  buy. 

Some  car  dealers  also  can  supply  "cus- 
tom" systems,  manufactured  by  major 

brand-name  audio  manufacturers,  de- 

signed for  in-dash  installation  in  the  cars 
they  handle.  This  often  provides  greater 
choice  than  the  few  models  supplied  by 

the  auto  factory.  And  either  factory- 
equipment  or  custom  systems  bought 
through  the  car  dealer  can  be  financed 
along  with  the  car. 

Buying  on  the  "aftermarket" — after 
you've  bought  the  car — gives  you  the 
widest  possible  choice  of  systems,  com- 

ponents, price  ranges,  and  brands,  but 
rarely  the  opportunity  to  listen  in  a  car 
before  making  the  selection. 

The  current  choice  in  car  sound  com- 

ponents and  systems  is  so  large  it  be- 
comes almost  bewildering.  For  example, 

one  typical  major  supplier — Sanyo  Elec- 
tric— offers  34  different  models  of  tape 

players,  some  of  them  combined  with  ra- 
dios, as  well  as  27  radios  (including  the 

radio-tape  combinations),  16  speaker 
systems,  6  separate  power  amplifiers 
and  power  boosters,  and  2  equalizers 

(we'll  get  to  them  later). 
This  brings  up  another  choice — com- 

ponents or  all-in-one?  It's  a  dilemma somewhat  similar  to  the  one  you  might 

face  in  home  stereo.  All-in-one  systems 
can  be  simpler  to  install,  generally  are 

less  expensive,  and  usually  are  the  best 
choice  for  all  but  super-duper  systems. 
The  component  approachjets  you  select 
exactly  what  you  want  by  mixing  and 
matching,  or  permits  you  to  buy  a  basic 

system  first  and  upgrade  it  later.  Howev- 
er, with  the  component  approach  you 

have  less  fiexibility  than  at  home,  be- 

cause it's  generally  inadvisable  to  mix 
electronic  auto  sound  components  made 

by  different  manufacturers.  The  excep- 
tion is  the  loudspeaker  system,  which 

usually  is  purchased  separately  in  quali- 

ty car  systems  and  which  needn't  be  the same  brand  as  the  electronics. 
If  the  manufacturers  of  automobiles 

have  declared  a  truce  in  their  horsepow- 
er race,  the  makers  of  car  sound  systems 

are  making  up  for  it  with  power  compe- 
titions of  their  own.  While  car  radios  of 

yesteryear  used  to  put  out  less  than  a 

watt  of  power,  today's  auto  stereo  ampli- 
fiers may  have  up  to  50  or  60  watts  per 

channel  (often  advertised  as  100  or  120 

watts  "total  power").  For  the  average  in- 
stallation, this  amount  is  much  more 

than  you  need.  Most  auto  sound  experts 
consider  3  to  5  watts  per  channel 
sufficient  to  provide  good  quality  sound 
under  most  normal  conditions.

But  a  short  step  up — to  say,  7  or  10 
watts  per  channel  or  so — can  result  in  a 
significant  improvement.

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much  higher  volume  than 
those  at  home,  and  the  greater 
reserve  power  increases  the 
volume  at  which  the  car  radio 

can  be  played  without  distor- 
tion. But  the  difference  made 

by  super-high  power  is  almost 
insignificant. 

If  you  should  make  the 
mistake  of  buying  a  stereo 
with  insufficient  power,  you 
usually  can  make  a  correction 
without  having  to  scrap  the 
entire  system,  thanks  to  the 

development  of  power  boost- 
ers, which  can  be  mounted  be- 

hind the  dashboard.  An  audio 

dealer  can  give  you  a  drama- 
tic demonstration  of  the  dif- 

ference a  booster  can  make  in 

sound  quality,  even  at  rela- 
tively low  volumes.  If  you  do 

add  a  booster,  it's  important 
to  check  the  power  capacity 
of  the  speakers  to  make  sure 
they  can  handle  the  higher 
power  without  damage. 

Speakers  can  be  the  most 
important  part  of  the  system, 
because  no  matter  how  good 
the  components  that  feed 

them,  it's  the  sound  coming 
from  the  speakers  that  you 
40 
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they  must  be  specially  de- 
signed for  auto  systems.  The 

nature  of  the  automobile  envi- 
ronment emphasizes  the  bass 

frequencies,  which  can  be 
both  an  advantage  and  a 
drawback.  Most  speakers 

have  two  or  three  separate  el- 

ements called  "drivers,"  for 
low,  high,  and  often  mid- 
range  sounds.  Since  the  treble 

(higher)  frequencies  are  direc- 
tional, it's  important  that  the 

speakers  that  supply  these 
tones  be  aimed  in  the  direc- 

tion of  the  passengers  to  avoid 
lessening  or  eliminating  the 
stereo  effect.  The  best  car  in- 

stallations usually  have  two 
large  speakers  mounted  in  the 
rear  deck  where  they  can  pro- 

vide the  best  bass,  and  two 
other  speakers  (which  can  be 
smaller)  mounted  up  front  for 

optimum  high-note  reproduc- 
tion. The  stereo  effect  is  large- 

ly determined  by  the  more 
directional  sound  from  the 

left  and  right  front  speakers, 

while  the  proper  tonal  shad- 
ing between  treble  and  base  is 

obtained  by  using  the  "fader" 
(usually  a  rotary  control  sur- 

rounding the  tuning  knob), 

which  balances  front  and  rear 

speakers.  If  it's  impossible  to 
have  a  four-speaker  installa- 

tion, it's  recommended  that 
two  of  the  best  quality  be  in- 

stalled in  the  dash,  door  pan- 
els, or  rear  deck — and  they 

should  be  the  largest  that  will fit. 

The  first  tape  players  de- 

signed specifically  for  auto- 
mobiles used  single-reel  8- 

track  cartridges,  but  the  cas- 
sette is  now  preferred  for 

good  installations.  When 

originally  introduced,  8-track 
cartridges  were  capable  of

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sensitivity  of  the  FM  tuner  has  been 

sharply  improved  for  good  stereo  recep- 
tion even  at  a  relatively  long  distance 

from  the  transmitter.  In  some  models, 
the  radio  dial  has  given  way  to  digital 
display,  which  reads  out  the  exact  fre- 

quency tuned,  and  when  the  radio  is  off 
doubles  as  an  accurate  digital  clock.  The 
old  mechanical  pushbuttons  often  are  re- 

placed in  today's  sets  by  electronic  mem- 
ory buttons  which  can  be  programmed 

to  "remember"  the  frequencies  of  up  to 
12  stations  (six  AM  and  six  FM)  for  in- 

stant recall.  Even  if  you're  out  of  famil- 
iar territory,  some  radios  will  precisely 

locate  the  stations  for  you.  Automatic 

scanning  systems  search  the  dial,  stop- 
ping the  radio  at  each  usable  signal  when 

a  button  or  bar  is  pushed,  letting  the 
driver  concentrate  on  the  road  instead  of 
the  dial. 

Perhaps  the  ultimate  highway  hi-fi 
add-on  is  the  equalizer.  Generally 
mounted  under  the  dash,  this  unit  has  6 

to  8  separate  slide  controls,  each  govern- 
ing the  amount  of  emphasis  given  to  a 

small  band  of  frequencies — in  effect,  a 
tone  control  that  exactly  coordinates  the 
music  to  the  acoustic  properties  of  the 

car — and  your  own  subjective  prefer- 
ences. 

Most  of  the  familiar  home  hi-fi  names, 
such  as  Jensen,  Marantz,  Panasonic, 
Pioneer,  and  Sansui  now  offer  auto 
audio,  as  do  some  companies  that  have 
been  specialists  in  such  car  electronic 

systems  as  CB  and  communications  ra- 
dio, including  Craig,  Motorola,  and 

Roadstar.  The  latter,  incidentally,  even 

offers  a  car  sound  system  for  TV  buffs — 
it  can  tune  to  the  sound  channels  of 

VHF  television  stations  (but  the  picture 

is  a  no-no  at  the  driver's  seat). 
Unfortunately,  there's  no  effective 

way  to  compare  directly  the  characteris- 
tics of  competing  brands  of  car  stereo  on 

the  basis  of  manufacturer  specifications, 

as  there  is  with  audio  amplifiers  and  re- 
ceivers designed  for  the  home.  The  latter 

are  subject  to  Federal  Trade  Commis- 
sion rules  with  the  force  of  law.  Differ- 

ent car  sound  manufacturers  currently 
use  different  methods  of  measurement 

and  different  terminology:  For  example, 

"music  power,"  "peak  power,"  "total 

power,"  and  "power  per  channel"  all 
mean  different  things,  and  even  the  same 
term  can  change  meaning  when  used  by 
different  manufacturers.  With  the  rapid 

growth  of  the  car  hi-fi  industry,  there  is 
increasing  pressure  to  apply  the  same 

power  measurement  yardstick  to  auto- 
motive as  to  home  equipment. 

If  America's  well-publicized  love  af- 
fair with  the  automobile  has  been  damp- 

ened by  such  inconveniences  as  emis- 
sion-control regulations,  iigluer  quar- 

ters, fuel  shortages,  and  soaring  gas 

prices,  at  least  high-quality  sound  is  pwi> 

ting  some  new  enjoyment  into  the  family chariot.

What  the  space  age  has  done  for  you 

With  the  burden  of  inflation  and  the  in- 
creased cost  of  labor  and  materials,  the 

question  facing  today's  homeowner  is: 
What  is  the  best  approach  for  home  im- 

provements and  maintenance? 
One  answer  comes  from  outer  space. 

The  message  is:  Small  is  best.  This  is 
based  on  more  than  two  decades  of  na- 

tional experience  in  the  design  and  devel- 
opment of  vehicles  for  exploring  space. 

When  our  national  program  of  space 
exploration  began  22  years  ago  with  the 
establishment  of  NASA,  the  National 
Aeronautics  and  Space  Administration, 
we  did  not  have  the  rocket  power  to 
launch  large,  heavy  vehicles  into  space. 

As  a  result,  size  and  weight  were  limit- 
ing factors.

hesive tape  to  any  surface.  The 

space-age  wiring  can  be  installed 
along  baseboards,  across  floors, 
on  walls  and  ceilings  without 
having  to  rip  up  floors  or  break  through 

walls  or  ceilings.  The  wiring  can  be  con- 
cealed by  paint,  wallpaper,  or  carpeting.

The  advantages  of  the  flat  cable  tape 
are  manifold.  There  is  the  simplicity  of 
installation  which  makes  it  ideal  for  the 

do-it-yourselfer.  If  professional  help  is 
employed,  the  same  simplicity  reduces 
the  time  required  for  installation,  and 

these  days  time  measured  in  labor  is  ex- 
pensive. Because  it  is  surface  mounted, 

the  system  is  easily  accessible  for  main- 
tenance and  repairs;  because  it  is  flexi- 

ble, it  is  more  easily  adaptable  for  use  in 
hard-to-reach  places.  Flexibility  also 

makes  possible  quick  and  effortless  alter- 
ation of  the  wiring  to  accommodate  ex- 

tra lighting  needs  and  changes  that  may 
be  required  because  of  redecorating  and 

rearrangement  of  furniture.  A  consider- 
ation not  to  be  ignored  is  the  matter  of

weight  and  more  efficient  cordless  bat- 

tery-powered devices"  for  use  on  earth.

Buster,"  a  hand-held,  cordless,  battery-

AUCTION  ACTION

Look  carefully  at  those 

toys  in  the  attic 

Many  years  ago,  I  was  given  a  collection 
of  toys  to  catalogue  for  sale  at  auction.  I 
had  the  heap  of  rusty  cars  and  carts  and 

fire  engines  spread  across  several  ta- 
bles— and  what  a  dismal  showing  they 

made!  Knowing  the  limitations  of  my  ex- 
pertise, I  called  in  a  toy-collector  friend 

of  mine.  He  looked  over  the  drab  pile 
with  a  somewhat  disdainful  eye,  gasped, 
and  asked  if  he  could  touch  that  one. 

That  one  was  a  scarred  and  broken  6- 

inch  piece  of  what  looked  like  scrap  met- 

al, so  I  said,  "Sure,  why  not?"  Well,  it 
was  broken,  or  at  least  horribly  bent,  but 
when  it  sold  at  auction,  it  brought 
$4,000.  That  one  was  an  extraordinarily 

rare  survivor  of  the  turn-of-the-century 
playroom,  a  cast-iron  Katzenjammer 
cartoon-character  bell  toy. 

Rare  toys,  dolls,  and  automata,  and 

not-so-rare  ones,  form  a  new  and  impor- 
tant collecting  category.  And  yet  for  the 

uninitiated,  no  collecting  area  is  so  full 

of  inexplicable  prices  and  puzzling  iro- 
nies. Although  everyone  is  beguiled  by  a

been  manufactured  since  the  Civil  War 

and  it  is  these  manufactured  toys  that 

collectors  covet.  Earlier  toys  were  gener- 
ally unique  and  whimsical  creations  of 

ingenious  craftsmen  and  as  such  fall  into 
the  category  of  folk  art.  For  the  most 
part,  manufactured  toys  were  made  of 
cast  iron  or  tin,  although  highly  collect- 

ible toys  have  also  been  made  of  wood, 

paper,  composition,  and  nowadays,  of 

plastic,  too. 
Cast-iron  toys  have  always  been  at  the 

top  of  the  toy-collecting  line.  They  have 
presence,  weight,  and  the  period  of  their

toy's  innocent  artfulness  and  mechanical 
ingenuity,  it  takes  an  experienced  collec- 

tor to  appreciate  the  costly  subtleties  of 
the  rare  and  valuable  toy. 

So,  before  you  turn  your  attic  inside 

out  looking  for  that  half-remembered 
cast-iron  plaything  with  a  bell  some- 

where on  it,  here  are  a  few  questions  you 
should  consider: 

What  is  the  toy  made  oi?  Toys  have 

manufacture — essentially  from  1880  to 
1930 — coincided  with  the  golden  age  of 

toys.  However,  some  not  so  entirely  un- 
successful attempts  to  fake  cast-iron 

toys,  combined  with  their  traditionally 
steep  prices,  have  soured  this  market  for 
collectors  over  the  past  year  or  two. 

Tin,  though,  is  considered  impossible 
to  reproduce — the  tooling,  especially  for 
20th-century  windups,  is  much  too  com- 

plicated, and  tin  toys  are  generally  much 
more  of  a  bargain  to  buy.  By  nature,  tin 

toys  are  lighter  and  more  delicate  than 
cast  iron,  and  far  more  adaptable  to  a 
clockwork  mechanism.  Tin  toys  may  be 
handpainted  or  colorfully  lithographed 
with  elaborate  designs. 

What  type  of  toy  is  it?  Certain  types  of 

toys  are  particularly  collectible.  A  "bell 
toy"  is  an  especially  rare  type  of  cast 
iron  or  tin  pull  toy.  Pull  the  toy  across 
the  floor  and  a  bell  is  rung,  often  by 
some  ingenious  mechanism,  involving 

perhaps  rotating  figures  or  nodding 
horses.  Even  more  collectible,  although 

generally  more  common,  are  cast-iron 
"mechanical  banks,"  which  encouraged 
thrift  by  making  the  passage  of  a  penny 

from  fingers  to  vault  as  exciting  as  possi- 

ble, usually  through  a  combination  of  le- 
vers, springs,  and  trap  doors.  Tin  spring- 

wound  "wind-up"  and  friction  toys  are 
greatly  appreciated  for  their  action,  too 
Tin  mechanical  banks  do  exist,  but  are 

exceedingly  rare. 
What  is  the  subject?  Watch  for  cars 
and  motorcycles,  boats,  fire  engines, 
horse-drawn  carriages,  toy  soldiers, 
trains,  zeppelins  and  airplanes,  any  toys 

using  comic-strip  or  Disney  characters 
or  circus  themes.  Each  of  these  areas  has 

its  own  band  of  impassioned  collectors 
In  what  condition  is  the  toy?  Take 
great  care  to  examine  the  condition  of 

the  toy.  Remember  many  "antique"  toys 
survive,  but  few  have  escaped  the  vicissi- 

tudes of  the  nursery  floor.  The  avid  col- 
lector spurns  a  damaged  toy,  but  will 

eagerly  compete  for  an  example  in  fine 
condition. 

Toys  are  fragile.  Paint  chips,  cast  iron 
rusts,  springs  are  overwound.  Substan 
tial  paint  loss  halves  the  value  of  all  but 
the  rarest  toys  (those,  collectors  will  take 
happily  in  any  condition),  and  missing 

parts,  often  hard  for  the  novice  to  deter- 
mine, are  anathemas,  often  totally  de- 

stroying the  value  of  an  interesting  toy. 
What  is  the  value?  In  determining  val 

ue,  don't  worry  about  age  or  size.  Look 
for  quality,  condition,  and  imagination. 
And  watch  out  for  rarity.  A  potentially 
boring  toy  can  be  surprisingly  valuable, 
simply  because  the  original  demand  was 
so  (understandably)  low  that  only  a 
handful  was  ever  made.  And  look  out 

for  crossovers  among  collectors.  For  ex

At  Amelia  Island  Plantation  (30  miles 
from  Jacksonville  on  Amelia  Island,  a 

bridge  away  from  the  Florida  coast), 
beach  villas  are  tucked  behind  protective 

dunes,  and  a  27-hole  golf  course  (designed 
around  the  environment)  curves  through 
tidal  marshes,  beach,  and  forest  land. 
Four  conservancies  preserve  the  natural 
beauty.  You  can  stay  in  a  villa  on  any  part 

of  the  Plantation  (near  the  beach,  a  swim- 
ming pool,  or  tennis  courts) — all  are  2-  or 

4-bedroom  condominiums  with  complete 
kitchens,  plus  washers  and  dryers.  A 
shuttle  van  ferries  you  everywhere.  (No 

need  for  a  car — bikes  are  a  favorite  way  to

SKI-TOURING  IN 

YELLOWSTONE  NATIONAL  PARK

When  the  cold  winter  winds  whip 
through  the  caverns  of  New  York  City 
and  the  February  temperatures  hover  in 
the  thirties,  many  New  Yorkers  leave 
winter  behind  and  head  for  a  tropic  isle. 
But  not  me.  I  headed  for  Yellowstone 
National  Park. 

I  left  the  city  at  dawn  and  flew  to 
Denver  to  make  connections  for  Jackson 

Hole,  Wyoming.  The  next  morning  ev- 
eryone bound  for  Yellowstone  met  at  the 

Wort  Motor  Hotel  in  Jackson  to  catch 

the  tour  bus  for  the  first  leg  of  the  jour- 
ney to  Old  Faithful,  the  only  Park  loca- 
tion with  winter  accommodations.  The 

first  stop  was  at  the  Flagg  Ranch  just 
south  of  the  Park  entrance.  Here  we 
transferred  from  the  bus  to  a  snowcoach. 

The  snowcoach  is  an  interesting  breed 
of  vehicle,  with  skis  for  front  wheels  and 
tank-like  treads  for  back  wheels.  It  seats 

ten  to  twelve  passengers  in  friendly  ban- 
quette seating  and  is  the  only  way  to 

travel  in  the  deep  snows  of  the  park,  oth- 
er than  on  cross-country  skis  or  by 

snowmobile.  A  rear  rack  holds  skis  and 

baggage.  Three  coaches  were  needed  to 

transport  today's  group  of  day-trippers 
or  those  like  myself  who  planned  to  stay 
for  several  days. 

Our  bearded  driver  introduced  him- 
self, made  sure  we  were  all  settled,  and 

we  jolted  forward,  heading  north.  The 

approximately-40-mile  trip  from  the 
southern  entrance  up  to  Old  Faithful 
took  about  three  hours.  And  the  comfort 

scale  varied  from  a  very  smooth  ride  to 
the  feeling  that  we  were  on  a  roller 
coaster.  But  there  was  no  question  that 

we  had  entered  one  of  the  most  spectac- 
ular winter  wonderlands  in  the  country. 

The  snowcoach  rambled  along  the 
high  snowbanked  road.  One  minute  we 
were  surrounded  by  towering  lodge-pole 

pines,  the  next  we  were  facing  spectacu- 
lar vistas.  Our  driver  was  very  accom- 

modating and  volunteered  to  make  a 
stop  whenever  a  photographer  in  the 
group  felt  inspired.  Our  scheduled  stops 
included  Moose  Falls,  Lewis  Falls,  and 

the  geyser  basin  at  West  Thumb.  Before 
our  caravan  reached  the  Old  Faithful 

Snow  Lodge,  we  had  crossed  the  Conti- 
nental Divide  three  times. 

The  winter  accommodations  at  Old 
Faithful  include  rooms  in  the  Snow 

Lodge,  with  or  without  a  private  bath, 
and  cabins  that  are  nestled  around  the 

Lodge.  Not  one  to  leave  a  romantic 
snowflake  unturned,  I  had  booked  a  cab- 

in. After  checking  in,  I  was  given  my 

key  and  a  map  of  the  hundreds  of  cabins 
that  surround  the  Lodge,  with  directions 
to  find  my  way.  The  snow  drifts  outside 
the  habited  cabins  were  bordered  with 

skis  and  poles,  standing  at  attention, 

waiting  for  their  next  excursion.  My  cab- 
in was  rustic,  but  comfortable  and  cozy 

warm. 
After  lunch,  cafeteria-style  in  the 

Lodge  dining  room,  I  armed  myself  with 
information  and  maps  at  the  Visitor 
Center  and  headed  out  to  explore  the 

Upper  Geyser  Basin — the  geyser  area 
which  includes  Old  Faithful.  The  trails 

nearby  were  hardpacked  so  that  I  could 

navigate  without  skis.

The  thermal  features  in  Yellowstone 

are  the  product  of  70  million  years  of  ge- 
ology at  work.  Only  Iceland,  New  Zea- 
land, and  Siberia  have  comparable 

geyser  activity.  The  largest  concentra- 
tion of  geysers  in  the  world,  however,  is 

in  the  Upper  Geyser  Basin  of  Yellow- 
stone. Predictions  of  eruption  times  of 

the  five  major  geysers  are  posted  in  the 
Visitor  Center. 

The  natives — the  mule  deer,  the  elk, 
and  bison — were  scattered  throughout 
the  area.  The  animals  migrate  to  the 
thermal  area  in  the  winter  for  the 

warmth  and  for  an  exposed  place  to 
feed.  Since  the  Park  Service  does  not 

provide  food  for  the  animals,  visitors  are 

warned  not  to  frighten  them.  Unpro- 
voked, they  seem  content  to  have  outsid- 

ers wandering  about.  Before  the 
afternoon  was  over,  I  had  witnessed  Old 

Faithful's  and  Riverside's  eruptions  and 
had  been  eye-to-eye  with  a  buffalo. 
My  second  day  dawned  gray  and 

snowy.  After  breakfast  I  joined  the  ski 
class  of  the  morning  gathered  outside 
the  Bear  Den,  a  small,  one-room  cabin- 

like structure  with  a  wood-burning  stove 
that  serves  as  the  ski  shop.  The  class 
lasted  about  an  hour,  and  after  final  in- 

structions in  maneuvering  up  and  down 

hills  we  adjourned,  assured  by  our  in- 

structor that  we  were  ready  for  all  but 
the  most  difficult  trails.  Since  skiing 

alone  is  forbidden,  three  of  us  immedi- 
ately set  out  on  one  of  the  shorter 

trails — to  Kepler  Cascades. 
We  lost  sight  of  civilization  as  we 

wended  our  way  to  the  trail  head 
through  a  cluster  of  cabins.  I  was  not 
prepared  for  the  overwhelming  beauty. 

There  were  no  sounds  except  the  shuss- 
ing  of  our  skis  as  we  broke  trail  for  the 
day.  Our  journey  wound  through  small 
groups  of  bison  and  elk  feeding  around 
the  steaming  hot  springs.  The  sun  was 

gleaming  now  and  we  had  shed  our  out- 
er garments  by  the  time  we  reached  the 

cascades.  The  lookout  was  a  most  im- 
pressive picnic  spot,  with  not  an  ant  to 

annoy  us.  We  spread  our  fare  (the  Lodge 
provides  box  lunches),  and  basked  in  the 
serenity  of  the  moment.  But  it  was  hard 
to  sit  still  for  long  when  there  was  so 
much  to  explore,  so  we  were  soon  on  our 
skis  and  ofT  again! 

Dinnertime  at  the  Lodge  was  very  re- 
laxed and  conversation  was  consumed 

with  talk  of  trails  skied,  weather  and 

trail  conditions,  and  the  next  day's  agen- 
da. After-dinner  activity  included  ski- 

touring  films  at  the  Lodge  and  Ranger 

talks  at  the  Visitor  Center.  My  after-din- 
ner activity  that  night  was  a  brandy  and 

bed.  Exhausted! 

The  three  of  us  met  early  the  next 
morning,  collected  our  box  lunches  and 

started  on  our  journey  for  the  day — to 
Mystic  Falls,  about  five  miles  round  trip. 

We  were  the  first  to  ski  to  Mystic  that 

day.  The  trail  was  well  marked,  howev- 
er, with  orange  disks  attached  to  the 

trees  to  point  us  in  the  right  direction.  If 

yesterday's  outing  was  spectacular,  to- 
day's was  even  more  breathtaking.  This 

trail  wandered  through  densely-wooded 
areas,  into  open  areas  dotted  with  hot 

springs  and  grazing  animals,  over  nar- 
row foot  bridges  and  back  into  the 

woods.  The  silence  was  awesome. 

My  last  morning  in  the  Park  was  the 
most  beautiful  I  had  seen.  The  snowfall 

the  day  before  had  covered  everything 
with  a  new  mantle  of  white  and  the  early 
morning  sun  added  an  extra  sparkle.  As 
I  collected  my  baggage  and  settled  in 
front  of  the  fire  to  await  my  coach,  I  re- 

alized that  I  had  not  allowed  enough 
time  for  this  wonderland.  There  was  still 

the  day  trip  to  the  Grand  Canyon  of  the 
Yellowstone,  an  adventure  through  deep 
forests  to  a  canyon  of  ice  and  snow.  And 
the  trails  to  Fairy  Falls  or  Mallard  Lake. 

Well,  there  was  no  question  that,  like 
the  old  bison  that  return  to  Old  Faithful 

each  winter  to  claim  their  territory,  I 
would  be  back.  ■ 

A  learn-to-sail  holiday 
in  the  islands

Before  I  set  out  for  a  10-day  sailing  va- 
cation in  the  Caribbean,  I  had  plenty  of 

questions:  "Is  the  boat  big  enough?" 
"Will  I  get  seasick?"  "What  should  I 
bring?"  After  it  was  over,  I  still  had  one 

question:  "When  can  I  go  again?" 
I  flew  to  Marigot,  St.  Martin,  to  meet 

four  boats  on  the  "Beyond  the  Virgins" 
cruise  organized  by  The  Moorings,  one 
of  the  largest  charter  operations  in  the 
Caribbean.  Because  my  sailing  experi- 

ences were  limited,  I  went  on  the  skip- 
pered boat  of  the  fleet.  Our  boat  was  the 

37-foot  Gulfstar  named  Ursula,  cap- 
tained by  Lu  Moody  and  his  wife  Slew 

Hoon.  My  cabinmate  was  Dorothy  Web- 
ster from  Texas. 

The  first  day  was  spent  in  harbor,  ex- 
ploring Marigot.  The  boats  had  been 

sailed  from  Tortola,  a  25-hour  trip 
through  the  Anegada  passage,  so  every- 

one was  looking  forward  to  a  day 
ashore.  St.  Martin  is  half  French,  half 
Dutch,  with  Marigot  the  capital  of  the 

French  side.  It's  a  small,  lazy  harbor 

town,  but  there's  a  busy  fruit  market  in 
the  morning.  Also  lots  of  French  shops. 
Orchida  sells  expensive  leather  imports; 
Little  Switzerland  is  a  good  place  for 

duty-free  watches,  china,  jewelry;  there 
are  still  small  French-speaking  grocery 
stores  and  cigar  stores,  often  a  good 

place  to  pick  up  postcards. 

It  doesn't  take  long  to  get  used  to  boat 
life — swims  before  breakfast,  afternoon 
naps  on  the  front  deck,  and  dinner 
cooked  on  a  hibachi  over  the  stern  rail- 

ing are  all  part  of  a  day.  We  lived  in 

jeans,  T-shirts,  and  bathing  suits.  Not

even  a  sundress  was  necessary.  Perhaps

The  trip  was  a  good  combination  of  days  spent  in  ports  like  Gustavia,  St.  Barts,  above, 

and  days  sailing  on  a  37-foot  Gulfstar.  inset. 

After  Marigot,  we  sailed  to  Anguilla, 
just  west  of  St.  Martin.  On  the  way  over, 
some  of  us  fished,  some  sailed.  And 
some  just  enjoyed  the  sun  and  fresh  air.  I 
had  no  more  questions. 

Anguilla  is  small,  8  miles  long,  3  miles 

wide.  We  spent  two  days — one  a  day- 
sail  to  nearby  Prickly  Pear  Island,  the 
other  exploring  the  island  by  taxi.  After 

restocking  our  ice  boxes — Anguilla  has 
one  of  the  few  ice  factories  in  the  Carib- 

bean— we  hoisted  sails  to  head  back 
around  St.  Martin  to  St.  Barthelemy.  A 
long  sail,  we  stopped  for  the  night  at 
Crocus  Bay,  a  beautiful  cove  lined  with 
Hmestone  cliffs.  Next  night  we  anchored 
off  Green  Cay,  our  own  desert  island. 
That  evening,  a  barbecue  on  the  beach 
for  several  of  the  boat  crews. 

St.  Barts  is  another  fairly  developed 
island,  and  we  had  two  days  to  spend  in 
its  port,  Gustavia.  The  combination  of 

days  spent  sailing  and  stopovers-in-port 
made  the  vacation  seem  like  a  two-for- 
one  bargain. 

Although  St.  Barts  is  a  French  island, 
traces  of  its  Swedish  past  linger.  Both 
flags  fly  in  the  harbor,  and  many  street 

signs  are  in  both  languages.  To  get  a  bet- 
ter idea  of  the  island,  Dorothy  and  I 

rented  a  VW  ($25  at  the  airport)  and 
covered  the  entire  island  in  just  a  few 
hours.  From  the  airport  through  St. 
Jean,  around  Grand  Fond,  and  back  to 
Gustavia,  with  a  side  trip  to  Corrosol, 
where  women  dressed  in  traditional 
Norman  costumes  sell  handwoven  straw 

goods. 
Our  final  sail:  back  to  Phillipsburg, 

the  Dutch  port  on  St.  Martin.  Perhaps 

the  busiest  of  all  places  we'd  stopped,  I 
was  glad  we  had  saved  it  for  last.  It 
made  a  nice  entry  back  to  shore  life,  and 
was  also  the  best  for  last-minute  shop- 

ping. In  the  course  of  just  a  few  hours,  I

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PLANTS  AROUND  THE  HOUSE 

BY  RICHARD  LANGER 

How  often  should  I  water  my  plants? 

How  much  to  water, 

when  to  water, 

tap  water  vs. 

rain  water,  how  to 

make  super  water, 

and  more 

There's  a  house  plant  for  every  environ- 
ment— no  sun,  lots  of  sun;  dry  air,  high 

humidity;  cool,  warm.  You  name  it, 
something  attractive  will  grow  as  long  as 
it  gets  water. 

Everything  from  the  fullness  of  a 

plant's  cells  to  the  transportation  of  nu- 
trients depends  on  water — the  equiva- 

lent of  the  animal's  blood.  The  plant 
knows  just  how  much  water  it  needs,  but 
it  has  to  be  able  to  get  it.  This  is  where 
you  come  in.  And  the  most  frequently 

asked  of  all  house-plant  questions,  "How 
often  should  I  water  my  plant?"  has  only 
one  true  answer:  "As  often  as  neces- 

sary." There  are  some  basic  points  to  consid- 

er to  help  you  determine  what's  right  for 
your  plant.  A  large  plant  in  a  small  pot, 
for  instance,  needs  more  water  than  a 
small  one  in  a  large  pot.  If  the  plant  has 
been  repotted  recently,  chances  are  the 
root  ball  is  rather  small  in  relation  to  the 

pot's  volume,  which  in  turn  means  less 
water  absorption  than  if  the  roots  filled 
the  pot.  Also,  sunny,  windy,  warm

weather  means  transpiration  and  evapo- 

ration at  a  higher  rate,  so  you'll  need  to 
increase  the  watering.  Lastly,  a  plant  is 
much  thirstier  during  periods  of  active 

growth  than  at  other  times.  The  sprout- 
ing of  buds  and  young  leaves  is  a  sure  in- 

dication that  more  water  will  be  needed. 

If  your  greenery  falls  into  the  con- 
stantly-moist category,  you  want  to  wa- 

ter well  whenever  the  surface  feels  dry 
but  the  soil  underneath  is  still  moist  to 

the  touch  if  you  wriggle  your  fingers  an 
inch  or  so  down  into  it.  Moist  means  just 

that — not  wet.  Except  right  after  water- 
ing, the  soil  should  not  stick  to  your  fin- 
gers and  water  should  not  drip  out  when 

you  squeeze  a  bit  of  soil  into  a  ball.  If  it 

does,  it's  too  wet. 
For  plants  in  the  drench-then-let-dry 

category,  the  soil  should  feel  quite  dry 
even  an  inch  or  two  below  the  surface 

before  being  watered  again.  This  doesn't 
mean  dust-dry — some  moisture  is  need- 

ed to  keep  the  roots  from  drying  out.  In- 

cidentally, you  don't  have  to  bury  your 

fingers  every  day  to  check.  Visually,  dry 

soil  looks  lighter  than  wet.  Still,  it's  a 
good  idea  to  finger  the  soil  occasionally 

while  you're  getting  the  feel  of  watering. 
You'll  find  watering  really  becomes 

automatic  once  you  get  lo  know  your 

plants'  needs.  Meanwhile,  there  are  a 
couple  of  basic  rules  to  follow.  First,  use 

tepid  water,  never  cold.  The  only  possi- 
ble exceptions  to  this  are  miniature  roses 

and  cool-loving  plants,  but  even  these 

don't  like  a  frigid  root  bath.  Most  indoor 
plants  are  tropical.  Cold  can  send  them 

into  shock.  But  that's  only  the  negative 
side.  Consider  some  of  the  research  done 

at  the  Danbury  School  of  Horticulture 

in  Connecticut.  Stocks  (Matthiola  in- 
cana)  were  cared  for  with  water  at  a  con- 

sistent 90  degrees — much  warmer  than 
most  gardeners  would  usually  use.  The 
result?  Plants  matured  5  weeks  earlier 

than  their  normally  watered  counter- 
parts. And  the  plants  had  lusher,  longer 

stems.  Try  it  with  your  greenery.

Equipment  to  moke  watering  easier 

Probably  the  best  piece  of  equipment  to 
come  along  in  ages  for  making  sure 
house  plants  have  a  comfortable 
environment  is  the  hot  tub.  Now 

I'm  not  suggesting  you  take 
your  house  plants  with  you  for 

a  bath.  What  I'm  talking  about 
is  the  humidity. 

A  hot  tub  in  a  greenhouse,  for  in- 
stance, would  produce  Garden-of- 

Eden-like  conditions  for  your  plants.  As 
long  as  the  air  circulation  is  good,  the 
more  atmospheric  moisture  there  is 
around  your  plants,  the  better. 

If  there's  no  hot  tub  in  your  or  your 

plants'  future,  consider  purchasing  a  hu- 
midifier. Even  with  house  temperatures 

being  set  lower  these  days  to  conserve 
fuel,  which  in  turn  raises  the  relative  hu- 

midity, there  are  still  very  few  homes 

where  the  air  is  not  dry  by  the  plants' 
standards.  Dry  air,  of  course,  doesn't  do 
your  wood  furniture  any  good,  either. 
Remember,  it  too  was  a  plant  once. 

Misting  is  a  help  in  dry  homes.  But  it 
needs  to  be  done  often  in  order  to  be 

fully  effective.  Otherwise,  the  plants  are 
comfortable,  dry,  comfortable,  dry,  and 

after  a  while  don't  quite  know  what  to 
do.  If  you  can,  spray  at  least  twice  a  day, 

since  the  spraying,  besides  providing  hu- 
midity, will  also  wash  off  the  plant — 

eliminating  spider  mites  and  other  prob- 
lems before  they  become  serious. 

Spotless  watering  with  a 
baster,  for  African  violets 

.usAN  MCNEu,  ̂ nd  hard-to-reach  plants 
As  to  watering  itself,  when  all  is  said 

and  done,  the  most  important  piece  of 

watering  equipment  you  need  is  a  good 
old-fashioned  watering  can.  And  when  I 

say  old  fashioned,  that's  just  what  I 
mean — not  one  of  those  little  plastic 
ploppers  with  a  curved  spout,  but  a  real 
watering  can. 

The  best  I  have  ever  found  is  the 

Haws.  Made  in  England,  it  has  a  two- 
piece  spout  that  can  easily  be  cleaned  of 
debris  and  is  long  enough  to  reach  be- 

tween pots  to  those  in  the  back  tier  with- 

out slopping  water  onto  the  floor.  It's 
expensive,  but  well  worth  the  invest- ment. 

One  piece  of  kitchen  equipment  that's 
perfect  for  plant  care,  although  it  wasn't 
designed  for  that,  is  a  baster.  It  can  be 

easily  filled  and  squeezed  out  in  hard-to- 
reach  spots,  and  under  leaves  when  you 
want  to  avoid  the  leaves  themselves  as  in 
the  case  of  African  violets.  ■

Along  the  same  lines,  Dr.  William 
Carlson  of  Michigan  State  University 

has  established  that  using  45-degree  wa- 
ter on  plants  whose  soil  is  70  degrees,  or 

room  temperature,  reduces  the  soil  tem- 
perature for  a  full  8  hours  before  it  re- 

turns to  70.  Since  warm  soil  is  essential 

for  the  good  growth  of  most  house 

plants,  cold  water  can  cause  real  set- 
backs. 

Another  thing  to  consider  when  wa- 

tering— don't  stint.  Flood  the  plant  from 
the  top.  If  this  seems  to  contradict  the 
caution  against  overwatering,  remember 
that  you  have  potted  your  plant  with 
good  drainage  and  that  you  are  allowing 
enough  time  between  waterings.  All  the 
water  should  drain  from  the  top  of  the 
soil  within  a  couple  of  minutes.  If  it 

doesn't,  the  soil  is  packed  too  heavily. 
The  reason  you  should  flood  your 

plant  to  such  an  extent  that  some  water 
always  drains  out  into  its  saucer  in 
which  it  is  placed  is  twofold:  Percolating 

down,  the  flood  adds  oxygen.  And  it  en- 
sures good  root  development.  Cautiously 

sprinkling  the  top  of  the  soil  usually 
means  that  only  the  upper  half  of  the  pot 
gets  enough  moisture.  Main  root  growth 
then  occurs  there,  leaving  the  bottom 
half  bare.  The  plant  grows  half  as  well  as 
it  should. 

An  old  wives'  tale  that  has  grown  up 

with  modern  technology  and  the  popu- 
larity of  house  plants  is  that  the  best  wa- 

ter is  rain  water,  since  it  contains  no 

impurities,  like  chlorine,  to  harm  plants. 

On  the  contrary,  in  heavily  industrial- 

ized areas,  today's  rain  water  can  be  pos- 
itively lethal.  Its  potential  for  disaster  is 

on  a  worldwide  scale.  One  harbinger  of 

the  many  problems  man's  dirty  rain  may 
cause  in  the  decades  to  come  is  the  "acid 
rain"  of  Scandinavia.  It  is  stunting  the  li- 

chen on  which  the  reindeer  depend  for 
their  main  nourishment.  The  reindeer  in 

turn  are  becoming  smaller  with  each 
passing  generation.  Closer  to  home,  the 
Lincoln  Memorial  in  Washington  is  lit- 

erally melting  away  in  the  acidic  rain. 
Where  once  it  might  have  stood  for 
eons,  now  it  and  many  other  monuments 
will  probably  crumble  in  a  couple  of 
hundred  years.  So  watch  out  where  you 

collect  rain  water.  It's  not  as  pure  as  you 
might  think. 

The  point  about  chlorine,  however,  is 

well  taken,  except  that  the  chlorine  con- 
tent of  tap  water  is  usually  not  high 

enough  to  do  much  damage  to  your 
greens.  Still,  if  you  have  an  unsolved 
problem  with  your  plants,  try  letting  the 

water  stand  overnight  in  a  tub  or  water- 
ing can  to  allow  the  chlorine  to  evapo- 

rate. It  will  also  raise  the  humidity, 
which  benefits  the  plants. 

Another  water  problem  is  hardness. 

Or  perhaps  I  should  say  the  real  prob- 
lem is  the  cure.  If  you  have  a  water  soft- 

ener and  your  plants  are  not  thriving,

the  softener  may  be  your  problem.  Ion- 
exchange  water  softeners  replace  cal- 

cium and  magnesium  with  sodium  and 
chloride  ions.  Fill  the  watering  can  from 

a  faucet — one  outside  the  house,  for  in- 
stance— that  is  not  connected  to  the  soft- 

ener. House-plant  lovers  in  areas  of  New 
Mexico  and  Arizona  with  really  alkaline 
water  sometimes  have  to  use  bottled  wa- 

ter, both  for  their  own  taste  buds  and 

their  plants'  health. Water  from  a  dehumidifier  is  helpful, 

too.  Many  of  us  who  have  a  dehumidi- 
fier in  the  basement  or  some  other  damp 

spot  throw  the  water  out  just  from  habit. 

Yet  since  it's  essentially  distilled,  this 
water  is  an  excellent  source  of  chlorine- 

free  room-temperature  fefreshment  for 

your  plants.  It's  also  fluoride-free. 
Fluoridated  water,  part  of  the  munici- 

pal service  in  many  towns,  may  help  to 

keep  your  teeth  healthy,  but  it  can  also 
turn  your  greenery  brown.  Brown  leaf 
tips  on  your  chlorophytum  (spider 

plant)  or  on  your  dracaenas  may  be  in- 
dicative of  a  fluoride  problem.  Agave, 

maranta  (prayer  plant),  and  the  whole 

lily  family  have  also  been  reported  af- 
flicted with  fluoride  browning. 

Fluoride  occurs  naturally  in  water  at 

about  1  part  per  million  and  up  to  3-5 
parts  per  million  in  some  areas.  So  even 
if  you  are  in  a  nonfluoridated  town,  it 
could  be  a  culprit  if  natural  levels  are 

unusually  high.  Adding  powdered  dolo- 
mite limestone  to  your  soil  will  help 

counteract  a  possible  fluoride  problem. 
Also,  if  you  are  worried,  avoid  perlite  in 
your  soil  mixes  and  superphosphate  as 
fertilizer.  Both  of  them  can  raise  the  flu- 

oride level  in  potting  soil.  And,  of 

course,  you  can  use  that  distilled  water 

from  your  dehumidifier  or  the  old-fash- 
ioned rain  water  in  some  parts  of  the country. 

Super  water 
Recently  Russian  scientists  have  an- 

nounced the  discovery  of  "wonder  wa- 
ter." Take  water,  boil  it,  and  presto,  you 

have  a  treat  your  plants  can't  resist.  Sur- 
prisingly, there  may  be  something  to  this 

simple  process.  Certainly  the  publication 
of  a  well-documented  article  on  wonder 

water's  effects  on  the  growth  of  various 
vegetables  and  grains  in  the  prestigious 
magazine  Science  lends  credence  to  the discovery. 

Super  water,  like  so  much  in  science, 

came  about  through  a  serendipitous  ac- 
cident. Vadim  and  Igor  Zelepukhin, 

working  at  the  Institute  of  Fruit  and 
Vine  Growing  of  Kazakhstan,  were 

studying  the  uptake  of  water  in  leaves. 
The  experiment  involved  comparing  the 

absorption  of  glacial  meltwater,  tap  wa- 
ter, and  boiled  water.  Vadim  happened 

to  spill  the  boiling  water.  So  as  not  to 

ruin  the  experiment,  the  team  immedi- 

ately boiled  some  more.  But  they  didn't have  time  to  let  it  cool  normally,  so  they 
forced  it  down  to  20  degrees  centigrade 

by  running  cold  water  on  the  pot.

To  their  surprise,  the  Zelepukhins 
found  that  the  leaves  drew  up  much 
more  of  the  boiled/chilled  water  than  ei- 

ther of  the  other  samples.  Further  ex- 
periments showed  a  10-40  percent 

growth  increase  in  crops  grown  with  su- 
per water.  The  question  was  why. 

The  answer  turned  out  to  be  that  the 

water  was  biologically  more  active  be- 
cause the  gases  in  it  had  been  driven  out. 

This  fitted  in  neatly  with  the  claim, 
made  previously  by  a  small  school  of 
biological  scientists,  that  the  water  in 

living  cells  was  more  structured,  or  orga- 
nized, than  normal  water.  That  is  to  say, 

it  had  been  degassed  by  the  plants  them- 
selves. 

Without  going  into  molecular  biology, 
what  it  all  probably  means  is  that  since 
degassed  super  water  is  more  like  that 
within  the  plant  itself,  the  plant  needs  to 
do  less  work  to  grow  more.  Whatever 
the  case,  it  seems  to  work. 

If  you  want  to  try  to  perk  up  some  of 
your  house  plants  with  super  water, 
bring  a  couple  of  quarts  of  water  to  a 
rolling  boil.  Now  keep  it  there  for  at 
least  5  minutes.  Pour  it  into  preheated 
Mason  jars,  right  to  the  top.  Screw  down 
the  rings  and  lids  immediately.  Hold  jars 
under  cold  tap  water  until  they  are  cool 
and  a  slight  vacuum  forms.  Store  in  the 
refrigerator  until  needed. 

Unlike  opened  beer,  which  goes  flat, 
super  water  will  reabsorb  gases  once  the 
jar  has  been  opened.  So  let  your  plants 
drink  the  whole  thing. 

If  you  don't  have  room  in  the  refrig- 
erator, or  "canning"  sounds  like  too 

much  trouble,  just  boil  up  extra  water 
when  you  make  tea  or  coffee  in  the 
morning.  Cool  it  by  plunging  the  pot 
into  a  sink  of  cold  water  and  use  it  as 

soon  as  it's  tepid.  If  you  water  with  it 

right  away,  there's  no  chance  for  the 
gases  to  be  reabsorbed  before  the  plants 
have  had  their  morning  brew.  ■

Squaring  a  room 

Q.  My  living  room  is  a  long  "shoe- 
box."  How  can  I  make  it  look  wider?

— Two  tints  of  wall  paint,  the  darker  or 
more  intense  tint  on  the  narrow  end 

walls,  the  lighter  on  the  side  walls.

chair  rail,  or  floor-to-ceiling  draw  cur- 

tains (perhaps  with  a  distinctive  va- 
lance). 

— A  desk  or  table  on,  or  closely  paralle

— Horizontally-patterned  wallcovering  ■ 
such  as  grasscloth,  or  a  narrow  mat-. 
tress-ticking  stripe  on  one  end  wall.

ample,  cast-iron  and  tin  bell  toys  sell  for 
between  $400  and  $1,500,  but  that  Kat- 
zenjammer  bell  toy  did  so  well  because  it 

also  entranced  comic-strip-cKaracter  col- 
lectors. In  the  same  way,  a  good  Ger- 

man tin  toy  might  sell  for  from  $200  on 

up.  However,  Lehmann's  "The  Powerful 
Katrinka,"  a  character  from  the  Tooner- 
ville  Trolley,  sold  at  auction  for  $425. 

And  up  at  Christmas  at  PB  Eighty-Four 
in  New  York  was  a  tin-and  boat-collec- 

tor's dream,  a  turn-of-the-century  35- 
inch  battleship  "Weissenburg"  by  Mark- 
lin  of  Germany,  with  brass  cannon  and  a 

wind-up  motor.  It  was  expected  to  sell 
for  well  over  $5,000. 

Cast-iron  mechanical  banks  sell  typi- 
cally for  $200  to  $2,000,  with  rare  exam- 

ples far  exceeding  the  top  figure  and  the 
average  bank  fetching  $400  to  $800. 

Character  value:  ''The  Powerful  Ka- 
trina, "  a  German  tin  toy,  sold  for  $425. 

"Uncle  Sam"  (he  drops  the  penny  from 
his  hand  into  his  portmanteau  and 
smiles  broadly),  is  a  good  example,  and 
his  recent  auction  price  was  $475. 

Even  contemporary  toys  are  highly 

collectible — a  Disney  Ferris  wheel  from 
1950  sold  recently  for  $200. 

When  is  a  toy  an  antique? 

Given  the  eagerness  with  which  collec- 
tors are  buying  toys  even  from  the  1950s 

(primarily  comic  strip  character  tbys), 

the  definition  of  "antique"  toys  has  be- come rather  strained.  Certainly,  going 

through  the  attic  even  for  "modern" toys  makes  some  sense.  In  fact,  the  Marx 

Toy  Company  did  just  that  several  years 

ago  when  it  went  through"  its  own  "at- tic" and  found  a  storeroom  or  two  full  of 
production  samples,  neatly  boxed  and 
untouched,  from  its  1930s,  40s,  and  50s 

toy  lines.  I  was  asked  to  organize  a  series 

of  auction  sales  of  these  "antiques"  at 
PB  Eighty-Four  in  New  York  and 
Sotheby  Parke  Bernet  in  Los  Angeles, 
and  I  did  so  with  some  trepidation.  The 
results  were  extraordinary.  Collectors 
were  happily  prepared  to  pay  anywhere 
from  $100  for  a  toy  in  mint  condition  in 
its  original  box  that  might  have  retailed 

35  years  ago  for  only  $1.50. 
Are  there  toys  being  made  today  that 

might  be  profitably  set  aside  for  posteri- 
ty? I  suppose  it  would  have  to  be  movie 

theme  toys — Star  Wars,  for  example,  or 
toys  connected  with  a  television  series. 
My  wife,  who  is  a  toy  designer  (we  met 
over  that  Katzenjammer  bell  toy),  insists 

that  the  collecting  future  lies  with  Japa- 
nese plastic  toys.  Actually,  she  is  already 

collecting  them.  And  there  is  no  ques- 
tion that  they  show  extraordinary  imagi- 

nation, styling,  and  workmanship. 

But  for  the  new  collector  of  "antique" 
toys,  I  recommend  turn-of-the-century 

tin  toys  (and  study  of  David  Pressland's 
book  The  Art  of  the  Tin  Toy — $35,  pub-

Lighting 

For  perfectly  applied  makeup, 
Pablo  Manzoni,  Elizabeth  Ar- 

den's  makeup  expert,  suggests 
[attaching  lights  to  mirror  at 
face  height,  not  overhead, 
with  an  accordion  mirror  for 

magnified  closeups. 
In  windowed  baths,  Pablo 

likes  to  place  a  Ughted  mirror 
alongside  a  window,  both 
above  a  double  vanity.  That 
way  you  can  make  sure  you 
look  your  best  around  the 
clock  by  checking  makeup  in 

[natural  and  artificial  light. 

Space  malcers 

Put  wasted  space  above  the 
bath  to  work  storing  towels, 
with  a  row  of  industrial  metal 
towel  bars  that  can  be  ordered 

in  a  variety  of  sizes  from  the 
G.M.  Ketcham  Co.,  Rich- 

mond Hill,  N.Y.  11418 

For  additional  storage,  hang 
shelves  above  the  toilet  from 

adjustable  metal  strips.  So 

you  don't  bump  your  head, 
deeper  shelves  should  be 
placed  near  the  ceiling  with 
narrow  shelves  below.  Paint 

shelves  and  stripping  to  match. 

Architect  Richard  Sygar  sug- 
gests giving  a  small  bath  a  big 

bonus  of  storage  by  installing 
a  shelf  12  inches  below  the 

ceiling  all  the  way  around  the 
perimeter  of  the  bathroom. 

If  you  have  a  window  in  your 
bath,  for  storage  that  has  easy 
access  but  hides  clutter,  Rich- 

ard Sygar  says  extend  window 
frame,  place  shelves  inside 
facing  one  another. 

For  bathroom  windows  with 

no  view,  designers  Barbara 
Schwartz  and  Barbara  Ross 
create  extra  storage  space  by 

building  cabinets  into  the  re- 
cessed area  and  mirroring,  the 

walls  around  them. 

A  storage  idea  for  small  baths 

from  designer  Susan  Zises — 
place  a  12-inch-deep  Lucite 
shelf  over  the  door. 

If  you  are  installing  a  new 
tub,  try  placing  it  in  a  stepped 
platform  that  incorporates 
storage  drawers  and  cabinets. 

Coverups 

Hide  plumbing  and  bottles 
under  the  sink  with  shutters 

just  under  sink  height.  Shut- 
ters are  available  in  many  fin- 

ishes and  can  be  hinged  to 
create  a  screen. 

Or  shir  a  fabric  skirt,  as 

Frances  Phillips  does,  and  at- 
tach it  to  the  sink  with  Vel- 

cro.  Make  it  out  of  fabric  to 
match  the  shower  curtain. 

Also  from  Frances  Phillips: 

Camouflage  a  viewless  win- 
dow by  painting  a  scene  on  a 

window  shade.  Or  create  your 

own  view  with  plants  placed 

on  glass  shelves.  Ferns  thrive 
on  the  moisture  in  a  bath. 

Put  a  3-panel  screen  on  glid- 
ers in  front  of  an  unused

From  the  Now  &  Then  de- 
signers: Create  a  different 

mood  in  the  bathroom  with 

unusual  rugs.  They  often  use 
Flokati  rugs.  Or  for  a  dose  of 
color,  try  rag  rugs  available 

from  the  shop  at  the  Ameri- 
can Museum  of  Folk  Art.  Or 

a  straw  beach  mat  can  be  put 

to  use  in  winter  on  your  bath- 
room floor. 

The  Dexter  designers  also  like 
to  vinylize  chintz  used  in  a 
bedroom  for  an  adjoining 
bath  to  coordinate  the  two 

rooms.  You  can  frame  an  or- 
dinary medicine  cabinet  with 

fabric  the  way  Karen  Cahan 
does:  Buy  wooden  stretchers 

at  any  art-supply  store  and 
wrap  them  in  cotton  batting 
(if  you  want  a  fuller  look)  and 
cover  with  a  piece  of  fabric, 
stapling  it  to  the  back.

Kid  stuff 

To  make  a  bathroom  work  for 

the  entire  family,  architect 
Stephen  Potter  says  to  include 

in  the  undersink  vanity  a  pull- 
out  stepstool  for  children. 

Colorful  plastic  cubes  with 
plastic  mesh  bottoms  are  ideal 
for  draining  and  containing 

bath  toys,  according  to  Odes- 
sa Bourne.  And  it  makes  it 

easy  for  the  next  bather  to  get 
them  out  of  the  way. 

Odessa  Bourne  also  brightens 
tarnished  shower  rods  in  a

In  a  guest  bathroom,  designer 
Bebe  Winkler  conceals  the 
tub  behind  a  Venetian  blind. 
When  the  blind  is  down,  it 
looks  like  the  bath  has  a  large 
window,  but  the  blind  can  be 
raised  for  bathing. 

In  a  bathroom  used  by  the 

whole  family,  stepladders  can 
be  used  to  store  towels  and 

keep  them  separate.  Towels 
can  be  hung  from  the  steps  or 

placed  on  Lucite  shelves 
across  them.  Linda  Carbutt, 

Prudence  Spencer,  and  Kate 
Wharton  of  Now  &  Then. 

For  easy  and  accessible  stor- 
age for  soap  and  shampoo, 

put  pockets  inside  a  fabric 
shower  curtain  facing  into  the 
tub.  Hang  a  clear  plastic  liner 

from  the  same  hooks  to  pro- 
tect stored  supplies. 

Clear  plastic  boxes  are  great 
for  storing  towels  because  you 

know  immediately  what's  in- side, and  the  stored  towels

DECADE 

The  dawn  of  a  new  decade 

—  even  more  than  the  start 

of  a  new  day  or  the  begin- 

ning of  a  new  year— fills  us 
with  a  sense  of  hope  and 

anticipation.  Change  is  always  with  us:  but  it  takes  the 

break  between  one  major  measure  of  time  and  another 

—no  matter  how  arbitrary  that  is— to  make  us  recog- 
nize where  we  are,  where  we  seem  to  be  going. 
As  we  look  ahead  to  the  1980s,  we  are  faced 

with  some  very  basic  questions,  shared  by  all  of  us  no 

matter  what  our  place  in  the  world:  What  will  our  lives 

be  like  in  the  years  ahead?  How  will  we  live?  How  can 

we,  our  families,  our  friends  grow,  prosper,  and  get 
the  most  from  our  lives?  To  try  to  determine  where  the 

next  10  years  will  take  us.  House  &  Garden  inter- 
viewed some  80  professionals  in  all  walks  of  life  who 

are  involved  with  planning  the  future  as  we  will  live  it: 

designers,  researchers,  manufacturers,  architects,  plan- 

ners, and  retailers  who  are  already  making  the  deci- 
sions that  will  shape  the  decade  ahead.  From  them 

comes  a  vision  of  surprising  clarity;  here  are  some  of 

the  major  trends  that  they  predict  for  the  1980s: 

One-room  living:  Space  and  energy,  our  experts 
say,  will  be  two  of  the  greatest  concerns  in  the  years  to 

come.  As  both  the  cost  of  fuel  and  the  price  of  real 

estate  continue  to  climb,  we  will  see  a  much  greater 

trend  toward  living  in  rooms  that  perform  many  func- 

tions. Kitchen-dining  rooms,  bed-living  rooms,  dining 
room  studies,  and  any  number  of  other  combinations 

will  become  increasingly  common.  And  why  not?  No 

house  is  so  large  that  imaginative  uses  for  existing 

spaces  can't  be  discovered,  helping  us  to  make  the 
most  of  what  we  already  have,  which  is  what  1980s 

living  will  be  all  about. 

Energy  awareness:  The  1980s  will  be  the  decade 

of  the  Great  Energy  Awakening,  as  we  begin  to  realize 

that  intelligent  use  of  all  our  resources  makes  sense,  no 

matter  how  much  energy  weVe  got  at  ibnv  disposal. 

Every  area  of  our  lives  will  be  affected:  the  way  our 

rooms  are  decorated  (look  for  smaller  windows,  greater 
use  of  fabrics  for  warmth  and  insulation,  rooms  that 

can  be  closed  off  with  doors  or  partitions  to  conserve 

heat),  the  way  we  dress  (look  for  a  return  to  seasonal 

dressing  — forget  the  days  of  year-round  indoor 

summer!  — and  a  return  of  the  energy-sensible  layered 

look),  and  even  the  ways  we  spend  our  spare  time 

(look  for  more  at-home  entertaining  and  entertain- 

ment, as  we  travel  less  by  car  and  continue  to  redis- 
cover the  pleasures  of  doing  things  together  at  home). 

Quality  and  craftsmanship:  People  are  becoming 

more  demanding  of  quality:  in  themselves,  in  the  things 

they  buy  and  live  with.  Appreciation  of  things  that  are 

made  to  last— and  even  improve  with  age  —  is  growing. 

Not  only  antiques  (which  really  prove  the  made-to-last 
test),  but  all  well-crafted  things,  no  matter  how  old  or 
new  they  are,  will  be  more  highly  prized  during  the 

1980s.  In  the  words  of  one  of  our  experts,  "We'll  be 

seeing  an  end  to  the  'throw-away*  culture  in  this  coun- 

try—and it's  about  time'.' 
New  lile  ior  old  ways:  There's  going  to  be  a  greater 
respect  for  tradition  in  all  areas  of  our  lives  during  the 

1980s.  Scientists  finding  the  benefit  o'f  old  folk  reme- 
dies, homeowners  appreciating  the  comfort  and  charm 

of  restored  houses  and  remodeled  barns,  young  and 

old  alike  reviving  long-lost  crafts— all  are  part  of  a  new 

return  to  tradition.  But  it's  not  going  to  be  a  return  to 
the  horse -and-buggy  days:  Rather,  tradition  will  be 
transformed  to  suit  our  different  needs  and  purposes. 

There'll  be  a  better  appreciation  that  life  is  a  process 
of  accumulated  knowledge  that  stretches  like  a  strong 

chain  back  through  time.  Old  ways  are  often  best  — and 
that  is  wisdom  in  itself  to  help  us  through  the  future. 

In  the  pages  ahead,  you'll  take  a  look  at  what we  think  will  be  the  direction  of  the  decade  ahead:  an 

exciting  group  of  interiors  that  in  several  different  ways 
show  how  multipurpose  living  is  the  single  biggest 

trend  in  at-home  living— a  live-in  kitchen,  a  renovated 
barn,  an  addition  to  a  suburban  house,  a  small  city 

apartment,  and  an  ingenious  budget  makeover  are 

each  different  in  style,  but  alike  in  their  imaginative 

approaches  to  the  use  of  space.  The  importance  of  col- 

lections, a  solar  house  designed  for  mass-production, 

terrific  new  ideas  for  decorating  with  fabrics— all  these 

are  discussed,  too.  Most  predictions  of  the  future  come 

off  sounding  like  a  Buck  Rogers  fantasy,  but  you  won't 
find  that  here.  A  future  with  people  — not  things  or 
machines— at  the  center  of  life  is  what  we  predict,  and 

what  we  hope  for,  in  the  years  ahead.

to  create  nonstop  space 

Traditional  outside,  this  remake 

has  a  wide-open  heart 

T Xwo  old  barns  joined  by  an  airy 

link  of  glass.  That's  what  architect  Tod  Williams  had  in 
mind  when  he  trundled  a  small  barn  from  a  nearby  mead- 

ow to  join  the  old  potato  barn  that's  been  on  his  property 
for  years.  Together  they're  a  versatile  new  living  com- 

pound: the  large  barn,  a  continuous  sweep  of  space  for 
living,  dining,  and  cooking;  the  smaller  barn,  a  private 
bedroom  and  bath.  Both  were  insulated  from  the  outside 

to  keep  the  wood  interiors  exposed,  then  reshingled  to 
look  just  like  they  did  before.  Original  elements  remain

r almness  comes  from 

relaxed,  simplified  decorating.  "Every  day  is  hec- 
tic at  work,"  says  Jerry  Short,  who  lives  in  an 

apartment  overlooking  San  Francisco  Bay,  "so  I 
want  serenity  at  home."  He  removed  the  wall  in 
the  two-room  apartment  to  make  one  long  room, 
and  took  out  part  of  the  ceiling  to  change  an  attic 
into  a  loft.  Long  walls  and  high  pitched  ceilings 

open  space  for  sunshine  and  air. 
The  serenity  is  also  in  the  precise  organization 

and  space-saving  devices,  inspired  by  interiors  of 
ships:  a  sofa  built  from  a  window  seat,  stowaway 

compartments  for  stereo  equipment  and  kitchen 

appliances,  a  spiral  stairway  with  metal  rails,  and 

in  the  loft — like  a  ship's  deck — bookshelves,  clos- 
ets, and  bed. 

The  colors  throughout  the  apartment  are  crisp 

navy  and  white,  with  khaki  for  softness.  Walls  and 
ceilings  are  painted  glossy  white;  seating  is  navy, 

with  white  and  navy  pillows;  khaki  shades  on  win- 
dows seem  like  sails  in  a  breeze;  and  deeper 

khaki  rugs  blend  easily  with  oak  floorboards.  Pat- 
tern is  used  sparingly.  Instead,  neat  borders — on 

pillows,  shades,  rugs — give  gentle,  incisive  con- 
trast. Tongue-and-groove  wallboards  give  subtle 

overall  texture. 

Left:  The  galley  kitchen,  a  lesson  in 
efficiency.  All  drawers  and  cabinets  have 

the  white  tongue-and-groove  boards  of 

the  rest  of  the  apartment.  All  have  ship's- 
hardware  brass  pulls.

I t  was  a  standard 
room  with  all  the  standard 

problems  of  the  typical  post- 
World  War  II  apartment.  The 

12  foot  by  20  foot-6  inch  living 
room  has  a  window  on  the  far 
wall  that  stops  abruptly  two 
feet  below  the  ceiling  and  has 
the  usual  jumble  of  radiator 
and  air-conditioning  equip- 

ment below. 

But  just  one  week  after 
architect  Sam  Neustadt  saw 

the  space  and  talked  with  me 

about  how  I'd  like  to  live  in  it, 
the  solution  to  every  problem 
arrived  in  a  model  in  a  shoe 

box — which  happens  to  have 
the  same  proportions  as  my 

apartment. Now  the  room  functions 

for  every  aspect  of  my  life. 
One  friend  commented  that 

only  in  a  submarine  had  he 
seen  space  used  so  well. 

There's  a  dining  table  that 
when  extended  can  seat  eight. 
(I  told  Sam  Neustadt  that  my 
friends  and  I  were  getting  too 

old  to  eat  on  the  floor.)  There's 

also  the  seating  area  that's  in- timate for  two  and  comfortable 

for  eight;  the  storage  unit  over 

the  left  banquette  can  be  re- 
moved to  reveal  a  queen-size 

mattress;  a  study  where  I  can 
write,  with  books  and  supplies 
within  easy  reach;  and  an 
abundance  of  bookshelves.

An  inside  look  at  a  wonderful 

warm  and  welcoming  house 

that  displays  its  owner's  passion: 
collecting  fine  folk  antiques

This  dramatic  two-and-a-half-story-high  entry  hall  is 
the  heart  of  a  marvelous  New  England  house  that  was 

remodeled  for  art.  It  measures  about  30  feet  door-to- 
door  with  a  finely  detailed  staircase  and  wide  balcony 

winding  around  its  perimeter.  Its  owner,  an  enthusiastic 
and  energetic  collector  of  American  folk  art,  wanted  to 

display  his  collection  throughout  the  whole  house  with 
this  central  space  acting  as  a  gallery  and  a  room  in 
which  to  entertain  friends  in  large  numbers.  Architect 
Theodore  Graves  was  asked  to  make  over  the  house  to 

provide  the  ample  room  that  larger  pieces  in  the  collec- 
tion— for  example,  the  top-hatted  race-track  tout  and 

the  brass  chandelier — needed  in  order  to  be  properly 
seen.  Mr.  Graves  also  thought  that  a  large  space  was 

"in  spirit"  with  the  feeling  of  the  art  itself  To  maintain 
the  sense  that  the  house  as  well  as  the  collection  had  al- 

ways "lived  together,"  careful  attention  was  paid  to  us- 
ing materials  like  specially-sawn  wide  oak  planks  that 

would  blend  with  the  original  building's  structure.  Mrs. 
Ethel  Smith  of  the  design  firm  McMillen,  Inc.  set  about 

finding  the  right  fabrics,  many  of  them  reproductions  of 

Early  American  designs.  She  chose  warm  colors — earth Kr/Mun  onH  nict« — atiH  ofF-white  nlaster  walls  to

simplicity,  care,  and  love
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Like  all  our  resources,  land  once 
seemed  an  endless  connmodity. 

Now  that  many  of  us  live  In  cities, 
we  need  to  cultivate  our  own  wilderness  set- 

tings for  privacy  and  to  feel  close  to  nature 

year-round.  The  worst  thing  you  can  do  in  a 

confined  space  is  to  use  small  plants,"  says 
landscape  architect  James  A.  van  Sweden. 
For  David  Rust,  the  owner  of  this  backyard  in 

Washington,  D.C.,  Oehme,  van  Sweden  &  As- 
sociates, Inc.  planted  bold  grasses  and  flow- 

ers that  have  a  tropical  look  yet  remain  inter- 
esting in  winter  when  they  are  tawny  and  dust- 

ed with  snow.  The  garden  is  not  tidied  up  until 
just  before  the  bulbs  wake  up  in  early  spring 

"under  nearly  everything  except  the  feather 
reed  grass  (Calamagrostis  epigeios)  because 

it's  the  first  to  bounce  back  again."  Here  there 
is  nothing  to  mow,  nothing  to  spray,  or  even 

replant.  To  keep  the  rustling  screen  of  bam- 
boo trouble-free,  strips  of  stainless  steel  are 

buried  2  feet  deep  and  keep  the  roots  from 
spreading.  The  pool,  which  architect  Hugh 
Newell  Jacobsen  tapered  1  foot  narrower  at 
the  far  end  so  it  appears  longer  still,  adds  to 

the  illusion  of  vast  space  within  this  tiny  gar- 
den.

Is  this  room  warme 

Above,  all's  warm  and  cozy — but  would  it  actually  feel  warmer 
than  the  room  below  if  the  temperature  were  the  same?  Yes — 
by  as  much  as  2.5  degrees,  concludes  a  study  by  the  Ameri- 

can Society  of  Heating,  Refrigerating  and  Air-Conditioning  En- 
gineers. A  group  of  identically-clad  volunteers  was  placed  in 

two  rooms,  one  decorated  sparingly,  the  other  plentifully,  and 
skin  temperatures  were  measured  in  each.  The  results:  the  full 

room  felt  warmer — even  though  the  skin  readings  didn't  differ. 
ASHRAE's  checklist  for  warm  decorating  (see  how  many  de- 

signer David  Barrett  used  above):  wood  paneling  (fabric  on 
walls  is  warm,  too),  curtains,  plush  fabrics  (velvet,  corduroy).

Above:  The  family  room,  the  focus  of  the  Arneills'  home 
life,  centers  around  a  capacious  steel  fireplace-stove, 
which  often  heats  the  four-story  space.

heat  is  gained  through  south  windows  and  the  glass 
doors  that  slide  open  to  a  wide  southwest  deck  overlook-

High-volume  air  ducts  and 
two  fireplaces  heat  the 
house.  From  the  basement 

furnace,  heat  rises  through 
oversize  ducts  in  the  frame- 

work and  stair  tower  (which 

becomes  a  warming  chim- 
ney) to  the  top  floor  where 

it  is  recovered  and  recircu- 

lated by  an  electric  fan. 
After  a  year  and  a  half  in 
the  house,  the  Arneills  have 

learned  that  it  takes  one- 
third  less  heat  than  houses 

of  comparable  size.  In  fact, 
the  fireplace  stoves  alone 

often  supply  enough  heat. 
The  exposed  flue  of  the 

family-room  stove,  rising 
roof-high,  radiates  heat 

through  the  four-story  room 
instead  of  wasting  it  up  a 
chimney.  And,  like  the 

smaller  living-room  fire- 
place, it  has  a  vent  to  draw 

in  outside  air  for  heating;  it 

doesn't  use  up  room  heat. 
Attic  vents  with  automatic 

fans  pull  cool  air  through 
the  house  in  summer.

By  opening  three  levels  of  vertical  space  to  one  another  and  to  the 

back  garden,  architect  Robert  Stern  transformed  a  dark  and  narrow 

New  York  brownstone  into  this  dynamic,  light-filled  house.  Digging 
out  the  back  garden  created  an  additional  floor  of  lighted  space  at 
cellar  level  for  dining  and  cooking,  opposite  page.  Now  all  three 

floors  occupied  by  the  owners  (there  are  three  additional  floors  of 
rental  apartments  above)  seem  to  stretch  through  the  new  glass  back 

wall  into  the  garden.  The  garden  echoes  the  materials  and  forms  of 
the  inside  to  become  an  additional  room — outdoors.  The  curve  of  the 

glass  wall  is  continued  in  the  edge  of  the  garden's  pool  to  complete 
the  half  circle,  and  white  Finnish  tiles  used  throughout  the  interior  ex- 

tend outside.  Columns  used  on  the  inside  for  support  and  to  separate 
the  staircases  and  circulation  areas  from  the  central  living  spaces 

continue  the  same  order  of  space  outside.

ute meals  or  unexpected  company.  You 

can  vary  the  basic  formura  for  the  souf- 
flettes with  almost  any  vegetable  and  ap- 

propriate seasoning,  or  just  substitute 
another  pound  of  cheese.  And  once  the 
creamy  batter  is  mixed,  it  holds  at  room 
temF>erature  several  hours,  even  longer  in 
the  refrigerator.  If  you  prefer,  bake  the 
souffle  mixture  in  a  5-cup  ring  mold,  in- 

creasing the  baking  time  to  35-40  minutes. 
Ruth  Ann  and  William  Manners'  The 
Quick  d  Easy  Vegetarian  Cookbook  (M. 
Evans  &  Co.),  now  out  in  paperback,  is 

crammed  with  even  more  time-saving  food 
tips — how  to  freeze  rice  and  roux,  uses  for 
extra  dough,  methods  for  make-ahead  sau- 
teed  onions — and  "helpful  hints"  pages. 
"We  simply  want  to  offer  a  wholesome,  de- 

licious cuisine  that's  easily  achieved,"  they 
declare,  with  emphasis  on  sound  nutrition 

and  energy  conservation — the  cook's  ener- 
gy as  well  as  that  of  the  kitchen  appliances. 
While  you  preheat  the  oven  for  both 

main  course  and  dessert,  peel,  core,  and 

quarter  the  apples,  sprinkle  liberally  with 
lemon  juice  to  prevent  discoloring,  and 

place  in  baking  dish.  Bring  two  pots  of  wa- 
ter to  a  boil  for  blanching  the  asparagus 

and  cooking  the  scrubbed  new  potatoes. 

Pop  brandy-  and  brown-sugar-sprinkled 
apples  in  oven  for  10  minutes.  Meanwhile, 
cut  up  cooked  asparagus  and  set  aside. 
Grate  cheese  for  the  soufflettes  and  sepa- 

rate eggs  for  the  quick  hollandaise  (freeze 
or  refrigerate  egg  whites  for  another  use). 
Butter  individual  ramekins,  then  blend  the 

vegetable-cheese  mixture.  Remove  dessert 
from  oven — covered  with  foil,  the  fruit  will 

stay  warm  until  you're  ready  for  it.  Reduce 
the  heat  to  375°,  set  soufflettes  in  the  oven, 
rinse  and  dry  the  blender  jar.  Just  before 
the  main  course  is  done,  heat  butter  for  the 

hollandaise,  then  quickly  blend  the  sauce. 
Unmold  the  ramekins  onto  plates,  spoon 

the  sauce  over,  and  serve  with  new  pota- 
toes with  a  dusting  of  parsley.

An  out-of-season  "peach" 
composed  of  two  sponge- 

cake layers  standing  on  edge 
and  filled  to  overflowing 
with  flavored  whipped  cream 
makes  a  voluptuous  dessert. 

And  it's  practical  since  it  can 
be  assembled  in  stages  ahead 
of  time  and  will  easily  serve 

and  delight  16  guests.  Peach- 
es plus  raspberries  evoke 

summertime,  so  serve  the 
cake  with  a  raspberry  sauce 
made  by  sieving  slightly 
sweetened  frozen  berries.  The 

pastry  shops  of  Paris  inspired 
Judith  Olney,  left,  author  of 
Summer  Food  (where  this 

recipe  appears)  and  Comfort- 
ing Food  (Atheneum),  to  cre- 
ate her  great  overblown 

peach.  "Tucked  among  row 
after  row  of  petit  fours  are 
little  savarins  baked  in  round 
molds,  sandwiched  with  rum 

cream,  rolled  in  peach-col- 
ored sugar,  and  topped  with 

two  marzipan  leaves.  How 
much  grander  to  bake  a 

large-scale  version!"  The  lay- ers are  baked  in  stainless 

steel  bowls;  a  happy  conse- 
quence is  that  the  bottoms  of 

the  molds  bake  the  crusts  a 
Uttle  darker,  which  look, 
when  the  cake  is  assembled, 

Hke  a  deep  pink  blush. 
When  ready  to  assemble, 

dig  out  center  of  each  layer 

to  leave  a  shell  1 '/«  inches 
thick.  Reserve  crumbs  and 
mix  with  softened  ice  cream 

or  whipped  cream.  Sprinkle 
the  inside  of  the  layers  with 

orange-flavored  liqueur.  Fill 
cakes  with  crumb  mixture, 

sandwich  together,  and  cut  a 
thin  slice  off  one  edge.  Use 
that  edge  as  the  base. 

1.  Set  cake  up  on  cut  edge 
on  a  serving  platter,  pressing 
the  two  sides  together.

page.  "Coriander  is  so 
fragrant  and  has  an  unusual 

flavor,"  says  Mr.  Smakov  as 
he  puts  half  a  bunch  in  a 

food  processor  ("Everything 
I  do  is  with  a  food  processor. 
It  makes  fast  cooking 

possible!").  He  adds  chopped 
garlic  preserved  in  soybean 
oil,  and  canned  tomatoes  to 
make  a  tomato  sauce  in  10 
minutes. 

Pie  pastry  is  a  freezer 

staple:  A  few  moments' reflection  on  a  package  of 

ground  beef  results  in  a 
Russian  meat  pie — browned 
beef  flavored  with  dried 
mushrooms,  sauteed  onions, 
and  fresh  dill,  then  wrapped 

in  the  pastry.  (See  recipe, 

page  127.)  Dried  mushrooms 

are  one  of  Mr.  Smakov's 
shelf  staples:  The  broth  from 
soaking  them  can  later  be 
turned  into  a  soup  with  the 
addition  of  sauteed  aromatic 

vegetables.  Depending  on 
what  is  on  hand,  lots  of 

fillings  for  Russian  pies  can 

be  improvised: 
Cabbage:  Soak  shredded 
cabbage  20  minutes  in  hot 
scalded  milk  to  remove  any 
bitterness.  Drain,  chop, 

steam  until  tender  but  still 
crispy.  Mix  with  chopped 
hard-boiled  eggs,  sauteed 
onion,  fresh  dill  and  a  Httle 
sour  cream  or  heavy  cream 
to  moisten. 
Chicken:  Shredded  chicken, 

hard-boiled  eggs,  sauteed 
onions  and  mushrooms, 
fresh  dill. 

Trout  (or  less  expensive  fish 

fillets):  Layer  in  sequence — 
sauteed  onions,  poached 
trout  fillets,  chopped 

coriander  and  walnuts  which 

have  been  parboiled  in 
cream,  sauteed  onions  with 

walnuts.  "The  pies  are  served 
with  chicken  or  fish  broth 

topped  with  fresh  dill  to 
drink  along  with  the  pie  as 

you  would  tea  with  cakes." 
Nothing  goes  to  waste — the 
juice  from  a  can  of  tomatoes 
becomes  a  soup  with 

chopped  cucumber,  cooked 
rice,  chopped  parsley,  lemon 
juice,  and  garlic  to  serve  hot 
or  cold.  A  further 

improvisation  on  the  hot 
version  would  be  the 
addition  of  sauteed  bits  of 
ham  or  bacon  and 

mushrooms. 

If  pastry  is  out  of  the 
question,  make  quenelles  of 
the  ground  meat.  For  two 
pounds  beef,  add  one  large 
onion,  salt,  pepper,  parsley. 
Put  all  in  a  food  processor 

and  chop.  While  machine  is 
running,  add  about  Vi  cup 
beef  broth  and  1  cup  heavy

Tips  and

cheering  new 

punches  with 

plenty  of  fruit 

for  zip 

Mix  up  a  bowlful  of  punch 
as  you  would  a  wonderful 

soup — and  for  the  same 
reason! — to  serve  lots  of 
guests  economically  with  a 
minimum  of  fuss.  Create  as 

you  go  along,  adding 
dustings  of  nutmeg,  whiffs  of 
cinnamon,  a  pinch  of  allspice 
or  cardamom.  Keep  a 

freezerful  of  juices — 
pineapple,  orange,  grapefruit, 
plus  lemonade.  Use  them  as 

"stock."  Poach  seasonal 
fruits  such  as  apples,  pears, 
or  cranberries  to  give  a  base, 
add  fruit  juice  or  hot  or  cold 
strong  tea  or  coffee.  Thicken 
and  enrich  the  punch  by 
floating  piles  of  beaten  egg 
white,  heavy  cream,  or  even 
ice  cream  on  top  or  keep  it 
light  and  colorful  with  more 
fruit.  Below  are  a  batch  of 

ideas  from  good  cooks  for  a 
season  full  of  good  cheer. 

Tips 

To  keep  cold  punches  cold: 
Freeze  water  in  heavy-duty 

plastic  bags,  place  in  punch 
bowl,  and  pour  ingredients 
around.  Before  serving,  lift 
out  and  replace  with  a  more 
decorative  ice  ring.  Saves 
refrigerator  space  since 
punch  chills  on  a  counter.  Or 
use  some  of  the  plastic  molds 
in  fish  and  animal  shapes 
and  fill  with  fruit  juice  or 
water  (fruit  juice  takes  longer 
to  freeze  solid).  Or  freeze 

juice  in  ice-cube  trays  with  a 
few  cranberries,  lemon  slices, 

or  mint  leaves  in  each.  Col- 
lect a  bagful  to  keep  on  hand 

for  last-minute  additions. 
Freeze  whole  cranberries, 

grapes,  lemon  and  orange 
slices  by  laying  them  flat  on 
baking  sheets  in  the  freezer. 
Add  cranberries  and  grapes 
to  a  punch  of  orange  juice, 
Kriter  sparkling  wine,  and 
Reynac  Pineau  des 
Charentes.  Float  lemon  slices 

on  a  punch  of  white  wine, 
Zwack  apricot  liqueur,  lemon 
juice,  and  sparkling  water. 

Top  a  red-wine  cranberry- 
juice  sparkling-water  punch 
with  the  orange  slices.  No 
need  for  ice  cubes.  From 

Bonny  Birnbaum,  wine 
distributor. 

A  casual  way  to  serve  hot 
wine  punches  is  right  from 
the  stove.  Make  it  in  a  large 
stockpot  and  ladle  into 
inexpensive  white  restaurant 

mugs.  Punch-in-a-pitcher  is 
also  an  easy  and  neat  way  to 
serve.  From  Bunny  Dell, 

cooking-school  teacher. 
Give  this  year's  eggnog  a 

sparkle  by  adding  a  bottle  of 
Asti  Spumante.  From 
Cinzano. 

Frothy  nogs 

Mount  Vernon  eggnog: 

Combine  1  pint  cognac  with 

Vi  pint  each  sherry,  rum,  and 
rye  whiskey.  Beat  12  egg 

yolks  until  thick  and 
gradually  beat  in  1  cup 
sugar.  Stir  liquors  into  yolks 
without  beating;  add  1  quart 
milk.  Beat  12  egg  whites 
until  stiff  but  not  dry  and 
fold  in  gently.  Lightly  mix  in 
1  quart  heavy  cream, 

whipped  until  it  holds  a  soft 
shape.  Refrigerate  at  least  12 

hours.  It  may  stand  1-2 
days.  Serves  15,  twice. 
Chocolate  nog:  Combine  3 

egg  whites,  Vi  cup  cocoa, 
teaspoon  ground  cinnamon, 
Vi  teaspoon  ground  nutmeg, 

V*  cup  sugar,  and  1  cup  milk 
in  a  blender  or  food 

processor.  Blend  15  seconds. 
Pour  into  a  large  saucepan 

with  IVi  quarts  milk  and  1 
cup  of  either  chocolate  or 
chocolate-almond  liqueur,  or 
try  a  Bourbon  or  other 
whiskey  liqueur.

Peach  cake 

(See  Wine  &  Food  cover) 

This  cake  must  be  made  a  day  or  two 
ahead  so  it  can  firm  and  dry.  You  will  need 

1  or  2  V/z-quart  stainless  steel  mixing 
bowls  8  inches  in  diameter  to  use  as 
molds.  If  you  have  only  1  bowl,  divide  the 
recipe  in  two  and  make  a  second  batch 
after  the  first  half  is  finished,  as  genoise 
batter  must  not  wait  before  baking. 
INGREDIENTS 

8  eggs 
2  egg  yolks 
V/z  cups  sugar 
1  teaspoon  vanilla 
1  teaspoon  lemon  zest,  finely  grated 

1  Ya  cups  all-purpose  flour,  sifted  after 
measuring 

3  tablespoons  sweet  butter,  melted 
Oil  for  cake  racks 

Grand  Marnier  liqueur  or  other  orange- 
flavored  liqueur 

3  cups  heavy  cream  or  substitute,  1  quart 
ice  cream,  softened,  for  2  cups  of  the 
heavy  cream 

Confectioners  sugar 
Red  and  yellow  food  coloring 

cup  simple  sugar  syrup  (1  cup  water,  1 
cup  sugar,  boiled  together  2  minutes  in 
a  heavy  pan) 

Fresh  green  leaves  for  garnish 
Sliced  peaches,  optional 
Raspberry  sauce,  optional 

METHOD 

□  Have  all  ingredients  measured  and 
ready.  It  will  be  easiest  to  make  the  cakes 
in  a  heavy  mixer  or  with  an  electric  beater. 
Break  the  eggs  and  extra  yolks  into  a  large 
mixing  bowl.  Add  iVz  cups  sugar,  vanilla, 
and  lemon  zest.  Gently  warm  the  bowl 

over  low  heat,  all  the  while  whisking  the  in- 
gredients until  they  are  just  warm.  Beat  the 

mixture  by  machine  exactly  9  minutes. 
□  Take  the  bowl  off  the  mixer  and  start 

adding  flour  in  a  slow  stream.  Using  your 
right  hand  with  fingers  stiffly  spread,  fold  in 
flour.  Plunge  deep  into  the  batter,  reaching 
to  the  bottom  of  the  bowl  and  lifting  and 
folding  the  comforting  mass  while  the  left 
hand  turns  the  bowl  and  continues  to  add 

flour.  Don't  oven^/ork  or  the  cake  will  be 
dense  and  coarse-textured.  You  are 
through  as  soon  as  there  are  no  feelable  or 
visible  slicks  of  flour.  Sprinkle  on  the  butter 
and  fold  again  briefly.  The  whole  process 
will  take  less  than  1  minute.  Immediately  fill 

2  buttered  and  floured  1  'A-quart  stainless 
steel  bowls  with  the  batter. 
□  Put  on  a  cookie  sheet  and  bake  in  a 

preheated  350°  oven  35  minutes.  Remove 
and  cool  briefly  before  turning  out  on  lightly 
oiled  cake  rack.  When  cool,  trim  and  round 

off  crisp  edges  from  the  top  rim  with  scis- 
sors. Put  a  sieve  over  the  cakes  to  keep 

flies  away  and  let  them  sit  out  a  day  to  firm. 
□  To  fill,  cut  a  coned  circle  from  the  flat 
top  of  each  cake.  Dig  out  crumbs  until  a 
1  V4-inch-thick  shell  remains.  Sprinkle  the 

center  with  liqueur  and  fill  the  2  halves:  Be- 
cause the  cake  is  bland,  it  can  be  flavored 

and  filled  in  any  way  imaginable.  Crumble 
the  cut-out  core  into  crumbs  and  add  them 
to  2  cups  whipped  cream  flavored  with 
confectioners  sugar  and  vanilla.  Or  fold 
crumbs  into  softened  ice  cream  with  per- 

haps some  diced  fruit  or  nuts.  Spoon  the 
filling  into  the  hollows  and  over  the  top 
edge.  Sandwich  the  halves  together  and 
cut  off  a  thin  slice  from  the  bottom  edge  so 

the  "peach"  can  stand  upright.  Place  in 
freezer  until  firm.  Prop  if  necessary. 
□  To  make  peach  fuzz,  add  3  drops  each 
red  and  yellow  food  color  to  Va  cup  sugar 
in  a  bowl;  stir  until  it  is  a  uniform  color.  Put 

a  doily  or  large  green  leaves  on  a  platter. 
Set  cake  on  platter.  Brush  cake  lightly  with 

sugar  syrup  and  rub  generously  with  col- 
ored sugar.  It  will  turn  a  deeper  shade  of 

peach  and  brown  portions  of  cake  will 
blush  under  their  sugary  coating. 
□  Whip  the  remaining  1  cup  of  cream  very 
stiff.  Add  some  confectioners  sugar  to 
sweeten  and  fill  in  any  crevices  between 

the  peach  halves.  Pipe  a  neat  row  of  ro- 
settes to  cover  the  center  joint.  The  cake 

can  go  back  into  the  freezer  for  1  hour  at 
this  point,  if  desired.  Place  a  sprig  with  2 
small  leaves  as  a  stem  on  top  before  ser- 

vice. Serves  12-16.  Serve  with  fresh  or  fro- 
zen sliced  peaches  and  raspberry  sauce 

made  by  pureeing  frozen  berries  and  add- 
ing a  splash  of  liqueur,  if  desired.  ■

cream.  Add  more  liquid  if  mixture  is  too 
stiff.

two.  Bake  10  minutes  at  400°  and  serve 
with  saffron  or  herbed  rice.

cream,  two  egg  yolks,  and  lemon  juice 
whisked  and  heated  in  a  saucepan  until 
hot.  The  sauce  is  also  good  cold  with 

cold  asparagus  or  broccoli. 
Leftover  chicken  forms  the  base  of  an- 

other Georgian  dish,  Satsivi:  Cut  chick- 
en into  small  pieces  and  place  in  the 

bottom  of  a  baking  dish.  Top  with  a 

sauce  of  chopped  walnuts,  garlic,  corian- 
der, heavy  cream,  and  chicken  broth. 

Pour  over  the  chicken  and  heat  through 

(about  25  minutes  at  350°).  Add  lemon 
juice  or  pomegranate  juice  if  desired  for 
a  little  spice.  Or,  prepare  chicken  the 
same  way  and  make  a  sweet  and  sour 
sauce  of  pomegranate  and  lemon  juices, 
fresh  coriander,  and  canned  or  cooked 

plums.  When  roasting  a  duck  or  chick- 
en, baste  with  pomegranate  juice  for  the 

last  half  hour.  "You  can  even  cook  fish 

with  pomegranate  juice!"  In  the  refrig- erator, marinate  chopped  garlic  in 

pomegranate  juice  with  lots  of  fresh  cori- ander. Bake  the  fish  until  half  done,  then 

spread  with  a  thin  layer  of  the  pome- 
granate mixture  and  pour  some  around 

the  fish.  Finish  baking.  "The  fish  ab- 
sorbs the  sauce  and  becomes  juicy  and 

fragrant,  irresistible!" A  good  way  with  vegetables  for  an  ap- 
petizer: A  Russian  vinaigrette  salad 

combines  small  pickles  or  comichons, 
hard-boiled  eggs,  green  peas,  carrots, 
beets  (all  canned)  with  parsley,  apples, 

and  herring  mixed  with  mayonnaise  and 
lemon  juice.  ■

bowl  of  iced  water.  Repeat  with  remaining 
eggs.  Eggs  can  be  refrigerated  in  the  water 
1-2  days.  Reheat  poached  eggs  if  serving 
with  a  sauce,  as  in  Eggs  Benedict,  in  sev- 

eral changes  of  hot  water. 
□  Cool  the  melted  aspic  in  refrigerator  or 
over  a  bowl  of  ice  water  until  it  is  syrupy. 

Spoon  into  a  small  ('A-cup)  ramekin  or 
mold  to  a  depth  of  about  Vs  inch  and  top 
with  1  or  2  dill  sprigs.  Place  in  refrigerator 
to  set.  When  jelled,  top  the  aspic  layer  with 
a  trimmed  poached  egg,  then  pour  in  more 
syrupy  aspic  to  surround  and  cover  the 

egg.  Chill  in  refrigerator  until  set.  To  un- 
mold,  run  a  knife  blade  around  edge,  invert 
onto  a  chilled  plate  or  serving  platter,  rub 
briefly  with  a  warm  towel,  and  lift  mold  off. 
Serves  4.

METHOD  FOR  CREPE  MIXTURE 

□  Combine  the  flour,  salt,  and  'A  cup  milk 
in  a  bowl.  Add  2  tablespoons  oil  while  beat- 

ing and  continue  beating  while  adding  the 
eggs  and  egg  yolks.  Beat  until  the  batter  is 
smooth  and  thoroughly  blended.  Let  batter 
rest  2  hours  or  more. 

□  Stir  in  2  cups  milk — the  batter  should  be 
the  consistency  of  heavy  cream.  You  may 
need  to  add  more  milk.  Heat  1  tablespoon 

oil  in  a  6-inch  crepe  pan  or  skillet.  Pour  off 
excess  oil  and  place  2  tablespoons  batter 

in  the  center  of  the  hot  pan.  Tilt  pan  to  cov- 
er the  surface  and  cook  until  batter  forms 

tiny  bubbles  and  begins  to  leave  outer 
edge  of  pan.  Tap  the  pan  on  the  outer 
edge,  allow  the  crepe  to  slide  half  over  the 
rim  away  from  you,  then  flip  the  pan  to  turn 

the  crepe,  or  use  a  spatula  to  turn.  Re- 

move the  crepe  to  an  upturned  saucer. 
Brush  crepe  pan  with  enough  oil  to  coat 
lightly  and  repeat  the  process  until  all  the 
batter  is  used.  (Oiling  the  pan  is  not  neces- 

sary after  every  crepe;  if  crepes  begin  to 
stick,  oil  again.)  May  be  made  ahead  and 
frozen. 

METHOD  FOR  CHEESE  SOUFFLE 
MIXTURE 

□  Melt  the  butter  in  a  heavy  pan,  stir  in  the 
flour,  and  cook  2-3  minutes  without  color- 

ing. Remove  from  heat  and  pour  in  the 
milk.  Stir  until  smooth,  then  cook,  stirring, 

over  gentle  heat  3-4  minutes  or  until  slight- 
ly thickened.  Off  the  heat,  stir  in  cheese,  1 

teaspoon  salt,  and  a  dusting  of  pepper. 
Cool  briefly,  then  beat  in  egg  yolks  one  at  a 
time.  Beat  egg  whites  in  a  large  bowl  with  a 
pinch  of  salt  until  they  hold  definite  peaks. 
Stir  a  spoonful  into  yolk  mixture  to  loosen 
it,  then  fold  in  remainder. 
METHOD  FOR  ASSEMBLY 

□  Place  crepe  on  a  flat  surface  and  put  2 
spoonfuls  cheese  souffle  mixture  in  the 

center.  Fold  crepe  in  half  and  brush  sur- 
face with  a  little  vegetable  oil  or  melted 

butter.  Place  in  a  buttered  ovenproof  dish 
or  on  ovenproof  plates.  You  may  need  to 
use  more  than  1  dish  as  you  assemble 

crepes.  Bake  crepes  in  the  middle  of  a  pre- 
heated 400°  oven  10-12  minutes,  or  until 

well-puffed. 

Eggs  mimosa 

INGREDIENTS 

6  jumbo  eggs,  hard-boiled,  peeled,  and 
halved  crosswise 

2  cups  chicken-liver  pate  or  canned  pate 
de  foie  gras 

1  cup  heavy  cream 
2  cups  mayonnaise 
Lemon  juice 
Salt,  pepper 

Fresh  parsley  for  garnish 

METHOD 

□  Remove  yolks  from  eggs  and  reserve. 
Cut  a  thin  slice  from  the  bottom  of  each 
white  half  to  make  it  stand  upright.  Beat 

the  pate,  adding  a  little  cream  if  necessary, 
until  it  is  smooth.  Taste  and  correct  sea- 

soning. Force  pate  through  a  pastry  bag  fit- 
ted with  a  large  tip— mound  into  the  egg 

whites.  Place  filled  eggs  in  a  dish  in  a  sin- 

gle layer. 
□  Whip  the  cream  in  a  large  bowl  and  mix 
with  the  mayonnaise.

urability  in  materials  is  another  major 
|iority  requirement  for  items  built  for 
tace.  Things  have  to  last,  since  there 

are,  as  yet,  no  space  repair  stations.  And 
space  is  a  hostile  environment.  Surface 
exteriors  of  satellites  and  launch  vehi- 

cles, for  example,  must  be  durable  and 
able  to  withstand  severe  extremes  of 

temperature  as  well  as  radiation  and  the 
micrometeorite  bombardment  to  which 

they  are  exposed. 
An  organic  chemical  coating  able  to 

withstand  exposure  to  space  was  devel- 
oped by  the  Perma-Brite  Corp.  of  South- 

wick,  Mass.  Used  on  space  vehicles,  it 

has  been  adapted  for  use  on  earth  to  re- 
store the  finish  of  badly  stained,  dulled, 

discolored,  and  pitted  bathtubs  and  oth- 
er bathroom  fixtures  in  similarly  poor 

condition.  Called  "Mirror  Finish,"  the 
coating  has  been  used  successfully  to  re- 
habihtate  and  restore  to  new  condition 

damaged  bathtubs  on  the  beached  Queen 
Mary,  now  part  of  the  Hyatt  Hotel 
chain.  And  it  is  widely  used  to  renovate 
old  bathroom  fixtures  in  hotels  and  mo- 

tels throughout  the  U.S.  It  also  is  used 
by  tub  manufacturers  for  repairs;  and  in 
certain  regions,  it  is  available  to  repair 
bathroom  fixtures  in  private  homes. 

However,  because  of  the  cost  of  the  ma- 
chinery needed  to  handle  the  restoration 

and  the  kind  of  materials  used,  the  pro- 
cess cannot  be  handled  economically  by 

a  do-it-yourself  homeowner. 
Applied  by  service  personnel  trained 

in  the  Perma-Brite  method,  the  refinish- 
ing  takes  less  than  four  hours  for  a  tub 
and  from  two  to  three  hours  for  smaller 

fixtures,  and  48  hours  after  the  process  is 

completed,  the  tub  or  other  fixtures  are 

ready  for  use.  The  resulting  finish  is  re- 
sistant to  chemicals  and  water.  It  is  du- 

rable and  very  hard  as  well  as  chip 
resistant. 

The  restored  tub  or  fixture  has  a  one- 

year  guarantee,  the  same  guarantee  giv- 
en with  a  new  fixture.  The  advantages  in 

time  and  money  gained  by  restoration  as 

compared  with  replacement  are  consid- 
erable, according  to  Steve  McLaughlin, 

operations  manager  of  Perma-Brite.  The 
cost  to  restore  an  old  tub  with  Mirror 
Finish  is  under  $180.  If  you  replace  a 

tub,  the  cost  does  not  include  faucets  or 
drain  or  the  charge  for  removing  the  old 

fixture.  Generally  a  tile  man  is  involved 

unless  the  replacement  is  an  exact  fit  for 

the  space  vacated  by  the  old  fixture. 
There  is,  as  well,  the  cost  of  a  plumber  to 

be  figured  in,  and  there  is  the  matter  of 
time  and  inconvenience.  But  considering 

only  the  monetary  burden,  a  conserva- 
tive estimate  with  respect  to  replacement 

is  about  $300  for  fixture  and  labor.  To

Each  of  these  is  an  impressive  example

It  is  a  device,  as  Nola  explains,  "that  at- taches to  the  leads  or  to  the  wires  going 
to  the  motor  and  it  senses  if  the  motor  is 

wasting  power.  And  if  it  senses  that,  it 
reduces  the  amount  of  power  being  wast- 

ed within  the  motor  as  well  as  within  the 

utility  company's  lines  that  are  deliver- 
ing the  power  to  the  motor."  The  sav- 

ings in  energy  costs  are  thus  provided 
both  to  the  consumer  and  the  utility 
company. 

A  washing-machine  motor,  for  exam- 
ple, requires  nearly  125  volts  to  operate 

under  a  heavy  load,  and  when  it's  in  full 
operation  probably  uses  about  430  watts.

How  to  make  a 

jabot-skirted 

dressing  table 

(see  the  one  on  page  111) 

MARr  JENNINGS 

Have  a  lumberyard  cut  three  identical 

half  circles,  each  Vs  inch  thick — one  for 
the  base,  one  for  the  shelf,  and  one  for 
the  top. 

Into  each  half  circle  have  three 

notches  cut  (one  on  either  side  and  one 
in  the  middle  of  the  straight  side),  each 

the  depth  of  a  l-by-2.  Fit  three  l-by-2s 
(each  as  long  as  you  want  the  table  to  be 
high)  into  the  notches,  placing  the  shelf 
right  in  the  middle.  Glue  and  nail. 

Cover  the  table  top  and  the  shelf  with 
cotton  batting  overlaid  with  sheeting. 
Tack  down. 

To  make  the  skirt,  cut  two  pieces  of 
sheeting,  each  of  which  fits  from  the  top 
of  the  table  to  the  floor  and  all  the  way 

around  the  table.  Cut  each  piece  on  a  45- 

degree  angle  at  one  end.  The  skirt  bot- tom is  the  shorter  side. 

Sew  pleated  poly-cotton  fabric  border 
(you  can  have  accordion  pleats  made  by 

a  professional  pleater)  around  the  bot- 
tom of  each  half  skirt  and  along  the  an- 

gled end. Starting  in  the  middle  of  the  straight 
side  (the  back  of  the  table),  tack  each 

piece  to  the  table  top,  gathering  the  fab- 
ric as  you  go  to  make  graceful  pleats  on 

either  side  of  the  kneehole.  Cover  gath- 
ers with  pleated  border.

Doggie,  it's  cold  outside! 

e  same  people  who  will  bundle  them-

If  your  dog  has  normal,  healthy  hair 
d  skin,  a  raincoat  is  not  essential — the 
tural  oils  in  its  coat  will  protect  it,  so 

ig  as  it  isn't  out  long  enough  to  be- 
me  drenched.  But  be  sure  to  dry  the 
imal  thoroughly  when  you  get  in. 

As  I've  mentioned  before,  city  dogs 
ist  be  protected  from  the  salt  put  on 
lewalks  after  a  snow  or  ice  storm.  It  not 

ly  may  bum  the  animal's  footpads,  but contains  harmful  chemicals.  When  the 

g  comes  indoors,  it's  natural  for  it  to 
k  its  wet  paws,  and  any  of  the  chemical 
;  dog  ingests  can  make  it  extremely 
k.  The  way  to  ensure  against  this  is  to 
ve  your  pet  wear  boots  outdoors  in  the 
ow.  Most  dogs  object  and  have  to  get 
ed  to  them,  but  they  may  save  the  ani- 

ils'  lives.  Or,  be  sure  to  wash  off  your 
ig's  paws  immediately  when  you  bring 
in — simply  wiping  them  is  not  enough, 
lie  outdoor  dog 

ogs  who  live  outdoors  year-round 
ow  heavier  coats  as  the  days  get  cold- 
The  main  things  you  have  to  do  to 

otect  them  is  to  give  them  excellent 
elter  and  to  increase  their  food. 

It  goes  without  saying  that  a  doghouse 
ould  be  nonleaky,  up  off  the  ground 
1  feet  or  blocks,  and  facing  away  from 
e  wind.  Its  size  depends  on  the  size  of 

e  dog,  but  it  shouldn't  be  very  much 
"ger  than  the  dog.  If  the  house  is  too 
%,  the  animal's  body  heat  can't  keep  it irm  for  him. 

Some  dog-care  experts  recommend 
itting  the  door  of  a  doghouse  on  the 
de  side  and  off-center,  to  create  a  well- 
otected,  cozy  inner  comer.  A  flap  over 
e  door  is  also  a  good  idea.  A  doghouse 

r  very  cold  climates  might  have  an  in-

animal  goes  around  the  partition  at  the 
back  and  enters  an  almost  completely 
enclosed  space  to  sleep  in. 

At  least  one  company.  Solar  One,  of 

Virginia  Beach,  Va.,  makes  a  solar-heat- 
ed doghouse — not  a  bad  idea  for  cold 

climates.  (The  solar  panel  can  be  cov- 
ered in  summer  so  your  outdoor  dog  can 

still  use  its  house  for  shelter  then.) 
As  for  bedding  for  the  doghouse,  there 

are  differences  of  opinion,  because  every 
material  has  its  assets  and  drawbacks. 

Straw  or  hay  is  said  to  provide  the  best 
insulation,  and  if  you  can  obtain  a  good 

supply  that  is  clean,  dry,  and  parasite- 
free,  a  layer  of  that  is  fine.  However,  if 

the  straw  or  hay  is  at  all  dusty,  it  can  ir- 

ritate a  dog's  nasal  passages,  expecially  if 
it  is  an  allergic  animal.  Clean,  dry  straw 
or  hay  may  also  be  hard  for  any  but 

country  dwellers  to  come  by — and  store. 
Cedar  chips  are  good  and  likely  to  be 

cleaner  than  straw  or  hay.  Since  you  do 
have  to  change  the  doghouse  bedding 
frequently  to  be  sure  it  stays  clean  and 

dry,  a  winter's  supply  of  cedar  chips  can 
be  expensive,  however. 

Carpeting  or  blankets  are  fine  //  you 

check  to  be  sure  they  don't  get  damp  in 
bad  weather.  The  advantage  to  them  is 

that  you  can  wash,  dry,  and  reuse  them. 
An  outdoor  dog  should  never  be  left 

tied  up  in  winter  without  access  to  its 
doghouse.  And  once  your  dog  grows  its 
winter  coat  and  adjusts  to  the  cold 

weather,  it's  advisable  not  to  bring  it 
into  a  heated  house  at  all. 

According  to  The  Healthy  Cat  and 

Dog  Cook  Book,  a  fine  paperback  on  pet 
care  by  Joan  Harper  (Dutton,  $3.50),  a 

dog  that's  kept  outside  during  winter 
needs  twice  as  much  food  as  an  indoor 

dog.  Therefore,  if  your  32-pound  dog 
eats  12  to  16  ounces  of  food  daily  in 

spring,  summer,  and  fall,  increase  this  to 
2  pounds  a  day  in  cold  weather  and  be 
sure  what  you  feed  is  about  20  percent 
protein,  20  percent  fat,  and  60  percent 
carbohydrates. 
The  indoor-outdoor  cat 

It  is  simply  not  the  nature  of  a  cat  to  tol- 
erate a  coat  or  sweater,  and  it  would  be 

cruel  to  make  it  miserable  by  trying  to 

get  it  to  wear  one.  Therefore,  the  consci- 
entious cat  owner  who  lets  a  pet  out- 

doors in  winter  should  simply  remember 
not  to  leave  it  out  for  long  periods.  A  cat 
that  spends  most  of  its  time  in  a  heated 

house  doesn't  grow  a  winter  coat. 
When  I  lived  in  a  garden  apartment, 

my  cats  were  let  out  for  brief  periods  in 
winter.  They  would  come  in  when  we 
called,  or  would  mew  at  the  windows  to 

be  let  in — we  just  kept  our  ears  open  for 
their  voices. 

A  half-hour  at  a  time  is  long  enough 
for  a  mostly  indoor  cat  to  stay  out  in 
cold  weather. 
The  outdoor  cat 

A  cat  that  lives  outdoors  year-round  will 
grow  a  good  thick  coat  of  fur  as  cold 
weather  approaches,  but  of  course  it  still 
needs  to  be  provided  with  a  dry,  cozy 

place  to  sleep.  Barn  cats  make  them- 
selves nests  in  the  hay  or  find  little  nooks 

and  crannies  among  the  stacked  bales  of 
hay.  I  once  knew  a  bam  cat  that  slept  on 
the  broad  back  of  a  horse  in  winter. 

Lacking  a  barn — or  a  horse — you 
might  provide  a  sturdy  covered  box  in  a 
sheltered  place  such  as  a  porch.  The  box 
should  be  completely  watertight,  not  too 
big,  and  have  an  opening  just  big  enough 
for  the  animal  to  crawl  through.  The 
bedding  can  be  straw  or  hay,  cedar 

chips,  blankets,  or  carpeting — kept 
clean  and  dry. 

You  will  want  to  increase  your  outdoor 

cat's  food  by  at  least  50  percent,  too,  to 
help  it  gain  the  extra  weight  it  needs  in 
cold  weather.  An  average-size  (say,  10- 
pound)  adult  outdoor  cat  should  eat  9  to 
12  ounces  of  food  a  day,  at  least,  in  win- 

ter. Cats  need  more  protein  than  a  dog; 
The  Healthy  Cat  and  Dog  Cook  Book 
recommends  a  proportion  of  35  percent 
protein,  30  percent  fat,  and  35  percent 
carbohydrates  for  them.  ■

When  the  motor  runs  unloaded,  as  when 
the  water  is  running  into  the  washer,  the 

power  used  drops  to  160  watts.  But  with 
a  Power  Factor  Controller  used  on  the 

same  washing  machine,  the  idling  or  un- 
loaded motor  uses  only  55  watts. 

A  study  by  the  Arthur  D.  Little  Corp. 
of  Cambridge,  Mass.,  reported  that 
about  50  million  electric  motors  are  built 

annually.  At  the  present  time,  several 

billion  are  in  use.  They  consume  one- 
third  more  energy  than  the  automobiles 

in  our  nation.  "If  you  could  achieve  just 
a  4  percent  reduction,"  Nola  points  out, 
"you  would  save  about  a  quarter  of  a  bil- 

lion barrels  of  oil  a  day,  amounting  to 

about  $1.2  billions  annually." NASA  has  licensed  10  companies  to 
manufacture  the  Nola  device.  The  three 

presently  ready  to  manufacture  it  are:

One  licensee  has  advertised  the  device 
for  $13.60.  Other  estimates  run  as  little 

as  $5  to  incorporate  the  invention  in  a 
'/j-horsepower  motor. 

Tests  show  that  the  Power  Factor 
Controller  reduces  the  power  required 

for  electric  typewriters  by  as  much  as  30 
to  40  percent  when  idling  and  10  percent 
when  in  full  operation.  The  device  is 
similarly  effective  on  air  conditioners, 
refrigerators,  freezers,  dryers,  electric 

fans,  industrial  sewing  machines.  To  re- 
turn to  the  washing  machine,  Nola  states 

that  if  every  one  of  the  estimated  50  mil- 
lion washers  had  his  device,  the  savings 

in  barrels  of  oil  per  day  would  be  3,000. 
That  is  estimated  on  the  washing  of  one 
full  load  a  day.

BY  JAMES  FANNING 

Edging  into  the  80s — and  growing 

Gardening,  oldest  of  the  arts,  renews  it- 
self as  regularly  as  the  seasons  change. 

So,  with  the  changing  decade,  it  seems 
particularly  appropriate  to  consider 
what  we  may  expect  the  next  ten  years 
to  bring  forth.  A  whole  new  philosophy 
of  social  economy  seems  to  be  in  the 
making,  with  plants  playing  a  leading 
role.  Conservation  practices  begin  at 

home,  and  erosion  prevention,  fuel  sav- 
ing, and  recycling  of  materials  are  all  be- 

coming part  of  the  home  gardener's consciousness.  Movers  and  shakers  of 
the  horticultural  world  are  in  the  best 

possible  position  to  point  out  the  direc- 
tions. Here  is  a  sampling  of  opinions: 

Elizabeth  Scholtz,  Director,  Brooklyn 
Botanic  Garden:  Community  gardening 

will  be  on  the 

rise,  reclaiming 
vacant  land  in 
urban  areas  and 

bringing  it  back 
to  life.  Food 

plants  will  be 

grown  more,  be- 
cause people  are 

concerned  with 

Neighbors  tend  a  block- 
size  community  garden. 

purity  of  the  foods  they  eat — if  they 
grow  it  themselves  they  know  what  has 
gone  into  it. 
William  R.  Nelson,  Professor  of  Land- 

scape Architecture  and  Horticulture, 
University  of  Illinois:  Limited  spaces, 
such  as  courtyards,  balconies,  terraces, 
rooftops,  and  window  ledges  inside  and 
out,  will  be  the  more  common  space  for 
new  gardening  efforts.  There  will  be  a 

larger  selection  of  dwarf  and  slow-grow- 
ing plants  suitable  for  containers. 

Gene  Elle  Calvin  and  Dr.  Melvin  Calvin 

(Nobel  prize  winner  in  chemistry),  Uni- 
versity of  California,  Berkeley:  Plants 

created  the  oil,  gas,  and  coal  we  rely  on 
for  energy  today,  and  it  may  be  possible 
to  begin  utilizing  living  plants  for  energy 
before  our  fossil  fuels  are  all  used  up.  We 
are  already  making  fuel  alcohol  from 
sugar  cane,  and  crude  oil  is  being  made 

from  some  of  the  desert-loving  euphor- 
bias. Experiments  at  the  University  of 

California  suggest  that  fuel  from  these 

plants  can  be  produced  at  a  cost  no  high- 
er than  that  of  imported  crude  oil. 

Ernesta  Drinker  Ballard,  President,  The 
Pennsylvania  Horticultural  Society: 
There  will  be  more  use  of  hand  tools 

that  use  no  energy  other  then  the  gar- 

dener's and  less  use  of  expensive  chemi- 
cal fertilizers  that  use  energy  in  the 

manufacturing  process. 

What  will  happen 

to  gardens  and 

house  plants 

during  the  next 

decade — 

predictions  from 

experts  across 

the  country 

Dr.  Douglas  Pratt,  Head  of  Department 
of  Botany,  University  of  Minnesota:  Plant 
products  will  become  competitive  with 
plastics.  Wood  will  return  to  favor  as  a 
material  for  baskets  and  other  contain- 

ers. Plants  such  as  cattails  can  be  con- 

verted into  high-quality  fuels,  and  the 
production  and  use  of  plants  for  this 
purpose  will  become  a  major  subject  of 
scientific  study  and  development. 
Russell  Page,  O.B.E.,  English  designer: 

There  will  be  an  increased  use  of  ground- 
cover  plants  to  lessen  the  rather  dull  task 

of  lawn  mowing.  If  mown  lawns  are  re- 
stricted to  areas  next  to  buildings,  the 

rougher  areas  may  provide  a  home  for 

the  buttercups,  daisies,  and  other  wild- 
flowers  that  have  been  disappearing  from 

the  farmed  or  built-up  areas.  Elaborate 
formal  flower  gardens  may  tend  to  disap- 

pear in  favor  of  a  formality  merely  sug- 
gested by  hedges  and  spaces  filled  by  a 

single  variety. 

Rick  Lamb,  Landscape  Architect,  Cam- 
bridge, Mass.:  Proper  planting  will  be 

used  to  protect  a  house  from  winter 
winds,  cool  it  in  summer.  Earth  shaping 
(berms)  will  be  used  to  screen  out  noise 
and  direct  air  currents.  Private  outdoor 

areas  will  become  smaller  and  will  re- 
quire careful  planning,  while  public 

spaces  will  become  more  important  in 
community  hving. 

Dr.  Henry  M.  Cathey,  Chief,  Florist  and 
Nursery  Crops  Laboratory,  United  States 
Department  of  Agriculture:  Plants  may 
relieve  our  stress,  but  we  are  subjecting 
them  to  more  stress  all  the  time,  in  the 
shape  of  lowered  air  and  water  quality 
and  fertilizers  with  missing  elements. 

Life  in  the  great  mdoors  will  be  increas- 
ingly important,  but  not  a  jungle  look. 

We'll  combine  temperate  zone  and  tropi- 
cal plants,  and  use  more  ferns,  camellias, 

and  miniature  roses  in  our  living  rooms. 

Growers  will  emphasize  the  rooted  flow- 
er rather  than  the  cut  flower,  as  well  as 

durable  dnd  compact  plants.  Heating  a 
commercial  greenhouse  accounted  for  3 

percent  of  a  grower's  costs  a  few  years 
ago — now  it's  15  to  20  percent,  so  plant 
prices  may  be  expected  to  rise  according- 
ly- 
Herb  Mitchell,  Floriculture  marketing 
specialist,  Costa  Mesa,  Calif:  People  will 
be  using  fewer  and  smaller  potted  plants 
that  can  be  slipped  into  jardinieres  and 
moved  around  the  house.  Our  selection 

of  potted  plants  will  be  improved.  Cut 
flowers  will  come  by  air  from  all  over  the 

world,  giving  us  a  better  choice  than  ever 
before.  The  trend  will  be  to  use  fewer 

flowers,  distributed  throughout  the 
house  rather  than  in  one  room,  and  cut 
flowers  will  be  treated  to  last  longer  than 

ever. 
Carlton  B.  Lees,  Senior  Vice-President, 
New  York  Botanical  Garden:  Tissue  cul- 

ture will  be  widely  used  as  the  major  way 

of  propagating  herbaceous  and  woody 
plants.  There  will  be  more  growing  of 

cool-temperature  plants  in  the  house  and 
greenhouse,  rather  than  tropicals.  There

^  on  extending  the

tant to  cool  tem- 

peratures, thereby

top  flower  garden.  This  then  will  cut ^^mmmm^^ma^m  down  on  energy 

consumption  in  transportation  and  on 
cost.  With  people  traveling  less,  there 
will  be  a  rebirth  of  home  gardens.  A 

lawn  that  looks  like  a  golf  course  is  out- 
dated. We  are  going  to  have  to  relax  and 

look  at  chunks  of  landscape  and  ask  such 

questions  as:  How  best  can  we  fit  our- 
selves into  the  natural  world  with  the 

least  damage  to  it? 

And  here  are  my  own  predictions:  The  ne- 
cessity for  conserving  petroleum  will 

bring  us  a  whole  new  arsenal  of  organic- 
based  fertilizers  and  pesticides.  Chestnut 

blight  and  Dutch  elm  disease  will  be  van- 
quished.

A  living  room  that's  as  comfortable  as  it 
looks,  with  an  overstuffed  sofa  piled 

with  pillows;  the  warmth  of  natural  ma- 
terials everywhere;  the  openness  of  light 

and  air;  and  the  drama  of  a  spectacular 

seascape  beyond  the  glass  doors.  "Every- one who  comes  into  this  room  seems  to 

want  to  stop  and  stay,"  says  Andrea 
Eastman  Lazarus,  who  filled  the  room 

with  an  easy  mix  of  contemporary  furni- 
ture, heirloom  antiques  (like  the  old  oak 

refectory  table  behind  the  sofa),  and 
treasured  mementos  (like  the  American 

Indian  rug  that  was  last  year's  Christ- 
mas present  from  husband  Paul  Laza- 

rus). "Combining  styles  is  like  combin- 

ing color,"  says  Mrs.  Lazarus.  "When 
you  do  it  softly,  subtly,  you  can  create 
an  ease  that  translates  into  an  informal 

atmosphere."  Take  the  coffee  table.  It's a  thick  slab  of  beveled  glass  on  two  giant 
terra-cotta  tubs.  (You  can  make  one 
yourself:  Tubs  are  available  at  garden 

centers  or  pottery  shops  across  the  coun- 
try, and  any  glazier  will  cut  a  piece  of 

glass  to  size.  You  might  consider  tinted 

glass,  too.)  "When  guests  are  relaxing  on 
the  sofa,  they  feel  perfectly  comfortable 
putting  their  feet  right  on  the  table  .  .  . 
but  they  might  not  if  the  glass  were  on  a 
sleek  chrome  base,  or  if  it  were  on  a  slick 

lacquered  floor  instead  of  the  Indian 

rug."  Contributing  to  the  casual  feeling 
of  the  room  are  all  the  natural  colors. 

Everything's  muted,  with  one  excep- 
tion— living  flowers  and  plants.  A  gener- 
ous sampling  of  indoor  trees  plus  vases

"I  wanted  window  boxes 
that  are  like  little  English 

gardens,"  she  says,  "with  a 
variety  of  things  that  change 
with  the  seasons.

paired  window  boxes  that 

don't  match  exactly." 
With  the  help  of 

wrilcr/laridscapcr  Kate 
Serlin,  who  designed  her  rear 
green  garden,  she  varies  the 

plantings  each  season.  Empty 

plastic  pots  are  set  into  the 
43-by-8'/rby-10-mch  deep 
boxes  before  the  earth  and 

long-lasting  plants  go  in.  She 
can  then  easily  slip  pots  of 
flowers  in  full  bloom  into 

buried  pots  for  seasonal 
changes,  without  disturbing 

the  other  plants.  "I  might 
start  with  variegated  coleus 

and  two  ivy  geraniums  for 
early  summer,  then  substitute 
fall  chrysanthemums  later 
and  end  up  in  winter  with 
tiny  evergreen  hollies  flanked 
by  berried  foliage.  Meanwhile, 

the  long-lasting  plants — 
trailing  vinca,  frosty  gray 

santolina,  bluish-gray  fescue 
grasses,  and  summer  petunias 
and  wax  begonias  make  a 

pretty  background  for  the 

changeable  color,"  says  Ms. 
Harris.  Her  original  earth 
mix  is  refreshed  every  spring. 

One  40-pound  bag  of  good 
potting  soil  combined  with  a 
bucket  each  of  perlite  and 
sphagnum  moss  is  usually 
perfect  for  starting  the  two 
boxes.

Net  gains  for  gardens 

If  you  sometimes  think  that 
your  gardening  efforts  end 
up  being  strictly  for  the 
birds,  take  heart.

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Walking  iris  is  a  stationary 

enigma.  It's  the.  kind  of 
house  plant  that  some  people 
grow  without  recognizing  it, 
while  others  know  it,  covet 

it,  and  can't  find  it.  The 
latter  really  wish  they  could, 

especially  if  they've  seen  it 
blooming  away  in  the  heart 
of  winter. 

If  you're  lucky  enough  to 
own  a  walking  iris,  treat  it 
like  an  African  violet,  even 

though  it  may  get  up  to  2-3 
feet  high.  Confine  it  to  a 
five-inch  pot,  provide  it  with 
as  much  bright  light  and 
humidity  as  you  can  find, 
and  water  whenever  its  soil 

feels  dry.  But  don't  worry 
when  you  forget.  Walking 
iris  appreciates  a  few  dry 

days  now  and  then  from 
mid-fall  through  January 

while  it  gears  up  for  its annual  display. 

The  show's  a  good  one. 
The  flowers  are  about  three 
inches  across,  irislike  and 
orchidlike  in  appearance. 
And  they're  very  shy.  They 
open  one  at  a  time  in  early 
morning  and  are  gone  by 

noon. 
Expect  about  five  flowers 

from  each  flowering  leaf, 

over  a  course  of  two  to  eight 
weeks.  When  the  plant  stops 

flowering  in  late  winter  and 

the  bud  turns  brown,  it's 
ready  to  start  "walking"  to another  pot. 

Press  the  drooping,  bloom- 
bearing  leaf  to  soil  with 
hairpins  or  paper  clips  and 
wait  for  the  spent  bud  to 

develop  roots.  Then  sever  it 
from  the  parent. 

Walking  iris  is  known  by 
several  names,  and  is  offered

Tropical  fishkeeping  is 
second  only  to  photography 

as  Americans'  favorite

Kissing  gouramis  are 
pink,  3-4  inches  long,  and

tank  for  about  $30. 

Electricity  to  heat,  filter, 
and  aerate  the  tank  may  cost

Butting  buffalo  bank 

Q.  On  my  old  bank,  a  buffalo  butts  a 
boy  up  a  tree  while  a  small  animal 
watches  from  the  top  of  the  stump.  The 
coin,  placed  in  a  slot  on  top  of  the  stump, 
falls  in  when  the  lever  is  pressed.  Do  you 
know  who  made  this  odd  bank? 

A.M.B.— New  York,  N.Y. 

A.  Your  bank  was  designed  and  patent- 
ed March  20,  1888,  by  Alfred  C.  Rex, 

and  manufactured  by  Louis  Kyser  and 
Alfred  C.  Rex  of  Philadelphia. 

English  toilet  case 

Q.  I  would  be  delighted  to  have  some 

information  about  my  grandfather's 
traveling  case.  I've  sketched  the  mark. 

R.E.F.— Skaneateles,  N.Y. 

A.  Your  case  is  called  a  toilet  case  and 
the  articles  kept  within  toilet  articles.  In 
medieval  times  the  toilette,  diminutive  of 
the  French  toile  or  cloth,  was  a  modest 

piece  of  linen  on  which  were  placed  the 
cosmetics;  after  the  beauty  treatment 
was  finished,  the  paints,  powders,  and 
salves  were  gathered  together  in  the  toi- 

lette and  put  away  in  the  chest.  As  time 
passed,  the  toilette  gave  its  name  to  the 

accessories — mirror,  boxes  f(;r  powder, 

rouge,  patches,  scent  bottles,  covered 
unguent  jars,  brushes,  combs,  and  other 
beauty  requisites — spread  upon  it;  then 
to  the  operation  for  which  they  were 
used;  to  the  box  in  which  they  were  kept; 

and  finally  to  the  table  especially  de- 
signed to  hold  them.  According  to  the 

English  hallmark,  the  English-Regency- 
style  sterling  silver  toilet  equipage  in 
your  traveling  toilet  case  designed  for 
masculine  use  was  made  in  London, 

1831-1832.  It  is  a  not-too-common  ser- 
vice of  fine  craftsmanship. 

Wedgwood  plates 

Q.  My  Wedgwood  plates  have  the  letters 
"CFW"  on  them  and  the  numbers 
6358/14.  From  this,  can  you  tell  me  any- 

thing about  them? 
F.P.P.— Leesburg,  Fla. 

A.  The  coded  date  impressed  mark 
CFW  indicates  that  Wedgwood  made 

your  Queen's  Ware  (fine  earthenware) 
plate  in  1894.  The  designs  themselves 
are  by  Kate  Greenaway.  Initially  they 
were  portrayed  on  a  set  of  12  tiles,  which 
are  sometimes  referred  to  as  the  Calen- 

dar Tiles.  Here  the  transfer  prints  have 
been  adapted  for  use  on  plates. 

Edwardian  moustache  cup 

Q.  I  have  a  left- 
handed  mous- 

tache cup  which  I 
understand  is 

quite  rare.  From 

the  mark  I've drawn,  can  you 
tell  me  when  and 
where  it  was 

made?  M.B.T.— 
Oakland,  Calif. 

A.  Your  Royal  Crown  Derby  mark  was 
used  from  about  1890-1921.  Year  cy- 

phers occur  with  the  mark:  Your  cypher 
"x"  with  four  dots  was  used  in  1904.  So 
your  cup  is  an  Edwardian  example.

Silver  tea  set 

Qi  From  the  photographs  and  mark  that 

I've  drawn,  what  can  you  tell  me  about 
my  antique  tea  set?  C.H.Y. — Easton,  Pa. 

A.  J.W.  Tucker  &  Co.  was  started  in 

San  Francisco  by  John  W.  Tucker  (d. 
1876),  who  is  listed  in  the  City  Directory 
from  1852  on  as  a  jeweler  and  importer. 

The  busmess  was  contmued  under  his 
name  at  least  until  1886.  The  mark  J.W. 
Tucker  &  Co.  is  sometimes,  as  in  your 

three-piece  tea  set,  found  with  the  famil- 
iar Gorham  mark  (Lion,  Anchor,  and 

Old  English  G)  indicating  that  the  com- 
pany merchandised  Gorham  wares.  In 

the  1860s,  Tucker  made  a  five^piece  tea 
set  from  silver  dollars  minted  from  the 
first  ore  extracted  from  the  Comstock 

Lode,  which  bears  the  mark  "J  W  Tuck- 
er &  Co.  Coin  Silver." 

Eax-ly  digital  clock 

Q.  On  the  bottom 
of  my  old  clock  it 

says  ''Plato 
Clock."  Can  you 
tell  me  anything 
at  all  about  it? 

R.B.M.— Birmingham,  Ala. 

A.  The  "Plato  Clock,"  described  as  a 
Time  Indicator,  was  patented  in  1902  by 
its  inventor,  Eugene  L.  Fitch,  born  in 
1 846  in  New  York  City.  The  idea  behind 
his  invention  was  to  make  an  instantly

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readable  timekeeper.  While  clocks  and 
watches  were  made  as  early  as  the  18th 

century  giving  "instant  time-telling"  by 
showing  only  two  sets  of  numbers  for 

hours  and  minutes.  Fitch's  use  of  two 
sets  of  "flip  plates"  to  accomplish  this 
purpose  was  unique.  In  fact,  his  digital 

clock,  as  this  type  has  become  known  to- 

day, gave  "timetable"  time  (i.e.  the  3:47) 
at  a  glance  and  was  ahead  of  its  time. 
There  were  apparently  only  four  basic 

models,  all  based  on  Fitch's  fourth  and 
final  patent,  but  the  variations  are  con- 

siderable. All  the  clocks  of  U.S.  manu- 
facture were  made  during  2  or  3  years, 

probably  1904—1906,  and  all  were  prob- 
ably manufactured  by  the  Ansonia 

Clock  Co.  Your  model,  one  of  the  four 
basic  ones,  dates  about  1905.  Foreign 
Plato  Clocks  made  in  France  and  Ger- 

many date  from  1908-1912.  In  the  early 
1950s,  new  Plato  reproductions  ap- 

peared on  the  market. 

Three-footed  trivet 

Q.  I  have  never  been  able  to  find  out 
just  what  this  object  is.  Can  you  help 
me?  R.  Mc. — Albuquerque,  N.M. 

A.  You  have  a  three-footed  trivet  of 

19th-century  English  manufacture.  It  is 
used  as  a  stand  for  a  pot,  kettle,  or  other 
vessel  placed  over  a  fire  for  heating  or 
cooking.  In  use  for  centuries,  the  trivet 
was  originally  and  properly  supported 
on  three  feet;  in  more  recent  times,  it  has 
often  been  made  with  one  or  two  vertical 

projections  by  which  it  may  be  fixed  to 
the  top  bar  of  a  grate.

Getting  down  to  beauty  basics 

Aida  Grey  knows 
something  very 

personal  about 
you.  She  knows 
what  you  really 
look  like,  or  what 

you  could  look 
like  if  you  knew 

the  makeup  se- 
crets that  have 

made  her  artistry 
famous.  From  her 
skin-care  and 

makeup  salon  in 
Beverly  Hills, 

Calif.,  she  has  de- 
veloped the  beauty  potential  of  countless 

women  through  her  50-year  career  of 
working  and  consulting  for  all  the  major 
Hollywood  film  studios.  Her  book.  The 
Aida  Grey  Beauty  Book,  published  last 

fall  by  Lippincott,  is  a  step-by-step  guide 
to  makeup  and  skin-care  programs  that 
help  you  uncover  your  own  natural  good 
looks.  On  a  recent  trip  of  hers  to  New 

York,  we  talked  about  some  of  the  prin- 
ciples of  her  work. 

"Do  you  know  where  the  word  'cos- 
metic' comes  from?  It's  derived  from  the 

Greek  word  cosmos,  which  means  order, 

harmony,  arrangement,  and  the  uni- 
verse. That  should  give  your  own  daily 

makeup  routine  a  new  perspective!" 
Mrs.  Grey  also  outlined  five  important 
guidelines  to  help  every  woman  assess 
herself  the  way  she  looks  now: 

1.  Your  makeup  look  should  be  individ- 
ual. 

2.  Your  makeup  should  harmonize  with 

your  skin's  color. 
3.  Your  makeup  should  be  in  harmony 
with  your  age. 

4.  You  should  take  greater  care  apply- 
ing makeup  that  will  be  seen  in  natural 

or  daylight  because  those  two  lights  are 
most  revealing. 
5.  Your  makeup  for  evening  should  be 
slightly  more  extensive  and  accentuated. 
A  question  many  women  ask  is:  How 
long  should  it  take  to  do  an  adequate 
makeup?  Mrs.  Grey  thinks  that  a  day- 

time look  should  only  take  you  between 
15  and  30  minutes  to  do;  an  evening 
look,  15  to  45  minutes.  You  should,  of 

course,  include  your  cleansing  routine's 
time  into  the  overall  total.  Mrs.  Grey 
also  adds  this  no^e  for  planning  your 
makeup  time  before  a  special  party:  Find 
spare  time  to  experiment  with  special 
makeup  effects  before  you  have  some- 

thing important  coming  up.  I*lan  to  have

your  makeup  tools  and  products  all 

ready  when  you  begin.  Don't  experiment 
with  a  new  look  the  night  you're  giving  a 

party,  because  you're  usually  nervous 
before  a  party.  Your  eye  won't  be  secure 
about  what  you've  done  as  your  hand 
isn't  sufficiently  practiced  to  get  it  right the  first  time.  This  is  a  rule  she  advises 

everyone  to  follow. 

Here's  a  15-minute  makeup  for  day- 
time that  you  can  wear  with  confidence, 

adapted  from  Mrs.  Grey's  book. 
Your  makeup  lor  day: 

Prepare  your  face  by  cleansing  thorough- 
ly and  finishing  with  both  a  toner  and  a 

moisturizer.  Add  a  tiny  bit  of  eye  oil 

around  the  eyes.  If  there  are  small  blem- 
ishes or  flaws  to  conceal,  cover  them 

with  a  stick-concealer  blended  to  match 

perfectly  your  own  skin  shade. 
Apply  your  foundation  in  five  light 
splashes — cheeks  (count  two),  nose, 
chin,  and  forehead.  Blend  with  your  fin- 

gertips right  up  and  around  your  eyes. 
And  use  a  makeup  sponge  for  superb 
evenness.  Wipe  away  any  excess. 
Highlighter  comes  next,  and  yours 
should  be  about  three  shades  lighter 
than  your  foundation.  It,  too,  goes 
around  the  eyes  and  you  may  also  use  it 
on  the  expression  lines  around  the 

mouth.  The  light  reflected  seems  to  min- 
imize the  lines. 

Your  rouge  is  your  health  color,  your 

lively  glow.  It  goes  just  below  the  cheek- 
bones; it  graces  the  hairline  where  it 

should  be  ever  so  lightly  blended  until  it 
all  but  disappears. 

Eyeliner  comes  next,  and  Mrs.  Grey  pre- 
fers cake  eyeliner  you  put  on  with  a  little 

brush.  Choose  dark  brown,  navy,  char- 

coal green,  or  black.  If  you're  less  than 
deft  with  a  brush  eyelining,  makeup  pen- 

cils can  do  the  same  thing  when  you  col- 
or inside  the  lashes. 

Black  mascara  is  great  for  almost  every 
eye  color.  So  are  green  and  navy.  Use  it 
for  lush,  lush  lashes. 

Give  your  eyebrows  shape  with  a  colored 

pencil,  especially  if  you're  blonde. 
There's  expression  in  those  brows  which 
should  be  brought  out  through  shaping 

and  filling  in  with  color. 
Dust  powder  over  your  entire  face.  Loose 
powder  with  a  fluffy  makeup  brush. 

Wipe  away  the  excess  with  cotton.  Pow- 
der gives  a  wonderful  finish  to  your 

complexion  while  it  also  acts  as  a  filter 

to  screen  out  some  of  the  sun's  harmful burning  rays. 

Lipstick  last,  with  a  clear  gloss  over  it  for 
extra  shine.  Remember  to  powder  your 
mouth  when  that  loose  powder  goes  on. 

The  powder  acts  as  a  base  and  increases 

your  lipstick's  staying-power. 
The  last  thing  you  do  is  to  mist  your 

face  with  a  spritz  of  Evian  mineral  wa- 
ter.

Harnessing  the  wind 

Windmills  are  romantic.  Their  graceful 
lines  and  whirring  blades  have  captured 
the  imagination  of  artists  for  centuries. 
They  made  Holland  famous.  But  are 

windmills  practical  in  today's  world? 
The  answer  is  yes  more  often  than  you 
think. 

At  Dorney  Amusement  Park  near 
Allentown,  Pa.,  the  largest  windmill  in 
the  country  (250  kilowatts)  supplies  all 

the  electricity  for  the  park's  roller  coast- er. The  machine  stands  on  a  tower  about 

six  stories  tall  and  looks  like  a  giant  air- 
plane propeller. 

At  Clayton,  N.  Mex.,  a  slightly  small- 
er but  similar-looking  machine  is  gener- 

ating electricity  for  500  homeowners. 
Block  Island,  R.I.,  and  Boone,  N.C., 

have  comparable  windmills. 

In  California's  St.  Joaquin  Valley,  the 
Pea  Soup  restaurant  generates  a  portion 
of  its  electricity  with  a  wind  machine 

one  story  high  that  looks  like  it's  straight out  of  Amsterdam. 

In  northwest  Colorado,  the  KMU- 
FM  radio  station  runs  its  transmitter  on 
an  even  smaller  windmill.  Broadcasters 

tell  their  listeners  "This  is  KMU  radio 
.  .  .  the  sound  of  the  wind." 

In  the  heart  of  New  York  City's  Low- 
er East  Side,  a  group  of  cooperative 

homeowners  use  a  windmill  to  light  their 

halls  and  power  their  solar  energy  sys- 
tem. Imported  from  Wisconsin,  it  stands 

on  the  tenement  roof  atop  a  40-foot  pole. 
In  the  Midwest  and  Southwest,  about 

80,000  windmills  pump  water  to  irrigate 

farmers'  crops. 
And  tucked  into  nooks  and  crannies 

all  about  the  country,  wind  machines  are 

performing  tasks  like  generating  low- 
grade  heat  for  household  heating  and  for 
grinding  grain. 

What  exactly  is  a  windmill? 

Many  windmills  in  use  today  look  fairly 
familiar.  Some,  however,  take  shapes 

you'd  hardly  recognize  as  windmills  at 
all.  One  type,  for  instance,  looks  like  a 
huge  pulsating  eggbeater  and  others  are 
primitive  structures  made  from  oil 
drums  cut  into  halves.  There  are  at  least 

18  different  brands,  and  they  have  exotic 
names  like  Darrius  Rotor,  Savonius  Ro- 

tor, Venturi  Shrouded,  and  Princeton 
Sailwing.  Diverse  they  are,  but  all  wind 
machines  have  one  aim  in  common:  to 

capture  the  wind.  Most  windmills  wc 
will  see  in  our  lifetime  stand  on  towers 
and  have  blades.  The  blades  come  to-

gether  at  a  central  point  that  forms  a 
hub,  which  is  attached  to  a  slender  pole 

jutting  out  behind,  called  a  shaft.  When 
the  wind  blows,  the  blades  spin,  and  the 

hub — just  like  the  one  on  your  bicycle 
wheel — will  turn  in  a  circular  motion. 

As  it  turns,  so  does  the  shaft  it's  grab- 
bing onto.  What  happens  to  the  wind- 

power  now  invested  in  the  turning  shaft 
depends  on  the  machine  you  have.  In 
some  cases,  the  shaft  turns  a  bundle  of 
wires  that  generate  electricity. 

Electricity-generating 
windmills  for 

today's  homeowner 

Electricity-generating  windmills  have 
been  around  for  an  entire  century,  and 

Windmill  lights  halls  and  powers  solar 
energy  system  in  New  York  cooperative. 

as  early  as  the  1890s  they  powered  a 

good  percentage  of  rural  Denmark.  Dur- 
ing that  era,  one  Dane,  Fridjof  Nansen, 

even  used  one  to  light  a  lamp  as  he  sailed 
the  Arctic  Sea  looking  for  the  North 
Pole.  By  the  early  1900s,  windmills  had 

appeared  in  huge  numbers  in  the  United 
States  and  proved  so  useful  that  they  be- 

came a  major  source  of  electricity  for 
farms.  But  in  1945,  the  U.S.  government 
passed  the  Rural  Electrification  Act  and 
brought  utility  lines  to  the  countryside, 

which  changed  the  windmill  picture  con- 
siderably. Electricity  from  the  utility 

companies  was  accessible  and  cheap — so 
why  bother  with  windmills?  Farmers 
simply  shut  them  off,  and  when  their 

children  grew  up,  most  didn't  buy  new 
ones. 

But  today,  farmers'  grandchildren  are 
turning  to  windmills  again — and  so  are 
homeowners  from  the  country,  suburbs, 
and  cities  alike.  The  reason  is  obvious: 

According  to  the  Environmental  Action 
Foundation,  a  consumer  group  in  Wash- 

ington D.C.,  the  price  of  electricity  is 
rising  by  about  10  percent  each  year. 
This  fact  of  life  has  made  windmills  pop- 

ular with  industry,  government,  and  the 

utilities  themselves.  (Three  utility  com- 

panies are  now  using  windmills  to  gener- 
ate a  portion  of  the  electricity  they  sell.) 

The  renewed  interest  in  windmills  has 

even  spawned  a  new  generation  of  wind- 
mill manufacturers.  In  1960,  there  was 

only  one  company  left  of  the  40  that  had 

enjoyed  good  sales  during  America's 
golden  windmill  era  (1932-1942).  To- 

day, there  are  18  companies  in  business 
again.  Last  year  they  sold  870  windmills 
to  homeowners,  with  rural  folks  still  the 

biggest  buyers. 
Now,  thanks  to  the  flurry  of  manufac- 

turing activity,  there  are  numerous 
windmills,  but  those  you  will  want  to 

look  at  fall  into  two  categories:  wind  ma- 
chines that  generate  enough  electricity 

to  reduce  utility  bills,  and  those  that  can 
eliminate  them  altogether. 

There's  a  really  exciting  machine  in 
the  first  category  called  the  Enertech 
1500,  made  by  Enertech  of  Norwich,  Vt. 

A  propeller-type  windmill  with  three  13- 
foot  blades,  it  can  be  installed  atop  an 

ordinary  telephone  pole  or  a  galvanized 

steel  pole.  The  steel  pole  is  more  expen- 
sive, but  can  be  painted.  The  Enertech 

1500  has  a  generating  capacity  of  V/i 
kilowatts,  which  means  with  winds  of  at

HARNESSING  THE  WIND 
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least  10  miles  per  hour,  it  can  supply 

about  half  the  average  homeowner's 
electricity  (not  counting  air  conditioning 
or  electric  space  heating). 

Although  there  is  a  handful  of  small 
windmills  on  the  market,  the  Enertech 
1500  is  special  because  it  works  com- 

pletely in  tandem  with  utility  power.  In 
fact,  you  plug  it  right  into  the  nearest 
electrical  outlet.  When  the  wind  ap- 

proaches 10  miles  per  hour  for  at  least 
30  seconds,  a  motor  kicks  on  which 

starts  the  windmill's  blades  turning.  The 
motor  keeps  the  blades  spinning  at  a 
constant  speed  until  the  wind  is  strong 
enough  to  take  over.  While  the  windmill 
is  generating  electricity,  it  slows  down 
the  meter  in  the  house,  so  less  utility 
power  will  come  through.  What  electric- 

ity the  windmill  can't  supply,  however, 
will  be  taken  care  of  as  usual  by  the  util- 

ity company.  The  Enertech  1500  is  capa- 
ble, on  occasion  when  the  winds  are  very 

strong,  of  producing  more  electricity 
than  your  house  can  use.  When  that 

happens,  says  Enertech  spokesmen,  the 
dials  on  your  utility  meter  will  actually 
turn  backward,  and  electricity  will  flow 

through  the  utility  grid  and  on  to  some- 
one else's  house.  This  will  happen  rarely, 

however,  and  the  amount  of  electricity 
will  be  negligible.  The  spokesmen  also 
report  that  in  New  England,  where  most 
of  their  machines  have  been  installed, 

utilities  have  cordially  accepted  the  ar- 
rangement. 

What  would  a  machine  like  this — ca- 
pable of  cutting  your  electricity  bills  in 

half— cost?  Installed,  $6,000  ...  but  lis- 
ten to  Enertech  1500  owner  Bror  Han- 

sen's story  about  how  he  slashed  the 
price  tag:  First  he  took  advantage  of  the 

federal  government's  solar  tax  credit 
program  which  pertains  to  all  Ameri- 

cans who  buy  solar  or  wind  hardware. 

(From  the  total  amount  you  owe  in  fed- 
eral taxes,  you  can  subtract  30  percent  of 

the  cost  of  the  first  $2,000  in  purchased 
hardware  and  20  percent  of  the  next 
$8,000.)  For  Bror  Hansen,  that  meant 
$1,400  less  in  federal  taxes.  And  since  he 
lives  in  Michigan,  one  of  17  states  with  a 
state  tax  credit  program,  he  subtracted 
$1,100  more  from  his  state  tax  bill.  In 

the  end,  Hansen's  windmill  cost  only 
$3,500.  Had  he  lived  in  Kansas,  where 

there's  an  even  better  state  tax  credit, 
the  windmill  would  have  cost  him 

$2,800.  And  considering  the  savings  in 
electricity,  Hansen  figures  that  his  wind 
machine  will  pay  for  itself  in  about  10 

years. 

If  you're  thinking  of  bringing  electric- 
ity to  your  cabin  in  the  woods  or  retreat 

on  a  distant  island,  consider  a  windmill 
10 



at  least  seven  times  bigger  than  the  En- 
ertech  1500 — about  10  kilowatts.  It  will 
cost  from  $13,000  to  $30,000,  depending 
on  the  model  you  buy,  winds  available  at 
the  site,  and  the  amount  of  electricity 
you  consume.  Count  on  buying  batteries 
to  store  power  for  periods  of  low  wind 
(batteries  can  store  electricity  for  five 

days),  and  probably  a  back-up  system 
like  a  gas-fired  generator  that  works  in- 

dependently of  the  windmill.  Batteries 

and  a  back-up  generator  will  hike  your 
costs  about  $3,000  more,  to  the  $13,000 
minimum.  Although  the  total  system 
will  cost  more  than  twice  the  price  of  the 
Enertech  1500,  it  will  probably  be  the 

cheapest  way  to  bring  electricity  to  re- 
mote locations  where  there  are  no  utility 

lines.  And  experts  say  even  if  you  have 
utility  electricity  available,  and  refuse  it 

in  favor  of  a  windmill,  the  larger  ma- 
chines will  pay  for  themselves  in  about 

10  years. 
Ten-kilowatt  machines  are  capable  of 

producing  enough  electricity  to  fill  your 
needs  and  sell  the  excess.  In  1976,  the 
cooperative  homeowners  in  New  York 
City  with  the  rooftop  windmill,  won  an 

important  David-and-Goliath-style  vic- 
tory that  made  the  arrangement  possi- 
ble. With  the  help  of  a  young  wind 

specialist,  Ted  Finch,  and  the  organiza- 
tion he  works  with,  the  Energy  Task 

Force,  the  co-opers  persuaded  New 
York  State  to  make  a  unique  ruling:  The 

city's  homeowners  had  a  right  to  gener- 
ate more  electricity  than  they  could  con- 

sume, and  Consolidated  Edison  (the 
local  utility),  had  to  buy  any  excess. 

(Con  Edison  was  already  buying  supple- 
mentary electricity  from  other  sources.) 

The  ruling  set  a  precedent  for  windmill 
owners  across  the  country. 

Is  a  windmill  for  me? 

If  you  are  now  imagining  a  windmill  on 
your  property,  take  note:  Windmills  are 
not  for  everyone. 

First,  you  must  have  at  least  10-mile- 
an-hour  average  winds  at  the  spot  where 
you  will  erect  the  machine.  Your 
chances  are  generally  good  if  you  live 
along  the  East  or  West  coasts,  the  Great 

Plains,  or  Great  Lakes.  If  you  live  else- 
where, but  near  a  lake  or  at  the  foot  of  a 

large  hill,  you  might  still  be  in  luck. 

There's  a  simple  way  to  find  out  about 
wind  speeds  in  your  locale — ask  your  lo- 

cal airport  or  weather  station.  If  for 

some  reason  they  don't  know,  ask  the National  Weather  Service  in  Asheville, 

N.C.,  to  send  you  a  year's  worth  of  re- 
ports on  your  local  wind  speeds.  If  you 

learn  that  yours  answer  the  minimum 
requirements,  proceed.  If  your  winds  are 
better  than  10  miles  per  hour,  proceed 
full  speed  ahead:  The  power  of  a  wind 
machine  increases  as  the  cube  of  the 

wind  speed. 
Your  next  task  will  be  to  find  out 

what  the  electricity  costs  in  your  area, 

and  for  this  you'll  need  to  call  the  local

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utility.  Ask  how  much  electricity  costs  a 
kilowatt  hour.  This  is  the  measurement, 

like  quarts,  in  which  electricity  is  sold. 

Prices  will  vary  across  the  country  be- 
tween 4  and  10  cents  a  kilowatt  hour.  If 

your  electricity  costs  9  cents  and  your 
wind  speeds  are  at  least  10  miles  per 

hour,  consider  yourself  an  ideal  candi- 
date for  the  purchase  of  a  wind  machine. 

Don't  be  discouraged,  though,  if  your 
electricity  is  cheaper.  It  won't  stay  that 
way  long. 

Once  you've  decided  to  go  ahead  with 
a  windmill,  you'll  need  an  anemometer 
to  measure  the  winds  at  the  exact  site 

where  you  plan  to  erect  your  windmill. 
(Wind  conditions  in  your  yard  can  be 
very  different  from  those  in  your  general 

locale,  so  don't  neglect  this  step.)  A 
hand-held  anemometer  goes  for  about 

$7,  but  avoid  the  temptation;  it  won't 
give  you  the  information  you  need.  The 
cheapest  good  anemometer  costs  about 
$150.  (A  windmill  company  can  supply 
one.)  Install  it  atop  some  pipe  from  the 
local  hardware  store  at  least  30  feet 

above  and  300  feet  away  from  any  ob- 
structions like  houses  or  trees.  Check 

your  anemometer  readings  for  at  least  a 

month — three  is  better.  By  comparing 
your  readout  and  that  of  the  local 

weather  station  or  National  Weather 

Service,  you'll  be  able  to  calculate  your 
annual  wind  speeds. 

Before  you  research  actual  wind  ma- 
chines, make  some  inquiries  about  local 

zoning  restrictions.  Some  cities  and  sub- 
urbs have  ordinances  against  building 

tall  structures — but  often  they'll  waive them  on  an  individual  basis.  Urban 
dwellers  should  check  with  city  hall,  and 
suburbanites  with  the  town  clerk.  If  you 
plan  to  interfere  with  the  local  utility,  it 
must  be  informed,  too.  And  be  sure  to 

speak  with  your  neighbors.  Windmills 

make  noise — though  it's  usually  a  soft, 
pleasant  sound — and  it's  wise  to  an- 

nounce your  plans  before  a  problem 
could  arise.

Shopping  for  a  windmill 

It's  better  to  telephone  the  manufactur- 
ers, if  your  budget  permits.  Most  wind 

people  are  friendly  and  fun  to  talk  with. 

And  it's  easier  to  get  answers  to  specific 
questions  like  "What's  the  total  cost  of 
the  system  including  tower,  accessories, 
and  installation?  How  many  kilowatt 
hours  can  your  machine  produce  at  my 
wind  speeds?  What  mechanisms  protect 

the  blades  at  high  speeds?  What's  the 

warranty?" 

Ask  the  manufacturers  to  help  you 

calculate  the  payback  period  for  their 

machines  at  your  site.  The  figures  you'll 
need  to  work  with  are  costs  and  savings. 
Costs  include  the  machine  and  tower, 
sometimes  batteries,  maintenance  over  a 

20-year  period,  and  the  interest  on  a 
loan  if  you  need  financing.  Savings  in- 

clude the  dollars  you  will  save  in  kilo- 
watt hours  of  generated  electricity  over  a 

20-year  period  (rate  it  at  your  local  util- 

ity company's  prices  including  the  10- percent  increase  each  year),  and  your 
federal  as  well  as  state  tax  credits.  From 

these  figures,  it's  easy  to  determine  when 
your  investment  will  pay  for  itself

After  comparing  the  payback  periods 
for  the  various  machines  available,  also 

the  advantages  of  each  and  their  physi- 
cal appearance,  you  are  ready  to  make  a 

choice — and  sign  a  contract.  Be  sure  the 
document  includes  a  specific  statement 

about  the  company's  responsibility  for 
the  machine's  parts,  overall  perfor- 

mance, and  servicing. 

If  you  buy  a  small  machine  like  the 
Enertech  1500,  expect  minimum  fanfare 
in  the  installation.  One  person  will  lay 
the  foundation  which  must  cure  for 

three  days,  then  a  crew  of  three  will 
hoist  pole  and  windmill  in  half  a  day. 
(You  could  do  this  yourself  with  a 
friend,  some  ropes,  and  cables.)  For  the 
larger  machines,  the  concrete  will  cure 
for  a  month,  and  the  crew  will  need  two 

days  for  the  rest  of  the  installation. 
From  that  point  on,  you  can  expect 

three  things  from  your  windmill:  almost 

no  trouble  (it  requires  an  annual  check- 
up and  lubrication  every  six  months), 

lots  of  pleasure,  and  free  electricity.  ■

Q.What  ore  some  of  the  different 
types  of  switches,  sockets,  and 
plugs  the  do-it-yourselfer  can  install? 
A.  Currently  a  very  wide  selection  of 
household  electrical  equipment  is  being 

produced.  Among  wall  switches,  there's 
the  familiar  toggle  switch  that  audibly 

clicks  "off  and  "on."  The  mercury 
switch  is  silent  when  actuated,  and  also

on  the  market  is  a  mercury  switch  with  a 
lever  that  glows  in  the  dark. 

An  attractive  line  of  decorator  wall 

switches  and  receptacles  is  being  pro- 
duced by  several  manufacturers.  The 

switch  has  a  large  and  almost-flush  piece 
that  gently  rocks  back  and  forth.  A  spe- 

cial wall  plate  designed  to  go  with  these 
units  is  included  in  the  package. 

Dimmer  switches  fit  into  the  same 
electrical  wall  boxes  as  do  standard 

types.  Depending  on  the  specific  dim- 
mer, light  range  is  usually  up  to  600 

watts.  The  switch  is  engaged  by  pushing 
and  turning  a  knob  or,  in  newer  models, 

by  raising  and  lowering  a  lever  not  un- 
like a  standard  switch.  These  switches 

also  come  in  versions  for  three-way  con- 
nections (two  switches  controlling  a  sin- 

gle light).  Fluorescent  dimmers  are  also 
on  the  market.  All  dimmers  are  easily 
attached  using  a  solderless  connector. 

Incandescent-bulb  sockets  are  made 
from  many  materials.  Most  people  are 
familiar  with  the  brass  sockets  used  in 

lamps.  These  may  have  a  push  switch  or 

pull-chain,  or  a  turn  switch  made  for 
single-wattage  or  three-way  bulbs.  When 
purchasing  this  type,  the  three-way  can 
be  identified  by  an  aluminum-colored 
tab  at  the  base  of  the  threaded  area. 

The  bottom-turn  socket  is  made 
of  plastic  and  secured  to  a  lamp 
below  the  switch.  This  is  the  type 
used  in  drafting  lamps.  Porcelain 

sockets  can  take  the  heat  generat- 
ed by  a  bulb  in  a  confined  space. 

Use  them  for  socket  replacement 
in  lights  covered  by  glass  globes. 

Porcelain  sockets  controlled  by 

a  pull  chain  are  good  for  some  in- 
stallations. They  can  be  had  with  a 

receptacle  giving  an  additional 
outlet,  a  feature  valuable  in  a  base- 

ment or  attic. 

Lamp  cord  switches  are  easily 
wired.  The  small  feed-through 
switch  can  be  secured  at  any  point 
on  a  cord  in  minutes.  The  cord 

dimmer  switch,  somewhat  larger 

than  the  feed-through,  is  also  easi- 
ly wired.  The  table-top  dimmer  is 

not  a  permanent  installation;  it's attached  to  the  plug  of  the  lamp. 
Wire  no  longer  requires  being 

stripped  to  the  metal  for  the  con- 
nection when  a  plug  is  being  re- 

placed on  a  lamp  cord.  Tiny  metal 
teeth,  under  pressure,  pierce  the 
insulation  to  contact  the  wire. 

The  adapter  plug  converts  a 

three-prong  plug  to  a  two-prong 
receptacle.  Remove  the  receptacle 

plate  screw,  insert  the  adapter,  re- 
place the  screw  through  the  adapt- 

er tab  and  back  through  the  plate, 

and  tighten.  Then  insert  the  three-prong 
plug  into  the  adapter. 

Most  of  these  parts  can  be  purchased 

packaged  on  a  card.  It  is  important  to 

buy  the  carded  product,  as  installation 
instructions  are  included  on  the  package. 

Read  them  carefully  before  removing  the 

product  from  the  card.

Q.  I'd  like  to  install  a  mail  chute 
in  my  front  door.  How  difficult 
a  job  is  this? 

A.  Installing  a  letter  plate  involves  a  rela- 
tively simple  procedure.  They  are  gener- 

ally made  with  7-  and  11 -inch  openings, 
the  less-expensive  chutes  having  a  door 
that  simply  drops  after  it  has  been  raised 
and  the  mail  inserted.  The  door  does  not 

shut  tightly  against  the  plate  and  the  re- 
sulting space  can  cause  drafts  in  cold 

weather.  More  expensive  chutes  often 
have  springs  or  magnets  that  tightly  close 
the  door  against  the  front  plate  helping  to 
make  it  weatherproof. 

W  +  Vi 

Measure  the  opening  in  the  plate  you 
have  purchased  and  add  Vi  inch  to  both 

the  height  and  width  (H  +  '/,",  W  + 
in  illustration).  Draw  a  rectangle  to 
mark  these  dimensions  at  the  desired  lo- 

cation on  the  door.  With  a  '/.-inch  bit, 
drill  a  hole  through  the  door  at  each 
corner  of  the  inscribed  rectangle.  Insert 

the  blade  ot  a  saber  saw  m  one  oi  the 

holes  and  saw  through  to  the  next  hole 
and  on  around.  Do  not  force  the  saw;  it 

will  cut  very  slowly  since  the  door  is  so 
thick.  Hold  the  plate  over  the  opening 
and  mark  the  four  screw  locations.  Drill 

pilot  holes  and  secure  the  plate  with  the 

screws.  Repeat  this  procedure  on  the  in- 
side face  of  the  door  for  the  attachment 

of  the  other  plate. 

Though  possible,  it  is  a  bit  difficult  to 
work  on  the  door  when  it  is  in  place. 
You  might  want  to  remove  it  from  the 
jamb  and  place  it  on  sawhorses. 

Q.  How  is  a  peephole  viewer 
installed  in  a  door,  and 

what's  the  best  type  to  buy? 
A.  A  peephole  viewer  is  a  good  security 
device  since  it  allows  you  to  look  outside 
when  the  bell  rings  without  having  to 

open  the  door.  Inexpensive  viewers  pro- 
vide limited  vision — usually  you  can 

only  see  someone  standing  directly  in 
front  of  the  peephole.  In  spite  of  the 
somewhat  higher  cost,  it  makes  sense  to 

invest  in  a  door  viewer  that  gives  a  190- 

degree  field  of  vision.  With  the  "fish- 
eye"  lens  of  this  type  of  peephole,  even 
small  children  can  be  plainly  seen. 

Install  a  peephole  in  the  door  so  it  is 
convenient  for  all  adults  in  the  house. 

Children  will  need  a  stool  to  climb  upon 

until  they  are  tall  enough  to  use  it  com- 
fortably. Measure  the  body  diameter  of 

the  sleeve  (not  the  diameter  of  the 

flanged  eye-hole  end)  and  use  a  bit  '/,,  or 

Whitehall.

7,^  inch  larger  than  that  size  to  drill 
through  the  door.  A  spade  bit  is  used 
with  an  electric  drill,  an  auger  bit  with  a 
brace.  Both  of  these  bits  have  sharp 

points  at  their  ends.  To  avoid  splinter- 
ing, drill  through  one  side  of  the  door 

just  until  the  tip  of  the  bit  begins  to 
pierce  the  other  side.  Then  withdraw  the 
bit  and  insert  its  tip  into  the  small  hole 
resulting  from  drilling  from  the  opposite 

side.  Drill  again — the  small  hole  will 
lead  the  bit  into  place  and  align  the  cut- 

ting surfaces  to  make  a  clean  hole 
through  the  door.  Insert  the  lens  side  of 
the  viewer  through  the  front  side  of  the 
door  and  the  eyepiece  (sleeve)  through 
from  the  inside.  Tighten  the  sleeve 
clockwise  until  the  viewer  is  secured.

Fail-safe  house  plants 

anyone  can  grow 

You'd  love  to  have  a  houseful  of  lush 

green  plants,  but  don't  have  time  to 
take  proper  care  of  them?  There's  a  solu- 

tion: low-maintenance  plants — greenery 
whose  only  need  is  a  little  water  once  or 
twice  a  week  and  a  healthy  pinching 

back  and  leaf  trim  twice  a  year.  Surpris- 

ingly enough,  there's  plenty  to  choose 
from  in  this  category. 

Granted,  you  may  not  end  up  with  the 

most  exotic  indoor  jungle  in  the  neigh- 
borhood, but  perhaps  a  little  too  much 

has  been  made  of  exoticism  as  the  popu- 
larity of  house  plants  has  increased.  Get- 

ting an  obscure  variety  of  cactus  to 
flower  can  be  a  real  challenge.  At  the 
same  time,  it  often  leaves  something  to

be  desired  aesthetically  for  a  number  of 
years  until  its  glorious  moment  arrives. 

A  well-grown,  lush  Boston  fern  or  pot 
brimming  full  of  Swedish  ivy,  no  matter 

how  "common,"  is  not  something  to  put 
down.  Decoratively,  it  is  far  more  pleas- 

ing than  a  scraggly  exotic. 
Consider  the  calamondin  orange,  for 

instance.  As  a  2-foot  tree  covered  with 

fragrant  white  blossoms  and  Ping-Pong- 

ball-sized  oranges,  it's  hard  to  beat  as  a 
growing  centerpiece,  particularly  in 
rooms  with  a  slight  touch  of  Oriental 
decoration.  Yet  given  four  or  so  hours  of 

sunlight  a  day,  the  plant  is  as  unde- 
manding as  can  be.  Water  it  well,  then 

let  the  soil  become  rather  dry  before  wa- 
tering it  again.  If  the  leaves  turn  yellow, 

add  some  chelated  iron  to  the  water. 

Fertilize  once  a  month  while  the  plant  is 

in  flower.  That's  all  there  is  to  it.

German  ivy,  like  aspidistra  and  the 
snake  plant,  Sansevieria,  belongs  to  the 
classic  cast-iron  variety.  These  plants 
have  been  grown  since  the  Victorian  par- 

lor days,  and  there  are  probably  still 
some  specimens  from  the  1800s  growing 
and  thriving  in  their  original  pots.  Here

Plants  for  a 
weekend  cottage 

The  problem  with  plants  and  week- end houses  is  not  what  first  comes 

to  mind — watering.  Cactus  and  other 
succulents,  for  instance,  will  thrive  with 

a  weekly  foot  bath.  Thirstier  plants  can 
be  kept  comfortable  in  pots  with  wicks 
or  other  automatic  watering  systems. 

The  problem  with  plants  and  weekend 
houses  is  a  matter  of  temperature.  While 

we're  there,  it's  comfortably  warm 
enough  for  everyone,  including  the 

greenery.  When  we're  not  there,  it 
doesn't  matter  how  cool  it  gets  at 
night — except  for  the  plants,  of  course. 
They  can  catch  their  death  of  cold  in  a 
weekend  house  during  spring  or  fall. 

The  solution  is  to  grow  cool-loving 
plants.  House  plants  such  as  African 
violets,  begonias,  and  even  most  foliage 
specimens  are  tropical  in  origin,  which  is 
why  they  thrive  in  our  traditionally 
warm  homes.  In  the  days  before  central 

heating,  however,  the  selection  of  house 

plants  was  quite  different.  What  with 

fuel  shortages  and  turned-down  thermo- 
stats, the  cool  group  may  be  making  a 

big  comeback.  Whatever  the  case, 

they're  usually  great  for  the  country  cot- 

tage, as  long  as  the  temperature  doesn't 
drop  below  the  lou  40s. 

Surprisingly  enough,  the  list  includes 
a  number  of  orchids — orchids  which  the 

average  green  thumber  has  been  unable 
to  grow  or  flower  just  because  things 

were  too  warm  for  comfort  as  far  as  the 

plants  were  concerned.  Miniature  cym- 
bidiums  will  do  wonders  in  a  cabin 

whose  sun-warmed  windows  cozy  up 

during  the  day — even  when  night  tem- 
peratures fall  into  the  50s.  Other  orchids 

much  hardier  than  their  common  image 
include  the  Lycaste  and  Odontoglossum 
genera.  Grown  in  an  orchid  mix,  they 

ask  only  for  once-a-week  watering  and 
care. 

Calceolaria  crenatiflora  is  a  striking 

plant  with  pouchlike  flowers  unique 
among  house  plants.  Calceolaria  is  also 
unique  in  that  florists  have  been  selling 
potted  specimens  for  years.  Yet  hardly 
anyone  is  able  to  grow  them  at  home. 
First  consider  that  they  are  annuals,  and 

so  one  year's  growth  is  all  you'll  get.  But 
you  can  succeed  with  this  flower  if  you 

keep  things  cool.  It's  a  perfect  weekend 
house  plant  if  well  watered  every  time 
you  visit.  Keep  the  plant  in  a  corner  of 
the  window  or  set  back  on  a  table.  Good 

light  but  little  direct  sunlight,  as  well  as 
low  temperatures,  are  the  keys  to  good 

growth. Cyclamen,  azaleas,  the  late-summer- 
blooming  Nerines,  with  their  erect  spikes 

of  vividly  colored  lilylike  flowers,  primu- 
las, and  the  streptocarpus,  will  all  do 

well  in  the  cool  during  your  absence 
from  the  weekend  cottage.  Not  only  will 
they  be  there  growing  and  greeting  you 

on  your  return,  but  the  sight  of  flowers 
in  the  window  is  often  enough  to  deter 
vandals.  Obviously  if  there  are  flowers, 

someone's  around  to  take  care  of  them. 

Only  you  know  that's  not  necessarily  so. 

For  a  cool  window  sill:  cyclamen,  strepto- 

carpus, miniature  cymbidium  orchids.

are  indestructible,  low-maintenance 

plants  if  there  ever  were  any.  Some  wa- 
ter whenever  the  soil  seems  dry,  a  corner 

with  a  reasonable  amount  of  light,  and  a 

smile  every  now  and  then  are  all  they  re- 
quire. If  you  really  want  to  spoil  these 

plants — and  get  great-looking  speci- 
mens— fertilize  once  a  month  in  April, 

May,  and  June. 
Something  more  unusual  in  the  line  of 

easy-to-care-for  plants  is  the  Beuucaniea 
recurvata,  or  ponytail  plant.  It  grows  on 
trunks  swollen  at  the  base  for  water  stor- 

age to  enable  the  plant  to  survive 

droughts.  The  brown-gray  wrinkly- 
skinned  plant  is  surmounted  by  a  dense 
rosette  of  narrow,  thin  concave  leaves. 
Related  to  yuccas,  it  can  go  for  a  year  in 

the  wild  without  watel".  Indoors,  it 

wouldn't  dream  of  doing  so.  Neverthe- 
less, it  is  one  of  the  most  durable  house 

plants,  and  if  not  always  readily  avail- 
able, it  is  easily  (though  not  quickly) 

grown  from  seeds.  But  the  best  bet  is  to 

get  as  large  a  specimen  as  you  can.  It's  a 
very  slow  grower. 

Although  it  needs  fairly  good  light, 
Cissus  antarctica.  or  kangaroo  ivy,  has 

one  quality  that  should  endear  it  to  any- 
one who  has  problems  putting  air  condi- 

tioning and  plants  together  in  the  same 
room.  Its  name  aside,  even  the  reversal 

of  temperatures  in  an  office  kept  cool 
during  summer  days  and  left  to  warm  up 
at  night  does  not  seem  to  affect  it.  It 

forms  a  slow-climbing  vine  that  may  be 
staked  or  allowed  to  hang.  Attractive  in 
hanging  baskets,  it  bears  sturdy  bright 
green  leaves  up  to  6  inches  long. 

The  lately  acquired  name  "false  ara- 
lia"  must  be  giving  the  airy  treelike  Dizy- 
gothcca  eleganlissima  an  identity  crisis, 

since  it  really  does  belong  to  the  Aralia- 
ceae,  the  aralias.  (But  identity  crises 
should  be  nothing  new  for  it;  its  home, 

the  Melanesian-populated  New  Hebri- 
des, is  ruled — ^jointly  or  disjointedly — as 

a  condominium  by  the  British  and 
French.)  Dizygotheca  eleganlissima 

grows  to  25  feet  in  the  wilds,  but  will  re- 
main a  much  more  manageable  3  to  6 

feet  indoors.  The  narrow-fingered  cop- 
pery-red leaves,  on  thin,  almost  quaking 

stems,  provide  interesting  contrast 

against  the  rich  green  of  most  of  the  oth- 
er foliage  plants.  The  lower  leaves  will 

be  lost  eventually — or  almost  instantly  if 
exposed  to  a  cold  draft.  It  propagates 
best  from  seed. 

A  dainty,  lacy  tree  from  Australia, 

Grevillea  rohusta,  or  silky  oak,  looks  al- 
most like  a  tree  fern.  Particularly  remi- 

niscent of  one  are  the  new  shoots, 

covered  with  a  silvery  white  down  that 
gives  the  leaves  a  gray,  rather  than 
green,  color.  The  plant  likes  sun  and 
fresh  air,  but  is  generally  very  easy  to 
please. 

Pandanus  Vcitchii,  the  screw  pine, 
grows  in  a  large  crown  of  leathery,  finely 

serrated  leaves.  Stilt  roots  that  grow 
above  the  soil  develop  with  age,  helping 
to  anchor  and  prop  up  the  plant,  so  be 
sure  to  give  it  a  fairly  large  pot.  In  order 
to  maintain  the  creamy  white  bands  that 
typify  the  leaf  of  the  variegated  version, 
the  soil  must  be  heavily  watered.  Should 
you  forget  its  watering,  the  plant  will 
change  its  appearance  drastically,  send- 

ing out  only  green  growth.  However,  it 
will  continue  to  grow  well  even  after  it 
loses  its  stripes. 

Pitlosporum  Tobira  is  a  tough  ever- 
green whose  densely  branching  form  will 

accent  any  room.  It  grows  well  in  any- 
thing from  full  sun  to  the  shade.  The 

creamy  while  flower  clusters  that  bud  on 
the  branch  tips  in  spring,  however,  will 
only  develop  with  sun.  They  fill  your 
room  with  orange-blossom  fragrance. 
Pittosporums  are  slow  growers,  very 
slow  with  low  light  intensities. 

Then  there's  the  whole  succulent  fam- 
ily. Given  good  light,  these  plants  can  be 

left  to  fend  for  themselves  even  during  a 
2-  or  3-week  vacation.  Just  douse  them 

before  departing,  and  they'll  be  growing 
to  greet  you  on  your  return,  thirsty  but 
no  worse  for  their  neglect  except,  per- 

haps, for  a  few  lost  leaves.  Additionally, 
like  cacti,  they  rarely  need  repotting.  We 

have  a  rather  large-specimen  Crassula 

argentea,  or  jade  tree,  that's  been  going on  about  its  own  business  in  the  same 

pot  for  four  years  now.  Soon  it  should  be 
repotted,  though  as  things  are  going,  this 

is  likely  to  be  in  the  summer  of  1983,  at 
which  point  I  may  well  end  up  putting  it 
off  for  a  year  or  two.  In  the  same  group 
there  are  the  sedums,  the  echeverias, 
aloes,  and  sempervivums.  All  are  slow 
growers,  but  so  tolerant,  easy  to  care  for, 
and  pest-free.  Once-a-week  watering  is 
about  all  it  takes  for  these  carefree  grow- 

ers to  add  a  little  life  to  your  home. 

Share  your  birthday 
with  a  plant 

Even  the  toughest  plants  can  do  with  a 
little  TLC — say  once  a  year.  Make  it 

your  birthday,  Valentine's  Day,  or  any 
other  easy-to-remember  holiday. 

First  pinch  off  any  dead  or  damaged 
leaves.  Next,  take  the  plant  into  the 
bathroom,  stick  it  in  the  tub,  and  give  it 
a  tepid  shower  to  really  wash  the  leaves 
off  well. 

Now  loosen  the  soil  at  the  top  of  the 

pot  gently  with  a  fork.  Just  aerate  it  a 
bit,  being  careful  not  to  dig  up  the  roots. 
Mix  in  some  time-release  fertilizer  to  pep 
things  up.  Then  put  the  plant  back 
where  it  belongs  and  let  it  grow  for  an- 

other year.  ■

pay  now,  fly  later 

Houses  are  still  one  of  the  best  invest- 
ments you  are  likely  to  make.  While 

tight  mortgage  money  may  slow  the  rise 
in  housing  prices  temporarily,  view  this 
as  a  buying  opportunity. 

First  consider  the  economic  funda- 
mentals behind  the  skyrocketing  prices 

of  single-family  homes.  The  demand  for 
houses  is  still  extremely  strong,  because 
the  children  of  the  postwar  baby  boom 

are  now  settling  down  and  forming  fam- 
ilies of  their  own.  And  that  demand  is 

likely  to  stay  quite  strong  for  some  time. 
The  postwar  babies  are  waiting  longer 
and  longer  to  marry  and  have  children, 
which  is  stretching  the  demand  for 

homes.  The  break-up  of  marriages  is  also 
adding  to  the  demand  for  housing.  In 
the  past,  when  a  couple  broke  up,  the 

wife  usually  kept  the  house  and  the  hus- 
band moved  into  an  apartment.  Now  ex- 

husbands  are  buying  houses  of  their 
own. 

Apartments  are  becoming 
harder  to  find 

On  the  supply  side  of  the  equation, 
there  are  very  few  apartments  for  people 
to  move  into.  Few  apartment  houses  are 
being  built  because  of  the  spreading 
threat  of  rent  controls.  When  rent  con- 

trols limit  the  economic  return  a  land- 
lord can  make  on  his  investment  in  a 

building,  he  might  shift  to  alternatives 
such  as  office  buildings  or  shopping  cen- 

ters. In  fact,  many  landlords  are  reacting 
to  rent  controls  by  converting  apartment 
buildings  into  condominiums  or  cooper- 

atives, thus  reducing  the  supply  of  avail- 

able apartments  even  further. 
Finally,  housing  prices  have  benefited 

from  Washington's  generosity,  as  very 
few  investments  ever  have.  Put  simply, 

Washington  has  encouraged  home  own- 
ership by  making  houses  easier  to  buy 

and  more  profitable  to  own.  For  one 
thing,  the  Equal  Credit  Opportunity  Act 
opened  the  mortgage  window  to  a  lot  of 

people  who  had  been  shut  out.  By  mak- 

ing lending  institutions  take  a  wife's  sal- ary into  account,  there  are  people  who 
previously  would  not  have  qualified  for  a 
mortgage  and  who  suddenly  find  that 
they  can  now  buy  a  house. 

What's  more,  tax  laws  favor  home 
ownership.  Interest  is  deductible,  which 
eases  some  of  the  burden  of  carrying  an 

expensive  house.  And  when  it  comes 
time  to  sell,  the  first  $100,000  of  gain  is 

tax-free.  The  rest  of  the  gain  can  be 
rolled  over  almost  indefinitely. 

And  there's  very  little  danger  that  the 
government  will  stop  its  support  of 
home  ownership.  According  to  recent 

political  surveys,  it  has  been  found  that 
homeowners  vote  more  regularly  and  in 

greater  numbers  than  renters.  You  can 
bet  that  our  elected  officials  take  that 
into  account. 

The  best  way  to  finance 

a  house  purchase 
when  money  is  tight 

With  mortgage  money  now  very  expen- 
sive as  well  as  hard  to  find,  financing  has 

become  the  key  to  getting  a  good  price 

on  a  house — whether  you  are  buying  or 
selling.  If  you  are  buying  a  house  and 
can  come  up  with  the  money  needed, 
you  should  be  able  to  bargain  the  seller 
into  giving  you  a  hefty  discount  on  the 

price.  On  the  other  hand,  if  you  are  sell- 
ing your  house,  you  may  have  to  take 

some  extra  measures  to  get  the  kind  of 

price  you  want. 
Start  by  using  every  bit  of  leverage 

you  have,  either  with  your  bank  or  in- 
surance company.  If  you  have  been  a  big 

and  steady  customer  of  a  bank,  for  in- 
stance, you  stand  a  far  better  chance  of 

getting  a  mortgage  than  most  other  peo- 
ple. So,  if  you  are  thinking  of  selling

Small  plants  and  colorful  succulents  can 
be  potted  and  arranged  in  a  pretty,  low 

bowl  for  winter  decoration.  It's  possible 
to  pot  small  plants  so  they  are  almost 

completely  self-sufficient.  Buy  the 
plants  and  carefully  remove  plant  and 
ball  from  the  pot  in  one  clump.  Then 
slide  it  into  a  small,  sturdy  plastic  bag 

intact.  Pick  a  bag  that's  neither  too  big 
nor  too  small  and  add  some  water,  but 

don't  let  it  get  too  wet.  Then  gather  the 
bag  up  around  the  plant  at  its  base  and 

fasten  securely  with  a  Twist-em  or  pipe 
cleaner.  Arrange  the  plants  so  the  foliage 
hides  the  bags.  They  will  need  very  little 
care,  as  they  will  maintain  their  own 
moisture. 

Silverkins,  the  quick-polishing  dispos- 
able silver  cleaners,  are  indispensable  if 

you  love  your  silver  and  keep  it  out.

your  house  sometime  in  the  future,  con- 
sider refinancing  your  mortgage  now. 

That  will  help  you  nail  down  any  mort- 

gage money  that's  still  available.  Then, 
when  you  find  a  buyer  for  your  house, 

the  bank  will  probably  rewrite  the  mort- 
gage for  him  since  no  new  mortgage 

money  will  be  needed.  Chances  are  that 
the  bank  will  be  happy  to  rewrite  your 

mortgage  if  it  can.  Many  banks  are  ac- 
tively trying  to  convert  older  mortgages 

into  ones  written  at  a  higher  interest 
rate. 

When  you  refinance  your  mortgage, 

however,  make  sure  that  it  has  a  prepay- 
ment clause.  That  will  let  you  sell  the 

house  at  any  time  without  being  liable 
for  a  prepayment  penalty.  And  if  worst 
comes  to  worst  and,  for  some  reason, 

you  can't  sell  your  house,  the  prepay- 
ment clause  will  also  let  you  refinance 

your  mortgage  again  when  interest  rates 

fall.  That's  an  important  point  to  keep  in 
mind.  Refinancing  your  mortgage  now 

will  mean  paying  a  higher  interest  rate — 
which,  in  turn,  will  boost  your  monthly 

payments. 
If  your  company  is  about  to  relocate, 

take  full  advantage  of  any  financing  ar- 
rangements it  offers  its  employees.  Com- 

panies often  help  employees  relocate  by 
offering  them  generous  mortgages.  Some 
companies  will  even  buy  your  present 
house  if  you  are  having  trouble  selling  it. 
And  even  if  the  relocation  is  a  couple  of 
years  away,  you  may  still  be  able  to  get 
your  company  to  help  you  relocate  early. 

If  you  own  a  lot  of  insurance — either 
personally  or  on  your  business — consid- 

er asking  your  insurance  company  if  it 
can  help  finance  a  home  purchase  for 
you.  Many  insurance  companies  will 
help  you  out  if  they  value  your  business 
enough. 

Alternatively,  you  might  be  able  to 

buy  or  sell,  subject  to  the  mortgage — if 
the  mortgage  will  permit  that.  When  a 
house  is  sold  subject  to  the  mortgage, 
the  buyer  writes  out  a  check  to  the  seller 

for  the  monthly  payments  on  the  exist- 
ing mortgage.  The  seller  then  writes  out 

a  check  of  his  own  to  the  bank.  Note, 
however,  that  this  gambit  will  only  work 
if  it  is  permitted  by  the  mortgage.  If  it 

isn't,  and  the  bank  finds  out  that  the 
house  has  been  sold,  the  entire  mortgage 
may  come  due  in  one  fell  swoop.  Should 
that  happen,  the  person  holding  the 
mortgage  will  have  to  come  up  with 
enough  money  to  cover  the  outstanding 
balance. 

If  lending  institutions  can't  help  you 
out,  consider  working  things  out  among 
yourselves  with  a  so-called  purchase- 
money  mortgage.  With  a  purchase-mon- 

ey, the  seller,  in  effect,  takes  the  place  of 
the  bank.  The  buyer  puts  down  a  large 
down  payment,  and  then  pays  the  bal- 

ance off  in  monthly  installmcnis.  Gener-

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ally,  the  monthly  payments  are  geared  to 

the  payment  schedule  of  a  20-  or  30-year 
mortgage.  The  difference  is  that  the  sell- 

er reserves  the  right  to  "call"  the  balance 
of  the  mortgage  after  5  or  10  years. 
When  the  mortgage  is  called,  the  buyer 
has  to  come  up  with  the  balance  owed  on 

it.  That  shouldn't  be  much  of  a  problem. 
By  the  time  the  purchase-money  mort- 

gage is  scheduled  to  be  called,  regular 

mortgages  should  once  again  be  avail- 
able. Hence,  the  buyer  should  be  able  to 

get  a  bank  to  finance  the  rest  of  the  pay- 
ment with  a  conventional  mortgage. 

If  you  don't  need  a  down  payment, 
consider  a  contract  sale,  which  is  some- 

what like  a  purchase-money  mortgage. 
The  difference  between  the  two  is  that 

there  is  usually  no  down  payment  re- 
quired in  a  contract  sale.  Moreover,  the 

seller  usually  retains  the  title  to  the 
house,  while  the  buyer  assumes  all  its 

obligations — including  heat,  taxes,  and 
maintenance  expenses.  If  the  buyer  de- 

faults on  any  of  the  installments,  you  get 

the  house  back.  As  you  might  have  ex- 
pected, the  monthly  installments  for 

principal  and  interest  are  usually  much 
higher  than  what  they  would  be  with  a 

regular  mortgage.  When  20  to  30  per- 
cent of  the  principal  has  been  paid,  the 

buyer  can  arrange  for  a  traditional  mort- 

gage and  pay  you  the  balance  that's  due on  the  contract  sale.  Or,  you  can  keep 
the  contract  going  until  the  house  is  paid 
for  in  installments. 

Finally,  if  all  else  fails,  consider  rent- 
ing your  house  to  someone  until  the 

mortgage  situation  eases.  Note  that  this 
involves  some  risk,  because  tenants  may 

damage  your  property.  Screen  prospec- 
tive tenants  carefully.  In  addition,  ask 

for  at  least  two  months'  rent  in  advance 
as  well  as  security — say  $2,000  or 
$3,000 — to  cover  possible  damages.  You 
would  also  be  wise  to  have  a  clause  in 

the  rental  agreement  that  will  let  you 

cancel  the  lease  on  3-months'  notice  if 
you  find  a  buyer  for  the  house. 

How  to  decide  on  the 

right  tax  shelter 

Tax  shelter  sales  are  booming,  thanks  to 
inflation  and  the  graduated  tax  rate.  As 
incomes  rise  to  meet  the  cost  of  living, 
people  are  thrown  into  ever-higher  tax 
brackets,  and  sooner  or  later  investmg  in 
a  tax  shelter  looks  more  and  more  at- 
tractive. 

The  problem  is  that  tax  shelters  are 
probably  the  most  illiquid  as  well  as  the 
most  complex  type  of  investment 
around.  Unlike  stocks  and  bonds,  an  in- 

terest in  a  tax  shelter  is  fairly  difficult  to 

dispose  of.  And  while  tax  shelters  prom- 
ise a  lot  of  tax  savings,  those  deductions 

may  later  be  recaptured  as  unearned  in- 
come. When  that  happens,  you  will  be  li- 

able for  a  load  of  taxes — possibly  at  a 
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time  when  you  are  least  prepared  for  it. 
Moreover,  the  IRS  is  still  clamping 

down  on  tax  shelter  investments  de- 
signed to  reduce  taxes  rather  than  make 

money.  So  a  tax  shelter  investment  can 
also  subject  you  to  an  audit. 

Consequently,  personal  financial  ad- 
visers think  you  would  be  wise  to  re- 
search the  field  carefully  before  investing 

in  a  tax  shelter.  Here  are  two  good  refer- 
ence works:  Tax  Shelters:  A  Complete 

Guide  by  Robert  and  Carol  Tannen- 
hauser  (Harmony  Books,  $10.95,  at 
bookstores),  and  The  Gambit  Guide  to 
Tax  Shelter  Investments,  based  on  inter- 

views with  leading  tax  shelter  authorities 
around  the  country  ($6.95  from  Gambit, 
P.O.  Box  378,  Planetarium  Station,  New 

York,  N.Y.  10024). 

A  loan  from  which 

you  can  make  a  profit 
If  any  of  your  children  are  in  college, 
you  would  be  wise  to  have  them  take  out 
a  federally  guaranteed  student  loan.  The 
loans,  which  are  available  to  all  students, 

give  you  what  amounts  to  a  once-in-a- 
lifetime  opportunity  to  invest  with  100- 
percent  margin. 

Here's  how  the  deal  works:  Your 
child  uses  the  proceeds  of  the  loan  to 

pay  for  some  college  costs.  Money  that 
would  have  come  out  of  your  pocket  for 

those  expenses  will  hence  be  free  for  in- 
vestments. Later,  when  the  loan  comes 

due,  you  can  pay  back  the  loan  for  your 
child. 

This  gambit  works  because  the  terms 
of  a  federally  guaranteed  student  loan 

are  incredibly  generous.  Any  student,  re- 
gardless of  how  wealthy  his  parents  may 

be,  can  borrow  as  much  as  $2,500  a 

year — up  to  a  limit  of  $7,500  for  under- 
graduate studies.  A  graduate  student  can 

borrow  up  to  $5,000  a  year — also  up  to  a 
limit  of  $7,500.  The  interest  on  the  loan 

is  just  7  percent.  By  contrast,  the  prime 
rate  (which  is  the  rate  banks  charge  their 
biggest  and  best  customers)  is  now  over 

14  percent.  What's  more,  the  govern- 
ment will  pay  the  interest  on  the  loan 

until  your  child  is  ready  to  start  paying 

it  off.  And  the  student  doesn't  have  to 
start  paying  off  the  loan  until  9  or  12 
months  after  graduating.  Repayment 
can  be  delayed  another  3  years  if  your 
child  serves  in  the  armed  forces,  VISTA, 
or  the  Peace  Corps. 

Consider  the  economic  benefits  of 

what  amounts  to  a  loan  that's  temporar- 
ily interest-free.  You  can  use  money, 

which  would  ordinarily  have  been  used 
for  college  expenses,  for  investments. 

However,  even  if  you  don't,  the  deal  still 
makes  sense.  Because  of  inflation,  dol- 

lars borrowed  now  are  worth  far  more 

than  the  dollars  the  loan  will  be  paid 
back  with.  For  example,  if  inflation  over 

the  next  six  years  averages  out  to  an  8- 
percent  rate,  a  dollar  borrowed  now  will 
be  paid  back  six  years  from  now  with 
dollars  worth  only  46  cents  or  so. 

The  deal  makes  the  best  sense  for  peo-

pie  who  have  the  discipline  to  use  the 

money  they've  freed  through  the  loan 
for  constructive  investments.  Let's  as- 

sume, for  example,  that  your  daughter 
borrows  $7,500  to  help  pay  some  of  her 
undergraduate  expenses,  and  another 
$7,500  for  graduate  work.  For  the  sake 
of  simplicity,  assume  that  she  borrows 

$2,500  a  year  in  her  last  3  years  of  col- 
lege, $5,000  in  her  first  year  of  her  grad- 
uate program,  and  $2,500  in  her  second. 

That's  a  total  of  $15,000  over  5  years. 
If  you  invest  an  amount  equal  to  the 

money  your  child  borrows,  you  stand  to 

make  a  tidy  profit.  Most  investment  ad- 
visers think  your  best  course  is  a  safe  in- 

vestment rather  than  a  speculative  one. 

The  idea  is  to  make  some  money  on  oth- 

er people's  money,  while  preserving  the 
principal  so  you  can  help  your  child  re- 

pay the  loan.  So,  let's  assume  you  put 
the  money  into  a  municipal  bond  that 

yields  an  average  of  5  percent  tax-free 
interest  over  the  years.  (Most  of  these 
funds  actually  carry  a  higher  yield  now. 
However,  I  chose  a  conservative  yield  to 
show  just  how  well  this  all  works  out.) 
Please  note  that  if  interest  rates  and 

hence  bond  yields  rise,  the  value  of  the 
bonds  in  the  fund  will  fall  (bond  prices 
and  yields  move  in  opposite  directions). 
And  if  yields  fall,  bond  prices  will  rise.

That's 

a  $2,875 tax-free return  on 

money  you  wouldn't  otherwise  have 
had.  (If  you  were  in  the  50-percent  tax 

bracket,  that's  equal  to  $5,750.)  In  ef- 
fect, it's  all  a  gift  because  it  hasn't  cost 

you  or  your  child  a  cent  so  far.  While 
you  are  paying  for  it  in  taxes,  you  would 
be  paying  for  it  whether  or  not  you  took 
advantage  of  the  student  loan. 

Interest  on  the  loan  starts  accruing  on 
the  first  day  of  the  tenth  month  after 

your  child  graduates.  That's  also  when 
your  child  has  to  start  repaying  the  loan. 
If  you  wanted  to,  you  could  close  out  the 
bond-fund  investment  and  give  your 
child  $15,000  to  pay  off  the  loan.  If  the 

loan  is  paid  off  before  the  clock  on  inter- 
est starts,  you  will  have  had  a  6-year  in- 

terest-free loan  of  $15,000.  If  you  do 
that,  however,  you  will  be  liable  for  gift 
taxes  on  the  amount  you  give  your  child. 

Your  best  bet  is  to  give  your  child  the 
money  to  pay  off  the  loan  as  the  monthly 
payments  on  it  come  due.  That  way  you 
can  use  your  annual  gift  tax  exclusion  to 
shield  the  gift  from  taxes.  You  can  give  a 

person  up  to  $3,000  a  year  ($6,000  if  the 
gift  is  made  with  your  spouse)  tax-free. 
And  since  your  child  has  10  years  in 
which  to  pay  off  the  loan,  the  monthly 

payments  will  come  to  just  $174.17 — 
which  amounts  to  $2,090.04  a  year.  So, 
all  of  the  payments  you  help  your  child 
make  can  be  sheltered  from  gift  taxes. 
Moreover,  helping  your  child  make  those 
payments  should  be  relatively  painless, 
since  you  can  use  the  income  from  your 
bond  fund  investment  as  well  as  part  of 
the  principal  to  meet  payments. 

Buy  now,  fly  later 
With  air  fares  starting  to  soar,  you 

should  consider  picking  up  tickets  now 

for  any  intended  flights — before  fares 

rise  more.  Once  you've  paid  for  your 
ticket,  you  have  effectively  locked  in  its 

price.  Moreover,  it  doesn't  take  very 
much  prior  planning — all  you  have  to 
know  is  your  destination.  You  can 

change  departure  and  return  times.  And 

if  your  plans  change  completely,  the  air- 
line will  refund  the  price  of  your  ticket. 

The  amount  you  save  depends  on  how 
fast  and  how  much  the  fares  rise.  But, 

for  an  example,  consider  a  5  percent  in- 
crease, which  has  been  fairly  standard  so 

far.  Assume  that  you'll  need  four  tickets 
to  the  West  Coast  and  back.  That  might 

cost  $2,100  now  and  $2,205  with  the  5- 

percent  hike.  So  you've  saved  $105.  And 
if  you  pay  by  credit  card,  you  can  get  up 

to  2  months'  interest-free  money.  ■

Rural  winter 

charm  at  the  Trapp 

Family  lodge

Stowe,  Vermont,  is  as  New  England  as 
maple  sugar,  but  ten  minutes  away  in 
the  Green  Mountains  is  a  pocket  of  Aus- 

tria complete  with  Bavarian  cream  and 
chocolate  tortes  served  by  young  girls  in 

dirndls.  It's  the  Trapp  Family  Lodge. 
We  spent  a  weekend  there  last  February 
and  left  feeling  healthier,  happier,  and 
determined  to  return. 

You  won't  be  the  only  ones  who  think 
you  are  in  Austria  without  a  passport. 

That's  exactly  how  the  Trapp  family  felt 
when  they  first  saw  Vermont  while  rest- 

ing from  a  strenuous  singing  tour.  They 

bought  a  large  farm  in  1941  which  be- 
came their  home  and  is  now  the  nucleus 

of  the  lodge,  surrounded  by  1700  acres 
of  Vermont  countryside. 

Rather  than  drive,  we  took  the  over-

Where  to  spend  a  super  day  in  Washing- 
ton: the  National  Air  and  Space  Muse- 
um. Scorched  space  capsules  greet  you  at 

the  door.  Dangling  from  the  ceiling  like  a 

mobile  over  a  baby's  crib:  the  Spirit  of  St. 

Louis,  the  Wright  Brothers'  Flyer,  bug- 
like satellites,  a  DC-3  from  the  30s,  and 

the  supersonic  X-15.  Take  an  hour-long 

tour  that  explains  them  all — they're  free and  start  at  10:15  A.M.  and  1  p.m.  at  the

toys,  the  Old  Church  ablaze  with  quilts. 
And  Small  Houses,  Ltd.  makes  meticu- 

lous replicas  of  historic  houses — or 
yours.  Then  on  north  to  Stowe. 

Once  at  the  Trapp  Family  Lodge,  you 

feel  as  if  you're  in  someone's  house,  and 
you  are.  You  read  in  the  library  where 
the  Trapps  read,  you  sit  in  the  living 
room  where  they  practiced  their  music, 
you  look  at  photographs,  including  one 
of  Mary  Martin  who  played  the  Baron- 

ess in  the  Broadway  musical  The  Sound 
of  Music,  and  in  the  dining  room  is  a 

portrait  of  Baron  von  Trapp  in  naval  uni- 
form. Fires  are  burning  even  in  the  morn- 

ing, plants  and  flowers  flourish  indoors 
all  winter.  We  were  thrilled  to  discover 

we  were  sleeping  in  a  son's  bedroom. 
It's  like  a  small  village  in  itself.  And 

although  you  can  go  to  nearby  Stowe 
and  find  anything  from  quiet  inns  to 
frantic  disco,  we  only  crossed  the  border 
once.  Everything,  for  us,  was  here.  A 
horse-driven  sleigh  goes  between  the 
lodge  and  the  coffee  house,  you  can  walk 

easily  to  the  Ski  Touring  Center,  or  sim- 
ply sit  by  the  fire  to  read. 

We  immediately  plunged  into  cross- 
country skiing  for  the  first  time,  and 

only  wish  we  had  started  it  earlier  with 
the  whole  family.  The  touring  center, 

conceived  by  Johannes  von  Trapp,  man- 
ager of  the  lodge  and  the  youngest  of  the 

ten  children,  is  one  of  the  earliest  and 
best  in  New  England.  There  are  65  miles 
of  track  beginning  at  the  touring  center 
and  running  over  1,500  acres  of  family 
land  and  over  an  adjoining  5,500  acres. 

Although  it  was  12  below  zero  and 

our  car  wouldn't  start,  start  we  did  every 
morning  with  rented  skis  and  an  instruc- 

tor. Exhilarated  by  our  morning  exercise 
and  sun,  we  skied  daily  to  the  coffee 
house  for  lunch  where  young  girls  in 

snug  blue  dirndls  and  pink  aprons  served 
us  Austrian  specialties,  including  glori- 

ous desserts.  There  are  1 1  on  the  menu, 
most  of  them  made  with  rich  chocolate. 

And  what  we  didn't  sample  at  lunch,  we 
made  sure  to  taste  at  dinner  in  the  lodge. 
Sachertorte,  Punschtorte,  and  for  a 

change,  Apfelstrudel.  Here  too  is  a  gift 
shop  where  Austrian  and  local  crafts  are 

for  sale  as  are  Maria  von  Trapp's  books and  music. 
Filled  with  chocolate  energy  we  skied 

in  the  afternoon,  had  time  for  a  nap,  and 

before  dinner  a  drink  in  the  Tirolerstue- 
berl  Bar  in  the  lower  lounge  where  we 
served  ourselves  from  a  huge  round  of 
Vermont  cheese.  We  went  to  Austria 

again  for  dinner  with  Wiener  schnitzel 

mit  preisselbeeren  (veal  cutlet  with  cran- 
berries) and  marvelous  spatzle  (dump- 

lings).

Island  diary:  St.  John 

-where  to  go  for 

sun,  beach,  peace

One  of  my  dream  jobs  has  always  been 

to  be  a  location  scout  for  a  film  compa- 
ny. First  assignment:  to  find  the  perfect 

Caribbean  beach.  I'd  need  about  three 
months  (January,  February,  March)  to 

find  it.  Or  so  I'd  say.  In  fact,  I've  already 
found  such  a  beach  on  the  island  of  St. 

John  in  the  U.S.  Virgin  Islands. 

St.  John's  attraction  is  that  it  is  re- 
mote and  relatively  unspoiled.  The 

beaches  are  pure  white,  the  water  is 

sparkling  clear  and  75°,  and  it's  all  pro- 
tected by  the  fact  that  V,  of  this  21- 

square  mile  island  is  a  National  Park. 
I  have  been  to  the  island  a  dozen 

times  since  I  was  12,  on  family  vaca- 
tions. In  the  past  decade  there  has  been 

some  development.  Centerline  Road  is 
now  almost  completely  paved,  and  there 
are  many  new  stores  in  town,  including  a 
small  shopping  center.  But  the  St.  John  I 

know  hasn't  been  completely  affected. 
Every  so  often  the  electricity  still  goes 
out;  cars  drive  on  the  left,  and  the  steel 
bands  have  held  out  against  disco. 

Cancel  Bay,  one  of  Laurance  Rocke- 

feller's first  Rockresorts,  is  the  only  de-

luxe  hotel  on  the  island.  But  it  prides 

itself  on  its  "understated  elegance"  and 
ability  to  blend  with  the  surroundings. 

The  156  rooms  (all  in  1-  or  2-story  cot- 
tages) are  spread  along  seven  beaches, 

on  the  site  of  an  old  Danish  sugar  plan- 
tation. There  are  no  phones  or  air  condi- 

tioners in  the  rooms  (sea  breezes  keep 
you  cool,  and  who  needs  phones?);  cars 
are  not  allowed  on  the  plantation  (mini- 

buses take  you  where  you  want  to  go); 
and  the  main  beach  is  periodically 
groomed  underwater  to  keep  sea  urchins 

from  interrupting  a  swim.  From  a  sail- 
boat outside  Cancel  Bay,  the  plantation 

is  barely  recognizable  as  a  resort.  But  it 
is  renowned  for  its  quality  and  service, 

as  seen  in  its  clientele — many  well- 
known  dignitaries  and  public  figures. 

For  those  who  want  a  more  casual  va- 
cation, there  are  several  rental  agencies 

that  will  find  you  a  cottage.  Prices  range 
from  $150-$350  per  week,  depending 
on  size  and  proximity  to  the  town  of 
Cruz  Bay.  (For  a  list  of  agencies,  write 
U.S.  Virgin  Islands  Tourist  Dept.,  Box 
200,  Cruz  Bay,  USVI  00830.) 

It  doesn't  take  long  to  lapse  into  our 
daily  St.  John  routine.  There  are  three 
basic  time  blocks:  morning,  afternoon, 
and  dinner.  Renting  a  cottage  near  town 
makes  it  easy  for  everyone  to  keep  busy 

in  the  morning.  If  someone  doesn't  feel 
like  reading,  writing,  watching  the  boats 
come  into  the  harbor,  or  playing  cards 

on  the  porch,  it's  a  quick  walk  to  town. 
Maeda's  bakery  usually  has  fresh  bread 
or  (better  yet)  brownies  in  the  morning. 
Other  regular  trips  include  a  visit  to  the 

Sandal  Maker  early  in  the  week  to  be  fit- 
ted for  custom-made  sandals,  a  trip  to 

the  post  office  to  remind  friends  (and, 
some  day,  the  film  company)  where  St. 

John  is,  or  a  stop  at  Islandia  for  Mari- 
mekko  fabrics,  jewelry,  and  island  sou- 

venirs. Also  now  on  the  list  is  Boulon 

Center,  a  group  of  craft  shops  run  by  lo- 
cal artisans. 

After  a  lazy  lunch  of  sandwiches  and 

fresh  fruit,  we  usually  take  an  'outing'  in the  afternoon.  This  means  going  to  the 
beach  or  exploring  in  our  rented  jeep. 

Anyone  who  swims  off  St.  John  will  in- 
evitably learn  to  snorkel,  and  there  is 

plenty  of  marine  life  to  see.  For  beginners. 
Trunk  Bay  has  an  underwater  trail.  The 
more  adventurous  may  want  to  go  scuba 

diving  (arranged  through  the  Dive  Shop 

or  Cinnamon  Bay  Campgrounds) — there 
are  trips  for  beginners  and  experts,  plus 

night  dives  and  dives  on  the  wreck  of  the 
Rhone  (location  for  filming  The  Deep). 

There  are  plenty  of  places  to  explore 
inland.  The  drive  to  the  ruins  of  Anna- 

berg,  a  17th-century  Danish  sugar  plan- 
tation, goes  over  cobblestones  laid  by 

slaves  before  their  famous  1733  uprising. 

And,  a  favorite  hike  is  the  45-minute  trip 
from  Centerline  Road  down  to  Reef 

Bay,  led  by  a  park  ranger.  On  the  way: 
petroglyphs  from  the  Carib  Indians,  plus 
a  variety  of  tropical  and  semi-tropical 
vegetation.  At  the  end  of  the  trail,  a  park

The  shipshape  closet 

Your  closets  may  be  harbor- 
ing more  space  than  you 

think — and  the  fastest  way  to 
unearth  it  is  to  get  organized! 
Decide  what  you  want  each 

closet  to  store — sports  equip- 
ment, cleaning  supplies,  hats 

and  coats.  Work  up  themes 

for  each,  but  don't  let  the  cat- 
egories take  over.  Think 

about  where  things  are  used, 
and  how  they  can  be  stored 
nearby.  Miscellaneous  is  a 

useful  label — but  keep  an  eye 
out  so  that  it  stays  useful! 

Organize  your  closet  cleaning 
project  so  you  will  finish  the 

job.  Here  are  tips  from  profes- 
sional organizer  Stephanie 

Winston,  author  of  Getting 
Organized  (Norton,  $10.95). 

***Weed  out  httle  by  little  to 
keep  your  inspiration  quotient 
high. 

***If  you  haven't  used  some- 
thing in  a  year,  consider  giv- 

ing it  away. 
***Go  through  each  closet, 
boxing  what  is  destined  for 

another  closet  in  a  clearly  la- 
beled carton.  Don't  transfer 

any  boxes  until  you've  gone 
through  all  the  closets.  Then 
move  the  boxes  to  their  new 

destinations,  and  unpack. 

You'll  find  a  place  for  every- 
thing— with  room  to  spare. 

Door  hang-ups 

The  inside  of  your  closet  door 
is  the  perfect  hideaway  for 
bookable  items.  Here  are 

hang-ups  to  cultivate: 
***Cover  a  whole  door  with 

pegboard.  Down  low,  hang  a 

basket  for  children's  mittens 
and  gloves.  (Oblong  vegetable 
baskets  are  great  for  door 
storage.)  Above,  turn  the 
door  into  a  sports  center  with 
hooks  for  jump  ropes,  skates 
(tie  the  laces  together),  tennis 
rackets,  even  skis  and  poles. 
Or,  create  a  cleaning  closet: 

Hang  brooms,  mops,  and  dust 

pans;  use  baskets  to  hold  bot- 
tles and  supplies. 

***Hang  a  Shaker-style  peg 

rack  vertically  on  a  narrow 
door.  Loop  belts,  scarves,  and 
hats  over  the  pegs. 
***Hook  a  mirror  to  the  back 

of  a  closet  door — and  beneath 
it  a  tray  to  hold  brushes, 
combs,  and  hairclips  that 
clutter  up  dresser  tops.  You 
can  also  hang  baskets  for 
socks,  underwear,  bracelets. 
***Make  a  laundry  bag  from 

a  pretty  pillow  case:  Just  hem 
one  side  over  a  bright  plastic 

hanger.  Hook  it  on  the  inside 
of  your  closet  door. 

Visual  impact 

Trade  in  sliding  doors  for 
folding  doors  that  let  you  see 
wall-to-wall,  instead  of  giving 

you  half-an-eye's  view. 

Add  a  light — it's  easy  to  wire 
one  to  go  on  when  the  door 

opens.  Or  hang  a  flashlight  by 
the  door. 

Do  you  remember  which  box 

you  put  that  sweater  in?  Vari- 
ety stores  sell  clear  plastic 

storage  bins  with  lids.  They're great  for  stacking  clothes,  and 
a  small  size  works  for  a  pair 
of  shoes.  (Hint:  Wrap  patent 

leather  in  tissue  first — it  tends 
to  stick  to  plastic.) 

The  closet  gardener 

Hang  an  extra  pair  of  hands 
on  the  closet  door:  Cotton 

gardener's  gloves  can  be  used to  hold  small  tools,  misters, 
labels,  fertilizer  jars  very handily. 

Attach  cup  hooks  under 
shelves  to  hang  tools  and 
measuring  spoons. 

Keep  your  soil,  vermiculite, 

and  perlite  in  easy-to-trans- 
port plastic  pails. 

Behind  closet  doors:  Five  storage  plans.  Left  to  right:  pegboard  sports  center;  dressing  depot— tray  under  mirror  holds  brushes,  cos- 

metics; picture  gallery;  a  pocket  for  everything  sewn  on  a  sheet,  towel  rods  for  wrinkle-free  tablecloths.

Color  is  the  easiest  way  to 
spruce  up  a  closet.  Paint  or 
paper  walls,  ceiling,  and 
shelves.

cy. If  your  closet  looks  nicer, 

you'll  keep  it  neater! 

Hang  a  colorful  fabric  shade 

from  the  ceiling  to  hide  a  dis- 
array of  boxes  that  may  be  on 

the  top  shelf. 

Use  the  inside  of  the  closet 

door  as  gallery  space  to  hang 

a  pretty  poster,  children's  art, 
or  a  snapshot  collection. 

A  colorful  rug — it'll  brighten 
a  closet  floor.  Plus,  it's  a  no- 
slip  surface  that  keeps  shoes 
and  boxes  in  place. 

For  good-looking  sturdy  stor- 
age, use  cardboard  moving 

boxes  you've  covered  with 
pretty  patterned  wallpaper  or 
fabric.  Order  the  boxes 

through  moving  companies 
(listed  in  the  yellow  pages). 

Divide  and  conquer 

Here  are  two  ways  to  divide 
your  closet  to  make  the  space 
work  for  you: 
1.  Remove  the  top  shelf  and 

rod  and  nail  a  floor-to-ceiling 
plywood  divider  to  two  2-by- 
3s — one  nailed  to  the  floor, 
the  other  toggle-bolted  to  the 
ceiling.  On  one  side,  put  a 
high  rod  with  a  shelf  beneath 

it;  on  the  other,  a  high  and 
low  rod.  There  will  still  be 

space  on  both  sides  for  shoe 
shelves  near  the  floor. 
2.  Divide  the  closet  into  thirds 

with  two  plywood  partitions. 
In  one  section  use  a  high  rod; 
install  double  rods  in  another. 

There'll  still  be  a  section  left 
for  shelves.  {Hint  on  taking 
advantage  of  deep  shelf  space: 
Store  sweaters  and  accessories 

on  trays  so  you  can  pull  them 
out  easily  to  get  to  the  back 
layer;  or  use  clear  plastic  bins 
that  can  work  like  drawers.) 

Spacemakers 

A  no-hammering-and-sawing 
tactic  for  doubling  up  on  chil- 

dren's closet  space:  Add  a 
spring  rod  across  the  top 

shelf.  It's  perfect  for  tiny 
dresses  and  shirts — and  it 
frees  the  bottom  of  the  closet 

for  toy  storage.  Stack  colorful 
plastic  cubes  to  teach  children 
to  keep  everything  in  place, 
and  use  different  colors — red 
for  games,  for  instance,  green 

for  stuffed  animals,  and  yel- 
low for  books. 

Hang  a  spring  rod  from  front 
to  back  (instead  of  left  to 

right)  in  a  high-ceilinged  clos- 
et. You'll  still  have  plenty  of 

space  for  boxes — and  out-of- 
season  shirts  will  be  just  a 
stretch  away. 

Is  there  space  hiding  behind 
the  clothes  in  your  closet? 

Move  the  rod  back — and 
bring  the  space  forward  to 
hang  belts,  ties,  robes. 

The  best  spacemaker:  a  set  of 

shelves  just  6  inches  deep  in- 
stalled along  the  side  wall  of 

your  closet. 

Storage-to-go:  a  rolling  cart 
that  fits  neatly  beneath  shirts 
and  blouses.  Get  one  with 

basket  drawers,  or  with  plain 
shelves.  Another  solution:  A 
small  closet  of  drawers  or  a 
file  cabinet. 

Shoe  re-dos 

Make  a  shoe  bag  from  a  pret- 
ty sheet.  Sew  on  pockets  for 

shoes,  and  make  large  enve- 
lopes that  tie  for  scarves,  or 

tiny  slots  for  combs. 

Special  pegboard  trick  for 
shoes:  Thread  bright-colored 
elastic  through  two  pegboard 
holes,  3  inches  apart.  Knot 
the  ends,  and  you  have  a  loop 
for  a  shoe. 

If  your  shoes  tend  to  shuffle 
in  the  bottom  of  your  closet, 

build  a  triple-tiered  rack  that 
looks  like  three  steps. 

To  keep  boots  in  shape,  buy 

colorful  plastic  boot  stuffers 
available  at  variety  stores. 
They  come  with  hooks  on  top 
so  you  can  hang  them.  Or 
make  a  boot  stuffer  yourself: 
Roll  up  a  magazine  and  stitch 
a  pretty  fabric  sleeve  to  cover. 

The  well-stored  world 

of  sports 

Hang  your  bike  vertically 
from  the  ceiling  of  your  closet 
with  a  single  $1.50  hook  you 

can  buy  at  bicycle  stores. 

Rackets  in  a  row:  Two  6-inch 
dowels,  3  inches  apart,  will  let 
you  store  rackets  and  paddles three  deep. 

A  French  string  grocery  bag 

hung  from  a  hook  on  the  wall 
will  hold  golf,  tennis,  and 
softballs.  Add  another  bag  for 
mitts  or  Frisbees. 

Basketballs  and  footballs  will 

stay  still  on  a  shelf  if  you  nail 
three  small  pieces  of  wood  to 
mark  the  spot. 

Turn  a  wine  rack  on  end  to 
hold  baseball  bats,  tennis 

rackets,  ski  poles,  umbrellas.

To  keep  tablecloths  from 
wrinkling,  hang  them  from  a 
towel  rack  on  the  back  of 

your  linen-closet  door.

WHY 

COVRDRT? 

What  comfort: 

tells  us  about 

People  today  want  comfort  in  every  aspect  of  their 
lives.  But  how  many  people  realize  that  comfort  is 

a  fairly  recent  innovation  of  civilization — about  as 
recent  as  the  idea  of  people  marrying  for  love,  or 

the  idea  of  people  working  at  jobs  they  enjoy?  Some 
anthropologists  have  suggested  that  the  way  man 

has  prepared  his  food — eaten  raw,  cooked,  or  high- 

ly prepared — is  the  greatest  indicator  of  how  our 
species  has  progressed. 

But  the  great  Swiss  art  historian  Siegfried  Gie- 

dion's  theory  was  that  we  can  also  tell  a  great  deal 
from  the  way  we  sit.  Our  attitudes  toward  comfort, 

he  felt,  say  much  about  our  attitudes  toward  life. 

Oddly,  the  Latin  origin  of  the  word  "comfort" 
doesn't  mean  "to  make  easy" — it  means  "to 

strengthen,"  and  for  most  of  civilization,  that's 
what  furniture  did.  A  look  at  art  through  the  ages 

will  show  people  in  postures  (even  while  sitting) 

that  not  only  looked  uncomfortable  by  our  stan- 
dards today,  but  really  were. 

It's  interesting  to  realize  that  even  "traditional" 
furniture  designs  that  we  still  use  today  almost  nev- 

er go  back  to  their  origins  any  earlier  than  the  1 8th 

century,  with  many  others — such  as  the  uphol- 
stered sofa — that  were  invented  in  the  19th  cen- 

tury. Tables,  bookcases,  and  chests  have  much  less 

to  do  with  comfort  than  seating  or  bedding:  That's 
where  the  big  changes  in  comfort  have  always  tak- 

en place.  Someone  once  said  that  the  history  of 

modem  design  is  really  the  history  of  the  chair.  It's 
easy  to  see  why:  Most  of  the  great  architects  and 
designers  have  tried  their  hand  at  chair  design,  but 
with  very  mixed  results.  Some  of  the  most  famous 

seating  designs  have  also  been  some  of  the  most  un- 
comfortable: lovely  to  look  at,  but  awful  to  sit  in. 

Why  our  interest  in  comfort  now?  For  one  thing, 

people  are  much  more  conscious  of  their  bodies 

now  than  they've  ever  been  before.  The  growth  of 
interest  in  fitness,  exercise,  good  diet — even  sex — 
has  made  people  more  demanding  about  the  way 

their  bodies  feel:  in  the  gym,  on  the  beach,  in  a 
dress,  in  a  chair.  Variety  is  more  important  now, 

too.  We  know  that  what's  right  for  you  might  not 

be  right  for  me,  that  what's  right  for  you  in  one  sit- 
uation might  not  be  right  for  you  in  another.  One 

chair  might  be  great  for  writing  a  letter  at  a  desk, 
but  not  for  sitting  and  watching  TV,  or  eating  a 
meal.  One  hundred  and  fifty  years  ago,  when  the 

average  person  began  to  be  able  to  own  furniture — 
new,  machine-made  furniture — of  a  kind  that  used 
to  be  owned  only  by  the  rich,  they  tended  to  copy 
the  styles  of  the  rich  as  best  they  could.  They  did  so 
not  because  it  looked  good,  not  because  it  felt  good, 

but  because  they  thought  that's  the  way  they  were 
supposed  to  do  it. 

That's  all  over  now.  We've  got  freedoms  in  our 
ways  of  living  that  were  undreamed  of  by  our 

great-great  grandparents.  Now  people  want  more 
from  their  lives  than  the  imitation  of  some  imag- 

ined social  better.  They  want  comfort  because  their 

bodies — the  centers  of  our  increasingly  self-cen- 
tered world — tell  them  that  comfort  is  more  plea- 

surable, more  enjoyable,  and  therefore  better  than 
discomfort.  The  Pleasure 

Principle  is  here  to  stay.  We 

also  can  see  greater  interest 
in  comfort  in  the  breakdown 
of  differences  between  the 

ways  different  classes  of  peo- 
ple behave.  Everyone  seems 

to  be  wearing  jeans.  Every- 
one seems  to  own  a  pair  of 

running  shoes.  Everyone 
seems  to  be  watching  their  weight.  The  sense  of 

what  is  right  is  coming  more  and  more  from  the 
sense  of  what  feels  good.  But  beware:  Style  does  not 

always  mean  comfort. 
What  does?  Trying  it  out  for  yourself  is  the  only 

way  to  tell.  Comfort  depends  on  you:  Your  hard 
mattress,  your  soft  pillow,  your  cotton  sheets  might 

not  be  everyone's  idea  of  comfort.  The  important 
thing  is  not  just  to  think  about  it,  but  to  feel  it,  too. 
Forget  the  mind/body  split.  Body  and  mind  are 
really  one  thing:  We  feel  with  our  brains,  we  think 
with  our  bodies.  What  makes  you  comfortable?  Old 

moccasins?  Green  trees?  Gin  and  tonic,  James  Tay- 

lor on  the  stereo?  Good — go  on.  Figure  it  out.  Get 
comfortable.  And  make  the  most  of  the  fact  that 

you're  living  in  a  time  that  lets  you  do  it!

being  used  today  is  "the  study  of  man's  relationship  to  his 

physical  environment." Such  study  has  developed  from  concerns  once  called  "hu- 
man factors"  and  "human  engineering,"  and  may  have  had  its 

beginning  in  1955  when  the  industrial-design  firm  of  Henry 
Dreyfuss  Associates  went  to  work  for  Lockheed  to  design 

seating  for  the  new  Electra  L-188  and  JetStar  airplanes.  Work 
for  American  Airlines  followed,  then  a  commission  to  design 
tractor  seats  for  the  John  Deere  Company.  The  tractor  seats 

didn't  need  to  be  pretty;  they  just  needed  to  be  good  seats.  As 
their  work  continued,  the  Dreyfuss  firm  collaborated  with  Dr. 

Janet  Travell  (President  Kennedy's  much-publicized  physi- 
cian and  a  well-known  back  specialist)  to  study  chairs'  effects 

on  the  five  lumbar  vertebrae,  a  particularly  sensitive  part  of 
the  back  that  troubles  more  than  half  the  American  popula- 

tion. An  important  early  book  popularizing  these  concerns  in 

the  design  field  was  Design  for  the  Real  World:  Human  Ecolo- 
gy and  Social  Change,  written  in  1971  by  industrial  designer 

Victor  Papanek,  with  an  introduction  by  visionary  architect 

R.  Buckminster  Fuller.  Papanek's  book  covered  a  number  of 
subjects,  but  one  of  his  most  dramatic  chapters  referred  to  our 

use  of  common  items  of  industrial  design  as  "do-it-yourself 
murder."  There  is  now  even  an  International  Ergonomics  As- 

sociation; its  seventh  annual  congress  was  held  last  August  in 

Warsaw.  And,  finally,  the  establishment  of  the  term  "ergo- 
nomics" as  one  of  common  usage  among  designers  was  dem- 

onstrated in  1976,  when  University  of  Wisconsin  professor

poorly  designed  chair?  Unfortunately,  much  more  than  sim- 
ple discomfort  and  consequent  inefficiency.  Dangling  legs 

from  a  seat  that's  too  high,  according  to  a  study  by  Jiro  Ko- 
hara  of  the  Illinois  Institute  of  Technology,  can  put  pressure 
on  the  veins  at  the  backs  of  your  thighs,  trapping  a  pool  of 
blood  in  your  lower  legs  and  measurably  increasing  the  size  of 

the  calves  of  your  legs.  But  a  chair's  being  low  is  not,  by  itself, 
a  solution.  Walter  Kleeman,  an  Associate  Professor  of  Interi- 

or Design  at  Western  Kentucky  University,  adds  that  "a  too- 
low  seat  can  also  cause  problems:  The  sharper  angle  between 
the  thighs  and  the  pelvis  that  results  from  an  excessively  low 
seat  causes  pressure  on  the  abdominal  organs  and  even  pain,  if 
continued  for  long  periods  of  time.  Older  people  may  also  find 

it  quite  difficult  to  get  up  from  a  too-low  seat."  And  Dr.  Al- 
ton Ochsner,  the  surgeon  who  developed  the  operation  once 

used  on  President  Nixon's  blood  clots,  warns  of  thrombophle- 
bitis (blood  clots  in  the  veins)  as  an  occupational  hazard  for 

seated  office  workers.  He  estimates  that  as  many  as  400,000  of 
us  suffer  from  such  ailments  as  a  result  of  simply  sitting. 

An  obvious  difficulty  in  designing  chairs  to  fit  our  bodies  is 
that  our  bodies  are  so  varied.  Designing  furniture  to  fit  the 

"average"  person  isn't  nearly  enough.  Just  over  a  quarter  cen- 
tury ago,  G.S.  Daniels  studied  a  group  of  more  than  4,000 

U.S.  Air  Force  flyers  to  see  how  many  of  them  were  "aver- 
age," not  just  in  height,  but  in  all  10  of  the  body  measure- 
ments that  relate  to  clothing  sizes — sleeve  length,  leg  inseam, 

neck  circumference,  etc.  Considering  the  middle  30  percent  of 

the  men's  clothing  sizes  as  "average,"  Daniels  found  that  a  lit- 
tle more  than  a  thousand — or  25  percent — of  the  men  were  of 

average  height,  but  that  just  about  300  of  those  thousand — or 
only  about  eight  percent — also  had  an  average  chest  circum- 

ference. And,  after  all  10  measurements  were  considered  in 

turn,  there  was  not  one  completely  "average"-size  flyer  among 
the  4,000  subjects  of  this  revealing  study. 

Not  only  do  humans  come  in  a  troublesome  variety  of 
shapes  and  sizes;  they  also  refuse  to  sit  still.  Although  a  seated 
person  intently  at  work  on  a  specific  task  (typing,  sewing, 

drafting)  may  remain  for  a  large  part  of  the  work  day  in  a  par- 
ticular position — leaning  forward  slightly,  say,  with  legs 

tucked  under  the  chair — the  worker  will  change  positions 
drastically  when  the  phone  rings,  when  a  friend  comes  by  for 

a  chat,  or  when  it's  time  for  some  reflective  thinking.  And

1 ' 
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within  any  general  position,  a  sitter  will  make  some  measur- 
able body  shift  an  average  of  once  every  six  minutes. 

The  solution  for  all  these  variations,  clearly,  is  not  an  array 
of  thousands  of  different  chairs,  but  a  few  chairs  that  easily 
adjust,  giving  proper  body  support  whatever  the  adjustment. 
A  number  of  such  chairs  are  now  on  the  market,  including  the 
Ergon  chairs  already  mentioned,  the  Vertebra  chairs  designed 
by  Emilio  Ambasz  and  Giancarlo  Piretti  for  Krueger,  and  a 
new  series  designed  by  Niels  Diffrient,  a  partner  of  the  Drey- 
fuss  firm  that  may  have  started  the  whole  thing  25  years  ago. 
Most  of  these  new  chairs  were  designed  for  office  use,  but

And  the  whimsically 

named  "Babar" chairs  designed  by 
Andre  Vandebeuck 

for  a.i.  (Atelier  In- 
ternational) not  only 

have  the  sort  of 

bucket  seat  that,  ac- 

cording to  a.i.  Presi- 
dent Stephen  Kiviat, 

"ensures  proper  seat- 

ing posture,"  but they  also  have  a 
coating  of  soft  poly- 
urethane  foam  over 

all  parts  of  the  chair 
frame  that  could 

come  in  contact  with  people,  yet  another  fine  comfort  idea. 
Even  the  sexual  revolution  has  affected  chair  design. 

Whereas  furniture  manufacturers  once  made  the  assumption 

that  a  secretarial  chair  should  fit  a  petite  female  and  an  execu- 
tive chair  a  strapping  male,  the  world  is  no  longer  that  simple. 

Now  for  the  first  time,  more  than  half  of  all  American  women 
are  working  outside  the  home,  and  the  female  executive  must 

be  seated.  And  there  are  increasing  num- 
bers of  male  secretaries,  too;  the  task/secre- 

tarial chair  in  Diffrient's  Knoll  series  is 
designed  to  accommodate  anyone  from  a 
74-inch-tall  male  to  a  58.7-inch  female,  or 
anyone  of  more  average  size  in  between. 

In  addition  to  chairs,  many  other  aspects 

of  our  designed  environment  have  con- 
cerned ergonomists.  Our  bathrooms,  in  par-

ticular,  have  been  the  subject  of  much  criticism.  An  early  and 

controversial  study  was  made  back  in  1966  by  Alexander 

Kira  of  Cornell  University's  Center  for  Housing  and  Environ- 
mental Studies  and  republished,  after  further  research,  in 

1976.  Kira  found  many  home  or  hotel  bathrooms  to  be,  in 

many  ways,  inconvenient  and  possibly  dangerous.  Some  of  his 

recommendations  for  change  have  been  followed  by  designers 

and  fixture  manufacturers— a  change  in  the  contours  of  toilet 

seats,  for  example,  and  the  introduction  of  non-skid  surfaces in  bathtubs. 

Certainly  it  would  be 
agreeable  for  a  bather  to 
be  able  to  stretch  out 

full  length,  but  consid- 
erations of  safety  are 

even  more  basic  than 

considerations  of  com- 
fort. A  1972  study  by 

the  U.S.  Department  of 

Housing  and  Urban  De- 
velopment found  that 

bathtubs  and  showers 
are  involved  in  275,000 

accidents  a  y^ar.  Show- 
ering in  a  separate 

shower  stall  is  generally 
safer  than  bathing  in  a 
tub,  Kira  and  others 

have  pointed  out,  be- 
cause there  is  no  getting 

up  and  down  involved, 
and  no  stepping  over  a 
raised  rim. 

Even  so,  the  shower 

is  not  without  its  prob- 
lems. Kira  recommends 

a  minimum  shower  size 

of  36-by-42  inches, 

rather  than  the  30-by- 
30  that  is  standard  and 
that  makes  bending 
over  difficult.  He  also 

thinks  that  placing  the 
shower  controls  directly 
under  the  shower  head 

would  improve  bathroom  design.  If  the  water  temperature 
changes  abruptly  or  needs  adjusting,  the  problem  can  usually 
be  solved  only  by  diving  right  through  it.  On  the  other  hand, 
design  reform  is  often  a  self-correcting  process.  Increasing 
public  acceptance  of  tub  designs  based  on  Oriental  models — 
hot  tubs,  for  example — shows  how  other  preferences  have  be- 

come part  of  our  design  options  without  extensive  scientific 
research.  In  addition,  there  is  the  whole  field  of  consider- 

ations for  making  our  environments  safer  and  more  accessible 
to  the  handicapped.  Great  progress  has  been  made  recently  in 

this  respect,  but  more  remains  to  be  made.  A  point  to  remem- 
ber is  that  design  changes  to  help  the  handicapped — signs, 

door  handles,  ramps,  elevators,  grab  bars  in  showers,  safe 
floor  surfaces — can  also  help  all  the  rest  of  us. 

Pragmatic  as  all  these  ergonomic  concerns  certainly  are, 
they  may  also  respond  to  an  underlying  psychological  need. 

The  Babar  chairs'  soft  black  coating,  for  example,  keeps  us 
from  scraping  our  ankles  and  is  also  related  to  the  no-chrome 
esthetic  popularized  by  Japanese  electronics  companies  in  the 
early  70s,  but  it  is  also  representative  of  our  growing  demand 
that  our  furniture  be  gentle  with  us.    Continued  on  page  140

''If  you  want  to  watch 

spring  unfolding,  gather 

bouquets  of  branches 

pruned  in  winter  from  dor- 

mant trees  and  shrubs" 
says  J.  Barry  Ferguson.  On  winter 

walks  through  his  Long  Island 

garden  and  woodland,  this  hor- 
ticulturist likes  to  thin  out  and 

shape  many  plants  that  leaf  and 
blossom  naturally  when  days  are  in 

the  60s.  Those  days,  of  course, 

can  be  outdoors  or  In  .  The  whole 

idea  of  indoor  forcing— a  gentle  art 

despite  the  label— is  to  give  buds  a 
chance  to  emerge  weeks  before 

they  dare  to  outdoors.  "Warmth 
and  humidity  unlock  the  buds,  but 

the  secret  is  to  do  it  slowly,"  says 
Mr.  Ferguson.  He  slits  the  stems  to 

aid  water  absorption— "big  branches 

may  need  bashing"— then  puts 
them  in  pails  of  warrp  water  in  a 

cool,  dim  place.  "A  garage  or 
unheated  bedroom  will  do.  If  possi- 

ble, mist  the  branches  daily  with 

warm  water.  Before  the  buds  fully 

open,  arrange  the  branches  and 

move  them  to  bright  light— the 

more  light,  the  more  pigment."

The  front  door  opens  at  the 
end  of  a  vine-covered  passage, 
below.

cozy  living  room  with  doors 
and  windows  that  look  out 

onto  the  garden.  It's  a  femi- 
nine house  for  a  reporter-nov- 
elist who  craves  pleasant  sur- 

roundings. "I've  never  had  the 
money  to  decorate  a  place  all 
at  once.  So  I've  decorated  with 
bits  and  pieces  and  concen- 

trated on  comfort.  I  like  high- 
ly polished  wood  furniture, 

white  walls,  white  fabrics  as  a 

neutral  background  for  every- 

thing I've  collected.  Photo- 
graphs get  put  everywhere. 

When  I  get  a  new  one  I  go  out 
and  buy  a  frame  for  it.  All  the 

frames  are  different." Mrs.  Howar  works  at 
home,  in  an  office  over  the 
kitchen.  The  typewriter  sits 

on  a  glass.topped  table  and  is 
never  moved  anywhere  else  in 

the  house.  Except  for  a  tele- 
phone in  every  room,  work  is 

confined  to  her  office,  while 
the  rest  of  the  house  teems 

with  children  (when  they're 
home)  and  friends.

The 

rest  of  his  books  and  his  reading  chairs  are  all  over  the  house. 

With  an  office,  a  room  for 

files,  and  another  for  a  secre- 

tary (all  children's  rooms 
once)  on  the  fourth  floor  of 
this  Federal-style  house, 
Clayton  Fritchey  follows  the 
familiar  home-office  tradition 

of  Washington-based  colum- 
nists. He  works  upstairs  all 

morning  writing  longhand  on 
big  yellow  pads.  (His  column 
runs  in  Newsday,  The  Wash- 

ington Post,  and  other  pa- 
pers.) At  lunchtime  he  walks 

down  to  a  library,  right.  In 

this  inviting  room,  also  book- 
lined,  he  has  a  tray  lunch  with 
his  wife  Polly  Fritchey  or  a 
friend  in  government.  The 
house  was  built  in  1830,  and 

redesigned  by  decorator  Mar- 
garet Weller  in  the  fifties. 

A  classic  Georgetown  library,  the  heart  of  the  house

Kraft— live  in  an  old  house  they  reworked  to  suit  their  lives.  Each  has 

a  wonderful  sunny  place  to  work.

Polly  Kraft's  studio-at-home  is  a  glassed- 
in  upstairs  porch  where  she  works  at  drawings  that 

will  be  completed  in  her  warehouse  studio 

where  she  goes  for  part  of  every  day.  Mrs.  Kraft's 
recent  paintings  will  be  shown  at  the  Kornblee 

Gallery  in  New  York  City  in  March. 

Joseph  and  Polly  Kraft  live  in 
a  "Charleston"  single  house 

built  in  the  1820's.  They  have 
decorated  it  themselves  in  a 

summery  way:  white  walls, 

books,  plants,  light-colored 
fabrics  mixed  with  batiks, 
rugs  from  North  Africa,  plus 
her  paintings. 

The  Krafts  get  up  at  7  a.m., 
and  at  8  a.m.  Joseph  Kraft  is 
sitting  in  his  office,  reading 

the  papers  in  the  big  chaise 
longue,  left.  He  works  on  a 
syndicated  column  (it  appears 
three  times  a  week  in  the 

Washington  Post,  Los  Ange- 
les Times,  and  about  200  oth- 
er papers)  until  time  for  a 

daily  lunch  date  with  news 
sources.  In  the  afternoon,  he 
makes  rounds  to  the  White 

House,  Pentagon,  Capitol 
Hill,  the  Treasury.

In  its  exploration  of  energy- 
saving  systems,  this  is  a  pio- 

neer house.  "While  the  typi- 
cal house  uses  power  to 

conquer  nature,"  architect 
David  Sellers  explains,  "we 
attempt  to  deal  with  nature 

in  a  more  responsive  way." 
Located  in  one  of  the  coun- 

try's coldest  climates,  it  was 
designed  to  work  with  the 
rugged  elements  to  remain 
warm.  And  so  in  Vermont — 

where  even  during  the  cold- 
est winters  there's  lots  of 

bright  sunshine  and  an  abun- 
dance of  wood  and  wind — 

this- house  has  wide  plexi- 
glass panels  on  the  south 

side  to  capture  the  sun's 
warmth.  There  is  a  back-up 
heating  system  of  two  wood- 
burning  low-combustion 
stoves  and  a  windmill  that  in 

winter  provides  about  25 
percent  of  the  electrical 
needs  of  the  house.  Owner 

Don  Mayer,  vice  president 
of  the  North  Wind  Power 

Co.,  a  firm  that  designs  and 

manufactures  wind-energy 

systems  says,  "It  is  the  use 
of  a  combination  of  systems 
that  employ  available  renew- 

able resources  that  makes  a 

house  energy  efficient."

Its  owner, 

novelist  Michael  Gardine,  has  loved  Nantucket  since 

childhood  vacations  and  the  house  contains  a  lifetime  of 

collecting  crafts  of  the  island.  His  friend  Billy  Baldwin 

designed  the  living  room,  right.  He  had  the  whole  room 

painted  one  color  which  Mr.  Baldwin  calls  moonstone, 

covered  four  of  his  famous  slipper  chairs  and  a  sofa,  and 

used  Mr.  Gardine's  own  antique  rag  rug,  the  color  of 
pearls.  Everything  is  slip-covered  in  cotton  for  comfort 
and  practicality.  «  / 

I  ou're  never  tired  of  a  blank 

wall,"  says  Mr.  Gardine,  which  is  why  the  absolute 
minimum  has  been  used  to  make  this  room  feel  so  calm. 

Mr  Gardine's  collection  of  shells  rests  on  shelves  Mr.

C vomfort  and  ease 

of  living  were  the  two  nnost  impor- 
tant factors  in  designing  the  rooms  in 

this  old  house.  Every  room  was 

painted  white  and  every  floor  stripped 

down  to  the  natural  wood.  Except  in 

rugs,  there  are  no  patterns  or  colors 

in  any  of  the  fabrics  used  throughout 

the  house:  No  pattern  and  no  color 

make  it  seem  as  if  there  is  no  fabric, 

either!  Instead  of  curtains,  shutters 

close  the  windows  and  reinforce  the 

clean,  architectural  lines  in  each 

room.  To  minimize  clutter,  personal 

objects  have  been  put  away.  Objects 

in  the  rooms  are  chosen  for  their  col- 

or, shape,  or  texture,  such  as  a  single 

plant,  a  bowl  of  cowrie  shells,  or  a 

grouping  of  Mr.  Gardine's  collection 
of  yellow-ware  plates. 

M, r.  Gardine  also  col- 
lects Nantucket  folk  art  such  as 

tradesmen's  signs,  which  are  used  in- 
stead of  paintings.  The  dining  room, 

below  left,  however,  does  have  a 

painting.  Appropriately  enough,  it's 
of  a  Great  White  Whale,  as  Nan- 

tucket was  an  important  whaling 

port.  The  rest  of  the  house  is  filled 

with  things  from  Nantucket  except 

the  brightly  colored  cases  of  ribbons 

which  line  the  stairway,  above. 

They're  awards  that  Mr  Gardine's 
Missouri  grandfather  had  won  for  his 

prize-winning  chickens. 

^I^he  layout  of  the  rooms  was  not  changed  when  Mr .  Gardine  bought  the  house .  The  only  remodeling 

'    done  was  in  the  kitchen,  above  middle,  where  a  ceiling  had  to  be  removed.  The  exposed  beams  were 

then  given  a  coat  of  whitewash  to  bring  the  ceiling  into  harmony  with  the  whiteness  of  the  rest  of  the 

house.  Ckillections  perched  high  on  shelves  and  hutch-tops  draw  the  eye  upward. 



/n  the  upstairs  sitting  room,  above  left,  four  rustic 

Adirondack  rocking  chairs  rest  in  the  corners.  Mr.  Car- 

bine's collection  of  American  Indian  rugs  hangs  on  the 
walls  like  so  many  colorful — and  very  modern— graphics. 

^f^he  downstairs  den,  top  and  bottom  right,  has  two  walls  lined  floor-to-ceiling  with

A  cooking  background  of  simple  French 

family  food  can  easily  translate  Ameri- 
can ingredients  into  quick,  no-fuss  din- 

ners, as  Bonnie  Fleuridas,  a  French 
artist  living  in  Arizona,  has  discovered. 
When  busy  preparing  gallery  shows  or 
making  travel  plans,  she  turns  to  foods 
with  distinct  personalities  that  are  at 
their  best  with  little  adornment,  most  of 

them  found  in  any  market.  The  prepara- 
tion for  this  menu,  one  similar  to  meals 

Ms.  Fleuridas  enjoyed  as  a  child,  can  be 
done  well  ahead;  the  cabbage  salad  is  a 

plus  since  it  won't  wilt  even  if  it  stands 
several  hours.  Mix  together  oil  and  tar- 

ragon vinegar  with  salt  and  pepper  in  a 
salad  bowl.  Add  sliced  mushrooms  and 

shredded  cabbage  and  toss  gently,  then 

refrigerate.  Core  apples  for  dessert — do 
not  peel — slice  thinly,  sprinkle  with  lem- 

on juice,  and  refrigerate  covered,  until 
time  to  saute  them.  Set  plates  in  the  oven 
to  warm  while  you  fry  the  steak  over 
moderate  heat — before  turning,  sprinkle 
the  steak  with  sliced  garlic  and  thyme, 
then  fmish  cooking,  about  6  minutes  in 
all.  Deglaze  the  pan  with  vinegar  for  a 

tangy  sauce — and  to  accent  the  steak, 
Ms.  Fleuridas  suggests  a  California  bur- 

gundy. When  you  are  ready  for  dessert, 
saute  apple  slices  quickly  in  hot  butter, 

then  pour  in  Bourbon — after  a  few  sec- 
onds, flame  the  fruit  and  serve  it  warm 

at  the  table.

^  top  of  the  stove  without

Steaming  meat  reduces 
shrinkage  that  often  occurs 
with  other  cooking  methods, 

J  and  as  the  meat  cooks,  a 
'  good  deal  of  the  fat  drips 
into  the  steaming  liquid  and 
can  be  skimmed  off.  Using 

wine  or  broth  for  the  liquid 
and  adding  herbs  and  spices 
not  only  flavors  the  food,  but 

also  creates  a  ready-made 
sauce  to  be  reduced  for  more 

concentrated  flavor  (or  it  can 
be  thickened  if  desired). 

Equipment  tips 

Some  of  the  newest  steamers 

double  as  spaghetti  and 
seafood  cooking  pots,  make 
blanching  for  freezing  a 
snap,  and  are  pretty  enough 
to  bring  to  the  table.  An 
asparagus  steamer  is  just 
right  for  corn  on  the  cob, 
broccoli  spears,  and  whole 
carrots.  You  can  improvise  a 
steamer  with  a  simple 
colander  or  mesh  strainer 

placed  in  a  saucepan  over 
boiling  liquid  and  covered 
tightly.  Michel  Guerard 
converts  his  fish  poacher  to  a 
steamer  by  raising  the  rack 
above  the  cooking  liquid 

with  jar  tops.  You  can  use 
heatproof  custard  cups  for 
the  same  effect.  Steamers 

make  handy  plate  warmers — 
stack  plates  in  one  of  the 
upper  baskets  while  food 
cooks  in  the  lower  ones,  or 

place  on  top  of  a  saucepan 
after  you  remove  the  steamer 
insert.

Stack  foods  in  order  of 
steaming  times:  meats  first, 
root  vegetables  later,  lealy

Mr.  Spingler,  who  is  chef 

of  Today's  Restaurant  in  Washington  Depot,  Conn.,  teaches  cook- 
ing classes  at  The  Silo  in  New  Milford,  Conn.  He  taught  the  dishes 

above  in  his  steaming  classes.  "The  lamb  can  be  cooked  to  the  same 

degree  of  doneness  as  it  can  be  roasted,  and  the  meat  is  very  moist 

with  a  subtle  flavor.  A  coating  of  herbs  makes  it  look  appetizing." 
The  capon  can  be  stuffed  with  a  scallop  mousse  for  an  elegant  meal 

or  more  simply  prepared  with  branches  of  fresh  herbs,  tucked  under 

the  skin  in  a  mosaic  pattern.  More  herbs  and  a  branch  of  celery  go 

into  the  cavity.  The  pears  steam  in  a  center-funnel  steamer  to  catch 
juices.  Mr.  Spingler  reduces  the  liquid  and  uses  it  for  basting  a  tur- 

key or  ham.  The  soft  heat  of  steaming  suits  fish  particularly  well — 
it  cooks  fast  without  danger  of  the  fish  drying  out.  Light,  clear 
sauces  for  the  fish,  chicken,  and  lamb  start  with  well-flavored 
stocks,  reduced  for  extra  flavor  and  body,  then  thickened  with  a  lit- 

tle cornstarch — no  butter  needed,  and  easily  done  ahead.  Steamed 

English  puddings  inspired  Mr.  Spingler's  nut-studded  chocolate version  which  has  a  delightful  texture  that  is  both  pudding  and 
cake  at  once.

us,"  Captain  MacHeath  sang 
in  John  Gay's  Beggar's  Op- 

era at  its  first  performance  in 
London  250  years  ago.  The 
glass  that  he  hfted  to  that 

rousing  song  most  Hkely  con- 
tained one  of  the  three  forti- 

fied wines  then  so  popular  in 

England — port,  sherry,  and 
Madeira. 

A  fortified  wine  from  Ita- 

ly— Marsala — became  popu- 
lar in  18th-century  England. 

It  was  especially  fashionable 

there  in  Regency  and  Victo- 
rian times  and  continues  to 

be  relished  by  connoisseurs, 
especially  those  who  enjoy  a 

smoothly-sweet  dessert  wine. 

There's  something  wonder- 
fully civilized  about  having 

sherry  as  an  aperitif,  or  port, 
Madeira,  or  Marsala  after 
dinner.  It  seems  to  make  us 

one  with  the  many  historical 
and  hterary  figures  who  have 

praised  their  felicitous  quali- 
ties. These  wines  differ  from 

what  are  known  as  table 

wines.  Grape  spirits  are  add- 
ed— thus  the  name,  "forti- 

fied"— during  the  special 
processes  that  impart  the  dis- 

tinctive tastes  that  give  them 

their  continuing  and  wide- 
ranging  appeal.  The  added 

brandy  like  spirits  lift  the  al- 
coholic content  of  these 

wines  to  over  14  percent,  and 
so  out  of  the  table  wine  cate- 

gory. Fourteen  percent  is  the 
maximum  permitted  for  table 
wine  in  this  country.  And 
that  added  alcohol  is  quite 
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Marinate  shrinqi  in  sherry, 
oil,  soy,  garlic,  titen  broil 

useful:  It  heightens  the  in- 
spiriting qualities  of  the  forti- 

fied wines  and  improves  their 
stability.  An  opened  bottle  of 
fortified  wine  will  keep — if 
tightly  recorked,  of  course, 

or  in  a  lidded,  tightly-stop- 
pered decanter — for  many 

months.  Well-made  f)orts, 
sherries,  and  Marsalas,  kept 
unopened,  remain  sound  and 
drinkable  for  from  50  to  100 

years.  And  there  have  been 
Madeiras,  reliably  dated  as 
having  been  bottled  150 
years  ago,  still  drinkable. 

Port 

Port  is  a  richly  flavored,  nat- 
urally sweet  wine  that  its 

producers  in  Portugal  would 
prefer  to  have  the  world  call 
"Porto."  The  four  types  of 
red  port  are:  Vintage — a 
rich,  often  overwhelming 
wine,  now  rarely  found  here; 
crusted  port — similar,  but  a 
blend  of  wines  from  several 

vintage^  ruby — a  blended 
port  made  from  young  wines 
and  the  le.  '■t  expensive;  and 
tawny  port,  wh':h  owes  its 
lighter  color  and  smoother 
taste  to  aging  in  casks  for  a 
decade  or  more. 

Ruby  and  tawn>  ;  irts  are 
the  p>orts  used  for  si;   ing  or 
for  making  mixed  dri   ;s  and 
in  cooking.  Vintage  an  I 
crusted  ports  are  too  co.stly 

and  elegant  to  be  mixed —

and  makes  a  delicious  aperi- 
tif when  well-chilled. Sherry 

The  sherries  usually  shipped 
to  the  U.S.  fall  into  three 

main  categories:  Pino — ex- 
tremely dry  and  pale  in  col- 

or, perfect  as  an  aperitif, 
chilled,  or  on  the  rocks; 
amontillado — medium  dry 
and  a  deejxr  gold  than  fino, 

with  a  delightfully  nutty  fla- 

vor. It  also  makes  a  lovely 

aperitif;  oloroso — the  dark- 
est, richest,  most  full-bodied 

and  fragrant,  not  surprisingly 

so,  for  the  Spanish  word 

oloroso  means  "fragrant." What  are  known  as  milk  and 

cream  sherries  are  really  oth- 
er names  for  rich  oloroso. 

Madeira 

Madeira,  favorite  wine  of  the 
American  colonists  and  of 
Thomas  Jefferson  and  our 
other  Founding  Fathers, 
comes  in  four  distinct  types. 

They  run  the  taste  gamut 
from  light  and  dry  to  heavy 

and  unctuously  sweet.  Ser- 
cial— driest  and  most  deli- 

cately flavored,  excellent  as 
an  aj)eritif  Some  types  of 
Sercial  are  called  by  the 
somewhat  whimsical  name 

Rainwater;  Verdelho — more 

golden  and  sweeter,  also  suit- 
able as  an  ajjeritif  or  after 

meals;  Boal,  sometimes 

spelled  Bual — a  sweet,  gold- 
en wine  excellent  with  des- 

serts or  after  dinner; 

Malmsey — a  richly-sweet 
wine  of  almost  liqueur-Uke 
intensity,  by  itself  after 
dinner  or  as  a  nightcap. 

Marsala 

A  fortified  wine  that's  often 
overlooked,  in  the  emphasis 
on  the  more  famous  three,  is 

Marsala.  It  is  Sicily's  great 
contribution  to  the  genre  and 
a  Sicilian  wine  that  has  de- 

servedly won  an  international 

reputation. 
Marsala's  tawny  color  and 

warm,  sweet  flavor  is  impart- 
ed by  a  final  addition  of 

grape  alcohol  and  boiled, 
concentrated  wine.  The  re- 

sult is  a  very  sweet  wine  with 
the  smell  and  taste  of  cara- 

mel. Marsala  is  aged  in  cask 

up  to  five  years,  and  the 
dark  amber  wine  that  results 

has  a  somewhat  dry  under- 
taste  to  counterpoint  its 
dominating  sweetness. 

Definitely  a  dessert  wine, 
Marsala  is  the  basis  of  the

□  Lightly  flour  your  hands  and  form  the 
dough  into  balls  the  size  of  marbles.  Place 
on  cookie  sheets  and  bake  in  a  preheated 

350°  oven  5-10  minutes.  Let  cool  on  racks. 
Roll  in  confectioners  sugar.  Store  in  airtight 
tins  or  jars;  these  are  better  several  days 
after  baking.  Makes  6  dozen  cookies. 

Fruit-nut  crackers 

INGREDIENTS 

/  cup  almonds 
3  tablespoons  butter 

V/z  cups  whole-wheat  flour 
Yz  teaspoon  salt 
%  cup  water 
V/2  cups  raisins 
Yz  cup  brown  sugar 

METHOD 

□  Grind  'A  cup  almonds  into  paste  (a  food 
processor  is  perfect  for  the  job),  add  the 
butter,  and  blend  well.  Add  the  flour  and 
salt  and  slowly  stir  in  just  enough  water  to 
make  a  manageable  dough.  Remove  from 

processor  or  bowl  to  a  lightly  floured  sur- 
face. Divide  the  dough  in  half  and  roll  out 

paper  thin  the  size  of  a  15y2-by-10V2-by-1- 
inch  jelly-roll  pan.  Roll  out  the  second  half 
equally  thin  and  set  aside. 
□  Grind  the  raisins,  sugar,  and  remaining 
72  cup  almonds  together.  Spread  on  one 
piece  of  the  pastry.  Cover  with  the  second 
piece.  Use  a  rolling  pin  to  roll  over  the 
pastry  until  it  is  about  Vt.  inch  thick.  Lift  the 

pastry  into  buttered  jelly-roll  pan.  Bake  in  a 

preheated  350°  oven  for  12-15  minutes. 
Remove  and  cut  into  2-inch  squares.  Store 
in  an  airtight  tin.  ■

The  renewed  popularity  of  wood  fur- 
nishings, generously  upholstered  seating, 

and  the  proliferation  of  curved  and  soft- 
ened edges  in  new  furniture  designs  are 

further  indications  of  this  trend.  What 

all  this  means  is  that  we  are  realizing  our 

need  for  both  mental  and  physical  well- 
being  in  a  time  of  increasing  technologi- 

cal and  social  complexity. 

In  an  age  of  such  time-saving  prod- 
ucts as  food  processors  and  computer- 
ized sewing  machines,  \v^e  also  need 

greater  physical  and  psychological  com- 
fort as  well.  We  are  beginning  to  under- 

stand our  designed  environment  better 
than  we  ever  have  before,  just  as  we  are 

beginning  to  understand  our  bodies  bet- 
ter than  ever  before,  too.  As  we  begin  to 

feel  our  muscles  in  that  attempt  to  exer- 
cise our  control  over  those  environ- 

ments, ergonomics  promises  to  be  an 
essential  tool  for  that  work.

How  to  make  quilted 

hook-and-grommet 
shades 

Materials:  Reversible  quilted 
fabric,  grommet  kit,  brass 
hooks,  seam  binding. 
Method:  Measure  windows. 

Cut  quilted  fabric  to  cover  the 
windows  and  a  bit  of  the 

frame — -usually  1-2  inches 
larger  than  the  window  mea- 

surement. Bind  raw  edges 

with  contrasting  seam  bind- 
ing. Edge  top  and  both  sides 

of  each  quilted  shade  with 
grommets,  following  package 
directions.  Their  number  will 

depend  on  the  window  size. 

Space  between  grommets  in- 
creases towards  the  top  of 

each  shade  to  compensate  for 
the  thickness  of  the  shade  as  it 

rolls  up.  Insert  brass  hooks  in- 
to the  window  frame,  lining 

them  up  with  the  grommets 
so  shade  stretches  tightly 
across  each  window. 

How  to  make  easy 
tailored  bed  covers 

Cut  square  or  triangular 
corners  out  of  a  comforter 

large  enough  to  cover  the  bed 
and  fall  to  the  floor.  Sew  splits 
together  to  make  tailored 
corners.  Cover  exposed  seams 
with  contrasting  bias  tape, 
edging  hems  the  same  way.

How  to  make 

quilted pillow  sacks 
Materials:  Reversible  quilted 
fabric,  seam  binding. 
Method:  Make  fabric  bags 

large  enough  to  hold  your  pil- 
low by  stitching  3  sides,  leav- 
ing one  side  open  to  slip 

pillow  in.  Cover  raw  edges 
and  all  exposed  seams  with 
contrasting  binding.  Stitch 
two  long  pieces  of  binding  to 
the  open  edge  of  each  sack  at 
top  and  bottom,  to  tie  pillow 
covers  together  at  one  side. 

How  to  make 

the  quilted  air- 
conditioner  cover 

The  air-conditioner  cover  is  a 

great  disguise,  and  shields 
your  room  from  drafts.  Cut  a 
piece  of  quilted  fabric  slightly 
larger  than  the  front  of  the 
unit,  stitch  on  strips  the 

length  and  depth  of  each  side. 
Edge  seams  with  binding.  Slip 
over  the  air  conditioner.

pillow  cover 
To  make  a  26-inch  pillow  cov- 

er with  a  4-inch  flange,  like 
the  one  on  page  81,  fold  a 

twin-size  sheet,  right  sides  to- 

gether. Cut  out  a  35'/4-inch 
square.  Stitch  around  all  four 

sides,  leaving  a  4-inch  open- 
ing to  turn  piece  right  side 

out.  Stitch  closed  by  hand. 
Press.  This  is  the  pillow  front. 

To  make  the  back  of  the  pil- 

low, cut  a  14y,-by-27'/;-inch 
piece  of  fabric  and  a  17X-by- 
27'/2-inch  piece  of  fabric.  Make 
a  1-inch  hem  across  one  long 
end  of  each  back  piece.  (These 
hemmed  edges  will  overlap  to 
form  the  back  of  the  pillow.) 

Press  VK-inch  seams  on  the  oth- 
er 3  sides  of  each  piece.  Chalk 

a  26-inch  square  on  the  wrong 
side  of  the  pillow  front.  Lay 
the  back  pieces,  right  sides 
out,  within  this  square  so  their 
hemmed  edges  overlap.  Stitch 
around  the  edges  of  these 

pieces.  Slip  26-inch  pillow 
form  into  pillow  case. 

These  directions  can  be 

adapted  for  any  size  pillow, 
any  size  llange.

quicker  the  process.  It  helps  to 
slit  and  scrape  the  branches  of 
shrubs;  hammer  tree  branches 

to  open  them  up.  Anyone  with 
a  cool  greenhouse  has  ideal 
conditions  for  forcing.  For 

apartment  dwellers,  a  sleeve  of 
plastic  sheeting  can  boost  the 
humidity  dogwood  and  apple 
need.  Of  course  you  never 

want  to  cut  late-spring  or 
summer  bloomers,  such  as 
deutzia  and  weigela,  that  need 

spring  to  set  buds. "For  me,  the  act  of  putting 
branches  or  a  flower  in  water 
is  what  arranging  is  all 

about,"  he  continues.  "When 
I  give  a  lecture,  I  try  to  break 

down  the  barrier  in  people's minds  that  fixing  flowers  is  a 
mystic  art.  Often  garden  club 

members,  with  very  good  in- 
tentions, set  up  a  series  of 

rules:  'you  shall  not,  you  must 

not,  you  cannot,  you  do  not.' What  is  all  this?  Gather  your 
flowers  and  arrange  them 

spontaneously!  Now  if  in  the 
final  analysis  your  flowers  are 
wrong  for  a  room  or  for  the 
vase,  or  simply  too  tall  and 
the  vase  will  topple  over,  then 

go  back  to  words  like  propor- 
tion, line,  harmony,  and  all 

that.  Certainly  there  should 

be  some  sort  of  interaction  be- 
tween the  vase  and  arrange- 

ment. A  narrow-necked  heavy 

urn  is  good  for  branches. 
Clear  glass  that  shows  the 
stems  is  attractive.  Anything 

that  holds  your  flowers  or 
branches  as  your  hands  would 
is  a  good  shape. 
"And  never  be  sad  the 

flowers  die.  Their  fleeting 

beauty  is  what  we  cherish. 

Love  them  while  they're 

there."

Can  spring  be  far  behind? 

A  new  way 

to  start  seeds, 

[!  plus  prize-winning 
annuals 

New  way  to  go  to  seed 

It  seems  this  first  growing  season  of 
the  ninth  decade  of  the  20th  century 

has  brought  us  a  brand-new  way  of  start- 
ing seeds.  It  involves  sprouting  the  seeds 

on  damp  cloth  or  paper  in  a  covered 
dish,  then  stirring  the  sprouts  into  a 
semifluid  gel  and  extruding  them,  like 

toothpaste,  into  the  garden  row.  Unger- 
minated  seeds  are  easily  removed,  and, 

although  spacing  in  the  row  may  be  irreg- 
ular, thinning  is  much  simplified.  This 

method  should  be  particularly  effective 

for  late-season  crops  of  lettuce,  which 
does  not  germinate  well  in  warm  soil. 

Sprouted  in  a  refrigerator  and  then  plant- 
ed out,  lettuce  will  be  all  set  to  grow 

mightily  as  days  get  shorter  and  nights 
cooler  in  early  fall.  Since  roots  on  the 
freshly  sprouted  seed  are  not  developed 
enough  to  be  damaged  by  planting  out, 
the  setback  usual  with  more  advanced 

plants  is  avoided,  and  development  is 
considerably  hastened.  A  complete  kit  for

An  extraordinary  bedroom 
and  boudoir  she  created  in 

1924,  called  "Monte 
Carlo,"  were  extremely streamlined  Art  Deco  and 

were  savagely  attacked  by 
the  critics. 

She  eventually  designed 
four  houses,  two  of  which 
remain.  Both  are  on  the  Cote 

d'Azur,  one  at  Roquebrune, 
and  her  own  country  home 
in  Castellar.  Both  were 
intended  to  function  as 
vacation  retreats  and  are 

filled  with  very  modern  ideas 
about  sunshine  and  fresh  air 

in  our  houses.  Flowers,  large 
windows,  even  a  built-in 
terrace  with  sun  traps  show 
her  interest  in  nature. 

The  major  generator  of 
interest  in  her  today  is  Zeev 
Aram,  a  Dutchman,  who 
worked  very  closely  with 
Eileen  Gray  to  produce 
replicas  for  a  new  group  of 
reproductions  which  are  now 
available  in  Europe  and  will 
come  to  America  early  this 
year  through  Stendig,  a 
furniture  company  known  for 
the  classic  modern  pieces  it 
has  introduced  here.

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There  are  six  pieces  in  the 
collection  to  date.  One  is  the 

Eileen  Gray  smoking  table, 
which  is  in  the  permanent 
collection  of  the  Museum  of 

Modern  Art.  It's  a  table 
made  of  chrome  and  smoked 

glass  which  adjusts  through  a 
clever  bolting  device  hidden 

inside  the  table's  handle.  The 
Jean  flip-top  extension  dining 
table  pulls  out  to  about  60 
inches.  There  are  two  chairs: 
The  Bibendum  chair  is  a 

tapered  tier  of  three  leather 
tubes  that  rest  on  metal  legs, 
while  the  Unconformist  chair 
is  built  on  design  principles 
of  exaggerated  asymmetry. 

The  Lota  sofa,  originally 

designed  for  Mme.  Levy's 
apartment,  was  later  kept  in 

Eileen  Gray's  own  house. 
The  sofa  is  covered  in  canvas 

and  rests  on  a  lacquered  base 
flanked  on  two  sides  by 

lacquered  boxes.  The  boxes 
detach  and  roll  around  on 

casters  as  separate  table 
surfaces.  The  flexibility  of 
the  furniture  and  its  easy 

portability  also  predate  our 
ideas  about  changing  seating 
arrangements  according  to 
the  needs  of  people.  The  last 
piece  is  the  Castellar  mirror, 
with  a  hidden  hinge  which 
allows  one  corner  to  swing 
into  the  center. 

Eileen  Gray  was  fascinated 

by  airplanes  and  flew  her 
own  single-engine  plane 
across  the  English  Channel 
in  1909.  Critics  have 
commented  on  her  interest  in 

aviation,  as  her  designs 
reflect  so  clearly  the 
streamlined  design  of  planes. 
Her  use  of  highly  technical 
materials  for  her  furniture 

(such  as  celluloidal  metal) 

and  her  inventive  space- 
saving  tables  and  clothes 
closets  all  point  to  the 
considerations  we  value  so 

highly — minimal  upkeep  and 
intelligent  use  of  space. 

Eileen  Gray:  Designer  was 
organized  by  the  Museum  of 
Modern  Art  and  was  first 
seen  at  the  Victoria  and 
Albert  Museum  in  London 

last  February  before  coming 
here.  It  is  currently  funded 
by  a  grant  from  the  Helena 
Rubinstein  Foundation.  The

John  Phillips — this  banal 
cliche  insults  the  bird's 
intelligence.  And,  according 
to  Phillips,  these  brainy 
creatures  make  interesting 
pets  if  treated  gently  and  with 
respect.  The  African  Gray  is 
the  expert  at  picking  up  and 
imitating  human  sounds  and 

phrases  ("The  Gray  is  at  ease 
in  all  earthly  and  celestial 

tongues,"  says  Phillips).  But 
any  parrot's  own  language 
repertory  is  elaborate,  and  the 
wise  owner  will  learn  to 

communicate  with  the  pet  in 
its  own  tongue. 

The  parrot's  basic  food  is 
seeds,  especially  sunflower, 
but  it  also  likes  peanuts, 
apples,  celery,  carrots,  and 
sometimes  greens  (no  meat).

Q.  What  can  you  tell  me  about  the  firm 
which  made  my  urn?  I  am  enclosing  a 
picture  of  the  urn  and  drawing  of  the 
mark.  P.R.H.— Crystal  River,  Fla. 

A.  Mermod,  Jaccard  &  Company  was 
active  at  St.  Louis,  Mo.,  from  1873  to 
1883.  It  succeeded  D.  C.  Jaccard  & 

Company  and  was  succeeded  by  Mer- 
mod &  Jaccard  Jewelry  Company, 

which  in  1905  was  succeeded  by  the 

present  Mermod,  Jaccard  &  King  Jewel- 
ry Company.  The  beginnings  of  this  firm 

date  from  about  1829,  when  Louis  Jac- 
card, a  French-Swiss  immigrant  and  the 

earliest  Jaccard  to  arrive  in  the  United 

States,  founded  L.  Jaccard  watchmaking 
in  St.  Louis. 

American  bird  sculpture 

Q.  My  ceramic  bird  sculpture  has  the 
description  Stangl  and  3581/J.V.  on  it. 
From  these  clues,  what  can  you  tell  me 
about  it?  L.W.R.— Old  Bridge,  N.J. 

A.  The  Stangl  Pottery  has  been  active 
at  Trenton.  N.J.,  since  1929.  It  traces  its 

beginnings  to  the  Fulper  Pottery,  whose 

production  program  by  about  1920  was 

being  headed  by  J.  Martin  Stangl,  a  cre- 
ative and  skilled  ceramist.  The  mold 

number,  3581,  on  your  sculpture  indi- 
cates that  it  was  to  be  called  Group  of 

Chickadees  and  would  measure  about  6 

by  8  inches.  It  was  cast  in  several  pieces 

and  a  process  called  "stick  up"  was  used 
to  assemble  the  finished  work  prior  to 
the  initial  bisque  firing.  The  initials  J.V. 
of  your  mark  are  those  of  the  decorator 
Jennie  Vidbel,  who  decorated  your  birds 

between  1941-1945. 

Chippendale-Style  chair 

Q.  Can  you  tell  me  anything  about  the 
origin  and  style  of  my  old  chair? 

L.J.G. — Lafayette,  La. 

A.  Your  Chippendale-style  chair  was 
made  in  Philadelphia  about  1760.  Origi- 

nally it  was  one  of  a  set  of  six  or  more 
chairs.  The  top  rail  of  your  chair,  known 

as  "Cupid's  bow,"  is  especially  associat- 
ed with  the  name  of  Chippendale,  who 

perfected  the  much-admired  design. 

Massachusetts  lamp 

Q.  My  old  lamp 

has  the  words  "F 
Rae''  on  it.  I 

would  like  to 
know  when  and 
where  it  was 
made.

— Lodi,  Calif. 

A.  The  Pairpoint  Manufacturing  Co.  of 

New  Bedford,  Mass.,  which  in  1894  be- 
came the  successor  of  the  Mount  Wash- 

ington Glass  Co.,  also  of  Bedford,  made 
your  glass  table  lamp,  probably  around 
1920.  The  delicate  reverse  painting  of 

sea  gulls,  waves,  and  clouds  in  soft 
shades  of  blue  and  creamy  white  was  the 
work  of  F.  Rae,  whose  signature  occurs 
on  the  shade.

Q.  I  have  sketched  the  marks  that  are 
on  my  old  clock.  Please  tell  me  where  it 
was  made  and  how  old  it  is. 

A.W.H. — Altamonte  Springs,  Fla. 

A.  Your  clock  is  in  the  Revived  Ba- 

roque style,  suggesting  a  date  of  manu- 
facture about  the  1880s.  Its  porcelain 

case  was  made  at  a  German  factory 

started  by  F.A.  Mehlem  in  1836  at  Pop- 
pelsdorf,  near  Bonn,  in  the  Rhineland, 

where  porcelam  was  first  made  m  1755. 
The  scenes,  replete  with  windmills,  are 
painted  in  enamel  colors  in  the  Delft 
manner.  The  A  trademark  belongs  to  the 
Ansonia  Clock  Co.,  which  made  the 
works  for  your  clock  at  its  Brooklyn, 
N.Y.,  factory  after  1878.

Victorian  wax  flowers 

Q.  Can  you  tell  me 
something  about 
the  background  of 
these  wax  flowers, 
which  I  understand 

are  quite  old?

A.  The  art  of  copying  flowers  in  wax 

was  a  fashionable  Victorian  accomplish- 
ment. The  most  elaborate  arrangements 

in  vases  were  set  under  a  domed  glass 
covering.  Pattern  books  and  molds  were 
available  and  the  materials  were  occa- 

sionally offered  for  sale  with  them.  Only 
those  flowers  were  considered  successful 

which  imitated  nature  so  closely  as  to 
deceive  the  eye  into  thinking  they  were 

real.  Included  among  the  Victorians'  fa- vorite flowers  was  the  Passion  Flower, 

so  named  from  its  supposed  resemblance 
in  its  botanical  parts  to  certain  symbols 
of  the  Crucifixion;  the  fuchsia,  popularly 
called  eardrop  for  the  blossom  swung 
from  its  sprays  in  the  same  manner  as 
the  long  earrings  then  worn  by  women; 
the  moss  rose;  and  the  camellia.

Walk  your  way  to  physical  fitness 

Habits  to  build — gait, 
posture,  and  stride. 

Are  you  a  partici- 
pant in  that  great 

ail-American  pas- 
time known  as 

physical  mactivi- 

ty?  If  so,  you're part  of  a  group 
that  comprises 

more  than  45  per- 
cent of  this  coun- 

try's population, 
according  to  gov- 
ernment  esti- 

mates. As  such, 

you  run  a  higher 
^^^^^^^^^^^^  risk  of  heart  ail- 

ments, circulatory  problems,  and  other 
degenerative  diseases.  But  the  federal 
government  would  like  to  remedy  that. 

Forget  about  jogging — it  wants  you  to 
walk  your  way  to  physical  fitness. 

"Three  miles  of  brisk  walking  will  ac- 
complish the  same  thing  as  3  miles  of 

jogging,"  says  C.  Carson  Conrad,  execu- 
tive director  of  the  President's  Council 

on  Physical  Fitness  and  Health.  "Our 
goal  IS  to  give  more  status  to  walking. 
Jogging  has  it,  but  we  have  to  bring 

walking  into  its  rightful  place."  Jogging 
may  boast  its  Jim  Fixxes  and  Dr.  Shee- 
hans,  but  walking  has  a  mystique  all  its 

own.  For  many  of  history's  greatest 
scholars,  statesmen,  poets,  and  intellec- 

tuals, walking  was  a  favorite  activity. 
Aristotle  conducted  his  teachings  afoot, 

under  the  premise  that  sustained  physi- 
cal activity  enhances  creative  thinking. 

Da  Vinci,  Dickens,  Jane  Austen,  Kant, 

Nietzsche,  Carlyle,  Rousseau,  Words- 
worth, Coleridge,  Freud,  Einstein,  Jef- 
ferson, Lincoln,  Truman — all  were  avid 

walkers.  There's  nothing  pedestrian 
about  being  a  pedestrian.

ed  the  release  of  no  fewer  than  14  books 

on  the  subject,  and  a  recently  released 
report  on  fitness  in  America  showed 

walking  to  be  the  country's  most  popu- 
lar form  of  exercise.  Even  cane  manufac- 

turers report  sales  are  on  the  upswing. 
Capitalizing  on  this  growing  popularity, 
the  federal  government  is  launching  a 
national  campaign  to  promote  walking 
as  a  safe,  painless  way  to  fitness.  So  if 

you're  not  out  to  reach  nirvana  or  the 
world's  lowest  pulse  rate,  if  you've  had  a 
long  history  of  inactivity,  problems  with 
obesity,  or  an  aversion  to  strenuous 
physical  activity  in  general,  walking  may 
be  the  exercise  for  you. 

We're  all  pros,  more  or  less,  when  it 
comes  to  walking — its  our  oldest  and 
most  natural  form  of  locomotion.  Our 

bodies  were  built  for  it  and  during  our 
lifetimes,  we  will  cover  more  than  70,000 

miles  on  foot — the  equivalent  of  three 
round-the-world  trips — without  giving  it 

much  thought.  But'" more  than  that, 
walking  is  an  accessible,  inexpensive,  so- 

ciable, and  safe  way  to  keep  fit.  Accord- 
ing to  Charles  T.  Kuntzleman,  senior 

consultant  on  physical  fitness  to  the  ex- 
ecutive board  of  the  Y.M.C.A.,  walking 

can  be  every  bit  as  much  an  aerobic  ex- 
ercise as  a  more  strenuous  sport.  If  done 

at  a  brisk  rate,  it  produces  what  is 

known  as  the  "training  effect,"  a 
strengthening  of 

the  body's  heart- 
lung  system.  In 
fact,  a  sustained 

program  of  vigor- ous walking  can 
result  in  a  better 

functioning  of  the 
entire  system  by 

strengthening 
muscles,  building 

tone  and  endur- 
ance, controlling 

weight,  aiding  di- 
gestion afui  elimi- 

nation, relieving  tension — in  short, 
doing  all  the  things  that  more  demand- 

ing forms  of  exercise  accomplish.  That's what  a  study  by  Dr.  Michael  Pollack  of 
Wake  Forest  University  Id  North  Caro- 

lina revealed  in  1971.  Dr.  Pollack  tested 

the  effects  of  walking  on  body  composi- 
tion and  cardiovascular  function,  two 

key  determinants  of  physical  fitness.  Six- 
teen sedentary  men  aged  40  to  57  fol- 

lowed a  20-week  walking  program.  Each 

man  walked  for  approximately  40  min- 
utes four  times  a  week,  gradually  in- 

creasing from  2.5  miles  per  session  in 
35.8  minutes  to  3.2  miles  in  41  minutes. 

Dr.  Allen  Seiner  tests  for 
running-shoe  flexibility  by 

flexing  shoe  at  ball  of  foot. 

By  the  end  of  the  testing,  each  of  the 

subjects'  resting  heart  rates  had  dropped 
by  several  points  and  all  16  had  lost 

from  2  to  3  pounds,  all  of  it  fat.  Amaz- 
ingly enough,  their  fitness  gains  equaled 

those  of  a  30-minute,  3-day-a-week  jog- 

ging program. How  to  plan  your 
walking  program 

In  planning  your  own  walking  program, 

you  might  want  to  consider  the  basic  re- 
quirements of  a  walk-to-fitness  plan  as 

set  forth  by  the  American  College  of 

Sports  Medicine.  It  recommends  from  3 
to  5  days  per  week  of  brisk  walking,  15 
to  60  minutes  in  duration,  depending  on 
the  intensity  of  pace. 

Here  are  a  few  other  tips:  If  you  have 
a  history  of  health  problems,  are  over 
35,  or  have  long  been  inactive,  consult 
your  doctor  about  a  walking  program. 
Otherwise,  begin  slowly  and  increase 
your  time  allotment  only  when  you  are 
comfortable  with  your  present  rate.  Use 

your  pulse  rate  as  a  guide  to  your  pro- 
gress. First,  determine  your  target  pulse 

rate — your  optimum  level  for  aerobic  ex- 
ercise. To  do  (his,  subtract  your  age 

from  220  and  take      of  that  number.

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Stay  within  that  range  when  walking.  As 
you  increase  in  fitness,  your  pulse  rate 

will  decrease,  signaling  greater  body  effi- 
ciency. Remember,  regularity  is  the  key 

to  any  exercise  program;  fitness  cannot 
be  stored.  Set  realistic  goals  which  will 
help  you  stick  to  it.  When  walking,  stay 
relaxed,  breathe  deeply,  and  take  com- 

fortable strides.  Keep  your  spine 
straight,  your  head  high;  let  your  arms 
swing  loosely  at  your  sides.  Walk  heel  to 
toe  and  let  each  leg  move  along  parallel 
lines,  one  line  for  each  foot.  Devote  a 

few  minutes  to  warm-ups  and  warm- 
downs.  Light  stretching  exercises  serve 
an  important  function,  warming  up  the 
muscles  and  preparing  them  for  exercise. 

The  important  areas  to  stretch  for  walk- 
ing are  the  back  of  the  legs  and  thighs. 

In  warming  down,  decrease  your  pace  as 
you  finish  your  session  and  do  some 

light  stretching.  Stopping  cold  after  ex- 
ercise allows  the  blood  to  pool  in  the  ex- 

tremities and  this  puts  greater  strain 
on  the  heart. 

The  proper  clothing 
Any  type  of  loose,  comfortable  apparel 
will  do  for  walks.  For  cool  weather, 

wear  layered  clothing  for  maximum  in- 
sulation. Stick  to  natural  fibers  which 

will  allow  the  skin  to  breathe;  synthetics 
too  often  keep  the  body  damp,  and  wet 
skin  acts  like  a  wick,  draining  heat  from 
the  body  at  a  rate  of  200  times  that  of 
normal  air  circulation.

This  mixture  is  pH  and  iso- 
tonic, which  means  it  approximates  your 

own  blood's  composition  and  is  more 
easily  assimilated  into  the  system. 

Foot  notes 

While  walking  is  the  best  all-around 
conditioner  for  your  feet,  they  will  be 
hitting  the  ground  more  than  400  times 
per  mile,  so  they  must  be  supported  and 

protected  by  comfortable,  cushioned 
footwear.  We  asked  Dr.  Allen  Seiner,  a 

podiatrist  and  authority  on  sports  medi- 
cine, for  some  tips  on  walking  shoes  for 

regular  terrain.  "Your  best  bet  is  a  good 

jogging  shoe,"  advises  Dr.  Seiner,  "be- cause walking  and  jogging  are  both  for- 
ward-motion sports.  You  move  from 

heel  to  toe  and  in  one  direction,  so  the 
shoe  is  built  for  stability.  Tennis  shoes 
are  completely  different;  they  are  meant 
for  side-to-side  movement  and  built  for 

flexibility.  Don't  confuse  the  two." Here  are  some  important  things  to 
look  for  when  selecting  a  good  walking/ 

jogging  shoe,  according  to  Dr.  Seiner: 
1.  Select  a  shoe  with  a  slightly  elevated 
heel.  Since  most  men  and  women  wear 

shoes  with  1-inch  or  higher  heels,  a 
switch  to  flat  shoes  will  stretch  calf  mus- 

cles and  can  cause  considerable  pain. 
2.  Check  the  counter  or  back  part  of  the 
shoe  for  stiffness.  A  stiff  counter  will 

prevent  your  heal  bone  from  sliding 
from  side  to  side,  lessening  the  chances 
of  heel  pains  and  blister  formation. 

3.  Test  for  shoe  flexibility.  Place  two  fin- 
gers on  the  toe  box  (the  front  part  of  the 

shoe),  and  gently  push  upward.  The  shoe 
should  bend  one-third  of  the  way  from 
this  point,  because  this  is  where  your 
foot  bends  when  walking. 
4.  Make  sure  your  shoe  has  resilient 
cushions  which  will  absorb  the  shock  of 

impact  with  the  ground.  "Remember," 
cautions  Dr.  Seiner,  "the  ultimate  func- 

tion of  a  shoe  is  to  protect  and  cushion 

your  foot.  A  good  shoe  won't  get  rid  of 
your  foot  problems,  but  it  shouldn't  ag- 

gravate them  either." To  assure  a  good  fit.  Dr.  Seiner  makes 
these  recommendations:  Make  sure 

there  is  a  finger's  breadth  between  your 
longest  toe  and  the  end  of  the  shoe. 

"Most  problems  come  from  too  tight  a 

fit,"  he  says.  "This  can  cause  sore  toe- 
nails and  callus  formation.  Check  that 

the  toe  box  is  squared  off,  not  sloping. 

This  permits  your  toes  the  sufficient 
room  to  sit  comfortably,  especially  im- 

portant if  you  have  hammer  toes  or 
corns  and  calluses.  If  you  have  special 
foot  problems,  consult  an  orthopedist  or 

podiatrist  regarding  prescription  foot- 
wear. Lastly,  break  in  your  walking 

shoes  around  the  house  for  a  few  days 
before  taking  them  on  a  long  walk. 

What  to  do  for 

minor  foot  problems 
A  slow,  realistic  start  on  your  walking 

program  should  assure  you  minimal 
aches  and  pains,  but  here  is  more  advice 
from  Dr.  Seiner  should  you  develop  mi- 

nor foot  problems. 
Blisters:  skin  burns  produced  by  friction. 
If  the  blister  is  small,  leave  it  alone  and 

keep  it  clean.  If  it's  big,  drain  with  a sterilized  needle  and  treat  with  antibiotic 

ointment;  never  remove  the  skin. 

Athlete's  foot:  a  fungus  which  grows  in 
dark,  damp  environments.  A  good  over- Continued  on  page  32

PLANTS  AROUND  THE  HOUSE 

BY  RICHARD  LANGER 

Off  with  their  heads! 

There  comes  a  point  in  most  house 

plants'  lives  when  it  really  pays  to 
"throw  out  the  baby  and  keep  the  bath 
water."  Nycotocereus,  or  queen-of-the- 
night  cactus,  represents  just  such  a  case. 

A  6-foot  monster,  it  has  scraggly  foliage 
more  than  compensated  for  by  its  super- 
fragrant  8-inch-diameter  white  flowers. 
Still,  of  its  6-foot  height,  only  the  upper 

third  has  leaves.  The 
rest  is  a  collection  of 
stilts. 

Rejuvenation  in 
this  case  calls  for 

drastic  steps.  A  ma- 
chete swung  across 

the  plant  6  to  8  inch- 
es from  the  top  of 

the  pot  would  be 
about  right.  Pruning 
shears  would  actual- 

ly do  a  neater  job. 
But  the  principle  is 

the  same.  Decapita- 
tion. 

Most  treelike 
thick-stemmed 

plants  such  as  the 
Nycotocereus,  the 
common  avocado 

tree,  dracaena.  An- 
gel-wing begonias, 

and  English  ivy  will 
respond  to  such

dy," prunes ficus ■  shoots  on  the  stem ^^^^^^^^^H  that  remains  and 

from  below  soil  level.  The  top  foliage 

can  either  be  air-layered  to  produce  new 

plants  before  it's  hacked  off  or,  in  many 
cases,  rooted  directly  to  propagate  new 

plants.  For  instance,  by  rooting  2-  and  3- 
inch  cuttings  from  that  6-foot  Nycoto- 

cereus, I  could  end  up  with  as  many  as 
50  or  60  new  plants.  So  even  if  the  old 

plant  decided  to  give  up  the  ship,  I'd 
have  more  than  enough.  Still,  decapita- 

tion is  a  last  resort,  and  an  action  which 

many  of  us  are  too  soft-hearted  to  take — 

even  if  it's  for  the  plant's  own  good. 
There  are  also  several  whole  plant 

groups  where  this  simply  will  not  work. 

Palms,  for  instance,  have  only  one  grow- 
ing point.  Cut  that  out — and  no  more 

palm.  So  don't  try  to  behead  palms  in  a 
last-ditch  attempt  at  restoration.  The 
same  holds  true  for  bromeliads,  ferns, 

agave,  and  African  violets.  African  vio- 
lets, bromeliads,  and  ferns  all  grow  in  a 

rosette  pattern.  That  is,  their  leaves  dc- 

By  merciless

leaves,  you  can 

give  a  face-lift  to 

middle-aged  plants 

velop  from  a  central  growing  point.  Al- 
though this  is  not  an  actual  botanical 

classification,  plants  developing  in  this 

pattern  for  the  most  part  can't  have  their 
tops  completely  cut  off.  They  must  be 
resuscitated  more  gently.  So  where  do 

you  start? 
Let's  pick  an  old  overgrown  but  scrag- 
gly African  violet,  since  almost  everyone 

has  grown  one.  Or  perhaps  a  once-beau- 
tiful wax  begonia  that  has  over  the  years 

taken  on  the  appearance  of  Medusa's 
spare  fright  wig. 

The  first  thing  to  do  is  to  remove  all 
wilted  or  damaged  leaves.  A  damaged 
leaf,  unlike  a  broken 

finger,  will  never 
heal.  Scar  tissue  may 

develop,  but  the  leaf 
will  never  look  fresh 

and  unspoiled  again. 
More  importantly,  it 
will  never  function 

properly  again. 
Although  the  un- 

damaged part  of  the 
leaf  will  continue  to 

photosynthesize,  the 
injured  part,  besides 

being  visually  dis- 
tracting, will  remain 

nonfunctional  for 

the  plant.  A  healthy 
new  leaf  growing  in 
its  place  will  produce 
a  healthier,  stronger  plant.  Tell  yourself 

you're  helping  the  plant,  and  things  will 
go  more  easily. 

Or,  if  you  get  a  chance,  watch  profes- 
sional growers  passing  through  their 

greenhouse  one  day.  Even  showing  you 

their  prized  collection,  they  can't  keep 
from  pinching  here  and  snipping  there  as 
they  go,  always  puttering  and  pruning 

out  anything  that  isn't  just  right.  In  fact, 
if  you  get  into  that  habit,  you'll  probably 
Dcver  have  another  scraggly  middle-aged 
plant  to  worry  about. 

Back  to  the  problem  plant.  You  have 
pinched  off  all  the  dead  and  injured 
leaves  and  blossoms.  Now  it  looks 

scrawnier  than  ever.  Well,  I  didn't 
promise  you  instant  beauty.  But  take 
heart,  better  days  are  ahead:  Give  the  re- 

maining leaves  and  stems  a  nice  tepid 
shower.  The  most  important  part  to 
wash  is  the  undersides  of  the  leaves.  This 

is  where  most  of  the  pores  are,  and  this 

is  where  your  plants  breathe — or  choke 
on  dust. 

Next  take  a  fork  and  gently  scratch 
the  soil  all  around  the  top  of  the  pot.  Dig 

as  deeply  as  you  can  to  aerate  the  soil 
without  breaking  the  roots.  Now  stir  in 
some  time-release  fertilizer  and  water 
well. 

Or,  instead  of  just  straight  fertilizer, 

you  may  want  to  try  a  new  product 
called  Restore  (Ringer  Corp.,  6860  Fly- 

ing Cloud  Drive,  Eden  Prairie,  Minn. 

55343),  which  I  tried  and  found  the  re- 

sults quite  good.  Plugged  as  "the  organic 
and  microbic  plant  food  and  soil  rebuild- 
er,"  this  additive  is  a  balanced  fertilizer 
made  from  grain,  bone  meal,  and  citrus 

fruit.  I'm  not  sure  exactly  which  mi- 

To  rejuvenate  plant:  Cut  top  branches  as  indicated,  left,  and 
loosen  soil  in  pot.

crobes  are  supposedly  involved,  but  I 

can  attest  to  the  fact  that  they  are  in- 
volved. The  directions  specifically  say  to 

"always  discard  unused  Restore  solution 

to  avoid  possible  odors."  Always  experi- 
menting, I  let  some  excess  solution  stand 

around  for  a  couple  of  weeks.  The  odor 

wasn't  exactly  the  same  as  that  in  our 
sheep  barn— but  there  was  no  doubt  that 
microbic  action  was  involved.  In  the 

soil,  however,  there  is  no  odor  from  Re- 
store, and  the  plants  seem  to  like  it.

After  the  plant  has  been  cleaned  up, 
set  it  back  where  it  was  and  give  it  a  few 
weeks  to  start  new  growth.  You  should 
see  leaf  buds  developing  within  2  or  3 
weeks.  On  stemmy  and  vining  plants 
such  as  geraniums,  abutilon  (flowering 
maple),  myrtle,  philodendron,  pothos, 
sweet  olive,  and  the  velvet  plant,  these 
new  leaves  will  erupt  from  the  leaf  scars 
where  dead  leaves  were  removed,  as  well 
as  from  the  tips  of  the  growing  plants. 

If  all  the  growth  still  seems  to  come  at 
the  end  of  the  plant,  leaving  the  center 
as  bare  and  scraggly  as  before,  prune 
back  a  third  of  each  growing  stem.  This 
will  force  out  new  lateral  growth.  Keep 
pinching  back  every  time  three  or  four 
new  sets  of  leaves  have  formed  in  one 

place,  and  within  a  year  you  should  have 
a  bushy,  thick  plant  even  a  florist  would 
be  proud  of. 

Solving  the  problems  of  large, 
slow-growing  plants 

Large  slow-growing  specimens  such  as 
the  jade  tree,  dizygotheca,  rubber  plants, 
and  schefflera  present  a  special  problem 
in  that  waiting  for  them  to  fill  in  at  the 
bottom  could  try  the  patience  of  Job.  So 
try  a  different  solution.  Even  a  single 
leaf  from  a  succulent  such  as  the  jade 
plant  will  take  root  readily.  We  had  a 

somewhat  top-heavy  specimen  whose 
entire  appearance  was  altered  in  a  year 
by  removing  a  dozen  leaves  from  the 

center  of  the  plant,  where  they  weren't 
missed,  and  planting  these  along  the 

edge  of  the  pot.  Now  there's  a  small  for- 
est of  young  growth  surrounding  the 

mother  plant,  filling  in  the  bare  low 
spots. 

Nonsucculents  such  as  the  rubber 

plants,  dizygotheca,  scheffiera,  and  dra- 

caena  don't  take  well  to  this  type  of  cov- 
er-up, simply  because  their  leaves  will 

not  root  readily.  In  this  case,  consider 

companion  planting — some  cream-col- 
ored pothos  trained  along  the  base  and 

up  the  stems  of  your  dracaena,  or  a  deep 
green  philodendron  to  hide  the  bare 
spots  on  your  rubber  plant.  Mix  and 

match.  Nature  does,  to  everyone's  ad- 
vantage. 

The  rosette  group  presents  a  special 
problem  and  offers  a  special  solution. 
Once  all  the  leaves  that  should  be  re- 

moved have  been  pinched  off,  the  re- 
maining leaves  washed,  and  the  soil 

aerated  and  fertilized,  new  leaves  should 
burst  forth  from  the  center.  Sometimes 

they  do.  In  another  case  the  improve- 
ment is  scant.  If  that's  the  case,  chances 

are  you  have  a  batch  of  secret  plants  in 
your  pot. 

Many  plants  with  the  rosette-growing 
habit,  such  as  the  African  violets  and 
other  gesneriads,  bromeliads,  and  many 
succulents,  as  well  as  non-rosette-grow- 

ing plants  such  as  orchids,  begonias,  and 
anthuriums,  multiply  their  numbers  by 
growing  plantlets  next  to  the  mature 
plants.  In  nature  this  works  fine  to 
spread  the  species  around.  In  your  pots, 
it  makes  for  overcrowding. 

Many  a  seedy-looking,  middle-aged 
plant  can  be  rejuvenated  simply  by  re- 

moving young  plants  hiding  beneath  its 
leaves.  Look  carefully  at  that  stunted 
African  violet.  Are  there  really  two  or 
three  plants  there  instead  of  one  as  you 
supposed?  If  so,  divide  and  conquer  your 
problem.  Cut  apart  the  plants  with  a 

sharp  knife.  If  you're  going  to  work  on 
more  than  one  specimen,  incidentally, 

it's  not  being  overly  conscientious  to 
sterilize  the  knife  by  passing  it  through 
an  open  flame  the  way  professional 

growers  do.  You'll  be  leaving  an  open 
cut,  which  is  an  invitation  to  disease.  In 

some  cases,  simply  breaking  apart  the 
plants  works  well. 

When  you  do  separate  plants,  try  to 
get  a  balanced  root  system  with  each 
specimen.  Pot  the  plants  separately  and 
keep  them  in  rather  subdued  light  for  a 

week  until  they've  healed  and  new  roots 
have  begun  to  form. 

If  wilting  becomes  apparent  the  first 
couple  of  days,  cover  the  plants  with  a 
clear  plastic  bag  supported  by  a  few 
stakes  to  keep  it  draping  clear  of  the 

plants.  The  extra  moisture  of  this  mini- 
greenhouse  will  keep  things  growing. 

Or  simply  put  the  pot  in  a  large  plastic 
bag  and  blow  it  up  like  a  balloon  before 
binding  the  end  off  with  a  rubber  band. 
The  balloon  method  works  very  well, 
and  the  extra  carbon  dioxide  of  your 
breath  may  actually  work  as  a  growth 

booster.  In  any  case,  I've  never  found  it 
to  hurt. 

Getting  rid  of  a  plant's 
middle-age  bulge 

Having  worked  our  way  down  from  the 

sparse  top  of  our  middle-aged  plant  in 
need  of  rejuvenation,  we  now  reach  the 

bulge.  Plants  hide  their  middle-aged 

bulge  well.  It's  buried  unseen  beneath 
the  soil  and  easily  overlooked — which 
makes  it  potentially  harmful. 

The  bulge  in  the  case  of  a  middle-aged 
plant  is  a  Gordian  knot  of  intertwined 

roots  that,  reaching  the  pot's  edge,  are 
deflected  and  grow  back  into  the  root 
ball,  then  out  the  other  side,  then  back  in 

again — and  so  on  until,  in  some  aged 

specimens,  there's  little  left  in  the  pot 
but  a  mass  of  tangled,  packed  roots  un- 

able to  really  sustain  the  plant  above. 
If  one  of  your  plants  merely  sits  there, 

slipping  slowly  into  the  disaster  zone 
rather  than  putting  on  a  lush  display  of 

densely  packed  greenery,  check  that  the 
shoe  is  not  pinching.  To  knock  out  the 

plant,  put  your  fingers  over  the  dirt  with 

the  plant's  stem  between  your  middle 
and  index  fingers.  Rap  the  pot  sharply

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against  a  hard  surface.  Turn  it  upside 

down  and  slip  the  pot  off.  If  it  won't 
come  readily,  slip  a  long  knife  blade  be- 

tween the  pot  and  the  soil  and  cut  all  the 
way  around  as  if  you  were  removing  a 

recalcitrant  cake  from  its  pan.  A  serrat- 
ed bread  knife,  incidentally,  is  an  excel- 

lent garden  tool  for  this  purpose.  Add 
one  to  your  tool  kit. 

Once  the  root  ball  has  been  depotted, 
set  it  down  on  a  hard  surface  such  as  a 

cutting  board  or  plank.  Now  slice  away 

sections  of  the  root  ball.  Catting  down- 
ward, leave  the  center  undisturbed  while 

removing  slices  of  root  ball  from  all 

sides.  When  you're  done,  the  top  of  the 
root  mass  should  be  wider  than  the  bot- 

tom, just  as  before.  The  difference  is 

that,  when  you're  done,  there  should  be a  full  inch  between  the  root  ball  and  the 

sides  of  the  old  pot — actually,  let's  say  a 
pot  the  same  size  as  the  old  one.  Cut  a  1- 
inch  wheel  off  the  bottom  of  the  root 

ball  as  well. 

It's  always  a  good  idea  to  set  your 
plant  in  a  new  pot  after  root-pruning. 
Don't  discard  the  old  pot,  but  clean  it 
well.  Disinfect  it  with  a  solution  of  '/j 
cup  of  liquid  Clorox  to  1  gallon  water. 
Set  aside  and  use  later  when  you  need  a 
new  pot. 

The  1-inch  space  between  your  trun- 
cated root  ball  and  the  pot  should  be 

filled  with  a  potting  soil  mixture  similar 
to  the  original  one  to  which  the  plant 

was  accustomed.  Don't  forget  to  put fresh  shards  at  the  bottom.  Press  the  soil 

into  place  firmly  and  soak  the  whole  pot 
to  settle  the  matter. 

You're  all  done — except  for  perhaps 
wondering  why  you  should  go  through 
all  this  if  the  plant  is  just  going  to  send 
out  lots  of  new  roots  to  replace  the  old 
ones.  What  was  wrong  with  the  original 
roots? 

Well,  it's  not  only  the  crowding  prob- 
lem you  have  relieved  by  root-pruning. 

You've  altered  the  actual  quality  of  the 
root  structure.  The  older,  mature  roots 
do  not  have  as  many  fine  feeder  roots 

per  square  inch  of  surface  area  as  the 

slim  new  roots  do.  And  it's  these  fine, 
hairlike  roots  that  absorb  the  nutrients 

and  feed  your  plant.  More  hairlike  roots 
mean  a  healthier  plant.  As  the  new  roots 

develop,  you'll  notice  a  distinct  change 
in  your  greenery.  It  will  once  again  look 
lush  and  full.  Root-pruning  means  reju- 

venation. ■

Hinges  for  all 

around  the  house, 

plus  an  easy  method 

for  cleaning  your 

oven  hood  filter 

Q.  Would  you  describe  the  most 
common  types  of  household  hinges 
and  their  uses? 

A.  Hinge  designs  differ  and  their  attach- 
ments vary,  but  they  all  have  the  same 

purpose:  to  secure  a  door  in  or  over  an 
opening.  Some  are  for  use  on  large, 
heavy  doors,  some  on  relatively  large  but 
lightweight  doors,  and  some  on  small 
cabinet  doors.  Some  are  completely  con- 

cealed when  the  door  is  closed;  some  are 

partially  hidden.  Some  hinges  are  deco- 
rative as  well  as  functional,  others  strict- 

ly utilitarian.  They  are  installed  in  one  of 

three  ways:  surface-mounted  (across  the 
face  of  the  door  and  frame),  mor- 

tised (a  shallow  recess  is  cut  out 
of  the  door  edge  and  out  of  the 

jamb),  or  offset  (such  as  attach- 
ment to  the  top  of  the  door  and 

jamb). Most  are  made  of  steel  and 

then  plated.  Cabinet  hardware  is 
made  in  a  number  of  different 

finishes.  Common  decorative  fin- 
ishes are  antique  brass,  copper, 

or  silver  in  appearance.  White 
and  flat-black  coatings  are  also 
produced  by  a  few  hardware 
manufacturers. 

The  most  familiar  hinge  is  the 

loose-pin  butt,  which  is  used  on 
the  greatest  number  of  house- 

hold doors.  It  is  set  into  mortises 

cut  into  both  the  door  and  jamb. 
To  remove  the  door  from  the 

jamb  without  loosening  the 
screws,  lift  out  the  pin. 

The  loose-joint  hinge  separates 
when  the  door  is  lifted.  The  pin 

is  headless  and  situated  perma- 
nently in  the  jamb  leaf.  If  you 

have  a  door  that  for  sorne  reason 

requires  occasional  removal,  this 

is  the  hinge  to  use.  It,  too,  re- 
quires a  mortise  cut. 

The  piano  or  continuous  hinge 
is  basically  a  very  long  butt  hinge 
with  a  nonremovable  pin.  It  is  easily  cut 
to  size  with  a  hacksaw.  Piano  hinges  are 
used  on  some  chests  and  cabinets  and  on 
table  leaves. 

Leaves  of  the  no-mortise  hinge  auto- 
matically provide  the  proper  gap  be- 

tween the  door  and  frame.  The  positive

The  T-hinge  and

The  butterfly 

hinge  is  one  of 
many  ornamental 

types.

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cuts  in  the  door  edge  and  in  the  jamb.  Al- 
though relatively  expensive  and  rather 

difficult  to  install,  it  can  give  cabinet 
doors  the  fineness  of  well-made  furniture. 

The  type  of  cabinet  door  dictates  the 
type  of  hinge  you  can  use.  Doors  can  be 
fiush  (door  sits  within  the  frame),  over- 
layed  (door  covers  the  frame),  or  inset 

(door  edges  are  rabbeted,  partially  over- 
laying and  partially  within  the  frame). 

One  leaf  of  the  flush-door  hinge  at- 
taches to  the  frame,  while  the  other 

wraps  around  the  edge  and  backside  of 
the  door.  Pivot  hinges  are  secured  to 
both  the  top  and  bottom  edges  of  the 
door  and  to  the  face  of  the  frame,  mak- 

ing a  concealed  hinge  on  an  overlay 
door.  One  side  of  the  semiconcealed 

hinge  is  mounted  on  the  frame,  and  the 
other  side  is  attached  to  the  back  of  an 

overlay  door.  The  Va-inch  semiconcealed 
hinge  is  secured  to  the  inset  door  in  a 
similar  manner. 

Hinges  are  often  sold  attached  to 
cards  with  directions  included;  however 

many  are  sold  without  instructions. 
Cabinet  hinges  are  usually  easy  to  mount 
and  necessary  screws  are  provided.  Drill 

pilot  holes — this  is  especially  important 
when  working  with  hardwoods  or  com- 

position materials. 
To  mortise,  use  a  sharp  wood  chisel  to 

cut  out  the  recess.  Be  careful  not  to  cut 

too  deeply — a  mortise  should  only  be  as 
deep  as  the  thickness  of  the  hinge  leaf.  If 
you  do  overcut,  shim  out  the  hinge  with 

a  piece  of  cardboard. 
Hinges  should  open  and  close  smoothly. 

All  need  to  be  aligned  carefully.  If  a  hinge 

squeaks,  grease  the  pin  with  petroleum  jel- 
ly or  spray  with  a  penetrating  lubricant. 

Q.  Is  there  an  easy  method 
for  cleaning  the  filter  of  an  oven 
hood  exhaust  fan? 

A.  Once  the  filter  is  removed,  place  it  in 
the  kitchen  sink  with  its  backside  facing 

upward.  Run  a  heavy  stream  of  hot  wa- 
ter over  the  entire  surface  to  remove 

some  of  the  dust  collected  on  the  front 

side.  If  your  sink  has  a  hand"sprayer,  use 
it  for  this  operation. 

Place  several  layers  of  newspaper  on 
the  floor  of  your  bathtub.  Stand  filter 
lengthwise  on  the  paper,  leaning  its  top 

edge  against  the  wall  above  the  tub.  (If 
the  wall  is  not  tiled,  tape  paper  on  it  be- 

fore filter  is  positioned.) 

Open  window  and  turn  on  the  bath- 
room exhaust  fan  if  there  is  one. 

Spray  both  sides  of  the  mesh  with  a 
foam-type  oven  cleaner.  Use  care  not  to 
breathe  the  fumes  or  to  get  any  of  the 

cleaner  on  your  skin.  Let  the  cleaner  re- 
main on  the  filter  10-15  minutes.  Re- 
move the  newspaper  and  run  hot  water 

over  the  filter  to  flush  away  foam. 

A  second  application  may  be  neces- 
sary. (The  filter  is  made  of  aluminum

Snow  away 

Q.  We're  thinking  of  having  a  new 
driveway  installed  with  a  heating 
system  that  would  melt  snow. 
Please  tell  us  how  such  a  system 
can  be  obtained. 

— B.L.,  Woodbury,  N.J. 

A.  An  engineer  would  have  to  custom- 
design  a  system  to  suit  your  site  and  cli- 

mate: Check  city  yellow  pages  under 

"Engineers — Air  Conditioning,  Heating 

&  Ventilating"  and  also  under  "Heating 

Contractors." According  to  William  P.  Chapman, 

former  president  of  the  American  Soci- 
ety of  Heating,  Refrigerating,  and  Air- 

Conditioning  Engineers  (ASHRAE), 
with  the  current  energy  situation,  most 
homeowners  would  find  such  a  system 

extravagant  unless  there's  an  elderly  or 
handicapped  person  in  the  family,  an  in- 

cline that  makes  any  ice  that  much  more 

slippery,  and  a  lack  of  dependable  shov- 
ehng  or  plowing.  Based  on  figures  from 

ASHRAE's  Handbook  (chapter  38  of 
the  Systems  volume,  in  the  reference  sec- 

tion of  many  city  libraries),  a  12-by-50- 
foot  electrically-cabled  driveway  can  be 
a  24,000-watt  proposition  in  the  Morris- 
town,  N.J.,  area,  and  as  much  as  a 
45, 000- watt  one  in  a  severe-winter  area 
like  Minneapolis. 

If  you  still  think  such  a  system  may  be 
for  you,  Mr.  Chapman  suggests: 

— There  are  two  types  of  heat  grids — 
electrical  resistance  cables  or  plastic 
tubing  containing  nonfreezing  fluid. 

— The  tubing  system  generally  costs 
more  to  install  but,  in  most  areas,  less 

to  operate.  When  a  house  is  heated 

with  water  or  steam,  it's  usually  cho- 
sen, as  it  can  be  hooked  into  the  house 

heating  system  via  a  heat  exchanger. 
— Consider  having  heaters  installed  only 

under  tire  tracks  to  cut  costs. 
— Be  sure  the  contractor  insulates  the 

bottom  and  sides  of  the  driveway 

heating  system  well  and  installs  an 
adequate  drainage  system  for  it,  given 
the  climate,  so  melted  snow  runs  off 
the  driveway  before  refreezing. 

— Consider  a  thermostat.  You  want  the 

driveway  just  warm  enough  to  melt 

snow  but  not  so  warm  it's  bone  dry. 
— Turn  the  driveway  system  on  a  few 

hours  before  snow  is  expected  so  it 
can  warm  up.  ■

One's  first  decision  when  attending  a 
Ring  Cycle,  therefore,  is  how  to  sched- 

ule meals.  We  decided  to  concentrate  on 

lunches,  then  have  a  snack  after  the  op- 
eras. 

So  Sunday  lunchtime  we  rushed  off  to 

Henry's  Off  Broadway,  where  the  menu 
included  seafood  quiches  and  frittatas, 
and  delicious  fresh  fruit  bowls  of  melon, 

papaya,  strawberries. 
Our  hotel  was  the  Washington  Plaza, 

a  magnificent  building  in  the  center  of 
town  with  a  new  round  tower  block.  A 

short  walk  from  the  hotel  takes  you  to 
the  Monorail,  elegant  transportation 

built  for  the  Seattle  World's  Fair  of 
1962.  It  costs  25  cents  and  takes  less 

than  2  minutes  to  ride  to  the  Space  Nee- 
dle on  this  zippy  train,  from  which  you 

get  a  splendid  view  of  the  city. 
Once  at  the  famous  Space  Needle 

(where  you  can  eat  in  a  revolving  restau- 
rant), you  walk  through  the  park  built 

for  the  World's  Fair,  with  carousels.  Big 
Wheels,  and  several  civic  buildings,  until 
you  arrive  at  the  Opera  House.  (It  takes 
about  8  minutes,  under  a  covered  walk- 

way— Seattleites  are  always  prepared  for 
rain!)  One  nice  thing  to  do  is  to  explore 
the  Modern  Art  Museum  or  the  North- 

west Craft  Center  on  your  way  to  the

when  they  close. 

The  opera  house  is  open  in  design, 
with  a  wide  raked  orchestra,  and  a  low- 

ered orchestra  pit  as  at  the  Bayreuth 
Festival  Theater  in  Germany.  There  are 
several  good  food  centers  in  the  house  so 

you  can  stave  off  hunger  in  the  intermis- 
sions. The  acoustics  are  very  good. 

Monday  night  was  Die  WalkUre,  after 
which  we  had  sandwiches  in  our  room, 

having  found  out  that  few  restaurants  in 
Seattle  stay  open  after  midnight. 

Tuesday  night  was  opera-free,  so  we 
dined  at  The  Other  Place,  one  of  the  best 
restaurants  in  Seattle.  It  specializes  in 

game  and  fresh  fish. 
Wednesday  we  had  a  late  breakfast  at 

Maximilien's,  in  the  heart  of  the  Pike 
Place  market.  This  was  our  favorite 

place  in  Seattle — hundreds  of  stalls  of 
fruit,  vegetables,  spices,  flowers,  foods, 

jewelry,  and  weaving.  The  fish  in  partic- 
ular amazed  us — jumbo  crab,  lobster, 

catfish,  black  bass,  and  four  kinds  of 
salmon. 

Maximilien's  in  the  Market  is  like  a 
French  cafe,  with  mirrored  walls  and  an 
African  violet  on  each  table,  and  a  view 
over  Pier  59.  They  serve  cafe  au  lait  and 

croissants,  or  a  spinach  and  onion  souf- 
fle for  breakfast,  to  the  strains  of  classi- 
cal music.  For  lunch:  simple  soups, 

salads,  and  pates. 
We  then  visited  Pioneer  Square,  the 

oldest  part  of  Seattle,  which  is  in  the 
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gram.  It  has  some  interesting  examples 

of  revival  Romanesque  and  Gothic  ar- 
chitecture, and  you  can  take  a  walking 

tour  of  the  area  both  above  and  under- 
ground. We  enjoyed  a  taste  of  the  old 

frontier  Seattle  in  the  J  &  M  Cafe  and 
Cardroom,  like  a  Western  saloon. 

That  night,  after  Siegfried,  we  dined 
at  El  Gaucho,  a  late-night  restaurant 
with  great  steaks  and  spare  ribs. 

Thursday  we  attended  a  rehearsal  of 
the  English  Ring.  Less  passionate  fans 
might  prefer  a  drive  out  to  the  lovely 
Cascade  Mountains,  Mount  Rainier,  or 
Lake  Washington,  or  to  visit  the  Seattle 
Art  Museum  high  up  in  Volunteer  Park, 
which  has  a  fine  collection  of  Asian  art. 

Two  other  restaurants  are  worth  visit- 

ing: 1.  Labuznik — we  liked  the  soups — a 
rich  Hungarian  broth  with  sausage,  sau- 

erkraut and  potatoes,  and  Hasha,  a  deli- 
cate creamed  veal  soup.  2.  Jake 

O'Shaughnessy,  a  charming  Irish  dining 
room  with  roast  beef  and  alder-roasted 
(almost  like  smoked)  salmon.  Their 
sourdough  bread  is  famous  (Simon  and 

Schuster  published  Jake  O'Shaugh- 
nessy's  Sourdough  Book).  It  opens  at  5 
P.M. — a  convenient  time  before  the  op- 

era. 
Friday  night  was  Gdtterddmmerung, 

the  final  (5/2  hour)  opera  of  the  cycle. 
Ute  Vinzing  lived  up  to  her  reputation 
and  immolated  herself  magnificently 
while  Valhalla  fell  in  flames. 

Glynn  Ross,  the  director  of  the  Seattle 
Opera  and  the  man  who  got  the  whole 
Wagner  Festival  off  the  ground,  told  us 
he  was  hoping  to  create  a  world  festival 
of  the  arts  in  which  every  nation  wouldj 
be  represented.  Seattle,  still  growing,] 

may  yet  be  the  world  cultural  center  he 
envisions.

You  'II  come  out  much  better,  in  more  wayi 
than  one,  by  adhering  to  the  55  mile  per  hou 
highway  speed  limit  and  limits  posted  in  town; 
and  resort  areas.  Tests  conducted  by  the  U.S 
Department  of  Transportation  have  proven  tha 
consistent  highway  driving  at  55,  rather  than  a 
70  or  75,  can  stretch  a  tank  of  gas  by  as  muci 
as  21  percent. 

AVAILABLE  FUEL

DON'T  "GASOLINE  PANIC" 

Whatever  you  do,  don't  go  into  a  "gasoline 
panic.  "  Don't  try  to  turn  your  automobile  into  a 
fuel  tanker.  Gasoline  is  safe  only  in  your  fuel 
tank.  In  milk  jugs,  cannisters  and  other 

makeshift  containers  it's  a  potential  bomb 
waiting  for  even  the  tiniest  spark  to  set  it  off.  A 
single  gallon  of  gasoline  has  the  impact  of  a 
dozen  sticks  of  dynamite. 

The  American  Automobile  Association 
cautions  motorists  who  run  out  of  gas  not  to 
pour  gasoline  into  the  carburetor  to  kick  off  the 
engine.  A  backfire  could  trigger  dangerous 
vapors  and  set  off  a  serious  fire.  To  get  gasoline 
properly  flowing  again,  switch  the  engine  on 
and  off  in  short  spurts  and  depress  the  gas 
pedal  to  allow  the  fuel  pump  to  draw  gasoline  in- 

to the  carburetor  to  kick  off  the  engine. 

CAVEAT  EMPTOR 

The  American  Automobile  Association 

also  cautions  motorists  against  so-called  fuel- 
saving  devices,  many  of  which  are  not  only 
useless  but  can  be  costly  and  dangerous. 

Devices  like  "gas-saver  pills"  can  clog  fuel 
lines,  necessitating  expensive  repairs.  Other 
gimmicks  can  cause  an  increase  in  exhaust 
emissions,  violating  anti-pollution  laws  and  do- 

ing serious  damage  to  your  engine. 

CHECK  TIRE  PRESSURE 

Have  your  tire  pressure  checked  regular- 
ly. Buy  yourself  an  inexpensive  tire  gauge  with 

which  you  can  make  sure  your  tires  aren't under  or  over  inflated.  These  conditions  can 
cause  tires  to  become  extremely  hot,  greatly 
reducing  their  expected  tread  life.  Even  the 
most  expensive  radials  can  lose  air  over  a  pro- 

longed period. 

A  CENTRAL  LOCATION 

Travel  associations  in  Travel  South  USA 
suggest  that  vacationers  save  energy,  and 
wear  and  tear  on  themselves  and  their  cars,  by 
basing  themselves  in  one  central  location  and 
fanning  out  to  nearby  attractions  from  there.

YOU  AND  YOUR  CARL

The  top  10  gas  savers  of  1980 

These  cars  all 

average  over  30 

miles  per  gallon — 

40  on  the 

highway — and  they 

come  in  many  sizes 

and  shapes 

Fuel  economy  is  on  everyone's  mind  this 
year  when  buying  a  new  car,  but  it  seems 
like  each  manufacturer  has  at  least  five 

models  which  are  "the  most  economical 

in  history."  Of  course,  everyone  wants  a 
sleek,  modern  gas-saver  that's  also 
smooth,  quiet,  inexpensive,  big  enough 
for  a  family  on  vacation,  and  reasonably 
indestructible. 

Thankfully,  the  Environmental  Pro- 
tection Agency  has  rushed  to  point  a 

path  out  of  this  maze  of  claims.  Each 
year,  it  tests  all  the  cars  for  sale  in  this 
country  and  publishes  the  results  in  a 

booklet  available  free  at  any  new-car 

dealer.  It's  called  the  Gas  Mileage  Guide 
and  allows  you  to  compare  the  new  cars. 

What  the  EPA  booklet  won't  tell  you, 
though,  is  just  which  car  to  buy  if  your 
primary  interest  is  in  fuel  economy. 
After  flipping  through  hundreds  of  EPA 
mileage  figures,  we  managed  to  extract 
that  precious  information. 

Surprisingly  enough,  there  are  actual- 
ly ten  1980  models  which  averaged  over 

30  miles  per  gallon  in  the  EPA  city  driv- 
ing cycle.  Any  car  in  this  top  ten  can  re- 

turn better  than  40  mpg  on  the  highway. 

Best  of  all,  while  you'd  expect  these  ten 
all  to  be  tiny  economy  cars,  that's  not 
the  case.  There  are  little  econoboxes,  of 

course,  but  there  are  also  sporty  coupes, 
roomy  station  wagons,  luxurious  sedans, 
a  convertible,  and  even  two  pickup 
trucks.  Some  have  diesel  engines,  some 
have  front-wheel  drive,  and  one  has  an 

8-speed  transmission  (plus  2  speeds  in 
reverse).  Prices  range  from  less  than 
$4,000  to  more  than  $10,000,  with  an 
average  around  $6,000.  The  only  things 
common  to  all  ten  are  small  4-cylinder 
engines  and  unbelievable  fuel  economy. 
Volkswagen  Rabbit  Diesel:  42 
mpg.  The  most  economical  car  sold  in 

America  is  Volkswagen's  Rabbit  Diesel. 
Conveniently  enough,  it's  also  consid- 

ered by  many  experts  to  be  the  best  sub-

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CAR  CARE:  THE  OIL  CHECK 

Your  car  needs  periodic  check-  ̂  
ups  to  make  sure  it  has  enough 
oil.  Oil  lubricates  and  coats  the 

moving  parts  inside  the  engine. 
Even  the  best  new  cars  can  use 

a  quart  of  oil  every  1,000  miles 

or  so.  If  it's  not  replaced,  the 

engine  can  seize  up.  Don't  rely 
on  the  dashboard  oil  pressure 
light  to  warn  you,  either.  It 

tells  you  when  you've  already

cans  are  covered  with  enough  letters  and 
numbers  to  play  Scrabble,  but  once  you 
know  the  code,  it  all  makes  perfect 

sense.  Oil  is  tested  by  the  American  Pe- 
troleum Institute  and  graded  into  five 

levels.  SA  is  the  lowest  grade  oil,  SE  the 
highest.  SA  through  SD  are  for  things 
like  lawn  mowers,  industrial  engines, 
and  antique  cars.  The  only  oil  you  should 

ever  put  in  your  car  is  ''API  Service  Clas- 
sification SE. "  All  SE  oil  also  meets  the 

requirements  for  SC  and  SD,  so  most  oil 

cans  read  "meets  SC-SD-SE." 
Oil  is  graded  by  the  Society  of  Auto- 

motive Engineers  for  viscosity.  Water 
has  a  low  viscosity;  maple  syrup  has  a 

high  viscosity.  You  need  oil  with  a  low 

viscosity  for  high-speed  driving.  "Multi- 
grade"  oil  behaves  like  water  at  low  tem- 

peratures, like  maple  syrup  at  high 

temperatures.  The  most  common  multi- 

grade  oil  IS  "SAE  lOW-40,"  for  use 
when  the  air  temperature  is  between  0 

and  100  degrees  Fahrenheit.  In  the  mid- 
dle of  a  Wisconsin  winter,  you  might 

need  "5W-30";  in  Arizona  in  the  sum- 

mer you  could  use  "20W-50";  but  most 
cars  need  "SAE  lOW-40"  oil. 
Step  1:  The  only  tools  you  need  to  check 

your  car's  oil  level  are  two  paper  towels. 
Open  the  hood  and  look  inside.  On  one 
side  of  the  engine  (usually  the  right),  low 

and  halfway  back,  you'll  see  a  heavy 
wire  loop  sticking  up.  This  is  the  oil  dip- 

stick. Your  owner's  manual  should  have 
a  picture  that  tells  you  how  to  find  the 

dipstick  if  it's  not  immediately  obvious, 
or  you  can  ask  a  gas  station  attendant  to 
help  you  the  first  time.  Fold  one  paper 
towel  and  use  it  like  a  potholder  and 

says  "Full,"  the  lower  "Add." The  oil  from  the  engine,  cling- 

ing to  the  dipstick,  will  leave  a  "high  wa- 
ter mark"  between  the  two.  This  can 

sometimes  get  smeared  as  you  remove 
the  dipstick,  so  you  might  have  to  clean 
it  off  and  try  again. 

Step  3:  If  the  oil  level  is  between  "Add" 
and  "Full,"  everything  is  fine.  If  the  oil 
level  is  down  to  "Add,"  1  quart  of  oil 

will  bring  it  back  up  to  "Full."  If  the  oil 
on  the  dipstick  is  honey-colored  or 

translucent  light  brown,  it's  fine.  If  it's dark  brown  or  black,  you  need  an  oil 

change.  Replace  dipstick  securely. 

Step  4:  To  add  a  quart  of  oil  to  your  en- 
gine, you  need  either  a  spout  made  spe- 

cially for  the  purpose  (89^  at  the 
supermarket)  or  a  can  opener  and  a 
kitchen  funnel.  The  oil  filler  hole  is  usu- 

ally on  top  near  the  front  of  the  "valve 
cover,"  the  long  smooth  top  of  the  en- 

gine. Sometimes  there  will  be  a  special 
oil  filler  tube  sticking  up  from  the  front 

of  the  engine  (it's  about  an  inch  in  diam- eter with  a  fat  round  cap  on  top).  Look 

in  your  manual  or  ask  the  attendant  if 

you  can't  find  it  the  first  time.  Twist  the 
cap  off  the  filler  hole,  and  either  punch 
the  special  spout  into  the  can  and  pour, 
or  use  your  can  opener  and  funnel.  The 
nice  thing  about  the  special  oil  can  spout 

is  that  it  is  made  to  balance  the  can  up- 
side down  while  the  oil  drains  out  so  you 

don't  have  to  hold  it. 

Step  5:  It  will  take  a  minute  for  all  the 
oil  to  pour  out;  then  twist  the  filler  cap 
back  on,  and  wipe  off  any  spills.  Get  in 
the  habit  of  checking  the  oil  level  once  a 
week  or  every  time  you  stop  for  gas.  It 

only  takes  a  second  to  look  at  the  dip- 
stick and  can  save  you  a  fortune  in  ex- 

pensive engine  repairs.

claims  of  any  car  sold  in  America.  It's 
the  shortest  car  you  can  buy,  for  easy 
parking,  but  has  a  surprising  amount  of 
room  inside.  (Rich  can  drive  it  comfort- 

ably, and  he's  a  6-footer;  groceries  stack 
easily  in  the  rear  hatchback.)  It  seems  to 
be  very  well  finished,  but  there  is  a  very 
limited  choice  of  colors — three  paint  and 
two  interior.  The  Civic  also  turned  out 
to  be  between  $500  and  $1,000  less  than 
any  comparable  car.  Unlike  most  other 
small  cars,  the  Civic  is  available  as  a  4- 
door  station  wagon,  which  could  solve  a 
problem  for  families  who  need  more 

space  (it's  rated  at  only  3 1  mpg,  howev- 
er). The  Civic  comes  in  three  levels  of 

trim,  with  a  choice  of  three  different 

transmissions  and  two  engines.  We  rec- 
ommend the  5-speed  and  l,500cc  engine, 

because  you  lose  7  mpg  with  the  auto- 
matic, according  to  the  EPA.  The  5- 

speed  also  fits  better  with  the  sporty  per- 
sonality of  the  car.  The  Civic  accelerates 

nearly  as  quickly  as  the  Colt/Champ 
and  faster  than  anything  else  in  this

over  100  mph,  but  deliver  only  20-25 
mpg.  The  Dasher  Diesel,  on  the  other 
hand,  will  go  no  faster  than  79  mph  and 

accelerates  slowly,  but  there's  no  other 
car  anywhere  near  this  level  of  size  and 
luxury  which  can  roll  46  miles  down  the 

highway  on  a  gallon  of  fuel — so  perhaps 
it's  all  worth  it.  The  Dasher  Diesel 
comes  as  a  sporty,  2-door  hatchback,  a 
5-door  hatchback  sedan,  and  a  4-door 
station  wagon.  All  three  models  are 

available  with  4-speed  or  automatic

4-speed  transmission,  but  the  5-speed 
gets  better  highway  mileage  and  is  much 
quieter  on  the  road.  Subaru  offers  all  the 

normal  options,  as  well  as  4-wheel  drive 

on  all  its  models.  The  EPA's  gas  mileage 
figures  aren't  as  high  for  the  4-wheel 
drive  models,  but  they're  still  high 
enough  to  make  these  far  and  away  the 
most  economical  4-wheel-drive  vehicles 
in  the  world. 

Subaru  DL,  32  mpg  EPA  city.  Base 
price:  $4,998.  Length:  13.7  feet.  Engine: 

Flat-4,  67  hp,  front-wheel  drive.  Seats:  4. 
Warranty:  12  months/12,000  miles. 
Dealers:  700. 
Datsun  210/310:  31  mpg.  Last 
year  Datsun  redesigned  its  smallest  cars, 
the  B-210  and  F-10,  into  the  new  210 
and  310.  These  1980  versions  are  a  thou- 

sand times  better.  Most  new  small  cars 

are  front-wheel  drive,  but  the  Datsun 
210  is  more  like  a  miniaturized  full-size 

car.  It  has  a  regular  gasoline  engine  un- 
der the  hood  driving  the  rear  wheels, 

and  it  comes  as  a  2-door  sedan,  4-door 
sedan,  3-door  hatchback,  or  5-door  sta- 

tion wagon.  All  of  them  have  crisp, 

space-efficient  styling.  Our  favorite  is 
the  snappy  little  station  wagon  which 
costs  around  $5,000,  returns  almost  50 

mpg  on  the  highway,  and  can  easily 
serve  as  the  only  car  for  a  family  of  four. 

Datsun's  interiors  are  quite  plush  for 
this  class  of  car,  however,  with  velours 
and  patterns  in  contemporary  colors. 
The  automatic  transmission  only  wastes 

3  mpg  compared  to  the  economical  5- 
speed,  so  this  is  a  good  car  to  choose  if 

you  can't  drive  a  stick  shift.  The  Datsun 
3 10  is  a  sportier  package  that  comes  as  a 
coupe  or  hatchback.  This  car  does  have 
front-wheel  drive,  which  is  an  advan- 

tage, but  the  nearly  identical  210  has 
more  space  inside,  comes  with  a  much 
greater  choice  in  colors,  body  styles,  and 
options,  and  costs  significantly  less.

about  3  inches  in  diameter  with  no  mark- 
ings or  decoration  on  it.  It  either  rests  on  a 

flat  surface  or  sticks  to  the  wall  by  means 

of  its  own  little  adhesive  patch.  By  Air- 

wick,  it's  called  a  "Stick  Up,"  and  it  works 
on  the  activated-charcoal  filter  principle. 
To  start  one,  you  simply  pull  it  open  and 

put  it  in  place.  They  come  two  to  a  pack- 
age and  each  lasts  60  days.  A  good  way  to 

remember  to  change  them  is  to  keep  one  in 
the  refrigerator  (where  they  are  marvelous) 
and  mark  the  date  you  installed  it  on  top  of 

the  case.  At  the  same  time,  tuck  a  few  oth- 

ers around  the  house — they'll  keep  things 
fresh  and  never  be  noticed. 

To  help  your  family  be  sure  if  the  dishes 
in  the  dishwasher  have  been  washed,  have 
a  "Dish-Tel"  on  the  front  of  the  dishwash- 

er. It's  magnetic  and  one  side  says  "dirty," 
the  other,  "clean."  If  you  turn  it  to  "clean" 
when  you  start  the  machine  (and  to 

"dirty"  when  you  empty  it),  everyone  in 
the  family  will  know  the  score. 

Lingerie  or  wool-washing  solution  is  an 
excellent  cleaner  for  jewelry.  Just  have  a 

small  bowl  of  a  stronger-than-usual  solu- 
tion of  the  liquid  wash  mixed  in  warm  wa- 

ter and  soak  the  jewelry  for  about  10  or  15 
minutes.  Rinse  with  hot  water,  pat  dry 

with  paper  towels,  then  buff  with  an  old 
handkerchief. 

A  delicious  one-dish  meal  begins  with  2 
well-trimmed  Frenched  lamb  chops  per 

serving.  Brown  them  and  put  them  in  the 
bottom  of  a  roomy  casserole.  Peel  and 
quarter  half  a  potato  and  2  carrots  per 
serving  and  parboil  5  minutes.  In  the 
meantime,  brown  2  or  3  quartered  onions 

and  a  large  green  pepper  that  has  been 
seeded  and  cut  into  wide  strips.  Add  the 
carrots  and  potatoes  to  the  casserole,  then 

the  peppers  and  onions,  seasoning  each 
layer  with  salt  and  pepper.  Finally,  pour  a 
large  can  of  tomatoes  over  everything  and 
bake  uncovered  in  a  350  degree  oven  for  1 
hour.  Add  more  tomatoes  if  it  starts  to  dry 
out.  Correct  seasoning,  thicken  slightly  if 
desired  and  serve  in  deep  soup  plates  with 
crusty  bread  and  a  salad.

White  plastic  grids  that  filter 
fluorescent  ceiling  lights  make 
interesting  window  screens, 

suggests  Robin  Jacobsen  De- 
sign. Bond  enough  2-by-4-foot 

panels  to  fit  your  window, 

hang  from  two  hooks  at- 
tached to  the  top  of  the  win- 

dow frame. 

Room  softeners 
Soften  the  look  of  a  room  by 

rounding  its  corners,  as  de- 
signer Charles  Mount  does. 

Cut  tall,  fat  cardboard  tubes 
into  halves  or  quarters.  Fit 
into  the  corners,  concave  side 
facing  the  room.  Tape  edges. 
Paint  to  match  the  walls. 

Don't  shy  away  from  shirred 
walls  because  of  the  amount 

of  fabric  they  require  (two  to 
three  times  the  length  of  your 

wall).  Instead,  consider  inex- 
pensive gauze  or  scrim  from  a 

theatrical  supply  house,  sug- 
gests Dexter  Design.

A  way  with  windows 
A  new  look  for  curtain  panels 
lined  with  contrasting  fabric: 
Gather  the  lower  half  of  the 

inside  edge  of  each  panel,  cre- 
ating a  rosette.  Wrap  with  a 

rubber  band.  With  a  pushpin, 

tack  back — tent-door  style — 
at  each  side  of  the  window. 

For  a  soft,  romantic  look, 

change  pinch-pleated  curtains 
into  soft  gathered  curtains. 
Just  remove  the  pleats  and 

stitch  in  a  rod  pocket.  Or  alter 
into  tubular  cartridge  pleats. 
Remove  stitching  holding 

pleats  without  removing 

stitching  holding  tuck  of  fab- 
ric. Stuff  tuck  with  a  length  of 

crinoline  drapery  heading 
rolled  into  a  tube.

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To  insulate  drafty  windows  in 

a  pretty  way,  make  3-layer 
window  blankets.  For  the  out- 

er layer,  facing  the  room,  use 
any  decorative  fabric.  The 
layer  facing  the  window  is  an 
insulated  lining,  no  heavier 
than  milium;  and  the  middle 

layer  is  interlining — a  terrific 
insulator  and  sound  absorber. 

Stack  the  decorative  fabric, 

right  side  up,  beneath  the  in- 
terlining, with  the  insulated 

lining  in  between.  Stitch 
around  three  sides,  pillowcase 
fashion,  then  turn  decorative 

fabric  right-side  out  and 
press.  Stitch  a  rod  pocket 
across  the  open  end  of  the 

window  blanket.  Hang  be- 
neath curtains,  over  sliding 

glass  doors  or  shuttered  win- 
dows, or  by  themselves,  in  the 

recess  of  the  window.  Tie 

back  during  sunny  days;  close 
on  chilly  nights. 

Instead  of  making  curtains 
with  the  usual  ruffled  heading 

on  top,  why  not  try  an  upside- 
down  ruffle?  Just  cut  an  ex- 

tra-long heading;  flip  back 
over  front  before  stitching  the 
rod  pocket. 

Wrap-a-lamp 
Change  the  look  of  lamps  by 

gathering  a  large  napkin-like 
square  of  fabric  around  the 
lamp  base,  tying  at  the  top 
with  a  silky  cord  or  ribbon. 
For  parties,  think  of  lamps 

wrapped  in  shimmering  sil- 
very shawls;  bandana-tie 

lamps  for  children. 

Soft  walls 

Fabric-covered  walls  are  pret- 
ty, and  add  a  measure  of  insu- 

lation as  well.  No  furring 

strips  necessary — just  staple 
polyester  batting,  then  fabric, 
directly  to  gypsum  wallboard. 
If  you  fasten  with  pushpins 
first,  then  with  a  staple  gun, 
you  can  do  the  job  yourself.

1.  Give  instant  color  to 

your  kitchen:  Send  your 
cabinets  to  the  body  shop. 

Yes,  the  same  people  who  re- 
vive your  car  with  a  bright 

new  coat  of  paint  will  often  do 
the  same  for  tired  metal  cabi- 

nets and  old  refrigerator 

doors.  Try  Ferrari  red,  Mer- 
cedes chocolate  brown,  Brit- 

ish racing  green.  Paint 
kitchen  walls  while  the  cabi- 

nets are  gone,  and  you'll  soon 
have  a  brand-new  kitchen 
mood  without  thousands  of 

dollars  spent. 

2.  Scallop-shell  night 
lights  are  easy  to  make.  Buy 
shells — the  kind  used  to  serve 

Coquilles  St.  Jacques — in  the 
gourmet  food  department. 
Glue  a  shell  to  the  front  of  a 

tiny  plug-in  night  light.  For  a 
border  of  light,  plug  several 
into  a  long  outlet  strip  (often 
used  in  kitchens  and  work- 

rooms) mounted  above  the 
baseboards,  or  just  below  the 
ceiling  (so  shells  hang  upside 
down).  Shell  lights  also  look 

pretty  around  a  mirror. 

3.  A  set  of  bamboo 
shelves— the  kind  found  in 

basket  import  shops — can  or- 
ganize your  back  door  hall- 

way. Buy  a  set  for  each 
member  of  the  family.  Hang 

in  a  row  at  eye  level.  They're 
a  neat  catch-all  for  mittens, 
lunch  to  go,  schoolbooks,  and 
daily  reminders.  Paint  them 
in  wild,  crazy  colors  (a  fun 

family  project).  In  the  kitch- 
en, the  same  shelves  might  be 

a  ripening  spot  for  fruit  and 
tomatoes;  or  they  could  hold 
cookbooks,  tea  canisters,  dry 
cat  food,  all  within  easy  reach 
when  you  need  them. 

4.  The  simplest  pot  rack 

ever:  Mount  a  wooden  2-by- 
4  the  length  of  your  kitchen, 
at  an  easy-to-reach  height. 
Attach  hooks  or  pegs  to  both 

sides.  Hang  pots,  air-dried 
herbs,  ropes  of  onions  and 
garlic,  potatoes  in  bright 
string  bags. 

5.  Easy  slipcovers  for 
chairs:  Channel-stitched  fab- 

ric cut  into  long  strips.  One 

strip  should  be  as  wide  as  the 
chair,  and  long  enough  to 
cover  the  back  of  the  chair, 

come  up  over  the  top,  and 
down  over  the  seat  to  the 

floor.  Two  other  strips  cover 
the  left  and  right  arms  of  the 
chair  and  fall  to  the  floor. 

Join  strips  together  where 
edges  meet,  with  long  tape 
ties  sewn  on  every  few  inches. 

(Laid  out,  the  quilted  slip- 
cover looks  hke  a  cross.)

6.  Parachute  nylon  slip- 

covers are  bright,  casual- 
looking,  and  easy  to  make. 

For  a  pair  of  bamboo  pallet- 
cots,  or  raw-wood  boxes  ar- 

ranged at  right  angles,  sheath 
mattress  pads  with  nylon  cut 
like  a  contour  sheet.  Miter 
corners.  Thread  elastic 

through  corner  edges  so  cov- 
ers slip  over  furniture  easily. 

Use  more  nylon  to  make 
"duffle-bag"  bolsters  (they 
hold  blankets  for  guests). 

7.  If  you're  saving  your  mon- 
ey for  a  brass  bed  you  covet, 

why  not  paint  a  pretend 
headboard  on  the  wall 

while  you  wait?  Draw  your 

headboard  on  paper  first — 
how  about  elaborate  wrought 
iron,  or  a  rustic  peasant 

style? — then  transfer  to  the 
wall.  Paint,  or  fill  in  with  de- 
coupage-style  cutouts,  glued 
on  with  wallpaper  paste.  A 

temporary  alternative:  Sketch 
your  fantasy  headboard  on 
heavy  paper  or  cardboard, 
tack  to  the  wall. 

8.  Quick  curtains:  Overlay 
two  lengths  of  contrasting 
fabric,  each  panel  a  bit  wider 
than  the  window.  Sew  rings 
through  both  layers,  or  clip  to 

a  long  pole  with  decorative 
ends — maybe  a  wood  or  metal 
spear.  Mount  pole  on  a  pair  of 
finials  above  the  window.  Pull 

one  panel  back  with  a  length 
of  thick  braid  or  cord,  and 

hook  lightly  over  a  knob  or 

finial  slightly  above  the  mid- 
dle of  the  window.  Pull  back 

the  other  panel  in  the  same 
way,  hooking  its  cord  slightly 
below  the  middle  of  the  win- 

dow on  the  opposite  side.  This 
is  a  nice  way  to  use  fabrics 

found  in  your  travels — Indian 
saris,  batik  panels,  Indian 
"pulkari"  panels. 

9.  Ruffled  ^^pinafore" seat  cushions  give  chairs  a 

crisp  summer  look.  Cut  wash- 
able white  quilted  mattress 

padding  to  fit  chair  seats. 
Edge  with  a  white  ruffie  made 
from  a  bias  strip  of  cotton 
folded  in  half  lengthwise  and 
gathered  along  its  open  edge 

Tie  to  chairs  with  white  cot- 
ton strips,  sewn  through  the 

padding  with  a  carpet  needle. 
More  white  inspiration  for  the 
room:  huge  white  napkins, 

pull-back  curtain  swags,  a 
white  painted  floor  stenciled 
with  ferns,  or  bordered  with  a 
row  of  fat  red  apples.

Do  you  dream  in  black  and  white?  Do  you  own  a  black 

and  white  TV  set?  Do  you  think  of  famous  people  as  walk- 
ing, talking  newspaper  photos?  If  so,  you  have  some  idea  of 

what  it  would  be  like  to  live  in  a  world  without  color.  Of 

course,  not  many  of  us — except  perhaps  for  a  very  few 
modern  architects  and  designers — live  in  spaces  devoid  of 

color,  but  many  of  us  do  inhabit  interiors  that  could  rea-

sonably  be  described  as  color  deprived.  What  are  the  classic 
symptoms  of  color  deprivation? 

First,  an  excessive  concern  with  things  that  match. 

When  making  a  purchase,  the  victim  of  color  deprivation 

standardly  buys  an  object  that  "goes  with"  a  color  scheme: 
a  safe  decision,  to  be  sure,  but  one  which  invariably  results 

in  interiors  of  a  certain  dull  sameness.  Deciding  before- 
hand that  one  is  limited  to  either  a  green  or  gold  pillow  or 

a  blue  or  green  tablecloth  actually  prevents  you  from 
thinking  about  color,  since  the  choice  has  already  been 
made — or,  more  accurately,  avoided.  Now,  the  concept  of 
the  color  scheme  is  a  very  useful  one,  and  its  role  in  lifting 

interior  design  out  of  a  chaotic  mix  of  clashing  colors 
(which  otherwise  might  result)  should  not  be  forgotten. 

But  today,  as  more  people  are  taking  a  more  active  role  in 

deciding  what's  best  for  themselves,  we  should  be  unafraid 

of  experimenting  with  new  combinations  of  color — not  for 

novelty's  sake,  but  for  the  satisfaction  we  can  get  from  liv- 
ing with  color  combinations  that  we  really  like. 

The  second  sign  of  color  deprivation  is  the  feeling, 

whenever  making  a  color  choice,  that  we  will  have  to  live 

with  it  forever.  For  certain  major  color  decisions,  caution 

shouldn't  be  tossed  to  the  winds:  The  purchase  of  a  good 

set  of  china,  the  repainting  of  a  whole  house  or  apartment, 
or  the  investment  represented  in  buying  rugs  or  carpeting 

are  occasions  when  serious  thinking  about  color  prefer- 
ences should  take  place.  But  so  many  more  of  our  color  op- 
tions come  in  the  form  of  minor  objects  that  will  last  for 

much  shorter  periods  of  time.  Why  show  restraint  there,  if 
the  spirit  really  moves  us?  Do  you  secretly  love  hot  pink, 

but  wouldn't  dare  to  upholster  your  sofa  in  that  shocking 
shade?  Then  why  not  use  it  on  a  pillow,  or  cocktail  napkins 

for  your  next  party,  or  grow  a  gaudy  amaryllis,  or  spray- 
paint  dime-store  photo  frames  for  a  lively  shot  of  that  col- 

or? Your  enthusiasm  for  hot  pink  might  wane  in  six 

months  or  a  year,  but  you'll  have  had  the  pleasure  of  living 
with  it  while  you  loved  it,  rather  than  the  lingering  sense  of 

never  having  lived  with  a  favorite  color. 

The  third  major  symptom  of  color  deprivation  is  the 
envy  that  rises  up  when  we  enter  a  room  where  color  is 
used  freely,  imaginatively,  and  with  feeling.  The  eye  often 
knows  what  the  mind  does  not:  The  effective  use  of  color 

appeals  to  us  in  unconscious  ways,  whether  or  not  the  col- 
ors in  question  are  ones  we  ourselves  like  in  the  abstract  or 

would  consider  using  in  our  own  rooms.  Color  need  not 

only  mean  bold,  bright  hues  lavishly  applied.  Color  in  soft 

and  subtle  shades  is  color  too,  so  even  if  you  have  an  aver- 

sion to  strong  color,  don't  be  trapped  into  believing  that 

color  just  isn't  for  you.  Color  is  for  everyone — it's  just  a 
case  of  finding  your  own  particular  part  of  the  rainbow. 

Stop  admiring  other  people's  color  sense,  and  start  devel- 

oping your  own.  It's  not — regardless  of  what  some  "ex- 

perts" might  say — something  that  you're  born  with.  Like 
any  other  skill,  it's  one  that  can  only  be  discovered  and  en- 

couraged with  experience. 

Here's  our  advice  for  the  color-deprived:

catch  your  eye.  Like  what?  It  could  be  the  snappy  yellow 
sun  visor  of  a  jogger  in  the  park.  The  glossy  hunter  green 
of  the  car  ahead  of  you  in  a  traffic  jam.  A  vivid  pyramid  of 

persimmons  at  your  local  market.  The  subtle  streaks  of 
mauve  across  the  sky  a  minute  after  sunset.  Once  you  see

them,  write  them  down,  and  at  the  end  of  the  week,  look  at 

your  list  and  try  to  remember  what  those  colors  were  like. 

Like  a  whiff  of  a  friend's  perfume,  or  a  few  bars  of  a  favor- 
ite forgotten  song,  associating  color  with  a  specific  time, 

place,  or  event  can  help  you  improve  your  color  memory. 

^^^^^^^Q^^^^^^^^^QSQI  paint  chips,  or  
other 

small  samples  of  colors  you  like.  Even  the  pros  can't  re- 
member everything.  Not  all  purchases  are — or  should — be 

made  on  outings  that  begin  with  that  purpose  in  mind.  We 

pass  many  ways  but  once,  and  often  see  things  we'd  like  to 
have,  things  that  we  may  never  see  again.  So  to  avoid  the 

guilt  feeUngs  that  real  impulse  buying  can  cause,  use  the 
stabilizing  and  reinforcing  help  that  color  samples  can  give 
you  in  helping  to  extend  your  color  memory. 

3.  Take  free  lessons  from  the  masters 

and  visit  your  local  art  museum.  Even  if  you've  been  there 
recently,  go  again,  but  this  time  with  the  express  purpose 

of  looking  at  color.  One  of  the  best-kept  secrets  of  profes- 
sional interior  decorators  is  their  frequent  (and  often  very 

direct)  inspiration  from  great  paintings.  One  look  at  the 

soft  blue-gray  and  the  strange  icy  yellow  in  Jan  Vermeer's 
Maid  Handing  a  Letter  to  her  Mistress  in  New  York's 
Frick  Collection,  for  example,  could  give  us  the  idea  for  a 
most  sophisticated  and  unusual  color  combination.  As  an 

exercise  during  your  museum  trip,  keep  a  record  of  your 

favorite  uses  of  the  three  primary  colors — red,  yellow, 
blue — and  your  favorite  uses  of  the  three  secondary  col- 

ors— green,  purple,  and  orange.  Play  Gertrude  Stein's 
game:  She  once  complained  that  museums  were  no  fun,  as 

you  couldn't  take  anything  home.  Which  one  painting 
from  the  six  on  your  list  would  you  take  home?  Do  you 

have  anything  at  home  in  the  same  shade  as  that  painting? 

See  if  the  museum  shop  has  a  reproduction  of  the  pic- 
ture— even  a  postcard  will  do — and  keep  it  in  your  kitchen 

as  a  reminder  of  how  color  can  really  appeal  to  you.  Or,  if 

you  haven't  an  art  museum  in  your  home  town,  a  museum 
of  natural  history  can  give  you  color  lessons  from  nature, 
too,  with  the  incomparable  hues  of  minerals  to  inspire  your 

sense  and  appreciation  of  color  as  much  as  any  manmade 
works.

living  room,  dark 

green — on  crisscross- 
glazed  and  lacquered 
walls — creates  a  sense 

of  glamour  for  night- 
time entertaining.  The 

green  is  pointed  up  by 

shiny  white  moldings 

and  dado,  and  soft- 
ened by  pretty  pastels. 

There's  sky  blue  for 
the  floor  and  the  two 

armchairs,  and  coral 

for  the  ottoman — 
"Every  room  should 

have  a  dash  of  red," 
says  Mr.  Buatta. 
French  chairs  wear 

green  damask;  end  ta- ble a  painted  silk  skirt; 
and  the  two  sofas  and 
armchairs,  flowery 

chintz.  "This  isn't  just 

a  living  room,"  says 
Mr.  Buatta.  "It's  a  live 
room  that  feels  dra- 

matic, but  radiates 

warmth  and  wel- 
come." Furniture  is 

arranged  in  three 

groups  so  two  can  feel 

cozy,  but  1 8  can  circu- late comfortably.  The 
white-on-white  plaid 
linen  sofa  angled  in

A  WHOLE  NEW 

VIEW  OF  COLOR 

It  takes  courage  to  fill  a  room  with 

strong  color:  "Color,  used  lavishly, 
can  take  over  a  room,  become  its 

identifying  mark,"  says  designer 
Mario  Buatta.  "In  this  house  you 
think — not  living  room,  but  green 
room;  not  hbrary,  but  red  room. 
Furniture,  fabrics,  even  the  artwork 

become  ancillary  to  the  bold  color." 
But,  in  spite  of  all  the  color,  there 

isn't  a  room  in  the  house  that's  not 
livable:  Color  is  never  strident-look- 

ing. That's  because  Mr.  Buatta 
toned  it  down  and  softened  it;  and 

he  did  it  so  subtly  you're  never 
aware  that  some  of  the  punch  has 

been  lessened.  In  the  library,  for  ex- 
ample, walls  are  glazed  Chinese  red 

in  a  stipple  finish  that  looks  like 

granite.  The  effect  is  indeed  dramat- 
ic, but  not  overpowering:  Books 

break  up  redness,  beige  twig-tweed 

LJJach  room  mokes  its 

own  color  stotement— 

like  o  librory  fhot's 
welcoming  and  cozy 

rug  lightens  it,  Portuguese  needle- 
point rug  and  French  chintz  soften 

it.  Nothing  is  allowed  to  predomi- 
nate: On  upholstered  furniture, 

chintz  pattern  is  broken  up  by 
brown  welting  and  a  mix  of  throw 

pillows;  and,  on  curtains,  by  a  con- 
trasting green  floral  chintz  lining. 

In  the  dining  room,  more  decorat- 
ing contrasts:  Orange  walls  are  soft- 

ened by  white  woodwork,  swags  of 

pretty  chintz  curtains,  a  linen-and- 
cotton  popcorn  rug.  Where  you 
might  expect  to  see  one  big  table, 
there  are  two  sleek  octagonal  glass 
tables  on  plexiglass  bases.  Another 
surprise:  Instead  of  complementary 
modem  chairs,  there  are  traditional 
Chippendale  chairs.  In  the  kitchen 
next  door,  the  greenhouse  provides 
color,  slate-paved  floor  adds  sheen. 
Big  tile-faced  fireplace,  Dutch  pot- 
rack,  and  bookshelves  give  warmth.

.way  from  family  and  entertain- 
ing rooms  is  the  master  bedroom,  the 

owners'  own  private  hideaway.  It's  at 
the  end  of  a  long,  narrow  hallway  paint- 

ed pink-gray,  "the  color  of  a  weather- 
worn stone  tunnel,"  says  designer  Mario 

Buatta.  The  bedroom  is  a  crescendo  to 

the  hall,  its  mood  music  played  by  laven- 
der-mauve vinyl  wallpaper,  a  shade 

brighter  and  warmer  than  the  hall  color; 
its  floor,  a  scattering  of  green  ferns 

handpainted  on  an  oflF-white  ground,  a 

lifelike  continuation  of  the  hall's  mossy- 
green  carpeted  floor.  "The  bedroom  has 
the  charm  of  a  Georgian  boudoir,"  says 
Mr.  Buatta,  obviously  thinking  of  its 

tray  ceiling  and  intricately  molded  chim- 
ney-breast wall  (both  of  which  he  set  off 

with  white  paint).  To  enhance  the  sense 
of  old-fashioned  romance,  Mr.  Buatta 

designed  a  canopy  bed  "that  becomes  a 
kind  of  room  within  a  room."  Panels  of 
Swiss  tambour  (hung  on  hook-and-loop 

fastening  tape  so  they'd  be  easy  to  take 
down  and  wash)  float  like  weightless  tes- 

ters, then  are  gathered  into  a  single  ro- 
sette in  the  middle  of  the  roof  of  the  bed. 

An  English  garden  of  primulas  and  ari- 
culas  rambles  over  headboard,  chaise, 

and  dust  ruffle.  Chintz's  pink  piping 
turns  up  as  a  scalloped  border  on  sheets, 
becomes  latticework  on  shams,  quilt. 

Left  and  top:  The  master 
bedroom,  a  quiet  romance  of  soft 

pastel  color  and  flowery  chintz. 
On  the  chaise,  a  pretty  pillow  of 

woven  ribbons.  Handpainted 
contemporary  dressing  table. 
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What  happens  when  you  bring  a  20th-century  kitchen 

into  a  19th-century  ballroom?  In  this  six-story  town- 

house  built  in  1837,  the  owners  discovered  that  they 

have  created  a  living  space  that  they  never  want  to 

leave.  "The  original  kitchen  was  on  the  ground  floor, 

which  meant  a  lot  of  running  up  and  down  stairs," 

they  say.  "By  moving  it  upstairs,  we've  simpUfied  o
ur 

lives  immensely."  The  room  was  built  originally  as  a 

ballroom  and  had  been  used  as  a  home  office  by  the 

present  owners.  But  after  the  kitchen  waltzed  in,  it 

turned  into  a  family  room,  informal  dining  room, 

child's  play  area,  and  mother's  office  as  well.  Designer 
David  Hamman  found  that  the  biggest  challenge  was 

to  bring  in  a  modem  kitchen  without  disturbing  the 

original  character  of  the  room— high  ceilings,  arched 

doorways,  angled  walls.  With  bay  windows  on  each 

side  of  the  room  and  a  fireplace  at  one  end,  the  entry- 

way  became  an  obvious  spot  for  the  kitchen  equip- 
ment. A  counter  was  extended  into  the  room  and 

cabinets  added  for  storage.  Extra  pantry  goods  and 

china  are  kept  in  the  closets  by  the  fireplace.  For  di- 

rect illumination  along  the  counter,  a  strip  of  fluores- 

cent lighting  was  added  under  the  overcounter 

cabinets.  Color  helps  to  pull  the  entire  room  together. 

"The  greens  in  the  tile  floor,  carpeting,  and  cabinets 

all  tend  to  blend  together,  giving  the  feeling  of  one 

large,  multipurpose  space,"  says  designer  Hamman. 

And  for  the  owners,  unused  space  comes  alive.  "We 

never  realized  how  large  this  room  really  is,"  they  say. 

It's  perfect  for  entertaining,  or  just  sitting  by  the  fire- 

place with  the  family.

When  the  owners  decided  to  turn  the  dining  room  of  their  traditional  house  into  a 

kitchen,  the  trick  was  to  do  so  without  giving  up  the  original  paneling  and  hardwood 
floor.  For  architect  Brett  Donham  of  Donham  &  Sweeney,  the  solution  was  to  de- 

sign freestanding  islands  like  pieces  of  furniture.  "The  red  laminate  against  soft  gray 
paneling  and  natural  floor  make  these  'islands'  stand  out,"  he  says.  All  the  kitchen 
appliances  are  here — two  sinks,  two  dishwashers,  two  ovens  (one  microwave,  one 
self-cleaning  electric),  a  refrigerator,  cooktop,  and  trash  compactor — with  a  clean, 
uncluttered  look.  To  determine  where  everything  should  go,  the  owners  prepared 
five  separate  meals,  taking  careful  note  of  when  and  where  they  needed  things.  As  it 

turns  out,  they  us&one  island  for  preparing  meals,  the  other  for  clean-up.  "You  have 
to  be  organized  in  this  kitchen,"  they  say,  "but  we  are  . . .  and  we  love  it."

rchitecture 

isn't  what  it 
used  to  be. 

Twenty  years 

ago  no  self-re- 
specting mod- ern architect 

would  have 

been  caught  dead  using  any  col- 
ors other  than  black  and  white, 

gray  and  beige,  and — for  a  bit  of 
contrast — the  three  primary  col- 

ors of  red,  yellow,  and  blue.  Ru- 
mor has  it  that  Gordon  Bunshaft, 

former  design  principal  of  Skid- 
more,  Owings  &  Merrill,  the  most 
influential  modem  design  firm  of 
the  1950s,  once  bellowed  at  a 

young  associate  who  breached 

that  rule,  "What  is  this?  We  don't 
do  green  here!"  Michael  Graves  is 
one  of  the  leading  reasons  why  ar- 

chitecture isn't  what  it  used  to  be. 
Not  only  does  he  do  green,  but  he 
also  does  pink,  mauve,  gold,  and 
several  other  colors  that  would 
have  made  some  of  the  orthodox 
modernists  blanch. 

Graves,  a  45-year-old  Indiana- 
polis-bom professor  of  architec- 

ture at  Princeton,  is  in  the  fore- 
front of  architects  who  are 

rewriting  the  rules  about  what 
can  and  cannot  be  done  with  col- 

or in  architectural  design  today. 
For  the  past  few  years  he  has 

been  producing  a  remarkable  se- 
ries of  designs — architecture,  in- 

teriors, fumiture,  paintings  and 

drawings — that  have  not  only 
marked  a  significant  break  with 

longstanding  architectural  tradi- 
tion, but  which  also  closely  par- 
allel general  trends  elsewhere  in 

the  design  world.  For  his  color 

range  is  quite  a  bit  like  the  move- 
ment toward  softer,  pinker  off- 

tones  seen  in  everything  from 
cosmetics  to  fashions  to  bath 
towels  and  bedsheets.  More  than 

just  coincidence? 

"No,"  says  quiet,  soft-spoken 
Graves.  "Call  me  in  20  years, 
and  I'll  still  be  using  the  same 
colors."  What  he  means,  of 
course,  is  that  any  similarity  is — 
at  least  consciously — purely  co- 

incidental, though  any  historian 
of  color  would  have  to  admit 

that  there  have  always  been  cer- 
tain unmistakable  color  prefer- 

ences, on  all  levels  of  taste,  that 
characterize  the  chronology  of 
design.  Why,  then,  the  particular 
range  of  off-colors  he  likes  to 

use?  "Red  rarely  remains  red  for 
very  long  in  the  landscape,"  he 
notes.  "I  prefer  to  use  colors  in- 

vaded by  light,  warped  by  light, 
like  those  used  by  Willem  de 
Kooning  or  Giorgio  Morandi  in 
painting.  (Continued  on  page  135)

The  family  of  colors  I  use  has  a 
more  reasonable  chance  of  sur- 

viving intact  when  exposed  to 
the  light  and  the  rain  than  do 

pure  primary  colors." 
The  other  question  we  might 

well  ask  is  if  a  salmon-pink  house 
has  much  chance  of  surviving 
not  just  the  wind  and  the  rain, 
but  the  reactions  of  its  neighbors 

as  well.  Colored,  even  brightly- 
colored,  exteriors  have  not  been 

unknown  in  the  history  of  West- 
em  architecture.  The  warm  pas- 

tels of  Mediterranean  domestic 

architecture — the  pinks,  oranges, 
yellows,  and  mauves  of  Spain,  It- 

aly, and  North  Africa — have 
been  successfully  translated  to 
our  Sunbelt  states  from  Florida 
to  California.  But  the  Midwest 

and  Northwest  of  America — 

where  most  of  Michael  Graves's 
work  has  been  done — have  been 

influenced  more  by  the  Anglo  - 
Saxon/ New  England  tradition 

that  favors  white-painted  or  nat- 
ural-colored exteriors  above  all 

others.  Old  customs  die  hard. 

Graves's  major  patron  of  the 
moment,  Robert  Cadwallader 
(Chairman  of  Sunar,  for  whom 

Graves  is  designing  several  furni- 
ture showrooms),  recalls  the  dis- 

taste  of  his  neighbors  in 
Greenwich,  Connecticut,  when 
he  announced  that  he  would 

paint  his  house — a  remodeled 
18th-century  barn — an  unusual

lower  fever  overcame  me  when 

I  moved  to  a  farm  on  Long  Island,  N.Y. 
A  small  patch  surrounded  by  zinnias 
soon  became  a  large  one  in  a  potato 
field,  and  by  my  second  growing  season 
I  knew  I  was  involved  in  a  lifelong  hob- 

by. I  invested  in  an  inexpensive  6-by- 12- 
foot  greenhouse  and  began  absorbing 
gardening  lore  like  a  cactus  soaking  up 
dew  in  the  desert.  Being  on  a  limited 
budget  (like  most  people  these  days)  I 
worried  about  the 

expense  of  a  large 

expanse  of  inedi- 
ble plants.  Sud- 

denly the  idea 
came  to  me  of  a 
"Pick  Your 

Own"  garden  that 
would  pay  for  the 
cost  of  my  luxury 

(it  did)  and  give 
others  who  love 
flowers  a  chance 
to  share  mine.  I 
sold  the  flowers 

for  $2  per  2-quart 
milk  carton — all 
that  would  fit. Naturally  my 

garden  had  to  be 

adapted  to  the  pe- culiarities of  my 

site  and  resources.  Striving  hard  to  keep 

spending  down,  I  scanned  many  cata- 
logues for  the  best  deals  in  the  seeds  I 

fancied.  To  save  some  for  next  year,  and 

in  case  of  poor  germination  or  the  dread- 
ed "damping-off "  disease,  I  planted  only 

half  packets.  I  also  had  to  allow  for  my 
cats  and  pet  raccoon.  (They  never  failed 
to  make  themselves  at  home  whenever 
the  greenhouse  door  was  ajar.)  As  the 
seeds  arrived,  I  listed  the  cultural  re- 

quirements of  each  type  in  a  notebook. 
My  soil  is  a  fine  stoneless  loam  but  on 

the  heavy  side,  with  poor  aeration.  In- 
deed it  frequently  becomes  an  ice-skat- 

ing pond  in  the  winter,  dries  slower  than 

the  higher  ground  in  spring,  and  is  usu- 
ally submerged  several  times  each  sum- 

mer. I  started  as  many  seedlings  as 
possible  indoors  and  planted  most  of 

them  out  later  on  raised  ridges  of  di 
brought  in  by  the  pickup  load.  I  mixe 

in  several  loads  of  well-aged  goat  an  - 

horse  manure.  Incidentally,  if  you'

"All  good  gardeners 
lave  a  written  plan,"  it's 

said.  I  had  an  elaborate  map  indicating 
just  exactly  what  would  go  where,  but 
the  truth  is  I  usually  just  went  out  into 
the  intoxicating  spring  air  and  used  my 

visits  dahlias 

aivmmg  rod  method.  Walk  around 
with  a  flat  of  flowers,  and  when  you  feel 
a  definite  pull  downward,  stoop  and 
plant.  I  sometimes  referred  to  my  gar- 

dening notebook,  however,  to  make  sure 
the  tall  ones  are  in  the  back  and  every- 

one has  a  compatible  neighbor. 
I  planted  a  double  row  of  sunflowers 

around  the  perimeter  to  provide  a  beau- 
tiful, living  windbreak  and  a  cozy  atmo- 

sphere. After  a  dose  of  liquid  fish 
fertilizer  they  reached  for  the  sky.  I 

filled  in  any  bare  spots  with  fast-growing 
seeds,  even  vegetables:  squash,  lettuce, 
mustard  greens,  polebeans,  and  parsley. 
To  avoid  sowing  twice,  I  circled  each 
sown  area  with  heavy  white  thread  an- 

chored to  the  ground  with  hair  pins, 
knowing  from  past  experience  what  a 
short  memory  I  have.  I  made  a  beautiful 
path  of  Alsike  clover.  It  has  beautiful 
white  blossoms,  eliminates  all  but  essen- 

tial weeding,  and  creates  the  effect  of  a 
large  expanse  of  flowers.  Fortunately,  I 
am  not  allergic  to  bee  stings.  While  hon- 

eybees are  a  peaceful  tribe,  almost  every 
time  I  ventured  into  the  clover  without 

shoes  I  received  a  painful  reminder  to 
wear  them. 

My  garden  grew  with  very  little  assis- 
tance from  me.  After  a  hard  rain  I  culti- 

vated, cut  off  spent  blooms,  and 
occasionally  weeded.  Yes,  there  were  the 

usual  freeloaders,  mostly  Japanese  bee- 
tles and  aphids.  I  squished  a  lot  and 

gradually  released  a  gallon  of  California 

ladybugs  to  munch  on  the  aphids.  Be- 
lieving that  a  healthy  plant  is  the  best 

deterrent,  I  fed  the  garden  fish  fertilizer 
again  in  July  and  had  few  major  prob- 

lems. I'd  worry  though,  and  spent  a  lot 
of  time  peeking  under  leaves. 

Well,  I  guess  you  can  see  how  well  my 

dream  turned  out.  Frankly  I  was  sur- 

prised myself.  All  my  friends  and  cus- 
tomers seemed  to  appreciate  my  efforts, 

and  I  am  delighted  that  House  &  Gar- 

den did,  too.  Many  times  at  sunset  I'd survey  the  scene  and  recall  the  lines,

color 

There's  a  saying  that  too  much  of  a  good 
thing  is  too  much  indeed.  That  goes  for 
painted  furniture  as  well  as  anything 

else.  "Each  piece  is  a  prize  piece,"  wrote 
Elsie  de  Wolfe.  "There  should  never  be 
too  much  of  it  . . .  for  who  wants  to  live 

24  hours  out  of  the  day  with  an  extraor- 

dinary effect?"  Think  of  a  room  filled 
with  Alessandro's  painted  cocktail  and 
lamp  tables,  dining  tables,  consoles, 
servers  and  commodes,  desks,  dining 
chairs,  and  cabinets.  The  effect  would 

indeed  be  extraordinary  if  not  overbear- 
ing. The  reason?  The  colorful  finishes, 

much  more  than  the  forms  themselves. 

"Great  splashes  of  color  throughout  the 
room  defeat  the  purpose  of  painted  fur- 

niture altogether,"  says  Alessandro. 
"Color  should  be  subtle.  As  soon  as  you 
give  too  much  importance  to  colored 
furniture  in  a  room,  you  lose  the  overall 

beauty  of  each  piece — and  of  the  room." 
The  process  of  coloring  his  furniture 

may  include  as  many  as  30  coats  of  lac- 
quer and  6  coats  of  color,  each  applied 

separately  with  sanding  and  smoothing 
in  between  to  produce  a  finish  with 
depth  and  gloss.  Alessandro  spent 
months  at  the  Baker  factory  in  Michigan 
teaching  craftspeople  there  his  tech 
nique.  (One  of  the  reasons 
Alessandro  chose  Baker  to 

produce  his  furniture  was 

because  of  the  reputed  ex- 
pertise of  its  craftspeople.) 

The  technique,  which  Ales- 

sandro calls  "design  lac- 
quering," lets  him  simulate 

the  transparencies  in  natural 

elements.  "If  you  love  na- 
ture, you  can't  take  directly from  it.  Better  to  borrow 

from  it,  and  paint  it."  (An  ardent  con- 
servationist, Alessandro  even  shies  away 

from  quarrying  marble.)  Although  fin- 
ishes are  chosen  to  fit  forms,  forms 

clearly  fit  finishes,  too.  A  spindly-legged 
table  might  make  a  delicate  finish  like 

parchment  look  real,  while  a  thick  mul- 
tifaceted  cube  might  make  a  heavy-look- 
[ing  marble  finish  look  and  feel  like  real 
marble.  "Color  and  form — let  them 

[complement  each  other  and  you'll  have 
a  marriage  that'll  last  forever."

AN  ISLAND  GET-AWAY 

THAT  TAKES  ITS 

Inspiration 

for  today  from  good  old 

Houses  that  were  built  before  comfort 

was  dependent  on  nonrenewable  en- 
ergy resources  can  provide  useful  guide- 

lines for  adapting  modern  houses  to 
local  climate  conditions.  Architect  Don- 

ald Watson  beUeves  that  studying  the 
traditional  architecture  of  a  region  can 
help  make  a  house  at  ease  in  both  its 
physical  and  historical  landscape. 

And  so  he  did  for  this  house  which  is 
located  on  an  island  that  in  summer  is 
drenched  with  hot  sun  and  in  winter  is 

blasted  by  winds  that  average  30  miles 
per  hour.  Mr.  Watson  not  only  observed 
wind  flags  placed  on  the  property  for  a 
year  before  construction,  but  he  also 
studied  local  weather  records  and  how 
Block  Island  houses  had  been  built  to 

endure  the  sun  and  wind  for  generations. 
Then  he  applied  the  lessons  learned  from 
island  architecture  and  weather  condi- 

tions in  designing  this  modem  house  to 
be  heated  by  passive  solar  energy. 

The  house  was  placed  below  the  knoll 
of  a  hill  so  it  would  not  intrude  upon  the 
landscape  and  so  the  hill  would  provide 
protection  from  the  frigid  northeast 

wisdom 

winds.  Two  porches  facing  southwest 
serve  as  windbreaks,  just  as  porches  did 
in  old  island  houses.  These  also  soak  up 

the  afternoon  sun,  providing  passive  so- 
lar heat.  Almost  all  windows  were 

placed  on  the  south  and  west  to  provide 
heat  from  the  sun,  while  the  house  is  left 

virtually  closed  on  the  northeast  for  pro- 
tection from  the  wind. 

And  just  as  cupolas  in  old  Victorian 
houses  create  an  updraft  like  an  attic 
fan,  to  provide  natural  ventilation  even 
when  there  is  no  breeze,  the  skylit  loft 

here  serves  the  same  purpose.  And  win- 
dows on  three  sides  of  the  belvedere 

open  in  summer  to  create  additional  air 
circulation.  In  winter,  with  the  windows 
shut,  the  loft  and  porches  act  as  heat 

traps.  Because  the  owners  eventually 
plan  to  use  the  house  as  a  retirement 
home,  a  recirculating  air  system  will 
eventually  be  installed  to  circulate  the 

heated  air  from  the  loft  to  the  lower  por- 
tions of  the  house.  Part  of  the  basement 

was  left  ready  to  contain  a  rock  storage 
area  to  store  the  heated  air. 

In  form  the  house  closely  resembles 
the  traditional  saltboxes  that  have  sat  for 

centuries  in  the  island  landscape.  "No 
man  is  an  island,  even  on  an  island," 
owner  Zenith  Gross  says.  "So  we  wanted 
a  house  that  would  be  pohte  to  the  island, 
just  as  we  always  expected  our  children 
to  be  polite  to  the  islanders.  And  now 

that  our  children  are  grown  and  scat- 

tered, this  house  is  their  anchor."

In  1975,  one  year  before  Nathan  Pritikin 

opened  his  Longevity  Center,  Irene  Lig- 
gett and  Evelyn  Mandel  founded  the  In- 

stitute for  Creative  Aging  in  Los 

Angeles.  Through  the  years,  members  of 
the  Institute  have  shared  recipes  which 
fulfill  their  needs  for  quick,  economical, 
low-calorie,  low-fat  dishes— the  kinds  of 

meals  we're  all  searching  for.  Now  over 
200  of  those  recipes  are  collected  in  The 
Good  Age  Cookbook  (Houghton  Mifflin) 

by  the  co-founders  and  Jan  Harlow,  who 

is  on  the  board  of  directors.  "Although 
we  started  the  book  to  help  senior  citi- 

zens with  meal  planning,  it  became  clear 
as  we  went  along  that  we  were  writing  a 
guide  to  good  eating  for  people  of  any 

age,  says  Ms.  Harlow.  Since  the  chicken 
dish,  cooked  with  rice,  and  the  salad 

provide  protein,  fat,  complex  carbohy- 
drates, and  naturally  occurring  sugars, 

no  dessert  is  necessary,  and  Ms.  Harlow 

suggests  serving  the  cantaloupe  salad 

after  the  main  course.  It's  a  dinner  that 
practically  takes  care  of  itself.  The 
chicken  simmers  an  initial  20  minutes 

with  tomato  sauce,  onion,  and  season- 
ings. Add  brown  rice  and  cook  another 

20  minutes — you  can  toss  cantaloupe 
and  cucumbers  with  yogurt  in  that 
time — then  stir  in  mushrooms  and  white 
wine,  simmer  5  final  minutes,  and  serve.

■By  1966  he  could  run  7 
■miles  without  stopping.  Ten 

[years  later  he  opened  the 
■center  with  nine  patients  and 
Isix  spouses.  The  results 

[achieved  at  the  Center  amaze 
Kveryone  except  Pritikin,  an 
iHonorary  Fellow  of  the  In- 
l.ernational  Academy  of  Pre- 
l/entive  Medicine,  who  has 
Keen  preaching  the  beauties 
l)f  complex,  unrefined  carbo- 
liydrates  in  his  books  Live 
wLonger  Now  and  The  Pritikin 
Wrogram  (with  Patrick 
IvlcGrady  Jr.,  published  by 
Krosset  &  Dunlap). 

|p%s  Americans  become 
■lore  attuned  to  preventive 
Hiealth  care,  the  Pritikin  pro- 
■ram  has  developed  a  wide- 
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spread  audience.  And 
carbohydrates,  once  the  bug- 

bear of  dieters,  have  become 
the  stars  of  the  Pritikin  nu- 

trition world.  Controversy 
still  swirls  about  the  role  of 

carbohydrates,  but  gradually 
evidence  mounts  that  the 
foods  that  have  sustained 

people  through  the  ages  are 
perhaps  still  the  most 
healthy.  And  the  Hnk  be- 

tween diet  and  health  (or  dis- 
ease) has  been  firmly 

established.  Rice  feeds  most 

of  the  world's  population, 
and  almost  every  culture  uses 

beans  and  grains — red  or 
black  beans  and  rice,  Indian 

lentils  and  rice — which  pro- 
vide good-quality  protein  eas- 

ily assimilated  by  the  body. 

^^ny  diet  as  radical  as 

Nathan  Pritikin's  is  bound  to 
meet  resistance,  but  much 
can  be  learned  by  studying  it 

and  applying  some  of  its 

principles  to  your  own  di- 
etary habits.  (It  is  also  a  very 

inexpensive  way  to  eat!)  The 

average  American  diet  con- 
sists of  40-45  percent  of  to- 

tal calories  in  mostly  refined 

carbohydrates;  40-45  percent 
fat;  15-20  in  protein.  The 
Senate  Select  Committee  on 
Nutrition  and  Human  Needs, 
after  its  hearing,  published 

its  Dietary  Goals  which  rec- 
ommend adjusting  the 

American  diet  to  roughly: 

48  percent  of  total  calories 
in  complex  carbohydrates 
and  naturally  occurring 

sugars;  refined  sugars, 
10  percent;  fat,  30  percent; 

protein,  15  percent. 

People  who  follow  the  Pri- 
tikin diet  eat  80  percent  of 

their  total  calories  in  mostly 

complex  and  unrefined  car- 
bohydrates, 5-10  percent  fat, 

10-15  percent  protein.  They 

achieve  this  balance  by  eat- 
ing no  added  fat  or  sugar. 

limiting  animal  protein  to 
about  3/2  ounces  a  day  or 

1/2  pounds  per  week,  and 
choosing  lean  fish  and

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SWEET  &  SPICY  SPIRITS 

28  new  liqueurs 

for  sipping  and 

cooking 

BY  B.  J.  CUTLER 

^The  standard  dictionary 
tells  us  that  a  liqueur  is  a 
distilled  alcoholic  beverage 
flavored  with  aromatic  sub- 

stances, usually  sweetened. 

But  that  is  like  saying  Mari- 
lyn Monroe  was  a  female  hu- 

man being:  The  definition  is 
technically  accurate  but 
hardly  does  justice  to  the 
subject.  Liqueurs  are  among 
the  most  appealing,  warming, 
and  useful  drafts  ever  devised 

by  man.  They  are  invaluable 
in  cooking  and  in  mixing 
drinks,  and  when  taken 

straight,  sparingly  in  small 
glasses  after  dinner,  they  put 
a  festive  cap  on  an  evening. 

Precisely  when  the  first  li- 
queur came  into  being  is  lost 

in  the  mists  of  history.  It 

probably  took  place  a  thou- 
sand years  ago  when  unsung 

geniuses  began  to  add  sweet 

syrup  to  tame  the  fierce  dis- 
tilled spirits  of  the  day  and 

mingled  them  with  herbs  to 
improve  their  flavor.  We 
know  that  in  the  early  Mid- 

dle Ages  plants  and  herbs  of 
many  kinds  were  steeped  in 
alcohol,  which  was  used  as 
the  preferred  medicine  of  the 
time.  There  may  have  been 
some  scientific  soundness  to 

the  practice,  for  mankind 

survived  the  era's  plagues 
and  other  unpleasantnesses. 
Today  we  have  formulated 
effective  medicines  (most  of 
which  taste  awful)  and  have 
liberated  liqueurs  to  serve  as 

a  treat.  Perhaps  the  sole  peo- 
ple to  keep  a  residual  belief 

in  the  therapeutic  value  of  li- 
queurs are  the  French.  They 

include  them  in  the  category 

of  digestifs — strong  spirits 
supposed  to  settle  the  stom- 

ach and  aid  digestion  after  a 

A  collection  of  tastes  to  try — a  hint  of  orange, 
coffee,  buttery  caramel,  chocolate  plus  mint,  anise 

heavy  meal.  It  is  unclear 

whether  the  French  really  be- 
lieve that,  or  merely  cling  to 

the  theory  as  an  excuse  for 
having  a  drink  after  dinner! 

Many  excellent  liqueurs, among  them  Grand 

Marnier,  Benedictine,  Coin- 
treau, Drambuie,  creme  de 

menthe,  and  Southern  Com- 
fort, are  world  famous  and 

well-established.  Recently, 
industry  experts  have  noted 
that  young  people,  willing  to 

try  new  things,  are  discover- 
ing new  liqueurs — some  have 

just  come  to  market,  others 
have  been  known  abroad  and 

are  becoming  widely  avail- 
able in  the  United  States — 

and  are  also  experimenting 
with  older  favorites  in  mixed 

drinks  and  in  cooking. 
The  flavors  of  citrus  fruits 

and  brandy  marry  extremely 
well  and  have  long  been  a 

popular  combination.  Man- 
darine Napoleon  ($5.95  for 

11.5  ounces)  is  well-known 
in  Europe  and  now  is  mak- 

ing its  mark  here.  This  80- 
proof  liqueur  is  made  in  Bel- 

gium from  cognac  and  Anda- 
lusian  tangerines  (mandarine 
being  French  for  tangerine) 
marinated  in  white  alcohol. 

The  result  is  a  light  but  brac- 

ing, dry  after-dinner  drink with  a  fine  citrusy  bouquet. 

One  teaspoon  in  4  ounces  of 

sparkling  wine  makes  a  per- 
fumed champagne  cocktail. 

Mandarine  is  useful  in  cook- 

ing, when,  for  example,  add- ed to  sauce  for  duck  a 

I'orange  or  in  souffles.  In 
desserts,  a  bit  poured  over 
orange  slices,  melon,  figs,  or 

pineapple  enhances  the 
dishes.  Instead  of  dessert,  a 

small  glass  of  Mandarine 

served  neat  with  plain  cook- 
ies, or  a  tablespoon  added  to 

espresso,  will  save  a  cook's time  and  delight  guests. 

Another  famous  citrus- based  beverage  is  cura- 
gao,  made  in  many  countries. 
Now  we  can  buy  it  from,  of 

all  places,  Curasao,  the  is- 
land in  the  Dutch  West  In- 
dies where  the  product 

originated.  Senior  Curagao  of 

Curagao  ($7.95  for  25.4 

ounces)  owes  its  bright  flavor 
to  the  green  laraha  orange 

grown  only  on  that  island. 
The  strong  orange  flavor  of 
this  modestly-priced  drink 
makes  it  practical  in  cooking. 
It  can  flavor  cripes  at  half 
the  price  of  other  liqueurs. 
Curasao,  which  is  62  proof, 
can  be  drunk  straight  and  on 

the  rocks,  poured  over  fresh 
fruits,  used  in  Margaritas, 
and  in  a  wicked  version  of 

the  Orange  Blossom:  1  ounce 

dry  gin,  1  ounce  curagao,  '/, teaspoon  confectioners  sugar; 
shake  with  ice  and  strain 

into  cocktail  glass.  The  li- 
queur goes  well  over  vanilla and  chocolate  ice  creams  and 

can  be  the  key  to  this  flamed 

banana  dessert:  Cut  4  ba- 
nanas in  half  lengthwise. 

Saute  in  6  tablespoons  butter 
and  4  tablespoons  brown 
sugar.  Pour  4  ounces  curagao 

in  hot  pan  over  bananas.  Ig- 
nite. Serve  as  soon  as  flames 

die  down.  Serves  4. 

Chocolate  is  an  ideal  fla- 
voring for  alcohol,  and 

many  established  chocolate- 
based  liqueurs  deserve  their 
success.  A  new  entry  is 
Droste  Bittersweet  Chocolate 

liqueur  ($11.49  for  25.4 
ounces):  Its  chocolate  comes 
from  the  old  Droste  firm  in 

Holland.  This  54-proof,  am- 
ber-colored beverage  achieves 

a  fine  balance  between  the 

bittersweet  chocolate  and  al- 
cohol. The  fact  that  it  is  less 

sweet  than  many  chocolate 

liqueurs  makes  it  an  ideal 
drink  to  be  taken  straight. 

As  an  experiment,  Droste 

was  tasted  against  Vander- 
mint,  a  well-known  mint-fla- 

vored chocolate  liqueur,  also 
from  Holland.  Vandermint 

($5.49  for  11.5  ounces)  also 
was  not  too  sweet  and 
showed,  as  its  name  suggests, 

a  strong  chocolate-mint  taste 
Coffee  to  which  1.5  ounces 
of  Droste  or  Vandermint  has 
been  added,  topped  with 

whipped  cream,  is  excellent. 
An  equal  amount  of  light

makes  a  smooth  on-the-rocks  drink. 
And  both  can  heighten  the  quahty  of  a 
chocolate  mousse  when  a  few  ounces  are 

added  to  the  mixture  before  beating  and 
chilhng. 

The  latest  contestant  in  the  chocolate 

derby  is  Baileys  Original  Irish  Cream 
($11.68  for  25.4  ounces),  though  it 

doesn't  stress  chocolate  in  its  promotion. 
Baileys  is  a  combination  of  two  of  Ire- 

land's famed  products,  Irish  whiskey 
and  fresh  dairy  cream,  with  a  bit  of 

v^iivjv^uiaic  iiavuiiiig.   x  iic  icsuii  la  aii  di- 
tractive,  not-too-strong  (34  proof)  tan- 
colored  liqueur  in  which  the  ingredients 
enhance  but  do  not  mask  each  other. 

One  can  distinguish  and  enjoy  the 
smoothness  of  the  cream,  the  power  of 
the  whiskey,  and  the  mild  chocolate 

taste.  Baileys  is  already  popular  in  Eu- 
rope and  Australia.  It  is  good  as  a 

straight  drink  slightly  chilled  and  as  a 

top  to  a  demitasse. 
Since  citrus  is  a  classic  addition  to  li- 

queurs— and  chocolate  is,  too — an  Israe- 
li distiller  decided  to  try  both  together. 

The  result  is  Sabra  ($5.49  for  11.5 
ounces),  which  combines  the  flavor  of

the  Israeli  version  of  Irish  coffee:  1.5 

ounces  of  Sabra  in  a  cup  of  black  coffee, 
with  whipped  cream  on  top.  Sabra  can 

be  sipped  straight  and  improves  if  it  has 
been  chilled  or  is  served  on  the  rocks.  It 

is  an  interesting  flavoring  over  vanilla 
and  chocolate  ice  creams  and  orange 
sherbet. 

For  tea  lovers  who  can't  get  enough  of 
their  favorite  taste,  two  tea-flavored  li- 

queurs have  arrived  in  the  shops.  TifTm 
Tea  Liqueur  ($9.49  for  25.4  ounces)  is  a 

strong,  70-proof  creation  from  Munich. 
It  combines  the  bouquet  of  tea  with  the 
flavor  and  punch  of  brandy.  Tiffin  can 

be  drunk  straight  up  but  is  more  refresh- 

ing on  the  rocks.  To  make'an  iced  "tea" with  a  kick,  use  1.5  ounces  Tiffin  in  a 
tall  glass  filled  with  ice  cubes,  water,  and 
a  lemon  slice.  A  nice  frappe  can  be  made 

by  whizzing  in  a  blender  or  food  proces- 
sor 3  ice  cubes,  2  ounces  water,  and  1.5 

ounces  Tiffm.  On  a  cold  day  a  hot  "tea" would  consist  of  1.5  ounces  of  the  li- 
queur in  a  warm  cup  to  which  boiling 

water  and  a  slice  of  lemon  are  added. 

From  the  large  Japanese  firm  of  Suntory 
comes  Green  Tea  Liqueur  ($8.99  for  24 

ounces).  This  very  dark  green  50-proof 
liquid  combines  the  flavors  of  mild  tea, 

syrup,  and  alcohol.  It  is  less  sweet  than 
creme  de  menthe  and  is  interesting  on 
the  rocks  before  or  after  dinner.  Green 

Tea  can  be  used  over  ice  cream,  kiwi- 
fruit,  chilled  fresh  grapefruit  slices,  or 
melon  balls.  It  is  also  good  over  shaved 
ice  in  a  small  glass  with  a  sprig  of  fresh 
mint. 

For  many  years  almost  every  country 
touching  on  the  Mediterranean  has  been 

producing  liqueurs  flavored  with  the 
seeds  of  the  star  anise  plant,  giving  these 
drinks  the  characteristic  taste  of  hcorice. 

One  of  the  best  is  Sambuca,  a  favorite  in 
Roman  cafes  that  is  winning  followers  in 
this  country.  The  makers  of  Liquore 
Galliano,  who  taught  Americans  to 
drink  Harvey  Wallbangers,  now  are 

shipping  their  Sambuca  di  Galliano 
($3.99  for  8  ounces).  This  84-proof  drink 
should  be  treated  with  respect;  it  has  a 

way  of  sneaking  up  on  you.  It  has  a 

strong  bouquet  of  licorice  and  a  power- 
ful, fragrant,  syrupy  taste.  Sambuca  is 

good  neat,  chilled  or  on  the  rocks.  The 
typically  Roman  way  to  drink  it  is  to 
pour  an  ounce  or  more  in  a  small  glass 
and  to  float  three  roasted  coffee  beans  on 

top.  Then  crush  the  beans  one  by  one  be- 
tween the  teeth  and  sip  Sambuca 

through  each  bean.  Half  an  ounce  or  so 
of  the  liqueur  in  a  cup  of  espresso  or 
black  coffee  is  another  treat.  Sambuca 

Romana  ($5.99  for  11.5  ounces)  is  an-  '~ other  fine  brand  widely  available  here. 
In  addition  to  the  above  uses  for  Sam- 

buca, its  distillers  recommend  an  ounce 
over  shaved  ice  in  a  cocktail  glass,  to  be 

sipped  through  a  short  straw.  \ 
From  the  other  end  of  the  Mediterra-  iv 

nean,  Israel  sends  Carmel  Arack  ($5.95 

for  25.4  ounces),  a  very  strong,  very  in-

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expensive  anise-flavored  liqueur.  Carmel 
Arack  is  100  proof,  which  some  may 
find  too  strong  for  sipping  straight  up. 
When  chilled,  it  is  an  interesting  after- 
dinner  drink,  less  syrupy  than  many  of 
its  type.  It  can  be  used  hke  Sambuca  in 
coffee,  but  because  of  its  low  price  it  has 

a  special  role  in  the  kitchen.  For  exam- 
ple, Arack  can  be  substituted  for  fennel 

in  preparing  a  whole  baked  sea  bass  or 
rockfish.  When  the  fish  is  done,  toss 
some  dry  dill  branches  around  it,  pour  a 
couple  of  ounces  of  Arack  in  the  hot 

baking  dish,  ignite,  and  stand  back — it 
burns  fiercely.  The  result:  instant  fish 
flambe  with  an  anise  flavor.  In  northern 

Europe,  Belgium  to  be  exact,  Smirnoff  is 

producing  a  vodka-based  liqueur  with 
the  flavor  of  anise  and  perhaps  a  touch 
of  citrus.  Vaklova  ($9.95  for  25.4 

ounces)  is  a  subtle  drink — smooth,  not 
too  sweet,  mildly  tasting  of  licorice  and 
still  evocative  of  vodka.  Chilled,  it 

makes  a  beguiling  after-dinner  drink. 
The  tastes  of  nuts  and  alcohols  are 

most  compatible,  one  reason  why  the  al- 
mond-flavored Amaretto  from  Italy 

took  this  country  by  storm  a  few  years 

ago.  Now  Frangelico,  a  pale  brown  li- 
queur with  the  bouquet  and  taste  of  ha- 

zelnuts, is  trying  to  duplicate  Amaretto's 
success.  Frangelico  ($10.49  for  25.4 

ounces)  is  soft,  a  bit  drier  than  Amar- 
etto, and  most  useful  with  desserts  and 

as  a  nip  after  dinner.  It  is  pleasant 

poured  over  vanilla,  butter-crunch,  and 
indeed  any  ice  cream  with  nuts.  A  few 
drops  of  Frangelico  can  elevate  a  small 

cup  of  biscuit  tortoni  to  an  exotic  des- 
sert. 

One  recent  find  contains  no  nuts  and 

isn't  even  a  liqueur — but  belongs  in  the 
category  anyway.  It  is  Walnut  Brown 
($4.99  for  25.4  ounces),  a  new  sherry 
from  Williams  &  Humbert,  makers  of 
Dry  Sack.  Walnut  Brown,  at  41  proof,  is 
stronger  than  some  true  liqueurs,  and  its 
power  and  rich  bouquet  enables  it  to  be 

sipped  as  a  liqueur.  Dark  brown  in  col- 
or, it  comes  across  as  a  very  full,  mildly- 

sweet  sherry  with  a  hint  of  walnuts.  At 
its  low  price  it  is  a  bargain  and  can  be 
served  with  coffee  and  unsalted  nuts 

such  as  pecans,  walnuts,  and  toasted  al- 
monds. It  also  can  be  added  to  the  juices 

of  roasts.  A  pork  loin  marinated  in  Wal- 
nut Brown  and  basted  with  its  liquid  is 

excellent. 

Still  in  the  nut  flavor:  Amaretto  &  Co- 
gnac ($4.69  for  12  ounces)  is  Hiram 

Walker's  entry.  It  is  a  smooth  and  soft 
50-proof  liqueur.  An  ounce  or  two  on 
the  rocks  is  a  pleasant  drink.  It  also  is  a 
welcome  addition  to  iced  coffee  and  to 

unsugared  hot  coffee  topped  by  whipped 
cream.  Praline  ($8.99  for  25.4  ounces)  is 

a  40-proof  New  Orleans  liqueur.  The 
color  of  cognac,  it  is  reminiscent  of  that 

city's  praline  candy  made  from  pecans, 
vanilla,  brown  sugar,  butter,  and  cream. 
March  1980 

Praline  is  drunk  straight  or  on  the  rocks. 
It  can  dress  up  vanilla  or  butterscotch 
ice  cream,  pancakes,  waffles,  and  dessert 
omelets.  When  heated,  praline  will  flame 
and  add  zest  to  crepes  or  fresh  pineapple 
slices. 

One  of  the  oldest  and  most  successful 

of  liqueur  makers'  tricks  is  to  combine 
the  taste  of  fresh  fruit  with  alcohol.  Pear 

William  ($8.99  for  23.6  ounces)  is  a  new 
import  from  the  well-known  French 
firm  of  Marie  Brizard.  It  is  a  brilliantly 

clear,  60-proof  drink  bursting  with  the 
aroma  of  ripe  Bartlett  pears.  It  is  very 
good  straight,  chilled  or  on  the  rocks.  In 
cooking  it  works  well  over  baked  pears 
or  sliced  pineapple;  with  melted  butter  it 
can  be  sprinkled  on  crepes  or  dessert 
waffles.  Pear  William  adds  a  subtle  fla- 

vor to  whipped  cream  for  cakes  and  fruit 
desserts. 

Yet  another  new  flavor  is  found  in 

Bogg's  Cranberry  Liqueur  ($5.79  for 
16.9  ounces),  a  bright  red  40-proof  bev- 

erage with  the  authentic  fragrance  and 
mildly  acidic  taste  of  cranberries.  Small 

sips  of  chilled  Bogg's  with  the  holiday 
turkey  can  replace  the  need  for  both 
cranberry  sauce  and  wine.  It  goes  well 
with  small  meringues,  over  vanilla  ice 
cream,  and  added  to  mincemeat  pie.  At 
Christmas  it  can  be  warmed,  poured 
over  steamed  fruitcake,  and  flamed  just 

before  serving.  Also  bright  red  and  pop- 

ular is  Hiram  Walker's  Strawberry  Cor- 
dial ($5.69  for  24  ounces).  Its  true 

strawberry  flavor  adds  zip  to  vanilla  and 
strawberry  ice  creams  and  fruit  sherbets. 
Three  ounces  vanilla  ice  cream,  1.5 

ounces  Strawberry  Cordial,  and  3  ice 
cubes  whizzed  in  a  blender  make  a  de- 

lightful drink.  Other  uses:  Drink  straight 
or  chilled,  pour  over  fresh  strawberries, 
cantaloupe  balls,  strawberry  souffle,  or 
shaved  ice. 

The  latest  offering  from  Leroux, 
which  produces  a  broad  line  of  imported 
and  domestic  liqueurs,  is  Jezynowka.  a 
Polish-style  blackberry-flavored  brandy. 

It  has  the  pleasant,  fresh  aroma  and  fla- 
vor of  the  fruit  and  the  power  of  70- 

proof  alcohol.  This  inexpensive  ($5.28 
for  24  ounces)  drink  can  be  used  straight 
as  a  cordial,  on  the  rocks,  or  in  cooking. 
It  flames  well  and  is  good  sprinkled  on 

Cherries  Jubilee.  A  couple  of  table- 
spoons added  to  the  sauce  of  duck  with 

cherries  might  lift  a  cook's  reputation. 
Suntory  has  two  new,  expensive  fruit 

liqueurs,  Aki  Plum  and  Midori  Melon 
(each  $3.99  for  6.8  ounces).  Plum  is  dark 

rose  in  color,  recalls  the  bouquet  of  al- 
monds and  cherries,  and  has  a  pleasant 

plum  flavor.  It  is  drunk  on  the  rocks  or 
in  a  highball  with  club  soda,  in  each  case 
with  a  lemon  twist.  As  a  dessert  it  can  be 

poured  over  cherry-vanilla  ice  cream  or 

sprinkled  on  cantaloupe  or  melon  balls. 
Midori  Melon  is  pale  green  in  color  and 
carries  a  fresh  scent  of  melon.  Suggested 

uses:  On  St.  Patrick's  Day  add  ounce 
to  vodka  on  the  rocks  or  1.5  ounces  to 

club  soda  in  a  highball  glass.  Other  days 
use  on  lemon  sherbet,  melons,  bananas, 

pineapple,  grapes,  or  any  combination  of 
fresh  fruits. 

The  Caribbean  and  nearby  islands 

now  are  active  in  exporting  to  the  Unit- 
ed States  liqueurs  based  on  local  prod- 

ucts. The  company  that  makes 
Matusalem  rum  has  devised  Pinamor 

($6.99  for  24  ounces),  a  pleasant  mixture 
of  Puerto  Rican  rum  and  pineapple.  It  is 
good  as  a  cordial  and  better  on  the 
rocks.  At  60  proof  it  can  be  flamed  when 
one  wants  to  impart  a  pineapple-alcohol 
touch  to  desserts.  It  can  be  drizzled  over 

melon  balls  or  orange  slices  or  used  to 
baste  baked  pears.  Matusalem  also 
blends  coconut  flavor  with  rum  in  Ron- 
coco  ($6.99  for  24  ounces).  Roncoco  and 
CocoRibe  ($8.99  for  25.4  ounces),  also  a 
coconut-flavored  white  rum,  are  appeal- 

ing chilled  or  on  the  rocks.  A  shot  of  ei- 
ther with  orange  juice  and  ice  in  a  tall 

glass  makes  a  highball  reminiscent  of  the 
islands.  They  flavor  custards;  for  a  frap- 
pe,  whiz  in  a  blender  1.5  ounces  co- 

conut liqueur,  2  ounces  light  cream, 

sugar  to  taste,  1  egg,  and  3  ice  cubes.  Or 
try  1  ounce  Roncoco  or  CocoRibe  in 
milk  for  a  smooth  and  soothing  treat. 
Nassau  Royale  ($9.75  for  24  ounces)  is  a 
smooth  and  sweet  after-dinner  liqueur 
containing  22  herbs  and  spices,  most  of 
them  from  the  Bahamas.  Its  taste  has 
undertones  of  vanilla  or  caramel,  and  it 

is  a  plus  in  the  batter  of  chocolate  and 

spice  cakes. Aficionados  of  sweet  liqueurs  need 
look  no  further  than  Cuarenta  y  Tres 

from  Spain  and  Bairenjager  from  Germa- 
ny. Cuarenta  y  Tres  ($8.94  for  23.5 

ounces)  is  said  to  contain  43  different 

flavors,  hence  its  name.  One  of  those  fla- 
vors is  vanilla,  which  helps  it  as  a  top- 
ping for  vanilla  or  coffee  ice  cream.  It  is 

smooth  and  sweet  sipped  neat,  and  for  a 
potent  cocktail  add  an  ounce  to  an  equal 
amount  of  vodka  on  the  rocks.  Cuarenta 

y  Tres  gives  a  lift  to  fresh  pound  cake: 
Poke  holes  in  the  cake  with  a  fork  and 

pour  a  few  spoonfuls  of  the  liqueur  over 
it.  Or  flavor  whipped  cream  with  it  (1  ta- 

blespoon to  1  cup  whipped  cream)  and 
spread  over  the  cake.  Bairenjager  ($9.95 

for  23.5  ounces)  blends  honey  with  alco- 
hol and  strikes  an  attractive  balance  be- 

tween the  sweetness  of  honey  and  the 

dryness  of  brandy.  An  after-dinner 
drink,  it  also  can  be  added  to  zabaglione 
and  custards  or  poured  over  simple 
cakes.  At  70  proof,  it  flames  easily  on 

crepes  and  pancakes. 
An  added  bonus:  Liqueur  manufac- 

turers vie  with  each  other  in  offering 
handsome  packaging.  In  many  cases 
when  their  bottles  are  emptied  of  their 

contents,  the  purchaser  is  left  with  good- 
looking  containers  that  can  be  saved  as 
bud  vases  or  decanters.  Especially  at- 

tractive are  Droste's  pure  white  bottle, 
Vandermint's  Delft-style  flask.  Green 

Tea's  pottery  cylinder  decorated  with 

calligraphy,  CocoRibe's  white  jug,  Vak- 
lova's  decorative  glass  decanter,  and 

Bogg's  and  Walnut  Brown's  well-shaped 
bottles.  ■ 169

To  saute  vegetables:  Put  a  bit  of  water 

in  a  skillet,  bring  to  a  boil,  add  vegeta- 
bles, and  stir  while  liquid  evaporates  un- 

til vegetables  are  brown.  Or  saute 

vegetables  directly  in  a  dry  skillet,  mak- 
ing sure  not  to  use  too  high  heat  and 

keeping  close  watch  to  prevent  scorch- 
ing. 

Blend  nonfat  cottage  cheese  with  non- 
fat buttermilk  to  make  mock  sour 

cream.  It  becomes  the  base  of  dressings 
for  all  kinds  of  salads. 

Make  homemade  croutons  toasted  in 

the  oven  to  dress  up  soups  and  salads. 

Make  oven-fried  potatoes  by  cutting 
them  into  thin  sticks  and  baking  in  a  hot 
oven  on  a  nonstick  baking  sheet  until 
they  are  brown  all  over. 

Make  a  white  sauce  by  blending  flour 
and  cold  nonfat  milk  in  the  blender, 
transferring  to  a  saucepan,  and  stirring 
until  thickened. 

Defat  stock  by  chilling  until  fat  con- 
geals on  top.  Spoon  it  off,  then  strain 

stock  through  several  layers  of  cheese- 
cloth to  catch  any  remaining  fat. 

Make  your  own  nonfat  buttermilk.  If 

you  can't  make  it  at  home,  strain  com- 
mercial buttermilk  through  several  lay- 

ers of  cheesecloth  or  a  fine  mesh  sieve  to 

remove  fat  particles. 
If  a  recipe  calls  for  an  egg,  use  2 

whites  or  substitute  some  liquid  for  the 

yolk. 
For  an  unusual  breakfast  or  snack,  try 

hot  or  cold  brown  rice  with  sliced  ba- 
nanas, cinnamon,  and  nonfat  buttermilk 

or  milk. 

Sweeten  foods  with  pure  ripe  fruits, 
defrosted  apple  juice  concentrate,  fruit 
juices,  or  dried  raisins  and  currants.  Or 

add  a  carrot  or  sweet  potato,  both  natu- 
rally-sweet vegetables,  to  sauces,  soups, 

even  breads. 

Instead  of  jams,  jellies,  and  fruit  but- 
ters, use  fresh  fruit  plus  fruit  juice, 

cooked  together  and  thickened  with 

cornstarch  or  gelatin.  Try  mashed  ba- 
nana or  persimmon.  Vanilla  extract  will 

pick  up  and  accent  the  sweet  flavor. 
Brown  foods  under  the  broiler  instead 

of  with  oil  in  a  skillet  and  make  sure  to 

baste  them  with  stock  or  other  liquid  to 
prevent  drying. 

"Fry"  with  a  nonstick  skillet  and 
"oven  fry"  by  baking  breaded  chicken, 
potatoes,  eggplant,  etc.  on  a  nonstick 
baking  sheet. 

Make  your  own  applesauce  and  spike 

it  with  some  cranberries.  Use  it  as  a  top- 
ping for  whole-wheat  pancakes  (or  stir  it 

into  the  pancake  batter  or  a  cornbread 
batter). 

Make  pea  soup  without  the  usual 
bones.  Add  barley,  onion,  garlic,  celery, 
carrot,  thyme,  oregano,  pepper,  sweet 
green  and  red  peppers  for  color. 

How  to  cheafft 

Cheating  is  not  obligatory,  but  you 
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should  do  it  openly  without  pangs  of 
conscience.  The  worst  thing  that  could 
happen  would  be  for  the  Pritikin  Diet  to 
become  a  source  of  guilt  feehngs  which 
would  make  you  more  likely  to  toss  out 
the  whole  diet  through  frustration.  The 
descending  order  of  cheating  advisability 
is:  sugar,  protein,  fat,  cholesterol.  When 
cheating,  fat  is  stretched  to  1 1  percent  of 
total  calories  from  8  percent;  protein  to 
16  percent  from  13;  sugar  to  V/i  percent 
from  0;  daily  cholesterol  to  100  milli- 

grams from  70. 

Calories: 

Followers  of  the  Pritikin  Program  main- 
tain their  weight  without  worrying  about 

calories  very  much.  But  when  reading  a 
label  at  the  market  and  trying  to  decide 
whether  the  food  fits  the  allowable  pro- 

file in  terms  of  fat,  protein,  or  carbohy- 
drate, a  simple  computation  is  possible. 

Every  gram  of  fat  has  9  calories;  protein 
and  carbohydrate  have  4.  Find  total 
calories,  usually  stated  in  terms  of  100 

grams.  Then  find  amount  of  fat  or  pro- 
tein per  100  grams.  Multiply  the  fat  fig- 

ure by  9,  the  protein  by  4.  Divide  by  100, 
move  the  decimal  two  places  to  the 

right. 
A  handy  book  for  anyone  interested  in 

calories  is  the  USDA's  Composition  of 
Foods,  Handbook  No.  8.  Write  the  Su- 

perintendent of  Documents,  U.S.  Gov- 
ernment Printing  Office,  Washington, 

D.C.  20402,  for  a  copy. 

Mock  sour  cream  A 

INGREDIENTS 

1-2  cups  nonfat  milk  or  nonfat  buttermilk 
(recipe  below) 

Crumbled  99-percent-skim-milk  cheese  or 
dry  curd  cottage  ctieese 

Vinegar  (optional) 

METHOD 

□  Pour  about  1  cup  nonfat  milk  into  blend- 
er. Add  a  handful  crumbled  skim-milk 

cheese  and  blend.  Stop  blender  and  stir 
occasionally. 

□  Add  more  liquid  or  more  cheese,  blend- 
ing and  occasionally  stirring,  until  mixture 

resembles  sour  cream  in  smoothness  and 

consistency,  and  desired  volume  is  ob- 
tained. Add  a  few  teaspoons  vinegar  if  de- 

sired to  increase  sour  flavor. 

Note:  This  mixture  keeps  well  for  several 
days  in  a  tightly  closed  plastic  container 
but  has  a  tendency  to  thicken  on  standing. 
To  thin,  stir  in  a  little  more  liquid.  Mock  sour 
cream  may  also  be  frozen,  then  stirred  or 
reblended  after  thawing.

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LIVING  WITH  PETS

Should  you  have  your 

pet  neutered? 

The  advantages  to 

the  animal,  the 

advantages  to  you, 

when  you  should 

do  it,  and  the 

risks  involved 

Q.  Should  a  kitten  or  puppy  be 
neutered?  Is  it  good  for  the  animal  or 
does  it  only  make  it  easier 
for  the  owner? 

A.  Many  people  who  care  about  animals 
feel  that  pet  owners  have  a  responsibility 
to  have  their  pets  neutered,  in  view  of 
the  fact  that  85  percent  of  all  animals  in 

pounds  and  shelters — some  15  million 
dogs  and  cats — are  destroyed  every  year 
because  homes  cannot  be  found  for 
them.  In  addition,  there  are  an  estimated 
120  million  animals  starving  on  the 
streets.  Each  adorable  kitten  or  pup  your 

pet  may  produce  (and  2,000  to  3,500  are 
born  every  hour)  means  that  even  if  you 
place  it  in  a  home  eventually,  someone 

else's  animal  must  be  put  to  death.  So 
there  are  good  social  reasons  to  neuter 
an  animal. 

And,  of  course,  there  are  compelling 
reasons  for  neutering  that  have  to  do 

with  your  own  comfort.  An  unspayed  fe- 
male cat  goes  into  heat  every  21  days, 

from  February  to  September.  (An  un- 

spayed female  that's  indoors  full  time 
may  go  into  heat  year-round.)  Unless 
impregnated,  she  cries  and  howls  day 

and  night  for  nearly  a  week.  She'll  dart 
out  every  time  the  door  is  opened  until 
she  meets  a  male,  and  the  next  thing  you 

know,  you  have  kittens.  An  unneutered 

tom  sprays  all  over  the  house.  He  disap- 
pears for  days,  if  let  out,  and  may  come 

home  torn  and  bleeding  from  fights  he's 
been  in.  It's  hard  to  live  with  the  noise  of 
an  unneutered  female  cat  or  the  malodor 
of  an  unneutered  male. 

Most  unspayed  female  dogs  have  two 
heat  periods  a  year,  and  while  they  do 
not  carry  on  the  way  female  cats  do, 
they  may  have  a  discharge,  lose  bladder 
control,  and  develop  false  pregnancies. 
An  unneutered  male  dog  is  a  problem  to 
the  owner  only  in  that  he  will  roam  and 

get  into  trouble — or  he  may  be  a  nui- 

sance on  the  leash  because  he's  scrappy 
toward  other  male  dogs  and  hysterical 

around  the  females  he  meets. 

There  are  many  advantages  to  the  pet: 

Spayed  female  and  castrated  male  house 
cats  are  certainly  more  comfortable 
without  the  stress  of  unrequited  sexual 

urges.  And  a  spayed  female  cat  will  be 
protected  against  the  uterine  infections 
common  among  unneutered  females.  It 
was  formerly  believed  that  castrated 
males  were  more  prone  than  uncastrated 
ones  to  urinary  problems  as  they  grew 
older,  but  many  veterinarians  now  think 
the  tendency  is  inherent  in  the  anatomy 
of  male  cats  and  that  the  neutering  is  not 
the  cause. 

The  spayed  female  dog  is  protected 
not  only  against  uterine  infections  but 

also  against  mammary  and  ovarian  tu- 
mors, which  is  a  serious  problem  among 

many  of  the  older  females.  Castration  of- 
fers no  particular  health  advantages  to  a male  dog. 

Q.  Is  it  true  that  if  a  pet  is  neutered  it 
will  become  fat? 
A.  Some  veterinarians  believe  that  neu 

tering  gives  pets — cats  or  dogs,  males  or 
females — a  greater  tendency  to  gain 
weight.  Whether  or  not  this  is  so,  the 

point  is  that  you  can  control  your  pet's 
weight  by  feeding  it  only  as  much  as  it 
needs  to  maintain  a  good  normal  weight 
for  its  size  and  by  ensuring  that  it  gets 

adequate  exercise.

Q.  Does  neutering  have  any  effect  on 
the  personality  of  a  pet? 

A.  Female  cats  and  dogs  aren't  affected 
one  way  or  the  other  by  spaying.  There 
is  some  evidence  that  male  cats  become 

sweeter  and  more  home-loving.  Male 

dogs  roam  less  and  are  usually  less  med- 
dlesome and  aggressive  toward  other 

male  dogs. 

Q.  At  what  age  should  a  pet 
be  neutered? 
A.  A  female  cat  can  be  spayed  at  six  or 
seven  months  of  age.  Veterinarians  differ 

on  whether  the  operation  should  be  be- 
fore or  after  her  first  heat  period.  They 

agree  it's  best  not  to  perform  the  oper- ation while  she  is  in  heat.  A  male  cat  can 

be  castrated  any  time  after  he  is  six  or 
seven  months  old. 

A  female  dog  should  be  spayed  when 

she's  between  six  and  nine  months  of 

age,  preferably  it  should  be  done  before 
her  first  heat,  to  minimize  the  danger  of 

developing  mammary  tumors  later  on.  A 
male  dog  can  be  castrated  after  he  is 
eight  months  old.  ■

Ivait  the  aesthetic  verdict  of  Graves's 
iperiments,  we  might  well  keep  in  mind 

Ich  1980 

Voltaire's  observation  that  "The  secret 
of  the  arts  is  to  correct  Nature." 

Graves  might  or  might  not  correct 
Nature,  but  he  has  certainly  corrected 
history.  He  is  one  of  the  contemporary 
architects  who  has  reminded  us  that 
modern  architecture  did  not  exclude  the 

use  of  applied  color.  The  great  Swiss- 
French  architect  Le  Corbusier,  the  most 
influential  architect  of  the  20th  century, 
often  used  subtle  colorations  of  pink, 
blue,  and  green  in  the  interiors  of  his 
buildings,  even  though  their  exteriors 
were  almost  always  white.  Known  to  us 

now  only  through  black-and-white  pho- 

tos, many  of  Le  Corbusier's  houses  of 
the  1920s  were  quite  a  bit  more  colorful 
than  is  now  generally  remembered.  But 
Graves  is  well  acquainted  with  the 
whole  history  of  architecture,  and  he 

roams  freely  through  centuries  of  civil- 
ization to  extract  bits  and  pieces  that  he 

transforms  into  designs  that  recall  much 
in  general  but  copy  little  in  specific. 

His  temporary  display  for  the  Sunar 
furniture  showroom  in  New  York  last 

year  was  a  good  case  in  point.  The  floor 
of  its  entry  hall  was  covered  in  glossy 
black  vinyl  scored  with  crisp  white  tape, 

simulating  tiles.  Salmon-pink  columns 
topped  with  dull  metallic  gold  capitals 
seemed  like  relics  from  a  lost  Aegean 
civilization.  A  pink,  blue,  mauve,  and 
white  mural  might  have  been  a  fresco 
unearthed  at  Pompeii,  while  the  swirling 

bolts  of  fabric  on  display  in  the  show- 
room might  have  been  the  backdrop  for 

some  majestic  Baroque  portrait. 
Another  Graves  showroom  for  Sunar 

in  Chicago  caused  a  flurry  of  controver- 
sy when  it  opened.  Some  critics  claimed 

that  its  blue-gray  coloration  made  it  dif- 
ficult to  distinguish  the  true  colors  of 

fabrics  and  finishes,  while  others  hailed 

it — even  while  groping  for  words  to  de- 
scribe it — as  the  most  innovative  break- 

through in  showroom  design  in  years. 
Graves  has  been  designing  furniture  for 
Sunar  as  well.  He  is  one  of  a  growing 
number  of  young  architects  interested  in 

the  practice  of  total  design — the  integra- 
tion of  architecture,  interior  design,  fur- 

niture design,  and  accessories  into  one 
unified  scheme.  It  is  actually  a  revival  of 
an  old  tradition:  Frank  Lloyd  Wright 
not  only  designed  furniture,  rugs,  and 
textiles  for  his  interiors,  but  sometimes 

even  would  design  dresses  to  harmonize 
with  his  houses. 

Michael  Graves  has  not  gone  quite 
that  far.  But  his  designs  for  tables, 
chairs,  light  fixtures,  and  even  a  new  rug 

(custom  woven  by  V'Soske  for  his  asso- ciate, Karen  Wheeler)  add  a  much 
broader  dimension  to  his  concerns  than 
has  been  seen  among  architects  in  many 

years,  and  the  range  of  colors  they  share 

complements  the  characteristic  shades 
he  favors  in  his  architecture  in  general. 

Thus,  the  rosy  terra  cottas,  dusky 

pinks,  dulled  cobalt  blues,  and  softened 

gray-greens  are  seen  time  and  again  in 

his  designs.  "My  choice  of  color  is  al- 

most childlike,"  says  Graves,  "in  that 
any  kind  of  metaphor  using  color  must 

be  very  direct,  or  else  it  will  not  be  un- 

derstood. If  you  ask  a  child,  'What  color 
is  the  sky?'  or  'What  color  is  the  sun?'  he 
will  be  able  to  tell  you.  In  architecture,  if 

you  try  to  attribute  meaning  to  color, 
you  are  caught  up  in  a  specific  frame  of 
reference.  For  example,  if  I  want  to  em- 

phasize part  of  a  building  rooted  in  the 
earth,  I  may  have  it  painted  brown,  terra 

cotta,  or  green.  There  is  room  for  vari- 
ation, but  only  within  a  certain  limited 

range.  That's  because  you  can't  have  a 
language  unless  it's  so  fully  understood 
that  you  don't  have  to  reinvent  a  lan- 

guage every  time  you  use  it.  Once  you're involved  with  the  symbolism  of  color, 

you're  involved  with  some  degree  of  con- 

sistency." 

In  considering  the  transformation  in 
contemporary  architecture  represented 

by  the  work  of  Michael  Graves,  it  is  in- 
teresting to  note  that  he  is  actually  re- 

taining more  tradition  than  he  is  dis- 
carding. A  look  back  over  the  course  of 

American  architecture  since  the  end  of 
World  War  II  reveals  that  a  much  more 

extreme — and  much  less  successful — 
break  with  tradition  occurred  in  the 

1950s  and  '60s,  when  architects,  in  the 

role  of  "form-givers,"  vied  with  one  an- 
other in  presenting  the  public  with 

buildings  in  unusual  shapes  that  resem- 
bled almost  everything  except  our  gener- 

al notion  of  buildings.  From  New  York's 
spiral  Guggenheim  Museum  by  Frank 

Lloyd  Wright  to  San  Francisco's  pyra- midal Transamerica  building  by  William 
Pereira,  our  country  was  punctuated  by 
architectural  monuments  that  appeared 

to  many  people  to  be  more  expressive  of 

their  designers'  egos,  rather  than  the 
public's  benefit  or  preference. 

The  architecture  of  Michael  Graves 

might  not  seem  to  some  people  to  be 
much  different  in  that  respect.  Yet  in 
fact  his  desire  is  to  return  to  an  architec- 

ture of  more  familiarity  and  meaning 
than  the  often  anonymous  and  sterile 

structures  designed  by  the  American  fol- 
lowers of  orthodox  modernism.  Graves's 

use  of  such  traditional  motifs  as  col- 
umns, moldings,  keystones,  murals,  and 

other  details  that  originated  in  Classical 
architecture  is  evidence  of  his  desire  to 
retain  elements  that  have  long  been  the 

basic — and  until  recently,  the  unbro- 
ken— heritage  of  Western  architecture. 

This  search  for  a  usable  past  as  the  basis 
for  a  workable  future  is  what  Michael 

Graves's  art  is  essentially  about. 
The  paradox  of  the  artist  is  that  he  is 

at  once  part  of  his  time,  but  also  to  some 
degree  must  remain  outside  it.  If  art  is  a 
mirror  of  those  who  create  it — and  the 
times  in  which  it  is  created — then  archi- 

tecture, our  most  public  art  form,  must 
be  seen  as  a  particularly  accurate  mirror. 

Michael  Graves's  work,  which  seeks  to 
integrate  architecture  and  painting,  col- 

or and  form,  old  and  new,  might  become 
a  clear  and  true  reflection.  ■

Leucothoe  has  long  been  a  favorite  plant 
of  landscape  designers,  mainly  because 

of  the  strong  wine-red  color  of  its  leaves 
in  winter.  A  less  desirable  characteristic 

of  this  fine  shrub,  however,  is  its  tenden- 

cy to  produce  long,  gawky,  bare-based 
shoots.  But  now  an  Ohio  hybridizer  has 
produced  a  new  type  of  the  familiar 

plant — one  with  low,  compact  growth. 
Named  Scarletta,  this  leucothoe  never 

exceeds  2  feet  in  height  and  its  new 
leaves  are  bright  scarlet,  so  that  each 
plant  is  a  mound  of  red  throughout  the 
year.

Everlasting  tansy 

Traditionally  planted  by  New 

England  colonists  near  the 
kitchen  door  for  easy  reach,

soil  just  dug  out 
of  the  garden.  If 

you  use  garden soil,  however,  you  ̂  

should  add  a

You'll  need  enough 
material  to  make  one  frame 
for  the  front  and  back  of  each 
screen.  Cut  the  wood  to  the 

length  you'll  need.  Sandpaper 
the  edges,  and  glue  the  pieces 
together  to  make  two 
separate  frames.  Paint  them 

flat  black,  or  the  color  you'll 
need,  and  let  dry. 

Spread  the  material  you're 
going  to  use  for  the  screen 
(rice  paper,  organdy,  or 
buckram)  smoothly  on  a  flat 
surface  and  thumbtack  it  in 

place.  Next,  run  a  light  line 
of  glue  along  the  inside  edges 
of  one  frame,  place  the  frame 
down  on  the  material.  Press 

firmly  and  evenly,  then 
remove  thumbtacks,  lift,  and 
turn  it  over.  Glue  the  second 

frame  on  top  of  the  first, 

making  a  "sandwich"  of  the material.  Let  the  glue  dry 
and  trim  the  edges. 

Shoji  screens  can  be  made 
to  fit  windows  of  all  sizes. 

Hang  the  screen  with 
invisible  nylon  cord,  or 

simply  fit  it  snugly  into  the 

window  frame  so  you  can 

remove  it  easily  when  it's  not needed.  Cloth  frames  can  be 

gently  washed  and  rinsed 
when  needed.  On  bright  days, 
African  violets,  begonias,  and 

other  sun-shy  plants  will  love 
their  sunscreen!

Wedgwood  vase 

Q.  My  vase  has 
Wedgwood  BTS  or 
RTS  M  on  it.  Can 
you  tell  me  when  it 
was  made  and  any- 
thing  about  its 
background?  S.S. 
— Stockton,  Calif. 

A.  Your  pitcher  or  jug  in  the  shape  of 
the  famous  Portland  vase  was  manufac- 

tured by  Wedgwood  in  either  1864  or 

1890.  It  is  probably  an  item  of  jasper- 
dip,  i.e.  the  blue  coloring  being  a  surface 
coloring  only,  as  opposed  to  the  solid 

blue  jasper  produced  today.  Occasional- 
ly such  pitchers  had  pewter  lids.  Your 

vase  was  derived  from  the  so-called 
Portland  or  Barberini  vase.  The  original, 

an  example  of  Greco-Roman  work  in 
glass,  is  the  sepulchral  urn  which  con- 

tained the  ashes  of  the  Roman  emperor 
Alexander  Severus  and  his  mother 
Mammaea.  It  was  buried  about  234 

A.D.  and  dug  up  by  order  of  the  Barber- 
ini  pope  Urban  VIII  between 

1623-1644.  Bought  by  Sir  William 
Hamilton  in  1782  and  then  sold  to  the 
Duchess  of  Portland  in  1785,  it  was  lent 

to  Josiah  Wedgwood  after  her  death  so 
that  he  might  reproduce  the  vase. 

American  settee 

Q.  I  would  love  to  know  anything  you 
can  tell  me  about  our  old  loveseat. 

V.M.— Shelby,  N.C. 

A.  Your  settee  belongs  to  a  class  of  five- 
or  six-piece  upholstered  parlor  suite  with 
open  arms  (the  sides  under  the  arms  are 
not  upholstered),  widely  popular  in  the 
U.S.  about  1900.  Its  form  is  a  mixture  of 

features  freely  derived  from  classical  and 

rococo  furniture  styles.  The  1895  Mont- 
gomery &  Ward  catalogue.  No.  57,  illus- 

trates several  examples.  The  majority  of 
frames  are  made  in  oak,  natural  birch,  or 

imitation  mahogany,  and  are  uphol- 
stered mainly  in  brocatelle,  tapestry,  or 

plush.  A  parlor  suite  ranged  from  about 
$20  to  $50,  and  its  pieces  are  described: 
sofa,  armchair,  rocker  (all  with  open 
arms),  and  parlor  chairs  (side  chairs 
without  arms).  Occasionally  a  divan  is 
included,  either  with  or  without  arms. 

Sheffield  biscuit  box 

Q.  Can  you  tell  me  what  this  silver  dish 
was  used  for  and  something  of  its  ori- 

gin? It  has  initials  EPNS  on  it. 
H.G.— Gladwin,  Mich. 

A.  You  have  an  elaborate  example  of  a 
folding  biscuit  box,  which  was  first  made 

in  Sheffield  plate  in  18th-century  En- 
gland. In  the  next  century,  it  became  a 

fashionable  piece  of  English  Victorian 
electroplated  silverware.  Your  biscuit 
box  is  of  this  era  and  this  kind  of  metal. 

Russian  kovsh 

Q.  I  would  like  to  know  anything  you 
can  tell  me  about  this  Russian  piece. 

CP. — Kindersley,  Saskatchewan 

A.  Your  hand-wrought  shaded  enamel 
on  gilded  silver  Russian  kovsh  is  prob- 

ably of  19th-century  Moscow  manufac- 
ture. The  84  in  the  mark  is  the  purity 

standard — 84  parts  per  100  are  pure  sil- 
ver. The  kovsh — a  Russian  vessel  for  la- 

dling drinks — generally  has  a  boat- 
shaped  body  and  a  spatulate  handle.

How  to  buy  a  used  piano 

If  you  love  them,  pianos  seem  to  smile  at 
the  joys  that  lie  in  store  for  their  owners. 
New  ones,  especially,  have  gleaming 
white  grins.  But  to  have  a  new  piano  at 
your  fingertips  is  a  delight  overpriced 
nowadays  for  all  but  the  serious  devotee. 
Piano  showrooms  have  cash  registers 
that  ring  in  the  high,  high  treble.  A  good 
Steinway  grand  is  over  $10,000,  and  the 

most  luxurious — the  Bosendorfer  Impe- 
rial grand,  owned  by  Avery  Fisher  and 

Frank  Sinatra — is  $55,000.  Even  a  quali- 
ty console,  the  smallest  size  musically 

worthwhile,  is  over  $1,500. 
But  the  piano  is  a  durable  machine, 

despite  its  thousands  of  delicate  parts.  If 
older  pianos  have  been  well  treated,  they 
are  often  still  young  at  heart.  Big  old 

uprights,  in  particular,  can  have  a  mag- 
nificent tone.  If  their  mechanism  is 

sound,  they  can  make  true  a  modest 
dream  of  playing  for  yourself  and  friends 
at  a  fraction  of  the  cost  of  a  new  instru- 

ment— which  may  not  sound  as  good. 

Armed  with  some 

expertise,  you  can 

choose  an  instrument 

that  will  give  your 

family  fine  music 

Used  pianos  must,  however,  be  chosen 

carefully.  A  polished  case  can  hide  seri- 
ous defects  not  always  admitted  by — or 

even  known  to — the  seller.  Some  can  be 
detected  only  by  the  trained  eye.  Even 
so,  simple  basics  and  a  few  tips  can  guide 
you  to  an  initial  choice,  to  be  confirmed 
by  an  expert.  Here  is  what  to  look  for. 
Size  and  shape.  First  decide  which 
model  you  want.  Grands  (horizontal)  are 
biggest  and  best.  They  range  from  baby 
grand  (around  5/2  feet  or  shorter)  to 

concert  grand  (8  to  9  feet,  or  even  long- 
er). But  even  semi-grand  {IVi  feet)  is  too 

large  for  most  living  rooms.  Profession-

Plus,  the  low  profi 
looks  neat  but  involves  a  type  of  wor 

(the  "drop"  action)  which  gives  less  e 
act  finger  control  and  makes  tuning  ar 
repairs  difficult  and  expensive. 

Where  to  look.  It's  better  to  buy  fro 

a  private  owner,  who's  not  in  business 
make  a  profit,  or  a  reputable  dealer 
old  pianos.  New  piano  dealers  may  ove 
price  old  instruments  to  encourage  yc 

to  buy  a  new  one.  Beware  of  castof 
from  schools  and  churches.  Institutior 

often  buy  in  quantity  from  the  lowe 
bidder,  overuse  the  pianos,  neglect  the 

upkeep,  and  sell  them  when  they  are  0 
their  last  legs.  Best  of  all  sources  is  a  p 
ano  rebuilder  with  a  fully-equippe

sive,  is  still  a  bargain.  Nowadays, 

though,  these  firms  rarely  rebuild 

uprights. The  name.  Steinway,  Bosendorfer, 
Bechstein,  Bluthner,  Baldwin,  Yamaha, 
and  Kawai  now  lead  the  field  in  new 

grands  and  Kawai  makes  the  best 
uprights,  technicians  say.  The  best 
names  in  old  pianos  include  the  first  five 
of  these  and  Mason  Hamlin,  Chickering, 
Knabe,  and  Weber.  But  in  old  pianos 
names  count  less.  A  top  piano  treated 

shabbily  is  worth  less  "than  a  lesser- known  name  in  top  condition.  Also, 
many  brands  now  second  rate  were  once 
in  the  first  rank. 

The  action.  The  inside  of  a  piano  is  a 

mystery  even  to  most  piano  teachers.  It 
looks  complex,  but  only  because  each  of 
the  88  keys  needs  its  own  mechanism. 
This  array  of  wood,  wire,  felt,  and  tape 

is  the  action,  which  transforms  the  fin- 

ger's touch  into  a  hammer  blow  on  the 
strings.  The  most  delicate  part  of  the  pi- 

ano, it  is,  even  so,  readily  repaired  or  ad- 
justed by  a  technician.  Test  every  key, 

rapidly  repeating  the  note  with  the  right 
pedal  down.  This  takes  off  the  weight  of 
the  dampers  (parts  which  quiet  a  string 
when  the  key  is  released),  and  makes 

sluggish  keys  more  noticeable.  Touch 
should  be  even  throughout  the  key- 

board, allowing  very  soft  playing  with 
full  control.  Insist  on  this.  Only  experts 
can  make  a  poor  action  sound  well,  and 
students  should  only  learn  on  a  smooth 
keyboard.  If  touch  is  too  light,  it  means 
the  action  needs  regulating,  not  that  thC' 
keys  should  be  weighted. 
Hammers.  Old  hammers  grow  hard, 

giving  a  brittle  tone  as  the  strings  cut 

grooves  in  the  felt.  Expert  voicing — 

pricking  the  felt  with  needles  and  sand- 
ing them  flat — can  restore  a  mellow  tone 

if  not  too  old.  Is  there  enough  felt  left  to 

do  this? 
Strings.  The  hammers  strike  the 
strings  of  what  is,  in  effect,  a  large  harp. 
The  strings  are  steel  wire  thickly 
wrapped  around  with  copper  in  the  bass, 
with  three  plain  wires  in  the  mid-range 
and  in  the  treble.  Are  any  missing?  If 

rusty,  they'll  break  soon  in  tuning.  Tub- 
by-sounding strings  in  the  bass  are  on 

their  way  to  going  dead  and  must  also  be 

replaced. 
Pinblock.  The  strings  run  from  hitch- 
pins  at  the  bottom  (or  far)  end  to  tuning 

pins  at  the  top  (or  near)  end,  which  are 

set  into  a  "pinblock"  of  layered  hard-j 
wood.  The  job  of  the  pinblock  is  to  hold 

the  tuning  pins  tightly,  so  that  when  the 
tuner  turns  a  pin,  it  holds  the  tension  ol| 
the  string  without  unwinding.  Agin 
loosens  pins,  but  they  can  sometimes  be| 
replaced  with  larger  ones,  until  spao 
runs  out.  Check  the  pins  for  size,  and  foi 
rust,  which  signals  poor  upkeep.  Try  tcl 

make  sure  the  pinblock  is  not  cracked—

this  winter  by  Doubleday.  Miss  Sartin 
worked  for  nine  years  with  Dr.  Erno 
Laszlo,  a  European  skin  care  expert 
whose  approach  to  cleansing,  protecting, 
and  energizing  skin  was  innovative  in 

the  1930s.  She  began  her  own  skin  treat- 
ment clinic  in  1946,  and  she  designed  the 

formulas  she  uses  today  in  her  salons  in 
New  York  and  in  the  treatment  services 
in  the  three  Marshall  Field  stores  in  and 

near  Chicago.  There  are  two  beauty 
principles  she  frankly  disagrees  with  and 

that  she  feels  obscure  women's  under- 
standing of  how  their  skin  works.  The 

first  has  to  do  with  skin  typing  and  the 
second  has  to  do  with  soap  and  water 

cleansing.  "I  don't  believe  in  categoriz- 
ing a  woman's  skin  as  normal,  or  oily,  or 

dry.  Determining  your  skin  type  is  not 

as  simple  as  a-b-c.  I  developed  my  own 
system  of  pinpointing  individual  skin 
types  and  I  call  it  a  Skin  Scale.  The  scale 
tips  to  one  side  or  the  other,  toward  dry 

skin  or  toward  oily,  but  no  one  skin  is  ei- 
ther simply  dry  or  simply  oily.  Most 

soaps  won't  harm  a  balanced  skin,  but 
they  don't  help  skin  that  needs  benefits 
from  every  product  you  use.  By  using 
cleansing  preparations  designed  for  your 

skin — and  that  means  determining  and 
finding  the  right  soap — you  can  look 
more  natural  and  healthier  than  the 

woman  who  claims  she  uses  just  water 

and  any  bar  of  soap." Miss  Sartin  is  as  adamant  about  not

sures  the  severity  of  both  the  Plus  and 
Minus  aspects  of  each  face  on  a  register 
of  1  to  4,  from  the  mildest  to  the  most 
severe.

Your  cleaning  es- 
sentials should  be  kept  neatly  in  an  area 

of  the  bathroom  that  is  yours  alone. 

Cleansing  for  a  Plus  Skin: 
Saturate  a  piece  of  sterilized  cotton  with 
a  45-percent-alcohol  astringent  and 
gently  cleanse  your  face,  omitting  the 
area  around  the  eyes,  the  upper  lip  area, 

and  the  neck,  as  these  areas  are  usually 
dry  and  unblemished.

With  a  piece  of  clean  cotton,  go  across 
the  chin.  Cleanse  the  neck  from  the  cen- 

ter to  the  right,  then  the  center  to  the 
left.  Use  fresh  cotton  until  it  stays  clean; 
do  not  blot. 

Saturate  a  clean  piece  of  cotton  with 
astringent  and  cleanse  the  nose,  being 
sure  to  clean  in  the  curve  of  the  nostrils 

and  beneath  the  tip. 
Fill  your  basin  with  warm  water,  wet 

your  face  with  your  hands,  and  lather 
your  face  with  a  soap  based  in  fatty 

acids — a  superfatted  soap.  Work  two 
lathers,  one  atop  the  other,  and  work 
them  into  your  skin  gently.  With  the  oil 
residue,  this  soap  creates  an  emulsion  to 
soften  your  skin. 

Rinse  15  times  with  the  water  in  the 
basin  to  derive  the  benefits  from  the 
emulsion. 

Dry  your  face  with  a  clean  towel. 
Smooth  a  light  nourishing  cream  on 

your  face  and  neck,  omitting  your  nose. 
Leave  it  on  for  15  minutes  and  gently  re- 

move the  excess  with  a  tissue,  then  blot 

by  placing  tissue  over  the  area.

Guess  what?  Diamonds  are 

a  girl's  best  friend! 

Good  investment-quality  diamonds  seem 
to  go  in  only  one  direction — up.  Unlike 
those  of  precious  metals  such  as  gold 
and  silver,  diamond  prices  are  not  very 
volatile.  In  the  last  recession,  gold  and 

silver  prices  took  a  nosedive,  while  dia- 
monds continued  to  shine.  In  fact,  in- 

vestment-quality diamonds  have  appre- 
ciated in  value  at  a  compound  annual 

rate  of  close  to  30  percent  between  1968 

and  1978.  By  way  of  comparison,  that's 
almost  five  times  as  fast  as  the  rate  of  in- 

flation during  that  decade.  And  in  1979, 
diamond  prices  may  have  climbed  by 
more  than  70  percent. 

Diamond  prices,  like  oil  prices,  are 
rising  because  of  the  cartel  behind  them. 
Approximately  85  percent  of  the  supply 
of  diamonds  is  controlled  by  De  Beers 
Consolidated  Mines  Ltd.,  an  old,  well- 
established,  and  financially  powerful 

cartel.  It  not  only  has  the  muscle  to  con- 
trol diamond  prices,  but  also  the  experi-

ence.  What's  more,  the  supply  of  new 
investment-grade  diamonds  is  falling. 

Hence,  there's  little  danger  of  diamond 
prices  falling. 

Finally,  the  cartel  that  controls  dia- 
monds, unlike  OPEC,  is  well-disci- 

plined. Diamond  dealers  do  business  on 
the  basis  of  nothing  more  than  trust.  A 

handshake  is  all  that's  needed.  If  a  deal-

will  be  destroyed,  and  he  won't  be  able 
to  do  business  any  longer.  There's  no  Se- curities and  Exchange  Commission,  no 

commodities  board,  no  policing  author- 

ity. Just  trust. 
However,  those  of  us  who  aren't  part 

of  this  small  world  can't  operate  on  the 
same  principle.  So,  if  you  do  decide  to 
invest  in  diamonds,  deal  only  with  a  rep- 

utable firm  that  has  been  in  the  business 

for  a  number  of  years,  if  not  generations. 
Here  are  some  investment  guidelines  the 
professionals  suggest  you  follow: 

Pay  attention  to  the  four  C's — the 
way  all  investment-grade  diamonds  are 
graded.  The  first  C  is  carat.  Investment 
diamonds  weigh  .50  carats  or  more. 

Generally  speaking,  the  bigger  the  dia- 
mond, the  greater  the  demand  for  it  will 

be.  The  greater  the  demand,  the  more  it 
will  fetch. 

The  second  C  is  clarity.  The  Gem- 
ological  Institute  of  America  (GIA) 

grades  clarity  on  the  basis  of  a  dia- 
mond's flaws.  Flawless  diamonds  bring 

the  best  prices.  Just  below  flawless  are 

diamonds  graded  VVSl  and  VVS2— 
those  with  very,  very  small  inclusions 
(flaws).  Below  that  are  diamonds  graded 
VSl  and  VS2 — diamonds  with  very 
small  inclusions.  Diamonds  graded  SIl 
and  SI2  are  ones  with  small  inclusions. 

Most  professionals  think  that  a  diamond 
investor  should  concentrate  on  stones 

graded  VVS2  or  better. 
The  third  C  is  color.  Colorless  stones,  } 

which  the  GIA  grades  as  D,  are  the  | 
most  precious.  Hence,  the  pros  think  | 

that  you  should  look  for  stones  graded  ' 
D,  E,  F,  G,  or  H.  The  grading  goes  all 

the  way  to  Z  (for  fancy  yellow  dia- monds). 

The  fourth  C  is  cut.  The  smaller  the 

diamond,  the  more  important  cut  be- 
comes. The  best  cut,  for  investment  pur- 

poses, is  round  brilliant,  then  in 
descending  order  are  the  marquise,  pear, 
and  emerald  cuts. 

If  you  decide  to  invest  in  diamonds, 
make  sure  you  receive  a  report  on  the 

diamond's  four  C's  from  the  Gemologi- 
cal  Institute  of  America.  (And  be  careful 

with  whom  you  are  doing  business. 
There  have  been  some  reports  of  forged 

GIA  reports.)  Your  best  bet  is  to  hire  an 
expert  to  help  you  buy  the  diamonds.  An 
expert  may  charge  you  5  to  10  percent  of, 

the  diamond's  value,  but  that's  wellj 
worth  the  price,  since  he  can  help  you

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avoid  an  expensive  mistake.  Moreover, 

he  can  help  you  buy  at  close  to  a  whole- 
sale price.  The  markup  at  the  retail  level  is 

100  percent  or  more.  (By  the  way,  you 
want  to  buy  just  the  stones,  not  settings.) 
Alternatively,  you  can  buy  diamonds  at 
reputable  auctions.  There  the  price  you 
pay  will  be  reasonable  (dealers  often  buy 
at  auction),  and  the  auction  house  should 

be  able  to  vouch  for  the  diamond's 
quality. 

Tax  deferral  on  interest 
The  interest  on  debt  instruments  with  a 

maturity  of  one  year  or  less  is  not  tax- 
able until  you  receive  it.  The  IRS  has 

conceded  that  since  the  interest  isn't 
usually  payable  until  the  instrument 

reaches  maturity,  it  shouldn't  be  taxable 
until  then.  And  that  lets  you  defer  taxes. 

Earher,  the  IRS  had  wanted  to  make 

you  liable  for  the  income  tax  on  the  in- 
terest earned  by  these  instruments,  even 

if  you  didn't  receive  it  that  year.  For  ex- 
ample, certificates  of  deposit  and  Trea- 

sury bills  are  usually  bought  at  a 
discount  from  their  face  value.  When  the 

T-bill  reaches  maturity,  you  get  its  face 
value.  The  difference  between  what  you 
paid  for  the  bill  and  its  face  value  is 

treated  as  interest.  So,  let's  say  that  you 
bought  a  T-bill  with  a  1-year  maturity  in 

May  of  1979.  Assume  further  that  it  had 

a  face  value  of  $1,000.  Last  May,  a  1- 
year  T-bill  yielded  around  9.5  percent. 
So,  you  would  have  paid  around  $905 
for  your  bill.  When  it  reaches  maturity 
this  May,  you  will  receive  its  full  face 
value  of  $1,000.  The  $95  difference  will 
be  taxed  as  interest.  However,  since  the 

T-bill  matures  this  year,  you  have  been 
able  to  defer  the  tax  on  all  interest 

earned  (but  not  received)  in  1979.  In 
other  words,  you  have  been  able  to  defer 

the  tax  on  nine  months'  worth  of  inter- 

est. What's  more,  since  you  will  receive 
the  interest  in  early  1980,  you  won't 
have  to  pay  the  tax  on  it  until  April 
1981 — unless  you  pay  estimated  taxes 

every  quarter.  That  lets  you  use  the  in- 
terest you've  earned  for  another  full  year 

before  you  have  to  pay  a  tax  on  it. 

Annuities — alternatives  to 

money-market  funds 
High  yields  can  be  a  trap  for  the  unwary. 
Take  money-market  funds — mutual 
funds  that  invest  in  short-term  securities 

such  as  Treasury  bills,  certificates  of  de- 
posit, and  bankers  acceptances — which 

are  now  paying  around  10  to  11  percent 

interest.  While  that's  a  lot  better  than 

what  you'd  get  with  a  savings  account 

paying  5  or  5/2  percent,  it  won't  help 
you  stay  ahead  of  inflation,  say  the  pros. 

For  example,  consider  the  return  on  a 

money-market  fund  that's  yielding  1 1

percent  interest.  If  you're  in  the  50-per- 
cent bracket,  your  actual  after-tax  yield 

is  5/2  percent,  which  is  less  than  half  the 
current  rate  of  inflation. 

While  money-market  funds  are  a  good 
place  to  park  your  cash  temporarily,  try- 

ing to  stay  ahead  of  inflation  with  a 
fixed-income  security  is  almost  impossi- 

ble. And  yet  a  number  of  investors  have 
put  thousands  of  dollars  in  these  funds. 

According  to  some  money-market  fund 

managers,  many  people  kept  their  mon- 
ey in  these  funds  even  when  yields 

dropped  to  4/2  percent. 
As  a  matter  of  fact,  if  you  think  you 

are  going  to  keep  your  mQney  in  a  mon- 
ey-market fund  for  quite  some  time,  you 

should  consider  the  alternative  of  a  sin- 

gle-premium deferred  annuity,  says  one 
personal  financial  planner.  (An  annuity 

is  something  like  a  savings  account,  ex- 
cept that  taxes  on  the  interest  earned  by 

the  annuity  are  deferred  until  the  money 
is  withdrawn.)  As  its  name  implies,  a 

single-premium  deferred  annuity  is  one 
that's  purchased  for  a  lump  sum,  often 
as  little  as  $1,500,  instead  of  in  monthly 

payments. 
Because  the  interest  earned  by  an  an- 

nuity can  compound  tax-free,  it  will 
grow  at  a  far  faster  rate  than  that  from  a 
money-market  fund.  Moreover,  some 
deferred  annuities  are  now  paying  as 

much  as  10  percent  or  better.  Here's how  the  two  compare:  Assuming  that 

both  the  money-market  fund  and  the  an- 
nuity yield  10  percent  and  that  the  yield 

remains  relatively  constant  over  the  5 

years  and  that  you  are  in  the  50-percent 
tax  bracket,  if  you  put  $10,000  into  an 

annuity,  you  would  have  $16,105.10  or 
$13,052.55  after  taxes.  By  contrast,  the 
money-market  fund  would  give  you  only 

$12,388.25  after  taxes— almost  $900  less 
than  the  annuity. 

Note,  however,  that  the  yield  from  an 

annuity  like  the  yield  from  a  money-mar- 
ket fund  isn't  fixed.  It  fluctuates  with 

short-term  interest  rates.  But  that's  not 
as  much  of  a  problem  as  it  might  seem. 
For  one  thing,  most  annuities  guarantee  a 

minimum  yield — usually  4  or  5  percent. 
For  another,  some  annuities  let  you 

switch  back  and  forth  between  long-  and 
short-term  funds.  When  interest  rates 

start  rising,  you  can  take  full  advantage 

of  the  rise  by  being  in  an  annuity  that  in- 
vests in  short-term  money-market  instru- 

ments. Then  when  rates  start  falling,  you 

can  have  the  annuity  switched  over  to 

longer-term  bonds,  which  will  let  you 
lock  in  a  higher  interest  rate.  Money- 
market  funds  that  are  part  of  a  family  of 
funds  give  you  that  same  option. 

Investment  advisers  suggest  shopping 

very  carefully  for  a  single-premium  de- 
ferred annuity.  Some  things  to  look  for: 

1.  Make  sure  that  there  are  no  sales 

charges  going  in  or  coming  out.  This  can 

be  tricky.  Some  annuities  don't  have  a 
front-end  sale  charge,  but  will  hit  you 
with  a  big  charge  when  you  withdraw 
your  funds.         (Continued  on  page  44)

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2.  Don't  annuitize  the  annu- 

ity's payments.  In  other 
words,  elect  to  take  out  the 
proceeds  in  either  a  lump  sum 
or  a  few  large  installments.  If 
you  annuitize  it,  you  will  get  a 
series  of  monthly  payments 
based  on  your  life  expectancy. 

The  problem  is  that  the  actu- 
arial tables  used  to  determine 

your  life  expectancy  for  an 
annuity  are  different  from  the 
actuarial  table  an  insurance 

company  would  use  when  de- 
termining your  policy  premi- 

ums. Those  for  an  annuity 
give  you  a  much  longer  life 
expectancy.  By  stretching  out 
the  payments  over  a  longer 
life  expectancy,  the  insurance 
company  can  lower  the 
amount  it  pays  you  each 
month  and  will  get  to  use 

your  money  for  a  longer  peri- 
od of  time,  notes  an  estate 

planner  who  has  studied  an- 
nuity practices  closely.  And 

since  you  probably  won't  live 
to  collect  all  the  annuity  pro- 

ceeds, the  company  will  come 
out  even  further  ahead.  True, 
you  can  name  a  beneficiary. 

but  if  you  do,  the  monthly 

payments  you  receive  will  be 
even  lower. 
3.  Look  for  an  annuity  that 
will  let  you  switch  back  and 
forth  between  various  types  of 
investments.  That  will  let  you 
get  the  highest  possible  yields. 
If  short-term  interest  rates  fall, 
you  could  switch  to  an  annuity 

that  invests  in  long-term  bonds, 
which  would  let  you  lock  in 
those  high  interest  rates. 

Getting  a  vacation 
house  out  of 

your  estate 
Thanks  to  a  recent  IRS  rul- 

ing, there's  now  a  way  to  get 
much  of  the  value  of  your  va- 

cation house  out  of  your  es- 
tate, while  still  being  able  to 

enjoy  it.  Getting  it  out  of  your 
estate  could  save  your  estate  a 
good  deal  of  money  as  well  as 
some  hassles  with  probate.  If 
the  home  is  located  in  a  state 
other  than  the  one  in  which 

you  live,  it  will  probably  have 
to  be  probated  twice.  That 
could  involve  a  long  delay  in 
settling  your  estate,  and  hence 

cause  your  heirs  some  unnec- 
essary grief 

Simply  give  the  property  to 
your  children  or  some  other 

member  of  your  family.  You 
would  probably  be  wise  to 
avoid  giving  it  to  your 

spouse — the  vacation  home 
would  then  be  taxed  in  her  es- 

tate. And  since  she  will  prob- 
ably inherit  most  of  your 

estate,  the  vacation  house  will 
just  increase  the  amount  of 
taxes  she  will  have  to  pay. 

If  you  like,  you  can  even  re- 

tain the  right  to  use  or  "rent" 
the  property  from  your  chil- dren at  certain  times  of  the 

year.  However,  if  you  do,  it 

will  be  considered  a  "retained 
interest"  and  taxed  in  your  es- 

tate. If  the  vacation  house,  for 
instance,  is  worth  $100,000 
and  rents  for  $1,000  a  month, 

and  you  want  to  rent  it  regu- 
larly for  one  month  a  year,  to 

figure  out  what  the  retained 
interest  comes  to,  divide  the 
total  rental  value  by  the  rental 
value  of  the  time  you  want  to 

use  it.  In  this  example,  the  to- 
tal rental  value  would  be 

$1,000  multipled  by  12 
(months)  or  $12,000.  So,  your 
retained  interest  works  out  to 

around  8.3  percent  of  the  to- 
tal rental  value.  Apply  that 

against  the  value  of  the  house 

and  you  have  a  retained  inter- 
est of  $8,333. 

You  can  even  set  up  the 
deal  so  that  you  avoid  gift 
taxes.  Simply  sell  the  vacation 
house  to  your  children  on  the 
installment  basis.  Then  each 

year,  forgive  part  or  all  of  the 
payment.  You  can  use  your 
annual  gift-tax  exclusion  to 
give  up  to  $3,000  a  year 
($6,000  if  you  make  the  gift 
jointly  with  your  spouse)  to  a 

person  tax-free.  The  exclusion 
applies  to  each  person  you 
make  gifts  to.  Hence,  if  you 
"sold"  the  vacation  home  to 

two  children,  -^ou  and  your 
spouse  could  forgive  up  to 

$12,000  of  installment  pay- 
ments each  year. 

Note,  however,  that  the 

gifts  you  make  will  be  taxed 
in  your  estate — even  though 

the  vacation  home  won't  be 
included  in  it.  But  that's  not 
much  of  a  problem  since  the 

gifts  will  be  taxed  at  their  val- 
ue when  they  were  made,  not 

at  their  value  when  you  die. 
Given  the  rate  of  inflation, 

that  still  gives  you  a  hand- 
some tax  break.  For  example, 

if  the  house's  value  doubles  to 
$200,000  by  the  time  you  die, 

your  estate  will  only  be  liable 
for  the  $100,000  gift  you 

made.  ■

PLANTS  AROUND  THE  HOUSE 

BY  RICHARD  LANGER 

Fruits  that  grow  indoors 

From  the  17th  century  on,  almost  ev- 
ery palace  in  Europe  had  its  orange- 

ry, the  nobility  having  discovered  the 
pleasure  of  freshly  squeezed  juice  for 
breakfast.  The  first  orangeries  were 
merely  rooms  that  could  be  heated  in 
winter  to  keep  the  trees  from  freezing. 
Available  light  was  minimal,  and  these 
enclosures  were  more  like  warm  caves 

than  greenhouses.  By  the  end  of  the  17th 
century,  orangeries  boasted  reasonably 
large  expanses  of  glass  on  the  south  side. 

Heating,  too,  improved,  although  it  cer- 
tainly did  not  approach  contemporary 

standards.  The  citrus  trees  prospered, 
and  when  set  outside  for  the  summer, 

bore  copious  crops.  In  some  cases,  the 
glass  buildings  were  dismantled  each 
spring  and  rebuilt  around  the  trees  each 
fall.  Eventually  the  true  greenhouse  was 
developed. 

Today,  of  course,  a  wide  range  of  tropi- 
cal fruits  is  readily  available  at  supermar- 

kets. Bananas  and  oranges  are  no  longer 
considered  exotic.  Newcomers  such  as 

kiwifruit,  unheard  of  a  few  decades  ago, 
are  making  rapid  inroads  into  our  diet. 

Window-sill  calainonuin  orange  tree, 
grown  by  Mrs.  M.  Bernard  Aidinoff. 

Still,  there  is  a  great  feeling  of  pleasure 

in  growing  your  own  fruit  tree — a  plea- 

sure in  the  plant's  beauty  as  well  as  in 
following  its  growing  cycle  from  flower 

to  fruit.  And  you  don't  need  an  orange- 
ry, or  even  a  greenhouse,  for  that  matter. 
Consider  citrus  fruit.  Granted  you 

won't  be  able  to  have  2-pound  navel  or- 
anges. But  how  about  a  2'/,-pound  lem- 

on? That's  what  you  get  from  Citrus 

Oranges,  lemons, 

limes,  bananas, 

kumquats,  and 

even  some  exotics 

flourish  with 

a  little  care  and 

a  lot  of  sunshine 

Limon  'Ponderosa.'  About  as  showy  a 
fruit  tree  as  you  can  find,  the  ponderosa 
lemon  bears  fruit  the  size  of  grapefruit 
on  a  tree  no  larger  than  3  or  4  feet  high. 

The  plants  do  grow  larger — much  larg- 
er— but  this  takes  decades. 

The  ponderosa  lemon  itself  is 

extremely  thick-skinned  and  rath- 
er bland.  While  you  can  make  a 

whole  meringue  pie  from  a  single 
fruit,  perhaps  a  snappier  lemon 
would  be  more  to  your  taste.  Con- 

sider Citrus  Limon  'Meyer,'  popu- lar as  an  ornamental  shrub  in 
California  and  Florida  because  of 

its  extremely  fragrant  flowers.  The 

plant  also  does  well  as  a  tub  speci- 
men indoors.  A  thin,  dark  yellow- 

rinded  variety,  the  'Meyer'  lemon 
is  indeed  a  cheery  and  tasty  grow- 

er for  indoor  gardeners  in  north- 
ern climes. 

The  lime  Citrus  aurantiifolia 

produces  bright  chartreuse-col- 
ored fruit  on  a  diminutive  tree  or  bush, 

usually  no  larger  than  2  feet  high. 
The  calamondin  orange.  Citrus  mitis, 

is  perhaps  the  most  readily  available  in- 
door citrus  tree.  Although  many  grow- 

ers are  attracted  by  its  flowers  and  fruit 

in  the  florist's  window,  most  are  disap- 

pointed by  the  mini-oranges'  sour  taste. 
But  they  are  delicious  for  homemade 
marmalade.  Also,  calamondin  oranges, 
like  beer  and  wine,  are  an  acquired  taste. 
A  ripe  one  eaten  whole,  skin  and  all,  is  a 

most  refreshing  experience — after  you've become  accustomed  to  its  flavor. 

The  regular  oval  kumquat,  Fortunella 
margarita,  is  the  sugar-pickled  one  you 
get  for  dessert  in  Chinese  restaurants. 

It's  a  fine  ornamental  for  a  tub.  Inciden- 
tally, once  you  harvest  your  kumquat 

you  can  pickle  them  yourself  by  sub- 
merging the  fruit  in  a  pot  of  hot  simple 

syrup — equal  parts  sugar  and  water.  Let 
the  kumquat  and  sugar  cool,  then  place 

in  jars  and  let  pickle.  The  longer  it  pick- 
les, the  better  it  tastes. 

How  to  grow  citrus  fruits 
The  basic  care  of  all  citrus  fruit  is  the 

same.  The  trees  need  absolutely  the  most 
sunshine  your  house  offers.  Fewer  than 
3  hours  of  direct  sun  in  winter,  and  your 

growing  conditions  are  less  than  opti- 
mal. Acid  soil  is  preferred,  and  the 

plants  should  be  fertilized  monthly  from 
March  through  October.  Use  a  balanced 

10-10-10  fertilizer,  and  don't  overdo, 
trying  to  produce  a  bumper  crop.  Too 
much  fertilizer,  particularly  nitrogen, 
will  cause  the  plants  to  send  out  new  leaf 

buds  to  replace  the  flower  buds  and  un- 
developed fruit. 

To  keep  the  leaves  emerald  green  and 

Be  a  bee  indoors: 
to  encourage  fruit, 

stir  pollen  in  one 
flower  and  transfer 
to  another 
with  a  brush. 

sparkling  rather  than  pale  and  listless, 
add  chelated  iron,  available  at  garden 
centers,  to  the  soil.  It  keeps  plants  in 

acid  soil  from  developing  iron-deficiency 
anemia. 

If  possible,  buy  your  citrus  in  bloomj 
and  fruit — not  only  does  it  reduce  the 
wait  for  a  crop,  it  assures  you  of  a  fruit 

ing  specimen.  The  best  plants  are  raisec 

from  cuttings.  Many  seed-sown  speci- 
mens refuse  to  flower. 

Citrus  fruit  should  have  moist  soi 

throughout  the  growing  season,  a  driei 
footing  during  the  winter  months.  Ir| 
winter,  the  plants  should  also  be  growr 
on  the  cooler  side  of  the  house.  Howev 

er,  since  in  order  to  maximize  sunshine 

you'll  no  doubt  have  your  specimen! 
close  to  the  window,  this  should  presen 
no  problem.  Air  conditioning,  inciden 

tally,  rarely  afl'ects  these  plants  unlesi 
there's  a  direct  draft,  so  they  are  excel 
lent  for  the  office.  Continued  on  page  51

Regular  misting  of  the  foliage  is  a 
good  idea,  though  not  necessary  if  the 
humidity  around  the  plants  is  reasonably 

good. 
Prune  citrus  trees  in  spring  to  shape 

them,  also  to  keep  the  center  of  the 
plants  open  and  airy.  Too  much  growth 

in  the  middle,  and  you'll  end  up  with 
dropping  leaves  in  the  center  from  lack 
of  light. 

If  your  citrus  plants  flower  well  but 

refuse  to  bear  fruit,  get  a  small,  soft  wa- 
tercolor  brush  and  stir  the  inside  of  a 

flower  with  the  bristles,  then  go  on  to 

the  next  flower,  and  so  on  until  you've 
pollinated  all  the  mature  blooms.  Buzz- 

ing while  you  work  is  not  necessary. 
With  a  little  care  and  some  luck,  the 

citrus  family  will  almost  always  bear  a 
reasonable  harvest. 

Bananas,  Kaffir  plums,  and 
other  tropical  fruit 
The  same  cannot  be  said  for  banana 

plants.  Musa  acuminata  'Dwarf  Caven- 
dish" can  produce  dwarf  bananas — you 

have  a  l-out-of-4  chance  of  getting  a 
crop.  When  it  does  bear,  the  bananas  are 
rather  tasty,  though  probably  not  quite 

up  to  the  standard  of  those  found  in  su- 
permarkets. Even  without  a  crop  guar- 

antee, however,  dwarf  bananas  are  well 

worth  growing,  adding  a  real  plantation 
look  to  your  indoor  orchard.  The  flat 
oarlike  leaves  of  the  banana  plant  (it  is  a 
herbaceous  plant,  not  a  tree)  are  unique 

among  house-grown  specimens.  And  if 
you  do  get  a  crop  of  yellow  fruit,  the 
sense  of  excitement  more  than  makes  up 

for  the  harvest's  somewhat  flat  taste. 
The  care  of  banana  plants  is  like  that 

of  citrus — the  only  difference  being  they 
will  consume  more  water.  Although  you 

don't  want  them  growing  in  a  swamp, 
never  let  the  soil  become  really  dry. 

Although  it  looks  like  a  coffee  tree, 
the  Kaffir  plum,  Harpephyllum  caffrum, 
needs  more  sun  than  its  caffeinated 

counterpart.  As  for  all  indoor  orchard 
trees,  the  rule  for  plums  is  the  more  sun, 

the  better.  Clusters  of  greenish-white 
flowers  give  way  to  small,  dark  red  ber- 

ries— eventually.  Count  on  several  years 

for  your  first  crop.  And  then  don't  count 
on  enough  for  more  than  a  plum  tart 
your  first  harvest.  Tart,  incidentally,  is 

the  word  for  the  plum's  flavor,  but  re- 
freshingly so. 

Let  the  soil  become  quite  dry  between 
waterings.  The  Kaffir  plum,  as  its  name 
indicates,  is  from  South  Africa  and  is 
not  only  used  to  dry  spells  but  actually 
thrives  on  them. 

A  few  exotics 

Less  commonly  grown  indoor  orchard 
plants  are  well  worth  a  try  once  you  get 
past  the  basics.  Consider,  for  instance.

the  Chocolate  Pudding  Tree,  advertised 
as  tasting  like  chocolate  pudding.  It 

doesn't.  But  its  fruit  is  sweet  and  pleas- 
ant and  many  people  love  it — ^just  as 

some  people  love  persimmons  and  others 
can't  abide  the  taste.  The  analogy  is 
more  than  appropriate,  incidentally, 
since  the  so-called  Chocolate  Pudding 
Tree,  Diospyros  digyna,  is  nothing  but  a 
tropical  cousin  of  the  persimmon,  Dio- 

spyros virginiana.  By  all  means  grow 
one.  Don't  think  of  it  as  instant  choco- 

late pudding,  and  you'll  love  it.  The 
plant  is  easy  to  cultivate,  quite  free  from 
pests,  and  ideally  suited  to  pot  culture, 
as  long  as  the  pot  you  use  is  deep  and  the 
plant  is  moved  to  shghtly  larger  quarters 
each  spring  before  new  growth  begins. 

Then  there's  the  air  potato,  Dioscorea 
bulbifera.  It  bears  no  relation  to  the  po- 

tato whatsoever.  Plantsmen  are  probably 
entitled  to  call  it  that  if  they  wish,  since 
in  its  native  Philippines,  the  fruits  of  this 

tropical  vine  are  often  referred  to  as  po- 
tatoes. Semantics  aside,  the  vine  pro- 

duces luxurious  heart-shaped  leaves  that 
can  be  trained  up  along  the  window  edge 
to  frame  your  orchard  in  living  green. 
Just  make  sure  none  of  the  leaves  touch- 

es the  windowpanes  in  winter.  The  plant 
is  extremely  sensitive  to  cold.  Otherwise 

it's  problem-free,  with  a  distinct  prefer- 
ence for  very  rich,  moist  soil. 

The  "potatoes"  do  not  need  to  be  dug. 
The  tubers  develop  on  the  vine  itself  and 
are  easily  cut  off.  Pick  them  just  after 
the  guests  have  arrived  and  serve  boiled, 
baked,  or  fried. 

One  of  my  own  favorite  indoor  fruit 

trees  is  the  fuzzy-leaved  loquat,  Eriobo- 
trya  japonica.  It  is  a  prolific  fruiter  evenjj 
as  a  tub  plant,  and  you  may  have  to  thin 
the  fruit  once  it  starts  bearing.  Too 
many  fruits  on  one  branch  will  stunt 
their  development,  preventing  the  fruit 

from  reaching  its  full  2-inch  size.  A 
moisture-loving  tree,  the  loquat  should 
be  fertilized  throughout  spring  and  sum- 

mer. And,  like  all  indoor  orchard  plants, 
the  loquat  loves  a  summer  vacation  out  i 
doors  in  July  and  August  and  looks  ex  i 
cellent  on  a  patio.

only  an  expert  knows  for  certain — or  the 
tuning  will  not  hold.  The  fault  can  be 

concealed  by  "doping,"  or  applying  fluid 
to  temporarily  swell  the  pinblock  and 
squeeze  the  pins.  Drip  marks  around  the 
pins  are  the  giveaway  here.  An  impatient 
buyer  will  discover  the  truth  months  too 
late,  and  replacing  a  pinblock  is  a  major rebuilding  job. 

The  plate.  The  pinblock  hides  behind 

the  "plate,"  the  massive  piece  of  gilded 
iron  which  takes  the  terrific  tension  of 

the  strings,  a  total  of  18  tons  or  more  (30 
in  some  concert  grands).  Though  the 
plate  is  assisted  by  the  back  posts  of  an 

upright,  don't  judge  the  quality  of  a  pi- 
ano by  their  number.  It's  the  weight  of 

the  plate  which  counts — the  heavier  a 
piano,  the  better.  Any  cracks  in  the  plate 
are  usually  fatal,  even  if  hairline  thin. 
Though  steel  braces  can  occasionally 
hold  it  together,  welding  usually  fails, 

and  rebuilders  typically  abandon  the  pi- 
ano forthwith. 

The  soundboard.  Left  to  themselves, 

strings  sound  too  faint.  The  full  tone  is 
generated  by  the  soundboard,  a  sheet  of 
mountain  spruce  behind  the  strings. 

Oddly  enough,  cracks  in  the  soundboard 
are  usually  harmless — they  saw  slots  in 
soundboards  in  tuning  schools  to  show 
the  tone  does  not  alter.  But  cracks  may 
mean  the  ribs  are  loose  behind.  The 

string  vibrations  are  conveyed  to  the  am- 
plifying board  by  bridges,  strips  of  wood 

against  which  the  strings  press.  Cracked 

bridges  buzz,  ring,  and  confuse  the  tun- 
ing. Small  ones  can  be  filled,  but  large 

ones  need  costly  rebuilding  or  replace- 

ment. Finally,  the  string  "downbearing" 
on  the  bridges  must  be  firm  for  true 
tone.  Age  and  neglect  weaken  the 

"crown,"  or  inward  curve  of  the  sound- 
board, again  cured  only  by  major  re- building. 

Tuning.  Insist  that  the  piano  be  tuned 

to  standard  concert  pitch  (A  above  mid- 
dle C  sounds  440  times  a  second).  Only 

rusty  strings,  which  may  break,  discour- 
age tuning  to  proper  pitch,  at  which  all 

pianos  are  built  to  work  best  (some  built 
before  1925  are  designed  for  A  =  43  5  hz,|^ 

but  quality  models  can  be  raised  if  theii'^ condition  is  good).  Such  strings  should 
be  replaced  anyway. 

Expert  help.  Make  the  initial  sorties 
yourself,  but  before  buying,  always  call 

in  a  qualified  tuner-technician  to  survey 
for  major,  hidden  faults — especially 
cracks  in  pinblock,  plate,  or  bridges 
Members  of  the  Piano  Technicians 

Guild  (see  your  telephone  book), 
schooled  and  tested  in  rebuilding  as  well 
as  in  tuning  procedures,  are  experts.  ■

A  lumberyard 

primer:  what  you 

should  know  to 

choose  the  right 

building  materials 

Q.  Whenever  I've  gone  to  a 
lumberyard,  I've  been  confused  by 
the  variety  of  woods  and 
the  terms  describing  their 
finishes  and  uses.  Can  you  help? 

A.  It's  wise  to  go  to  a  lumberyard  pre- 
pared. Write  down  exact  dimensions  and 

decide  beforehand  the  material  best  suit- 
ed to  your  project. 

Wood  is  classified  as  either  "soft- 
wood" or  "hardwood,"  but  neither  term 

has  anything  to  do  with  the  actual  soft- 
ness or  hardness  of  the  material.  Soft- 

woods come  from  needle  and/or  cone- 
bearing  (coniferous)  trees  such  as  white 
pine,  Douglas  fir,  spruce,  or  cedar. 
Hardwoods  are  produced  from  broad- 
leafed  (deciduous)  trees,  including  oak, 
walnut,  hard  maple,  and  cherry.  Most 

lumberyards  carry  a  full  line  of  soft- 
woods, but  the  hardwoods  stocked  other 

than  flooring  are  minimal,  so  special  or- 
dering may  be  necessary. 

Lumber  sizes  are  nominal  dimen- 
sions— a  2-by-4  is  not  really  2  inches  by 

4  inches;  it  is  actually  I'/j  by  B'/j.  The 
chart  below  compares  nominal  to  actual 
dimensions.  Years  ago  when  stock  was 

rough-sawn  and  air-dried,  the  given  di- 
mensions were  close  to  the  real  measure- 

ments. These  days  seasoning  (drying) 

and  dressing  (planing)  shrink  the  given 
dimensions,  and  the  mills  are  initially 

cutting  smaller  cross-sectional  sizes  to 
increase  linear  footage  production. 

Your  main  concern  will  be  softwood 

material,  which  is  cut  into  four  types  of 
lumber:  yard  lumber,  structural  lumber, 
factory  and  shop  lumber,  and  pattern 
lumber.  You  will  usually  work  with  yard 
goods,  which  are  categorized  three  ways: 
1.  Board  lumber,  or  shelf  lumber,  which 
is  less  than  2  inches  in  nominal  thick- 

ness. (Material  used  for  shelving  is  gen- 
erally of  1-inch  nominal  thickness.) 

Widths  increase  by  2-inch  increments  to 
12  inches.  Some  mills  do  cut  wider 

boards;  however,  wider  dimensions  are 

more  likely  to  "cup"  (warp  perpendicu- 
lar to  the  long  grain).  2.  Dimensional 

lumber  is  long  material — 2  by  3,  4,  6, 
etc. — used  in  construction  as  the  skeletal 
members  of  a  structure  (studs,  joists, 

rafters).  3.  Finish  lumber  is  4  inches  or 
less  in  thickness  and  a  better  grade  of 
material  than  board  lumber.  You  may 
also  use  profile  or  pattern  lumber;  it  is 
machined  with  a  router  blade  to  give  a 

cross-sectional  pattern  such  as  the 

tongue-and-groove  of  floorboards.  Mold- Continued  on  page  58

ings,  lattice,  and  some  paneling  are  ex- 
amples of  pattern  w  oods.  Yard  lumber  is 

available  in  two  grades:  select  (free  of 

gross  imperfections  and  relatively  expen- 
sive), and  common  (with  knots,  sap 

pockets,  and  other  flaws),  "commonly" used  for  most  work. 

When  ordering  lumber,  specify  as  fol- 
lows: 1.  nominal  thickness,  2.  nominal 

width,  3.  number  of  pieces,  and  4. 
length.  A  lumberyard  will  automatically 

give  you  common  wood  unless  you  ask' for 
select.  Material  is  purchased  in  even  2- 
inch  increments. 

Plywood  is  made  from  several  thin 
layers  placed  with  the  grain  of  each  at  a 
right  angle  to  the  adjacent  layer.  They 
are  glued  and  laminated  to  produce  a 
large  wooden  sandwich.  Sheet  thickness 

runs  from  '/i  to  1'/,  inches,  and  the  pan- 
els are  4  by  8  feet  unless  ordered  longer. 

Plywood  is  much  stronger  than  ordinary 

board  material — it  does  not  chip,  crack, 
or  split.  When  ordering  plywood,  specify 
either  the  interior  or  the  exterior  type. 
The  difference  is  in  the  adhesive  used  to 

adhere  the  plys;  the  exterior  type  is  lami- 
nated with  a  waterproof  glue.  Although 

plywood  is  made  in  both  hardwoods  and 
softwoods,  your  primary  interest  will  be 
in  the  softwood  material.  Plywood  has  a 
grading  system  designating  the  quality 

of  both  sides  of  the  veneer — "A"  being 

smooth  and  "D"  having  scattered 
knots — thus  A-A,  A-C,  etc.). 

Naturally  colored  tan  or  brown  hard- 
board  is  made  from  compressed  wood  fi- 

bers. It  is  essentially  smooth,  has  no 
grain,  seldom  needs  sanding,  and  bends 

easily  without  cracking.  It  is  a  less-ex- 
pensive substitute  for  thin  plywood,  and 

when  it's  painted,  you'll  never  know  the 
difference.  Perforated  board  (pegboard) 
is  a  hardboard  product. 

Flakeboard,  particle  board,  and  chip- 
board are  all  basically  the  same  material 

produced  by  different  manufacturers. 
Wood  is  chewed  up  by  sharp  blades  into 
small  chips,  mixed  with  glues  and  resins, 
subjected  to  heat  and  pressure,  and 
made  into  panels  and  shelving  material. 

This  kind  of  composition  board  is  '/, 
heavier  than  plywood  but  does  have  sev- 

eral advantages:  It  is  inherently  rigid, 

has  no  grain,  has  "two  sides  good"  (the 
front  and  back  are  the  same),  and  costs 

considerably  less.  Specify  interior  or  ex- 
terior grade  when  ordering.

Shrinking  your  fiiel  bills  while

Leslie  Davis  and  Bill  Lazar  own  a  small 

adobe  house  near  Santa  Fe.  Jutting  from 

the  house's  front  is  a  long,  narrow  lean- 
to  with  a  sloped  front  made  from  milky, 
translucent  plastic.  This  structure, 
which  the  owners  built  themselves,  plays 
an  extremely  important  role  in  their 

lives.  It  produces  almost  all  their  vegeta- 
bles year-round  and  offers  a  peaceful 

space  to  read  a  book  in  the  afternoon. 
Moreover,  the  little  room  traps  enough 

sunlight  to  heat  over  half  their  house- 
hold through  sub-zero  New  Mexican 

winters. 

The  Davis/Lazar  lean-to  is  called  a 
solar  greenhouse.  Its  heat  and  light  come 

totally  from  the  sun — with  no  assistance 
from  oil,  gas,  or  electricity.  At  least 
20,000  others  are  operating  around  the 
country,  from  the  coldest  climes  of 
northern  Maine  to  the  deserts  of  Califor- 

nia. Most  are  energy  independent,  but

some  use  small  amounts  of  fossil  fuels. 

The  term  solar  greenhouse  might 
seem  redundant,  since  all  greenhouses 

trap  sun  power.  But  a  traditional  green- 

house is  very  different.  It's  made  totally 
of  glass  or  plastic  and  absorbs  heat  dur- 

ing the  day  only  to  let  it  escape  again 
through  the  glazing  at  night.  To  make 

up  for  heat  loss,  the  traditional  green- 
house guzzles  a  constant  flow  of  fossil 

fuels — a  costly  arrangement  for  the  own- 
er and  a  drain  on  our  environment  as  the 

energy  crisis  drives  fuel  bills  upward. 
Solar  greenhouses — or  sunspaces  as 

they're  also  called — are  designed  to  pro- 
duce more  energy  than  they  consume — 

to  trap  sunshine  behind  one  glazed  wall 
and  keep  it  from  escaping  by  insulating 

the  others.  This  way,  there's  enough 
heat  for  your  plants — and  you,  too. 

Sunspaces  are  hardly  new.  In  fact, 

they've  been  around  since  ancient  Rome, 
where  Tiberius  Caesar  ordered  them 
built  so  he  could  have  fresh  cucumbers 

all  year.  Solar  greenhouses  were  also 

commonly  used  in  China  and  in  19th- 
century  Europe,  but  were  neglectec 

afterward  until  the  '60s  when  alternative 
technologists  resurrected  them  as  prom- 

ising solar  heating  systems.  Since  then, 
an  entire  solar  greenhouse  movement 

has  sprouted — first  in  New  Mexico  anc 
Colorado,  later  in  the  northern  parts  ol 

the  country.  Now  there  are  sunspace  en- 
thusiasts in  almost  every  state.

contractor  builds  the  room,  double  the 

materials  price — $3,600.  Even  at  this 
price,  such  a  greenhouse  will  pay  for  itself 
in  about  6/2  years  (adding  in  a  12  percent 
increase  for  food  and  fuel  annually),  a  re- 

markably low  payback  period  for  a  solar 
investment.  Even  using  the  sunspace  for 

heating  alone — forget  the  vegetables — 

you'd  pay  less  for  this  type  of  solar  heat- 
ing system  than  the  active  models  with 

rooftop  panels  now  popular  in  America. 
Another  reason  that  sunspaces  are  ex- 

citing is  that  in  terms  of  energy  they're  a 
truly  progressive  idea.  Aside  from  the 
fossil  fuels  saved  directly  in  household

What  a  sunspace  will  cost 
A  solar  greenhouse  can  cost  anywhere 
from  about  $400  to  $10,000,  making  it 
difficult  to  pin  down  the  number  of 
years  for  your  savings  to  cancel  the 

original  investment.  A  number  of  varia- 
bles account  for  the  fluctuation  in  price, 

including  the  materials  used  (recycled 

wood  or  fancy  redwood,  second-hand 
windowpanes  or  new  double-pane  insu- 

lating glass),  whether  or  not  you  build 
the  structure  yourself,  and  how  good  a 
gardener  you  are.

Solar  greenhouses  also  have  a  distinct 

charm.  They  can  teach  you,  like  a  sail- 

boat does,  to  respect  and  harness  nature's 
power.  Many  solar  greenhouse  owners 
say  that  co-creating  a  special  space  along 
with  nature  is  the  greatest  of  human  plea- 

sures. That  pleasure  brings  other  plea- 
sures, too,  like  the  healthy,  more  humid 

air  that  circulates  into  the  house. 

Building  a  solar  greenhouse 

One  fascinating  principle  governing  so- 
lar greenhouses  is  that  every  item  used 

must  serve  a  purpose — if  possible,  two 
or  three.  Usually  the  purposes  involve 

trapping,  storing,  or  transporting  heat. 
To  trap  as  much  sunlight  as  possible,  a 

solar  greenhouse  must  face  within  30  de- 

grees of  due  south.  But  don't  be  dis- 
tressed if  your  house  doesn't  have  an 

exterior  wall  that  answers  this  descrip- 
tion. You  can  build  a  greenhouse  on  a 

corner  and  two  walls  instead.  If  the 

south-facing  area  of  your  house  is 
shaded,  however,  you  may  have  to  build 
an  unattached  greenhouse  somewhere 
else  on  the  property.  Avoid  this  if  you 

can — freestanding  greenhouses  are  less 

energy  efficient. 
The  glazing — glass  or  plastic  that  lets 

the  sun  shine  in — is  an  important  con- 
sideration. First,  you  want  to  confine  it 

primarily  to  the  southern  wall  (though 
limited  glazing  on  the  east  and  west 

walls  is  sometimes  prescribed).  Basical- 
ly, all  walls  except  the  southern  will  be

sun  rays  focused  on  plastic 
can  shorten  its  life  span. 

Once  you've  captured  sun- 
light, you'll  have  to  store  it 

for  nighttime  and  sunless 
days.  While  the  sun  is  out, 

materials  you've  purposely 
placed  in  your  greenhouse 
like  stone,  water,  and  earth 
will  absorb  energy.  (Material 
capable  of  absorbing  heat  is 
called  thermal  mass.)  Most 

people  build  a  masonry  bot- 
tom to  their  sunspace,  which 

doubles  as  a  floor  and  energy 

storage.  If  the  side  of  the 

house  to  which  the  green- 
house is  attached  is  brick, 

stone,  or  adobe,  it  will  double 
as  a  wall  and  storage  place.  A 

third  popular  storage  medium 
is  water  stored  in  55-gallon  oil 
drums.  The  water  is  the  ther- 

mal mass,  and  the  drums  act 

as  plant  stands. 
The  climate  where  you  live, 

also  the  crops  you  choose  to 

grow,  will  more  or  less  deter- mine the  amount  of  thermal 

mass  you'll  need.  But  don't 
expect  any  calculations  you 
make  from  the  books  to  be 

perfect.  You  will  have  to  ex- 
periment— which  is  all  part  of 

the  adventure.

insulated  and  used  to  keep  the 
heat  in.  Usually  your  glazed 
southern  wall  will  be  tilted, 

allowing  maximum  sun  col- 
lection in  winter  and  deflect- 

ing the  fiercest  summer  rays. 
The  other  walls  will  be 

straight. 
Your  choice  in  glazing  is 

between  glass  and  a  variety  of 

plastics — fiberglass,  poly-car- 
bonates, acrylics,  and  polyeth- 

ylene. Aesthetically,  most 
people  seem  to  prefer  glass 
and  appreciate  its  durability. 
One  disadvantage,  though,  is 

its  price — about  $4  a  square 
foot  for  double-paned  insulat- 

ed glass,  which  is  the  type 

you'll  need  for  winter  weath- 
er. Some  sunspace  aficionados 

say  that  glass  is  hard  on 
plants,  letting  in  too  much 
sunshine.  But  if  your  main  ob- 

jective is  to  produce  heat  for 
your  house,  not  to  grow  food, 

don't  fear.  Remember, 
though,  when  considering 

glass,  that  it's  very  vulnerable 
to  breakage. 

Plastics  also  have  their 

pluses  and  minuses,  but  each 
of  the  four  plastic  families  has 
ardent  fans.  On  the  plus  side, 
66 

almost  all  plastics,  with  the 
exception  of  polyethylene  (a 
film  used  only  in  tandem  with 

another  plastic  for  green- 
houses), can  better  withstand 

a  battering.  Prices  depend  on 
the  plastic  used.  Some  are 

more  expensive  than  glass — 
others,  a  great  deal  less.  A 
combination  of  fiberglass  and 

polyethylene  goes  for  a  sur- 
prisingly low  85^  a  square 

foot.  Most  of  the  plastics  are 
translucent  rather  than  trans- 

parent, which  is  another  ad- 
vantage in  that  they  diffuse 

light,  giving  your  plants  a 
more  gentle  sunbath. 

As  for  disadvantages,  some 

plastics  like  fiberglass  aren't 
nearly  so  attractive  as  glass 
and  have  a  shorter  life  span. 
One  acrylic  product,  Acrylite 
SDP,  appears  to  be  every  bit 
as  good-looking  as  glass, 
though,  and  costs  several  dol- 

lars less.  Aesthetics  are  a  ma- 
jor consideration,  because  if 

you  don't  like  the  looks  of 
your  sunspace,  you  may  ne- 

glect it.  To  avoid  mistakes, 

ask  to  see  samples  of  the  ap- 
propriate plastics  and  learn 

about  each  material's  special 
characteristics.  Whichever 

you  choose,  make  sure  it's 
"UV  resistant."  Ultraviolet 

It  almost  goes  without  say 

ing  that  a  solar  greenhouse 
must  be  thoroughly  insulat 
ed — walls,  ceiling,  floor,  foun 
dations,  and  all — and  tightly 
sealed  at  all  joints.  If  not,  th 

hard-earned  heat  you'v^ stored  will  fly  straight  out 

through  the  greenhouse  walls 
In  climates  like  the  North 

east,  the  glazing  must  be  cov 
ered  at  night.  This  can  b 
done  very  inexpensively  by 

tacking  up  pieces  of  rigid  in 
sulation,  or  by  installing  mov 
able  nightt_ime  insulatin 
shutters.  They  start  at  abou 

$4  a  square  foot. 
Excess  heat,  either  direc 

from  the  sun  or  radiated  fron 

your  thermal  mass,  will  movi 
into  the  house  mainly  by  it 

own  devices — through  a  doo 
or  window  that  joins  th( 
house  and  sunspace.  Somi 

greenhouse  owners  hav( 
found,  however,  that  install 

ing  a  small  fan  under  th 
greenhouse  roof  where  th 
heat  collects  moves  more  hea 
faster.  In  the  hottest  weather 

obviously,  you  will  not  wan 
extra  heat  in  your  sunspace 
Hot  air  in  this  case  is  ventec 
out  of  doors.

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Whether  you  build  your  solar  green- 
house in  Putney,  Vt.,  Miami,  Fla.,  or 

New  York  City,  the  principles  of  gather- 
ing, storing,  and  transporting  heat  will 

be  the  same.  There  will,  however,  be 
some  variations  on  the  theme.  In  very 
warm  climates  like  Miami,  it  could  cost 

up  to  30  percent  less  than  the  national 
average  to  build  a  solar  greenhouse. 
You'll  need  less  insulation  and  founda- 

tion, and  perhaps  only  a  single  layer  of 

glazing.  What,  you  might  ask,  would  a 
Miami  resident  want  with  a  heat-pro- 

ducing greenhouse?  Traditional  green- 
houses almost  always  use  some  kind  of 

fuel  for  heating  and  cooling.  (Since 

there's  so  much  glass,  overheating  is  also 
a  problem.)  Anywhere  sun  power  can 

substitute  for  fossil  fuels,  you'll  save 
money.  Also,  the  excess  heat  produced 
by  the  Miami  solar  greenhouse  can  be 

put  to  good  use  other  than  space  heat- 
ing. It  can  be  used  to  set  up  air  currents 

that  will  cool  your  house,  or  to  preheat 
your  domestic  hot  water.  You  could 
even  warm  a  swimming  pool. 

If  you  Hve  in  a  city,  like  New  York,  as 
opposed  to  the  suburbs  or  countryside, 
plan  on  installing  your  solar  greenhouse 
on  the  rooftop.  The  Energy  Task  Force 
in  New  York  City  has  designed  a  terrific 
rooftop  model  for  the  Renegades,  a 

nousing  group  in  congested  East  Har- 
lem. Built  over  two  brownstones,  this 

450-square-foot  sunspace  will  use  its  ex 

cess  solar  energy  to  heat  the  building's air  and  also  for  hot  water.  And  look  how 

the  building  reciprocates  with  a  return 
favor:  Waste  heat  from  the  boiler  is  vent 

ed  up  to  the  greenhouse,  giving  it  some 
extra  help  in  cold  periods.  The  green 
house  will  cost  $11,473  and  is  expected 

to  pay  for  itself  in  less  than  7  years. 
Says  Henry  Dearborn,  one  of  the 

greenhouse's  architects:  "City  dwellers 
who  plan  to  build  solar  greenhouses 
should  know  about  the  additional  costs. 
For  instance,  a  structural  support  has  tc 
be  built  on  the  roof  and  also  a  system  foi 
ducting  warm  air  downward  into  the 

building — the  air  won't  go  in  that  direc- 
tion by  itself.  Remember,  too,  that  al 

plans  have  to  be  approved  by  the  build 
ing  department.  In  New  York  City,  tht 
specifications  say  that  no  flammable  ma 
terials  like  wood  can  be  used  for  rooftop 

building.  Despite  the  additional  expense; 
for  urban  greenhouses,  we  at  the  Energ) 
Task  Force  have  found  sunspaces  tht 
most  cost-efficient  energy-producing 

technology  we've  seen  so  far."

during  the  cold  season.  A  well-designed 
sunspace  should  always  stay  30  degrees 
higher  than  the  temperature  outdoors, 
but  this  means  rather  cold  temperatures 
in  the  northern  climates.  One  solution  is 

to  harvest  only  cold-weather  plants  like 
herbs  and  greens  during  the  winter.  But 

if  growing  orchids  year-round  is  your 
passion,  you  may  be  forced  to  supple- 

ment your  greenhouse  with  extra  heat. 

Shopping  lor  a  solar  greenhouse 
The  first  step  toward  owning  a  solar 
greenhouse  is  to  read  the  literature. 
Many  experts  agree  that  the  Complete 
Greenhouse  Book  by  P.  Clegg  and  D. 
Watkins  (Garden  Way  Publishing  Co., 
$8.95)  and  the  Food  and  Heat  Producing 
Solar  Greenhouse  by  Rick  Fisher  and 
Bill  Yanda  (John  Muir  Publications, 

$6.50)  are  the  places  to  start.  The  Cor- 
nerstone School  sells  a  pamphlet  (54 

Cumberland  St.,  Brunswick,  Maine 
04011,  $1.50),  and  the  National  Solar 

Heating  and  Cooling  Information  Cen- 
ter has  a  solar  greenhouse  bibliography 

with  at  least  60  entries.  It's  free  for  a

After  reading  the  literature,  the  next 
step  is  to  think  carefully  about  whether 

the  solar  greenhouse  is  realistically  suit- 

ed to  your  personality.  Clearly  this  is  not 
a  project  where  you  can  push  a  button 
and  the  machine  will  do  the  work  for 

you.  Also,  are  you  willing  to  devote  an 
hour  a  day  to  gardening?  To  attend  to 
the  special  needs  of  a  sunspace? 

If  the  project  feels  right  for  you,  the 
next  step  is  to  decide  what  type  of  plants 

you  wish  to  grow  and  what  building  ma- 
terials suit  your  aesthetics.  Then  design 

your  own  greenhouse  as  best  you  can. 
There  are  several  routes  to  the  goal. 

First,  the  workshop  approach.  The  solar 

greenhouse  movement  has  sired  a  net- 
work of  enthusiasts  all  over  the  country 

that  conduct  workshops  year-round. 
Usually  they  take  a  weekend,  cost  zero 
to  $50,  and  involve  rolling  up  your 
sleeves  and  constructing  a  greenhouse  in 
the  field.  For  workshop  locations  in  the 
Northeast,  contact  the  North  East  Solar 

Energy  Center,  70  Memorial  Drive, 
Cambridge,  Mass.,  02142.  In  other  parts 

of  the  country,  call  your  local  solar  ener- 
gy association.  The  best-known  pro- 

grams are  sponsored  by  Domestic 
Technology  Institute,  Evergreen,  Colo. 
80439,  the  Solar  Sustenance  Team,  Box 
733,  El  Rito,  N.Mex.  87530,  and  the 
Cornerstones  School.  Cornerstones  of- 

fers a  1-week  course  for  $150  per  person. 

If  you  haven't  got  time  for  a  work- 
shop, there  are  a  number  of  good  plans 

to  study  at  home.  The  best  greenhouse 
design  is  one  that  is  culled  from  the  best 

existing  plans,  and  suits  your  needs  ex- 

actly. For  plans  to  peruse,  try  Parallax, 
Inc.,  Box  180,  Hinesburg,  Vt.  05461. 
For  $9.95,  Doug  Taff,  the  executive 
vice-president  and  a  known  authority  in 
the  solar  greenhouse  field,  will  send  you 

plans  for  the  "solar  room."  It  includes 
18  pages  (four  of  which  are  dialogue), 
and  a  materials  list.  After  studying  the 

plans,  you  can  send  TafT  blueprints  and 
photos  of  your  house.  For  no  extra  fee, 

he'll  send  back  a  list  of  suggestions  on 
the  best  sunspace  for  your  site. 

The  Cornerstones  School  also  sells 

plans,  which  include  a  four-page  blue- 
print, materials  list,  and  instructions  for 

making  your  own  insulated  window 
shutters.  If  you  ask,  it  will  also  send  you 

suggestions  on  how  to  finance  your  proj- 
ect through  the  local  bank.  The  National

Lee  Porter  Butler,  a  San  Francisco  ar- 
chitect, has  a  super  house  plan  that  in- 
cludes a  solar  greenhouse.  In  the 

Ekose'a  houses  he  designs,  the  sun  en- 
ters through  a  greenhouse  where  it 

warms  air  that  rises  to  the  ceiling  and 
down  the  north  side  of  the  building 
through  an  air  passage.  Still  continuing 

in  the  same  passage,  the  warm  air  cross- 
es under  the  house  where  the  earth  fur- 

ther heats  it,  then  returns  to  the 

greenhouse.  Air  travels  in  this  manner  in 
a  constantly  moving  circle,  creating  an 
envelope  of  warm  air  around  the  house. 
This  simple  and  inexpensive  design,  says 

Butler,  who  is  well  respected  in  the  field, 

will  keep  your  house  uniformly  warm  in 
winter.  With  some  minor  changes  in  air 

flow,  it  will  also  cool  the  house  in  sum- 
mer— cutting  annual  fuel  bills  by  a  nifty 

100  percent.  For  information,  contact

Experts  differ  about  the  skills  you 
should  have  before  attempting  to  build  a 

sunspace.  Parallax's  Doug  Taff  says  only 
rudimentary  carpentry  skills  are  neces- 

sary. Leslie  Davis  (who  teaches  work- 

shops with  New  Mexico's  Solar Sustenance  Team  as  well  as  having  built 

her  own  greenhouse)  agrees — though 
she  says  that  working  with  glass  is  diffi-| 
cult  for  a  beginner.  Bob  Vick  from  Colo- 

rado's Domestic  Technology  Institute 
says,  "Make  sure  your  craftsmanship  is 

top  quality."  Despite  the  varying  opin- 
ions, most  solar  greenhouses  in  this 

country  were  built  by  the  owners.  ■

•  Some  cars  are  more  popular  with 
thieves  than  others.  Corvette,  Eldorado, 

Continental  Mark  V,  Firebird,  and  Cad- 
illac are  very  much  in  demand  in  foreign 

countries  (many  stolen  cars  are  resold  in 
South  America  and  the  Middle  East), 
and  yet  not  so  unusual  that  a  thief  will 
have  trouble  finding  a  buyer  on  any 
street  corner.  Take  precautions. 

CAR  CARE:  SPRING  CLEANING 

Drive-through  car  washes  are  bad  for 
your  car,  with  their  strong  soaps,  high 
water  pressure,  and  scratchy  brushes. 
The  only  way  to  keep  your  car  clean  and 
shiny  is  to  wash  and  dry  it  by  hand.  The 
most  crucial  time  is  when  the  weather 

begins  to  turn  warm  in  the  spring.  All 
the  salt  from  winter  roads  coats  your 
paint  and  chassis  with  a  corrosive  slime 

that  is  the  principle  cause  of  rust-out. 

Equipment: 
From  the  house:  Whisk  broom  and  dust- 

pan or  vacuum  cleaner;  ammo- 
nia window  cleaner;  paper 

towels;  clean  Turkish  towel- 
ing (old  bath  towels  are  fine); 

bucketful  of  warm  water;  run- 
ning water  and  a  garden  hose. 

From  the  discount  store:  Special 
car-washing  soap;  soft  sponge  or 
soft  nylon  brush  made  just  for 
washing  cars;  special  tar  remover 

made  for  cars;  liquid  silicone-base 
car  wax  (make  sure  it  says  silicone 

on  the  label);  special  automotive-finish 
cleaner  (only  if  paint  is  heavily  oxidized 
or  discolored);  silicone-base  protectorant 
spray  (Armorall  is  the  most  common, 

but  there  are  many  others);  small  artist's 
brush.  From  the  car  dealer  or  auto-sup- 

ply store:  Small  can  of  touch-up  lacquer 

to  match  your  car's  paint  (never  use  a 

spray  can  or  an  enamel  paint). 
Step  1:  Rinse  the  car  thoroughly,  using 

water  pressure  from  the  hose  to  loosen 
dirt  particles  without  scratching.  Start  at 
the  top  and  work  down,  one  side  at  a 
time — top,  hood,  trunk,  then  body  sides 
and  grille.  Be  sure  to  spray  the  wheels 
and  tires,  inside  the  wheel  wells,  and  as 

far  under  the  chassis  as  you  can 

reach.  Road  salt  collects  under- 
neath, so  the  body  panels 

actually  rust  from  the  in- 
side out. 

Step  2:  Using  wet  suds, 

gently  scrub  off  surface 
dirt.  Start  at  the  top  and 
work  down,  one  side  at  a 

time.  Leave  the  wheels  and 
the  lower  edge  of  the  body 

for  last,  or  you'll  pick  up 
dirt  on  the  brush.  Rinse 

each  side  individually  be- 
fore the  suds  dry,  then 

rinse  the  whole  car 06mH  80  Qj^^g  more  after  ev- 

erything has  been  washed. 
Step  3:  Dry  the  car  using  soft  towels. 
Start  at  the  top,  work  down,  one  side  at 
a  time.  Leave  the  wheels  and  lower  edge 
of  the  body  till  last  to  avoid  picking  up 
dirt.  Never  use  paper  towels  to  dry  the

Step  4:  Use  the  tar  remover  and  a  corner 
of  towel  to  clean  off  road  tar,  heavy  dirt, 
insect  stains,  and  similar  detritus  from 

grille,  headlights,  lower  body  panels. 
Step  5:  Shake  the  touch-up  paint  to  mix 

it  thoroughly,  then  use  the  artist's  brush to  fill  in  carefully  any  gravel  nicks  and 
parking  scratches  in  the  paint.  Nicks 
tend  to  cluster  behind  the  wheel  wells, 

around  the  grille,  along  the  edges  of  the 

doors  and  trunk,  and  around  the  gas  fill- 
er. Don't  use  too  much  paint,  and  quick- 
ly wipe  off  any  excess-.with  a  towel 

soaked  in  tar  remover.  If  you  make  a 

mess,  lacquer  paint  can  be  rubbed  out 
when  dry  using  automotive  rubbing 

compound.  Enamel  can't  be  rubbed  out. 
Step  6:  While  the  touch-up  paint  dries, 
wash  the  inside  of  the  windows  using 
household  window  cleaner  and  paper 
towels.  The  silicone  protectorant  spray 

can  be  used  on  every  surface  of  your 

car's  interior  except  fabric.  Spray  some 
on  the  dashboard,  door  panels,  seats, 
and  headliner,  rubbing  it  out  with  a 
clean  towel  as  you  go.  Silicone  spray 

chemically  bonds  with  all  rubber  and 
plastics  to  prevent  oxidation.  Use  it  on 
the  rubber  weather  stripping  around 

your  doors  and  trunk  and  even  on  the 

sides  of  your  tires.  Don't  use  silicone 
spray  on  exterior  paints.  Whisk  or  vacu- 

um your  carpets,  floor  mats,  and  trunk. 
Step  7:  If  the  finish  is  heavily  oxidized, 
use  car-finish  cleaner,  let  it  dry,  then 
wipe  off.  For  most  cars  less  than  5  years 

old,  this  won't  be  necessary.  Apply  liq- 
uid silicone  wax  to  all  the  exterior  paint 

and  chrome.  Start  at  the  top  and  work 
down,  one  side  at  a  time.  Leave  the 
wheels  and  lower  edge  of  the  body  till 

last.  Don't  apply  wax  in  the  hot  sun  if  it 
can  be  avoided;  it  may  streak. 
Step  8:  Let  the  Wax  dry  until  you  can 

easily  wipe  ofT  a  dry  patch  with  one 
swipe  of  your  finger  without  leaving  a 
wet  residue  (usually  about  30  minutes). 
Wipe  off  every  bit  of  wax  with  a  towel.

both  aerobic  and  anaerobic 

performance.  Aerobics  is  the 

expending  of  oxygen  at  a  nor- mal rate.  Anaerobics  is  the 

expending  of  oxygen  at  a  su- 
pranormal  rate.  Put  simply, 

you  are  in  an  aerobic  condi- 
tion when  you  are  engaged  in 

an  activity  and  can  still  talk; 

you  are  in  an  anaerobic  condi- 
tion if  you  can  no  longer  talk. 

The  advantage  of  squash 
over  many  other  sports  is  that 
it  requires  both  sudden  and 
rhythmic  motion.  The  game 

demands  quick  bursts  of  ener- 
gy for  fast  starts  and  stops,  as 

well  as  overall  endurance. 

"The  sport  is  absolutely 

good  for  all  ages,"  says  Dr. 
Leahy.  "Although  the  aver- 

age squash  player  is  about  32 

years  old,  I've  even  seen  peo- 
ple in  their  70s  and  80s  play. 

Of  course  they  learn  to  play 

with  less  power  and  more  fi- 
nesse. But  that's  the  beauty  of 

the  sport.  Strategy  is  just  as 

important  as  stamina." If  you  are  under  35,  gener- 
ally fit,  and  a  participant  in 

such  sports  as  jogging  or  bicy- 
cling, you  can  take  up  squash 

right  away.  Children  can  take 

up  squash  just  as  easily.  How- 
ever, if  you  are  over  35,  Dr. 

Leahy  advises  that  you  first 

build  up  your  aerobic  func- 
tions (through  distance  run- 
ning) and  anaerobic  functions 

(through  short  wind  sprints). 

The  joints,  muscles,  and  liga- 
ments are  not  ready  for  explo- 

sive, pivotal  movement  until 
they  have  been  progressively 
conditioned.  Dr.  Leahy  also 

warns  glasses  and  contact  lens 
wearers.  People  with  glasses 

should  wear  prescription  safe- 

ty lenses,  and  those  with  con- 
tact lenses  should  wear  pro- 

tective contour  shields. 
Dr.  Burton  L.  Berson,  chief 

of  the  Mt.  Sinai  Sports  Medi- 
cine Clinic,  orthopedic  sur- 

geon, and  professor  of 

orthopedics,  recently  com- 
pleted a  study  on  squash  inju- 

ries. He  observed  that  in 

serious  players  (in  this  case 
131  graded  semipros),  the 
most  common  disabling  inju- 

ries were  to  the  eyes,  wrists, 
and  knees.  Apparently  one  of 

the  dangers  to  weekend  play- 
ers is  the  novice  on  the  court. 

Beginners  who  haven't  had formal  lessons  tend  to  swing 
wide.  Instead  of  hitting  the 
ball,  they  hit  fellow  players. 
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In  all,  though.  Dr.  Berson  be- 
lieves that  squash  is  a  safe 

sport  and  a  good  outlet  for 

pent-up  energy.  He's  an  avid 

player  himself. When  you  first  walk  onto  a 
squash  court  and  shut  the 

door  behind  you,  you've 
walked  into  a  white  box.  Si- 

lent. Glaring.  An  arctic  ex- 
periment. But  the  action 

starts  fast.  You  slam  the 
ball — Thwoick!  Growling, 

grunting,  groaning  for  a 

point — Thwoick/Thwoick! — 
you  barely  have  time  for  the 
next  shot.  Your  heart  pounds 

.  .  .  your  body  glistens  .  .  . 

within  10  minutes  you're 
pushing  to  your  limit. A  cross  between  tennis  and 

racquetball,  squash  is  played 

in  a  four-walled  court  IS'/j 
feet  wide  by  32  feet  long. 

(Outside  the  U.S.,  the  courts 
are  wider  and  the  ball  softer.) 

Players  play  side  by  side  with 
long-stemmed  racquets  that 
resemble  sturdy  badminton 
racquets.  The  object  of  the 
game:  Drive  the  hard  rubber 
ball  (about  the  size  of  a  golf 

ball)  against  the  front  wall, 
and  by  preventing  your  oppo- 

nent from  returning  it  in  one 
bounce,  score  a  point.  In  play, 

the  ball  can  hit  any  combina- 
tion of  walls  before  it  strikes 

"the  good  area"  of  the  front 

wall,  as  long  as  it  doesn't  hit the  floor  first. 

Before  the  U.S.S.R.A.  in- 
troduced the  slightly  softer 

and  slower  70 -f  ball  in  1977, 
hitting  a  squash  ball  required 
the  reflexes  of  a  jai  alai  player. 

A  ball  could  bounce  off  a  rac- 

quet at  120  mph.  The  boun- 
cier  70+  has  helped  popular- 

ize the  game,  making  it  easier 
for  beginners.  With  no  net 
and  so  much  good  area  to  hit 
into,  keeping  the  ball  in  play 
is  easier  than  in  tennis  or  even 

paddle  tennis.  Squash  is  com 
pressed  action.  No  matter 
where  you  hit  the  ball  it 
bounces  back  to  the  middle  of 
the  court.  Reasonably  good 

tennis  players  can  compete  in 
C-level  competition  within  a 
month. 

Enthusiasts  claim  that 

squash  is  to  racquetball  what 
chess  is  to  checkers.  In  the 

higher  levels  of  the  game,  the 
object  is  to  play  the  angles  of 
the  four  walls  according  to 

your  opponent's  position — a sort  of  high-powered  billiards 
game.  The  angle  possibilities 
are  infinite.  Serious  players 
often  spend  hours  practicing 
alone  on  a  single  shot.  The 
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;ame  is  intense,  so  intense  that  unless 
/our  opponent  looks  out  for  you,  you 
;an  get  stung  by  a  speeding  ball  or 
macked  by  a  racquet.  Fortunately, 

quash's  British  heritage  calls  for  polite- 
less.  A  fellow  player's  welfare  is  more 
mportant  than  a  point.  Another  part  of 

his  tradition  is  the  let  rule.  If  you  can't 
each  the  ball  because  you're  blocked  by 
'our  opponent,  you  can  call  a  let.  You 
i;et  to  replay  the  point  whether  or  not 
our  opponent  agrees  with  you.  On  the 

quash  court  tantrums  are  just  not  con- 
lidered  cricket.

commercial  squash  centers  are  appear- 
ing everywhere.  Courts  have  popped  up 

in  Cleveland,  Seattle,  Santa  Fe,  Dallas, 

Los  Angeles,  and  Ft.  Lauderdale,  as  well 
as  in  Boston,  Philadelphia,  New  York 
City,  Richmond,  and  Washington,  D.C. 

There's  even  a  squash  club  in  Anchor- 
age, Alaska.  Altogether  the  U.S.S.R.A. 

claims  that  there  are  more  than  3,500 

squash  courts  around  the  country.  Since 
1970  the  number  has  doubled. 
One  of  the  main  reasons  for  the 

squash  boom,  according  to  Darwin  P. 
Kingsley,  president  of  the  U.S.S.R.A.,  is 
the  Ivy  League  schools  going  coed. 
Women  are  attending  schools  where 
squash  has  been  played  for  over  half  a 
century.  When  they  graduate,  they  form 
a  ready-made  market.  The  growing  pop- 

ularity of  the  game  has  put  pressure  on 

the  men's  clubs  to  open  their  facilities  to 
women,  who  now 

account  for  40  per- 
cent of  the  new 

membership  in 

squash  clubs 
throughout  the  U.S. 

The  United  States 
is  one  of  the  last 
areas  in  the  world 
with  a  British  legacy 

to  adopt  squash.  In 
Canada,  where  the 

game  is  federally  fi- 
nanced, squash  is 

ranked  as  a  national 

sport  second  only  to 
hockey.  In  Australia 
and  the  United 

Kingdom,  it  is  over- 

squash  at  least  once  a  week.)  Squash  is 

also  played  in  Egypt,  India,  and  Paki- 
stan. Latin  American  nations  are  also 

growing  fond  of  the  game.  In  Mexico 
City  there  are  over  800  squash  courts. 

Squash  even  has  superstars.  Austra- 
lian Heather  McKay  (pronounced  McK- 

eye)  is  considered  the  world's  best  wom- an squash  athlete.  At  37  years  old,  she 

has  lost  only  two  matches  during  her  en- 
tire 20  years  of  squash  competition.  The 

male  superstars  of  squash  are  all  Paki- 
stani, and  all  from  the  same  family — the 

Kahn  family.  Sharif  Kahn,  a  33-year-old 
pro  in  Toronto,  Canada,  is  the  number- 
one  player  in  North  America.  The  most 

legendary  of  the  Kahns,-however,  is  the 
oldest.  Hashim  Kahn  consistently  won 
the  British  Open  until  he  was  40,  then 

came  to  this  country  where  he  consis- 
tently won  the  North  American  Open 

until  he  was  48.  Now  at  64,  he  is  a  pro  in 
Denver,  Colo.  His  shrewd  strategy  can 
still  intimidate  some  of  the  best. The  fledgling 

squash  pro  tour  now 
includes  20  tourna- 

ments, the  biggest 

purse  being  $12,500. 
The  only  obstacle  to

Makeover  lor  metal 

Q.  What's  the  best  way  to  repaint  a 
metal  kitchen  shelf? 

— J.B.,  Weston,  Conn. 

A.  Wash  down  the  shelf  with  hot,  deter- 
genty  water  to  remove  any  grease  and 

dirt.  Wipe  with  rinse  water.  When  thor- 
oughly dry,  brush  on  a  coat  of  metal 

primer.  Let  dry  completely,  then  apply 
an  enamel  paint — the  higher  the  gloss, 
the  easier  it  will  be  to  wipe  clean  later. 

Brilliant  rescue 

Q.  Our  hall  is  a  deep,  glossy,  lire- 
engine  red,  and  we'd  like  to  repaint  it 
a  much  lighter  color.  What  can  we 
apply  to  cut  down  on  the  number  of 
coats  of  paint  necessary  to  cover  such 
a  dark  color?

A.  Paint  the  hall  with  a  pigmented  shel- 

lac primer  and  let  dry.  It  will  "kill"  most 
of  the  color  beneath  and  prevent  it  from 
bleeding  through  the  new  paint  later.

Color  quandary 

Q.  I  picked  out  an  eggshell-finish  oil- 
based  paint  for  my  walls.  Then  I 
heard  that  water-based  paints 
generally  dry  quicker,  with  less  odor, 
and  that  the  wet  brushes  can  be 
washed  out  with  soap  and  water 
rather  than  with  solvent.  Will  the 
^^same"  color  come  out  differently  in 
a  water-based  paint? 

— D.W.,  Water  Mill,  N.Y. 

A.  Not  appreciably,  according  to  Neil 
Janovic  of  Janovic/Plaza,  a  New  York 

City  paint  and  wallpaper  store.  Makers 
of  water-based  (latex)  paints  often  call 

the  slight-sheen  finish  "velvet"  instead 
of  "eggshell."  Remember,  however,  that 
oil-based  (alkyd)  paints  are  preferable  in 
certain  situations — where  good  wall 
washability  counts  or  painting  must  be 
done  at  low  temperatures.

bine the  "pluses"  of  latex  paint  with  the 

scrubbability  of  alkyd  paint:  "Varath- 
ane"  is  the  brand  to  ask  for. 

Matchmaking  advice 

Q.  I  have  two  bookcases — one 
painted,  one  stained.  I  want  to  paint 
them  both  to  match  but  don't  know 
what  kind  of  paint — or  how  much — to 
buy.  — D.M.,  New  Orleans,  La. 

A.  First,  in  a  well-ventilated,  flame-free 
area,  remove  all  wax  or  polish  from  the 
bookcases  by  scrubbing  them  down  with 
cheesecloth  saturated  in  paint  thinner  or 

turpentine.  Immediately  saturate  cheese- 
cloth with  cool  water  and  discard  it  in 

outdoor  bin.  When  dry,  prime  both 
bookcases  with  a  pigmented  shellac 

primer — to  prevent  the  stain  from  bleed 
ing  through  on  subsequent  coats  and 
provide  a  matching  undercoat.  Let  dry, 

then  paint  with  a  satin  or  high-gloss 
enamel. 

Ideally,  you  should  measure  the  sur- 
faces you  want  to  paint,  total  up  the 

area,  and  compare  it  with  the  estimatec 
coverage  figures  on  can  labels.  Buying 
too  much  is  better  than  buying  too  httle. 
But  if,  after  painting  the  first  bookcase, 

you  find  the  quantity  you've  bought 
probably  won't  cover  both  bookcases, 
don't  begin  work  on  the  second  case 
Buy  more  paint  the  same  color,  and 
blend  the  remains  of  the  first  batch  wit 
the  second  to  make  as  close  a  color 

match  as  possible. 

Colorlul  history 

Q.  I  am  interested  in  restoring  a 
Midwestern  house  built  between 

1850-1865,  but  can  find  no 
information  on  paint  colors  used 
during  that  time.  Can  you  direct  me?

A.  The  choice  of  historic  colors  de 

pends  more  on  the  style  and  material  o 
the  house  than  the  year  it  was  built,  ac 
cording  to  Thomas  Moriarity,  directo 
of  Historic  Madison,  Inc.,  a  nonprofi 

group  devoted  to  the  architectural  pres 
ervation  of  Madison,  Ind.,  80  mile 
south  of  Richmond.  He  says  evidenc 

shows  a  19th-century  preference — ii 
central  and  southern  Indiana-Illinoi 
and  in  southern  Ohio — for  the  followin 
exterior  building  colors,  depending  o 
the  building  style: 

Greek  Revival:  White  or  stonelike  gray 

tinged  with  sienna,  indigo,  or  lam 
black.

Italianate  or  Italian  villa:  Weathered 
gold,  straw  and  ivory  colors,  pale  sky 
blues,  and  willow  greens. 

Queen  Anne/Stick  Style:  White.  Or  som- 
ber pastels  and  dark,  slaty  Wedgwood- 

pottery  colors. Romanesque:  Earthen  reds  and  dark 
browns,  often  with  dark  green  trim.

Stronger  solution 

Q.  I'm  in  the  process  ol  removing 
wallcovering  and  find  it's  not  all  coming 
off.  Help!  -C.G.,  New  York,  N.Y. 

A.  There's  a  new  wallpaper  remover, 
"Dif,"  made  by  Zinser  containing  an  en- 

zyme that  breaks  down  the  molecular 
structure  of  any  wallpaper  paste.  Taking 
great  care  to  keep  the  solution  (or  any 

liquid)  well  away  from  any  electrical  out- 
lets that  might  cause  dangerous  shock, 

wipe  down  the  walls  with  the  enzyme  so- 
lution. Wait  15  minutes,  then  pry  off  the 

wallcovering  with  a  putty  knife  or,  better 

yet,  one  of  the  new  broad-bladed,  self- 
sharpening  wallpaper  strippers.  (Each 
has  a  roller  mechanism  to  help  you 

make  even  strokes,  lessening  the  chance 
of  damaging  the  wall.)  Impermeable 
wallcoverings  such  as  vinyls  and  foils 
will  take  more  elbow  grease:  Sand  them 

vigorously  to  expose  as  much  of  the  ad- 
hesive as  possible  before  applying  the  en- 

zyme solution,  or  work  the  solution  into 
the  seams  and  gradually  pry  off  wallco- 

vering, adding  remover  as  you  go. 

After  you've  removed  all  the  wallco- 
vering, wash  down  the  walls  with  a  solu- 

tion of  1  cup  chlorine  bleach  to  2  gallons 

water — to  discourage  the  growth  of  fun- 
gus and  neutralize  the  enzyme  action  of 

the  remover.  Be  sure  the  wall  is  absolute- 
ly dry  before  painting  or  rewallpapering. 

In  a  damp  climate,  you  might  also  ask 

your  paint  dealer  for  special  mildew-re- 
sistant paint  additives  or  for  inorganic 

wallcovering  adhesives,  but  this  cannot 
take  the  place  of  antifungal  washing.

Garden  excursion  in  Britain 

BY  ELIZABETH  BROWNING  BARLOW 

Editor's  Note:  There  is  one  English  gar- 
den, in  particular,  that  draws  American 

visitors  year  after  yean  It  is  Sissinghurst, 

a  20th-century  garden  in  Kent,  the  love- 
work  of  Vita  Sackville-  West  and  Harold 
Nicolson,  which  offers  so  many  ideas  for 

present-day  gardens.  It  is  easy  to  get  to, 
an  hour  and  a  half  by  car  from  London, 
is  operated  by  the  National  Trust,  and  is 
open  from  April  to  October  15.  Elizabeth 
Browning  Barlow,  an  American  and  cu- 

rator-restorer-manager of  Frederick  Law 

Olmsted's  and  Calvert  Vaux's  Central 
Park  in  New  York,  provides  a  back- 

ground for  an  extraordinary  excursion. 

The  story  of  Sissinghurst  really  be- 
gins at  Long  Barn  where  Vita  and 

Harold  Nicolson  settled  as  newlyweds  in 

1915.  Long  Barn  was  close  by  Vita's 
cherished  Knole:  Knole  with  its  myriad 
roofs  rising  like  a  medieval  town  out  of 
its  deer  park  overlooking  the  Weald  of 
Kent.  There  they  lived  for  the  next  15 
years,  and  there  they  made  their  first 

garden.  This  was  Vita's  apprenticeship 
period,  a  time  in  which  she  acquired  an 
impressive  horticultural  knowledge  (her 

memory  for  Latin  plant  names  was  re- 
markable) and  experimented  in  evolving 

her  own  gardening  style. 
In  1930,  when  it  was  rumored  that  a 

chicken-raising  operation  was  planning 
to  buy  the  farm  next  to  Long  Barn,  the 
Nicolsons  began  to  search  the  Weald  of 
Kent  for  another  house  where  they 

could  make  a  new  garden.  The  prerequi- 
sites were  certainly  not  convenience  or 

comfort.  Vita  would  have  something  ro-

mantically  evocative  of  old  England, 

preferably  Elizabethan;  a  Georgian 
house  would  have  been  too  modern,  too 

elegant,  too  feminine,  for  her.  And  so 

with  Harold's  concurrence  she  chose  Sis- 
singhurst, a  derelict  wreck  of  a  Tudor 

and  Elizabethan  mansion  dominated  by 

twin  towers.  It  was  appo'Sitely  historical,

cure  for  sciatica,  whooping  cough,  head- 

ache, frenzy,  and  lethargy.  With  its  al- 
ternating patches  of  red  and  white  and 

purple  it  resembles  a  little  Oriental  rug 
thrown  upon  the  grass.  Nearby,  inside 

the  hedge-flowered  borage,  fennel  grows 

in  a  gargantuan  mass;  Santolina,  or  lav- 
ender cotton,  is  clumped  attractively 

against  purple  sage.  There  are  even  more 
unusual  herbs:  comfrey,  southernwood, 
orris  root,  clary,  woad,  bergamot  mint, 
and  opium  poppies. 

The  cottage  garden  is  a  study  in  hot 
yellows  and  vivid  oranges  (Vita  called  it 
her  sunset  garden),  and  it  has  the  skillful 
grouping  of  blossoms  found  in  a  good 
flower  arrangement.  Sensitive  to  both 
color  and  scale,  she  used  the  technique 
of  flower  arranging  in  deciding  how  to 
improve  her  garden  each  year,  picking 
flowers  from  one  part  of  the  garden  and 
sticking  them  in  the  ground  next  to 
something  else  in  another  part  to  see 
what  new  effects  could  be  achieved.  She 
denied  the  conventional  wisdom  of  the 
herbaceous  border  where  flowers  were 

disposed  like  schoolchildren  in  a  photo- 

graph, the  shorter  ones  in  front,  the  tall- 
er behind.  "It  is  all  a  question  of  shape," 

she  wrote.  "Architectural  shape,  de- 
manding the  pointed  thin  ones  amongst 

the  fat  rounds,  as  a  minaret  rises  above 

the  dome  of  a  mosque." The  Sissinghurst  garden  is  full  of  old 
fashioned  roses.  (The  gaudy  hybrid  was 

thoroughly  despised  by  Vita.  Her  special 
enemy  was  the  modem  hybrid  tea  rose.) 
There  are  moss  and  musk  roses,  dam 

asks  and  gallicas.  Roses  with  names  like 

Auguste  Gervaise  and  Rose  Marie  Vi- 
and twine  themselves  around  fruit  trees 

in  the  orchard.  The  rose-embowered  tree 

is  one  of  Vita's  hallmarks  and  one  that 
has  been  extensively  copied  by  admiren 
of  Sissinghurst.  She  probably  got  the 
idea  from  William  Robinson  who  quali 
fies  in  many  ways  as  the  father  of  the 

modern  English  garden.  Robinson's  mis sion  was  to  bring  gardening  back  to  na 
ture  and  in  the  process  absorb  into  th( 
English  landscape  the  colossal  wealth  o 
new  plant  material  19-century  botanist 
explorers  had  imported  from  the  fou 
corners  of  the  earth  so  that  it  appeare( 

spontaneous  and  not  contrived.  With 

crusader's  zeal,  he  set  out  to  rescue  gar 
dening  from  the  Victorian  practici 
whereby  masses  of  tulip  bulbs  would  h 
planted  each  fall,  dug  up  and  replace< 
after  their  brief  blast  of  spring  brightnes 

by  battalions  of  summer-flowering  bego 
nias,  which  in  turn  were  removed  for  .

perennials,  and  wasn't  afraid  to  employ some  rare  exotics  which  he  naturalized 

into  his  planting  schemes  so  that  they 
looked  realistically  at  home. 

He  disseminated  his  ideas  in  the  two 

gardening  periodicals  which  he  pub- 
lished and  in  his  classic,  The  English 

Flower  Garden,  a  book  much  admired  by 
Vita.  Over  and  over  Robinson  speaks  of 

composing  plants  into  pictures;  the  func- 
tion of  the  garden,  he  said,  was  to  pro- 

vide "Uttle  pictures,  month  by  month." 
Sissinghurst  is  filled  with  garden  pic- 

tures. It  is  in  fact  a  series  of  galleries,  each 
filled  with  charmingly  varied  paintings. 
It  is  the  work  of  two  knowledgeable  and 
talented  garden  artists  and  survives  for 

our  enjoyment  through  the  intelligent  cu- 
ratorship  of  the  National  Trust. 

Although  Sissinghurst  is  open  to  visi- 
tors from  April  to  mid-October,  you 

may  want  to  plan  your  trip  to  see  a  spe- 
cial part  of  the  garden  at  its  best.  Daffo- 
dils, narcissus,  and  the  orchard  bloom  in 

April,  by  May  the  lime  walk  is  full  of 
primroses,  tiny  tulips,  anemones,  and 

hyacinths — Nigel  Nicolson  calls  it  Act 
1,  Scene  1,  of  the  annual  performance. 
The  rose  garden  is  at  its  height  in  late 
June  and  the  first  two  weeks  of  July.  The 

white  garden  blooms  year-round  but  is 
especially  nice  in  the  second  week  of 
July.  In  September  there  is  a  second 
flowering  of  roses,  wonderful  dahhas, 
and  the  trees  are  turning.

Breaking  ground 

Try  to  finish  hard-surfaced 
areas  such  as  patios  and 

around  swimming  pools  be- 
fore planting  lawns  and 

shrubs.  Heavy  equipment  is 
hard  to  bring  in  later  and  also 
compacts  the  soil.  Locate  all 

utility  lines,  septic  tanks,  wa- 
ter and  electric  outlets  before 

you  dig. 

Leave  openings  in  terrace 
flooring  for  trees  and  flowers. 
The  glare  of  concrete  can  be 
softened  with  a  brown  or  gray 

tint,  pebble  aggregate,  or 
strips  of  weathered  brick  or 
redwood. 

Concrete  can  be  brushed  to 

provide  a  rough  surface  and 
safe  footing,  or  smoothed  to 
make  a  surface  for  dancing. 

Plan  your  wall  around  a  ter- 
race, or  your  railing  around  a 

deck,  to  double  as  seating. 
Seating  should  be  14  to  18 
inches  high  and  at  least  12 
inches  deep. 

Trees  and 

groundcovers 
If  an  old  tree  casts  too  dense  a 

shade  for  grass  or  flowers, 

have  a  professional  top-thin  it 
to  let  more  light  shine 

through.  If  you  must — bring 
out  the  ax.  A  new  tree  might 

be  an  improvement. 

Some  trees  just  don't  earn 
their  keep.  In  a  small  yard, 
willows  yearn  for  a  pond  and 

grasp  at  the  water  in  your 
plumbing  system.  They  are 
also  litterbugs,  as  are  catalpa, 
horse  chestnut,  mulberry. 

pink  mimosa,  and  black  lo- cust. Lombardy  poplars  grow 
out  of  scale  with  most  houses. 

Norway  and  silver  maples' roots  will  soon  compete  with 

grass. 
In  heavy  shade,  these  ground 
covers  may  be  the  answer: 

ivy,  pachysandra,  periwinkle, 

ajuga,  lily-of-the-valley. 

Green  as  grass 

Mow  high  (2  inches)  in  warm 
months  to  discourage  weeds 
and  browning.  Mow  in 
straight  rows  for  good  looks. 
A  cool-weather  crop,  grass 
needs  more  frequent  mowing 

in  the  spring  and  fall  than  in 
the  summer. 

For  croquet,  badminton,  vol- 
leyball, keep  a  20-by-40  foot 

lawn  area  open  and  well  away 
from  overhanging  wires  and 
branches.  Set  bricks  in  the 

lawn  on  a  porous  base  to 
mark  the  boundaries.  You  can 

mow  over  it,  and  if  there  is 
any  winter  heaving,  press  the 
bricks  down  in  spring.

INGENIOUS  WAYS  TO  MAKE  YOUR  LIFE  EASIER  LANDSCAPING 

Choose  a  grass  suited  to  sun 
or  shade,  your  family  needs, 
and  your  part  of  the  country. 
Zoysia,  for  instance,  often 

greens  up  too  slowly  in  north- 
ern lawns  and  turns  brown 

too  early  in  fall. 

If  you  have  a  meadow  or 

field,  mow  once  a  year,  in  No- 
vember, to  keep  down  briars 

but  to  let  wildflowers  set  seed. 

Simplify  a  large  lawn  by  treat- 
ing part  of  it  as  a  meadow. 

All  hands  on  deck 

Conceal  a  deck's  underpin- 
nings with  trellis  panels 

stained  or  painted  to  match 
the  house.  Or,  if  not  too  high, 
surround  it  with  a  skirt  of 

steps  that  can  double  as  infor- 
mal seating.  Low  junipers, 

Japanese  holly,  and  other  ev- 
ergreens can  also  conceal  a 

deck's  supporting  poles. 

Upright  railings  rather  than 
flared  ones  permit  simple, 

built-in  seating.  A  railing 
flush  with  the  deck  also  al- 

lows you  to  consider  closing 
the  deck  later  with  screen  or 

removable  glass  panels  to 
make  a  winter  room. 

For  deck  seating,  hinge  some 
benches  for  outdoor  storage 

and  you  don't  have  to  worry about  cushions  in  rain.

To  make  a  table  around  a 

tree,  take  inspiration  from  an 
umbrella  table  and  join  two 
half-circles  to  form  a  table

soms should  be  snapped  or 

cut  off  anyway  for  the  plants' health. 

Try  to  finish  most  pruning  by

To  screen  off  neighbors,  un- 
objectionably,  plant  trees  or 
shrubs  in  staggered  rows,  not 

single  file. 

No  space  for  a  shrub  border? 
Put  up  a  simple  board  or 
chain  fence  and  plant  it  for 
narrow  coverage  with  English 

ivy,  Euonymous  fortunei — 
whatever  will  stay  green  and 

neat  year-round  in  your  area. 
Green  up  one  side  of  a  dog 
run  (standard  size  is  4  by  20 
feet)  in  the  same  way. 

To  screen  a  view  from  the 

house  or  patio,  place  the 
screen  close  to  where  you 
look  out.  If  part  of  the  yard  is 
to  be  screened  from  the  street, 

plant  near  the  street. 

Help  your  fence  keep  pets  in, 

critters  out.  Picket  and  post- 
and-rail  fences  are  attractive, 

but  don't  hold  back  animal 
traffic.  First,  nail  turkey  wire 
to  the  inside  of  the  fence  and 

paint  the  mesh  black  to  make 

it  disappear.  To  foil  burrow- 
ing animals,  dig  a  trench  and 

bury  the  lower  18  inches  of 
the  wire. 

Disappearing  act 
Hide  trash  cans  or  swimming- 

pool  pump  or  air-conditioning 
unit  with  shrubs  or  an  attrac- 

tive fence  and  gate.  Hide  a 
bulkhead  (the  covered  steps 

leading  to  a  basement's  out- side entrance)  the  same  way. 

To  conceal  a  water  meter  that 
must  be  checked  near  a  house, 

plant  soft-foliaged  shrubs  to 
save  on  the  yowls  thorny 

roses  or  barberry  evoke.  And 
have  stepping  stones. 

Camouflage  telephone  poles 
or  clothes  lines  with  the  prop- 

er use  of  color.  Black  makes 

poles  practically  disappear, 

especially  against  a  back- 
ground of  evergreens.  Add  a 

shrub  or  two  to  break  the 

view  of  slanting  guy-wires. 
Growing  vines  on  a  pole 
draws  attention  to  it. 

Your  decorative  cross-rail 
fence  can  be  a  portable  garden 
structure.  When  the  moving 
van  comes,  stack  it  like  bed 

slats  and  take  it  along  as  Wil- 
liam and  Nancy  Neil  do. 

Splash! Planning  a  swimming  pool  or 

remodeling  one?  Think  what 
it  will  look  like  from  your 

windows  in  winter — a  hedge 

may  save  you  seasons  of  re- 
grets. If  your  community  re- 

quires a  fence,  make  it 
attractive  with  greenery. 

Consider  painting  the  interior 

gray  instead  of  turquoise.  A 
dark  color  is  an  energy  sav- 

er— water  heats  up  sooner 
and  holds  warmth  into  fall.  It 
also  has  the  reflective  quality 

of  a  woodland  pool.  Robert  J. 
Welsh  suggests  gray  paint  on 
cement  or  gray  marble  dust 
on  Gunite  surfaces. 

Garden  geometry 
To  make  a  straight  line, 
stretch  a  string  between  two 
stakes. 

To  make  an  informall> 
curved  shrub  or  Hower  bed, 
stretch  a  hose  to  the  ideal 
sweep,  then  dig. 

To  make  a  circle  or  arc,  tie  a 
string  to  a  stake  (the  string 

should  be  half  the  desired  di- 
ameter of  the  circle),  tie  a  bot- 

tle filled  with  Hour  or  agricul- 
tural lime  to  the  string,  and 

shake  the  bottle  as  vou  walk.

There's  an  unexpected  mix  of  flowers  in  the  dining  room, 

left,  of  Fred  Mueller,  Tony's  business  partner.  Some  are 
from  a  greenhouse,  others  from  outdoors,  but  Tony  brings 
them  together  for  a  fascinating,  and  friendly,  congregation 
of  flowering  plants.  Hardy  grape  hyacinth  and  agapanthus 
mingle  with  tender  cattleya  orchid  and  freesia,  and  are 

joined  by  indoor  favorites  amaryllis  and  clivia.  All  except 
the  orchid  are  grown  from  bulbs,  and  most  can  reflower. 
Scale,  form,  and  color  are  as  varied  as  plant  species.  Tall 

agapanthus  and  amaryllis  overlook  white  anemones  and 

freesia;  grape  hyacinths  rest  below.  Massive  orchid  and 

amaryllis  blooms  are  balanced  by  tiny  flowers  of  agapan- 
thus, freesia,  ranunculus,  and  grape  hyacinths.

Breaking  from  the  traditional  house  plan  of 
separate  living  and  dining  rooms,  design- 

ers at  Scholz  Homes  created  one  big  space 
with  separate  living  areas.  There  are  family 
and  garden  rooms,  dining  area,  greenhouse, 
crafts  room,  and  kitchen,  all  of  which  unfold 

one  into  another.  To  visually  separate  spaces, 
designer  Gary  Crain  arranged  furniture  in  self- 

contained  units — "but  no  matter  where  you 
are,  you  never  feel  isolated,"  says  Mr.  Crain. 
One  of  the  nicest  features  of  the  house,  he 

feels,  is  that  its  living  areas  are  so  happily  bal- 
anced by  private  rooms.  The  master  bedroom, 

for  example,  is  off  by  itself  at  the  far  end  of  the 
house,  with  its  own  bath  and  private  access  to 
the  deck  and  spa.

almost  invisible,  indoors  it's 
a  celebration  off  light 

Even  though  this  house  is  built  right  into  a  hillside, 

wide  windows  in  every  room  open  it  up  to  the  out- 
doors. Because  the  temperature  of  earth  below  the 

frost  line  remains  at  a  fairly  constant  45  degrees 
Fahrenheit,  the  earth  that  surrounds  this  house  acts 
as  an  energy  saver.  It  provides  an  envelope  of  natural 

warmth  that  moderates  the  climate  immediately  sur- 
rounding the  house,  cutting  heating  costs  almost  in 

half.  "A  small  quantity  of  earth  will  not  retain  much 
heat,"  architect  Don  Metz  explains.  "But  almost  any 
material  used  in  sufficient  quantity  will  act  as  a  mod- 

erator, and  earth  has  the  advantage  of  being  dirt 
cheap  and  universally  available.  Moreover,  it  grows 

grass  and  will  not  rot,  rust,  peel,  chip,  or  crack."

Moreover,  it  grows  grass 

Sheltered  by  the  earth,  this  house  is  also  wanned  by 
the  sun.  Even  in  winter  enough  sunlight  streams  in 
through  the  walls  of  windows  on  the  south  and  west 
to  account  for  over  a  third  of  the  energy  required  to 
warm  the  house.  The  double-glazed  windows  act  as 
passive  solar  collectors:  The  heat  they  collect  during 
the  day  is  absorbed  into  the  dense  mass  of  the  8- 

inch-thick  reinforced  concrete  walls,  the  heavy  tim- 
ber roof,  and  the  tiled  floor  slab.  Then  the  heat  is 

slowly  dispersed  back  into  the  house  after  the  sun 

has  set.  As  Don  Metz  says,  the  passive  solar  heat  op- 

erates "with  no  added  expense,  no  additional  struc- 
tural elements,  no  maintenance,  and  no  obsolescence 

of  equipment."  Inside,  the  hou.se  not  only  feels  cozy 
but  also  looks  bright  and  inviting.  Walls  of  windows 
and  the  skylight  over  the  entrance  brighten  the  inte- 

rior. Although  the  entrance  is  underground,  "from 
the  moment  you  walk  in  the  door,  the  house  is  light, 

bright  and  airy,"  the  owner  says. 

Left:  At  the  southwest  bedroom 
corner,  a  fin  wall  helps  support 

the  roof  and  serves  as  a  wind- 

break. The  overhang  that  ex- 
tends out  beyond  the  windows 

protects  the  house  from  the  high 

summer  sun.  The  moderating  ef- 

fect of  the  earth,  natural  ven- 
tilation, and  the  thick  layer  of 

insulation  also  help  keep  the 
house  cool  in  the  summer.

marble.  Two  days  later, 

apply  Japan  Antiquing 
glaze  with  large-pored 
sponge.  Roll  once  with 
paint  roller  to  soften 
markings.  A  week  later, 

apply  one  coat  gloss

A needle  and  thread,  a  basketful 
of  lace,  and  sheets  are  all  you 

need  to  make  these  lacy  beauties — 
although  you  may  want  to  enlist  the 

helping  hands  of  your  most 

enthusiastic  eight-year-old 

stitcher.  To  make  baby  pillow,  cut 
front  piece  the  size  of  the  pillow 

plus  2V2  inches  all  around  (for  Vi- 

inch  seams,  2-inch  flap) .  Cut  back 

the  size  of  the  pillow  plus  2'/2 
inches  on  top  and  bottom,  9  inches 

on  sides  (for  seam,  flap,  and  4- 
inch  opening) .  Cut  back  in  half  ; 

hem  one  side  of  each  half.  Overlap 
hems  so  back  and  front  are  same 

size.  Pin  inside  out  and  sew  'A 
inch  from  outside  edge.  Turn  right 
sides  out  and  sew  2  inches  from 

edge.  Zigzag  lace  so  a  bit 
overhangs  flap.  You  can  make  the 

big  pillow  the  same  way  (or  give  it 
a  separate  ruffled,  mitered  border

edge  with  a  double  row  of  running 
stitches.  Pull  to  fit  around 

pillow,  seam  to  size.  Seam  pillow 
up  to  casings.  Cut  off  ends  of 
pillow  and  sandwich  ruffles 
between  ends  and  middle  of  pillow. 

Seam  closed  ;  thread  ribbon  through 
casings.  To  make  patchwork 
tablecloth,  stitch  lace  in 
vertical  and  diagonal  rows  on 
fabric.

DISCOVERING  THE  TASTES 

OF BRANDY 

Each  country 

boasts  its  own  style  of 

brandy — 
some  myths,  truths, 

and  recipes 

for  "water  of  Hfe" 

BY  HENRY  McNULTY 

^Phe  French 

usually  have  a  word  for  most 
things,  but  when  it  comes  to 
the  water  of  life,  their  old 

saw  about  "the  more  things 
change,  the  more  they  stay 

the  same"  needs  updating.  It 
should  be  altered  to  "the 
more  things  change,  the 

more  they  improve,"  for 
change  is  the  essence  of 
brandymaking. 

For  a  start,  the  rather 

unimpressive  wine  they  use — 
hardly  to  be  drunk  straight — 
is  changed  by  distillation  into 
the  makings  of  one  of  the 

most  sought-after  drinks 
there  is.  This  raw  spirit  is 
then  changed  again  by  aging 
in  oak  casks  into  a  smooth, 
delicious  elixir.  Even  the  oak 

used  and  preferred,  not  only 
in  France,  but  in  most  places 
where  brandy  is  made,  has 
undergone  a  change. 
Originally  it  came  from 
forests  planted  by  Jean 
Baptiste  Colbert,  Louis 

XlV's  secretary  of  the  navy, 
who  expected  it  to  become 
ship  timber,  not  containers 

for  the  world's  best  brandy. 
Brandy  is  made  wherever 

grapes  are  grown,  and 
sometimes  where  they  are 
not.  Brandies  differ  from 
each  other  because  of 

differences  in  soil,  climate, 
and  the  vines  the  grapes 
grow  on.  South  African  or 
American  brandy  can  hardly 
help  tasting  different  from 
Cognac  or  Armagnac  since 
they  are  all  natural  brandies 
with  a  regional  flavor. 

^Phe  very 

industry  itself  came  about 
through  change.  The  region 
where  Cognac  is  now  made 
was  mainly  noted  in  the 
Middle  Ages  for  producing 
salt.  Foreigners  used  to 
arrive  from  Britain  and 

Scandinavia  to  buy  it,  but 
rising  taxes  reduced  the  salt 
industry  to  near  collapse.  So 
the  Charentais  turned  to 

selling  their  rather  mediocre 
wine  to  these  foreigners  and, 
to  save  shipping  space  and 

costs,  began  to  "burn"  it.  To 
their  surprise,  this  burnt 
version  took  off.  Within  50 

years,  "eaw  de  vie"  had  made 
the  Charente  famous,  and 
salt  was  forgotten. 

Brandy,  in  those  early 
days,  was  not  expected  to 
taste  good.  It  was  medicine. 
To  make  it  more  palatable, 

producers  began  to  flavor  it 
with  herbs  and  fruit.  The 

medicine  became  a  pleasure 

to  drink,  and  as  tastes 

developed,  brandy  got  more 
"pure"  and  drier.  The 
customers  began  to  drink  it, 

as  they  did  in  Dickens'  day, with  water.  Until  the 

phylloxera  bug  nearly 
eliminated  production  of 

wine  in  Europe — and  with  it 
the  making  of  brandy — 
brandy  was  the  long  drink 
among  the  connoisseurs. 

^^ne  story 

about  how  brandy  became  so 

popular  says  that  a  retired 
soldier,  the  Chevalier  de  la 
Croix  Maron,  who  lived  in 

the  Cognac  region,  noticed 
that  battle-weary  soldiers 
could  be  revived  with  a  tot 
or  two  of  distilled  grape 

juice,  and  that  their  wounds 
healed  better  when  it  was 

applied  as  a  disinfectant.  He 
also  knew  that  a  13th- 
century  alchemist,  Arnaud 
de  Villeneuve,  had  claimed 

that  distilled  wine — "eau  de 

vie" — could  cure  illness  and 

prolong  life. The  Chevalier  had  a  more 

specialized  objective — his  sex life.  At  first  he  had  little 

success,  but  then  the  Devil 
took  a  hand  via  a  dream.  In 

this  dream  he  proceeded  to 
boil  the  Chevalier  alive  to 

separate  his  soul  from  his 
body  so  he  could  take 
possession  of  the  soul.  The 
soul,  however,  would  not 

separate,  so  the  Devil 
announced,  "Clearly  I  shall 

have  to  boil  you  again."  At this,  old  Croix  Maron  awoke, 

scared  but  triumphant.  The 
dream  had  given  him  the 

idea  for  getting  at  the  "soul" of  his  brandy — distill  it 
twice. 

This  he  proceeded  to  do, 

producing  a  milder-tasting, 
more  flavorful,  but 

alcoholically  more  potent 
drink  than  ever  before. 

Whether  this  helped  him 
with  his  personal  problem 
remains  unrevealed  by  the 

legend,  but  he  did  take  two 
oaken  kegs  of  his  qcw 
discovery  to  test  it  out  on 
the  monks  of  Renorville, 
known  for  their  interest  in 

the  good  things  of  life.  On 
tasting  it  they  pronounced 
this  double  distillation  a 

wonder,  and  in  their 
enthusiasm  proceeded  to 
consume  one  whole  cask. 
The  Father  Superior  thought 
it  best  to  call  a  halt  at  this 

point  and  hid  the  second 
cask  in  the  monastery  cellar. 
There  it  remained  for  15 

years. 

One  day  a  new  regional 
bishop  visited  the 
establishment.  An  old  monk 

remembered  the  keg  of  eau 
de  vie  and  brought  it  out  for 
the  visiting  dignitary.  To 
their  chagrin  they  found  it 
only  half  full.  Its  taste  and 
color  had  improved  so  much, 
however,  that  the  good 

bishop  vowed  it  superb,  its

Good  spirits 
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aroma  subtle,  its  perfume  and  taste  deli- 
cate, and  announced  that  the  improve-

Unfortunately  the  Chevalier  was  not 
around  to  enjoy  this  new  success.  He 
was  already  in  heaven.  But  Cognac  has 
been  aged  in  Limousin  oak  ever  since, 
and  the  evaporation  is  known,  to  this 

day,  as  "the  angels'  share." 
Since  then  the  word  "Cognac"  has  be- come the  best  known  French  word 

worldwide  ("Paris"  is  second)  and  a  ver- 
satile beverage.  In  France  it  is  drunk  for- 

mally, the  glass  being  heated  in  the 
hand,  holding  the  brandy  to  the  light  to 
appreciate  its  color,  tasting  it  in  little 
sips.  Sometimes  brandy  is  drunk  there  as 

?L  fine  d  Veau,  a  long  drink  with  soda  wa- 
ter or  plain  water.  The  British  drink  it 

almost  solely  after  dinner.  In  Germany 
it  is  used  all  day  long;  in  the  United 
States  often  in  cocktails.  The  Chinese 

are,  today,  the  biggest  consumers  of 
brandy  per  capita.  The  Cognacais  think 
this  is  because  the  Chinese  consider  it  a 

"yin"  drink  (no  pun  intended),  whereas 

whiskey  is  a  "yang"  one.  Cognac  also  re- 
joices in  that  essential  element  for  Orien- 

tal approval — it  has  "face."  What's 
more,  they  go  along  with  the  Chevalier 
de  la  Croix  Maron.  They  think  of  it  as 

an  aphrodisiac. 
Whatever  the  reasons,  the  Chinese  use 

brandy  throughout  a  meal,  with  water  or 
soda.  In  Hong  Kong  alone,  8  million 

bottles  of  it  are  consumed  a  year.  How- 
ever it  is  drunk,  the  modern  fashion  is  to 

use  a  tulip-shaped  glass  rather  than  the 
old  super  balloons.  The  balloon  tends  to 
concentrate  the  fumes  to  such  a  point 
that  they  suffocate  the  sipper.  There  are 
dozens  of  brands,  but  80  percent  of  the 
business  is  done  by  a  handful  of 

houses — among  them  Remy-Martin, 
Courvoisier,  Hennessey,  and  Martell. 
But  the  lesser-known  brands  are  made 
with  just  as  much  care  and  attention  to 
quality  as  the  famous  ones,  and  all  are 

government  quality-controlled. 
Cognac's  alter-ego,  Armagnac,  claims 

even  older  origins.  Made  150  miles  far- 

ther south,  in  Gascony's  beautiful  roll- 
ing countryside  (reminiscent  of  upper 

New  York  State),  its  name  is  "compara- 
tively recent,"  having  been  adopted  in 

1547!  According  to  its  official  historians, 
the  earliest  record  of  distillation  in  the 

region  was  in  the  12th  century. 
In  pre-savings-bank  days,  Armagnac 

was  set  aside  for  a  rainy  day  as  a  farm- J 
ers'  do-it-yourself  substitute.  When  fi-i 
nally  sold,  it  was  very  old  and  brought 

high  prices,  and  the  small  amount 
placed  on  the  open  market  was  very  spe- 

cial. Today  Armagnac-making  is  still  al- 
most a  "cottage  industry."  Some  110 

firms  exist,  but  nine  important  ones  ac- 
count for  over  half  the  total  output.  One

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big  producer  is  the  Union  Cooperative 

des  Vins  d'Armagnac.  Monsieur  Barre, 
its  president,  is  protected  by  an  office 
door  with  traffic  Ughts.  A  visitor  pushes 
a  button,  and  if  a  red  Hght  shows,  it 

means  "hold  everything";  yellow  means 
"just  a  second"  and  green  means  "okay, 
enter."  Since  his  organization  has  6,000 
members,  this  undoubtedly  helps  to  keep 
him  from  being  mobbed  by  farmers  with 
their  problems. 

Spanish  brandies  are  rather  sweet  and 

"woody"  from  having  been  kept  very 
long  in  barrels.  Spanish  brandy  is  often 

made  by  the  same  firms  that  make  sher- 

ry and  are  aged  by  the  "solera"  process, 
stored  in  layers  of  kegs.  Young  brandy, 
only  once  distilled,  goes  in  at  the  top  and 

siphons  down  to  the  lowest  layer  (slow- 
ly, a  stage  at  a  time)  whence  it  is  drawn 

off,  aged  some  more,  and  bottled.  It  is 

usually  dark,  rich,  and  full-bodied.  Fun- 
dador,  Soberano,  Domecq,  Veterano, 

and  Osborne  are  among  the  well-known 
brands. 

Italy  is  another  big  brandy  producer. 
In  fact,  the  Stock  brand  claims  to  have 
the  biggest  output  of  brandy  in  the 
world.  Italian  brandy  is  soft  and  sweet 
compared  to  the  French.  Italy  also 

makes  a  goodly  amount  of  "grappa." 
Like  the  French  "marc,"  a  potent  drink 

made  from  pomace  (the  remains  of  skins 
and  pulp  after  the  pressing  of  the  wine), 
this  brandy  is  usually  rough  and  highly 

alcoholic  unless  well-aged. 
In  the  United  States,  brandy  comes 

mainly  from  California,  made  in  con- 
tinuous stills.  The  brandy  is  light  and 

clean-tasting,  sometimes  having  sugar 
syrup  or  caramel  added  for  smoothness 
and  deeper  color.  American  brandy 
tends  to  be  nutty,  fruity,  and  slightly 

sweet.  Brandy  was  first  distilled  in  Cali- 
fornia by  Franciscan  padres,  from 

Criolla  grapes  which  became  known  as 

Mission  grapes.  The  Spanish  conquista- 
dors brought  the  vines  from  Spain  to 

Mexico,  thence  north  some  450  years 

ago  (you  didn't  think  wine  was  that  old 
in  America,  did  you?).  The  grapes  turn 

into  only  so-so  wine,  but  they  are  all 
right  for  brandy.  Brandy  is  not  exactly 
the  forte  of  the  new  world — so  little  hon- 

or does  it  have  in  its  own  country  that 

Alexis  Lichine's  fine  Encyclopedia  of 
Wines  and  Spirits  gives  it  no  more  than  a 

passing  mention — U.S.  brandy,  howev- 
er, is  exported  to  nearly  50  countries, 

and  California  alone  makes  more  brandy 
than  does  all  France. 

Brandy  production  is  super-concen- 
trated in  the  United  States,  4/5  of  the  to- 

tal output  coming  from  California,  with 
most  of  the  quality  product  made  in  the 
San  Joaquin  Valley.  American  brandy  is 

aged  in  well-seasoned  but  uncharred 
white  oak  barrels.  Unlike  Cognac, 

American  brandy  is  a  blend  of  both  po  c: 
and  continuous  distillation.  Both  ihes 

facts  contribute  to  making  it  taste  quit 
different  from  French  brandy.  It  musti; 

by  law,  be  aged  at  least  2  years.  Gooc

Cover 
with  a  piece  of  buttered  wax  paper  and 
place  in  a  larger  baking  or  roasting  pan  and 
pour  in  boiling  water  to  come  halfway  up 
the  sides  of  the  mold.  Bake  in  a  preheated 

350°  oven  45  minutes.  Let  cool  in  pan  45 
minutes  at  room  temperature,  then  chill  in 
the  refrigerator  at  least  3  hours. 
□  Mix  together  the  tomato  and  chopped 
basil  in  a  small  bowl.  Set  aside.  Place  the 

egg  yolks  in  a  bowl,  beat  lightly,  season 
with  salt,  pepper,  and  mustard,  then  beat  in 
the  oil  drop  by  drop  until  the  mayonnaise 
thickens.  Beat  in  the  rest  of  the  oil  by  table- 
spoonfuls.  Stir  in  the  chopped  watercress. 
□  Run  a  sharp  knife  dipped  in  warm  water 
around  the  edge  of  the  mousse  to  loosen. 
Invert  onto  a  serving  platter.  Cut  in  slices, 
place  on  individual  serving  plates,  and 
serve  with  a  spoonful  of  the  tomato  sauce

I  LIVING  WITH  PETS  I 

BY  PATRICIA  CURTIS 

When  your  pet  goes  visiting 

Q.  I'm  taking  my  dog  with  me  to 
spend  a  couple  of  weeks  at 
a  friend's  house.  What  should  I 
take  along  for  him? 
A.  I  would  attach  a  new  identification 

tag  to  your  dog's  collar  giving  your 
friend's  address  and  telephone  number. 
If  your  pet  gets  lost  and  is  found  running 

loose  in  the  new  place,  there's  no  point 
in  the  finder's  trying  to  contact  you  at 
home.  Be  sure  the  collar  and  I.D.  tag  are 
on  him  at  all  times  during  your  visit, 
even  in  the  house.  Your  dog  might  get 
out  somehow  and  wander  off. 

Take  his  food  and  water  bowls,  too — 
your  hostess  may  not  want  her  tableware 

used.  Don't  forget  his  brush  and  comb 
and  clean-up  equipment.  He'll  also  ap- 

preciate having  a  supply  of  his  favorite 
dog  biscuits  and  treats  and  a  few  of  his 
toys. 

It's  important  to  have  all  his  immuni- 
zations in  order,  including  a  recent  ra- 

bies shot.  Take  along  the  veterinarian's 
certificates  stating  that  your  dog  has  had 

these  shots.  Naturally,  you'll  have  with 
you  any  medicine  he  takes  regularly,  and 

it's  a  good  idea  to  bring  a  bottle  of  Kao- 
pectate,  too,  just  in  case  he  gets  a  stom- 

ach upset. 

Observe  good  rules  of  etiquette — be 
sure  to  take  a  couple  of  towels  and 
spread  them  for  him  to  he  on  in  your 

hostess's  house.  Having  his  own  bed  or 
cushion  to  sleep  on  will  comfort  him  and 
please  the  hostess.  Be  sure  not  to  let  him 
put  his  paws  up  on  a  table.  If  he  gets  wet 
in  the  rain  or  goes  swimming,  dry  him 
off  with  his  own  towels,  not  your 

friend's.  And  don't  let  him  disturb  any- 
one by  barking  when  you  go  out  and 

leave  him,  or  when  he  hears  unfamiliar 

noises.  If  he's  quiet  in  your  friend's 
house,  however,  don't  wear  him  out  by 
taking  him  everywhere  with  you.  Since 

you  don't  do  that  at  home,  it  will  just 
tire  him — he'd  probably  rather  pass  up  a 
sightseeing  tour  for  a  good  snooze. 

Q.  I'm  expecting  a  weekend  guest 
who's  going  to  bring  her  cat.  I  love 
cats  but  have  never  had  one  of  my 
own.  What  can  I  do  to  make  her  pet 
comfortable  in  my  house? 

A.  Your  friend  will  probably  bring  her 

cat's  food  and  its  feeding  and  water 
bowls,  but  you  might  get  it  cat  snacks  or 
some  good  fresh  catnip  for  a  treat.  (Un- 

less the  cat  has  a  kidney  ailment,  catnip 

won't  hurt  it,  and  the  cat  will  love  it.) 
Be  sure  to  keep  the  doors  to  the  room 

or  rooms  the  cat  will  occupy  closed.  It 
will  probably  be  nervous  at  first  in  the

strange  surroundings,  and  if  it  were  to  be 

frightened  by  anything,  or  simply  be- 
come curious,  it  might  try  to  get  out  and 

then  get  lost.  And  do  not  have  any  un- 
screened windows  open  at  all — on  the 

ground  floor  the  cat  will  jump  out  and 
get  lost,  and  on  any  higher  floor  you 

have  the  hazard  of  the  cat's  falling  out 
and  getting  hurt  or  killed.  (Even  some 
cat  owners  are  unaware  that  they  defi- 

nitely do  fall  out  of  windows.  A  cat  just 
sitting  on  a  sill  can  lose  its  balance;  a  cat 

chasing  a  fly  can  become  absent-minded 
and  sail  right  out  an  open  window  to  its death.) 

If  your  friend  hasn't  brought  the  cat's 
litterbox,  get  a  heavy  cardboard  carton 

and  line  it  with  plastic  wrap  and  newspa- 
per before  adding  litter.  Put  the  box 

where  the  cat  can  get  to  it  easily,  but  not 
in  the  same  area  where  it  will  be  fed. 

Remove  plants  from  the  room — some 
cats  are  plant  nibblers,  and  some  plants 
are  poisonous  to  cats.  To  avoid  accidents 
that  would  distress  both  you  and  the 

cat's  owner,  remove  any  delicate  things 
such  as  precious  bric-a-brac  or  a  hand- 

made woolly  afghan  that  the  cat  can 
knock  over  or  snag.  Cats  may  do  things 
in  a  strange  place  that  they  never  do  at 

home,  so  don't  put  the  animal  in  a  posi- 
tion where  it  must  be  continually  repri- 

manded. 

Q.  Some  friends  are  coming  to  spend 
the  day  and  bringing  their  dog.  We 
have  a  dog  of  our  own  who  is  usually 
good-natured.  Do  you  think  there  wil^ 
be  any  problem  with  the  two  dogs? 

A.  It's  impossible  to  tell  for  sure  if  twH 
dogs  will  like  each  other,  but  there  are  ;l 
few  steps  you  can  take  that  might  help! 
If  your  attitude  toward  the  visitor  is  welf 

coming  and  warm,  and  you  don't  com 
municate  any  anxiety  of  your  ovvnj 
your  dog  will  be  more  likely  to  bf 

friendly.  Another  point:  Have  twJ 
dogs  meet  first  outdoors,  in  the  froni 
yard  or  on  the  sidewalk,  not  in  th 
house  right  away.  Your  doj 

shouldn't  feel  his  castle  is  being  invade>l abruptly.  | 

If  the  two  dogs  seem  to  like  each  othj 
er,  let  them  romp  in  a  safe  place,  such  af 

a  fenced  yard  or  the  basement.  Don't  as] 
your  dog  to  share  his  toys  or  food  o| 

anything  else,  and  don't  give  them  a  ne\l 
toy — what  starts  out  as  a  friendly  gam] 
with  it  might  turn  into  a  confrontation.! 

In  the  unlikely  event  that  your  do) 

really  takes  strong  exception  to  the  visi 

tor,  it's  best  simply  to  keep  the  two  sepcj 
rated.  Confine  your  dog  for  the  day- 

he'll  probably  protest,  but  it  won't  hui| him  and  will  avoid  trouble.

Gridded  floor, 
fancy  footlights 
To  make  the  gridded  wood 
and  sisal  floor  like  the  one 
Bob  Lewis  designed  on  page 

175,  lay  lengthwise  strips  of 
wood,  then  glue  or  tack  sisal 

(or  carpet)  squares  in  be- 
tween, separate  with  rungs  of 

lumber,  to  create  a  grid  effect. 
Wood  and  sisal  should  be 

equal  in  thickness.  Here,  '/j- 
inch  sisal  matting  was  gridded 

by  a  double  layer  of  '/4-inch 
lattice  stripping.  This  floor  is 
based  on  30-inch  sisal 
squares,  like  the  furniture 
modules,  but  can  be  con- 

structed to  any  scale.  Time- 
saving  tip:  Cocoa  matting,  3 
feet  wide,  is  sold  by  the  foot, 
and  would  make  a  floor  based 

on  36-inch  squares  extra-easy 
to  install.  By  Import  Special- 

ists, it's  available  at  Conran's, 

New  York;  Crate  &  Barrel 
Warehouse  Store,  Chicago 
and  Cambridge;  Chase  Pitkin, 
Rochester.  Photographs  are 
lit  from  below  by  Halo  track 
fixtures  installed  in  a  recessed 

trough  built  into  the  sisal-cov- 
ered platforms  behind  the  sofa 

modules.  Track  requires  no 

special  wiring;  plugs  into  the 
nearest  wall  outlet.  This  is  a 

practical  lighting  solution  for 

renters  who  can't  install  re- 
cessed ceiling  lights,  and  you 

can  take  the  track  with  you 

when  you  move. 
Color  Note:  Ceiling  is  paint-

Enlarge  a  tilt-top  table,  or  any

Four  small  blocks 
of  wood  glued  beneath  the 
new  top  help  to  hold  it  in

Montreal  Floralies  1980 

Most  of  us  have  read  about  and  seen  pic- 
tures of  the  glorious  wildflowers  of  the 

Arctic  tundra,  with  Uttle  hope  of  ever 

getting  to  see  them  growing.  The  sum- 
mer of  1980  will  give  us  a  chance, 

though,  since  a  half-acre  peat  bog  from 

the  Hudson's  Bay  area  will  be  on  view  in 
Montreal.  Transported  in  frozen  chunks 
to  He  Notre  Dame  in  the  St.  Lawrence 

River,  the  far-northern  vegetation  will 

be  part  of  a  World's  Fair  of  Gardening, 
Floralies  1980.  This  will  be  the  first  Flor- 

alies to  be  held  in  the  Western  hemi- 

sphere, although  these  great  horticultur- 
al displays  have  been  seen  at  regular  in- 

tervals for  several  decades  in  Europe. 

Opening  May  17  with  a  weeklong  indoor 
flower  show  in  the  Olympic  Velodrome, 

the  horticultural  displays  will  move  out- 
doors from  May  3 1  to  September  1 .  You 

can  reach  He  Notre  Dame,  in  the  river 
just  south  of  Montreal,  from  the  U.S.

Glass  pots 

The  familiar  name  Pyrex  is  moving  from 
the  kitchen  stove  to  the  plant  window. 
Plant  Helpers,  a  new  line  of  glassware 
from  Corning,  uses  the  familiar  sturdy 

Pyrex  in  flower  pots,  saucers,  and  propa- 
gating domes,  and  glass  marbles  for 

rooting  cuttings.  Less  fragile  than  clay 

pots,  these  new  ones  have  the  further  ad- 
vantage of  being  algae-resistant  and  may 

be  sterilized  in  a  dishwasher  just  like 
cooking  utensils.  An  intriguing  idea  for 
windowsill  gardeners  is  the  use  of  glass 

marbles  as  a  rooting  medium.  They're 
completely  sterile,  and  provide  just  the 
right  balance  between  air  and  moisture 

to  get  cuttings  off  to  a  fast  start,  particu- 
larly when  a  saucer  of  them  is  covered 

by  one  of  the  Corning  glass  domes.  Pot

Peat  is  vegetable  matter  that  has  bei 
compacted  and  partly  decayed  und 
water.  It  is  formed  naturally,  as  plan 
grow  and  die  and  are  renewed  from  ye 
to  year.  All  kinds  of  vegetation  may  b 
come  peat,  but  only  two  types  are  ava 
able  in  large  enough  quantities  to 
used  commercially.

GROWING  VEGETABLES  IN  CONTAINERS 

BY  LOUISE  RIOTTE 

From  8-inch  pots  of  chives  for  a  window 
sill  to  5-gallon  plastic  trash  cans  for 
summer  squash,  almost  any  container  is 

satisfactory  if  it's  large  enough  to  hold 
your  vegetable  crop  when  it's  fully 
grown.  Even  open  laundry  baskets,  plas- 

tic or  wicker,  can  be  modified  by  lining 

them  with  plastic  sheeting.  (Punch  '/,- 
inch  drainage  holes  along  the  sides  near 
the  bottom.) 

Full  sun  is  best  for  most  vegetables 
and  herbs.  Leafy  vegetables  (lettuce, 
cabbage,  mustard  greens)  can  stand 
more  shade  than  root  vegetables  (beets, 
radishes,  turnips).  Root  vegetables  can 
stand  more  shade  than  fruiting  vegeta- 

bles (tomatoes,  cucumbers,  eggplant, 
peppers),  which  do  poorly  in  shade. 

The  best  outdoor  planting  date  in  one 
area  may  be  days  or  weeks  from  the  best 
in  another.  Temperatures  differ  even  a 
few  miles  apart.  Cities,  for  example,  are 
often  5  to  10  degrees  warmer  than  their 
suburbs.  You  will  need  to  know — for 

your  locality — the  average  date  of  the 
last  killing  frost  in  spring,  and  the  first 
in  the  fall.  Many  seeds  and  plants  can  be 
set  out  before  the  danger  of  frost  is  past, 
as  well  as  after,  but  those  that  need 

warm  soil  are  cucumbers,  eggplant,  pep- 
pers, summer  squash,  tomatoes. 

You  can  start  any  seed  indoors  early. 

Try  peat  pots  or  pellets,  or  sliced  milk 
cartons  filled  with  sterile  potting  mix. 
Plant  to  the  correct  depth  and  cover 
lightly  with  sterile  milled  sphagnum  peat 

moss  to  prevent  "damping-off."  Moisten from  the  bottom,  then  enclose  the  seed 

trays  in  a  plastic  bag  or  mini-greenhouse 
until  the  seedlings  emerge.  Transplant  to 
larger  containers  after  the  first  two 
leaves  are  fully  developed,  being  careful 
not  to  disturb  the  roots.  Plants  may  be 
gradually  hardened  off  (put  outdoors 

during  the  day,  brought  in  when  tem- 
perature drops  at  night)  for  2  weeks  be- 

fore moving  them  permanently  out- 
doors. Like  some  apartment  gardeners 

who  have  very  good  sun,  you  may  also 
have  success  growing  them  as  edible 
house  plants.

Days  from  seed  to 
harvest:  50  up.  Planting  depth  of  seed:  1 
inch.  Space  between  plants:  18  inches. 

One  bush  type  per  5-gallon  container. 
Tomatoes.  Days  from  seed  to  harvest: 
55  up.  Planting  depth  of  seed:  V2  inch. 
Space  between  plants:  14  to  36  inches, 
depending  on  variety.  Stake  large  ones. 
Larger  return  and  more  fun  than  any 
other  vegetable! 
Turnips.  Days  from  seed  to  harvest:  35 

up.  Planting  depth  of  seed:  Vi  inch. 
Space  between  plants:  3  inches.  Harvest 
when  2  inches  in  diameter.

that's  pure  adobe  and  purely  natural. 
"The  proportions  are  astonishing,"  says 
owner  Bob  Clouse.  "As  in  all  true  adobe 
houses,  they  are  instinctively,  primitive- 

ly right.  There  isn't  a  square  corner  or 
symmetrical  construction  anywhere.  We 

almost  didn't  want  to  put  furniture  in 
it."  But  they  did,  and  with  the  help  of  in- 

terior designer  John  Alexander  the  room 
was  decorated  to  encourage  its  simple, 

soft-edged  essence.  To  make  the  room 
easy  to  live  in  and  maintain,  wood  floors 
were  replaced  with  glazed  tiles  brought 
back  from  Mexico,  and  furniture  was 

covered  in  inexpensive,  washable  paint- 
er's canvas.  Mrs.  Clouse  made  the  coffee 

table  herself  from  an  apricot  tree  stump 

and  a  heavy,  bevel-edged  sheet  of  glass. 
In  keeping  with  their  enthusiasm  for  the 
timelessness  of  natural  things,  Mr.  and 
Mrs.  Clouse  collect  primitive  arts  and 

crafts.  The  pillows  are  made  from  Afri- 
can mud  cloth — cotton  that  is  designed 

with  mud,  then  dipped  into  two  African 
lakes  to  make  the  mud  stain  the  fabric 

permanently  black.  Beside  the  couch  is  a 
Philippine  wedding  chest  of  blackened 
teak  with  mother-of-pearl  inlay.  On  the 
chest,  an  American  Indian  toy  figure 
curls  up  in  the  foliage  of  a  cymbidium 
orchid.  All  are  examples  of  the  calming 
combinations  of  black  and  white  found 

in  nature.  There's  nothing  stark  or  harsh 
about  them.  The  130-year-old  adobe  is  a 
protective  host.  Mud-brick  walls  make  it 
cool  in  summer;  in  winter,  fireplaces  in 
every  room  are  fed  with  eucalyptus 
branches  from  around  the  house. 

Smooth,  natural  texture  of  walls  helps 
create  the  flow  that  travels  through  the 
house.  The  wailful  of  window  makes  the 

brilliantly-flowered  shade  garden  part  of 

the  room.  Says  Mrs.  Clouse:  "We  believe 
the  closer  you  live  to  nature,  the  happier 

you'll  be."

Furniture  fitness 

Heavy  socks  slipped  on  furni- 
ture legs  will  protect  both 

floors  and  furniture  when  it 

comes  to  moving. 

Leather  furniture  should  be 

kept  away  from  heat  or  high 

humidity.  Don't  put  it  near 
radiators,  and  to  keep  the 
leather  in  shape,  give  it  a  good 
rubbing  occasionally  with 
leather  polish  or  saddle  soap. 

Wobbly  drawer  handles?  Coat 
the  screw  with  nail  polish  and 
the  handle  will  stick  to  it. 

If  possible,  turn  rugs  every 
now  and  then  for  even  wear  in 

a  room.  And  avoid  running 

wires  under  the  carpet.  Cur- 
tains that  hang  in  sunny  win- 
dows should  also  be  rotated,  if 

possible,  for  even  wear. 

To  keep  your  cat  off  the  sofa, 
tuck  a  few  moth  balls  inside 
the  cushions. 

Fabric  lampshades  can  be 
washed  in  the  bathtub  with 

lukewarm  water  and  mild 

soap,  then  set  in  the  sun  to 
dry.  Be  sure  they  dry  quickly, 
so  the  frames  do  not  rust. 

Have  brass  doorknobs,  hard- 
ware, and  candlesticks  lac- 

quered, and  you  won't  have  to 
polish  again. 

Kitchen  keep-up 

To  keep  the  refrigerator  run- 
ning efficiently,  vacuum  its 

coils  at  least  twice  a  year. 

Remember  that  a  freezer  op- 
erates most  efficiently  when 

full,  but  a  refrigerator  oper- 
ates most  efficiently  when 

roomy — for  air  to  circulate. 
Keep  everything  in  the  freezer 
well  labeled.  If  you  have  a 
busy  week  ahead,  cook  extra 
meals  on  Sunday  to  freeze  and 
reheat  during  the  week. 

When  buying  new  appli- 
ances, check  with  Consumer 

Buyers  Reports,  friends'  rec- ommendations, and  the  avail- 
ability of  service  in  your  area. 

Also  look  for  the  new  yellow- 
and-black  Energy  Guide  la- 

bels (see  page  86)  that  will  tell 

you  the  estimated  yearly  ener- 
gy costs  of  operation. 

To  renew  old  sponges,  soak 
them  in  cold  salt  water. 

Keep  the  sink  smelling  fresh 

by  putting  ground-up  lemon 
rinds  in  the  garbage  disposal. 

Always  remove  the  wall  plug 

first  when  unplugging  detach- 
able-cord appliances. 

Green  thumbs-up 
Cut  up  old  sponges  into 
squares  to  cover  the  drain 
holes  of  flowerpots. 

If  you're  gomg  away  without 
leaving  a  plant  sitter  behind, 
be  kind  to  your  green  friends: 
Water  well,  and  cover  with 

 / individual  plastic  bags.  Or, 

consider  "The  Plant  Watch- 
er," an  umbrella-like  plastic 

terrarium  that  will  keep 

plants  moist  for  up  to  10 
weeks.  Available  in  three

To  keep  cut  flowers  fresher 

longer,  use  a  mixture  of  2  ta- 
blespoons vinegar  and  3  table- 

spoons sugar  for  each  quart  of 
warm  water. 

Painters'  ploys 
To  catch  the  drips  when 

you're  painting,  take  an  old 
tennis  ball,  cut  it  in  half,  and 

make  a  small  hole  in  the  cen- 
ter, so  it  can  slide  up  the 

brush  handle. 

Apply  a  coat  of  polyurethane 
to  a  window  sill  after  scraping 

and  repainting — the  sill  will 
be  a  breeze  to  clean  with  a 

damp  cloth. 

When  painting  a  room,  keep 

some  Popsicle  sticks  handy. 
Just  dip  them  in  the  paint  and 
use  later  to  match  wallcolor- 
ing  with  fabrics,  furnishings.

To  clean  out  the  coffee  pot, 
brew  one  cycle  with  vinegar 
alone.  Or,  let  the  pot  stand 
overnight  filled  with  vinegar. 

Windows  will  shine  when 

cleaned  with  vinegar.  So,  too, 

will  the  surfaces  of  appli- 
ances— chrome,  steel,  enamel, 

aluminum. 

Add  a  cup  of  vinegar  to  the 

rinse  cycle  of  the  washing  ma- 
chine to  cut  soapy  residue. 

When  added  to  the  wash  cy- 
cle of  the  dishwasher,  vinegar 

helps  cut  down  spots. 

Baking  soda  is  a  natural  fire 
extinguisher  for  oil  and  grease 
fires  in  the  kitchen. 

Clean  clogged  drains  with  a 
mixture  of  one  handful  baking 

soda,  'Z:  cup  vinegar.  Cover 
drain  a  few  minutes;  flush 
with  cold  water.  Or,  pour  a 
cup  of  boiling  vinegar  down 
drain;  cover;  then  follow  with 
flush  of  cold  water. 

Use  a  paste  of  baking  soda  in- 
stead of  an  abrasive  cleaner 

on  pots  and  pans,  counter- 
tops,  sinks,  and  tubs. 

Vinegar  works  wonders  to 
clean  Venetian  blinds.  And, 
when  heated,  it  will  remove 

paint  spots  from  your  win- 
dowpanes.

Don't  overestimate  your  pow- 
ers of  cleaning.

to  clean  up  from  cleaning.  For

The  Aby  cat 
comeback 

What  animal  is  as  beautiful 

as  a  jaguar  and  as 
affectionate  as  a  real 

pussycat?  The  Abyssinian 

cat,  and  it's  growing  in 
popularity.  Intelligent, 
curious,  lively,  yet  perfectly 
adapted  to  living  in  a  house 
or  apartment,  this  animal 
truly  gives  you  the  pleasure 
of  owning  a  miniature  tiger. 
The  little  aristocrat,  once  a 

rarity,  is  believed  to  be 
descended  from  the  sacred 
cats  of  the  ancient  Egyptian 
Pharoahs  and  the  semiwild 
cats  of  what  is  today 

Ethiopia.  The  Aby's  coloring 
is  unique:  Its  dense  coat  is 
either  Ruddy  (brownish)  or 

Red  (coppery),  with  delicate 
brown  or  black  markings  in 
a  subtle  pattern  called 

"ticking."  Its  body  is  lithe, 
the  head  relatively  small, 
with  large  ears,  and  gold  or 
green  eyes.  The  largest  cat 
breeder  organization.

Licorice  lor  lovers, 

and  others 

Licorice,  that  ever-present 
black  confection  of 
childhood  dreams, 
comes  from  the  root  of 

a  common  perennial 
Mediterranean  herb. 
There  seems  to  be  no 
source  of  seeds  this 
side  of  the  ocean. 

Although  for  some  of 

you  this  spells  less 
than  tragedy,  for 

others,  diehard 
aficionados  of 

licorice's  unique 
taste,  its  absence  is  a 

disappointment. 
Take  heart.  Lovers 

and  haters  can  grow 
almost  identical  plants 

to  delight  both. 
Helichrysum,  a  broad  and 

spreading  herb,  comes  in 
two  flavors.  A  tantalizing 

licorice  odor  emanates  from 
the  crushed  leaves  of  H. 

petiolatum.  Its  cousin  H. 

angustifolium  offers  the  non- licorice  lover  an  olfactory 
bouquet  of  curry  straight 
from  the  restaurants  along 
Conant  Circle  in  Calcutta. 
Neither  plant,  though, 

should  be  used  in  cooking. 

Their  fragrances  are 
diverse,  but  their  appearance 
less  so.  Both  plants  have 
elongated  silver-gray  foliage 
which  pleasantly  contrasts 
with  more  traditionally-hued 
window-sill  herbs.  H. 

angustifolium  is  a  bushy 

grower,  while  H.  petiolatum 
trails  its  fragrant  boughs 

from  the  edge  of  the  pot. 

To  help  keep  growth  lush 
and  dense,  give  these  plants 
your  sunniest  window,  and 
trim  frequently  to  keep  them 
branching  anew.  If  you  are  a 
fluorescent-light  gardener, 
grow  them  with  their  tops  6 
inches  or  less  from  the  tubes. 

Their  potting  soil  should  not 
be  overrich,  and  the  plants 

will  benefit  if  a  half- 
teaspoonful  of  lime  is  mixed 

into  each  three-pot's  worth of  soil.  Fertilize  with  a 
dilute-balanced  solution  at 
each  watering,  taking  care 
not  to  let  the  soil  dry  out. 

And  don't  worry  about  the 
cold  in  these  energy-pinched 
times.  The  plants  will  do 
well  with  night  temperatures 
as  low  as  the  40s.

DEAR  HOUSE  &  GARDEN

Closet  floors  clariied 

Q.  I'd  like  to  paint  the  wood  floor 
in  a  small  closet.  It  has 
never  been  painted  before. 
How  should  I  proceed? 

~S.F.,  Westfield,  N.J. 

A.  Empty  and  vacuum  the  closet.  Open 
the  nearest  windows  wide,  then  scrub 

closet  floor  with  a  cheesecloth  rag  moist- 
ened with  turpentine  or  paint  thinner — 

to  remove  any  wax  or  polish  that  may  be 
on  the  floor.  (Never  use  turpentine  or 
thinner  around  flames,  and  immediately 
afterwards  saturate  cheesecloth  rag  with 
cold  water  and  discard  in  outdoor  bin.) 

Then  paint  with  two  coats  of  high-gloss 

enamel:  Thin  the  paint  you're  going  to 
use  for  the  first  coat  by  10  to  15  percent 
with  turpentine  or  paint  thinner,  so  it 
can  sink  into  and  seal  the  wood  better 
and  form  a  better  bond.  Let  first  coat 

dry  thoroughly  (about  4  to  8  hours), 
then  use  unthinned  enamel  for  second 

coat.  Since  a  closet  may  get  little  ventila- 
tion even  when  windows  and  doors  are 

open,  you  may  wish  to  speed  up  the  dry-

ing  of  the  enamel  by  standing  an  electric 

fan  just  outside  the  closet — but  vacuum 
the  room  beforehand  if  you  do. 

Cork  concern 

Q.  I've  just  pried  cork  tiles  from  my 
wallS/  but  particles  have  been  left 
behind.  How  can  I  remove  them? 

— B.A.L.,  Ronkonkoma,  N.Y. 

A.  Look  for  a  washable  sanding  sponge 
at  your  hardware  dealer  (Quick  Sand  is 
one  brand  and  has  a  coarse  and  a  fine 

side).  Or  substitute  sandpaper  wrapped 
around  a  block  of  scrap  wood,  or  coarse 
metal  soap  pads.  Dip  any  of  these  in  hot, 
detergenty  water  and  scrub  down  the 

wall,  gradually  increasing  the  pressure 
until  the  particles  are  removed.  Wipe 
wall  down  with  rinse  water,  then  dry. 

Underground  information 

Q.  Because  of  the  energy  problem, 
we'd  like  to  build  our  next  house 

into  the  side  of  a  hill.  We  can't  find 
any  information,  other  than  an  oc- 

casional photograph.  Can  you  help? 
— S.M.,  Tucson,  Ariz. 

A.  We've  shown  three  "underground" houses.  You  can  look  for  these  issues  at

tise of  a  specialized  professional."  He 
adds,  "The  ancient  art  of  earth-sheltered 
building  has  been  rediscovered  relatively 
recently,  and  each  new  structure  breaks 
new  ground  not  only  literally  but  figura

Q.  I  bought  this  rocker  at  a  flea  market 
and  know  nothing  about  it.  Can  you 
help  me?

A.  Platform  rocking  chairs,  such  as 
yours,  were  extremely  popular  in  our 
country  in  the  late  1800s.  Your  wicker 
example  of  that  era  and  provenance  is 
rare,  as  they  were  generally  made  of 
wood  and  comfortably  upholstered. 

English  oil  lamp 

Q.  Is  it  possible  for  you  to  tell  me  where 
and  when  my  oil  lamp  was  made,  and

A.  Your  lamp  was  made  al  th^  D.)u!- 
ton,  Burslem  factory  between  1891  an(' 
1901  The  Doult')n  Slater  Paten!  v  :i  > 
particular  method  of  dccf)ration  (It  >i  , 
oped  by  John  Slater,  the  Doulton  art  di- 
rectf)r  of  the  period.  Materials  such  as 
lace  and  other  fabrics  were  impressetl 

into  the  surface  of  the  clay  before  the 
ware  was  fired,  leaving  an  embossed 
decorative  pattern  over  the  surface.  The 
numbers  on  the  base  relate  to  the  pattern 

and  shape  of  this  particular  piece.  Al- 
though made  in  considerable  numbers  at 

the  time,  lamps  of  this  type  are  now  rare 
and  sought  after  by  collectors. 

Old  upright 

Q.  My  piano  has  "William  T.  Stoddard, 
Patent  Piano  Forte  Maker,  London"  on 
it.  Also,  "C.A.  Cooke  1400."  What  can 
you  tell  me  about  it? 

F.  E.  M.— Odessa,  Tex. 

A.  William  Stoddard  manufactured  pi- 
anos in  London  for  many  years  at  about 

the  turn  of  the  century.  Your  piano  ap- 
pears to  have  been  made  between 

1875-1880.  Cooke  was  the  supplier  and 
is  still  in  business  in  the  city  of  Norwich. 

Sake  set 

Q.  Can  you  tell  me  how  old  these  sake 
bottles  are  and  something  about  the  use 
of  the  drink?  B.  B.— Radnor,  Pa. 

A.  Your  sake  bottles  are  of  19th-cen- 
tury Japanese  manufacture.  The  one 

with  the  bamboo  design  was  probably 
made  at  Arita,  the  other  two  at  Seto. 
From  early  limes,  sake  or  rice  wine  was 

made  in  Japan  by  pressure  and  fermen- 
tation. It  is  important  to  Shintoism  and 

is  r<';;ularly  offered  to  a  Shinto  shrine 
ant!  all.'ir.

Spode  pattern 

Q.  I  am  trying  to 
trace  my  Spode  pat- 

tern from  the  num- 
ber 2117.  What  can 

you  tell  me  about  it? 
R.  A.  R. 

—Great  Falls,  Mont. 

A.  Your  pattern  number  2117  is  record- 
ed in  Spode  pattern  books.  It  dates  from 

about  1814,  but  unfortunately  Spode 
does  not  have  any  evidence  to  show 

what  its  name  is.  The  pattern  is  also  il- 

lustrated (No.  292)  in  Leonard  Whiter's 
book  Spode,  which  is  the  collector's  bi- 

ble. Spode  produced  a  good  selection  of 
durable  stone  china  and  the  patterns 
were  almost  always  of  an  Oriental  type, 
generally  outlined  by  means  of  transfer 
printing,  then  colored  by  hand. 

Bird  lithographs 

Q.  I  have  a  litho- 
graph  that  is 
signed  by  John 
Gould  and  would 

like  to  know  some- 
thing about  him. 

C.  A.  P. 
— Abilene,  Tex. 

A.  In  1832,  John  Gould  (1804-1881), 

English  ornithologist,  published  his  Cen- 
tury of  Birds  of  the  Himalaya  Moun- 
tains, which  marked  the  beginning  of  his 

series  of  ornithological  works — The 
Birds  of  Europe  (5  volumes,  1832-1837); 
The  Birds  of  Australia  (7  volumes, 

1840-1848);  The  Birds  of  Asia  (7  vol- 
umes, 1850-1883);  The  Birds  of  Great 

Britain  (5  volumes,  1863-1873);  and 
others.  Altogether  they  make  up  more 
than  40  folio  volumes  and  contain  more 

than  3,000  colored  plates.  Your  drawing 
of  two  birds  may  or  may  not  be  in  one  of 
these  volumes,  as  all  his  drawings  were 
not  included  in  them.

How  a  perfume  is  bom 

Fashion  editors  call  it  "the  invisible 

accessory" — unique  as  your  finger- 
print, yet  miraculously  consistent.  In- 
dustry professionals  call  it  an  intangible 

reality.  You  and  I  call  it  perfume. 

Everyone  has  her  favorite,  and  like  en- 
joying fine  wines,  everyone  enjoys  savor- 

ing and  comparing  the  varieties  as  they 
are  introduced.  But  how  much  do  you 
know  about  the  manufacture  of  a  fine 

fragrance?  There  can  be  a  lot  more  to 
enjoying  a  perfume  than  two  quick 
spritzes  at  the  beginning  of  your  day. 

To  begin  with,  there's  a  language  of 
perfumery  that  resembles  the  language 

of  music  and  fine  winemaking.  Fra- 
grances are  made  of  many  separate 

scents  which  must  "accord"  or  "harmo- 

nize." A  fragrance  must  also  divide  into 
three  separate  scents,  each  built  around 

a  distinctive  "note."  A  perfumer's  work- 
bench is  called  an  "organ."  It  holds 

some  500  amber-colored  bottles  of  pre- 
cious oils  on  shelves  that  are  tiered  like 

the  banks  of  organ  keys.  Every  bottle  is 

within  arm's  reach,  arranged  alphabeti- 
cally. Men  and  women  who  have  been 

rigorously  trained  to  distinguish  between 
minute  variations  of  smell  are  called 

"noses."  They  determine  when  a  fra- 
grance is  perfectly  "balanced"  and 

"round."  The  creation  of  a  fine  perfume 
is  the  result  of  teamwork.  Here's  a 
streamlined  sketch  of  an  enormously 
complex  process  that  will  help  you  un- 

derstand why  perfume  is  so  frightfully 

expensive,  why  it's  worth  it,  and  how  to 
go  about  selecting  the  two  or  three  that 

are  uniquely  yours.

different  ingredients. 
Perfume  is  made  by  blending  essential 

oils  in  minute  parts,  fixing  them  in  a 

base,  and  then  diluting  the  blend  with  al- 
cohol and  water.  The  base  secures  the 

consistent  timed-release  of  the  fragrance. 
The  alcohol  or  water  helps  its  powers  of 
diffusion.  Perfumery  is  an  ancient  art 
which  has  been  modernized  without  be- 

ing compromised.  For  example,  you 
may  know  that  perfumes  today  contain 
more  and  more  synthetics.  Synthetic 

does  not  carry  the  connotation  of  artifi- 
ciality that  it  does  in  other  industries. 

Rose  and  jasmine,  and  the 
oils  extracted  from  these 

two  flowers,  support  the 

fragrance  industry.  But  if  a 
crop  of  either  one  failed 

you'd  still  have  your  favor- 
ite fragrance,  because  the 

oils  can  be  perfectly  repro- 
duced in  the  laboratories. 

This  is  also  true  of  the  fixa- 

tives. Long  taken  from  na- 
ture at  the  peril  of  the 

whale  and  cat,  fixatives, 

too,  are  government-con- trolled through  laboratory 
manufacture.  The  oils  that 

make  perfume  blends  come 
from  such  raw  materials  as 
flowers,  barks,  leaves, 
fruit,  roots,  grasses,  woods, 

gums,  balsams,  berries, 
seeds,  twigs,  and  buds.  The 
methods  for  oil  extraction 

vary  from  country  to  coun- 
try, but  the  most  modern 

method  is  through  distilla- 
tion by  vacuum  pressure, 

which  turns  oil  to  vapor  to 
oil  again  while  separating 

components  of  essential  oil 
esters.  For  example,  an  ex 

traction  of  rose  can  be  broken  into 

100,000  parts.  (Scientists  say  that  a  sin 
gle  drop  of  water  can  be  vaporized  into  2 
million  separate  parts.)  The  master  per 
fumer  knows  how  many  parts  to  blend 

with  how  many  of  some  other  sub- 
stance— this  should  tell  you  the  com- 

plexity of  the  blending!  And  there  are 
almost  countless  varieties  of  flowers, 

seeds,  fruits,  and  other  materials  he  or 

she  has  to  choose  from.  But  it  is  impor- 
tant to  know  that  perfumes  are  not  cre- 
ated by  endless  Irial-and-error  composi-

tions.  A  perfume  is  first  a  mental  image 
in  the  mind  of  the  perfumer.  The  scent 
occurs  to  the  artist  as  an  image  just  as  a 
new  dish  will  occur  to  a  great  chef. 

Perfumes  are  divided  into  fragrance 

families  which  help  identify  and  catego- 
rize the  elusive  aura  of  the  scent.  Most 

professionals  agree  on  these  divisions  of 
scent:  Single-note  florals,  Floral  Bou- 

quets, Chypre  (oakmoss  base),  Green, 
Woodsy-Mossy,  Fruity,  Spicy,  Modern 
(aldehydic),  Oriental  Blend,  and  Leather 
and  Tobacco.  Scents  are  also  divided 
into  masculine  and  feminine  notes,  but 

everyone  agrees  that  people  wear  what 
they  like,  not  necessarily  what  is  thought 
to  be  appropriate  to  men  or  to  women. 

Scents  also  have  "vogues."  Think  of  the 
lemon  craze  in  the  '60s,  the  herbal  craze 
in  the  70s.  The  '80s?  Who  knows?  At 
the  moment  rich  Oriental  Blends  are 

popular,  but  the  decade  is  still  young. 
A  perfume  blend  is  consistent  in  all 

three  of  its  fragrance  forms.  Perfume  is 

the  strongest,  richest,  longest-lasting 
preparation  of  a  scent  because  it  has  the 

highest  ratio  of  oil  to  alcohol.  Toilet  wa- 
ter, the  next  strongest  form,  has  more  al- 

cohol. Cologne,  the  lightest  form,  has  the 
most  alcohol  and  often  at  a  lower  proof. 

Where  does  the  individuality  come  in? 

On  your  skin,  of  course.  Your  skin's 
chemistry  acts  with  the  oil  in  the  fra- 

grance, and  it  subtly  changes  what 

you've  taken  out  of  the  bottle.  You  may 
love  a  scent,  but  it  may  not  love  you. 
Judging  a  fragrance  for  the  first  time  is 
as  highly  a  subjective  choice  as  wearing 

it.  It  doesn't  smell  the  same  way  in  the 
bottle  to  everyone.  Highly  complex  ma- 

chinery is  used  to  ensure,  though,  that 

the  fragrance  is  exact  in  every  aspect  be- 
fore it  is  bottled.  It  is  also  tested  so  that 

it  won't  be  ruined  easily.  You  should  do 
your  share  to  protect  your  investment. 
According  to  the  Fragrance  Foundation, 
a  nonprofit  professional  association 
within  the  industry,  here  are  a  few  rules 
to  observe: 

Use  your  fragrance, 

don't  hoard  it — 

Perfume  not  worn 

is  perfume  wasted 

Store  perfumes  away  from  extremes  of 

heat  and  cold.  Though  perfume  is  pre- 

cious, it's  made  to  be  tough.  Freezing  or 
heat  caused  by  sunlight  piercing  its  glass 

bottle,  however,  may  destroy  the  chemi- 
cal balance. 

Apply  a  fragrance  to  your  skin  when 

you're  considering  a  new  scent.  Wait  10 
minutes  before  you  make  your  decision. 
The  fragrance  will  have  had  enough  time 

IP 
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to  develop,  and  it  will  have  had  a  chance 
to  act  with  your  own  chemistry.  Limit 

yourself  to  three  such  tests.  Olfactory-fa- 
tigue is  real.  Your  nose  turns  off! 

Wear  a  lighter  fragrance  in  hot,  humid 
weather  Heat  intensifies  fragrance.  Save 

your  exotics  for  cooler  weather. 

Use  your  fragrance,  don't  hoard  it.  If  you 
don't  use  it  often,  you  may  find  to  your 
disappointment  that  it  has  evaporated. 
Perfume  bottle  stoppers  are  made  today 
with  a  thin  film  of  plastic  wrapped 

around  the  stopper  which  inhibits  evap- 

oration, but  it  can't  totally  prevent  it. 
Don't  put  fragrance  on  fur  It  may  stain. 
Be  objective  about  a  fragrance  you  ad- 

mire on  someone  else;  it  may  not  suit 

your  chemistry.  Pay  attention  to  the 
comments  of  others  about  your  fra- 

grance. Don't  continue  to  wear  a  fra- 
grance that  bothers  someone  else.  The 

natural  oils  can  be  a  source  of  nasal  irri- 

tation. Besides,  it's  more  considerate. 
Your  selection  of  a  fragrance  is  very 

special.  The  days  of  the  "signature  fra- 
grance" are  past,  a  time  when  a  woman 

wore  one  scent  and  one  only  through  her 

life.  "Today  we  enjoy  a  "wardrobe"  of 
fragrances  to  suit  our  moods  as  well  as 

our  occasions,"  says  Mr.  Blass.  Try  a 
wide  variety  through  samples  wherever 
possible.  And  if  you  are  given  a  gift  of  a 

fragrance  you've  never  tried,  don't  open 
it  until  you  can  get  to  a  fragrance 
counter  for  a  test.  Perfume  not  worn  is 

perfume  wasted. The  1980s  will  see  a  tremendous 

growth  in  the  variety  of  fragrances  made 
for  men,  and  fragrances  for  the  home 
will  also  come  into  their  own  as  perfume 

blends  are  perfected  and  combined  with 
natural  flowers,  buds,  twigs,  and  other 

potpourri  ingredients.  ■

Today's  car  designers 
follow  the  latest 

trends  in  color  and 

fabric  to  make 

small  cars  look 

spacious  and  inviting 

There's  a  new  emphasis  on  color, 
pattern,  and  fabric  in  automobile 

interiors,  and  car  designers  must  keep  up 
with  the  latest  fashion  trends.  In  fact, 

they  have  to  stay  slightly  ahead.  Cars  are 

designed  2  to  3  years  before  they  actual- 
ly go  on  sale.  If  everyone  will  be  wearing 

gray  tweed  in  1983,  automobile  design- 
ers need  to  know. 
Because  new  cars  are  smaller  and 

more  alike  each  year,  as  the  engineers 
search  for  better  fuel  economy,  designers 
must  find  new  ways  to  make  small,  boxy 

cars  seem  spacious  and  luxurious,  with- 
out adding  unnecessary  weight.  As 

George  Moon,  General  Motors's  execu- 
tive designer  in  charge  of  interiors, 

points  out,  even  though  cars  are  getting 
smaller,  people  have  remained  the  same 
size.  In  addition  to  making  cars  seem 
roomier,  designers  must  make  the  interi- 

or seem  more  luxurious,  with  richer  (but 

lighter)  fabrics,  and  more  pleasing  in  de- 
sign. Small  cars  now  cost  as  much  as 

large  cars,  so  "perceived  value"  in  luxu- 
rious interiors  is  very  important. 

According  to  Roy  Axe,  the  British- 

born  creator  of  Chrysler's  Omni/Hori- 
zon subcompact,  designers  are  making 

windows  larger  to  brighten  the  interior, 
moving  the  dashboard  away  from  the 
passengers,  using  slim  bucket  seats, 
grouping  all  instruments  in  a  small  pod 
in  front  of  the  driver,  and  fitting  a  small- 

er steering  wheel.  These  -'isual  tricks 
make  the  interior  feel  moi  spacious, 
even  though  the  size  remains  th  r  same. 

Fabrics  and  colors  must  be  chosen  for 
the  same  reason.  Neuiral  colors  make 
the  interior  seem  larger,  just  as  white 
walls  enlarge  a  room.

CAR  CARE:  CHANGING  THE  OIL 

A complex  blend  of  petroleum  prod- 
ucts, oil  becomes  dirty,  thus  re- 

duced in  efficiency,  as  you  drive.  Most 

manufacturers  require  an  oil  change  ev- 
ery 7,500  miles  to  keep  your  new-car 

warranty  valid,  but  you  should  change 
the  oil  each  spring  and  fall  to  get  ready 
for  a  new  season,  no  matter  how  many 

miles  you've  traveled  since  the  last  oil 
change.  An  oil  change  takes  only  min- 

utes, costs  less  than  $10,  and  requires 
the  simplest  tools. 
Things  you  will  need:  (1.)  Clothes  you 
can  get  dirty,  since  no  matter  how  hard 
you  try,  some  of  the  oil  will  end  up  on 

you.  (2.)  SAE  lOW-40,  API  Service 
Classification  SE  oil.  Most  big  American 

cars  need  5  quarts  of  oil;  many  Ameri- 
can subcompacts  and  most  imported 

cars  need  only  4;  some  foreign  sports 

cars  take  as  much  as  10.  Your  owner's 

manual  usually  has  a  list  of  "capacities" 
in  which  you'll  find  "oil  capacity"  or 
"sump  capacity."  It  might  also  say,  "add 
1  quart  for  oil  filter."  which  you  should 
do,  since  it's  largely  ineffective  to  change 
the  oil  without  changing  the  dirty  oil  fil- 

ter, too.  The  1  quart  of  dirty  oil  in  the 
old  filter  will  instantly  contaminate  the 

fresh  oil  if  the  filter  isn't  changed  first. 
(3.)  A  new  oil  filter,  specifically  made 
for  your  car.  There  are  about  a  dozen 
oil-filter  designs  used  for  all  cars,  and 
the  box  will  list  the  cars  which  that  filter

wraps  around  the  old  oil  filter  and  pro- 
vides a  handle  by  which  you  can  remove 

the  filter.  This  wrench  costs  between 

$1.50  and  $5,  depending  on  quality  and 
type.  The  best  looks  like  a  big  spring  and 
fits  over  the  end  of  the  oil  filter. 

Step  one;  The  best  time  to  change  the  oil 
is  after  the  engine  has  been  run.  The  oil 
will  be  warm  and  flow  out  more  easily 
and  completely.  Engine  parts  may  still 
be  hot,  however,  so  be  careful.  Park  the 
car  on  the  level,  parking  brake  on. 
Step  two;  The  bottom  of  the  engine  is 
covered  by  a  pan  which  holds  the  oil. 
Slide  under  the  car  on  your  back,  just 
behind  the  front  left  tire.  In  the  center  of 

the  car  you'll  see  the  smooth  bottom  of 
the  pan  hanging  down  below  most  ev- 

erything else.  At  the  lowest  point,  usual- 

ly near  the  back  of  the  pan,  you'll  see  a 
hexagonal  drain  plug.  It  may  face 

straight  down,  or  off  to  the  side.  Position 
your  dishpan  beneath  the  drain,  then  use 
your  adjustable  wrench  to  loosen  the 
plug  (counterclockwise).  As  soon  as  the 
drain  plug  is  loose,  use  your  hands  to  re- 

move it.  Red  Alert!  A  steady  stream  of 
hot,  dirty  oil  will  come  shooting  out  as 
soon  as  you  remove  the  plug.  Make  sure 
your  catch  pan  is  in  the  right  position 

and  that  your  face  and  hands  aren't  in the  line  of  fire.  j

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bulky  than  today's  fuzzy  favorite,  ve- 
lours. Cloth  upholstery  is  now  on  about 

50  percent  of  car  seats,  40  percent  are  vi- 
nyl, and  10  percent  are  leather. 

One  of  the  best  ways  to  make  a  small 
car  interior  seem  larger  is  to  color  co- 

ordinate all  the  interior  pieces.  This  is 
difficult,  because  an  average  interior 
might  have  two  dozen  separate  pieces, 

supplied  by  fifteen  different  subcontrac- 
tors, and  made  from  a  half-dozen  differ- 

ent materials. 

The  designers  must  also  worry  about 
abrasion,  rips,  stains,  fading  in  direct 
sunlight,  melting  at  high  temperatures 
and  cracking  at  cold  temperatures,  salt 

water  and  perspiration,  and  most  insid- 
ious, uneven  fading  of  different  materials 

after  prolonged  aging.  Every  manufac- 
turer has  a  large  testing  lab  where  leath- 

er, fabrics,  plastics,  and  paint  are 
squished,  scratched,  bent,  and  folded  by 
robots  which  simulate  years  of  wear  in  a 
matter  of  months. 

Once  five  or  six  interior  colors  have 
been  chosen,  twelve  to  fifteen  exterior 

paint  colors  are  selected  which  harmo- 
nize and  contrast  not  only  with  the  inte- 
rior colors,  but  with  each  other.  After  a 

decade  of  monochromatic  cars,  two-tone 
paint  schemes  are  back  in  fashion.  Two- 
toning  allows  the  designers  to  spice  up 
the  looks  of  boxy,  small  cars  without 
adding  expensive  chrome  trim.  For  the 
same  reason,  designers  like  metallic 
paint  colors  because  they  emphasize  the 
shape  and  produce  a  more  dramatic  play 
of  light  and  shadow  across  the  surfaces 

of  the  car's  body.  Expect  to  see  more 
harmonized  pin  stripes  to  add  visual  in- 

terest, too. 

The  most  popular  color  schemes  for 

1981  and  '82  will  be  tones  of  a  single  col- 
or— dark  gray  and  light  gray  paint  with 

a  gray  interior,  for  example,  or  tan  and 
cream  with  a  beige  interior.  The  most 
prominent  new  colors  are  metallic  pearl 
grays,  pinky  creams,  reddish  tans,  deep 
red,  and  a  blackish  purple  aubergine  col- 

or, plus  nonmetallic  dark  blue  and  a  pale 

yellow.  Light  tan  has  been  the  best-sell- 
ing color  in  recent  years,  while  medium 

blue  and  medium  green  are  the  most 

popular  colors  for  "Middle  American" 
four-door  family  sedans.  Most  auto- 

motive color  experts  predict  these  colors 

will  continue  to  be  popular  on  mass- 

market  cars.  More  subtle  "designer"  col- 
ors are  now  standard  on  limited-produc- 

tion luxury  cars,  but  it  will  take  4  or  5 

years  before  they  catch  on  with  conser- 
vative "ready-to-wear"  buyers. 

Designers  have  been  known  to  speed 
customer  acceptance  of  new  colors  by 
using  attractive  color  combinations  in 
advertising,  or  by  restricting  the  color 
choices  on  certain  popular  models.  The 
designers  also  recommend  certain  paint 
and  interior  color  combinations  when 

you  go  to  buy  a  car.  Their  recommenda- 
tions are  in  the  dealer's  color  brochure. 

The  designers  spend  millions  of  dol- 
lars and  thousands  of  hours  choosing 

just  the  right  combinations,  and  it  usual- 

ly doesn't  pay  to  second-guess  them. 
Safety  in  colors 
One  of  the  happy  benefits  of  brighter  ex- 

terior paint  colors  is  greatly  enhanced 
visibility.  Motorists  can  see  a  white  car 
12  times  more  easily  than  they  can  spot 
a  black  car,  according  to  research  done 

by  Mercedes-Benz  on  color  and  safety. 

The  safest  color  is  a  pure  "refrigerator 
white,"  followed  by  pale  yellow,  bright 
orange,  and  light  tan.  The  least  safe  col- 

ors are  black,  dark  blue,  and  dark  green. 
In  the  dealer  brochure  from  which  Mer- 

cedes customers  choose  the  color  they'll order  for  their  car  is  a  detailed  chart  of 

paint  visibility  ratings.  It  must  be  effec- 
tive, for  one  out  of  three  Mercedes  are 

ordered  in  white  or  yellow,  but  only  one 
in  500  is  black.  ■ 

 CAR  CARE  
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locate  the  oil  filter.  Use  the  new  one  as  a 

reference  the  first  time  you  do  this,  or 

look  in  the  owner's  manual  for  instruc- 
tions. On  most  cars,  the  oil  filter  is  on 

the  left  side  of  the  engine,  towards  the 
bottom  and  accessible  from  beneath  the 

car.  On  some  cars,  you  can  get  at  it  more 
easily  from  the  top,  by  opening  the  hood. 

Slip  the  oil  filter  wrench  over  the  oil  fil- 
ter, turn  counterclockwise  and  spin  the 

filter  off.  Remember,  it  contains  a  full 
quart  of  hot,  dirty  oil,  so  keep  it  upright. 
Usually  the  easiest  thing  to  do  with  the 
old  oil  filter  is  to  temporarily  slip  it  gent- 

ly into  the  drain  pan  full  of  oil. 
Step  five:  Use  your  towel  to  wipe  off  the 
area  where  the  oil  filter  fits  against  the 

engine.  There's  a  rubber  gasket  on  the new  oil  filter  which  should  be  lubricated 

with  several  drops  of  fresh  oil.  Dip  the 
end  of  your  finger  in  oil  and  rub  it 
around  the  gasket.  Thread  the  new  oil 
filter  onto  the  shaft  (turning  clockwise). 
The  threads  are  very  coarse  and  it 
should  spin  right  on.  Never  use  your  oil 
filter  wrench  to  tighten  the  new  filter. 
Tighten  oil  filter  only  by  hand.  If  you  get 

it  too  tight,  it  may  not  come  off. 
Step  six:  When  draining  oil  tapers  off 
to  a  steady  drip,  replace  plug.  Use  your 
towel  to  clean  around  the  drain  hole, 
thread  in  the  plug  (clockwise)  by  hand. 
Use  the  adjustable  wrench  to  retighten 

it.  Don't  overtighten. 
Step  seven:  Open  the  hood,  locate  the  oil 
filler  cap,  and  pour  in  new  oil.  If  you 
spill  oil  on  the  engine  when  you  pour, 

wipe  it  off  with  the  towel.  If  you  don't  it will  burn  and  smoke  when  you  restart 

the  car.  It  won't  hurt  anything,  but  the 
smoke  is  a  shock  if  you're  not  expecting 
it.  Replace  the  oil  filler  cap  and  start 

your  engine.  The  red  "oil"  light  will blink  for  a  few  seconds,  then  go  out. 
Check  under  the  car  to  make  sure  the 

drain  plug  and  oil  filter  aren't  loose  and 
dripping.  Turn  the  engine  off  and  check 
the  oil  level  at  the  dipstick.  It  should  be 

at  or  near  "full."  Close  hood.  ■

Delicious  Austria 

A  week  in  the 

land  of  pastry  and 

whipped  cream, 

with  a  food  and 

wine  editor

Austria  means  champion  skiers,  moun- 
tains, feather  comforters,  music — I 

waltzed  with  a  dark,  handsome  man 

during  my  first  nap  after  arrival  in  Vien- 
na. But  when  I  think  of  Austria  now 

after  a  week's  tour  last  fall,  I  remember 
a  fragile,  five-tiered  tower  built  of  the 
thinnest  rounds  of  pastry  separated  by 
fat  spoonfuls  of  whipped  cream,  pink 
and  scented  by  wild  strawberries,  that 

nearly  broke  my  resolve — that  while  in 
the  land  of  Sachertorte  and  kaffee  mit 
schlag,  I  would  not  finish  anything  on 
my  plate!  A  passion  for  bread  led  to  a 

loophole:  a  vintschgerl  (vintner's 
bread) — a  large,  flattish  sourdough  rye 
roll  dusted  with  flour,  mostly  crust,  per- 

fectly sour,  purchased  while  strolling 

through  the  blocks  and  blocks  of  Vien- 

na's outdoor  market.  The  loophole?  It 
had  not  come  on  a  plate!  I'd  gladly  swim 

an  ocean  for  a  vintschgerl;  I  didn't  have 
to — thanks  to  TWA. 

Austria  is  more  than  just  bread  and 

chocolate — there  is  also  good  wine.  For 
the  week,  a  small  group  of  us  explored 
the  wine  country  of  eastern  Austria  in 

the  states  of  Vienna,  Burgenland,  Low- 
er-Austria (on  the  Danube),  and  Styria. 

We  toured  in  October,  when  the  land- 
scape is  swept  clean;  winemakers  pick 

the  last  of  their  grapes;  Sunday  drivers 
in  the  country  stop  by  the  roadside  for 
freshly  roasted  chestnuts  and  for  sturm, 

still-fermenting  wine.  (The  Austrians 
look  forward  to  sturm  every  fall  as  a 
health  tonic,  which  varies  in  taste  from 

slightly  fizzy  and  sweet,  to  bitter.)  If  you 

go  in  May,  a  medieval  town  on  the  Dan- 
ube, Krems,  in  Lower-Austria,  sponsors 

a  wine  festival;  at  the  same  time  in  Styr- 
ia, near  the  Yugoslavian  border,  the 

craggy  landscape  given  alternately  to  or- 
chards and  vineyards  bursts  into  bloom; 

in  Burgenland  along  the  Hungarian  bor- 
der (part  of  the  great  central  European 

plain  that  sweeps  into  Russia  without  re- 
gard for  boundaries)  the  storks  return 

from  Egypt  to  nests  set  on  scaffolding  a 
safe  distance  above  chimney  tops. 

We  began  in  Vienna — our  first  stop: 

Demel's.  Language  unnecessary — just

white  pitcher,  exactly  one  serving.  Buy 

chocolates  here — a  huge  bar  of  milk  choc- 
olate wrapped  innocently  in  heavy  blue 

paper,  or  an  assortment  in  a  gaily-pat- 
terned box.  On  our  one  full  day,  the  Op- 

era was  dark,  the  Vienna  Riding  School 

was  out  of  town,  the  Vienna  Boys'  Choir 
was  not  performing — but  this  meant  less 
distraction  from  the  Freud  Museum, 

housed  in  the  apartment  in  which  Freud 

lived  for  50  years.  Extracts  from  his  let- 
ters accompany  each  piece  of  memorabilia 

on  display.  The  letters  reveal  a  man  as 
sad,  funny,  and  human  as  anyone. 

Afterward,  dinner  (our  first  tafelspitz, 

boiled  beeO  and  a  wine  tasting  in  Grinz- 
ing,  a  jolly  village  on  the  outskirts  of  the 
city.  Green  pine  boughs  hanging  at  a 

doorway  indicate  that  the  shop  (heur- 
iger)  sells  heurigen,  young  wine  (in  Octo- 

ber 1979  that  meant  the  '78  vintage). Some  of  the  best  food  in  Vienna  is  at  the 

Vienna  Hilton  where  we  stayed  (the  win- 
dows work  and  overlook  a  park  and  ca- 

nal). Here  the  chef  reinterprets  typically 
Austrian  foods,  like  veal,  to  suit  modern 

tastes — instead  of  an  escalope  we  had  fat 
medallions  of  veal  on  a  bed  of  wilted 

spinach.  The  Hilton  is  the  home  of  the 
pastry  tower  and  Klimttorte,  a  nutty 
genoise  soaked  in  syrup,  coated  with 
chocolate — every  bite  a  pleasure. 

In  Eisenstadt,  a  town  in  Burgenland, 

southeast  of  Vienna,  we  entered  Berg- 
kirche,  where  Haydn  is  buried.  The  or- 

ganist there  was  practicing,  encircling 
the  small  church  with  music.  The 

church  is  decorated  with  marble  and  col- 

umns in  trompe  I'oeil  (the  least-expen- 
sive way  to  renovate  an  older  structure 

into  the  Baroque  style).  Austria  is  com- 
pletely painted  over  with  trompe  Toeil. 

Lunch  at  Gasthof  Engel  featured 
game — venison  salad,  pheasant  soup, 
wild  boar,  and  bread  dumplings  stuffed 
in  the  middle  with  ham.  Dumplings 
were  shaped  into  long,  thick  sausages, 
rolled  in  cheesecloth,  poached,  then 
sliced  into  servings.  (These  were  so  light 
and  flavorful — there  must  be  a  secret.) 

The  state  of  Lower-Austria  which  sur- 
rounds Vienna  is  broken  into  eight  wine 

regions.  In  the  Krems  area  on  the  Dan- 
ube, a  huge  abbey  commands  the  top  of  a 

mountain.  Stift  Gottweig  is  the  name  of 
the  abbey,  also  a  restaurant,  and  it  owns  a 
winery.  Here  we  tasted  our  first  Austrian 
red  wine  aged  in  wood.  Austrians  prefer 
to  drink  their  wines  young;  reds  are  al- 

most untouched  by  wood.  Even  when  a 
winery  has  gone  to  the  extra  expense  and 
care  to  age  a  wine,  the  information  may 

not  appear  on  the  label.  Josef  Briickel- 
mayer,  the  winemaker  of  Stifi  Gottweig, 
calls  his  Napolennstiege  his  favorite  wine, 
fic  makes  it  from  an  Austrian  grape, 

iMi<»r  Vcltliner,  which  gives  an  aroma- 
'.liijhtly  spicey  white  wine.  Each  day 
'ur  journey  we  drink  more  wine  from 

/xaslrian  grapes,  understand  them  better, 

begin  to  recognize  them.  Austrian  whites 
are  generally  sturdy  and  spicey,  leaning 
more  towards  the  wines  of  northern  Italy 
than  the  flowery  wines  of  Germany  with 

which  they  are  often  compared.  But  real- 
ly the  wines  are  uniquely  Austrian.  I 

brought  a  bottle  of  Napoleonstiege  back 
home  with  me;  its  flavor  was  an  instant 
reminder  of  that  afternoon  tasting. 

In  the  town  of  Langenlois  just  north 
of  Krems  we  spent  an  intense  few  hours 
lost  in  admiration  of  the  Briindlmayer 
wines,  some  of  which  have  been  chosen 

for  sale  at  the  prestigious*fieublein  auc- 
tion. Wilhelm  Briindlmayer  raises  his 

grapes  organically,  presses  them  slowly 
through  a  modern  press  (for  better  re- 

sults, longer-lived  wines),  then  ferments 

Typical  Austrian  '"gastgarten" — outdoor 
courtyard  restaurant — in  Krems. 

them  in  old  wood  casks.  We  tasted  a 

Griiner  Veltliner  '77  and  a  '76,  both 
fresh  and  fruity.  Then  a  Griiner  Velt- 

liner '71.  The  flavor  had  developed  into 
pronounced  spiciness.  Finally  we  tasted 
two  eisweins  (the  grapes  are  frozen  by  a 
sudden  frost,  picked  and  crushed  while 
still  frozen,  concentrating  the  flavor). 
Eisweins  are  always  rare  and  precious. 
To  taste  two  is  a  treat.  We  left  dizzy  and 

headed  for  the  Briindlmayers'  heuriger 
for  dinner — jug  after  jug  of  their  young 
wine,  the  best  potato  salad,  and  platters 
of  fresh  pork,  ham,  rich  blood  sausage. 

The  Wachau,  another  wine  region  of 

Lower-Austria  and  "the  most  beautiful 

valley  of  the  Danube,"  claimed  our 
guide,  is  strung  with  medieval  towns, 
beautiful  churches,  castles,  and  with 

vineyards  which  climb  the  sunny  side  of 
the  river  bank.  The  Gastehaus  S.  H.  Hel- 
wig,  a  pension  in  Spitz  in  the  Wachau,  is 
an  ideal  place  in  which  to  settle  down 
while  exploring  the  valley.  Originally  a 

mill,  it's  now  a  bakery  (home  of  my  sec- 
ond-favorite roll,  a  wachauer)  as  well  as 

a  pension  (20  rooms),  family-run  by 

Siegfried  Helwig  and  his  wife  Helga.  Jo- 

sef, Siegfried's  80-going-on-20-ycar-old 
father,  drinks  a  glass  of  schnapps  with  us 
straight  down,  then  returns  to  tending 

his  oven  and  2-kilo  (4'/,-pound)  loaves, 
rearranging  them  to  bake  evenly,  taking 
them  out  and  giving  them  a  quick  water 

wash  for  a  crispier  crust.  Siegfried  prom- 
ises to  turn  guests  into  expert  bakers  in  a

lemon.  It's  a  wrench,  a  screwdriver, 
hammer,  and  pair  of  tongs — all  in  one. 
Every  household  could  use  at  least  one, 
and  an  extra  in  the  car  for  camping  and 

picnics  is  a  good  idea.  From  Miles  Kim- 
ball. 

That  old  faithful  heavy-duty  cleaner 
Dip-it  is  great  for  removing  stubborn  tea 
and  coffee  stains  from  plastic  cups  and 
mugs,  and  will  also  do  a  terrific  job  on 
cleaning  up  and  retrieving  what  might 
appear  to  be  a  hopelessly  burned  pan  or 

messy  broiler.  Because  it's  so  powerful, 
it's  probably  well  to  reserve  it  for  special 

problems. 

Rotating  house  plants  is  easy  if  you 
have  an  out-of-the-way  area  that  can  be 
fitted  with  plant  lights  and  a  humidifier. 
Set  up  a  resting  station  for  the  plants, 
and  at  this  time  prune,  feed,  and  cut 
back  a  little  on  watering.  Most  good

is  moving  closer,  we  talk  of  town  houses, 
usually  in  winter,  and  how  lovely  it 
would  be  to  go  to  the  theatre  without 
making  it  a  marathon.  After  all  the 
doubts  and  questioning,  I  know  I  am 
fooling  myself.  You  may  be  able  to  take 

the  country  out  of  me,  but  you  can't  take me  out  of  the  country.  In  a  way  this 

house  has  been  my  career,  and  I'm  not 
ready  to  retire  yet.  I've  merely  relocated our  living. 

A  daughter's  bedroom  is  now  my  of- 
fice, with  a  long  pine  kitchen  table 

which  once  sat  six  now  playing  host  to  a 

typewriter,  pencils,  paper,  endless  cups 

of  coffee,  occasional  inspiration.  The  liv- 
ing room,  which  seemed  a  gymnasium 

when  the  children  were  young,  is  now 

more  sedate,  a  reading  room.  Our  bed- 
room is  no  longer  the  civic  center.  And 

the  kitchen  isn't  a  music  room  anymore. 
Where  else  did  we  have  space  for  that 

upright  piano? That  same  piano  is  now  in  an  upstairs 
bedroom,  a  new  music  room,  and  the 

moving  made  "Hannibal  and  his  ele- 
phants crossing  the  Alps  a  piece  of 

cake,"  as  our  son  was  heard  to  remark. 
Now  that  our  house  has  adjusted  to 

another  life,  so  have  I.  And  I  wonder 
now  how  I  thought  I  could  possibly  miss 

seeing  our  75-year-old  pear  tree  blossom 
like  a  white  bridal  bouquet  every  spring, 

the  fields  of  corn  blending  beige  toward 

fall,  picking  up  those  chestnuts  from  the 
front  lawn  for  the  turkey  stuffing,  the 
very  white  of  winter.  Seasons  change, 
and  so  have  I.  ■

The  main  thing  is  life" An  interview  with 

Madeleine  Castaing 

by  Marie-Pierre 

de  Cicco 

Interiors  that  are  at  once  grand  yet  invit- 
ing, chic  yet  timeless,  are  the  hallmark 

of  the  legendary  French  decorator  and 
antiquaire  Madeleine  Castaing.  You  will 

see  the  extraordinary  rooms  she  has  cre- 
ated for  herself  on  pages  168  to  173.  Her 

personal  touch  transmits  itself  to  her 
work  in  a  way  that  makes  the  Castaing 
style  easy  to  define  (eclectic  antiques, 
soft  colors,  comfort  and  charm),  but  dif- 

ficult to  explain  except  as  the  expression 
of  a  unique  personality. 

Mme.  Castaing,  what  is  your 
philosophy  of  decoration? 
Decoration  is  a  mirror.  Home  is  real.  I 

attach  great  importance  to  home — first 

because  the  family  lives  there,  the  chil- 
dren, the  couple.  A  nice  home  holds  a 

man.  Homes  have  great  power.  I  know 

that  I'm  happy  to  be  in  my  room  at 
night  with  the  fire,  a  proper  light,  and 
the  books  I  love. 

I  believe  you  were  married  a 

very  long  time. 
Yes,  I  was  married  when  I  was  very 

young,  and  my  marriage  lasted  52  years. 
When  I  think  of  Leves,  our  house  in  the 
country,  I  remember  that  it  was  truly  a 

happy  house. 

And  how  did  you  lurnish  your 
house? 

It's  hard  to  explain.  People  say  it's  a 
house  full  of  love  and  that's  true.  Sensu- 

al— it's  true,  in  the  colors,  in  the  light,  in 
the  materials  and  the  walls,  in  the  form 

of  the  furniture.  There  are  many  en- 

thralling things.  There's  a  chair  that  be- 
longed to  the  Empress  Elizabeth  of 

Austria.  And  the  starting  point  is  poet- 
ry. I  have  to  be  inspired,  I  have  to  ex- 

press intimacy,  tenderness,  warmth — 
and  if  it  isn't  alive,  it  doesn't  exist.  I 
don't  care  for  splendid  furniture,  alone; 

that  doesn't  count.  The'  main  thing  is 
life — the  hfe  I  give  them.  Nearly  all  my 
customers  have  become  my  friends.  All 

my  settings  are  different — I  tailor  them 
to  the  people  who  are  going  to  live  in 
them.  I  love  the  early  19th  century.  It 

was  a  dazzling  century — in  literature,  it 
gave  us  Balzac,  Stendhal,  Baudelaire, 
Victor  Hugo,  Rimbaud,  Verlaine.  In  art, 

Ingres,  Corot,  Courbet — it's  astound- 
ing— and  then  the  Impressionists — and 

the  same  thing  holds  true  for  woodwork- 
ers. There  was  an  effervescence  in  the 

19th  century.  That's  what  I  like  the  best, 
regardless  of  the  country.  I'll  give  you  a 
good  example.  Come  over  here — you 
see,  these  armchairs  are  Russian,  the 

straight  chairs  are  English,  this  is  Ital- 
ian, this  fine  lamp  is  English,  these  two 

sofas  are  French,  the  little  one  in  the 

middle  with  two  sides  is  French,  that's 
Austrian,  this  is  from  northern  Italy.  As 

you  can  see,  all  parts  of  Europe  are  rep- 
resented, and  the  result  is  complete  har- 

mony. It's  timeless.  It's  life  everywhere, 
hfe  in  the  choice  of  things. 

Do  you  sometimes  include  totally 
contemporary  pieces? 

Yes,  indeed.  I  like  Knoll's  things  very 
much.  There  are  contemporary  pieces 

that  go  very  well  with  antiques.  The  pe- 
riod we're  living  in  has  its  points. 

Many  people  identify  the 
Madeleine  Castaing  Style  with 
English  furniture  or  the  Second 

Empire  period,  but  you  don't  like 
everything  in  a  room  to  be  the 
same  style  or  the  same  period. 
But  this  identification  stems  not  just 
from  the  styles  of  furniture,  but  from  the 

way  I  choose  the  furniture,  the  way  I  ar- 
range it. 

And  the  colors — I've  noticed 
that  there's  often  blue  in  your 
interiors. 
Yes,  blue  and  green,  and  I  like  red,  too, 

but  blue  is  nature — the  sky,  and  green — 
the  trees,  and  the  brown  earth,  it  all  har- 

monizes perfectly.  I  like  all  the  colors. 

And  your  lighting  is  so 
successful. 

Because  it's  soft.  I  hate  violent  things— 
the  lampshades  always  defiect  the  light 

and  it's  never  blinding.  And  the  lights 
must  be  so  arranged  that  every  part  of 
the  room  has  enough  light,  but  soft  light. 
I  never  light  the  chandeliers.  I  like  them

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PLANTS  AROUND  THE  HOUSE 

BY  RICHARD  LANGER 

How  to  grow  house  plants  from  seeds 

Collapsed  with  a  cold  some  years  ago,  I 
let  my  wife  make  me  a  hot,  freshly 
squeezed  lemonade  with  honey.  It  also 
included  some  pits,  and  being  too  lazy  to 
Aaove,  I  disposed  of  these  in  a  flowerpot 

on  the  window  sill.  Much  to  my  sur- 
prise, a  few  months  after  their  hot  lem- 
onade bath,  the  seeds  sprouted  into  a 

small  forest  of  young  lemon  trees. 
Of  course  I  knew  that  when  you  plant 

a  seed,  the  greenery  itself  is  not  far  be- 
hind— usually — but  close  to  a  decade  of 

Manhattan  living  had  relegated  plants  to 

the  florist's  in  my  experience.  Lovely 
potted  specimens  these  were,  to  be  sure. 
But  the  natural  seed-to-flower  cycle  had 
become  lost.  Its  rediscovery  gave  me  an 
immense  amount  of  pleasure.  I  began  to 
grow  a  side  variety  of  indoor  plants  from 

seed,  and  it's  something  I  recommend  to 
all  indoor  gardeners.

Patience  is  needed  not  so  much  in  wait-

:y — that's  a  wonderful  and  inspiring 
ime — but  in  waiting  for  the  seeds  to  ger- 
ninate,  to  actually  start  growing,  show-

!  io-something  blues.  If  you  know  a  cer- 
ain  palm  seed  is  going  to  take  6  months 

0  show  any  action,  you  won't  spend  all

nonths.

bryo  and  enough  stored  food  to  get 
growth  well  under  way.  The  whole  affair 

is  usually  packaged  in  a  protective  cov- 
ering known  as  the  seed  coat.  A  seed  is 

semidessicated  by  the  time  it  is  separated 
from  the  fruit  and  the  plant  on  which  it 

is  developed.  It  remains  in  a  state  of  sus- 
pended animation,  or  quiescence,  until 

moisture  penetrates  the  seed  coat  and 

germination  occurs. 
The  initial  step  in  germination  is  ab- 

sorption of  water  by  the  seed.  Large 
seeds  with  hard  seed  coats,  like  Strelitzia 

reginae,  the  bird-of-paradise,  may  have 
to  be  scarified  in  order  for  the  water  to 

penetrate  the  interior  of  the  seed. 
Scarification  means  cracking  the 

whole  outer  coat  gently,  nicking  it  deep- 
ly— but  without  cutting  the  embryo,  or  a 

malformed  plant  will  develop — or  rub- 
bing the  seed  against  sandpaper  or  the 

edge  of  a  file.  The  sanding  method  is  the 
one  usually  chosen.  In  nature,  such  a 
rupture  of  the  seed  coat  occurs  only  with 

great  rarity.  The  seeds  germinate  with- 
out it,  but  several  years  of  imbibition 

may  be  necessary.  Too  much  water,  on 
the  other  hand,  will  cause  seed  to  rot. 

Window-sill  house  plant  collection  at  the 

Emanuel  Shemins.  Cactus  seed  germi- 
nates in  10-35  days  in  warm  temperature. 

To  give  seeds  just  the  right  amount  of 
moisture  for  germination,  you  can  pro- 

vide them  with  a  seed  bed.  One  that  sup- 

plys  the  proper  moisture,  and  is  relative- 
ly sterile  as  well,  gives  them  a  healthy 

start. 
Fill  a  pot  well-crocked  for  drainage 

with  your  standard  potting  mix.  I  use 
1  part  commercial  potting  soil,  1  part 

sphagnum,  and  1  part  sharp  sand.  Firm 
it  down  well.  Then  you  can  sprinkle 
inch  to  an  inch  of  milled  sphagnum 
moss  on  top.  Besides  being  sterile,  it  has 
a  mild  fungicidal  action.  But  it  has  no 

nourishment,  which  is  why  you 

can't  raise  seedlings  in  plain 

sphagnum  moss.  The  thickness 
of  the  layer  you  want  will  de-

pend  on  seed  size.  For  dustlike  seed,  '/, 
inch  is  plenty;  for  something  like  coffee 
seeds,  themselves  inch  thick,  Vi  inch  of 

sphagnum  moss  is  more  like  it.  And  so 
on  for  larger  seeds.  On  the  other  hand, 

I've  sprouted  numerous  seeds  without 
the  sphagnum  layer,  using  plain  steril- 

ized potting  mix.  It's  all  a  matter  of  how careful  you  want  to  be.  Finally,  sprinkle 

your  seeds  on  top.  Don't  use  too  many, 
and  keep  them  spaced  so  that  if  they 

take  there  will  still  be  some  space  be- 
tween the  seedlings. 

Set  the  whole  pot,  once  sown,  in  a  ba- 
sin of  water  as  deep  as  the  soil  level. 

Once  it's  thoroughly  soaked,  lift  it  out 
again.  Then,  as  you  let  the  pot  drain,  the 

receding  tide  will  settle  the  seeds  in  cozi- 
ly.  Alternatively,  you  can  water  the  soil 
profusely  before  you  put  down  the 
milled  sphagnum  moss  layer  and  the 
seed.  Once  it  is  thoroughly  soaked,  put 
down  the  moss  and  soak  it  by  misting. 

Then  sprinkle  the  seed  and  mist  again.  If 
you  were  to  try  to  water  the  whole  affair 
from  the  top,  the  moss  layer  would  wash 
into  the  soil  and  you  would  lose  your

antiseptic  layer,  not  to  mention  probably 
ending  up  with  all  the  seeds  in  one  spot. 

What  about  covering  the  seeds?  With 
dustlike  seeds  such  as  those  of  begonias 
or  gesneriads,  the  answer  is  no.  They 

don't  need  the  protection  to  stay  moist, 
and  light  will  help  them  germinate.  Once 

you  get  past  pinhead-sized  seeds,  howev- 
er, the  answer  is  usually  yes.  A  covering 

of  dampened  milled  sphagnum  moss  will 
keep  the  seeds  evenly  moist  and  speed 
germination.  The  recommended  average 
thickness  of  the  covering  is  one  equiva- 

lent to  the  diameter  of  the  seed.  This 

depth  of  moss  will  allow  some  light 

through,  while  at  the  same  time  main- 
taining even  moisture. 

Another  way  of  retaining  moisture — 
and  if  a  seed  dries  out  just  once  after  its 

initial  bath,  chances  are  it  will  not  ger- 
minate— is  to  cover  the  pot  with  plastic. 

You  can  either  invert  a  plastic  bag  com- 
pletely over  the  pot  or  cover  the  pot  with 

Saran  Wrap,  holding  the  film  in  place 
with  a  rubber  band  around  the  rim  of 

the  pot  and  letting  the  excess  drape 
down  to  cover  most  of  the  rest,  thereby 
further  reducing  evaporation. 

This  is  an  excellent  way  to  make  a 

self-tending  seed  starter.  Since  it  is  a  rel- 
atively closed  system,  there  is  little  water 

loss,  while  at  the  same  time  air  can  cir- 

culate through  the  plastic  sufficiently  for 
the  seeds.  After  germination  takes  place, 
remove  the  plastic  in  stages.  When  you 

do  remove  it  completely,  be  sure  to  con- 
tinue keeping  the  soil  surface  moist. 

One  additional  hint:  Droplets  tend  to 
collect  on  the  inside  of  a  plastic  top. 

Then  they  fall  down  on  the  seeds,  soak- 
ing them.  Sometimes  the  seeds  become 

more  than  moist  this  way;  they  become 

downright  soggy,  maybe  even  rotten.  To 
avoid  this  chance  occurrence,  I  tip  the 

pots  slightly  during  germination.  By  set- 
ting one  edge  down  on  a  pencil,  the 

whole  pot  is  tipped  enough  so  that  the 
water,  rather  than  dropping  on  the 
seeds,  tends  to  run  to  the  edge  of  the  pot. 

Plants  do  best  with  cool  roots  and 

warm  top  growth.  Seedlings  do  best  with 
exactly  the  opposite  conditions.  This  is 
because  they  have  an  initial  food  supply 
stored  in  the  cotyledons,  or  seed  leaves, 
so  they  can  live  on  their  own  fat  for  a 
while,  concentrating  their  initial  growth 

below  ground  rather  than  on  food-pro- 
ducing leaves.  Sound  roots  mean  better 

plants.  There  are  waterproof  soil-heating 
cables  available  for  indoor  gardening.  I 
use  one  in  combination  with  a  pebble 
tray.  The  submersible  cable  runs  beneath 
the  pebbles  and  water.  The  pots  stand  on 
top.  The  soil  temperature  is  kept  around 
75  degrees  constantly;  at  the  same  time 
the  cable  increases  evaporation  to  such  a 

degree  that  I  don't  need  to  bother  cover- 
ing the  pots  with  plastic  for  most  seeds. 

To  complete  the  growth  chamber,  I 

have  a  fluorescent  light  above  and  alu- 
minum foil  surrounding  three  sides. 

Pretty  it's  not,  particularly  with  an  as- 
sortment of  various-sized  seedlings 

growing  helter-skelter.  But  I  hide  the 
eyesore  in  the  study  where  no  one  else 
has  to  look  at  it,  and  personally  I  find  it 
a  real  beauty.  Air  circulation  is  good  so  I 
never  have  a  problem  with  damping  off 

("What,  never?"  Hardly  ever).  And  the 
germinating  seeds  and  the  seedlings  that 
follow  them  get  plenty  of  light.  The  light 

not  only  accelerates  g"ermination  of 
many  seeds,  but  advances  the  develop- 

ment of  the  seedlings.  For  although  ini- 
tially you  want  root  development  at  the 

expense  of  leafy  expanses,  at  the  same 
time  you  want  the  plants  to  remain  full 

and  compact.  Seedlings  pick  up  bad  hab- 
its. One  that  has  etiolated,  or  developed 

a  lean  and  lanky  bleached-out  look  from 
lack  of  light,  will  never  become  really 
lush  and  dense. 

I've  also  used  a  radiator  for  heating 

seedlings'  roots.  It  has  advantages  and 
disadvantages.  The  one  close  to  the  win- 

dow yet  out  of  the  sun  keeps  the  top  of 

the  plants  cool,  the  roots  warm.  At 
night,  however,  my  radiators  go  off  and 
the  base  heat  is  lost.  Actually  the  seed- 

lings seem  to  thrive  on  this  drop  of  night 

temperatures,  as  long  as  it  is  not  too  se- 
vere. But  more  than  one  winter  cold 

snap  has  wreaked  havoc  with  my  seed-

ling  overflow  on  the  radiator.  Also, 
without  adequate  insulation,  the  soil  can 
get  too  hot.  Raising  the  seed  tray  off  the 
radiator  itself  by  using  wooden  2  by  4  s 

assures  that  the  seedlings  will  not  be  giv- 
en a  hot  foot.  The  upper  heat  limit  for 

most  seeds  is  a  soil  temperature  of  86  to 
108  degrees,  depending  on  the  species. 

Hardly  any  can  tolerate  a  soil  tempera- 
ture above  1 1 3  degrees  for  more  than  a 

few  hours.  And  you'd  be  surprised  how 
hot  a  radiator  cover  can  become. 

Most  house-plant  seeds  germinate  in 

between  2  days  and  2  months.  Some 

palms  may  take  2  years — but  that's  a 
rarity.  The  variation  within  a  single  spe- 

cies can  be  quite  amazing. 
Anyhow,  once  the  seed  germinates, 

move  it  into  good  light  if  it  isn't  already 
there.  But  don't  give  it  any  direct  sun- 

light until  it  has  true  leaves,  as  opposed 
to  cotyledons,  or  seed  leaves.  Once  the 
first  couple  of  true  leaves  do  develop, 
prepare  to  transplant.  You  can  graduate 
the  seedlings  to  either  a  community  pot 
or  small  individual  pots  2/;  to  3  inches 
in  size.  Community  pots  save  space,  but 

except  for  very  slow-growing  species  like 
orchids,  in  my  opinion,  since  it  means 

one  less  case  of  transplant  shock,  you're 

better  off  putting  a  seedling  directly  into 
its  own  pot. 

A  young  seedling  can  be  easily  picked 
up  between  the  tines  of  a  fork.  Hold  the 
plant  by  a  leaf  to  steady  it.  Never  pick  it 
up  or  steady  it  by  the  stem.  Although 
the  stalk  is  what  one  naturally  reaches 
for,  the  leaf  is  actually  stronger. 

Poke  a  hole  in  the  soil  with  a  pencil 
and  drop  the  seedling  in.  Then  either 
tamp  the  soil  down  around  the  seedling 
or  submerge  the  pot  in  a  basin  of  water 
to  soil  level,  as  when  transplanting  ma- 

ture plants.  Both  methods-  will  fill  the 
soil  in  around  the  roots,  although  dunk- 

ing does  the  better  job.  What  you  want 
to  avoid  are  air  spaces  around  the  roots 
that  would  let  them  dry  out,  the  num- 

ber-one cause  of  transplant  failure. 
Needless  to  say,  you  will  have  provided 
the  pot  with  excellent  drainage,  so  the 

roots  won't  drown  after  their  dunking. 
Why  grandma  soaked  her  seeds 
One  of  the  more  imponant  recent  dis- 

coveries in  agriculture  has  been  that  en- 
capsulating seeds  in  a  hydroscopic  gel 

coat  speeds  up  their  germination.  Water 
is  drawn  from  the  soil  to  the  sponge  sur- 

rounding the  seeds.  Not  only  do  the 
seeds  then  sprout  faster,  but  a  higher 

percentage  of  them  do  sprout.  This  con- 

firms one  of  grandmother's  tricks  and 
expands  its  use,  too. 

Seeds  are  basically  containerized 
germs  of  life  in  suspended  animation. 
When  conditions  in  the  outside  world 

are  ripe  for  plant  growth,  the  seeds 
launch  their  cargo  merrily  along  their 

growing  path.  The  state  of  rest  is  called 
dormancy.  The  state  of  renewed  growth 
is  called  germination. 

How  a  seed  goes  from  one  state  to  the 

other  is  the  subject  of  immense  quanti- 
ties of  research.  Most  of  this  research 

centers  around  the  permeability  of  the 

seed  coat.  That  is — how  readily  can  sub- 
stances from  the  outside  soil  penetrate 

into  the  seed  itself  to  let  it  know  it's  time 
to  get  growing?  Gases  as  well  as  liquids 
penetrate  the  seed  coat,  or  protective 
shield.  Other  external  and  internal  fac- 

tors affect  germination,  including  hor- 
mones, temperature,  and,  in  some  cases, 

light.  But  the  key  to  it  all  is  moisture. 

That's  why  grandmother  used  to  soak 
her  parsley  seeds  overnight  in  a  glass  of 
cosseting  tepid  water  placed  by  the  side 
of  the  old  kitchen  wood  stove.  Parsley 
seeds  are  notoriously  poor  germinators, 
slow  and  unpredictable.  Yet  by  soaking 
them  overnight,  or  even  for  2  days, 

things  went  considerably  more  smooth- 
ly. A  larger  number  of  seeds  sprouted, 

and  they  sprouted  much  more  quickly. 
By  extension,  this  principle  works 

with  all  plant  seeds,  although  the  dust- 
like varieties  of  some  tropical  species 

may  be  rather  difficult  to  bathe  because 
of  their  size.  Still,  when  possible,  take  a 

tip  from  grandma — and  the  most  recent 
agricultural  research:  Soak  your  seeds  in 
tepid  water  overnight  before  planting. 

You'll  end  up  with  more  plants  off  to  a 
healthier  start  than  you  will  by  using  the

Read  the  label— save  energy! 

Before  you  settle  on  a  new  major  appli- 
ance, look  for  the  5-by-7-inch,  school- 

bus-yellow  Energyguide  label.  It's  there 
to  help  you  know  which  model  is  the 
best  energy  conserver,  which  means  the 
best  buy  in  the  long  run. 

As  part  of  the  1978  National  Energy 
Conservation  Policy,  mandated  by  the 
1975  Energy  Policy  and  Conservation 
Act,  the  Federal  Trade  Commission  is 

implementing  a  law  requiring  certain 

major  household  appliances  to  be  la- 

beled to  display  the  appliance's  energy 
cost  or  energy  efficiency. 

The  appliances  currently  included  are 
water  heaters  and  furnaces — the  heaviest 

energy  consumers  by  far — and  freezers, 
refrigerator/freezers,  room  air  condi- 

tioners, dishwashers,  and  clothes 
washers.  Central  air  conditioners 

are  expected  to  be  added  to  the 

list  later.  Clothes  dryers,  televi- 
sion sets,  humidifiers,  and  dehu- 

midifiers  are  considered  general- 
ly energy  efficient,  so  will  not  be 

labeled.  And  small  appliances 
like  toasters,  food  processors, 
and  mixers  are  not  considered 

consumptive  enough  to  warrant 
labels.  The  law  goes  into  effect 
May  19,  1980. 

The  labels  are  comparative 
guides.  Usually,  the  model  with 
the  lower  energy  cost  (or  higher 
energy  efficiency)  will  have  a 
higher  purchase  price.  Says  Jean  Pruitt 

of  the  Department  of  Energy,  "Intermit- 
tent ignition  devices,  better  motors  and 

compressors,  different  kinds  of  insula- 
tion— and  more  of  it — make  manufac- 

turing more  expensive.  But  after  the 
initial  investment,  the  energy-cost  sav- 

ings will  be  maximum."  According  to 
the  Department  of  Energy,  the  average 
life  expectancy  of  major  appliances  can 
be  from  10  to  20  years.

This  emphasis  on  self-reliance  in 
health  care  is  an  important  part  of  the 

Y's  program.  Says  the  Y's  Dr.  Clayton 
Meyers,  "Vast  amounts  of  money 
poured  into  the  medical  system  may 
have  helped  conquer  infectious  diseases, 

but  that  solution  hasn't  made  much  of  a 
dent  where  degenerative  diseases  are 
concerned.  Nor  is  it  likely  to  in  future.  If 
changes  are  to  be  made  in  the  general 
health  of  all  Americans,  those  changes 
will  have  to  be  made  by  each  individual. 
And  that  is  done  by  improving  health 

habits — leaving  destructive  patterns  for 

health-enhancing  ones  instead." 
Outlined  below  are  the  eight  programs 

for  the  '80s  developed  by  the  YMCA. 
Four  are  preventive  and  four  are  recu- 
perative. 
1.  YMCA  Feelin'  Good  is  designed  for 
children  from  kindergarten  through 
ninth  grade.  It  combmes  aerobic  exercise 
with  education  activities  to  help  children 
learn  better  ways  of  staying  healthy.  (A 

recent  pilot  program  conducted  in  sever- 
al New  York  City  schools  revealed  that 

by  the  age  of  13  a  third  of  the  children 
had  already  developed  destructive  habits 
that  indicated  a  risk  factor  for  heart  dis- 

ease was  already  established.) 

2.  The  Y's  Way  to  Physical  Fitness  is 
targeted  to  healthy  people  who,  with 

their  doctor's  approval,  would  like  to  in- 
crease their  physical  activity.  Partici- 

pants in  this  program  get  an  assessment 
from  a  Y  specialist,  who  measures  car- 

diovascular responses,  body  fat  propor- 
tions, strength,  flexibility,  and  stamina. 

Based  on  the  test  results,  an  individual- 
ized exercise  sequence  is  devised.  Mem- 
bers also  get  periodic  reevaluations 

which  chart  progress  and  encourage  mo-

3.  YMCActivetics  serve  as  an  introduc- 
tion to  fitness  habits  for  people  of  every 

age.

The  general  information  in  the 
course  includes  discussion  of  risk  factors 

and  degenerative  diseases  and  establishes 

lifelong  good-health  habits.

been  inactive.  The  program  requires  a 

thorough  physical  examination  from 
which  a  health-risk  profile  is  developed 
and  then  used  as  the  basis  for  counsel-; 

ing.  This  plan  also  includes  a  specific  ex- 
ercise program,  with  regular  reevalu- 
ations devised  for  each  individual. 

5.  The  Y's  Way  to  a  Healthy  Back  is  a 
recuperative  plan  and  was  devised  by 
leading  back  expert  Dr.  Hans  Kraus.  It 
is  believed  that  some  7  million  Ameri- 

cans suffer  from  recurring,  nonorgani- 
cally-caused  back  pain.  The  first  class 
lasts  only  1 1  minutes,  but  each  partici 

pant  eventually  progresses  to  a  full  45- 
minute  routine  whose  goal  is  increasing 
flexibility  and  abdominal  muscle 

strength.  A  unique  part  of  Dr.  Kraus's program  is  that  it  also  includes  relax 
ation  techniques. 

6.  The  Y's  Way  to  Slim  Living  offers 
weight  control  through  nutritional  edu 
cation,  behavior  modification,  and  bod\ 
conditioning.  Strategies  for  weight  con 
trol  are  taught  once  the  personal  eating 
dynamics  are  uncovered  and  accepted. 
7.  YMCArdiac  Therapy  was  developed 
with  doctors  to  help  cardiac  patients. 

Doctors  refer  their  patients  to  the  pro- 
gram in  which  the  Y  conducts  medicalh 

supervised  tests  to  obtain  an  evaluation 

of  the  patient's  heart  condition.  Exercise 
is  also  supervised,  and  patients  are 
taught  how  to  change  their  living  habits 

to  cope  with  their  problem  until  rehabili- 
tation is  further  along. 

8.  YMCA  Risk  Factor  Education  teach- 
es the  effects  of  eating  and  living  habits 

on  the  human  system.  Sources  of  risk  are 

believed  to  be  both  hereditary  and  envi- 
ronmental, and  strategies  for  dealing 

with  both  comprise  the  classes. 
The  National  Board  of  YWCAs  has 

outlined  its  goals  for  health  and  fitness 

in  the  "80s,  too.  They  include  preventive 
health  programs  with  special  emphasi; 
on  early  detection  and  treatment  of  dis 
eases  endemic  to  women.  There  art 
classes  on  diet  and  nutrition  and  a  widt 

range  of  physical  fitness  and  educatior 

programs  such  as  aerobics,  back  cart 
and  posture,  and  corrective  and  condi 

tioning  movement  classes.  The  YWC/* 
also  has  what  it  calls  "Special  Pro 
grams"  for  women  and  girls  with  acutt 
or  chronic  physical,  emotional,  or  psy 

chological  disabilities.  Leisure  counsel 

ing  helps  girls  and  women  plan  for  tht 
stages  of  their  lives,  and  classes  includt 
pre-  and  post-retirement,  parenting,  pro 
grams  for  women  going  back  to  work 
and  single  parenting. 

Since  Ys  are  autonomous,  not  ever) 
facility  in  the  country  participates  to  the 
same  degree  in  these  physical  fitness  and 
health  education  programs.

Fun  and  games  —  computer  style 

For  children,  for  adults,  for  fun,  for 

learning,  for  play  alone  or  with  others — 

the  mind-boggling  new  computer  games 

A  couple  of  decades  ago,  when  a  comput- 
er was  a  multimillion-dollar  oracle  en- 

shrined at  MIT,  NASA,  or  the  Pentagon, 
it  would  have  been  unthinkable  that  a 
miniaturized  version  could  be  the  heart 

and  brain  of  a  pocket-sized  $10  toy.  Or 
that  in  a  single  year  more  than  10,000,000 

mini-computers  would  be  snapped  up  by 
the  general  public. 

But  that's  exactly  what  happened  in 
1979.  Computerized  toys  and  games  and 

other  brainy  diversions  became  the  hot- 

test-selling new  "leisure-market"  prod- ucts for  both  children  and  adults. 

Nobody  really  knows  precisely  how 
many  computerized  toys  were  sold  in 

1979,  or  how  many  more  could  have 

been  sold  if  the  supply  of  tiny  "brains" 
hadn't  given  out.  But  even 
in  the  normally-slow  peri-

Macon,  Georgia  31210 

miconductor  industry  was  working 
overtime  to  meet  a  demand  which  shows 

no  sign  of  slackening. 
The  simplest  pocket  baseball  game 

and  the  most  complex  personal  comput 
er  have  one  basic  component  in  com 
mon — the  microprocessor  chip.  Also 
known  simply  as  a  microprocessor,  this 

is  a  tiny  piece  of  silicone  or  other  semi- 
conductor material  which  is  capable  of 

storing  data,  remembering,  and  making 
simple  decisions.  Unfortunately  for  the 
children,  the  same  and  similar  chips  are 
also  in  strong  demand  for  computerized 
control  circuits  in  automobiles,  appli- 

ances, TV  sets,  hi-fi  equipment,  and 
many  other  consumer  products,  and  new 
uses  are  continually  being  found. 

Today's  hottest  electronic-game  cate- 

gory is  the  so-called  "hand-held" — to distinguish  them  from  the  ones  that  play 

through  your  TV  screen — and  there  are 
versions  for  every  age  level  from  pre- 

school to  adult.  The  first  of  these  games 

were  offsprings  of  the  pocket  calcula- 
tor— simple  mathematical  quizzes.  The 

next  generation  was  inspired  by  the  vid 
eo  game,  but  substituted  a  tiny  screen  of 

light-emitting  diodes  (LEDs)  for  the  TV 

screen.  These  are  among  today's  most 

popular  games. i.ike  the  first  video  games,  many  of 

the  hand-helds  have  a  sports  theme,  with 
baseball,  football,  and  basketball  domi- 
naliiig.  Although  games  differ  widely  in 
features,  rules,  and  scoring,  they  all  have

in  common  a  visual  playing  field,  sound 
effects,  and  computerized  scoreboards. 

Some,  such  as  Mattel  Electronics'^ Base- 
ball, can  be  adjusted  to  several  skill  lev- 

els, to  satisfy  older  as  well  as  younger 

players.  Most  sporting  games  are  suit- 
able for  solitaire  playing — the  player  vs. 

the  computer — or  for  two  competing 
"teams."  The  baseball  games  generally 
use  moving  illuminated  blips  to  repre- 

sent the  ball,  which  may  be  pitched  as  a 
curve,  slider,  knuckleball,  fastball,  etc. 

The  player  pushes  a  button  to  manipu- 

late the  "bat,"  and  appropriate  sound  ef- 
fects accompany  the  various  maneuvers 

in  the  game,  while  lights  turn  on  at  the 
bases  to  indicate  where  the  runners  are. 

Because  it's  impractical  to  reduce  a 
100-yard  field  to  pocket  size,  the  football 
games  show  only  a  part  of  the  playing 

field — usually  9  or  10  "yards."  In  Cole- 
co's  Head  To  Head  Football,  for  exam- 

ple, a  single  player  can  operate  the 

offensive  team  against  the  computer's 
defense,  or  a  second  player  can  take  the 
defensive  role.  Players  can  run,  pass, 

punt,  or  kick  field  goals,  while  the  de- 
fense blocks,  tackles,  intercepts,  passes, 

and  recovers  fumbles.  The  scoreboard  is 

a  miniaturized  version  of  the  real  thing, 
showing  the  score,  down,  yard  line, 
yards  to  go.  Other  popular  sport  games 
simulate  basketball,  soccer,  auto  racing, 

golf,  and  bowling. 

Computer  originals 

There's  a  fascinating  category  of  games 
which  don't  imitate  any  other  type  of 
competition,  athletic  or  otherwise.  In- 

stead, they  do  things  which  are  solely 
made  possible  by  the  microprocessor. 
IdeaVs  Maniac  provides  four  different 

games  for  up  to  four  players  and  chal- 
lenges them  to  match  random  electronic 

patterns  or  musical  tones.  Milton  Brad- 
ley's Simon,  also  for  one  to  four  players, 

lets  participants  match  sequences  of  mu- 
sical notes,  in  four  different  levels  of  dif- 

ficulty. Parker  Brothers'  Merlin  plays  six 
different  games  in  which  the  computer 
matches  skills  with  a  single  player.  Al- 

though Merlin  includes  conventional 

games  such  as  tick-tack-toe  and  a  simpli- 
fied version  of  blackjack,  the  most  fasci- 

nating is  called  Music  Machine,  in 
which  the  player  teaches  the  machine  to 

play  tunes  of  up  to  48  notes.  Bradley's Comp  IV  is  a  numbers  game,  which 
challenges  the  player  to  guess  numbers  it 
has  selected  at  random.  There  are  also 

target  and  space-war  games,  detective 

games,  battleship  games — you  name  it, 
somebody  has  it. 

Having  fun  while  learning 

The  educational  game  was  the  first  cate- 

gory of  hand-held,  and  still  represents  a 

major  category.  Some  of  these  games  are 

ideahfor  getting  young  children  interest- 

ed in  arithmetic  or  spelling,  and  helping 

them  develop  skills  while  having  fun  at 

the  same  time.  The  simplest  is  a  rudi- 
mentary calculator,  such  as  National  Se- 

miconductor's Quiz  Kid,  which  merely 
tells  the  player  whether  the  answer  to  a 
problem  is  right  or  wrong.  Others  are 
more  sophisticated,  supplying  the  prob- 

lems, telling  the  answer  if  the  one  given 
is  wrong  (some  offer  two  guesses),  and 
keeping  score  on  correct  and  incorrect 

answers.  APF's  Mathemagician  gives  the 
player  a  choice  of  arithmetic-based 
games  by  means  of  overlays  on  the  key- 

board and  display,  including  Walk  the 
Plank,  Football,  and  Lunar  Lander.  In 
the  last  game,  the  player  attempts  to 
land  his  rocketship  safely  on  the  moon 

without  using  up  all  his  fuel.  Coleco's 
Quiz  Wiz  is  a  multiple-choice  game 
which  accepts  special  cartridges,  each 
with  answers  to  1,001  questions  (posed 

in  an  accompanying  book)  on  such  sub- 
jects as  trivia,  movies,  people,  sports,  sci- 

ence.  The  player  punches  keys 
corresponding  to  the  answer  and  is  told 

whether  he's  right  or  wrong. 
One  of  the  most  fascinating  learning 

games  is  Texas  Instruments'  Speak  & 
Spell— which  actually  talks.  Using  a 

"speech  synthesizer"  chip,  this  $50  game 
pronounces  a  word  and  the  participant 
spells  it  on  an  alphabetical  keyboard.  As 
each  letter  is  pressed,  the  letter  appears 
on  a  screen  and  the  synthetic  voice  says 
the  letter.  When  the  complete  word  is 
spelled  out  on  the  screen,  the  voice  gives 
encouragement  for  getting  it  right,  or 

tells  the  player  to  try  again  if  it's  wrong. 
Speak  &  Spell  has  a  vocabulary  of  more 
than  200  spelling  words,  in  addition  to 
its  conversational  comments.  Extra 
words  come  in  an  optional  cartridge. 

Games  for  grown-ups 

Many  of  these  games  are  aimed  primar- 
ily at  children,  although  some  may  be 

enjoyable  to  adults.  There  are,  however, 

other  categories  of  portable  battery-op- 
erated games  especially  for  grown-ups. 

These  vary  widely,  but  perhaps  the  most 
sophisticated  are  the  computerized  chess 

games — Fidelity's  Chess  Challenger  and 
Chafitz's  Boris — ranging  from  around 
$100  to  $300.  These  permit  the  partici- 

pant to  play  against  a  computer  pro- 
grammed by  chess  experts.  A  deluxe 

Chess  Challenger  includes  a  voice  syn- 
thesizer circuit  which  announces  the 

plays.  There  are  also  similar  backgam- 
mon, bridge,  and  checker  games. 

More  than  32,000,000  Americans  look 

up  their  horoscopes  every  day,  so  natu- 
rally there  are  now  computers  to  help 

them  do  it.  The  biggest  seller  is  Coleco's 
Zodiac  Astrology  Computer.  By  consult- 

ing the  accompanying  manual,  the  user 
gets  a  readout  of  the  planetary  positions 

at  the  time  of  her  birth  and  a  list  of  per- 
sonality characteristics,  and  can  chart 

horoscopes  for  friends  as  well,  by  know- 

ing their  birth  places  and  dates.  A  "daily Continued  on  next  page 
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preview"  mode  gives  a  personal  reading 
for  any  day — past,  present,  or  future.  In 
the  "advice  mode,"  Zodiac  answers 
questions — "Should  I  ask  for  a  raise  to- 

morrow?" "Should  I  stay  in  bed  today?" 
All  this  is  accompanied  by  flashing 

lights  and  space-age  beeps. 

Ici  on  parle  just  about 
everything:  Language  translators 
Another  type  of  portable  computer  has 

captured  the  public  imagination — the 
language  translator  or  personal  informa- 

tion computer.  The  first  two  were  intro- 
duced almost  simultaneously  by  Lexicon 

and  Craig,  both  at  list  prices  of  about 
$200.  There  are  some  differences,  but 

they  were  both  originally  designed  to 

provide  quick,  easy  translations  of  com- 
mon foreign  words  and  phrases.  Each 

has  a  number  and  letter  keyboard  and  a 
wide  display  space  to  show  words  and 

sentences.  The  user  taps  in  a  word  or  ex- 
pression in  one  language,  and  its  equiva- 

lent in  a  second  language  appears  on  the 
screen.  The  languages  may  be  changed 

by  inserting  different  modules  or  car- 
tridges. These  have  the  largest  memory 

capacity  of  any  hand-held  devices  and 
can  store  up  to  1,500  words  or  phrases. 

Of  course,  if  yc  i  don't  have  a  basic 
grasp  of  pronunciation,  you  still  have  a 

problem  even  with  your  translator  at  the 
ready.  Texas  Instruments  hopes  to  solve 

this  problem  with  a  new  hand-held 
which  combines  the  translator  with  a 

speech  synthesizer  similar  to  the  one 
used  in  Speak  &  Spell.  This  one  trans- 

lates 1,000  words  and  has  an  audible  vo- 
cabulary of  500  words. 

The  translators  are  useful  beyond 
mere  translation.  Since  you  can  type 
words  and  numbers  into  them  and  read 

words  and  numbers  and  phrases  on  their 

displays,  they  actually  can  serve  as  per- 
sonal pocket  encyclopedias.  New  car- 

tridges are  being  developed  to  convert 
these  little  wise  guys  into  authorities  on 
all  kinds  of  subjects.  They  can  tell  you 
how  to  mix  any  drink,  make  a  pate;  they 
can  help  with  school  or  office  work, 
store  up  important  dates,  give  you  any 

or  all  of  the  IRS's  current  income  tax 
rules,  correct  your  grammar,  and  so  on. 
Soon  special  cartridges  will  let  you 

"write"  your  own  programs  into  them, 
so  they  can  be  used  as  high-capacity 
pocket  memo  pads  to  remember  dates 
and  birthdays,  manage  your  budget  and 
investments,  provide  customized  menus 
to  let  you  lose  exactly  the  weight  you 

wish.  Some  will  come  with  special  tele- 

phone jacks  to  let  them  "talk"  with  your 
friends'  own  personal  computers. 

You'll  see  a  lot  more  of  these  little 
personal  memories.  Matsushita  Electri- 

cal Industrial  Corporation  has  pur- 
chased manufacturing  rights  to  the 

Schmid  crystal.

Some  undoubtedly  will  have  the  option 

of  plugging  into  your  TV  set  through  an 
interface  modulator,  to  provide  a  larger 

display  on  the  color  screen. 

Video  games 

Of  course,  any  of  the  elaborate  "per- 
sonal computers"  now  on  the  market 

can  be  taught  to  play  complex  games  on 

the  TV  set  or  their  own-  built-in  video 

monitors.  But  there's  a  new  breed  of  so- 
phisticated game  which  can  be  taught  to 

become  a  computer — with  a  little  finan- 
cial encouragement.  Buy  the  game  now, 

upgrade  it  to  a  home  computer  later. 

Magnavox's  Odyssey  II  and  MatteVs  In- 
tellivision  are  "programmable"  by  insert- 

ing difi'erent  cartridges,  and  provide  an 
assortment  of  advanced  games,  quizzes, 

and  other  pastimes,  with  virtually  full 
animation,  rivaling  games  found  in 

amusement  arcades.  When  you're  ready 
to  move  up  to  a  home  computer,  you 

have  the  option  of  buying  a  typewriter- 
like keyboard  with  its  associated  compo- 

nents which  "dock"  into  the  game  chas- 
sis, increasing  its  capacity  and  upgrading 

it  to  a  true  personal  computer.  In  an  ex- 

perimental program  called  "Playcable," Mattel  will  let  some  users  add  new 

games  and  other  programs  via  cable  TV. 
For  a  fee,  you  can  select  a  program  from 
a  catalogue,  tune  in  the  proper  cable 

channel,  and  receive  the  latest  amuse- 
ment arcade  game  for  playing  later. 

But  all  of  these  dazzling  new  develop- 
ments shouldn't  obscure  the  traditional 

rules  of  purchasing  any  product — partic- 
ularly in  the  field  of  hand-helds  for  chil- 

dren. Before  buying  a  game,  you  should 
be  able  to  test  it — or,  better  still,  the 
youngster  should  do  the  testing  in  the 
store.  If  he  or  she  shows  the  least  sign  of 
boredom  while  playing  the  game,  you 

can  bet  it  will  be  quickly  relegated  to  the 
dresser  drawer.  The  game  should  be 

challenging  enough  to  hold  your  child's interest,  but  not  so  complicated  he  gives 

up  after  a  few  minutes. 
All  hand-helds  operate  on  batteries, 

and  the  more  interesting  and  intriguing 

the  game,  the  quicker  it  gobbles  them 
up.  Replacing  batteries  can  be  quite  an 

expense,  and  a  plug-in  battery  eliminator 
(generally  $5  or  $6)  is  highly  recom- 

mended. These  can  usually  be  purchased 

where  the  game  is  sold,  or  at  an  electri- 
cal-supply store.  Before  buying  a  battery 

eliminator,  be  sure  the  game  has  a  jack 

for  a  plug-in — which,  of  course,  should 
be  rated  at  the  same  voltage  as  the  game 
(usually  noted  on  the  back  of  the  game 
itself  or  in  the  instruction  book).  If  the 

game  you  select  doesn't  have  a  jack,  it's 
suggested  you  buy  a  battery  charger  and 
a  selection  of  rechargeable  batteries. 

The  electronics  game  marks  the  real 

bcgitiiiing  of  the  mini-computer  in  the 
home.  Adults  and  children  alike  agree 
it's  a  fun  beginning.  ■

How  to  take  your  garden  with  you 

A true  gardener  never  lets  the  probable 
length  of  stay  in  any  house  curb  his 

nstinct  to  put  down  roots.  The  thought  of 
lulling  up  roots  to  move  on  again  is  never 
;asy,  though.  Here  are  some  suggestions 
0  ease  the  transplanting: 
Plan  to  take  some  of  your  old  garden 

ilong.  During  the  move,  make  every  trip 

"rom  one  house  to  the  other  include  a 
jlant  or  two,  even  if  you  have  to  set 
hem  in  a  temporary  bed. 

On  a  cross-country  move,  my  only 
:hance  was  a  shopping  bag  on  one  arm 
balanced  by  a  baby  on  the  other  as  we 
joarded  an  airplane.  In  that  bag  were 
he  Arbor  Day  trees  our  two  sons  had 

jlanted  in  fourth  grade,  some  delphin- 
ums,  gooseberries,  a  rose,  and  several 
cuttings.  I  heeled  them  in,  watered,  and 

covered  lightly  with  straw  (puUed-up 
veeds  would  do).  They  survived  a 
nonth  of  hot  August  weather  and  were 
vaiting  to  welcome  us  when  we  arrived 
)ermanently. 

If  you  can't  take  anything  else,  take 
eeds.  After  that  same  move,  our  Christ- 
nas  box  from  grandma  included  pill- 
»oxes  of  seeds  from  plants  we  had  given 

ler  from  our  old  garden.  It  was  a  won- 
lerful  link  with  home  while  recovering 
rom  the  shock  of  being  transplanted. 

No  true  gardener  would  consider  de- 
uding  a  garden  he  had  lovingly  planted, 
specially  if  he  senses  that  the  new  own- 
r  will  appreciate  the  garden.  But  most 

•lants  can  be  divided  and  made  to  pros- 
er  for  both  parties. 
When  you  choose  a  new  house,  use  a 

|ommon-sense  mixture  of  roof-checking 
nd  soil-checking.  In  our  case,  I  entrust

•ees,  and  soil  conditions.  Siting  cannot 
e  changed  and  basic  construction  is  ex- 
ensive  to  alter,  but  most  of  us  who  want 

)  can  make  a  garden  grow  anywhere 
yentually.  Still,  trees  do  take  time,  and 

Id  pay  a  lot  extra  to  have  some. 

1  If  your  new  home  doesn't  have  a  gar- 
;n,  the  ideal  situation  is  to  plant  a  new 
irden  even  before  you  move.  With  the 

prmission  of  the  seller,  I  once  plowed 
e  day  the  first  papers  were  signed.  We 
)th  risked  a  little  there,  but  it  was 
orth  it.  The  actual  move  was  some 

ree  weeks  later  and,  with  transplants,

moving  time,  and  might  even  plant  some 
crops  just  for  you.  And  his  experience 
and  knowledge  will  be  worth  more  than 
any  plants  or  produce  he  carries  away. 

Don't  be  daunted  by  the  season.  If 
you  settle  in  summer,  many  things  can 
be  planted  later  than  you  think.  Ask 

neighbors  or  the  county  agent  the  ex- 
pected frost  date  and  then  count  back 

days  to  maturity  from  there.  Plant  early 
vegetables  for  a  very  late,  short  season. 

If  you  arrive  in  autumn,  plant  a  few 
bulbs  or  trees  and  shrubs  if  the  climate  is 

mild  enough.  But  don't  make  any  big, 
expensive  plantings  until  you  study  area 
gardens  for  hardy  or  native  plants  and 
experience  a  little  of  the  weather. 

Winter  movers  can  use  the  time  well, 

studying  and  planning  carefully  before 
planting  anything,  and  even  those  lucky 
enough  to  move  in  the  spring  should 

take  time  to  plan  before  they  plant  any- 
thing permanent  or  costly. 

If  you  know  you're  moving  in  spring, then  the  autumn  before,  go  out  and 

root-prune  any  perennial,  shrub,  or 
small  tree  that  you  plan  to  move. 

To  root-prune,  cut  down  with  a  sharp 
spade  in  a  circle  approximating  the  root 

ball  you  hope  to  transport.  This  will  sev- 
er the  fibrous  roots  at  that  perimeter  and 

force  the  plant  to  form  new  ones  closer 
to  the  base  of  the  trunk. 

Root-pruning  will  not  help  much  for 
plants  with  tap  roots  like  oaks  and  nut 
trees,  so  only  the  smallest  seedlings  of 
these  should  be  risked.  It  will  be  a  mild 

shock  to  any  plant,  but  enough  roots  will 
remain  intact  at  the  bottom  of  the  hole 

to  help  it  recover,  and  the  transplanting, 

the  next  spring,  will  be  much  easier.  For 
this  same  reason,  nursery  plants  which 

have  been  root-pruned  in  several  trans- 
plantings  can  be  moved  more  safely  than 

plants  with  naturally  sprawling  roots 

dug  from  the  wild. 
Even  if  the  time  is  not  ideal  or  you 

aren't  sure  when  you'll  sell  your  place,  it 
won't  hurt  to  root-prune  your  treasures 
the  very  moment  you  decide  to  move.  If 

the  process  takes  a  month  or  more,  the 

new  roots  will  begin  to  form,  and  if  you 

don't  move,  no  serious  damage  will  be 
done.  Water  well  in  the  interim. 

For  plants  that  are  too  big  to  move, 

take  a  piece  of  them — take  cuttings. 
Root-prune  a  section  from  the  suckers  at 
the  base  of  the  shrub.  Or  layer  a  grape- 

vine or  gooseberry  by  bending  down  a 
long  stem.  At  the  point  of  contact, 
scratch  a  bit  of  bark  from  the  underside 
of  a  node.  Use  a  rock,  forked  stick,  or 
wire  hairpin  to  bury  this  section.  Keep  it 
covered  and  moist  until  new  roots  form. 

Then  you  can  cut  the  stem  to  the  mother 
plant  and  move  the  baby  easily. 

The  minute  you  decide  to  move,  you 
will  want  to  make  changes  in  your 

gardening.  Since  you  will  be  busy,  cut  ex- 
tra work.  Concentrate  on  making  the 

area  around  the  house  neat  and  attrac- 
tive. This  may  mean  sacrificing  the  ex- 

perimenting you  enjoy,  but  do  it 
nonetheless.  Plant  flowers  instead  of  veg- 

etables, plants  instead  of  seeds,  annuals 
instead  of  perennials.  It  could  even  help 

to  sell  the  house.  Certainly  don't  give  up 

your  gardening  altogether.  You  will  en- 
joy the  therapy  as  well  as  the  results. 

You  may  not  need  to  give  up  vegeta- 

bles completely,  but  plant  short-term 
salad  makings  and  quick-maturing  vari- 

eties. It  often  takes  up  to  three  months 
to  complete  a  move  and  you  can  have  a 
lot  of  good  eating  in  that  time. 

Think  twice  about  canning  or  freezing 

plans.  That  may  depend  on  the  distance 
and  the  means  of  moving.  If  you  trans- 

act at  harvest  time,  bear  in  mind  that 
dried  foods  will  pack  and  travel  easiest. 

When  you  sign  papers  for  selling  your 
piece  of  land,  talk  to  the  buyers  frankly 
about  what  you  plan  to  dig  and  take 
along.  If  you  are  moving  nearby,  they 

may  be  agreeable  to  your  coming  back  to 
share  the  harvest  or  to  move  plants  at  a 
better  time.  And  you  may  find  they 

don't  want  that  peach  tree  you  planned 
to  leave,  so  you  can  chance  moving  it. 

If  you're  planning  to  cross  state  bor- 
ders, check  with  your  county  agricultur- 

al agent.  Alaska,  Arizona,  California, 
Florida,  Hawaii,  and  Virginia  require 
special  certification.  You  will  save  time 
and  trouble  if  plants  are  accompanied  by 

an  inspection  certificate. 
Lastly,  be  sure  to  find  some  challenge 

in  your  new  garden.  It  may  come  built-in 
with  an  unfamiliar  climate.  You  may 
have  to  learn  intensive  gardening,  as  we 
did,  to  compensate  for  size.  The  fun  of 
learning  will  ease  the  pangs  of  moving 

and  keep  your  garden  growing  and  beau- 
tiful through  an  otherwise  trying  time.  ■

How  to  attract  birds  to  your  garden 

There's  no  need  to  live  in  or  travel  to  an 
area  of  wilderness  in  order  to  enjoy  wild- 

life. A  mere  windowsill  in  the  heart  of  a 

city  can  attract  a  vast  array  of  birds,  if 
you  provide  the  essential  food,  water, 
shelter,  protection  against  enemies,  and 
a  place  to  produce  their  young  in  safety. 
With  a  backyard  at  your  disposal,  the 
terrain  can  become  a  home  nature  re- 

serve, a  particularly  welcome  refuge  for 
wildlife  in  the  midst  of  a  harsh  winter, 
when  natural  bed  and  board  facilities  are 

hard  to  come  by.  Allowing  birds  and 
other  animals  to  take  up  residence,  you 
can  further  the  aims  of  conservation  and 

enjoy  a  world  of  color,  song,  and  move- 
ment. 

Birds  usually  build  their  nests  in  natu- 
ral vegetation — in  hedgerows,  trees, 

bushes,  and  dense  undergrowth — but 
such  sites  are  increasingly  difficult  to 
find  in  towns  and  suburbs.  The  most  en- 

thusiastic wildlife  lover  cannot  create 

natural  nesting  locations  overnight,  but 

artificial  substitutes  are  perfectly  accept- 
able to  most  birds.  They  may  be  pur- 

chased from  a  specialist  supplier,  a  seed 
company  catalogue,  or  you  can  make 

them  yourself.  There  are  many  vari- 
ations on  the  nesting-box  theme,  but 

only  two  basic  structures:  the  enclosed 
bow  with  a  small  entrance  hole,  the  size 
of  which  can  be  tailored  to  determine 

who  will  be  able  to  lodge  there  (I'/g  inch- 
es will  keep  out  starlings  and  sparrows), 

and  the  open  plan  type.  To  make  either, 

you'll  need  about  5  feet  of  /i-inch  weath- 
ered hardwood  (or  treated  cedar  or  oth- 

er softwood),  sawn  into  sections  and 
nailed  to  make  a  box.  The  roof  must 
slope  to  allow  rain  to  run  off  and  can  be 
hinged  for  easy  access  and  secured  with 
a  hook.  Drill  the  entrance  hole  toward 

the  top  of  the  box  or,  with  the  open  plan, 
build  the  front  section  so  that  it  reaches 

only  part  way  up.  Don't  fix  a  landing 
perch  to  the  box,  as  the  birds  won't  need 
it,  and  squirrels  can  use  it  while  they 
raid  the  nest  contents. 

Secure  the  box  to  a  tree,  wall,  or  post 
about  6  feet  off  the  ground,  protected 
both  from  cold  prevailing  winds  and  hot 
suns.  Put  it  up  in  readiness  for  spring 
visitors.  The  birds  will  appreciate  indi- 

rect help  with  finding  suitable  materials 
for  lining  their  nests,  or  constructing 
from  scratch  in  natural  settings.  A  natu-

Once  the  birds  are  in  residence,  re- 
spect their  privacy,  especially  when  the 

eggs  hatch,  and  restrict  your  peeking  to 
a  time  when  the  adults  are  away.  When 
nesting  season  is  over,  take  the  box 
down  and  clean  the  interior  with  boiling 
water  to  kill  off  any  lurking  parasites. 

Don't  be  horrified  by  the  presence  of 
eggs  or  dead  birds.  They  are  the  weak- 
Imgs  that  have  been  naturally  rejected 
on  account  of  their  inability  to  survive  in 
the  wilds. 

What,  when,  and  how 
to  feed  the  birds 

In  the  wMitcr  months,  the  time  of  year 
that  birds  most  need  regular  food  for 

body  warmth,  natural  sources  are  gener- 
ally in  short  supply.  Apact  from  provid- 
ing food  from  compassionate  motives, 

you  will  be  able  to  entice  birds  to  where 
you  can  see  them.  Begin  feeding  from 
late  October  or  the  first  frost,  but  only  if 

you  are  prepared  to  keep  it  up  through- 
out the  cold  season.  Home-fed  birds  get 

used  to  your  handouts,  so  don't  take  off for  a  week  of  Florida  sunshine  unless 

you  can  rely  on  a  friend  or  neighbor  to 
carry  on  the  good  work  in  your  absence. 

Bird  feeding  means  more  than  tossing 
a  few  crusts  of  bread  onto  the  lawn. 

Many  birds  won't  touch  this,  and  those 
that  do  will  still  lack  the  adequate,  var- 

ied diet  they  require.  Bird-seed  mixes  are 
available  from  many  hardware  stores, 
supermarkets,  and  bird  pet  shops.  They 
contain  a  variety  of  seeds  and  so  attract 

many  types  of  birds  that  might  other- 
wise never  appear  in  your  garden.  Or 

mix  your  own,  including  sunflower 
seeds,  millet,  buckwheat,  oats,  cracked 

corn,  and  so  on.  Add  some  grit  to  aid  di- 
gestion (either  store-bought  or  seashore 

sand,  crushed  clam,  oyster,  or  egg  shells) 
when  natural  alternatives  are  covered  in 
snow.  A  wholesome  selection  of  kitchen 

scraps  will  also  be  welcome.  Include 
such  foods  as  potato,  meat  leftovers, 
stale  cake,  chopped  bacon  rind,  cheese, 
raisins,  melon  seeds,  fruit  cores,  lettuce 

leaves.  Peanuts,  either  shelled  and  of- 
fered in  mesh  bags  or  feeders,  or  un- 

shelled  and  threaded  on  a  string,  can  be 
added  to  the  menu  (avoid  salty  nuts), 

but  peanut  butter  should  first  be  mixed 
with  dry  cornmeal  or  else  it  may  clog  the 
birds'  mandibles. 

Suspend  half  a  coconut  shell  under- 
neath the  bird  table,  but  never  give  dry 

shredded  coconut,  as  it  can  swell  inside  a 

bird's  stomach.  The  shell,  or  a  yogurt 

container,  can  be  filled  with  a  "pudding" 
of  seeds,  grains,  dried  cake,  nuts,  and  so 

on,  mixed  with  hot  fat  and  left  to  set.  In- 
sect eaters  will  appreciate  a  dish  of  meal- 

worms but  will  willingly  compromise 
with  meat  scraps,  dog  food,  pastry 

dough,  peanut  butter,  and  suet.  The  lat- 
ter is  an  excellent  source  of  warming 

winter  nourishment.  Put  large  chunks 

into  mesh  containers  to  prevent  the  big- 
ger birds  pinching  more  than  their  fair 

share.  Gradually  reduce  the  amount  of 
high  caloric  foods  as  spring  approaches, 

but  only  stop  feeding  altogether  when 
you  are  absolutely  certain  winter  is  over. 
If  you  want  to  keep  feeding  throughout 
the  year,  do  so  just  as  regularly  but  in

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much  smaller  quantities,  remembering  it 
is  primarily  for  your  benefit,  since  there 
will  be  an  abundance  of  natural  foods. 

Feeding  off  the  shelf 
Bird  tables  may  be  bought  or  made  with 
the  most  elementary  of  carpentry  skills 
and  tools.  You  need  no  more  than  a  flat, 

squarish,  2-foot  wooden  platform  sup- 
ported on  a  post,  hung  from  a  tree 

branch,  or  bracketed  to  a  window-sill. 
Nail  a  strip  of  wood  around  the  edge  of 
the  board  to  prevent  food  being  blown 
away  by  the  wind  or  kicked  off  by  the 
birds.  Leave  a  gap  at  each  corner  so  the 

table  won't  become  flooded  after  a  rain 

shower.  A  roof  won't  be  necessary  ex- 
cept where  snow  falls  thick  and  fast. 

Screw  two  or  three  hooks  to  the  side  for 

hanging  food  baskets,  seed  hoppers, 
coconut  shells,  bones,  or  peanut  strings. 
Position  the  table  in  the  open  for  ease  of 
viewing,  but  never  too  far  away  from 
shrubbery  in  case  the  birds  need  to  make 

,a  swift  escape — from  hawks,  perhaps. 
'Put  some  food  below  the  table  for 
mourning  doves,  cardinals,  towhees, 
pheasants,  sparrows,  juncos,  and  other 
ground  feeders. 

Providing  a  water  supply 
The  shortage  of  natural  food  supplies  in 
winter  is  matched  in  summer  by  a  lack 
of  water,  particularly  in  urban  areas 
without  ponds  or  puddles.  Water  is  vital 

:o  a  bird's  well-being  both  for  drinking 
ind  bathing,  the  latter  being  an  essential 

activity  for  keeping  plumage  in  tip-top 
lying  trim  and  at  optimum  insulation 

/alue.  Provide  water  in  an  upside-down 
»arbage-can  cover  or  shallow  bowl  (with 

|i  rough  surface  so  that  bifds  won't  slide mder  the  water).  Position  the  bath  well

/ision  so  that  you  can  watch  the  antics. 
I^hange  the  water  every  now  and  then 
ind  prevent  it  from  freezing  during  the 

vinter  by  installing  an  insulated  aquar- 
um  water  heater. 

I  A  pond  reflects  a  more  ambitious  ap- 
:)roach  to  backyard  wildlifing.  It  will  at- 
ifact  a  bigger  and  more  varied  class  of 
lird,  as  well  as  dragoriflies,  newts,  and 
rogs.  The  simplest  method  of  construc- 
ion  is  to  dig  a  hole,  shallow  at  one  end, 

nd  line  it  with  heavy-duty  plastic  sheet- 
bg  held  by  large  rocks  around  the  edge. 

I'ill  with  a  layer  of  soil  and  plant  some 
uitable  aquatic  plants  to  absorb  carbon 
ioxide.

to  come  to  terms  with  the  fundamental 

conflict  between  attracting  wildlife  and 

so-called  "normal"  gardening  habits. 
The  more  we  try  to  interfere  with  and 

struggle  against  nature  rather  than  al- 
lowing the  backyard  to  grow  wild,  the 

less  attractive  a  haunt  it  will  be  for  wild- 
life. 

Allow  at  least  a  patch  of  ground  to  re- 
vert to  the  forest  or  meadow  it  wants  to 

be.  Weeds  are,  after  all,  the  least  de- 
manding of  plants  to  grow  and  not  as 

unsightly  as  you  might  assume.  Gold- 
finches find  thistles  irresistible,  for  ex- 

ample, and  caterpillars  love  young  nettle 
shoots  (the  caterpillars  of  the  monarch 
butterfly  eat  milkweed  leaves  and  the 
butterflies  pollinate  its  flowers). 

Overtidied  gardens  represent  poor 

pickings  for  visitors,  so  let  some  fallen 
leaves  lie;  birds  will  thrive  on  the  slugs, 
snails,  and  insects  that  lie  in  their  murky 

depths.  Leave  a  fallen  tree  branch  to  de- 
cay for  the  benefit  of  various  animals, 

plants,  and  fungi. 
Lawns  are  a  happy  hunting  ground 

for  carnivorous  birds  in  pursuit  of 

worms,  ants,  and  grubs,  but  don't  over- manicure,  particularly  at  the  fringes. 

And,  of  course,  if  you  want  insect-eating 

birds  to  visit  the  garden,  don't  purge  it 
of  their  prey  by  spraying  lethal  doses  of 
insecticide.  The  brown  thrasher,  for  ex- 

ample, can  devour  over  6,000  insects  in  a 

day  and  won't  look  too  favorably  on 
your  debugged  environment. 

Contrary  to  the  more  formal  tradi- 
tions of  horticulture,  a  wildlife  garden 

doesn't  imply  anarchy.  Instead,  it  is  a 
more  ecologically-sound  approach  to 
planting,  incorporating  those  trees,

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shrubs,  vines,  and  flowers  that  appeal  to 
birds  as  nesting  sites,  shelter,  hiding 

places,  and  providers  of  food.  Native 
species  work  better  than  the  exotic,  rare, 
or  overbred  varieties.  Many  of  the  flower 

strains,  for  example,  that  have  been  care- 
fully crossed  and  recrossed  to  achieve 

their  beauty  are  low  on  nectar  for  the 
pollinating  insects  (that  in  turn  attracts 
such  birds  as  vireos,  warblers,  wrens,  fly- 

catchers, swallows,  and  thrashers)  or  are 
poorly  seeded  for  direct  consumption 
(marigolds,  asters,  sunflowers,  poppies, 
phlox,  and  others  are  a  better  bet,  and 
wildflower  seed  mixes  even  better). 

Cats  and  birds 

will  never 

develop  a  mature, 

considerate 

relationship 

It  is  important  when  shopping  for 
plants  to  find  out  the  height  to  which 
each  plant  will  grow,  the  amount  of 
space  it  demands,  and  the  length  of  time 
taken  to  reach  maturity,  as  well  as 

checking  on  its  soil,  climate,  and  cultiva- 
tion requirements.  The  more  varied  the 

plantings,  the  greater  the  variety  of 

birds,  but  remember  that  you've  got  to 
enjoy  the  garden,  too,  so  be  sure  that  the 
color  and  overall  shape  of  the  plant  is  to 
your  liking,  and  will  leave  room  for  all 

your  other  backyard  activities — includ- 
ing bird  watching. 

What  to  do  about 
unwanted  visitors 

You  may  be  understandably  reluctant  to 
look  upon  a  pet  as  a  pest,  but  cats  and 
birds  will  never  develop  a  mature,  con- 

siderate relationship.  No  matter  how 
gentle  you  believe  your  own  to  be,  the 
sight  of  a  group  of  birds  pecking  away  at 
the  bird  table  or  splashing  about  in  a 
bath  will  bring  out  the  Mr.  Hyde  side  of 
their  feline  character.  Cat  owners  who 

insist  on  backyard  birding  must  keep 
their  pet  indoors  during  dawn  and  dusk 
feeding  times.  Even  though  you  may  not 
possess  a  cat,  some  neighbor  surely  will. 
Wire  fencing  or  thick  hedges  are  the 
most  effective  barriers,  but  even  some- 

thing like  the  Berlin  Wall  won't  guaran- 
tee cats'  exclusion  from  your  yard,  hence 

the  importance  of  positioning  tables, 
baths,  and  nest  boxes  well  out  of  pounc- 

ing range.  Pole  supports  must  be  made 
from  metal  or  smooth  wood,  even 
sinca  cd  with  axle  grease  or  fitted  with  a 
met;i  baffle.  Such  precautions  will  also 

help  ;    -p  the  birds  immune  to  squirrels. 

the  most  familiar  backyard  bullies. 

Sparrows  and  starlings  are  often  re- 
garded as  nuisances  in  the  wildlife  gar- 

den because  they  tend  to  monopolize  the 
food  and  facilities  to  the  exclusion  of 

more  interesting  species.  Starlings  usual- 
ly sleep  some  distance  away  from  where 

they  eat  and  can  often  be  beaten  to  the 
bite  if  you  put  food  out  the  night  before. 
Since  they  need  to  have  both  feet  firmly 
planted  on  a  level  surface  before  eating, 
they  avoid  hanging  feeders  and  also  stay 

away  from  all  sunflower-seed  feeders. 
Jays  aren't  too  acrobatic,  either,  but  they 
are  aggressive  and  will  raid  the  nests  of 
others  to  steal  eggs  and  even  young 
birds.  Try  to  bribe  jays  by  scattering 

their  favorite  morsels  (peanuts,  sunflow- 
er seeds,  cracked  corn)  away  from  the 

main  feeding  table.  But  apart  from  tak- 
ing such  rudimentary  steps,  resign  your- 
self to  never  being  able  to  fully  select  the 

wildlife  you  prefer.

they  weren't  there,  squandering  itself  on the  outside  air. 

Houses  are  changing,  and  people's  at- 
titudes toward  them  are  changing  even 

faster.  Where  once  it  was  enough  that  a 
house  have  the  requisite  number  of 
rooms,  and  look  nice,  and  be  easy  to 
keep,  now  homeowners  expect  them  to 
work  as  well,  sheltering  their  inhabitants 
efficiently  with  as  little  use  of  expensive 

fuel  as  possible.  "Five  years  ago,"  says 
Bruce  Brownell,  president  of  Adiron- 

dack Alternative  Energy,  and  builder  of 

energy-conservative  houses  in  the  more 

frigid  reaches  of  New  York  State,  "a 
prospective  buyer's  first  question  was 
'how  many  baths?'  Today,  it's  'how  well 
is  it  insulated?'"  "If  you  are  remodel- 

ing," says  engineer  Susan  Nichols,  a 
Santa  Fe,  N.Mex.,  developer,  "it  only 
makes  sense  to  work  for  energy  conser- 

vation at  the  same  time."  Whether  you 
are  gutting  a  historic  monument  to  make 

sure  it  stands  another  100  years,  or  sim- 
ply adding  a  new  bath,  time  and  thought 

spent  on  considering  the  most  energy-ef- 
ficient way  to  do  it  will  be  repaid  in  im- 

mediate comfort  and  in  lower  future 
energy  bills. 

Remodeling  for  energy  conservation  is 
a  mixture  of  science  and  creative  art.  As 

concern  with  our  energy  future  grows, 
so  does  the  number  of  people  engaged  in 
tracking  down  runaway  B.T.U.s,  and  so 

does  our  knowledge  of  the  often-compli- 
cated ways  in  which  energy  and  our 

houses  interact.  So  does  our  sense  of  its 

importance — and  the  pressing  urge  to  do 
something  about  it  personally.  Depart- 

ment of  Energy  estimates  of  increases  in 
the  cost  of  energy  have  been  based  on  a 
rise  of  12  to  15  percent  a  year,  just  ahead 
of  the  rate  of  inflation.  But  in  some  parts 
of  the  country,  the  cost  of  fuel  more  than 

doubled  last  winter— a  lOO-pcrccnl  in- 
crease— and  few  New  Englanders  doubt 

that  oil  will  reach  $1.50  a  gallon  by  next 
December.  That  means  it  makes  very 
sound  economic  sense  to  borrow  the 
money  to  add  energy  conservation  to

energy  conservation  into  three  parts. 
First  is  the  building  itself:  the  windows, 
the  roof,  the  arrangement  of  rooms,  the 
walls  around  the  whole  thing.  Next 

come  systems  that  produce  and  distrib- 
ute heat  in  the  house:  the  heating  sys- 

tem, the  hot  water  and  electric  systems, 
the  ventilation,  the  various  appliances. 

Finally,  there  are  the  inhabitants:  their 
habits,  the  ways  in  which  they  use  the 
house  and  systems.  With  each  house  he 
sells,  he  supplies  a  package,  a  book  that 

can  serve  as  a  house  operator's  manual, 
a  couple  of  very  simple  energy-conserva- 

tion devices — and  an  indoor  meter  that 
costs  $89.50  and  attaches  to  the  electric 

system.  It  shows,  in  dollars  and  cents, 
the  amount  you  are  spending  for  energy 
with  each  passing  hour.  A  test  at  the 
University  of  Colorado  showed  that  the 
meter  alone,  because  it  promoted  energy 
awareness,  cut  energy  consumption  by 

12  percent. 
The  most  important  first  step  the  en- 

ergy-conservative remodeler  can  take  in 
defining  the  problem  is  to  get  a  qualified 
energy  audit.  Many  utilities  offer  them, 
and  more  will  be  offering  them  soon. 
State  lists  of  energy  consultants,  many  of 
whom  offer  energy  audits,  are  available 
from  the  National  Solar  Heating  and 
Cooling  Center  (Box  1607,  Rockville, 
Md.  20850).  A  trained  auditor  should

doors,  etc.,  and  code  all  the  data  to  be 

fed  into  a  computer.  The  computer  will 
calculate  your  probable  energy  demand, 
compare  it  with  your  energy  bills  to 
check,  then  print  out  a  list  of  conserva- 

tion alternatives  along  with  cost  and 
probable  savings  for  your  particular 
house.  If  a  specific  energy  audit  is  not 
available  locally,  the  Department  of 
Housing  and  Urban  Development  has 
published  a  helpful  workbook,  In  the 

Bank  or  Up  the  Chimney  (Superinten- 
dent of  Documents,  Government  Print- 

ing Office,  Washington,  D.C.  20402; 
stock  number  023-000-00411-9),  that 
will  allow  you  to  do  a  lot  of  the  figuring 

yourself  If  your  contractor  is  experi- 
enced, he  or  she  should  be  able  to  give 

you  some  close,  educated  guesses.  Au- 
dits can  cost  from  nothing  (a  free  utility 

once-over)  to  about  $200.  Shop  for 

one — but  don't  buy  the  least  expensive 
unless  you  are  convinced  it  is  the  best. 
This  is  one  place  where  it  costs  to  save money. 

Identifying  solutions 

Here's  the  procedure:  Understand  your 
quarry  (heat);  know  your  tools  (climate, 

site,  building  materials,  household  sys- 
tems) and  their  uses;  cultivate  your 

friends  (contractor,  energy  engineer,  lo- 
cal building  officials,  and  utihties);  plan 

your  strategy  carefully. 
The  quarry:  Heat  radiates.  A  source  of 

heat — candle  or  nuclear  generator — pro- 
duces waves  that  are  part  of  the  electro- 

magnetic spectrum  (we  can  see  by  the 
light  waves  in  the  middle  part  of  that 
spectrum;  heat  waves  are  longer  than 
those  in  the  visible  portion).  These 
waves  travel  out  in  concentric  circles 
from  the  source. 

Heat  also  moves  by  convection.  The 
molecules  of  air  basking  next  to  a  heat 
source  feel  expansive  and  they  spread 
out.  Because  its  molecules  are  farther 

apart,  warm  air  is  lighter,  and  it  rises. 
Cold  air  flows  in  to  take  its  place  next  to 

the  source,  and  warms  in  its  turn,  start- 
ing a  flow  of  air,  a  current  with  a  shape 

determined  by  the  shape  of  the  room, 
that  can  be  both  predicted  and  directed. 
Convection  is  also  at  work  outside 

where,  of  course,  things  tend  to  be  a  little 
less  predictable.  The  wind  controls  it, 

whipping  away  the  skin  of  warmth  that 
has  radiated  from  the  house  at  whatever 

speed  it  is  blowing. 

Heat  also  moves  by  conduction.  Basi- 
cally lazy,  it  will  follow  any  easy  path, 

passing  from  molecule  to  molecule  by 

physical  contact.  It  races  along  metal,  a 

good  conductor,  while  insulating  materi- 
als slow  its  migration  to  a  crawl. 
Your  aim  as  a  B.T.U.  hunter  is  to 

identify  the  paths  along  which  heat 

moves^  in  your  house  and  to  block  or  di- 

rect them  at  your  will,  causing  heat  to 
serve  your  comfort  freely  in  the  cycle  of 
its  natural  wanderings  through  a  house 
that  laughs  at  the  worst  summer  and 
winter  can  do. 
The  tools.  Climate:  The  primary  purpose 
of  a  house  is  shelter  from  the  outrages  of 
climate — rain,  wind,  heat,  cold,  Seasonal 
change.  How  much  sheltering,  and  of 

what  kind,  depends  on  climate.  The  well- 
established  concept  of  Degree  Days  {see 

glossary  below)  has  a  growing  usefulness 
for  determining  housing  needs  for  every- 

thing from  furnace  sizes  to  kind  and 
amount  of  insulation.  The  Federal  Ener- 

gy Bank  now  being  set  up  will  use  data 
on  household  energy  budgets  derived 
with  the  help  of  DD.  Every  degree  of 

temperature  above  65°F  represents  a  cool- 
ing Degree  Day;  every  degree  below  65 

represents  a  heating  DD.  In  the  U.S., 
cooling  Degree  Days  range  from  more 
than  4,000  annually  in  Miami  to  none  in 
Spokane.  Heating  Degree  Days  range 
from  100  in  Miami  to  more  than  10,000 
in  International  Falls,  Minn.  The  number 
indicates  how  tight,  and  how  thick,  your 
walls  should  be  to  keep  out  heat  or  cold. 

ENERGY  TERMS 

B.T.U.:  An  abbreviation  for  British 
Thermal  Unit,  or  the  amount  of  heat 
needed  to  raise  the  temperature  of  1 

pound  of  water  by  IT. 
Calorie:  The  amount  of  heat  needed  to 

raise  the  temperature  of  1  gram  of  water 

by  rc. Degree  day:  A  measurement  of  the  dif- 
ference in  average  daily  outdoor  tem- 

perature from  a  fixed  point,  usually 

65°F.  If  the  average  outdoor  temperature 

for  one  day  is  40°F,  for  instance,  that 
day  would  represent  25  heating  Degree 

Days  (65°F  minus  40T).  The  number  of 
Degree  Days  during  a  year  is  added  to 
determine  the  heating  or  cooling  de- 

mands for  specific  climates. 
R-value:  The  resistance  of  a  material  to 

heat  passing  through  it.  The  higher  the 
number,  the  better. 

Retrofit:  Remodeling  for  energy  conser- 
vation or  solar  use,  in  a  very  thorough 

way. 

U-value:  The  rate  of  heat  loss,  measured 
in  B.T.U. s  per  hour,  through  a  square 
foot  of  surface  when  the  difference  be- 

tween indoor  and  outdoor  air  tempera- 
tures is  TF.  The  lower  the  number  the 

better. 

Site:  Take  a  good  look:  Are  you  high 

on  a  hill?  Halfway  down?  At  the  bot- 
tom? Where's  the  sun?  What  shape  is  the 

house?  What  kind  of  trees  are  there? 

How  close  are  the  neighbors,  and  in 
what  direction?  The  lie  of  your  land, 

your  site,  will  have  radical  effects  on 
how  your  house  behaves  in  any  weather. 
This  is  the  principle:  The  better  the 
house  cooperates  with  climate  and  site,

the  less  added  energy  it  will  need  to  keep 
you  comfortable.  In  remodeling,  ask 

yourself:  How  can  I  help  its  natural  per- 
formance? Improve  its  profile  to  encour- 

age wind  to  avoid  it?  Plant  evergreens  on 
the  north  to  protect  it?  Open  up  the 
southern  exposure  (because  whether  or 

not  your  house  is  "solar,"  you  can  bene- 
fit from  the  warm  rays  of  the  sun)?  Help 

it  keep  its  feet  out  of  ground  water  by 
changing  drainage?  Paint  it  to  reflect  or 
absorb  heat  (light  colors  bounce  heat  off; 
dark  ones  pull  it  in)? 

Building  materials:  Whether  card- 
board or  granite,  a  good  building  materi- 

al is  one  that  does  the  job  it  is  assigned 
with  the  most  efficiency  at  the  most  rea- 

sonable cost.  Aesthetics  and  availability 
play  roles.  A  good  contractor  is  familiar 

with  the  properties  of  most  building  ma- 
terials. But  rebuilding  for  energy  conser- 
vation involves  using  some  old  materials 

in  new  ways — and  there  are  new  materi- 
als appearing  {see  chart,  page  118).  Find 

out  about  glazings.  Investigate  vapor 
barriers.  And  look  carefully,  with  appro- 

priate skepticism,  at  new  energy-saving 
gadgets.  Some  may  be  silly — but  some 
are  terrific. 

House  systems:  Ned  Lex,  prei'denl  of 
Energy  Control  Systems,  Inc.,  a  Media, 
Pa.,  company  that  specializes  in  cutting 
130 

residential  energy  use  by  making  sys- 
tems behave,  says  it  is  often  possible  to 

slash  fuel  consumption  by  20  to  30  per- 
cent for  each  system,  with  the  use  of  the 

right  device,  properly  installed.  Evaluate 
your  systems,  learn  as  much  as  you  can 

about  how  they  operate — and  how  they 
should  operate.  Find  out  what  help  is 
available,  then  have  an  expert  do  his  or 
her  own  evaluation  and  compare  notes. 

The  friends:  Finding  a  contractor  for  en- 
ergy-conservative remodeling  is  similar 

to  finding  one  for  any  other  building  job: 
Know  what  you  want,  ask  in  the  right 

places.  Check  with  the  conservation  of- 
fice of  your  local  utility.  Ask  at  the  local 

lumberyard  or  building-supply  store.  Of- 
ten it  maintains  lists  of  people  it  can  rec- 

ommend. Ask  your  local  building 

inspector  or  your  heating  and  air-condi- 
tioning sales-person,  because  effective 

conservation  is  sometimes  compounded 
of  subtleties,  and  either  the  homeowner 
or  the  contractor  must  understand  them 

thoroughly  in  order  to  avoid  wasting 

money,  or  energy.  Interview  each  candi- 
date, asking  how  long  he  has  been  in 

business,  what  other  jobs  he  has  done. 

Check  with  former  customers.  "The 

main  thing  is  to  judge  whether  he's  a 
fairly  intelligent  guy,"  says  R.B.  Fitch, 
"somebody  reliable.  Energy  conserva- 

tion— basically  a  job  for  a  good  handy- 
man— is  attracting  a  lot  of  new  people 

who  may  be  in  and  out,  so  shop 

around."  He  suggests  setting  a  test.  Say 

"I  have  so-much  money  to  spend  on  en 
ergy  conservation:  What  can  you  do  for 
me  to  make  my  house  more  efficient? 
The  contractor  should  come  back  with 

specific  recommendations.  Assess  them 
compare  them  with  the  results  of  your 
audit,-  and  decide. 

Both  government  and  utilities  have 
large  stakes  in  energy  conservation  and 
offer,  or  will  offer,  incentives  of  all  kinds 

{see  box,  page  134)  to  homeowners.  At 
this  point,  before  these  programs  are 

widely  publicized  or  known,  it's  up  to the  homeowner  to  find  out  about  them 

A  recent  survey  estimates  there  are 
1,000  solar  greenhouses  in  New  Mexi 
CO — and  fewer  than  a  quarter  of  the 
owners  applied  for  the  state  tax  rebate 
that  could  cover  up  to  10  or  12  percent 
of  the  building  cost.  So  call  your  utility 
and  your  state  energy  office. 

Doing  it 

You  are  now  ready  to  plan  your  person 

al  strategy.  Using  the  audit,  your  knowl 
edge  of  what  your  house  is  and  what  you| 

want  it  to  be,  and  the  advice  of  your  con-i 
tractor,  set  a  goal.  According  to  the  De 
partment  of  Energy,  it  is  possible  to  cut 
energy  use  in  houses  up  to  25  percent  b 
a  few  simple  changes  in  systems  and  liv 
ing  habits,  and  these  are  changes  man 
of  us  have  already  begun  to  make. 

The  energy-conservative  remodele 
should  aim  much  higher  than  25  per

Residential  Conservation 
Service  program 

The  National  Energy  Conservation  Poli- 
cy Act  (PL  75-619)  passed  by  Congress 

in  November  1978  requires  all  large  reg- 
ulated utilities,  under  plans  drawn  up  by 

each  state  and  approved  by  the  Depart- 
ment of  Energy,  to  provide  their  custom- 

ers with  (1)  detailed  energy  audits  upon 
request,  (2)  estimates  of  the  savings  in 

energy  cost  for  those  measures  they  rec- 
ommend, and  (3)  arrangements  upon  re- 

quest for  the  purchase,  installation, 

financing,  and  billing  for  energy-conser- 
vation work  and  for  use  of  renewable  re- 

sources like  solar  and  wind. 

The  model  audit,  a  2'/2-hour  individ- 
ual evaluation  on-site,  has  been  prepared 

by  the  Oak  Ridge  Laboratory  and  the 
Solar  Energy  Research  Institute.  The 
Public  Service  Commission  of  each  state 
will  decide  whether  the  customer  will 

pay  for  it,  or  whether  the  full  or  partial 
cost  should  be  spread  over  all  rate  pay- 

ers as  a  benefit  to  all  (reduced  energy  use 
relieves  the  need  to  build  new  generating 

facilities,  thereby  reducing  costs  for  ev- 
erybody). The  intention  is  to  offer  each 

customer  personalized  information,  with 
some  guarantees  of  quality. 

By  June,  45  to  47  states  will  have 
completed  their  plans.  DOE  will  finish 
reviewing  them  by  September,  and  by 
March  1981,  every  utility  customer  in 
the  country  should  have  received  at  least 
one  announcement  of  the  availability  of 

the  program — which  could  reach  90  per- 
cent of  the  residences  in  the  U.S. 

Some  utilities  already  have  programs 

in  operation,  or  will  have  by  next  winter. 
The  Tennessee  Valley  Authority,  the

TAX  CREDITS 

A  number  of  states — among  them, 
Alaska,  Arizona,  Arkansas,  Califor- 

nia, Colorado,  Delaware,  Hawaii, 
Idaho,  Kansas,  Maryland,  Michigan, 

Montana,  New  Mexico,  North  Caro- 
lina, North  Dakota,  Oregon,  South 

Dakota,  and  Vermont — have  in- 
come- or  property-tax  credits  avail- 

able for  energy-conservative  or  solar 
devices.  These  range  from  Califor- 

nia's 55-percent  income-tax  credit 
(up  to  $2,2CX))  down  to  a  simple  ex- 

emption from  taxes  on  the  increased 
value  of  the  property.  Greenhouses 

and  swimming-pool  blankets  may  be 
eligible  for  these  credits  if  they  were 

purchased  primarily  for  heating  pur- 
poses. Such  remodeling  changes  as 

the  addition  of  south-facing  win- 
dows may  also  qualify  in  some 

states.  A  summary  of  State  Solar 

Legislation  is  available  from  the  Na- 
tional Solar  Heating  and  Cooling  In- 

formation Center  (800-523-2929;  in 

Pennsylvania,  800-462-4983;  in  Alas- 
ka and  Hawaii,  800-523-4700). 
The  federal  government  allows  an 

income-tax  credit  of  up  to  30  per- 
cent of  the  first  $2,000  spent  for 

purchase  and  installation  of  a  solar 
collector,  and  20  percent  of  the  next 

$8,000  up  to  a  $2,200  tax  credit  to- 
tal. The  regulations  concerning 

greenhouses  are  still  being  clarified, 

but  the  tendency  seems  to  be  to  al- 
low them  if  they  are  used  as  passive 

solar  collectors.  Most  energy-conser- 
vation work,  from  the  addition  of 

insulation  and  storm  windows  to 

furnace  work,  is  deductible.

walls  are  redwood;  insulation  is  polysty-

OH  40201 

Form  5866  Prlnldd  In  U.'j  A, 

How  to  replace 

a  broken 

window  pane  and 

learn  to  cut  the 

new  glass  yourself 

Q.  How  can  I  replace  a  broken 
window  pane  in  a  sash? 

A.  First,  of  course,  you  must  remove  the 
broken  glass.  Protect  yourself  with 

gloves,  long  sleeves,  and  glasses  or  gog- 
gles. Pull  up  the  bottom  sash,  if  the  pane 

is  in  a  double-hung  window,  and  slip 
newspaper  over  the  sill  to  catch  the  glass 

pieces  and  dried  compound.  Place  news- 
paper and  a  wastebasket  on  the  floor. 

Remove  glass  by  working  from  the  in- 
side. If  the  pane  is  shattered,  carefully 

pick  the  pieces  out  of  the  sash.  Some  will 
come  out  easily,  some  will  need  to  be 
coaxed  and  wiggled  out,  while  you  may 
need  to  use  a  tool  on  others. 

If  the  glass  is  cracked  but  secure  in  the 

frame,  you  have  two  alternatives  for  re- 
moval: Knock  out  the  pane  with  a  ham- 

mer (a  quick  but  messy  method),  or  pick 
out  the  old  putty  before  removing  the 

pieces  of  glass  (this  is  done  from  the  out- 
side). Chipping  away  at  hard  putty  takes 

time — sometimes  it  separates  from  the 
frame  easily;  other  times  it  remains  stub- 

bornly in  place.  Use  a  hammer  and  an 

Glazier's  point 

old,  dull  chisel  or  putty  knife  to  loosen 
it.  To  ease  removal,  soften  the  material 
with  a  hot  soldering  iron.  As  the  heat 
softens  the  compound,  scrape  it  off  with 
a  tool.  As  you  work  your  way  around 
the  pane,  the  blade  of  the  tool  will  hit 
small  pieces  of  metal  holding  the  glass  in 

the  frame.  These  arc  called  glazier's 
points  or  push  points  in  wood  sashes,  or 
are  spring  clips  in  metal  casement 
frames.  Lift  the  points  or  clips  out  and 
set  ihcm  aside.  You  will  need  them  later. 

Pry  the  glass  away  from  the  frame,  clear 
out  the  remaining  compound  with  rougl 
sandpaper  or  a  stiff  wire  brush,  and  wip< 
free  of  dust. 

Measure  the  frame  opening  size.  If  th( 
lip  to  receive  the  glass  is  deep,  subtrac 

'/g  inch  from  its  length  .and  width  to  ar 
rive  at  the  dimensions  of  the  new  pane- 
subtract  '/i6  inch  from  the  measurement 
for  a  shallow  lip.  (The  new  compoun 
will  assure  a  tight  seal.)  Have  a  piece  o 

glass  cut  at  a  glassworks  or  hardwar' 
store.  (Or  cut  the  glass  yourself — see  be 
low.)  Buy  a  can  of  glazing  compound- 
there  are  two  kinds:  One  contains  lin 

seed  oil  as  the  drying  agent;  the  othe 
has  acrylic  latex  as  the  base  medium  am 
is  easier  to  use. 

In  a  wood  sash,  coat  the  area  to  re 
ceive  the  compound  with  a  thin  layer  o 
linseed  oil  (for  that  type)  or  with  exteri 
or  paint  (for  the  latex  type).  This  area  ir 
a  metal  frame  needs  a  coat  of  rust-inhib 
iting  paint.  Use  the  putty  knife  to  spreac 
a  fine  layer  of  compound  on  the  lip 
Place  the  new  glass  in  the  frame  anc 
press  the  edges  firmly  against  the  putty 
This  important  step  will  ensure  a  weath 
erproof  joint  and  prevent  the  glass  frorr 

rattling.  Secure  the  glazier's  points  oi 
push  points  back  into  the  sash  with  j 
putty  knife;  they  should  be  placed  everj 
6-8  inches  around  the  edge  of  the  glass: 
Reinsert  spring  clips  in  a  metal  sash. 

If  using  the  linseed-type  putty,  scoop 
some  into  your  hands  and  roll  a  YrVr 

inch  rope.  (The  acrylic  type  has  a  thick 
creamy  consistency  and  is  applied  with  ; 
knife.)  Press  the  material  against  th( 
edges  of  the  pane  and  into  the  frame 
Draw  the  putty  knife  over  the  com 
pound  to  adhere  it  tightly  in  place,  anc 
trim  excess.  Protect  the  compound  witl 

a  coat  of  paint — let  the  linseed-oil  typt 
dry  for  a  week  or  more  before  painting 
The  latex  type  can  be  covered  within  ai 

hour.  Overlaying  paint  '/s  inch  onto  th( 
glass  will  help  seal  out  moisture. 

Q.  How  do  you  cut  glass 

panes  to  size? 

A.  Cutting  a  piece  of  glass  is  easy  one* 
you  learn  to  control  the  stroke  of  th( 

cutter.  Glass  is  not  actually  cut — it  i; 
scored,  and  being  a  hard,  rigid  material 
snaps  on  the  score  line  when  you  appl) 

pressure. You'll  need  a  sheet  of  glass,  including 
some  to  experiment  with;  a  small 
amount  of  light  oil  or  turpentine;  a  meta! 
straightedge;  a  pencil  or  thin  dowel;  a 

cotton  swab;  newspaper.  Once  you've

clean.  (Covering  the  surface  with  news- 
paper makes  cleanup  easier.)  Dip  the 

wheel  end  of  the  cutter  and  the  swab  in 
the  lubricant.  Use  the  swab  to  run  a  line 

of  lubricant  on  the  glass  where  you  want 
to  make  the  cut  line — the  fluid  will  help 
prevent  tiny  chips  from  flaking  off  as  the 
cutter  wheel  nicks  the  surface.  Hold  the 

Glass  cutter 

Straight  edge  firmly  next  to  the  line  of 
lubricant;  it  should  be  long  enough  to 
extend  over  top  and  bottom  edges  of  the 
glass.  Hold  the  cutter  with  your  other 
hand,  between  your  middle  and  index 

finger,  with  your  thumb  against  the  un- 
derside of  the  handle.  Draw  the  cutter 

over  the  surface  with  enough  pressure  to 
feel  the  wheel  scratching  the  glass.  The 

stroke  must  be  applied  with  even  pres- 
sure from  the  beginning  of  the  score, 

over  the  top  of  the  glass,  until  it  runs  off 
the  bottom  edge.  Beginning  the  stroke  is 
probably  the  most  difficult  part.  Scoring 

has  to  be  done  in  a  single  even  stroke — 
no  restroking! 

Glass,  like  skin,  heals,  so  break  the 
score  immediately.  There  are  two  ways: 
1.  Slip  the  pencil  or  dowel  under  the 
score  line.  Place  a  hand  on  each  side  of 

the  glass  with  the  line  in  the  middle;  ap- 

ply pressure.  If  the  line  was  etched  deep- 
ly enough  and  evenly,  the  glass  should 

snap  cleanly  down  the  line.  2.  After 
scoring,  turn  the  glass  over  and  lift  one 
side  slightly  above  your  work  surface. 
Tap  the  line  with  the  round  end  (not  the 
wheel  end)  of  the  cutter  and  the  glass 
should  separate. 

Rough  edges  can  be  smoothed  with 
fine  sandpaper.

The  mini-greenhouse  sug- 

gests a  unity  of  indoors  and 
outdoors  that  makes  it  a 

double-duty  space  extender.

RETHINK  WALL-TO- 

WALL  CARPETING.  Over 

the  years,  wall-to-wall  has 
had  its  ups  and  downs.  At 
one  time  it  was  the  sine  qua 
non  for  status  decorating,  but 
later  it  lost  favor  to  the 

again-fashionable  area  rug. 
Now,  when  people  want 

problem-solving  decorating 
solutions  and  not  just  fads  in 

home  furnishings,  wall-to- 

wall  carpeting  is  being  evalu- 
ated once  again.  One  of 

the  biggest  of  those  plusses 
is  the  sense  of  visual  unity 

that  it  brings  to  a  room — or 
even  a  whole  house,  especial- 

ly one  in  which  spaces  open 
widely  onto  one  another. 
Give  it  a  thought. 

A, 
iDD  A  DECK.  Don't 

forget  your  outdoor  Hving 
space,  especially  if  you  want 
an  addition  to  the  major  en- 

tertainment area  inside  your 
house.  A  good  example  can 

be  seen  on  p.  185,  but  there's no  one  perfect  design:  it 
must  be  suited  to  your  spe- 

cific needs  and  to  the  design 

strengths  and  weaknesses  of 
your  house.  And  if  you  live 
in  an  apartment,  think  about 

that  adjacent  unused  space — 
roof,  terrace,  or  patio — that 
can  be  improved  with  easy- 
to-assemble  components  that 
you  can  take  with  you  if  you 
decide  to  move. 

T EAR  DOWN  A 
WALL.  Two  small  rooms 
combined  into  one  often 
make  the  resulting  space 

seem  greater  than  the  sum  of 
its  parts.  (Y our  options,  of 

course,  are  limited  by  the  ar- 
chitecture of  your  surround- 

ings.) The  wall,  obviously, 

must  not  be  a  structural  sup- 

port. And  there  are  other  im- 
portant considerations: 

smaller  rooms  are  easier  to 

heat  than  large  ones;  resale 
value  of  houses  often  de- 

pends on  number  of  rooms, 
not  their  size;  landlords  are 
unlikely  to  let  renters  make 
such  changes.  Even  so,  this 

remains  the  single  most  ef- 
fective way  of  actually  creat- 

ing more  space. 

IRROR  A  WALL. 

This  is  a  trick  known  to  ev- 

ery developer:  Take  a  look  at 
almost  any  model  house  or 
apaitment,  and  you  will  see 
mirror  cleverly  applied  to 

walls  to  disguise  structural 
oddities,  and  to  make  small 

spaces  seem  larger.  The  solu- 
tion may  not  be  original,  but 

it's  effective,  especially  when 
used  selectively  and  within 

the  context  of  a  room's  ar- 
chitecture— to  balance  a  win- 

dow, for  example,  or  to 
define  a  smaller  area  (say  for 
dining)  within  a  larger  space. 
Don't  go  overboard  (you 
don't  want  to  feel  like  Orson 
Welles  in  The  Lady  from 

Shanghai),  but  don't  over- look this  time-tested,  dollar- wise  strategy. 

A, iDD  A  SKYLIGHT. 
It's  not  as  hard  as  it  might 
seem,  and  now  with  all  kinds 

of  attractive,  easy-to-install 
and  easy-to-maintain  sky- 

lights on  the  market,  you  can 
reconsider  this  effective  way 

to  bring  new  light  and  a  feel- 
ing of  space  into  the  interiors 

of  your  house.  And  there  are 
more  ideas.  The  following 

pages  are  filled  with  sugges- 
tions for  getting  the  most 

from  your  existing  space. 

Take  up  the  challenge  of  get-

en  years  ago,  Nor- man Galinsky  was  a 

2  8 -year-old  chemical 

engineer  who  wasn't particularly  satisfied 
with  his  career.  Today, 
he  is  a  successful  artist 
whose  works  are  shown 

in  galleries  from  coast  to 

coast.  Ten  years  ago,  El- 
len Galinsky  was  a  28- 

year-old  teacher  and  writer  of  children's 
books  who  ten  months  before  had  given 

birth  to  their  first  child.  Today,  she  hap- 
pily balances  careers  as  author,  photog- 

rapher, mother,  child-development 
consultant,  and  television  commentator. 

Ten  years  ago,  Philip  Galinsky  was  just 
ten  months  old.  Today,  he  is  a  creative 

fifth-grader  who  writes  and  shoots  his 
own  movies,  and  plays  in  a  fledgling 
rock  group  called  the  Stingrays.  Ten 
years  ago,  Lara  Galinsky  was  not  even 

the  proverbial  gleam  in  her  father's  eye. 
Today,  she  is  an  imaginative  six-year-old 
who  will  soon  be  discovering  the  won- 

ders of  first  grade. 

"Ten  years  ago,  we'd  never  have  been 
able  to  predict  what  our  life  is  like  to- 

day," says  Norman  Gahnsky.  "But  we 
really  didn't  make  a  conscious  effort  to 
change  our  hves.  We  just  decided  to  take 

a  chance."  Center  of  their  lives  and  sym- 
bolic of  the  chance  they  decided  to  take 

is  their  house,  a  converted  fieldstone  sta- 
ble near  New  York  City,  originally  built 

in  1887. 
The  story  of  the  Galinskys  and  the 

renovation  of  their  house  is  in  some 

ways  a  quintessential  story  of  the  '70s. Their  values  are  significantly  different 
from  those  of  previous  generations  and

earlier  decades.  The  rejection  of  stereo- 

typed sex  roles,  adapting  accepted  stan- 
dards to  encourage  personal  expression 

and  growth,  and  above  all  the  ability  to 

do  what  they  really  want,  are  all  impor- 
tant developments  in  their  lives. 

The  '70s  saw  many  of  the  liberating 

ideas  of  the  '60s  put  into  practice.  Un- 
fortunately, the  '70s  also  saw  the  growth 

of  irresponsible  self-absorption  that  led 
to  those  years  being  called,  with  some 

justification,  "The  Me  Decade."  But  the 
kind  of  life  led  by  the  Galinskys — cre- 

ative, busy,  committed  to  principles  sup- 
portive of  the  family  and  sustaining  to 

the  individual — points  in  a  new  direction 

that  combines  the  best  values  of  the  '60s 
and  the  '70s  for  living  in  the  decade  just 
now  beginning. 

o  r  m  a  n 
and  Ellen, 
who  have 
known 

each  other 
since  their 

high-school 
days  in Charleston, 

West  Virgin- 
ia, had  been 

married  for  five  years  in  1970  when  he 
began  to  have  doubts  about  how  he  was 

spending  his  days.  "My  interest  in  both 
science  and  art  has  been  strong  since  I 

was  a  child,"  he  recalls.  "But  when  I 

was  growing  up,  art  wasn't  encouraged 
as  something  you  should  pursue  as  a  ca- 

reer. Being  an  artist  just  wasn't  thought 

of  as  being  a  real  job." Ellen's  attitudes  on  how  to  lead  her 
life  were  already  positively  influenced  by 
the  experiences  she  had  growing  up  in  a 
small  community — especially  being 

close  to  people  of  all  generations.  "What 
interested  me  most  were  the  choices  peo- 

ple had  made — or  didn't  make — in  their 
lives,  and  how  they  felt  about  them  as 

they  got  older.  What  I  learned  was  that

you  should  do  what  you  really  want  to 

do.  The  people  who  were  the  most  re- 
gretful were  those  who  had  a  dream  but 

who  never  tried  to  make  it  happen." 
Norman,  who  went  to  his  demanding  9- 
to-5  job  during  the  day,  but  who  some- 

times stayed  up  until  4  a.m.  to  paint,  fi- 
nally decided  that  it  was  time  to  make 

his  dream  happen. 

e  quit  his 

job,  and  en- rolled in  Co- 
lumbia Uni- 

V  e  r  s  i  t  y  '  s School  of  the 

Arts,  while  El- len worked  at 
her  teaching  job 

nearby.  After  he 

completed  his 
studies  in  1973,  they  began  to  search  for 

a  new  house  with  adequate  studio  facili- 

ties. "We  started  looking  for  a  house 
with  a  bam  that  Norman  could  use  for 

his  painting,"  remembers  Ellen.  But 
when  they  found  the  old  stone  stable, 

that  was  it.  "We  hadn't  thought  of  hav- 
ing a  house  this  big,"  she  says  of  the 

9,000  square  feet  of  space — 3,000  of  it 

for  living — on  three  stories.  "But  it  rep- 
resented what  we  wanted  most — to  live 

with  each  other  in  a  way  that  our  work 
would  be  a  real  part  of  our  everyday 

lives." 

They  didn't  start  out  with  a  whole 
new  way  of  life  as  their  objective.  But 
the  combination  of  a  new  house  and 

Norman's  new  career  led  to  a  significant 
alteration  in  the  way  the  Galinskys  live. 
It  gave  them  the  opportunity  to  make 
their  house  the  outward  expression  of 

their  most  important  inner  feelings — 
something  that  many  of  us 
might  be  capable  of,  but 
which  few  of  us  have  been 

really  brave  enough  to  try. 

"In  my  art,  I've  always 
been  interested  in  the  rela- 

tionship between  color  and 

structure,"  notes  Norman, 
and  the  way  in  which  they 
remodeled  the  old  stone 
bam  reflects  that  interest.

The  barn  was  first  converted  into  a 

house  in  the  '30s,  and  when  the  Ga- 
linskys  bought  it,  it  had  been  used  most 

recently  as  a  hippie  commune.  '*We  de- 
cided to  strip  away  as  much  as  possible 

to  get  back  to  the  essential  feeling  of  the 

place,"  explains  the  artist  in  residence. 
"The  basic  architecture  of  the  house  is 
very  strong,  and  rather  than  decorate  it, 

we  wanted  to  let  that  feeling  of  simplic- 

ity and  strength  come  through." 

hey  asked  architect 
Wallace  Heath,  who 

had  originally  rede- 
signed the  barn  over 

30  years  before,  to 
carry  out  their  very 
specific  remodeling 
ideas.  Norman  is  an  in- 

veterate clipper  of  design 
ideas  from  magazines  and 
newspapers,  so  when  the 

time  came  to  renovate  his  own  nouse,  he 
was  well  prepared.  Most  of  the  renova- 

tion involved  creating  new  spaces  and 
refining  details.  Some  spaces  were 
opened  to  make  a  new  studio;  some 
spaces  were  closed  to  make  a  new  living 
room  and  master  bedroom.  Inexpensive 
spruce  floonng  was  laid  in  the  living 
room  and  dining  room;  industrial  car- 

peting was  laid  in  bedrooms  and  baths. 
But  the  most  dramatic  transformation 

was  the  construction  of  a  thoroughly 
modern  kitchen,  the  amilgam  of  all  of 

Norman's  and  Ellen's  ideas  of  what  an 
ideal  kitchen  should  be.  In  fact,  this  part 
of  the  story  might  well  be  entitled  Mr. 

Galinsky  Builds  His  Dream  Kitchen. 
Though  Norman  has  been  interested  in 
cooking  since  he  and  Ellen  were  first 

married,  with  his  career  change  his  day- 
to-day  involvement  with  food  rose  rapid- 

ly. A  typical  day  for  Norman  now  in- 
cludes driving  his  wife  and  children  to 

work  and  school  in  the  morning,  several 
hours  of  work  in  his  studio,  preparation 
of  a  simple,  exceptional  evening  meal, 
picking  up  his  family  in  the  afternoon, 
and  then  returning  to  his  studio  for  more 

work  after  supper.  ("He  still  sometimes 
works  till  4  a.m.,"  confides  Ellen,  recall- 

ing his  days  as  a  full-time  scientist  and  a 
part-time  painter.) 

orman  s 

special dinners  are 
legendary among 

their 
friends. "Norman  is 

a  perfection- ist," Ellen 
observes. 

"When  he  plans  a  dmner  party,  it's  en- 
tirely his  show."  Both  sides  of  his  profes- 
sional background  come  through  in  his 

cooking:  Many  scientists  enjoy  cooking 
as  a  hobby,  a  relaxation  that  is  similar  to 
their  work,  which  also  involves  measure- 

ment, combinations  of  ingredients,  and 
the  chemical  reactions  among  them.  But 
as  an  artist,  Norman  is  also  very  much

furniture  and  fabrics  readily  available 
across  the  country.  Costs  were  about  the 

same  with  each  style,  furniture  and  fab- 
rics running  about  $7,500,  labor  and  ac- 

cessories additional.  Of  course  you 

probably  have  enough  of  your  own  fur- 

niture to  get  you  started,  and  you  don't have  to  do  the  whole  room  at  once.  Once 

you  determine  the  look  you're  after,  the 
next  step  is  to  study  its  decorating  prin- 

ciples. Consider  the  tum-of-the-century 
room.  The  fundamental  principle  behind 
creating  a  voluptuous,  romantic  look 
like  this  is  to  fill  the  space  with  yards 

and  yards  of  fabric  and  curvaceous,  tuft- 
ed upholstered  fumiture.  You  do  not,  as 

you  might  expect,  have  to  have  a  collec- 
tion of  expensive  tum-of-the-century  an- 

tiques. (In  fact,  the  only  patently 

Victorian-style  piece  in  this  room  is  the 
marble-topped  din- 

ing table.)  You 
might  think  that 
such  an  abundance 

of  fabric — tacked  on 

walls,  upholstered 
on  fumiture — would 
be  overpowering,  but 
the  room  is  tranquil. 

The  secret?  Furni- 

ture, fabrics,  and  ac- 
cessories collectively 

create  one  verdant 
mood.  Contributing 
to  the  sense  of  order 

is  the  strict  symme- 
try of  the  furniture 

arrangement:  match- 
ing love  seats  facing 

one  another,  each 
one  flanked  by  a 

matching  chair. 
Another  important  decorating  princi- 

ple to  keep  in  mind:  For  every  room 
there  can  be  several  fumiture  arrange- 

ments, several  looks;  but  there's  one  op- 
timum fumiture  arrangement  for  each 

specific  look.  Case  in  point:  The  same  L- 
shaped  room  gets  a  modem  look  with 
fumiture  arranged  on  45-degree  angles. 
On  the  floor,  bold  gray-and-white 
stripes,  colors  that  automatically  evoke  a 
modem  graphic  mood,  are  painted  on 

the  diagonal  to  stretch  the  space,  dis- 
guise its  L-shape.  Furniture  was  ar- 

ranged first  to  determine  how  stripes 
should  be  painted.

ant  decorating i  rule  to  remember:  Be  open-mind- 

fed  and  flexible. "People  think 
that  a  room  dictates  its  own 

look,"  says  Mr.  Hampton.  "But  it's  you 
who  decides."  Consider  this  L-shaped 
room  with  no  distinguishing  features. 

"This  room's  greatest  drawback,  its  lack 
of  architectural  detail,  is  really  a  plus; 

there's  nothing  to  tie  you  to  one  specific 
look."  In  the  modem  room,  for  example, 
walls  are  painted  white,  with  no  mold- 

ings or  embellishments.  They  become  a 
neutral  background  to  what  is  inside  the 

room.  "In  a  contemporary  space,  the 
shapes  you  bring  into  the  room  are 
much  more  important  than  the  shape  of 

the  room  itself."  Even  tiny-paned  win- 
dows were  made  invisible:  Levolor 

blinds  unfold  right  into  the  screen  cut  to 

window-niche  height.  (The  screen  is  easy 
to  make  by  hinging  together  tall,  thin 
plywood  panels.)  The  art,  too,  defies  the 
flatness  of  the  walls,  its  nonrectiUnear 

shapes  going  off"  in  directions  of  their own  (constructions  by  Barbara  Valenta, 

Betty  Parsons  Gallery).  "Together  the 
art  and  the  screen  make  the  45-degree 

angles  of  the  interior  space — a  kind  of 

visual  pun,"  says  Mr.  Hampton.  In  the 
turn-of-the-century  room,  the  nonde- 

script walls  are  covered  with  fabric  sta- 
ple-gunned to  furring  strips  tacked  to 

wall  edges.  If  you  thought  that  creating 

a  romantic  turn-of-the-century  mood 

meant  starting  with  an  authentic  Victo- 

rian room,  here's  proof  that  fabric  can 
project  warmth  and  charm  just  as  easily. 

"The  main  thing  to  remember,"  cautions 

Mr.  Hampton,  "is  that  if  you're  going  to 
pattern  a  wall,  whether  with  fabric,  pa- 

per, or  paint,  make  sure  the  pattern 
blends  into  the  room.  If  the  pattern 
makes  the  walls  stand  out  too  much, 

walls  can  become  overbearing,  confin- 

ing." This  does  not  mean  that  walls 
should  never  be  distinguished.  To  create 

a  room  with  a  traditional  mood,  for  ex- 
ample, Mr.  Hampton  painted  the  walls 

of  this  L-shaped  space  a  deep  delphin- 
ium blue.  Then  to  accentuate  them, 

white  moldings  (available  at  lumber- 

yards) were  applied  in  panels  reminis- 
cent of  Georgian-style  architecture. 

"The  fundamental  principle  behind  a 
traditional  look,  regardless  of  what  tra- 

dition you're  imitating,  is  to  make  the

mine the  look."  A  traditional 
18th-century  pattern  was  painted 

on  the  floor,  its  original  centuries-old 

scale  retained.  "Large-scale  pattern  used 
in  a  small  room  can  create  an  illusion  of 

space,"  says  Mr.  Hampton.  The  floor's colors  were  all  borrowed  from  the 
chintz,  a  traditional  pattern  updated  by 

modem  colors.  Used  just  for  the  arm- 
chair, valance,  and  curtains,  it  seems  to 

have  been  used  everywhere:  That's  be- 
cause its  predominant  colors  tum  up  on 

their  own  on  the  sofa,  one  armchair,  and 

on  the  Chippendale-style  chairs.  The 
coral  tablecloth  gives  just  the  right 
amount  of  punch  to  the  profusion  of  soft 
color,  without  overpowering  it.  In  this

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^  a  memorable  apartment 
on  the  Left  Bank  of  Paris  lives  a  spruce  little 
woman  named  Madeleine  Castaing.  She  is  to  the 
history  of  interior  design  in  France  what  Elsie  de 
Wolfe  was  to  interior  design  in  America,  what 

Syrie  Maugham  was  to  interior  design  in  Eng- 
land. The  styles  of  those  three  legendary  decora- 

tors have  little  in  common,  but  each  made  a  ma- 
jor impact  on  interior  design.  Elsie  de  Wolfe 

helped  bring  interior  decoration  out  of  Edwardian 
stuffiness  and  into  the  20th  century.  Syrie 

Maugham  helped  develop  the  eclectic,  comfort- 
able traditionalism  that  is  still  the  source  of  much 

interior  design  today.  And  Madeleine  Castaing  is 

the  author  of  a  style — warm,  elegant,  personal, 
refined,  light,  and  very  special — that  defies  a  label 
any  more  specific  than  just  le  style  Castaing. 

The  year  was  1941,  the  place  was  Paris.  The 
City  of  Light  (after  a  year  of  occupation  under 
the  Nazis),  had  become  The  City  of  Darkness. 
Forced  to  live  in  the  city  after  her  country  house 
had  been  confiscated  by  the  German  High  Com- 

mand, Madeleine  Castaing  opened  a  furniture 
shop  in  the  Montparnasse  section  of  Paris.  There 
had  been  nothing  quite  like  her  new  shop  before. 
The  walls  inside  were  painted  glossy  black,  and 

wags  insisted  "Borniol  [a  well-known  Paris  un- 
dertaker] is  moving  to  the  rue  Cherche-Midi."  On 

the  floor  was  the  flamboyant  ivy-patterned  carpet 
that  had  just  been  pulled  up  from  the  Chamber  of

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Theodore  H.  White  has  described  inflation  and  its  effects  on  so- 

ciety often:  "Inflation,  in  the  past  four  years  in  American  life 
(writing  in  1968,  The  Making  of  a  President)  has  ravaged  our 
standards  of  behavior.  As  in  other  inflations  I  have  lived  through 
...  in  China  during  the  war,  and  Germany  and  France  after  the 
war,  the  beginning  ravages  are  almost  unnoticeable,  indeed, 
pleasant.  As  inflation  continues,  however,  it  changes  moralities, 
it  destroys  reason  itself. . . .  Not  saving,  but  shrewd  spending  be- 

comes the  mark  of  wisdom  in  planning;  the  'operators,'  not  the 
creators,  thrive." 
How  is  it  that  we  come  to  have  a  rate  of  inflation  that  inspires 

not  only  Theodore  White  but  scores  of  other  commentators  to 

compare  our  situation  with  some  of  the  worst  inflations  in  histo- 
ry? The  very  variety  of  the  explanations  suggests  the  complexity 

of  the  problem  and  why  economists  have  come  to  suspect  the  be- 
lief that  you  can  tinker  with  the  economy  as  though  it  were  in- 

animate machinery  operating  in  a  vacuum.  A  partial  list  of 

causes  includes  the  government's  need  to  pay  for  old  wars  (espe- 
cially Vietnam)  and  new  weaponry,  OPEC's  pricing  of  oil,  our 

country's  falling  productivity,  excessive  government  regulation 
of  business,  and  perhaps  the  most  difficult  to  deal  with  political- 

ly, the  ever-increasing  deflcit  the  government  runs  in  order  to  fi- 
nance the  welfare  state. 

The  origin  of  the  welfare  state,  says  author,  Pulitzer  Prize  -  win- 

ner and  Newsweek  columnist  George  F.  Will,  "came  with  Bis- marck and  Disraeh  who  reasoned  that  to  have  the  benefits  of  a 

free-market  economy,  you  will  also  have  uncertainty  and  the  risk 
of  failure.  The  welfare  state,  then,  was  conceived  as  the  net,  un- 

derneath a  free  market.  It  is  possible  today  to  have  both  a  welfare 
state  and  stable  prices.  As  recently  as  1965  we  had  both.  There 
was  a  gusher  of  revenues  coming  from  economic  growth.  At  the 
same  time,  however,  as  a  nation  we  were  translating  civil  rights 

into  economic  rights.  The  result — entitlement  programs  that 

have  been  growing  faster  than  the  economy." 
The  cure?  Most  proposals  depend  on  government  policy.  And 

whether  or  not  we  will  suffer  during  the  cure  is  a  loud  argument 
among  economists.  Those  Uke  Barry  Bosworth  of  the  Brookings 
Institution,  John  Kenneth  Galbraith,  and  Robert  Lekachman  be- 

lieve in  some  sort  of  wage  and  price  controls  in  order  to  buy  time 
to  institute  changes.  Others  believe  in  stimulating  the  private  sec- 

tor to  recreate  a  growth  economy  which  in  turn  will  produce  rev- 
enues to  support  government  spending.  According  to  David 

Rockefeller,  chairman.  The  Chase  Manhattan  Bank,  "Our  gov- 
ernment must  step  up  its  efforts  to  encourage  real  productivity 

gains — through  stimulating  such  areas  as  business  capital  invest- 
ment and  research  and  development,  both  of  which  have  suffered 

in  recent  years.  Fighting  inflation  will  require  nothing  less  than  a 
consistent,  coordinated  effort  from  all  sectors  of  our  economy — 

attacking  both  the  demand  and  supply  sides  of  the  equation." 
What  can  we  do  to  influence  government  policy?  Number  one: 

Vote.  Exercise  the  most  important  right  in  a  free  society.  Second: 
Write  letters  to  congressmen.  Yes.  They  read  them.  But  there  is 
also  a  third:  Califomians  in  particular  would  say  that  we  should 
all  be  asserting  our  right  to  petition.  When  Howard  Jarvis  and 
Paul  Gann  put  Proposition  13  on  the  ballot  in  California  in  June 

1978,  it  cut  property  taxes  drastically.  Other  versions  of  Proposi- 
tion 13  are  being  put  to  a  votf*  in  10  states  this  year.  On  June  3, 

Jarvis's  Proposition  9  will  con.c  to  a  vote,  and  if  passed,  will  cut California  state  income  taxes  m  half. 

Apart  from  what  the  government  does  to  cope  with  inflation 
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what  you  can  do  to  influence  the  government  to  cope,  there 
many  things  you  can  do  to  put  yourself  on  sound  fmancial 
ting  come  what  may.

Most  everyone  agrees  that  going  into  some  form  of  debt  is  a  way 
to  beat  inflation.  But  there  are,  more  and  more  evidently,  good 
ways  and  bad  ways  of  going  into  debt.  Consumer  prices  in  1979 

rose  by  13.3  percent.  President  Carter's  anti-inflation  counselor 
Alfred  E.  Kahn  wants  to  institute  credit  controls  that  would  re- 

strict the  down  payments  and  repayment  periods  on  consumer 

loans  as  a  way  of  checking  the  inflation  growing  out  of  high  con- 
sumer spending. 

Avoid  going  into  debt  purely  for  purposes  of  consumption, 

says  Irving  Kristol.  "You  must  figure  out  a  way  to  spend  your 
money  that's  also  an  investment.  It  really  doesn't  make  economic 
sense  to  go  into  debt  just  to  take  a  wonderful  vacation.  Going  to 

night  school  can  be  an  expenditure  that's  also  an  investment  be- 

cause it  prepares  you  for  a  better  career." Credit  cards  and  charge  accounts  have  a  way  of  not  seeming 
like  debt.  Donald  McShane  describes  consumer  debt  this  way: 

"sometimes  a  two-salary  household  has  a  feeling  of  affluence,  but 

what  is  really  happening  is  they're  systematically  spending 
$10,000  a  year  more  than  they  make  simply  by  using  the  credit 

available  to  them.  My  advice  is  to  be  sure  you  don't  buy  every- 

thing on  time."

One  way  to  plump  up  the  fortunes  of  a  single-salaried  household, 
of  course,  is  to  have  two  salaries — the  major  way  that  Americans 
have  already  found  to  cope  with  inflation.  Donald  McShane  even 
posits  a  highly  profitable  household  in  which  both  man  and 
woman  work  at  jobs.  Then  on  the  weekends  they  develop  a  small 
business  out  of  a  hobby  or  interest  which  is  run,  during  the  week, 

by  a  manager.  "There  are  tremendous  tax  advantages  to  owning 
a  small  business.  Choose  a  simple  one  without  too  much  inven- 

tory, put  your  car  on  the  business,  let  the  business's  accountant do  your  personal  bookkeeping  and  taxes.  In  business  for  yourself 
you  are  in  the  best  position  to  make  a  living,  beat  inflation  plus 
taxes,  and  still  build  capital.  Wives  who  have  the  temperament 
for  it  should  probably  start  a  small  business  of  their  own  rather 

than  taking  a  job."

What  we  all  complain  about  most  bitterly  is  not  just  how  little 
we  make  (that  may  be  true,  too)  but  how  much  is  taken  out  of  it. 
Steve  Forbes  gives  the  riveting  example  of  a  family  of  four  who 
in  1967  made  $8,000  and  today  makes  $20,000.  Their  taxes  to- 

day, however,  are  so  huge  (and  prices  so  high)  that  their  real 
purchasing  power  is  less  than  in  1967.  This  means  what?  It 
means  that  salaries  swollen  by  inflation  have  pushed  us  up  into 

even  higher  tax  brackets.  "Excessive  taxation  directs  our  activi- 
ties away  from  what's  most  efficient — to  tax-exempt  bonds,  tax 

shelters.  You  spend  your  intellectual  energy  not  on  how  to  get 
ahead  but  on  how  to  shield  your  taxes.  We  need  tax  cuts  and  we

sortment, and  the  strict  linear  arrange- 
ment agrees  with  the  architectural  look

r~  "T^ater  in  the  garden  brings  a  special  plea- ^  /  sure.  It  is  an  entirely  different  medium 

^      /  /  from  soil,  bricks,  or  stone;  it  changes  its 
/  /  appearance  in  different  lights  and  at  dif- 
/  /  ferent  times  of  day.  It  can  be  still,  or  rip- 

pled  in  the  wind;  it  can  run,  trickle,  pour, 

Y  T    *P^"^'       dance.  And  it  provides  a  gamut 
'  of  plant  possibilities  which  are  impossible  to 

grow  in  any  other  way,  notably  the  water  lilies  which  have  no 
soil-bound  counterpart. 
Today  many  of  our  gardens  are  relatively  tiny;  many  of  us 

ire  confined  to  small  yards,  balconies,  or  roofs.  But  this  need 
lot  stop  anyone  from  using  water  in  various  ways — water  gar- 
Jens  can  also  be  reduced  in  scale. 

It  is  not  many  years  since  almost  every  garden  pool  was 
nade  of  concrete — involving  skillful  construction  and  placing 
ind  the  handling  of  large  quantities  of  heavy  sand,  gravel,  and 
lament.  A  well-made  concrete  pool  will  last  for  decades  and  is 
•till  the  best  for  really  formal  designs,  but  modem  technology 
las  brought  us  simpler,  easier  ways  of  making  water  gardens. 
One  recent  invention  is  the  preformed  plastic  or  fiberglass 

xx)l.  Most  of  these  are  of  irregular  form,  though  it  is  possible 
:o  obtain  round,  oval,  or  square  ones.  They  are  very  light  to 
landle.  All  that  is  needed  is  excavation  of  the  soil  to  the  re-

quired  depth  and  outline — a  necessary  evil  with  all  pools — and 
settling  the  preformed  shape  into  it,  if  possible  on  a  layer  of 
sand.  The  larger  ones  usually  have  shelves  at  different  levels 
upon  which  containers  may  be  placed  according  to  the  needs  of 
the  plants. 

For 
 larger  pools,  and  for

  owners  preferring  t
o 

create  their  own  outlines,  the  plastic  liner  is 
the  answer.  Here  the  excavation  must  be  very 

precise,  for  the  plastic  shapes  itself  to  it;  awk- 
ward comers  must  be  avoided,  or  the  material 

will  fall  into  unsightly  wrinkles,  and  shelves 

must  be  prepared  in  the  soil.  Any  stones  or 
stumps  must  be  removed,  since  they  may  per- 

forate the  material,  and  in  most  soils  it  is  valuable  to  spread  a 
layer  of  fine  sand  a  couple  of  inches  thick  before  putting  the  lin- 

er in  place.  Alternatively,  several  thicknesses  of  moistened 

newspaper  can  serve  the  same  protective  effect.  As  the  Uner  is 
initially  handled  it  may  look  awkward,  but  if  the  instructions 

about  tension  are  followed,  you  will  find  that,  if  it  is  secured  at 

the  edges  with  stone  slabs,  the  liner  will  gradually  fill  the  exca- 
vation exactly  as  water  is  hosed  in,  following  every  curve,  con- 

tour, and  shelf  you  have  devised. 

Liners  may  be  made  of  polyethylene  sheet,  which  can  now  be 
obtained  quite  thick  and  tough,  as  can  polyvinyl  chloride 
(PVC);  both  are  usually  black,  though  PVC  is  sometimes  blue. 
Both  these  materials,  however,  deteriorate  under  prolonged  ac- 

tion of  sunlight,  and  their  life  is  probably  under  10  years.  How- Continued  on  page  190

ever,  if  the  pool  is  such  that  its  banks  can  slope  at  a  gradient 
not  more  than  1  in  3,  and  the  liner  is  covered  with  6  inches 
mud,  the  sun  will  not  reach  it  and  it  will  last  much  longer. 

Sunlight  is  not  a  problem  with  the  toughest  modem  liners  c 
butyl  rubber.  With  all  plastics,  of  course,  damage  by  garde 

fork,  stakes,  or  posts — or  even  nailed  boots — must  be  avoided 
The  edge  of  the  liner  is  most  readily  concealed  by  placing 

beneath  a  coping  of  paving  slabs  or  wood — seasoned  redwc 
is  excellent — which  overhangs  the  water  slightly.  At  least  ll 
inches  of  liner  should  be  left  under  the  coping.  Plastic  linerj 
can  be  camouflaged  in  more  natural  settings  by  tucking  tl 

edge  under  several  inches  of  turf-topped  soil,  but  problems  ca^ 
arise  especially  if  dry  weather  dries  out  the  grass.

In  very  small  areas,  and  on  hard  surfaces  like  roofs  and  bai 
conies,  it  is  more  desirable  in  every  way  to  use  preformed  co: 
tainers.  Garden  stores  offer  many  kinds,  in  concret

dren's  wading  pools.  I  am  not  sure  I  would  want  an  uncamow 
flaged  bathtub  on  a  balcony,  but  sunk  into  the  soil  in  a  yanl 
with  edges  suitably  camouflaged  with  stones  or  trailing  plant  [ 
it  makes  a  perfectly  suitable  water  garden. 

My  own  favorite  small-scale  container  is  a  round  tub.  Thl 
most  attractive  kind  is  of  wood,  either  specially-made  or  pn! 
duced  by  cutting  a  barrel  in  half.  If  the  latter  is  obtainable,  it  :j 
important  to  clean  it  thoroughly.  Barrels  that  held  oil  or  tfi 
need  to  be  charred  with  a  blowtorch,  and  except  for  beer  (j 
wine  barrels,  this  is  a  useful  precaution  with  most.  As  a  precai] 
tion  against  decay,  a  coat  of  bituminous  paint  inside  is  alsi 
helpful  (this  sounds  a  contradiction  to  the  tar,  but  seals  withoij 
contaminating  the  water).  One  can  also  obtain  smaller  tubs  i| 
plastics,  which  are  inoffensive  to  look  at.  At  one  time,  when  li)| 
ing  in  an  apartment  with  a  tiny  balcony,  I  had  several  of  thesil 
12  inches  across  and  8  inches  deep,  with  a  variety  of  plants  ir] 
eluding  miniature  water  lilies.  A  slightly  wider  tub,  say  1 5  incl^ 
es  across,  is,  in  fact,  an  improvement  for  plant  well-being.  Fc 
long,  narrow  balconies,  one  could  use  long,  narrow  containe 
in  the  form  of  plastic  window  boxes,  the  largest  of  which,  aboij 
8  inches  wide  and  deep,  are  most  suitable.

GOOD  BUYS  IN  WINE 

Wines  under  $5  to 

suit  every  palate 

BY  B.  J.  CUTLER 

Gc 'ood  wine — sound,  clean, 
appealing  examples  of  the 

winemaker's  art — is  easier  to 
find  in  this  country  than  ever 
before.  There  are  two  main 

reasons  for  this  good  fortune. 
First:  The  size  and  skills  of 

the  domestic  wine  industry 
have  grown  sharply.  Today 
the  United  States  produces 

perhaps  the  best  vins  ordin- 
aires — everyday  table  wines — 
in  the  world.  Second:  The 

prices  of  French  Bordeaux 

and  Burgundy  have  skyrock- 
eted. Fifteen  years  ago,  when 

a  name  chateau-bottled  Bor- 
deaux or  an  authentic  Bur- 
gundy could  be  picked  up  for 

$3.50,  there  was  little  room 
for  competition.  But  now, 
with  well-known  French 
wines  moving  up  to  the  $10  to 
$40  range,  part  of  the  market 
has  become  wide  open  to, 

among  others,  Italian,  Span- 
ish, Chilean,  and  domestic 

producers.  And  they  are  mak- 
ing the  most  of  it. 

So  despite  the  high  price  of 
some  wines,  it  is  no  trick  at  all 
to  buy  a  bottle  for  $2.50  for 
casual  family  use.  And  for 
less  than  $5  you  can  find  a 
wine  good  enough  to  serve  at 
a  dinner  party.  The  secret: 
When  a  wine  becomes  trendy, 

sought-after,  and  expensive, 
move  along  to  something  else. 
You  will  not  only  save  mon- 

ey, but  make  some  happy  dis- 
coveries. 

For  large  parties,  as  an  ape- 

ritif, and  as  your  "house 
white,"  it  is  hard  to  beat  a  do- 

mestic "Chablis,"  a  pale  and 
crisp  blend  of  several  grape 
varieties.  As  tastes  have  be- 

come more  sophisticated, 
American  Chablis  has  been 

vinified  drier.  Even  though  it 
comes  from  a  huge  winery 
and  is  low  priced,  it  is  still 
worth  investigating.  It  is  now 
a  quite  decent  wine.  Ingle-

nook's  Navalle  Chablis 
($2.35*)  is  fruity,  dry,  and 
pleasant.  Gallo  Chablis  Blanc 
($1.99)  is  pale  and  fresh.  And 
Colony  California  Chablis 
($1.99)  is  also  refreshing  and 
a  bargain.  Good  Chablis  that 

don't  bear  the  name  are  Rob- 
ert Mondavi's  White  Table 

Wine  ($2.59),  Fetzer's  Men- 
docino White  ($2.39),  and 

Parducci's  White  Table  Wine 
($2.19).  Other  well-regarded 
examples  are:  Christian 
Brothers  California  Chablis 

($2.69);  Franciscan  California 
Chablis  1977  ($3.19);  Par- 
ducci  Mendocino  Chablis 

1977  ($3.39);  Los  Hermanos 
Chablis  ($2.19);  Kenwood 
1978  Chablis  ($4.49);  and 
Souverain  Chablis  ($3.10). 

Those  who  like  a  more  as- 
sertive wine  should  investi- 

gate varietal  whites,  so  called 
because  they  are  mostly  made 
from  a  single  grape  variety. 
They  often  have  more  charac- 

ter and  distinctiveness  than  a 
blended  wine.  The  French 
Colombard,  Chenin  Blanc, 
and  Sauvignon  Blanc  grapes 
yield  interesting,  economical 
wines  in  California.  Souverain 
makes  a  fiavorful  Colombard 

($3.69),  and  Parducci's  1978 Colombard  ($3.79)  is  flowery 
and  fruity.  Both  stand  up  to 
food  well,  even  to  mild 

cheeses.  Wente's  Sauvignon 
Blanc  1978  ($4.69)  reminds 

some  people  of  the  costlier 
Loire  Valley  wines  made  from 
the  same  grape.  Gallo  also 
turns  out  a  quality  Sauvignon 

Blanc,  which  is  a  solid  bar- 

gain at  $2.50. 
Domestic  growers  are  also 

having  success  with  German 

grapes — the  Gewiirztraminer, 
with  its  characteristically 

spicy  taste,  and  the  Riesling, 
which  produces  the  finest 
Rhine  and  Moselle  wines. 

Those  to  try  are:  Simi's  1977 
Alexander  Valley  Gewiirztra- 

miner ($4.59),  tart  and  fruity; 

Geyser  Peak's  1978  Gewiirz- 
traminer ($4.89);  and  Pedron- 

celli's  1978  Gewiirztraminer 
($4.49).  In  keeping  with  their 
German  heritage,  Riesling 

grapes  give  fine  wines,  with  a 
good  balance  of  fruit  and 
acid.  Wente  Brothers  1977  Jo- 
hannisberg  Riesling  ($4.39)  is 

a  success,  as  is  the  1978  Jo- 
hannisbcrg  Riesling  from 

Washington  state's  Stc.  Mi- chelle winery  ($4.19),  which 
is  pleasantly  sweet. 

The  Chardonnay  grape — 

which  yields  France's  best white  Burgundy  and  true 
Chablis — also  yields  this 

country's  best  dry  white  wine. 
In  fact,  many  California 
Chardonnays  now  compete 

with  their  imported  Burgun- 
dian  cousins  both  in  quality 

and  in  high  price.  Fortunate- 

ly, though,  there  are  a  num- ber of  Chardonnays  that  still 
sell  for  under  $5.  Among 
those  to  look  for  are  Sonoma 

1976  ($4.79),  Sebastiani  1976 

($4.99),  Almaden  1977 

($3.69),  Geyser  Peak  1977 
($4.19),  and  two  non-vintage 
examples,  Christian  Brothers 
($4.79)  and  Paul  Masson 
($3.99).  If  you  are  a  white 
Burgundy  fan,  you  can  save 
yourself  at  least  $5  a  bottle  by 

avoiding  imports  and  select- 
ing any  one  of  the  wines  on 

this  impressive  list. 

The  story  of  the  American 
red  wines  parallels  that  of  the 

whites:  They  start  with  inex- 
pensive but  useful  blends,  usu- 

ally bearing  a  European  name 
such  as  Burgundy  or  Claret, 

and  work  their  way  up  to  ex- 

cellent varietal  wines.  Gallo's 
Hearty  Burgundy  ($2.09)  is 
well-made  and  extremely  pop- 

ular with  new  wine  drinkers 
because  of  its  slightly  sweet 

taste.  Robert  Mondavi's  sim- 
ply named  Red  Table  Wine  is 

good  drinking  and  a  good  val- 

ue at  $2.79.  Fetzer  Vineyards's 
Mendocino  Premium  Red  de- 

livers style  and  full  body  for 

$2.89.  Also  good  is  J.  Pedron- 
celli's  Premium  Red  Wine 
($2.59).  Franciscan  California 

Burgundy  ($2.79)  is  soft  and 
youthful  with  a  light  color  and 

attractive  bouquet.  An  inex- 
pensive, mature  wine  is  Ange- 

lo  Papagni's  1973  Barbcra 
($3.49),  a  good  example  of 
how  this  northern  Italian 

grape  does  in  California.  Mon- 
terey Vineyard's  1978  Classic Red  ($4.09)  is  a  skillful  blend 

of  60  percent  Cabernet,  30  per- 
cent Ziiifandel,  and  10  percent 

Pinot  Noir  grapes.

When  it*s  the  mayonnaise  that 
makes  it,  make  it  KRAFT. 
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You  should  not  pass  over  Zinfandel, 

California's  "own"  grape  because  it  does 
splendidly  there  and  apparently  nowhere 
else  in  the  world.  Many  of  the  big,  pow- 

erful Zinfandels  that  have  been  aged 
long  in  oak  have  become  pricey,  but 
good  values  still  abound.  A  moderately 
priced  Zinfandel  should  have  a  deep  red 

color,  a  berry-like  bouquet,  and  a  medi- 
um-to-full body.  Among  those  that  mea- 

sure up  are  Sonoma  1973  ($4.19), 
Sebastiani  1977  ($4.25),  and  Fetzer  Lake 

County  ($4.19).  At  $2.19,  Los  Her- 
manos  1976  California  Zinfandel  is  a 

fine  buy,  especially  for  those  who  dislike 

dry  wine.  Souverain's  1974  North  Coast 
Zinfandel  ($3.25)  has  good  color,  bou- 

quet, and  body  and  will  appeal  to  those 
seeking  an  oaky  flavor.  From  time  to 
time  Sebastiani  selects  a  wine  at  harvest 

for  special  aging.  Such  wines  are  sold  as 

Proprietor's  Reserve,  and  the  Sebastiani 
1973  North  Coast  Zinfandel,  bottled  in 
1978,  has  loads  of  color,  bouquet,  and 

flavor.  It  can  substitute  for  a  costly  Bur- 

gundy, and  at  $4.89  it  won't  remain  in 
the  stores  for  long. 

Cabernet  Sauvignon,  which  is  respon- 
sible for  the  best  Bordeaux  reds,  contin- 

ues to  give  us  America's  finest  red  wine. 
Some  growers,  whose  wines  now  hold 
their  own  with  great  French  wines  at 
blind  tastings,  are  trying  to  collect 
French  prices.  Robert  Mondavi  and  Jo- 

seph Heitz,  for  example,  are  asking  $30 
a  bottle  for  their  1974  special  selections. 

That  shouldn't  scare  you  away  from  Ca- 
bernet, though,  because  you  can  still  find 

affordable  versions.  Willow  Creek  1976 

($4.59)  and  J.  Pedroncelh  1975  ($4.80) 

are  attractive  and  still  developing.  Fran- 
ciscan 1975  Alexander  Valley  ($4.89) 

has  a  fine  purple  color  and  pleasant  bou- 
quet and  taste.  It  too  will  improve  with 

time.  Louis  Martini  1976  ($3.59)  is  less 
dry  than  the  others  and  might  appeal  to 
those  who  find  young  Cabernets  too  as- 
tringent. 

France,  the  homeland  of  fine  wine, 
still  remains  a  splendid  source  for  those 
of  you  willing  to  shop  around.  There  are 
literally  thousands  of  individual  growers 
around  Bordeaux,  turning  out  dry  red 
wines  that  range  from  the  sublime  to 
dreadful.  The  problem  is  how  to  choose 
among  all  of  these.  The  best  way  to  find 
good  Bordeaux  is  to  find  a  good  wine 
merchant.  Walk  in  and  say  you  are  look- 

ing for  a  nice  petit  chateau,  from  a  small 

wine  estate,  for  around  $4,  and  you'll  be 
surprised  at  what  he  can  come  up  with. 
Buy  a  single  bottle  of  what  the  merchant 
recommends,  taste  it,  and  if  it  pleases 
you,  go  back  for  a  case.  When  collecting 
little  Bordeaux,  it  pays  to  be  secretive.  If 
you  tell  your  friends  about  the  good  ones 

you've  found,  they  might  rush  out  and 
buy  them  all  up.  To  fiiid  sound  examples 
at  moderate  prices,  you  should  specialize 

in  the  region's  minor  areas:  Wmcs  la- oriQ 

beled  Bordeaux,  Bordeaux  Superieur, 
Cote  de  Blaye,  Cote  de  Bourg,  and  the 
townships  around  St.  Emilion  that  add 
its  famous  name  to  theirs,  such  as  St. 

Georges-St.  Emilion,  Lussac-St.  Emi- 
lion, Montagne-St.  Emilion.  Among  the 

very  many  sound  wines  to  look  for  are: 
Chateau  Greysac  1976  ($4.39),  which 
will  improve  with  age.  Chateau  La  Tour 
de  Bonnet  1976  ($3.59),  Chateau  St. 

Christoly  1975  ($4.19),  Chateau  Cadil- 
lac 1975  ($4.59),  Lacour  Pavilion  Rouge 

1975  ($4.99),  and  Chateau  Grand  Ma- 
zerolles  1975  ($3.99).  Most  of  Bor- 

deaux's leading  shippers  sell  a  regional, 
blended  wine  bearing  their  name.  These 
are  often  good  values,  too.  For  white 
Bordeaux,  you  should  not  neglect  the 
vast  Entre-Deux-Mers  region,  whose 
wines  are  now  drier  and  more  attractive 

than  they  used  to  be. 

For  around  $4  per 

bottle,  you'll  be 
surprised  to  find  what 

your  local 

wine  merchant 

can  come  up  with 

The  Muscadet  area,  the  vineyards 
around  Nantes  at  the  mouth  of  the  Loire 

River,  continues  to  ship  crisp,  refreshing 
whites  that  are  fine  with  shellfish  and  as 

an  aperitif.  The  best  of  these  pale,  ex- 
tremely dry  wines  come  to  market  under 

the  label  Muscadet  de  Sevre  et  Maine. 

Recommended  examples  of  the  good 
1976  vintage,  retailing  for  between  $3.49 
and  $4.49,  include  Chateau  la  Noe,  Mar- 

quis de  Goulaine,  L'Hyveniere,  Saint 
Fiacre,  Nicolas,  and  La  Nobleraie.  Mus- 

cadet is  at  its  best  when  youthful  and 
fresh;  the  1976s  will  fade  after  this  year. 
Avoid  the  bad  1977  vintage,  but  look  for 
the  successful  1978s  that  are  starting  to 
appear  in  the  shops.  From  upriver  in  the 
Loire  Valley,  Alexis  Lichine  ships  a  very 
dry,  powerful  1976  Vouvray  ($3.59)  that 

may  be  too  assertive  for  fish  but  is  well- 
suited  to  fowl  and  cold  meats. 

Those  of  you  with  a  Burgundy  taste, 
but  not  a  Burgundy  pocketbook,  will 

find  happiness  in  the  Macon  area.  It  pro- 
duces usually  indifferent  white  wine  sim- 

ply called  Macon  Blanc,  good  wines 
labled  Macon-Villages,  and  great  bar- 

gains from  the  villages  of  Lugny  and 
Vire.  Made  from  the  Chardonnay  grape, 

the  Macon-Lugny  "Les  Charmes"  1977 
($4.39)  is  a  pale,  fresh,  buttery  wine  that 
can  substitute  for  white  Burgundy  cost- 
mg  more  than  twice  as  much.  Others  to 

look  for  are  "I,e  Grand  Cheneau"  1977 
($3.99)  from  the  co-op  at  Vire,  and 
I'rank  Schoonmaker's  1977  Macon- 
Lugny  ($3.69).  The  1978  harvest  was 

even  better  than  the  1977,  so  you  can  ex- 
pect good  drinking  from  the  Maconnais. 

Three  similar  finds  merit  attention. 
Frederick  Wildman  &  Sons  sends  a  1977 

Saint  Veran  ($4.09)  that  is  dry,  well  bal- 
anced, and  as  good  as  many  far  more  ex- 

pensive wines  from  neighboring  Pouilly- 
Fuisse.  Pere  Patriarche,  the  Burgundy 

shipper,  has  a  clean,  soft  Blanc  de 
Blancs  well  worth  its  $2.59.  And  per- 

haps the  best  bargain  of  all  is  Moreau 
Blanc  ($3.39)  from  J.  Moreau,  the  cele- 

brated Chablis  shipper.  Moreau  Blanc  is 
blended  from  grapes  grown  near  the 
Chablis  area  and  from  the  Loire.  While 
it  is  not  and  cannot  be  labeled  as  a  true 
Chablis,  it  is  close  enough  to  that  flinty, 
dry  wine  to  be  excellent  drinking. 

Some  of  the  world's  most  appealing 
red  wine — young,  fresh,  fruity,  purple- 
colored,  and  acidic — comes  from  the 
prolific  Beaujolais  area  in  southernmost 
Burgundy.  The  1978  harvest  was  high  in 
quality  and  very  large,  which  slowed 
down  the  rise  in  prices.  When  buying 

Beaujolais,  it  is  a  mistake  to  pay  too  lit- 
tle, say  $3.  The  wine  will  either  be  thin 

and  harsh  or  not  from  the  region.  But 
for  around  $4  a  Beaujolais  or  slightly 

finer  Beaujolais-Villages  from  a  reliable 
shipper  can  be  a  revelation.  Among  the 

top  shippers  are  George  Duboeuf,  Louis 
Latour,  Louis  Jadot,  Domaine  Pier- 
reaux,  Paul  Sapin,  and  Paul  Beaudet. 
Latour  has  a  Beaujolais  Superieur 
($4.39)  that  has  a  clear  ruby  color,  fresh 

bouquet,  and  good  body  and  flavor. 

Louis  Jadot's  Beaujolais-Villages,  selling 

for  just  under  $5,  is  one  of  1978's  real 
successes.  Two  non-Beaujolais  French 
reds  that  should  be  better  known  are: 

Alexis  Lichine's  1977  Cotes  du  Roussil- 
lon  Villages  ($3.99),  a  good  wine  made 

mostly  from  the  Syrah  grape  in  the  foot- 
hills of  the  Pyrenees;  and  La  Vieille 

Ferme  Rouge  1976  ($3.29),  soundly 
made  in  the  lower  Rhone  Valley. 

For  those  of  you  who  find  French 
whites  too  dry  or  austere,  Germany  is 
the  place  to  turn.  German  wines, 

though,  present  a  problem  similar  to 
that  of  Bordeaux:  There  are  thousands 

of  individual  vineyards,  all  with  bewil- 
dering labels.  So  the  Bordeaux  rule 

holds — ask  your  merchant  for  advice. 
Why  German  wine  prices  are  still  as  low 
as  they  are  is  a  mystery.  But  now  is  the 
time  to  enjoy  them  because  this  happy 

state  won't  last.  You  can  buy,  for  exam- 
ple, a  liter  (one-third  larger  than  a  regu- 

lar bottle)  of  1977  Riesling  from  highly 

regarded  Schloss  Eltz  for  $4.99;  a  1978 

Piesportcr  Goldtropfchen  from  the  Zen- 
tralkellerai,  or  cooperative,  for  $3.99; 
and  a  Wiltinger  Scharzberg  from  the 

shipper  Knoop  for  $2.99.  Even  spatlese 
wines,  made  from  sweet,  late-harvested 
grapes,  and  auslese  wines,  produced 
from  individually  selected  bunches  of 

ripe  grapes,  are  still  within  reach.  1976 
was  a  great  year  in  Germany,  and  its  I 
Piesporter  Goldtropfchen  Auslese

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Enjoy  it  in  Good  Health. 

jTcat  Waters  of  France,  Irfc 
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($4.69),  Bernkasteler  Kurfustiay  Auslese 
($4.99),  Niersteiner  Spiegeiberg  Spaitlese 
($3.99),  and  Niersteiner  Domtol  Spaitlese 
($3.89)  all  rate  as  excellent  buys. 

Italy  and  Spain  both  offer  good  wine 
values.  Italy  has  an  edge  in  its  variety  of 
whites.  Frascati,  a  pale,  dry  wine  from 

outside  of  Rome,  serves  both  as  an  aperi- 
tif and  with  food.  A  pleasant  example  is 

Frascati  Superiore  1978  ($2.95)  from 
Fontana  Candida,  which  is  stronger  than 
it  looks  with  an  assertive,  earthy  flavor. 
Soave,  from  around  Verona,  is  a  useful. 

dry,  all-purpose  white.  Folonari  and  Can- 
tina  Sociale  de  Soave  sell  good  versions  at 
around  $3  each,  as  do  big  makers,  like 

Bolla,  for  somewhat  more.  Bianco  di  Tos- 
cano  (which  used  to  be  sold  as  white  Chi- 
anti)  remains  a  pleasant  dry  wine. 

Saccardi's  1976  ($3.99)  and  Montepaldi's 
1977  ($2.99)  are  good  introductions.  En- 
ofriulia  produces  an  excellent  1978  Pinot 

Grigio  ($3.99)  and  also  a  fine  Chardon- 
nay  that  is  just  beginning  to  appear  here. 
Other  whites  to  investigate:  Verdicchio, 
from  the  Marches  north  of  Rome — Fazi 
Battaglia  ($3.49)  being  the  best  known; 
and  Orvieto  Secco,  a  dry  wine  from  a 

town  normally  famous  for  sweet  wines — 
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tvith  Magnalite.

Le  Velette's  1978  Orvieto  Secco  ($2.99)  is 

typical. 
A  Chianti  Classico,  identified  by  the 

black  rooster  on  its  neck  label,  can  suc- 
cessfully replace  a  costlier  French  red  at 

the  dinner  table.  Many  of  them  are  fine, 

dry,  and  robust.  You  can  easily  find  a  fa- 
vorite Chianti  Classico  among  the  offer- 

ings by  Ruffino,  Bolla,  Antinori, 
Saccardi,  Fontana-fredda,  Cispiano, 
Montepaldi,  and  Catigano.  They  cost 

from  $2.99  to  $4.49  and  are  among  to- 

day's best  buys  in  red  wines.  You  should 
also  venture  outside  of  the  Chianti  dis- 

trict and  try  the  pale  red,  fruity  Bardo- 
Hno  from  Lake  Guarda.  Drink  this  wine 

while  it's  still  young.  Among  the  reliable 
producers  are  Bertani  ($3.49),  Ruffino 
($3.19),  Folonari  ($2.49),  and  Bolla 

($3.49).  Valpolicella,  from  north  of  Vero- 
na, is  on  a  par  with  Bardolino  but  has 

more  body,  to  accompany  pastas  and 
meats;  try  Bolla  ($3.49),  Montresor 

($3.29),  and  Folonari  ($2.49).  The  Bar- 
bera  grape,  though  not  well-known,  pro- 

duces rich,  long-lived  wines.  Barbera 
d'Asti  Granduca  1976  ($4.79)  will  last 
and  improve  for  years.  Rubesco,  from 

near  Umbria,  resembles  top-quality  Chi- 
anti— Lungarotti  produces  an  excellent 

specimen  at  $4.79.  And  don't  overlook 
Sicily.  Normally  you  wouldn't  think  of 
Sicily  for  good  red  wine,  but  Corvo's 
1977  ($4.99)  is  medium-ruby  in  color  and 
has  a  good  balance  of  fruit  and  acid.  It 
can  be  enjoyed  now  or  years  later.  Corvo 
also  produces  a  powerful,  dry,  interesting 
white  for  the  same  price. 

Spain's  best-known  winegrowing  area, 
Rioja,  is  a  strong  contender  for  the  title 
of  best  red  wine  for  the  money.  Rioja  was 
colonized  by  French  refugees  from  the 

Bordeaux  crop  disasters  of  the  last  cen- 

tury, so  it's  no  surprise  that  their  wines 
are  French  in  style.  A  fine  Rioja  can  be  as 

popular  at  the  dinner  table  as  a  Bor- 
deaux— at  half  the  price.  The  Marques  de 

Caceres  is  a  reliable  producer  of  quality 

Rioja.  This  firm's  1973  Rioja  ($3.99)  has 
good  color  and  bouquet,  and  fine  flavor. 
Its  1978  white  Rioja  ($3.59)  is  well  bal- 

anced and  fresh.  Olarra  ships  a  1975  red 

Rioja  ($2.99)  that  has  medium  color  and 
body  and  a  strong,  pleasant  taste.  This 
sound  wine  will  improve  with  age  and  is  a 

top  buy.  For  an  already-aged  Rioja,  try 

Bodegas  Bilbainas'  Vina  Pomol  1973 

($3.99).  In  another  of  Spain's  fine  wine- 
growing regions,  west  of  Barcelona  on 

the  Mediterranean  coast,  Miguel  Torres 
makes  inexpensive  wines  that  are  getting 

better  by  the  year.  His  Vina  Sol  1978 
($2.99)  is  a  pale,  clean,  refreshing  white  L 
with  a  hint  of  the  soil  in  its  aftertaste.  |p 

Torres'  1976  Coronas  Red  ($2.99)  is 
light-bodied,  dry,  and  flavorful.  It  can  be 
used  like  a  small  Burgundy.  * 

Spain's  neighbor,  Portugal,  is  now  ex- 
porting Vinho  Verde,  a  young,  fresh 

pleasing  white.  Ravel  has  a  good  example 
at  $2.39.  Other  Portuguese  wines  wo 
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Good  Spirits 
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trying  include  Serradayres  Rod,  an  aged 

1969  wine  for  only  $2.99  and  Santar's Dao  Red  1972  ($3.99).  Rose  fanciers 

shouldn't  forget  Portugal's  best-selling 
export,  Mateus  Rose  ($2.99),  widely 
available  ana  reliable;  Monte  Estoril 
Rose  ($2.69)  should  also  be  sought  out. 

From  Eastern  Europe  comes  Hunga- 

ry's Egri  Bikaver,  the  famous  Bull's 
Blood  of  Eger,  so  called  because  of  its 
dark  color.  It  has  a  pleasing  bouquet, 
full  body,  and  a  slightly  sweet  flavor.  It 
will  appeal  to  those  who  find  Bordeaux 
too  dry,  and  at  $3.49  is  a  bargain  that 
drinks  well  with  game,  roasts,  and 

cheese.  Romania's  Premiat  1975  Pinot 
Noir  ($2.29)  is  light-bodied  and  com- 

petitive with  California  Burgundy.  Pre- 
miat Dry  Riesling  Valea  ($2.39)  is  soft, 

fruity,  powerful,  and  distinctive. 

One  of  Israel's  best  producers,  Car- 
mel,  sends  a  1975  Cabernet  Sauvignon 

($3.09)  that  resembles  more  costly  Bor- 
deaux. Israel's  wines  also  make  a  claim 

that  few  other  wines  can — they're  ko- 
sher. 

Argentina,  the  world's  third-largest 
winegrowing  nation  after  Italy  and 
•France,  has  excellent  values.  Three  Tra- 
piche  wines  are  worth  exploring:  Char- 
donnay  1977  ($3.80),  crisp,  clean,  and 
dry;  Pinot  Blanc  1977  ($3.35),  fine  and 
dry;  Cabernet  Sauvignon  1973  ($4.09), 
pleasant  bouquet  and  mature  flavor. 
From  Chile,  Concha  y  Toro  ships  a  1972 
Casillero  del  Diablo  Cabernet  ($3.79) 
that  will  please  those  who  like  the  oaky 
taste  of  mature  California  Cabernets. 

The  same  firm's  1977  Burgundy  ($2.99) 
is  dark  in  color,  fruity,  and  an  unusual 

value.  Valdivieso's  nonvintage  Cabernet 
($3.29)  resembles  the  Concha  y  Toro 
and  delivers  excellent  quality  for  the 

price.  Vina  Undurraga  has  a  1974  Sau- 
vignon Blanc  ($2.99)  that  is  typical  of 

the  grape  and  quite  good.  ■

Sweet  bell-pepper  pickle 

INGREDIENTS 

/ 1/4  pounds  firm,  unblemisiied  red  and/or 
green  sweet  bell  peppers 

1  teaspoon  coarse  kosher  salt 
teaspoons  sugar 

1  teaspoon  dark  sesame  oil 
1  scant  tablespoon  regular  (thin)  soy 
sauce 

y2  teaspoon  rice  vinegar 
Ye  teaspoon  hot  chili  oil  (optional) 

METHOD 

□  Use  a  sharp,  small  knife  to  carefully 
core,  seed,  and  denb  the  peppers  Cut 

them  into  1-inch  squares  or  ♦hin  strips  af^d 
put  them  in  a  bowl  with  the  sail  and  1  tea- 

spoon sugar.  Toss  well  and  let  sit  2-3 

hours  at  room  temperature.  Stir  occasion- 
ally to  redistribute  the  salting  liquid. 

□  Drain  off  the  water  thoroughly  and  re- 
turn the  peppers  to  a  dry  bowl  in  which  you 

have  combined  the  sesame  oil,  soy  sauce, 

remaining  1  or  IVz  teaspoons  sugar,  vin- 
egar, and  hot  chili  oil.  Toss  the  peppers 

well  in  the  sauce  and  let  them  sit  at  room 

temperature  several  hours  to  develop  the 
flavor.  Stir  the  peppers  occasionally  as 

they  marinate  to  redistribute  the  season- 
ings. Chill  slightly  before  serving.  If  you  are 

making  the  peppers  a  day  or  more  in  ad- 
vance, refrigerate  them  in  a  covered  glass 

or  metal  container.  Stir  them  occasionally.

INGREDIENTS 

12  large,  pretty  red  radishes 
^  teaspoon  coarse  kosher  salt 
%  teaspoon  white  sugar 
2  teaspoons  regular  (thin)  soy  sauce 
1-3  teaspoons  white  or  brown  sugar  (use 
brown  sugar  if  you  wish  to  eat  the 
radishes  within  6  hours  of  making  them; 
use  white  sugar  if  you  are  saucing  them 
a  full  day  in  advance) 

y4  teaspoon  dark  sesame  oil 

Ye- Yt  teaspoon  hot  chili  oil 

METHOD 
□  Trim  off  the  root  and  stem  ends  of  the 
radishes.  Place  a  radish  on  its  round  (red) 
side  and  anchor  it  in  place  by  pinching  the 
red  sides  between  thumb  and  first  finger  or 
between  a  pair  of  chopsticks  laid  flat  on 

the  cutting  board  and  splayed  out  like  scis- 
sors around  the  radish  (the  safest  method). 

□  Use  a  sharp  knife  to  make  a  series  of 
crosswise  cuts  Vis  of  an  inch  apart  down 
the  entire  length  of  the  radish,  taking  care 
to  cut  only  of  the  way  through  the  radish 
so  the  "fan"  remains  attached  at  the  base. 
The  chopsticks,  if  you  use  them,  make  a 
natural  barrier  for  the  knife. 

□  Put  the  cut  radishes  in  a  bowl,  sprinkle 
on  the  salt  and  teaspoon  white  sugar, 
and  toss  to  coat  the  radishes  evenly.  Let 
stand  1  hour  at  room  temperature,  swirling 
the  bowl  occasionally  to  redistribute  the 
salting  liquids. 
□  Drain  the  radishes,  then  press  a  few  at 

a  time  gently  between  your  palms  to  ex- 
tract a  bit  more  of  the  water.  Return  the 

radishes  to  a  dry  bowl  in  which  you  have 
mixed  the  soy,  remaining  brown  or  white 
sugar,  sesame  oil,  and  hot  chili  oil.  Toss 
well.  Let  the  radishes  stand  at  room  tem- 

perature at  least  1  hour  to  absorb  the  fla- 
vors. Swirl  the  bowl  occasionally  to 

redistribute  the  seasonings,  and  chill  slight- 
ly before  serving. 

Sweet  glazed  cashews 

INGREDIENTS 

Yi  cup  water 3  tablespoons  sugar 

4  heaping  tablespoons  maltose 

(if  available;  or  look  for  malt  syrup  in 
health  food  stores  or  substitute  honey) 

2  cups  whole  raw  cashews,  with  a  firm, 
unwrinkled  look 

3  cups  fresh  vegetable  oil  (Ms.  Tropp 
keeps  a  separate  bottle  of  oil  for  frying 
nuts,  filtering  it  carefully  between each  use) 

METHOD 

□  Bring  the  water,  sugar,  and  maltose  or 
syrup  or  honey  to  a  boil  in  heavy  saucepan, 
stirring  to  dissolve  sugar..  Reduce  heat  to 
medium,  add  nuts,  and  stir  to  mix.  Adjust 
heat  to  maintain  a  steady  simmer  and  cook 

nuts  10  minutes,  stirring  occasionally  to  re- 
distribute nuts  in  syrup. 

□  While  nuts  cook,  heat  oil  in  a  wok  or 

heavy,  deep  skillet.  Heat  only  until  moder- 
ately hot,  275°  (the  prehaze  stage  when 

there  are  only  slow  swirls  and  eddies  visi- 
ble under  the  surface  of  the  oil). 

□  After  10  minutes,  scoop  the  nuts  from 
syrup  with  a  Chinese  mesh  spoon  or  small 
strainer  and  let  them  sit  a  moment  in  the 

spoon  to  drain.  Reserve  any  remaining  syr- 
up for  a  later  use. 

□  Add  nuts  to  the  275°  oil,  then  reduce 
heat  to  low  so  that  the  oil  does  not  heat 
further.  Stir  the  nuts  constantly  but  gently 

as  they  fry,  until  they  turn  a  light  but  distinct 

gold,  about  5-8  minutes.  Remove  the  ca- 
shews from  the  oil  swiftly  with  a  large  mesh 

spoon  or  strainer  and  hold  them  above  the 
pot  briefly  to  let  the  excess  oil  drip  off. 
Quickly  spread  the  nuts  on  a  cookie  sheet 

or  jelly-roll  pan,  separating  them  with  chop- 

sticks or  wooden  spoons  so  they  don't 
stick  together.  Once  they  have  cooled,  the 
nuts  will  be  crisp  and  no  longer  sticky. 

Toss  them  in  a  paper  bag  or  blot  with  pa- 
per towel  to  remove  excess  oil  before  serv- 
ing. Note:  The  oil  for  this  dish  may  be 

strained  and  reused. 

Mongolian  fried  peanuts 

INGREDIENTS 

/  heaping  tablespoon  Szechwan 

peppercorns 1  heaping  tablespoon  star  anise 
1  heaping  tablespoon  coarse  kosher  salt 

Ys  teaspoon  sugar 

2Y2  cups  cold  water 

Yz  pound  ( 1 Y3  cups)  raw,  red-skinned  ' peanuts  \ 
3  cups  fresh  vegetable  oil,  or  use  oil 

reserved  for  frying  nuts 

METHOD 

□  Combine  peppercorns,  anise,  salt,  sug- 
ar, and  water  in  a  medium-sized  saucepan. 

Bring  to  a  boil  over  high  heat,  cover,  and 
reduce  heat  to  maintain  a  steady  simmer. 
Simmer  5  minutes.  Turn  off  heat,  but  leave 

pan  on  burner. 
□  Add  peanuts  to  pan.  Stir  once  or  twice, 
cover,  and  let  peanuts  soak  in  liquid  on 
stovetop  overnight. 
□  Drain  peanuts,  and  pat  dry  with  paper 
towels.  Spread  them  in  a  single  layer  on  a 

cookie  sheet  and  place  in  a  preheated  275° 
oven  about  2  hours,  stirring  occasionally

□  Heat  the  oi!  in  a  wok  or  heavy  skillet  un- 

til only  moderately  hot,  275°.  Add  peanuts 
and  fry  over  low  heat,  stirring  gently  all  the 

while,  only  until  light  tan,  about  5-7  min- 
utes. They  will  continue  to  brown  after  re- 

moved from  the  oil,  so  do  not  everbrown. 
□  Scoop  the  peanuts  out  of  the  oil  all  at 

once,  if  possible — use  a  large  Chinese 
mesh  spoon  or  a  metal  strainer.  Drain  on 
several  layers  of  paper  toweling.  Shake 
briefly  (with  salt,  if  desired)  in  a  large  paper 
bag  to  remove  last  traces  of  oil.  Serve 
warm  or  cool.  Store  in  a  cool  place  in  an 
airtight  jar  lined  with  a  paper  towel.  Oil  can 
be  reused.  Note:  For  delicious  roasted 

peanuts,  omit  the  frying  step.  Roasted  pea- 
nuts are  especially  tasty  served  warm.

METHOD  FOR  NOODLES 

□  Parboil  the  noodles  in  a  large  pot  of  un- 
salted  water  only  until  firm  Drain  immedi- 

ately and  rinse  with  cold  water  until 
thoroughly  chilled.  Shake  off  excess  water, 
then  toss  noodles  with  sesame  oil  to  sepa- 

rate strands.  At  this  stage,  you  can  store 
the  noodles  in  the  refrigerator  for  up  to  2 
days,  wrapped  tightly. 

METHOD  FOR  SAUCE  AND  ASSEMBLY 

□  Combine  sauce  ingredients  and  blend 

until  smooth — using  a  blender  or  food  pro- 
cessor is  easiest.  Thin  with  the  water  to  the 

consistency  of  heavy  cream  (Sauce  lasts 
indefinitely  in  refrigerator).  Just  before 
serving,  toss  noodles  with  sauce  or  pour  in 
ribbons  on  top  and  allow  each  person  to 
toss  his  own.  Top  with  cucumber,  peanuts, 

garlic,  and  scallion  slivers.  Serves  8-10  if 
served  with  other  dishes;  4-6  if  alone. 
Serve  extra  sauce  alongside. 

Golden-skin  soy-steeped 
chicken 

INGREDIENTS 

21/2  cups  cold  water 
2  cups  regular  (thin)  soy  sauce 

1/3  cup  Chinese  rice  wine  or 
pale  dry  sherry 

12  individual  points  star  anise 
11/2  inches  cinnamon  stick,  crumbled 

(optional) 
1  pinky-sized  length  fresh  orange  or 

tangerine  zest,  blanched,  in  boiling 
water  5  minutes  (optional) 

1  quarter-sized  slice  fresh  ginger  for 
every  pound  of  chicken 

1  thin  scallion  (optional) 

1  4-5-pound  young  chicken,  as  fresh  as 
possible  (make  freshness  a  priority  over 
size),  trimmed  of  excess  fat  and 
membranes 

2  ounces  golden  Chinese  rock  sugar, 

wrapped  in  a  sturdy  lint-free  kitchen 
cloth  and  smashed  into  bits  (available 

in  Oriental  markets — //  you  cannot  find 
it,  use  half  the  amount  of  granulated 
sugar  or  to  taste) 

1-1 1/2  teaspoons  dark  sesame  oil 

METHOD 

□  Place  the  water,  soy  sauce,  wine,  anise, 
cinnamon,  and  orange  or  tangerine  zest  in 
a  pot  large  enough  to  hold  the  chicken 
snugly  and  yet  allow  it  to  be  turned.  Smash 
the  ginger  and  scallion  lightly  with  the  flat 
side  of  a  cleaver  or  heavy  knife  to  release 
their  juices  and  add  to  the  pot.  Bring  the 
liquids  to  a  boil,  then  lower  the  chicken  into 
the  pot.  Wait  for  the  liquids  to  return  to  a 
boil,  basting  the  chicken  continuously  with 
a  bulb-top  baster  in  order  to  set  the  color. 
Continue  basting  for  a  few  seconds  after  a 
boil  is  reached,  then  reduce  heat  to  main- 

tain a  gentle  simmer  and  cover  the  pot. 
Check  after  a  few  minutes  to  see  that  the 

simmer  is  indeed  gentle,  then  replace  the 
cover  and  simmer  20  minutes. 

□  Turn  the  chicken  over  carefully  in  order 
not  to  tear  the  skin.  (Use  2  wooden  spoons 
or  1  wooden  spoon  for  turning  and  1  long 
chopstick  for  anchoring  the  chicken  inside 
the  cavity  while  turning.)  Scatter  the  rock 

sugar  into  the  sauce,  swish  1  minute  to  dis- 
solve it,  then  baste  the  chicken  a  full  2  min- 
utes. Cover  the  pot,  check  the  simmer, 

then  continue  to  simmer  another  20  min- 
utes, basting  the  chicken  frequently. 

□  Turn  off  heat.  Leave  chicken  on  the 

stove  in  the  covered  pot.  After  1  'A  hours, 
turn  the  chicken  over,  being  careful  not  to 
break  the  skin.  Replace  the  cover  and  let 
sit  an  additional  hour  in  the  hot  liquid. 
During  the  2  hours  the  chicken  steeps, 
baste  often  to  ensure  a  good  flavor  and 
nch  color. 

LJ  Carefully  remove  chicken  to  a  cutting 
board  Rub  gently  all  over  with  the  sesame 
oil,  not  forgetting  the  places  under  the 
wings  and  thighs.  If  desired,  use  a  heavy 

cleaver  designed  for  cutting  through  bones 
to  cut  off  wings  and  legs,  then  whack  the 

body  into  domino-shaped  rectangles.  Ar- 
range the  pieces  attractively  on  a  heated 

platter  and  serve  hot  or  tepid.  For  a  picnic, 
let  chicken  cool  entirely,  then  cut  it  or  tote 

it  along  whole  and  cut  it  at  the  table.  Gar- 
nish the  chicken  with  radish  fans  or  corian- 

der to  show  off  its  golden  sheen. 
□  Strain  sauce  (called  a  master  sauce) 
through  several  layers  of  cheesecloth  to 
remove  impurities,  then  chill,  lift  off  fat  and 

freeze.  It  will  keep  1  weekjn  the  refrigera- 
tor, indefinitely  in  the  freezer.  Use  sauce  to 

cook  another  chicken  or  in  following  rec- 
ipes. Leftover  chicken  could  be  recycled 

into  cold-tossed  chicken  with  carrot  shreds 
(recipe  follows).  You  may  also  freeze  the 
chicken,  wrapped  tightly  in  foil.  Reheat  it 
bhefly  in  the  foil  in  a  low  oven,  just  long 
enough  to  release  flavor  and  aromas.

Pot-stewed  brown- sheen  eggs 

INGREDIENTS 

Large  eggs,  hard-cooked  and  peeled 
Master  sauce  from  soy-steeped  chicken 

METHOD 

□  Use  a  sharp,  thin-bladed  knife  to  make 
4  gashes  at  equal  intervals  along  the 
length  of  the  eggs,  cutting  almost  down  to 
but  not  into  the  yolk.  (See  photograph  on 

page  000.)  The  gashes  provide  an  entry  for 
the  sauce,  a  good  cutting  guide,  and  a  sim- 

ple but  enticing  visible  decoration. 
□  Choose  a  saucepan  that  will  hold  the 

eggs  snugly,  put  the  eggs  in  the  pot,  then 
cover  with  the  master  sauce.  Add  water 

and  a  bit  more  wine,  soy,  and  sugar  if  nec- 
essary for  the  sauce  to  cover  the  eggs. 

Bring  the  mixture  to  a  simmer  over  moder- 
ate heat.  Taste  and  adjust  the  sauce  sea- 

sonings. Cover  the  pot  and  simmer  the 

eggs  very  gently  15  minutes.  Turn  off  the 
heat  and  leave  the  eggs  in  the  pot  a  full  2 
hours  or  overnight  for  even  richer  flavor 
and  color.  Serve  tepid  or  at  room  tempera- 

ture. Cut  into  quarters  if  desired  to  show 
variation  in  color  from  brown  to  white  to 

yellow-gold. 

Cold-tossed  chicken 
with  carrot  shreds  and

INGREDIENTS 

Master  sauce  from  soy-steeped  chicken 

2y2  pounds  whole,  very  fresh  chicken 
breasts,  skin  on  and  bone  in,  tnmmed 
of  excess  fat  and  loose  membranes 

3  cups  carrots,  shredded  (about  10 
ounces  or  2  medium-large  carrots) 

2V2-3y2  tablespoons  dark  sesame  oil 
1  y2-2  tablespoons  rice  vinegar 
Yb  cup  tea  melon,  drained  of  syrup  and 

finely  slivered  (available  bottled  or 

canned  as  "preserved  white  melon  in 
syrup')  or  Ya  rounded  cup  celery, 
peeled,  julienned,  and  tossed  in  a  thin 
honey /hot  water  syrup

□  If  the  tofu  is  excessively  watery,  place 
between  tea  towels  and  weight  it  under  a 
cutting  board  for  an  hour  to  extract  some 
water.  Otherwise,  place  the  tofu  on  a  triple 
thickness  of  paper  towel  for  10  minutes, 
unweighted,  to  drain.

About  y4  cup  coral-  or  gold-colored  jelly 
(passion  fruit,  guava,  apple,  or  ginger 
jelly),  melted 

METHOD 

□  Sift  together  flour,  baking  soda,  and  car- 
damom. Cream  the  butter  until  smooth  in  a 

food  processor  or  mixer,  then  add  the  va- 
nilla, sugar,  and  ginger  preserves  and  pro- 
cess until  light.  Add  dry  ingredients  in  3 

additions,  alternating  with  the  milk  in  2  ad- 
ditions, processing  with  on-off  turns  or  mix- 

ing at  a  low  speed  after  each  addition  to 
blend  the  ingredients.  Sprinkle  the  orange 
zest  and  chopped  nuts  evenly  on  top  of  the 
batter  and  incorporate  them  quickly  into 
the  dough  Do  not  overprocess,  lest  you 
rob  the  nuts  of  their  texture, 

□  Turn  the  dough  out  onto  a  lightly  floured 
sheet  of  wax  paper.  Wrap  and  chill  until 

firm  enough  to  shape  into  a  long  roll  about 
1  Va  inches  in  diameter.  Use  the  paper  to 

help  you.  Shape  the  log  further  if  you  want 
an  oval  or  oblong-shaped  cookie  as  op- 

posed to  a  round  one,  but  work  quickly  so 
the  dough  remains  firm.  Wrap  neatly  and 

tightly;  freeze  until  hard. 
□  Arrange  2  racks  in  even  thirds  of  the 

oven.  Unwrap  dough  and  use  a  thin-bladed 
cleaver  or  a  sharp,  heavy  knife  to  cut  the 

log  into  'A-inch-thick  slices.  Place  the 
cookies  1  inch  apart  on  ungreased  cookie 
sheets.  Use  a  bit  of  jelly  to  stick  an  almond 
half  on  top  of  each  cookie,  then  brush  the 
top  of  the  cookie  with  a  thin  film  of  jelly. 

Bake  in  a  preheated  350°  oven  about  15 
minutes,  until  the  glaze  and  the  edges  of 
the  cookies  have  become  slightly  toned 
with  color.  Quickly  reverse  the  position  of 
the  sheets  halfway  through  baking  time. 
Remove  cookies  with  a  spatula  to  a  rack  to 
cool.  Makes  about  50  cookies.  Dough  can 
be  made  ahead  and  kept  frozen.

Steamed  whole  pears 
stuffed  with  cassia  blossoms 

and  honeyed  liqueur 

INGREDIENTS 

6  tablespoons  wild  flower  or 
unf favored  honey 

2  rounded  tablespoons  white  raisins 
1  rounded  teaspoon  preserved  cassia 
blossoms,  or  iy2  teaspoons  crystallized 
ginger,  minced  or  preserved  ginger  in 

syrup  ("stem  ginger'),  drained 
1  y2  tablespoons  "forbidden  fruit,  "  apple, 

or  mild  pear  liqueur,  or  any  good 

cognac  to  taste 
4  large  or  6  smaller  hard,  green, 

unblemished  pears  that  will  stand 
straight  (about  3  pounds)  or  firm,  green, 
baking  apples 

METHOD 

□  Combine  the  honey,  raisins,  cassia 

blossoms  or  sweetened  ginger,  and  li- 
queur. Remove  tops  from  pears  about  1 

inch  from  stem  end,  and  keep  each  cap 
alongside  its  pear  so  you  can  match  them 
up  later.  Core  the  pears  with  a  sturdy  fruit 
corer  or  melon  bailer.  Work  carefully,  tak- 

ing out  seeds  and  central  column  and  be- 
ing careful  not  to  cut  through  the  bottom. 

□  Stir  and  taste  the  filling  for  an  equal  bal- 
ance of  sweetness  and  alcohol.  Pour  an 

equal  amount  of  the  liquid  into  each  pear, 
distributing  the  raisins  equally  among 
them.  Replace  pear  lids. 

□  Stand  the  pears  upright  next  to  one  an- 
other in  a  shallow  Pyrex  pie  plate  or  an 

ovenproof  dish.  Place  on  a  rack  in  a  deep 
pot  over  boiling  water.  Make  sure  to  leave 
at  least  Va  of  an  inch  free  between  dish  rim 

and  pot  to  allow  circulation  of  steam.  Cov- 
er, and  steam  the  pears  about  45  min- 

utes-1  Vj  hours.  To  test,  lift  off  a  cap  and 
poke  a  knife  gently  into  its  cut  side.  Do  not 
overcook  or  fruit  will  fall  apart.  Check  peri- 

odically to  replace  any  lids  that  may  have 
fallen  off  and  to  replenish  the  steaming  wa- 

ter. When  cooked,  chill  thoroughly  before 
serving.  Serve  in  individual  bowls  with  the 

lids  on,  each  pear  surrounded  by  a  bit  of 
the  sweet  juices  that  accumulate  during 

the  steaming.  Serves  4-6.  Can  be  made  up 
to  2  days  in  advance.

Heat  about  2  inches  of  oii  in  a  deep  skillet 
or  wok  over  a  medium  flame  until  it  is 

smoking  hot.  Rol'  ?ut  dough,  one  ball  at  a 
time,  into  circles  about  SYz  inches  in  diam- 

eter, dusting  with  flour  if  the  dough  sticks. 
As  soon  as  it  is  rolled  out,  drop  circle  into 
hot  fat.  It  will  first  sink  to  the  bottom  and 
then,  in  a  few  seconds,  rise  and  sizzle. 
With  the  back  of  a  slotted  spoon,  press 
down  on  it  gently,  again  and  again,  using 
quick,  light  strokes.  The  bread  should  puff 
up  and  turn  golden  on  its  underside.  Turn  it 
over  and  let  the  other  side  turn  light  brown. 
The  entire  process  should  take  less  than  a 
minute.  Put  bhatura  on  the  lined  platter  and 

cover  with  a  paper-towel-lined  plate  or  in- 
verted bowl.

When  they  are  at  room  tem- 
perature, stack  the  breads  and  pack  them

sprinkle  lightly  with  finely  chopped  scal- 
lions.  A  few  tablespoons  of  slivered 

smoky  ham  can  be  stirred  into  the  vege- 
tables with  the  cream. 

Stir-fried  Creole  shrimp:  Fry  4  thick 
slices  of  bacon,  diced,  in  a  wok  or  large 
skillet  until  crisp.  Drain  on  paper  towels. 
Add  1  tablespoon  sweet  butter  to  bacon 
fat  in  pan  and  place  over  moderately 
high  heat.  Add  4  Italian  frying  peppers 
in  thin  strips,  1  pound  shelled  small 
shrimp,  and  1  cup  thinly  sliced  scallions. 

Stir-fry  about  1  minute,  just  until  shrimp 
turn  pink.  Sea.son  with  salt  and  pepper, 
stir  in  crisp  bacon,  and  spoon  over  large 
hot  baked  potatoes.  Serves  4. 

To  bake  a  potato:  Choose  a  firm,  heavy, 
unblemished  potato — discard  those  with 

sprouting  "eyes"  or  a  green  tinge.  Scrub 
the  potato,  then  bake  as  is  or  rub  lightly 
with  oil — oiled  potato  skins  will  be  soft- 

er. Pierce  the  potato  with  a  fork  to  let 
steam  escape  during  baking — this  will 
make  the  potato  fluffier  inside.  Bake  in  a 

425"  oven  about  55  minutes,  if  you  use  a 
meat  thermometer,  the  internal  tempera- 

ture should  reach  210".  Do  not  overcook! 
Remove  from  oven  and  use  a  fork  to  cut 
an  X  in  the  top  of  the  baked  potato  to  let 
steam  escape.  Top  with  the  chosen  stuff- 

ing and  serve  immediately. 

Amnion's  glazed  stoneware  Tandoor 
oven  has  a  skewer  in  the  top  that  can 
help  bake  potatoes  in  half  the  usual  time. 
Place  potatoes  on  greased  skewer  (it  will 

hold  3  or  4),  bake  in  a  425°  oven  about 20  minutes. 

Microwave  ovens  make  even  quicker 
work  of  potatoes:  Choose  potatoes  of 
similar  size  and  shape.  If  they  do  vary, 

place  larger  ones  close  to  the  oven  wall 
where  microwaves  penetrate  most  easily. 
Prick  with  a  fork,  place  a  layer  of  paper 

toweling  on  oven  floor  to  absorb  mois- 
ture, and  arrange  potatoes  like  flower 

petals  on  toweling,  about  1  inch  apart  so 
they  cook  evenly.  Turn  halfway  through 
cooking  time.  Remove  from  oven,  wrap 
in  foil,  shiny  side  in,  or  cover  with  a 

bowl  to  hold  in  heat — they  will  finish 
cooking  in  the  necessary  5-10  minute 
standing  time.  General  microwaving 

time:  1  potato,  3-5  minutes;  2  potatoes, 
5-7/2  minutes;  3  potatoes,  7-10  minutes; 
4  potatoes,  IOV2-I2/2  minutes. 

Pressure  cookers  are  almost  as  speedy, 

but  won't  yield  quite  the  same  flavor  or 
texture  as  oven  baking.  Place  4  unpeeled 
potatoes  on  a  rack  in  pressure  cooker, 

add  1  Vi  cups  water,  adjust  cover  secure- 
ly. Place  over  high  heat,  bring  to  15 

pounds  pressure  as  manufacturer  di- 
rects. When  control  jiggles,  reduce  heat 

and  cook  15  minutes.  Remove  from 

heat,  reduce  pressure  by  placing  cooker 
under  running  cold  water,  then  open  and 
remove  potatoes. 

Toaster  ovens  can  bake  4  or  more  pota- 
toes efficiently  without  heating  up  the 

kitchen.  Preheat  the  toaster  oven  3  min- 

utes at  425°,  pierce  potatoes,  start  testing for  doneness  after  30  minutes.  ■

some  models,  like  side-by-side  refrigera- 
tor/freezers or  refrigerator/freezers  with 

ice  and  water  access  through  the  door, 
may  consume  more  energy,  but  may  suit 

some  people's  needs  better  than  a  model 
that  uses  less  electricity.  We  hope  to 

continue  to  offer  consumers  a  choice." 
You  can  buy  wisely  thanks  to  the  la- 

bels, but  if  you  really  want  to  save,  con- 
servative use  of  the  appliance  counts, 

too — that  means  avoiding  constant 
opening  and  closing  of  refrigerator 

doors,  not  running  half-filled  dishwash-

need  indexing  of  the  progressive  income 
tax  so  that  your  total  income  has  been 

adjusted  for  inflation,"  says  Steve Forbes. 

It's  the  price  for 
the  quality  of  life  we  want,  clean  air  and 
water,  care  for  the  elderly,  the  unem-

It's  a  price  they  origi- 
nally paid  not  to  have  revolution,  and 

it's  the  price  you  pay  today  to  get  elected 
to  office.  As  a  result  there's  an  endless 
stream  of  demands  made  upon  govern- 

ment for  goods  and  services,  never  a  de- 
mand for  taxes  to  pay  them.  There  is 

constant  pressure  to  hold  taxes  down 

and  run  expenses  up.  That's  in  the  genet- 
ic code  of  our  political  system.  A  democ- 

racy always  has  to  pay  special  attention 
to  fighting  inflation  on  the  supply  side  of 

the  equation.  If  you're  a  politician,  it 
means  you  have  to  adopt  a  language  par- 

ticularly grating  on  popular  sensibilities 
and  say,  flat  out,  that  there  have  to  be 

tax  incentives  for  the  investing  classes." 
"The  word  'loophole'  is  a  stigmatizing 

description,"  Will  continues.  "The  non- 
pejorative  word  is  incentive.  Govern- 

ment has  certain  incentives  built  into  the 

tax  code.  One  of  the  most  effective  in- 
struments in  modern  government  is  the 

little  line  on  the  tax  form  that  allows 

people  to  deduct  mortgage  interest  and 
payments.  A  social  decision  was  made 

long  ago  that  we  want  a  nation  of  home- 
owners. It  gives  people  a  stake  in  the  sys- 

tem. A  certified  Madisonian,  traditional 
American  incentive.  We  also  believe  it  is 

a  good  thing  to  encourage  charitable  giv- 
ing to  broaden  the  base  of  philanthropy 

so  the  state  doesn't  monopolize  good will.  Another  little  line  on  the  tax  form. 

It  happens  to  work." 
In  spite  of  the  burden  of  taxation, 

most  Americans  are  actually  overpaying 

their  taxes.  "It  pays,  literally,  to  have  a

What's  happened  to  American  thrifti- 
ness?  "A  penny  saved  is  a  penny  earned" 
seems  to  hold  true  only  if  you  are  hoard- 

ing pennies  for  their  copper  value.  "Sav- 
ing in  the  normal  sense,  the  sense  that 

every  American  has  been  accustomed  to, 
putting  money  in  a  savings  account,  is  a 

loss.  A  dead  loss."  remarks  George  Will. 
The  fact  that  most  Americans  aren't  sav- 

ing in  the  traditional  way  is  understan- 
dable when  inflation  is  at  14  percent  and 

a  -  r  ssbook  savings  account  pays  5  per- 
cent interest.  CEvcn  12  percent  treasury 

bonds  yield  only  6  percent  after  tax.) 
The  national  savings  rate  this  year 

may  go  as  low  as  3  .9  percent  off  from  7.7 
in  1975.  Instead,  and  perhaps  correctly, 
T>0 

Americans  are  spending  on  objects, 
houses,  stocks,  collectibles,  and  on  more 
transient  pleasures. 

The  "new"  savings  account  is  the 
money  market  fund.  Says  financial  writ- 

er Chris  Welles,  "They  are  easy  to  get 
into  and  out  of,  pay  13  or  14  percent,  re- 

quire an  initial  deposit  of  as  little  as 
$1,000.  You  can  also  write  large  checks 
($500  or  over)  on  them.  Investments  are 
all  short  term — treasury  bills,  certifi- 

cates of  deposit,  commercial  paper  from 
large  corporations.  Anyone  with  income 
in  clumps  (above  all,  clumps  of  money 

shouldn't  be  kept  in  checking  accounts) 
can  benefit  from  these  funds.  Check  the 

money  fund  to  see  it  has  a  decent  portfo- 
lio— not  all  obscure  banks  and  corpora- 

tions. Then  be  sure  the  fund  can  handle 

the  paperwork  without  getting  behind." Other  observers  point  up  the  need  for 
having  savings  liquid  in  an  inflation  or 
crisis.  For  one  thing,  liquidity  allows  you 

to  move  quickly  to  buy  assets  at  a  dis- 
count. (Donald  McShane  puts  it  this  way: 

"The  time  might  come  when  a  farm 
could  sell  for  half  its  value  for  cash.")

Because  of  inflation,  Americans  for  the

One  international  financial  observer  ex- 

plains it  this  way:  "America  and  England 
are  the  only  two  complete  financial  mar- 

kets in  the  world.  Every  sort  of  financial 
instrument  is  available  to  people.  The 
wealth  of  these  markets  is  described  on 

pieces  of  paper.  The  main  wealth  in 
America  has  always  been  paper  and  fi- 

nancial assets.  In  a  country  like  France, 

where  there  aren't  these  sophisticated 
markets,  people  have  always  owned  land, 
objects,  gold.  They  also  tended  to  own 
their  own  businesses.  Americans  are  now 

turning  away  from  financial  assets  and 

turning  to  things." The  smart  money  seems  to  like  gold. 
South  African  gold  stocks  if  you  want  an 
income.  Gold  coins  in  a  safety  deposit 
box  if  you  just  want  the  rise  in  price. 
(How  to  choose  gold  stocks  and  which 

gold  coins  to  buy  is  something  to  re- 
search carefully.)  Those  who  believe  in 

gold  T'.  ;7ard  it  as  the  ultimate  nest  egg. 

Not  perhaps  what  to  do  with  everythin  ' 
you  have  in  the  world,  but  at  least  pai 
of  it. 

Experts  like  McShane  don't  recon- mend  investing  in  objects  unless  yo

Jewelry,  paintings,  antiques  are  als 

criticized  by  purists  because  there's  n  , 
established  daily  market  for  them.

Tubs  and  other  containers  can  be 
stood  on  a  hard  surface  or  dug  partly  or 

completely  into  the  ground.  It  is  attrac- 
tive to  place  several  tubs  together,  using 

different  sizes  and  different  levels  of  re- 

cessing. If  in  the  ground,  the  spaces  be- 
tween them  are  best  filled  with  soil, 

where  small  plants  can  be  grown.  Such 

arrays  of  tubs  can  be  attractively  com- 
bined with  paving  or  cobblestones,  and 

with  other  plants  in  pots. 
Whether  the  pool  is  large  or  small,  its 

edges  should  be  absolutely  level — there 
is  nothing  more  irritating  than  a  pool 
with  edges  that  do  not  match  the  water 

surface.  So  when  putting  the  final  touch- 
es to  the  initial  digging  out,  use  a  long, 

strong  piece  of  wood  and  a  spirit  level  to 
make  sure  that  all  is  well. 

So  far  I  have  discussed  only  pools  of  still 

water.  Many  people  like  fountains.  For 
these  you  need  to  install  electric  pumps 
submerged  at  the  bottom  of  a  pool,  or 

placed  in  a  wood  or  concrete  box  under- 
ground just  outside  it;  plastic  pipes  can 

readily  be  arranged  as  required.  A  bit  of 

extra  thought  is  needed  during  the  con- 
struction stages,  but  there  are  no  problems 

a  competent  handyman  cannot  cope  with. 
Electric  wiring  must  be  made  thoroughly 
waterproof  Better  still,  get  a  pump  which 
has  a  transformer  to  reduce  the  voltage  in 

the  areas  where  there  is  any  danger  of  wa- 
ter penetrating  the  installation. 

()nc  can  install  a  fountain  in  any  small 
pool,  and  heads  are  available  to  produce 
a  wide  range  of  jet  patterns.  I  should 
mention  that  water  lilies  do  not  much  i

care  for  constant  spray  tailing  on  them, 
and,  in  any  case,  a  fountain  will  lower 
the  water  temperature  and  slow  down 
flowering.  I  often  feel  that  a  pool  with  a 
fountain  should  best  be  quite  formal  and 

devoid  of  plants — a  distinct  feature  in  its 
own  right.  Such  a  fountain  can  be 
housed  in  a  very  small,  shallow  pool  or 
bowl. 

A  refinement  of  the  straightforward 

fountain  jet  spouting  from  a  pool,  espe- 
cially valuable  in  small  patio  gardens,  is 

the  "bubbler."  This  can  be  a  round  stone 
hke  a  mill  wheel,  or  a  square  one  (these 
can  be  made  of  concrete),  perforated  in 
the  center,  through  which  a  buried 
pump  forces  up  a  small  flow  of  water.  I 
have  seen  bubblers  made  from  large,  ir- 

regular rocks,  perforated  in  several 
places,  and  a  variation  is  to  let  the  jet  of 
water  come  up  through  large  rounded 
cobblestones  placed  within  a  round  or 
rectangular  container. 

The  one  thing  all  these  bubblers  have 

in  common  is  a  watertight  base  contain- 
er into  which  the  water  can  settle  and  be 

taken  up  again  by  the  pump;  and  this  is 
most  readily  made  of  concrete.  The  bub- 

bler jet  is  best  kept  quite  low:  It  is  the 
gentle  movement  and  the  subsequent 
flow  of  water  over  the  stone  or  among

the  cobbles  which  is  so  attractive.  A 

similar  pump  arrangement  is  needed  for 
any  recirculating  system,  whether  it  is 

the  traditional  lion's  head,  a  spouting 
frog  or  dolphin,  pouring  or  dripping  wa- 

ter into  a  pool  or  basin.

One  last  suggestion  for  water  as  a 
decorative  feature  is  what  one  may  call 

the  "eye"  of  water — a  mirror  pool  which 
shines  or  ripples  and  is  particularly  ef- 

fective in  a  rather  dark  corner.  This  can 

be  quite  small,  as  little  as  18  inches 
across,  and  very  shallow,  and  can  be 
made  flush  with  the  soil  surface  or  raised 

above  it  as  preferred.  The  mirror  pool 

has  no  plants  in  it. 
As  I  mentioned  at  the  start,  one  of  the 

great  things  about  water  gardening  is  the 
new  range  of  plants  it  brings  into  the 
garden.  Outstanding  among  these  are 
water  hlies,  their  rounded  floating  leaves 
a  decoration  in  themselves,  their  flowers 
almost  unparalleled  in  the  plant  world. 
Water  lilies  are  often  classified  as  to  the 

depth  of  water  they  will  grow  in,  but 

some  have  a  spread  quite  out  of  propor- 
tion to  this,  and  it  is  their  spread  that 

must  be  watched,  or  you  will  have  leaves 
flopping  out  of  the  pool  and  shriveling 
up. 

The  smallest  of  afl  water  hlies  is  the 

North  American  Nymphaea  tetragona, 
with  white  flowers  about  2  inches  across; 
another  modest  one  is  N.  odorata  minor, 

with  purplish  blooms.  From  such  par- 

ents come  hybrids  like  'Yellow  Pygmy,' 
'Laydekeri  Lilacea'  in  pink,  'Laydekeri 
Purpurata'  in  crimson,  and  the  remark- 

able 'Aurora,'  which  changes  color  from 
yellow  through  orange  to  red  as  the 
flowers  age.  These  will  grow  in  very 
small  tubs.  For  slightly  larger  pools,  the 

variety  increases,  including  peachy-col- 

ored 'Paul  Hariot'  and  rich  pink  'Somp- 
tuosa.'  In  Southern  and  Western  states 
where  the  climate  permits,  those  lovely 
tropical  lilies  which  stand  out  of  the  wa- 

ter can  be  grown  year-round,  again  se- 
lecting compact  kinds  like  pale  blue 

'Dauben,'  deep  blue  'Colorata,'  or  violet 
'Panama  Pacific' 

You  can  even  grow  the  sumptuous  sa- 
cred lotus  Nclumbo  ncucifcra,  which 

I will  perform  satisfactorily  in  a  half-bar- 1 .1  and  survive  winters  quite  far  north. 
Several  colors  are  available,  including 

double  forms,  and  there  is  a  dwarf  lotus 

called  'Momo  Botan'  in  rich  cherry 
pink,  which  will  grow  in  a  tub  9  inches deep. 

The  bright  yellow  water-fringe  or 
floating-heart,  Nymphoides  peltata, 
looks  like  a  miniature  water  lily  al- 

though it  is  in  fact  related  to  the  gen- 
tians, and  this  rapidly  spreading  little 

flower  is  very  attractive  in  small  pools. 
Another  plant  with  floating  leaves 

that  ought  to  be  in  any  pool  except  the 

smallest — it  is  just  too  ""vigorous  for  a 
tub — is  the  water  hawthorn,  Aponoge- 
ton  distachyus.  This  has  curious  white, 

black-speckled  blooms  looking  like  little 
boats,  which  go  on  blooming  for  many 
months  among  the  long  narrow  leaves.  , 

Other  water  plants  each  favor  a  specif- 
ic depth  of  water — a  good  water-plant 

catalogue  will  give  full  details.  If  youj 
have  devised  an  arrangement  of  tubs, 

you  can  fill  them  with  soil  to  different' 
depths,  in  which  plants  can  be  rooted  di- 

rectly. In  the  larger  ones,  use  bricks  to 

bring  a  planting  container  to  the  re-i 

quired  level. 

Plants  you  can  grow  with 
soil  at  water  level 

To  grow  with  soil  at,  or  just  below,  wa- 
ter level,  there  are  the  marsh  marigold, 

Caltha  palustris,  and  its  handsome  dou- 
ble form;  monkey  flower  (mimulus)  in 

bright  varied  colors;  many  varieties  of 
iris,  mostly  forms  of  I.  laevigata,  in 
shades  of  blue,  purple,  red,  and  white, 
and  the  swamp  lily,  Saururus  cernuus, 
with  creamy  white  flower  heads.  Then 

there  are  others  to  grow  for  their  fo- 
liage— variegated  forms  of  iris  and  the 

variegated  sweet  flag  Acorus  Calamus; 

the  quaint  corkscrew  rush,  Juncus  effu-  I 
sus  'Spiralis,'  and  also  various  striped 
forms;  and  the  zebra  rush,  Juncus  effu- 
sus  'Zebrinus' — its  quill-like  growths  are 
horizontally  banded  in  green  and  white. 
But  keep  all  of  these  in  containers  or 
they  will  spread  too  much. 

For  slightly  deeper  water,  one  could 

choose  the  flowering  rush,  Butomus  um- 
bellatus,  with  heads  of  pink  cup-shaped 
blooms;  the  arrowheads  (sagittaria), 

with  arrow-shaped  leaves  and  small 
white  flowers;  pickerel  weed  (ponte- 
deria),  with  erect  blue  or  white  flower- |i 
heads;  the  bogbean,  Menyanthes 
trifoliata,  attractive  in  both  pale  green 

leaf  and  fringed  white  flowers,  and  the 

white  arum,  Calla  palustris,  and  its  rela- 
tion the  golden-club,  Orontium  aquati- 

cum. 
One  of  the  handsomest  water  plants  is 

the  arum  or  calla  lily,  Zantedeschia 
aethiopica,  which  seems  to  be  perfectly 
hardy  in  the  coldest  climates  as  long  as 

its  roots  are  well  below  water  level  and| 
thus  do  not  get  frozen. 

In  warm-climate  zones,  further  arum 
relations  can  be  grown  in  the  form  of  the  | 
huge-leaved  taros  (colocasia),  one  planl 
to  a  tub.  The  water  cannas  (thalia)  arc

very  tall  and  equally  exotic  looking,  and 

so  is  the  stately  papyrus,  Cyperus  papy- 
rus, of  which  there  is  a  more  manageable 

dwarf  form. 

Summer  and  warm-climate  pools  can 
also  have  those  lovely  tropical  floaters 
which  are  such  a  menace  when  uncon- 

trolled— lavender-flowered  water  hya- 
cinth (eichhornia),  palest  green  water 

lettuce  (pistia),  and  yellow-flowered  wa- 
ter poppy  (hydrocleys).  In  colder  areas, 

these  have  to  be  overwintered  indoors 

and  are  seldom  very  satisfactory. 
In  small  tubs,  as  already  mentioned, 

water  plants  can  be  planted  directly  in 
soil  filling  the  tub  to  the  desired  level.  In 

large  tubs  and  pools  of  whatever  con- 
struction, they  are  best  set  in  planters. 

Plastic  pots  can  be  used.  Ordinary  gar- 
den soil  is  satisfactory,  especially  if  it  is 

on  the  heavy  side  and  somewhat  fibrous. 
A  little  rotted  cow  manure  can  be  added, 

or  use  a  proprietary  water-plant  fertiliz- 
er. If  possible,  cover  the  soil  in  contain- 
ers with  a  layer  of  gravel — this  dis- 

courages fish  from  stirring  up  the  soil. 

Fish  add  beauty  and  help  keep 
water  clear  and  fresh 

Fish  are  part  of  the  natural  balance  of  a 

pool — with  floating  and  upstanding 
plants,  submerged  oxygenating  plants, 

and  snails  as  scavengers.  In  tubs,  howev- 
er, there  may  not  be  space  for  big  fish, 

though  a  few  snails  are  desirable  to  keep 

down  algal  growth.  From  my  experi- 
ence, the  ramshorn  is  the  best  to  use 

here — other  snails  are  often  voracious, 
spoiling  lily  leaves,  and  they  multiply 
too  fast. 

In  a  pool  of  any  size,  fish  and  oxygen- 
ating plants  help  to  keep  the  water  clear 

and  fresh,  and  help  prevent  the  growth 
of  algae,  including  blanketweed.  And 

fish  add  yet  another  pleasure  to  the  wa- 
ter garden — beauty.  Goldfish  are  still 

hard  to  beat — they  come  in  yellow,  or- 
ange, red,  black,  and  even  multicolors, 

and  include  the  handsome  fantails.  Koi 

and  Golden  Orfes  are  lovely  in  medium- 
sized  pools.  Fish  will  clear  mosquito  lar- 

vae and  need  very  little  extra  attention. 
The  essential  oxygenating  plants  can  be 
bought  in  collections  from  water  nurser- 
ies. 

Finally,  what  is  the  best  place  for  the 
pool?  If  it  is  to  contain  plants,  it  should 
be  well  in  the  open,  where  it  will  receive 

at  least  4-6  hours  a  day;  and  it  should,  if 
possible,  be  away  from  trees,  because  if 
leaves  fall  into  the  water  in  autumn, 
their  decay  releases  substances  toxic  to 
fish  and  harmful  to  plants.  Any  leaves 
should  be  picked  or  dredged  out  as  soon 
as  possible. 

When  siting  a  pool,  bear  in  mind  that 
once  in  a  while  it  will  need  pumping  out 
and  cleaning,  so  the  position  stH)u!(l  al- 

low ff)r  surplus  water  to  be  readily 
drained  away. 
?.?4 

In  a  formal  garden,  the  pool  can  prob- 
ably be  fitted  readily  into  the  design,  and 

here  a  regular  outline,  rectangular  or 
round,  is  almost  always  best.  In  a  paved 
terrace  garden,  a  rectangular  pool  can 
easily  be  fitted  into  the  paving  pattern.  I 

once  saw  a  long  narrow  pool,  a  minia- 
ture canal,  running  the  length  of  such  a 

garden;  a  cross  pattern  can  also  fit  in.  It 
is  easy  to  make  a  pool  too  big  for  its  set- 

ting, and  this  should  be  guarded  against. 
In  formal  settings,  a  raised  pool  can 

look  attractive  also,  and  this  is  ideal  for 

elderly  or  disabled  gardeners,  who  can- 
not stoop  or  kneel  to  attend  to  the 

pool — a  counterpart  of  raised  plant  beds. 
A  well-raised  pool  may  also  be  the  an- 

swer if  there  are  small  children  in  the 

household,  to  whom  the  ground-level 
pool  is  all  too  likely  to  have  a  literally  fa- 

tal attraction.  In  fact,  I  would  never  con- 
sider having  a  normal  water  garden, 

even  a  tub,  until  children  are  several 

years  old. 
Raised  pools  are  most  easily  con- 

structed from  brick  walls,  cemented  in 

the  normal  way  and  given  a  final  inside 
rendering  coat  of  cement.  The  base  can 
either  be  concrete,  of  bricks  set  into  con- 

crete, or  of  plastic  sheeting. 

In  larger,  less  formal  gardens,  the  ir- 
regular pool  comes  into  its  own,  but  the 

less  fussy  the  outline,  the  better  in  gener- 
al, though  once  in  a  while  a  sinuous, 

many-lobed  pool  will  succeed.  Before  fi- 
nally deciding  the  shape,  it  is  a  good  idea 

to  lay  down  the  proposed  outline  on  the 
ground  in  bricks  or  to  use  a  hose  and 
look  down  on  it  from  an  upper  window, 

if  possible.  Once  dug,  it's  difficult  to 
shift  a  pool!  But  once  made  and  stocked, 
a  water  garden  of  any  size  should  be  a 
lasting  delight.  ■

Deputies  and  repurchased  by  Mme.  Cas- 
taing  at  a  bargain  price.  Her  unusual 
mix  of  furniture — English  antiques,  Sec- 

ond Empire  pieces,  accents  from  all  peri- 
ods and  parts  of  19th-century  Europe — 

gave  Mme.  Castaing's  new  boutique  a 
distinct  mood,  different  from  conven- 

tional furniture  stores  or  decorators'  sa- 
lons. Until  then,  the  choice  had  largely 

been  between  the  pallid  "Louis-the- 
Who"  imitations  at  one  end  of  the  taste 
spectrum  and  the  florid,  late-Art  Deco 
style  at  the  other. 

Madeleine  Castaing's  unique  style  be- 
came an  overnight  success,  even  in  those 

times  of  terror  and  privation.  "People 
came  because  I  had  brought  poetry  into 

the  home,"  she  now  recalls.  They  also 
came  because  of  her  innovative  display 
techniques.  She  was  among  the  first  in 
France  to  create  lifelike  vignettes — one 
month  a  library,  the  next  a  dining  room, 
the  next  a  livmg  room,  complete  with 
curtains,  lamps,  accessories — that  were 
not  yet  cortimon  in  France.  This  new  ap- 

proach gave  clients  a  better  sense  of  how 
the  furniture  might  look  in  their  own 
houses.  Business  boomed.  Two  years 
after  the  war  ended,  she  had  to  move  to 

a  larger  shop.  She  was  well  on  her  way 
to  a  hugely  successful  career.

Her  own  rooms — an  apartment  over 
her  shop  in  Paris,  and  a  country  house 

near  her  birthplace  of  Chartres — sum- 
marize her  approach  to  interior  design. 

"I'll  give  you  a  good  example,"  she  says, 
gesturing  around  her  living  room  in  Par- 

is. "These  armchairs  are  Russian,  the 

straight  chairs  are  English,  these  two  so- 
fas are  French,  that's  Austrian,  this  is 

from  Northern  Italy.  As  you  can  see,  all 
parts  of  Europe  are  represented,  but  the 

result  is  complete  harmony.  It's  timeless. 
And  the  starting  point  is  poetry.  I  don't 
care  for  splendid  furniture  alone,  that's 
not  enough.  The  main  thing  is  life — the 

life  I  give  them." That  she  does.  In  her  blue  and  white 

living  room  she  has  mixed  with  complete 
ease  such  diverse  things  as  an  English 

Regency  settee,  heavily  tasseled  Second 

Empire  slipper  chairs,  and  several  strik- 
ing canvases  by  Chaim  Soutine — tro- 

phies of  her  friendship  with  the  painter. 

In  a  hallway,  a  bust  of  the  great  19th- 
century  actress  Rachel  sits  atop  a 

Charles  X  console  table,  the  figured  car- 
pet and  Empire-style  curtains  woven  in 

blue  to  Mme.  Castaing's  designs.  Her 
bedroom  is  a  pink-and-white  confection 
worthy  of  a  Feydeau  farce,  her  bath  just 
as  romantic,  with  a  luxurious  tub  set 
into  an  Empire  niche.  All  the  rooms 
have  a  nostalgic  period  flavor,  though 

it's  often  hard  to  say  which  period  pre- 
cisely. 

That  is  her  intention.  "There  is  one 
thing  that  must  never  be  attempted  in  a 

house,"  she  states  firmly,  "and  that  is exact  reconstruction.  When  a  woman 

tells  me,  'I've  done  Marie  Antoinette's 
boudoir,'  she's  taken  leave  of  her 

senses."  What  gives  Madeleine  Cas- 
taing's interiors  their  distinction  is  her 

freedom  in  selecting  among  styles,  con- 
sidering single  elements  on  their  own 

merits,  then  combining  them  in  a  whole 
that  is  always  totally  original.  These  are 

not  rooms  that  encourage  informality — 
even  the  bedrooms  and  baths  have  a  pic-

Mme.  Castaing's  country  place — built 
in  1793  on  stone  foundations  dating 
back  to  1000  A.D. — has  an  even  more 
romantic  air  about  it.

dy  poplars,  the  house  is  a  handsomely 
proportioned  example  of  the  French 
Directoire  style,  with  a  gently  bowed  fa- 

cade and  arched  windows  giving  onto  a 
vine-cov  ered  terrace.  The  owner  has  two 
bedrooms:  One  is  for  summer,  with  a 
curved  sleeping  alcove  awash  in  yard 

after  yard  of  pink-and-white  mousseline. 
The  other  bedroom,  used  during  winter, 
is  the  warmest  room  in  the  house.  It  is 

swathed  in  green-and-white  floral 
striped  fabric  (another  Castaing  design) 
and  dominated  by  a  fanciful  Restoration 
sleigh  bed,  lavishly  draped  with  white 
mousseline  hung  from  a  white  w  rought- 
iron  cornice. 

But  all  of  these  rooms  (regardless  of 
their  specifics)  seem  ultimately  similar 

because  of  the  feeling  they  all  impart: 
There  is  a  real  person  who  conceived 
them,  a  real  person  who  executed  them, 

and  a  real  person  who  lives  in  them.  "A 
house  must  resemble  the  person  who 

lives  in  it,"  believes  Madeleine  Castaing. 
"If  it  does  not.  it  betrays  you."  Her  list 
of  clients  over  the  past  four  decades  is  as 
eclectic  as  her  repertoire  of  styles:  Jean 

Cocteau.  dancer  and  choreographer  Ro- 
land Petit,  pop  singers  Syhie  Vartan  and 

Johnny  Halliday,  and  Pansian  socialites 
by  the  score  have  sought  her  services.

concerned  with  the  appearance  of  the 
food  he  cooks.

Furthermore,  his 
cooking  is  not  limited  to  the  clever  rep- 

etition of  someone  else's  dishes.  Like  all 
first-class  chefs.  Norman  is  much  more 

interested  in  the  "whys"  rather  than  the

portunity for  improvisation  and  experi- 
mentation than  is  possible  with  mere 

cookbook  duplications.

Air  duct  to  bath 

A  central  interior  wall,  all  adobe,  com- 
posed of  a  fireplace  flanked  on  both  sides 

by  built-in  furniture,  separates  the  liv- 
ing-dining area  from  private  rooms  at 

back.  It  creates  the  interior  mass  needed 

for  an  effective  solar  system.  The  wall 
collects  heat  from  clerestory  windows,  as 

well  as  from  two  greenhouses  and  all- 
glass  fagade  oriented  directly  south  for 
maximum  heat  gain.  Clerestory  placed 

over  the  living-room  area  allows  light  to 
penetrate  both  the  front  and  back  of  the 

house.  At  the  same  time,  sunlight  radi-

ates  heat  onto  the  central  wall  mass. 

Greenhouses  become  especially  efficient 

in  this  dry  climate.  Backed  by  heat-ab- 
sorbent adobe  walls,  they  introduce  heat 

into  the  indoor  living  spaces.  Thermo- 
stats are  set  to  kick  off  recessed  fans 

which  push  heat  into  back  bathrooms. 
Handmade  cement  tiles  cover  all  of  the 

greenhouse  and  interior  floor  space,  ex- 
cept for  the  carpeted  bedrooms.  They 

help  heat  the  house  in  winter,  cool  it 
down  in  summer.  All  rooms  are  open  to 
each  other  for  natural  ventilation.

Trombe  wall 

On  south-facing  facade  of  house,  two 
trombe  walls  sit  4  inches  behind  double- 

glazed  glass  panels.  The  walls  are  con- 
structed of  16-inch,  8-foot-wide  solid 

concrete  (which  stores  heat  longer  than 
does  adobe).  Walls  capture  heat  during 
the  day,  release  it  at  night.  Adjustable 
clerestory  shutters  control  amount  of 
sunlight  allowed  indoors,  as  do  over- 

hangs, specifically  sized  and  angled  to 
allow  for  seasonal  movements  of  the  sun. 

During  summer,  the  house  is  shaded. 
During  winter  (except  for  a  few  days 
after  December  21 — when  the  sun  goes 
past  interior  wall  mass  directly  into  back 

bedrooms)  sun  penetrates  central  interi- 
or wall.  Connected  to  backside  of  central 

fireplace  wall  are  two  more  fireplaces, 
one  in  each  bedroom.  All  three  fire- 

places use  outside  air  instead  of  inside 
air  for  combustion,  so  no  heat  is  lost  up 
chimney.

and  working  on  my  work,  I'd  much 
rather  work  on  my  work,"  admits  Ellen. 
For  Norman,  the  choice  isn't  quite  so 
easy.  Being  home  most  of  the  day,  he  is 
sometimes  distracted  from  his  work  by 
the  continuing  temptation  to  refine  the 
visual  quality  of  his  surroundings.  But 
clearly  both  Norman  and  Ellen  derive 
great  satisfaction  from  the  house  they 
live  in.  And  so  they  should.  Their  inte- 

gration of  work  into  living  at  home — a 
way  of  life  once  so  common  and  now  so 

rare — accentuates  that  important  sense 
of  unity  between  career  and  family  life. 

But  what  does  the  transformation  of 

the  Galinsky's  house  and  their  way  of 
life  have  to  say  to  the  rest  of  us?  Well, 

we  certainly  can't  all  drop  what  we're 
doing  and  become  artists  and  writers. 
But  what  we  can  do  is  to  think  a  bit 
more  creatively  about  our  lives  and  what 

we  want  from  them.  "I've  always  tried 
to  build  my  work  around  real  questions 
about  life,  and  what  we  should  try  to 

learn  from  it,"  says  Ellen  Galinsky.  To  a 
remarkable  degree,  their  house  has  pro- 

vided the  Galinskys  with  a  context  in 
which  they  might  answer  the  kind  of 
questions  that  each  of  them,  in  his  own 
way,  is  seeking  to  ask.  And  who  among 
us  could  ask  for  more?  ■

My  dog  has  fleas. . 

,  Now  that  warm  weather  is 
ming/  should  I  be  worried  about 
y  dog  catching  fleas?  He  lives  in 
e  house  and  only  goes  for  walks  on 
e  streets.  And  what  about  my  cat 
lio  stays  indoors? 

.  While  a  city  dog  is  less  susceptible 
an  a  country  or  suburban  one,  it  can 
zk  up  fleas  on  the  street.  Though  a  cat 
at  lives  only  indoors  rarely  gets  fleas 
iless  they  are  brought  in  by  another 
limal,  your  cat  might  catch  them  if 
lur  dog  should.  The  flea  season  runs 

3m  April  or  May  until  October  or  No- 
mber  in  northern  parts  of  the  United 
ates  and  year-round  in  the  South. 

.  Are  fleas  dangerous  to  an  animal 
only  very  uncomfortable? 
.  Fleas  cause  more  than  discomfort.  A 

ally  bad  infestation  can  make  a  kitten 
anemic  it  could  die.  It  can  weaken  an 

ult  animal  so  it  becomes  easy  prey  to 
fections  and  diseases.  An  infested  ani- 
al  can  scratch  and  bite  itself  to  the 

•int  of  badly  irritated  skin  and  open 
junds.  Also,  fleas  are  the  intermediary 
'Sts  for  tapeworm,  and  if  your  animal 

'allows  a  flea  it  can  develop  tapeworm. 
If  you  find  fleas  on  your  pets,  you 
ould  tackle  the  problem  immediately 

d  effectively.  Fleas  won't  just  go  away 
their  own  accord — they  can  be  a  real- 
bad  problem.  They  stay  on  the  host 

imal  and  multiply;  they  spread  to  oth- 
animals;  they  take  up  residence  in 

ur  rugs  and  upholstery — possibly  even 
I  you. 

|.  My  dog  is  scratching  furiously, 

it  I  can't  find  any  parasites 
i  her.  Does  that  mean  something 
se  is  causing  her  to  itch? 

.  Not  necessarily.  Fleas  are  devilish 

rasites,  tiny  and  fast-moving,  hard  to 
ot — especially  if  there  are  only  a  few 

the  animal.  If  you  brush  your  dog's 
I '  the  wrong  way  at  its  head,  around  its 
ck,  in  the  armpits  and  inner  thighs, 
|d  especially  at  the  base  of  the  back 

jjOve  the  tail,  you  might  see  them.  If 
u  see  any  little  black  specks,  those  are 
s  of  dried  blood  left  by  fleas. 

Some  animals  are  allergic  to  flea  sali- 
It  takes  only  one  flea  to  send  those 

gs  and  cats  into  paroxysms  of  frantic 

atching,  but  often  their  baffled  own- 

can't  find  a  single  parasite  on  them. 
Are  flea  collars  safe  and  effective? 

Flea  collars  do  give  protection 
ainst  fleas,  especially  if  you  put  them 
your  pets  before  they  show  signs  of 
eady  having  fleas.  The  collars  are  safe 

An  upbeat  tune 

but  a  downer 

of  a  problem. 

How  to  tell 

if  your  pet  is 

afflicted  and 

how  to  rid  it  of  fleas 

if  you  follow  directions  and  watch  your 

cat  or  dog  carefully  for  any  adverse  reac- 
tions. The  chemicals  in  a  collar  that  can 

kill  fleas  are,  of  course,  poisons.  Some 
veterinarians  recommend  airing  a  flea 
collar  for  2  or  3  days  after  you  unwrap 

it,  before  putting  it  on  your  pet.  Here  are 
some  safety  rules  to  remember: 
1.  Never  put  a  flea  collar  on  a  kitten  or 

puppy. 
2.  Don't  put  a  dog  flea  collar  on  a  cat, 
or  vice  versa. 

3.  Don't  put  the  collar  on  hanging 

loosely.  On  the  other  hand,  it  mustn't  be 
too  tight  either — you  should  be  able  to 
slip  your  finger  easily  between  the  collar 
and  the  neck. 
4.  Be  sure  to  cut  off  any  excess  (and 

throw  it  away  where  your  pet  won't  find 
it  and  play  with  it),  so  the  animal  can't chew  the  end. 

5.  Examine  your  dog  or  cat's  neck  regu- 
larly for  signs  of  redness  or  irritation, 

and  remove  the  collar  at  once  if  this  oc- 
curs. 
6.  Remove  the  flea  collar  whenever  you 

bathe  the  animal,  and  don't  replace  it 
until  the  dog  or  cat  is  perfectly  dry. 
7.  Never  use  a  flea  collar  in  combination 
with  other  remedies  such  as  powder  or  a 
dip. 

8.  Be  especially  careful  in  putting  a  flea 

collar  on  a  longhaired  cat.  For  some  un- 
known reason,  many  longhaired  cats  de- 

velop a  toxic  reaction  to  flea  collars. 
Flea  medallions  that  you  attach  to  a 

dog  or  cat's  regular  collar,  by  the  way, 
generally  do  not  work  as  well  as  flea  col- 
lars. 

Q.  My  cat  has  been  wearing  a  flea 
collar  and  still  scratches.  What 
else  can  I  do  to  get  rid  of  her  fleas? 

A.  Remove  the  collar  and  try  a  flea 

powder.  Stand  the  cat  on  newspaper  and 

powder  her  thoroughly — don't  just  dust 
the  surface  of  the  fu-  but  go  clear  to  the 
skin.  Some  of  the  fleas  should  drop  off 

on  the  newspaper  (burn 

the  paper  afterward). 
Frequent,  thorough 
brushing  and  combing, 

plus  periodic  pow- 
dering (follow  direc- tions on  the  can) 

should  be  effective. 
If  an  animal  gets 

a  really  serious  in- festation,  you  might 
{c)^QOrti  77  i-^ave  to  resort  to  a  dip 

(unless  your  pet  is  a  kitten  or  puppy — 
never  dip  them,  but  a  bath  in  mild  soap 
and  water  often  does  the  trick).  Put  cot- 

ton in  the  animal's  ears,  a  drop  of  miner- 
al oil  in  each  eye,  and  follow  directions 

on  the  bottle.  Be  sure  to  rinse  and  dry 

the  dog  or  cat  thoroughly  afterward. 
Wash  its  bedding.  And  vacuum  clean 
your  house  to  prevent  any  reinfestation. 

In  fact,  one  thing  pet  owners  can  do  to 
prevent  fleas  from  spreading  from  the 

pet  to  the  house  is  to  be  super  meticu- 
lous about  vacuuming,  especially  rugs 

and  upholstery,  during  the  flea  season. 
If  all  else  fails  and  your  pet  is  serious- 

ly tormented,  it's  best  to  take  it  to  a  vet- erinarian for  treatment.  The  doctor  can 

also  give  the  animal  an  antihistamine  to 
relieve  the  itching. 

Q.  Can  I  get  rid  of  fleas  on  my  pet 
without  using  chemicals? 

A.  Continual  brushing  and  combing 

certainly  helps.  Some  health-food  advo- 
cates recommend  giving  dogs  and  cats 

brewer's  yeast  every  day — powdered  or 

tablet.  Fleas  presumably  don't  like  the 
scent  of  it  in  the  animal's  skin  (and 
brewer's  yeast  is  good  for  pets  anyway). 
Vitamin  B  is  reputed  to  have  a  similar 
effect;  you  could  try  giving  your  animal 
extra  B  in  its  food. 

Q.  Is  a  pet  shop  a  good  place  to  buy 
a  dog  or  cat? 

A.  Pet  shops  can  be  problematical,  be- 

cause while  some  are  all  right,  there's 
sufficient  evidence  that  many  are  breed- 

ing place  for  animal  diseases.  The  Cat 

Fanciers'  Association  flatly  does  not  rec- 
ommend buying  from  a  pet  shop.  If  you 

think  you  must  have  that  doggie  in  the 
window,  at  least  check  to  see  that  the 

place  is  clean  and  spacious,  with  no 

overpowering  animal  smell,  and  that  ev- 
ery animal  in  the  place  seems  alert  and 

healthy.  Get  a  written  guarantee  that 

you  can  return  the  animal  you  buy  with- 
in a  reasonable  time.  Wherever  you  ac- 

quire an  animal,  a  prompt  visit  to  a 
veterinarian  is  a  good  idea.  ■

To  taste  the  wines  of  Ba- 
den we  went  to  the  Heiligenkreuz  w  iner> 

Hike  Gottweig,  owned  by  an  abbey).  The 
winemaker  there.  Giinther  Pozdina,  is 

particularly  proud  of  his  Grauer  .Vfonch, 
Gray  Monk,  made  from  Pinot  Gris 

grapes,  a  peach-yellow  color,  with  spice 
and  acid  nicely  balanced.  Mr.  Pozdina 
also  talked  about  pressing  the  grapes 

slowly,  first  leaving  the  grapes  in  hold- 
ing tanks  10-12  hours  before  pressing 

{the  grapes  are  stemmed  to  prevent  bit- 
terness). This  may  account  in  pan  for

in  the  unrestored  medieval  city  (centur- 
ies ago  demolition  and  renovating 

stopped  when  the  city  ran  out  of  money, 

thus  preserving  the  old  buildings  un- 
touched). We  took  a  midmoming  jaunt 

to  the  Engelweingarten  at  Stainz.  where 
townspeople  come  to  hike,  then  return 
to  drink  the  local  wine,  a  beautiful  salm- 

on-colored, very  crisp,  dry  rose.  Stainzer 
Schilcher.  With  the  wine — verhackert,  a 
sort  of  rillettes  of  bacon  spread  on  rye 
bread,  plus  cold  roast  pork. 

The  last  day  in  Graz  began  with  a 
walk  through  the  outdoor  market  be- 

hind the  Opera.  It  vibrated  with  autumn 
colors  and  I  envied  the  flowers  their 

heaters  which  protected  them  from  the 
cold.  The  day  ended  with  a  hike  up  to 
the  schloss  at  the  top  of  the  hill,  then 
back  down.  Missing  the  lit  stairs,  we  felt 
our  way  down  a  path,  thanking  the 
handrail  and  our  only  light,  the  moon!

Balloon  curtains 

The  balloon  curtain  in  the  Sol-

How  to  plant 

a  pool  in  the 

city  or  country — 
even  in  a  washtub 

The  more  sunlight  a  water  hly 
gets,  the  more  profuse  the 
blooms  will  be.  A  few  varie- 

ties, however,  are  so  free- 
flowering  that  even  4  hours  of 
sun  will  give  rewarding 
blooms:  Emily  Grant  Hutch- 
ings  and  Director  George  T. 
Moore  are  among  them  (see 

page  188). 
Tropical  lilies  grow  wider  and 
taller  and  in  a  greater  range  of 
color  than  hardy  lilies.  Their 

blooming  habits  are  more  ver- 
satile, half  of  them  opening  in 

the  daytime,  the  rest  at  night. 
Almost  all  tropical  day 
bloomers  and  most  night 
bloomers  have  fragrance. 
Both  tropicals  and  hardies 
will  give  up  to  5  months  of 
bloom;  hardies  often  start  in 
May,  tropicals  in  June. 

Miniature  pools 
Hardies  that  do  well  in  shal- 

low pools  (a  foot  or  less  of 

water — fine  for  tub  culture) 
include  fragrant  Nymphaea 
odorata  minor  and  N.  Tetra- 

gona,  Jo  Ann  Pring,  N.  mexi- 
cana,  N.  Laydekeri  rosea  and 

fulgens,  N.  pygmaea  and  oth- 
ers. Old  wooden  tubs  and  half 

barrels  fit  beautifully  into 

small  spaces  and  provide  a  fo- 
cal point  in  any  garden.  Re- 

member that  some  new  wood 
is  injurious  to  fish  and  water 
lilies.  New  tubs  of  cypress  or 
white  cedar  are  safe.  Avoid 

redwood;  it  discolors  the  wa- 

1  hi\  pool  has  an  overflow  pipe, 
lilies  in  a  raised  pot  that  fish  can 
swim  under,  and  a  Icdf^e  for  bog 
plants.

Don't  use 
any  containers  that  have  cop- 

per in  them.  Other  metal  tubs, 
buckets,  even  old-fashioned 

dishpans,  do  well.  In  consid- 
ering a  water  garden  for  a 

deck,  remember  that  water 
weighs  a  little  over  8  pounds 

per  gallon. 
A  washtub  pool 

1.  Scrub  a  new  zinc  tub  with 

vinegar.  2.  Place  it  in  a  sunny 
spot,  sunken  if  possible  to 
keep  the  water  temperature 
more  stable.  3.  Fill  halfway 

with  properly  fertilized  gar- 
den loam  (see  how  later). 

4.  Cover  soil  with  burlap, 
weighted  with  rocks,  to  keep 
soil  from  floating  when  you 
add  water.  5.  Let  sun  warm 

water.  6.  Remove  burlap. 
7.  Plant  tropical  root  upright, 
hardy  root  horizontally.  Plant 

bog  plants  upright.  8.  Add 
fish,  snails.  If  water  drops  due 
to  evaporation  during  the 
summer,  replenish  gently. 

Digging  a  pool 
The  length,  width,  and  shape 
of  a  garden  pool  are  up  to 
you,  but  ideal  conditions  for 

growing  water  lilies — ideal  for 
their  well-being  and  for  your 
convenience — call  for  a  water 

depth  of  18  inches  This  al- 
lows for  about  8  mchcs  for  the 

containers  of  soil  in  which  lil- 
ies will  be  rooted  and  8  inches 

of  water  to  cover  the  crowns 

of  the  plants.  Add  another  2 
inches,  because  pools  look 
best  when  water  is  close  to  the 

brimming  point.  An  inch  of 

floor.  In  bitter-cold  areas,  you 

may  have  to  go  2  to  6  inches 
deeper  to  winter  over  fish. 

How  to  cure  concrete 
A  new  uncured  concrete  pool 

will  kill  goldfish.  Water  lilies 

may  grow,  but  they  won't grow  well.  Probably  they 
won't  even  bloom. 

A  simple  old  system  is  to 

build  the  pool  in  the  fall,  leav- 
ing it  uncovered  to  let  the 

winter  weathering  take  care  of 
the  curing. 

This  is  the  best  quick  treat- 
ment: 

1.  Fill  the  pool  to  the  brim 
and  let  it  set  for  5  days. 
2.  Drain  the  pool,  refill,  and 
let  it  set  another  5  days. 
3.  Drain  the  pool  again. 

4.  Mix  up  a  solution  of  1 

quart  ordinary  kitchen  vin- 
egar and  10  quarts  water. 

5.  With  a  stiff  brush  or  old 

broom  and  generous  slosh- 
ings,  scrub  vigorously  every 

square  inch  of  the  pool's  in- side surface.  Mix  more  solu- 
tion if  you  need  it.  The 

surface  may  bubble  up  a  bit  as 

To  teach  fish  to  eat  from  your  hand,  as  Mrs.  Henry  E.  Ahders 
does,  feed  them  at  a  set  place  and  splash  water  gently  to 

attract  them — they'll  come  at  the  signal. 
rim  should  extend  above  the 

ground  level  to  keep  surface 
water  from  draining  in  during 
rainstorms — lawn  fertilizers 
and  weed  killers  can  be  harm- 

ful. 
For  a  pool  18  inches  deep,  ex- 

cavate to  a  depth  of  30  inches. 
Six  inches  may  be  filled  with 
hard-tamped  gravel,  fine 
crushed  stone,  or  cinders.  The 

other  6  inches  will  be  the  lay- 
er of  concrete  that  forms  the 

the  vinegar  works  on  the  free 
lime,  but  it  will  not  weaken 
the  concrete.

your  garden  grow 

Amiable  Johnny-jump-up 
Viola  tricolor  has  a  great  many  common 

names,  including  hearts-ease  and  wild 
pansy,  and  is  often  known  simply  as  vio- 

la. It  is  best  known,  though,  as  Johnny- 
jump-up,  and  a  better  name  could  hardly 
have  been  found  for  this  obliging  plant, 
ready  as  it  is  to  jump  up  and  bloom  at 
practically  any  time  or  difficult  location. 
The  flowers  are  like  miniature  pansies, 
less  than  an  inch  across,  and  may  be 

blue,  purple,  yellow,  or  white,  although 
a  combination  of  blue  and  yellow  is  the 
one  we  see  most  often.  Never  more  than 

8  to  10  inches  high,  the  plants  have  neat 
dark  green  leaves  and  flower  best  in  cool 
weather,  although  there  are  still  flowers 

when  it's  hot  and  dry.  A  key  to  Johnny- 

jump-up"s  survival  ability  is  its  lavish 
production  of  seeds.  Individual  plants 

are  not  long-lived,  but  are  quickly  re- 
placed by  seedlings.  Some  gardeners 

consider  this  a  disadvantage,  and  call  the 

plant  a  weed,  but  the  seedlings  are  weak- 
rooted  and  easy  to  remove  wherever 

they're  not  wanted.  Left  to  their  own  de- 
vices, a  few  plants  will  quickly  spread 

into  a  ground-covering  carpet  that  is 
practically  evergreen  and  ever-blooming. 

Ohli^in^  Johmiy-jump-ups  thrive 
praclicaliy  anywhere,  anytime. 

Up  with  tomatoes 
Giving  the  floppy  stems  proper  support 
is  one  of  the  big  problems  of  tomato 

growing.  Single  stakes  call  for  a  lot  of 
work  just  to  keep  the  plants  attached  to 
them,  and  fencing  or  nets  need  strong 
posts  for  support.  These  problems  are 

solved  by  using  a  cylindrical  or  many- 

Ringer  tomato  support  has  compost  in 
center,  wire  supports  for  growing  plants. 

sided  structure  that  will  hold  itself  and 

the  plants  upright.  A  great  advantage  of 

this  arrangement  is  that  the  hollow  cen- 
ter may  be  filled  with  compost  or  other 

material  that  will  not  only  strengthen 

the  support  but  add  nutrients  for  the  de- 
veloping plants.  Just  such  a  hexagonal 

support  has  been  developed  and  is  being 
marketed  by  the  Ringer  Corporation,  of 

Eden  Prairie,  Minn.  It  consists  of  6-foot- 
high  panels  of  stiff  wire,  hinged  together 
at  the  corners  to  stand  upright.  Planted 
outside  the  framework,  one  to  a  panel, 
tomatoes  may  be  twined  among  the 
wires  as  they  grow,  or  tied  up  as  they 
would  normally  be.  If  enough  material 

for  composting  is  available  at  the  begin- 
ning, the  structure  may  be  filled  at  the 

same  time  the  tomatoes  are  planted. 

Probably,  though,  it  will  be  filled  gradu-

Green  pools  and  newspapers 
ealthy  pool  water  often  has  a  slightly 

oudy,  greenish  tinge,  due  to  the  mil- 
3ns  of  suspended  microscopic  algae 
id  similiar  plants  that  are  necessary  for 
e  goldfish.  If  you  have  hlies,  fish,  and 
ibmerged  plants,  the  pool  will  soon 
id  its  own  balance  and  hold  it.  Scum 

consists  mostly  of  algae.  If  you  need  to 
get  rid  of  it,  raise  the  water  level  by  Vi 
inch,  and  with  a  little  guidance  it  will 
run  down  the  overflow  drain.  If  the  pool 
does  not  have  an  overflow  drain,  sweep 
the  scum  to  one  comer  with  a  folded 

newspaper  or  a  broom,  and  dip  it  out. 

How  to  drain  a  pool 

The  point  in  favor  of  a  drainless  pool  is 
that  it  is  easier  to  build.  The  average 
pool  has  to  be  drained  for  cleaning  only 
once  every  other  year.  This  can  be  done 

by  siphoning  out  the  water  with  a  gar- 
den hose  to  some  other,  lower  location — 

lower  ground  where  the  water  can 

spread  and  evaporate,  a  gutter,  or  a  sew- 
er outlet  in  the  basement.  Put  the  hose  in 

the  pool,  fill  the  hose  with  water  and 
double  over  the  faucet  end  to  keep  it  full 
while  you  put  it  into  draining  position 
lower  than  the  pool,  then  let  go.  Fish 
should  be  removed  in  containers  of  their 

familiar  water,  put  back  gently  when 
pool  warms  to  same  temperature. 

Fish  in  winter 
Be  sure  to  rake  dead  leaves  out  of  the 

pool  before  the  first  freeze;  decomposing 

leaves — especially  maple  and  oak — be- 

come poisonous  to  fish.  Don't  fear  that the  fish  will  starve  or  smother  under  the 

ice.  The  colder  the  water,  the  more  oxy- 
gen it  can  hold,  and  fish  in  their  near- 

motionless  state  use  only  a  small  per- 
centage of  what  is  available.  Do  not 

break  the  ice.

■  Urbane  renewals 

The  best  way  to  polish  brass  hardware  is  to  take  it  off  the  furniture  first.  If  you  can't,  the  safest  pol- 
ish is  a  bit  of  toothpaste  on  a  cotton  swab.  Polish  highlights,  not  edges.  Buff  at  once  with  a  dry  cot- 
ton cloth.  •  Quick  finish  for  raw  wood:  Sand  it  smooth  with  fine  ̂ 4/0  steel  wool.  Dust.  If  grain  has 

been  raised,  use  wood  filler.  Press  fingernail  into  wood;  only  if  it  makes  an  indentation  preseal  with 

interior-grade  tung  oil  finish,  let  stand  24  hours.  Do  drawers,  slots,  bottom,  back,  too.  Wipe  on  wip- 
ing stain,  a  no-drip  gel  available  in  various  wood  tones — you  can  blend  tones,  too.  Apply  it  a  bit 

darker  than  you'd  like,  wait  a  few  minutes,  then  rub  with  the  grain  with  a  cotton  cloth  till  desired 
lightness  is  obtained.  When  dry,  seal  with  tung  oil  finish.  •  To  seal  outdoor  furniture  of  unvarnished 
wood,  take  it  apart  (label  fasteners!)  and  coat  all  wood  areas  with  good  spar  varnish.

Putting  American 
art  ̂   in  its  place 

merican  art  has  a 
new  home.  The 

couijtry's  largest 

museum  is  wel- 

coming a  new  ad- ,d  i  t  i  o  n  this 
month — The  American  Wing 
of  The  Metropolitan  Museum 
of  Art  in  New  York  City, 

whose  doors  will  open  on 
June  11.  Though  the  museum 
houses  the  most  extensive  col- 

lection of  American  art  in  the 

world,  almost  80  percent  of 
the  works  could  not  be  exhib- 

ited due  to  lack  of  space. 
The  core  of  the  new  wing 

remains  the  old  American 

wing  of  the  museum.  A  new 
three-floor  structure  has  been 

built  around  it — along  with 
an  enormous  glass-enclosed 
sculpture  garden.  The  project 

has  taken  five  years  to  com- 
plete. Designed  by  architects 

Roche-Dinkeloo,  the  area  will 
cover  150,000  square  feet. 

The  American  wing  con- 
tains period  rooms  and  galler- 

ies for  permanent  exhibits  of 

sculpture,  paintings,  and  deco- rative arts  from  the  17th 

through  the  20th  century.  Spe- 
cial pieces  such  as  the  loggia 

from  the  home  of  Louis  Com- 
fort Tiffany,  the  staircase  from 

the  1893  Stock  Exchange,  and 
the  facade  of  an  1823  U.S. 

Branch  Bank  will  be  incorpo- 
rated into  the  architecture  of 

the  garden  court. f 

What's  the  big  idea?

■  Private  revolution  at  Annapolis 

There's  a  decorating  revolution  in  the 
 Government  House  in  An- 

napohs,  Maryland,  and  when  it's  over,  seven  public  rooms  will 
each  reflect  different  periods  in  the  state's  history.  Because  the 
1870  mansion  has  housed  a  great  many  residents  through  its  histo- 

ry, there's  no  coherent  decorating  scheme.  So  the  Maryland  His- 
torical Society,  at  the  request  of  current  residents  Governor  and 

Mrs.  Hughes,  stepped  in  to  help.  "There  are  two  basic  premises 

behind  the  project,"  says  the  Society's  curator  Stiles  Colwill.  "All 
furnishings  must  come  from  Maryland,  and  the  rooms  must  be  us- 

able. We  have  a  wealth  of  objects  already  in  the  house,"  he  notes,  "but  it  can  be  diffi- 
cult to  locate  the  additional  pieces  we  need.  Finding  a  dozen  matching  18th-century 

chairs,  for  example,  is  a  real  challenge." 
No  public  money  will  be  spent  for  the  project:  The  Friends  of  Government  House,  a 

private  group,  is  responsible  for  much  of  the  fund-raising.  Furnishings  are  generally 
lent  or  donated,  or  recycled  from  the  house.  The  1795  Baltimore  Chippendale  clock, 
for  example,  is  on  loan  from  the  Historical  Society,  while  some  1820  Empire  side 
chairs  were  privately  donated.  In  one  room,  Brunschwig  &  Fils  created  fabrics,  and 
additional  trims  were  made  by  Scalamandre  Silks.  In  another,  old  curtains  are  being 
recycled  to  cover  slip  seats  and  side  chairs.  So  far,  two  of  the  rooms  have  been  com- 

pleted, with  a  third  to  be  finished  this  year.  Government  House  is  open  for  tours  by 
appointment  only,  Tuesdays  and  Thursdays;  (301)  267-8606.  For  additional  informa-

The  heavenly  herb 
Of  all  the  herbs,  none  has  a  name  as  lovely  and  peaceful  as  angelica — An- 

gelica Archangelica,  to  be  precise,  mmtm  Although  of  long  and  ancient 
usage,  the  herb  has  almost  disappeared  from  the  home  garden.  But  its  in- 

dustrial applications  are  still  plentiful  Used  both  as  a  flavoring  and 

^'""^V  •;.       the  mysterious  art  of  perfumery,  angelica  also  finds  its  way  into some  toothpastes.  It  even  aids  in  the  preparation  of  hop  bitters  for 
beer,  and  the  compounding  of  cordials  such  as  chartreuse  and 
Benedictine,  as  well  as  vermouth  and  gin.  The  roots  and  leaves 
are  processed  into  teas  recommended  for  the  relief  of  bronchial 
problems,  and,  more  broadly,  as  a  general  tonic.  Historically, 
its  medicinal  use  has  been  primarily  in  Germany  and  the  North 
European  countries,  but  its  natural  habitat  ranges  much  far- 

ther with  some  species  of  angelica  being  native  to  New  Zealand. 
■■™  Angelica  is  a  member  of  the  ubiquitous  Umbelliferae — 

carrots,  celery,  parsnips,  etc. — so  all  the  plant's  parts  are  edible. 
Its  juniperlike  taste  imparts  a  special  flavor  to  drinks  and  jel- 

lies. And  the  candied  stalks  were  long  a  special  treat  on  the  con- 
diment shelves  of  Europe.  Those  who  wished  to  avoid  the 

laborious  candying  process  would  serve  the  plant's  blanched 
midribs  fresh,  like  celery,  or  cooked  up  as  an  accent  to  rhubarb.

skin.  Then  he'd  be  a  lot  cooler  and  more  comfortable,  right? 

Wrong.  First,  you'd  expose  him  to  sunburn,  ticks,  and  mos- 
quito bites.  Second,  his  coat  serves  to  insulate  him  from  heat  as  well  as  cold. 

However,  his  coat  does  need  some  special  care  in  summer,  particularly  if  he 

goes  swimming.  After  a  swim  in  salt  or  chlorinated  water,  all  dogs  except  per- 

haps the  dense-coated  breeds  such  as  retrievers  and  huskies  should  be 

rinsed  in  clear  water,  because  the  salt  or  chemicals  will  irritate  their  skin  and 

leave  their  coats  sticky.  Excessive  bathing  is  not  a  good  idea,  however,  even 

in  summer.  A  once-a-month  bath  with  a  good  tearless  protein  shampoo  is 

sufficient.  Brush  the  animal  first,  not  after;  rinse  and  dry  thoroughly;  and 

keep  your  pet  out  of  a  draft  from  breeze  or  air  conditioner  for  a  few  hours, 

'^otween  baths,  a  daily  brushing  and  combing  should  keep  your  dog's  coat  in '  shape  all  summer.

How  to  stay  in  shape,  naturally 

Just  by  thinking  through  your 

ions, 

you  can  get  all  the  exercise  you  need 

Sometimes  it  seems  there  are  barely  enough  hours  in  the  day  to  do  all  the  things  you 

must,  let  alone  all  the  things  you'd  like  to  do.  Consider  the  matter  of  exercise.  You  know 
that  a  regular  program  of  workouts  provides  you  such  benefits  as  more  energy,  better 
stamina,  weight  control,  deeper  relaxation,  and  the  will  to  keep  to  an  active  schedule.  You 
know  that  as  a  mature  adult  your  heart  and  lungs  need  a  vigorous  aerobic  workout  at  least 
once  a  day.  However  you  find  it  is  difficult  to  set  aside  a  specific  portion  of  your  day  to  de- 

vote to  a  program  of  exercise. 

Is  there  a  solution?  "Yes,  of  course  there  is,"  says  corrective  exercise  instructor  Gail  Pu- 
daloff,  who  runs  her  own  fitness  studio  in  New  York  City  called  Kinetics  (see  House  &  Gar- 

den, January  1979).  You  can  get  the  toning  and  the  conditioning  your  body  needs  by 
taking  advantage  of  the  Mobile  Moments  your  days  and  evenings  naturally  contain.  You 
walk,  you  climb  stairs,  you  lift  packages,  you  bend  and  curl  and  twist  hundreds  of  times 

Give  your  actions  a  mo- 
ment's thougfit  to  improve  thie  quality  of  the  exercise  you're  getting  as  a  matter  of  course. 

Though  regular  exercise  is  an  essential  factor  to  looking  and  feeling  your  best,  you  can 
make  many  of  your  ordinary  movements  count  by  thinking  more  often  about  what  it  is  that 

you  are  doing  in  literally  any  situation."

ing about  1875.  The  body  and  cover, 

pear-shaped  in  outline  and  octagonal  in 
plan,  and  the  applied  and  cast  spout 

shaped  like  a  swan's  neck  proclaim  its 
stylistic  origin — 18th-century  Queen 
Anne  silver.  The  cast  and  applied  ro- 

sette-shaped sockets  into  which  are  fit- 
ted the  flat-arched  wooden  handle  are  a 

felicitous,  but  later,  innovation.

The  ABCs  of  appraisals 

Why,  how,  and  where  to  find  the  best  appraiser 

for  your  importantMjects 

mmuiB 
Stanley  Knap 

ollectors  of  fine  art 

aren't  the  only  ones 
who  occasionally  re- 

quire the  services  of  an  appraiser.  More 
and  more  people  investing  in  antiques 
and  paintings  as  an  inflation  hedge  are 
also  finding  that  the  best  protection  for 

their  valuables  is  to  have  a  current  ap- 
praisal on  hand. 

■  Why  you  need 

an  appraiser 

While  it  is  true  that  a  bill  of  sale  can 

serve  as  a  temporary  appraisal  whenever 
a  piece  is  purchased  from  a  reputable 
dealer  or  auction  house,  this  will  not 
protect  you  against  increases  in  value. 
Also,  the  existence  of  a  bill  of  sale  can 
sometimes  be  questionable  (such  as  with 
family  heirlooms). 

Dan  O'Shea,  a  longstanding  member 
of  the  Appraisers  Association  of  Amer- 

ica, advises  that  "Everyone  should  have 
his  antiques  appraised  at  least  once  every 
two  or  three  years  simply  because  of  the 
dramatic  increase  in  prices.  As  certain 
items,  such  as  Oriental  rugs  and  porce- 

lains, become  more  scarce,  the  market 

value  of  antiques  will  multiply.  For  in- 
stance, the  average  price  paid  for  works 

by  the  French  Impressionists  has  risen 
almost  10  times  what  it  was  in  the  1950s. 

In  the  same  time  period,  prices  for  19th- 
century  American  artists  have  risen 
higher  because  they  started  from  a  lower 

base.  Because  of  such  skyrocketing 
prices,  you  stand  to  lose  a  lot  of  money  if 
your  paintmgs  and  antiques  are  under- 

valued and  you  suffer  a  loss  through  fire, 

theft,  or  damage."

ment,  or  in  the  area  of  estate  taxes,  in 

which  case  the  appraisal  may  be  re- 
quired by  the  Internal  Revenue  Service 

or  by  the  executor  to  determine  the 
amount  of  taxation.  It  is  thus  important 

to  realize  that,  depending  upon  the  pur- 
pose of  the  appraisal,  there  may  be  a  de- 
cided variance  in  fair  market  value. 

"Replacement  cost"  and  "fair  market 
value"  are  terms  every  serious  collector 
should  be  familiar  with.  Replacement 

cost  will  be  the  value  stated  if  an  apprais- 
al is  given  for  insurance  purposes.  This 

reflects  the  cost  a  collector  would  have 

to  pay  to  find  an  item  of  comparable 
quality  to  the  one  being  insured,  and 
takes  into  consideration  all  markets,  for- 

eign and  domestic. 
Fair  market  value,  on  the  other  hand, 

is  the  price  at  which  a  property  would 

change  hands  "between  a  willing  buyer 
and  a  willing  seller,  neither  buyer  nor 
seller  having  any  compulsion  to  buy  or 
sell,  and  both  parties  having  reasonable 

knowledge  of  the  relevant  facts."  This 
figure  is  used  for  tax-deductible  dona- 

tions and  federal  estate  taxes. 

In  other  words,  a  painting  may  sell  in 
a  gallery  for  $5,000  and  could  bring  only 
$2,000  in  an  estate  sale.  It  is  therefore 

proper  to  value  this  piece  at  $5,000  (re- 
placement cost)  for  insurance  purposes 

and  $2,000  (fair  market  value)  for  estate 
tax  purposes.  Conversely,  if  a  piece  is 
purchased  for  $2,000  and  later  sells  for 
$5,000  at  auction,  obviously  the  newer 
purchase  price  becomes  the  fair  market 
value  for  purposes  of  insurance.  The 
IRS,  in  Revenue  Trocedure  65-19,  holds 
the  price  obtained  at  an  auction  held 
within  :i  reasonable  lime  of  the  valuation 
date  determines  fair  market  value. 

Since  the  IRS  (or  any  concerned  par- 
ty) can  challenge  an  appraisal,  it  is  im- 

portant to  get  the  best  possible  advice. 
R.'Uhcr  than  go  to  a  "flexible"  appraiser 

A'ill  give  you  what  you  want,  chose 

a  professional  respected  for  the  particu- 
lar type  of  appraisal  you  need.  Luckily, 

there  are  a  number  of  sources  through 

which  an  inexperienced  layman  can  ob- 
tain the  services  of  a  qualified  appraiser. 

■  Where  to  find  one 

The  Appraisers  Association  of  America 
(AAA)  is  a  national  organization  with 
its  principal  office  in  New  York,  formed 
for  the  purpose  of  providing  standards 
for  ethical  conduct  for  appraisers,  and  to 
promote  the  advancement  of  skill  and 
the  establishment  of  high  standards.  The 
fiduciary  duties  of  an  appraiser  are  as 
clearly  defined  as  those  of  a  doctor  or 

lawyer.  Explains  Executive  Director 

Jules  Schwimeir,  "All  of  our  members 
must  have  practiced  at  least  five  years  to 

be  eligible.  They  must  submit  a  complet- 
ed comprehensive  application,  be  spon- 

sored by  two  other  members  in  good 

standing  who  will  vouch  for  the  appli- 

cant's credibility,  and  submit  samples  of 
various  appraisals  throughout  the  coun- 

try in  the  areas  they  claim  expertise." 
The  AAA  is  a  good  resource  for  obtain- 

ing the  names  of  qualified  appraisers 
throughout  the  country  and  their  fields 

of  specialization.  For  a  membership  di- 
rectory, send  $3  to  the  Appraisers  Asso- 

ciation of  America,  60  East  42nd  St., 
New  York,  N.Y.  10017. 

Another  professional  appraisers'  orga- 
nization is  the  American  Society  of  Ap- 

praisers (ASA),  whose  national 
headquarters  is  in  Washington,  D.C.  Ac- 

cording to  Director  Belle  Rosenbaum  in 
the  New  York  office,  the  ASA  is  a 

multi-discipline  society  encompassing 
every  facet  of  the  appraisal  business,

profit  remaining  goes  to  that  organiza- 
tion. 

Between  September  1978  and  June 
1979  there  have  been  29  such  clinics,  so 

there  is  a  good  possibility  that  one  may 
visit  a  city  near  you.  You  can  call  or 
write  to  Ms.  Landerigan  at  Sotheby 
Parke  Bernet,  Heirloom  Discovery  Pro- 

gram, 980  Madison  Ave.,  New  York, 
N.Y.  10021,  for  a  schedule  of  places 

near  you.  Because  the  "decorative  arts 
floors"  at  SPB  and  PB  Eighty-Four 
(SPB's  19th-  and  early-20th-century  gal- 

lery) do  free  verbal  appraisals  on  week- 
days. Heirloom  Discovery  is  scheduled 

only  outside  the  New  York  area. 

Christie's  Auction  House  has  a  similar 
program  benefiting  fine-arts  organiza- 

tions, and  the  fee  is  also  $5  per  verbal 
appraisal.  Adds  Liz  Saw,  coordinator, 

"You  can  also  bring  a  piece  to  the  front 
desk  or  send  a  photo  and  we  will  give 

you  a  verbal  appraisal  for  free."  You  can 
write  to  Ms.  Shaw  at  Christie's,  502 
Park  Ave.,  New  York,  N.Y.  10022,  and 
she  will  send  you  a  list  of  scheduled 
stops  near  you. 

■  The  fee 

Once  you  have  decided  upon  an  apprais- 
er, you  will  want  to  consider  the  fee. 

Both  the  AAA  and  the  ASA  suggest 
that  their  members  handle  fees  in  one  of 

two  ways:  1)  Percentage  of  total  apprais- 
al (which  can  be  1  to  3  percent,  depend- 

ing upon  the  appraiser)  or  flat  fee.  This 
insures  the  client  that  ethical  fiduciary 
considerations  will  not  vary,  and  that 

the  quality  of  the  final  result  is  protect- 
ed; or  2)  A  predetermined  fee  scale  built 

on  an  hourly  contract  basis  (this  method 

is  enacted  primarily  when  a  project  re- 
quires an  excessive  amount  of  research). 

This  enables  a  collector  to  get  estimates 
before  finally  choosing  an  appraiser. 

Fees  can  be  determined  by  a  number 
of  variables,  all  of  which  the  appraiser 
will  wish  to  investigate  before  he  gives 
his  client  a  working  figure.  He  may  ask 
where  the  appraisal  will  take  place  (it 
will  obviously  be  cheaper  if  you  can 
bring  a  piece  to  the  appraiser  rather  than 
have  him  go  to  the  piece,  but  this  is  often 
not  possible),  what  the  purpose  of  the 

appraisal  is,  what  is  involved  (travel,  re- 
search, etc.),  and  whether  it  will  be  oral 

or  typed. 

■  Important  guidelines 
Gideon  Strauss,  specialist  in  art  equities 
with  the  firm  Rosenthal  &  Rosenthal  of 

New  York,  advises,  "Be  sure  to  make  it 
clear  to  your  appraiser  when  you  discuss 
fee  exactly  what  your  intentions  and 

purposes  are."  He  provides  the  following 
guidehnes  for  both  parties:

1)  Insurance  appraisals — should  cover 
(at  least)  the  purchase  price,  costs  of 
framing  and  installation,  shipping,  and 
other  direct  expenses.  In  view  of  rising 
prices,  an  effort  should  also  be  made  to 
insure  either  the  replacement  cost  or  an 
annual  increase  of  values  based  on  the 
inflation  rate. 

2)  Donation  appraisals — a  would-be  do- 
nor of  a  work  of  art,  especially  one  who 

wishes  to  get  the  benefit  of  a  tax  deduc- 
tion, should  seek  at  least  two  appraisals 

from  reputable  and  expert  dealers,  auc- 
tion houses,  museum  curators,  or  other 

authorities  to  establish  a  justifiable  base 

which  will  stand  up  in  the  eyes  of  the  In- 
ternal Revenue  Service. 

3)  Willing  buyer/willing  seller  apprais- 
als— may  be  provided  by  an  expert  deal- 
er or  to  guide  the  two  parties  to  a  private 

sale  or  swap  in  reliance  upon  current 

sale  trends,  but  eliminating  retail  mark- 
ups, auction  fees,  consignment  commis- 

sions, etc. 

4)  Estate  appraisals — since  taxes  (in- 
cluding capital-gains  tax)  are  assessed  on 

the  value  of  art  works  at  the  time  of  be- 
quest or  death,  it  is  in  the  interest  of  the 

estate  and  the  beneficiaries  to  document 

as  low  a  value  as  can  be  justified.  Some 
elements  which  enter  into  appraisals  of 
this  kind  are  marketability  (and  cost  of 

marketing),  condition  of  the  art  work, 
possible  need  for  restoration,  etc. 
5)  Auction  appraisals — for  works  of  art 
consigned  to  an  auction  house,  it  is  cus- 

tomary to  obtain  both  low  and  high  esti- 
mates of  the  expected  proceeds;  this  in 

turn  may  represent  the  base  for  fixing 
the  reserve  price — the  minimum  price 
(less  selling  commission)  at  which  an 
item  is  to  be  sold  or  the  price  at  which 

bidding  is  to  start. 
6)  Collateral  appraisal — in  cases  where 
the  owner  of  a  work  of  art  wishes  to  use 
this  as  security  to  obtain  a  loan,  a  willing 

dealer  will  use  a  quick  liquidation  ap- 

praisal, usually  a  percentage — say  50  to 

60  percent — of  an  auctioneer's  lower  es- 
timate, less  selling  commissions,  carry- 

ing costs,  and  other  applicable  expenses. 

(It  should  be  stated  here  that  most  tradi- 
tional sources  of  credit  are  reluctant  to 

lend  on  art.) 

While  most  appraisers'  fees  are  nego- 
tiable, the  method  of  determination  is 

quite  arbitrary.  So  if  you  must  have  an 
exact  figure  before  you  accept  the  ser- 

vices of  an  appraiser,  it  is  best  to  work  on 

an  hourly  fee  basis,  rather  than  on  a  per- 
centage basis — particularly  if  the  $100 

painting  you  bought  at  the  local  flea  mar- 
ket turns  out  to  be  a  $50,000  Dutch  Mas- 

ter. Adds  Dan  O'Shea,  "Although  we 
usually  operate  on  a  percentage  basis,  we 
occasionally  accept  a  job  with  an  hourly 
fee.  This  is  as  much  a  protection  for  us  as 

it  is  for  our  client.  A  man  may  say  'This 

is  my  $100,000  oil  painting  which 

haven't  had  appraised  since  I  bought  it,' 
and  we  discover,  after  long  hours  of 

painstaking  research  and  authentication 
techniques  that,  in  fact,  the  painting  is  no 
more  than  a  $100  fake.  The  reverse  is  as 

likely  to  happen  these  days.  A  client  is 
not  likely  to  want  to  sell  his  newly  discov- 

ered treasure  in  order  to  pay  an  unexpect- 

edly high  appraiser's  fee." Most  auction  houses  such  as  Christie's 
and  Sotheby  Parke  Bernet  charge  a  firm 
flat  rate  plus  expenses.  If  the  object  is 
sold  at  auction  within  the  year  the  sum 
is  rebated.  This  rate  is  usually  $1,000  per 
formal  written  appraisal. 

Regardless  of  your  motivation  or  need 
for  an  appraisal,  be  warned.  An  apprais- 

al is  only  an  opinion,  and  as  any  good  at- 
torney knows,  there  can  never  be  a  set 

universal  price  for  any  one  item.  An  ap- 
praiser is  not  warranteeing  or  guarantee- 

ing that  such-and-such  is  the  price, 
merely  that  to  the  best  of  his  ability  and 
based  on  the  pertinent  facts  revealed, 

this  is  the  price  most  nearly  approximat- 

ing the  item's  worth.  What  an  appraisa 
really  does  is  help  you  to  care  for  and 

preserve  your  valuables.  ■

Lightweight,  easy-to-tow  trailers 

mEmmmm 

•  The  new  lightweight  trailers.  Small  camping  trailers  are  the  latest 

boon  for  a  family  which  likes  to  travel  but  doesn't  want  the  expense 
of  a  hotel  or  a  gas-wasting  motor  home.  These  new  trailers  are  so 

ightweight  the  smallest  economy  car  can  tow  them  easily.  (There's 
3ven  a  model  which  tows  behind  a  motorcycle.)  Yet  they  ingeniously 
ileep  up  to  eight  people  and  provide  a  sink,  stove,  refrigerator,  heat- 
;r,  and  toilet.  Some  of  the  fancier  ones  even  include  a  hot  shower  in  a 

Ota!  space  that's  not  much  larger  than  a  king-size  bed. 
If  you  travel  often,  there's  a  definite  advantage  to  buying  your  own 

:amping  trailer.  Prices  are  relatively  low,  depreciation  is  mild,  main- 
enance  is  minimal,  and  most  are  protected  by  your  existing  car-in- 

iurance  policy.  They  also  require  only  a  simple  "Class  I"  trailer  hitch, 
vhich  costs  less  than  $50.  Banks  and  credit  unions  offer  financing 
)n  some  trailers  up  to  7  years,  compared  to  only  4  years  on  cars. 
You  should  know,  however,  that  every  type  of  camping  trailer  can 

)e  rented.  A  folding  tent  trailer  which  sleeps  six  rents  for  around 
100  a  week,  while  small  travel  trailers  cost  around  $200  a  week.

The  least-expensive  way  to  go  camping  on  wheels  is  with  a  folding 
tent  trailer  These  clever  trailers  are  only  about  3  feet  high  and  10 

feet  long  when  they're  being  towed  behind  your  car,  but  they  unfold 
into  100  to  150  square  feet  of  living  space  with  a  full-height  ceiling. 
Beds,  kitchen,  and  toilet  are  conveniently  built-in,  ready  to  use.  The 
walls  are  only  nylon  tent  fabric,  so  these  are  essentially  warm-weath- 

er homes.  The  nylon  lasts  for  10  to  1  5  years,  however,  and  can  easily 
be  replaced.  Prices  start  at  less  than  $1,000  for  these  magical  tents 
on  wheels. 

Unlike  folding  trailers,  a  rigid  trailer  stays  one  size  whether  it's  be- 
ing towed  or  slept  in.  Some  rigid  trailers  do  "telescope"  to  create  less 

wind  resistance,  but  most  travel  standing  up.  The  smallest  of  these 
travel  trailers  are  13  feet  long,  7  feet  wide,  and  weigh  less  than 

1,000  pounds.  They're  either  aluminum  over  a  wood  frame,  or  one- 
piece  molded  fiberglass.  The  average  13-foot  trailer  sleeps  four  and 
has  a  full  kitchen,  toilet,  heater,  and  dining  area.  Most  even  have 
built-in  closets  and  storage  cabinets,  and  all  are  equipped  with  a  dual 
12-volt  DC/1 10-volt  AC  electrical  system,  which  can  be  plugged  into 

a  "land  line"  at  campgrounds.  These  rigid  travel  trailers  are  more 
durable  and  luxurious  than  folding  tent  trailers,  but  they  can  also  cut

No  matter  the  scope  of  the  project,  the 
principles  are  the  same:  Stop  energy 
(usually  in  the  form  of  heated  air)  from 
moving  around  in  unplanned  ways;  slow 
its  exit  from  the  house;  increase  the 
amount  of  work  it  does  and  the  efficien- 

cy with  which  the  work  is  done.  The 

method  is  also  the  same:  Cooperate  as 
much  as  possible  with  natural  laws,  be- 

cause the  less  resistance  you  have  to 
overcome,  the  more  effective  your  solu- 

tions will  be.  Your  contractor's  tools  for 
building  the  solutions  are  traditional 
practices  and  materials  used  in  new  and 
subtle  ways.

look  for  the  less  obvious  ones.  Some  old- 

er houses  were  built  with  no  top  or  bot- 
tom sills  for  interior  partitions, 

according  to  Dr.  Dutt,  creating  a  chim- 
ney from  basement  to  attic  that  draws 

heated  air  out.  If  you  have  one,  block  it 
with  insulation. 

More  difficult  to  find,  but  just  as  sig- 
nificant, are  hairline  cracks  where  parti- 

tions meet  ceilings.  Dr.  Dutt  and  his 
team  use  an  infrared  viewer  to  find  Vm- 
inch  cracks  that,  if  they  extend  through- 

out the  house,  could  mean  a  couple  of 
square  feet  of  space  open  to  an  unheated 
attic.  Caulk  these  from  the  attic  side  be- 

fore adding  insulation. 

If  your  remodeling  extends  to  replac- 
ing outside  siding,  infiltration  can  be 

blocked  and  insulation  added,  says  ar- 
chitect and  engineer  Robert  Mitchell, 

who  designs  and  remodels  energy-con- 
servative houses  in  Selkirk,  N.Y.,  by 

putting  Foam  Core  sheets — a  '/4-inch- 
thick  Monsanto  product  commonly  used 

for  mounting  drawings — under  the  new siding. 

Openings — gaps  around  doors  and 
windows  that  open  and  close — are  more 
noticeable  than  cracks  and  may  get 

quick  attention.  Weather-strip  them.  Be 

painstaking  about  installation  and  don't 
skimp.  A  $5-per-door  expenditure  for 
Cushion  Bronze  weather  stripping  will 

save  more  than  $5-worth  of  heating  oil 
in  less  than  a  year.

According  to  Bruce  Brownell,  whose 

company  (Adirondack  AUernate  Ener- 
gy) has  built  more  than  200  energy-con- 

servative houses,  controlling  vapor 
movement  is  a  top  priority.  You  start 

with  the  floor.  "If  the  house  was  built  in 

the  last  10  or  15  years,"  he  says,  "it  may 
have  a  fair  vapor  barrier  on  five  sides. 

But  that  sixth  side  causes  all  the  prob- 
lems. Houses  sit  like  inverted  bottles 

with  the  sun  shining  on  them,  wicking  I 

up  moisture  out  of  the  ground.  Once  it's 
inside,  you  spend  energy  to  heat  it  and 
more  energy  to  drive  it  out  through  the 

walls.  If  you  have  a  crawl  space,  it's  easy 
to  install  polyethylene  film  directly  over 
the  ground  of  the  crawl  space,  holding  it 
down  with  bricks  or  stones,  things  that 

don't  make  holes.  If  there  is  already  a 
basement,  you  can  paint  floors  and  walls! 
with  good  high-quality  epoxy  paint,! 
which  would  pay  for  itself  in  the  first 
year,  or  you  can  put  surface  bonding  on! 
the  walls  and  lay  an  inch  of  urethane] 
board  stock  on  the  existing  floor  and[ 

pour  2  inches  of  concrete  over  that." 
Vapor  barriers  also  make  an  enor- 

mous difference  to  walls.  Soggy  insula- 

tion doesn't  insulate.  It  may  actuallyjl 
increase  the  need  for  heating  because|| 
water  acts  as  a  conductor  of  heat.  Parts 

of  the  wooden  frame,  if  wetted  repeated- 

ly, may  begin  to  rot.  A  good  vapor  bar-| 
rier  prevents  this,  and  can  help  stop 

infiltration  as  well  as  moisture  move- 

ment. The  best  vapor  barrier  is  an  abso- 
lutely unpunctured  polyethylene  sheet! 

seamless  from  floor  to  ceiling,  wall  tcj 
wall.  Practicalities  get  in  the  way:  Ii 
does  have  to  be  fastened  up,  usually  b\| 
staples  that  go  through  it;  moldings  pul 
over  it  are  held  by  nails  that  punclj 
holes.  But  with  care,  the  damage  can  b| 
minimized.  Remodelers  have  a  lot  ol 

possible  choices  for  vapor-barrier  help. 
If  the  wall  is  open,  install  the  insula! 

tion,  then  do  the  new  wiring  over  the  in 
sulation.

and  gypsum  board  in  which  outlet  hole 
have  already  been  cut.  After  the  gypsur 

board  is  up,  cut  the  vapor  barrier  ver 
carefully  to  leave  as  little  unprotected 
area  as  possbile,  says  Charles  Wing. 

If  you  intend  to  rewire  in  existinj 
walls  without  removing  the  plaster,  hi 
advises  the  use  of  wire  molding  on  thj 
surface  of  the  wall  to  avoid  punchini 

holes  and  creating  paths  for  infiltratiokji 
and  vapor  movement. 

If  you  want  to  install  a  good  vapcl 

barrier  but  don't  intend  to  remove  exisi 

ing  plaster,  put  up  polyethylene  filirl 
then  cover  the  whole  thing  with  a  nej 

layer  of  '/,-inch  gypsum  board.  Mofj 
door  and  window  moldings  project

per,  carefully  applied  to  leave  no  cracks, 

can  give  existing  walls  an  acceptable  va- 
por barrier,  with  a  perm  rating  of  about 

1.  (A  perm  is  a  measure  of  the  extent  to 
which  moisture  can  permeate  a  material. 
Ratings  of  1  or  less  are  considered  vapor 
barriers.) 

Or  a  special  vapor-barrier  prime 

paint,  like  Glidden's  Insul-Aid  (perm- 
rated  .6),  applied  according  to  direc- 

tions, can  also  put  a  vapor  barrier  on  an 
existing  wall. 

The  fifth  side  of  the  box,  the  ceiling,  is 

especially  important.  Attics  tend  to  have 
more  insulation  (more  potential  sponge) 

than  walls  do,  and  that  insulation  is  hor- 
izontal, so  that  moisture  may  tend  to 

stay  there. 
If  you  are  insulating  an  uninsulated 

attic,  make  sure  there  is  a  vapor  barrier 

on  the  bottom.  The  foil  or  kraft-paper 
facing  (installed  down)  on  the  insulation 
is  not  enough,  because  it  lets  moisture 

through  along  its  edges,  right  into  the  in- 
sulation. At  the  very  least,  install  poly- 
ethylene film  between  the  joists,  so  that 

it  laps  up  the  sides,  protecting  the  edges 
of  the  insulation. 

If  you  are  adding  insulation,  check  to 
see  what  vapor  barrier  exists.  You  may 
want  to  consider  taking  the  insulation 
out  to  install  one  (a  lot  of  work),  or 

painting  the  ceilings  below  with  a  vapor- 
barrier  paint.  Use  only  unfaced  insula- 

tion when  you  add  it,  to  avoid  trapping 
moisture  between  two  vapor  barriers. 

Outside:  Insulation  is  most  likely  to 

pick  up  moisture  from  inside,  as  pots 
boil,  people  breathe,  and  household  pro- 

cesses contribute  an  estimated  IVi  gal- 
lons of  moisture  a  day  (for  four  people) 

to  the  air.  But  outside  water — rain, 
snow,  fog,  and  dew — should  also  be  con- 

sidered. If  you  are  not  certain  about  the 

effectiveness  of  your  inside  vapor  bar- 
rier, do  not  add  one  on  the  outside.  Es- 

caping moisture  must  go  somewhere, 
and  if  it  cannot  get  out  from  inside  the 
wall,  it  will  stay  there,  wreaking  havoc. 
If  the  inside  vapor  barrier  is  sound,  how- 

ever, and  you  intend  to  redo  outside 

walls,  you  can  improve  the  energy  effi- 
ciency of  your  house  dramatically  at  the 

same  time  by  replacing  or  covering  old 
sheathing  with  rigid  foam  insulation  be- 

fore you  put  new  siding  on,  for  a  three- 
in-one  infiltration,  heat,  and  vapor  stop- 

per. Depending  on  the  kind  you  choose, 
it  will  add  about  75^^  per  square  foot. 
New  insulated  siding  is  better  than 

uninsulated  siding  but  has  limitations 
because  of  the  necessary  slimness  of  the 
insulation,  and  also  limitations  on  stop- 

ping infiltration  because  of  the  many 
cracks  between  pieces. 

■  Step  three:  Insulate 
Many  houses  have  some  insulation;  most 
probably  do  not  have  enough.  Walls  and 

ceilings  of  "well-insulated"  houses  used

Your  options  in  furniture  finishes  — 

what  you  need  to  know  about  each, 

plus  spray  finishing  basics

Stain  colors  wood  while 

etting  the  natural 
beauty  of  the  wood 

show  through.  Stain- 
ing is  a  simple  wipe- 

on,  wipe-off  proce- 
dure. The  product 

is  made  of  a  base 
medium  to 
which  color  is 

added;  some 

also  have  ingredients  giving  special  qual- 
ities— coloring  plus  sealing;  coloring 

plus  penetrating  sealing  and  preserving. 
A  wide  range  of  color  stains  is  produced, 
from  warm  wood  tones  to  vibrant  deco- 

rator shades.  Oil  stains  require 
turpentine  or  mineral  spirits  for 
cleanup;  latex  or  vinyl  stains 
can  be  cut  with  water.  Although 

the  solvent-medium  products 
dry  slower  than  the  water-based 
material,  they  tend  to  be  easier 
to  work  with  because  they  allow 
more  time  for  working  the  stain 
over  the  wood. 

Always  wear  rubber  gloves 
when  working  with  a  stain 
product.  Use  a  soft  brush  or 
lint-free  cloth  as  an  applicator, 
and,  with  the  grain  of  the 
wood,  work  a  small  area  at  a  time.  Wipe 
until  the  desired  shading  is  reached — for 
darker  tones,  let  each  coat  dry  thorough- 

ly before  applying  additional  thin  coats. 
Once  the  stain  is  dry,  color  can  be  light- 

ened by  rubbing  the  surface  with  fine 
steel  wool.  Stains  without  wax  as  an  in- 

gredient (check  the  label)  require  a  top 
coating— a  wax,  or  a  clear  finish  as  de- 

scribed below.  If  the  color  you  want  is 
not  rea;.'ily  available,  make  your  own 
stain  by  using  an  oil-stain  base  (from 
PM>>I  dealers),  additig  pigment  from  an ■1  colors.

rd  like  to  refinish  some  furniture  stripped  of  sei'- 

eral  layers  of  paint,  ff'hat  finishes  can  I  use? 

white  and  orange.  "White"  is  actually  a 
clear,  light  amber  color,  for  use  on  light- 
colored  wood  such  as  birch  or  maple.  The 
orange  shade  brings  out  the  richness  of 
darker  woods.  Both  colors  darken  as 

successive  coats  are  applied.  Shellac  has 

alcohol  as  its  solvent,  and  dries  rapidly — 
recoating  can  take  place  in  an  hour  or  two 

(though  as  layers  build  up,  you'll  find  that drying  time  increases).  Shellac  can  be  ap 
plied  over  raw  wood  or  over  stain. 

Shellac  has  a  limited  shelf  life — buy 
only  as  much  as  will  be  needed  for  a  par 
ticular  project.  Water  and  many  house 
hold  chemicals  can  harm  its  surface 

Humidity  affects  application;  never  use 
it  on  a  rainy  day. 

Use  long,  even  strokes  when  applying 
and  do  not  rebrush  areas  just  covered 
Each  application  must  be  completely  dry 
before  another  layer  is  added.  Use  #4/0 
steel  wool  between  coats  and  wipe  clean 
When  recoating,  keep  the  brush  mov 
ing — wet  shellac  cuts  into  the  previous 

Points  for  success  with  any  finish; 

1  Wood  must  be  prepared  correctly:  stripped 
cleaned,  filled,  and  smoothed. 

2  Applying  several  thin  coats  is  preferabl 
to  applying  one  or  two  heavy  coats. 

3  You  should  wait  the  time  prescribed  on  th 
product  container  between  coats. 

4  Rubbing  with  sandpaper  or  steel  wool  be 
tween  coats  assures  good  adhesion  and  a  smootl finish. 

5  Take  your  time 

coat  and  can  lift  it.  Rub  with  steel  wool 

wax,  then  buff. 
Lacquer  has  been  developed  into  crys 

tal-clear  coatings,  transparent  colo 

tints,  and  heavily-pigmented  colors.  A 
three  dry  even  more  rapidly  than  shel 
lac,  so  are  best  applied  by  spraying.

corrosive  chemicals,  to  heat,  water,  and 
abrasion.  Use  it  on  such  areas  as  kitchen 

table  tops  and  desk  tops  that  must  stand 

up  to  spills  and  marnng.  The  older  oil- 
based  varnishes  dry  slowly — allow  24 
hours  before  applying  a  second  coat. 
Made  in  both  satin  and  gloss  lusters,  it  is 

very  sticky  and  much  thicker  than  other 
finishes  when  in  the  liquid  state.  Stir  it 
only  when  thinner  is  added,  as  bubbles 
can  be  formed  and  laid  down  on  the  fur- 

niture by  the  appHcator  (brush,  roller,  or 

spray  gun).  Spread  on  a  sturdy  layer — 
but  take  care  not  to  saturate  the  surface. 
The  heavier  body  makes  application 
slower  than  with  other  finishes. 

The  new  oil-modified  varnishes,  ure- 
thanes  and  polyurethanes,  are  formulated 
with  plastic  resins  to  produce  a  harder 
surface  than  ordinary  varnishes.  They 
dry  much  quicker  and  can  be  recoated  in 
from  4  to  6  hours,  depending  on  the 
brand.  Three  coats  are  suggested  for 
protection  on  top  of  a  piece  of  furniture; 
two  will  do  on  sides.  A  coat  of  clear  wax 

can  be  added.  For  high  durability  plus 
bright  color,  try  colored  urethanes. 

Last  but  not  least,  paint  can  be  used  as 
a  furniture  finish.  It  is  not  as  durable  as 
colored  urethane,  but  it  does  have  a 
greater  range  of  prepared  colors  than 
any  other  finish.  Drying  time  will  vary 
from  type  to  type.  Paint  comes  in  flat. 

semigloss,  and  gloss  lusters,  though  only 
the  latter  two  should  be  used  on  furni- 

ture. As  with  other  opaque  finishes, 

sanding  with  very  fine  sandpaper  or  rub- 
bing with  #3/0  steel  wool  and  wiping 

dust-free  between  coats  is  important  for 
a  fine  finish.  A  sealer  or  primer  should 

be  applied  as  an  undercoat  to  ensure 

good  adhesion.  Using  a  roller  will  elimi- 
nate brush  strokes  but  give  an  orange- 

peel  surface;  spraying  will  eliminate 

both. 
Q.  I  like  the  professional  look  of  spray- 
finished  furniture — which  products 
can  I  get  in  sprays  and  what\s  the  best 
way  to  use  them? 

A.  Lacquers,  both  regular  varnish  and 
the  oil-modified  types  (urethanes  and 
polyurethanes),  shellac,  and  of  course 

paint  are  available  in  aerosol  sprays,  var- 
iously made  to  give  flat,  satin,  or  high- 

gloss  coatings.  Although  there  is  some 
waste  of  the  material,  the  results  can 
make  the  investment  in  several  cans  of 

spray  worth  the  higher  cost. 

Once  you've  decided  on  a  particular 
finish,  familiarize  yourself  with  the  label 

instructions.  Prepare  the  item  by  care- 
fully stripping,  washing,  sanding,  filling, 

etc. — careful  preparation  is  especially 
important  when  spraying.  If  you  are 
working  over  an  existing  finish,  be  sure 
adhesion  is  tight  and  that  the  new  finish 
is  compatible  with  the  old  one.  (Try  a 
patch  test  on  an  inconspicuous  area.)  If 
the  surface  is  chipped,  feather  the  edges 

with  fine  sandpaper.  Rub  with  #3/0 
steel  wool  to  give  the  old  finish  a 
"tooth,"  and  wipe  free  of  dust. 

Plan  to  spray  outside  on  a  still  day, 

and  work  in  a  shady  area.  Wear  a  paint- 

er's mask.  Spray  in  sequence  from  the 
inside  or  underside  of  furniture  out. 
Hold  the  can  10  to  12  inches  from  the 
section  to  be  covered,  with  the  nozzle 

pointing  directly  forward.  Press  the  but- 
ton while  holding  the  can  parallel  to  the 

surface.  Do  not  move  the  container  in  an 

arc.  Always  try  to  spray  with  the  surface 
in  a  horizontal  position.  Take  care  not  to 
linger  at  the  ends  of  the  strokes,  but  be 
sure  to  cover  all  joints  and  crevices. 

Spray  in  constant  back-and-forth  mo- 
tion, horizontally  in  parallel  rows — do 

not  spray  in  circles.  Release  the  button 
at  the  end  of  each  stroke,  press  to  begin 

again.  Rotate  the  piece  of  furniture  as 
necessary. 

Between  coats,  let  finish  dry,  rub  with 

#3/0  steel  wool,  dust.  Build  up  finish 
with  three  or  more  coats  until  depth  of 
color  or  glaze  suits  you. 

■  Energy  saver  window 
A  window  unit,  available  with  energy- 
saving  double  glass  or  triple  glass,  is  the 
new  Perma-Shield  Narroline  unit  now  in 
earth-color  Terratone.

to  have  R-values  (measurement  of  the 
resistance  they  put  up  to  heat  passing 
through;  the  higher  the  better)  of  1 1  and 

19,  respectively.  Now  energy-conserva- 
tive builders  aim  for  R-19  in  the  walls, 

R-30  or  better  overhead,  and  at  least  R- 
1 1  underfoot.  In  Canada,  where  winters 

are  colder  and  longer,  R-values  go  even 
higher.  One  all-electric  demonstration 
house  in  Saskatchewan  has  R-38  walls — 
and  had  a  total  heating  bill  of  $51  for  its 
first  season  1978-79. 

Good  insulation  tips: 

Collect  estimates, 

ask  questions  about 

materials,  methods, 

potential  savings 

Existing  houses  can  be  retrofitted  with 
insulation,  in  the  process  of  remodeling, 
in  dozens  of  ways.  The  homeowner 

needs  only  to  know  the  values  and  ap- 
propriate applications  for  various  kinds 

of  insulation  (box,  page  66)  and  to  have 
an  imaginative  approach  to  using  them. 

The  top:  Look  up.  If  there  is  no  insula- 
tion over  your  head,  you  have  opportu- 
nity above  you.  Two  layers  of  6-inch 

fiberglass  batts,  one  placed  between  the 
joists,  the  other  laid  crosswise  over  it, 

will  give  you  close  to  an  R-30.  Remem- 
ber, though,  that  the  wooden  joists  have 

low  R-values  and  that  the  cracks  be- 
tween the  batts  will  let  heat  through. 

Slightly  more  cellulose  may  do  the  same 
thing  for  less  money,  with  fewer  cracks. 

Be  careful  around  light  fixtures — no  in- 
sulation should  be  closer  than  3  inches. 

If  you  don't  have  12  inches  of  space 
overhead,  consider  the  use  of  one  of  the 

rigid  foams,  with  higher  R-values.  An 
insulating  board  can  be  applied  under  an 

existing  ceiling,  then  covered  with  a  '/j- 
inch  layer  of  gypsum  board. 

If  you  intend  to  install  a  dropped  ceil- 
ing, you  can  use  tiles  that  incorporate  fi- 

berglass insulation — but  check  for  vapor 
barriers. 

If  you  need  a  new  roof  anyway,  roof 

systems  based  on  rigid  urethane  or  poly- 
styrene foam  are  available. 

The  bottom:  If  you  are  installing  a  new 
floor  above  an  unheated  basement,  put 
down  a  vapor  barrier  before  you  lay  the 
floorboards  or  tiles.  If  you  are  insulating 
the  basement  ceiling  without  a  vapor 
'xirrier  above  it,  do  a  careful  job  below, 
installing  insulution  with  the  foil  or  krafi 
side  up.  It  should  fit  tightly  enough  to 
stay  in  place  by  friction,  while  you  staple 
wire  or  nylon  fishitig  line  zigzag  between 
the  joists  to  hold  it  up  permanently,  or 
whiie  you  nail  up  boards  of  rigid  insula- 

tion, adding  more  insulation  while  you 

support  what's  there.

If  the  basement  is  heated,  walls  and  I 
floor  should  be  insulated  and  therel 

should  be  no  insulation  between  base- 
ment and  first  floor.  Fir  out  the  wallsl 

and  install  rigid  insulation  (unless  thel 
basement  is  absolutely  dry,  batts  arel 

tricky);  lay  rigid  insulation  on  the  floor| 
and  top  it  with  more  concrete. 

Insulate  from  outside,  possibly  in  thel 

process  of  excavating  to  improve  the! 
drainage  around  the  house,  by  applying! 
headboard  to  the  foundation  wall  with| 

special  mastic,  to  a  depth  greater  thar 
the  frostline  (usually  about  3  feet),  then| 
backfilling  to  keep  it  in  place. 

Dry  soil  around  a  house  helps  it  t( 
hold  heat  (wet  soil,  because  water  is 
conductor,  tends  to  drain  heat  away).  \\ 
you  are  excavating  anyway,  or  perhap;! 

adding  a  foot  of  topsoil,  put  in  a  4-foot  [ 
wide  layer  of  polyethylene,  laid  horizon] 
tally  around  the  house  1  foot  below  the 
surface.  This  will  help  to  keep  wateil 

away  from  your  basement  walls,  improvF 
ing  insulating  capabilities,  according  t(| 
Paul  Sturges,  energy  consultant  in  Stonj 

Ridge,  N.Y. 
The  sides:  Reinsulating  walls  can  h\ 

an  exercise  in  creativity.  The  most  thor| 

ough  attack,  of  course,  is  to  strip  ther 
to  their  wooden  bones  and  start  over 

perhaps  a  room  at  a  time.  If  your  studj 
are  2  by  4s,  give  serious  thought  to  fir 
ring  them  out  to  6  inches  so  you  can  usj 

thicker  insulation.  "All  our  frame  wall! 
are  built  of  2  by  5s  with  5  inches  of  fiber| 

glass,"  says  engineer  Susan  Nichols 
"with  y4-inch  exterior  urethane  sheatl 
ing  and  polyethylene  vapor  barriers  oil 
both  sides  to  keep  moisture  out,  so  thj 

wall  cavity  doesn't  need  to  be  vented." 
But  perhaps  some  insulation  exist^ 

and  only  the  plaster  is  in  regrettablj 
shape.  Consider  building  a  double  wall 
another  set  of  2-by-4  studs  inside  thl 
first  (offset,  so  there  is  no  easy  woodel 
bridge  for  heat  to  wander  over),  with  ill 
sulation  and  a  new  layer  of  gypsuij 
board.  (Remove,  or  thoroughly  punctui 

the  first  vapor  barrier  before  you  start.] 
Another  alternative:  headboard  iil 

stalled  with  mastic,  then  covered  with] 

'/2-inch  gypsum  board. 
If  both  inner  and  outer  walls  are  to  rl 

main,  the  solution  involves  a  poured  il 
sulation,  with  blown  or  foamed  materil 
introduced  through  small  holes  bored  (| 
ther  inside  or  outside  and  filled  latel 

This  is  a  specialized  job  and  should 
done  by  a  contractor  of  considerabl 
training  and  experience.  Ask  for  refe| 
ences,  and  check  them.

with  your  own  knowledge.  Do  not  take 
the  low  bid  unless  there  are  substantial 

reasons  for  doing  so.  Because  some  con- 
tractors are  still  reiatively  new  to  energy 

work,  a  notably  low  bid  could  mean  in- 
experience either  in  pricing  or  in  meth- 

od, and  may  result  in  hasty  substandard 
work.  The  most  important  question,  says 
Mrs.  Scott,  is  whether  the  contractor 
will  do  the  work  himself,  because  unsu- 

pervised work  farmed  out  to  apprentices 
may  also  be  substandard. 

The  homeowner  should  also  act  as 

sidewalk  superintendent,  according  to 
Ms.  Aulisi,  and  should  know  when  to  in- 

tervene. A  worker  high  on  a  ladder  who 
runs  out  of  staples  may  (understandably) 

substitute  nails  in  putting  up  the  poly- 
ethylene or,  worse,  may  omit  polyethyl- 

ene altogether.  Because  energy 
conservation  is  made  up  of  subtleties, 
this  matters  and  should  not  be  allowed 

to  happen. 
When  the  insulating  is  finished,  the 

homeowner  may  want  to  have  it  checked 

by  thermography,  a  process  by  which  es- 
caping heat  can  be  photographed.  No 

reputable  contractor,  says  Charles  Wing, 
should  object  to  a  clause  in  his  contract 
stating  that,  if  a  thermographic  analysis 

shows  missing  insulation,  he  would  rec- 
tify the  deficiency  at  no  cost. 

■  Step  four:  Improve 

the  openings 

There's  nothing  subtle  about  doors  and 
windows.  There  they  are,  thin  skins  be- 

tween comfort  and  the  cold.  A  single 

pane  of  glass  has  an  R-value  down 
around  .8.  Double  glazing  with  a  dead 
air  space  sandwiched  between  the  two 

panes  can  bring  that  up  to  about  R-1.6, 
and  triple  glazing  may  push  it  past  R-2. 
You  can,  in  other  words,  cut  heat  losses 

through  windows  by  two-thirds  by  the 
use  of  triple  layers  of  glass  (a  Thermo- 
pane  window,  perhaps,  plus  a  storm  win- 

dow). If  the  single-paned  window  was 
badly  glazed,  old,  and  loose,  you  have 
saved  a  lot  more. 

In  remodeling,  as  you  replace  win- 
dows, consider  the  actual  climate  in- 

doors and  out.  Windows  that  open  must 
have  cracks  that  allow  infiltration 

through,  and  most  houses  have  many 

more  operating  windows  than  they  real- 
ly need.  Consider  replacing  operating 

windows  with  fixed  glass,  wherever  win- 
dows are  not  needed  for  ventilation. 

Storm  windows  installed  permanently 
are  an  easy  way  to  make  the  change,  and 

help  keep  the  house  cool  in  summer. 
Line  ventilation  windows  up  with  the 

prevailing  summer  breeze — usually  east 
and  west.  Use  low  north  windows  to 

bring  in  cool  night  breezes  in  summer, 
and  open  windows  high  on  the  south 
side  to  dump  hot  house  air  at  night.

Also  consider  reducing  window  area 
on  the  north  side  of  the  house,  facing 
winter  winds.  You  may  want  to  add 

glass  on  the  south  side,  to  increase  heat 

gain  from  the  sun. 
Storm  doors  help,  particularly  if  the 

main  door  is  badly  installed  and  leaky. 

But  unless  there  is  enough  space  be- 
tween the  doors  to  close  the  storm  before 

you  open  the  main  door,  their  help  is  nol 
substantial.  Consider  replacing  youi 
main  door  with  one  of  the  new  insulat

"Raspberries  are  my  aristocrats, 

elegant,  evasive,  treasured" 

very  summer  I  have  an  in- 
tense affair  with  my  rasp- 

berries. And  the  pleasures 

and  passions  received 
from  them  are  far  more 
emotional  than  any  pea 

picked,  any  carrot  pulled  from  the  vege- 
table garden.  The  first  tomato,  round  and 

red,  I  must  admit  gives  a  certain  sense  of 

pride.  It's  the  first  merit  badge.  But  soon 
they  become  overbearing,  and  I  give  them 

away  easily  without  regret.  My  raspber- 
ries are  the  aristocrats.  Elegant,  evasive, 

more  difficult,  more  treasured. 

They  hide  like  children  who  don't 
want  their  hands  washed.  But  knowing 

what's  good  for  them,  I  invade  their  pri- 
vacy. With  overwhelming  self-confi- 
dence, obvious  greed,  I  must  be  quicker 

than  the  birds,  and  more  clever,  hoping 
they  feast  on  the  nearby  mulberry  tree. 

Four  weeks  of  my  life,  the  last  of  June 
and  the  beginning  of  July,  are  ruled  by 
this  precious  crop.  Other  summer  fun 
fades.  And  quite  frankly,  my  berry  fin- 

gers are  better  than  my  backhand.  I 
think  only  raspberry.  In  the  morning, 
before  it  gets  too  hot,  I  start  picking. 

I  fashion  a  comfortable  working  bas- 
ket by  tying  a  long  rolled  cotton  scarf  to 

each  side,  the  loop  going  around  my 
neck.  The  basket  hangs  at  my  waist, 
leaving  both  hands  free.  And  while  I 
pick,  I  hoard,  reluctantly  offering  to 
anyone  passing  by  perhaps  one  or  two 
berries,  no  more.  Only  after  the  berries 
are  made  into  jam  do  I  become  more 
generous.  Somehow  then  the  deed  is 

done,  I  have  captured  as  many  as  possi- 
ble and  can  begin  to  share. 

Probably  part  of  my  devotion  is  a  de- 
termination to  keep  the  family  line  con- 

tinuous. I  inherited  my  raspberries  from 
a  son  who  inherited  them  from  a  grand- 

father. Other  family  possessions  are 
passed  down,  fine  silver,  old  tuxedos,  but 
the  berries  come  alive  each  year,  every 
year.  My  son  would  care  as  I  do. 

It  takes  a  good  hour  each  day  to  pick 
the  raspberries.  Strawberries,  which  I  no 
longer  have,  look  up  at  you,  but  for  the 
raspberries  I  get  down  on  my  knees.  And 
the  taller  branches  I  bend  back  into  wide 
curves,  like  Fred  Astairc  leading  Ginger, 

to  find  the  hidden  red  domes  of  the  ber-' 
ries  below.  There  must  be  a  raspberrj 
Mafia  out  to  get  me,  because  my  arms 
become  scratched,  my  feet  tangle  with 
lower  branches.  But  a  full-berried  basket! 
is  worth  the  risk.  My  eye  measures  five£ 
cups  of  berries,  four  jars  of  jam. 

Peace  only  comes  when  the  berries  arel 

bubbling  on  the  kitchen  stove.  I'm  stir-] 
ring  the  pot  as  country  women  have 
been  doing  for  centuries,  repeating  a  pat- 

tern of  love,  making  sweets  for  family 
and  friends.  I  boil  the  jars  saved  over  the 
year,  containers  for  artichoke  hearts, 
bouillon  cubes.  Sugar  is  measured  but  as| 
little  as  possible,  paraffin  is  heated  with 
great  care.  Jar  lids  become  camouflaged 
with  flowered  fabrics,  labels  written  with 

careful  calligraphy,  each  day  the  cup- 
board shelf  grows  closer  with  jars  of  jam. 

At  last  the  day  comes  when  my  sum- 
mer collection  is  complete.  And  there 

they  stand  and  wait.  The  joy  and  pride  is 
the  giving,  one  by  one,  slowly  over  the 
year.  A  surprise  jar  for  a  honeymoon 
breakfast,  others  for  winter  teas.  The 
day  I  pick  the  last  berry,  the  first  peach 

always  seems  to  be  ready.  But  it  isn't 
quite  the  same.  Maybe  peaches  are  just 

too  easy.  They  practically  beg  to  be  tak- 
en, while  raspberries  tease. 

■  Other  ways  to  use 

raspberries 
In  late  September,  early  October,  we 
have  a  second  crop,  but  not  as  bountiful. 
And  as  my  closet  is  already  filled  with 
over  50  jars  of  jam,  I  make  an  1835  des 
sert  with  fresh  raspberries,  which  I 

found  in  Maryland's  Way,  a  cookbook 
published  by  the  Hammond-Harwood 
House  in  Annapolis,  Md.  (To  order  the

aerial  roots.  These  are  the  most  persis- 
it  vines  and,  like  the  Virginia  creeper, 
11  actually  dig  into  the  very  mortar  of 
wall  they  are  laddering.

them  unsuitable  for  indoor 

growing  unless  you  intend 
never  to  move  the  plants  or  paint  your 
walls. 

For  the  indoor  grower,  there  is  a 

fourth  class  of  vines  which  really  aren't 
climbers.  Traditionally  known  as  trail- 

ers, this  group  includes  the  wax  plant, 
Hoya  carnosa,  some  unusual  begonias, 
and  other  floriferous  plants  that  can  be 

convinced,  with  a  little  conniving,  to  be- 
come striking  climbers. 

One  of  the  outstand- 
ing characteristics  of 

most  vines  is  that  they 

are  intrepid  growers — 
action  plants,  whose 

progress  up  or  side- 
ways can  be  measured 

week  by  week,  which 
somehow  adds  an  ex- 

tra sense  of  accom- 
plishment to  their 

cultivation.  It  also 
means  that  they  are 
not  the  easiest  plants 

to  move.  Once  Passi- 
flora,  or  passionflower, 
has  framed  your 
whole  window  with 
luxuriant  growth,  you 

don't  just  pick  up  the 

pot  and  move  it  to  an- other room.  You  can, 

of  course,  prune  it  se- 
verely and  then  move 

what  remains.  It  will 

really  only  strengthen 
the  plant.  But  if  you 
haven't  the  heart  to 

prune  it,  it's  easier 
simply  to  locate  the  vine  where  you  ex- 

pect it  to  reside  permanently. 
Whatever  location  you  choose,  it 

should  provide  good  light,  2  or  more 

hours  of  direct  sunlight  a  day.  Ever- 

greens such  as  pothos,  cissus,  and  ivies 

grown  purely  for  their  foliage  are  an  ex- 
ception to  this  sun  requirement.  And 

hoya  may  become  sunburned  if  exposed 
to  a  lot  of  direct  sun  in  the  wintertime. 

But,  as  a  rule  of  thumb,  flowering  vines 

are  very  light-intensive  in  their  needs. 

Moisture  is  another  consideration.  It's 
a  long  way  for  the  plant  to  pump  water 
from  the  roots  to  the  growing  tips  of 
most  vines.  Atmospheric  moisture  is  a 
must.  A  relative  humidity  of  less  than  50 
percent  is  usually  an  open  invitation  for 
spider  mites  to  picnic  on  your  vines. 

Root  moisture  is  also  essential.  A 

plant  that  is  allowed  to  dry  out  may  nev- 
er recover — at  least  its  top  may  not.  The 

lengthy  moisture-transporting  system 
collapses  somewhere  along  the  line,  and 

the  plant's  outer  extremities  atrophy.

vines.  They  really  are  quite  forgiving. 
However,  letting  the  roots  become  dry 
may  induce  enough  of  a  shock  to  keep 
the  plant  from  blooming  again  for  a 
whole  year. 

Along  with  regular  and  usually  copi- 
ous watering,  vines  need  to  be  fertilized 

regularly.  An  8-inch  pot  filled  with  a 
rampantly  growing  jasmine  may  well

^  called  Sun  Valley  for  nothing.  In  fact  the  sun  usually  shines 
^  there  300  days  out  of  365.  Sun  Valley  is  also  in  the  largest 
M  wilderness  area  of  the  U.S.,  and  as  more  people  search  for 
■  the  great  American  outdoors,  the  fabulous  mountains  and 
m  valleys  of  this  Idaho  retreat  are  going  to  look  even  sunnier. 
M  Last  July  v^e  drove  the  long  route  from  Boise  to  Sun  Valley 

^  along  the  old  Oregon  Trail,  originally  blazed  by  migrating  set- 
r  tiers  going  West:  First  the  landscape  is  rocky  desert  bluffs  and 
ranges;  then  a  Ponderosa  pine  forest.  We  pass  emerald  green 

lakes  and  streams,  cabins  with  aluminum  roofs  (so  the  snow  can  slide  off  easily). 

Interlocking  pine  log  fences  zigzag  along  the  country  road,  until  we  reach  the  jag- 
ged peaks  of  the  Sawtooth  Mountains,  signaling  our  arrival  in  Sun  Valley. 

The  valley  is  really  three  interconnecting  villages.  Sun  Valley  itself  was  devel- 
oped by  Averill  Harriman,  President  of  the  Union  Pacific  Railroad.  He  wanted  to 

attract  passenger  traffic  to  the  West  and  to  the  splendid  Sun  Valley  Lodge,  a  fas- 
cinating building  made  of  poured  cement  stenciled  to  look  like  wood  (but  unbur- 

nable),  where  you  can  see  the  large  ice  rink  Sonja  Henie  made  famous  in  Sun 
Valley  Serenade.  Ketchum  is  where  most  of  the  local  residents  live.  Not  elaborate, 
it  is  the  famous  hideaway  of  the  Hemingway  family.  Elkhorn  Village  is  the  newest 

addition  to  this  rapidly-growing  area.  A  series  of  condominiums  dominated  by  the 
Elkhorn  Village  Inn,  it  boasts  golf  courses,  swimming  pools,  tennis  courts,  and  all 
the  other  accouterments  of  healthy  summer  living  that  are  also  available  in  Sun 
Valley  and  Ketchum.  Towering  above  the  valley  is  Mount  Baldy,  said  to  be  one  of 
the  best  skiing  mountains  in  the  world.  Its  surface  is  crisscrossed  with  ski  runs,  and 

in  summer  it  looks  down  with  haughty  dignity  at  the  hot-weather  activities  below. 

It's  a  health-oriented  spot  all  right,  and  we  confirmed  city-dwellers  found  our- 
selves looking  at  our  bodies  in  a  new  way — mostly  underwater,  since  one  of

our  own

If  you've  had  your  heart  and  mind  set  on 
an  island  of  your  own,  the  Thousand  Is- 

lands may  just  be  Shangri-La. 

"Fancy  Rock,"  our  island,  is  one  of 
the  more  than  1,700  "Thousand  Is- 

lands" in  a  50-mile  stretch  of  blue  St. 
Lawrence  River  from  Kingston,  Ontar- 

io, north  to  Brier  Hill,  New  York. 
Two-and-a-half-acre  Fancy  Rock  is 

on  the  Canadian  side  of  the  St.  Law- 

rence, a  half-mile  from  the  lazy,  sparce- 

ly-populated  river  "port"  of  Rockport, 
Ontario.  From  our  screen  porch,  set  up 
on  a  bouquet  of  rocks,  we  see  our  St. 
Lawrence  to  the  north,  south,  and  east — 
and  Manhattan  fades  from  thought.  To 

the  north,  the  most  majestic  view,  the  is- 
lands trail  for  miles  like  so  much  penny 

candy  on  an  uncoiled  blue  ribbon.  But 

despite  the  tree-top  panorama  from  the 
main  house  where  my  parents  are,  my

■  Islands  for  rent 

Islands  are  usually  rented  on  a  seasonal 
basis — Memorial  Day  to  Labor  Day.

andria Bay,  both  rents  and  sells  islands, 
and  he  estimates  that  to  rent  a  house  for 

a  family,  on  its  own  well-equipped  is- 
land, you  can  expect  to  pay  from  $2,500 

to  S4,000  a  season.  Short-term  rentals 
are  hard  to  get  but  sometimes  turn  up  at 
the  last  moment.

Sveti  Stefan 

A  walk-on  island 

in  the  Adriatic 

On  a  tiny  island  so  close  to  the  Montene- 
grin coast  as  to  be  moored  off  it,  Sveti 

Stefan  is  a  "hotel"  made  from  a  cluster 
of  little  houses  that  until  recently  made 
up  a  deserted  fishing  village.  Today  Sveti 
Stefan  has  become  a  wonderful  luxe 

hideaway.  The  "hotel"  consists  of  37  lit- 
tle stone  houses  with  red-tiled  roofs, 

connected  by  trim  walkways  lined  with 
oleander,  pomegranates,  bougainvillea, 
and  hibiscus.  The  houses  look  much  as 
they  did  when  island  fisherman  lived 
there,  but  the  insides  have  been  gutted 
and  modernized  into  attractive  but  sim- 

ple suites,  two  per  house.  The  dining 
room  is  in  a  separate  building  of  its  own. 

As  you  climb  the  island's  walkways 
you'll  come  to  the  tiny  little  church  of 
St.  Stephen — Sveti  Stefan — which  over- 

looks the  village. 

There's  not  much  to  "do"  on  the  is- 
land: You  can  swim,  sun  on  the  beach, 

disco-dance  in  the  nightclub,  or  try  your 

luck  at  the  small  casino.  It's  the  solitude 
that  is  Sveti  Stefan's  attraction.  The 
Duke  of  Bedford  came  on  his  honey- 

moon, Adlai  Stevenson,  Princess  Marga- 
ret, Sophia  Loren  and  Carlo  Ponti,  and 

King  Umberto  of  Italy  didn't  need  an excuse. 

For  all  its  serenity,  Sveti  Stefan  isn't 
that  isolated  from  the  real  world.  A  500- 
foot-long  causeway  connects  the  island 
with  the  ruggedly  beautiful  coast.  You 
can  fly  to  Tivat  or  Titograd  and  then 

drive  an  hour  along  the  coast.  From  Du- 
brovnik  it's  an  80-mile  drive.  To  add  to 
the  pleasure,  a  regal  visit  costs  just 
$50-$70  in  low  season  for  a  double  room 
Modified  American  Plan,  $90  in  high 

season.  These  rates  are  the  most  expen- 
sive in  Yugoslavia.  Considering  the  sur-

tasks  easier,  plus  other  quick  tips 

In  a  house  or  a  large  apartment  where 
the  bathroom  is  far  removed  from  your 
stereo  speakers,  an  extra  speaker  in  the 

bathroom  is  a  real  pleasure.  It's  one  of 
the  world's  great  delights  to  lie  in  a  hot 
tub  after  a  hard  day's  work  and  listen  to 
your  favorite  recordings  or  radio  pro- 

grams. And  you  can  hear  the  news  and 
weather  reports  in  the  morning  while 
you  get  yourself  together.  Having  a 
bathroom  speaker  is  much  safer  than

Paneling  predicament 

QOur  new  house  has  many  paneled 
walls  I  hat  make  the  interior  very 

dark.  I  am  considering  '"wainscoting"  the 
hallway  by  covering  part  of  the  paneling 
with  wallpaper.  Can  this  be  done? 

— B.S.J.,  Lafayette,  La. 

Alt  depends  what  kind  of  paneling 
you  have.  Flat  sheet  paneling,  with 

joints  but  no  ridges  between  one  piece 
and  the  next,  can  be  wallpapered  over. 

Tongue-and-groove  paneling  can  be 
wallpapered  over  provided  the  ridgelike 
joints  between  boards  are  covered  with 

wallboard-style  tape  beforehand,  gener- 
ally a  job  for  professionals.  (If  the  boards 

are  narrow,  however,  taping  over  all  the 

ridges,  and  hence  wallpapering,  is  im- 
practical.) Paneling  with  recessed  coffers 

or  other  changes  of  level  cannot  be  wall- 
papered over,  but  you  could  sand  it 

down  to  base  wood,  vacuum  up  any 
dust,  and  then  paint  or  stain  it  a  lighter 

color — as  you  could  with  the  other  types 
of  paneling. 

For  a  wainscot  effect  on  sheet  or 

tongue-and-groove  paneling,  carefully 
measure  a  horizontal  line  around  chair- 

rail  (a  little  less  than  chair-back)  height. 
Check  it  with  a  right-angled  drafting  tri- 

angle to  be  sure  it's  perpendicular  to  the 
seams  or  ridges  of  the  paneling.  Put  top 
edge  of  masking  tape  along  line.  Then  ei- 

ther wallpaper  the  upper  portion  of  the 
wall,  or  sand  it  down  to  base  wood, 
vacuum  up  dust,  then  paint  or  stain. 
When  dry,  remove  masking  tape.  The 
wainscot  effect  will  look  more  convinc- 

ing if  you  cover  the  horizontal  line  with 

molding.  If  you  can't  find  prefinished 
molding  that  matches  the  dark  paneling, 
stain  unfinished  molding  to  match  and 
let  dry  before  hanging.  Apply  with  wood 
glue  and  while  it  dries,  reinforce  at  inter- 

vals with  countersunk  brads  (headless 
nails).  While  one  could  theoretically 
paint  the  upper  portion  of  coffered  pan- 

eling, so  long  as  there's  a  continuous 
raised  portion  on  which  the  horizontal 

molding  can  go,  coffered  paneling  is 
quite  dramatic  in  and  of  itself:  A  bi-color 
treatment  might  look  too  busy.

Copper 
is  considered  longest  lasting,  acquiring  a 
verdigris  patina  with  age.  Aluminum  is 

quite  durable  ("more  so  if  you  enamel  it), 

although  salt  air  or  pollution  can  pit  it. 
Unlacquered  bronze  gradually  blackens. 
Iron  or  steel  will  gradually  rust  away,  al- 

though you  can  slow  the  process  down 
considerably  by  painting  the  vane  (not 
the  vertical  shaft)  with  a  rust-inhibiting 

primer  and  enamel  like  Rust-Oleum's. 
Ideally,  the  shaft  should  be  of  nonrust- 
ing  material. 

In  full-bodied  vanes,  embossed  pieces 
are  soldered  together  around  a  hollow 
center.  Swell-bodied  vanes  are  flatter, 

generally  one-piece.  Silhouette  vanes  are 
practically  two-dimensional.  The  Cape 
Cod  Cupola  Co.  carries  all  three  types  of 

vanes.  Garden  Accents  specializes  in  sil- 
houette vanes,  many  inspired  by  folk-art 

"primitives."  The  others  carry  both  full- 
and  swell-bodied  vanes. 

Some  buy-lines:  A  22-foot  ridgepole 
or  22-inch-square  cupola  takes  a  weather 
vane  about  22  inches  wide.  After  choos- 

ing a  design,  if  the  catalogue  doesn't 
fully  explain  if — or  how — it  can  be  in- 

stalled where  you'd  like  it,  query  the 
prospective  source  before  ordering; 
when  in  doubt,  ask  if  it  comes  fully  as- 

sembled. Roofs  can  be  precarious — take 
every  precaution.  Be  sure  to  waterproof 
roof  attachment  points.

Wash  separately,  by  hand  or  in  delicate 

cycle.

soap  but  no  bleach.  Air  dry.  Don't  fly  a 
flag  in  the  rain  or  in  high  wind  (over  30 
mph).  Some  flags  can  be  repaired,  but 

it's  usually  worthwhile  only  if  the  flag  is 
nylon  and  6  by  10  feet  or  larger:  Query 
Columbia  Flag  beforehand.

Krylon  label)  Borden  make  satin-finish 
spray-ons.  Another  alternative:  Heat-re- 

sistant engine  enamel,  available  in  a  few 
colors  at  most  auto-supply  stores.

brush  or  plastic  mesh  scrubber  to  re-| 
move  any  wax  or  paraffin  coating.

Roma
nce 

 is  in  the  air 
 again,  and  i

t's  not 
just  because  it's  spring.  Actually,  it 
might  be  more  accurate  to  say  that  Ro- 

manticism is  back,  because  what  we're 
experiencing

  
is  a  widespread  cultural 

phenomenon,
  

not  just  a  personal  tingle. 

Romance  and  Romanticism
  

are  really 

two  different  things,  but  in  some  ways, 

they  are  united.  Romance  is  a  positive  emotion,  while 

Romanticism
  

always  has  a  slight  tinge  of  sadness  that 

recognizes  innocence  lost  and  a  desire  to  return  to  it.  But 

both  are  instinctive  emotions.  They  have  the  ability  to 

bring  us  pleasure  both  physically  and  psychologicall
y,  

the 

most  important  reason  for  their  staying  power. 

For  example,  you've  probably  already  noticed  a  return 
to  traditional  wedding  observances,  a  far  cry  from  the 
barefoot-in-the-meadow-at-sunrise  ceremonies  that  were 

popular  in  the  late  '60s.  But  isn't  it  strange  that  this  is 
concurrent  with  a  high  divorce  rate?  It  almost  seems  as 
though  the  inescapable  awareness  of  marital  failure  is 

making  those  who  marry  seek  out  the  psychological  com- 
fort of  all  the  help — real  or  symbolic — that  they  can  get. 

That,  in  a  way,  gets  right  to  the  heart  of  the  paradox  of 
Romanticism.  People  often  turn  to  older  traditions  when 

there's  a  sense  that  things  are  no  longer  as  good  as  they 
used  to  be.  It's  by  no  means  a  new  reaction.  Romanticism 
has  existed  at  least  as  far  back  as  the  time  of  the  Imperial 

Romans,  who  felt  that  things  had  been  steadily  declining 
since  the  time  of  the  Greeks  before  them.  They  expressed 

their  yearning  for  "the  good  old  days"  in  a  romanticized 
revival  of  things  Greek.  Ever  since  then,  there  have  been 
Romantic  revivals  in  Western  society,  especially  at  major 

turning  points  in  history  when  the  future  seemed  particu- 
larly uncertain  and  threatening.  The  one  period  that  gave 

us  so  many  of  our  ideas  about  what  is  romantic  was,  nat- 
urally, the  Age  of  Romanticism. 

That  period,  one  of  great  contradictions  and  change, 
lasted  from  about  1750  to  1850.  As  with  most  major 

shifts  in  society,  the  rich  and  the  educated  were  the  first 

to  realize  it.  They  were  the  first  to  perceive  that  the  In- 
dustrial Revolution,  which  began  in  England  around 

1750,  would  bring  great  changes  in  the  way  people  lived. 

Instead  of  looking  at  the  sometimes  frightening  develop- 
ments around  them,  artists  and  writers  began  looking  al- 
most everywhere  else:  back  to  the  Middle  Ages,  out 

toward  India  and  China,  and  inward  for  escape.  Many 

people  today  think  of  the  Victorian  Era,  which  followed 

the  Age  of  Romanticism,  as  a  time  of  repressed  feelings, 
when  people  were  bound  by  convention  and  prudery. 

That's  true  in  part,  but  it  was  also  a  time  of  security  and 
a  belief  in  the  steady,  upward  progress  of  the  human  race 
and  the  perfectability  of  mankind.  Can  we  say  the  same 
today?  The  Age  of  Romanticism  gave  way  to  the  Age  of 

Optimism.  That  could  be  why  so  much  of  what's  new  to- 
day has  a  distinct — if  subtle — Victorian  air. 

/  e  can  see  the  New  Romanti- 

/  cism  everywhere — the  mass 

/  /  popularity  of  "Gothic"  paper- 
/  /  backs;  a  new  fondness  for  old 

/  /  houses;  the  growing  craze  for 
antiques;  the  rediscovery  of 

long-forgotten  crafts,  recipes, 
▼  ▼   home  remedies.  Our  world  is,  of 

course,  too  diverse  for  us  to  claim  that  this  is  the  wave  of 

the  future:  For  every  organdy-gowned  debutante,  there's 
a  Punk  in  leather  somewhere.  High  Tech  still  has  its  true 

believers.  But  significant  numbers  of  people  are  respond- 
ing to  the  New  Romanticism,  making  us  feel  that  it  is  one 

of  the  major  trends  in  living  today,  one  that  bears  watch- 
ing and  reporting  on. 

What  are  the  psychological  motivations  behind  this 
tendency?  Psychologists  have  observed  that  people  often 

try  to  take  emotional  comfort  in  inanimate  objects,  in- 
vesting them  with  qualities  they  want  to  possess  them- 

selves. But  the  Romantic  (maybe  even  Victorian)  revival 

of  1980  isn't  a  return  to  the  bric-a-brac  and  antimacas- 
sars of  our  great-grandparents.  The  softness,  ease,  cozi- 

ness,  and  warmth  of  the  pre-Modern  period  are  also 

being  translated  into  interiors  that  are  still  distinctly  con- 

temporary. The  new  interest  in  softened  colors,  more  tac- 

tile textures,  and  intricate  pattern  and  ornament  isn't 
confined  just  to  traditional  interior  design.  Among  avant- 

garde  architects,  for  example,  what's  news  is  what's 
old — but  reinterpreted  in  new  ways  for  living  today. 

The  really  interesting  characteristic  about  this  move- 
ment to  Romanticism  is  how  typically  human  it  seems  to 

be.  It  has  recurred  with  such  inevitability  across  the  cen- 
turies that  it  seems  to  say  something  important  about  us. 

It  just  might  be  an  instinctive  reaction  against  man's  ten- 
dency to  lose  sight  of  what's  best  in  life.  There's  some- 
thing protective,  life-affirming,  and  essentially  positive 

about  romance,  and  our  wanting  to  express  it  so  openly 

can  be  seen  as  a  healthy  development  for  us  all.

uite  content  with  their  sHck  red  living  room,  Mr.  and  Mrs.  Mark  Hampton 

hardly  noticed  that  the  things  they  were  collecting  didn't  work  in  such  a  modem 
setting  anymore.  "We  loved  the  excitement  of  the  contemporary  space,"  ex- 

plains Mr.  Hampton,  a  well-known  New  York  designer.  "But  the  Victorian 

prints,  little  fireside  stools,  and  English  chairs  we  were  recently  buying  didn't  fit 
in."  The  solution:  To  create  a  room  with  traditional  flavor  that  would  highlight, 

not  hide,  the  things  they'd  come  to  love.  The  first  order  of  business:  a  color 
change.  "We  wanted  the  room  to  look  airier  by  day."  So  dark  lacquer  walls  be- 

came light  fabric  walls.  Cozy  chintz  was  a  natural  for  the  job — but  finding  that 

perfect  chintz  wasn't  easy.  "Some  prints  were  too  dark,  others  too  bedroom-like. 
I  brought  home  sample  after  sample,  but  nothing  was  quite  right.  In  the  end,  it 

was  my  wife,  Duane,  who  found  exactly  what  we  were  looking  for,"  he  admits 
with  a  grin.  "It's  floral  without  being  fussy,"  says  Mrs.  Hampton,  a  former 
decorating  editor,  describing  the  Clarence  House  glazed  cotton  they  chose. 

"The  icy  green  background  sprigged  with  tiny  shamrocks  keeps  the  feeling  light, 
so  we  were  able  to  use  it  everywhere,  without  it  looking  heavy  or  ponderous." 
Walls,  windows,  and  chairs  got  the  lavish  treatment,  the  walls  bordered  with  a 

raspberry-colored  band  of  cotton  tape.  Black  sofas  were  reupholstered  in  a  light 

teal  twill;  the  floors  bleached,  topped  with  a  toasty  sisal  rug.  "The  whole  look  is 

lighter,  more  relaxed,"  say  the  Hamptons,  "and  pretty,  day  and  night."

he  Hamptons  love  to  entertain,  and  their  big  Hving 

room  is  the  perfect  spot.  There's  plenty  of  room  for 
lots  of  guests — "we  can  seat  14  to  22  comfortably" — 
and  the  surroundings  are  lovelier  than  ever.  Little 
details  make  it  extra  inviting:  A  bevy  of  tables,  some 

silk-skirted,  or  delicate-legged,  to  show  off  tabletop 

collections;  graceful  chairs  edged  with  fringe,  a  ruf- 
fle, or  covered  in  two  different  prints.

A  small  weekend  house 

that's  big  on  privacy 

for  a  family  of  four 

ur  weekend  retreat  offers  the  best 

of  camping  out,"  muse  the  authors  of  Chil- 
dren's Spaces  (WiUiam  Morrow,  1978),  Mol- 

ly and  Norman  McGrath.  "With  sliding 
glass  doors  and  windows  everywhere,  no 
shutters  or  curtains,  we  wake  up  with  the 

sun,  and  see  nature  all  around  us."  The 
house  is  only  an  hour's  drive  from  New  York 
City,  but  seems  a  thousand  miles  away. 

Perched  on  a  steep  wooded  hillside,  it  over- 
looks an  enchanting  valley  and  lake.  Archi- 

tect Myron  Goldfinger  angled  the  sides  of  the 
house  as  well  as  the  back  to  face  this  dramat- 

ic view.  Wooden  decks  sit  on  all  three  levels. 

From  the  ground-floor  deck,  the  family  en- 
joys a  pretty  little  rock  garden.  From  the 

master  bedroom  deck,  they  look  into  the 
treetops.  And  from  the  spacious  rooftop 

deck — a  bonus  living  area — the  family  cap- 

tures a  bird's-eye  view  of  the  valley  and  its 
glorious  sunsets. 

Downstairs,  except  for  the  secluded  guest 

room,  all  areas — living,  dining,  kitchen — are 
merged  into  one  communal  space.  But  on  the 
second  floor,  each  of  the  three  bedrooms  is 

completely  private.  Here,  only  the  bridge,  an 
extra  living  space,  is  open  to  the  rest  of  the 
house.  The  primarily  all-white  interior  is 
warmed  with  surprises  of  color  on  selected 
walls  and  ceilings  in  the  second-floor  bed- 

rooms. "We  repainted  the  walls  ourselves," 
explains  Mr.  McGrath,  well-known  architec- 

tural photographer.  Two  recessed  skylight

even  provide  voluptuous  bouquets.  Busy  garden- 

ers find  them  comparatively  care-free — they  require  little 

pruning.  Organic  gardeners  like  them — they  require  mini- 
mal spraying.  And  they  are  wonderfully  fragrant.

ner. Though  old  roses  often  bloom  just  once  a 

year — as  do  camellias,  forsythia,  lilacs — their  shrubby  har- 
diness and  length  of  bloom  (to  six  weeks)  are  a  plus.  Modem 

roses  require  more  spraying  and  pruning,  but  are  in  bloom 
for  six  months,  in  luscious  colors.  The  beginning  of  rose  an- 

cestry is  a  mingling  of  wild,  impetuous  matings.  The  new  ex- 
citements— roses  for  cold  climates,  more  disease-resistance^ 

miniatures  to  grow  indoors,  developments  still  in  the  bud- 
wood  stage — are  the  result  of  imaginative  matchmaking.

EVERY  CLIMATE 

'Waldfee'  (means

OSes  are  at  their  best  in 
June.  Visit  gardens  in  your 
area  to  see  what  grows 
well,  what  smells  good. 

Now's  a  good  time  to  or- 
der roses,  too.  •  Nur- 

sery-potted roses  can  be 

planted  anytime  in  sea- 
son. Mail-order  bare-root 

roses  are  planted  in  fall 

where  winters  are  mild,  from  mid-November  to  mid-Feb- 

ruary in  the  Deep  South,  in  spring  in  the  north.  •  For  air- 

flow and  growing  space,  plant  Hybrid  Teas  and  Floribun- 
das  2-3  feet  apart,  18  inches  if  space  is  really  cramped. 

Make  staggered  rows,  diamond  patterns.  •  If  roses  arrive 
bv  mail  before  the  eround  is  oreoared,  out  them  in  a  cool 

dark  place.  Soak  roots  overnight.  •  Roses  hate  humid 
heat.  In  hot  areas  try  growing  roses  under  lacy  foliage  of 

honey-locust  or  jacaranda.  Roses  need  only  4  hours  to  a 

half-day's  full  sun.  •  Dig  a  hole  18  inches  deep  and 
round.  Put  compost  or  dried  manure  (no  commercial  fer- 

tilizer) in  the  bottom  and  make  a  center  mound  of  well- 
worked  soil.  Spread  roots  over  the  mound,  keeping  bud 
union  (graft)  at  ground  level.  Fill  hole  with  earth,  tamp, 
and  water  slowly  to  remove  air  pockets.  •  Roses  need  an 

inch  of  rain  a  week,  or  equivalent.  •  Start  monthly  feed- 
ing when  green  top  growth  is  about  1  Vi  inches:  Stop  feed- 
ing when  rose  should  slow  its  growth,  usually  in  late 

August.  •  Prune  in  spring  to  remove  dead  wood;  cut 
strong  canes  to  short  funnel  shape.  For  climbers,  cut  only 

old,  tired-out  canes,  not  productive  ones.  •  Truss  climb- 

ers with  pliable  garden  twine  that  won't  cut  as  the  canes 
bend  in  the  wind.  •  Never  spray  or  dust  when  tempera- 

ture is  above  80  degrees.  •  Always  cut  on  a  slant,  out- 
ward, above  a  5-leaflet  leaf.  •  More  tips  on  Garden  Page.

her  crafts  of  metallurgy
, 

weaving,  and  jewelryma
king. 

So  she  and  her  husband 

asked  architect  Jon  Ross  of 

Boston  to  design  a  studio 

addition — "The  key  was  not 

to  disturb  the  house's  original 

architectu
re,"  

remarks  Mr. 
Ross.  He  did  this  in  five  ways: 

raising  the  roof  to  follow 

existing  angles;  continuin
g  the 

addition  on  the  same  eastern 

plane;  mimicking
  

overhangs
; 

duplicatin
g  

window  sizes;  and 
extending 

 
the  original  balcony 

along  the  eastern  wall.  The 
result:  a  subtle  melding  of  old 
and  new. 

The  studio  is  as  professional 
as  they  come,  with  room  for 

Mrs.  Fleder's  informal 

workshops.  "There's  space  for 
everything,  from  the  tapestry 
loom  to  a  small  enameling 

kiln,"  she  comments.  Counters 
run  along  three  walls,  with 
storage  beneath  two.  And 
windows  line  all  sides,  including 
a  clerestory  to  the  north, 
translucent  glass  to  the  south, 
and  sliding  glass  doors  facing 

east.  Cement  set  in  the  floor's 
center  creates  a  welding  area, 
while  oak  strips  running  in 

different  grains  on  floor's  edges 
and  on  countertops  direct  space. 

There's  even  a  separate  sitting 
area.  "Our  library  used  to  be 

the  family  room,"  says  Mrs. 
Fleder.  "Now  my  family  loves 
to  come  up  to  the  studio  and  sit 

with  me  while  I  work."  ■

A  friend  with  one  of  those  marvelous 
dome-covered  grills  always  has  grilled 
steaks  or  chops  on  Friday  night.

roasting  chicken  on  the  grill  over  the  bare 
spot,  and  covers  with  the  lid.

Bring  sushi  home  from  a  Japanese  res- 

taurant for  instant  hors  d'oeuvre,  slice 
the  rolls  yourself.  Buy  or  make  ahead  a 

frittata.  Jeanne's  favorite  is  an  aromatic 
combination  of  sausage,  zucchini,  spin- 

ach, garlic,  and  herbs  with  just  enough 
egg  to  bind.  Its  texture  is  soft  enough  to 

scoop  up  with  celery  sticks.  For  a  pick- 
up dinner,  just  one  stop  at  a  deli  for  sau- 

sages and  cheese.  Everyone  gets  a  cut- 
ting board  and  knife.  Set  out  bowls  of 

fresh  and  marinated  vegetables,  bread, 
fruit.  Keep  creme  frafche  on  hand  to 
turn  berries  into  a  voluptuous  dessert. 
Grate  fresh  ginger  into  lemon  ice  and 
serve  in  tall  wineglasses.  Birthdays  and 
special  occasions  merit  a  break  from  no 
dessert.  Italian  bakery  to  the  rescue  with 

a  zucotta  or  a  Sacripantina,  "light,  not 
too  sweet,  and  baked  daily." 

■  Make  your  presentation! 

Jeanne  and  Marc  collect  things — from 
shops,  crafts  shows,  flea  markets.  They 
buy  spontaneously,  confident  that  each 
piece  will  find  a  use.  Purchases  often 
have  a  whimsical  touch,  create  magic 
when  combined  with  flowers  and  food. 

A  cutting  board  in  the  shape  of  a  pig 
lends  itself  to  an  amusing  display  of 

charcuterie;  the  wide  border  of  the  large 
platter  holding  the  tortellini  (by  Karin 
Wikstrom  and  Stephen  Rappaport) 

makes  it  beautiful  for  food  presentation. 

Quilted  placemats  are  sometimes  used 
double  for  a  very  soft  look  (old  ones  are 
wrapped  around  flowerpots,  good  side 
out);  napkins  are  two  triangles,  one  solid 

and  one  print,  sewn  together  on  the  di- 
agonal to  achieve  a  double  look  with 

only  one  napkin.  Try  it  yourself — sew 
together  with  a  zigzag  stitch.  Plates  do 
not  match — they  are  every  color  and  lots 
of  patterns.  Who  said  you  had  to  choose 
one?!  And  flowers  everywhere — like 
birthday  candles  on  a  cake,  like  a  pres- 

ent on  a  soup  bowl,  in  bouquets  on  the 
table.  Tall  glassware  adds  lightness  to 

the  gaiety.  Cotton  belts  wrap  an  umbrel- 
la pole.  And  always-colorful  food — the 

bright  colors  of  fresh  vegetables  stud  the 
white  of  pasta,  or  create  a  still  life  on  a 
bed  of  cabbage  leaves.

Roast  onions  in  their  skins, 
buried  in  the  coals  (as  potatoes  often 
are)  for  about  1  hour  for  large  ones.  Or 
peel,  season,  wrap  in  foil  with  a  pat  of 
butter,  bury  in  coals  to  roast.

Furthermore,  antiques  can  be  a  de- 
light to  hve  with.  As  decorator  Mario 

Buatta  (chairman  of  New  York's  Winter 

Antiques  Show)  puts  it,  "People  are  re- 
alizing that  you  can  buy  something  won- 
derful, use  it  for  a  few  years,  and  then 

resell  ii.  Perhaps  you'll  make  a  nice  prof- 
it, but  almost  certainly  you'll  get  your 

initial  investment  back."  It's  that  ability 
to  use  and  enjoy  antiques  that  appeals  to 

so  many  people  today.  It  adds  a  new  di- 
mension of  pleasure  to  investment.  How 

much  more  fun  to  live  with  Chippendale 
chests,  Georgian  silver,  and  Sandwich 

glass  than  to  deal  with  safe-deposit 
boxes,  dusty  certificates,  clipping  cou- 

pons, and  daily  stock  quotations. 
If  antiques  are  like  music,  then  the 

Winter  Antiques  Show,  held  in  New 
York  every  January,  is  like  an  orchestra. 

With  almost  75  exhibitors,  it  is  the  larg- 
est and  most  prestigious  antiques  show 

in  America,  and  is  looked  to — like  auc- 
tion results — as  a  barometer  of  general 

market  trends.  This  year's  record-break- 
ing attendance  was  echoed  in  the  brisk 

rate  of  sales.  "People  were  buying  like 
never  before,"  says  Ed  Clerk,  a  dealer  in 
Shaker  antiques  from  Bethlehem,  Con- 

necticut, whose  booth  at  the  show  was 
virtually  sold  out,  restocked,  and  then 

almost  sold  out  again.  "People  were  in  a 
definite  mood  to  spend,"  according  to 
Leland  LaGanke,  a  dealer  in  antique 

porcelain  from  New  York  City.  "But 
there's  not  a  frantic  flight  from  money. 
People  are  spending  confidently,  and 

there's  a  general  easiness — though  by  no 
means  an  ease — about  the  market." 

And  the  antiques  rush  isn't  limited  to America  alone.  Dealers  and  auction 

houses  report  substantial  sales  to  Euro- 
pean collectors,  too,  with  great  interest 

also  shown  by  investors  from  South 
America  and  Japan.  One  result  of  this 
buying  flurry  worries  some  observers. 

As  Leland  LaGanke  predicts,  "Within 
five  years,  America  will  have  lost  almost 

all  of  its  fine  antique  pottery  and  porce- 
lain to  Europe.  About  80  percent  of  my 

business  is  to  European  dealers.  Because 
of  the  rise  in  the  price  of  precious  metals 

we're  losing  a  lot  of  our  fine  silver  to  the 
smelters.  The  best  English  furniture, 
which  is  terrifically  popular  in  Europe, 
is  being  snapped  up  and  shipped  abroad. 

Pretty  soon  all  we're  going  to  be  left 
with  here  will  be  second-rate  English 
furniture  and  American  antiques  that  no 
one  else  in  the  world  wants." 

"American  antiques  are  almost  exclu- 
sively an  American  market,"  concurs 

Nancy  Druckrnan,  ct.rator  of  Ameri- 
cana at  Sotheby  Parke  Hernet  in  New 

York.  "American  furniM  '  is  still  rela- 

tively underpriccd,"  she  ,iinucs,  "but 
even  so,  prices  have  been  j-o  ig  only  one 

way:  up."  Many  expert-  tgrcc  that 
American  antiques  are  a  i  articularly 

good  buy.  Unlike  Oriental  porcelains. 
Art  Nouveau  glass,  and  precious  jewel- 

ry— all  avidly  sought  after  by  foreign 
collectors,  and  among  the  most  dramati- 

cally escalating  auction  items — the  ab- 
sence of  competition  for  American 

antiques  from  abroad  has  kept  most 
prices  of  Americana  within  the  range  of 
the  average  collector.  Also,  the  plentiful 
supply  of  American  antiques  here  makes 
it  possible  for  collectors  to  see  a  great 
range  of  examples  and  to  develop  an 

"eye"  for  desirable  investments.  And 
lastly,  rarity,  which  often  forces  up  the 

prices  of  antiques  aside  from  their  inher- 
ent beauty  or  quality,  is  less  of  a  factor 

in  American  antiques  than  in  many  oth- 
er areas  in  the  market. 

Successful  collecting 

is  partly  based  on 

instinct — without  it 

you'll  be  merely 
assembling 

But  just  how  good  an  investment  are 
American  antiques?  A  study  of  auction 
trends  over  the  past  few  years  made  by 
Ann  K.  Lowndes  of  the  Ohio  Antique 

Review  (reported  in  Art  &  Auction  maga- 

zine) reveals  "instances  of  money  lost, 
but  gains  dominated.  An  early-nine- 

teenth-century painted  blanket  chest, 
which  sold  in  1976  for  $3000  now 

fetches  $5000.  During  the  same  period,  a 

late-eighteenth-century  birch  clock  went 
from  $1900  to  $3100  .  .  ."  and  so  on.  Of 
course,  there  are  no  generalizations  pos- 

sible in  a  diverse  field  that  covers  furni- 
ture and  silver,  as  well  as  glassware  and 

quilts,  folk  art  and  pottery. 

For  example,  what's  happened  to 
American  silver  lately  is  the  result  of  cir- 

cumstances peculiar  to  it  alone.  "People 
may  not  believe  this,"  confides  Jonathan 
Trace,  a  dealer  from  Peekskill,  New 

York,  "I've  wanted  to  keep  prices  down, 
but  have  had  to  raise  them,  not  in  order 
to  make  a  profit,  but  to  bring  things 
above  their  melt-down  value.  For  the 

most  part,  fine  18th-  and  early- 19th-cen- 
tury American  silver  is  safe  because  of 

its  craftsmanship  and  rarity.  But  a  great 

deal  of  later  silver  is  doomed."  He  also 
notices  changing  patterns  in  buying. 

"There  are  more  instances  of  syndicate 
arrangements — small  groups  of  friends 
or  business  associates  teaming  up  to  buy 

fine  pieces  for  investment  purposes." 
Needless  to  say,  Trace  and  the  other 

silver  dealers  at  the  Winter  Antiques 
Show  reported  heavy  sales.  And  given 
the  daily  leaps  and  bounds  in  the  price  of 
silver,  early  birds  at  the  show  were  able 
to  score  some  very  good  buys.  For  in- 

I  stance,  a  set  of  Georgian  sterling  silver 

I  Hatware  for  12  (six-piece  place  sellings, 
I  complete  except  for  knives)  went  for 

$6,800  within  minutes  of  the  show': 
opening,  at  the  booth  of  Malcolm  Steam 
Jr.,  proprietor  of  Hobart  House  in  Had 
dam,  Connecticut.  Though  hardly  an  im 

pulse  purchase,  the  silver  seemed  ; 
bargain  when  compared  with  newly 
manufactured  sterling  fiatware,  whicl 
now  often  commands  over  51,000  pei 

five-piece  place  settings.  "I  never  had  t( 
display  soup  ladles  in  the  showcases  bej 

fore,"  reported  Stearns,  "but  by  the  em 

of  the  show  I  had  nothing  else  left." 
For  those  interested^in  collecting  an 

tiques — either  American  or  otherwise- 
there  are  six  basic  rules  to  follow:  guide 
lines  which  will  not  guarantee  successfu 
investments,  but  which  will  give  you 
better  likelihood  of  achieving  that  goal. 

Our  advice: 

1.  Specialize.  Decide  early  on  wha 

you  want  to  collect  and  stick  to  thai 
area.  Few  amateurs  can  hope  to  gain  th 

kind  of  expertise  in  several  fields  nece;i 
sary  to  become  a  knowledgeable  colleci 

tor.  By  narrowing  your  sights — whethti 
to  Currier  &  Ives  prints.  Export  porct: 

lain,  or  duck  decoys — you  stand  a  bette 
chance  of  building  a  solid,  saleable  coi; 

lection.  This  doesn't  mean  that  you  hav| 
to  live  with  one  group  of  things  and  on 

group  only.  Buy  other  kinds  of  antique; 
too,  if  they  give  you  pleasure,  but  alwa> 
keep  in  mind  what  your  major  invesi 
ment  speciality  is. 

2.  Collect  what  you  love.  All  gree 
collections  have  been  ruled  by  passior, 

and  not  just  by  reason.  If  spongewar 
seems  to  you  to  be  a  good  buy  now,  bv 

really  doesn't  grab  you  deep  down,  looj 
for  something  else  to  collect.  Successfi 
collecting  is  partly  based  on  instinc] 
Your  feelings  can  be  generated  by  ari 
number  of  factors:  You  might  like  Roji 

ers  groups  because  your  grandmotht. 
collected  them,  or  you  might  be  excite 
by  the  bold  colors  and  striking  patten 

of  Amish  quilts.  Whatever  it  might  b^ 
look  for  that  emotional  reaction  as 

guide  to  buying.  Without  it  you'll  \ merely  assembling,  not  collecting.  i 
3.  Become  knowledgeable.  Oncj 

you've  staked  out  your  area  of  collecj 
ing,  try  to  become  an  expert  in  yoij 
field.  This  can  be  accomplished  in  tw| 

basic  ways:  by  reading  and  by  seein 
Make  use  of  local  reference  resources- 
libraries,  historical  societies,  seconc 

hand  book  shops — to  familiarize  you 

self  with  what's  been  written  about  yon 
area  of  specialization.  Who  are  the  ai 
thorities?  Whose  word  goes  about  what 

good  or  bad,  real  or  fake,  desirable  (| 

undesirable?  Usually,  there's  at  least  oil "bible" — understandable  to  the  laj 

man — for  every  kind  of  antique  or  a| 
object.  These  same  sources  are  studiej 
by  those  who  set  the  prices,  make  the  ej 
timates,  and  give  the  appraisals,  so  you 
do  well  to  avail  yourself  of  the  inform,

better  the  investment — regardless  of  the 

field  involved.  "The  very  finest  things 
are  selling  the  best,"  reports  Shaker 
dealer  Ed  Clerk,  an  observation  echoed 

everywhere.  Sandra  Kasper  of  Bedford 
Green  Antiques  in  Bedford  Village,  New 

York,  told  The  New  York  Times,  "We 
bought  less  for  the  [Winter  Antiques] 
show  but  invested  more  in  those  pieces 

and  sold  the  best  things  first.  Today  any- 
thing second  rate  you  sit  with.  But  the 

best  is  easy  to  sell."  It  might  make  sense 
for  you  to  auction  off  three  good  stone- 

ware jugs  and  use  the  proceeds  to  buy 

one  superb  example.  Don't  be  afraid  of 
manipulating  what  you've  got:  After  all, 
it's  an  investment.  Every  market  fluctu- 

ates, and  you  should  be  prepared  to  act 
decisively  when  the  time  is  right. 

One  final  word  of  caution;  Don't  be- 
come so  attached  to  your  collection  that 

you  can't  bear  to  part  with  a  piece  when 
there's  a  good  reason  to — in  order  to  up- 

grade, or  liquidate  to  gain  capital.  Also, 

don't  lose  sight  of  the  fact  that  every  in- 
vestment, no  matter  how  seemingly 

good,  still  remains  a  gamble.  Required 
reading  for  all  potential  art  or  antiques 

investors  ought  to  be  Gerald  Reitlinger's 
landmark  three-volume  study.  The  Eco- 

nomics of  Taste.  Looking  at  200  years  of 
art  and  antiques  collecting,  Reitlinger 
charts  the  ups  and  downs  (and  there 

were  some  major  surprises)  in  the  inter- 
national art  and  antiques  market.  There 

are  cautionary — and  inspirational — tales 
galore  for  you  in  these  books. 

But  the  major  lesson  to  be  learned  is 
that  in  art,  as  in  any  other  investment, 
there  are  no  immutable  absolutes. 

Change  is  an  inherent  part  of  the  pro- 
cess. But  the  objects  in  question,  in  a 

curious  way,  have  an  immortality  that 
eludes  even  their  most  fervent  collectors. 

They  survive;  we  ultimately  do  not.  And 
that,  perhaps  more  than  anything  else, 
might  account  for  the  elusive,  glamorous 
aura  of  what  many  are  finding  to  be  the 

most  pleasurable  investments  of  all.  ■

make  itself  at  home  with  you,  a  faithful

The  normal  resting  period  for  bou-

■  The  case  for  growing 

annuals 

People  tend  to  move  plants  around, 
bringing  them  to  the  fore  when  they  are 
at  their  best  and  snuggling  them  away  in 
some  corner  after  disaster  has  struck  or 
the  bloom  is  off  the  rose,  so  to  speak. 

What's  needed  every  now  and  then  is 
something  fresh  and  new  to  revive  the 
spirit  of  the  beholder.  This  is  where 
those  one-shot  plants,  the  annuals,  make 

their  appearance  in  the  schemes  of  in- 
door gardeners. 

A  number  of  annuals,  traditionally 
cultivated  as  garden  plants,  can  be 

grown  in  pots  to  produce  a  profusion  of 
summer  blooms  framing  your  windows. 

And  in  a  sense  they  are  disposable.  It's  a one-season  love  affair  with  something 
new  and  fresh,  with  none  of  the  usual 

house-plant  care  routines.  No  annual 
pruning  and  shaping.  No  repotting.  No 
trying  to  figure  out  when  in  wintertime 
to  stop  fertilizing  to  give  the  plants  their 
proper  rest.  Just  grow  them.  Enjoy 
them.  And  throw  them  away.  Even  na- 

ture doesn't  keep  annuals  around  for 
more  than  a  season. 

High  on  the  list  of  outdoor  annuals  to 
grow  indoors  is  the  delicate-appearing 
but  tough  morning-glory,  Ipomoea  pur- 

purea. A  rapid-growing  self-seeder,  the 
plant  is  so  rampant  that  in  some  areas  it 
may  become  a  meadow  pest.  Though 

perhaps  a  drawback  in  the  cultivated

moisture  getting  in  also  has  a  way  to  get 
out. 

A  tight  house,  where  infiltration  is  un- 
der control,  may  need  particular  atten- 
tion to  air  circulation.  Few  studies  have 

been  done,  as  yet,  on  all  the  effects  of 
various  levels  of  ventilation  in  houses — 

but  there  is  a  simple  solution  to  stuffi- 

ness, says  Sue  Aulisi:  "Open  a  window." 
Small-space  air  cleaners  (particularly 
useful  for  allergy  sufferers)  that  can  re- 

cycle house  air  without  dumping  heated 
air  outside  are  available. 

■  Step  six:  Consider  the  sun 
Any  house  where  the  sun  shines  in  the 
windows  has  some  potential  as  a  solar 
house,  and  after  you  have  plugged  the 
holes  by  which  heat  is  getting  out,  you 
might  want  to  think  about  getting  some 
extra  heat  in. 

First,  find  out  what  you've  got.  How 
much  of  your  house  faces  south,  and 
how  directly?  (Each  degree  east  or  west 
of  south  decreases  exposure  to  sunlight, 

but  in  some  cases — determined  by  cli- 
mate or  special  situation — may  increase 

the  efficiency  of  its  use.)  Where  does  the 
sunlight  fall,  and  at  what  seasons?  Is  it 
unshaded,  or  is  it  blocked  for  any  part  of 

the  year?  What's  the  axis  of  the  peak  of 
your  roof?  (East/west  is  best  for  collec- 

tors to  heat  domestic  hot  water,  but  oth- 
er orientations  are  possible.)  For  help  in 

answering  these  questions,  you  may 
want  to  consult  a  solar  businessman. 

Lists  by  state  are  available  from  the  Na- 

tional Solar  Heating  &  Cooling  Informa- 
tion  Center  (800-523-2929;  in 

Pennsylvania,  800-462-4983),  which 

can  also  supply  information  on  solar  ac- 
cess. If  you  find  that  the  outside  of  your 

house  gets  more  sun  than  the  inside,  you 

may  decide  to  invite  some  in.  Whatever 
the  percentage  of  heat  it  can  supply,  that 
is  heat  you  will  not  need  to  pay  for. 

The  easiest  way  to  do  it  is  to  open  up 

the  south  side  of  your  house  (if  it  is  done 

to  add  solar  heat,  the  project  may  be  eli- 

gible for  state  or  federal  tax  credits).  In- 
creasing window  area  will  increase  the 

heat  losses  of  the  house,  because  glass  is 

not  a  good  insulator.  But  if  the  orienta- 
tion of  the  house  is  right,  solar  gain  can 

be  counted  on  to  more  than  offset  those 

losses,  particularly  if  you  (a)  double  or 

triple  glaze,  (b)  keep  sections  of  glass 

that  open  to  a  minimum,  (c)  use  night- 

time insulating  covers,  (d)  decrease  win- 
dow area  on  the  north  side  of  the  house, 

and/or  (e)  increase  thermal  mass.  Ther- 
mal mass  is  any  heavy  material  that  can 

soak  up  heat — a  slate  floor  over  a  foun- 
dation slab  (with  insulation  underneath), 

for  instance,  or  even  the  walls  and  furni- 

ture of  the  room.  These  wil'  warm  grad- 

ually while  the  sun  shines  on  them.  As 
soon  as  room  temperature  falls  below 

the  temperature  of  the  thermal  mass  at 

night,  it  will  begin  to  give  up  its  stored 
heat  to  the  room.  Added  mass  should 

only  be  used  in  conjunction  with  free 
heat,  says  Bruce  Brownell.  Otherwise, 

you're  paying  for  the  heat  it  soaks  up. 
An  easy  way  to  add  mass  to  the  walls 
the  sun  shines  on  is  to  double  the  layers 

of  gypsum  board. 
You  may  want  to  take  even  more  posi- 

tive solar  steps.  A  60-square-foot  rooftop 
collector  in  Boston  could  deliver  about 

60  percent  of  the  hot-water  needs  for  a 
family  of  four,  at  a  first  cost  of  about 
$4,200  installed.  Of  that,  about  $1,000 

might  be  recovered  as  a  federal  tax  cred- 
it the  first  year  (some  states  also  have 

tax  credits  for  solar  use).  Savings  for  oil- 
heated  hot  water  would  be  about  $130 

the  first  year,  according  to  a  computer 
analysis  made  at  the  National  Solar 

Heating  and  Cooling  Information  Cen- 
ter, and  would  increase  to  about  $1,800 

per  year  by  the  end  of  20  years  if  fuel 
prices  escalate  at  a  steady  1 5  percent  per 

year.  The  escalation  rate  in  New  En- 
gland last  year  was  close  to  100  percent. 

Costs  for  the  solar  collector  would  in- 
clude the  interest  on  the  loan,  if  any, 

that  financed  it,  about  $50  per  year  in 
maintenance,  and  a  very  small  cost  for 

energy  to  run  the  pumps  associated  with 
a  water-heating  system. 

There  are  other  ways  to  use  solar  en- 
ergy for  an  existing  house  that  has  good 

solar  potential.  You  could  install  vertical 
active  collectors  on  your  south-facing 
wall,  or  put  them  in  the  backyard,  or  on 

the  garage,  wherever  there  is  sun. 
Or  you  could  turn  your  south  walls 

into  modified  Trombe  walls.  A  Trombe 

wall,  named  for  French  scientist  Felix 
Trombe,  who  has  been  building  and 

A  Trombe  wall  uses  heavy  masonry 

to  soak  up  the  sun\s  heat.  It 
warms  circulating  air,  or  radiates  stored 
heat  hours  later 

studying  them  in  the  south  of  France  for 
nearly  20  years,  consists  of  some  glass, 

then  an  air  space,  then  a  dark-painted 
thermal  mass.  At  the  top  and  bottom  of 

the  mass  (your  wall)  are  vents.  Cold  air 
from  the  room  is  pulled  into  the  wall 

through  the  vents  on  the  bottom.  The 

sun,  falling  through  the  glass  onto  the 
dark  wall  (which  absorbs  heat  while  the 

glass  helps  prevent  the  long  rays  of  heat 
from  bouncing  back  outside),  warms  the

The 
flower  that  boys  give  their  best 
girl.  In  the  landscape,  Hybrid 
Tea  foliage  often  succumbs  to 

mildew  and  blackspot,  requir- 
ing constant  spraying.  The 

reason  for  bothering  is  for 

those  luscious  well-shaped 
flowers  at  the  tips. 

Floribundas  are  landscape 
plants,  produced  from  a  cross 
of  a  Hybrid  Tea  with  a  Poly- 
antha,  an  old  rose  with  Asian 
ancestry.  They  bear  clusters 
of  medium-sized  flowers.  Tall 
bushes  are  good  for  hedges; 
short  ones  for  edging  shrub 
borders.  They  are  hardier 
than  Hybrid  Teas,  and  their 
flowers  are  often  as  pretty. 

Grandiflora  is  a  new  class 

of  rose,  not  recognized  by 
some  rose  societies.  It  usually 
means  a  tall  Floribunda  and 
combines  characteristics  of 

the  Floribunda  and  Hybrid 
Tea. 

Old  roses  usually  bloom 
only  once  a  year  but  are  less 
finicky  than  persnickety  mod- 

ern roses.  These  are  the  roses 
that  were  woven  into  medi- 

eval tapestries  and  that  Re- 
doute  glorified  on  canvas. 
They  flood  the  air  with  sweet- 

ness. Few  are  available 
commercially,  but  Roses 
of  Yesterday  and  Today 

(formerly  Tillotson's), Watsonville,  Calif. 
95076,  sells  some  by 

mail-order;  catalogue  $1. 
For  roses  old  and  new,  A 

List  of  Hard  to  Find 
Roses  and  Where  to  Find 

Them  ($2  from  Beverly

Shrub  roses  includes 
some  old  roses  and  refers 

to  varieties  that  are  suffi- 

ciently vigorous  and  self- 
supporting  to  be  grown 
as  carefree  shrubs. 

Climber,  as  a  term,  is  a 
misnomer,  as  roses  do 

not  climb  naturally,  like 

ivy.  Climbing  roses  are 
tall  varieties  that  can  be 

tied  and  trained  upward 
or  horizontally.  Some 
modern  climbers  are  as 

hardy  and  floriferous  as 
Floribundas.  Some  Hy- 

brid Teas  have  been 

adapted  to  climbing,  but 
are  rarely  hardy  north  of 
Washington,  D.C. 

Creepers  or  trailing 
roses  are  also  available, 

and  are  spectacular  for 
covering  bare  banks  and 
slopes  or  training  over 
large  rock  or  stone  walls. 

No  other  flower  can 

boast  the  versatility  of 
the  rose.

Fashions  in  plants 

change  as  drastical- 
ly, although  not  as 

often,  as  fashions  in 

clothes.  Take  corian- 
der, for  example. 

Aromatic  coriander 
seeds  have  been  used 

in  cooking  for  gener- 
ations, but  the  rest  of 

the  plant  has  been 

ignored,  if  not 
scorned.  Some  of  the 
old  books  actually 

speak  of  the  leaves  as 
"evil-smelling,"  but 

today's  gardener 
grows  coriander  for  its  leaves,  with  the 
seeds  taking  a  secondary  place.  Known 

variously  as  cilantro,  culantro,  or  Chi- 
nese parsley,  coriander  leaves  and  leaf- 

stalks are  an  essential  part  of  many  Ori- 
ental dishes  and  that  South-of-the-bor- 

der  favorite,  Mexican  black-bean  soup. 

The  plant  looks  like  a  small,  delicate  ver- 
sion of  its  close  relative,  celery.  A  short- 1 

lived  annual,  it  must  be  grown  quickly,  ̂  

in  rich,  moist  soil  in  full  sun.  Succession 

plantings — about  6  weeks  apart — will 
keep  a  crop  coming  along  throughout 
the  summer.  Once  a  plant  flowers  and 

sets  seed,  its  leaves  quickly  become  use- 
less, but  of  course  the  seeds  may  be  kept 

for  your  spice  shelf.  Take  it  easy  if 

you're  using  coriander  leaves  for  the  first 
time.  The  flavor  takes  a  bit  of  getting 
used  to.

■  Brewing  up  turf 

Anheuser-Busch  is  taking  a  large  step 

forward,  into  the  conservation-conscious 
future.

Anheuser-Busch  is  pumping  something 
like  a  million  gallons  a  day  of  liquid 

waste  into  the  irrigation  system  of  an  ad- 
joining turf  farm.  Rich  in  nitrogen  and 

other  plant  nutrients,  this  waste  not  only 
provides  food  and  water  for  the  growing 
grasses  but  relieves  the  municipal  sewage 

system  of  a  significant  part  of  its  daily 
burden.  The  turf  is  sold  to  landscape 

contractors,  golf  courses,  recreational 
and  parks  departments,  and  whatever 
water  is  not  absorbed  by  the  grass  roots 
returns  to  the  underground  water  table, 

so  everybody  profits  from  the  operation. 
Similar  waste-disposal  systems  arc  in  op- 

eration at  other  Anheuser-Busch  brew- 
erics,  and  it  may  be  hoped  that  other 
itidustries  with  large  volumes  of  liquid 
waste  will  follow  their  lead.

air  which,  according  to  the  nature  of 
warm  air,  rises  through  the  air  space  and 

pushes  out  the  top  vent  into  the  room. 
When  it  cools,  it  sinks  and  the  cycle 
starts  over.  When  the  sun  sets,  you  close 

the  vents  and  the  heat  left  in  the  wall  ra- 
diates through  it  into  the  room.  The 

more  massive  the  wall,  the  more  heat  it 
can  hold.  A  frame  wall  stores  virtually 
nothing;  a  concrete  block  wall,  its  spaces 
filled  with  sand,  will  keep  warm  all  night long. 

Solar  energy  use  is  the  ultimate  step  in 
providing  your  house  with  a  wrapper  to 
make  heat  and  cold  act  to  serve  you. 

That's  half  the  battle  for  energy  conser- 
vation; it  is  probably  the  hardest  half. 

Ahead  lie  the  other  two  elements  that  ef- 
fect energy  use:  the  systems  of  the  house 

and  the  habits  of  the  inhabitants. 

■  Shutting  the  windows 

at  night 

An  ordinary  blind,  drawn  tight  against 

the  sill  at  night,  can  give  the  R-value  of  a 
window  a  little  help  on  a  cold  night.  In- 

sulating curtains  can  help  more,  particu- 
larly if  they  are  installed  tight  to  the 

ceiling  so  that  warm  air  can't  edge  over 
the  top  to  be  chilled  against  the  cold 

glass,  and  tight  to  the  sides  so  that  con- 

vection currents  can't  play  ring-around- 
the-curtain.  But  as  the  need  for  button- 

ing windows  tighter  at  night  becomes 

apparent,  new  insulating  shades  are  be- 

ing invented.  Here's  a  list  of  some  of these  new  shades: 

Window  Quilt  is  a  five-layer  quilted 
shade  device  that  can  provide  an 
resistance  to  heat  loss  when  used  with 

double  glazing.  Mounted  on  a  roller  over 
the  window,  the  shade  is  guided  by 
tracks  mounted  on  the  molding  on  each 
side  of  the  window.  The  tracks  block  air 
from  circulating  behind  the  shade;  the 
foil  in  the  middle  of  the  quilt  reflects 
heat  back  into  the  room,  and  the  cotton 
batting  slows  air  and  heat  movement. 
Quilting  is  done  sonically,  so  that  no 
holes  pierce  the  fabric.  Cost  is  about 
$3.75  a  square  foot.  For  a  list  of  distribu-

Insulating  Curtain  Wall  is  a  shade  de- 
vice designed  particularly  for  use  on 

large  expanses  of  glass.  Several  layers  of 
metalized  reflective  fabrics,  like  those 
developed  for  insulation  in  space,  reflect 
heat  back  into  the  room  and  use  trapped 
air  spaces  to  resist  heat  loss.  The  curtain 
operates  autotnatically.  A  sensor  causes 
an  electric  Hiotor  to  raise  the  curtain 
when  outside  temperatures  begin  to  rise 
at  daybreak  and  to  lower  it  at  night.  The 
automatic  sys:  -m  can  be  overridden 
rnamially,  or  be  reprogrammcd  to 
exclude  summer  lieat.  Cost  is  about  $7 

per  square  foo\  including  motor;  heat

The  Sunflake  window  is  a  window-plus-; 
pocket  unit.  A  single  pane  of  glass  occu-i 
pies  the  opening.  In  the  pocket  is  a  slid- 

ing insulating  panel  that  closes  across 
the  glass  at  night.  The  whole  unit  is  in- 

stalled as  a  window  might  be,  and  when 

closed  provides  up  to  R-16  resistance  tojl 
heat  escape,  according  to  the  manufac-' 
turer.  Cost  is  about  $10  per  square  foot.

81137.  , 
The  Seco  Thermo-Shade  is  made  up  otj 

rigid  strips  of  white  PVC  plastic,  each' molded  to  trap  an  insulating  pocket  of 
dead  air.  The  segments  unroll  from  a 
spool  mounted  like  a  valance  over  the 

window,  guided  by  tracks  and  fastened 
at  the  bottom  by  a  neoprene  foam  cush- 

ion. Used  with  a  single  pane  of  glass,  the 

shade  provides  about  R-5.  It  can  be  op- 
erated manually  or  automatically,  can  be 

used  to  block  summer  sun,  and  also  pro- 

vides a  physical  barrier  to  break-ins  (a 
burglar  alarm  can  also  be  attached).  For 
information:  Solar  Energy  Components, 
Inc.,  212  Welsh  Pool  Road,  Lionville, 
Pa.

Beadwall  uses  the  space  between  two 

panes  of  glass  for  nighttime  insulation. 
A  vacuum  motor  sprays  tiny  foam  beads 
into  the  space  at  night,  creating  an 

opaque  wall  against  the  cold,  and  sucks 

them  out  again  in  the  morning.  The  in- 
sulating value  is  R-8  when  filled,  R-1.5 

empty  (greater  thicknesses  can  be  spe- 
cially ordered).  Cost  is  about  $13  per 

square  foot  (the  installer  supplies  the 

glass).  Plans  for  do-it-yourself  installa- 
tions are  also  available  for  $15  per  set 

from  Zomeworks,  P.O.  Box  712,  Albu- 

querque, N.  Mex.  97103. 
Nightwall  flexible  magnetic  clips  are  also 
offered  by  Zomeworks  for  use  with 
homemade  insulating  shutters.  A  piece 

of  rigid  insulation  is  cut  to  fit  the  win- 
dow, and  paper  backing  is  peeled  from 

the  magnet  to  allow  it  to  be  stuck  to  the 
insulation.  Paper  backing  on  the  other 
side  of  the  magnet  is  then  removed  and 
the  panel  is  fitted  into  the  window, 

transferring  a  thin  steel  plate  to  the  win- 
dow at  the  exact  points  where  the  mag- 

net will  strike.  The  insulation  can  then 

be  removed  and  replaced  at  will.  ■
