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FACT AND 
COMMENT 

CREATING oo attractive and well-ap- 
TASTE pointed nursery can very 

logically be considered the first 
school room for cultivating re- 

fined taste and pride in surroundings. It is upon 
these two characteristics that the decorative profession 
flourishes. For this reason the planning of a nursery 
scheme should be considered by the decorator as an op- 
portunity and not just a commission. 

Psychologists insist that the first six years of a child’s 
life are by far the most important. Should those six 
years be spent in a room that is cheerless, ill arranged, 

or having distracting color combinations or even an over- 
dose of characterless pink or eweet baby blue it is bound 
to have a subtle effect on the taste of the growing child. 

Aversions for certain colors in after years can often 
be traced to unpleasant associations with those colors 
in early life. A lack of interest in smart or well-selected 
furnishings can just as truthfully be a reflection of a 
definite lack of genteel surroundings to a child. Natu- 
rally the decorator has no control over the care of an 

, interior after the work has been completed, but a room 
carefully and attractively furnished will more quickly 
inspire the proper attention than one that is not. Then 
again, there are rooms, though they may be at times 
untidy, still they never quite lose their trim appearance 
due to the splendid decorative scheme created. Con- 
versely, some interiors though kept scrupulously tidy 
always appear ill arranged and distracting because of

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ihe club that “America is ripe for contemporary 
decoration in the home.” Furthermore he said 
that his discovery bore out an opinion that a 
friend of his gave him in New York previous 
to his American journey, that the tide in Amer- 
ica has definitely turned to the modern. This 
friend, who, as a French antiquaire, has pro- 

vided American museums and private collec- 
tions with many fine antiques, claimed that 
as an expert he recognized this fact even before 
his own clients were cognizant of it. “No one 
can stop the tide,” M. Rollin commented, “but 
it lies in the hands of artists, designers and 
decorators to mark the epoch as a good one 
or poor one.” 

As a student of Emile Jacques Ruhlman, 
Lucien Rollin received an excellent training 
in the fundamentals of ancient and contem- 
porary design. Examples of his work shown 
herewith demonstrate his understanding of the 
blending of the spirit of today with the best 
of the past. As he himself stated, “The most 
imaginative creative artist cannot ignore all 
tradition. Even a genius, who is unable or un- 
willing to draw lessons from the history of all 
arts, will not, in his own short lifetime, be able 
to do worthwhile work.”

type, there are several new creations that 
will be of particular interest to decorators, 
One is the Duotex rug having an indistinct 
herringbone design woven in two or three 
color combinations. It is made mostly of 
cotton—the long staple variety—but the 
warp threads are of linen, an unusual fea- 
ture. This linen warp gives the rug 
strength and weight and at the same time 

holds it closely to the floor. It is 
finished with a double headed 
fringe all around, matching the 
darker color of the rug. It may 
be had in seamless sizes up to 11 
feet wide. 

Other similar types are Sof-Tred 
and Tex-Tred, made entirely of 
cotton yarns. The Tex-Tred has a 
herringbone flat pile weave in 
plain and accented colors. While 
this rug is available up to 9 feet 
wide in rectangular or square 
lengths, decorators may procure it 
in oval or round shapes. The Sof- 
Tred is a lighter fabric in plain or 
mottled effects. Both of these rugs 
are also finished with fringe all 
around.

From the Far East comes a new 
wool rug, called Cambodia, very 
suitable for summer use. Woven in 
French Indo-China from natural col- 
ored goat hair, it has a shaggy ap- 
pearance that is particularly interest- 
ing. The color range is limited to 
the natural shades of goat which 
are soft and beautiful and the deco- 
rator is assured of a_ non-fading 
quality. The strong wiry hair of the 
goat is spun and woven into a basket 
weave fabric in a variety of geo- 
metric patterns. 

Another important product 
coming from the Near East is 
the “Angora” Imperial Drug- 
get. Like Cambodia, this is 
also made from goat hair 
with a natural background 
but having a yarn dyed de- 
sign. The colors are very 
cheerful and striking and 
would lend a gay atmosphere 
to any summer ensemble. 

An all-wool rug which 
comes from central Europe is 
called Texloop. It is a shaggy 
fabric in striking color com-

URSERY design is unfortunately 
a much-neglected field, perhaps 

because it is so highly specialized. Al- 
though there are many good decora- 

tors, too few have acquired a deep 
understanding of child psychology 
which is a study in itself. 

No interior decorator would under- 
take a job before consulting the per- 
son or persons who are to use the 
room he is designing.

child, or if too young for conversa- 
tion, at least to observe his play hab- 
its. This is a great mistake as children 
are more sensitive to their surround- 
ings than adults, and, furthermore, 
a child grows in a room whereas an 
adult merely lives in one. 

Then, too, the decorator working 
for children has no easy time of it 
as there is a limited choice of furnish- 

ings on the market with genuine 
“child appeal.” While it is true that 
a great many articles are designed for 
the health and comfort of children, 

many of these appeal only to 
the parents. 

The child has a charming 
naive imagination which the 
so-called sophisticated designer 
is always trying to reach. Fur-

thermore, the child has an almost de- 
vastating sense of logic. While imagi- 
nation and logic are two qualities 
which are almost contradictory, yet no 
matter how fantastic a world the child 
creates in his imagination he always 
has a logical explanation for even the 
most fantastic. These two qualities, 
I find, are the basis of popular appeal 
in both the theatre and the design 
fields. Walt Disney’s Mickey Mouse 
and other similar creations are of 
course classic examples of this. 

Recently I designed a series of 

handkerchiefs and instead of making 
them merely attractive designs I tried 
to tell a story, to get a quality of in- 
terest in them that will capure the 
child’s imagination and let him get 
an element of adventure out of them. 

The first series depict various activi- 
ties of a little boy and girl—“In the 
park,” “Picnic,” “At School,” “Bed- 
time,” etc. Children become inter- 
ested in such designs as these activi- 
ties are commonplace in their lives. 
The same principle could be very suc- 
cessfully applied to nursery design. 

For example, little Junior hates to 
go to bed, he always wants to stay up 
later. I suggest it is not because he is 
afraid of the dark but more likely 
because he is bored by his room and 
the furniture in it. 

The little “Bronco Bed,” illustra- 

ted herewith, would, I believe, help 

solve the problem. Such a bed would 
look well in any gay little room but

The Federal Housing Administra- 
tion’s small home consisted of four 
rooms—living room, bedroom, boys’ 
bedroom and kitchen—and bath.

These rugs, on a 
linen background of geometric de- 
sign, have wool tufting following the 
outline of the design thus giving a 
smart carved effect. Decorators are 
also able to secure this same type 
of rug having a flat surface without 
the tufting. In this case the rug is 
reversible. Other linen rugs in flat 
weave are of the Klearflax Linen 
variety that depend on texture and 
loom technique for their decorative 
appeal. 
Now as to the strictly seasonable 

selection of summer floor coverings, 
these include sisal, grass, and fiber. 
Often the grass and fiber are mixed 
with wool and cotton for added 
strength and decorative effect. They 
are especially suitable for exposed 
terraces, verandas and pagodas where 
they are called upon to withstand the 
rigors of the elements. Another ad- 
vantage is that the open weave pert- 
mits the dirt and dust to sift through

leaving a cleaner surface which jis 

more pleasant to walk upon. The 
gay woven or stenciled colors lend a 

real festive atmosphere that one 
would expect in the warmer seasons, 
Several new types have been brought 
out this year which the decorators 
will find specially attractive. 

One is a Suraka Sisal in plain col- 
ors with a fine cross stripe widely 
spaced. This design is especially 
suitable for a small space as it gives 
a feeling of greater area. But it also 
looks extremely smart in a large 
room. Other designs available in 
these Sisal rugs are plaids, semi- 
plaids, broad stripes and checks in 
greens, blues, browns, yellows, black 
and white, etc. 

Another new product in this type 
of floor covering is what is called 
a Heathercraft. It has an indistinct 
heather design and gives the feeling 
of a broadloom carpet. Such a rug 
could be well used in a grouping 
where the fabrics and furniture are 
of strong design and a relief is 
sought in a plainer floor covering. 
This Heathercraft product is avail- 
able up to 12 feet in width. 

Sisaltex is another interesting sum- 
mer rug that is a combination of 
sisal and fiber. It has an unusual 
decorative effect as the sisal has a 
higher sheen than the fiber and the 
combination gives a variety of rich 
and pastel colorings. They are 
heavier than the all fiber fabrics and 
have a certain resilience when walked 

upon. 
The all fiber rug, which is really a 

tightly woven specially treated pa- 
per, makes a very attractive founda- 
tion for the more modest summer 
ensemble. Some of these are woven 
in the colored yarns while one side 
often has a stenciled design. In this 
way the rug can be used on either side 
giving a varied decorative effect. 

With this fiber is often mixed a

From India comes the readily 
adaptable cocoa fiber product. These 
have been used by decorators for 
some time with great satisfaction, 
Usually in a geometric or Navaho de. 
sign, the colors are very gay, but the 
ground is natural cocoa fiber.

really belongs in a nursery carried 
out in a stable motif. If there is more 
than one child in the room the little 
horses should be in separate stalls. 
The blankets and rug resemble horse 
blankets, the chairs are rather like 
saddles or have horseshoe backs, the 

table is like a hay bin, etc. Almost 
every little boy likes animals and 
such a room as this would make going 
to bed much more enjoyable. 

Little girls present a similar prob- 
lem and of course there are many ap- 
propriate solutions. For instance, the 

angel bed shown on page 36 suggests 
_ the angels watching over the sleeping 

child and will also serve as a re 
minder to little Edith to say her pray- 
ers before turning in. Incidentally, 
the two angels at the foot of the bed 
open up and are equipped with 
shelves inside. 

Through observation I have found 
that children (especially little boys) 
much prefer sitting on the floor to 
using the small nursery chair and this 
piece of furniture is often unneces 
sary. On the other hand, mother, 
dad, grandparents, or the nurse spend 
considerable time in the nursery and 

i| 
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naturally the nursery chair is too 
small for comfort. Therefore, an 
adult chair in a nursery is quite es. 
sential. This chair should be of the 
low-back variety, comfortable for 

child and grown-up alike and must 
be very carefully designed so as not 
to dwarf the rest of the furniture and 
throw the entire furnishings of the 
room out of proportion. Such a chair 
also appeals to the child and affords. 
an excellent opoprtunity for him to 
stretch his limbs. 
By the proper application of child 

psychology and considerable imagina- 
tion the designer who works for chil- 
dren can do much to create rooms in 
which the child will be happier and 
which will likewise appeal to the aes- 
thetic taste of his elders.

operation with the Child Study Asso- 
ciation of New York. He found the 
simplicity of contemporary design to 
be especially adaptable to the needs 
of nursery furniture. In consequence 
he designed a group of cabinets, 
chests, cribs, tables, and chairs of 
sturdy construction and simple design 
that are very charming. Among these 
pieces is a series of chifferobes, chests 
of drawers and cabinets that are so 
designed that they may be used in 
various combinations or indepen- 
dently. Illustrations of some of his 
furniture are shown on pages 39 and 
40. 

Another important feature of nurs- 
ery furniture is its adaptability to 
the growing child thereby lengthen- 
ing its period of usefulness. Often 
because nursery furniture is just con- 
sidered for temporary use the budget 
for its purchase is cut to a mini 
mum.

The dining room illustrated at 
the bottom of page 20 is a drawing of 
one of his creations to be included 
in the Paris Exhibition. The simple 
pleasing design of the furniture has 
none of the bizarre atmosphere that 
has repelled so many from this type 
of decoration. The furniture is in 
walnut, and the chairs are covered in 

blue Morocco leather. The wood- 
work is painted pale lime green 
while the curtains are rust color. 
The Aubusson carpet is in shades of 
blue with touches of white.

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9]. This piece, which is made of 
mahogany covered with a modern 

Aubusson needlepoint, has been ac-

National. The fine XVI Century 
Flemish tapestry bac}: of the chair 
demonstrates how harmoniously ar- 

tistic creations of the past and the 
present often blend. 

At the top of this same page is an 
illustration of a very unique desk by 
this architect-designer. It is an in- 
genious affair made of kingwood and 
the interior is finished in gold leaf. 
The central niche is flood-lighted to 
be used for the display of a figurine 
or a miniature bust. 

A typical Lucien Rollin bedroom 
is shown at the bottom of page 21. 
While the ensemble depends largely 
for its effect upon plain colors and 
well designed furniture, a high deco- 
rative note is acquired by the zebra 
striped easy chair in beige and black 
velvet. The window is draped in 
black silk velvet, while the bed- 
spread is covered in an ivory satin. 
The rug is in shades of beige with 
accents of green and is laid on a plain 
brown carpet. 

Among M. Rollin’s varied interests 
is the revival of the activities of the 
noted Aubusson industries. He feels 
with its long historical background, 
this factory can produce fabrics, in 

the modern spirit, equal to what they 
turned out in the heyday of their 
existence. He not only uses their 
tugs hut tries to feature their tapes- 
tries and needlepoint when appro- 
priate. 

Another point that M. Rollins men- 
tioned before the Decorators Club, 
that is of interest, is the training of 
architect-decorators in France. He 
cited his own case as an average ex- 
ample. He first pursued a four year 
course of study in the Boulle School, 
named after Andre Charles Boulle, 

the famous cabinet-maker for Louis 
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XIV. Here the technic of furniture 
decoration, construction and design 
was taught in all its ramifications, 

Full size drawings with specifications 
were made to show the necessity of 
combining the practical with the ar. 

tistic. There was also taught the 
proper understanding of modem 
tools, machines, and materials and 

what can be accomplished with them, 
Days were spent in the Louvre, some- 
times flat on one’s back under a 
Boulle or Reissener cabinet sketching 
the construction, or sitting cross-legged 
studying the details of hardware and 
carving of these wonderful old pieces, 

After this intensive work there he 
took the regular architectural course 
in the Ecole des Beaus Arts. This 
was followed by further study and 
work under the great modern French 
furniture designer and _ decorator, 
Ruhlman. 

M. Rollin said “that such a pas- 
sionate study of beauty of design 
and workmanship inspires in the stu- 
dent the ardor to create. The schools 
of France teach the Frenchmen to 
be worthy of their birthright by 
keeping alive the traditions of 
France, which can only be done by 
creating as fine examples of art as 
did those masters of the past.” 

Such an attitude has brought its 
own reward, for he mentioned that 
it was only shortly after Ruhlman’s 
death that experts acknowledged 
that his furniture in construction 

quality surpassed that made in the 
past even in the XVIII Century. 

When asked for his opinion re- 
garding the decorative scheme of the 
S.S. “Normandie,” he emphatically 
said it was not, in the minds of the 

best modern French designers, good 
decoration. It was planned, he con- 
tinued, to attract the American tour- 
ist, but he was opposed to the 
scheme as finished, believing it would 
not be well received in this country.

bad planning. If these conditions 
affect us adults, who are supposed to 
be better trained to overcome our 
environment, how much more must 
an impressionable young child react 
under the same conditions? 
A child who becomes accustomed 

to cheerful, artistic and well-appoint- 
ed surroundings is not apt to be satis- 
fied with anything else in later years. 
A decorator who has the opportunity 
to create a really fine nursery is prob- 
ably educating a future client as well 
as unconsciously establishing greater 
respect for the profession in the com- 
ing generation.—Me_rritt A. CLEGG.
