Write, reader, write 

Sirs: 

One of the more important sections of any 

publication is that which is devoted to the 
opinions of the reader. Most magazines have 

a “Letters to the Editors” department which 

serves not only to give the editorial board an 

indication of what their readers are thinking 

about, but provides valuable material to the 

subscribers as well. 

A good example was recently seen in the New 

York World Telegram, when that newspaper 
published several letters commenting upon a 

powerful editorial about Senator Joseph Me- 

Carthy that had appeared some days before. 

The editors wisely gave even distribution to 

those for and against the article, giving each 

reader an opportunity to review his own 

opinion in the light of others. 

I have set forth these prefacing remarks to 

strengthen my appeal for real opinions about 

what is published in Interiors magazine. I am 

sure it is not for lack of inherent interest in 

what is presented. I am equally sure that it is 

not for lack of a desire to publish such letters 

on the part of the editors. For indeed, we see 

many on the “Letters to the Editors” page. 

Most of them, however, are either praise or 

+ OT 

damnation, warm congratulations or outright 

refutation, couched in general terms. Few, if 

any, comment seriously on the subject of any 
specific article. Yet this is the very thing the 

other reader wants to know. 
Now it is not my intention to go into a lengthy 

discourse on why trade publications are read. 

It is necessary, however, to bring up the matter 

because it bears directly on the whole subject 

of reader participation. 

Today, regardless of the business or profession 

in which we are engaged, the pace is great. 
There are constantly new developments, and 
since most of us, at any rate, must keep our 

noses to the grindstone, the only way we can 

keep up with new developments is through our 

trade publications. Indeed, many companies 
insist that their executives read them. 

It often happens that one professional will 

have something to add to a report concerning 

which he may have knowledge or experience, 

or he may have some opinion to express 
that will be worth while to his colleagues— 

for after all, this is a professional group, with 

common interests and aims. The reporters 

make it their business to find out everything 

that is going on in the field, but they cannot 

know what everyone is doing, nor can they 
know what every other professional thinks 
about what they print. Yet that missing fact 
may be pertinent. And the magazine may be 

omitting something valuable through no fault 

of its own. It is up to the reader to speak up 
when he knows something that has not been 

aired in the professional circle of the trade 

publication, his trade publication. 
To those who think their writing ability is 
below par, it might be well to mention that 

the editors and the other readers are interested 
in what the writer has to say, and not in the 

way he says it. (This letter serves conelu- 

sively, I should think, to illustrate that point.) 

If more of us became writers to, as well as 

readers of, our trade publications, all of us 

would benefit immeasurably.

Exhibitions 

Northwestern Crafts 

A comprehensive show of recent work by 

craftsmen from Washington, Oregon, Idaho, 

Montana, and British Columbia, was held re- 

cently in the University of Washington Henry 

Gallery in Seattle. The purpose of the com- 

petition was to encourage original and con- 

temporary design in the crafts and to bring

these to the attention of the public. It was 

interesting to see how far public acceptance 

has gone in the direction of the purely useful 

object accepted as worthy of serious esthetic 

appreciation. The curator of the gallery spoke 
for the general public as well as the informed 

preserver of artistic traditions when he said 
that before this exhibition he too had the 

usual myopia toward the entire field of con- 

temporary craftsmanship. He realizes now 

that the crafts are not a pastime but a way of 

life, and that the creators of these objects are 
as dedicated to the artistic principles as pro- 

ducers of so-called “serious art.” By offering 
sizable cash awards for the best work, a con- 

siderable incentive was added to the idea of 
entering the show. 

Contemporary British Design 

A new traveling show, “Design From Britain,” 

(see the Calendar), is now touring America 
under the auspices of the Smithsonian Institu- 

tion. The first of its kind to tour the United 
States and Canada since the Modern British 
Crafts in 1945, it may be a bit disappointing 

though still of interest. The leadership of 
England since the days of the Industrial Revo- 

lution and the pioneering done by Prince 

Albert in the Crystal Palace Exhibition of 

1851 in demonstrating industrial art makes 

the spectator hope for much more than he is 
offered in this show. About 185 objects in 
glass, textiles, metal, paper, and 

furniture, representing all the machine-made 
as well as hand-crafted processes, may offer 

a cross section of what is going on in England, 

but the general impression is one of ennui. 

Obviously the current leadership in industrial 

ceramics, 

design is in continental and American hands, 

and this a fallow period in British design.

Religious Rouaults 

The giant retrospective show in 1945 of the 

paintings of the modern French Georges 

Rouault is now brought up to date by the 
Museum of Modern Art. Many of the 160 
works presented this time were not available 

then owing to the war, and this is the first 
opportunity to see about a third of them in 

America. Despite his advanced age, the eighty- 

two year old painter is still renewing his style. 

Most ecrities agree in the evaluation of Rouault’s 

continual artistic and spiritual development 
of his remarkably sympathetic humanitarian 
themes. The present show will remain on view 
until May 31. During the first week of the 

exhibition, Edgar Wind, Professor of Art and 

Philosophy at Smith College gave an_ illus- 

trated lecture at the museum on “Traditional 

Religion and Contemporary Art,” a subject in 
harmony with the general tenor of the entire 

life work of Rouault.

Art in Bombay. The paintings in the show 

reveal little of either an excess of exoticism 

or an upsurge of aggressive nationalism. As yet, 

the contemporary painting of the new India is 

in an experimental stage. The eclecticism of 

its style is reminiscent of Latin American, 

perhaps owing to its use of mythology and 

decorative qualities, rather than the more 

obvious origin of all modern borrowing, the 

School of Paris. Handicrafts for the show were 

selected from the different districts, and repre- 

sent the varied traditions as well as the ma- 

terials and techniques of manufacture which 

enrich the Indian heritage. In all of the work 

shown there is a vitality and the expression 

of a sense of change and growth without 

abandoning the national artistic entity of the 

old India. As a special observance of India- 

America Cultural Week in April, the Metro- 

politan Museum presented a survey of nine 

centuries of East Indian painting, mostly of 

the Mughal period of the sixteenth century, 

but jewelry, painted cottons, and other orna-

ments were included as well. Relating the 

events of the week were programs of Indian 

music, and lectures, some of them organized 

by the Information Service of the Government 

of India. 

Young Designers 

A survey sponsored by the Akron Art Institute 

and the magazine Living For Young Home- 

makers made an effort to seek out and en- 

courage the young designers who are making 

valuable contributions to the home furnishings 

field. The results of the search were displayed 
until April 26th in the Akron Art Institute 

and featured in the April issue of Living. Not 
a few of the participants were teams of hus- 
band and wife who are working together in 

their own shops, often making a_ full-time 

career of design. Textiles, lamps, ceramics, 

furniture, and metal accessories were the main 

divisions of the show, increasing the number 

of well designed inexpensive articles of fur- 

nishings for the shopper. Edith Brazwell 

Evans, Editor-in-Chief of Living magazine 

said: “We feel that young designers need the 
encouragement of recognition, and our en-

Building 

Venezuelan Rockefeller Center 

Caracas, the four hundred year old capital of 

Venezuela, is undergoing a startling transfor- 

mation. A 24-building, three-hundred-million- 

dollar project is being constructed by a pub- 

lie corporation, and it is now over one fourth 

completed. Named the Avenida Bolivar in 

honor of Simon Bolivar, the George Wash- 

ington of Venezuela, it resembles Rockefeller 

Center in the complexity of the undertaking.

One mile long in the center of the city, the 

commercial buildings are arranged on either 

side of an eight-lane superhighway, with 
traffic on four levels. A continuous covered 

walk wiil shelter pedestrians as they stroll and 
window shop along the street level smart shop- 

ping center. Underground parking facilities 

and a bus terminal are already in use. 

More About South America 

Owned by Colombians, but built and managed 

by Wallace Whittaker of Intercontinental 
Hotels, is the new Tequedama, a four-hundred- 

room hotel in Bogota. It will be the first 

heated hotel in Colombia. Holabird, Root. 

and Burgee of Chicago collaborated with the 

architects who actually built the hotel, Cuellar 
Cerrano Gomez and Company. Nine blocks 

from the center of the city, it faces a small 

park, the San Diego Plaza, and is framed by 

a mountain rising behind it. Furnishings in 
the hotel came mostly from the Orsenigo 

Company in Westerly, Rhode Island. Most of 
these were flown in directly in order to avoid 

the delays, transferring, and stevedore ex- 

penses of the long rail, truck, ship, and river 
steamer route. Since the Intercontinental 

Hotel Corporation is a subsidiary of the Pan 
American World Airways, it was natural to 

consider air as the most effective system for 

transporting equipment to the eight million 
dollar building. It will be formally opened 
in May. Another recently completed project 

is the three million dollar Laguna Beach Club 

in Tanaguarena, Venezuela, about thirty miles 
from Caracas. The fifteen story club is ori- 

ented to the sea, with nearly every room in 
the shallow, slab-like structure overlooking 

the beach. Each of the 104 rooms has already 

been sold on a life-time membership basis. 
This is the first residential hotel project of 

this type in Latin America. The architects 

were both trained in the United States: Juan 
Andre Vega at Massachusetts Institute of Tech- 

nology, Julian Ferris at the University of 

Texas.

Lighting 

Skylights Revised 

The development of a new system for top- 

lighting schools, industrial, commercial, and 
other types of buildings has been announced 

by the Kimble Glass Company, a subsidiary 
of Owens-Illinois Glass Company. Known as 

the Kimble Toplite System, it consists of 

panels of glass units and aluminum, which are 

factory fabricated and delivered ready for 

installation. The Toplite units limits and con- 
trols the amount of daylight and solar heat 
transmitted through and contains prisms de- 

signed to soften and distribute light. It affords 

excellent insulation during winter as well as 
in summer. In a mock-up classroom erected on 

the roof of the Engineering Research Insti- 

tute at the University of Michigan, Toplite 
was used as the only source of daylight and 

provided adequate amounts even on an over- 

cast day. 

ABC’s of Lighting 

A new pamphlet written by Edythe Polster, 
a writer of educational literature for children 

and adults, has been issued by Westinghouse. 
“The Story of Johnny One-Light and Mary 

Even-Glow” is a gaily illustrated 24 page 

booklet teaching the young folk the ABC's 
of good lighting. Even though the lighting of 

schools and libraries is constantly being im- 
proved, lighting experts believe that the for- 
mation of good lighting habits in the home 

will safeguard children against eyestrain and 
later sight difficulties. Copies of the booklet

A.I.D. Conference 

The twenty-second conference of the American 

Institute of Decorators held at the Waldorf- 

Astoria in New York is over for another year. 

By all official nose countings, attendance at 

the events and, in particular, public inspection 

of the exhibitions was far below that of last 

year. This may be accounted for mainly by 

the scheduling which placed the A.I.D. in the 
early part of the week of holidays for two 

great religious groups and not by any wide 

disapproval or disinterest in the theme. 

Awards 

One of the most valuable contributions of 

A.LD. is its annual sponsorship of design 
competitions. Because of the importance of 

the idea as well as the high quality of the 

designs themselves a listing of the winners 

is in order, although illustration and descrip- 

tions of each item cannot be included in this 

report.

Any More Problems? 

The most lively session of the A.I.D. was the 
afternoon decorating revue staged by William 
Pahlmann in the Grand Ballroom of the Wal- 

dorf. Members of the A.I.D. revealed hidden 
dramatic talent as they appeared on stage with 
thespians from the American Theater Wing 

in a series of dramatic sketches presenting the 
decorator at work, beset by popular miscon-. 

ceptions about his role in life. Although it 
was primarily a stage presentation for the 

public, it was particularly amusing to _pro- 
fessional decorators for the exaggerations 

were extreme but entertaining. During the 
afternoon, a number of speakers were pre- 

sented. Dr. Howard A. Rusk, Director of 
Physical Medicine and Rehabilitation of New 
York University and Bellevue Medical Center 
spoke on “The Value of Environment in Re- 
habilitation.” emphasizing the importance of 
color and beauty in the lives of the injured 

and the congenitally disabled. The use of 
familiar animal decorations to reduce chil-

He spoke 

on the importance of preserving the nineteenth 

and twentieth centuries as well as the more 

remote past, the value of the decorative arts 

collection in our great museums, and the dif- 

ficulties of making judgments about good and

After Mr. Finley had outlined the history 
of the long movement for preserving monu- 

ments of artistic and historic importance, 

Hardinge Scholle, consultant for the National 

Trust for Historic Preservation, illustrated 

the special projects of the foundation by show- 

ing thrilling colored slides of familiar Ameri- 

‘an shrines. Formerly well-known as a speaker 

when he was Director of the Museum of the 

City of New York, Scholle’s speech was joy- 

ously anticipated. Vastly entertaining were 
his reports on the struggles of the National 

Trust to fight against the cause of the des- 

perately needed parking lot space in the at- 
tempt to prevent erosion of our natural heri- 

tage. He urged all of his listeners to become 

vigilante committees when some building of 
historic value is about to fall under the un- 
thinking axe of destruction. Mr. Scholle cited 

Stratford as one self-supporting historical 
monument, urging the imitation of its efforts 

in other parts of the country. 
Architect Ralph Walker’s speech was entitled 
“Urbanity of Form,” and he told his audience 
that each period of great art has produced 

great interiors, and that the art of conversation 
has produced urbane interiors. Mr. Walker 
associates the slovenly manners of the present 
with the present tendencies in interior design, 

but forgets that the standards of our time have 

changed. In attacking the sterility and the 

meagerness of the furnishings of our time, he 

cavalierly ignored the fact that for the first 

time in history, good design is available to a 

wide public.

choose a site for the type of house which you

have chosen because you like it best, and 
how to plan various rooms, keeping in mind 

such practical matters as leaving ample room 

to swing the cue around the billiard table in 

the Rec room. There is lots and lots of de- 
tailed dope on foundations, roof construction, 

working drawings, etc., apparently for the 

benefit of the Sunday putterers who are trying 

to get a start in the contracting business. It 
includes: formulae for calculating the load 
on wood girders; diagrams of typical lintel 
problems; details of various artificial tiles 

for bathrooms, showing which moldings of 

what size go where; and cross-sections of 

various wood panelings (Early American, 
Fireside, Paul Revere, and Streamlined are 

among the stylish ones this season). 

The trouble with books like this one, com- 

piled by technicians who get lost as soon as 

they leave their own back yard, is that they 

stir a certain amount of common sense and 

common knowledge into caldrons of unen- 

lightened nonsense. Written in language mono- 

syllabic enough for a devotee of Dick Tracy, 
with the snappiest illustrations since the mor- 

ticians’ journal Casket was laid to rest by 

Sunnyside, this book’s facts and proposals are 

more likely to amuse (or depress) you than 

to inform you. The total effect, though, is to 

make the Levitt Brothers look like prophets 

gracing Long Island on a Mission of Mercy.

Seen on the breakfast table, 

on a May morning. 

On a May night 

For May wol have no slogardye a-night. 

The Season priketh every gentil herte, 

And maketh him out of his sleep to sterte.* 

The other night, for no discernible reason except a buried unwillingness to adjust 

to daylight-saving, we woke with a start—just such a start as Chaucer described 

when he set the stage for the mischief of “The Knight’s Tale.” Not uncomfortable. 

only restless, with that ancient but by no means unpleasant restlessness of May, 

and content to watch the vague thoughts drift in with the moonlight and the sound 

of the cats. 

The same moonlight that silvered the Acropolis. The same cats, almost, that the 

Pharaohs petted. Some things change, others don’t. The ancient Egyptians knew and 

enjoyed beer, and miraculously engineered huge pyramids, but hadn’t the arch, though 

they slept in beds with torturous neck rests and sometimes sat in chairs, very Empire, 

with hooved feet. In Islamic times they got along without chairs, like the Arabs, except 

for the recent kings, who have surrounded themselves with the gaudiest western 

furniture that money could buy. 

The last of them, ex-king Farouk. is notorious for his bad taste in all things (his 

recently disclosed private art collection turned out to be a collection of calendars 

without the calendars). We were surprised, however, to find one exception to his almost 

unerring affinity for the vulgar. This is his imposing Alfa-Romeo automobile designed 

by the inspired Pinin Farina of Milan and illustrated in a book on European sports 

cars that has just been published in response to the American craze for these poetic 

if not very utilitarian creations. Not ideal for driving mother-in-law and the kids to 

the supermarket, but what lines, what chromeless perfection, what elegantly hooded 

humming power! Pure joy for a May night and worth every penny! 

The Pilgrims to Chaucer’s Canterbury enjoyed their ride too. If they jogged along 

on donkeys and palfreys, it was not for want of fervor to reach their holy destination; 

hay-fueled transport was the best they had. There has been a noticeable speed-up in 

travel since then, and the passage of six hundred years has altered Chaucer’s England 

beyond recognition. Time has also tinkered with the English language, which is why 

it takes us so long to decipher his quaintly spelled verses. 

Some things change, others don’t. Of the things that change, some improve and 

others merely change. The sciences progress, and the arts only change, sometimes 
for better and sometimes for worse. And when you get into a field like this one, which 

is a compound of the material and the artistic, it’s not too easy to tell what is 

going on. 

On the road to Canterbury the pilgrims stopped at a tavern and cut their meat at 

a board set on trestles, whilst seated on planks. But Canterbury Cathedral was and 

still is glorious. The pilgrims saw with eyes like ours and sat, we are told, with very 

similar posteriors. But it is comforting, this May night, to know that six hundred 
years ago, a jolly poet who did not dream of this new world or of cars or of anything 

else around us, wrote quite truly of how we would start up this May night, and of how 

we would feel.—0.C. 73

Oriented southeast (i.e. away from the sun) the Bardis’ habitable observatory focuses on Sdo Paulo. 

To live a well-adjusted life in the house 

shown here, one probably needs a blend 

of patrician temperame:it, poetic outlook, 

and ceremonious habit. That this com- 

bination does not come easily in the 

three-kids-and-parakeet family package 

coes not concern us here. What matters is 

that it comes easily and pleasurably to the 

owners who, in a handy package of their 

own, represent both client and architect. 

Lina Bo Bardi, an Italian architect now 

practicing in Brazil. designed the house 

for herself and her husband, Director of 

Sao Paulo’s Museu de Arte. Her purpose 

was neither to honor the dictates of a 

School nor to interpret someone else’s 

reed for four walls with plumbing. Her 

motive was to make a creative statement 

of her feelings about shelter. That. of 

course, is what distinguishes architecture 

from mere building. As Mrs. Bardi put 

it. “The point was to have a place physi- 

cally sheltered from rains and winds, but 

sharing the poetry and ethics to be found 

even in a storm—disregarding the usual 
‘protections .”

Disregarding, as well, the traveled routes 

to “natural” design—husky details, hand- 

hewn camouflage, ct al—Mrs, Bardi con- 
tacted the outdoors with singular absence 

of compromise: a house which shares 

nature without simulating it. She did all 

this on a hill above Sao Paulo where, in 

the thick of rambling foliage, she lightly 

dropped a house of crystal. In its Swiss- 

precision finishes, its steely textures, its 

respectful perch, nothing obscures the 

fact that it is an artificial outpost. From 
the total weightlessness of its lucid form 

to the last gleaming chip in the mosaic 

floor. nothing opposes its mathematical 

classicism. Yet. far from being cut and 

cried, the total effect suggests the poetic 

flight of imagination which was the archi- 

tect’s purpose. This is the roost of an 

enlightened cliffdweller: no longer at the 

mercy of the elements, she does not turn 

her back on them, but dares participate 
in the excitement of storms and winds. 

Though, as they say. every man’s house 

is a castle. the Bardis’ castle in the air 

has remained a house in spirit. It is a

light as Amboise is ponderous, as open- 
minded as the Escorial is closed, as de- 

fenseless as any alcazar is panoplied. 

Schematically, it starts out as a clear 

rectangle of solids and voids. A platform 
of two thin concrete slabs extends hori- 

zontally from the hill, rather like an 
oblong balloon held to earth by the slim- 
mest moorings: ten gray lally columns. 

These skewer the floor and roof, unob- 

trusively fixing the slabs in space with- 
out negating their forward thrust into 
open contact with sun, air, view and trees. 

Held between the slabs on three sides, like 

teeth between grinning jawbones, rec- 
tangular steel frames stretched with glass 
demarcate the living area with the gen- 
tlest suggestion of enclosure. The frames 
themselves are divided by a thin hori- 
zontal strip, giving the panes dignified 
proportions and, not incidentally, remind- 
ing view-inebriated guests not to march 

through the glass out into the night. 

On the fourth side of the rectangle site 

and structure come together, cordially but 
without fraternal backslapping. The open 

cage suddenly solidifies into a bedroom 
wing, as sequestered as its counterpart is 

exposed. Small windows in each chamber 

face north on a quiet interior garden, 

across which the service wing is also 

oriented north. Closing the patio at the 

west is a kitchen, a direct circulation link 

between the introverted and extroverted 

parts of the house. 
By orienting the living area southeast 

(away from the sun) the architect has 

eschewed the use of overhangs. In the 

humid climate of Sao Paulo, she points 

out, direct sunlight indoors is desirable 

to combat mildew, which runs rampant 

during extended rainy sieges. For morn- 

ings when sun does prove too brilliant, 

white vinylite draw-curtains are adequate 

buffers. 
Even when the whole outdoors hangs 

visible like so much printed fabric, a 

more tangible indoor-outdoor transition 

sometimes assumes urgency. This prob- 

lem has been met by a simple change of 

level. Descent from olympian heights to 

terra firma is accomplished by granite 

stepping stones (of the main stairway) 

leading from the living room to a look- 

out landing, then to a terrestrial garden 

shaded by the house. There, adjoining 

a carport and a recessed terrace, a second 

patio takes shape: a hollow square. 

scooped out of the roof and floor and 

glass-in between them, becomes a sus- 

pended orangerie into which tropical flora 

rise in miraculous abundance. Besides 

trapping a corner of nature in the living

back. 
As if cranked up on a giant philodendron, 

the roof arches slightly above this patio. 
The resulting slope propels rain into gut- 

ters, from which it then waterfalls from 

two jutting conduits. (These are gelibly 
painted red, as if to reincarnate the deco- 
rative role of the bygone gargoyle.) Such, 

at least, is the practical explanation. But 

function is a many-sided coin; another 

drainage system could have been chosen 
if the slope did not serve an esthetic func- 
tion too. Here its visual purpose .s to 

punctuate a long sentence. The drop of 
the roof in front balances and contains 

the elongated line of the house, terminat- 
ing an otherwise infinite horizontal thrust 

with a quiet, finite period.

Facade at right 

painted red. ts Jlass-wool insulated iron plate, 

Pierced by the patio and the entry, the 

living area itself is a continuous bracket- 

shaped space.

Though 

given few positive duties by the furnish- 

ings, this living space is no more nebu- 

lous in function than the Royal Box at 

Convent Garden. It is the focal point of 

the design, where the architect’s purpose 

culminates in one grandiose adventure: 

a balcony just a pane of glass from nature. 

It is a promontory, commanding cities, 

hills and roads through immense binocu- 

lars with varying views and focuses. (One 

is not hard put to imagine ceremony here.

The Bardis’ generous use of antiques in 

the living area points up the suitability of 

handsome furniture—regardless of period 

—when set off in a space free of compet- 

ing ornament. The aristocratic bearing of 

these particular pieces—massive, richly 

carved mementos of the Italian renais- 

sance—is appropriate to the architecture. 

Even so, to match the bravado of the float- 

ing space, the scale of the furnishings 

could safely be more extravagant, their 

weight more dominant, and their place- 

ment more emphatically rhythmic. As it is 

they drift, understated and overwhelmed. 

In the ultimate, happy solution of this 
interior, we hope the appointments will 

be as visually daring, and their arrange- 

ment as precise, as the fine architecture 

which surrounds them.—J.F.M.

Cuba! Sun, surf, flowers, gourds, festivity. 

So brag the brochures, accurately enough 

for the transient vacationist, no doubt. 

Of equal concern to the year-round resi- 

dent, though, are the little-advertised by- 

products of Cuba’s: heat, glare, rain, 

even termites. Such, at any rate, were the 

conditions which engaged the efforts of 

Cuban architects Guerra and Mendosa, 

collaborating with William Pahlmann 

Associates on the design of the luxury 

Havana home shown here. 

The execution of this roomy, roaming 
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hacienda, we are told, represents a pin- 
nacle of cooperation between architect 

and interior designer. Almost before the 

architects had opened to their page of the 
assignment, Pahlmann had begun formu- 
lating his interior strategy, by dint of 

which most of the structural details could 

be molded to the spirit of the decorative 

scheme. The stairwell, for example 

(right), free-hanging ceilings, built-in 
features and a network of recessed lights 

were inserted at the blueprint stage—

On three levels, the building’s large in- 
terior space is distributed thus: on the 

street level a foyer, office-library, and 

kitchen-service wing; on the second floor, 

flush with the west garden, living and 

dining areas, guest room, foyer, and recre- 

ation area. On the top floor numerous 

bedrooms are arrayed around a third 

foyer which adjoins a serving pantry (the 

house has two, plus kitchen) and an 

elevator (the house has two, plus stair- 

way), and is pierced by the spiraling 

stairwell with its bulb-bearing tree.

Antique and contemporary furnishings collaborate in both living room above and play room below. 

Equilibrium from many tensions: a painterly house 

With plainest rectangles as general shapes, 

architect Abraham W. Geller designed a 

house of exceptional artistry, both inside 

and out; outside, by facing up to the most 
crucial subtleties of proportion, direction 
of ostensible pull, and relative conduct 

of varied colors and materials, and by 

laying unusually high responsibility for 
the house’s plastic effect on detailing: and 
inside, by the same efforts plus a meticu- 

lous regard for beautiful furniture and 

decorations. The excellence of the archi- 

tecture did not come as an automatic 

adjunct with its expression of interior 

roles—for function can just as well be 

expressed uglily—but the design is quite 

attuned to those roles, and, in its general 

pattern, grew out of attention to them. 

The near-future resident—the house will 

be ready next month—is an old client of 

Geller’s. he being Richard Barnes, or Dick 

of Al & Dick’s, a celebrated New York 

restaurant designed four years ago by the 

firm of Nemeny & Geller (J/nteriors. 

March 1949). A man of property and 

wide acquaintance, Barnes wanted a gra- 

cious and formal house with abundant 

space for entertaining, and practical areas 

separate, as if they didn’t exist at all 

while people were at bridge or cocktails 

or talk. 

On the upper floor, bedrooms and baths 

recline behind a solid wall. punctured 

only by an ordinary door, usually closed. 

in the middle; and below, service sections 

are again marked off by opaque walls. 

The remaining two-thirds (counting ter- 

races) of the house are devoted to high- 

style living. The half-acre Long Island 

lot owns a grand bay view that insisted 

on favor in the plan, so living, dining. 

and sleeping sections are on the second 

floor, for better vantage points. Down- 

stairs. a giant recreation room, with bar, 

fireplace, game-dining table, and art col- 

lection, extends east-west through the 

house, and, like the living room, adjoins 

a house-width terrace at the south end. 

The four main divisions of the house— 

living-dining, recreation, sleeping, and 

service—are almost equally approachable 

from the entrance, centered on the long 

east wall. near where a staircase opens up 

the second level. 
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In living room, nine-foot-wide fireplace of white plaster is embellished with an 

antique clock on hood, mirror on side. Exposed steel beam in rear runs around 

periphery of the house, will, in late change of plans, be black.

of the tension, yet calm balance, that chor- 

acterizes the house. Unsupported at mid-plit- 

form, it is welded, at bottom, beneath the foun- 

dation floor, the first flight then acting in coin- 

pression; and, at top, to the wall, the second 

flight acting in tension. Sections at lett. 

While the client wanted the view unsub.- 

dued, he would have no all-glass house, 

either. For functional reasons, as well as 

compositional ones, Geller divided glass 
and masonry masses in a strongly vertical 

dispensation, allowing at once an im- 

agined projection into nature through 

floor-to-ceiling invisibility (and also op- 
portunities to duck back inside) and, es- 

thetically, a counterpoise to the house's 

inherently horizontal proportions, The 
tension of these contrary pulls results in— 
or, better, is—the kind of equilibrium 

that was Geller’s superconscious intent 

throughout. His greatest admiration is for 
the calm, light equipoise of Japanese de- 

sign, achieved, out of proud independence 

of individual parts, by manipulating pro- 

portions, and directions of lines, into a 
constant balance; and the more tense, the 

more precarious, the balance, the more its 

quietude, as a seesaw is stillest when its 
projections are most dramatically unsup- 

ported, thrusting straight out. 
Geller likens the facades and the interior 

shell of the Barnes house to a juggling act, 

where each of the balls has an exciting 

life of its own but is controlled to function 

in a larger scheme. This scheme being 

composed, in its tangibles, only of this 

ball and others just as conspicuous, any 

possibility of something else again—like 
a juggling act—must lie in their relation- 

ships, and must come from an underlying 

law that remains constant no matter the 

business of its subjects so long as they 
trespass not; a ball may suddenly be 

tossed twice as high as usual and still not 

disturb the cosmos, if properly accounted 

for. 

Geller’s balancing act, being a matter of 
design, had to be done with line, propor- 

tion, and color. On the long facades. the 

horizontality is emphasized by full panels 

of uncut brick and by a roof that slopes 

so gradually as to seem quite flat and rest- 

ing lightly atop the frame. The contrast 
between the innate looks of warm gray 

ceramic brick and cold, transparent glass 

makes the verticality of their juxtapost- 

tions a taut counterpull against that hori- 

zontality.

BREGER-SALZMAN, ARCHITECTS 

It was not so illogical at all that the 

powers-that-be at Grosfeld House should 

pick New York architects William Breger 

and Stanley Salzman to design their latest 

modern collection. The team collaborated 

a few years earlier on a group that has 

won wide favor from Grosfeld customers 

and still continues high on the list of 

good sellers at the East 58th Street furni- 

ture menagerie. 

Messrs. B. and S. sought something dif- 

ferent for this second collection. Whereas 

their first line is relaxed, informal, even 

casual, if we may borrow a trio of overly- 

favored adjectives from the consumer 

journals, the current group of 35 pieces 

or so sets out to be more elegant and is 

enriched with lavish accent splurges that 

give it a subtle but certain sophistication. 

For one thing the wood is walnut with a 

fine oil-rubbed finish, a luxury touch in 

itself since so much of the wood around 

bears such a disturbing shiny gloss.

Breger-Salzman put their new line into 
four specially designed rooms — white- 

walled, uncluttered and bare enough to 

show off to good advantage the admirable 
qualities of the furniture itself.—D.B.

Switeh for Finland House 

Finland House has now pretty much aban- 

doned its other pursuits to concentrate on food 

(on the ground floor) and lighting (in a new 

showroom on the third floor of the Finland 

House building, 41 East 50th Street, New York 

22.) The new lighting locale, designed by 

George Raustiala and Gerald Muscott, is a 

pretty one indeed, with walls palely painted or 

covered with light, warm Finnish woods.

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photographs. What numerous photographers have not 

learned, Mumford’s rumblings notwithstanding, is how to 

capture the spatial character of those photogenic buildings. 
In the light of today’s shift to architectural photography, 

often by cameramen who are at home with Miss Rheingold 

in front of the lens but who slip out of focus over an in- 

terior’s more static demands, it is timely that an experi- 

enced photographer should raise the issue in a big volume 
abounding with his own photographs. 

Mr. Cleveland makes several points from which any lens- 
hound can benefit, among them the question of “relating” 

spaces, walls and rooms to tell a story, and of height of 

the camera (or rather lack of height) to minimize distor- 

tion and emphasize the true spatial sense of a room. Mr. 

Cleveland underestimates, perhaps, the value of the sim- 

ple profile or head-on shot in photographic representation, 
and at times overestimates the need for super-shadowy 
contrasts. He tends toward generalization rather than 

visual concentration in his pictures; in fact, the abundance 

of cluttery, undistinguished interiors in his illustrations 

tends to discredit the logic of his discourse. Nonetheless, 
it is worth reading and ruminating—whether you take 

pictures or merely employ someone else to do it for you. 
The author has thoughtfully included data on floodlight 

placement, tips and tilts of the camera, and the objects 
included in the photographed rooms.—J.F.M.

Mr. Walker said that most modern interiors made it ap- 
pear that people who live in them had done all of their 
eating in “diners,” their loving in bordellos, and their 
reading in bus stations. Moreover, he fell into the usual 
trap of assuming that the absence of ornament in the 
modern interior is a symbol of the totalitarian point of 
view, overlooking completely the record which clearly 
demonstrates that the official attitudes of Russia, Nazi 
Germany, and Fascist Italy were consistently inhospitable 
to the modern idiom in all of its manifestations. Many of 
the points raised in Mr. Walker’s address were of general 

concern and suggested a few points which needed further 

discussion, or at least a peek over to the other side of the 

fence. 

William T. Snaith, President of Raymond Loewy Asso- 

ciates, was the last speaker at the educational meeting, 

and, as a result, was placed in the difficult position of 

rebuttal speaker for the preceding speaker. Mr. Snaith 

talked about souls, esthetics, and methods, and finally about 

people in relation to modern architecure. His remarks were 

of interest, for although he stands for the viewpoint of 

modern architecture, he leveled severe criticisms at the 

“Boiler plate” apparitions masquerading as modern. He 

suggested too that perhaps the purely esthetic point of 

view has been over-valued, and that a new room might 

be added to the American home, a room to be “looked at,” 

and in it one must “place the chairs that capture all of 

the poetry of Hans Arp and Alexander Calder but which 

leave a tyrannical impress of its personality on the bottom 

Announcing...

Architects at the Barricade

Interviewed on the radio Faye Emerson Hour were Alice 
Winchester, editor-in-chief of Antiques, and Jens Risom, 
designer of contemporary furniture. A good many listeners 
may have been astonished to hear the two principals in 
agreement on so many points, not worlds apart viewing 

the orbit of the other with horror. A difference of opinion 

did develop over the use of reproductions of antiques.

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stroyed by the Luftwaffe in 1940, was revealed by Life 
Magazine March 21. After years of indecision and after 

studying 218 plans, the Reconstruction Committee has 

made one of the most appalling choices of a decade marred 

by atrocities. Further defiling the ruins of the old cathe- 
dral, a large open porch will be built adjacently and at 

right angles as the entrance into the new structure. 
Any similarity to the previous building ends with the use 

of the same pink local stone as facing material, in this 
instance, over a steel and concrete foundation and vaulting 

system. The harsh angularity of the elevation in the 

Spence design, zig-zagged into banks of windows screened 

by grilles, suggests the grimace of a motor car radiator 

approaching head-on. The function of the window wall, we 

are informed, is to reduce glare into the eyes of the con- 

gregation and to direct light toward the altar on which 

will stand the charred cross from the bombed-out shrine. 
Introducing one authentic historical note into an other- 
wise crude concept, the apsidal end wall will be tradi- 

tionally flat as in most English churches, a survival of 

the geometric barbarian motifs of Early English art. 
In imitation of the medieval monastic guild Chapter 

House, whose purpose was quite different, there will be 
a small circular chapel for the labor crafts of twentieth 

century industrialized Coventry. 
Restoration of the cathedral “as it was” is neither feasible 
nor desirable. There is no quarrel with the committee on 

the decision to allow the gutted fragment to stand as a 

fitting war memorial, perhaps in time to inspire reflection 
like another Tintern Abbey. But the construction of a 

building of unrelieved ugliness in both proportion and 
detail, ill-suited to the historic site, is an unforgivable 

desecration.

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new homestead. With its slate terrace floor, its local field- 

stone retaining walls, and the barn beams, the house comes 

by its Colonial flavor honestly, natively—by authentic 

inheritance as it were. The shingled, ridged roof is the 

natural solution for the climatic conditions, though the 

nicely handled white board-and-batten siding represents a 

compromise between intentions and budget. 

What Kiley would have preferred to do was to leave the 

built-up sides of the clipped together 8” x 8” beams un- 

covered, both inside and out. Irregularities and inserts 

made this impractical. Inside they were flushed and left 

exposed, but outside they were covered first with No. 15 

paper and with boards and battens—which has the addi- 

tional advantage of being a slow-burning construction. 

The views to the northeast are extensive and the ground 

drops off dramatically there. The living room windows 

on that side therefore are of fixed glass and drop to the 

floor, and the porch which surrounds the entire living 

and kitchen area is unfenced at that point.

over and extends out as far as possible. Roughly half of 
the first floor rests over an excavated basement; the rest 
rests on lally columns. A meandering retaining wall that 

wanders out from under the middle of the long, boat-shaped 

structure marks the division between the half which rests 
on soil and that which is lifted. Most of the ground under- 

neath is an open terrace, except for a small space which 
has been curtained with wood, a small door being placed 

next to the retaining wall. This door is the entrance, the 
“front door” of the house, and the enclosed portion of this 

terrace is the entrance hall. Within it is a staircase con- 

sisting of 2” maple boards resting within a beam frame 

that resembles a corncrib. This takes you up spang to the 

middle of the living room, so that there is no loss of 

interior floor space for the sake of a stair. Since there is 

a trap to close the living room floor, and two other ways 

to get upstairs, this is not as impractical as it may at first 

seem. 

The terrace is shielded by a fieldstone wall that protects 

an outdoor fireplace and then proceeds to rise through the 

floor of the living room, where it backs up the living room 

fireplace, to emerge through the roof as a chimney. Clearly 

perceptible through the generous glass of the living room, 

it serves as a visual as well as a structural anchor to the 

floated front of the house. This fireplace wall is the far 

boundary of the casual or informal entertainment area, 

which at its greatest encompasses both indoor and outdoor 

space and which is bounded—when a tricky series of slid- 

ing walls are pushed aside—by another, smaller stone 

fireplace wall invisible in the excavated depths of the base- 

ment, but also rising upstairs.

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the small wood-enclosed entrance room that divides the 
enclosed basement from the open terrace. The eggcrate 
screen which divides the entrance room from the enclosd 

basement can be slid open; and so can the wood wall 

between the entrance room and the outdoor terrace. Open 

all the doors and you have a party room half in and half 

out of doors running 55 feet long from fireplace to fire- 
place. If you don’t want indoor space you can close off the 
inner room, and in winter you can do without the outdoor 

terrace and still have the inner room plus the entrance 

hall and one fireplace. The Schaffers believe that the beer 

casks they intend to place in the inner room will be 

practical for storage and appropriate as decor. Continuity 

of the basement space, indoors and out, is maintained by 

the unity of flooring which is flagstone throughout. 

Another thoughtful touch is the low, hospitable, and pro- 

tective extension of the stone fireplace wall which outlines 

the south boundary of the terrace and is just the right 

height for sitting. 

The entrance hall has other attributes: the fixed wall near 

the entrance door is fitted as a ski rack, and the opposite 

wall is not solid as it seems, but folds also, this for the 

convenience of pool-bound bathers.

The built-in sofa along one wall ex- 

tends from fireplace to the environs of the radio and record 

player, after which comes the dining room. There is a 
long but thin-legged cocktail table which is important and 

decorative, being topped with a checkerboard of marble 
samples and decorated steel panels, also a rich carpet. 

Behind the sofa runs a line of heavy-framed natural wood 

windows.

tall, upright disposition tells out loud the structural fact 

of the house, too—that it is a product of steel technology 

—without feeling obliged to be modularly confessional 

about it. 

Geller approached the facades of the house as a painter 

looks upon a canvas: as a quantity of flat space that must 

be made to strike the eye as right, in toto and in parts. 

Individual elements are emphatically complete in them- 

selves. There is no sloppy diffusion where glass meets brick, 

even though setbacks are negligible; window frames, very 

narrow, are painted white, and then a black reveal occurs, 

stating the glass rectangles as glass rectangles of these 

proportions, and not mere, vaguer, areas of a transparent 

material.

The first sight on entering—an airy, apparently unsup- 

ported steel staircase, its floating treads painted black, its
