Sirs: 

Your whole issue on climate control and in- 

teriors was excellent and stimulating. I found 

no errors of importance in my area of com- 

petency, which is heating and air conditioning 

engineering. 

Undoubtedly, there are many irrational ele- 

ments in the area where architect and engi- 

neer should combine efforts. Certainly none 

of the common designs were based on good 

comfort engineering. For example, the Cape 

Cod affair is proof against low temperatures 

and high winds, but is not suited to the semi- 

tropical, windless climate prevailing in a good 

third of the United States. Your discussion 

properly suggests that cheap measures should 

be used to solve the problem. Refrigerated 

air conditioning is not available at a price 

in line with mass dwellings, nor will it ever 

be. It is a “spot” affair for a group of people 

sharing the high cost in a big building, or 

else it is a single (window) deal. 

The only cheap substitutes are 1) evaporation 

(desert) cooling, excellent’ in Greece and 

Arizona, and 2) well water, where available. 

Yet three-quarters of the job air conditioning 

can do, on the whole, can be done by time- 

honored devices. such as: trees and_ other 

sources of shade, stone or masonry walls, in- 

sulated roofs, light clothing, cold drinks, fans, 

cool colors, smooth textures, ete. (I do not 

include shorts for men if knee length woo! 

stockings are required.)

Because I received my architectural training 

in Europe and taught design in the United 

States, I feel quite at home in the interna- 

tional design field. I think that in this country 

much architectural as well as interior design- 

ing talent hides behind the term “designer.” 

Here’s power to your support of the artist- 

architect. which I think is a good general 

word for the breed. 

While I am at it, Pll venture a few remarks 

on your July issue: IT found Mr. Auerbach’s

speech agreeable, particularly if he has helped 

to calm down the minds which were strangely 

excited by Elizabeth Gordon. 
It seems to me that this excitement stems 

from an overly neurotic self-consciousness 

spreading in this country. Miss Gordon is 

preoccupied with what is “American” — or 

rather what she thinks is “American.” But 

this is not esthetic evaluation; it is social 

evaluation. Such an approach to design should 

be opposed on political grounds. 1 know from 

very sad experience that it was a mistake to 

fight Hitler’s criminal social ideas by arguing 

about his stupid architectural theories. They 
really have nothing to do with each other. 

That is why I question the importance of 
your statement in the July Editorial (“The 

Invisible House”) that the “great modern 

revolution is more American than foreign.” 

True enough, Adolf Loos who, in a sense, 

started the modern architectural revolution in 

from Europe got most of his inspiration 

America. Nevertheless, design cannot help 

expressing the cultural climate in which it is 

produced. Even though Europe and all coun- 

tries settled by Europeans are generally similar 

because of their common heritage and their 

joint pioneerdom in industrialism, they are 

not, and could not be, completely alike. Any- 

one who changes his cultural climate is af- 

fected by that change. Work done in this 

country by designers from Europe will be 

“Americanized,” will deviate from what they 

have done before. Whatever design elements 

ia their work remain unchanged express the 

industrialized civilization common to both 

Europe and America. 

Then again, the same design is differently 

evaluated in different countries, revealing deep 

gaps in understanding. By looking at things 

from your own angle and living situation, 

you transform with your eyes the meaning 

of a design which was originally seen against 

a different cultural background. American 

revivals of European styles, no matter how 

accurate in details, are quite different from 

their Old World prototypes. We are puzzled 

at what Russian architects see in ancient 

Greek buildings. American students have an 

entirely different idea of the Bauhaus than 

we used to have in Germany. I have seen 

some of my German visiting students mistake 
work of their fellow students for “American 

modern,” not realizing that they were looking 

at what Americans would call the “interna- 

tional style.” But ideas and forms are traded 

back and forth for the betterment of all of 

us, and they are molded according to different 

images in various parts of the world. Philis- 

tines resent this because of their peculiar 

brand of patriotism. It makes them feel 

inritated; they suspect some foreign power 

of attempting invasion; and they start looking 

for subversives. The music is all too familiar 

to one who like myself has escaped the fan- 

aticism of the Nazis.

Stronghold on the Hudson, solid and unassailable 
CHARLES WARNER, JR., AND WALKER FIELD, ARCHITECTS 

Though the guidebooks insist that the 

Chateau d’Amboise was built on a cliff 

for purposes of policing the river Loire 

and collecting taxes thereby, you begin 

to suspect, after climbing the sheer slope 

of masonry up to the ramparts of the 

castle itself, that kings and people like 

to live in high, commanding places just 

for the thrill of it. So it is with Walker 

Field’s citadel jutting from the palisades 

toward the Hudson river. Though the 

architect incidentally acquired a_ nice 

spot for sniping at passing Dayliners, 

the excitement of height and view and 

the satisfaction of defying gravity was 

the reason, and reason enough, for build- 

ing on a hill site. The impressive thing 

about this site is that you approach, as 

at Amboise, from below, with the struc- 

ture looming overhead in an exaggerated 

perspective which dramatizes the already 

forceful mass of stone and glass. If the 

ascent from driveway to living room, two 

flights and a hill above, is strenuous by 

modern (though not medieval) standards, 

the extra puff of effort merely magnifies 

the final reward of finding yourself in 

the treetops, 

To adapt this spot of sheer drama to 

normal living, Field carved into the slope 

and projected a deck over poured stone 

walls (not stone piled on stone, but con- 

crete and rock poured into a mold like 

a cake batter with giant raisins); under 

the deck he made room for a workshop, 

storeroom and foyer with stairs leading 

up to living and sleeping quarters. The 

impregnable look of the East facade, from 

below, is no stylistic bluff; inside too, 

carrying the concept to its logical end, 

the house is rugged enough to absorb the 

shocks and assaults of three growing chil- 

dren without mishap. Some architects 

would have used neat, pristine details 

and surfaces which, after the blows had 

fallen, could be smoothed back into im- 

peccability. Field did it his own way. 
with materials which look naturally rough 

and pleasingly indestructible — let the 

blows fall where they may. The effect of 

this interior is light, intimate, unfussy. 

with the particular charm of being both 

appropriate and straightforward. 

Perhaps the most serviceable feature of 

all is the plan: a children’s wing (three 

bedrooms and bath opening on a play- 
room) on the north, the parents’ bedroom 

and bath next to a study-living room 

on the south, and the kitchen linking 

them. The kitchen not only has a dress 

circle view of the river but adjoins an 

open terrace running between the play- 

room and living room, a handy middle 

eround for fair weather meals. (Though 

there is no formal dining room, a kitchen 

thus placed makes it easy to eat almost 

anywhere in or outside the house.) The 

prime advantage of the kitchen corridor 
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Midway on a slope, oriented east toward 

the Hudson, the house’s distinctive pro- 

file is produced by the cantilevered living 

room, double-glassed on three sides. Di- 

rectly under it is the entrance, with a 

foyer for leaving coats and galoshes be- 

fore proceeding upstairs. Upper windows 

facing camera belong to the master suite. 
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spacious playroom next to ’ Ore 



ayroom ts visible through glass walls from forward station in the living room. 

Master bedroom and dressing room at southernmost reach of the house 

(above) form a parents’ apartment next to the living room (below) 

which is linked by an intercom system to the children’s wing (for night 

vigils). Kitchen and open porch intervene. Note that the form-molded 

wall of local stone and concrete is logically carried into the living room 

where the stairwell starts, making a natural back for a river-oriented 

bench.

In every part of the world where people 
sit on raised seats instead of on the floor, 

millions—for more than three genera- 

tions—have planted their backs against 
the familiar wooden loops of the stand- 
ard Thonet “Vienna” chair . . . without 

bothering to give them a second glance. 
The Thonet has always been a mere util- 

ity, anonymous as a coffee mug, no more 
to be admired than a thick glass tumbler. 
When a proprietor bought it for his beer 

hall or restaurant it was not for Art’s 

sake, but because there was no cheaper. 
lighter, or more durable chair on the 
market. 

Yet this commonplace relic, so redolent 
of dingy libraries and Victorian ante- 
rooms—plus several of its prototypes, 
variations, and descendants — has been 

placed on view in New York’s glassily 

elegant Museum of Modern Art. More- 

over, the Museum went to the trouble 

of getting Enrico Peressutti, of the Italian 
architectural team of Belgiojoso, Peres- 

sutti, and Rogers, to design the exhibition. 

The occasion for this event is the hun- 

alexandre georges, unless otherwise indicated 
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dredth anniversary of Thonet Brothers, 
the firm manufacturing the chairs. But 
the reason for it is something else. Peres- 
sutti’s lighthearted setting helps to ex- 
plain that with the clarity of a revelation 
—important not only for what it tells us 
about Thonet as a technological inno- 
vator and industrial pioneer, which is 
well known, but for what it tells us about 

him as an artist, which has been rela- 

tively neglected.

No de- 
signer since has turned curves with such 

verve, except Mies, in the most beautiful 

of the metal chairs, and it is a testament 

to Thonet’s influence that this wonderful 

S is not a general characteristic of Mies’s. 

Perhaps we now are too self-conscious to 

turn such unabashed curlicues or fling such 

whiplashes and Spencerian flourishes. 
In any case, this inventive technician and 

successful businessman was one of the 

handful of genuine “originals” in the 

world of design. And his personality still 

dominates his descendants who, though 

developing other materials and _ other 

methods, still aim for his incisive artistic 

effects. Which is a very good thing, now 
that we are all so preoccupied with tech- 
nology anyhow.—0.G.

decorated the shabby interior of Notre 

Dame for the coronation. It was Percier 

who successfully restored the ancient co}- 
umn of the Emperor Trajan in Rome com- 
memorating his military victories. When 
Napoleon carried off the genuine-antique 
gold ponies from the dome of St. Mark’s 

in Venice. experienced archeologists Per- 

cier and Fontaine recreated a Roman tri- 

umphal arch in the Place du Carrousel in 

Paris to crown with them. And _ because 

every quadriga atop truly Roman arches 

had a cart behind the four-in-hand team, 

a chariot, body by Percier and Fontaine, 

not Fischer, was added. 

{t is interesting to see how Empire neo- 
classicism differs from the neo-classicism 

of the preceding French Louis Seize style 
and of Regency, that exact contemporary 
across the Channel. Percier and Fontaine, 

like the Adam brothers before them, and 

others since, leaned heavily upon the dis- 

coveries of Herculaneum and Pompeii. 

Had they fewer talents and less taste, the 
use of that somewhat unwieldy material 

might have been as catastrophic to their 

aims as the volcanic eruption which so 
miraculously preserved the originals. 
Neo-classicism in the manner of Louis 
XVI was one of indirection. Ancient mo- 
tifs were selected and used creatively as a 
point of departure, No one ever confused 
the finished product with its forebear. The 
differences from the ancient inspiration 
were always more striking than the simi- 
larities. Though formal, the English Re- 
gency style is less serious than the Em- 
pire. Its dignity is aristocratic, not im- 

perial. Its classicism has a gay and fanci- 
ful invention, with Hindu and Chinese 

elements added for extra spice. 
To digress a moment, Directoire and Em- 
pire had more in common than nationality 
and similar age. The Directory in France 
was a committee of five executives who 

governed France under the constitution 
of the First Republic from 1795 to 1799. 
(Napoleon contemptuously called it a 
government of lawyers.) These legal ten- 

ders of France did not establish an artis- 
tic style, but designers like Percier and 
Fontaine were already making furniture 
in the true Roman style, reminiscent of 
the Roman Republic. The military em- 
blems abound in it: swords. shields, ar-

The small-scaled elegant rooms with semi- 

circular ends, they designed in the man- 

ner of ancient Roman villas. They en- 

riched the elaborate Graeco-Roman vo- 

cabulary of motifs by adding the exotic 

discoveries made during the Napoleonic 

Campaign in Egypt. 

Because of their predilection for archi- 

tecture, the shapes and profiles of :mpire 

furniture take on the massive contour of 

architectonic forms regardless of how del- 

icate the actual scale of the piece. The 

commode shown with the columnar sides, 

Percier’s designs for the Egyptian-style 

clock and rolltop desk, demonstrate this 

singular feature of the Empire style. 

Because Percier and Fontaine were ex- 

perienced and successful furniture design- 

ers, their furniture reveals an understand- 

ing of manufacturing techniques and an 

awareness of certain production problems. 

The Empire style, for example, restricted 

ornamentation to the armrests, legs, and 

drawers. Formal relief patterns were 

stamped in gilded brass and appliqued or 

tacked to the rich dark red mahogany, 

the favorite Empire wood. This process, 

a labor-saving device, was discovered 

late in the eighteenth century by Gou- 

thiere. Thus Empire furniture was the 

first of the great traditional styles to be 

influenced by the methods of the Indus- 

trial Revolution, soon to overtake and 

overwhelm the whole craft. 

The textiles used in Empire interiors were 

usually smooth surfaced damasks with 

widely-spaced motifs in geometric dis- 

tribution, often in a diaper design, con- 

tinuing the neo-classic regard for the

GOOD DESIGN 

_ Herewith begins the second installment of — 
_ our photographic record of the Good De- 
sign selections added to the Merchandise 
Mart exhibit during the past June market. 
Last month’s installment recorded the 
show’s summer additions in furniture, 

floor coverings and sheer fabrics. In this 
installment the balance of the new selec- 
tions are recorded: drapery fabrics, up- 
holstery fabrics, lamps, accessories, table- 

wares, miscellaneous, kitchen and cleaning 

equipment and household appliances. Most 
of the items in these two photographic 
summaries are on view this month at the 
Museum of Modern Art in New York in a 

slightly curtailed exhibition of the Mer- 
chandise Mart semi-annual presentation, 
as has been the practice since the Gond 
Design show was initiated in 1950. 
Some vital statistics: This is the eighth 
semi-annual presentation since the Good 
Design show was initiated under the joint 

sponsorship of the Museum of Modern 
Art and the Merchandise Mart in January, 
1950. The 230 items chosen for this sum- 
mer’s show were selected from approxi- 
mately 8,000 entries, or 30% more than 

last winter when 200 items were chosen.

Wen Napoleon met his Waterloo in 1814, Percier and 

Fontaine parted company. Facile-tongued Fontaine re- 

tai ed his role as a court functionary for nearly four 

move decades. He served Louis XVIII, Charles X, Louis 

Philippé, and even survived into the Second Empire of 

nephew Napoleon. But without Percier’s inventive pen 

and Aubrey Beardsley line, Fontaine’s solos were not 

memorable. 

In dissolving the partnership, Percier mentioned his health, 

the conventional excuse. In these latter days of psycho- 
somania, Percier’s disorder might be interpreted as having 

no stomach for the exacerbations and contrivances of 

court life. In his neat way, Percier had saved a tidy sum, 

partly through the sale of his books of drawings of furni- 

ture designs, popular even in England and America. The 

reticent Percier accepted only one commission in subse- 

quent years. He designed the tomb, in a Florentine church, 

for the Countess of Albany, widow of England’s Young 

Pretender, in 1824, 

We do not know if Percier or Fontaine ever found and 

married the girls of their dreams. We suspect that had he 

married, Percier would have been hen-pecked, for his soft- 

eyed gaze betrays a yielding self-effacement. Both of them 

received the distinction of membership in the Institute of 

France, a Legion of Honor for artists. But they have 

become the forgotten men of the Empire style. Their 

talents were the sensitive film on which were recorded 

and projected the essence of that brief decade of Napoleonic 

glory into permanent visual terms. 

Percier died in 1838, seventeen years after the Little Cor- 

poral. He had consistently been elbowed out of the spot- 

light by his more aggressive patron and partner and 

forgotten by the public. A quiet man who had always 

allowed his designs to speak for him, he was the truly 
silent partner of Napvoleon’s Empire style.

Thonet Furniture 

General introductory caption for the New York Museum 
Modern Art’s exhibition, August 12 through October 
illustrated on pages 82-87.

The story of Thonet furniture (presented here on t ¢ 
occasion of the firm’s 100th anniversary in the Unit:d 
States) reads like a chapter in the history of industriali: 
tion. In the early part of the 19th century, Michael Thon 

a small cabinet-maker and joiner, well trained in his cra 
experimented in his Rhenish workshop with new methols 
to produce a chair which would be lighter, more durable 

and at the same time cheaper to make than the handmade 

products of his trade. In 1830, at the age of 23, he began 
making chair parts and soon complete chairs of bundles 

of thick veneer strips, which were saturated with glue 
and exposed to heat in wooden molds. This original method, 

which was later replaced by an improved process of 

bending solid wood, preceded Alvar Aalto’s bent plywood 
furniture of the 1930s by one hundred years. 

In 1842 Thonet moved to Austria. Keenly aware of the 

originality and possibilities of his invention, he pursued 

his idea, in partnership with his five sons, through a 
lifetime of unceasing labor and planning. When he died 
in 1871 at the age of 75, the one-time small cabinet-maker 
left behind an industrial empire of factories and saw mills, 
vast holdings of forests and a network of company 
showrooms in 25 capital cities. His invention led to an 

entire new industry. After the expiration of his original 
patents in 1869, other companies began producing the same 
furniture. Together, in the first decade of the 20th century, 
the industry employed more than 35,000 people.

I. many respects the Thonet story reads like the Ford story 

ir the automobile industry. Part of its success lies in 
;dustrialization through division of labor, the professional 

craftsman being replaced by untrained hands working in 
» assembly line (see center display table), through control 
* raw materials essential to the industry—factories were 
jiaced near beechwood forests, for which exploitation 
-ights had been secured—and through a world-wide sales 
yrganization. 

The products—an elaborate line of furniture, particularly 
chairs—were shipped around the globe in millions of pieces 

and installed in every place where people sat down for 
pleasure or work. Dismantled for easy shipping and 
equipped with screws for quick assembly, this furniture 

led straight to the serial production of the 20th century. 
It not only accepted but turned to positive advantage the 
limitations of machine production, which for good results 

asks for anonymous, simple shapes devoid of the crafts- 

man’s rich and intricate detail. There is elegance and 
refinement in many of the pieces and an inventiveness 
in the use of material and production methods which have 

not been surpassed. 
The great French architect Le Corbusier furnished his 

Pavillon de l’Esprit Nouveau at the 1925 Exposition des 
Arts Decoratifs in Paris with standardized Thonet chairs 

which were designed around 1870 (No. 6 in the exhibition, 

illustration on page 85). Le Corbusier explained his 
choice when he said “We have introduced the humble 

Thonet chair of steamed wood, certainly the most common 
as well as the least costly of chairs. And we believe that 

this chair, whose millions of representatives are used on 
the Continent and in the two Americas, possesses nobility.” 
Siegfrid Giedion in his book “Mechanization takes Com- 

mand” terms them “form purified by serial production.” 

It was also in 1925 that a new idea revolutionized furniture

design: The invention of the tubular steel chair, for which 
Thonet Brothers soon obtained major production rights. 

The story goes that Marcel Breuer, then a master at the 

Bauhaus in Dessau, envisioned the use of chromium-plated 

tubular steel for metal furniture while he was riding a 
bicycle. It occurred to him that the same bent steel which 

formed his handle bars could be fashioned into continuous 
loops to form the supporting frames of chairs and tables. 

In 1925 he designed and built the first chair entirely of 
chrome-plated tubular steel (No. 7 in the exhibition, 
illustration k on page 85). 
Another revolutionary step in the development of modern 

furniture was the tubular steel cantilever chair. One of 
the first models, a Breuer design of 1928, eventually 

became the prototype for thousands of modifications 

throughout the world (illustration j on page 85). Between 

1925 and 1929, the greatest architects of the modern move- 

ment, Mies van der Rohe, Le Corbusier, Marcel Breuer 

and others, developed tubular steel furniture which we 

consider today, together with their architecture, as the 

classic examples of new spatial relationships for a new 

industrial and scientific society. Thonet Brothers, who 

were by then an international organization with factories 

in Germany and France as well as the former Austrian 

territories, produced all of these designs and became the 
commercial exponents of a new concept of beauty. 

Recent additions to the furniture produced by the American 

Thonet Industries reflects the firm’s pioneer spirit. Knock- 

down plywood and leather chairs by Ilmari Tapiovaara 

and molded plywood chairs by Joe Adkinson (Nos. 12 and 

13 in the exhibition, illustrations 1 and m on page 85) 

indicate the endless possibilities open to the inventive mind

The success of the venture is 

apparent in the efficiency with which the broad program 

of the company’s research program is conducted. 

Vies-Planned Student Commons 

Once upon a time student commons meant an idyllic 

greensward close in the midst of tree-framed classroom 

buildings. Illinois Institute of Technology applies the term 

to a one-story structure housing a cafeteria, grocery store, 
drugstore, lounges, and other service facilities. Its base- 

ment will resound with the cacophony of spinning bowling 

balls roaring down the alleys, the ping of ping pong and 

the clack of cue on billiard ball. It is our guess that this 

$385,000 student commons would be called a “union” else- 

where, but the Technology Center is growing so fast it 

sets its own pace and creates its own vocabulary. 

The trademark of wor:d-famous Mies van der Rohe, direc- 

tor of the Department of Architecture at the Institute, is 

apparent in the exposed steel frame construction, the rec- 

tangular shape, and the expanses of plate glass. Exterior 

walls, which will be low screens subordinate to the glass 

areas, are to be of buff brick in harmeny with thirteen other 

completed structures in the Technology Center as well as 

two others presently under construction. The student com- 

mons was begun late in July and is located in the resi- 

dential area of I.I.T. in Chicago.

Museum of Modern Art, is presented in this column in 

its entirety without further comment. 
“Mr. Frank Lloyd Wright recently published a statement 

under the title: In the Cause of Modern Architecture, in 

which he denounces the International Style of architecture 

as an ‘evil crusade’ and a manifestation of ‘totalitarianism.’ 

He then goes on to accuse the Museum of Modern Art of 

having made a ‘sinister attempt to betray American Or- 

ganic Architecture,’ and offers the Museum’s exhibition 

and book, Built in U.S.A.: Post-War Architecture, as a 

proof of the Museum’s activities as a ‘professional pub- 

licist’ for the International Style. This calls for rebuttal 

and factual clarification. 

“It is self-evident that Mr. Wright speaks as a leading 

exponent of what he defines as organic architecture. It 
is therefore worth noting that the Museum, far from 

betraying Mr. Wright and what he stands for, has always 

acknowledged him publicly as America’s greatest archi- 

tect. The Museum has held fourteen exhibitions in which 

Mr. Wright’s work was represented — six of these were 

devoted exclusively to his work and one was the largest 

architecture show given at the Museum of Modern Art. 

Thus the Museum has given him more one-man shows 

than it has given not only to any architect, but to any 

creative artist. In both its exhibition and its books on 

American post-war architecture, Mr. Wright again was 

given the place of honor which he deserves. It is also 

pertinent to point out here that all the architects whom 

Mr. Wright associates by name with organic architecture 

—namely Richardson, Sullivan, and Root, have been hon- 

ored by the Museum since the inception of its Department 
of Architecture.

time, and to bring to its attention significant trends in 

modern art. Unlike Mr. Wright, we believe that the Inter- 

national Style was such a trend. Twenty years ago the 

Museum first applied the term International Style to a 

kind of architecture which, partially under Mr. Wright’s 

influence, was emerging simultaneously in several different 

countries. As described by the Museum, the International 

Style was characterized by light and spacious volume rather 

than by heavy masses, by fresh exploration of function 

and structure, and by a sense of order enriched by beauty 

of proportion and perfection of technique rather than by 

superficially applied ornament. The Museum believes that 

several architects associated with it have done highly in- 

dividual and magnificent work. 

“We strongly deny the sinister motives Mr. Wright ascribes 

to the International Style and we will, of course, continue 

to present the work of the architects who carry on its 

tradition together with distinguished work by other archi- 

tects. By the same token, Mr. Wright’s attacks will not 

diminish our admiration for him as a great artist and 

builder.”

The appeal of the unaffected warmth of much Scandinavian 
design that has inspired many a mass market producer 

was reconfirmed in new and important imports from 

Denmark and Sweden, such as the John Stuart finds 

illustrated further front; the new Hans Wegner and Arne 
Jacobsen tables and chairs Richards Morgenthau is bring- 

ing in, and the splendid array George Tanier has gathered, 

both lots to be sampled in coming issues.

The mood is formal 

elegance, a significant transition for a designer whose first 

claim to fame came with the pace-setting Planners Group.
