Virginia sculpture controversy 

Sirs: 

Re: the letter from Mr. A. L. Aydelott and 
editorial comment on the sculpture contro- 

versy of Bristol, Virginia school—lInteriors, 

April, 1954. 

Indeed Mr. Aydelott acted wisely in including 

sculpture in a modern building and must be, 
as you have done, commended on his con- 

scientiousness and courage. However, in due 

respect to him, I feel compelled to question 

the manner in which he proceeded. 

Need I say that the rapport among all con- 

cerned would have been greater if the sculptor 

had been included in early planning sessions? 

But regardless of this, might not a possible 

solution lie in open or invitational competi- 

tions? If this had been done, even though the 

responsible group did not make the actual 

final choice, the group would have had at 

least a sense of participation, which seems to 

me very important in a community project of 

this sort. I object to the idea that working 

with them in this way would result in “the 

lowest common denominator of public taste,” 

as was stated in the editorial comment fol- 
lowing the letter. With some helpful guidance 

and gentle prodding, people are often surpris- 

ingly malleable. I think we are all guilty of 

gravely underestimating the potentiality of 

publie understanding and willingness to learn 
provided there is someone with conviction, 
fortitude and humility to work with them. In 

any event, one group or job dissension should 

not be a factor in avoiding the inclusion of 

sculpture in future projects. 

Mr. Aydelott, like many of us, decries the 

lack of art consciousness here, but appears to 

do little about it even though he is in an 
excellent position to do so. Firstly by turning 

his back on the contemporary American sculp- 

tors and subscribing to the 19th century bug- 

the 

aboo of the weight a European artist carries. 
There are a great many sculptors in this 

country who would be eager and extremely 

capable of executing such a problem—some 

widely renowned, lesser known but 

also competent. There are many examples 
throughout the country substantiating this. Mr. 

Aydelott could well avail himself of the great 
amount of art talent here, get it before the 

some 

public, show them what is going on in art 
in their own country. Also, selecting a sculptor 

from that particular area might make it a 

more local project—contribution in this man- 

ner can breed familiarity. 

I have followed Interiors closely during the 

past six years with a great deal of respect and 

interest. Possibly it could continue inform- 

ing its following by surveying contemporary 

sculpture in relation to architecture—interior 

and exterior.

New Far Eastern Source 

A showease for the manufactured merchandise 
of Japan has been opened at 393 Fifth Avenue 
in New York, The Japanese Trade Center, 

sponsored by the Japan Society, Inc. Although 

the center will be open to the public, who are 

invited to come in and browse through its ex- 

hibitions, it is not a retail shop. It will serve 
as an intermediary between Japanese manu- 

facturers and American importers and job- 

bers. 

The interiors have been designed by George 

G. Shimamoto of the New York architectural 

firm, Kelly and Gruzen. As far as we know, he 
is the only American architect who holds a 

license issued by the Ministry of Construe- 
tion, to practice architecture in Japan. Al- 

though the bulk of his work for Kelly and 
Gruzen is that of chief housing architect, he 

took on the present assignment in association 
with Matsuda and Hirata of Tokyo. 
The center occupies the first floor front and 

basement of the Fifth Avenue address. The 
general mood of the entrance floor is that of 

a Japanese interior with shoji screens, a 
garden, and low benches. The lower floor cur- 

rently displays the cases of works by Rosanjin, 

the ceramic artist. Rattan borders frame the 

display boards which have a strange surface of 

metallic chips in bright colors. Harley Quinn, 
Inec., supplied some of the interior decorations. 

Housing for Mammals 

The American Museum of Natural History is 
one of New York’s most popular and _fre- 

quented places. There is a tendency to think 
of a science museum as a period piece as far 

as design techniques are concerned, but this 

view is wholly wrong when applied to the 
American Museum. Recently that progressive 

institution completed one of its twenty year 

projects: the last of the habitat groups have 

now been added to the Hall of North Ameri- 

can Mammals. 
The American Museum staff believes that ex-

The Junior League of Los Angeles invited the 

Southern California District Chapter of the 

American Institute of Decorators to assist in 

the spring money-raising campaign to help 

support the League’s many charitable and 

civic activities. Basing their choice of exhibi- 

tion on the premise that today’s Americans 
are fascinated by model room settings, and 

that every man likes to see what it is that 
professional interior designers and decorators 

do to an apartment to make it unique, eight 

apartments covering the entire first floor of 

Parklabrea Towers were decorated by seven- 

teen members recruited from the American 

Institute of Decorators, 

Parklabrea Towers, for the benefit of eastern 

readers, is one of America’s new apartment 

communities.

She was 

also designer of the lobby and gallery (see 

cut). Adele Faulkner of Lloy’s of Brentwood 
used the new Mexican manufactured mahog- 

any furniture and her own designs of furni- 

ture, while Jane Cavitt, at work in the same 

apartment, created a guest apartment with a 

Far Eastern feeling using Dunbar furniture. 

The same apartment had an _ entertainment 

area, designed by William E. Schneider and 
Don Garnier, with space for television, hi-fi. 

and radio impedimenta, a handy kitchen, 
room for card players, and a_ built-in bar. 

Anne Blomquist arranged a master bedroom- 

dressing room in robin’s egg blue and silver. 

The problem of the one-room apartment was 

solved by Allen Dizik by making it an office 
at home. Beulah G. Spiers introduced the 

outdoors into interior space with — stone, 

leather, and oriental touches. Violet Searcy 

used French furniture of the time of Louis 

Seize in living-dining and bedroom areas. In 

the same apartment, Eleanor Lee provided a 

contemporary bed-sitting room (see cut). 

Another apartment with antiques was the 

sophisticated interior designed by James 

Pendleton. The combined talents of Harriet R. 
Shellenberger, Helen M. Petzelt, Mary Mar- 

garet Vinmont, Elsie P. Feindell, and Miriam 

Whelan made up the last in the survey of 

contemporary apartment interior design. 

As the decoration of these apartments was a 

device to raise money for charity, the price of 
admission is of interest, one dollar for each 

person.

interesting aspects of the project was the list- 

ing of the decorators’ sources in each room of 

the apartments. This is a departure from cus- 

tom since many interior designers prefer to 
keep their private sources to themselves. But 
in such a large and complicated program of 

exhibition, on the scale of a housing and 

decorating program for a whole community, 

it was exceptionally valuable. Anyone with 

experience knows how time-consuming and 

strenuous is the actual compilation of the ma- 

terials needed for a small room setting, once 

the preliminary work of the plan is devised. 
Members of the American Institute of Decor- 

ators seem to be exceptional among profes- 

sional groups in their willingness to cooperate 

in worthwhile public services of a charitable 
nature. 

Parzinger Decorates in Primaries 

Tommi Parzinger decorated the pilot house 

for a new and unusually elaborate one-family- 

house series in Morton Village, Plainview, 

Long Island. 1400 of these $16,990, three-bed- 
room houses, designed by architect Rudolph 

Matern, will be built by Morton Brothers. 
Mr. Parzinger saw the advantages in the partly 

closed, partly open plan and made the most 

of them largely through his use of color. The 

large, L-shaped living-dining area (which can 

be expanded still more by using the third 
bedroom as a den, and marked off from the 

living area only by accordion-fold doors) is 

kept light in color to emphasize its spacious- 

ness, and spotted with occasional brilliant 

reds. The furniture, all designed especially 

for this house by Mr. Parzinger, is set in sev- 

eral groupings; two pale beige sofas, the same 

color as the carpet, are set quite a distance 

apart, flanking the white fireplace wall. A pair 
of red chairs and a couple of black-marble- 

topped pale maple coffee tables are split be- 
tween the two sofa areas. 

The dining area uses furniture of the same 

maple as the coffee tables, contrasted with the 

blithe white-metal-legged table and stools in 
the breakfast corner beyond. Each of the three 
bedrooms is done in modulations of one pri- 
mary color—red, yellow, and blue—to give 

each its own particular kind of charm.

What ever has become of Mae West? We cannot help regretting the disappearance 

of that ageless, amiable, and preposterous thespian. who gallantly insisted on personi- 

fying you-know-what with leers and contortions that could not have corrupted the 

most impressionable schoolboy. We were reminded of her by one of those wild 

associations that show how illogically the mind can work—which is odd, because 

logic is precisely the lesson of the episode from that particular George Raft movie 

that remains so vividly etched in memory. 

In one of her rare excursions out of corsets. Mae was playing a kind-hearted gang- 

ster’s “moll” giving refuge, in her Park Avenue hideaway, to the victim of a frame-up 

fleeing the police. The innocent young thing is thoroughly dazzled by the chrome 

and satin of the apartment. but does not give vent to her admiration until Mae. 

putting away her trinkets on going to bed, reveals a mammoth collection of “ice” 

which elicits an involuntary “My goodness!” from the girl—giving Mae the opening 

for a laconic rejoinder which became quite famous at the time: “Goodness had 

nothing to do with it, dearie.” 
This neat readjustment of a casual relationship was brought to mind the other night 

by a manufacturer, a charming and witty man, who wined us and dined us for the 

frankly expressed purpose of getting more editorial space in /nteriors for his latest 

line of furniture. It had been covered promptly, several months before, in our regular 

semi-annual review of the market, with illustrations equal to those reserved for the 

leading lines, to which it belonged; it was handsome and well made, the work of a 

talented member of the A.1.D. 

No matter that it was no longer news to /nteriors’ audience. No matter that he was 

already making money on it. Now he wanted a declaration that the design was greal 

—the prestige of /nteriors’ enthusiasm (which flattered us no end of course). 

The clincher came when he declared that the design was much more wonderful than 

Interiors had acknowledged because it was the best seller in the history of his firm, 

which was large. long-established, and very successful. 

Now it would be wrong to paraphrase Mae exactly—for design has something to do 

with sales—quite a lot. But not everything. The firm in question also has several 

magnificent showrooms in all the proper places. a well-trained corps of salesmen, 

wonderful distribution, operational and manufacturing know-how, unlimited capital. 

an ample advertising budget. and an honored name. These essentials had a great 

deal to do with the spectacular success of this design. We have seen better ones fall 

flat on their faces for lack of one or more. 

In its service to this field /nteriors must of necessity be interested in the business of 

interior cesign, in businesses related to interior design, and in the professional 

problems of a career in interior design. But when we say design we mean design. 

and not something else. Even alone, it is complicated enough, for function must be 

considered as well as esthetics. But because it doesn’t take great discrimination to 

discover a chair that makes your back ache or a door which opens the wrong way. 

in the end the esthetic judgment is the crucial one. It is, alas, also the hardest to 

define, pin down, or agree on. If beauty had but one face, we would yawn in it. 

Who can say how often /nteriors is right or how right /nteriors is? Certainly not 

Interiors. But it can at least be honest. What use would it have otherwise? Also. 

when we talk about business, we will talk about business. But we will not be talking 

about business when we talk about art.—0O.C.

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simple Federal architecture, some of the 
buildings remodelled in the Italian Ren- 
aissance style with cast iron columns and 

caryatid and mask ornaments. Mrs. 
Lawenda called the others, and a brief 

conference found them agreeing how nice 
it would be to take the whole block. 
But could it be that this whole block of 
buildings in use as warehouses was for 

sale? The interested parties found the 
owner, put the foolish question, and the 
amazing answer was that all the build- 
ings would be available within three 
months. Space-takers among the other 
showrooms were no trouble at all to find, 

and from the original idea of a single 
building an entire block emerged. 
Dorothy Lawenda picked the old Hotaling 
building on the corner of Jackson and 
Hotaling Place, where Kneedler-Fauchére 
soon fixed themselves a plum gray, three- 
storey establishment with architectural 
details picked out in white and gold, its 
18-foot shutters folded back to reveal 

deep brick walls. 
John and Elinor McGuire chose a spot 
on Hotaling Place, the small alley bisect- 
ing this Jackson Street block, and The 

McGuire Company emerged in natural 
brick with two-storey windows and dra- 
matic 12-foot black doors. 
Ted Griffith of Regency House said, “Not 
one, but four buildings!” and, together 

with Clarence Slade, formed the Jackson 

Square Land Company, four adjoining 
buildings reborn in subtle gray-greens. 
On these pages are pictures and informa- 

tion about 23 of the 27 present Jackson 
Square showrooms. Those who have 

never stopped to photograph their places 
are: S. Brown Company, manufacturers 
of custom furniture; Butterfield & Butter- 

field, handling primarily English and 
some French antique furniture and acces- 

sories; Guelfo Guelfi, importers of Ital- 
ian furniture and accessories, mostly 

period pieces; and Otele Stahmann, 

workshop for custom-made draperies, 

curtains, spreads, and pillows.—J.A.

Our readers know what Lois and William 
Katzenbach do; have probably met them 
in the large Katzenbach & Warren wall- 
paper showroom at 575 Madison Avenue. 
Equally familiar are the caliber of the 
firm’s designs, its reputation for pioneer- 
ing (William Katzenbach was the first 
American importer of European screen- 
printed wallpapers, began the use of out- 
standing artists for the field by buying 
designs from Paul Poiret, created the first 

three-dimensional “sculptured” wall cov- 
erings, etc.). The company also has a 
reputation for excellence in a wide range 
of screen and roller printed papers from 
special editions of Calder and Matisse to 

authentic Williamsburg reproductions. 
Those who have become acquainted with 
the Katzenbachs at press or trade parties 
are decidely aware of them as individuals 
too: he, meticulous, observant, and de- 
liberate, speaking with traces of an Ox- 
ford accent acquired, surprisingly, at 

the katzenbachs at home 
house for a family of happy non-conformists 

Oxford University; she, a hearty, breezy 

westerner with a musical voice. Conversa- 
tion about some of the display props they 
occasionally bring from home, for ex- 

ample a pierced Colonial lantern or a 
carved Indian shield, eventually may elicit 
the information that they are widely 
traveled, met and married in Srnigar, 
Kashmir, during the war. Though it is 
pertinent, you are less likely to learn that 
William Katzenbach developed the inter- 
est in backgrounds for interiors that led 
to his founding the firm in 1928 while 
designing stage settings, under Norman 
Bel Geddes. Before her marriage Lois 
Katzenbach was a professor in two west- 
ern universities, specialized in music, 
kinesthetics, movement. 

How independent they actually are, and 
indifferent to prevailing fashions and 
mores, cannot be guessed, however, until 
one sees their house. Or rather its inte- 
riors and view, since the exterior shell is 

hard to grasp and must rather be grad- 
ually discovered. 
It clings high to a steep slope of the 
Palisades, overlooking the Hudson over 
a vast, tree-plumed expanse, and pro- 
tected from the road behind it by a maze 
of driveways secreted among trees, Even 
at the garage there is a high sapling fence 
banked with rhododendron bushes, though 
this hardly seems necessary because the 
west wall of the house, facing the road, is 
cut a few feet into the hill, making the 

window sills almost level with the lawn 
sloping toward them; the whole stone and 

shingle structure is dwarfed and camou- 
flaged by trees. One is more aware of the 
changing panorama of green, and the 
fragrances, changing with the season, of 
the blinding white dogwood, the lilacs, 
yellow and flame-colored roses, honey- 
suckle, lily of the valley, and other tiny 
flowers scattered at the rim of the nar- 
row lawn. There is a small pool under a 
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clump of trees near the fence, but one 
does not suspect the tree-covered path to 
the neighboring studio. 
The low line of the house merges into 
an outcropping of rock at the far edge of 
the lawn. On reaching it one is surprised 
to find a narrow, slipper-shaped terrace 
below, gouged out on the hill at the side 
of the house. It continues without inter- 
ruption to the river facade of the house. 
As one steps on to the terrace, and looks 
over the unpainted wood fence, one finds 
a parallel terrace, also brick-paved, cut 

into the hill a storey below, level with 
the furnace room. It can be reached by 
outside wooden stairs and is the domain 
of Kate, 7 and Geoffrey, 6. 

But it is by no means their only domain. 
They also command the upstairs, an ad- 
joining sun deck, and a play house in 
the woods. The upstairs storey, low-ceil- 
inged and moderately miniature, is bright 
with sunshine, contains two bedrooms, a 

bathroom, a wardrobe, a central corridor, 

and a little front hall-parlor where the 
television is. The floor is furnished with 
shaggy, colorful cotton rugs, old or 
antique small furniture, the fairy tale at- 
mosphere tempered, however, by a slightly 
beat-up look. 
Though the children have quarters to 
play and entertain their guests in without 
disturbing the elder Katzenbachs and 
their guests, neither children nor cats and 
dogs are excluded from the rest of the 
house. The comfortable interiors, mostly 
floored with unpainted brick and walled 
with white-washed brick, contain no for- 

bidden territories—notwithstanding that 

the Metropolitan Museum would like to 
buy several of the Katzenbach heirlooms 
in use there. 
Though no walls are curved or diagonal, 
the outline of the house is irregular, 
partly because a wing has been added 
with minimum disturbance of surround- 
ing trees, rocks, and waterfalls. There is 

a change in level: the entry and small 
room beside it, and the wardrobe near 

the bedroom, are half a level up. 
The stone and shingle, the brick floors, 

the Duncan Phyfe méridiennes and 
benches in the living room, and the almost 
grayed chestnut beams in the living room 
and dining-kitchen might date the house 
more than a hundred years, The fact 
that the river facade is mostly glass might 
make it look modern but does not, be- 

cause the glass is in small, square panes 
in the living room and bedroom, and in 
horizontal ones in the kitchen. 
Actually the old portion of the house— 
comprising the entry, living room, and 
part of the dining-kitchen—is about forty 
years old, while the new portion (shaded 
outline on plan page 76) was put into 
service about two years ago. The Katzen- 
bachs did some of the work themselves, 

such as bricking the terrace. As the addi- 
tions were made, some of the exterior 

stonework was left uncovered, so that 

the fireplace wall of the bedroom was 
on the open hillside; rocks pierce the 
floor in a corner of the dining-kitchen. 
We are told that the original house was 
ordinary. The home that the Katzenbachs 
have made is as comfortable as an old 
shoe, yet beautiful. Only on analyzing 

The front door, in gray stone under weathered

what was not done does one understand 
that the charm of this totally unslick in- 
terior is not an accident but the result 
of careful study, the expression of an 
unusually civilized and poetic attitude 
toward the art of living. 
The front door was moved to its present 
spot from where the piano used to be. 
Windows, doors, and passages have been 
shifted for convenience and harmonious 
vistas. The color tone of the interiors— 
there are no apparent “schemes”—is 
subtly graduated from the sharply con- 
trasting white-walled living room to wheat 
neutrals in the central rooms, beiges, 

roses, and plums at the bedroom end. 
Incidentally, though you don’t notice it 
at first, wallpaper has been used in three 
rooms: “Shaded Rectangles” in tones of 
silver on the entry ceiling; “Shaded Rec- 

tangles” in tones of gold on the wardrobe 
ceiling; and the subtle, footprint-like 

splotch, curry and gold, “The Feet of 
Krishna” on the bedroom ceiling. 
Anyone who thinks the house casual 
might consider the magnificent carved 
oak screens—approximately 16th cen- 
tury French provincial—used for the 
front door, the bedroom door, and the 
divider between the bedroom and bath- 
dressing room. The Katzenbachs bought 
them when they were still in the old 
Cosmopolitan Club, before it was dis- 
mantled and moved, measured them, and 

built the bedroom wing accordingly. 
When the time came to install them, they 
found the measurement was shy two feet 
in height. They did not cut the screens; 
they rebuilt the bedroom.—0.G. 
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Above: This view from the entry, which is at mid-level, shows us both the path into the 

living room below, and the upper storey—the children’s domain. Silver-toned ‘Shaded 

Rectangles” wallpaper covers the entry ceiling. The low living room (below) has a weath- 

ered chestnut ceiling, a brick floor, white walls, opens to the terrace towards the river view. 



A shaded outline differentiates the new wing from the original 

house. The new wing, comprising the pantry-laundry, the master 

bedroom, bath-dressing room, and wardrobe, is placed for priv- 

acy, but diagonal view lines through the house make for inter- 

esting vistas when doors are left open. The addition was made 

without disturbing pleasant trees and rocks. Note that there is 

a fireplace in every major room, including the bedroom. Bedroom 

stairs to furnace room below are usually covered. 

Ornamentia domus amici frequentantes: the ornaments of this house are the friends who visit it, says the beam over the fireplace. Painting near fire- 

place, mostly deep red, is signed “Kate’’; Indonesian standing figure affectionately dubbed “Edna” stained dark red; scarlet velvet on benches, loveseats.

tique trestle table and chairs, a big gourd lantern, a pierced 

iron Colonial lantern, plenty of wall space for a formidable 

array of stoves, appliances, dishes, plenty of space for 

people, a magnificent view, nothing hard to clean or fragile.

(American) rugs on the beds—rose, red, and beige. The view is 

lovely in a different way when faded nutty theatrical gauze 

curtains are drawn to filter the sunlight from the windows. 

Forced warm air heating system sends heat under windows to 

blanket edges. Each bed has its telenhone, and Mrs. Katzen- 

bach has an intercom reaching the children’s floor. Not shown, 

in the wall onposite the beds, is the amovle, raised fireplace. 



Howard Perry Rothberg, A.I.D. 

Howard Perry Rothberg, A.I.D., comes 

from a Detroit oil family, began an inte- 

rior design practice there, shifted to New 

York four years ago. Ninety percent of 

his work is still outside Manhattan; his 

52 current jobs, which he handles with 

only one assistant and a secretary, in- 

clude two houses in Palm Beach, a hotel 

in St. Louis, and offices for a large adver- 

tising agency in Detroit.

antiques, and Mr. Rothberg’s fascinating 

collections of decorative objects are satis- 

fying convictions of quality and taste. 

While the apartment as a whole is char- 

acterized by elegance, light colors, and 

mellifluous airiness, an exciting change 

of atmosphere occurs among the several 

rooms. The living room, which is largest, 
is also the most personal. Divided into 

several small sitting groups, and com- 

posed of unimposing, though extremely 

graceful, Regence and Louis XV elements, 

this room takes a while to absorb. You 

experience its cheer at once, aroused by 

the pale yellow walls and carpeting with 

a narrow strip of black vinyl showing 

around the edges. Striking spots of red 
in the Aubusson rug before the fireplace 

and also in the inside paint of a tall china 
cabinet add to the brilliant color effect.

In contrast with the subtle living room, 
the dining room at the other end of the 

hall is monumental. A kingly, all-black-

ter. A terra cotta Caesar figure, from 
Yale R. Burge, a magnificent pair of 
Regency bronze doré candlesticks, and a

The recent opening of the spectacular 
Olivetti showroom on Fifth Avenue not 
only gave New Yorkers their first tangi-

Sometimes the surface is left its natural sand 

tone; sometimes the artist applies color. The burnt land of the Sardinian landscape 

is marked with sparse patches of wild olive and oak, and the vermilion trunks of 

stripped cork trees.

Demountable divisions give an airy outlook to an easy-flowing showroom 

Buff and Hensman plan a flexible future for William Webb 

The new Los Angeles showroom of Wil- 

liam Webb Textiles, Inc. is, in effect, as 

simple and serene as black and white— 
which, with shades of gray for temper. 
just happens to be the color scheme. But 
the fact that the black proves to be a red- 
black and the white is actually palest 
green (to avoid the coldness of these 

basic hues) is one indication of the sub- 

tlety and reticence of the entire solution 

of designers Conrad Buff III and Donald 

Hensman. The project, certainly, had its 
complications: in addition to the hand- 

woven fabrics and blinds of William 

Webb, the showroom also provides the 
wallpapers of Lohlker Murdoch, George 
Kasparian’s furniture, William Brace’s 
mobiles, and the fabrics of Swensson- 

Hendricks. The solution is a flexible one 

based on the use of open shelves and de- 
mountable partitions framed in Unistrut. 

which also prevides anchoring for 
Masonite panels and floor to ceiling fab- 
ric hangings — all amenable to quick 

change. The result is a balance between 

a psychological feeling of airiness and 

freedom from distraction in the individ- 

ual areas. The only fixed division is that 
separating the work and storage areas 
from the showroom proper. And here, for 
a neat ending, the designers echo the 
sharply vertical panel facade at 313 North 

Robertson Boulevard.—L. W.

SHAKER SISTERS OF MOTHER ANN 

The twenty-first chapter of “Makers of 

Tradition” concerns itself with the first 

craftswomen known to have created a 

design tradition, the native American 

Shaker style. How did craftswomen get 
into the furniture designing and manufac- 

turing act, and at a time, too, when it was 

dominated by craftsmen? Why has Shaker 

furniture experienced a popular renais- 

sance, and why does it look modern to 

our eyes and tastes in this mid-twentieth 

century? Who were the Shakers? 

For the answers to these, and many other 

questions, we must look back to 1747 in 

an England going through the Industrial 

Revolution. A couple of English Cami- 

sards (Latter-Day Huguenots) named 

James and Jane Wardley then founded a 

religious sect holding beliefs similar to 

those of the Quakers. Sometimes the 

Shakers were called the “Shaking Quak- 

ers.” The Shakers’ real name was the 

United Society of Believers in Christ’s 

Second Coming, just as the Quakers’ real 

name was the Society of Friends. 

During religious revivals, the Shakers 

performed a ritual dance which made 

them appear to be “shakers” in the eyes 

of sedentary non-believers, which accounts 

for the name by which they are known 

by Jean Anne Vincent 

today. Most written accounts describing 

the Shaker ceremonial suggest that it was 
danced at the pace of a brisk canter, that 
it had no set figures or choreography, 

and that it was like a rather decorous 
conga-line. The engraving above, made 
by John H. Baxter in 1838, makes the 
Shakers seem dispirited rather than trans- 

ported by religious fervor. 

Although from time to time the Shakers 

were mildly patriarchal, and the trustees 

or business managers were usually male, 
Shaker sisters had, from the very begin- 

ning, equal privileges and equal respon- 

sibilities. And all this took place in the 

eighteenth century, the Age of Reason, to 

be sure, but nonetheless, not an age dis- 

tinguished for its recognition of women’s 

rights. Why did the Shakers acknowledge, 

even proclaim, equality of the sexes? 

Insurance companies point up the depres- 

sing statistic that the weaker sex seems, 
after all, to be the hardier. But the Shakers 
were not influenced by the life expec- 

tancy charts of the Metropolitan Life In- 

surance Company. Why, then, were wom- 

en the dominant and creative personali- 

ties in Shaker communities? There were 

two reasons, theological and psychologi- 

cal, both inspired by Mother Ann Lee.

One of the articles of Shaker faith is 

belief in the bi-sexual nature of God, each 

element “Co-equal.” In 1758 Ann Lee, a 

blacksmith’s daughter, joined the Shakers 

and shortly became their leader, regarded 

hy her followers as a major prophet. Her 

preaching was not in the florid Calli- 

fornia style of Aimee Semple McPherson. 

It was her simplicity and sincerity that 

attracted the industrious artisan class 

whose own standards were rooted deep in 

the medieval craft tradition, 

One day she sailed to America with a 

band of eight. After a brief period, they 

became self-supporting and withdrew 

from “the world” to their own settlement. 

From this modest beginning, the Shaker 

community life and traditions arose. 

History reminds us that most religious 

leaders, prophets, and mystics have been 

men. Under the inspiration of Mother 

Ann, as she came to be called, all Shaker 

mystics, or “Instruments of Mother Ann,” 

were women. The Shakers who did the 

“designing” tasks in the communities 

were women. And many among the truly 

monumental list of Shaker inventions were 

the handwork of Shaker craftswomen.

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Hands to Work 

Mother Ann’s often reiterated, ‘“‘Hands to 

work, and hearts to God” became the 

motto of the Shakers. Out of this devel- 
oped the Shaker fetish for inventing 
labor-saving devices, not so that they 
might increase leisure, but that more 
work might be done for the glory of 
God. 

The purity, simplicity, absolute direct- 
ness, and, above all, the usefulness of 

Shaker productions has given rise to their 
acceptance by enthusiasts of functional 
modern design, much to the astonishment 
of the sisters of Mother Ann who were 
only following her adjunct: “Do all your 
work as though you had a thousand years 

to live, and as you would if you knew 
you must die tomorrow.” 

We know the names of many of the in- 
ventors of Shaker contrivances: Sister 

Sarah Babbitt invented the circular saw 

and cut nails. (Who says now that ma- 
chinery is man’s work?) Eldress Emeline 

Hart invented the revolving oven. Shaker 

women were the first to manufacture 
pharmaceuticals and to concern them- 
selves with problems of packaging. 
I: was the Shakers who invented machines 
for filling feed bags and herb packages. 
Shaker women were experts in New 
York’s cloak and suit industry long be- 
fore the Garment Center was dreamed of. 
The Shakers were pioneers in the chair 
industry, and their improvements in the 
washing machine won them the Gold 

Medal of Philadelphia’s Centennial. 
Shaker inventions, to name only a few, 

were: The tonguing and grooving ma- 

chine, the screw propeller, the rotary har- 
row, the automatic spring, the turbine 

water wheel, flat brooms, metal pen 
points, and peashellers. The Shaker tradi- 
tion became an authentic native craft 
tradition in America. 

A Dwindling Band 

Once upon a time there were eighteen 

Shaker “societies” and fifty-nine “famil- 
ies,” all of them idiorrhythmic, which is 
academic double-talk for “self governing.” 
Once a band of over six thousand mem- 

bers, the Shakers have dwindled to a 

mere handful. Like all other groups of 
Christian cenobites who lived celibate 

lives under rigid rules of conduct, they 

held all property in common, (unlike 
some communistic societies we could 

mention, the Shakers took absolutely no 

interest in politics or in what they called 
“the affairs of the world”) and lived self- 

sulhcient productive lives.

Shakers by Choice 

The only thing that the Shakers did not 

produce was more Shakers. Procreation, 

according to their doctrine, is a sin. New 

Shakers may be acquired only through 

conversion. Those little Shakers seen on 

the opening page were youthful converts 

or the extant offspring of new converts. 

Shakers have a number of saints, among 

them Christopher Columbus, of all peo- 

ple. (It might be remembered that Colum- 

bus is believed to have been what the 

Spaniards called “a new Christian,” or a 

convert from Judaism, like his friend, the 

Bishop of Madrid.) 

Old Chatham’s New Museum 

There are a number of well-known reposi- 

tories of Shaker traditions scattered 

around New York, New England, and in 

the Kentucky-Ohio region. The newest is 

the Shaker Museum in Old Chatham, New 

York, photographs of which may be seen 

salted liberally through these pages. The 

Shaker Museum was founded in 1950 

through the generosity of John S. Wil- 

liams, a collector of Shakeriana, who 

turned his finds over to the Museum 

which nestles comfortably on a corner of 

his property in the foothills of the Berk- 

shires. 

The Shaker Museum is chartered under 

the Board of Regents of the State of New 

York. Its trustees are some fifteen inter- 

ested residents of the area, including Mrs. 

Roger Brunschwig of Brunschwig & Fils, 

Inc., prominent for her contributions to 

the textile world of New York’s bustling 

photo: shaker museum, old chatham 

Madison Avenue. The Director of the 

Shaker Museum is H. Phelps Clawson, 

once an Egyptologist, proving that in 

America, all things are possible. 

The immediate properties of the Shaker 

Museum are in Old Chatham, see the map 

above, but the famous Shaker ghost town 

of New Lebanon is only a brief drive 

distant. The Shaker Museum is adjoined 

by the Forge Shop and Blacksmithy con- 

taining the celebrated Shaker tripham- 

mer. Across the road is the little house 

that was occupied by Sister Emma Neale. 

who was, in many respects, the inspira- 

tion for the Williams collection. This sim- 

ple structure holds her tailoring bench on 

which generations of Shaker cloaks were 

cut and other possessions absolutely with- 

out superfluity, a living memorial to the 

industry and piety of Shaker tenets.
