Done! Thanks to generous donors across America, we met our goal to eliminate
$8 million of South Carolina medical debt for 1,500 families - weeks ahead of
the December 25 target!

Lastyear, the USModernist community eliminated $3.3 million of old medical debt in
North Carolina, freeing 2,009 families from crushing payments during the
pandemic. Now, we've raised enough to help neighboring South Carolina take
care of $8 million . Two-thirds of all bankruptcies are tied to medical debt because
of expensivecare or becausepeople can't return to work. Then,not only do families
deal with physical and mental recovery, they are cash-strapped and must endure
endlesscalls from bill collectors.

The strongest tool there is for protecting a Modernist house – or any property – is a
preservation easement.And in most jurisdictions, it's the only tool that's legally
enforceable. Historic status often just doesn't count. Preservationeasementsare like
a homeowners association - for one house. Preservation North Carolina offers a
Zoom workshop, led by its President Myrick Howard , on Tuesday,December 7 at
4pm. He will share the ins, outs and benefits of preservation easements.It's free, but
registration is required .
