Palevsky took Ellwood to
Morocco on a design scouting trip, and Ellwood translated what he saw into a
Modernist steel and glass marvel on a truly beautiful site.

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A Raleigh NC couple is taking their love of Modernist homes up a notch from
appreciation to, they hope, rescue.A 1954 house designed by George Matsumoto was
sold this year and approved for demolition, but Modernist fans Melinda and Andy
Knowles plan to move the house instead , replanting it on a lot next to their home
sevenmiles away,also Modernist.

The City of Raleigh has authorized a loan to help pay for the move. The Knowleswill
likely get a preservation easement , the only legally enforceable way to savea house
from demolition, as part of the transaction. More approvals from the city for things like
moving power lines on the route are still to go. SeeWRAL-TV'scoverage here.
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On the auction block November 30, with no reserveprice, is Frank Lloyd Wright 's
Westhope House in TulsaOK.It was listed for $8M in April.

USModernist won its 19th honor yesterday with an award from PreservationForsyth,a
nonprofit founded in 2007 to provide a citizen voice for historic preservation. The award
recognized NCModernist's coverage of Modernist housesand architects in the
Winston- Salem / High Point / Greensboro area of North Carolina.
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Rudolph Schindler designed the 1941 J.H. and Margaret Druckman House in a
neighborhood called Outpost Estatesin a Hollywood canyon. It's now on the market
for $2.4M, advertised as original condition with minor alterations. 

CREMA,the Committee to RemoveMarilyn, continues its legal fight against the City of
Palm Springs to relocate a statue of Marilyn Monroe. Long slated to be put in a more
appropriate park, instead a public street was "temporarily" closed (for three years?)and
the statue placed there at the behest of a hotel association.That placement puts the full
view of her gigantic upskirt at the Palm Springs Art Museum's front entrance. The
CREMAlawsuit focuseson the city's closure of a public street for the installation of a
statue and whether the three-year temporary closure is, in fact, temporary. They are
also fighting a voter referendum in March on keeping the statue put.
