Florida State College in Lakeland is getting a new School of Architecture in Frank Lloyd
Wright's 1952 Ordway Building. Ordway will be fixed up to be the school's new
home . The College is the largest collection of Wright buildings in the world.
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Endangered : In North Port FL, the North Port City Commission will soon decide the
fate of the Warm Mineral Springs complex. Warm Mineral Springs is the only warm
water mineral spring in Florida, operated as a spa from 1946 until 2000. It was added to
the National Registerof Historic Placesin 1977. In 1959, a ParkSpaBuilding and
Cycloramawere designed by architect Jack West , a leader of the SarasotaSchool of
Architecture.
