Is Industry Going Socialistic? 

RADITIONALLY the function of 
has been 

to produce goods in a competitive 
economy, and sell those goods to any- 
one who could pay for them. That is 
an over-simplified definition of a com- 
plex distribution process. But it is es- 
sentially a true statement of a basic 
principle. Also, traditionally, the fune- 
tion of our constitutional republican 
form of government has been to exer- 
cise such functions respecting industry 
as the electorate chose to delegate to it. 

During the past two decades govern- 
ment has been exercising continually 
increasing supervision of industry, 
partly through power granted by the 
electorate, and partly by deliberate 
usurpation of authority which in many 
cases should have been declared illegal. 
This continuing exercise of greater 
authority over business by government 
is a socialistic trend. Its most notable 
manifestations have been in the fields 
of housing and medicine where social- 
istic legislation has either been passed 
or proposed continuously. Thus, gov- 
ernment has been progressing steadily 
toward an abandonment of constitu- 
tional republicanism, in 
socialistic state. 

The home building industry, princi- 
pally, was caught off balance at the 
close of the war by the socialists who 
were bent first on socializing housing. 
The defensive weapons at hand were 
few, and the only immediately 
available was to condemn everything 
the public housing lobby advanced, and 
in many instances to be as intemperate 
in defense as the public housers were 
both intemperate and unfair in their 

industry in this country 

favor of a 

tactic 

offense. Fire had to be fought with fire 
until rationalism was restored. Now, 
after an enormous expense of individ- 
ual energy and time on the part of hun- 
dreds of individuals who were aware 
of the danger to the entire economy, 
the public has been given the private 
enterprise story. The result is that the 
battle to preserve private home build- 
ing and individual freedom has at least 
been evened. If there is any advantage 
it is now in favor of the defenders. Pro- 
posed public housing legislation or au- 
thorization loses nearly everytime it is 
put to a popular vote. 

Thus, it is only recently that the 
home building industry has been able 
to pause in its time-consuming battle to 
launch a counter offense. There have 
been some successful ones—the Ballti- 
more plan, the Los Angeles program, 
and now PERC in Cleveland. 

The essence of PERC is assumption 
of the problem of sub-standard housing 
by the home builders. For the first time 
a segment of industry has assumed not 
only the problem of supplying its tradi- 
tional market, but of supplying an eco- 
nomic segment never before considered 
to be a concern of producers = normal 
profit. Thus the question, “Is Industry 
Going Socialistic?” To + tie socialism 
in government, must home builders con- 
cern themselves not only with building 
houses for people who can and will buy 
them, but also accept responsibility for 
housing everybody? If this is a new 
trend, and a new function of business, 
where does it lead, and does it really 
defeat socialism? We offer no answer. 
We raise the question, because we con- 
sider it timely and important. 
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AB Washington News Letter 

For the Light Construction Industry 

A special service for American Builder readers. The latest Washington developments affecting the light con- 
struction industry assembled by special Washington correspondent and sent by wire to be printed and 
bound in your American Builder at the last minute before it is mailed. A regular monthly feature. 

Washington, April 21, 1952. 

> A STORM HIT the nation's "stabilization" program this month. It was struck by 
a threatened steel strike, government endorsement of a large wage boost for steel- 
workers, the resignation of Defense Mobilizer Wilson, and seizure of the steel 
mills. Here are two by-products of that situation: 

>» CONGRESS SUSPENDED ALL ACTION on extending the Defense Production Act — the 
basic controls law — waiting to see how the Administration would wrestle through 
the steel crisis. 

>» INCREASED PRICES ON STEEL, and steel products, loomed as a certainty. The only 
question was how much. Steel producers have about $3 a ton due them under the 
Capehart amendment. But if the steelworkers get that pay hike, the steel companies 
want more price relief. 

>» FATE OF THE CONTROLS LAW is unpredictable. Congress most likely will pass a 
weakened version, and some legislators are taking the position that wage-price pro- 
visions of the act should be junked. They say the steel case points up the weak- 
ness of the whole program. Other lawmakers think the act should be extended, but 
for just a few months. 

>» DR. JOHN R. STEELMAN, longtime assistant to President Truman, is now acting chief 
of defense mobilization. He succeeded Mr. Wilson, who resigned over the Adminis- 
tration's handling of the steel case. Before leaving, Mr. Wilson submitted his 
fifth quarterly report on the mobilization program. 

> THAT 800,000 "ATTAINABLE CEILING" on 1952 housing starts probably will be offi- 
cially lifted, the way it looks now. This figure reflected the more strict allo- 
cations prevailing early in the year. But, as Mr. Wilson pointed out in his final 
report, as far as materials are concerned it now appears that more than 800,000 
units can be started safely. 

> PROBLEMS THAT REMAIN are mostly about copper. NPA still stresses the need for 
conservation. Meanwhile, world prices stay "well above" U.S. ceiling prices and 
copper imports remain near the 1951 level. Increased supplies of scrap are current=- 
ly a big help, NPA reports. The Defense Materials Procurement Agency has signed 
over-ceiling-price agreements with several domestic copper producers, adding fur- 
ther to copper supplies. 

> AN IDEA OF HOW THE MATERIALS SITUATION IS CHANGED can be gained from a look at 
third quarter allotments, compared with those of the second quarter. Aluminum 
allocations are up about 50 per cent from initial second-quarter figures. Other 
allotments are “substantially better." 

> TAKE THE CASE OF HHFA, claimant agency for multi-family housing: For the second 
quarter this agency received 78,600 tons of steel; 3,011,000 pounds of copper, and 
48,000 pounds of aluminum. For the third quarter HHFA will get 95,000 tons of 
steel; 3,320,000 pounds of copper, and 100,000 pounds of aluminum. Similar relief 
is in store for manufacturers of building materials. 

> INDUSTRIAL EXPANSION has reached a point where demands for structural steel have begun 
to decline, Mr. Wilson pointed out in his report. This drop is expected to be 
sharper by the third quarter. This will mean increased allocations for schools and 
hospitals, and will permit the resumption of new commercial starts, Mr. Wilson said. 
"By the fourth quarter of 1952, something near the normal rate of commercial con- 
struction starts may be possible," he added. 

>» THE FEDERAL RESERVE BOARD, the agency in charge of credit control, has dropped 
its 10 per cent down-payment requirement on home repairs. No change has been made 
in provision requiring repayment of “repair and improvement" loans in 36 months. 
These loans cannot exceed $2500, and are subject to Regulation W. 
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> THE SLIGHT EASING ON CONSTRUCTION CREDIT stimulated new rumors that Regulation 
X will be relaxed soon. A spokesman for the reserve board recently told the Senate 
Banking Committee that Regulation X is needed to "supplement" the program of materials 
conservation and allocation. But materials are in better supply; and the board has 
Stepped up its study on the economic effects of Regulation X. Meanwhile, it keeps mum 
on possible action. 

> ONE THING IS CERTAIN. The board wants Congress to give it full authority over 
real estate credit, and leave to the board the question of how it shall be used. 
Congress has been asked to remove limitations it imposed in the Defense Housing Act 
— i.e., on houses costing $12,000 or less. The board says that unless it has 
"more flexible authority" to control housing credit, the country will be taking a 
"dangerous and unnecessary risk" with inflation. 

>» MANY FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS — insurance companies, savings banks and the like 
— still report they are “subscribed to the limit" on mortgages. The past few 
years of boom building created that situation, and it will take some time to work 
it off. Builders in the defense housing program say financing is their great- 
est problem. Lenders continue to shy away from Title IX loans, according to NAHB. 

>» CONGRESS HAS ADDED $52,000,000 to FNMA's pre-commitment authority, for use in 
specified critical areas. Applications on about 6,300 units in these areas were 
filed last December, before FNMA exhausted its original $200,000,000 of pre- 
commitment authority. These applications were still pending when FNMA announced 
it had used up its authorization. Congress subsequently decided to let the agency 
go ahead on these specific cases. 

> THE BILL TO GIVE VA MORE FUNDS for its direct-loan program whipped through 
Congress without a ripple. The House passed it 341 to 0, and the Senate on April 
9 cleared it for the President. The bill guarantees VA at least $25,000,000 a 
quarter for making direct home and farmhouse loans to veterans. The program is 
due toexpire June 30, 1953. ‘ 

>» DPA ADMINISTRATOR FLEISCHMANN has announced the appointment of a deputy adminis- 
trator in charge of “construction and resources expansion." John H. Martin, presi- 
dent of United Lumber Yards, Modesto, Calif., will fill the position. One of Mr. 
Martin's “most important functions" will be to develop policies on industrial ex- 
pansion and general construction. Mr. Martin's appointment marks the first time 
DPA has set up a deputy administrator to help formulate construction policies. A 
few months ago the industry was highly critical of the fact that it was not repre- 
sented on DPA at the policy level, but criticism subsided as the materials situ- 
ation improved. 

> HOUSING STARTS ARE BOOMING. An estimated 98,000 units got under way in March, 
the Bureau of Labor Statistics reported. This was a 27 per cent increase over 
February, when starts were estimated at 77,000. It compares with 93,800 starts in 
March of last year. There were 12,000 public units started in March 1952, however, 
as compared with 3,700 in March 195l. 

>» A FINAL FIGURE ON 1951 STARTS has also been reported by the B.L.S. The total 
was 1,091,300. Of this number, 1,020,100 were private, the bureau said. 

>» ORDER M-100, which now governs housing units up to four-family size, is milder 
in some respects than former rules. But it does have bad points. It puts a girdle 
on large houses. The amount of copper and steel permitted under self-certification 
is just not enough to stretch over a big dwelling unit — and a builder cannot 
legally dip into inventory to make up the difference. If extra CMP material is 
required, the builder must file a CMP-4C application with HHFA. 

>» HOUSING PROGRAMMED BY HHFA for construction in critical defense areas totaled 
79,845 units by mid-April. This quota included 57,115 rental and 22,730 sales 
units. It covers 157 critical areas. Private builders continue to greatly over- 
subscribe this critical-area housing, the present ratio being almost four-to-one. 

» AN ECONOMY-MINDED HOUSE has slapped a lid on public housing for the fiscal year 
beginning July 1. It placed the limit at 5,000 starts. This is substantially 
below the 25,000 recommended by the appropriations committee. (The President's 
budget requested approval of 75,000). The whole matter is now before the Senate, 
and there is some thought it may raise the House figure. That happened last year.

Deadline to Convince Congress 

Controls Aren't Needed: June 30 

N LAST MONTH'S column we discussed the hot Washington issue of 
“Guns vs. Butter.” In this column we will talk about “Controls vs. Eco 

nomic Freedom.” 

The dramatic resignation of the nation’s chief mobilizer, Charles E. Wil 
son, was no surprise to informed Washington observers. The immensely 
difficult task of superimposing war-time controls on a peace-time economy 
was the job Mr. Wilson struggled ably with for fifteen months. The Con 
trolled Materials Plan was placed upon home building and everything else 
because statistically it was estimated that there would be insufficient steel, 
copper, aluminum and many other metal items to do both jobs. With the 
recent exposure of the fact that American free enterprise and production 
could meet the problem, there were bound to be repercussions and sub- 
stantial readjustments 

The Congress of the United States in its current deliberations on extend 
ing the Defense Production Act is squarely faced with the decision of the 
degree of controls necessary. Between now and June 30 when all control 
power expires, they will have to decide on the kind of economy we shall 
have. 

It is not a completely simple matter for a number of reasons; the military 
program and our aid to Europe has not yet taken its full bite of copper 
molybdenum, cobalt, manganese and other items. Much of our production 
effort has been in the blueprint stage and the full schedule of ships, planes 
tanks, electronic equipment, ammunition, etc. has not yet begun to roll off 
the production line 

The matter is further complicated by the Inflationary spiral which is 
about to be started on another dizzy spin by the recent decision of the 
Wage Stabilization Board granting steel workers a large pay increase. This 
brought to a head the bitter conflict between management and labor and 
caused such a serious breach between the White House and the Economic 
Stabilizer on one side and Mr. Wilson and industry on the other that 
resignations on principle were the natural outcome 

Unfortunately, the Congress does not have the power to prevent the 
beginning of such another round of wage increases, nor does it have the 
power to control the granting of cost increases to properly match the 
wage increase. Therefore, it has postponed deliberations on the Defense 
Production Act—the continuance of authority to impose such controls— 
pending the outcome of the present conflict in the steel industry and the 
governmental agencies concerned 

This leads directly to the numerous controls in that Act over housing— 
specifically such mortgage finance controls as Regulation X, the authority 
to restrict the metal content of housing and, of course, rent control 
Whether or not the industry should be permitted to build housing to meet 
the market demand, or should continue to be restricted, will be decided 
before June 30. 

The builders of the nation believe that controls are not necessary. They 
will build housing within the limits of the supply of metal items. Further, 
they will build only such housing as they can finance satisfactorily and can 
sell within the limits of home purchasers’ ability to buy 

It is apparent, therefore, that all the facts related to housing must be 
brought to the attention of individual members of the Congress since the 
ability of this industry to function will be entirely dependent upon their 
decision in this issue of “Controls vs. Economic Freedom.” 

This is a job which must be done by builders individually and collec 
tively through their local, state and national organizations. Adequate hous- 
ing for the people of this country in the years ahead hangs in the balance

The 6-inch 
also is lighter, can be carried around more easily. 

HELLERMAN SAYS— 

Don't expect a radial arm saw to produce unless you 
have a man who can lay out a job for mass cutting. 

Don't expect to get the most out of power tools unless 
you discover men in your crew who have a natural love 
for tools. 

Don't start a man on the hard things a tool can do. 
Take the easy jobs first. With the planer and the router, 
for example, start him on hanging doors, then graduate 
to simple stairs, cabinets. Stringers will come last. 

Don't get mad if a man spoils a few stringers, or what- 
ever. You'll save on the over-all job by helping him to 
gain continually in his confidence in the tool and his 
ability to make it perform. 

Don't expect men working on power tools in winter to 
work in unheated quarters. They need to concentrate to 
get the most out of the tool. 

In building cabinets with power tools, lay out the cut- 
ting job before you order the lumber.

NATIONAL HOME WEEK 

CONTEST IN 1952 

ESPONSE to the 1951 National Home 
Week Contest sponsored by American 
Builder was so enthusiastic that the 

contest, with some slight changes in the 
rules, and different types of 
awards, will be repeated this year. 

possibly 

Last year’s contestants will recall that 
there were two competitions, one for local 
chapters of the National Association of 
Home Builders, and one for individual re- 
tail lumber and building materials dealers 
in places where there is no formal organi- 
zation of the home building industry. The 
1952 contest will include these two classes 
of competitors again. 

To give smaller chapters and retail lum- 
ber dealers in small communities equal 
opportunities to win awards, both types of 
entrants were divided into groups, with 
awards to the winner in each group. Local 
chapters were divided into four groups de- 
pending on chapter membership. Retail 
lumber dealer competition was divided into 
groups depending on the size of the com- 
munity in which the retail operati was 
located. These classifications again will pre- 
vail, with the judges reserving the right to 
withdraw any entry from the class in which 
it normally falls, provided that in their 
judgment there are circumstances which 
warrant judging the given entry outside of 
a classification. This was done in 1951 in 
the case of the Long Island Home Builders 
Institute. This association had both advan- 
tages not available to other chapters in its 
class, and handicaps which did not con- 
front other chapters. As a result, the judges 
withdrew the Long Island entry from Group 
l, and gave it an unclassified first award. 

The rules committee for the 1952 con- 
test is at work, and within the next several 
weeks copies of the revised rules will be 
sent to all local chapters of the National 
Association of Home Builders, to the Na- 
tional Retail Lumber Dealers Association 
and its associated regional associations, and 
to the National Association of Real Estate 
Boards. 

It is expected that this year will see a 
greatly increased number of entries in all 
classes of both competitions,
