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EDITORIAL 

The manufacturer as hero - involved 
just as the design professionals are 

As I've said before on this page, for most mo nths of the year we editors are 
researching and talking and concerned w ith and w ri t ing about the work of you 
readers- architects and engineers. Bu t for two months of the year- during w hich 
thi s compendium of new p roducts and product literature is being o rganized, 
w ri tten, and checked, and doub le-checked - we are very aware of the enormous 
input and contribution that the manu facturers and sup pliers of build ing products 
and m aterials and furni ture make to the process of creating architecture. 

For just as design profess io nals concern themselves w ith ho ld ing down 
building costs, designing smarter to conserve energy, and (a lways) looking fo r new 
w ays to build mo re beautiful build ings, so must the manu facturers. 

Fo r o ne specif ic example: At the recent Round Table on passive approaches 
to energy conservation, we talked a great deal abou t daylight ing - and the 
architectural and engineering app roaches being tested . Bu t think also about the 
range o f manufacturers and suppliers w ho are involved : you think at o nce about 
the glass manufacturers- fo r daylighting clea rly invo lves m ore glass, and sophisti ­
cated glass to minimize glare and heat loss . But it also involves (changes) the 
heat ing and air-condit ioning requirements - and probably demands m ore sophisti­
cated air-conditio ning controls. It probably increases the dem and for sky lights and 
the lighting of w alls to crea te balanced light across the room . Still d ifferent 
m anufacturers invo lved . Daylighting w ill almost surely require d imming controls as 
outside light changes. Daylighting wi ll probab ly affect the exterio r of build ings as 
at tempts are m ade to imp rove shading and bounce light into the b uild ing-and 
thus curtain-wal l manufacturers w ill b e involved . Daylight ing may require a 
reconsideratio n of office layout - pu tt ing open plan spaces near the w indows 
w hile the "status offices" move into the core, perhaps w ith glass part it io ns. And 
this w o uld affect the m anu facturers of all m anner of furniture, o f f ice-furni ture 
systems, and p artiti ons. Will co lo rs and textures change as we m ove towards 
grea ter reliance o n daylighting? Still mo re manufacturers involved . 

In short , as archi tects and engineers become deeply involved in new 
techniques and design approaches, so must (and so do) many, many manufactur­
ers and producers. 

Consider that involvement as you look through this issue ..

Craftsmanship of arch itectural 
arts is not dead, evidenced by 
the continuing artistry of Ram­
busch Co. in New York City. Vig­
go Bech Rambusch, third-genera­
tion president of the family­
owned company, runs a " shop" 
for both new and restoration 
work in fields of glass, metal , 
wood, fabrics and lighting. Typi­
cal of the integral complexity of 
work accomplished is the resto­
ration of the Ohio Theater in 
Columbus (far right) . While the 
building was designed by archi­
tect Thomas Lamb, the original 
Baroque interior was designed by 
Rambusch in 1928. The firm 's 
work includes restoring murals 
and painted decorations, clean­
ing gilded ornamentations, re­
placement of drapery fabric and 
trimmings, and remodeling of 
lighting fixtures. One of the most 
current jobs is the rehabilita­
tion / restoration of aspects of the 
Villard Houses-the Madison Av­
enue private mansi o n once 
owned by the Roman Catholic 
Archdiocese of New York and 
now incorporated into the new 
Helmsley Palace Hotel. Called 
The Urban Center, it is occupied 
by professional and civic organi­
zations including the New York 
Chapter I AIA, The Architectural 
League and the Municipal Arts 
Society. Rambusch' s work in­
cludes restoration of specific 
interior details and lighting, and 
meta/ sconces (right).

The problem w ith power and 
communications system s in build­
ings is their refusal to stay put. 
Users' needs change often faster 
than their abili ty to respond . 
Power poles, underfloor race­
ways , and raised floors over­
come this intrinsic inertia , but 
even these channels cannot en­
tirely escape the high costs of 
capital o utlay or installation. 

However, flat cables -only 
some 30/ 1000 of an in . thick-can 
be placed o n structural floors, 
covered with carpet squares, and 
directly connected pedestal out­
lets , baseboard co nn ecto rs, 
phones, and call directors . They 
can be read ily moved, tapped , 
and folded. Few if any special 
tools are required . Such flat 
cables are now offered by at 
least three manufacturers . 

Versa-Trak power cable by 
Thomas & Betts, for example, 
encloses three, four, o r five flat 
conductors in sizes equivalent to 
No. 12 or No. 10 AWG sizes 
rated 20 and 30 amps, respec­
tively, for standard 120-volt of­
fice equipment . Teletape com­
munications cable by Brand Rex 
conta ins 25 pairs of No. 26 AWG 
round copper conductors. Similar 
properties are exhibited in a flat 
power cab le by AMP Industries .

Poke-through wmng- one com­
mon, accurate way to distribute 
electrical and communicat ions 
service throughout a commercial 
building-exposes the structure 
to heat, smoke, and toxic gas 
because it penetrates fire-rated 
floors and walls . Fortunately, spe­
cia lly designed through-floor ser­
vice fittings lined with fire-resis­
tant material can effectively stop 
the spread of fi re this way. 

Square D Company has pro­
duced a removable service fitt ing 
consisting of two round metal 
plates enclosing a " sandwich" of 
three '!.-inch thick disks of 3M 
Brand Fire Barrier, a polymer­
ic/ inorganic composite material. 
Top and bottom plates have o ne­
inch EMT conduits for telephone 
wiring and 314-inch EMT conduits 
for power, swaged to the plate 
and extending to but not piercing 
the Fire Barrier disks. Each disk 
has two holes cut to pass through 
wiring. Another disk is placed 
below the bottom plate. 

When exposed to smoke, 
hot gas, or flame at 250 deg F o r 
higher, Fire Barrier expands to at 
least five times its original size . In 
doing so, it fills the spaces around 
the cable and inside the conduit . 
The eventual char blocks flame, 
has a strength of 500 pounds per 
square inch , and withstands fire 
hose stream pressure. Fire Barrier 
is available in sheets .

A right isosceles triangle chosen 
by architect Marvin De Winter 
Associates to embody the floor 
plans for the Gerald R. Ford Presi­
dential Museum in Grand Rapids, 
Michigan, was extended concep­
tually to embrace the ceiling 
plane using a triangular space 
fran1e from Mero. 

Mero, supplied and serviced 
by Unistrut Corp ., is a simple sys­
tem in that there are o nly two 
components-spherical steel no­
des and round steel tubing. The 
nodes are solid , forged-steel 
spheres with flat fac e ts and 
tapped holes in precise mathe­
matical relationships. Tubular 
steel with cone-shaped ends act 
as members. The components 
are secured by a hexagonal 
sleeve and locking pin . 

Making the system relatively 
uncomplicated is the inventory of 
different sized members to ac­
commodate different loading 
conditions of tension and com­
pression, as well as d ifferent 
lengths that form square , rectan­
gular, and triangular co nfigura­
tions. Besides flat planes, Mero, 
can also assume such atti tudes as 
arches, domes, and irregular po­
lyhedrons . In-place or ground 
assembly with crane ho ist are 
both feasible , depending on size 
of structure, cost of labor, and 
availability of heavy equipment.

A structural steel space frame 
constructed from Moduspan, a 
product of Unistrut Corp., has 
enabled architect L . Barry 
Davidson to develop a strong 
building materials vocabulary for 
a one-story building in Baton 
Rouge, Louisiana. The exposed 
space frame, which covers the 
building's rectangular site, is sup­
ported by two load-bearing ma­
sonry walls and two steel col­
umns. Exterior walls and interior 
office walls are expressed in glass 
and metal panels, with additional 
interior partitions in drywall. 

Moduspan functions as a 
major organizational focus for 
the resulting design . The black 
painted space frame is visible 
almost everywhere in the interi­
ors of private offices and open 
areas . Mechanical and electrical 
systems are painted black and 
suspended from it . Interior parti­
tions frame into it . The space 
frame even continues beyond 
the glass transom that glazes the 
space between lower and upper 
chords along the building perime­
ter to create an overhang. 

Aside from furnishing an em­
phatically industrial milieu for the 
clients, an engineering and data­
processing firm, Moduspan of­
fers obvious advantages of space 
frame design. For architect 
Davidson, the system is esthetic 
as well as functional. '

The City Centre mall in Middle­
town, Ohio is a charming, well­
manicured exercise in urban de­
sign with a riddle to tell. On its 
shoulders are rows of trees . Lin­
ing its center aisle of hexagonal 
pavers are rows of flowers . Yet 
none of the familiar curbs or 
catch basins are in sight. And the 
mall stays dry. 

The secret : Armco Slotted 
Drain, specified by Harry Weese 
& Associates, the designer of the 
mall. Made of sturdy corrugated 
steel pipe, cut along its longitudi­
nal axis to accept a grate of solid 
spacer bars, Slotted Drain forms 
a 1 31.-in-wide slot for water 
removal. When buried to the 
appropriate depth , it drains 
streets, highways, parking lots, 
pedestrian thoroughfares, and bi­
cycle paths. 

Installation is fairly easy, as 
Slotted Drain involves less exca­
vation, less backfill , and no large 
dips in grade associated with 
conventional catch basins. Once 
installed, it is maintained by a 
simple flushing of water . When 
any one area is blocked, loss of 
total effectiveness is minimized 
because the length of the grate is 
so much greater than its width . 

Slotted Drain pipe ranges 
from 12 to 30 inches in diameter, 
in 16 and 14 gage. The grate is 
welded hot-dip galvanized struc­
tural steel.
